Behind The LP Boom

Everything is still coming up roses

for the LP market. Amazingly eclectic

in its best-selling inventory, the album

fiel(f continues to present the industry

with a sort of boom-economy of Its

own.

It would seem that all segments of

the population are not only making a

bee-line to the LP shelves in strong

numbers, but—and here's the remark-

able aspect of it all—are very often

taking home the same kind of product.

With singles hits offering more palat-

able sounds for adult ears, and young-

sters absorbing any number of pop

styles, the LP field has harvested the

fruits of today's catholic tastes of the

individual disk buyer.

Notice, if you will, the top album

sellers over a span of a month or so.

Soundtrack and original cast product,

which led the parade of package hits

recently, have given way, for the time

being at least, to sounds of the big-

beat, ranging from the Beatles to the

Tijuana Brass of Herb Alpert, from

Roger Miller to Dean Martin.

The Importance of this give-and-

take is that whenever a vacuum is

created by the temporary absence of

the domination of one particular sound,

there is something strong waiting in

the wings to fill the void. Fortunately,

the new best-selling merchandise of

late has been truly saleable, many of

of the entries being already endowed

with RIAA-certIfled gold disk awards.

And what kind of album product have

the new items replaced? The answer is

another bevy of albums that enjoy

gold-disk status.

Best-selling albums can, of course,

fall short of gold-record sales and still

be considered hits of great conse-

quence. What the LP chart is reflecting

these days is a rare combination of

best-sellers in the classic sense and

quite a number of fat hits, award-win-

ning recognition notwithstanding.

The important thing is that sales

are being registered in depth, with

more than a goodly share of product

making sales history. Depth in sales,

in turn, is being realized over a wide

spread of sounds.

This happy state should remind

tradesters of the current situation In

the singles field, where an anythlng-

can-make-lt scramble has been In ef-

fect for quite some time. When one

considers the impact of the singles-

hit-to-LP-follow-up concept, the logic

of an LP chart that bears a striking

resemblance to the singles picture

becomes quite apparent.

But, the album scene remains an

area that caters to product that Is

uniquely designed for the LP format.

This merchandise in combination with

the “singles LP” is proving to be the

greatest one-two punch the album

charts have ever witnessed.

It is reasonable to assume that the

substantial contribution to in-depth

LP sales made by this combination is

settling down to the foundation of the

LP market within the foreseeable fu-

ture.

NARAS Grammy Nominees Led By
Roger Miller, Beatles, Sinatra & TJB
NEW YORK—The Beatles and Roger
Miller, Grammy winners for the first
time last year, Frank Sinatra and
Herb Alpert’s Tijuana Brass, new-
comers to the disk awards prize,
lead the parade of artists who have
been listed as final nominees for this
year’s Grammys from the National
Academy of Recording Arts & Sciences
(NARAS),
Miller (Smash), who won five out

of the six Grammys for country
performances last year, is up for nine
Grarnmys this year, while the Beatles
(Capitol), named best new artists for
1964 in last year’s elections, can win
10 Grammys. Frank Sinatra & the
TJB (A&M) are candidates for six
Grammy awards.

All three of these artists have been
nominated for “Record of the Year”
honors along with the Ramsey Lewis
Trio’s (Cadet) recording of “The ‘In’

Crowd” and 'Tony Bennett’s (Colum-
bia) rendition of “The Shadow of
Your Smile.” The latter selection also
pops up in five additional categories,
including “Best Song of the Year.”

Miller, Alpert’s Tijuana Brass and
The Beatles also qualify as finalists
for the “Album of the Year” Grammy.
Here they are joined by the sound-
track album from “The Sound of
Music,” singer Eddy Arnold’s (RCA
Victor) “My World” and Frank
Sinatra’s (Reprise) “September of My
Years.” The Sinatra selection appears
in four categories, with another of
his recordings, “It Was a Very Good
Year,” winding up in contention for
two more awards.

All in all, the Grammy Awards,
which are based on quality of per-
formance rather than quantity of
sales, encompass 47 different categor-
ies, ranging from strict pop and con-
temporary to jazz, folk, country and
western, rhythm and blues, Broad-
way shows, spoken word, religious,
children’s and classical music, with
eleven categories devoted to the seri-
ous music field.

By the end of this month. Academy
members will have returned their
final ballots to the independent ac-
counting firm of Haskins and Sells
for tabulations. Winners of the
Grammys, which are to the recording
field what the Oscars are to the
movies and the Emmys to television,
will be announced on Tuesday eve-
ning, March 15, at awards ceremonies
in New York, Los Angeles, Chicago
and Nashville.

Classical Nominees
The “Best Classical Album of the

Year” category pits two veteran,
world-famous pianists, Vladimir Hor-
owitz (Columbia) and Artur Rubin-
stein (RCA Victor), against one
another as well as against veteran
conductor Leopold Stokowski, famed
soprano^ Leontyne Price and a German
production of the Berg opera,
“Wozzeck.” The Horowitz recording,

CHICAGO—Smash and Fontana Records, which set a cumulative sales goal of

$6,000,000 in sales for their fourth complete year, ending Dec. 31, 1965, topped

that goal for the year and kicked off 1966 with the largest single month in

their sales history during the past Jan., it was announced last week by

Mercury president Irving Green.
Irwin Steinberg, the company’s executive v.p., in amplifying on the success-

ful sales year and significant early 1966 start, said that the Charlie Fach-

headed dual label operation concentrates on a limited number of artists but

backs them up with intense promotional, publicity and manufacturing facilities.

In explaining the yearly, and now the Jan. all-time sales record, Fach

noted Roger Miller’s contribution spearheaded the pace-setting period, with

a number of albume making vital contributions.

Based on the healthy Jan. sales, Fach estimates that Smash-Fontana could

wind up 1966 with a projected 25% increase, which would put the diskery into

the $7,500,000-$8,000,000 category.

George Martin In U.S.

For Material Hunt

NEW YORK—George Martin, musi-

cal director of the Beatles and since

last fall a partner in Britain’s new
AIR production company, has ar-

rivod in the U.S. for a two week stay.

His primary concern, he told Cash
Box, is to seek-out and bring back
material to be cut by the artists who
are being recorded by AIR. AIR
brought under a single corporate roof

the talents of Martin, Ron Richard,
John Burgess and Peter Sullivan. Ac-
cording to Martin, there is a “dearth
of great songs” around and he hopes
to pick up suitable material for such
performers as Matt Munro, Celia
Black and David & Jonathan.
The David & Jonathan smash sin-

ade of “Michelle” was the first master
produced by AIR. Also on release
here is the Peter Sellers’ take-off of

“A Hard Day’s Night” and “Help!”

The voices that blend on the opening

of the latter session, by the way, con-

sist of Martin himself and David &
Jonathan. Another AIR entry is the

St. Louis Union’s “Girl” on Parrot.

As for the Beatles, who, Martin

noted, made their historic initial visit

to the U.S. just two years ago (Feb.

7), they may soon make their first re-

cordings in the U.S. The group, of

course, has been “recorded” during

their concert appearances, including

an unreleased date at Carnegie Hall.

But, Martin said, the boys are in-

terested in doing U.S. studio work.
The reason? “They’re always ready
to do something new,” Martin ex-

plained. Coupled with a desire to do
something new, Martin went on, is

their drive to outdo what they have
done before. Martin said that their

“Rubber Soul” LP was the product of

30 recording sessions, representing
their finest album collection to date.

While in the U.S., Martin will do
some appearances on American TV.
They will have to be limited to

conservation guest-shots, since Mar-
tin had not, as of this writing, his

H-1 visa as an artist.

AIR also records such standout acts
as Manfred Mann, P. J. Proby, The
Hollies and Peter & Gordon.

THE DAVE CLARK FIVE’S GREATEST HITS
—Epic LN 24185/BN 26185
One of the leading hitmaking British groups,

the Dave Clark Five, should quickly score a huge
success with this LP that packages all of the hits

that have garnered them so many fans on both
sides of the Atlantic. Featuring their recent chart
topper “Over And Over” along with the likes of

Her recent recordings on
the Mercury label were “Cabaret
Days” “Bigger And Better Than
Ever,” “Her Latest And Greatest
Spicy Songs,” and “Spice Of Life,”

and on the Decca label, “The Great.”
In 1906 the entertainer came to

New York, where she got a job at the

German Village for $15 a week. In

1909 she was performing the “Zieg-

feld Follies.” Five years later she was
earning $1,000 a week at the Palace
Theatre. By that time she had al-

ready introduced the song that event-
ually became a part of her—“Some
Of These Days” by Shelton Brooks.

However, the desig-
nation would have to be made prior
to tickets going on sale. The only
fixed expenses the producers would be
faced with is the cost of service per-
sonnel.

Will Dillon Dies

Pan Alley,” Dillon, a charter member
of ASCAP, was the co-penner of such
million selling songs as “I Want A
Girl (Just Like The Girl That Mar-
ried Dear Old Dad),” “My Little

Girl,” “All Alone,” “I’ll Wed The
Girl I Left Behind,” “Do Do Do What
Your Mother Did,” and “That Girl
Of Mine.”

