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Singles: It's A
Very Good Year

The glitter of RIAA-audited gold in

the singles field is setting the Top 100

aglow with its brightest outlook in

years. When the RIAA certifies a disk

as a gold record winner, it means that

1 million copies have been sold. As re-

vealed in a recent issue, the RIAA has

already audited five singles as official

million sellers in the first two months

of 1966, compared to none in a similar

period last year. And, to make the

current glitter of singles gold even

brighter, the certification of 11 singles

awards last year was the greatest num-

ber since the RIAA began its auditing

procedures in 1958. So, with only lA
of the year gone by, the 1966 total is

nearly half that of all of last year,

which, we repeat, was a record year of

gold disk awards.

Impressive, too, in the current

showing of golden singles is that all

five are by different artists, and none

is really a look-alike in the style of his

artistry. There’s the Beatles, a girl

singer (Nancy Sinatra), a folk duo (Si-

mon & Garfunkel), a solo rockster

(Lou Christie) and a folk singing G.l.

(S/Sgt. Barry Sadler). This spread of

musical styles is perhaps one of the

key reasons why things are looking up

in the singles field. For some time, it

has been apparent that the Top 100

has greatly enlarged its musical scope,

which, in turn, has enabled the chart

itself to increase its audience. This is

evident in the varied performers repre-

sented in the crop of gold disk awards.

But, all that glitters doesn’t neces-

sarily have to be gold, for the Top 100
is replete with a number of solid-sell-

ing items that may fall somewhat short

of the vaunted million mark in sales,

but will make a handsome profit for

their creators and those who market

them.

There is no doubt that the sounds of

singles are regaining a greater share

of the general market. It is a revitaliza-

tion that has increased the sales po-

tential of individual disks that find fa-

vor with a general record buying public.

In recent years, the million-selling sin-

gle has had rough going, being forced

to limit its traditional honor to a select

group of all-out smash artists; today,

more performers are making a perma-

nent impression on the record scene

with golden sellers. Perhaps it is a

hopeful sign that the million-selling

single is becoming more common-
place in a country whose market po-

tential is great enough to absorb such

standout sales.

Too often the single has been viewed

as a stepping-stone, a sort of promo-

tional tool for LP success. But, when
records sell a million copies and many
others almost make it, thinking should

be directed toward the sometimes
overlooked concept that singles can

stand on their own as highly profitable

ventures.

Names Ragovoy Mgr. Of A&R in East

GEORGE LEE JERRY RAGOVOY

NEW YORK—The eastern operation
of Warner Bros. Records is expand-
ing its look-out for new talent with
the appointment of Jerry Ragovoy as
manager of east coast A&R, accord-
ing to Mike Maitland, president of
the label.

Reporting to George Lee, vp and
director of WB’s east coast division,
he’ll handle producer duties for the
WB, Reprise and Loma labels.

Maitland said that Ragovoy will

have full authority to sign talent,

record and determine a release sched-
ule from his offices in the east. His
operation will be “rather autonomous
in nature,” Maitland explained.
He will immediately initiate a

I

search for new talent, songs and ma-
terial out of the East Coast area.
Ragovoy in recent years has been one
of the most successful free-lance ar-
rangers and producers in the East,
having been responsible for three Top
10 records: the Rolling Stones’
“Time Is On My Side,” Garnet
Minims’ “Cry Baby,” and the Ma-
jors’ “Wonderful Dream.” He has
also produced other successful records
with such artists as Gene Pitney,
Solomon Burke, the Majors, Garnet
Minims (“I’ll Take Good Care Of
You”), Jay and the Americans and
many others.

In addition to his working in pro-
ducing and arranging, Ragovoy is

also a song-writer, having written
songs for such artists as Manfred
Mann, Petula Clark, Cilia Black,
Tom Jones, The Drifters, Ben E.
King, Bobby Vinton and others.
Prior to going on his own as a free-
lance arranger, Ragovoy worked from
1960 to 1961 as an arranger for
Chancellor Records, charting such
songs as Frankie Avalon’s “Gotta
Get A Girl” and Fabian’s “All Of
Everything.”

Musso To Imperial As
National Promo Chief

HOLLYWOOD—Johnny Musso is the
new national promo director of Im-
perial Records, the Liberty label’s

affiliate, according to Ken Rever-
comb, Imperial’s general manager.

Musso, who headquarters at Im-
perial’s Hollywood offices, had been
doing indie promo work until early
this year. He entered the record
business in 1957 as a promo man at

Decca’s Cleveland branch. In 1959, he
joined Bennart & Concord Dist. as

head of the promo dept. In 1963,
Musso joined Liberty Records as its

southern Calif, promo rep.

Revercomb said he would closely

coordinate activities with Musso’s
dept, as part of the label’s “person-
alized operation,” which is designed
to insure “maximum saturation.”

JOHNNY MUSSO
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'Mary Poppins' To Forego
Disney's 7 Year Itch

NEW YORK—“Mary Poppins,” the
Walt Disney film bonanza, will not
follow the usual Disney pattern of
waiting seven years for new audi-
ences of children to grow up. Instead,
the picture, which is an adult attrac-
tion much as it also appeals to
children, will not be held back but
will be shown in thousands of thea-
tres in the United States and Canada
during the coming summer months
of June, July and August.

The reason for this unusual thea-
tre playdate arrangement is, of
course, as result of the tremendous
success of the picture wherever it
was shown during the first year of
its release.

The Disk Story

The record industry naturally has
more than a passing interest in the
release pattern of Disney’s “Mary
Poppins”. The records based on the
music from the motion picture have
made a tremendous impact on the
record business all over the world.
The Walt Disney Music Company,

recorders of 18 different “Mary Pop-
pins” records on their own Disney-
land and Vista labels, enjoyed a year
of booming business, much of which
came from the “Mary Poppins”
records, which ranged from their 29^-
single LG Series to their albums,
most famous of which is the original
cast sound track on Vista, judged
the year’s best album as well as being
the best selling LP of the year.
Heading the charts week after

week (and still high after 80 weeks
there), the sound track earned its
gold record early.

The original cast album sales (as
of March 14, Stereo 841,610—Mono
1,415,445) followed the theatre play-
dates pattern as if the two were
married—other Disney “Mary Pop-
pins” albums were relatively just as
strong in sales—the second cast LP
and the storyteller brought the total
for three LPs to more than 3,289,100.

Other labels, of course, got on the
“Mary Poppins” carousel. To date
the music has been recorded on more
than one hundred and thirty-four
records. “Mary Poppins” is being
heard around the world in 23 langu-
ages.

The original sound track music
was used for versions in Italian, Ger-
man and Spanish. The French re-
cording, which took many liberties
with the original sound track score,
has been imported and is presently
being retailed through Disney’s dis-
tributors in the United States.

Lou Verzola To Head
Decca Dist. On Coast

LOU VERZOLA

NEW YORK—Sydney N. Goldberg,
vp and general sales manager of

Decca Distributing Corp., has named
Lou Verzola as district manager for

the distrib’s west coast operations.
Verzola, who is presently sales

manager of the company’s Los
Angeles branch, will continue to oper-
ate from this base, located at 6750
Santa Monica Boulevard, supervising
Decca’s main branches in Seattle,

San Francisco and Los Angeles.
Verzola joined Decca fourteen

years ago as salesman for the Buffalo
branch. A year later he moved to the
Baltimore-Washington branch in the
same capacity, and in 1954 he be-
came sales manager for the Albany
branch. In 1965, he was transferred
to Philadelphia as sales manager,
where he remained until 1961. He
then moved to the west coast as sales
manager for the Los Angeles branch,
where he assumes his additional
duties effective immediately.

Goldberg stated that the appoint-
ment of Verzola was another continu-
ing step by Decca in recognizing the
“capable and deserving” talents of its

own personnel in the field with ad-
vancement as the opportunities arise.

