An important formal recognition of his talents

came several months ago when NARAS, the disk awards society, awarded the performer a Grammy for recording the Best R&B recording of 1965, “Papa’s Got A Brand New Bag,”

on the King label. His latest King recording, “It’s A Man’s, Man’s, Man’s World,” is making giant strides on the Top 100, moving this week from number 61 to 29. Brown, who

is said to spend 335 days of the year on p.a.’s, appeared last Sunday (1) on the Ed Sullivan TV’er.

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American Disk Acts:

Back To Center Stage

The charts, ever indicative of more

than a numbers game, are showing re-

newed glory for the American sound.

In cold fact, nine recent Top 10 entries

were by U.S. acts, a startling departure

from the days of not long ago when the

British sound had its way among the

nation’s most successful disk dates.

Of those nine homegrown attrac-

tions, four of them were totally un-

known quantities six months ago. Al-

though all nine of the Top 10 Ameri-

can disks sported sounds by groups,

one need only run down any of the cur-

rent Top 100 listings to be confronted

by American acts of all types—solo

vocal to instrumental only—^who can

lay claim to newly-won chart fame.

Obviously, the comeback of Ameri-

can-made sounds is one of depth and,

judging by the repeat chart sales of

many of the newcomers, longevity. And

if to these newer names one adds the

staple American chart performers we
are truly in the midst of a boom of na-

tive talent.

Interestingly enough, this comeback

does not have the earmarks of displac-

ing the true idols of the British Sound;

they are still coming on strong. While

these British acts continue to find day-

in-and-day-out acceptance, it is appar-

ent that new British stars on the Top

100 are an exception rather than the

onetime rule. A vacuum was created

some months ago, and some truly

worthy U.S. talent waited in the wings,

in a sense, for their well-deserved

place in the sun.

The British charts, too, also reflect

this impressive new parade of Ameri-

can chart acts, who are doing some-

thing right to the delight of record buy-

ers on both sides of the Atlantic.

Back in the States, there is also an

ironic twist to this revitalization of the

American sound. Many a British hit

tune that won acceptance In England

and failed to catch-on In the U.S. is be-

ing successfully covered by Ameri-

cans. Thus, American music men no

longer fear to employ for their talent

proven material cut by English per-

formers who have yet to make a strong

dent on the American scene. This Is a

far cry from the recent past, when the

newest of British talent was considered

too hot to handle as far as competing

versions were concerned.

With Americans showing a tremen-

dous resurgence and the masters of

the British sound glowing even bright-

er, there is a new, exciting variety of

sounds being hosted by the Top 100.

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AGAC Seeks Broader Creative Membership
NEW YORK—A recruitment drive is

on at the American Guild of Authors
& Composers (AGAC), to fill its mem-
bership rolls with rock ’n roll, & R&B
and country music composers.

According to Burton Lane, president
of the Guild, a program placing
emphasis in these fields will cover at
least a 12 month period. For the first

time in the Guild’s 35 year history, a
series of ads is being placed in music
trade papers. Augmenting this will be
brochures outlining the Guild’s bene-
fits to writers, posters that will be
hung at major recording studios and
a general education program. Latter
approach will bring Guild speakers to
high schools and colleges.
Lane contends that many writers,

some young and relatively inexperi-
enced in the music field, are signing
contracts “right out of the middle
ages.” A noted composer himself (e.g.

“Finian’s Rainbow,” “On A Clear
Day”), he points to the fact that the

Guild has been able to “recover” for

its members a sum of $1 million since

1959. In 1947, the Guild, in negotiat-

ing a new draft of its uniform con-

tract with publishers, won the right to

audit publishers books.
A system of dues payments can be

worked out. Lane said, that enables a
new member to “join now and pay
later.”
Among the recent additions to

AGAC are Brook Benton, Clyde Otis
and Clint Ballard. Also, Richard
Rodgers recently re-entered the ranks
of the Guild’s membership.
AGAC is approaching its 35th anni-

versary. Until Lane assumed the
presidency eight years ago, the Guild
was known as the Songwriters Protec-
tive League.

Its membership totals more than
2000 writers, ranging in ages from 12
to 90 plus. The youngest member is

Emery Deutsch, Jr., son of the popu-
lar violinist.

Muntz says the company houses

the world’s largest tape library,

estimated at 30,000 titles, and is

currently producing approximately

10,000 cartridges daily at its 7-plant

complex near Los Angeles. Muntz
Stereo Pak was formed in 1963 and

is currently represented nationally by
1,500 accounts. Fiscal 1966 sales for

the company are estimated at $20-

million.

Muntz employs 200 technical, mar-
keting, sales and administrative per-

sonnel and also produces stereo prod-

ucts under its Audio/Stereo Division.

The Van Nuys operation includes

separate divisions for cartridge as-

sembly, cabinet making and finishing,

tape loading, duplicating, labeling,

shipping, engineering, quality control,

car installation and retail sales.

POP PICKS

HITS AGAIN—Gary Lewis & Playboys—Liberty
LRP—3452/ST—7452
Gary Lewis and the Playboys should quickly

climb the charts with this powerhouse of an LP
which contains both the group’s last hit “Sure
Gonna Miss Her” plus their current release
“Green Grass.” In addition to their own tunes the
set is chock full of such recent chart items as
“Daydream” and “Look Through Any Window,”
all done up in the group’s popular style. Solid
teen sales action in short order.

DUST ON MOTHER’S BIBLE—Buck Owens—
Capitol T/ST 2497
The top C&W act in the nation, Buck Owens

and his Buckaroos can expect immediate reaction
from his countless fans with this excellent Capitol
LP. Songs of inspiration and devotion are the
bill of fare and the style is pure Owens-country.
With such tracks as “Pray Every Day” and
“Satan’s Gotta Get Along Without Me,” as well
as the title track, the album is assured of a high
degree of sales.

COUNTRY BOY—Bobby Vinton—Epic LN 24188/
BN 26188
Bobby Vinton goes the Nashville route with

this lovely collection of country favorites headed
off by “I’m Just A Country Boy.” Vinton’s proven
vocal talent is highly adaptable to the tunes that
have been selected for the set and the fresh qual-
ities he brings to such C&W standards as “Gone,”
“Y’All Come” and “Riders In The Sky” should
be well received by the chanter’s many fans, and
could add a whole new group to his following.

THE BEST OF THE RIGHTEOUS BROTHERS—Moonglow 1004/S 1004
A duo which has met with phenomenal success

on the recording scene, the Righteous Brothers
(they recently topped the charts with their Verve
smash, “Soul And Inspiration”) should pile up a
heap of sales with this Moonglow collection.
Crammed with oldies from the rock, r&b and pop
areas, the package is already making lots of noise
with the buyers and seems destined for a high
spot on the charts. Topnotch wailing on such
grooves as “Georgia On My Mind” and “My
Prayer.”

A NEW SONG FOR YOUNG LOVE—Lettermen
—Capitol T/ST 2496
A long list of hit singles and albums have built

up for the Lettermen a sturdy following, which
should be out in force for this session by the
group. A fresh approach and a velvet style are
the keynotes to the trio’s success, especially with
the campus crowds and the young adults. Some
of the tracks that highlight the performance are
such standards as “I Only Have Eyes For You”
and “If I Loved You,” as well as the show tune
“Try To Remember.”

