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Filling a vacuum created by the ab-

sence of something of merit may be

a negative way of achieving a positive

result, but that’s just about what will

be going on this summer in many a

musical tent and/or arena. The prob-

lem, as related in last week’s New York

Times, is that there hasn’t been a suffi-

cient number of musical comedy suc-

cesses of late to feed the ever-growing

demands of the summer circuit. Rather

than rely totally on the old war horses,

some vernal producers of theater

works are seeking to fill the void with

concerts by single attractions, includ-

ing stars of the recording world.

P.A.’s in the summertime are, of

course, far from the newest kind of

summertime activity for disk acts, but

this development is an instance of op-

portunity knocking heartily on the door

of greater exposure.

As it turns out, this comes on the

heels of what we feel has been the wel-

come emergence of top-selling per-

formers who could be classified as

“self-sufficient.” That is, talent whose

artistry is above and beyond an over

reliance on gimmick sounds invented

for a recording date. In attending nu-

merous night club openings of late by

hit disk artists we have been struck by

the enormous stage presence of many,

a situation, it is sad to say, that did not

exist on any appreciable level several

years ago.

Thus, as big talent from the industry

begins to fan out and make the scene

at countless open-air concert arenas,

the record business will be on-stage

with the most polished and truly tal-

ented army of performers in many

years.

Obviously, the greater the impres-

sion these guys and gals make during

“live” engagements, the greater will

be the stimulation to match admiration

with the purchase of their reeorded

works. And not to be discounted is

the winning over of many who, despite

their feelings that best-selling artists

haven’t much to recommend them

“live”-wise, are lured into summer cir-

cuits simply for a night-out or by a

high recommendation of a friend.

Whatever the current reason for an

increase in single act participation in

summertime appearances, there is

every indication that many of today's

disk performers can not only fill a void

with great success, but can have ’em

begging for an encore—in months and

years to come.

HOLLYWOOD—Calvin Carter, veter-
an A&R man, writer, has joined the
A&R staff of Liberty Records, accord-
ing to Bob Skaff, vp. Carter will be
based at the label’s west coast offices
and produce sessions for all of the
label’s divisions. His first disk pro-
duction for Liberty is “He’ll Be Back”
by the Players. Minit Records, a sub-
sid of the Liberty-handled Imperial
label, will have it on national release
this week.

Carter joins Liberty after having
spent his entire record business
career (since 1943) at Vee Jay Rec-
ords, which he left last month.

Besides top sellers such as “Good-
night Sweetheart Goodnight” and
“He’ll Break Your Heart,” tunes he
penned as well as produced, dozens
of other Carter sessions became chart
busters.

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ABC-Par Purchase
Of Dunhill Finalized Liberty Buys Blue Note Lube!
NEW YORK—Long-standing rumors
of the purchase of Dunhill Records
by ABC-Paramount were confirmed
last week in California by Larry
Newton, president of ABC-Par who
flew to the west coast to finalize the
deal, and Dunhill principals Jay Las-
ker, Lou Adler and Bobby Roberts.

Involved in the sale are Dunhill
Records, Trousdale Music and Dun-
hill Productions. Negotiations were
completed during the afternoon of
last Wednesday (18) in Beverly Hills.

Dunhill Productions and Trousdale
Music were formed less than two
years ago and Dunhill Records cele-
brated its first birthday last month
(April). Also included in the pur-
chase are the services of Jay Lasker
and Lou Adler, who will continue to
run the Dunhill operation, while Bob-
by Roberts, one of the foremost per-
sonal managers in the business, will
devote all of his time to his manage-
ment firm and to production of films.
The initial success of Dunhill

started with Dunhill Productions,
formed by Roberts and Adler, who
will continue to be responsible for
production of all Johnny Rivers re-
coi dings which will be released
through Imperial Records, as in the
past.

Adler, who will handle all creative
aspects of the three companies, has
emerged during the last two years as
one of America’s most prolific pro-
ducers. His consistency in the record-
ing field dates back to 1959, when he
introduced Jan and Dean to the world
of records with “Baby Talk.” Since
that time, he has produced more than
seventy chart successes, including
eight number one records. Since the

LOS ANGELES—Liberty Records
has acquired All-Disc Records, a lead-
ing eastern pressing plant. Move
follows last year’s acquisition by the
label of Research Craft, a west coast
pressing plant, and the recent pur-
chase of TDC, a tape duplicating com-
pany in the midwest.

According to Al Bennett, president
of Liberty, an agreement has been
signed with Ivan Amo which calls
for the business and substantially all
of the assets of All-Disc as well as
the services of Amo, who will operate
the company as general manager of
the new division.

Located forty-five minutes from
Times Square in Roselle, New Jersey,
All-Disc produces records for many
leading indie labels, including Disney-
land, Twentieth Century Fox and An-
somia.

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Mercury Seminar : How To Be A Pro Promo Man Disk Distributing— Sweden’s Co-op Way
CHICAGO — Increasing- complexity
and stature of the job of the local

record promotion manager was the
theme of the first simi-annual promo-
tion seminar held at The Flying
Carpet Motor Inn by the Mercury
Records family last week. The 2-day
workshop—which drew 31 Mercury,
Philips, Smash, Fontana, Emarcy, and
Limelight promo personnel from 24
distrib territories—proved beneficial

enough to initiate such seminars on a
semi-annual basis, with another
planned for the fall. As originally

planned, only one such conference was
to be held each year.

‘Foot-Soldiers’

In his opening address, Irving B.

Green, Mercury President, told the

assembled promotion men that they
were, in effect, the “foot-soldiers” in

the increasingly competitive war with-

in the record industry. He emphasized
that the ultimate success of any re-

cording company in the years ahead
lay with the local promotion men of

that company.
Outlining future plans for the de-

velopment of recorded product. Green
cited frequent studies illustrating the

growth of “habit” buying by con-

sumers. He said that teen-age buyers
today would continue to purchase
familiar product names in the years
ahead.

Green stressed that nearly 300,000,-

000 items of Mercury corporate prod-

uct had been sold in the 20-year
history of the company, and that each
trade-marked item was a stimulus to

the corporate image with the indi-

vidual consumer. Green also pointed
out that, in the future development of

recoi'ded product, the promotion man
locally could be of strategic value in

his ability to discover and provide key

information about independently- pro-
duced recordings and masters.

Irwin H. Steinberg, executive vice

president, discussed the growing im-
portance, and the changing role, of

the promo man in today’s record in-

dustry in comparison with that of ten
years ago. He stressed that the local

promo man’s importance has in-

creased as the amount of product sold

through mass merchandisers has in-

creased. Steinberg outlined how
changes in methods of mass distribu-

tion have changed the promo man’s
responsibilities accordingly.

Steinberg pointed out that the
totality of effort in all U.S. markets
must be maintained almost simultan-
eously if a recording is to succeed
nationally, since each region’s activity
directly contributes to the benefit of

other localities.

