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Happy Notes From The Screen

Who will sing their way to fame?

Who will dance their way to fame? Who
will write their way to fame? Movie fans

may well ponder once more the future

screen who’s-who as Hollywood gears

itself for what it believes will be a new

era of acceptance for the screen musi-

cal. Once upon a time, the most reli-

able success formula (with the excep-

tion of the western) in Hollywood was

the musical; every plot was predict-

able, but who cared when it was the

springboard to marvelous song, imagi-

native dance? Today, for better or

worse, most people have been condi-

tioned to care about plot, so we’re

not likely to see movie musicals that

are throwbacks to Hollywood’s hey-

day. Neither do we assume that Holly-

wood’s hey-day is returning, but signs

—including dollar signs before seven

figure numbers—point to more than

just a try at seeing if the public is ready

to leave their favorite movie houses

humming a great new song.

Movie moguls have, no doubt, been

egged on by the fantastic global suc-

cess of recent musical movies such as

“West Side Story,’’ “Mary Poppins’’

(born & bred in Hollywood) and “The

Sound of Music.’’ How do you follow

acts like these? Well, Hollywood is go-

ing to give it the old college (not col-

lege musical) try, and the fantastic

success of the aforementioned efforts

should make Hollywood aware that the

folks out there had better be enter-

tained with quality productions.

If there is to be a Renaissance in the

Hollywood musical, it is evident that it

is going to be one of quality rather than

quantity. Millions of dollars, of course,

do not a great work of art make. The

door to renewed interest in a great

screen art form has been opened by

the employment of—yes—millions of

dollars, so that the best of all possible

worlds of creative talent could give the

movie-goer quality entertainment.

A film triumph on the order of “Mary

Poppins,’’ whose return to the nation’s

movie houses is celebrated in this is-

sue, is a particularly fortunate one. It

is the first major original screen musi-

cal in years, and its financial success,

despite a cost of millions to produce, is

leading to other endeavors with an

original storyline and score. Fresh

ideas lend themselves to fresh faces,

involving both artists and writing tal-

ent.

Hollywood has a truly remarkable

success story in recent years in the

quality and response to its limited

musical output. By achieving great

creative standards, it has set examples

that are hard to live up to—but the

understanding should be clear that the

public wants the top-grade and is will-

ing to pay for it.

singles sales pace with 13 titles cur-
rently represented on the Cash Box
Top 100. This marks the all-time peak
of singles activity in the firm’s history.
As far as can be determined no other
label has ever achieved such an im-
pressive total.

On the Atlantic side of the ledger,
the firm is scoring with “When A
Man Loves A Woman” by Percy
Sledge (#3), “Good Lovin’” by the
Young Rascals (#15), “Ninety Nine
And A Half” by Wilson Pickett (#58),
“Marne” by Bobby Darin (#63) and
“When A Woman Loves A Man” by
Esther Phillips (#65.) Atco is also

rnaking a good showing with two
titles: “So Much Love” by Ben E. King
(#62) and Sonny and Cher’s “Have
I Stayed Too Long” (#88).

Atlantic-Atco distributed labels ac-
count for almost half of the firm’s
success with six chart-riding releases.
They are: “Hold On I’m Coming” by
Sam and Dave on Stax (#17), “Cool
Jerk” by the Capitols on Karen
(#19), “Neighbor, Neighbor” by Jim-
my Hughes on Fame (#54), “S.Y.S.-
L.F.M.” by Joe Tex on Dial (#56),
“Oh Yeah” by the Shadows on Knight
on Dunwich (#74) and “My Lover’s
Prayer" by Otis Redding on Volt

(#86 ).

NEW YORK—England’s Ember label
has put into motion a U.S. label affil-

iate. One of the objectives of Jeff
Kruger, label chief, during his recent
visit to the U.S., the diskery operation

“formed basically and registered.”

' The formation of this U.S. company,
as previously reported in Cash Box,
however, is not a deteri’ent to con-
tinued deals for release of Ember
product by a batch of U.S. labels.

Decca
Records is skedded to market the orig-
inal cast LP of “The Critic” starring
Noel Coward and Mel Ferrer.
On the singles front. Liberty Rec-

ords will release the Clockwork
i Oranges’ “Ready Steady” and “After

Tonight,” while Roulette has under
’ contract Ray Singer, who will be

represented shortly with “Hey, Who.”
In Canada, Quality of Canada will

release dates by Billy Cotton and the

Raymond Ceili Quartet.

In its home territory, Ember is

r planning the release of 36 albums this

year, including LP’s by Cash McCall,

Jimmy Witherspoon, Ike & Tina Tur-
ner, French star Marie Laforet and
others. Also, there’ll be four more re-

leases in Ember’s Famous Artists bud-

get series.

^
The company also has on tap in-

creased co-production deals and fur-

ther distribution pacts with global

markets.

NEW YORK—The Decca label’s first

Victor Flatly Denies Deal To
Handle Label For Col. Pics

NEW YORK—RCA Victor Records
has categorically denied any intention
to distribute a label owned by Colum-
bia Pictures. Reacting to a story in a
trade publication, the label issued a
statement declaring that “the story is

untrue.”
“There have been no discussions,”

Victor said, “with executives of either
Columbia Pictures or Colpix Records
relating to our distributing Colpix
Records.” Colpix, as Cash Box report-
ed two weeks ago, is being dropped as
a label being handled by its parent
company, Columbia Pictures, but ru-

mors point to a national distribution

deal with another label.

The statement, however, did note
that Victor has held discussions with
executives of Screen Gems, a subsid

of Columbia Pictures, relating to the
“creation and distribution of specific

new product in no way involving Col-

pix Records.” No deals have been
finalized, the statement noted.

budget line.

In the past with the introduction

This marks the first occasion of
regional sales sessions on a regular
fall product program.
London’s flying sales executive

Barcelona fo’-med PT with the orem-
ise of sootlighting this area, picking
up over the past two years such too
acts as Herman’s Hermits, the Ani-
mals. Freddie & the Dreamers, the
Yardbirds, the Mindbenders, Spencer-
Davis, Little Anthony & the Imperials,
the Beau Brummels, the Shangri-Las,
Neil Diamond, Mitch Ryder & the De-
troit Wheels, Sgt. Barry Sadler and
Freddie Cannon.

Barcelona holds that acts who are
“oversold” are in danger of seriously
damaging their careers, especially acts
with only initial hits going for them.
He regards the one-night & concert
circuit as an inyaluable promo device
for disk product, wherein local sta-

tions can be eager to expose material

by a performer who is due in town
for weeks in advance. When these

stands are losing propositions because

of overpricing, an entire promo build-

up can go down the drain, Barcelona

says.

Barcelona is currently preparing for

the third American tour of Her-

man’s Hermits. They are, Barcelona

notes, a financial delight to promot-

ers, and are expected to gross a $1

million on the new tour, which begins

July 1 in Hawaii. On the mainland,

they will play about 40 dates in 42

days. They will receive as much as

$15,000 a night plus 60% of the gate.

Master, Master, Who's
Got The Troggs Master?
NEW YORK—The comparatively sim-
ple act of picking up a foreign master
for U.S. distribution has been given
a new and controversial wrinkle by
the Fontana and Atco labels.

Govt. Relations Committee
NEW YORK—Answering the need for
closer relations with the government
in a period of rapidly increasing
activities of concern and interest to
music, a joint committee on govern-
ment relations has been formed by
Music Publishers’ Association and the
National Music Publishers’ Associa-
tion. Representing the former organi-
zation are Ernest R. Farmer of
Shawnee and Don Malin of E.B.
Marks. Salvatore Chiantia of MCA
Music and Harry Gerson of E.H.
Morris serve on behalf of NMPA.
Leonard Feist, executive secretary of
NMPA, has been named chairman of
the committee which will be called
Music Publishers Committee on Fed-
eral Relations.
The new committee, including as it

does representatives of both popular
and standard publishers’ organiza-
tions, will be in a position to express
to the government the viewpoint of all

areas of publishing: — pop, educa-
tional, concert and sacred. Not only
will it maintain a liaison with Con-
gress and a constant check on the
dozen odd bills introduced in each
Congress which have direct or indirect
implications for the field of music, it

will also develop continuing contact
with many governmental agencies and
bureaus whose activities touch on
music domestically and abroad.

In commenting on the formation of
the joint committee. Feist stated,
“The need for such a committee has
been evident for some time. Evalua-
tion of legislative proposals, personal
relations with the people in the
government who deal with music and
the dissemination of pertinent infor-
mation to the membership of the two
organizations is a must. All types of
music are or can be affected and the
benefits of the work of this committee
should be important to our industry.
Moreover, the existence of this com-
mittee may prove valuable to govern-
ment as a source of information and
assistance in various matters relating
to music.”

FOCUS oiir jazz
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For years we have heard the cry,

“Bring back the big bands!”. As far
as live performances are concerned,
there is no indication that such a re-

turn is imminent. However, if we may
draw an inference from what the rec-

ord companies have been doing lately,

it might be safe to say that on rec-

ords, at least, such a state of affairs

is not only imminent, but already upon
us.

Recently, the record companies,
major and independent alike, have be-
gun to showcase their key jazz artists
in big band settings, much in the tra-
dition that has long been Duke Elling-
ton’s. This approach is not the con-
ventional big band sound that we have
come to know from regular working
bands of the past and present. In most
big bands the emphasis is always on a
smooth, cohesive ensemble sound, with
short, rather than extended, solo play-
ing by any particular performer. Ad-
mittedly, there have been exceptions,
but these have been rare; these were
usually characteristic to some special
work, written and performed for the
express purpose of exhibiting the
special talent of some deserving per-
former. As examples, Benny Good-
man’s “Sing, Sing, Sing” for Harry
James and Gene Krupa, or Artie
Shaw’s “Clarinet Concerto,” or Duke
Ellington’s “Concerto For Cootie” for
Cootie Williams. You might say that
what is happening now in the jazz re-
cording field is an extension of the
Ellington concept, which had been to
feature his solo artists, using the band
as a graceful attendant.