Besides being a songwriter, Dillon
was a popular song and dance man
and a musical stock matinee idol of
the early part of the century. A
vaudeville star, he performed in the-
atres throughout the world and made
several appearances with Harry
Lauder, for whom he wrote “At The
End Of The Road.”
As a result of two severe automo-

bile accidents which destroyed his
voice, he was forced to retire. In his
retirement, however, he wrote, in col-

laboration with Henry Tobias, such
songs as “I Found A Girl,” “Get
Yourself A Girl,” “She’s A Good
Girl,” “A Perfect Marriage,” “I’m
Gonna Sue You, Sue” and “I’m Just
Another Sweetheart.”

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ALBUMS REVISITED
JOHNNY'S GREATEST HITS—JOHNNY MATHIS

Collections of re-packaged hits of
popular vocalists usually make suc-
cessful albums. Consumers like the
idea of having separately purchased
recordings in one convenient LP. Ob-
viously, “Greatest Hits” albums are
prime ingredients for any well-bal-
anced catalog. The sales pattern is

generally a heavy initial response ta-
pering off to respectable, bread-and-
butter catalog movement.
Johnny Mathis’ “Greatest Hits” en-

try, released eight years ago by Co-
lumbia Records, is one of outstanding
LP’s in this category. The disk, which
contains a generous sampling of the

chanter’s single hits (e.g., “Chances
Are,” “The Twelfth Of Never,” “Won-
derful! Wonderful!”, “It’s Not For Me
To Say,” etc.) became an immediate
best-seller. Its overwhelming accept-
ance was borne out by the fact that
during the first year of release the LP
received an RIAA-certified goW disk
for a $1,000,000 retail sale.
But unlike most albums of this va-

riety, the Mathis LP never really
slowed down. Although the artist left
the Columbia fold some two years,
the disk currently moves along at a
far more than healthy clip of 100,000
plus units a year. In Jan. of this year,
the LP sold more than 18,000 pieces.
To date, “Johnny’s Greatest Hits” has
sold almost 2,000,000 copies, making
it one of the biggest sellers in the
entire Columbia catalog.
The secret behind the album’s amaz-

ing staying power is that it has be-
come something of a party “classic.”
At social gatherings around the na-
tion, cutting across socio-economic
barriers, the LP is played more likely
than not. From all available data, this
especially outstanding vehicle should
certainly be around and kicking for
some time to come.

Billy Rose Dies
NEW YORK—Billy Rose, who pyra-
mided his diverse theatrical interests
into a $25-million fortune, (lied last
week (10) of lobar pneumonia in Mon-
tego Bay. The vet showman, who had
gone to Jamaica to recuperate from
recent heart surgery, was 66 years
old.

The multi-faceted Rose first came
to national prominence as a prize-
winning shorthand expert during
World War I. After the war he turned
his hand to songwriting in a novel
fashion. He began by spending months
in libraries studying hit songs for the
previous thirty years. He realized that
such men as Irving Berlin and Jerome
Kern had a special talent, but he
opted that he could be successful with
a foraiula. His approach was to stress
the commonplace or utilize odd words.
In the next fifteen years he wrote the
lyrics to more than 400 songs, includ-
ing 50 hits. He ranked in ASCAP’s
revered AA class, the position held
by Richard Rodgers.

His songs included “Barney Goo- >

gle,” “Rainbow ’Round My Shoulder,”
“Would You Like To Take A Walk?”,
“More Than You Know,” “It’s Only A
Paper Moon,” “I Found A Million Dol-
lar Baby In A Five And Ten Cent
Store” and “Without A Song.”

Rose’s insatiable drive next prompt-
ed him to become a night club owner.
While running his first nitery, the
Back Stage Club, he was credited with
“discovering” Helen Morgan. Other
club ventures included the Fifth Ave.
Club, Casino de Paree and the Dia-
mon(i Horseshoe.

In 1929 he turned to Broadway and
produced his first show, “Crazy Quilt”
with Fanny Brice, who was his wife
at the time. Six years later he brought
“Jumbo,” a musical written by Rodg-
ers and Hart, to the boards. It became
one of the stellar successes of the 30’s.

Other Rose-produced main-stemmers
included “Carmen Jones,” “Clash By
Night,” “The Immoralist” and “The
Wall.”
A showman of many talents. Rose

also directed and ran the Aquacade at
the 1939-40 New York World’s Fair
and produced the Successful Texas
centennial exhibit in Forth Worth in
1936.
Rose was one of the founders and

the first president of the Songwriters’
Protective Association which later be-
came the American Guild of Authors
and Composers.

In a statement concerning Rose’s
death. Burton Lane, current AGAC
president, said: “We sincerely mourn
the death of Bill Rose, who as work-
ing songwriter in the 30’s was a pio-
neer in fighting for the rights of com-
posers and lyricists. Thousands of ,

songwriters and their families lead

a better life today because of the

efforts of Billy Rose.”

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Decca is riding high on the British stock exchange. The interim report for
the first half year ending 30th September 1965 is “most encouraging.” The
report discloses that the group’s trading profits, before tax, rose by almost 12
per cent to £2,675,000 from £2,397,000 as compared with the same period of
1964. The turnover at £16,200,000 is up by just under 10 per cent. In view of
the fact that Decca’s turnover and profits during the second six months are
normally greater than those of the first half of the financial year, these figures
are tremendously impressive. Decca chairman Sir Edward Lewis declared an
interim dividend of l/2d per share from 1/- last time.

Strike Records, a completely new and independent company, will be launched
in Britain on February 27th by Lionel Segal and Jack Heath. Already well
established in the publishing, agency and management fields via Millwick Music
Publishing Co., and Segal Artistes, the addition of Strike Records makes the
organization an entirely self contained unit.. Strike Records will be distributed
exclusively by Selecta. It is planned to release two singles per month plus a
limited number of LPs. Several artistes have already been signed to the label
including Neil Christian and Jackie Bond, whose singles “That’s Nice” penned
by Millwick contract writer Miki Dallon and “Tell Him To Go Away” composed
by Lionel Segal, will launch the label on the market in February. Strike Rec-
ords will be released in Germany by Deutsche Vogue and the Neil Christian
single is being issued in France by Barclay Records.

The United Kingdom will be represented in the Eurovision Song Contest by
Kenneth McKellar. The song “A Man Without Love” composed by Cyril Orna-
del and Peter Callander is published by Shapiro Bernstein. Decca is rush-
releasing the number as a single.

Bernard Ness, recently appointed deputy managing director of RCA Great
Britain, has set up offices in London from which he will handle all present and
future aspects of RCA’s record activities in the United Kingdom. These will
include the liaison functions previously handled by Peter Baumberger, with
whom he will work closely in the future. Together they will integrate RCA’s
European operation. In an interview with Cash Box, Ness said that the new
British operation has four primary facets—recording, music publishing, liaison
with Decca Records (RCA’s licencees in the U.K.) and the exploration of the
U.K. market with a view to formulating the company’s future policy in Great
Britain. In the record field, Ness will be working closely with this country’s
leading independent A & R managers. Contracts already exist between RCA
and Millwick, Ritz and the Mitch Murrary Productions. RCA plans to seek out
and sign British talent which, alongside their formidable roster of inter-
national artistes, will strengthen the label’s commercial potential throughout
the world. Visits to Britain by RCA artistes from other territories are already
being accelerated, and currently in Britain is Eddy Arnold, whose single “Make
The World Go Away” is currently No. 2 on the American charts. His new
single, “I Want To Go With You,” is shortly to be issued here. Arnold is ful-
filling concert engagements as well as all the major radio and TV slots.
Similar plans have been concluded for Arthur Fiedler, due here in April.

“Dio Come Ti Amo,” winning song at San Remo performed by Gigliola
Cinquetti and Domenico Modugno, is published in all English speaking terri-
tories by Robbins Music. The company also publishes two of Modugno’s former
San Remo winners, “Volare” and “Ciao Ciao Bambino.” Also from this year’s
festival Robbins has “Una Casa In Cima A1 Mondo” and “lo Ti Daro Di Piu,”
both of which reached the finals.

Jimmy Philips of K.P.M. attended the San Remo Song Festival and acquired
two of the most commercial songs there, “In Un Fiore” and “Una Rosa Da
Vienna.” English lyrics are being prepared and artistes lined up for British
releases. Last year at San Remo, Philips picked up “La Colline Sono In Fione,”
which retitled “The River” took Ken Dodd (Columbia) and K.P.M. high onto
the British charts. K.P.M. also publishes the Barbra Streisand charter “Second
Hand Rose” and their subsidiary, Raintree Music, publishes Dusty Springfield’s
latest Philips single “Little By Little.”