Colpix Back In N.Y. Apr. 4

NEW YORK—Colpix Records opera-
tion moves back in New York next
week (4) after spending a little over
a year out on the West Coast. Bud
Katzel, vice-president and general
manager, announced that the label’s

main operation will be fully under
way as of April 4, and that the com-
pany will be headquartered out of 711
Fifth Avenue, the Columbia Pictures
building.

Katzel explained that the com-
pany’s move back to New York is

based on a belief that the Colpix op-
eration, which is a division of Colum-
bia Pictures and Screen Gems TV,
could work more effectively if it were
closer to the parent company. He also
added that the move in no way was
initiated to curtail the record divi-

sion’s operation but rather it is in line

with plans for further expansion.
The move, also, in no way affects

any of the label’s committments to
West Coast recording activities. He
emphasized the fact that there has
been tremendous growth in the record
business on the West Coast over the
past number of years and that Colpix
has every intention of participating
in that growth. However, after care-
ful analysis of the company’s present
position and based on future plans, it

was deemed important that the com-
pany situate itself close to the parent
company and operate its national
offices in New York.
At the present time, the label has

just released five new albums which
include “Nina Simone With Strings,”
“The Jane Morgan Album,” “Broad-
way Soul,” by saxaphonist Sonny
Stitt, “Tommy Dorsey ... A Man
and His Trombone” by the Tommy
Dorsey Orchestra, and a Lou Christie

Lowy’s success with upcoming disk
stars and new pop groups dovetails
with Maxin’s drive to dynamically
move The Big 3 further into the cur-
rent music scene. Since Maxin took
over The Big 3 reins last April, he
has signed several songwriting teams
and has wrapped up a host of major
domestic and international music
deals. Maxin stated that as a result

of these deals “The Big 3 is now re-

ceiving a steady flow of new music
product which will extend the com-
pany’s performance in all areas.” He
also indicated that “an expanded and
fast-moving professional department
is now essential for the carefully
planned introduction and maximum
exploitation of this wealth of new
material.”

West Coast Appointees

On the West Coast, The Big 3 has
also augmented its professional staff

with the appointment of Vic Gar-
gano, a former vice-prexy of Indigo
Records. Gargano has eight years of

experience in the music field as an
indie record producer and promo man.
All West Coast and East Coast pro-
fessional men will now report directly

to Jay Lowy in New York. As part
of the reshaping of The Big 3 lineup,

Ed Slattery, who formerly functioned
as coordinator of professional activi-

ties, has jumped to top level adminis-
trative duties.

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Columbia Increased Sales 26% In '65 Victor To Handle Kapp
? ScepterAuto Tapes

NEW YORK — Columbia Records
registered a 26% increase in sales in
1965 over the previous year, the com-
pany reported last week. In Colum-
bia’s view, this figure enabled it to
retain its position as the “leader of
the Amei'ican phonograph-record in-
dustry” for the seventh consecutive
year.

Compiling a number of factors
contributing to this showing, the label
noted gains in teen-oriented hits,
general pop music, country music,
jazz, Masterworks recordings, origi-
nal cast LP’s, Legacy Series, and the
record club. Also, CBS Records In-
ternational was credited with a
“highly successful year,” while the
Columbia Record Club was cited as
contributing “substantially to the
label’s growth in 1965.”

During 1965, five Columbia Records
artists received eight gold record
awards for album sales, as audited
by the RIAA. They were Barbra
Streisand, (3), Andy Williams (2),
Johnny Cash, Andre Kostelanetz and
Marty Robbins.

Columbia’s teen singles showing in

1965, regarded as a prime sales fac-
tor in 1965, included varied chart
hits by Bob Dylan, the Byrds, Simon
& Garfunkel (who got a gold disk
recently for their single, “Sounds of
Silence,”), Paul Revere & The Raid-
ers, Chad & Jeremy, Billy Joe Royal.
General pop voices such as Barbra
Streisand, Tony Bennett, Robert
Goulet, Patti Page and Jerry Vale
also had singles successes.

In the classical area, marked by a
“sharp increase in sales,” the year
was highlighted by the 2-LP set, “An
Historic Return—Horowitz at Carne-
gie Hall,” which presented Vladimir
Horowitz return to the concert stage

Command's 1st Quarter
Saw New Sales Horizons

NEW YORK—The first quarter of
1966 made sales history at Command
Records, vp Loren Becker reported
last week. In outstripping any first

quarter before, the Jan.-Feb.-Mar.
period, Becker said, was marked by
exceptionally strong catalog orders
and re-orders, with a quartet of
artists, Tony Mottola, the Ray
Charles Singers, Enoch Light and
Dick Hyman, running in front of the
sales spree.

Becker also noted that the label’s
familiar line-up of “Persuasive,”
“Provocative,” bongos and 35mm
albums were rolling up sales similar
to their initial intro six years ago.
Some of the leading product intro-

duced in the first quarter include
“The Man from O.R.G.A.N.” by Dick
Hyman, “The Discotheque Dance Al-
bum” by the Bobby Byrne Orchestra
and Doc Severinsen’s “Fever.” A
classical LP of recent vintage that
sold well is William Steinberg-Pitts-
burgh Symphony’s recording of Beet-
hoven’s 7th symphony. In the singles
area, success was registered by the
Ray Charles Singers’ “One of Those
Songs” and trumpeter Doc Severin-
sen’s “In a Little Spanish Town.”

Starting off the second quarter for
Command are two new albums, “The
Folk Album’ by the Robert DeCor-
mier Folk Singers and “One of Those
Songs” by the Ray Charles Singers.

Grand Award Back

Becker also announced that the
new Grand Award economy line is

now being shipped nationally with an
initial release of 10 albums. The new
Grand Award catalog features “The
Original Roaring 20’s-Vol. 1&2,” the
Charleston City All-Stars; “Honky
Tonk Piano”, Knuckles O’Toole and
his Orchestra; Paul Whiteman’s
“Hawaiian Magic”; “Themes From
Broadway Shows”, Ferrante & Tei-
cher; Dinah Washington “Sings the
Blues”; “I Believe,” Mahalia Jackson;
and a country set, “Starring,” Rosa-
lie Allen and Elton Britt.

The Grand Award label first ap-
peared in 1954 and through 1959 was
one of the most active and most suc-
cessful album lines in the country. It

was priced at the $3.98 and $4.98

after an absence of 12 years.
1965 also produced Columbia most

successful Legacy Series album,
“John Fitzgerald Kennedy . . . As We
Remember Him,” a 2-LP, 241-page
book collection.

In addition to the regular activities
of the Columbia Record Club, with a
leading disk club membership of 1.5
million, the Installment Sales Opera-
tions of the Club had “an extremely
successful year” in sales of enter-
tainment-oriented, non-record mer-
chandise, including stereo sound sys-
tems, tape recorders, radios, TV and
photo equipment. An adjunct to the
disk club, the Columbia Stereo Tape
Club, remained the “foremost mail-
order outlet for pre-recorded, four-
track stereo tapes.”

Other 1965 activities included the
best sales year yet for Fender Musi-
cal Instruments, an electric guitar
and amplifier firm acquired by Colum-
bia in Jan. of that year. The label
also purchased Electro Music of
Pasadena, Calif, in 1965. The com-
pany manufactures the Leslie speaker
system for electric organs.
The increasing demand for Colum-

bia Records’ products resulted in
extensive expansion of the label’s
facilities. In 1965, new studios were
constructed in Hollywood, California,
and Nashville, Tennessee. Columbia’s
Research and Development Labora-
tories were relocated to Milford,
Connecticut, and additional manu-
facturing and warehouse space was
added to the Columbia Records plant
in Pitman, New Jersey. In addition,

Columbia Records’ Service Centers
in Dallas, Texas; Hollywood, Califor-

nia; and Cleveland, Ohio, were en-

larged extensively.