FILET OF SOUL—Jan & Dean—Liberty LRP

Jan and Dean have a powerfilled collection of

recent popular tunes all wrapped up in one pack-
age with this LP. The duo lend their smooth har-
monies to such smashes as “1-2-3” and “Lightnin’

ACADEMY AWARD WINNING SHADOW OF
YOUR SMILE AND OTHER GREAT THEMES—
Andre Kostelanetz—Columbia CL2467/CS9267
Andre Kostelanetz, at the head of an orchestra,

with a host of beautiful material, is a combina-
tion that is sure to produce an exquisite LP as
has been done in this case. Kostelanetz leads the
assembled musicians through the Academy
Award-Winning “Shadow Of Your Smile” and in
the same sweeping vein renders “Lara’s Theme”
and “I Will Wait For You” among others. Pack-
age should be a prime sales item.

THE SOUL ALBUM—Otis Redding—^Volt 413
The powerful impact of Otis Redding’s blues

wailing has been the basis for many a hit single
and LP, including such while-backers as “Good
To Me” and “Any Ole Way,” both of which are
included in this set. Cramming the grooves with
a heap of proven moneymakers. Redding moans
up a storm, aiming for a big reaction among r&b
fans. Included among the top tracks are such
goodies as “Scratch My Back” and “Just One
More Day.”

GREAT MOMENTS ON BROADWAY—Jerry
Vale—Columbia CL 2489/CS 9289
Some songs become as famous, or even more

famous than the shows that they come from, and
Jerry Vale has collected eleven of these show
stoppers for this LP, that presents some of the
finest musical moments on Broadway. Vale’s
warm vocal efforts on such tunes as “What Kind
Of Fool Am I,” “If I Loved You” and “Stranger
In Paradise” should bring emotion-filled responses
to the hearts and minds of music lovers.

UP CLOSE—Peter Nero—RCA Victor LPM/LSP

The exciting, charming keyboard stylings of

Peter Nero come into the spotlight once again
with another scintillating session of favorites
ranging from golden standards to winners from
recent bumper crops. The 88er’s inventive ar-
rangements, backed by lush orking, should please
a great deal of good music spinners and buyers.
Top tracks include “When My Dream Boat Comes
Home” and “England Swings.”

THE SHADOW OF YOUR SMILE^Bobby Darin—Atlantic 8121
This is an offering of Academy Award nominees

and familiar standards. Shorty Rogers and
Richard Wess arranged the tunes and Darin
handles them in his own well known fashion. The
tracks range from slow dreamy ballads to up-
tempo rockers and are highlighted by “Lover
Come Back To Me” and the title song, Darin is

at his best on this package.

THE LONELY THINGS—Glenn Yarbrough—

Take a batch of tunes from the gifted pen of

Rod McKuen and add the haunting, plaintive
stylings of Glenn Yarbrough and the result is an
expressive, tasteful album production. Folk-ro-
manticists both, Yarbrough and McKuen make a
highly compatible team, as evidenced by the
dozen bittersweet, imaginative ballads showcased
in this set. With splendid tracks throughout, the
album is a vivid and extremely captivating listen-

ing piece. Highly recommended.

POP BEST BETS

EVERYBODY LOVES A NUT—Johnny Cash—
Columbia CL 2492/CS 9292
A longtime favorite -with pop, country and folk

fans, Johnny Cash can expect to draw a big sales
response with this humor-filled package. Tongue-
in-cheek wit, aimed at country-styled and folk-
flavored material, all wrapped up in the inimitable
Cash style, makes for a winning, extremely en-
tertaining LP. Highlighted by his latest pop-
country entry, “The One On The Right Is On The
Left,” the set also includes “Boa Constrictor” and
a cute title track.

THE KATE SMITH ANNIVERSARY ALBUM—

This package contains 24 of Kate’s more fa-
mous tunes and all of them have been brought up
to date by Peter Matz’s modem arrangements.

Julito Rodriguez, ex-member of the Trio Los Panchos, recommended mm
to the record company CBS and since then he was always exclusively on that

label. His biggest hits in the record field were “Sabras Que Te Quiero, Hlor^

ras, Lloraras,” “El Loco,” “Sombras,^* “Entroga Total, La Mentira, Y
Todavia Te Quiero,” “Una Limosna” and others.

Javier Solis also was a very popular actor and in his career made ten pic-

tures. He traveled through the whole N. American Continent, performing many
times in almost all of the countries.

. , ^
Javier Solis was a real “latin lover” and left five wives and twelve children.

We don’t know right now how much money he left. The only thing we know

is that one day after he died, CBS Records delivered 235,000 pesos (around

18 000 Dls.) to the ANDA (National Association of Actors) for his dues of

interprete rights for the first three months of 1966. Since now, it is not clear

who will be the official successors.

Eduardo L. Baptista, president of Panamericana de Discos (Discos Musart),

made a business trip to Central America, visiting’ people from Guatemala, San

Salvador, San Jose Costarrica, Nicaragua, Panama, Honduras and other places.

The popular Mexican rock group los Locos del Ritmo is performing in the

United States at the Red Velvet Club in Hollywood. We received the informa-

tion that Elvis Presley went to see them and was greatfully surprised about

this group which will remain in that country for eight weeks with future per-

formances at “El Monte.” Their show is in the English language.

Tito Guizar, the well known Mexican folk singer, released immediately a

song written by Ramon Inclan and dedicated to Javier Solis. The name of the

song is “Bolero Ranchero A Javier Solis.” This record was cut less than 24

hours after Javier’s death.

FRANCE
George Albert, President of CASH BOX, spent three days in Paris where

he gave a cocktail party. This was a good occasion for him to meet the most
important people in the French record and music publishing industry. We
spoke, during the party, about the next French song festival, “La Rose De
France.” It will open on the 23rd of June at Antibes on the French Riviera.

The finals will be televised. Thirty songs have just been selected by a jury
for this contest. Next year perhaps we will be able to have a song contest in

France as important as the Italian one in San Remo.
A second problem, for the French record industry: the appearance on the

French market of tape recorders with cartridges. A few days ago four tape-
recorder manufacturers (Thompson, Pathe, Schneider and Philips) announced
they will build, from now on, tape-recorders for a standard cartridge. Few
people seriously believe that this new tape market will be interesting before
at least four or five years have passed.

“Juanita Banana” is going to be one of the most important successes of
the spring. Eight versions have already been recorded by French artists and
especially by Henri Salvador through his own label: Rigolo.

Ducretet, a new dixieland group has just released its first LP, entitled “Les
Haricots Rouges.” It is a live recording with numbers like “Les Copains” from
Georges Brassens or standards like “Tiger Rag.”
“Mr. Carnaval” the first Charles Aznavour operetta is now out in LP form

on the Pathe label. Georges Guetary, Eliane Varon and Jean Richard are the
main singers.

“Monday Monday” is the hottest single in Canada in
over six months, and the album is being played like a single by Canadian
spinners, all hoping they’ll be the one to hit on the next single. Best money
is on “I Call Your Name.” The Brass Ring, fresh from big chart biz with
“Pheonix Love Theme,” are likely to emulate their single success with their
new Dunhill album. It’ll be out soon, promises Stan. The new RCA Victor
Sales Representative in Winnipeg is Dune Anderson. He replaces the well-
liked Bill Paterson who moves on to Victor’s west coast operation, h.q.’d in
Vancouver.
The Johnny Cash Show appeared at Duluth’s Denfield Auditorium (24/4).