In the second day’s session, Kenny
Myers, vice president and product
manager of Mercury, initiated the
day’s seminars with a talk on “Com-
munication And Marketing.” Myers
emphasized both internal corporate
communication and the necessity of

getting product information to the
consumer. Both direct advertising
methods and “pre-sell” promotion, in

which the recording industry cur-
rently spends $50,000,000 a year in

supplying recorded product to radio
stations, were explained by Myers.
Mercury alone, he stated, “Supplied

approximately 680,000 single record-
ings and 192,000 albums annually to

radio.” The ultimate major exposure
of records, Myers stated, is radio,

whose programming time is eighty
per cent music.
Hugh Dallas, national promotional

director for Philips, stressed the need
for close personal working relation-
ships with radio stations, the need for
promo personnel to absorb “all infor-
mation pertaining to product and
artist,” the necessity of working
closely with artists’ personal appear-
ances, and the requii-ement that the
promo man act as a “sounding-board”
for his own specific market.
The nature of proper promo was

further amplified by Alan Mink, Mer-
cury national promotional director,
who stressed the value of long-range
promo campaign planning and the
nature of present-day promotion ac-
tivity as extremely competitive: In
certain specific metropolitan markets
today, Mink said, there may be as
many as 40 radio stations and as
many as 97 contact personnel trying
to promote these stations regularly.
The additional role of the promo-

tion man as a publicist was explained
by John Sippel, publicity director for
the corporation. Sippell underlined the
expanding responsibility to deal with
printed media personnel. He cited
such important sources of publicity
activity as local newspapers, the
growing suburban newspaper, school
and college newspapers, and teen and
ethnic publications.
The necessity for accurate informa-

tion on recorded product from local
markets was explained by Lou Dennis,
product manager for Smash Records.
Dennis urged promotion personnel to
report accurately all important com-
ment from their areas on both com-
petitive and company product; to re-
late back specific information on fa-
vorite cuts in albums; and to report as
well full information on merchandis-
ing and promotional efforts of com-
petitive labels.

Dennis’ theme that “records aren’t
for listening, they’re for selling” was
bolstered by seminar guest speaker
Ken Draper WCFL (Chicago) pro-
gram director.

“There is a myth abroad today in
the industry,” Draper told the semi-
nar, “that a promotion man’s job is

not to sell but merely to bear infor-
mation to the radio station.”

Draper rejected this “messenger
boy” concept of promotion, and told
the conference that “you’ve got a
product and you want people to use
it—and that’s called selling.”

“The real value of a promotion man
is getting a record played. You ought
to sell radio stations. If I were your
boss, I’d want you to sell.”

Draper recommended several guide-
lines for promo men to follow: ob-
serve radio station rules; keep all

appointments; be honest; don’t ask

STOCKHOLM—Being a comparative-
ly small country, the growing number
of record manufacturers in Sweden
caused certain problems for the
dealers. Since in Sweden manufac-
turers also handle sales and distribu-

tion, a well-equipped dealer had to

order records from sometimes as
many as 20 manufacturers—if that
was enough. Freight and insurance
reduced the dealers’ profits.

For many years, the trade discussed
an acceptable solution of this problem,
but the general difficulty seemed to be
how to find an organization that
would satisfy all involved interests.

Formed by Labels

July 1, 1963, three manufacturers
started GDC (Grammofonbolagens
Distributions-Central/Record Manu-
facturer’s Distribution Central), they
were Knappupp, Metronome and
Sonet. Already from the start, Scan-
Disc, Megafon, and a few other
smaller independent manufacturers
joined the organization, having their
products distributed by GDC. How-
ever, the shareholders of the organi-
zation were the three founders.
GDC was organized to take care of

sales and distribution, leaving to the
manufacturers to take care of produc-
tion and publicity. In other words, the
manufacturers continued as rivals as
before.
The trade followed the development

of GDC with great interest—a flop or
a success was the question. After all,

the way GDC was organized, it was
something new for Sweden.
There was no doubt about the suc-

cess. New manufacturers appeared, as
Polar Records, and had their products
distributed by GDC from the very
start. Manufacturers seemed happy,
so did dealers, who found the organi-
zation reducing their expenses, as well
as saving time. It was easier to order
records from six or seven manufac-
turers from one source, than having
to write six or seven different orders.

Reorganization

On March 1, 1966, a reorganization
of GDC was made. Scan-Disc and

personal favors; don’t give exclusives;
provide radio stations with documen-
tation as to why a particular record
is valuable for their specific market
rather than citing mere statistics on
what a record may be doing else-

where; and finally, promotion men
“should work five full days a week
and not try to work a ‘system’ to get
x-ecords played.”

Charles Fach, vice president and
director of recorded product for the
corporation, emphasized the impor-
tance of finding new record product in

regional locations. He related ex-
amples of strong product found in

such diverse locations as Winnie,
Texas; Millford, Iowa; Loudon,
South Carolina; and Ville Platte,
Louisiana. “Almost every little town
today has a recording studio,” Fach
said, and urged an increased try to

seek out new masters produced local-

ly. Fach announced incentive awards
of two-week, all-expenses-paid trips

to Europe to those responsible for
uncovering such locally-produced
masters which become hit recordings.

Closing talks of the seminar in-

cluded an analysis of promotion man-
distributor relationships by Lou
Simon, product manager for Philips.

Promotion men, he said, should keep
distributors informed about local mar-
ket activity on label product; should
see that the distributor maintains
proper inventory; and should confirm
that inventories get to stores and that
stores accurately report to stations
what is selling.

Mike Kerr, plant coordinator, de-
tailed to the meeting how the corpora-
tion services four thousand AM and
thirteen hundred FM radio stations.

He stressed the need for constant
revision of national mailing lists by
local promo men.

Following the meeting, promo man-
agers were given a “Promotion Man-
ager’s Prospectus.” The loose-leaf
volume, which will be supplemented
regularly with new material, is de-
signed to assist the promotion man-
ager in his various responsibilities.

Polar Records joined the original
three as shareholders, as did AB
Philips-Sonora and Karusell Gram-
mofon AB. At the same time, a re-
organization within the record dept,
of Philips-Sonora was made, and
Eddie Landqvist, head of GDC from
the very start, was made head of the
record dept, of Philips-Sonora, and
GDC and Philips-Sonora moved to a
new office at Jungfrugatan and Kom-
mendorsgatan, where much more
space was available.
The present GDC consists of three

groups, one group being the original
founders and members, with Philips-
Sonora being the second group, and
Karusell the third.
At the top of the organization,

Eddie Landqvist acts as the head of
the whole giant, but when it comes to
the sales dept., each group handles
its own products, still competing in
the market. However, the head of the
sales dept, is the head of all three
groups.

Within itself, GDC is split into
three major departments: the sales
dept., the stock dept., and the admini-
stration dept.
GDC acts as a distributor only;

whatever contracts there is to be
signed with foreign manufacturers,
it is left to the members-manufac-
turers to take care of. If and when a
manufacturer brings in a new label,
GDC takes care of sales and distribu-
tion. So far there has been no excep-
tions from this rule, but whether the
coming budget-line and low-price
labels might make such exceptions
necessary is a problem now being in-

vestigated. Helge Johnson, for more
than 15 years producer at Grammofon
AB Electra, is being appointed
budget-line specialist at GDC if and
when it comes—everybody is aware of
the fact that it will come, the problem
is to find the best way to handle it

when it comes.
Saleswise, GDC with around 65 to

70 labels in stock, has become an
important giant in the Swedish trade.
Exactly what percent of the market
GDC covers, is not known, as such
figures are not published here.
The administration department of

GDC keeps the members-shareholders
regularly informed about sales, and
every manufacturer knows very well,

almost from day to day, how the sales

of his labels is going. GDC also takes
care of the book-keeping dept., and
all invoices to the dealers are handled
by GDC.

If the idea with GDC reduces the
expenses for the dealers, it obviously
also reduces the administration ex-
penses for the manufacturers. If GDC
had not existed, it is possible that the
individual members-manufacturers
would require around 30 per cent
more people on their payrolls.
According to Landqvist, there is a

great interest from abroad in this

organization. Delegations from the

other Scandinavian countries have

been in Stockholm for studies; also

from continental Europe, and even

outside Europe, there has been re-

quests for detailed information about

the way GDC is organized and works.