Big band album production neces-
sarily means an increase in cost, some-
times a prohibitive cost which makes
the break even point very difficult to
attain. Why would the companies em-
bark on a program which would in-

crease the hazard of breaking even?
Perhaps they feel that there has been
a saturation of small group jazz re-
cordings. Or do the companies feel
that the record buying public has be-
gun to feel that there is a certain
anonymity about much of the small
group recordings that have been pro-
duced with such abundance? Do rec-
ord producers feel that big band jazz
is an easier introduction to the other-
wise non-jazz buying public? Maybe
the companies feel that they have a
better chance of having their product
played on the air if it has that BIG
sound which seems to please so many
program directors at radio stations.
With the fierce competition in the re-
cording industry, do the companies
sense that the customer might feel
that he is getting more for his money
when he buys a big band record ?

Whatever the reasons, it becomes in-

creasingly apparent that record pro-

ducers are leaning more and more to

the big sound in recorded jazz.

Among the recent releases that il-

lustrate the big band setting for an
artist known primarily as a small

group jazzman is guitarist Wes Mont-
gomery’s latest album, “Goin’ Out Of
My Head” (Verve 8642). On this al-

bum Montgomery is surrounded by an
array of top jazzmen, with excellent

and varied arrangements by Oliver

Nelson. Montgomery, who burst upon
the jazz scene in the late fifties, after

having been a long-time legend in

Indianapolis, gained his reputation

making trio and quartet albums. Yet,

in his brief association with Verve, he
has already done two big band record-

ings. On each album Wes has been
given the opportunity to show his

lyrical ballad style, as well as his

ability to play hard swinging jazz.

Oliver Nelson’s charts afford Mont-
gomery full freedom to exploit his

Montgomery and Nelson forge from
“Chim Chim Cherie,” by way of Dis-
ney’s Mary Poppins. Wes’ solo playing
is immensely exciting and is in no
way restricted by the larger setting.

“Jazz Dialogue” (Atlantic 1449) is

another recent release that offers a
small jazz group that rarely records
in a big band context. The Modern
Jazz Quartet, considered by many to
be the essence of small group jazz, is

heard here with an all-star band of
twelve. The album is aptly titled be-
cause, in effect, this is a jazz dialogue
between The Quartet and the big
band. John Lewis, the musical direc-
tor of The MJQ, did all seven arrange-
ments, and it is interesting to note
that six of the seven vehicles recorded
on this album have been recorded pre-
viously by The Modern Jazz Quartet.
Thus, what we have is an opportunity
to compare how these newly struc-
tured big band sides compare with
what had been done originally by the
small group. “Jazz Dialogue” is an-
other strong argument for the re-
newed interest in big band jazz re-
cording.

Stanley Turrentine, one of the most
original sounding and energetic of the
younger tenor sax men, has been
working for the past several years
with his wife, Shirley Scott, in a small
jazz group, usually a quartet. His re-
cordings, too, for the most part have
been in that same small group con-
text. “Joyride” (Blue Note 4201) is

evidence that the independent jazz
label owners feel the necessity of pro-
ducing some big band jazz. Blue Note
could not have selected a more deserv-
ing artist for such exposure than Tur-
rentine. Once again the arrangements
have been written by Oliver Nelson,
who conducts the dates, as well. The
sixteen man big band reads like a
who’s who of jazz, including men like

Clark Terry, Jay Jay Johnson, Kenny
Burrell, Herbie Hancock, and Phil
Woods, each of whom has been a
leader on his own recording dates. The
calibre of such sidemen is an indica-

tion of the quality of this album, and
it should be thus, because Stanley
Turrentine outdoes himself on this

“Joyride.”

The final album for discussion is

Ahmad Jamal’s latest, “Rhapsody”
(Cadet 764). This recording is a com-
bination of trio sides (five) and trio

accompanied by a fifteen piece orches-
tra of violins, violas, and celli (four).

The string tracks were arranged and
conducted by Joe Kennedy, himself an
accomplished violinist, and a gentle-
man whose star as an arranger has
yet to ascend. The opportunity to

listen alternately to just the trio and
then the trio with the string accom-

paniment points up how emphatic is

the wedding of the two sounds.

Laden With Honors

NEW YORK—To people who make
films and act in them, to people who
produce records and perform on them,
“Mary Poppins” was something spe-
cial in 1965.

In the Oscar race of that year,
“Mary” walked away with five

Oscars, including those for Best
Actress (Julie Andrews, of course),
best musical score (Bob & Dick Sher-
man), Best Song (“Chim Chim
Cheree”), best special effects and
editing.
The record business, in giving ever-

lasting tribute to its product through
Grammy awards, deemed the sound-
track LP on Vista as the best original
score from a film or TV show and
the best children’s recording.

The Film: A Classic In Its Own Time
NEW YORK—“Mary Poppins” has
become a classic at a very tender age.
Since its release about a year-and-a-
half ago, it has grossed more than
any other previous Walt Disney ef-

fort. And this includes “Snow White,”
released more than a generation ago
in 1939! The latter classic has brought
in about $27 million for Disney, while
“Mary” has done business worth more

than $34 million in the U.S. alone.
Add to this tally about $4 million
from Canada, $8 million from Eng-
land and France. A great, grand total
of more than $52.5 million is arrived

at when to box office receipts such

revenues as licensing for toys ($4
million) and music income ($2.5 mil-

lion) are added.

Disney Label Operation Too Busy

To Celebrate Tenth Anniversary

NEW YORK— If the event has gone
unnoticed, then blame it on “Mary
Poppins,” who is back and keeping
the folks at Disneyland Records too
busy to celebrate.
The event? It’s the 10th anniver-

sary of the label this year, or, to be
more precise, it was the 10th anni-
versary last April. Jimmy Johnson,
president of the label, likes to point
to fiscal 1964 as the time when Dis-
neyland found out where it was at.

“We had no pop hit, no real big
kiddie hit or film, and yet when fiscal
’64 came to an end, we had realized
a handsome profit.” The secret, John-
son explains, was “stable and
steady” sales of LP and assorted disk
product in the children’s market.

In fact, Johnson goes on, Disney-
land’s entry into the disk arena as the
second film company-owned label (the
first: MGM) was geared directly for
kiddie market sales. The label’s first

two albums were the soundtracks of

the Disney classics, “Song of the
South” and “Pinocchio.” With each
carrying a suggested list of $4.98,

they seemed a natural for the cast
LP bin, but their success lay in a
totally different direction: sales for
children.

But, the label still had a period
of trial-and-error in an effort to find

a place for itself. During 1957-58, a

pop-oriented program was underway
and the label opened wholly-owned
branches in Philadelphia, Chicago and
Los Angeles. By 1959, research and
development had led to the conclusion
that the label did not have enough
catalog to sustain the branches. They
were dropped and the label then de-
cided to make its way as a kiddie-
market label. The kiddie line was re-
packaged, prices lowered and a now
familiar Disneyland series. Story-
tellers, was initiated. However, the
Vista label, designed to handle pop
traffic, was retained..

Then along came “Mary Poppins.”
“We knew it was going to be a
sensation from the start,” Johnson
notes. “We turned down offers from
Victor, Columbia and three or four
more labels for the rights to the
soundtrack LP. The point these labels
tried to make was that they could
merchandise the album on a broader
scope than Disneyland. We realized,

however, that the album could practi-
cally sell itself and, besides, by the
time ‘Mary’ was released, we had a
strong sales staff and network of
independent distributors.”

Thus, “Mary Poppins” became the

Disneyland property that kept Dis-

neyland personnel too busy to proper-

ly celebrate a 10th anniversary.

The Music: Brothers Sherman & Kostal
The talented song-writing team of

Richard M. and Robert B. Sherman,
who won two ‘Oscars’, for their “Pop-
pins” score and “Chim-Chim-Cheree,”
and Academy Award-Winning musi-
cal director Irwin Kostal prove an
unbeatable musical combination for
Walt Disney’s “Mary Poppins.”
The brothers Sherman, who pooled

their musical talents at the sugges-
tion of their hit song-writing father,
A1 Sherman, have been staff com-
posers at the Disney Studio for the
past five years. During this time,
they have composed tunes for such
Disney successes as “The Parent
Trap,” “Bon Voyage” and “Summer
Magic,” plus original music for “Walt
Disney’s Wonderful World of Color”
on the NBC-TV Network.
However, “Mary Poppins” has

proved the greatest challenge and
most rewarding musical assignment
of their careers. For the tunefilm,
the Shermans composed fourteen
completely original songs, including
such unique titles as “Spoonful of
Sugar,” “Jolly Holiday,” “Love to
Laugh,” “Chim-Chim-Cheree,” “Feed
the Birds” (Tuppence a Bag),' “Step
in Time,” “Stay Awake,” “Sister
Suffragette,” “A Man Has Dreams,”
“The Life I Lead” and “Supercal-
ifragilisticexpialidocious.”

This last title was a tongue twister
the Shermans dreamed up as kids for
a gag during summer camp doldrums.
They had forgotten about it until
Disney requested a superlative to put
over a story point.

Kostal, who received the coveted
Oscar for his scoring of “West Side
Story,” divides his time between mo-
tion pictures, television and Broad-
way.

The former musical director of
“The Garry Moore Show” on tele-

vision, he also wielded the baton on
several of the Carol Burnett specials.

Kostal was musical director of the
hit tune-show, “Fiorello,” and with
the musical-comedy smash, “A Funny
Thing Happened on the Way to the
Forum.”
Upon completing the supervision,

arranging and conducting of the
music for “Mary Poppins,” he drew
the same assignment for the filmiza-
tion of Rodgers and Hammerstein’s
“The Sound of Music.”
A seventy-five piece orchestra, com-

prising the finest musicians in Holly-
wood, was used in the scoring of the
Disney musical. Six weeks of pre-
scoring was necessary to record the
songs of stars Julie Andrews, Dick
Van Dyke, David Tomlinson and
Glynis Johns. The post-scoring of the
background music for the production
involved an additional two-month
period. The entire musical score, in-

cluding the songs, was recorded in

full st^ereophonic sound, to enhance
the enjoyment of this important Dis-
ney presentation in its initial engage-
ments.

'Live' Animation In 'Mary'

The technique of combining live-

action photography with the animated
cartoon has long been considered one
of Walt Disney’s major contributions
to motion pictures. First pioneered
by him some forty years ago in a
series called “Alice in Cartoonland,”
it has been developed down through
the years at the Disney Studio and is

used only on special occasions.