One of the most commercial songs of the festival, from an international point
of view, “Mai, Mai, Mai,” (Valentina) sung by Pat Boone and Giorgio Gaber,
is published by Boone’s own music company, Spoone, handled here by Leeds
Music. Boone flew into Britain after San Remo and was feted at a reception
hosted by Pye Records after which he topped the bill of “Sunday Night At The
London Palladium” as well as taking in other top TV shows.
Another British publisher who came away from San Remo with a potential

international hit was Eddie Day of Francis Day & Hunter who acquired “Paff-
bum” for the Eng:lish speaking world. Cyril Shane of Shapiro Bernstein picked
up “Leirni Aspetti,” and plans are in hand for Billy Fury to cut the number for
Decca with new lyrics supplied by Peter Callander.
Ron Kass, director of Liberty Records’ overseas operations, attended the

San Remo Festival where the label’s stars P. J. Proby and Vic Dana appeared.
Although Proby narrowly missed the finals, both he and Dana enjoyed con-
siderable personal success, and as a result. Liberty intends to step up their
participation in this kind of international event. Vic Dana flew into London to
promote “Crystal Chandelier” which he featured on radio and TV. He sub-
sequently left for Paris to appear on Europe’s No. 1 “Musicarama” TVer at the
Olympia, thereafter to Amsterdam for his own TV Spectacular.
Top British A & R manager George Martin is currently on a two-week visit

to America to supervise arrangements for a promotional tour by David and
Jonathan. The British duo is climbing the American Top 100 with “Michelle,”
produced by Martin’s independent AIR and released in the U.S. on Capitol.
Another AIR production released in the U.S. is “Girl” by the St. Louis Union
on Parrott. These disks (both Lennon/McCartney compositions) are already in
the British charts^—a creditable achievement for any company in its first six
months. During his stay in America, George Martin will also have meetings
with Voyle Gilmore of Capitol Records.
Another British independent having its first chart success is Immediate

Records with “Think” by Chris Farlowe. The number is penned by The Stones’
Mick Jagger and Keith Richard and produced in association with label chief
Andrew Loog Oldham. It is published by Mirage Music.
“Our Walk Of Love,” first vocal version of Horst Jankowski’s international

hit “A Walk In The Black Forest” waxed by Salena Jones, is released on the
Columbia label and not CBS as erroneously reported two weeks ago in this
column. Lyrics are penned by Roy Cowen and published in the U.K. by K.P.M.

NORWAY
The first two Silver Disks, after a sale of 25,000 has been given to the win-

ners here this year. The Beatles took them both, one for “Yesterday” and the
other for “Day Tripper.” The British group now has 11 Silver Disks from
Norway.

Milestone Jazzhouse is the latest jazz club to have opened in Oslo. It is op-
erated by Arne Svendsen and Tom Erlandsen. The club will be open Satur-
days and is specializing in modern jazz music.

Latest releases from A/S Nera includes “Snow Flake” b/w “A Railroad
Bum” with the late Jim Reeves on RCA Victor, a record expected to reach the
charts very quickly, as all records by this artist have done in Norway. The
February releases included nine singles and 13 LPs, all on RCA Victor.

New on the charts here this week are “Michelle” with the Overlanders on
Pye and “A Must To Avoid” with Herman’s Hermits on Columbia.

SWEDEN
The usual noise around the local Swedish Song Festival has started—^not

with any of the traditional scandal that follows this spectacle every year, but
with discussion for and against the changes of the songs in the Eurovision
Song Contest in Luxembourg, March 5th. Most people seem convinced that

Sweden is absolutely without any chance if they send the song “Ny Gammal-
vals” (New Oldfashioned Waltz). It is a fairy-tale, modernized with Swedish
slang, sung as a duet.
There were 11 juries in 11 cities voting for the songs they liked best, and

the song was winning, receiving not less than nine points from the jury in

Karlstad, western Sweden. This jury has been criticized for their choice, and
the other day they defended themselves by publishing the instructions given
them by the arrangers, Swedish Broadcasting-TV Co (SBC-TV) where it was
clearly said that “no jury is allowed to vote on any song they feel would have
the best chances in international competition, as they were there to pick a good
Swedish song, and not an international one.” This has turned all the critics

against the SBC-TV for accepting to appear in an international Song Festival

and doing their best to stop Sweden from having a chance in the same com-
petition.

It is also understood that the record companies are not too happy about
SBC-TV. When they contract artists for a song competition of this type, it

would be preferred if SBC-TV, when they need a duo, take two artists from
the same record company. This year’s winning artists were from Metronome
(Svante Thuresson) and Karusell (Lill Lindfors). Accordingly, there can’t be
any “original recording” of the song in the local or international market, since

the artists are from two companies. Whatever recording done, will be with
one of the original artists with someone who didn’t sing the song in the TV
competition. This, of course, is provided that the two companies can’t come
to an agreement that results in “borrowing one of the artists from the rival

company.” This hasn’t happened so far.

SBC-TV has not yet commented on the situation, and it probably never will,

but it is obvious that SBC-TV’s wellknown fear for the word “commercial” is

behind their choice of artists for the song as well as the instructions to the
juries. This, on the other hand, results in the confusing situation that SBC-TV
would probably be most happy if the winning song in a competition arranged
by themselves didn’t turn out to become a commercial hit.

In the meantime, SBC-TV is having more problems. Ballad-singer, composer-
writer Comelis Vreeswijk sent a cable the other day to SBC-TV. He explained
that he didn’t want any of his songs or records played in radio or TV in the
future. He sent the same cable to the Swedish government. Behind his decision

is the fact that some of the songs on his latest LP has been banned by SBC-
TV as “not suitable on moral grounds.”

Sture Borgadahl of Sonora Musikforlags AB back from the San Remo Song
Festival in Italy, where he obtained the winning Italian song for Scandinavia.

AB Philips-Sonora recently gave a Silver Disk to Magnus Quintet for their
“Monika,” which just sold 50,000 records. “Monika” was their record debut,
and they have since then recorded “Christina,” now above 35,000 and on its

way to another Silver Disk for the group. With their luck with “girls,” the
popular group is now working on an EP titled “Magnus’ Four Girls.” In Feb-
ruary they are contracted for a tour in Norway, and in April they might go
to Finland for radio, TV and a tour.

Sonet has released an LP from the Amnesty International’s recent gala at
the Stockholm Municipal Theatre, January 17th, 1966. Among the artists heard
on the record are Monica Nielsen, Sten Lonnert, Olle Adolphson, Inga Tidblad,
Monica Zetterlund, Bjorn Gustafson, Allan Edwall, Olof Thunberg, Hans Al-
fredson and Tage Danielsson. The income from the record goes to the Am-
nesty International, and Sonet Grammofon AB has promised to add the same
amount as their own tribute to the organization.

Grammofon AB Electra has rushed out “As Tears Go By” b/w “19th Ner-
vous Breakdown” with the Rolling Stones on Decca.

Latest releases from AB Knappupp include “Michelle” b/w “Elaine” with
Billy Vaughn on Dot, “C.C. Rider” b/w “That Little Girl Of Mine” with Bobby
Powell on California and “Love Bug” b/w “And I Love Her” with Jack Jones
on Kapp.
New on the charts here this week are “Till The End Of The Day” with the

Kinks on Pye, “Saj Inte Nej, Saj Kanske” (Don’t Say No, Say Maybe) with
Sven-Ingvars on Philips and “A Well Respected Man,” also by the Kinks on

“El Adios/Asvaldo Pugliese” on Philips
includes “Morena,” “Cansion De Rango,” “Whisky,” “Nido Gaucho,” “La
Solita” and six others. “Elvis/Harem Holiday” includes 12 tunes from the
sound track of the M.G.M. movie. “France Gall” on Philips is the second album
released in Japan and includes present hit “Attends On Va-t’en” and other
new songs. “Panse A Moi” is especially fascinating. “The Sounds;’ Best Album”
includes “Troika,” “The Wanderer,” “Golden Earring,” “Midnight Twist,”
“My Only Love” and 12 others. “Los Tres Diamantes’ Golden Album” is an
anniversary release to honor their performances here. Included are Latin
music and Japan’s recent hits such as “One Rainy Night In Tokyo,” and
“Una Sera Di Tokyo.” “The Astronauts” is also an anniversary LP to honor
their coming to Japan at the end of January. Songs included are “Heart
Break Hotel,” “Love Me Tender,” “I Walk The Line,” and nine others.
“M.J.Q./Poggy And Bess” is recommended by all critics. “Moanin’/Oscar
Peterson” on Philips is an anniversary release to honor his Japanese per-
formance. Included are. eight of his latest recordings such as “Children Tune”
and “Moanin’.”

While in San Remo, Italy we came across Brussels’ Peter Plum, manager
of Peter Plum Publications, who established contacts there with the major
European publishers. In San Remo, where the 16th San Remo Song Festival
was held in Casino Municipale, he met Eddie Barclay, owner of the French
la^l of the same name, and other prominent figures from the world of show
business and music. Among the other Belgian music publishers in San Remo
for business discussions were Roland Kluger of the World Music Publishing
House, which acquired copyrights for several numbers, and Lammy Vanden
Hout, manager for Belgium of Primavera.

Polydor told Cash Box that it owns copyrights on the winning San Remo
record, in the original version by the composer and writer Domenico Modugno:
“Dio, Come Ti Amo.” The company, as announced by its manager Walter
Holzapfel, will launch a special press campaign in order to make the song
popular here. Modugno is expected for a TV performance on the Flemish
network. In the meantime, Polydor has been doing quite nicely with its LP
release “Love Letters” by Bert Kaempfert. The Flemish production is prog-
ressing well.