Joy Music Sold To Hill & Range,
But Other Catalogs Remain

NEW YORK—Georgie Joy has sold
the Joy Music division of his music
publishing holdings to Hill & Range
Music. Price tag for the old-line out-
fit was put at “in excess” of $2 mil-
lion. Joy told Cash Box last week
that things still “needed to be ironed
out,” but the deal was set.

As for the future of the company,
Joy said that he’s ready for “plenty
of action.” He’ll continue to run three
ASCAP firms, Oxford, Hawthorne
and Select and a BMI affiliate, Drury
Lane. He will retain his present staff
and is, in fact, looking for additional
personnel. Office at 1790 Broadway
also houses a recording studio for
indie sessions. Eddie Joy heads up a
management company there, Prefered
Management.

Command Tapes

Command Records plans to ship
its first 8-track tape cartridges on
May 15. They will consist, Loren
Becker, Command vp said, of 25 se-

lections. Becker added that the label

had been “literally besieged with in-

quiries concerning the availability of

Command product in 8-track form
directly from the label. Command
distribs, key rack firms, equipment
manufacturers and sections of the
auto industry were part of the army
of interested parties, Becker noted.
For the past six months, Command

A&R and engineering people have
done “considerable research” on 8-

track tapes, with the intention of
retaining the label’s standards for
musical excitement. Becker said that
the tapes would employ a “unique
packaging concept.”

NEW YORK—The catalogs of the
Kapp and Scepter-Wand labels will
be made available in 8-track, auto
tape form through the manufactur-
ing and distribution facilities of RCA
Victor Records, Cash Box has learned.
Both companies have signed non-ex-
clusive pacts with Victor, whereby
the label will duplicate Kapp and
Scepter product into 8-track car-
tridges, which, it was emphasized,
will retain the logos of both labels.

In addition to its regular distrib
branches, Victor has been selling car-
tridge merchandise through various
indie wholesaling channels. The Kapp
and Scepter deals mark the label’s
first line-up of indie accounts who
have decided to market their auto
tapes through the Victor organiza-
tion. Similar arrangements with
other labels are coming, it’s under-
stood. Recently, Victor and the
Tamla-Motown operation made an
agreement under which Victor will
provide T-M with auto tapes of its

product, but T-M will be doing its

own distribution.
Kapp product is also being released

through the International Tape Car-
tridge Corp. Scepter is making its

first bid for auto tape sales with its

Victor tie-in. Initial auto tape prod-
uct from both diskeries is expected to
be available under the new associa-
tion by May 1.

Victor Tapes Reach 250

Meanwhile, Victor is releasing
eleven new Stereo 8 cartridge tapes
in April, highlighted by four albums
currently on the best seller charts.

CHICAGO — Harry Beckerman,
prominent in record distribution in
the Chicago and Milwaukee markets
for many years, has announced the
formation of Car-Tapes, Inc. at 2017
South Michigan Avenue, in the heart
of record row in this city.

Beckerman and his associates are
supplying four-track and eight-track
tape cartridges along similar lines as
that of record distribution to numer-
ous large retail chains as well as to

independent record stores.

One of the large chains supplied by
Car-Tapes, Inc. along these channels
of distribution is Goodyear Tire &
Rubber Company. Beckerman ex-

TelePro Sales, Profits Climb;
More Cartridge Deals On Way
NEW YORK—TelePro Industries,
running hard in the auto tape race,

is setting a sales pace that’s 26%
ahead in a six month comparison
with the first six months of 1965,
reports Bill Mulcahy, president. Pro-
fits, Mulcahy added, are showing a

220% increase over the same period.
A statement to stockholders em-

phasized the company’s involvement
in auto tapes, noting that discussions
are being held to firm deals on the
order of a recent, non-exclusive deal
with Capitol Records, under which
TelePro will provide the label with
8-track cartridges. Capitol is also

permitted to make TelePro cartridges
on a royalty basis. “We hope to have
signed contracts (with major record
companies) within the next 120
days,” Mulcahy announced.
The statement also noted that a

major customer, Borg-Warner, has
“swung into high gear” and is mer-
chandising a TelePro tape machine
nationally. “Other large customers,”
Mulcahy added, “such as B.F. Good-
rich are now arranging national
distribution of our tape player ma-
chine.”

TelePro estimates that cartridges
to replace 70% of regular playing
records within the next five years,
meaning upward of 700 million units
per year. “It is also our opinion,” the
exec said, “that Capitol and some of

the other record companies alone will

be using upward of 50 million tape
units per year within the next three
years. It is our expectation that we
will continue to manufacture and/or
receive royalties on 90% of the
coming estimated market.” Mulcahy
said this figure would be a “continua-
tion of our present 90% of today’s
market.”

What type of programming will be
popular in the future and what, if

any, is the dynamic format of today?
These and many other questions con-
cerning radio were discussed during
the two-day radio programming semi-
nar held by the McGavern-Guild radio
representative firm on Mar. 14 and 15
at the Hotel Lexington in New York
City. According to the program and
station managers who were present,
Country & Western format is the hot-
test trend in radio programming. The
conversation and talk format is an-
other important trend, it was brought
out, with numerous stations switching
to this format.

In addition, the division has
set up a national employment service
to serve radio stations in all employ-

ment categories. Showcase will also

present a national conference call

service on a monthly basis, will pro-

duce a weekly national music list on

radio stations, and will aid better

sounds in commercial and promo-

tional copy.

Regional Phonograph Sales

Up In Nine Months Of 1965

WASHINGTON—Total sales of pho-
nographs by distributors were up
significantly in all nine regions of the

U.S. during the first three quarters of

1965, the Electronic Industries Asso-
ciation’s Marketing Services Depart-
ment reported.
Phonograph sales by distributors

totaled 3.5 million units during the
first nine months of 1965, up 17.32
per cent from sales during the same
period in 1964. Sales of portable and
table phonographs were up 29.44 per
cent at 2.4 million units while showing
gains in all nine regions of the coun-
try, according to EIA.

Distributor sales of console phono-
graphs, on the other hand, were down
2.84 per cent at 1.1 million units with
declines registered in five of the nine
regions. The largest decline occurred
in the Pacific Region where sales of

console phonographs fell 13.26 per
cent from 187,000 units during the
January-September 1964 period to

162,000 units during the same period
in 1965.

Other regions suffering declines in

the distributor sales of console phono-
graphs included the Mountain, Middle
Atlantic, West North Central and
New England areas.

CHICAGO—Smash Records has an-
nounced the purchase of two masters
for national distribution. The singles
are “Peter Rabbit” by Dee Jay and
the Runaways and “Boss Lovin’ ” by
Larry Williams.

Youth In Reps Helps
Wm. Morris College Dates
NEW YORK — A youth-to-youth
movement is considered a big edge
for the William Morris Agency in the
field of campus entertainment.
The agency feels that the young

agent, himself a recent undergradu-
ate, is most keenly aware of college
entertainment tastes and require-
ments. His special knowledge—aligned
with the experience and responsibility
of established talent experts—makes
the Agency’s service especially suit-

able for schools, fraternities, sorori-
ties, student body groups and faculty
groups.
The steadying hand of the mature

executive and the zest and enthusiasm
of the younger agent—these spell out
the William Morris college success
formula.
By design, the average age of the

William Morris agents in William
Morris’ College Division is 28. Yet
nearly all these men, in addition to

being college trained, are also grad-
uates of the Agency’s extensive in-

ternal training program and have
emerged through WMA’s policy of
upgrading and developing their own
men through their ranks. In that way,
each of the college division agents,
though young, has had a number of
years of daily agency training and
supervision by senior management ex-
ecutives with broad talent back-
grounds.
Nat Kalcheim, the veteran head of

i the agency’s personal appearance de-
partment, supervises the college di-

vision, which is under the immediate
direction of Jerry Brandt and Steve
Leber in the East, Ira Okun in the
West and Bob Ehlert in Chicago.