Appearing in the two Sunday shows were June Carter, Tommy Cash, the
Tennessee Three and the Statler Bros. The Statlers said that they would soon
be in Nashville for a new Columbia singles session. Johnny was unable to take
his accustomed place at the top of the bill in the afternoon show due to
illness.

Brian Chater, manager of Burlington Music in Montreal, is most encouraged
with his company’s acquisition of the rights to “Marble Breaks And Iron
Bends.” Recorded by Draft, the long time top-tenner in Germany, it has just
been released (through London) in Canada. “Surprise of the year” is the way
Brian describes a forthcoming album, the rights of which are also controlled
by his company. The set will feature Sean Connery reading “Peter And The
Wolf” to the musical background of the Royal Philharmonic Orch.

Latest pactee to Don Grashey’s Gaiety label is Vancouver-charmer, Sandi
Shore. She’s 23 and her debut single on the label is due for release almost
anytime. Chuck Williams stopped by recently with good notices for the young
lady and her first Gaity Record. The new Jerry Palmer single is set for
release soon. It’s geared to the summer-season, and Stan Kulin, has been
raving about the sound—a wildie according to reports. Embassy, Toronto
embarking on a big name policy with Sinatra Jr., Four Lads, Ronnie Dove,
Brenda Lee, Patti Page and Roy Hamilton. Myrna Lorrie, one time star of
C&W records in Canada, is about to appear on another record soon. Action
should come from L.A., shortly. Joey Hollingsworth’s Apex single continues
to make impressive chart gains across Canada. A1 Mair says, “this is a star.”

Mrs. Miller continues to sell records as though it were Christmas in April.
The response to air play of the single and albums by this unique entertainer
has Paul White and the Capitol folks in a tizzy. People are either one way or
another, most emphatically in their acclaim or disclaim of this singer. Like
her or not, they sure are talking about her, resulting in brisk sales all across
Canada. Danny Harrison’s “Girl Girl Girl,” is happening in San Diego. The
Gordon Lightfoot LP on U.A. will be available in Canada very shortly. The
latest Decca outing by Wilma Burgess, “Don’t Touch Me,” is going pop in

many Canadian markets. Terry Regan is very excited about a new Dominion
LP that Canadian Music Sales are going all out for. It’s a set by the Henchmen,
just packed with folk-oriented items that could make it a big seller in short
order. “Jug Band Music” is going to be another “Canada-first” smash for
the Lovin’ Spoonful. The record has been released by Quality in Canada and
seems a sure thing to duplicate the success of their current American single

outing, “Did You Ever Have To Make Up Your Mind,” The group will appear

at Toronto’s Massey Hall (8/5). Ed Lawson, Quality’s man in Toronto, will be

extremely busy these days as act after act on record through Quality appears

in the Queen City. Among the top-drawer record types either there or on

their way are the Mills Bros., B. J. Thomas, Norma Tanega and Gene Krupa.

Ed calls a new Quality outing by a Montreal group, the Hunted with “1-2-5,”

to make all the Canadian airwaves in very short order. Barry Paine has two
giants on the new ballad “Strangers In The Night.” Bert Kaempfert, the

composer, has an instrumental reading on Decca, and Sinatra looks to have

a vocal winner on Reprise. Jack Jones will be very much in the running with

his version on Kapp. Beau Brummels will make chart noise with their Warner
Bros, debut, “One Too Many Mornings.” Barry Allen has a hit. No less a

vehicle than the second-to-last Gavin report predicts good things on the

hitsville trail for Barry’s Capitol outing, “Lovedrops.” It’s listed on most
of Canada’s key stations and any that lagged behind on the side will probably

be on it now that the U.S. market is beginning to sit up and take notice.

The latest figures issued by the Board of Trade show that manufacturers
sales of gramophone records in January, valued at £2,070,000 were three per
cent lower than in January 1965. Sales for the home market fell by nearly nine
per cent but export sales, representing sixteen per cent of the total sales, rose
by over forty per cent. Production of both 45 r.p.m. and 78 r.p.m. disks in
January was twelve per cent lower than a year earlier. On the other hand, in
keeping with the growing album trend, production of 33%rd r.p.m. disks
showed a fifteen per cent rise.
Ben Nisbet, General Manager of B. Feldman, is looking forward to the

arrival of Bob Dylan who flies in May 4th for a month-long nation wide tour.
Under a new agreement Feldman’s will publish all Bob Dylan compositions
commencing with his current American smash “Rainy Day Woman No. 12 and
35” set for CBS release coincidental with the tour. The deal was set up during
Nisbet’s recent trip to New York. At the same time he concluded a publishing
deal with Artie Mogull, to handle all compositions from MoguH’s Albet Music
Corporation and Callee Music Corporation in England. The first number under
the new deal will be Bill Hjerpe’s “Navigation Blues.” Feldman’s currently has
a No. 1 in the British charts with Dusty Springfield’s “You Don’t Have To Say
You Love Me” on Philips and is still in the charts with the Yardbirds’ “Shapes
Of Things” on Columbia.
The independent Strike record label has certainly lived up to its name by

achieving Hit Parade status with its very first release “That’s Nice” by Neil
Christian. Strike Records, formed in February this year by Lionel Segal and
Jack Heath of Millwick Music, is a completely independent operation both in
production and distribution whi^h makes their success after only two months
even more remarkable. “That’s Nice” was penned by contract artist and writer
Miki Dallon and published by Millwick Music. As Strike Records has a reper-
toire deal with RCA the disk is now released in America, Germany, France,
Holland, Belgium and Scandinavia and within a few weeks it will be issued in
Italy, which could give them a big international hit. The latest Strike release
is “Cheat And Lie” penned and recorded by Miki Dallon.
The original cast album from the new British musical “On The Level” is

issued on CBS. From the soundtrack they are issuing as a single “Bleep Bleep”
sung by Sheila White—a number which stopped the show on the opening night.
CBS A & R Manager was so impressed by the 17 year old singer that he has
signed her to a long term contract. Score of the Ron Granier-Ronald Miller
musical is published by Erie Music, a subsidiary of the Chappell organisation
and other recordings from the show include “Strangely Attractive” by Angela
Richards (Fontana) and Sheila Southern (Pye) with a Steve Lawrence version
on CBS. “My Girl At The Dance” has been recorded by Frank D’rone also on
CBS.

Paul Simon, in London for a three-day visit, was feted at a cocktail party
hosted by CBS Records at London’s Westbury Hotel. Simon and Garfunkle
are currently in the British chart as artistes with their own composition “Home-
ward Bound” on CBS and although their original recording of “Sound Of
Silence” didn’t get away here they are haviner success as composers via the
Bachelors Decca version. Simon also penned the Seekers current chart entry
“Someday One Day” on Columbia, published by Lorna Music, and is responsible,
in collaboration with Bruce Woodley (of the Seekers) for “Red Rubber Ball”
which marks the debut of new Brian Epstein ^oup, the Cyrkle. The single was
released in the U.S. on Columbia and is now issued here on CBS. Could be an
international hit for the trio with their first disk. Number is published by
Lorna Music.

Everything’s happening for Cilia Black. Her Parlophone waxing of the Burt
Bacharach composition “Alfie” is high in the Hit Parade and she has just

successfully opened a three week cabaret stint at London’s Savoy Hotel, the

last night of which is to be filmed in colour for w^^lJ wide screening via Brian
Epstein’s Subafilms company tentatively titled “Cilia At The Savoy.”