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London Sets Drive On British Stars

NEW YORK—The British wave is far
from over in the record business, ac-
cording to Walt Maguire, singles sales
and A&R chief for London Records.
Maguire spurns talk of a recession of
the British influence, and, as a result
of a just-concluded 10-day round of
planning meetings in London, is blue-
printing the biggest single period of
British-originated product in the firm’s
history.
More than a dozen key British acts

will have new London singles in up-
coming weeks and in virtually all

cases, the product has been tailored
for world-wide acceptance. With this
theme in mind, Maguire held what he
called “a series of very gratifying
meetings with some of the most im-
portant producers now operating in
England.”
The exec was particularly enthused

over meetings held with two producers
new to the British Decca fold, Ivor
Raymonde and Tony Clark. Raymonde
has just joined the Decca A&R staff,
after a series of arranging successes
with such artists as Dusty Springfield
and the Walker Bros. Raymonde is

already at work on new sessions for
the Bachelors and Kathy Kirby, with
Dick Rowe, Decca’s A&R chief.

Clark gained some fame earlier this
season with his production of “Mirror
Mirror” by Pinkerton’s Assorted
Colours. He is part of the Reg-Cal-
vert-Terry King production operation,
which also includes Noel Walker, pro-
ducer for the Fortunes.
Maguire also conferred with the

Zombies, who are controlled by the
Joe Roncaroni organization and man-
agement firm, as well as with pro-

ducer-artist, Jonathan King and the
Hedgehoppers Anonymous group.
The American London exec also met

with Mike Leander, who produces
Marianne Faithfull’s sessions. The
lark is due to make her first visit to
the U. S. next month, where she will

be a member of the next tour by the
Rolling Stones, to commence in late

June. A number of meetings were held
in connection with plans for the tour
and in the American London Label’s
participation in the promotion thereof.
On another front, Maguire met with

singer Tom Jones, his manager, Gor-
don Mills, and Peter Sullivan his rec-
ord producer, regarding new release
plans for Jones in the States. The
next single, “Once There Was a Time”
and “Not Responsible,” marks a de-
parture for Jones from the movie
song scene. It will be released this
week.

Maguire said he also made final
plans for a new vocal release by the
Second City Sound, a group which
clicked recently with the instrumental,
“Tchaikovsky 1.”

In addition to the Stones and the
Bachelors, both of whom have fast-
moving current singles, there’ll be
new releases within the next three
weeks by a host of other British acts.

THE VERY SPECIAL WORLD OF LEE HAZEL-WOOD—MGM E/SE 4362

Lee Hazelwood, who has built up a strong list
of hit singles and albums as a result of his writ-
ing and arrangement talents, offers another of
his talents, that of vocalist, on this MGM pack-
age. Hazelwood fills the grooves here with eleven
of his own compositions, including the recent
giant, “These Boots Are Made For Walking,” and
the smash, “Not The Lovin’ Kind,” plus several
lesser known goodies. May make it.

HISTORY REPEATS ITSELF—Buddy Starcher—Starday SLP 382

Buddy Starcher, who’s currently riding strong
on both the pop and country singles charts with
his Boone smash, “History Repeats Itself,” is
represented with a whole flock of his own com-
positions on this Starday disk. Although Starcher
does not perform the hit single in the package,
the tune receives an excellent interpretation via
Minnie Pearl.

HATS OFF—Mariachi Brass/Chet Baker—World

With Chet Baker leading the assault on the
flugelhorn, the Mariachi Brass has come up with
an exciting followup to their first chart LP, “A
Taste Of Tequila.” Following in the same tradi-
tion, this set is loaded with lots of Latin lilt,

plenty of jazz spicing and a batch of blaring
brass. Among the highlights, the set includes
“Happiness Is” and “Spanish Harlem,” as well
as “On The Street Where You Live.”

CARDINAL SPELLMAN 50TH ANNIVERSARY
TRIBUTE—MGM E-4387-D

This package, which contains a 4-page descrip-
tive booklet and full color photographs of His
Eminence and Pope Paul VI, traces Cardinal
Spellman’s ecclesiastical history through record-
ings of highlights in his career. Merv Griffin
narrates the album and the whole set has been
approved by the Archdiocese of New York. Timely
and historically interesting, this one should move
quickly.

JAZZ PICKS

THE MODERN JAZZ QUARTET PLAYS JAZZ
CLASSICS—Prestige 7425

With Milt Jackson on vibraharp, John Lewis on
piano, Percy Heath on bass, and both Kenny
Clark and Connie Kay on drums, this album del-
ves into the classics of modern jazz. “The Queen’s
Fancy,” “La Ronde,” and “Django” are blue rib-
bon efforts. Consisting of tracks garnered from
previous MJQ outings, this package should be
quickly snapped up by the younger jazz fans.

A beautifully packaged jazz offering by the
well known Archie Shepp and his tenor sax.

“The Original Mr. Sonny Boy Wil-
liamson,” “The Pickaninny,” and “Gingerbread,
Gingerbread Boy” are outstanding tracks.

JOHN HANDY—Columbia CL 2462/CS 9262

John Handy and his group, in this LP recorded
live at the Monterey Jazz Festival, provide a
host of thrills for the discerning jazzophile. With
Handy himself blowing superbly throughout the

DANZI/THREE WOODWIND QUINTETS—New
York Woodwind Quintet—Nonesuch H 1108/71108

The interesting sound produced by the wood-
wind quintet (flute, clarinet, oboe, bassoon and
horn) as on this LP should find a welcome place J
in the collections of classical buffs. Danzi’s pieces
are smoothly polished but not overly formal, re-

taining a seemingly casual air. The emotional and
expressive music is typical of the century of_ its

origin and the overall disk is pleasant listening.

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The second presentation of the “II National Festival Of Brazilian Popular
Music” took place in Porto Alegre, capital of the southern State of Rio Grande
do Sul. Three new members were chosen to join last week’s and to go among
the 15 that will fight for the five first positions and the important awards:
Milton Nascimento sang “Cidade Vazia,” Claudia (best new female vocalist of
the year, as we had predicted) interpreted “Mensagem,” and finally another
young songstress called Silvinha was chosen for “Se A Gente Morresse De
Amor.” These three members were chosen practically unanimously by the jury
composed by the same persons as in the first reunion (Maestros Guarnieri,
Diogo Pacheco, Guerra Peixe, Gnatalli; writers and music critics Paulo Mendes
Campos and Lucio Rangel and Cash Box representative Luis Guedes) but be-
cause Maestro Julio Medaglia and writer Rubem Braga were not present, they
were substituted by local Maestro Salvador Campanella and soprano Eni
Camargo. The whole show was emceed by Kalil Filho and popular TV and stage
actor Carlos Zara. The show was performed by the songsters mentioned above
and Junaldo, Antonio Borba, Moacyr Gomes, Aylton Tobias, Walter David,
Jorge Silva, Fernando Colares, who defended the songs that were in the com-
petition—besides that, US dancer-singer Lenny Dale, singer-composer Geraldo
Vandre, the instrumental group of Manfredo Fest, called Trio 3-D, and the pop-
ular group of composer Ze Keti, called A Voz Do Morro, made their usual show,
this time complemented by local folklore dance and song group of Paixao Cor-
tez, not to forget the “bandinha” of Altamiro Caprilho. The high points of the
presentation were the interpretation of Claudia and he song and dance number
of Dale and Vrandre, in the purest Brazilian modern music style of great
strength. The general level of the numbers that were submitted to judgement
was considerably higher and there is even the great possibility that some of
the chosen numbers will be among the five big winners.

The public in Porto Alegre couldn’t be more cooperative with the whole
organization and the hospitality of the progressive and highly interesting city

was praised by all visitors. After the show which filled the enormous theater
of the University of Porto Alegre, all the cast, organizers and jury were invited

by the local authorities for a typical “churrasco” and the confraternization
couldn’t be a better and more pleasant one. Important to note that the jury’s
decision was well received and the mostly young public applauded on their feet
—once again, the accent of the more successful numbers were on a sort of
modernized traditional “samba” with sometimes a slight touch of an evolu-
tioned Bossa Nova style.