The annual Council Meeting of the International Federation of the Phono-

graphic Industry was held in Tel-Aviv, Israel, from 1st to 5th May. National
delegates and observers from over 20 countries were present and James Gray,
director of the Decca Record Company Ltd. was unanimously elected president
of the federation in succession to Richard Dawes, who died on 26th April. The
Federation represents record producers all over the world in non-commercial
matters affecting the Industry, such as relations with governments, broadcasts
and unions of performing artistes. The main items on the Council Agenda con-
cerned the Rome Convention of October 1961 which establishes in international
law the rights of record producers, performing artistes and broadcasters. The
Convention is already in force and nine states have ratified i.e. Great Britain,
Sweden, Niger, Congo, Brattesville, Mexico, Equador, Czechoslavakia, Denmark
and Brazil. The current international contracts with authors societies (BIEM)
were also examined. Ways to improve collaboration with industry organizations
in other territories, such as the United States and Latin America were also
discussed. Hosts to the meeting were the members of the Israel Group of the
IFPI. The local industry has expanded dramatically over the last three years
and has an active group led by its president, Yigal Kimchi.
After almost a year with Rye Records as international director based in Lon-

don, Jim Bailey is reluctantly terminating his agreement in its present form to

return to the United States. The move has been brought about by the illness of
his wife who has to return to California. However, Bailey will retain his con-
nection with Pye Records by opening an office in California which will also
provide independent recording representation for other European companies in

the United States, South America and the Far East and Canada. The activity
will encompass all recording and publishing interests. In addition Bailey will be
connected with the Charles Brady Organization which provides representation
for U.S. manufacturers to the United States Military Forces throughout the
world.
The Beatles kick off their 10-week world tour on June 24th in Munich fol-

lowed by Essen (25th), Hamburg (26th) then fly to Tokyo where they will give
three concerts at the Budo Kan stadium which has a seating capacity of 1100.
This is the first time the Beatles have been to Japan and it’s also the ‘first’ in

Manila where they will give two shows at the National Football Stadium (seat-
ing capacity 12,500). Their American tour opens on August 12th at the Chicago
Amphitheatre followed by Detroit Olympia Stadium (13th), Cleveland Muni-
cipal Stadium (14th), Washington Stadium (15th), Philadelphia Stadium
(16th), Toronto Maple Leaf Gardens (17th), Boston Fenway Park Coliseum
(18th), Memphis Coliseum (19th), Cincinnati Crosley Park (20th), St. Louis
Busch Stadium (21st), Shea Stadium New York (23rd), Seattle Municipal
Stadium (25th), Los Angeles Dodge Stadium (28th), finishing up at the San
Francisco Stadium (29th). Back in Britain the Beatles will spend September
writing numbers for the new film shooting of which is planned to start in

October and it is hoped to arrange a British tour before the end of the year.
Meantime their current single “Paperback Writer” coupled with “Rain” is set
for release on Parlophone on June 10th with a pre-release in the States of June
3rd on Capitol.
American artist Ben E. King just arrived in Britain for a two-week stay

playing club dates and TV promoting his latest Atlantic single “So Much In
Love” published by Screen Gems. King has been brought to Britain under the
auspices of the Roy Tempest Organization who already has the Drifters and
Patti La Belle completing tours here. The Inkspots are due in June 3rd for a
two week stay and on the same date Roy C who is currently riding high in the
British charts with “Shotgun Wedding” comes in for p.a.’s and TV. Other
artists due to arrive during the summer months via Roy Tempest are Joe Tex,
Billy Stewart, Irma Thomas, the Orlons, Rufus Thomas, the Crystals, Solomon
Burke, Otis Reading and the Vibrations.
The Kama Sutra catalogue acquired by Pye Records in September last year

and until now distributed on the Pye label will, in future, be issued on its owr
logo. First Kama Sutra issue will feature the Lovin’ Spoonful who have bee^"

instrumental in putting the label on the map as far as Britain is concerned with
their smash hit “Daydream” published by Robbins Music. The boys recently
visited here for p.a.’s and TV and plan to return in the autumn. Kama Sutra
singles will be distributed via independent wholesalers but EPs and LPs will
be available only through Pye sales.

Leslie Gould, managing director of Philips Records in Scandinavia recently
for repertoire meetings in Stockholm, Copenhagen and Oslo. Philips is currently
riding high in the British charts with Dusty Springfield, the Troggs, the Mer-
seys, the Mindbenders, Dave Dee, Dozy, Beaky, Mick & Tich, the Walker
Brothers, the Spencer Davis Group,Wayne Fontana et al, all of whom are
popular in Scandinavia where Gould plans to arrange personal appearances to
take advantage of the current pro-British trend.

Louis Benjamin, managing director of Pye Records, held a private celebration
party at the Pye H.Q. in ATV House. Benjamin presented the boys with a Gold

by Philips five months ago is proving to be a steady seller. Disk jockeys have
been giving airtime to one particular track “La Peregrinacion” and this has
brought about so many enquiries that Philips is issuing it as a single. Other

Socorro from Buenos Aires and the solo voices of Argentinian folk group los

Fronterizos.

Lisa Shane, understudy for Barbra Streisand and who will take over in

“Funny Girl” when Streisand’s 14-week season ends, has been signed to a

recording contract by Pye Records. First single will be a Burt Bacharach-Hal
David composition “Come And Get Me” published by Belinda.

The score from the Universal Production “A Man Could Get Killed” starring

James Garner and Belina Mercouri has not only provided Bert Kaempfert with
the opportunity of writing his first musical score but has given singles chart
success to Frank Sinatra with the “Strangers In The Night” theme issued on
Reprise and published by Leeds. Kaempfert’s instrumental version is available

on Polydor and a Jack Jones vocal is on London. Kaempfert’s “A Man Could
Get Killed” soundtrack album is on Brunswick.

The preliminary round of the “German Pop Music Festival” is over but no
one knows which of the 18 entries will be left for the final rounds as the re-
sults are just starting to come in now. Let’s start from the top. A jury of the
new organization for the festival which is the “Organization For the Ad-
vancement of German Dance and Entertainment Music” choose 18 tunes from
the over 400 entries for the first round. The new organization differs greatly
from the group which led the festival in years past in that the GEMA is not
in the festival and the record industry is also not represented in the organiza-
tion which led to the boycott of the festival by several major firms. Although
the organization has changed, the rules for the prelims and finals have re-
mained pretty much the same. The 18 tunes which were presented by 18 art-
ists will be judged by the public in the hall at the prelims which took place in
Berlin and 3000 selected viewers by Germany’s “Infra-Test” the public poll
organization in this country. Results will lead to 12 finalists to be presented
in Baden-Baden on June 25th at the finals. Interesting to note was the fact that
at last year’s festival, 16 foreign artists and 8 German artists presented the
24 tunes in the prelims and this year 12 German artists and only 6 foreigners
were on hand to present the 18 prelim entries. Also for the first time a German
emcee will be on hand. In the past, a Swiss lass handled the emcee chores. 14
of the tunes in the prelims were handled by female artists and only 4 by male.
A new top executive comes to the record industry as Dieter Weidenfeldt

leaves his job as deejay on Radio Luxemburg to take over as pop production
chief of Electrola Records the EMI affiliate here which has been without a
production chief since Gunter Ilgner left the firm to take over the reigns at
Poly dor and Heinz Gietz went under the indie producers. Weidenfeldt takes
over the job on July 1st of this year reports for the trade paper “Musikmarkt”
and this marks the first time in many years that a new face enters the ranks
of the top executives on the German record scene.

Ralph Maria Siegel is the proud publisher of a new LP called “Why” and
featuring the City Preachers. The reason that Ralph’s so proud is that the
songs were written by Ralph Maria Siegel Jr. Any more questions? Oh yes,
the album is selling!

Ariola reports that the instrumental “Desert Island” written by singer-com-
poser Michael Holm has sold over 350,000 records in Japan and is now being
re-released for Germany where it stirred up no action whatsoever during its

original release.
Metronome records has two hot U.S. singles at the head of their promotion

list. Both “Good Lovin’ ” from the Young Rascals and “Come On Let’s Go”
from the McCoys are getting the big push.
CBS star Bernd Spier just returned from a 3 week jaunt to Kenya in Africa

where he not only had a sensational success in clubs but also knocked the
natives out with his guitar and his tunes.
Connie Francis will return to Germany in the next few days for another TV

performance to push her new single release here.
Ex-U.S. deejay Charlie Hickman is set to emcee the 3 Beatles concerts here

in Germany in June. Charlie now has his own series on Radio Luxemburg in

German as well as radio by Hamburg Radio and several TV shows. His first

Polydor recording also sold quite well.

Peter Kirsten dropped by to tell us that his young publishing firm “Altus
Music” is looking for foreign partners for trade-out numbers. Peter’s got 3 of

the numbers in the new Horst Jankowski LP which is now out in the states.

That’s it for this week in Germany.

HOLLAND
Britain’s Kinks made a 3-day tour of Holland recently which was one of the

most successful tours ever made by any British group. There were capacity
crowds at Groningen, Den Helder, The Hague, and Beverwijk, while the Kinks’
show at Utrecht was attended by a record breaking crowd of some 25,000
fans. Especially because of the Utrecht show. Kinks got front cover headlines
in the national press, hailing the highly successful presentation of the num-
ber 1 group of Holland’s Hit Parade. A quick return visit immediately was
discussed by impresario Paul Acket which will result in a mammoth show in

a town in the middle of Holland in early October. The gross receipts of the
Kinks May tour of Holland surpassed that of the Beatles and Rolling
Stones in Holland.

Bovema’s Capitol label rushed out the first single of America’s new hit
wave Mrs. Elva Miller, marking her very personal stamp on such hits as “A
Lover’s Concerto” and “Downtown.” Capitol’s chief Kruyze has high hopes
that radio plugging, special sales campaigns and articles in the press will be
oil on the fire for the Miller sound in this country. The album, “Millers Great-
est Hits” will be released very soon.

NCRV’s TV-broadcast of “The Music Of Lennon-McCartney” show, featur-
ing a great number of EMI-artists, has been a tremendous success. Bovema’s
reps are working the market with the whole repertoire involved.

Columbia having an extensive series of Compagnons de la Chansons re-
cordings under its wings, sent special display material to dealers on spots
where this French group appeared in concert. Tilburg, Enschede, Rotterdam,
The Hague and Amsterdam were among those places.

Label chief Cees Pompe of Bovema’s Columbia reports that Indonesian vo-
calist Tina Yong did her first waxing for the label. The lark sings titles

“Rangkaiyan Melati” and “Suling Bambu,” supported by the Shepherds. Tina
Yong does vocals with Columbia’s krontjong group “Lief Java.