Bagatelle editions has informed Cash Box that it owns copyright on both
sides of records that could very well make the hit parade in this country.

The songs are by Mireille Dac, “La Cavaleuse” and “Si Tu Devines” (Polydor)
and by Serge Gainsbourg, “Qui Est “In’, Qui Est ‘Out’ ” and Docteur Jekyll

et Monsieur Hyde.”

Gramophone is due to release a new Adamo single. Both songs on it are

still unnamed, but undoubtedly they stand a pretty good chance to become
bestsellers, as were all his previous records.

W. Roelans, sales manager of Inelco (RCA) informed Cash Box that he is

quite hopeful about the most recent release by Brook Benton, as well as for

another by the promising young Flemish singer, Johnny Carlo. Other records

now likely to gain popularity, especially in Flanders are “Make the World
Go Away” by Eddy Arnold, “Stasera Con Te” by Rita Pavone, “Les Cuine-

gettes” by Alain Barriere, as well as a single by Sylvie Vartan. Sylvie Vartan
is due to appear on the most popular teenager TV show of the Flemish net-

work, “Tienerklanken” on March 8. The show is to be broadcast the same
evening.

Ardmore and Beechwood told us that they own sub-rights for Belgium on

Enrico Macias’ “Mon Couer D’ttache” and on a second Macias’ song “La Part

Du Pauvre.” They also own sub-rights on “Morgen, Ja Morgen” (Wanda
Jackson), “Ca Ne T’engage A Rien” (Alice Donna) and “Ca Serait Beau” by
Richard Anthony. They furthermore possess world copyrights on recent re-

leases by Linda Algeri: “Reponds-Moi” and “J’ai Tout Essaye.” Chris Baldo

has just recorded on HMV the French version of “Empty House,” “Je N’ai

Plus Qu’une Maison Vide.”

Palette records has announced the release of two long awaited for LP’s,

the new Will Tura LP, with a song which is certain to be heard of a great

deal, “Heimwee naar Huis,” and the first LP by Andre Brasseur, which in-

cludes such former hit tunes as “Early Bird” and “Atlantide” and a new
smashing number “Mad Train.” Andre Brasseur took part in the international

music programme “Musique aux Champs Elysees” at Basle, Switzerland. The
first EP by Alain, also distributed in France, is soon to be put on sale in

Lebanon (Societe Libanaise du Disque). The latest Waikikis album “Lollipops

and Roses” is soon to be released in London (Pye) and New York (Four
Corners), while a new Los Mayas album is on its way to Japan (Nippon
Columbia). From this album a single has been extracted, “Hawaiian Lollipop,”

now being distributed. The LP and single “Trumpet In The Night” by Teddy
Mertens is to be released soon in the U.S. (Four Corners).

Palette is preparing the release of a new recording by Ariane, “1-2-3” and
another one by Digno Garcia, “Guantanamera.” Les Cousins have been award-
ed the “PAI” 1965 Trophy, the first time the award was presented by the

“International Artistic Productions” of the Republic of Argentina. Les Cousins
last year made a triumphant tour of Argentina. They are leaving this month
for another big tour of Latin America, which is to end in Buenos Aires. A
new programme by Radio Veronica, broadcasting from a ship anchored in the

North Sea, produced by World Music Group and presented by Robby, is be-

coming a big success. Carrera of Sugar Music-Milan publishing house came
over to Brussels to discuss the San Remo Song Festival with Messrs. Paecq
and R. Kluger.

Screen Gems Benelux is preparing the next movie season in close coopera-
tion with Columbia Pictures.

Strong local chart contenders from the Tamla-Motown line issued by Funck-
ler, the Artone subsid, in Benelux are “My World Is Empty Without You” a
strong follow-up of “I Hear A Symphony” by the Supremes, “Don’t Mess With
Bill” by the Marvelettes, “Going To A Go” by the Miracles and “Up Tight”
by Stevie Wonder.

Artone’s Benelux release from the United Artists’ single catalog this week
includes Jay & the Americans with their current Hit “Sunday And Me,”
Bobby Goldsboro’s upcoming “Broomstick Cowboy” and Patty Duke’s “Funny
Little^ Butterflies.” From the label’s album listings, Artone released packages

Bovema in the Dutch forerounds of the Eurovision Song Festival ’66, appeared
on TV on Monday Jan. 31st and Feb. 2. The final contest for both com-
petitors was 3 days later.
Columbia launched its 12-piece “Studio 2 Stereo” series, featuring a mixed

repertoire featuring great artists like Sir Malcolm Sargent, George Martin,
Manuel & his Music o/t Mountains, Gary Blake, Don Tracy and the Shangaans.
The_ label’s pop star Vince Hill visited Holland on January 27th for radio
performances with the Metropole Orchestra.

Imperial’s vocal duo Les Shalom were recently pacted for a featured act
in Rene Sleeswijk’s Dutch revue. In the coming season, 1966-67, they will
be replacing HMV’s the Shepherds.

Parlophone, still doing fine with the Beatles’ “Rubber Soul” album, this
week released Cilia Black’s latest single “Love Is Just A Broken Heart” b/w
“Yesterday.” Label chief Roel Kruyse also reports that as a result of their
personal visit, the Hollies will be on the TV plugging a.o. “If I Needed Some-
one,” “I’m Alive” and “Looking Through Any Window.” The label also re-i

leased the Fourmost’s “Girls, Girls, Girls” and “The Long Cigarette” by the
Roulettes.
Bovema’s Capitol label had singles and EPs out by Wayne Newton, Glen

Campbell and the Beachboys. Another strong item in Capitol’s comedy vein
is “Welcome to the LBJ Ranch,” hitting the charts this week.
Walt Disney’s “Mary Poppins” recently hit prominent cinemas in Arnhem,

Hilversum and Haarlem. HMV supplied local dealers with promotional
material for its soundtrack album of the film musical.

In January, singles and LPs by British group the Rolling Stones reached
top sales again in the Netherlands with “Satisfaction” jumping to a Gold
Record figure. As the Rolling Stones are not able to do a live performance in
Holland before the end of March (via Paul Acket’s Agency, The Hague), it was
decided to present the Gold Disk in London. In cooperation between Phonogram
and a leading Dutch paper, “De Telegraaf,” a prize competition was held
among Dutch teenagers. It was won by a 19 year old student, Nana Engelander.
In the company of Telegraaf columnist Brigitte, and Frank Visser of Phono-
gram’s P & PR Dept., the young lady flew to London on January 27th where
Marcel Stellman of Decca had taken care of a reception at Andrew Loog
Oldham’s offices in London. Four of the five Rolling Stones were present
(Brian Jones had fallen ill), and the boys gladly accepted the Gold Record
during a gay meeting at Oldham’s. Mick dagger extended the group’s sincerest
thanks to the many Dutch Stones’ fans and informed the Dutch delegation
about some plans for 1966, including the shooting of a Stones’ movie.
The popular Dutch-Indonesian duo the Blue Diamonds (Ruud and Riem de

Wolff) and their two instrumental accompanists returned at Schiphol Airport
on Thursday, February 3rd, from a most successful tour through the Indonesian
archipelago. Most remarkable about this peculiar venture is the fact that
recordings of the Blue Diamonds and many other European and American pop
groups were thrown into the fire a couple of months ago, stigmatized as
“decadent and imperialistic music,” but that the reception of the boys and the
public response to their music was a complete triumph, much to the pleasure
of the Government. The tour, originally planned for only three weeks, had to be
lengthened to seven weeks.
The Blue Diamonds made personal appearances throughout the entire

Indonesian archipelago, including the isle of Bali which made the deepest
impression on them; it took the boys many hours to reach their destination
there via boat and train.
Through the whole of Indonesia, the Blue Diamonds were cheered by large

crowds of fans, including the Army, for which the duo did a special toup.
Public enthusiasm had to be restrained by a cordon of fifty Indonesian
soldiers. The Indonesian governing cabinet was present at a Gala-concert in
Djakarta.
Upon arrival in Amsterdam, the Blue Diamonds were welcomed by Rolf ten

Kate, head of P & PR and Jan Corduwener from the A&R Dept., both from
Phonogram, many press and radio officials, and of course by Ruud’s wife,
pretty dark Mexican Leda, and Riem’s fiancee, Jan from Denmark.
One of Holland’s most famous broadcasting dance & entertainment orches-

tras, the Skymasters, celebrated their 20th year of existence in January. The
popular band, led by alto-saxophonist Bep Rowold, was formed from members
of Pi Scheffer’s “Red, White and Blue Stars,” the first American-typed Dutch
dance band after the war.
Phonogram released a special album for the occasion with a collection of

Skymaster hits through two decades of pop music in Holland.
Louise Malle’s sensational new comedy movie “Viva Maria,” filmed in

Mexico with Jeanne Moreau and Brigitte Bardot, had its Dutch premiere.
The soundtrack, featuring attractive novelty “Paris,” was released on the
Philips label.

After being out of stock for many years in the Dutch market, the famous
jazz-LP “Quintet of the Year,” a live-recording at Massey Hall from 1953 by
the Dizzy Gillespie Quintet (with Charlie Parker, Bud Powell, Max Roach and
Charles Mingus), has been released by Phonogram on the Vocalion label.