Package Chemistry
Brandt also heads the pop music

Division. In explaining why his group
has been able to achieve “extraordi-
nary results” with campus talent, he
cites creative packaging as the key
factor in this field, just as it is in the
film and television fields. “The whole
idea is to come up with right chem-
istry to attract the young adult. We
guide our clients by putting them in

the right places, with the right ele-

ments at the right time.”
As a current example, Brandt cited

the availability of Gene Pitney, Chad
and Jeremy, Len Barry, The McCoys,
Bobby Goldsboro, B. J. Thomas, The
Outsiders, Norma Tanega, Turley
Richards, The Triumphs and George
McCannon. This is a completely self-

contained package for one-nighter col-

lege and promotional dates between
April 9th and May 22nd. The gross
should exceed $350,000 including guar-
antees plus percentage, according to

Brandt.
William Morris contends it has even

helped enlarge this overall market
by welcoming inquiries on format,
budgets, routing, promotion or other
programming problems, even when
their own clients are not involved.
Regular promotional mailings are
S.O.P.
“We have at least 25 top level ex-

ecutives who can collectively boast
more than a thousand years of valu-
able experience. We have an oppor-
tunity to draw on their savvy daily,”

Brandt notes.

Kapp Launches Singles Drive
NEW YORK—Kapp Records has embarked on a major drive in the singles
market, it was announced by Sid Schaffer, recently appointed Kapp vice presi-
dent in charge of sales, and Hy Grill, executive A&R producer for the company.
The firm’s revamped singles release schedule now calls for new product

every two weeks, involving such all-market product as pop-rock, good music
and country material.

Already released is the single “The Ballad of Irving,” culled from the
comedy “Jewish” album, Lenny Welch’s “Rags to Riches,” and Roger Williams’
“Lara’s Theme” from the movie “Dr. Zhivago.”

Also released are “If You Love Me” and “I Give In” by the Lazy Susans; “A
Basket of Flowers” by the Nightcrawlers; “When Johnny Comes Marching
Home Again,” the initial outing on Kapp for British songstress Shani Wallis;
and “Please Don’t Sell My Daddy No More Wine” by the Greenwoods, form-
erly know.i as the Greenwood County Singers. According to the label, the
latter side is regarded as a multi-market threat, with strong pop, folk and

! country potential.
Kapp’s recently signed indie production arrangement with Kama-Sutra

Productions has resulted in a first single by the Critters, who’ll have a follow-
up release in the next few weeks. Also from Kama-Sutra is Chi Chi, a lark
from Philadelphia, whose initial Kapp release will be out Mar. 30. (See photo
below.)

British group the Searchers are cutting a new single in London for early
release in the U.S., coinciding with their projected 10 day tour of the U.S. in

mid-April.
On the country front, the label is rushing a new Freddy Hart single, “Why

Should I Cry Over You.” Stuart Hamblen, vet country artist who has just

joined Kapp, is also featured with his initial release, “This Ole House Has Got
To Go.” Upcoming too are new releases by Bob Wills, Cal Smith, a member of

Ernest Tubb’s Texas Troubadours group, as well as Hugh X. Lewis.
A singles program is also being blueprinted for Kapp’s subsid Congress line.

The Halos, formerly known as the Angels, currently have “Come Softly To
Me,” (a former hit by the Fleetwoods) and the recently signed Patti and the

Emblems are featured on “Easy Come, Easy Go.”
Strong, sustained promotion and merchandising will be automatic on all

new singles, according to Schaffer, who has control of the overall sales op-

eration for both Kapp and its subsidiaries, Congress and Four Corners. A
continuing program of new talent acquisition is already in effect, Grill said,

noting that the majority of the artists now represented with new singles prod-

uct are new pactees, some of whom have their first Kapp release in the current

line-up.

Grill stressed that the label’s own A&R operation will seek out talent and
material wherever it may be and that masters from outside producers will also

play an important role in the new program. In addition, several other outside

producing deals, similar to the Kama-Sutra arrangement, are now in discussion

stage.

William Morris’ success in this field

also grows out of its specialized ap-

proach to this market’s unusual needs,

on budgets and on varied program-

ming. Its agents have developed the

technique for maintaining close liai-

son with talent buyers on every level,

keeping personal contact through field

trips and attendance at conventions.

The agency then coordinates the op-

eration of all departments, including

the college division, through regular

creative staff meetings on both coasts.

Taste Cycle

Leber points out that college audi-

ence tastes in the pop music field

seem to run in cycles of five or six

years’ duration. He noted that the

last cycle was dominated by the teen-

age idol, then the folk-singer and

now “it’s the cycle of the self-con-

tained vocal-band units” that is riding

the crest of the wave. “Among the

major vocal groups represented by

William Morris are the Beachboys,

Rolling Stones, Kingsmen, Chad and

Jeremy and the Lettermen,” Leber

goes on. “Historically, there’s nothing-

new in our field. Attraction value is a

variation on a theme. It’s our job to

watch the wheel turning, to try to

give it direction and acceleration, to

stay with or ahead of the trends.”

Agents active exclusively in the

college pop music division, under-

Brandt and Leber, are Wally Amos,

Jay Jacobs, Larry Kurzon and Hal

Ray in New York; Ehlert and Hank
Newman, under Sid Epstein, in Chi-

cago; and Pete Golden, under Okun,

in Beverly Hills.

The concert and special attractions

division of William Morris, under

Klaus Kolmar, including John Quinn,

Otto Salamon, Barry Weitz, Dick

Eisenstein and Marshall Reznick, also

focuses on college concert dates, both

musical concerts and varied other en-

tertainment values.

Both groups converge on their col-

lege market for William Morris and

then coordinate closely in their rela-

tion with college buyers.

Seven years ago RCA Victor re-
leased an unpretentious album of
themes from the then-in-vogue “Peter
Gunn” TV’er. The disk showcased the
arranging-conducting talents of one
Henry Mancini, who at that time was
almost totally unknown by the gen-
eral public despite the fact that he
already had three flick scores to his
credit.

The music in the LP was an inno-
vation in the sense that it was the
first instance that jazz had been uti-
lized for a filmed television series.
Jazz, as the trade well knew, was not

the sort of launching pad that a
young composer could best use to es-
tablish himself. The public apparently
thought differently. The album not
only became an immediate best-seller
but served as a catalyst to spring-
board Mancini into the forefront of
modern composers.
The “Peter Gunn” LP demonstrated

its status as a super-hit in the first
year of its release by receiving an
RIA A-certified gold record (for sales
in excess of $1 million at wholesale
prices) in Dec., 1959. Although the
popular Craig Stevens series has been
defunct for some time, the album has
remained a strong seller. To date, it
has sold more than 750,000 units with
no let-up in this sales-pace in sight.

“Peter Gunn” remains one of RCA
Victor’s key catalog items with year-
ly sales well into the five figures
bracket. One indication of the album’s
strength is the fact that the label
recently released the set in stereo
88-tape cartridge. Obviously, Messrs.
Gunn and Mancini still have a signifi-
cant audience to reach.

end. Byrd-watchers saw them per-
form at the Island Garden Casino in

West Hempstead, the Westchester
County Center in White Plains and
at Symphony Hall in Newark.

Since making their musical debut
a little more than a year ago, The
Byrds have had two songs, “Mr.
Tambourine Man” and “Turn! Turn!
Turn!,” reach the top of the charts.
Both of their albums, titled after
their single hits, have also done well.