The International jazz-festival of Comblain-la-Tour, a small town in the

Belgian Ardennes region, will be organized this year on Saturday August 6
and Sunday August 7. True to tradition it will offer two days of uninterrupted,
quality jazz-programme in the rollicking atmosphere of its past. In order to
preserve the popular character and festive spirit of this music festival, the
organizing committee insisted on keeping the admission prices at 80 fr ($1.60)
on Saturday and 90 fr ($1.90) on Sunday.

Already the first outline of the programme vouches for the high inter-
national artistic calibre of this festival. As usual Joe Napoli, in his search for
the best jazz-players visited many countries. The first contracts were signed
with two groups and a songstress from Czechoslovakia.
The Bratislava traditional Jazz Band consists of eleven young Slovaks be-

Comblain-l^a-^ur has become a truly international town: its main squarewas renamed ‘Times Square” by the American ambassador to Belgium; themayor of Comblain-la-Tour is on excellent terms with the chairman of Man-hattan Borough Several American governors have dispatched their state flag
mayors of many towns and cities, such as

.-laples, Palermo, Cologne, Bombay, etc.

Once more the 8th International Jazz Festival of Comblain-la-Tour is topiesent to thousands an outstanding progi’am.
And Joe Napoli hopes that the success :of the 1966 Festival will beat allprevious records.

The 18 songs for the first round of the “German Pop Music Festival” have
been picked and the 18 stars who will do the numbers for the TV preliminary
round. Polydor, Metronome, Philips, Ariola, and for the first time, CBS and
Austroton will have artists represented in the fest, but the major firms of
Teldec and Electrola will not be on hand for the festival.

Reports reach us that the record industry will plan a second festival spon-
sored by the industry itself as this festival will, of course, use record stars,
but is not in connection with the major record firms as in the past. This year,
401 songs were entered compared with 234 last year and the 18 songs were
picked by a jury consisting of 3 composers, 3 conductors, 3 radio station per-
sonalities, 3 journalists and 3 music students. The prelims will be held on the
21st of May in Berlin and we’ll have more news about the festival as the time
grows near for the contest.

The new dance “Puppets” is moving strongly out of Berlin where it was
created into other parts of Germany. The dance is now very popular in
Cologne and Dusseldorf where the discotheques are playing the platter and
the kids love the dance. This of course makes publisher-composer-producer
Will Meisel a very happy man.
Larry Yaskiel, who is now making an extended visit in the USA for Vogue

here reports that the start move of their newly acquired Chess, Checker and
Cadet labels is doing very well. The labels moved to Vogue in April from CBS.
CBS promotion gal Dietlinde Reith reports that the TV show “The New

World Under 20” which was broadcast on German nationwide TV and fea-
tured music from the Temptations, Marvin Gaye and Martha & the Vandellas;
all of the Tamla-Motown group caused a storm of sales on the artists at the
German record counters. CBS did a fine job of promotion as tie-in with the
TV’er.

Austrophon has taken over distribution of the Hippo label for Germany,
Austria and Switzerland. The label, made in Hamburg, has a start program
of 3 singles and an LP, all of which are off to a good selling start.

Gunter Krenz of Kurt Feltz productions is hard at work pushing “The
Tiger,” a new swinger from Swiss beat group the Dorados on Polydor. Gunter
also has top hits from Peter Alexander on Ariola and Martin Lauer on Poly-
dor. “The Tiger” is published by Hans Gerig who also handles the new hits

from the other artists mentioned.

Paul Siegel reports that his “Big Band Europe Presents” LP has been re-

leased by Pye in England, Australia, South Africa and Scandinavia and that
the theme from the LP may be used on a new TV seines on A.T.V. in Eng-
land. in Italy, Durium Records released the LP and a single. England’s Chris
Rayburn has done Paul’s published work “Another Night Alone” for Parlo-
phon.

The Columbia Broadcasting System has bought out the entire rights^ for

CBS here in Germany. The 50% share of managing director Bernhard Mikul-
ski were purchased in a signing ceremony in Frankfurt recently. No basic
changes are expected because of the change as Mikulski will continue to

function as managing director. Sales offices will be opened in Berlin, Dussel-
dorf, Hamburg and Munich. Plans are also being made to expand the classical

repertoire including recordings in Germany for the world CBS market. CBS
Germany is the most successful daughter of U.S. Columbia Records and the
finn has not only done tremendously well with its U.S. product which includes
the strong Tamla-Motown group of recording stars, but has also developed
several top local artists in its 3 years in business. The firm pioneered the
move of U.S. companies into home owned operations and the experiment in

Germany paid off in tremendous volume. CBS also has control of their own
pressing plant and publishing house here.

Two more top artists have changed record firms in Germany. TV and re-

cording star Vico Torriani who has been responsible for lots of hits in his

long career in Germany moved from Teldec, his partner firm for over 10
years, to Philips. The first new single has been released. Teenage favorite
Rex Gildo who has been a chart topper for over 5 years with Electrola has
moved to Ariola-Eurodisc with a long term contract for records tied in with
a long term film pact from the house owned Constantin Film firm. The man-
aging director of D.G.G. J.W.A. Langenberg has left his post to be replaced
by C. Solleveld as of i^ril 1. The directorship of D.G.G. which is the same
directorship as that of Philips in Holland is made up of Helmut Haertel, Dr.
Hans Werner Steinhausen, J. Van Der Velden and now C. Solleveld.

Rolf Budde reports that his San Remo hit “In Un Fiore” is now a top selling
German disc by Elisa Gabbai on Hansa. The German language record by the
young Israeli songstress is zooming up the charts here. Hans Gerig has plenty
of hot potatoes in the fire including the Rolling Stones with “19th Nervous
Breakdown” and several other U.S. goodies and German toppers by Peter
Alexander and Martin Lauer, both produced by Kurt Feltz.

George Ehmke, the export manager of Ariola-Eurodisc tells us that in ad-
dition to the new Rex Gildo signing, Margit Schramm, the German Operetta
star has signed a long term exclusive pact with the firm. The young soprano

is very popular here with her recordings counting among the best sellers

year after year. Ariola-Eurodisc has released 11 new albums from the Russian

repertory taken over from Melodie Moscow, the state owned record company.
Basic material of the classical line are folk songs, opera arias and Khatcha-
turian conducting his own concert for violin and orchestra. Ariola has also

released “Juanita Banana” by the Peels for Austria, Germany and Switzer-

land on the Karate label.

Siggi Loch from Philips tells us that plenty of their top English groups are

due here for TV and tours including the chart topping (in England) Spencer

Davis Group, the Mindbenders, and Dave, Dee, Dozy, Beaky, Mick & Tich, who
will perform along with Herman’s Hermits and the Mindbenders together

with Dave Berry on the “Beat-Beat-Beat” TV’er in Frankfurt. A possible

show is also being planned for all the groups together in Munich. The
Walker Bros, are also set for their first appearances in Germany as are the

Pretty Things and the Silkie. Joan Baez is also set for a tour' here, so Siggi

has his hands full setting up promotion and pushing the artists. Ralph Maria
Siegel tells us that his musical“Charley’s Aunt” is being planned for No-
vember in the Deutschen Theater in Munich. Ralph wrote the music and lyrics

were done by Robert Gilbert and Max Colpet. Dietlinde Rieth of CBS is doing
her best to get Bob Dylan to visit Germany during his trip to Europe. Rieth
is now pushing the records of the Tamla-Motown group which will be rep-
resented in a TV show here later this month.