To commemorate “Mother’s Day,” the Channel 7 of Sao Paulo (TV Record)
produced a very touching show in which emotional tears were often present:
the big cast of the company appeared with their mothers who were interviewed
by the top names of the TV emcees. Roberto Carlos, Elis Regina, Agnaldo
Rayol, Wilson Simonal, Jair Rodrigues, Jorge Ben, Francisco Petronio (who
gave the most touching point of the show, singing his number to his and others’
“absent” mothers), Lucienne Franco, Trio> Esperanga and the Golden Boys
(same mother!), Isaura Garcia, gave their renditions of their mother’s favorite
numbers as well as other international all-time hits dedicated to mother.

Nilo Sergio, president of Musidisc informed us that his group recently ac-
quired a record factory in Petropolis and promised more details in the near
future.

Francisco F. da Silva keeps us regularly informed of the activities of the
pubbery Irmaos Vitale S/A, which have also a relation to the diskeries con-
nected with the numbers represented by that company: the Portuguese version
of the eventual future hit “Viva Maria” of the film of the same name, starring
Brigitte Bardot and Jeanne Moreau, was done by Wilson Brasil and has been
cut for Discos Copacabana by songster Mario Augusto. It is not yet sure if it

is Odeon or Continental who will have the chance to release a Brazilian version
of the two numbers “Sniper’s Hill” and “History Repeats Itself,” which are
receiving a special care by the Vitale pubbery, with translation and narration by
popular TV and theater actor Cassiano Gabus Mendes. Young music instru-
mental group the Jordans (Copacabana) is recording a repertory composed of
popular international numbers for their next LP, such as ‘If You’ve Got A
Heart” (Bobby Goldsboro), “Spanish Flea” and “A Walk In The Black Forest.”
Irmaos Vitale is proud to announce that in a special ceremony the pubbery was
awarded with the ‘Trofeu Paulista,” as best publisher of 1965. This award is

given yearly to the best in disc, radio, theater and art in general—it is the
first time that a pubbery receives such an award, this due to the quantity of
hits in the repertory of the company, such as “Calhambeque,” “Preste Atengao,”
“Case Vazia,” “Cangao Falando Mai De Voce,” “Alguem Na Multidao,”
“Perfidia,” “Trem Das 11,” “Nao Quero Ver Voce Triste,” “Gira Mundo,” “Amor
Perdido,” “E 0 Tempo Do Amor,” “A Praia,” “Quero Que Va Tudo Pr’o In-
ferno,” “Querida,” “Wooly Bully,” “Goldfinger,” etc. which all hit the local

charts.

From the RGE promo room we received the news as follows: star guitar
soloist Paulinho Nogueira, before seeing his new album released, is launching
a single with Bach’s “Jesus, Alegria Dos Homens” and his own homage to the
same composed titled “Bachianinha No. 1,” in which he gives a show of his
class and technique.

The firm had previously released a low price product
on the Regina label but the new series which carries the CBS mark is moving
well.

Heidi Maranski has left Teldec to take over artist promotion at Peter Mei-
sel’s Hansa office in Berlin.
Holger Voss from Peer Music reports that 2 big records are getting top

U.S. jaunt which may include an Ed Sullivan shot. Dr. Hans-Werner Stein-
hausen managing director of the D.G.G. and member of the board of Philipsm Baarn, Holland will celebrate his 60th birthday on June 22nd. Steinhausen
is one of the pioneers of stereo recording. Aberbach Music reports that the
German Blue Flames version of “Sha La La La Lee” is outselling the original
platter by the Small Faces in English. It is very unusual that a cover especial-
ly in English can outsell the original hit.

Philips has signed Korean lass Li-Li-Fa and has released a “Lotus Time”
LP with the lass. Operetta songstress Margit Schramm has signed a long
term contract with Ariola-Eurodisc records.

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CBS is devoting an all-out effort to the oncoming visit of maestro Eugene
Ormandy and the Philadelphia Orchestra, fulfilling a several country tour of
Latin America in the near future. As we reported before, the diskery has been
completing a series of ten special releases by this ensemble, featuring this

week an album with works written by Sibelius, another by Cesar Franck and
an LP by the Morman Choir directed by Richard Condie. On the jazz side, the
label has started a campaign in behalf of its repertoire, headed by the release
of an LP with recordings by King Oliver and his group, cut in 1923.

Disc Jockey news this week informs us that the label has arranged the re-

lease of the latest recordings by Domenico Modugno in Italy, including the
San Remo winner, “Dio Come Ti Amo.” DJ’s topper Rodriguez Luque, when
making the announcement, reported that he expects Modugno to reach a high
position in the local charts, and that a strong promotional campaign will be
devoted to him.

Liliana Paz of Smart Publishers speaks this week about “Senza Fine,” main
theme from “The Flight Of The Phoenix,” a film to be screened soon in

Buenos Aires, “Senza Fine” was penned by Gino Paoli and recorded by Ornella
Vanoni, and is included in the current best-selling “Io Ti Daro di Piu” single
by the Italian lark. Another Smart item is “Carcara,” a strong Brazilian tune
recorded by Maria Betanha in Portuguese.
Lagos Publishers report strong movement around “Zamba Para No Moriri”

written by Lima Quintana, Ambros and Rosales, and recorded by Mercedes
Sosa and Cesar Isella for Philips, los Trovadores on CBS and los Nocheros de
Anta and Hernan Figueroa Reyes for Odeon. Another big folk tune is “La

Luna and Ariel Ramirez, and recorded by a big orchestra and chorus, with
soloist Ramon Navarro. Another realization on desk is “La Mufa,” an album
recorded by Astor Piazzolla with his Quintet, while Chico Novarro has cut
“El Electrocardiograma,” in the pop field. The diskery will also release the
album with the soundtrack from “Doctor Zhivago,” to be premiered soon in this
town.
Mario Kaminsky of Microfon sends word about the launching of an album

with poems recorded by Chacho Santa Cruz, and written by himself and by
Julio Gutierrez Martin. The titles are referred to life in the Southern and
Central part of the country, and include an Indian song, “Liturgia Huarpe.”
Guitar player and arranger Horacio Malvicino provided the musical back-
ground, and the album is expected to sell extremely well. Microfon is also
releasing a new album by Los Cinco del Ritmo, tagged “Cumbias-New Sound.”

Julio Korn Publishers are promoting “La Banda Borracha,” a Mexican hit
recorded locally by los Wawanco (Odeon Pops), Dany Montano (Music Hall),
Cecilio Ruiz y Su Sonora (RCA), the Mexican Combo (Philips) and los Alegres
Cantores (CBS), and the music from “The Knack,” which has been also cut by
Dany Montano for Music Hall, along with the main themes from “Pussycat”
and “Thunderball.”
Mauricio Brenner of Fermata infos that the first local version to appear of the

big Raphael Spanish hit, “Yo Soy Aquel,” has been recorded by Roberto Yanes
for CBS, coupled with “Come Sta Sera Mai,” coming from Italy. Bobby Cuatro
(Music Hall) recorded “Hasta Luego,” from the Doris Day film “Do Not
Disturb,” while Jose Antonio, for Microfon, recorded “Te Sigo Esperando,” a
guarania written by Ben Molar and Florentin Gimenez.
RCA arranged a party for the press and deejays to present the new

Violeta Rivas album, devoted to the San Remo 1966 Song Festival. Violeta’s
single carrying “Dio Come Ti Amo” and “Nessuno Mi Puo Giudicare” appears
among the top selling singles in Argentina, and the album is expected to sell

very well. Another wonderful money maker is Palito Ortega’s “Mi Primera
Novia,” and Palito’s new effort, recorded in Nashville, Tennessee, is due soon.
Music Hall has started a strong campaign to promote the new Pye record-

ings, already available through Selasco-Calvo’s diskery. It was noted to Cash
Box that these waxings may be well suitable for this market, and may mean
an even more significant entry for British products in this country. Besides,
Music Hall has released a Roulette album containing a selection of oldies,
including the well known recording of Ray Bareto, “El Watusi.”
Odeon believes strongly in the success of “Nessuno di Voui,” the new Richard

Anthony recording in Italian just released, both in single and EP. Anthony has
been always a strong seller and this tune may easily follow the line. Teen
singer Yaco Monti, well established with the success of “Siempre Te Recor-
dare,” is now recording four other tunes and will soon finish his first LP.
Also coming from Odeon is the most recent EP by French star Gi/bert Becaud,
with “Tu le Regretteras,” which may be a good bet for the near future.