Capitol’s Kruyze also happily reports that the Beach Boys now have taken
the nr. 1 spot on this country’s Hit Parade with “Sloop John B.”
HMV’s Johnny Jordaan did his rendition of the famous “Madeira” song on

Willem O’Duys’ TV show last week.

Gramophonehouse’s Atlantic label this week released several new albums
by the Young Rascals, Herbie Mann, John Coltrane, Don Cherry, Barbara
Lewis and Esther Phillips.

The Dutch pop market is happy to feel an increasing influence of the highly
commercial Anglo-American beat scene. Label managers from Holland’s
largest company. Phonogram, keep reporting to us impressing hit parade po-
sitions of English and American beat toppers in their country; Anton Wit-
kamp and Frank Visser from Phonogram’s Adds and Press Depts, added that
newspapers put a very strong accent in their record reviews and other arti-

cles on this particular side of the record market. Large sales successes with
the Stones, the Pretty Things, the Knickerbockers, the Walker Brothers, the
Small Faces, Spencer Davis, James Brown, Them, the Animals, Alan Price,
the Who, the Mindbenders, the Bobby Fuller Four and others have also led to
new recording activities with beat groups from Dutch speaking sources. The
Philips-Fontana group has contracted Dutch beat groups with a definite style
of their own and with fan clubs and large popularity like the HET Quartet
(Op Art style), Q65, Cuby and the Blizzards and the Falcons. The key word
is ‘Blitz,’ meaning “the bitter end.” Apart from these groups, there is a strong
demand for Rhythm & Blues in which Philips has a very solid item in
pianist-singer-organ player Rob Hoeke and his R & B group. Hoeke, a dis-
covery from a Jazz Festival in 1963 as a boogie-woogie pianist, is scoring
high again with a new single, “Margio” and “Rigmore” on Philips.

The Blue Diamonds, Dutch-Indonesian vocal male duo Ruud and Riem de
Wolff, holders of Golden and Platinum Records, made a very successful ten-
day tour through Germany, at the end of May. They performed in large cities

like Hamburg and Stuttgart. Popular Dutch girl singer Trea Dobbs (19) is on
the Viennese hit parade with a Decca recording in German, entitled “ZahT
Auf Mich” (Count On Me). As a result of that success, charming and talented
Trea Dobbs was invited by famous Caterina Valente to sing in the coming
Valente Shows for Dutch broadcasting company “Avro” this summer. Also
featured in these TV productions will be German singer actress Hildegarde
Knef.

Otto Vriezenberg of Phonogram expressed his gratitude to his French
Philips colleagues in Paris for contracting the fabulous accordion player
France Fallone. This young lady, the worthy successor of Yvette Horner, is

one of the greatest promises among young instrumental virtuosos in the world.
Her first Philips album offers flawless interpretations by the lark of such
French accordion standards as “Perles De Cristal” and “Reine De Musette.”

The fast selling Decca topper “I Put A Spell On You,” swinging waltz with
Ray Charles influences by the Alan Price Set, has also renewed the demand
in Holland for the original version by Nina Simone. Nina, under Philips con-
tract now, made a TV show in the Netherlands last winter. She is on the
market there with five LP albums, among them her latest album “Let It All
Out” in which she gives her very personal vocal and instrumental version of
Ellington’s “Mood Indigo.”

For the first time since its start in 1947, the coming Holland Festival (June
15th-July 15th) will feature Jazz music this year. There will be concerts in

Amsterdam, Rotterdam, The Hague and Utrecht in the month of July with
the Misja Mengelberg Quartet, Rita Reys & the Pirn Jacobs Trio and the
German group of Albert Mangelsdorff, while negotiations are still on with
American pianist Cecil Taylor. Pianist-composer Mengelberg is the Dutch
musician who played with the late Eric Dolphy on his last session (“Last
Date,” Fontana), a Phonogram recording that received 5 stars in Down Beat
and helped keep Dolphy’s memory alive in the Hall of Fame.

Recent CBS additions to the popular LP field include an Album by The

Brothers Four, entitled “The Honey Wind Blows”, a 2-record set, entitled

“Hi Fi Companion” by Ray Conniff, His Chorus and Orchestra, as ^ a

special Album containing Dance music by various Orchestras such as Kay

Conniff, Percy Faith, Les Elgart, Ernie Heckscher and Skitch Henderson.

Recent Albums in the jazz LP field include Erroll Garner s After Mid-

night” as well as an Album, entitled “Now Hear Our Meanin by The Kenny

Clarke/Francy Boland Big Band.

LATIN-AMERICAN HITS
TODAY & YESTERDAY
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The sky-blue Decca label is appearing more and more frequently in the
record library of our young people, who, as we reported, constitute the great
percentage of the record buyers. The dynamic progress in the pop field of the
Decca line, is strictly connected with the new program of the firm conceived
by its prexy Bacchini, and the new promotion particularly concentrated on
the pop production.
As a result of this new dynamic work which brings again the name of

Decca to the list of the best selling discs of our country, we wish just to
mention four Decca singles which are presently listed among the top twenty
in our charts.
The first one is “19th Nervous Breakdown” by the Rolling Stones, a record

just released fifteen-days-ago, and thanks to a really dynamic action, immedi-
ately put under the spotlight, reaching in these two weeks the 4th place on
the hit parade.

Also the second best selling disc of Decca is by the Rolling Stones. This is

the first disc ever sung in Italian by an English group. Title is “Con Le Mie
Lacrime,” whose successful Italian version is directly connected with the
initiative of Negro who recently entered Decca as head of the Light Music
dept.
The third of the Decca best selling discs, is “Memphis Tennessee” sung of

course by Tom Jones, whose name has become popular over here, in a really
short time, then, to conclude our list there is another Rolling Stones’ hit
“Satisfaction” which was Number 20 this week, is climbing fast. Thanks
therefore to the present moment, which is particularly favourable to the
“Groups” and to the “beat,” but thanks also to the new dynamism of Decca,
the popularity of the Rolling Stones is growing and growing in Italy and
actually it can quite be compared to the Beatles’ fame, even in our territory.
There is also another group that is following the success of the Beatles and

the Rolling Stones: this is an Itailan group, who as reported last week, with
its peculiar “sound” will surely appeal even in the birthplace of the “beat”:
we refer to Equipe 84, who, as announced by Ricordi, will tour England and
United States and will be strongly promoted in that country, as ambassadors
of the Italian “beat”. Equipe 84 has reached this week the third position on
our charts, and his record of “Resta” is still climbing. We can easy foresee
that the disc will reach the top position, presently held by “Michelle” by the
Beatles (Carisch),

Continuing our examination of the hit parade this week, we also have to
note the sudden, but not unexpected return of Rita Pavone (RCA Italiana),
whose recording of “11 Geghege’ ” is appearing for the first time at the 10th
place of the charts. Rita Pavone is presently the protagonist of the top TV
Show “Studio Uno.” The weekly performance of Rita Pavone is demonstrating
the great qualities of this petite top artist. Her new number which just en-
tered the charts, is the opening song of her Saturday performance under the
TV spotlight, welcomed not only by the young, but by all the TV audience.
And now news concerning Ariston Records: our friend Bruno Lauzi entered

as a member of the Ariston family, signing a new long term pact with the
firm. We have to remind that Bruno Lauzi when recording for CGD, was pro-
duced by Alfredo Rossi (owner of Ariston), we have to say that this was not
unexpected news. By the way we have received his first record issued under
the Ariston label “Una Donna Del Sud” b/w “Domani Ti Diranno.” First title

is a really marvelous romantic ballad which is making a strong contrast at
this moment, but we are sure it will appeal to the youngsters, who are still

sentimental people.
From CGD we have received a package containing their new releases of

their international repertoire. First of all we have paid special attention to
the first disc released by CGD under the CBS mark, which, even if no official

announcement has been given, is now distributed by CGD. These first discs
include two Bob Dylan releases: “Highway 61 Revisited” b/w “Can You Please
Crawl Out Of Your Window?” and “The Times They Are A-(3hangin’ ” b/w
“Subterranean Homesick Blues.” These records are introducing for the first

time to our public the great talent of Bob Dylan.
Also released under the CBS mark was a new disc by the Minstrels; the

group is presenting a new Italian tune, penned by Donida & Mogol, the world
known composers and author of “A1 Di La.” Title of this new song is “Grazie
Grazie” published originally by Ricordi. Flip side of the disc is “In The Hills
Of Shiloh.”
The “beat” side is represented in this group of CBS releases by the Byrds,

who are presenting “It Won’t Be Wrong” b/w “Set You Free This Time.”
Then proposed by the Brothers Four, a number recorded some time ago by the
“Voice,” Frank Sinatra, “It Was A Very Good Year” b/w “Wild Colonial Boy,”
concludes the list of the new CBS releases.

But we have to mention again the name of Bob Dylan in announcing the
latest release of the Warner Bros trio Peter, Paul and Mary, who have re-

corded two songs penned by Bob: “When The Ship Comes In” and “The Times
They Are A-Changin’.” Also Peter, Paul & Mary are not unknown in this

country even if they have not yet reached a good sales success. Their names
have been introduced to the public by the specialized press, and we think
therefore that there should be a reaction on their new release.

“I Will” and the 4-years-ago hit “Send Me The Pillow You Dream On” are
the tunes chosen for the new disc by Dean Martin issued under the Reprise
label. We think that the easy flowing melody of “I Will” can easily appeal to

the Italian public too, as it happened in the States, and the new Dean Martin
disc can have a good sales success.

To end the list of the American discs issued this week by CGD we have to

mention Teddy Randazzo presenting “Soul” b/w “You’re Not That Girl Any-
more.”

First of all we have to speak enthusiastically about an original Italian re-

lease of Guy Marchand, issued under the Riviera label: the song chosen for
this Italian debut of this French talent is “L’Appassionata” that will surely
meet the approval of our public. Title is backed with “Vi Vedo Perplessa.”
The name of Marie LaForet, returns on the record scene with another Ital-

ian release issued under the Festival label: the titles chosen this time are “A
Domani Amore” and “Si.” “A Domani Amore” which we stress out, is already
obtaining a good reaction, and CGD is well promoting this disc.