Among latest jazz recordings put on the market by Holland’s largest diskery,
we noticed a new Philips album by the Modern Jazz Quartet with music from
“Porgy and Bess,” and the two Limelight (Mercury) productions which are

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MEXICO
The past twelve months or so have shown an ascendancy of the local prod-

uct on the domestic scene. We stipulate the domestic scene because Australian

records are having great difficulty in achieving acceptance on an international

basis. Most top executives in the trade here can readily understand and appre-

ciate the lack of interest and acceptance in certain “foreign” areas where the

language may be a problem, but this doesn’t account for the obvious problems

facing Australian hit records in other English-speaking countries. We find

that records that have enjoyed enormous success throughout Australia go

“nowhere” when they are issued overseas. At this stage let’s give full credit

all the way to the English and American labels who release Australian prod-

uct. They are obviously doing their best and are prepared to “have a go”

with what they believe are records of some potential. But the fact remains

that as a whole Australian records generally haven’t made much headway
when they have been issued overseas. This is especially true of records that

have been No. 1 hits across Australia. This is quite a contrast to many disks

from England and America (many of which have not reached anywhere near

the top in their country of origin) that are released in Australia and are

given every chance to prove themselves by virtue of equal opportunity with

many other records. We wonder just how much air exposure is given to

Australian records that are released in America and/or England ? The old

argument about records not getting attention overseas because the artist

isn’t there to promote it just doesn’t seem to hold, especially in view of the

fact that countless imported records score well in Australia when the artist

concerned has never been to this country, and the chances of him ever coming
here are somewhat remote.

This isn’t intended as a “gripe” against overseas companies; these thoughts
are advanced in the hope that the many “thinking” people in the trade in

England and the United States may be a little more aware of what Australian
records are up against overseas. Radio stations overseas that are interested

in giving a little aid to the Australian record industry should feel free to

contact Cash Box in this country. We will be happy to put them in touch
with leading record companies and music publishers in Australia.

American television star and famed band leader Bob Crosby has arrived
in Australia to host a new series of national variety television shows; they are
set to be scheduled against some of the top rating live programs currently
running here. Bob has indicated his intention to incorporate a fair amount
of dixieland jazz into his sessions. If it enjoys anything like the popularity
of some of the great old Bob Crosby group records, we may easily find dixie-

land back in vogue here.
Two new local singles through the Festival organization are a group called

the Id with “Lindy Lou” and “Somebody To Love”—this is on the Festival,/

Spin label; on Festival/Leedon we find the Fugitives with “All Your Lies”
and “Baby Come Back.”

Astor Records have concluded a deal for the exclusive Australian repre-
sentation of the Hanna-Barbera catalog of America. First releases under
the agreement include “Big Bright Eyes” by Danny Hutton, and “I See The
Light” by the Five Americans. Further new issues will follow these soon in

both the singles and albums fields.

A short while back we ran a paragraph about the new single release which
features 3UZ deejay Ken Sparkes with a song called “What Have I Got Of
My Own,” which was composed by American writer John Herring. Herring
was so interested that he took the trouble to phone Ken Sparkes from Cali-
fornia. One result of the phone call is that Herring has now sent along to
Sparkes a copy of another composition, “What Can You Do With An Old,
Old Song.” In addition to his deejay work with 3UZ, Ken Sparkes is also
the host of the national five-nights-per-week pop music series on television
entitled “Kommotion,” which seems to be the subject of strong popularity,
particularly with the teenage audience.
Pan Pacific Promotions has completed arrangements for a concert tour

to begin here shortly headlining the Rolling Stones. It is likely that the
Searchers will be on the same bill, but no official advice has been received
on this at press time for this issue.

Leeds Music is all geared up for the release pretty soon of their hot new
Lennon McCartney song “Michelle,” which will be released in several different
versions on singles here. With the overseas success of the song, it seems
sure that it will do big business here; the broadcast restriction was lifted
from the song on February 11th.

Shirley Bassey is in Australia at the moment playing clubs and hotels.
She is reported to be doing turn-away business no matter where she appears
here. Neil Sedaka is booked to return here in April for club and national
television appearances. To mark the visit, RCA has re-issued two of his
biggest hits on the one single, “Calender Girl” and “Oh! Carol.”

Capitol Records has announced the future arrival to town of Ray Anthony
and several musicians of his band. The idea is to organize a big dance band
including Mexican musicians and to do an LP with Latin American themes,
which later will be distributed in all the American countries and Europe.
Veteran rock and roll creator Bill Haley returned to Mexico City accompa-

nied by his Mexican wife and little daughter and cut a new album. Bill Haley
and the Comets “Whisky a Go-Go,” which includes most of the songs he
presented in the place of the same name in New Orleans. Included in this
album are songs like “The Earth of the Thousand Dances,” “New Orleans,”
“Sam Suit” and others. Arriving with Bill was American singer Joe Turner,
who will record with Bill a part of another album that soon will be recorded
at Orfeon, the label that signed a new contract with Bill. P. King will be the
A&R man of Bill’s recordings.

Expected in Mexico City is George Albert, president and publisher of Cash
Box. Before arriving in town, George will spend a few days in the Mexican
port of Acapulco.
Andre Midani, president of Capitol Records of Mexico, started a tour with

Arturo Valdez, sales manager of the same company, through the country,
to study and recognize the Mexican record market. Capitol Records is

promoting the new artists of the country.
Two of the more recent songs written by the Beatles, “Michelle” and

“Girl,” were immediately recorded in Mexico. The first one was translated
by Los Yaki at Capitol Records and the second song by Los Ovnis at Peerless
and by Los Hermanos Carrion at Orfeon Records.

Popular Mexican bolero singer Marco Antonio Munoz left town to do a
series of performances in New York at the Puerto Rico theater. Upon return-
ing, Marco will find a new bunch of arrangements to be immediately recorded
at RCA Victor.

Other RCA artists, Los Hermanos Castro, flew to Puerto Rico to perform
in TV shows and at El Caribe Hilton Hotel. Their big hit, “Yo sin ti,” written
by Arturo, is going to be recorded in the United States by several artists.

After her arrival from Spain to Mexico City, popular singer Angelica Maria
immediately cut an extended play at Musart Records. Songs included were
“Flamenco,” “Sabado y Domingo,” “Yo que no vivo sin ti” and “Sabia.”
Angelica Maria is appearing on “TV Musical Ossart” and doing a new film.

Mike Laure, artist of the city of Guadalajara, is again on the top, now
with three new hits. They are “Mazatlan,” “No llores” and “Veracruz.”
Actually, he is the best seller at Musart Records.

Spending vacations here were Ray Charles, creator of the Ray Charles
singers and producer of the Perry Como show. Ray listened to several
Mexican songs to be recorded in the future at MGM Records. He already
did well with the Mexican theme “Love Me With All Your Heart.”
While folk singer Miguel Aceves Mejia left town to perform in Lima,

Peru, young singer Cesar Costa left for Guatemala. Later he will tour several
South American countries and finish in Panama. Cesar released a new extended
play at RCA on which he sings “Yesterday,” “Hold Me, Thrill Me, Kiss Me”
and others.
Eduardo L. Baptista, president of Pan Americana de Discos, S.A. (Musart),

flew to Miami to visit Record Distribution of America, which will press and
distribute his Musart Records in the United States. Baptista is also trying
to get the distribution of Spanish label Zafiro and the distribution of Musart
Records in Spain by that label.

Three record stores, a TV station and a radio station gave to Cuban singer
Olga Guillot trophies because of her popularity in the city of Guadalajara.
Gamma Records released the second LP recorded by Peter, Paul and Mary

on the Warner Brothers’ label. Mexican promoters are trying to get this
trio to Mexico for a series of performances at the Palace of Fine Arts. Also
under the Gamma seal, but made at Pye Records, is the second volume of
the Sounds Orchestral, playing James Bond themes.
CBS released a new album by Doris Day called “Sentimental Journey,” in

which she sings old standards like “At Last,” “Serenade in Blue,” “It could
Happen to You” and others. There is also another new long play cut by CBS
and sung by Tony Bennet. On it he presents his big hits like “Fly Me to the
Moon,” “Insensatez,” “Taste of Honey,” “Stranger in Paradise,” “I Left my
Heart in San Francisco,” “In the Middle of an Island” and others.

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In speaking about the San Remo Festival, we can say that record buyers’
opinions are different from the juries! In fact, in accordance with an inquiry
we made among some record retailers, the best selling record is “Nessuno Mi
Puo’ Giudicare” by Caterina Caselli (CGD) and Gene Pitney (CGD), followed
by “II Raggazoz Della Via Gluck” by Adriano Celentano and II Trio Clan
(Clan), “In Un Fiore” by Wilma (loich and the Surfs, “Paff . . . Bum” by Lucio
Dalla and the Yardbirds.