Horowitz Is Industry's

Most Consistent Winner
Of Long Hair Grammys
NEW YORK—Columbia pianist Vlad-
imir Horowitz is the industry’s most
consistent winner of Grammy awards
in the classical field. Horowitz is the
only classical artist ever to win the
award in any given category for four
consecutive years. Following a prece-
dent established in the three previous
years, he again won a Grammy for
“Best Performance—Instrumental So-
loist (Without Orchestra)” for his
most recent Columbia Masterworks
album, “An Historic Return—Horo-
witz at Carnegie Hall.” The album
also won two additional awards for
“Album of the Year—Classical” and
“Best Engineered Recording—Classi-
cal.”

In 1962, Horowitz received the
award for his first Columbia Master-
works album, “Columbia Records Pre-
sents Vladimir Horowitz.” In addi-
tion, this album received a Grammy
award for “Best Album of the Year
—Classical” the same year. In 1963,
Horowitz received a Grammy for his
second Columbia Masterworks album,
“The Sound of Horowitz.” For his
first Columbia Masterworks recording
of Beethoven’s “Pathetique” Sonata,
Three Preludes by Debussy, and Two
Etudes and Scherzo No. 1 in B Minor
by Chopin, Horowitz received a
Grammy award once more in 1964.
On May, 1965, Horowitz again par-

ticipated in a legendary musical event
when he emerged from a twelve-year,
self-imposed retirement to make a
concert appearance at Carnegie Hall.
Horowitz’ performance received unan-
imous critical acclaim, and an “His-
toric Return— Horowitz at Carnegie
Hall” was released by Columbia Mas-

Great Britain's Best Sellers

Board of Trade figures reveal that in the whole of 1965 home sales of
gramophone records were 2% lower than in 1964. Export sales, however,
increased by 16%. Sales for December 1965 valued at £3,976,000 were almost
one tenth more than December 1964, and home sales for the month were
8% up on the previous year. Export sales rose by over one fifth. Production of
45 r.p.m. disks in December was 14% lower than December 1964. But as
expected the enormous upsurge in LP sales was confirmed by the fact that
production of 33% r.p.m. records increased by well over one half. Taking the
year as a whole, production of 45 r.p.m. disks was 15% lower than the pre-
vious year but 13% more 33% disks came off the presses during the year.

Elektra Records (U.K.) hosted a welcome to Britain party for American
folk singer Judy Collins, here for a series of engagements under the aegis of
Harold Davison and Harold Leventhal. To coincide with the visit, Decca re-
leased her first single in this country—the Bob Dylan composition “I’ll Keep
It With Mine” (London). The Elektra product is pressed in Britain and dis-
tributed by Selecta, Record Imports, C.R.D. and H. R. Taylor. The company’s
budget price LP label “Bounty” (21/-) is devoted to international folk music
drawn from the Chicago Blues label Testament. Other licensing agreements
are being negotiated. So far 11 Bounty albums have been released in the U.K.
including disks by Josh White, Theodore Bikel, the Trinadad Steel Band and
albums by Sabicas and Juan Serrano and the Scottish ballad singer Jean
Redpath. On the Elektra label retailing at 35/-, most successful releases since
the label started operations in Britain last December have been the two Tom
Paxton albums, the Baroque Beatles Book and five Judy Collins albums.
Heading Elektra’s U.K. operation are directors Jac Holzman from the U.S.
office, Don Johnston of record imports and Joe Boyd, general manager.
The Beatles 1966 concert tour of America is scheduled for late August.

Their itinerary takes them to 14 cities including New York, Chicago, San
Francisco and possibly Washington where they made their American debut on
February 11th 1964. It will be their third tour of the States and negotiations
are in hand for them to give one concert at Shea Stadium. Their previous
appearance at Shea was filmed and televised recently by the BBC.

Brian Epstein’s Subafilms will be the first private company to produce a
color TV show in this country. Tentatively titled “Cilia At The Savoy,” the
50-minute show will be filmed before a specially invited audience at the Savoy
Hotel on May 1st during Cilia’s three-week cabaret stint at the venue. The
show will be seen on British TV in black and white and in the U.S. and in

other territories where the necessary facilities exist, the film will be shown
in color.

Noel Rogers of United Artists flies to America on April 15th accompanied
by professional manager Martin Davis. Rogers handles all phases of the
United Artists operations in the U.K. incorporating the recording of British
and European artistes for world wide release on the U.A. label together with
the company’s music publishing interests. Also flying to New York will be
LT.A. singer Samantha Jones who has been chosen to spearhead the British
Leather Fashion Group’s export drive. United Artists (America) will issue a

new single to coincide with Samantha’s visit. To follow their world wide
success “Thunderball,” the latest film scores to be added to the U.A. catalogue
are “Khartoum” by Frank Cordell which stars Charlton Heston and Sii

Laurence Olivier which is to have a simultaneous world premier on June 19th.

They also have the new Peter Sellers film “After The Fox” with title song and
score by Burt Bacharach and Hal David.
Fred Haayem, A & R and label manager for Polydor Holland was in London

recently to make arrangements to cut all future recordings for the Dutch
market in this country. “That Day” by Polydor artistes Golden Earrings,

In the very near future CBS will re-release “Farewell Hawaii.” The album
is by the local CBS group the Kilima Hawaiians. This very successful album,
not only sold in Holland but in many other countries as well, will be released
in a special series under the new title: “On The Beach At Waikiki.” A year
ago, “Farewell Hawaii” was released in the U.S. and received a lot of im-
mediate approval.

On March 17th, CBS recorded local Jazz-pianist Louis van Dyke & His Trio;
this new material will be used for his second album, his first CBS Album being
“The Louis van Dyke Trio & Quartet,” which became an instant success after
its release on December 1964, and also was awarded the Dutch Edison for
1965, in the category Local Jazz. CBS has thus far released one album, one EP
and a single by Louis van Dyke. No doubt, Louis van Dyke is one of the
greatest Jazz talents in the Benelux territory and his forthcoming second
album will most surely contribute to his outstanding talent.

Highlighting the forthcoming Stravinsky-Cycle in Holland, CBS will also
release two new albums containing works of Igor Stravinsky conducted by the
Maestro: “The Fairy’s Kiss” (Le Baiser De La Fee) and “Monumentum Pro
Gesualdo,” coupled with works of Gesualdo di Venosa performed by various
artist, E. Power Biggs (organ), the entire works under the direction by Robert
Craft.

One of the recent CBS additions to the classical LP field includes an album
containing Beethoven’s Symphony No. 9. This album is released in a special

Series and performed by the Stuttgart Philharmonic conducted by Isaie

Diesenhaus.

Dunja Rajter, the famous Yugoslavian folk singer arrived in Holland on
March 16th to appear on local KRO-TV. The Feature (25 minutes) will be
aired later on. On the occasion of her visit to Holland, CBS recently released
her first album entitled “Yugoslav Folk Songs For Moderns,” on which she is

accompanied by her own guitarist Mario Nardelli. One of the most important
issues in the single field is a new single by popular Gene Pitney: “Backstage”
c/w “In Love Again.” Gene Pitney is gaining more and more popularity in this

country thanks to the CBS promotion dept. One of his latest recordings is the
recently released single by Gene Pitney & Melba Montgomery: “Baby Ain’t
That Fine” b/w “Everybody Knows But You And Me.”
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Morrie Pelsman, who heads the Foreign Department of New York’s Roulette
Records, recently visited Brazil. We consider the visit an important one for

the promotion of Brazilian music in the U.S.A. The exec is on a South Ameri-
can tour and arrived from Buenos Aires, Argentina after visiting many othei

countries. Here in Sao Paulo he had the opportunity to visit Discos Chantecler
who represents that label for Brazil. During our conversation with Pelsman
and J. Rahmi, general manager of the local firm, we found out that Morrie is

taking back a lot of material to be released in the U.S. In his opinion, Bra-
zilian musician is one of the best in the world. In answer to our question as to

whether Bossa Nova is still a success in the U.S., Morrie said that the original

one was, but when it was interpreted by U.S. musicians, it lost its flavor. He
told us that the Modern Popular Music of Brazil is being heard not only in the

U.S. (“Girl From Ioanema,” “Insensatez,” “Samba Do Aviao” and others) but
also in all Latin American countries such as Peru, Colombia, etc. Pelsman
intends to return yearly to Brazil, in order to produce 5 or 6 albums (mostly
instrumentals) with local musicians, for Roulette or any of the 9 subsidiary
labels of the company—also to take advantage of the excellent quality of the
Brazilian recordings.