Very soon the first pre-recorded tapes will be available to the customers,

while up to now' the only way to get tape music was by importing it from the
United States and Europe. Although the quantity of existing tape recorders is

small, the market is expected to develop into something important in a few
years. Philips will market a budget record player, which will even be given
free if the customer orders a not yet specified amount of records. Besides,
Phonogram will start selling a ten record set (to be paid in ten months)
through the Philips home appliance dealers, many of whom regularly do not
sell records. The set is tagged “Argentina Sings This Way” and contains a
story of tango and folk music from 1810 to the present.

Nestor Selasco, Music Hall’s prexy, has started a ten week tour that will
include Lima (Peru), Medellin (Colombia), Caracas (Venezuela), Los Angeles,
New York, Vancouver, Tokyo, Hong Kong and Honolulu. Selasco’s purposes are
to sign renewals and new contracts with the diskeries he represents here, and
mainly to study the latest improvements in recording equipment, for applica-
tion in the label’s new studios, now under construction.
CBS organized two gatherings this week: one honoring tropical music

chanter Tito Rodriguez, currently visiting here, and another one to present
Leo Dan writh his second gold record, for another one million sales mark.
Rodriguez’ dinner took place at the Golf Club, while Dan’s cocktail party was
held at the Alvear Palace Hotel.
RCA is improving its share in the jazz music field with a series of releases

under the Vintage series banner. Latest additions to this series are “Count
Basie In Kansas City,” recorded with the Bennie Moten band, and Duke Elling-
ton’s “Daybreak Express.” The diskery’s part in this branch of the market
has been growing steadily during the past months, along with other strong
editions coving old tango and folk music recordings.
A detailed report from Odeon states that Atahualpa Yupanqui has recorded

a new album, which will be launched soon. Atahualpa will travel to Japan,
where Argentine folk music is well appreciated. Two other strong artists,
Ramona Galarza and Nestor Fabian, will make a tour of the province of Santa
Fe and start a new program, titled “Our Party.” Frank Pourcel’s “Avec,” a
top seller during several months, has passed the 100,000 mark; Poursel’s latest
recording, “El Cordobes,” seems also an extremely strong bet.

Latest releases from Trova include a Folkways album recorded in Spain
with typical music from that country, and another one by the Fisk Jubilee '

Singers, along with Elenco albums (recorded in Brazil) carrying versions by
Lenny Dale with the Sambalanco Trio, and guitar player Rosinha de Valencia.
On the Classical music side there is an LP with music by Wilhelm Friedemann
Bach, recorded by 88’er Heida Hermanns.

Disc Jockey Records is releasing the first album by Benny Barbara, trumpet
player who recorded with Harry James. Benny was born in Argentina and
lives currently in Canada, and these recordings were done for Elysee Records
of that country. Also from DJ is another album by “The Smallest Orchestra
in The World”: Cesar Bo (Guitar) and Alberto Alcala (Drums). Local orkster
Lucio Milena, on his side, has recorded “La Boheme” and “Michelle.”

Microfon is outing an EP tagged “Tango en Cano 14,” named after the well
known night spot where tango music is played. The recording has been done
by the Hector Stamponi orchestra, with singers Ruth Durante and Marcelo Paz.
Johnny Allon has recorded another single: “Everybody Loves The Clown,”
while newcomer Zachary has “Look At Me” as new title and the Trio Oriental
recorded “Cuando El Amor Se Va” and “Guajira Guantanamera.”

Melograf Publishers inform us that instrumentalist Mr. Trombone is pre-
paring a new LP, mainly with local tunes. His latest recording is “A La Playa,”
for CBS. On the same label, Ricardo Roda has recorded “Ven Para Siempre”
and Leo Dan “Coche De Carrera” (Racing Car) and “Que Linda Es Mi Patria.”
La Charanga del Caribe is recording new tunes, like “Fiesta En El Bosque,”
“Gaita Pajarona,” “Plato Volador” and “A Chancletear.”
Ala Nicky has inked new group Las Sombras Rojas and is releasing their

first single, “Run, Baby, Run” and “Maribel.” The latter has been composed
by T. Roberts, one of the members of the group. Ala-Nicky reaches this week
the top of the lists with the VIP’s version of “Michelle,” which has reportedly
sold about 30,000 copies up to date. Ernesto Parma, right from the promotion
dept, of Ala-Nicky, sends word about the new single by best selling artists

Los V.I.P.’s, currently in the charts with “Michelle.” New title is “My Love”
and the boys hope to hit it hard once more, which seems possible. The label

has inked folk group Los Arrieros, whose first single is hit tune “El Corralero,”
coupled with “Love Anniversary.”
Jazzy news from Trova: latest releases feature a Pacific Jazz album cut by

Les McCann with the Gerald Wilson Orchestra, another one by Gil Fuller, the

Monterey Jazz Festival Orchestra, featuring Dizzy Gillespie, a Contemporary
Records album by Helen Humes (“Songs I Like To Sing”) and a new LP by
the Firehouse Five Plus Two, under the Good Times Jazz banner. There is

also an album by Glen Campbell and his group playing tunes written by Bob
Dylan and others; among the titles appear “Like a Rolling Stone,” “It Ain’t

Me, Babe” and “Catch The Wind.”
Fermata Publishers report that songstress Ginette Acevedo, (RCA) has

recorded “Mis Noches De Amor,” while Maria Helena (CBS), cut “Recurdos
Del Paraguay,” another guarania. Los Mosquitas (Music Hall) cut “Cuanto
Mas Lejos Estoy,” and Bobby Cuatro, for the same label, “Los Aventureros.’’

Producciones Fermata has released a single by Nicola de Bari, with “Lei Mi
Aspetta,” recorded originally by Jolly, and an album devoted to San Remo
songs, produced by Cetra in the same country.
The Julio Korn Publishers send word about the success of local film “Hotel

Alojamiento,” whose music, penned by Chico Novarro, is controlled by the

organization. JK people are also busy with “Los Que Esperan Amor,” a fast

selling version of a very popular TV program, and the Pete Seeger arrange-
ment of “Guantanamera,” is also represented by this pubbery.

V.I.P.’s in Buenos Aires: last week we were visited by several iipportant

names in the international music scene, getting in touch with local people.

Harry Gerson, of Edwin H. Morris Publishers, came to establish with Julio

Korn Publishers of Argentina the basis for a new society, to be_ used as a
channel for his company’s standards and pop tunes. Salvatore Chiantia, also

from the U.S., paid several visits to local pubberies to study the possibilities

of an increase in the share of American music in this market, and the publish-

ing of Argentine songs in that country. From Italy came David Matalon, of

Italdisc, to have a look at the record producing scene in Latin America.

“Sloop John B,” the latter-mentioned entering the charts two days after its

I'ush release.
Back behind his desk at Gramophonehouse is Bovema’s president Jerry Oord,

who last week returned from an extensive and successful business trip through
the United States.

B(l)ack is Cilia, too. Cilia Black, that is, whose new Parlophone hit “Alfie”
not only goes high on the British, but also on the Dutch charts The Bovema
label also launched a highly saleable EP-record by the Beatles this week, con-
taining the quartet’s version of “Bad Boy” and selected picks from the “Help!”
and “Rubber Soul” albums.

It’s a real Record-of-the-Month week for Bovema’s U.S. Capitol label, as
these honorable qualifications were given to the Cannonball Adderley “live”
LP in Holland’s leading jazz magazine “Jazzworld” and to the label’s “Nat
King Cole At The Sands” album in a promient ladies’ journal, both appearing
this week.