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First of all we have to say that Benito Vassura’s Jaguar Records will take
part for the first time this year in the contest, “A Record for the Summer,”
presenting a new artist, Diego Peano, who will sing “You and Me,” a tune
published by Sidet. This number has also been included in the soundtrack of a
new Italian film starred by Walter Chiari which will be shown on all Italian
screens within two months. During a visit we recently paid to the offices of
Benito Vassura, we also had the occasion to listen to a new release of “I Satel-
liti.” The recording is a transcription on a “sirtaki” rhythm of a famous piece
derived from Verdi’s “Traviata.” In fact, the title of the number is “Violetta.”
On the back of the disc there is a new and interesting arrangement of the
well-known tune “Jezebel.” Also announced by Benito Vassura is a new disc of
Ricky Gianco, “Ho Visto Piangere Un Mio Amico” (published by Leonardi),
b/w “Non Cerearmi,” Italian version of the Beatles’ success, “All My Loving,”
subpublished in Italy by Curci.

Speaking of the LP releases of Jaguar Records, we have to put our accent
on an interesting album called “Operazione Film,” performed by a not yet well
identified group whose name is the Bond’s Men. The album was recorded in
London at the beginning of this year, and all the Italian press has paid special
attention to it. The reason for this interest derives from the fact that it’s sure
that the head of the Bond’s Men group is Sean Connery. He is revealing in this

disc his talent as a drum and guitar player. Moreover, the group led by Janies
Bond is formed by four other well-known film actors, whose names, according
to their wishes, are not yet to be revealed. Anyway we are sure that among
them is Richard Burton, who is also making his debut as a guitar player.
Another interesting album is devoted to Milly, a famous Italian songstress

who reached the top of her popularity during the years of W.W.II. Last year,
after having disappeared from the music scene, the name of Milly returned to
be familiar to millions of Italian TV spectators, thanks to her participation in

“Studio Uno.” This year, too, Milly was in the spotlight for a personal series
programmed by our TV. As in “Studio 1” last year, Milly is presenting a typi-
cal Italian repertoire of “Music Hall” songs for the years 1920/1940. The
album, issued under the Jaguar mark, includes all these songs as performed
by the soft voice of Milly, and it is obtaining a good sales reaction, appealing
not only to that part of the public to whom Milly’s voice and songs still recall
their youth, but also to the young people who have been fascinated by this
artist.

Giampiero Scussel, exec of Durium, left Milan last Monday, May 16th, for
London where he will supervise the four English recordings of the Durium top
artist Little Tony. The recordings that will be released by Pye have been ar-
ranged by Tony Hatch, and two numbers have also been composed by him.
Another number that Little Tony will record is the English version of his pres-
ent top Italian seller “Fais La Rire.” The fourth title is unknown.
Durium is enjoying good success on the English market, thanks to the Pye

distribution. Elisabeth Mintangian informed us that the Durium recording of
“II Silenzio” has sold about 250,000 copies, while “Zorba’s Dance” as per-
formed by Marcello Minerbi has passed the quarter-of-a-million mark in sales,

and Marcello will be awarded a silver record in London.
The trio of los Marcellos Ferial, of which Marcello Minerbi is leader, has

just come back from an extensive tour in Japan, in which country the three
have been guests for a month. They have obtained very good success and have
spoken enthusiastically about the kind hospitality they received and the warm
welcome of the Japanese fans. In that country the most requested songs of the
pop trio were “Angelita Di Anzio” and “Sei Diventata Nera.”

Elisabeth Mintangian has also announced the signing of an exclusive agree-
ment to represent in Italy the publishing of a catalogue of Welbeck, a sub-
sidiary of Leeds Music of London. The deal was negotiated with Cyril Simons.

Latest and most interesting news concerning Durium this week refers to the
new recording studio, which the record firm will soon open in Milan, on Via
Carlo Troia, moving from the old one located in Via Pastrengo.

Important news from RCA Italiana: The world-famous soprano Leontyne
Price is presently guest of Italy; in Rome she was the protagonist of the Verdi
opera “Aida” at the Teatro Dell’Opera, where she debuted on May 4th, and
repeated the performance on May 8th and 11th. Then Leontyne Price will re-

cord in the studio “A” of RCA Italiana the other Verdi opera, “Un Ballo En
Maschera.” The recording session will take place from June 7th until June
22nd. The soprano will also record from June 24th until June 30th a new album
of famous operatic arias. George Marek, prexy of RCA Victor, will expressly
fly from New York to Rome to be present at the recording sessions.

Pino Donaggio, the top artist of EMI Italiana, married Rita Cucco.

Adamo (EMI), who has recovered from injuries he suffered during a car
accident in Belgium, will be back in Italy on May 28th, where he will be star
guest in the top TV show “Studio Uno.” On this occasion he will introduce his
new hit “II Nostro Amore” and another new song entitled “Una.”

There is also another guest of Italy on May 28th. We refer to Petula Clark
(Saar) who is expected in Venice to open the summer season at the Casino of
Venice. Petula Clark is currently obtaining a good reaction on our market,
thanks to her latest recording of the Italian version of “My Love,” which has
been presented by Saar at the contest “Festival Bar.”

Bruno Filippini, the young singer of MRC, will take part in a film directed
by Luchino Viconti and starred by Silvana Mangano. The title of this motion
picture is “Le Streghe.” Bruno Filippini will also sing in this film.

Lucio Battisti is the name of a talented song writer and singer recently
pacted by Ricordi. He is the first Italian artist who can be regarded as a fol-

lower of Bob Dylan and Antoine. His first single coupling, “Dolce Di Giorno”
and “Per Una Lira,” has just been released on Ricordi’s label.

A new pact has also been signed by Ricordi with a beat group entirely com-
posed of girls. They are Marta (Italian), leader of the group; Inge & Sigrid
(German); Gudrun (Austrian), and Daisy (English). This feminine group was
found by Marta in Germany, where it is becoming popular. They are now
recording their Italian repertoire which includes three American hits “Peaches
and Cream,” “A Well Respected Man,” and “If you Gotta Go, Go Now.”

Ricordi is going to make an impressive promotion of the Equipe 84 in Eng-
land and in the U.S. It’s the first time, in our opinion, that a beat Italian group
is requested in that country. The group is now recording the songs they will

present during their extensive tour in England and in the States.

Announced by Phonogram is the visit in Italy of the top French pop singer
Johnny Hallyday. Johnny will take part in the TV show Studio Uno, then he
will film a 15-minute personal show for our TV.
And now, a short news item concerning the publishing field: From Curci we

have received a booklet entitled “30 Years Of Hits.” It is an anthology of

Italian songs from the year 1935 until the year 1965.

Another initiative of Curci which we wish to stress concerns a series of four
books called “American Evergreens.” Each one of the four books includes 12

famous hits derived from the catalogue of Robbins Feist Miller, “Blue Moon,”
“Temptation,” “You Are My Lucky Star,” “Sing, Sing, Sing,” “Over the Rain-
bow” and so on.