Latest news: a group of top representatives of the Italian record industries,

have fixed a meeting at Capo Boi (in Sardinia) for a change of opinion and
for the discussion on some of the most outstanding problems concerning the
Italian record market. They are trying to find the basis for a common policy
on the market, to find a system to protect themselves from the counterfeiting
of some pop best-selling records (which during the past year provoked a big
scandal here), to find a way to have better co-operation from the representa-
tives of the promotional media (Radio, TV, Festivals and so on) and other
matters directly connected with the record and musical industry. We don’t

have yet the complete list of the participants of this meeting, but we know
that Mintangian of Durium, Omato of RCA Italiana, Minchin of EMI Italiana,

Bacchini of Decca Italiana, have taken part in it. Conceiver and organizer of

the meeting was Walter Guertler, head of SAAR.
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ENTINA
Music Hall is launching the Pye catalog this week in Argentina, through

four albums recorded by some of the top artists belonging to this British
label. Names are Sounds Orchestral, the Searchers, the Kinks and Sandie
Shaw, and Luis Calvo, one of the diskery’s toppers, announced that there will

be a corresponding number of singles to reinforce promotion of these artists.

MH’s prexy, Nestor Selasco, is continuing his world wide tour, and has re-
ported the arrangement of new contracts with labels Ember, Alegre, Cox,
and Ce.
Each new release by Palito Ortega—currently in Europe—is news, and the

most recent RCA outing, “Convivir,” seems to be heading to big sales marks,
as have most of the artist’s previous efforts. As we commented before, Palito’s

album with the music of “Mi Primera Novia,” his latest film, will probably
appear among the top selling albums of 1966, thus continuing a success last-

ing about five years, something exceptional for pop music in this country. Of
course, RCA is devoting plenty of promotion to this record.

Lucio Milena’s Milrom organization reports that a promotion campaign is

being held in behalf of “Lei Mi Aspetta,” Italian song originally cut by Gene
Pitney (here released by CBS) and Nicola De Bari (Fermata),^ and here by
Claudio and the same Lucio Milena (Disc Jockey), los Cinco Latinos (Quinto)
and Claudia (Odeon Pops).
Odeon is releasing the well known Mexican hit, “La Banda Borracha,” in

two versions: by tropical music group los Wawaned and by regional artist

Canuto. Among the diskery’s best selling records appears the previous record-
ing by los Wawanco, “Quiero Un Sombrero,” along with several waxings by
the Beatles (Michelle), local artist Yaco Monti (“Siempre Te Recordare”) and
Claude Ciari’s instrumental, “La Plage.”

Public Relations man Roberto Quirno infos that Brazilian artist Yuyu Da
Silva will stay during 1966 in Buenos Aires, recording for Disc Jockey and
shooting a film directed by Carlos Borsani under the title of “Panchito En
Buenos Aires”. She has recorded two of the tunes, which will appear as a
single: “La Hormiguita” and “El Chupetin”. Another DJ artist, Rosamel
Araya, has been considered “the most popular pop artist” after a research
made by one of the local public opinion organizations.
CBS reports the inking of teen actor and singer Sergio Mas, born in the

province of Cordoba, and the recording of his first singles for the label. Mas
performs weekly on Channel 13, in the “Sabados Circulares” Saturday after-
noon spot, and will soon appear on the same Channel as actor. Melodic singer
Robetro Yanes will soon start a new tour. Next July he’ll jet to Bogota, Cara-
cas, Puerto Rico and Miami, returning to San Pablo, Rio and Buenos Aires after
three months of travelling. He’s currently performing on Channel 9 and is

recording a new LP.
Phonogram is releasing the first album of folk songstress Mercedes Sosa,

one of the main names in the new stream of artists in this field. The LP in-

cludes titles like “Zamba Del Riego”, “Quena” and Chilean traditional tunes
“Tonadas De Manuel Rodriguez”. Other outings are a new LP by Edmundo
Rivero, “Espectacular”, and the second album hy Mina, “Studio Uno”.
H y R Records is outing an album by tango lark Mercedes Simone, featuring

several standards like “Motivo Sentimental”, “Tu Llegada” and, of course,
“La Cumparsita”, Arrangements and the orchestra have been directed by
Emilio Brameri, and several doubles and singles have been culled from this
album. Other HyR items are two LP’s cut originally by Combo in Italy by
the Stella Alpina Chorus and Calabrese artists Franco Mazzitelli, Daniela
Zagarese, and Mario Lombardi.
From San Juan, Puerto Rico, we have received a postcard from the Mac Ke

Mac’s, reporting good success in their appearances at the Caribe Hilton and
WAPA-TV. The contract will last a couple of weeks, and afterwards the group
will continue its tour.
Lagos Publishers informs us that next month they will print a series of

fifteen kiddie songs, written by Carlos Guastavino and Leon Benaros. Maria
Helena would record these songs for use at school, since they cover different
aspects of teaching. The purpose is to renew the material currently available
for first-grade school, considered too old for practical use.
Trova continues its plan of strong jazz releases, with the labels it represents

and several interesting local recordings. Some of the latest Contemporary re-
cordings are “Relax”, by Gerry Wiggins, and “Jazz Giant” by Benny Carter,
while under the Pacific Jazz banner the news is an LP by tenor saxist Bud
Shank.

Julio Korn Publishers reports that they have the rights to several tunes
appearing in the “Un Disco Per L’Estate” RAI TV Contest, which is being
held in Italy. Titles are “La Porta Dell’Amore”, “Cuando La Prima Stella”,
“Non Vorrei Volerti Bene”, “Se La Vieta E Cosi” and “L’Uomo D’Oro”, and
have been recorded originally by Betty Curtis, Orietta Berti, Franco Tozzi,
Tony del Monaco and Caterina Caselli. For its record division, Diskorn, JK
arranged the representation of US label Hickory.

Liliana Paz of Smart Music reports that the pubbery has the rights to three
songs from the repertoire of Brazilian star Altemar Dutra: “Somos Iguales”,
“El Telefono” and “Sei La”. Dutra is a good seller in this market and good
results are expected from these tunes.

Ricardo Romero of Belter, recently established in Argentina, sends word
about the success of the two first LP’s of this label released in Buenos Aires:
Lola Flores and Manolo Escobar. Other LP’s are ready for marketing in the
near future, and Romero hopes Belter will establish itself firmly in this coun-
try.

Surco reports the release of a single by the Young Rascals, with their re-
cent US hit, “Good Lovin’ ” and “Mustang Sally”. On the European side, Surco
is releasing an album with several cabaret tunes recorded by artists such as
Paul Morgan, Marlene Dietrich and Hilde Hildebrand. This LP was recorded
originally by Telefunken.
Fermata Publishers report that new group los In has recorded for CBS the

oncoming Lennon-McCartney hit, “Girl”, as part of their first single. Para-
guayan group los Teen Agers has cut “Cunado Mas Lejos Estoy”, “Una Casa
En La Cima Del Mundo”, “Michelle” and “lo Ti Daro Di Piu”, for new label
Neptuno, while Segio Ponti, for Music Hall, has cut also “Girl”. The pubbery
has also the rights to “7 Uomini D’Oro”, included in a film being screened on
these days, and French hit “Mon Credo”.
Neumann Publishers reports the recording of “Tan Solo Un Loco Amor”, by

Nito Mores for Music Hall, who will also cut “Desnudate”, another tango
premiered by Nestor Fabian and now recorded for Odeon by Hector Beltran.

“Desnudate” will be also recorded by Tango Orchestra Di Paulo for RCA and
Fulvio Salamanca on Music Hall.

Ala Nicky Records informs us about the release of a single by Italian artist

Armando Docetti: “La Spiaggia Sara Vuolta” and “La Pioggia E Diventata
Nieve”, recorded originally for Primo of that country, and another one by
tango Orchestra Osvaldo Piro: “Dice Una Guitarra” and “Disonante”. For folk

fans there is a single by el Bagualero Salteno: “El Patron” and “La Linduara”.

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Canadian talent records, and good ones, have been appearing in copious
quantities lately. “1-2-5” by the Haunted on Quality is making the chart scene
all across the country. “My Kinda Guy” by the Willows on MGM is another
good disc that gives every indication of becoming a big seller in very short
order. Myma Lorrie’s new Gaiety single has just been released. The Garry
Paxton-penned side of the new outing, “Just Count The Tears I’m Gone” is a
good country record. Myma wrote the song on the flip side, a part narration
item entitled “Your Special Day.” Country jocks will do a lot of business on
this pairing. A two week stint at Toronto’s Edison Hotel is coming up for the
artist in July. The King Bees are about to ride high with their new Quality
single, “I Can’t Explain.” Good reaction from middle of the road programmers
has been noted by Leeds’ A1 Allbutt on the latest outing by the Rhythm Pals.
It is an extremely professional sound from the group entitled “Watch Your
Step.” Best of the new Canadian talent releases to cross this desk in a long
time is Gary Buck’s latest on Capitol. Produced in Nashville by Happy Wilson,
Gary has what shapes up as a real winner with a comedy approach based on
the Get Smart material tagged, “Sorry About That Chief.” Top forty and pop
formats of all kinds should flock to this one as well as the C&W broadcasters.
A good R&B side is the latest effort by David Clayton Thomas and his group
the Bossmen. It’s on DuflF Roman’s Roman Records distributed by Capitol.
“Brain Washed” has everything a record needs to make it a big hit. It’s very
much in the Animals’ bag, and with but a little help from Canadian deejays,
coast to coast (and that coast to coast is the key to making a Canada-first hit)
it’ll make them sit up and take notice in the good old U.S.A. Good to hear
Georgia Gibbs back on the wax scene in a big way with her updating on “Kiss
Of Fire.” Jocks with memories will dig this sound, although “Her Nibbs” has
given it an entirely different and updated reading this time out. Hot on the
heels of the release of their good LP, Little Caesar and the Consuls figure to
shake up the scene with a single pairing lifted from the LP. Top side would
appear to be “A Thousand Miles Away,” perfectly suitable for all time periods
of the broadcast day. Flip side could come in for some air exposure too. It’s a
rouser, “Just Like Romeo And Juliet.” London could well have a large-type
instrumental on their hands with the extremly pretty offering on Monument by
the Ernie England Orchestra, “Merci Cherie.” Another single that could cause
a large stir around the London branches from coast to coast could be the latest
on Liberty by the Deep Six. It’s a Bob Lind-penned outing called “Counting.”
Del Shannon has what could be a winner on his latest Liberty wax. This time
around it’s a driving item that the kids should dig. It’s called “For A Little
While.” London will distribute the Etiqueete outing by the Wallers that has
been so big on the U.S. west coast. “It’s You Alone” has been a slow starter
in most Canadian markets, but with the promo forces of London swinging into
action it should pick up momentum in short order. The Ventures figure to have
a chart biggie with their revival of “Blue Star.” It’ll go both pop and middle
of the road routes. A novelty to be considered is the newie on Columbia by
Susan Christie, “I Love Onions” has tested well in key Canadian markets. Billy
Joe Royal looks like a^ shoe in for chart biz with his latest Columbia side,
“Heart’s Desire.”A1 Mair reports good Canada-wide action on the Beau Brum-
mels latest, “One Too Many Mornings.” It’s on Warner Brothers. Some Cana-
dian spinners are going heavily on a Valiant release by the Association, “Along
Comes Mary.” Good bet for big chart action is the latest by Sam the Sham on
MGM, “Lil’ Red Riding Hood.” Another item out of left field on MGM that
could happen if isolated market reaction means anything is “Funny How Love
Can Be” by Danny Hutton. Lee Farley and his Quality people from Halifax to
Vancouver will have a pot full of red hot singles as you read this. Norma
Tanega, B.J. Thomas and Joe Tex all seem sure to smash the chart barrier. The
Dickie Goodman item on Red Bird is stirring up a lot of phone request action
at the deejay level across Canada, remains to be seen just what sales action
will follow on “Batman and His Grandmother.” Appearance of the Batman
comic strip in a number of big circulation Canadian dailies as of May 28th.,
may help record sales.