In speaking about “II Ragazzo Della Via Gluck” composed and presented by
A. Celentano and his Clan, we have to stress that, as we reported in our spe-
cial article in last week’s edition, the exclusion of Adriano from the final night
was really a surprise. It is our opinion that Celentano performed it well. The
public likes the song as is demonstrated by the fact that some retailers during
our inquiry have reported “II Ragazzo Della Via Gluck” as one of the best
selling discs of the week. The same thing happened with “Paff . . . Bum.” The
song was performed by the debuting artist Lucio Dalla (RCA Italiana) and
the Yardbirds (Ricordi). This song, too, was excluded from final night, while
it’s now getting good reaction on the record market. According to our charts,
the winning composition “Dio Come Ti Amo” sung by Domenico Modugno and
Gigliola Cinquetti gives further proof that the public does not pay too much
attention to the jury’s opinion. It was at the top of the final classification, but
it’s not being requested in the record shops. In any case the best selling record
of this composition is performed by GigUola Cinquetti on the CGD label. The
singer has recently recorded this San Remo hit in French, English and Spanish.
However, it is not yet decided which of the two winners, Domenico or (ligliola,

will present “Dio Come Ti Amo” at the European Festival, which will take
place in London in the middle of March.

This year the San Remo Festival has also tried to introduce into the Italian

Market new trends, taking for the first time, onto the Casino stage, well known
groups, which have had much importance in the music world. Sale results

seem to be very good, even if the juries are not in accordance with this. It’s

still too early to decide what will be the advantage that the industry and the
Italian record market will get from this Festival. Now, all the San Remo
tunes have been given for sub-publishing to all the foreign countries. There is

preference for “Una Rosa Da Vienna, sung by Anna Identici (Ariston) and
the Minstrels (CBS).

Joe Giannini, the former top executive of CGD, is coming back again to CGD.
Giannini has also informed us that Caterina Caselli is one of the new person-
ages that is under the spotlight thanks to the San Remo Festival, where her
fresh interpretation “Nessuno Mi Puo’ Giudicare” appealed to the young peo-

ple. Her recording of the San Remo song which she performed with Gene Pit-

ney is among the best selling of this year’s contest.

Gene Pitney, after the big success he had at the last two San Remo Festivals

(’64 and ’65), has appeared for the third time on the Casino stage. Now he is

in Rome for several TV shows, among which is a TV’er presented by soprano
Anna Moffo.

Gino’s schedule also includes a short stay in France where
he will record an EP.

Last year the Minstrels at San Remo achieved a big success singing “Le
Colline Sono In Fiore,” which was one of the best sellers in 1965. This year
they have returned with some changes; in fact, only the two girls are the
same; the boys are all new singers. This year they have been successful with
“Ala Buena De Dios” and “Una Rosa Da Vienna.” Presently they are pre-
paring a TV Show.

Pino Donaggio, in the past, has always been successful at San Remo. Un-
fortunately this year he didn’t get to the top of the final classification, but
his tune “Una Casa In Cima A1 Mondo” is well appreciated by the public; by
February 8th he will go to Paris, where at Olympia he will present his latest
interpretations.

Richard Anthony, a foreign singer who participated for the first time at San
Remo with Milva “Nessuno Di Voi,” will appear on TV as guest star in a show
presented and dedicated to II Quartetto Cetra. In it he will sing his San Remo
tune.

Three songs presented by Southern Edition were: “La Notte Dell’addio” sung

by Iva Zanicchi and Vic Dana; “Nessuno Di Voi” sung by Milva and R. An-

thony; and “A La Buena De Dios” sung by I. Ribelli and the Minstrels all in

the finals.

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The San Remo Festival is over and Modugno came home -with the bacon as

did publisher Hans Gerig, who wound up with the tune for Germany. But now
it’s time to get set for Germany’s 6th annual German Pop Music Festival

under a new organization. The new festival, which no longer includes the

record industry and GEMA, is headed by the “Organization for the Promotion
of German Dance and Entertainment Music” and produced in cooperation with
German national TV, station SFB in Berlin, station SWF in Baden-Baden and
the tourist bureau of Baden-Baden. This year, anyone can enter who is either

of German nationality or has their tax residence in West Germany including

Berlin.

Composers and lyric writers are not limited to the number of songs that they
may enter. Popular songs and chansons with lyrics (no instrumentals) in the
German language can be entered. One or two authors may be associated with
each song but not three or more. No song can be over 3 minutes long. The
lyrics and melody must not be already known through published sheet music,
radio play or performance. The songs must be sent in an envelope which con-
tains an entry blank, sheet music, lyrics, and a tape recording or demonstra-
tion record which may have 1 or 2 solo voices, piano or accordion and a rhythm
group of bass, guitar and drums. No more instruments or doubling of the
above mentioned instruments is allowed. The sheet music, text or tape/demo
may not have the name of the authors or artist written on it. Each song
entered will warrant a fee of DM 100 ($25). Publishing houses may enter the
songs and pay the fee, but the name of the publisher may not be on the music,
lyrics or tape/demo. The final date of entry is March 10. The jury will have 3
composers, 3 leaders of dance orchestras, 3 members of the entertainment
department of Radio and TV stations, 3 trade journalists and 3 pop and chan-
son oriented laymen.

At first, 30 songs will be picked and they will be narrowed down to 18. The
18 songs will be presented on TV before a live audience on Saturday the 21st
of May from SFB Berlin. The audience in the hall and the “Infratest” (Hooper-
Nielson type rating firm) will decide the 12 best songs for the finals in Baden-
Baden on June 25, where the 3 winning tunes 'will be decided through mem-
bers of the audience, “Infratest,” and the 11 radio and TV studios.

Basically, the rules are the same as in the past with the major exceptions
that anyone can enter this year (not just GEMA members), the number of
entries per composer/lyric writer is not limited, and most important, a new
organization is running things without the record industry and GEMA. Every-
one in the German music business knows that a national festival is needed,
and everyone also hopes that the new festival will bring success without bad
publicity and bad feelings in the business. Cross your fingers and off to the
German Pop Music Festival “66.”

Philips Records reports that the first German “Beat” film starring the
Rattles starts this week in movie houses. An LP of the film music and a new
single by the group has already been released. The firm has released the
“More Genius of Jankowski” LP here with Horst Jankowski, his piano and
choir and is doing a great publicity job on the record. LP best sellers Esther
& Abi Ofarim are in Munich doing a new LP and Ian And The Zodiacs are in
Germany for TV and club shots.

Rolf Budde writes that his publishing house is giving a big push to the
German waxing of “A Taste Of Honey” as done by Jan & Kjeld from Den-
mark for Ariola. The Herb Alpert platter is also getting off the ground here.
Electrola has released a Beatles single of “Michelle” and “Girl” from the
“Rubber Soul” LP due to popular demand. The firm also is promoting “Barbara
Ann” by The Beach Boys and A1 Martino’s “Spanish Eyes,” a tune from the
pen of German composer-orchestra leader Bert Kaempfert.

Professor Karl Richter, organ virtuoso, harpsichordist and conductor signed
a new long-term pact with Deutsche Grammophon (D.G.G.) here. Richter, who
has been associated with the label since 1958, will make appearances with his
Munich ensemble in Amsterdam, London, Vienna, etc., during 1966-67 and will
tour Switzerland and Spain in the summer of 1977. D.G.G. held a press con-
ference with a cold buffet to honor the occasion.

Frankfurt’s Guenter Kieser ran away with many honors for jazz album
covers at the Polish Jazz Festival recently. First place went to his cover of
the Philips disc. “In Memoriam Oscar Pettiford,” and second prize went to his
cover “Eje Thelin at the German Jazz Festival” on Metronome. He took a
special prize for his “Django Reinhardt, Europes Greatest Contribution to
Jazz” LP cover for Brunswick. The two first place covers were done for rec-
ords produced by jazz critic Jocahim Ernst Berendt of SWF Radio-TV in
Baden-Baden.

Important U.S. labels Decca, Coral, and Brunswick have switched distribu-
tors in Germany. After many years with the D.G.G.-Polydor organization, the
labels are now being handled by Teldec here.

That’s it for this week in Germany.

GcishJBox< ARGENTINA
On February 11, there took place in Mar del Plata, Argentina’s biggest

summer resort, a Song Festival organized by RCA. It was attended by artists

of the label from five countries. Names included Jimmy Fontana, Rita Monico,
Jose Feliciano, Peggy March, Ronnie Cord and local stars Palito Ortega and
Juan Ramon, among others. The event got wide promotion via newspapers and
radio stations. During the summer. Mar del Plata (regular population, 200,-

000) receives more than a million tourists from Buenos Aires and other cities,

and turns into the most active city of the country. During this season, several

TV stations started airing their programs from Mar del Plata, with good re-

sults. The musical event starts a trend towards new promotional ways not

used before in Argentina.

Trova Records reports the recording of an album by songstress Donna Car-

roll, currently appearing on TV in this town. Donna will record Liverpool and
Bossa Nova styled tunes and is expected to do well in this market. At the

same time, the diskery has named musician and arranger Jorge Lopez Ruiz
to the post of artistic director in charge of directing future local waxings.

CBS reports that several artists recording for the label took part at the

recent Folk Music Festival held in Cosquin; Jorge Cafrune, whose “El Chacho”
has been recently released as an LP, El Change Nieto, Los Trovadores, Maria
Helena, Los Gauchos de Giiemes also are on the list, along with Los Herma-
nos Abalos, just inked by the label. Actor and composer Pepe Iglesias has been
also added to the cast and has already cut his first album. On the technical

side, there are improvements in CBS’ studios to allow better recordings.