Talking about Morrie Pelsman, who was responsible for the international hit

by Shawn Elliot, “Shame And Scandal In The Family,” we have some news
about the song. In the opinion of the trade, the melody sounds like a composi-
tion by Brazilian comooser-singer-guitarist Lucio Alves, titled “Garota
Coquette.” Vocal group Os Cariocas cut it for Discos Continental over twenty
years ago and the number was forgotten since.

Discos Chantecler is releasing several discs, and the first LP by Shawn Elliot

is doing very well with the Brazilian public. His new single is “Little Bird.”

Also released are two singles—one by chantress Linda Manning and one by
Little Anthony & The Imperials.

The social event of the week was a dinner show hosted by Industrias Ele-

tricas E Musicais Fabrica Odeon. First in Sao Paulo and then in Rio de
Janeiro, Odeon invited persons connected with the record industry. The MC was
Estevao Sangirardi. Featured in the show were comedian Jose De Vasconcellos,
who presented his album “0 Mundo Alegre De Jose De Vasconcellos,” teen-
chanter Tony Campello, vocal group Trio Esperanqa, ballad songster Altemar
Dutra, who was accompanied by Paraguayan guitar and vocal trio called Los 3

Soles, chanter Wilson Simonal, who introduced the firm’s new sensation, a mod-
ern “samba” chantress named Rosa Maria. Odeon is releasing her disc bow, a

double-compact with “Voce E Eu” (Carlos Lyra-Vinicius de Moraes) and “Fica
So Comigo” with Wilson Simonal (Roberto Menescal-Ronaldo Boscoli) b/w “Ca-
poeira De Oxala” (Luiz Carlos de Sa) and “Tern Do” (Baden Powell-Vinicius).
British label London has produced discs with good instrumental arrange-
ments by one of the best musicians in Brazil—Lyrio Panically.

Songster Tony Campello, who is now producing discs for Odeon, introduced
us to two newly paeted chanters Deny & Dino, whose first waxing will soon be
released.

We had a chance to have a long chat with Paulo Breves and Armando Duarte,
respectively in charge of advertisement, press and art-work and promo man-
ager for Companhia Brasileira De Discos (Philips) in Rio de Janeiro. We
talked about the new organization of the company—in addition to the two men-
tioned execs, Alain Trossat is still general manager and Joao Araujo produc-
tion manager and A&R, while Homero Cavalucci is plant manager. Breves told
us about the new aggressive promo campaign which includes a direct mail
technique, schooling for promo assistants, extensive advertising, etc.

Sometimes a good version of a song can have the same success as its original.
Fermata exclusive artist Claudia Barroso, is competing with such strong inter-
national names as Dalida and Nino Rosso with a version of “II Silenzio” by
Fred Jorge.

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According to an announcement by the records section of the International
Trade and Industry, total income on the export of records last year was 508,000
dollars, which showed a 19% increase compared with that of two years before.
There was a 50% increase in Canada, 8% increase in America, 57% increase in
Okinawa, and 50% increase in South-East Asia. 610,000 dollars has been set as
an export target for 1966.

Nippon Victor, Nippon Columbia, King, Toshiba, Nippon Grammophon,
Teichiku and Crown, after making an examination of retail price-decreases,
which was led by Administration of International Trade and Industry, decided
to decrease their prices in June. The reduction in price will be equal to the tax
decrease.

King Records will release in May “Joan Baez/Golden Album,” which includes
“Donna, Donna,” “Where Have All The Flowers Gone,” and others. This release
was planned to honor the 35th anniversary of the firm. The label has released
one local LP and one local SP. The former is “Satsutabano Blues” scheduled to

be released on April 20. It is sung by Hiroko Takegoshi who has recently had
a hit with “Tokyo Nagaremono.” The latter is a Latin rhythm tune, “Yoruga
Naiteiru” (Night Is Crying), scheduled to be released in May. It is sung by
Chieko Baisho.

World Group of Nippon Victor will release an LP “Herbie Mann/Best
Sellers” to honor the group’s tour scheduled for May. The LP includes 11 tunes
in addition to “New Coming Home Baby.” The firm will also release “Golden
Folk Rock/Trini Lopez” in the beginning of May.

Nippon Grammophon has announced that “Hawaiian Set Vol. I” and Hawai-
ian Set Vol. 2” are scheduled to be released at the end of April. “Doctor
Zhivago” is released both on LP and SP; it is cut on by Sound Track from the
MGM movie. The movie is a strong candidate for an Academy Award this year.
On Japanese locals, SP “Saihateno Mizuumi” written and composed by Domei
Suzuki, sung by Teruko Hino, is scheduled to be released April 5. Nippon
Grammophon songstress Mari Sono will have her second in-person show to

honor lark’s recent smash hit “Aitakute, Aitakute,” which has reportedly sold
more than 800,000 copies.

Among the many new releases by Toshiba Records is “The Best Of Nat Cole.”

The Jimmy Smith Trio, well known here with “The Cat,” will arrive here on
March 30 for a ten-day tour throughout Japan, the first performance of which
is scheduled to open on April 1 at Tokyo Sankei Hall.

“Kiss Me Kate,” currently running in Tokyo, is just finishing a stint at

Meitetsu Theatre in Nagoya.

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RCA Italians has given us a complete report about their top selling records
produced by the 4 different sections of their organization. Figures reported
are referred to the week of February 28th—March 6th. Heading the sales
among the records issued by the label that week are Michele selling 28,250
copies of “Quando Sei Con Me” for a total of 97,750 copies. The new Rita
Pavone hit “Plip” sold 14,125 copies for a total of 374,979 records sold, fol-

lowed by the instrumental by Ennio Morricone entitled “La Resa Dei Conti”
with 14,050 discs sold in the week, for a total of 169,090 records. The big
success of Gianni Morandi, “Non Son Degna Di Te,” is still selling strongly
with 12,950 copies sold during the week for a total of 825,478 discs sold. To
conclude the list of the top selling discs issued by the label, there is another
disc by Rita Pavone, “Viva L Pappa,” which has reached a total of 540,413
discs.

Among the records issued on the RCA Victor label, there was Elvis Presley’s
“Easy Question” with 9,600 copies for a total of 26,600 discs, followed by Los
Indios Tabajaras’ disc “Maria Elena” selling 2,650 for a total of 536,350 copies.
Also issued by RCA Victor is French artist Alaine Barriere, with “Vivro”
(Italian version of his hit “Ma Vie”). It has sold a total of 329,328. The top
seller of the international section of RCA Italiana is Dalida. Three of Dalida’s
records are reported at the top of the international section of RCA Italiana.
The vocal recording of the Italian hit “II Silenzio” performed by Dalida sold
14,100 copies during the week for a total of 323,712. “Pensiamoci Ogni Sera,”
Dalida’s version of a new hit performed originally by Jimmy Fontana also on
the label, has reached a total sales of 144,175. Also doing well is Dalida’s suc-
cess “La Danza Di Zorba” (Italian version of the “Zorba’s Dance”).