Columbia’s now listing several strong items from both sides of the nation’s
borders. There’s Greetje Kauffeld’s “Tanz’ Bitte Noch Einmal Mit Mir,” now
doing fine in Germany, and Freddie & The Dreamers’ “If You’ve Got A Minute,
Baby.” The label currently enjoys a very strong position with 7 releases

Day” and hotcakes by the Hermits, Peter & Gordon, the Shadows and Vince
Hill) in Britain’s Top 50.

Gramophonehouse’s HMV label this week pushed out Adamo’s “Une Meche
De Cheveux” on a single and has real high hopes for Manfred Mann’s new
waxing, “Pretty Flamingo.”

Atlantic rushed out Sonny & Cher’s LP “The Wondrous World Of S. & Cher”
and new star Percy Sledge’s debut in “When A Man Loves A Woman.”

Tulip counti-y Holland was visited by Austrian pianist Ingrid Haebler, out-
standing Mozart interpreter and Philips artist, on April 18th, to “baptize” a
new two-color tulip variety that will carry the name of the charming Viennese.
Haebler flew over from Salzburg to Amsterdam especially for the occasion,
where she was received by a delegation from her recording company Phono-
gram: deputy managing director R. Klaassen, general label manager Leo
Boudewijns, adviser in classical affairs O. Glastra van Loon, and heads of PR
and Advertisement Depts, Rolf ten Kate and Henk Schippers. At the bulb
nursery of outstanding Dutch grower L. Stassen Junr, Hillegom (near Haar-
lem), a firm with a large export to the United States, Haebler admired the
long-leafed, red-orange flowers and expressed her sincerest thanks during
lunch at the Keukenhof Restaurant. Later that day, she paid a visit to the
beautiful Mozart Exhibition at the Frans Hals Museum in Haarlem; here she
was introduced to a nine-year-old Dutch boy, Jopie Huener, who was dressed
exactly like the boy Mozart who visited The Netherlands for concerts at the
Court of Orange during the winter of 1765-66. The Mozart pianist was very
charmed with this rendez-vous and became friends soon with the Rococo-
dressed little fellow. The Mozart Exhibition in Haarlem is a cultural event.
French chansons in the original recordings have always met with a select,

but steady market in Holland and even the more expensive issues, i.e. the multi-
LP boxes like the 6-LP Georges Brassens set has found quite a number of
buyers here. Otto Vriezenberg of Phonogram, in charge of Philips popular,
was quoted saying this at the beginning of a new French chanson campaign
by his company, when a number of excellent new LP material of French
Philips was introduced on the Dutch market. Vriezenberg drew out attention

Other LP-productions in the campaign are “Juliette
Greco a la Philharmonic De Berlin” (Philips live recording), and re-releases
on LP of Brassens, Piaf and Montand songs In EPs chansons were released of
Claude Nougaro, Barbara, Juliette Greco, Brassens and that new sensational
find from Bruxelles who took Paris by storm, Jacques Debronckart.
Young Dutch chanter Johnny Lion, former vocalist of a popular beat-group

the Jumping Jewels, scored high with his Golden Record winning song “So-
phietje” on the Philips label. Other songs in Johnny’s melodious devil-may-care
style like “Tjingeling” are also doing well in the topper lists here, so that
Phonogram decided to record a solo-LP, entitled “Zeg Maar John Tegen Lion”,
Dutch translations of modern pop songs.
The oldest accordion player in Holland, perhaps of the entire world, is

septuagenarian Karl Schriebl. The ex-miner (20 years in the United States)
and professional accordionist for some 60 years recovered from a severe attack
lately and was present in the recording studio hardly a few days later, never
missing a date for actual recording. Schriebl and his 59 year-old duo ac-
cordionist Jos Hupperts are the proud possessors of a diamond record and
various golden ones. Their latest recording is a fast seller again: “Rote Rosen,
Rote Lippen, Roter Wein” on a Philips single.
To celebrate the opening of the Paris Hilton Hotel, French vocal star

French CBS singer Madeline Pascal arrived in Holland, for appearances on

local AVRO-TV & Radio. Madeleine Pascel, representing Switzerland recently
competing in the annual Eurovision Song Festival, with her song “Ne Vois-Tu
Pas?” Also, the very popular German CBS group the Jacob Sisters arrived in
Holland, taping a performance, to be aired over local KRO-TV later on. The
TV program in which they feature is very popular in this country and they
will sing their latest success “Wenn Die Musik Erklingt”, German version of
the popular French song “Mon Coeur D’Attache”. CBS also released this song
on a single coupled with “Junge Liebe Rostet Nicht” (Young Love Never
Kusts). Since several weeks already, CBS has two singles on the local top 10:
Barbra Streisand’s “Second Hand Rose” and “Simon & Garfunkel’s “Home-
ward Bound”. Particularly “Second Hand Rose” is selling very well in the low
countries.

Concerto No. 3 coupled with the “Moonlight Sonata” and beautifully per-
formed by Rudolf Serkin with the New York Philharmonic conducted by
Leonard Bernstein as well as an album containing Bernstein’s “Chichester
Psalms” and “Facsimile” with the Camerata Singers and the New York Phil-
harmonic conducted by the composer.

Recent important CBS additions to the Jazz LP field include the latest al-

bums by the Dave Brubeck Quartet, entitled “My Favourite Things” and Miles
Davis’ “Four” & More, a new LP record by the Charlie Byrd Trio, entitled
“Travellin’ Man”, featuring the famous guitarist live at the Showboat in

Washington, D.C. and last but not least a 3-record set, entitled “The Duke
Ellington Era” 1927-1940, Vol. II.

Important CBS additions to the popular LP field include the following al-

bums: Judy Garland’s “A Star Is Born,” an album by the Byrds, featuring
“Turn! Turn! Turn”, as well as an LP record by Little Jimmy Dickens featur-
ing his recent success “May The Bird Of Paradise Fly Up Your Nose”, a really
wonderful album by wonderful Eydie Gorme & the Trio Los Panchos, entitled
“Mas Amore”, a follow-up to “Amore” and an Album of French origin by
Marcel Merkes & Paulette Merval, in songs from the famous musical “No No
Nanette”.
On April 22nd last, local NCRV-TV aired a special program of Marion Wil-

liams & Her Gospel Group, who has been very successful in this country, due
to her previous visit, last year. Feature was recorded in Holland.

Will Tura, active for many years as a singer in Belgium and Holland, was
featui-ed in the weekly NCRV broadcasting show “Fan-fare” in which he pre-
sented his three Palette LP’s and his latest singles. Jan Steenbergen, who
handles Palette records in the Netherlands told Cash Box that besides Will
Tura ‘multi sound’ organist Andre Brasseur is a big seller in Holland. Bras-
seur’s new EP, including hits as “Atlantide” and “The Invasion” is doing very
well. “Our biggest need”, Steenbergen said, “is to extend our local catalog. We
intend to make a very big effort in this direction, but it is our policy to con-
centrate on quality rather than quantity.” The famous Belgian beatgroup the
Cousins did a big show in Hilversum on April 30th. At the occasion of this
event Palette Records released an LP, entitled “The Cousins’ Greatest Hits”
and including such hits as “Kili Watch”, “Peppermint Twist” and “Limbo
Rock.”