But the most interesting book published this month by Curci is a collection
of 10 famous compositions arranged in “beat” style for guitars. The book in-
cludes the following Miller/Feist/Robbins songs: “Kiss,” “Chattanooga Choo
Choo,” “Over the Rainbow,” “Tipi Tin,” “Ebb Tide,” “Temptation,” “Blue
Moon,” “Laura,” “Cavaquinho,” and “Love Is a Many-Splendored Thing.” Ar-
rangements have been made by Maestro Spiaggiari under the pseudonym of
Harry Bendler.
We have received copies of all these publications during the visit we paid

recently to Giuseppe Gramitto Ricci, prexy of Curci Publishing Group.
We had the occasion of speaking about the yearly song contest called “A

Record for the Summer.” As our readers will surely remember, this contest,
organized by our Radio TV Company in cooperation with the Italian Phono-
grafic Trade Association (AFI), was won in the 1964 edition by los Marcellos
Ferial singing “Sei Diventata Nera” (Durium) and in 1965 by Orietta Berti
singing “Tu Sei Quello” (Phonogram). Both songs immediately entered the
charts after the televised final night of Saint Vincent, both records having
been the top sellers of the summer seasons of 1964 and 1965. We wish to call

again attention to this show which, by the way, also served to introduce the
international hit of Jimmy Fontana “II Mondo,” issued under the RCA Ita-
liana label.

Salvatore Adamo, one of the most popular singers in Europe, who lives at

Jemappes, Belgium, is still recovering from a serious road accident. Together

with Jeff De Boeck, artistic manager of S.A. Gramophone and also Belgian man-
ager of the Ardmore and Beechwood music publishers, he was planning to re-

cord some new songs. Date of release has not yet been fixed, but from what we
heard, some of the novelties are hit-possibilities.

Barclay is staging a special promotion for the following artists, mentioned
here together with their songs: Jean Renard “Le Mouron”; Michel Sardou “Les
Beatnicks”; Jocelyne “Chantons Plus Fort”; Dimas Segundo “Le Colihri”;

Eleonor “Une Pensee Pour Moi”; Jose Thomas “L’homme Enfant”; Eddie Bar-

clay “La Rencontre”; Eddy Mitchell “Fortissimo”; Jackie Seven “Je Reviens.”

Jacques Brel was the guest-star at a recent gala organized for the members of

the “Rotary International.” We cannot recall three artists, as famous as

Jacques Brel, getting such a cordial and at the same time thoroughly deserved
applause. This is definitely a performance Brel can put down in his souvenir
album with golden letters.

Joan Baez was in Brussels for a TV-performance. In a mid-town hotel she
talked to members of the press and we have seldom in recent years, witnessed
such a great attendance of radio, press and TV-people for a singer. In the next
few days she got an excellent promotion in the press and the other news media.
She was accompanied by the new sales manager of Inelco-RCA, Colpin, who will

soon take over from Willy Roelants. The latter will be leaving the company in

a few weeks time.
Preliminary talks on the “Flemish Song Festival 1966” have been held be-

tween producer Lou Van Rymenant and Carpels and Vos, heads of the Belgian
Grundig-branch, which will once again sponsor the event. Besides important
changes in the rules, the guest-starring of a top-name (Sinatra, Martin, Davis
Jr., Belafonte) has been suggested.

Dino Records, local label of Intervox/Eurovox has a new distributor. The line

is now handled by Anvers Radio. An agreement was signed between Gold-
schmidt (Anvers Radio) and L. Van Rymenant (Intervox/Eurovox). Belgium’s
top beat group the Jokers has seen the release of their album in the USA and
Canada by Monument Records and in Italy by Ducale.
Terry Van Ginderen, appearing weekly on Flemish TV as “Tante Terry”

(Aunt Terry) with her own children’s program, has signed a recording contract
with Eurovox prexy Lou Van Rymenant. With the well-known children’s choir
“De Meiklokjes,” Terry recorded four new authentic children’s dances “Huimp-
je, Duimpje,” “Kom Wat Dichter” “Twee Handjes” and “1-2-3-4-5-6-7.” Francis
Bay batoned this recording session.
Eurovox has added two important new activities to its line: a tape library/

mood music for international consumption and a mood music tape company for
restaurants, factories, etc.

Producer L. Van Rymenant may have a winner with his first full stereo al-

bum by the Hammond Brothers. With the assistance of the Hammond Organ
Co. Ltd. a new style has been found in the recording of Hammond organs. The
extraordinary sound of two organs with rhythm creates a new formula. Festi-
val Records will rush-release this first production in Australia.
An American performer, Billy Joe Royal (CBS) visited Brussels accompanied

by his European representative Ray Williams. Upon their arrival at the airport,
they were met by CBS public relations girl Mimi Smith. Billy Joe Royal sang
five of his exciting songs during a Belgian TV-show: “Oh, What A Night”;
“Those Railroad Tracks In Between”; “Down In The Boondocks”; “King Of
The Fools” and his latest success tune “It’s A Good Time.” His lovely person-
ality endeared him to the public. Recent new CBS releases in the local single
field include newcomers the Brothers with their debut-record “Glaasje Uit . . .

Niet Meer Rijden” (When You Drink . . . Don’t Drive) c/w “Wie Heeft Er M’n
Kanarievogel Bier Gegeven?” (Who Gave Beer to My Canary?) From its local
Artists Production, CBS also released a single by Johnny Sax “Le Petit Tram-
way De San Francisco” c/w “Apprends La Cuisine”; a single by popular Jacky
Delmone “Le Fer, Le Marbre Et L’acier” c/w “Imitations” and last but not
least a single by newcomer Ramon Bonafon “Yo Te Ame” c/w “Domingo.” Re-
cent CBS additions to the single field include the hit-singles by Simon & Gar-
funkel “Homeward Bound” c/w “Leaves That Are Green” and Johnny Cash
with “The One On The Right Is On The Left”: Ray Conniff with “The Sheik Of
Araby” c/w “Jamaica Farewell” and Caravelli and his magic violins playing
themes from the Eurovision Song Festival 1966. Two of the most important
CBS releases in the popular LP field include an album by Ray Conniff “Happi-
ness Is” and Caravelli with an album entitled “My Love.”
On Thursday April 21, Hans-P. Kusters, public relations of Primavera Music

Publishers accompanied his recent discovery Ferre Grignard to Paris. It wasn’t
Grignard’s first trip to the French capital, as only a few weeks ago he did his
first TV-program there. This time Ferre Grignard (and Toots Smits-Miel Fin-
gertips as well) went to Paris to he one of the guest-stars at the famous Olym-
pia Music-hall. They were met in Paris by Pierre Sberro (assistant-manager of
Phillips-Paris and Maurice Bouchoux, art-director of Tutti Music Publishers,
controlling Grignard’s repertoire in France). On the same program were:
Antoine, les Problemes, les Silkies, Nikki et Martin. Although some 1500 yelling
Antoine-fans filled the hall, Ferry got an excellent reception, and on Saturday
and Sunday night there was a really folk-minded audience and the success for
Ferre Grignard was overwhelming. He was called back ten times. After his
return to Belgium he will be guest of the famous “Starclub” Hambourg, and the
Dutch TV has invited him for a program on May 28.
Polygram Belgium reports that its latest top-hits are “The Sun Ain’t Gonna