Corrine Burke, Phonodisc’s lady in Winnipeg, has a red hot album shaping
up in her territory. It’s the new Kapp set by the Waikikis, “Roses And Lollipops
From Hawaii.” Hal Ross had rave notices for the LP when last he was in touch
with C.B. from Toronto’s Phonodisc H.Q. An Amcan single, distributed by
Phonodisc, and spotlighting the vocal talents of Bobby G. Griffith, has been
getting some considerable attention from spinners in the Winnipeg-North-
western Ontario areas. Bobby is from Dryden, Ontario and currently lives and
works in Winnipeg. Novelty item on the disc, “You’re Married Now Jack” is

getting much exposure, but the top side in Winnipeg shapes up as “Cheater
Cheater.” C.B. enjoyed a lengthy visit with one of Canada’s top bookers, Ron
Scribner. Ron’s the boss man of the Toronto-based, Big Land Agency. He has
just completed a Toronto to Victoria and back talent hunt. He reports extremely
good talent has been located and will be booked across the country in the near
future by his agency. Good new pairing by Ritchie Knight and the Mid-Knights
on RCA Victor could be the biggest single for the group since they were all

over the Ontario charts and airwaves some three years back with “Charlena.”
New plug item for the good group is “That’s All Right.” It is most apparent
that the Canadian chart scene has been under close scrutiny around the Kama
Sutra, New York H.Q. of late as “Jug Band Music” by the Lovin’ Spoonful
developed across the country into a smash Canada-first single. “Charlie Tuna”
in touch with C.B. from New York with high praise for efforts of the Canadian
music industry in breaking both “Jug Band” and the current U.S. smash for
the group, . . Make Up Your Mind.” Other American outfits will be casting
similar long glances towards Canada in the not too distant future as a result
of this kind of hit making action here. A1 Mair tells us that Joey Hollingsworth,
now firmly established as a singer with good action on his current Apex single,

“That’s Why I Love You Like I Do,” will shortly embark on an Oriental tour.

A special limited edition LP, “Ten Golden Years” will be released by Decca in

Canada on the occasion of Brenda Lee’s forthcoming Toronto P.A. at the Em-
bassy. She’ll be backed on the date by Ray Hutchinson.

The Decca
artist did his own disc spinning, and even read the news. Richard Patterson,

the only remaining member of the Esquires, in touch this week with a lengthy

written report on the current activities of the new Esquires. According to

drummer Richie they have the best sound that the group has ever put down.

He tells us that Ottawa is a hot bed of Canadian talent, and that the old Capitol

City is using the available talent in. staggering amounts. Great demand for live

groups at as many as eight teen-type dances are on every weekend. The
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Dario Soria, vice president of RCA Victor, stopped on his around-the-world
trip in Japan. He examined the pending problem facing at present and in the
future which he had planned with Yagisawa, director of Nippon Victor, two
years before when he came to Japan. Among the problems examined were:
the problem on the release of Stereo 8 tapes adapted to cars, foreign artist’s

performance schedule, and better contact communication.
While Seven Seas Co., Ltd. tried to introduce Japanese Originals “Aoi

Hitomi” (Blue Eyes), written by Jun Hashimoto and composed by Tadao
Inoue, overseas, many orders and inquiries have been sent to the firm by
eleven countries such as America, Sweden, Norway, France, Belgium, Holland,
Germany, Switzerland, Australia, Finland and Luxemburg. Nippon Columbia,
having released this tune on March 20 with vocals by the Blue Comets, re-
portedly schedules to release the same tune sung in Japanese.

Percy Faith and his Orch., consisting of 45 members, arrived here on May
8 for a fortnight of performances throughout Japan, the first performance of
which was held successfully at Kosei Nenkin Hall in Tokyo on May 11 gather-
ing many fans. This time the performance was planned and held by Nippon
Columbia as one of anniversary events to honor 55 years anniversary since the
firm was established. Stereo LP “All Of Percy Faith” released by the firm in

May to honor their performance held here, reportedly shows rather favorable
sales.

Having tried to research the sales tendency in the Osaka District, most

retailers have had rather good sales achievement to meet with golden holiday
season among the period April 29-May 5, among which Japanese originals
such as “Bara Ga Saita” (Like A Rose) by Mike Maki, or others by the
Spiders, Blue Comets, and Ernie Jackson have conspicuously been selling well.

One of the retailers sent advice saying that record makers are apt to have
over-production, taking no account of seasonable sales tendency when we,
Japanese, meet with a rainy season covering the month of June (worse season
for record sales). In this period, makers must take account of good timing on
the release-chance and must have a limitation of the kinds of released records.
Due to the forecast made by paper and record magazine critics and deejays,

on the will-be-hit category of popular singles for June, the following are seen:
“Bara Ga Saita” on MGM by Johnny Tillotson, “Nowhere Man” on Odeon by
Beatles, “Forty Days” on Odeon by Cliff Richard, “At The Scene” on Odeon
by Dave Clark Five, “Doctor Zhivago” on MGM by MGM Studio Orchestra,
“Sentimental Guitar” on Polydor by Spotnicks, “Love Is Me, Love Is You”
on MGM by Connie Francis.

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It was a busy week in Brazil, internationally speaking: to start with the
presence of Charles Aznavour ( Barclay/RGE) in Sao Paulo, where the inter-
national singer-composer had two personal appearances with TV-Excelsior
(Channel 9) and gave interviews for the press, both in his hotel and in a cock-
tail-party hosted by Enrique Lebendiger and the RGE boys. Another inter-
national attraction who visited this country was Italian songstress Ornella
Vanoni (Ricordi/Chantecler), who was to be seen through TV-Tupi (Channel
4) and in several personal appearances with local private clubs. For her too,
J. Rahmi and the Chantecler crew threw a party where the extroverted and
syrnpathetic lark spoke _to press, radio and TV representatives. Another inter-
national attraction in Sao Paulo is Japanese teen idol Moriyama Kayoko (To-
shuba Records), who appeared in Roberto Carlos’ weekly TV program “Jovem
Guarda” (Young Set) for TV-Record (Channel 7), and was presented to the
large Japanese colony in a theater show which will be filmed for larger audi-
ences; a press conference was also organized for the doe-eyed singing lark. Also
from Japan, came the Tokyo Symphonic Orchestra for presentation at the
“Municipal Theater,” who is also receiving the important visit of Eugene Or-
mandy and his Philadelphia Orchestra, considered a good-seller in the classic
field (Columbia/CBS). This company is making a special promotion for this
occasion.
Another highly interesting happening in the musical field was the presenta-

tion at the “Teatro Maria Della Costa” of a unique program organized by
Maestro Diogo Pacheco, introducing “Teen Music In Classic Style.” A success in
critics and public, the special show was introduced by teen stars Roberto Carlos,
Wanderleia and Erasmo Carlos. The whole program was punctuated with hu-
mor, as Maestro Pacheco told us, “to reach and hold the young public” and
Roberto Carlos and Erasmo Carlos’ compositions, such as “A Volta,” “Mexeri-
cos Da Candinha,” “Quero Que Va Tudo Pr’o Inferno,” “Pescaria” and “Festa
De Arromba,” as well as the Portuguese versions of “The Wanderer” (Lobo
Mau) and “Somehow It Got To Be Tomorrow” (Ternura), as well as other teen
hits of the moment, like “Pega Ladrao,” “Escreva Uma Carta Meu Amor,”
“Alguem Na Multidao” and even the Beatles’ “All My Loving” (Close Your
Eyes) and “A Hard Day’s Night,” were interpreted by soprano Stella Maris,
tenor Eladio Peres Gonzalez and basso Zuinglio Faustini, with Chamber Or-
chestra conducted by Maestro Diogo Pacheco, with Paulo Herculano at the
piano and harpsichord, with arrangements by Maestro Damiano Cozzella. The
teen-music instrumental group Os Bitenicks also took part in some numbers
and the public, who was prepared to react against them, applauded (standing)
and asked for several numbers to be repeated at the end of the show, then the
teen artists fraternized with the classic interpreters, while flash bulbs and
cameras recorded the whole happening for all local newspapers who gave good
coverage to the unedited spectacle. It was up to C.B.D. (Philips) to record the
whole show in order to wax it later and, due to the good publicity involved, it is

At the top of our national best-seller list this week, for the second week
in a row, is the runaway locally produced hit for Bobby Bright and Laurie
Allen, “Hitch Hiker,” a revival of the old Roger Miller song. The deck is re-
leased by EMI on their Parlophone label; the record was produced by Albert
Productions, a division of the publishing house of J. Albert & Son. This record
should be released in all English-speaking countries. It has proved its worth
throughout Australia where our tastes aren’t far removed from those of
England and the United States of America. If “Hitch Hiker” had been pro-
duced in England and reached No. 1 over there, it would be a safe bet that
the rest of the world would be falling over itself to get release rights in for-

eign territories. But since this wasn’t the case it could be quite some time be-
fore we see any real overseas action, if we see any at all. This is a tragedy
for the Australian trade that will eventually “sour” Australian trade execs
against overseas companies. In this day and age there MUST BE two way
traffic, especially in the case of world quality No. 1 hits that originate from
this country.