Ariel has released three new albums of the Impulse series, including a new
LP by Duke Ellington and Coleman Hawkins. The others are by Gil Evans
(title is “Into The Hot”) and by the Milton Jackson Quartet. The same com-
pany has released an album by the Hollies, with titles like “Very Last Day”
and “Lawdy Miss Clawdy.”

Odeon’s newest includes a single by Los Yaki, with the Beatles’ hit “Help,”

which received big help from the film, “De Dia Y Noche,” and another one by
the Arriagada Brothers, recorded in Chile: “Dime Si Te Vere” and “Dulce Mon-
ica.” Both are local tunes. Recently inked group Los Cantores de Salavina have
recorded “Rubia Moreno” and “Las Dos Riojas,” two folk songs, while on the

international side there is an EP by Gilbert Becaud, containing “L’Orange,”
“Mon Pere A Moi” and others.

Disc Jockey has released a single by Hugo Dargo, recently inked by the

diskery. Titles are “Dejalos Hablar” and “Erase Una Vez.” The latter comes
from the Peter Sellers flick “What’s New, Pussycat,” currently on screen in

Buenos Aires. Melodic star Rosamel Araya has recorded “Apasionados,” the

first bolero written by well known TV and radio drama writer Nene Cascallar.

This record is being released this week.

Producciones Fermata is outing a new record by Herb Alpert and his Ti-

juana Brass: “South Of The Border.” The waxing was made originally by
A&M. From the RGE section comes an album with songs for the 1966 Carni-

val celebrations, and another one tagged “Paramount: Templo De La Bossa,”
recorded live at the Paramount Theater in Sao Paulo, Brazil.

Stanko Jerebic of Melograf infos that Los Santa Marta have recorded, for

Odeon, “Aquella Noche En Olivos,” while Jimmy Lerman, on Discofonia, has
cut “Llego El Carnaval,” and El Gaitero Colombiano (Odeon), “Rosa Amelia
Barranquilla.” All three are local products, and Jerebic believes that they also

have international value.

Composer Ben Molar has been invited to a celebration to take place Feb-
ruary 27 and 28 in Asuncion del Paraguay by the Paraguayan Association of

Composers and Radio Comuneros of that country. During the gathering. Mo-
lar will receive an award for the work in behalf of Paraguayan music he has
done during past years.

Music Hall’s new artist Alicia Flores has recorded two local tunes, “Quiero
Verte” and “Amor Eterno,” Cacho Acuna, for the same label, has “Huyo De
Ti” and “Soy Tuyo,” while Pancho Torres’ latest is “Zamba Agridulce” and
“El Chico De Las Naranjas.” Danny Montano and his group have cut “Ojos
Espafioles,” while Grillito, also appearing in the Luis Sandrini TV program,
recorded “Abuelito Shake.” All the tunes are controlled by Fermata.

Julio Korn Publishers is promoting Chilean tune “El Corralero,” represented
here by Ediciones Odeon, and administrated by this pubbery. The song has
been recorded recently by Los Quilla Huasi (Philips), El Chango Nieto (CBS)
and Los Trovadores del Norte (Music Hall). Julio Korn expects to get the
rights of several of the new San Remo songs and is holding negotiations with
the Italian publishers.

Companhia Brasileira De Discos (Philips) has an efficient promo man in

Sao Paulo, Carlos Gangalves, who has told CB the latest news from the ac-

tive company about its reorganization phase. Calgulinha is the name of one of
the most popular accordion players in this country and he is proving his qual-
ity in all the programs which he performs at the “Teatro Record” (Emissoras
Unidas). Philips inked musician-A&R man Mario Duarte, and is preparing
material for his disc bow, an album that may become a success. Wilma Benti-
vegna’s first LP for the company titled “Precise Aprender A Ser So" is hav-
ing very good reaction from critics and public. It’s interesting to note that,
besides that Brazilian original, Wilma interprets international hits such as
“H Mondo,” “lo Che Non Vivo,” and “Que C’Est Triste Venise,” with words
in Portuguese, and she is provided with good arrangements by maestro Wal-
domiro Lemke. Popular “sambista” Noite Ilustrada has another album that is

being released soon. The title is “Depois Do Carnaval.” Another artist who
has been pacted in Sao Paulo to the Philips label is popular chanter Miguel
Nastari, famous for his impersonations and his interpretation of Italian hits.

J. Rahmi informs us that Discos Chantecler has signed TV lark Neide Alex-
andre (Channel 7 of Sao Paulo) to cut an album for the label after Carnaval
(Mardi-Gras). A&R man Braz Baccarin is planning a very special production
of this disc.

Marcos Nobili has told us about important releases for Discos RGE. A great
number of requests from several corners of Brazil led RGE to the release of
a single by popular accordion soloist Carlinhos Mafasoli. It contains two
strong numbers from his latest LP “Noite De Festa", “Macaco Na Braza”
and “Dois Coragoes.” Vince Taylor is a well-known “big beat" songster in Eu-
rope and is now being presented to the Brazilian teenagers through his first

album for RGE, which calls for special attention for three reasons: 1. Vince
has all the prerequisites to become a real favorite of the young generation of
this country; 2. Some of the numbers included, like “Jezebel” and “Summer-
time,” adapted to the beat style, are all time favorites which makes for easier
acceptance; 3. This disc was cut “live” and brings the warmth of an appre-
ciative audience. A Brazilian artist has been presented to local audiences
through a foreign label. Barclay, represented by RGE, in an album which
Baden Powell cut during his sojourn in Paris. Baden accompanies singer-com-
poser Billy Nencioli in 12 numbers. All bands are by Baden and Nencioli.
Fermata record division promo is also headed by Nobili, who has told CB

that another US artist is being presented to Brazilian audiences through an
album titled “Dig These Blues” in which Hank Cranford interprets his own
style of strong jazz. Best sellers Sonny & Cher are already known to the Bra-
zilian public with “I Got You Babe.” Their first album, “Laugh At Me,” has
all the conditions to please the young set. For the many fans of Italian music,
Fermata has two 33 rpm singles with new artists from that country: Peppino
Gagliardi (“Verro A Chiederti Perdono” b/w “Fruto Di Mare,” by Pallavicini)

and Remo Germani, a teen idol in Italy, with “Dami II Numero Di Telefono”
and “Nossignora” by Mogol.
More news about recent releases of Odeon: Chantress Isaura Garcia, of Sao

Paulo, has a double-compact on the market with four numbers. One of the
most talked about chanters of Brazil, old-timer Orlando Dias, also has a dou-
ble compact in which the number “Ranchinho Da Serra” is the strongest.
Matt Monro, who became famous in this country with his rendition of 007
number “From Russia With Love” has a good LP for his fans, in which that
hit number is included together with “Walk Away,” “For Mamma,” and others.
Italian music has a good interpreter in Peppino Di Capri, and Odeon released
an album with his biggest hits called “Os Grandes Sucessos De Peppino di
Capri.” US ballad chanter Danny Williams appears in a good album in which
Nelson Riddle gives musical support. Latest Beatles’ album “Help!” is still

strong in second place on the charts. Another US artist who is getting good
reaction in Brazil is Tom Jones with his LP “0 Que E Que Ha, Gatinha?”
(What’s New, Pussycat). Known to the Brazilian audience since their tour
in this country where they garnered a great number of fans, Peter, Paul and
Mary, are back here with their album “In The Wind,” a good bet.

RCA Victor is introducing in this country the US “Protest Songs.” Folk
rock chanter Barry McGuire has a single produced by represented Dunhill la-

bel. It is “Eve Of Destruction.” RCA is making a good promotion of the disc,

presenting the translation of the English words. It is interesting to note
that, during the recent “RCA Latin American Convention” in Mexico, when
the Brazilian hit “Carcara” was presented to the attendants, all agreed that
this country also has its own “protest songs.”
More news from Discos Mocambo is being given to us by the label’s promo

man Basilio Alves. Carnaval comes on strong with two LP’s “Frevos Can-
goes” and “Frevos De Rua” and three single-compacts, in which two strong
“frevos” are included in “Marlene” and “Broto Danado” by Claudionor Ger-
mane, with Orchestra of Maestro Duda directed by Nelson Ferreira. Petula
Clark appears on the local market with her French LP “Hello Paris,” in which
several of the big hits of that country are included. Jair Pimentel, a “virtu-
oso” of clarinet and sax (who plays 18 instruments) is a very popular artist

in the north and northeast parts of this country. The musician is trying to

conquer the South with a new album called “Jair Pimentel E Sua Bossa.”
From the represented US “Kapp” label, an album titled “Be My Love” intro-

duces trumpet player Jimmy Sedlar to local record buyers. Several “singles”
released: Michel Daud, with “Sera Que Esquecerei” b/w “Ali Baba”; Sandro
Gerardi with “Un Volto D’Angelo b/w “Nella Soffita,” participant of Italian

radio contest “A Record For The Summer.” “0 Prego De Uma Vida” and
“Minha Vida E Voce,” penned by Erlon Chaves for popular TV “Soap operas”
appear on the disc by Jair Pimentel. Singer-composer Christophe tries for a
repeat of his European success with “Aline” b/w “Je Ne T’Aime Plus.”