The four top selling discs issued by the ARC label during the week of Feb-
ruary 28th to March 6th were: 4,095 copies of Dino’s “Sai Sai Sai” for a total
of 109,645 discs; 2,800 copies of the Italian version of “Walking In Your
Room” (C’E Una Strana Expressione Nei Tuoi Occhi”) performed by the
Rokes, for a total of 102,340 discs; 6,600 copies of “II Ritorno Di Ringo” by
Maurizio Graf for a total of 39,920 records; and 2,408 copies of another
Mauriezio Graf recording entitled “Una Pistola Per Ringo” for a total of
109,283 copies sold.

This is the first time that we have received so complete a report by a record
firm in our territory. We hope to be able to publish similar data from other
firms, in order to give a realistic picture concerning the Italian record market.

This week we met with Mr. and Mrs. Mintangian of Durium: they expressed
satisfaction for the strong sales success obtained by a recording of a new
Italian group recently pacted by Durium: I Kings’ first disc is doing very
well. The record contains “Bambina Non Sono Io” b/w “Trovane Un Altro.”
The label’s top vocal group Los Marcellos Ferial have planned an extensive
singing tour of Japan during April. The group is already well known in that
country because of the Japanese versions of their hits

—“Angelita Di Anzio,”
“La Storia Di Tutti,” “Bella Ciao” and others. These songs are issued in

Japan by Cosdel (Durium’s licensee). Mintangian also announced the partici-

pation of Durium in this year’s edition of the RAI-TV contest “Un Disco
Per L’Estate” (A Record For The Summer), organized in cooperation with
AFI (Italian Phonographic Association). The label’s artists who will take part
in the contest are Nini Rosso, Isabella Iannetti, and Los Marcellos Ferial or
Tony Cucchiara.

Durium artist Little Tony will appear in his first movie role. He will appear
with Akim Tamiroff. The film is entitled “Un Gangster Venuto Da Brooklin”
(A Gangster Who Came From Brooklyn).

Nini Rosso will play on the sound track of another Italian western entitled
“Yankee” starring Philippe LeRoy and Adolfo Celli, and directed by Tito Brass.
The theme of the film composed by Nini Rosso is entitled “Serenata Maledetta”
(Bloody Serenade).

The latest recording by Los Marcellos Ferial “John Brown” is at the top
of the Durium’s sales’ list with over 50,000 copies sold.

Elizabeth Mintangian will represent and distribute the American catalogs
of Chess, Cadet, Checker and Argo, whose records will be issued here on the
Cadette label.

Leon Cabat, prexy of Disques Vogue of Paris (France), recently visited the
Durium offices. He was accompanied by Alain Boubril, manager of the Vogue
associated pubbery Vogue International. A version of American instrumental
hit “Batman” has been released by the label. It is coupled with “Nembo Kid.”
Durium has started a monthly magazine “Durium Blub.” Issues are distributed
free to all Durium record fans.

Gino (Ricordi International) will appear on “Studio Uno” show on April
9th. The songster will sing “Io Non Ti Amo Piu’.”

Bobby Solo (Ricordi), who is back from a trip throughout the States and
Canada, will perform in Italian theatres throughout Italy. His singing tour
will last fourteen nights. He has already made his debut at the Teatro Puccini
in Milan.

The Italian public is beginning to appreciate the extraordinary talent of
Joan Baez, whose five LPs have been simultaneously released on the Italian
market. The lark is planning to come to Italy in April.

The Yardbirds (Ricordi International) have just released a new single “Still

I Am Sad” b/w “I Am A Man.” The waxing has already garnered strong reac-
tion. After their appearance on the San Remo stage, the group has been very
popular among the teens in Italy. Their best selling disc at the moment is

the San Remo song “Paff Bum.”
Bob Weiss, vice president and director of the international division of Monu-

ment Records, visited Milan for three days for talks with Decca, the current
distributor of Monument. He also talked with other interested record firms and
publishers regarding the global expansion of Monument. Weiss reported the
sales success of Ornella Vanoni’s “Senza Fine,” whose original recording was
included in the sound track of the motion, picture “Flight Of The Phoenix.”
The exec explained the world wide plan of expansion of the Monument’s
prexy Fred Foster. He said the label’s artists would penetrate foreign mar-
kets, including the very difficult Italian record market. He was very enthusi-
astic about the rush release of the Boots Randolph recording of “These Boots
Are Made For Walking” in Italy.

Among the songs which surprisingly didn’t enter the finals in this year’s
San Remo contest, there was, as we have already reported, the Ardiano Celen-
tano’s number “II Ragazzo Della Via Gluck.” The disc is currently second on
Italy’s charts.

A best selling singer discovered by RCA Italiana is Gianni Morandi. Mor-
andi’s new recording is “La Fisarmonica.” The record was released last week,
and record shops throughout Italy have already ordered 170,000 copies. The
new disc will probably follow in the footsteps of previous Fianni Morandi
hits
—“In Ginocchio Da Te” (738,810 copies sold) and “Non Son Degno Di Te”

(825,478 copies sold).

Cash Box> AUSTRALIA
What happens to American country & western records in Australia ? To put

it in a nutshell—not much happens at all in this country. A big percentage of

singles that reach the Country Top 50 on Cash Box are never released here.

This is a little puzzling in view of the fact that there is a strong group of

record fans who support locally produced country & western releases from

some of our top names in this field. We have in Australia a C & W Record

Collector’s Club whose members are great devotees of their favourite type of

music. The club has a strong following and it issues regular news-sheets to

members giving latest happenings in the world of country music together with

lists of new record issues in Australia and the United States. Cash Box uas

discussed the apparent lack of sales support of many American records with

Club members, and what they have against the U. S. records is that they

are too highly commercial in production.” It seems that the average Australian

C & W fan likes his music without the frills of fiddles and female vocal groups

that are evident in many country and western records from America. It does

seem a shame that many of America’s big name C & W stars don t receive

the sales action that their records deserve. We haven’t got the solution to the

problem, but we hope our comments might become food-for-thought for Amer-

ican record producers who may have a similar situation facing them in othei

countries. ......
Popular American musical comedy star Gordon McRae is in Australia tor

a stint at a leading hotel in Sydney. At press-time it appears that McRae s

visit will be restricted to Sydney. One would like to think that a man ot his

talent would be booked to perform in several major cities.

One of Australia’s great theatres, The Tivoli, in Melbourne, will close its

doors early next month at the conclusion of its current attraction, the Jimmj

Edwards Show; the Tivoli has been operating for more than sixty years and

has become something of an institution in Melbourne. The management of

the theatre said the closure was due to economic factors resulting from the

trend of entertainment in Australia.
. .

The Tivoli circuit runs theatres in other major cities, but there is no indi-

cation that any of these will shut their doors.

Frederick C. Marks, executive director of Festival Records, has announced

that his company has successfully completed negotiations with World Pacific

and Pacific Jazz of the U S.A. for the release of material from their record

catalogs through Festival in Australia. Both labels are subsidiaries of Liberty

Records. All chosen material will be issued here on the Festival label. The first

release is “Elusive Butterfly” by Bob Lind which is already out.

The record release restriction has been lifted from material from the musical

“Half A Sixpence,” and EMI has now issued their original cast album which

stars Tommy Steele. The set is out on Decca.

Latest singles from the Astor organization include “The Ballad Of The Green

Berets” by the Alan Moorhouse Orchestra; “Norwegian Wood” by the Frugal

Sound; “Daydream” by the Lovin’ Spoonful; “You’re My Soul And Inspiration

by the Righteous Brothers; and “Long Live Love” by the Shangri-Las.

Among the most recent locally produced singles to be issued through Festival

records are: Tony Worsley with “Something’s Got A Hold On Me” and “Some-

thing”; Max Bygraves (English comedian recorded in Australia) with “Tumb-

arumba” and “I Wonder Who’s Kissing Her Now”; The 5 with “There’s Time”

c/w “I Can’t Find Her”; and Steve and the Board with “Giggle Eyed Goo”

and “Rosalyn.”