Last Monday, Robert Oeges and Hans I. Kellerman, managing directors of
the Negram-Delta company flew over to Paris and attended a special meeting
of Vogrue International Industries with representatives from France, Germany,
Belgium among others. New Vogue releases include “Borrache” by Los Brin-
cos, Petula Clark’s “My Love” now on EP, and in cooperation with Reprise an
EP by number one songstress Nancy Sinatra containing “Boots” together with
“Run For Your Life”, “Daytripper” and “Lies”, and an EP by Sammy Davis
called “Lonely Weekend” which is a great favorite of the Dutch deejays.
Negram has a strong belief in the big new Warner Brothers single by the

Everly Brothers called “Power Of Love” which was released over here last

week. The disk had powerful initial sales, good radio response and evei’yone
calls it the best they made in several seasons. Negram hopes to bring them
over to Holland again this year. Two more important single releases on the
great WB label. A new rendition of “the cruel war” by Peter, Paul & Mary
with strings and at the request of the WB salesmen in Holl. and a special

coupling of two songs by Dick & Deedee, “Thou Shalt Not Steal” and “Freight
Train.”
Two great new local productions: the Motions recorded another single hit in

England—it’s a new doubledecker called “Why Don’t You Take It” and “My
Love Is Growing,” both compositions of Rob van Leeuwen, the solo-guitar
nlayer. After records like “It’s Gone,” “Wasted Words” and “There’s No Place
To Hide” (released on the international market) the new one is expected to

be another big success. Roek Williams & the Fighting Cats come up with
“Please Don’t Fight It” which also will be selling in a big way very soon. The
record has already been given much airplay on radio and the reactions are
good.
Negram is starting a publicity campaign for its operetta catalog on Baccaro-

la. Leaflets and show windows are being made for the dealers and their clients

and it looks as if this series which is already selling heavily will become a
further commercial success.
ABC-Paramount’s outstanding Impulse! jazz-line, sales-wise the most suc-

cessful of its kind locally, has been further extended by Artone with the re-

lease of several brand new packages bearing the names of such jazz celebrities

as John Coltrane, Archie Shepp, Yusef Lateef, Chico Hamilton, Shirley Scott
and John Lee Hooker. Artone’s sales director John Vis also announced a do-
mestic pop release including Ray Charles’ “Together Again” as well as the
singer’s new album containing “Crying Time,” which still rides the local charts.

Other Long Play issues present performances by B. B. King and the Impres-
sions.
Tying in with the current AVRO-TV Series “A.V.R.O. Dance Test”, Artone

has rush-released an album containing 8 Quick Steps and 8 Stew Waltzes
(evergreens) performed by the label’s major recording artist Willy Schobben,
who provides the music on the show with his Modern Ballroom Orchestra. Pro-
duced by Lion Swaab, the recording was supervised by Albert van Lingen
F.I.S.T.D., leading local authority in the field of dance instruction who pro-
duces and emcees the television contest. Another new Artone production pre-
sents the most beloved choral works of J. S. Bach, Haendel and Mozart per-
formed by the Royal Mixed Choral Society “Aalsmeers Koor” and the Amster-
dam Baroque Ensemble conducted by Piet Kiel Junr.
New classical LP releases from the Epic Catalogue, distributed by Artone’s

subsid Funckler in Benelux, include Brahms’ Second Piano Concerto performed
by the Leon Fleisher with the Cleveland Orchestra conducted by George Szell,

the Paganini Caprices Opus I performed on the viola by Emanuel Vardi as well
as George Szell conducting recordings by the Cleveland Orchestra entitled

“Bohemian Carnival” and “Encores ” Funckler has launched a special sales

drive in favor of Epic’s 4-record set containing magisterial performances of
the complete Beethoven Piano Concertos by Leon Fleisher with the Cleveland
Orchestra under George Szell.
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Many famous artists were among the cast of “Disco d’Oro” (Golden Disc)
an annual contest supported by the weekly magazine “Ciao Amici” which took
place in Bologna on April 16th. The winnings of the “Golden disc 1965” were:

The Little LP » .

Are The Record Labels

Qetting What They Want?

Several times in the last few months we have blown

horns and beaten drums for the little LP, urging the op-

erator to pick up on what we consider a valuable item.

Record manufacturers have been cooperative in produc-

ing the junior albums, and now that more of them are be-

coming available both operator and record company will

tally up profit figures at the end of the year to see how
they did.

We have urged proper programming of the LPs and a

knowledge of location patrons as being valuable clues to

higher returns, and we think the same rules apply to the

record companies as they do to operators.

A manufacturer has two reasons for making little LPs

—sales and exposure for its artists. But the audience for

a juke box performance and the audience for a home per-

formance are not necessarily the same, and an artist who
does a whopping business on the consumer market may
not do the same on a juke.

Since a customer can no longer sample an album in

the retail stores, the juke box is the only outlet where he

can try out a new album by an artist (established or new-

comer); yet many hot commercial albums are not made
into little LPs until the sales run on the senior album Is

over. We think this Is a serious loss of exposure.

A record company, with many releases each week,

can't afford—and the juke box industry can’t use

—

little LPs from every album they publish, but they could

be selective and issue a commercial and junior album of

their biggest artists at the same time—one for the re-

tail outlets and one for the juke box network.

When a major artist goes into a studio to cut an album,

he is surrounded by technicians, A & R men and musi-

cians. The usual number of songs on a commercial LP

is twelve, and of these twelve, six of the songs will get

the full treatment—everybody will work overtime on

them because they may be used as singles later on. The

other six tunes are taken at an easier pace. Little LPs

from these albums usually Include two Grade A tracks

and four Grade B titles. We think this is damaging to the

number of juke box plays, the artist and the record com-

pany itself.

It has been suggested that “cream of the tunes’’

little LPs would somehow be grabbed by the consumer

and hurt the sales of the commercial album, but we find

this hard to believe. The junior albums are only available

at a limited number of outlets, mostly one-stops, and

there are very few people who know what a one-stop is,

let alone where it is. These seven inch albums would also

be difficult to play on a home phonograph.

“Well, what do the operators want, then?’’, asks the

company.

“Well, how can I ask the companies to give me an

album by so-and-so?’’, says the operator.

A number of avenues are open for the record manu-

facturer to reach the operator—from mass media pro-

motion on down—offering the contact necessary for

better understanding, more little LPs and more money
for both parties.

We think an examination of these suggestions will

bring the record companies more returns, in profits and

publicity, than they are now getting. The operator will

also benefit, and we want both parties to be satisfied

—

and richer.

There are fifty of them in this

trailer, being exported by R. H. Belam & Co. to their warehouse in Antwerp,

Belgium, and under this new system of delivery, shipments will reach their

destinations quicker. The shipping company, Sea-Land, located in Elizabeth,

New Jersey, has developed a process whereby a consignment is packed in a

trailer, hitched to a cab, driven to the dock, loaded on board ship, taken off

the ship at the port of call, hooked up to another cab and then driven direct

to the client or company warehouse.

Bob Nims—How It’s Done in New Orleans

An Eye On The Future,

Badger Sales Moves

Ahead On All Fronts

LOS ANGELES—Badger Sales &
Vending Co., has announced comple-
tion of the first phase of its moderni-
zation program. A new plastic illumi-

nated sign has been installed on the

roof visible for several blocks, the

rear loading area has been resurfaced
to permit faster unloading and load-

ing by forklift, the rear door enlarged,

and the main showroom cleared so

that pool tables can now be displayed

along with jukeboxes and games.
Two adjoining lots have been pur-
chased for future expansion.
The firm now has over 10,000 square

feet for showrooms, offices, parts

and service departments. It also oper-

ates a paint and repair shop, with a
floor space of 6,000 feet and rents a
storage warehouse of 2,000 feet.