Shine Anymore” by the Walker Brothers; “Somebody Helps Me,” by Spencer
Davis Group, “Bald Headed Woman” by the Jay-Jays and “Ik Ben Gelukkig
Zonder Jou” (I’m Happy Without You) by Connie Van den Bos. This famous
Dutch star will appear on the Flemish TV-program “Tienerklanken”; she will
do her big hit “Ik Ben Gelukkig Zonder Jou,” a Primavera copyright. The same
publishers also control rights on the following top titles: “You’re The Victor,”
by the Q 65; “Bang Bang” by Cher; “Nimm Mich So Wie Ich Bin” by Draft
Deutscher; “Le Jouet Extraordinaire” by Claude Francois; “Ce Soir Je T’At-
tendais” by Michele Torr. The well-known Belgian singing girls, Bernadette, 8,
and la Petite Bernadette, 6, made a new single entitled “Chansons Pour Maman”
(Songs For Mother) and “Mon Papa” (My Papa), that promise to become
bestsellers. Besides these two titles, Primavera owns rights on the first single
by Les Baroques: “Les Tambourins” c/w “Folle Soiree” (Crazy Evening). In the
chanson-single field a new one by Michel Corentin has just been released: “Ne
Pleure Pas Tes Amours Mortes” (Don’t Cry For Your Lost Love) c/w “Bas
Les Pattes (Hands Off). The 1965 winner of the chanson Festival of Spa
Jacques Hustin’s strongest title “La Gavroche,” was recorded by Willy Staquet,
Belgian’s top accordion player. Polygram Belgium just released Jacques’ first
E.P., with “La Gavroche,” “Ne Nous Faisons Pas Diffusions,” “Marie Decem-
bre” and “La Chanson D’Elle,” all Primavera copyrights.

FINLAND
“The Sound Of Music” has turned out to be a real box-office mover at the

Bristol here, where the audiences very much like what they see and hear. The
other day, the 100,000th visitor was counted in, receiving a copy of RCA
Victor’s sound-track recording of the music of the film musical.
Top Most is a new beat-group, that has just signed a contract with Ab

Discophon Oy, where they will be recording for the RCA Victor label. On
May 18th, the group appeared in the popular TV show “Nuorten Tanssihetki.”

In Bratislava, Czechoslovakia, the Intervision Song Contest will take place

When the program was taped here May 12th, it never turned out to become
a war in miniature, but according to newspaper reports, it was very close to it.

Blomdahl started something when he pointed out that Grieg once had made
his own arrangement of a Mozart piece, to which it was more or less clearly

replied that it was something Mozart could be grateful for.

Egil Monn-Iversen summed up the whole problem when he said that “The
Norwegians will no doubt be pro-Grieg, no matter how good or tasteful any
other arrangements are done.”

lash Box Editorial

Last March we commented on a law passed by the

Kentucky state legislature, banning all multiple-coin

chute amusement games as “gambling devices." The

lawmakers assembled had also, in their wisdom, ex-

empted single-coin games.

Now a new development in the story of Kentucky’s

war against gambling: It seems that the Governor ap-

pointed a special counsel whose sole job it is to go around

to all places having “illegal" amusement machines, and

confiscate them forthwith. A zealous man, the special

counsel went out and confiscated till the cows came
home. But the cows came home with every machine in

sight, including the single-coin games, exempted under

the new law.

A Circuit Court jury in the city of Bowling Green was
assembled to consider the fate of the captured machines.

After some debate, they decided that the games had in

fact been used or been intended for use as gambling
machines, and should be cast into purifying flames. But
after the hearing was over, nine of the jurors made affi-

davits to the effect that they were unclear on the judge’s

instructions concerning the single-coin games. Now the

judge must hand down a decision on where these games
go.

All this has made the special counsel unhappy. He says

that pingames are evil and he wants them all destroyed,

multiple, or single.

The multiple coin machines in question here are not

bingoes; they are standard pingames with chutes for

nickels, dimes and quarters. They do not pay out cash
prizes but some of them do give free games. This, ac-

cording to the legislature, is gambling.

Federal gambling stamps were found on some of the

machines, but in no case did a machine give a cash prize. ,

Prizes were given over the bar or out of the pockets of

contesting players.

If paid over the bar, then the logical party to be dealt

with by the law is the bar owner. If out of the pockets of

the players—well, how do you stop a man from betting,

betting on anything? But the legislature has taken the
easy way out, banning the multiple pins, and the special

counsel, with even greater moral motives no doubt, de-

mands that all games be removed.

Will that decrease “the crime rate" in the state of Ken-
tucky? Will it save any more souls? Will it keep The Youth—that favorite legend of local and state governments

—

from being “corrupted"? Will it save anyone money? Will

it stop betting of any and all kinds? Will it significantly im-

prove the lives of the people of Kentucky? Will it make
the sun rise earlier and set later? Does this whole affair

make any sense?

No. It makes no sense in the laws enacted; it makes no
sense in the way the law has been enforced and it makes
no sense in the way the law is being interpreted.

It is a good old fashioned witch-hunt; it is sad and silly

and out of it all comes two questions which have to be
answered. How did the coin machine industry get the

kind of reputation that provokes such harrassment and
what is the industry doing about it?

If the industry can answer these questions, then it can
prevent this kind of nonsense from happening as often

as it does.

business there would certainly have
been something of interest to him at
this enormous annual event. This year
some 5,600 companies, including over
1,000 foreign representatives took
part in the proceedings and to add to

the fun and games running concur-
rently with the Fair was the German
Aviation Show at nearby Langenhag-
en airport.
The 1966 Hanover Fair marked a

victory for the West German coinmen
over the exhibition authorities who, in

the past, only tolerated the presence
of phonographs (not to be played) if

they happened to be part of a com-
pany which either manufactured or
distributed vending machines. This
year, however, the members of the
German coinman’s association
V.D.A.I. presented a united front to

who manufacture phonographs and
wall pay-out machines at Bingen was
always a popular stopping off place
for members of the coin trade.

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PROFILE ON:

John Trucano: A Chorus of Small Voices
John Trucano, president of the Black
Hills Novelty Company, Inc., Dead-
wood, South Dakota, is an example of
the young man with college training
who has come into the industry and/or
come back to it. Trucano began oper-
erating his first route in 1940 at the
suggestion of his father, then head of
Black Hills. After graduating in 1954
from the College of Commerce at
Notre Dame University, where he
majored in business administration,
Trucano served with the Marine Corps,
came out in 1957 to go back home and
work at Black Hills. In 1959 he founded
a vending line, Automatic Vendors, Inc.,

and took over the leadership of the
combined business in 1960. He has
been a member of the board of direc-
tors of MOA and a president of the
South Dakota Music and Vending As-
sociation. An aggressive and adventur-
ous man, Trucano has used public re-
lations as a business tool and talked
about the results in this interview.
Q. What’s it like for an operator in
your part of the country; how does it
affect your business?
A. Each operator has to solve and
answer the problems of his own par-
ticular area. We’re up on a mountain;
we’re a mile high. There’s two kinds
of territories in Dakota: mountains
and flats. We operate in eight coun-
ties; a hundred and fifty miles north
and south, about sixty miles east and

west.
Q. That’s a lot of driving.
A. Well, that’s why we opened a new
office in Rapid City, to coordinate our
services in these geographical areas.
We give our customers better service
that way.
Q. What happens when a blizzard hits
the Dakotas; the snow is supposed to
be vicious.

A. Well, it does come down! Two of
our trucks have four-wheel drive, just
for that purpose.
Q. Does a big snow hurt your busi-
ness?
A. No, no. When you have big storms,
people stay in taverns and cafes. So
they spend a lot and we have to be
there to give service.

Q. What’s your batting average?
A. This past winter there weren’t
more than two days when our route
men didn’t go out. You see, we don’t
mind winter. The winter recreation
business here is very good—ski lodges
and resorts and such-—and the whole
community has gotten behind them to

make them attractive. That includes
us.

Q. Meaning your company?
A. I mean all the coin companies in
this area.
Q. You work with them?
A. Well, we’re in competition of
course, but that doesn’t mean we can’t
learn from each other. I bend over
backward to get along with them on
a business level.