“ Over the past six to nine months there has been a trend in the production of

local records (singles) that has been becoming a little more disturbing each
week. The problem is the tendency towards similarity of overall sound amongst
local discs; it is now getting to the stage where it is the record with some-
thing diflFerent to offer is the one that stands best chance of success. A case

in point is “Hitch Hiker” by Bobby & Laurie; it has for many years been the

“different” record that has caught the fancy of record buyers, this pattern
can be traced right back to the infancy of the record business around the

world. Many Australian groups are sounding the same, whether or not this

is intentional on the part of some of the artists is beside the point. The fact

remains that similarity is the first thing that will kill the goose that laid the
golden egg. The Australian trade has got a golden goose going for it at the
moment, but there are fears that it cannot last much longer if the present
situation is allowed to continue. The solution is readily available; different

instrumentation, maybe a little larger, but certainly different. Perhaps a
change from the accepted blues-beat type of song would help the cause too.

At the moment this sameness of sound in local records isn’t to the stage of

being a serious headache, but it is starting to have a telling effect on the
"overall sales of records. T'he individual local single isn’t selling at the same
volume of units that the trade expects; most certainly nowhere near the
figure that they were achieving several months back. Of course there are more
local records being released now many of you will say and this must effect the
individual sales. This may be so, but the total output of released (from both
overseas and local sources) hasn’t fluctuated a great deal. Sure there are
more local discs, BUT there are less overseas releases being made. It is pos-
sible for the average young record fan to listen to six records in a row and
he couldn’t be blamed for suggesting that they were all by the same group
using different names. Cash Box has spoken with people in the business, disc-

jockeys and radio station program personnel in particular, on this subject
and it is quite evident that our thoughts are shared by many others. The
general feeling is that “Hitch Hiker” by Bobby & Laurie has achieved national
success simply because it is different. Let this be a lesson to the rest of the

trade which may be looking for a new approach. In the case of the Bobby &
Laurie record, their change resulted in a number one hit; prior to this record
each successive release from Bobby & Laurie was sounding the same as the
others. Obviously the pair were quick to notice that this was creating a sharp
fall-off in sales so they decided to do something about it—with very happy
results for all concerned. We would point out that this article is in no way
intended to “direct” the recording industry of Australia; it is intended to alert

the trade to what Cash Box believes could stem the tide of success that local

records have already achieved. There is a huge world market out there that
is more likely to quickly respond to a top-quality product with a difference,

than it is to a record that sounds just like a duplication of what overseas
countries are producing themselves.

The New Bootlegging Law

Half A Cure

It all started last November with a small news item

from the State of Washington. After raising their state

tax on cigarettes from 7 cents to 11 cents per pack, the

heads of office expected to pull in much new revenue,

but when the books showed a 4.4 dropoff in tax returns,

an investigation was, as they say, “launched.” And what
did they turn up but a trickle of cigarette bootlegging

across the Oregon border. Oregon was tax free on

smokes, and some of the citizens had trucks and eve-

nings to spare.

The trickle exploded into a tidal wave when New York

City put a 4 cent excise and a 2 cent sales tax on the

already heavily loaded pack of cigarettes. New York

State had, in August, doubled their tax from 5 to 10

cents, and the grand total of 16 cents, plus the Federal

excise charge, brought New York City cigarette vending

operators to the breaking point. Sales and collections

dropped 30 to 40 per cent; routes were off their usual

business by as much as a third.

North Carolina, almost overnight, became the major

source of supply for bootleg smokes, coming up to New

York City by the truckload. Almost anyone who had a

motor vehicle, from a station wagon to a moving van,

could go out and buy cigarettes at the local price, hire a

driver and send off at least one shipment every day. Even

some drivers were paid off in free cartons.

New York State, in an effort to stop the flow, sent out

teams of “investigators,” who investigated by parking in

the bushes by highway restaurants and writing down

license numbers. There are a lot of highway restaurants

between New York and North Carolina (and, we assume,

a sufficient number of bushes) so New York went out and

hired sixty extra tax investigators.

The New York City cigarette operator was, all this

time, caught in the middle between governments and

moonlighters. His business was dropping and still is. Gen-

eral cigarette sales are off by 14 per cent. The city and

state, instead of raking in revenue, have lost $25,000,-

000 because of the bootlegging, and merchants claim

they have lost as much as $138,000,000. How much the

vending operator has lost, no one exactly knows.

The State of New York has also blamed nearly every-

one except the tax for the results of the tax; they have

chastised the public, pointed fingers at North Carolina
t,

and have, finally, blamed the bootlegger.

On Tuesday, May 24th, Governor Rockefeller signed

into law a bill spearheaded by the New York Cigarette

Merchandisers Association. It provides that (1) no per-

son may bring more than two cartons of tax-free ciga-

rettes into New York from another State (2) a person

found in possession of more than 25 cartons of un-
,

stamped (state and city sales tax stamps) cartons is;^

automatically subject to arrest on the charge of boot-^

legging (3) a person convicted on a first offense of boot -

1

legging will be fined $250 and may be liable to a prison*^

sentence of up to six months and (4) a person convicted

on a second offense will be fined $2500 and sentenced

to one year in prison, plus a $25 penalty for each contra-

band carton found in his possession.
‘

The extra tax investigators mentioned now have pow-^
ers, under the new law, which, in effect, make themg
peace officers.

The new law provides some relief to the cigarette op-j|

erator and for that, we cheer. But there is also a danger^
in the law. One of its side effects may very well be to J

push the amateur bootlegger out of the picture and usher

in the professional. Those who have living memory of I

the Prohibition Era, or anyone who has read American

history of the past fifty years, can predict the results.

It is probably too much to expect that the state and

city will take the pressure off the operator and the public

—and the profit away from the bootlegger—by lowering

the excise and sales taxes. That would make too muchJ
sense. Even now, in Los Angeles, the mayor has asked the

city council to double the local tax to four cents a pack.

From Oregon to Washington to North Carolina to New
York to Los Angeles—the disease is spreading.

The new law is the first remedy given the cigarette

operator and we applaud its passage. But no disease is

stopped by a half-cure. Something more is needed from >

the state and city. A little common sense, perhaps.

English Games to be
Taxed: Exchequer

From London, the following item
on coin machine taxes. A Parliamen-
tary report on the taxes is expected,
and the new law’s effect on the Eng-
lish coin scene will be studied in a
Cash Box article to be published soon.

LONDON—As expected, Mr. Callag-
han, Chancellor of the Exchequer in
his budget speech confirmed that he
intends to go ahead and tax Betting
and Gaming (as reported in the Cash
Box Export Quarterly of April 9th).
As from October 1st there will be

a licence duty of £75 ($210) for each
coin operated gaming machine opera-
ted by a 6d coin and £37. 10. 0.

($104) for machines operated by
coins of less value than 6d. This
licence fee which is payable by the
machine owner is expected to yield
£8 million this year and £17 million
in a full year.

In the case of casinos and bingo
halls duty will be based on ratable
value ranging from a minimum of
£500 ($1400) to £50,000 ($140,000).
The new tax will not be applied to
amusement machines with modest
prizes in amusement arcades and
fairs as authorised under the Betting
and Gaming and Lotteries Act of
1963.
The Chancellor also announced that

the 10% import surcharge tax would

be discontinued as from November

—

a move likely to curtail buying from
abroad during the interim period.

rate division of Color-Sonics to ex-
plore the extensive use of our ma-
chine in these other areas.” Green
announced that Saul Knazick, vice
president of Color-Sonics, would head
up this new division.

Knazick revealed that Color-Sonics
has been approached by a number of
large corporations for discussions on
how to best utilize the Color-Sonics
machine. “A major industrial firm is

considering its use on college cam-
puses for the sole purpose of recruit-

ing future corporation personnel,”

Knazick disclosed.

Color-Sonics Theatre is capable of

playing up to 130 minutes of cartridge
time, 26 cartridges up to 5 minutes
each. The machines would be placed
at strategic locations around the
college campuses and would contain
featurettes specifically prepared by
the company, for the college student.
The company films may be used in

conjunction with entertainment films.

Another application of this machine
by industry that is currently being

employees of large corporations, and
to the general public as a public re-
lations effort.

Other areas being investigated by
Color-Sonics, Knazick stated, are with
travel agencies and airlines (with a
push of a button a prospective trav-
eler could see a brief film detailing
highlights of a particular city or
resort); new employee indoctrination;
new product presentations; educa-
tional (special courses can be sup-
plemented with a visual presentation
swiftly and easily with this machine);
public service (messages can be
shown in public areas and meeting
spots concerning health hints, acci-
dent prevention, good government,
etc.); and, of course, the utilization
by advertising agencies and corporate
sales promotion department.
“There are many agencies that

have already approached us in regard
to ‘buy time’ on our jukebox-theatres
which will be placed in cocktail
lounges, bars, bowling alleys and
other locations throughout the coun-
try. We are presently considering the
application of this during ‘non-play’
time on these juke-box theatres,”
Knazick said.
Knazick explained that Color-

Sonics’ decision to explore the many
applications of their machine was
dictated by the “advantages in the
technical areas we have accomplished
with our current apparatus in regards
to multiple selection, large screen
size and extended high-fidelity audio.”

PROFILE ON A

Sol Tabb: All Black, All White, All Rosy
Sol Tabb’s coin machine career began
in the thirties when he formed Hy-Sol

Vending with Hy Jaffe, operating

amusement machines in Brooklyn

about ten years ago he sold his in-

terest in Hy-Sol, embarked for the

promised land of Florida and opened
as Mar-Tab Vending in Miami and Fort

Lauderdale. Mar-Tab ojjerates a wide
line of games, phonographs and vend-

ing machines covering most of the

state. Early this year, he bought out
the local Scopitone route and took over

its operation. Via telephone from
Miami, Tabb gave his opinions on get-

ting and keeping locations, industry

problems, public relations, and Tabb.