After the enormous success of the teen program “Brotos 66,” in which some
of the biggest local and international “beat” hits were played, “Emissoras
Unidas” will start another program in which young unknown chanters will be
given a chance to show their possibilities for a future career. Who knows
how many new recording artists will come out of this promotion ?

The Juke Box .

. . that’s Entertainment!

Picture the typical operator in front of the typical loca-

tion, breathing hard and trying to keep his footing in the

snow while unloading a juke box from his truck. By the
time he dollies it inside the location and completes its in- ,

stallation, he’ll probably be winded or temporarily ex-

hausted, but he has to meet a demand. The demand Is

for entertainment, and no one works harder to provide

it than the juke box operator.

Entertainment is no longer a luxury in this country.

Today, entertainment is not only an accepted part of our
culture but a recognized necessity—no longer generally

considered to be a waste of time or a disturbance of the

peace. We’ve come a long way from the age when, after

bringing in the crops and rubbing down the horses, a

spelling bee or ducking apples was considered a terrific

way to spend an evening. But some strange notions about ^

entertainment have unfortunately held over.

Just as the devil was supposed to be lurking in sweet

music, so today there are whoops and hollers about juke

boxes and the people who operate them as being “rather
'

suspicious.’’ The juke box, therefore, takes a position in

the Hoopla Hall of Fame as still another instrument

which has gotten the brimstone treatment from those

who would keep us from evil gremlins and other sordid

creatures who supposedly walk the night.

More than half of the adult male population in this

country is younger than thirty. Their parents went to

cabarets and danced to New Orleans jazz or heard Benny

Goodman at Carnegie Hall. Now their sons and daughters

dance to rock ’n roll at the discotheque. They, like their ,

parents, are supposedly on a downhill road, lured by the

gleaming juke box as their mothers and fathers were

lured by shining trumpets and gutsy trombones.

It has taken us several wars, a depression and many
disappointments to realize the need for entertainment

and its healthy effects. A well-programmed juke box pro-

vides inexpensive, universal, joyful and soothing enter-

tainment. You can dance to the music, listen to it, talk

with friends over it or even brood with it. There is prac-

tically no name singer since the year 1900 living or dead

who has not made a record. Every conceivable kind of

orchestra—from a symphony to a steel drum band, has

recorded, and their performances are available on a juke

box. The juke box, bringing music’s joy and comfort,

gives pleasure, brings people to it and makes them stay.

At this very moment someone somewhere is writing a

scholarly dissertation on why Americans like to be enter-

tained. Pick up any magazine and there will doubtless be

an article, probably with pictures, of those wild, gay,

carefree people—us. And they are having fun and get-

ting everything off their chests because, early that morn-

ing, a juke box operator was breathing hard and trying

to keep his footing in the snow.
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111. Juke Mechanic

School May Require

Full Year Curriculum

CHICAGO—When the 111. coin ma-
chine mechanics’ training school pro-
gram commences (hopefully in a few
months from now) the duration of
the term will probably be a full year
course, with the first five months de-
voted to classroom (institutional)
training, and seven months on-the-
job training.

According to Fred Granger, execu-
tive vice president of MOA, it was
agreed by the majority of members
of the Advisory Committee that there
is a pressing need for some 200
trained coin machine industry me-
chanics in Illinois alone during the
next year or so.

He said: “We can easily place 40
to 50 mechanics right now.”
The projected age limit for stu-

dents in this school program is some-
where over 21 years, with no upper
age limit set. Granger explained that
older men could possibly be more
desirable pending their ability to con-
form to the standards set, and meet
the required mechanical aptitude.

These facts were the result of a
meeting, last Wednesday, February
2, which was called for the main pur-
pose of getting the training school
program here off the ground. It is

hoped that the Chicago school pro-
gram will be in full swing in “a few
months from now.”
Arnong those who attended the

meeting were : For the sub-committee,
of the Advisory (full) Committee:
Bob Lindelof, chairman; Moses J.
Proffitt and Earl Kies. On hand for
the full (Advisory) committee were
Nate Feinstein, of World Wide Dis-
tributing Company; and veteran Chi-
cago operator Frank Padula.

Representing the government agen-
cies were: Joe Sullivan, of the Bureau
of Apprenticeship and Training;
Miss Alma Barr, United Supervisor
of Manpower Development & Train-
ing Act (MDTA)

; William R. Schu-
macher, General Industrial Office,
Dept, of Labor; Jack Smith, Coor-
dinator, MDTA Area Office; Hugh
Harshbarger, a key officer of the
State Board of Vocationat'Education;
and James Douglas, manager of the
General Industrial Office, Dept, of
Labor.

It was agreed during the business
session and consultation that it would
be best suited to the program if there
were 14 to 16 men in each class.
Classes, of course, could if necessary
overlap. At any rate, all matters
under discussion will be suitably re-
solved when the classroom program-
ming will be finalized in committee
work. All units, Granger advised,
will continue to work in unison.

CHICAGO—The Recorded Music
Service Association (RMSA), a strong
local association, enjoyed 100% at-

tendance (more than 75 operators) at
its general meeting, Thursday eve-
ning, February 3, in the Water Tower
Inn. High on the agenda was the an-
nual election of officers for the 1966
term of office. The session was chaired
by Earl Kies, of Apex Music Com-
pany, Niles.

Guest speakers were: Fred Gran-
ger, executive vice president and man-

NEW YORK—Actor Patrick O’Neal
took his bows, went to his dressing
room, removed the greasepaint, put
on his jacket and went to meet brother
Mike and a mutual friend, Ned
McDavid. Passing out under the mar-
quee of the theatre, posters adver-
tising the play, “The Ginger Man”,
he thought of owning a bar and res-

taurant and decided that a warming
drink and some conversation were in

order.
Meeting Mike and Ned, they talked

about locations, design, costs and the
fun it would be to have a place of
their own. Mike went looking and
found the ruins of an old garage that
had been torn down on 64th street
and Broadway, just across from Lin-
coln Center. He bought it. And then
he built it from the ground up.
The name had already been chosen—“The Ginger Man”, from the play

Patrick had been appearing in, from
the bawdy, funny, wild novel by J. P.
Donleavy. Mike, with seven years’
experience in the restaurant business
(he worked with Restaurant Associ-
ates), designed the large room in a
high-style, early 1900’s decor with
mahogany and chandeliers. He
opened a kitchen—it takes up the

entire basement and half of the back
of the room, and hired a chef named
Diane Lucas, she having come from
an ABC-TV cook show which ran for
eleven years. When he was through
hiring and planning and decorating
and buying, he had a staff of 40 peo-
ple—and a Rock-Ola Grand Prix
from La Salle Music Corp.

“Music sets the tempo of the place,”

Mike said. “We had a private record-
ing of Richard Burton reading from
‘Hamlet’, but it was played so many
times that it wore out. And we have
the soundtrack recording frojn ‘Jules
and Jim’—that’s our most popular
record. I program to have something
for everybody.”
The “Something For Everybody”

includes such performances as Edith
Piaf with “Milord”, Artie Shaw’s
“Frenesi”, “My Blushing Rosie” by
A1 Jolson, Ray Bolger’s “Once In
Love With Amy”, Ella Fitzgerald’s
virtuoso swinging of“Mr. Paganini”,
the soundtrack-* from “Pal Joey”, and
album by Brigitte Bardot, Mose Alli-
son’s “Parchman Farm”, “After
Hours” by Erskine Hawkins, “Crazy
He Calls Me” by Billie Holiday and
a sprinkling of rock tunes with the
Beatles and other top groups and
singles.

The Grand Prix has been with the
Ginger Man since its opening day,
one year and seven months ago. Serv-
ice problems have been practically
nonexistent and the collections have
reflected the many plays on the ma-
chine.
Who are the patrons of The Gin-

ger Man? Some are performers and

staff members from Lincoln Center,
others are businessmen on their lunch
break, others come in for a drink and
stay awhile, some are people who like
an attractive bar and whose tastes
in music, satisfied by the juke, come
back again. Billie Holiday’s records
are played over and over; her appeal
touches all the different kinds of pa-
trons. The Brigitte Bardot four-track
disc has a novelty appeal, and those
who worship Jeanne Moreau or who
saw ‘Jules and Jim’ are putting in
quarters to hear the soundtrack al-

bum.
The Ginger Man’s walls, on one side

period, on the other side hung with
modem paintings, reflect the variety
of customer taste—^yet they blend in-

to one. So it is with the programmed
jukebox.

“There you have it,” says Mike,
“Food, drinks, decor and music

—

they all bring the people in, they all

contribute.” He glanced up at the
far wall and looked at a painting.
“Oh, one thing. Mention my brother
as an ‘actor-restauranteui^. That’s
his favorite billing. Care to hear a
little Billie Holiday?” He punched the
selection button and the music flowed
out.

Seeburg, Columbia Records, Epic and others continue their regular
release pattern.
According to Bill Cannon, Monument Records has been working closely with