Young local star Billy Thorpe has been named as M.C. of a new teenage TV

show called “It’s All Happening.” Thorpe is on a winning streak at the moment

with his Parlophone label revival of “Love Letters”; the record was produced

by Albert Productions.

MOA In Washington. . .

ACTION WHERE IT COUNTS

At long last, somebody is doing something about it

and getting results.

We have heard, and Cash Box has made, over the

years, pleas for young people to enter the industry, for

some kind of committee or organization to readjust the

industry’s public image, for cooperative service schools

—calls for many improvements which would help the

coin machine industry. But there did not seem to be an

effective group that could meet, talk and act in our inter-

est with much hope of success.

There is certainly one now. Cash Box went to Washing-

ton this week to cover the three day board meeting of the

Music Operators of America. What we saw there was this:

A score of young men, not over forty—quick, bright,

active, agressive and dedicated, not only to MOA but to

a belief in the coin machine industry itself. Accompany-

ing the veteran members of our MOA leadership, these

young men worked on committees, went to see their

state representatives in the Capitol, and when not work-

ing on industry problems, they talked about industry

problems, stopping each other in the lobby of the hotel,

sitting down and going over what had been heard at the

board meeting, trying to nail down points of interest or

find the right idea, the precise idea, the solution that

would solve a problem.

We saw literate, dignified, experienced men present-

ing themselves and their programs to the most influential

body in the country, probably in the world—the United

States Congress. Many of the laws, written and unwrit-

ten, which have hurt the industry or threatened to hurt

it, not only in terms of dollars and cents, but in public

attitudes, have had their origins in Washington. The im-

mediate problem for the MOA in Washington—and for

the coin industry— is the resolution of the copyright/

royalty question on juke boxes. No one knows yet how it

will turn out or if a decision will be reached on it this year.

But the Senators and Congressmen who are involved

with the Bill—and they all are, whether they be on the

hearings committee or counted during the final vote

—

will never again have the same concept of a music opera-

tor, if indeed they had one before. The music operator

will no longer be a shadowy figure to them—he will be

the man who came to see them and spoke openly, hon-

estly, intelligently and with great urgency about his in-

dustry, an honorable one. That’s public relations. That’s

public relations where it counts.

And what of the service schools? MOA is still working

on the central school in Chicago which they hope to have

word on soon. They want to make a nationwide survey

of the industry on a professional scale. Their insurance

program is expanding, now covering employees. These

are acts, not dreams; they can be had. It takes men and

money. That is the main reason for the all-out member-
ship drive now underway.

Now, why should an operator join MOA? That question

could have easily been answered if non-members were ’

present at the conference in Washington this week. Here

were forty-six men, on nobody’s time but their own, on

nobody’s expense account but their own, coming from

every state in the country to compare notes, compare
ideas and to work as hard as they could for the industry

—perhaps, even, save it.

The royalty question is only one example of MOA, but

it shows MOA at its best. With limited funds and a lot of

ground to cover, MOA is fighting the operator’s battles.

Whatever benefits may be derived from the settlement

of the issue, the operator has MOA to thank, whether he

is a member or not. If the decision does go against him,

it may not be as hard as it might have been—because

MOA was in Washington when it was needed.

The long-range programs announced by MOA may
save the operator money he is now missing and may help

to earn more and keep more. But the point is this: win,

lose or draw, MOA and the operator need each other. The
question is more than that of copyrights and programs.

It all comes down to the money that goes in your pocket

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US Billiards Unveils Electro-Pool)

Came Offers Cues,, Balls, Bonus Scoring

AMITYVILLE, N. Y.—Albert Simon,
president of U.S. Billiards, Inc., has
announced the release of ‘Electro-

|

Pool,’ a brand new amusement piece
designed to combine the profitable
features of the pocket pool table and
the electric amusement game. Electro-
Pool, according to Simon, is “the
something new that this industry I

needs.”
Designed to be played by two play-

ers or two teams from only one end
of the table, Simon declared that
Electro-Pool’s size offers the amuse-
ment operator a piece which can fit

into those locations which want a pool
table but cannot accommodate one
strictly because of space But more
than just simply being designed for

j

the space saving concept, Simon ad-
vised that Electro-Pool offers opera-
tors the first electric amusement piece
which incorporates regulation pockets
and racked balls, “thus regular pool
table skills are employed while play-
ing Electro-Pool.”
“Perhaps the biggest news of all,”

declared U.S. Billiards sales manager
Bill Weikel, “is the fact it is a ‘play
from one end game.’ It can be placed
with one side against the wall and
the head in a corner. Research has
indicated that almost every area in
the country has from 25 to 35% of
their locations which want a pool
table but cannot afford the space,”
Weikel stated, adding, “and another
25 to 30% include the cocktail lounge
type and do not want a pool table.
Simple arithmetic will indicate that
thousands of locations (approximate-
ly 30% of the total) are prime and
willing customers for Electro-Pool,”
the sales manager stated.

“It would be ridiculous not to point
out another obvious fact,” Weikel
said, “that electric amusement games
have an almost universal appeal
which does not exclude ‘dyed in the
wool’ pool players. They are attracted
to this piece and as such it offers a
spectacular companion piece for the
regular pool locations.”

Electro-Pool scoring is automatic.

U.S. Bill. ELECTRO-POOL

Advance scoring of pocket values
(every two balls jumps the scoring in

value from ten on the first two up to

100 on the 9th and 10th balls). There
is also bonus scoring on a center hole
(normal score is 10 but shoots up to

100 when lit. The playfield is 100%
slate and the game features a sep-

arate, locked cash box, a steel coin

chute door, laminated rails and
cabinet, H-frame leg construction, ad-
justable leg levelers and bolt and
T-nut cushions.

“This game is the result of a lot

of careful thought and expert devel-

opment,” Weikel stated. “The indus-
try really needs something new. We
would hesitate to say that the de-
mand for pool tables has slackened in

that we are as busy as ever, however,
our grapevine tells us this isn’t ex-
actly so. As far as electric amusement
games are concerned, there just hasn’t
been anything really new on the mar-
ket. Now that Electro-Pool is here,
there is definitely that something
new.”

Five Cig Mfr's Cut
Price Increase In Half

No Increase From Reynolds

NEW YORK—At press time, the Cash
Box cigarette pricing scoreboard
showed five major manufacturers
hovering at the 20(

l per thousand
\

wholesale price increase (rolled back
from a previously announced 40 f hike
after pressure from the White House)
against one major company remaining
stable at the traditional price.

All six companies had announced a

4(K' wholesale increase but under com-
plaints from Washington about hiking
the cost of consumer goods, rolled

back the increase half-way—all except
R.J. Reynolds Tobacco which dropped
price increase plans entirely.

American Tobacco was the first to

bow to Administration wishes when
(

it halved its increase last Monday
March 21st. They were followed by
Liggett & Myers Tobacco, Philip Mor-
ris, P. Lorrillard and Brown & Wil-
liamson Tobacco.
The 20b per thousand wholesale in-

crease would amount roughly to a .4b

boost on the retail level for each
package. Retailers then, will probably
be forced to raise their prices one cent
per pack to make up the loss. In ef-

fect, then, there is very little differ-

ence to the consumer in a .4 or a

.8b increase as the raise would be one
cent in either case.

Cigarette operators in the New
York City area now vending at 45b,

along with other high cigarette tax
communities, will probably keep the

price and absorb the loss. The prob-

able increase on the retail level will

make the vending price more palatable

for consumers and could increase
per pack vending sales.

hardest working men we’ve got, and
he gets things done.”

“If you want to talk to some of the
board members,” said Granger, “try
those fellows over there.”