Existing space is insufficient for cur-

rent and future needs and the com-
pany is already planning for addi-

tional space to be added on to its Pico
Blvd. plant.
Badger Sales is run by three execu-

tives with long and varied back-
grounds in the coin machine industry:
Bill Happel, Joe Duarte, and Leo
Simone. All three work as a team
rather than as department heads.
Happel is a veteran of 35 years in

the industry. He started the Badger
Novelty Co. in Milwaukee back in the
early thirties. In 1939 he established a
branch in Los Angeles called Badger
Sales Co. and soon after decided to

make it his headquarters. Joe Duarte
joined the firm in 1947, left in 1957 to

develop an independent export busi-

ness under his own name and rejoined
Happel in 1964. The third member of

the firm, Leo Simone was with the
Seeburg Corp. as a sales V.P. and
regional rep before joining Badger
Sales.
Badger Sales & Vending Co. is a

distributor for Fischer, Kaye, and
U.S. Billiards pool tables, and for
Chicago Coin games. “We are continu-
ally looking for new products and ex-
ploring new methods and new ap-
proaches to the old problem of keep-
ing up with a changing market,” said
Duarte, the three executives expect
some radically new products to appear
soon, either from established manu-
facturers or from new companies
either here or abroad. Also expected
soon is a visual jukebox made in the
U S.A. Happel, who has been with the
industry since its infancy, thinks this

is one of the most exciting periods
of its short life, and that the industry
will mature, that games and music
will become more sophisticated and
more widely distributed to meet the
recreational needs of an affluent soci-

ety.
“The increase in leisure time is

making property owners acutely con-
scious of the Heed for recreational
equipment in motels, trailer parks,
apartment houses,” said Happel. Bad-
ger Sales is probably the first coin

machine distributor that (1) has used
TV as an advertising medium for

games (2) has printed a booklet on
Planning a Recreation Room for prop-
erty owners (3) has participated in

government sponsored recreational

programs for teenagers (4) has partic-

ipated in apartment house and motel
owners trade shows exhibiting games.

In spite of this interest in develop-

ing new markets, Leo Simone says the

Badger Sales turns a fine face to the
community.

Soft-spoken Robert Nims was born

in California and “graduated from high

school into the merchant marines.” The
ship docked at New Orleans in 1942
and Nims has been a citizen of the
Crescent City ever since. The climate

and temper of New Orleans make the
phonograph and amusement games
special items, and Nims, who formed
the Luck/ Coin Machine Company in

1946, has taken care to give the pub-
lic what it wants. Prominent in local

affairs, he is also chairman of District

Five in the MOA membership drive,

where he leads the list in new enroll-

ments, having brought in thirty-three

new members so far. A local newspaper
article on a proposed coin machine tax
prompted this interview, and the replies

Nims gave on the ordinance, the laws
and the atmosphere of New Orleans
reveal what might be the perfect coin
machine town.

Q. This is a proposal for a further
five per cent tax on coin machines

—

A. Well, first of all, I’m not too
worried about it. I’ve been out of town
for a few days and just saw this story,
but I’m sure it’s being handled.

Q. Do you have a local association in
New Orleans?
A. No. Whatever problems we have
are handled on an individual basis.

Q. What’s the procedure on a case
like this?
A. We would just go down to the city
hall and see the members of the coun-
cil. Let me tell you about this pro-
posal. I don’t think we were intended
to be caught in this thing. The way
it boils down is we’re already paying
a substantial tax. We pay ten dollars
a year for phonographs, fifteen dollars
for shuffles and bowling alleys, twenty
for pool tables and fifty for all other
amusement games.

Q. If this ordinance were passed who
would get hurt?
A. The men who operate as business-
men and try to further the image of
our industry. The guys who operate
out of their pocket wouldn’t be affect-
ed. They wouldn’t pay any attention
to it anyhow. I’ll tell you—it would be
a devil of a thing to enforce. Besides,
there are other means of taxation if

the city feels it’s necessary.

Q. You mean you’d propose other
means of taxation?
A. Yes. For instance, they might
make an operator’s license a regula-
tory license. That would enable the
city to screen individuals who operate
and make sure they’re good business
people. It would allow the city to
know more about the people in our
industry in this particular area. It
would help us and it would help the
city.

Q. You seem to have a closer relation-

company has not neglected sales to
the operator in his regular off-street
locations. “The operator is still our
most important customer, always has
been, and always will be. But new
markets are needed to provide the

extra margin of sales volume the

company needs for expansion. Public

recreation is one of these markets.”

ship with city officials than the indus-
try does in other towns.
A. Well, I want to make this plain.

Our city officials are an intelligent
group of men; they’re good men and
fair and they wouldn’t stoop to pass
punitive legislation or any ordinance
that would hurt our industry or any
industry in New Orleans. We don’t
have the type of officials here that
consider coin machine people to be
‘bad’ people.

Q. Then your public image is pretty
good?
A. It isn’t what we’d like it to be, but
that’s something to overcome. People
here take juke boxes for what they
are—good wholesome fun. So our
image is not what you would say
‘bad.’ The major coin machine people
in our area are respected and well-
received. I don’t think we have any
bad press as such. We have a pretty
good press—probably ahead of the
country in that respect. Our image is

not as good as it can be—let’s put it

this way: we try to better it at all

times.

Q. But this newspaper story

—

A. Yes, I have it in front of me.

Q. It starts on the front page and
runs over onto half of a second page.
That’s an awful lot of space. Is it

really that big a piece of news?
A. It is news in this town. Have you
ever been to New Orleans?

Q. No.
A. Well, New Orleans is a fun city. I

want to emphasize that. There’s a
liberal atmosphere here. People have
always been liberal minded. See, we
have the largest per capita number of
beer and liquor outlets in the United
States, so everyone knows what a bar
is and what a coin machine is and who

the people who operate them are.

Q. So there’s no ‘bogeyman’ thing
about coin machine people?
A. That’s right. Nobody’s worried
about them.

I have con-
fidence in the city council. They don’t
want to do anything that would be
detrimental to the people of Louisiana.
If anything does happen on the ordi-
nance I expect we’ll go see the council
and set ’em down to talk turkey.

Q. It’s a little unusual to hear a coin-
man talk that way about the local

government.
A. This is an outstanding city in

many respects.

Q. How did you get into the business?
By accident or was it planned?
A. I guess you could say it was by
accident. I was in the merchant marine
and we stopped here in 1942—not
exactly here, but on the Gulf Coast.
I came to see some relatives and
after a couple of days I got tired of
sitting around doing nothing, so I took
a job with a local company changing
records and cleaning juke boxes. When
I got out of the merchant marine I

came back and worked for this same
fellow, got to be chief routeman. He
sold out around 1946 and I went into
my own business.

Q. Do you have a secret of success?
A. Well ... ha! ... I just worked
hard and kept on going.

In a letter to Cash Box received after

this interview, Nims said: “The city

ordinance described in the paper was
not introduced as a further tax as-

sessed against music boxes and amuse-
ment games. No one intended that our
industry should be included in this

ordinance and, consequently, it has
been withdrawn. Our city officials are
an intelligent and outstanding group of
men and they would not pass any legis-

lation that would be detrimental to our
industry or any other industry that

living for the residents of the Greater
New Orleans area.”