Q. No fear of “jumping” then?
A. Aw, no, not at all. We don’t have
that out here. We’re proud of what we
are. We exchange ideas time and again
with other operators.
Q. An example?
A. Take Christmas time. The usual
gift to a bar owner is a bottle of
liquor. Now that doesn’t make sense

—

what does he want a bottle for? So
we had the idea of giving them apples,
We sent to Washington for crates of
fresh apples and we gave them to
tavern owners and our other custo-
mers. And you know what? We wound
up making more friends that way be-
cause the families of these customers
enjoyed the gifts, too. They remem-
bered where it came from.
Q. Your company.
A. Not just that, not just that. The
other operators in this area liked the
idea so we all chipped in for apples
last year. It’s the industry that gets
the credit, not just my company or his
company or your company. To me the
important thing is that I sell my busi-
ness and my industry as I sell myself.
Q. Do

—

A. When I go to a convention in Chi-
cago or Miami Beach or just down
the border here to Nebraska, I’m not
going down there just to have a good
time and make noise. I want to learn
from the other people who are there—what are their ideas about the busi-
ness and what do they do for their
problems? This industry is good for
you. All you’ve got to do is learn
from ideas.

Q. Well, you’ve got ideas. How is the
industry looked on in the Dakotas?
A. Well, we don’t have as big a prob-
lem as some operators do in other
cities. We try to keep criticism of the
industry at a minimum.
Q. A chorus of small voices?
A. Right. Now we do this—and I’ve
always urged—that operators must
take part in civic affairs. Go join the
local chamber of commerce; get active
in local politics, join the Rotary Club
or the Elks Club; let your name be
known; don’t hide. Our firm is a mem-
ber of seven chambers of commerce,
in the cities where we do business.
I’ve been a member of the Rotary
Club and a past president of the Elks
Club. I spend a great, great deal of
time in community affairs.

Q. Do you find it helps your business?
A. Yes. We have a company emblem

—

I don’t know if you’ve seen it or not—but it’s used on all the servicemen’s
uniforms and on all our trucks. The
uniforms are clean and the trucks are
clean—I insist on that. We’re selling
what we are. If someone looks out
their window and sees one of our
servicemen walking down the street in
summer or winter uniform, he knows
who he is. He’s a walking ad for our
company. If he was walking around
in his jeans, nobody would know who
he was. It’s a form of advertising.
Q. What about formal advertising

—

newspapers, radio and so on?
A. We don’t do much newspaper ad-
vertising but we have a Red Label

that’s our company emblem—we have
a Red Label Tune of the Month, picked
by us and played on five local radio
stations in the area.

Q. Do you give any special instruc-
tions to your servicemen?

I’m
glad you mentioned that. My father,
Tony Trucano, had a pet peeve about
clean machines. It may have been an
old piece but it had to be clean—it

makes more money that way. You

III. Vend Ops United Under IAMC;

Board of Governors Elected At Chi Meet
CHICAGO—The mushrooming of
state vending councils popping up of
late throughout every section of this

country hit the target in Illinois,

Friday, May 13, when Thomas Hun-
gerford, executive director of NAMA,
officially called the first general meet-
ing of the embryo Illinois Automatic
Merchandising Council (IAMC) to

order at 8:30 p.m. in the Continental
Plaza Hotel in Windy City before a
packed hall of new members and
prospective members. According to

Hungerford there were some 110
new paid up members prior to the
start of this session.

The infant Illinois Automatic Mer-
chandising Council was initially fa-
thered by a steering committee of
Matthew Cockrell, Bill Grant, of
Streator; and Frank Newman, of
Chicago, with assistance of NAMA’s
capable staff.

Cockrell sounded the clarion call

for unification of forces throughout
Illinois some months ago to fight the
growing flaring up all over of legis-

lative “brush fires”, in which civic
councilmen and politicians urge pas-
sage of ever increasing license fees
and other fees aimed almost primar-
ily at industries “such as ours.”

Cockrell and Grant cited specific

cases in several municipalities where
licensing fees are increasing at such
an alarming rate that no due consid-
eration is given to curbing outlandish
and ill conceived over-pricing.
“Unless we organize—-gather our

forces, plan for any eventuality, and
place ourselves in the position that
we may be able to anticipate these
gross injustices, and pluck them at
the roots through legal channels—we
are in serious trouble.
“We must not wait for the next

man to join in the melee. The only
way to fight apathy in our ranks is

by placing our own irons in the fire,”

he declared.
Bill Grant cited a particular per

machine license fee arrangement
which is being studied in several mu-
nicipalities and was actually nipped
in the bud in his own area, because
it was brought to his attention before
passage. It is based on a fee of $10.00
for a machine vending 10<i merchan-
dise, $25.00 for a machine vending
254 items, etc. This, he said, should
be probed legally just as soon as it

is placed into consideration by the
officials.

Actually, in his community he
started to fight this action by first

meeting with his mayor, and explain-
ing the situation in detail. The
mayor, he advised, was most helpful
and understanding. This is a fine

start.

The new bylaws for the embryo
organization were read by Richard
Funk, NAMA’s legislative counsel,
and unanimously approved by the
assemblage. Furthermore, the names
of 15 members were placed in nomi-
nation to serve for one year on the
first Board of Governors for IAMC
and unanimously approved by a show
of hands. Next year there will be the
initiation of a system whereby gov-
ernors will serve on a rotation basis
as is the practice at NAMA. At that
time governors will be elected to
serve for one, two, three or four year
terms in office. This effective pro-
cedure will be started at the 1967
annual meeting of IAMC.
Jack Manning, genial president of

NAMA, was introduced by Matt
Cockrell as a guest speaker, and was
roundly applauded by the assemblage.
Manning expressed his delight over
the formation of this new Illinois
state council, and for the vast, rapid
growth in this regional organizing

during this past year—since the 1965
NAMA Convention & Trade Show in

Miami Beach, Florida. He was partic-
ularly pleased with the selections of
the rank and file members of the 15
governors at this important session.

Cockrell, who helped considerably
in the formation of IAMC along with
NAMA officials and who was chair-
man of the steering committee, will

serve during the first year as chair-
man of the Board of Governors. Co-
steering members Bill Grant and
Frank Newman will also serve a term
as governors.

N.Y. Exchange Member
Cites Rosy Picture

For Vending Firms

NEW YORK—The vending industry’s
ability to counteract the ever-increas-
ing cost of food service labor through
automation gives it a dynamic aspect,
according to Bache & Co., Incorpo-
rated, members of the New York
Stock Exchange. Outlook for 1966 is

for continued growth, after its record
sales in 1964 and 1965, says Bache’s
Spring Review of over 650 stocks se-

lected from 54 industries.
Vending sales in 1965 were $3.8 bil-

lion up 8.8% from the $3.5 billion in

1964. Cigarettes, accounting for 40%
of gross income, are largest revenue
contributor. Despite higher cigarette
taxes and health warnings, sales per
machine maintained the average 100
packs per week. Hot drink sales
showed the fastest growth rate. Bache
citse three major industry trends, ad-
ding “most companies stress service
rather than specific product line.”

Fewer than 20% of the firms concen-
trate on a single product.

A quarter of the industry, reports

the study, has diversified to include

some manual service. Most vending
firms offer food to win a complete

service contract, hoping to profit from
the hot and cold drinks. Still a small

business industry the trend is toward:
“larger organizations, more employees
and bigger sales volumes.”

for hospitalization and medical ser-

vice, union contracts up to $21 per
month, and sick leave varying from
three days to (in one instance noted)
of a 75 day pool.

Further inducements should include
uniforms generally provided by the
employer, or a maintenance variable
between the company and employees;
and the difference in pay between
regular pay and jury pay for jury
duty; and no particular provision for
pensions and bonuses. In some rare
cases both are offered on a limited
basis.

The premium generally offered to
company employees is time and one-
half salary for Saturday work; and
double time for Sundays, which is

considered to be quite common in
most cases noted.