Q. You have a large route

—

A. I’ve got 3500 pieces "of equipment
in 1700"locations and I know all about
every one of ’em. I have a complete
record of every machine, every loca-

tion. If a bar owner calls me up and
says, ‘Sol, your juke box is giving me
trouble,’ I go to my card file and I

look up this man’s card and I say,

‘Now, wait a minute. Yau had a bent
coin stuck in there two months ago’

—

and he says to me, ‘Sol, how do you
know so much?’ and I say to him
‘Because I wanta know; it’s my busi-
ness to know my business.’ Now the
operator is the backbone of this in-

dustry, but he’s gotta know how to
merchandise — nobody merchandises
anymore. They stick the machine on
the route and they forget about it. But
I know that this is a highly specialized
business and we’ve got to merchandise.
Q. What do you mean by merchandise?
A. Well, we’ve got to come to the time
when operators and distributors and
manufacturers can sit down and talk
to each other and exchange ideas.
Look, you get six distributors and' six
operators and six manufacturers and
they’ve all got ideas. Use one. Take
your first step and get going. Take
one idea and all these people go back
to their local area and they drum it
up for their local people. Plant the
seed, plant the seed—not like weeds;
weeds grow wild. But we’ve got to
sit down with operators and manufac-
turers and merchandise these products.
No one ever asked me, in all the years
I’ve been in the coin machine business—no one ever asked me, ‘Sol, what
would you like to see on this piece of
equipment ?

’

Q. These meetings—you mean on a
local level?
A. No. It’s got to come from the top
and filter down.
Q. You mean take the leading people
and have them meet?
A. Yeah, but not just one meeting.
You gotta have meeting after meet-
ing—maybe four meetings a year.
Hold one in Miami, one in Chicago,
one in New York, one in Los Angeles.
You have one meeting and it does
nothing. Keep saying it over and over:
‘merchandise, merchandise.’
Q. Now

—

A. You know what they say about
repetition ?

Q. What?
A. After a while it becomes gospel.
Now_ think of some guy who keeps
hearing about rrierchandising. Over
and over he hears it. After a blue
moon he picks up; the phone and he
calls the head guy in his area and he

says, ‘Listen, I agree with you. What
are some more of these ideas?’ We
have to come to a time when we ex-
change ideas. You know what the big-
gest thorn in the side of this industry
is ?

Q. What?
A. Mistrust. Mistrust among opera-
tors. Everybody’s scared to exchange
ideas; they’re afraid somebody’s going
to use it against them. I’m not afraid.
This is competition. Competition makes
me think. Today you can’t be in busi-
ness without thinking. I want to look
on the rosy side of this business—

I

think it’s a great business—I love it!

I love the excitement of it. I

—

Q. You said mistrust.
A. Right. Mistrust really comes all

the way -down from the manufacturer
to the distributor to the operator. The
trouble is there’s no communication
between the operator and the manu-
facturer—many manufacturers do not
know what the operator wants or
needs and the operator has to take
what he gets from the manufacturer.
Q. Now, these meetings you men-
tioned

—

A. That’s what these meetings would
be for. I’ll tell you another way mis-
trust hurts the business. Young blood—where’s this new hlood we need?
They aren’t coming in fast enough. A
man works thirty years in the business
and he’s got no one to leave it to

—

why? ’Cause he doesn’t trust anybody
enough to let ’em know what’s going
on. So what happens? His route goes
when he goes. Somebody buys it up
and it’s all over. Thirty years. For
what?
Q. Yes, that is a problem.
A. You bet it’s a problem. What else
did you want to ask me?
Q. How do you get a location?
A. We use a very old method. When
we go into a tavern or a hotel or a
supper club, I don’t say to them, ‘What
can you do for me?’—I say, ‘What
can I do for you ? ’ I talk to them and I

show them that we can fit equipment
into any capacity—^we can do some-
thing that will benefit him, not us.
A|id you know what?
Q. What?
A. They always—^well, not always

—

but 99 per cent of the time, they find
an item that they can use.

Q. There’s a lot of talk about “class
locations.” Do you have them?
A. Yes, I have them.
Q. Do you have any trouble getting
them?
A. No. You see, we’re not Chicago or
New York. Miami is a small town,
really. Once you take away the tour-
ists you’ve got a small town, and they
all know Sol Tabb and Mar-Tab Vend-
ing. My job is 99 per cent good will.

We take an ad out in every school
paper. It says something like ‘Be a
good citizen.’ So the kids take that
home and they read it but just as im-
portant—their parents read it. We
give away thousands of free records
to hospitals. If a charitable organiza-
tion calls me up and asks for a juke
box or a game, I don’t charge them
any rental on it. If I make a commit-
ment, they know I’ll back it up. You’ve
heard the expression: ‘To give is to

receive’ ?

Q. Well—
A. It’s true. What I get back in good
will helps my business. They think of

two things that go together—Sol Tabb
and Mar-Tab Vending. I try to be
civic-minded. I don’t have any trouble

going into a class location. Even if he
doesn’t want to take us—that’s all

right. He still knows it’s Sol Tabb.
Whether he takes us or not he still

thinks about us.

Q. Okay. You’ve got the location. How
do you keep it?

A. I’m a service business. I’ve got a
library of 60,000 records. Suppose a
guy calls me up and says, ‘Sol, I want
a copy of Over The Rainbow.” ’ I just

call one of the girls in our library and
she picks it off the shelf and I send
a serviceman out and two hours later

that record is on the jukebox. Now
what would you think if you were a
location owner and you got service
like that ?

Q. Well.—Do you have any trouble
with loans and bonuses?
A. We do believe in front money. That
we believe in. If a guy needs a little

cash—all right, that’s understandable.
But I set a limit. We’re very strong on
contracts; I would say that 99 per cent
of our route is under contract. See,
we show them what it means to be
with us. I only want to stay in loca-
tions that are good business people.
Some guys give you trouble—guy gets
you all knotted up and gives you
ulcers. What for? I’d rather not be in

his place. I’ll tell you one thing—the
location owner makes or breaks equip-
ment. Give him good service, keep him
happy, and he’ll be good to you.
Q. What else do you think is needed
besides trust?
A. Well, we oughta have a bank where
everyone could go. Some guys have no
difficulty getting $5000 from a bank
and another guy can’t raise $500. But
the biggest thing is mistrust. I’ve got
a son in the business—I’m glad he’s
there. One thing I go out of my way
to teach him is that he’s got to get
along with other operators. Look, I

don’t wanta be alone. I want to have
a business. I want competition. That’s
the only way you grow. We’ve gotta
start exchanging ideas. Remember we
have a great business. But right now
there’s a little too much grey in it.

We either gotta be all black or all

white. Know what I mean?

Buffalo Becomes
Focal Point For
NYS Tax Dispute
BUFFALO—The Appellate Division
of the Supreme Court of New York
heard oral arguments on Wednesday,
May 11, in an appeal of a trial court
decision which upheld the City of
Buffalo’s per-machine licensing ordi-
nance on vending machines. The trial
court rendered its decision in Jan-
uary, 1966.
John W. Condon, Jr., Condon,

Klocke, Ange & O’Donnell, Buffalo,
represented 15 Buffalo vending com-
panies, and Anthony Gregory, assis-
tant corporation counsel, represented
the City of Buffalo. Three staff mem-
bers of the National Automatic Mer-
chandising Association attended the
hearing.
The case involves an issue of ex-

tretne importance to the vending in-
dustry in New York, and has further
national implications. If the final
decision is adverse to the vending in-
dustry, it will justify for the first
time per-machine licensing through-
out the State of New York and will
possibly result in many cities in the
state adopting similar ordinances.
If the trial court decision upholding
the ordinance is affirmed, by the
Appellate Division, the vending indus-
try intends to take the case to the
New York Court of Appeals, which
is the court of last resort, according
to Richard W. Funk, N A M A legis-
lative counsel.
The law suit is supported by the

National Automatic Merchandising
Association, the New York Automatic
Vending Association, and individual
vending firms in the State of New
York.

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Gov. RotkefellerSigns "Bootleg"LawAs

N, Y.S. Girds To Combat Contraband Cigs
NEW YORK—On Tuesday, May 24th, Governor Nelson Rockefeller signed
into law one of the most important pieces of favorable legislation seen in a
long time by New York’s cigarette operators. Tbe bill’s scope is rather broad
but its intent is clear—to harass, police and otherwise drive cigarette boot-
leggers from the state.
The measure, quite a while in coming, might never have been passed at all

if it hadn’t been for the tenacity and exerted effort of the Cigarette Merchan-
disers Association here. Their members, headed by Morris Weintraub, had
stormed Albany with petitions for help in their battle with the “boots” who
were cutting into their route collections so severely that many operators re-
ported losses up to 40%.
The new law hikes the previous penalty for bootlegging untaxed cigarettes

into New York from an arbitrary $50 for each offense to $250 for the first

conviction and the possibility of six months in jail and $2,500 for the second
offense with a compulsory year in jail. The state now defines bootlegging as
anyone having in his possession more than two cartons of untaxed packs, and
goes further to say that any person caught with 25 cartons or more on him
is automatically subject to arrest.
The state has placed an additional 60 tax inspectors on their rolls in a con-

certed attempt to round up bootleggers wherever they can. “These inspec-
tors,” Weintraub said last week, “at last are armed with the proper legisla-
tion and in effect, will be acting as peace officers.

Inter-Coun'ty Releases
Color-Coded I.D. Boxes

INTER-COUNTY SECURITY BOX
READING, PA.—Inter-County Indus-
tries, Inc., recently announced the
availability of a new color coding
system for their self-locking vending
machine coin boxes. These boxes lock
automatically when removed from the
machine, providing cash security while
the coins are transported from the
various locations to the central count-
ing room. The color coding permits
identification of boxes from various
locations, enabling the checking of
unit sales against the cash received.

This coding is carried on pressure-
sensitized plastic tapes, %-in. wide.

Coding tapes, imprinted as desired

by user, are supplied by the manu-
facturer at cost.

Haas, Inc., New York, manufacturers
of Pez Candy and its self-dispensing
containers, announced the appoint-
ment of Inter-County Industries, Inc.,
as its exclusive distributor in the
United States, Canada and posses-
sions for Pez vending merchandise.
To dispense the various Walt Dis-

ney and other coinic-strip character
self-dispensing containers, with which
Pez Candy is packed, the Bloomfield
Mfg. Co., Fairfield, N.J. developed
a 25<S machine designed especially for
children. This new machine provides
4 columns and holds 156 vends.

“There are only 2 working parts,
so that the design is virtually break-
down proof, as evidenced by field
tests involving nearly a quarter mil-
lion vends.
