FCC Begins Payola
Probe In So. Calif.

LOS ANGELES—The Southern Cali-

fornia music trade was confronted

with the spectre of payola, as repre-

sentatives of the Federal Communica-

tions Commission (FCC) came to

town to conduct “closed-door” hear-

ings on possible violations of Federal

statutes against commercial bribery.

While local papers and radio sta-

tions, particularly “good-music” out-

lets gave the hearings top priority,

there was little in detail they could

present. The hearings were not public,

unlike the investigations of the late

50’s, and FCC members were under

orders to keep the names of witnesses

and details of testimony under wraps.

Joseph Stirmer, attorney for the

agency, told Cash Box, that the FCC

was attempting to avoid “character

assassination” and “develop facts in a

more orderly fashion.” He also indi-

cated that the FCC hearings on pay-

ola would move into further markets,

but did not commit himself to places

or the time element. The FCC’s hear-

ing, which got underway last Wed.

(23) in U.S. District Court House,

.312 North Spring St., was “way be-

hind schedule” and some subpoenaed

search facilities in Milford, Conn, last
Tuesday (21) with more than 100 on
hand for the event.
The fete was held on the lawn of

the new Engineering Research and
Development facilities. Among those
present were William S. Bachman,
vice president of engineering research
and development who introduced
guests Clive J. Davis, vice president
and general manager of CBS Records;
Alan H. Jepson, Mayor of Milford;
Robert H. Brigham, Jr., director of
the industrial development commis-
sion, City of Milford; Dr. Peter Gold-
mark, president and director of re-
search, CBS Laboratories; Clarence
Hopper, vice president, CBS Facili-
ties and personnel and Albert B.
Earl, vice president of Columbia Rec-
ords Operations. The official dedica-
tion speech was delivered by Davis,
and brief speeches were also made by
Mayor Jepson and Dr. Goldmark.

In his speech, Davis listed the
major revolutions that have occurred
in the record industry, citing specifi-

cally: the development of the LP rec-
ord; the introduction of stereo record-
ing; changes in retail distribution of
records with the advent of the Rack
Jobber; the establishment of the Co-

lumbia Record Club, which now has
nearly two million members, and the

Davis then traced the history of Co-

The Columbia Records
engineering research and develop-
ment department encompasses three
areas of endeavor : recording engi-
neering, mechanical engineering and
chemical engineering. Davis described
the combined activities of thse areas
as “a catalytic force helping Colum-
bia Records release its cultural energy
to the nation and the world.”

Additional guests attending the
dedication ceremony included other
executives from CPS Laboratories
and Columbia Records, representa-
tives from local newspapers, suppliers
who deal directly with Columbia Rec-
ords Engineering Research and De-
velopment and officials from neigh-
boring offices and factories in the
Milford area.

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RECORDED LIVE! JIM SPLIVENS
AT CARNEGIE HALL! LIVE AND
DIRECT! ONSTAGE! These are but
a few of the ways of telling the rec-
ord buyer that what is contained on a

' particular album was recorded as it

was performed befoie a live audience
at a night club or from a concert
stage. It wasn’t too long ago that the
Joca'ion recording was rare; today it

happens with a leasonable degree of
regularity. The improvement in mobile
leco.ding equipment and techniques
make tins happy circumstance possi-
b’e. This, plus the feeling of the rec-
ord producer that when you own a
recoiding that was done onstage, it’s

a mos as though you were there. It
comas as close as possible to making
ihe listener of the lecord a part of
t le scene, the living, breathing scene
where the action took place.

There is no question that a location
recording is a much more authentic
representation of a performer than
what is recorded in a studio. The live
performance is not only a greater
service to the listener, but to the per-

, former, as well, because it affords
him tne opportunity to be heard in

,
his natural surroundings, before a
. esponsive audience. This prevails for
aT perform.ers, but especially for jazz
p ayers, because jazzmen are unique.
The jazz performance differs from all

others because of the element of im-
provisa'Jon. Consequently, perfor-

j

mances are rarely, if ever duplicated,

i

Once it is done, it will never again be
done exactly the same way. In es-
sence, jazz performers are spontane-
ous composers, and they should have
the chance to create under the most
favorable conditions, from onstage,
without the pressure of deciding if it

will or won’t be a good “take”.
We are of the opinion that more

and more recordings will be done on
location, in spite of the fact that it

does impose certain restrictions. For
example, recording in a club or from
a concert hall makes it impossible to
stop a performance and start over
because of some minor discrepancy.
The record company is obliged to take
the nerformances as they come, lousy,
good, or excellent. Then, there remains
considerably less room for editing and
splicing when a recording is done out-
side a regular studio. By and large,
however, the greater heights that are
achieved before a live audience over-
shadow the security of a studio date.
There is no substitute for the good
fee'ing that is engendered by a warm
audience. When a player, or singer, is

turned on by an audience it sets up
a chain reaction that travels from
audience to player, from player to
audience, and from player to player.
The fruits of this all-embracing vibra-
tion are what make an “on the scene”
recording so much more representa-
tive of the artist’s true talent. In
testimony to this point of view we
offer the following examples

:

JOHN HANDY—RECORDED LIVE
AT THE MONTEREY JAZZ FES-
TIVAL (Columbia 2462)

This album, Handy’s first since the
early Sixties, is a tribute to everyone
who had anything to do with its re-
lease. Recorded before a Monterey
Jazz Festival audience on an after-
noon program last summer (1965),
it epitomizes the excitement that can
only be achieved through the ex-
change between players and audience.
There are only two selections, one on
each side, originals by Handy, and
both played in extended form. The
length of the tracks, SPANISH
LADY-19 ;36 and IF ONLY WE
KNEW-26:33, immediately precludes

' the probability of the album receiving
I

much air play, which heightens the
importance of bringing it to the atten-
tion of all persons interested in the
exceptional. The John Handy Quintet
we hear on this recording is definitely

' in the realm of the avant-garde, but
unlike so much of what we have been
asked to accept as “the new thing.”
The organization and cohesiveness of

^

the group is an absolute tribute to

! their complete musicianship. This is

no put on
;
each player displays his

craftsmanship, and the expertness
with which they perform entitles
them to soar as freely as they choose,
and do they ever! Nowhere during
the performance do you get the im-
pression that you, the listener, have
been abandoned. Handy and his col-

leagues never let go of you for the
briefest moment. Actually, there is an
almost hypnotic quality to what they
do, sometimes frantic, often subdued,
always dynamic. John Handy has be-
come a dominant influence in the
music community around The Bay
area of California, and this recording
is testimony to the fact that he de-
serves that mantle. Conceivably, this
recording is the finest example, to
date, of the route we hopefully expect
jazz to take in its search for a new
manner of self expression.

MAN AT WORK—KENNY BUR-
RELL (Cadet 769)

Since this album was recorded,
Kenny Burrell has gained much ac-
claim as one of the finest jazz guitar-
ists. However, in September of 1959
Burrell’s star had only begun to rise;
it was then that this album was re-
corded before a live audience at The
Village Vanguard in New York City.
The trio had an unusually fine alto-
gether sound, a sound that generally
comes only after much playing to-
R'ether. Burrell’s fellows were Richard
Davis and Roy Haynes. Davis, like
Burrell, was a comparative new-
comer to the New York scene, having
just come off the road as Sarah
Vaughan’s bassist, and Roy Haynes,
at that time probably the best known
of the trio, like Davis, had just for-
saken road travel as Miss Vaughan’s
drummer. When this album was first
released it evoked only mild interest
at the sales counter; however, Argo
Records (since changed to Cadet
Records) received sufficient response
from deejays, program directors,
librarians, fans, and all other people
interested in perpetuating good music,
to influence them to re-package the
album and ship it out again. Good
thing, too, because it would be crimi-
nal for this album to remain undis-
covered. The Village Vanguard, long
a haven for good music appreciators,
obviously was a happy home for the
Kenny Burrell Trio that September
in 1959, because the happy, swinging
music that is in the grooves of the
Man At Work album reflects that
“good” feeling. Burrell, Davis and
Haynes make you wish you had been
there those nights; having not been
there, you can, thanks to this album,
become a part of the audience that
inspired, as well as shared, this good
music.

LOU RAWLS LIVE! (Capitol)
This is Lou’s sixth album for Capi-

tol, and if the charts are any barom-
eter, his best seller, to date. Coinci-
dentally, this is the first time that
Rawls has been recorded before a live
audience. The date was done in Holly-
wood, in Capitol’s Studio A, where
tables, people, et al, were set up to
simulate a night club atmosphere. It’s
anparent that Lou Rawls was reach-
ing his audience, and the audience
was reaching right back and telling

Lou, “Yeah!”. A singer has a greater
opportunity to talk to his audience
than an instrumentalist does; the
way Rawls’ act is staged, we can see

that he has mastered the art of say-
ing to his audience, “I love you, and
I hope that when I finish my act you
will love me.” Lou Rawls has a very
engaging way with his audience, wit-
ness the way he gets laughs with
some very inside comedy, notably on
the two monologs he does behind an
easy, strolling blues, from which he
segues into some truly great blues
singing. The most jaded listener

would, while listening to this album,
look up and want to summon a
waiter; that’s how much this record-
ing makes you feel like part of the
happening.

NEW YORK—“Aftermath,” the

new Rolling Stones LP released by
London Records last week to coincide
with the group’s return to the U.S.
for their fifth North American tour,

racked up initial distributor re-orders
exceeding 350,000 copies during the
first day of release, according to Herb
Goldfarb, the label’s sales and distri-

bution manager. Goldfarb also noted
that the heavy sales action on “After-
math” guarantees the Stones and pro-
ducer Andrew Loog Oldham their
fourth consecutive Gold LP in less

than a year. The others, in turn, were
“Out Of Our Heads,” “December’s
Children” and “Big Hits (High Tide
And Green Grass.).”

“Aftermath,” which has topped
British LP charts for the past two
months, is the first Rolling Stones
album to exclusively contain songs
penned by the team of Mick dagger
and Keith Richard. In the space of
one year, dagger and Richard have
authored five No. 1 singles, including
two which received the Gold Certifi-

cate from the RIAA for sales exceed-
ing 1,000,000 copies.

Goldfarb also observed that the re-
lease of a new Stones LP has brought
about the customary resurgence of
demand for the group’s entire catalog.
“The pattern of increased ordering is

much in evidence,” he noted.

Raga On World Pacific

NEW YORK—Capitalizing on the
current popularity of the sitar (the
Indian/Oriental instrument featured
on “Eight Miles High,” “Shape Of
Things,” “Norwegian Wood,” and
others). World Pacific is releasing an
album entitled “Raga Rock” which
will feature the instrument, as played
by Harihar Rao. According to Bud
Dain, the label’s sales/promo topper,
the LP is a presold summer release.
The Folkswingers will also be fea-
tured on the package.

Goldstein To Manage

The Troggs’ name has been derived
from an ethnological term (“troglo-

dyte”) which means someone “who
creeps into holes or caverns” or

“dwells in caves.” They don’t actual-

ly live in caves but they are wild and
the title of their latest release is

“Wild Thing” (currently number 22
on this week’s Top 100). This title

has been released on both the Atco
and the Fontana label. “Wild Thing”
features Reg Presley on the ocarina
as a standout on the musical bridge
which results in a near medieval
sound in the middle of modern rock.

The Troggs have been together
since the early part of 1966. All 4
Troggs are from Andover but the
group is primarily based in Hamp-
shire, England. Reg, who was a brick-

layer before becoming a Trogg,
started out to be a commercial artist.

The group’s lead guitarist, Chris
Britton, studied classical guitar for
4-years before going into the rock
field. The drummer is Ronnie Bond
and the bass guitarist is Peter
Staples.

Bud Shank

Bud, whose real name is Clifford E.
Shank, was born in Dayton, Ohio in

1926. He began his musical training
with clarinet and later, after moving
to Durham, N.C., added alto and
tenor sax as well as flute to his

rapidly growing list of instruments.
Shank’s real career as a professional
musician began in Los Angeles with
such post war bands as Alvino Rey,
Charlie Barnet, and Stan Kenton’s
“Innovations In Modern Music Or-
chestra.”

Reg Calvert, head of Radio City-
Thames Estuary, England, was shot
and killed June 21, approximately
24-hours after his pirate outlet was
seized by an as yet unidentified
boarding party.

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England - The Past Twelve Months
GREAT BRITAtN—REVIEW OF THE YEAR

The period under review has been
one of transition—a year of changing
systems rather than changing sounds
—at the end of which the British rec-
ord industry is about to launch a new
offensive. For the past 12 months the
rival armies have marshalled their
forces behind the lines of Manchester
Square, Albert Embankment, Stan-
hope House and Great Cumberland
Place. As with armies the time has
come for the record industry, if it

does not want to be outflanked, to
abandon outdated methods and obso-
lete weapons and advance with the
times. To this end the record chiefs
have for some time been planning
their campaigns and devising new

tactics with military precision. One or
two preliminary shots have been fired
followed by a few minor skirmishes
and the odd visit behind enemy lines.

However, at the time of going to press
the British record industry, rank and
file, stands ready for the fray. Produc-
tion and sales of gramophone records
during the year have marked time
rather than made spectacular ad-
vances or retreats. Nevertheless, as
can be seen from the official Board of
Trade figures printed below, both pro-

duction and sales for 1965 were
down on the peak year of 1964 al-

though appreciably up on two years

ago.

However, as far as both sales and
production are concerned, it is en-
couraging to note that although the
first three quarters of 1965 were down
on the same period of 1964, the last
quarter showed a healthy increase
both in production of home and export
sales over the last quarter of 1964. In
the whole of 1965 home sales were 2
per cent lower than the previous year
but export sales increased by 16 per
cent. A more detailed examination of
the Board of Trade figures serves to
emphasise and confirm the changing
pattern of production and sales in
relation to speeds. The decline of the

greater. The switch from singles to
[LPs is not peculiar to Britain, it is
[happening all over Europe. Neither is
it confined to any particular type of
record. LPs from pops to classics and
from folk to jazz are selling more
than ever before as we move out of
the singles into the album age.

Accuse or defend them the pirates
have certainly played a part in bring-
ing about the singles slump with non-
stop programmes of unrestricted pop-
around-the-clock but there are of
course other factors too. With more
leisure and more money teenage tastes
are changing. Their demands are more
discriminating and their spending
more selective. A year ago we said
that quality artistes and quality mate-
rial were becoming more and more im-
portant. This has been borne out over
the past 12 months by the weekly
charts based on over-the-counter sales.

Established artistes and talented new-
comers capable of following hit singles
with professional albums have taken
over the singles, EP and LP charts at
the expense of the one-disc hit or miss
opportunist of a couple of years ago.
They have also contributed handsome-
ly to the rise in album sales. How-
ever, it is the budget line LP that has
given the album market its biggest
boost. Why buy singles at 7/3d (the
price was increased by 7d earlier this
year) when low-priced quality albums
by top stars are available from 10/

—

upwards. All companies have one or
more low-priced line and all are suc-
cessful. The budget priced buyers of
today are the potential top price
buyers of tomorrow, particularly in
the classical field.

STEREO
Stereo progresses, but slowly. All

companies report increased sales but it

will be a long time yet before England,
like Germany, Denmark and Switzer-
land, will be able to release stereo only
recordings. Germany came out with
compatible disks because 70 per cent
of the record playing equipment was
suitable for playing them but the per-
centage in this country is far lower.
Therefore, in Britain compatible
disks—records which can be played on
mono or stereo equipment with equal
benefit and without damage—are still

only on the horizon. The biggest diffi-

culties center on the stylus. A special
one has to be evolved to achieve com-
patible stereo, involving reduction of
vertical modulation. The pick-up arm
must have side-to-side and up-and-
down compliance, track properly and
remain in contact with both sides of
the groove at all times. Pick up de-
signs are under study but adequate
test records for the purpose are lack-
ing. The industry has agreed that the
answer lies in producing better pick-
ups and manufacturers are giving
attention to this matter. Apart from
the pick-up and stylus the turntable
motors would also require some ad-
justment and modification for the com-
plete success of the compatible record
idea. It is anticipated that if current
tests and experiments prove successful

and a suitable pick-up can be designed

for use with mono or stereo disks, it

will be possible in about five years’

time to reduce drastically the number
of mono records now being made.

TAPE CARTRIDGES
Even further away for Britain and

the continent is any large scale ac-
ceptance of the tape cartridge or, as
it is known in Europe, the cassette,
although a watchful eye is being kept
on its development in the United
States, particularly regarding automo-
bile application. In this respect as
Europe is still primarily a one-car
family, many of whom do not even
have a car radio, this potential market
is restricted. British cars are also
smaller than their American counter-
part. The most likely market other
than ‘tape on the move’ for auto-
mobiles is the adoption of tape cass-
ettes for playing on table-top or con-
sole domestic reproducers. In all cases
the operational simplicity of the
cassette is its strongest selling point.
However, a recent survey of the tape
market clearly shows that the cassette
is not yet capturing the imagination
of the British tape using public mainly
because rival products and systems
are not yet competing in the dealers
stores although many manufacturers
plan to launch them extensively in the
autumn. The greatest stumbling block
in the way of progress at the present
time is the complete lack of standard-
isation which may well hold off the
purchase of equipment because en-
thusiasts will want to know that the
system they are buying will remain
standard for a long time to come. This
is a basic essential demanding immedi-
ate consideration. Until a solution is

found tape cassettes must remain, as
far as Britain is concerned, very much
a thing of the future.

DIRECT DISTRIBUTION
Not in the future but very much in

the present in the changing pattern of
the British record industry is the de-
velopment of direct distribution, partic-
ularly by the leading manufacturers.
The giant EMI concern goes direct in

July (plus exclusive deals with CBS
and Delyse), thus joining Pye who
pioneered this method in Britain and
Philips who opted for exclusive distri-

bution from its own depots last year.
Decca follows EMI and goes direct in

July. This change in distribution prac-
tice has been caused by economic fac-
tors and disk dealers receive a frank
warning at the Gramophone Record
Retailers Association conference in

May that initially they could expect
difficulties and disadvantages under
the new system. Direct distribution is

the inevitable result of the sales ex-
plosion and expansion in the record
industry since the war. During the
early days before the war disks were
mainly a subsidiary line and it was
impractical for the companies to main-
tain big wholesale houses themselves.
They used other wholesalers and, in

EMI’s case only HMV dealt exclusive-
ly with dealers on a direct basis. But
with the rapid growth of the disk busi-
ness in the 50s the companies discov-
ered they had accounts with scarcely
half the dealers in the country and the
bulk of wholesaler trading was being
conducted by others. To counteract this
they set up competitive wholesale out-
lets of their own. The ensuing rivalry
reached such a pitch that disk com-
pany salesmen were pursuing each
other to the same dealers handling the
same hot records knowing that the
first man to get each shop would get
the trade. Encouraged by this prolifer-
ation of eager attention and service

the dealer tended to rely on the whole-

salers rather than their own shelves

and stock expecting and getting small

order deliveries often twice a day from
the same wholesaler. The wholesale

turnover increased but the profit

margin slumped. These facts, coupled
with the changing conditions of the

market today, plus the need for dif-

ferent outlook on merchandising meth-
ods, have brought about the system of

direct distribution. Advantages to the

dealer will include around-the-clock

telephone ordering service, delivery

within 24 hours along the quickest

route and more and better display ma-

terial. Once the initial problems have
been solved direct distribution should
benefit manufacturers, dealers and
consumers alike.

From direct distribution to resale
price maintenance. The position re-
mains unchanged but not unhopeful.
The industry’s claim for exemption
from the Bill abolishing resale price
maintenance has been made and
awaits consideration. It may be any-
thing from two to five years before a
ruling is given. Meantime, a working
party has been set up to produce facts
and figures to show that abolition of
r.p.m. to the record industry would not
be in the best interests either of the
consumer or manufacturer. The work-
ing party comprises members of both
EMI and Decca Records and has the
backing of most of the other major
companies. They are working under
the direction of Queen’s Counsel.

RECORD COMPANIES
For EMI the world’s largest record

group, producing one out of every four
records sold, it has been a year of
singular successes not only at home
but all over the world. Sales and profit

figures for the first half of the Finan-
cial Year ending December 1965 were
spectacular. Sales were up by £3,950,-

000 to £55.59 million whilst pre tax
profits rose from £6.5 to £7.3 million.

The increases were entirely due to the
higher profits earned by EMI’s various
overseas companies. It seems certain
that by the end of the current year
EMI will be in the happy position of
having some £14 million surplus cash.

Via its international roster of top
flight artistes EMI has enjoyed con-
tinuous chart success over the past 12

months. The Beatles kicked off the

year under review with four weeks at

No: 1 with “Help” since when many
established favourites have stayed the

course including Cliff Richard. The
Animals (now with Decca), The
Seekers, The Yardbirds, David and
Jonathan, Barron Knights, Manfred
Mann, Cilia Black and Herman’s Her-
mits. However, EMI’s trophy for the

Top Ten stakes of the year must go to

Ken Dodd, the outsider who pipped
them all to the post with “Tears.” A
No: 1 for five out of its 20 weeks in

the charts. His follow-up “The River”
reached No: 2 but failed to overtake

The Beatles “We Can Work It Out”/
Daytripper.” American artistes, too,

had their share of chart success via

EMI noteably The Toys ((Stateside),

Stevie Wonder (Tamla Motown), The
Beachboys (Capitol), Gene Pitney
(Stateside), Lee Dorsey (Stateside)

and Cher (Liberty). Whilst the stars

have been in the limelight EMI, be-

hind the scenes, have been setting the

stage for July 1st when the curtain

goes up on their direct distribution

operation. EMI considers it economi-
cally essential to control its own prod-

uct in order to survive the battles

which lie ahead for the record industry

in the next few years. EMI will con-

tinue to distribute CBS and Delyse on

an exclusive basis.

One of the most important and

successful ventures of EMI’s year was

the launching and immediate take off

of the low-priced “Music For Pleas-

ure” series of L.Ps. Results exceeded

all expectations with sales for the first

six months of over 2 million records,

one third of which were classical. A
special recording of “Sound Of Music”

sold over 200,000. The success is at-

tributed primarily to the quality of

product, untraditional methods of dis-

tribution, and exploitation of new and

previously untapped outlets. No major
label deals have taken place during

the year although
,
several important

contracts have been renewed. Chart

entries for the first part of 1966 are

notable for the emergence of Ameri-
can artistes of stature hitherto less

successful in Britain including Lee
Dorsey (Amy), Mitch Ryder (New

Voice), The Toys (Dynagroove) all of
whom are released here on Stateside.
EMI have no plans for manufacturing
their own tape cartridges or cassettes
but they will provide Philips with cer-
tain repertoire for dubbing on to
cassettes for marketing by EMI under
their own trademark.
Decca Records also report a very

satisfactory twelve months. The
Group’s interim report for the first

half of the year ending September
1965 was most encouraging with trad-
ing profits before tax up by almost 12
per cent. Turnover at £16,200,000 was
also up by almost ten per cent on a
year earlier. In terms of artistes and
chart success it has also been a re-

markably good year. Topping the list

The Rolling Stones have notched up a
hat trick of No: Is on both sides of the
atlantic with “Satisfaction,” “Get Off
My Cloud” and “19th Nervous Break-
down.” Established artistes to main-
tain their popularity include The
Bachelors “Love Me With All of Your
Heart” and “Sounds Of Silence,” Val
Doonican “Elusive Nutterfly” and The
Animals “Inside Looking Out.” How-
ever, it is with new artistes that Decca
has been notably successful. Looking
back over the year we find a galaxy of

major new talent.

By no means least is the writer-
composer-singer Chris Andrews with
two smash hits to his credit “Yester-
day Man” and “To Whom It Con-
cerns”. The Paul and Barry Ryan
Twins made it with “Don’t Bring Me
Your Heartaches”; Crispin St. Peters
burst on the scene with “You
Were On My Mind” followed by “The
Pied Piper”. Next came the uniquely
named Pinkerton’s Assorted Colours
with “Mirror Mirror”, The St. Louis
Union “Girl” and The Alan Price Set
“I Put A Spell On You”. Other new
faces included The Small Faces, The
Hedgehoppers Anonymous and The
Fortunes. The American Brunswick
label was represented by Len Barry
and The Who (now signed to the
Polydor label). RCA’s King of the
charts, Elvis Presley made one brief
appearance with “Tell Me Why” but
the label fared better with Barry
McGuire and more recently Eddy
Arnold with “Make The World Go
Away” which backed by a highly suc-
cessful personal appearance tour sold
over a quarter million. A highlight of
the year was the celebration of Man-
tovani’s 25 years with the company
and the presentation of a Gold Baton
by Chairman, Sir Edward Lewis.
Saleswise “The Sound of Music” LP
is expected to reach a million by the
end of the year catching up with
“South Pacific” now over the million
and a quarter mark. Vogue’s distribu-
tion dept has been closed but the
Vogue label and its subsidiary Vocal-
lion is still in existence and operating
from the Decca HQ at Albert Embank-
ment. As from July 4th Decca fol-
lows the trend of independent distri-
bution which will be handled solely
by Selecta and its branches. Early
this year Decca acquired the Ameri-
can Vox catalogue and launched the
low-priced classical label Turnabout
retailing at 17/6d.

For Philips Records it has been the
best year ever. Turnover for the first
four months of 1966 was 40 per cent
up on last year. For ten weeks out
of the first four months Philips and
Fontana artistes held the No. 1 posi-
tion in the charts. On three different
occasions they had No. 1, 2 and 3 and
in one week in May had seven records
in the Top 30. Although the company’s
phenomonal chart success reached its
zenith in the early part of 1966 it

started way back last September. At
that time it was the not inconsiderable
talent of folk singer Joan Baez which
swept the Fontana label into the sin-
gles, LP and EP charts with a welter
of protest songs which met with no
opposition at all. In October Dusty
Springfield followed her summer hit
“In The Middle Of Nowhere” with
“Some Of Your Lovin’ ” and at the

same time The Walker Brothers burst
on the scene and started Philips chain
of chart toppers with “Make It Easy
On Yourself” followed by “My Ship
Is Coming In”. The Four Seasons had
a hit with “Let’s Hang On” and The
Spencer Davis Group only took five
weeks to notch up a No. 1 with “Keep
On Running” for Fontana/Island. The
Mindbenders with “A Groovy Kind Of
Love” hit No. 2 and The Walker
Brothers came back to No. 1 with
“The Sun Ain’t Gonna Shine”. In came
Bob Lind with “Elusive Butterfly”
with new group Dave Dee, Dozy,
Beaky, Mick and Tich in hot pursuit
with “Hold Tight”. “Somebody Help
Me” by The Spencer Davis Group
with no assistance at all hit the No.
1 slot in three weeks and stayed there
until Dusty Springfield, again in three
weeks, took over with “You Don’t
Have To Say You Love Me”. The
company’s onslaught on the charts
continued with The Mersey’s “Sorrow”
and another new group The Troggs
with “Wild Thing”. Philips has
achieved their chart success by direct
distribution which has been handled
by their own depots for the past three
years. Several new production deals
have been completed and although the
emphasis is still on the company’s
own A & R staff productions, more
and more material is being sought
and bought by outside independents—in some cases with spectacular suc-
cess. The deal with Chris Blackwell
of Island Records brought them two
No. Is by The Spencer Davis Group.
More recently the deal signed with
Larry Page and Dick James of Paee
One Records paid off handsomely wjth
the first release on Fontana “Wild
Thing” by The Troggs. As a result
of a deal with Disques Barclay of
France recordings produced here by
Bobby Graham will be issued on Fon-
tana. Pop records, both singles and
albums, have contributed mostly to
Philips increase in sales. Classical and
jazz LPs remain stable and stereo
sales in all categories are up. Their
low-priced Wing series reduced last
year to ten shillings has been fan-
tastically successful. The February
release of ten LPs sold over a quarter
million in two months. Philips plans
to enter the tape cartridge market in
October with an initial release of 20
cartridges. They will also be custom
manufacturing tapes for other com-
panies.
Pye Records has more than main-

tained its business during the year.
In March at the end of the first nine
months of their financial year Pye
claimed substantial increases in EP
and LP sales with a slight drop in
singles. Although the changing distri-

bution pattern of today will affect

Pye’s future policy no immediate
changes are contemplated. The com-
pany has been successfully operating
its own direct marketing policy for
the past seven years and, as pioneers
in budget line recordings, the popular
Golden Guinea series first launched
six years ago is still going strong. A
highlight of their year was the launch-
ing of the Warner-Reprise label which
has since enjoyed tremendous chart
success in the U.K. with artistes such
as Frank Sinatra, Nancy Sinatra
(and in May this year father and
daughter were in the charts with
“Strangers In The Night” and “How
Does That Grab You Darling”), The
Everley Brothers, Peter, Paul and
Mary and Trini Lopez. Early in 1966
Pye carried out a highly successful
Frank Sinatra promotion campaign.
The American success of Herb Al-
pert’s Tijuana Brass has been paral-
leled in the U.K. on the Pye label and
the artiste firmlv established as a best
seller. During the year Pye success-
fully acquired the Kama Sutra label
which resulted in chart success with
“Daydream” by The Lovin’ Spoonful.

Another label acquisition by King

Records was equally rewarding and

James Brown made an immediate im-

pact with “I Got You”. Fontella Bass
!
had a hit for Chess with “Rescue Me”.

However, despite their success Amer-
ican artistes did not prevent Pye’s
British stars from enjoying more than
a fair share of Top Ten entries dur-
ing the year. Petula Clark and Sandie
Shaw headed the female contingent
whilst Donovan was chief male pro-
tagonist. Groups were plentiful with
The Kinks, The Honeycombs, The
Searchers, The Ivy League, The Rock-
ing Berries and The Sorrows. Pye’s
overseas business has been well main-
tained helped considerably by the con-
tinued success of the Petula Clark-
Tony Hatch combination which has
resulted in chart entries in all coun-
tries of the world particularly Amer-
ica through Warner Bros. The Kinks,
Sandie Shaw and The Honeycombs
were all highly successful overseas.
The year has also seen Pye’s entry
into the market for children’s record-
ings via Century 21 and Hanna Bar-
bara. In addition to the full length
12" albums the idea of marketing 7"

3314 r.p.m. mini albums for children
has proved highly successful. Pye’s
recording studios have been working
to capacity during the year and cut
Top Ten disks for a number of major
American labels. The company’s sales
force has also been expanded.
During their first complete year of

independent operation in the U.K.
CBS has achieved success with Amer-
ican repertoire and artistes in the
singles and album charts. Bob Dylan,
Andy Williams, Tony Bennett, The
Byrds, Simon and Garfunkel and last
but not least Barbra Streisand have
all registered total sales hitherto un-
known. Personal appearances by the
label’s top artistes have also boosted
sales. Besides their exclusive distri-

bution deal with EMI which comes
into effect on July 1st CBS has, for
the past year, expanded its own sales
force and by the end of 1966 will have
40 men in the field exclusively selling
the CBS product. The existing A & R
department is being expanded and a
roster of British artistes built up. In
the classical field CBS has signed the
celebrated French conductor-composer
Pierre Boulez who recorded “Woz-
zeck” in Paris last February. Further
Boulez recordings scheduled for the
next two years include albums by
Debussy, Bartok, Stravinsky and Bou-
lez himself. To climax the year CBS
has moved to new premises of some
13,000 square feet incorporating all

administrative and technical depart-
ments.
The Polydor year has been notable

for three major events. The appoint-
ment in October 1965 of Roland Ren-
nis as Managing Director, the signing
of a long-term agreement with Atlan-
tic Records and the removal to new
premises amalgamating all adminis-
trative forces. The label has also en-
joyed chart success via Bert Kaemp-
fert’s biggest British hit to date “Bye
Bye Blues” which has influenced and
boosted his record sales world wide.
Kaempfert also paid his first promo-
tional visit to England. The first At-
lantic release under the new agree-
ment “When A Man Loves A Woman”
by Percy Sledge became an immediate
chart success. The same label’s Ben
E. King, Patti La Belle, Sonny and
Cher and Otis Redding all welcome
visitors to Britain enjoyed consider-
able sales this year. Plans are well
advanced for the formation of several
new domestic labels.

At the end of their fourth year
Island Records, under the direction
of Chris Blackwell, are enjoying their
most successful period to date. The
past twelve months has seen a rapid
expansion of activities and their en-
try into new realms. After years of
specializing in West Indian material
Blackwell’s indie production deal with
Philips Records under which Island
produced masters are released world
wide (excluding the U.S. and Austra-
lia) on Fontana has brought them re-
sounding success in the nop field via
two No. 1 hits “Keep On Running”
and “Somebody Help Me” by The
Spencer Davis Group. They also fig-

ured prominently in the LP and EP

charts. The Sue label has also enjoyed
great success in the rhythm and blues
field with the LPs “The Sue Story”
Vols. 1 and 2 and “You Can’t Sit

Down” a six-year old hit by Phil Up-
church which re-issued on Sue en-
tered the charts. Encouraged by the
recent success of “Shotgun Wedding”
—an American master released here
on Island the company plans to ac-
celerate releases of their own material
and artistes in the future. Blackwell
is also interested in acquiring Ameri-
can labels with R & B artistes reper-
toire copyrights for distribution in

the U.K. Management wise Island
has acquired West End Productions
with a roster of artistes including
Spencer Davis Group, Millie, The
White Heather Club and Robin Hall
and Jimmy McGregor.
For Delyse Records the year has

seen several changes both adminis-
trative and artistic. Firstly by hand-
ing over their distribution in Britain
to EMI they have accelerated and
streamlined their links with the re-
tail trade and thereby improved their
representation all over the British
Isles. Overseas Delyse material is al-

ready licensed throughout the Com-
monwealth by EMI and elsewhere by
several other world wide organisa-
tions This year the company launched
their new Envoy International series
which will make available some of
the best and most representative
music from various countries of the
world. The catalogue will contain a
considerable amount of material pre-
viously unobtainable in this country.
Delyse’s most recent artistic achieve-
ment is their new recording of Mahl-
er’s Des Knaben Wunderhorn just is-

sued in Britain with Geraint Evans,
Janet Baker and The London Philhar-
monic Orchestra conducted by Wyn
Morris.
Ember has consolidated their posi-

tion, extended their global activities
and firmly established Chad and
Jeremy and John Barry as top stature
artistes world wide. Ember has
trebled their LP output and now has
nearly 300 albums on release around
the world. The year has seen the
company enter the budget line busi-
ness with the Famous Artistes series
launched in September 1965 and now
totalling 36 albums. Under a new ex-
clusive deal, as of July 1st, the Ember
product is available nationwide via
the Decca distribution outlet but is

also retaining 11 independent distribu-
tors. Also in July Ember will launch
their new all-stereo line retailing at
17/6d and 32/—. The Critic LP star-
ring Noel Coward and Mel Ferrar
which launched Ember’s LP Playhouse
series last December has been sold
to American Decca.

In the past 12 months Transatlantic
Records has doubled its turnover,
established itself as a dynamic go-
ahead independent handling more art-
istes, labels and catalogue material
than at any time in its six years ex-
istence. After lengthy negotiations
Transatlantic acquired the Audio Fi-
delity label and issued the first release
of high class stereo recordings in
June this year. The Russian MK label
has enjoyed tremendous success
boosted by extensive promotional
campaigns. MK sales for the past 18
months are reported to be in excess
of 150,000 LPs. On the domestic front
Transatlantic with a virtual monopoly
of British folk talent did well with
Irish group. The Dubliners and
launched two new singer-writers Bert
Jansch and John Renbourn. Both
Jansch and The Dubliners have disks
released to Vanguard in America.
Transatlantic signed a distribution
deal with Decca which, with their
existing independent distribution out-
let, gives them national coverage not
only for their own domestic labels
but also the lines they handle includ-
ing Folkways, Storyville, Conversa-
phone, MK (USSR) and Audio Fidel-
ity. During the year the company has
adopted the name The Transatlantic
Group incorporating their publishing

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subsidiary Heathside Music and the
artistes/management company I.M.A.
Ltd.

For Argo Records, famous for
their output of Spoken Word record-
ings, including the complete Shake- 1

speare cannon of 137 LPs, it has been
another rewarding year with home
sales up by five per cent and export
sales maintained. Progress has been
made with their “English Poets”
series and the project is now well
under way with some 30 out of the
estimated 60 or 70 albums on release.
However, Argo’s most important
Spoken Word release of the year has
been Bernard Shaw’s “Saint Joan”

—

a three-album set headed by Barbara
Jefford in the title role, and directed
by American producer Shirley Butler.
The Spoken Word catalogue hitherto
aimed largely at high school level has
extended its range to take in 7-11 age
groups with a four-record anthology
of poetry and music entitled “Rhyme
and Rhythm” already proving to be
one of the label’s biggest sellers. This
has been followed by an anthology
of poetry and song for the 12-16 age
group. Meanwhile the company de-
rives considerable profit and pleasure
from its steadily increasing catalogue
of train recordings. Argo’s music
catalogue has also done extremely
well particularly with recordings by
the choirs of Kings College and St.
Johns College, Cambridge. Two out-
standing new artistes have emerged
on the Argo label during the past 12
months, Irish contralto Bernadette
Greevy and Spanish harpist Marisa
Robles. The best selling classical art-
iste of the year for Argo has been
Neville Mariner.

For Melodise Records, specialists in
R & B, country & western, Bluebeat,
folk and jazz, and more recently soul
music, the year has seen an expansion
into the pop field with the launching
of their Fab label the first release
being an early P.J. Proby single “I
Need Love”. In the bluebeat category
the biggest seller has been “Ten Com-
mandments of Man” by Prince Buster
with total sales into six figures. Fu-
ture plans for Melodise will see an
expansion of the Fab label and a
concentration on soul music. Suitable
material for both these lines is being
sought from America.
R&B Discs have had a very good

year during which their turnover has
been doubled. They have expanded
their activities by acquiring new
American labels Panda, Seeco, Rou-
lette and Carnival thus adding poo
and children’s recordings to their al-
ready extensive catalogue of R & B
and ska material. Their best selling
artiste has been Larry Cunningham
who topped the Hit Parade in Ireland
throughout the year and great things
are expected of Dave ‘Baby’ Cortez’
latest single “Countdown” from the
Roulette label.

A review of the British recon
scene would be incomplete withou

Emerald Records claim to have th
country’s hottest label and a lion’
share of the Irish charts.

The spadework done by Pickwic
International over the past three year
has done much to accelerate the ad
vent of the fast moving budget lin
business which is sweeping throug
Britain today, thus contributing cor
siderably to the universal trend hot
here and in Europe of rising LP sale
in all price brackets. Pickwick enjoy
nation wide distribution via independ
ent wholesalers plus a series of com
pany owned depots in seven key cities
During the year Pickwick increase
its budget catalogue by over 60 a
bums and via their major rack jobbin
operation successfully acquired ove
2000 new outlets. Pickwick’s Allegr
product is available throughout th
U.K. via regular record dealers, chai

shops (including F. W. Woolworth),
book shops (including W. H. Smith
and Wymans) and almost every super-
market in the country. Additional
distribution deals have recently been
concluded in Scotland, Northern Ire-
land and Eire. Pickwick looks forward
to even greater success in the coming
year.

Whilst the majors have been mar-
shalling their forces and absorbing a
number of small independent com-
panies in readiness for the battle of
direct distribution several new and
aggressive record companies have set
up shop and come up with some high-
ly desirable merchandise. One of the
most successful has been A.I.R. (Lon-
don) the independent company set up
in the fall of 1965 by Beatles A & R
Manager George Martin in associa-
tion with fellow-EMI men Ron Rich-
ards, and John Burgess and Peter
Sullivan, late of Decca. In its short
but spectacular life A.I.R. has pro-
duced a formidable string of inter-
national chart successes by artistes
such as The Beatles, David and Jona-
than, Tom Jones, The Hollies, Man-
fred Mann, Peter and Gordon, Cilia
Black and Matt Monro. Recently
George Martin signed an exclusive
world contract with United Artists to
record orchestral albums and write
film scores for world wide release.
Martin’s latest task was the record-
ing of The Beatles latest single
“Paperback Writer” and their much
heralded album scheduled for trans-
atlantic release in August.
Another important newcomer. Strike

Records, formed in February 1966 by
Millwick Music is a completely inde-
pendent company with national dis-
tribution through Selecta.

To date a total of 12 singles and 2
L.P.s have been successfully released.
One of the albums is by jazzman Alex
Walsh and the other by Ken Wood-
man, the man responsible for backing
many hit artistes including Sandie
Shaw, Chris Andrews, Adam Faith
etc. The first Strike single “That’s
Nice” by Neil Christian scored an
immediate success in the U.K. and has
been released internationally via a
repertoire deal with RCA who are
releasing the product world wide with
the exception of Germany where a
deal has been made with Deutsche
Vogue and Inelco for Benelux.

Marquis Enterprises, under the
direction of Joe Roncoroni and Ken
Jones have had their best year to date
via smash independent recordings of
“Everyone’s Gone to the Moon” by
Jonathan King and “Good News
Week” by The Hedgehoppers Anony-
mous both climbing high in the
American Top 100. In the near future
Ken Jones makes his debut as a
recording artiste on the London label
and will be recording some current
continental hits for the French mar-
ket scheduled for late summer release.
Marquis are planning to step up re-
leases of their own productions in
Germany via the Hansa label.

For Immediate Records, the inde-
pendent label set up in September
last by Andrew Loog Oldham and
Tony Calder, it has been a year of
unprecedented success. They had an
immediate hit with their first release
“Hang on Sloopy” by The McCoys
and after making the Top 50 with
several more records their first Brit-
ish chart entry came six months later
with Chris Farlowe’s “Think” followed
by the “Farlowe In The Midnight
Hour” E.P. which stayed in the charts
for several weeks. They are currently
hovering on the brink of chart suc-
cess with a new group Twice as Much
with a Mick Jagger-Keith Richard
title “Sitting on a Fence”. Immediate
is distributed by Philips Records in
the United Kingdom. On the publish-
ing side Mirage Music has had great
success via all The Rolling Stones
compositions recorded not only by The

Stones themselves but also on album

,
tracks by other groups. Handsome

, royalties have accrued from The
Beach Boys material. Immediate re-
cently signed their first contract
writers Eric Wolfsen, Charles Bell and
new duo Twice as Much. Andrew Old-

ham has, of course, made several

trips to the United States both with
and without The Rolling Stones.

Another independent record com-
pany, Planet Record was launched by
Shel Talmy already well known for
his work with and for The Kinks and
The Who. In the first four months ten
singles were issued including “I Want
to Stay Home” and “Surrender” by
Perpetual Langley and a single by
Lee Hooker. Planet is distributed in

the U.K. by Philips and Talmy is

setting up world wide distribution
deals for the label.

Elektra Records (UK) kicked off

their indie activities by hosting a
welcome to Britain party for Ameri-
can folk singer Judy Collins when she
arrived for a series of concerts. The
Elektra product is pressed in Britain
and distributed by Selecta, Record
Imports, CRD and H.R. Taylor. The
company’s Budget Line label “Bounty”
at 21/- is devoted to international
folk music drawn from the Chicago
Blues label “Testament” and so far
11 albums have been released here.
The most successful full price Elektra
label releases have been two Tom
Paxton albums and The Baroque
Beatles Book.

One of the most successful of the
new independents is Page One Records
Ltd. the company set up by Larry
Page and publisher Dick James. The
Page One product is released in the
U.K. by Philips Records on the Fon-
tana label. First release “Wild Thing”
by The Troggs zoomed to the top of
the charts in two weeks—an impres-
sive entry for the opening chapter
for the Page One story. Further re-
leases are lined up for British artistes.

Ken Kirkham, Don Spencer, Toni
Carroll, The Larry Page Orchestra
and Sounds 66.

Just 18 months ago, after many
years of promoting and presenting
artistes, Don Arden formed his own
independent Contemporary Record
company. Since then a strong roster
of talented newcomers have found
disk success with Contemporary. First
and foremost The Small Faces with
“Whatcha Gonna Do About It;” “Hey
Girl” and their No: 1 smash “Sha La
La La Lee.” Don Arden has also been
responsible for the success of The
Nashville Teens with “Little Bird”
and “I Know How It Feels to be
Loved”.

Economides Recording Productions
Ltd. set up six months ago in Eng-
land hgs now begun to release its

product. The company’s two producers
Jim Economides and Mike Hurst have
started a once a week single release
schedule and a monthly L.P. release
of two or three projects. The firm
which not only produces records but
also employs its own public relations
and publicity staff, has just entered
into a new agreement with Irish Label
Industries of Dublin, Eire to advise
them on merchandising their product
in the recording and automobile acces-
sories markets. ERP is currentlv
under contract to product sineles and
L.P.s for CBS Records. Decca Records,
Ember Records and Wow Productions
Ltd. of New York whose product is

released throughout the world on
Mercury.

PUBLISHING

In terms of quality if not quantity
British publishers have had another
good year both at home and abroad
via British artistes and British ma-
terial. However, compared with a
year ago, the rewards although artis-

tically greater have been financially

smaller due to the fall in singles sales.

For with sheet music sales practically

non-existent it is the smash single

which brings in the big money and
supplies the jam for the L.P. bread
and butter. The fact that more and
more L.P.s are being sold by artistes

who previously sold singles may be
poor compensation for the jam loving
publisher but it does underline our
quality rather than quantity theme.
This also applies to our chart suc-

cesses both at home and abroad over
the past 12 months. In the year 1964-

65 a total of 176 titles by British

artistes entered the American Top 100 -

of which 58 or 60 per cent were Brit-

ish copyrights. Although in the past
year only 97 titles by British artistes

entered the American Top 100 again t

58 or 60 per cent of them were Brit-

ish compositions. The big names The I

Beatles, The Rolling Stones and their

followers are still in demand and
once a first class British talent has
established himself in the States he is

certain of a good future and a long
run of hits. Therefore it is up to our
writers and publishers to see that
those hits are British. A year ago we
congratulated the M.P.A. upon bring-
ing about the first British Song Fes-
tival in Brighton in May 1965.
Although far from perfect the event

J

attracted many publishers from over- 1

seas and sowed the seeds for what
should and could have become an
annual event of growing importance.
It is regrettable that the M.P.A. has
failed to profit by the inevitable teeth-
ing problems and try, try, try again.
Dick James with his publishing empire
remains at the top of the tree not only
in the United Kingdom but through-
out the world. Heading the group of
companies is still Northern Songs,
the company with exclusive rights to

the compositions of the writers of the
century John Lennon and Paul
McCartney. As hit follows hit the
value of the catalogue becomes incal-

culable and the shares of Northern
Songs pay handsome dividends. At the
first of January 1966 The Beatles’
collective disk sales stood at 150,000,-
000 second only to the 250,000,000
attributed to Bing Crosby. But unlike
Crosby, Lennon and McCartney as
writers, benefit also from music royal-
ties to the tune of over £1,000,000 a
year. 1965-66 has been a vintage year

,

for Lennon and McCartney, from their
pbns have come a fiow of ready
made standards to swell the coffers
of Northern Songs. These include
“Yesterday” which won the Ivor
Novello Award for the most outstand-
ing song of the year and a BMI award
in America. “Ticket To Ride” and
“Eight Days a Week” together with
“We Can Work It Out” also won BMI
awards for outstanding songs of the
year. From their “Rubber Soul” L.P.
emerged another standard “Michelle”
which took The Beatles to No: 1

around the world. In the U.K. where
their single was not released it

brought success to The Overlanders
and in America to British duo David
and Jonathan. All tracks from the
“Rubber Soul” album were covered
and recorded by major artistes '

throughout the world. The film “Help”
proved to be an even greater money
spinner than “A Hard Day’s Night”
and “Daytripper” and “We Can Work
It Out” became international hits.
During the year Maribus was incor-
porated in the U.S.A. and with the
acquisition of the Nat King Cole
catalogue Northern also acquired
Comet Music Corp and Sweeco Music
Corp in the U.S. and their interests
in subsidiaries overseas. As mentioned
elsewhere in this review a major
event of the Dick James year came
with the formation, together with
Larry Page, of Page One Records.

Their first No: 1 the April Music
copyright “Wild Thing” was published

by Dick James.

For Southern Music the year has

seen the successful continuation of the

policy of developing and promoting
British songs and artistes. Major have
included “Honey I Need” by The
Pretty Things, a No: 1 in America
with “Can’t You Hear My Heartbeat”

by Herman’s Hermits whilst folk

singer Donovan took the company into

the British Top Five with “Catch the

Wind” and made the charts in practi-

cally every other country of the

world. British group The Ivy League
recorded by Southern’s Iver Recording
Co. have enjoyed continued success on

disk, television and cinema screens via
their short colour film “Our Love Is

Slipping Away.” Before the end of

the year Southern will be handling a
major west end stage musical with a
score by two of their contract writers
Andrew Lloyd Webber and Tim Rice.

Book by top British writer Leslie
Thomas. Plans are also well advanced
for the formation of music publishing
companies with two major British film

companies.
Francis Day & Hunter, Robbins and

Feldman have had a year of success
worthy of The Big Three. F. D. & H.
contract writer Les Reed has been
responsible for some of the company’s
biggest hits over the past 12 months
including “Here It Comes Again” by
The Fortunes and their most recent
single “Silent Street.” Another hit
came with “Have Pity on the Boy”
recorded by Paul and Barry Ryan. The
indefatigable Reed also penned songs
for Julie Rogers “I Love Him,”
American artiste Ray Pollard “This
Sad Thing” and a debut disk for Jane
Hilary “You’ve Got that Hold On Me”
published by Les Reed’s Donna Music,
a subsidiary of F. D. & H. The com-
pany also scored heavily throughout
the year with The Bachelors “Marie”
and Bert Kaempfert’s “Bye Bye
Blues.” More recently they has Les
Reed’s “To Make A Big Man Cry”
waxed by five artistes headed by P.J.
Proby on Liberty. Feldman’s top hits
included three Yardbirds singles
“Heart Full of Soul,” “Still I’m Sad”
and their latest “Over Under Side-
ways Down.” They also hit the charts
with “Look Through Any Window” by
The Hollies; “You Don’t Have to Say
You Love Me” by Dusty Springfield
and Bob Dylan’s “Rainy Day Women
NO: 12 and 35.” Feldman’s also had
the music from the British Lion pic-
ture “Morgan” starring Vanessa Red-
grave with a score by Johnny Dank-
worth and recorded by Mike Vickers
on Columbia. Robbins Music kicked
off with “Zorba The Greek” and went
on to “Daydream” and “Do You
Believe in Magic” by The Lovin’
Spoonful; “Pied Piper” by Crispian
St. Peters and “Hey Girl” by The
Small Faces. They also had the score
for Dr. Zhivago, Maurice Jarres best
movie score of the year as well as the
Best Theme Song of the Year “The
Shadow of your Smile” from “The
Sandpiper.”
For Burlington Music it has heen a

year of progress with hit singles by
Roger Miller “King of the Road” and
“England Swings” and the late Jim
Reeves “The Next Time” and “Is It
Really Over.” The most resounding
hit of the year was “Spanish Flea”
by Herb Alpert’s Tijuana Brass—the
number topped the Best Selling Sheet
Music lists for six weeks and staved
in the record charts for months. “Shot
Gun Wedding” by Roy C is their
latest hit single although at the time
of writing there is some confusion
about the number as Sparta Music
are also claiming the copyright.
Several new American catalogues
were acquired by Burlington during
the year including Bluecrest, Glad,
Jack, Saggitarius, Saturn and Arvene.
Artistes who have recorded Burling-
ton copyrights during the vear include
The Animals, Sammy Davis, Dave
Clark, The Bachelors, 'The Fortunes,
Alan Price, The Troggs etc.

1965-66 has been Ardmore & Beech-
wood’s first complete year under the
direction of Harry Lewis during which
the company has enjoyed considerable
chart success both at home and over-
seas. New acquisitions include the
Geld-Udell catalogue (which gave
them Gary Lewis’ American No. 1
“Save Your Heart For Me.”) They
also acquired Chuck Berry’s Isalee
catalogue and the Marsaint catalogue
including all the Lee Dorsey, Betty
Harris material for the world outside
of the U.S. The Boh and Dan Crewe
Saturday Music catalogue has proved
very successful for Ardmore & Beech-
wood during the past twelve months
with “Let’s Hang On,” “Lover’s Con-
certo,” “Walking My Cat Named Dog”
and “Working My Way Back To You.”
Other major chart entries came with
Cliff Richard’s “Wind Me Up”; Lee
Dorsey “Get Out Of My Life Woman”

and more recently The Walker Broth-
ers No. 1 smash “The Sun Ain’t

Gonna Shine Any More.”
For Chappells the year has been

memorable for the success of Tom
Springfield, Ron Grainer and David
Heneker, three major British writers
with their own publishing companies
affiliated with Chappells. Springfield

plums to land in Chappells lap include

“A World of Our Own” and “The
Carnival is Over” by The Seekers and
Ken Dodd’s latest smash “Promises.”
Heneker had a solid success with his

musical “Charlie Girl” a worthy suc-

cessor to “Half a Sixpence” which
won him fame in America. Ron
Grainer followed his successful mu-
sical “Robert and Elizabeth” now in

its second year with another hit “On
the Level.” Other chart successes en-
joyed by the Chappell group include
“Crying in the Chapel” Elvis Presley
(Morris); “Make it Easy on Your-
self” by The Walker Brothers (Fa-
mous) ; “Barbara Ann” Beachboys
(Planetary), Alfie by Cilia Black (Fa-
mous) “Rescue Me” Fontella Bass
(Jewel) and “Maria” P. J. Proby
(Chappells). As usual Chappells had
the cream of new musicals both on
stage and screen. To those already
mentioned must be added “Hello
Dolly” and the much heralded “Funny
Girl.” In addition to the perennial film
scores of “My Fair Lady” and “Sound
of Music” were “Moll Flanders”; “Ju-
dith”; “Mary Poppins”; “The Great
Race” and “Alfie.” Perhaps the most
important event of the year for Chap-
pells was the acquisition of Metric
Music, the publishing outlet of Li-
berty Records. The new deal brought
immediate success with “Elusive But-
terfiy” (Metric) and “I Put a Spell
on You” (Sheldon).

Acuff Rose kicked off the year un-
der review with The Everly Brothers
“The Price of Love” followed by the
duo’s “Love is Strange.” However, the
pubbery’s biggest hit of the year came
with Eddy Arnold’s “Make the World
Go Away” which stayed in the charts
for three months.
Essex Music claim three hits from

The Who—“Substitute,” “My Genera-
tion” and “I Can’t Explain” and con-
tract writers Ted Dix and Myles
Rudge carried off the Ivor Novello
Award for the best selling novelty
song of the year “A Windmill in Old
Amsterdam.” The Essex indie produc-
tion company was successful with
disks by Peter Cook and Dudley
Moore. David Platz was appointed Di-
rector of International Operations for
TRO.
For United Artists it has been a

year of concentrated expansion and
building up of the label in the United
Kingdom and Europe. The accent has
been on signing and promoting British
talent for recording alongside the la-
bel’s roster of American artistes. Shir-
ley Bassey was the first major British
artiste to he signed. A contract was
also clinched with Ri-Fi of Italy to re-
lease recordings by top star Mina
throughout the English speaking
world and a deal with Hispavox of
Spain gives them Spanish singer
Raphael for America. Major hits of
the year have been “Thunderball,”
“Sorrow” by The Merseys, “It’s Too
Late” Bobby Goldsboro, “Don’t Make
Me Over” by The Swinging Blue
Jeans, and “What’s New Pussy Cat”
by Tom Jones. United Artists latest
major film score is “Khartoum” by
Frank Cordell starring Charlton Hes-
ton and Laurence Olivier.

Another publisher to extend his in-
terests in film, theme, and background
music throughout Europe is Robert
Mellin. In Italy a major deal was
completed with two leading picture
companies resulting in the formation
of General Music Company to control
copyrights and soundtracks. For his
French company, Franco-London
Films, Mellin has completed two TV
series “The Corsairs” and “The Re-
porters.” An iron curtain deal signed
during the year with the Czechoslova-
kian Government gives Mellin world
publishing rights to repertoire from
that territory. At home major hits
have been “Hang on Sloopy”; “Here
Comes The Night”; “Cast Your Fate
to the Wind” and more recently
“Come See Me” by The Pretty Things.

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Screen Gems, too, have stepped up
their publishing activities in the realm
of film scores and have laid claim to
“King Rat”; “Born Free” and “The
Wrong Box.” Looking back over the
first year under their own banner
chart entries have included “We’ve
Gotta Get Out of This Place” and “It’s
My Life” by The Animals; Gene Pit-
ney’s “Princess in Rags”; Dusty
Springfield’s “Some of your Lovin’ ”

and The Mindbenders No. 1 “A
Groovy Kind of Love” together with
their follow up “Can’t Live With
You.” Screen Gems who sub publish
Jemb Music, the John Barry-Barbra
Streisand catalogue throughout the
world recently concluded a deal to
handle the overseas activities of Ken-
nedy Music and Dreamers Music
(Herman’s Hermits, Freddie and The
Dreamers). Via their European Songs
Company Screen Gems represent a
number of Scandinavian copyrights.

Freddie Poser Music has had con-
tinued success with Chris Andrew’s
compositions (contracted to Poser’s
Glissando Music) including Sandie
Shaw’s “Message Understood”; “To-
morrow,” “How Can You Tell” and
her latest smash “Nothing Comes
Easy.” During the year Andrews
made his debut as a recording artiste
resulting in the international hit
“Yesterday Man”—No. 2 in the U.K.
and No. 1 in Germany where it sold
over 800,000. This was followed by
“To Whom It Concerns” and “Some-
thing On My Mind.”
Aberbach have set up several new

subsidiaries during the year including
Slamina Music, Alan Price Music and
Inquiry Music. Catalogue acquisitions
include South Mountain Music and a
new deal was completed with Cotillion
Music, publishing outlet of Atlantic
Records. Recently Freddie Bienstock
acquired the stock shares of Julian
and .lean Aberbach in the London
office and all companies associated
with it. The new company will con-
tinue to be operated out of 17 Savile
Row by an Executive Board made up
of Freddie Bienstock, Franklyn Boyd,
Derek Knib and Arthur Crisford.
For Bourne Music the hit of the

year was Peter and Gordon’s “To
Know You Is To Love You” and at
the end of 1965 they scored with The
Rolling Stones L. P. “Out of our
Heads” plus albums by Brenda Lee,
Connie Francis, Tony Bennett and The
Lettermen. The year saw two visits
from Mrs. Bonnie Bourne primarily
connected with recordings and copy-
rights for the company’s expanding
educational division.

In the educational sphere Mills
Music has few rivals and during the
year have opened up new markets in
Africa, Germany, and Scandinavia. At
home they have introduced Concert
Band music into British schools. Pop
highlights have been compositions by
contract writers Roger Greenaway
and Roger Cook (alias David and
Jonathan) with “You’ve Got Your
Troubles”; “This Golden Ring,”
“Everything in the Garden” and
“Green Grass” recorded by American
artiste Gary Lewis. In the classical
field Mills are associated with many
of the finest young British composers
including Roberto Gerhard, Elizabeth
Lutyens and Richard Rodney Bennett.
Campbell Connelly have acquired

the Noteable Music catalogue of
America which includes the score of
the Broadway smash musical “Sweet
Charity” and also gave them “Sweet
Pussycat” by The Morgan James Duo.
Managing Director Roy Berry has set
up a new subsidiary Show Music with
two shows “Capri” a trilogy of Somer-
set Maugham stories set to music by
Peter Hart, the second show also by
Hart “I Haven’t Got a Thing to
Wear.” Pop hits have included “The
In Crowd” by The Ramsey Lewis
Trio, “Almost There” by Andy Wil-
liams; “Evil Hearted You” by The
Yardbirds and “Heartaches” by Vince
Hill.

For K.P.M. the artiste of the year
has been Ken Dodd who has given
the company an unprecedented string

of chart successes including “T«ars”;
“Still;” “Eight by Ten” and ^‘Happi-
here by Lorna.

ness.” Dusty Springfield gave them
“Little by Little” and Barbra Strei-
sand struck oil with “Second Hand
Rose.” Other major hits were “H
Silenzio”; “A walk in the Black
Forest” and “Ballad of the Green
Berets.” K.P.M.’s Mood Music cata-
logue is now amongst the biggest in

the country and includes such TV
themes as “The Rat Catchers,” “World
Cup March,” “Orlando” and “Seven
Deadly Sins.”
The Mood Music library of Sparta

Music has also grown in the past
year and now comprises some 50 hours
of recorded music. Sparta completed
several catalogue deals throughout
the year and have opened new com-
panies in Scandinavia and Germany
while their French company. Editions
Catalogue, celebrated its first year.
Other continental companies with
Sparta catalogue deals are Sugar Mu-
sic (Italy) and Joop Portengen (Hol-
land). Sparta is represented in

America by Howie Richmond. At the
time of going to press Sparta is claim-
ing the smash hit “Shot Gun Wed-
ding” but as previously mentioned the
copyright is under dispute, a claim
also being laid by Burlington Music.
For Shapiro Bernstein the year

included the British Eurovision entry
“A Man Without Love” by Cyril Orna-
del and Peter Callander which has
since been recorded and sold all over
the world. “Three Wheels on My
Wagon” by The New Christy Min-
strels sold well over Europe both as
an album, E.P. and single. Other hits
which contributed to a good year
were “Speak Her Name” by David and
Jonathan; “Pretty Flamingo” by Man-
fred Mann; “I Love Her” by Paul and
Barry Ryan; “Once Upon a Time” by
Tom Jones and “Don’t Answer Me”
by Cilia Black.
Bron Associated have formed sev-

eral new companies, Marlon Music,
Manfred Mann Music and Anglo
American company Catalogue Music
was also set up between Bron Music
and Catalogue Music America. Among
their biggest chart entries were
“Lightnin’ Strikes” by Lou Christie;
“Backstage” by Gene Pitney” and
“You Won’t Be Leaving” by Herman’s
Hermits.

Harold Fields has had a very busy
year promoting his company’s stand-
ard catalogue. He also continues to
derive considerable success and rev-
enue as distributing agents for many
of America’s leading educational pub-
lications. These include Ashley-Cri-
terion, Colin and Shapiro Bernstein.
Altogether Fields control a library of
over 200 music instruction books.
For Lawrence Wright 1966 has been

a year of reorganisation arising from
the removal to new premises. A com-
plete catalogue of the copyrights
owned by the company has been pub-
lished. A new subsidiary company,
Elizabethan Music, as well as an ar-
tistes’ management and agency. Sum-
mit Artists Ltd. have been formed.
They have also acquired the BBC
TV theme “The Spies” with records
released in the U.K. U.S.A. and con-
tinent.

For Cyril Simons and the Leeds
Music Group of companies it has been
a bumper year with hits evenly divided
between Leeds, Blossom and Welbeck.
Petula Clark had four chart entries
for Welbeck “You’d Better Come
Home,” “A Sign of the Times,” “My
Love” and “Around the Corner.”
Blossom did well with Bob Dylan’s
“Like a Rolling Stone” and “Posi-
tively 4th Street” plus The Byrds “Mr.
Tambourine Man,” and “All I Really
Want to Do” also waxed by Cher who,
with Sonny, gave Blossom “What Now
My Love.” Leeds finished the year
with two major smashes “Strangers
in the Night” by Frank Sinatra and
“Not Responsible” by Tom Jones.
Lorna Music have had their best

year since 1962 mainly due to Paul
Simon material which has taken them
into the charts with “Sounds of Si-

lence,” “Someday One Day” and
“Homeward Bound.” Another noteable

smash was “These Boots Are Made
for Walkin’ ” and “How Does That
Grab You Darling” by Nancy Sinatra
both from Criterion Music represented

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ITALY — The Past Twelve Months
Italy is a country with 54,500,000

inhabitants: This is the only ‘official’

figure we have in hand speaking
about the record market in this edi-
torial. All other figures concerning the
record production and the sales shall
not be considered official, since, as we
told many times from our columns and
editorials it’s impossible to get official

figures about the real sales on our
market.
The figures we report are derived

from inquiries and deductions sug-
gested by the experienced and by some
partial results and events we exam-
ined in the past twelve months period.

According to these inquiries and de-
ductions, total record sales of these 12
months in Italy have reached a total
of 28,000,000 copies of records, so
shared: (we also indicate the percent-
age on the total sales of each class of
discs)

Singles 23,630,000 84,39%
E.P. 730,000 2,61%
LPs 12' 3,570,000 12,74%
LPs 10' 70,000 0,26%

Total 28,000,000 100,00%

Considering as reported a total sales
of 28 millions of discs, and a popula-
tion of 54,5 million inhabitants, we
have in Italy an average of one disc
sold per year every two persons.
Taking into consideration other Eu-

ropean countries like England, Ger-
many, France, Belgium, Holland and
Scandinavia, we note immediately that
the proportion between the records
sold and the population is one of the
lowest, but the Italian market is des-
tined to steadily increase, year after
year, until the moment when the pro-
portion between sales and population
for the record products, will be similar
to that of other mentioned countries.
To have a clear idea of the increas-

ing of record sales in a period of 6
years, we wish to compare graphically

the total sales of these past twelve
months, with the total sales of the
year 1959. We use the figures of 1959,
because these figures shall be con-
sidered as the most exact, deriving
from a deep equiry conducted by the
Italian Trade Association Secretary,
Mr. Fracchetti, in cooperation with the
record industries:

COPIES TOTALLY SOLD
In 6 years we had therefore a total

increase of record sales of 64.3%:
60.8% increase in singles sales, and
28.4% increase in LP sales, with a
decrease of 75% in E.P. sales, which
along with the LPs 10' (albums 10
inch.) have quite disappeared from the
market.
From these figures we can derive

that we had in Italy an average in-
crease in record sales of about a 10%
per year.
The Italian market is therefore still

and fast developing in spite of the
recent crisis which afflicted the record
operations.
An interesting data is derived from

the increase of the sales of the albums
production: while in 1959 the LPs
sales represented a 5.64% of the total
record sales, in these past twelve
months, LPs production represents a
13% of the total sales.

'The albums sales are steadily and
fast increasing developing an inter-
esting business for the record indus-
tries. The increase of sales of LPs is

surely due to the reduction of the
prices and to the promotional cam-
paigns conducted on this product by
the top Italian record firm, especially
for the classical recordings.
Now we have so the occasion of

talking about prices, and we have to
stress out another peculiarity of the

Italian market. There is in fact a

great difference between the minimum
and maximum retail selling prices for

the same class and type of records.

Also in this case we had some diffi-

culties to get definitive datas, since,
as y/e will explain forward in this edi-
torial, definitive selling price to the
public is fixed by the retailers more
than by the record producers. These
prices change according to the partic-
ular sales policy of the retailer, his
geographical position, the products he
is selling together with records, the
class of his customers and so on.
Anyway we list here the minimum

prices generally adopted on our mar-
ket:

There were really enthusiastical re-

sults from these initiatives which met
the full consentement of the public
opening a new way to the record sales,

which were before, mainly concentra-
ted in the pop field.

Following the results obtained with
classical repertoires, record manufac-
turers have also reduced the price of
pop albums, and of course unexpected
results have also been obtained in this
pop field.

maximum

From the above reported list it’s a
great evidence in the fact that the big-
gest difference in the price is for the
LPs records. Also singles prices are
too high in proportion to the average
price of a LP disc, and price of sin-
gles are one of the highest in Europe.
The difference between the mini-

mum and maximum prices of the LPs
derives from the fact that at the be-
ginning of the LP production in Italy,
the sales were very limited, to recover
from the production costs, record in-
dustries were obliged to sell the prod-
uct to an high price. Than, little by
little, teached by the experience of
foreign markets also Italian industries
started promoting LP sales, and first

step was accomplished reducing the
prices.

RCA ITALIANA, EMI ITALIANA,
DECCA ITALIANA, RICORDI, PHO-
NOGRAM, RI.FI, and just recently

BLUEBELL, started strong promo-
tional campaigns on the album pro-

of course there are still some par-
ticular albums sold at the ancient
prices which are fixed between Lit.

3.300, and lit. 4.400. These shall be
considered now as exceptions, and the
sales of these peculiar products do
not reach high levels.

The usual average price for LPs is

between lit. 1,800 and Lit. 2,200. 70%
of total albums sales are of classical
repertoire, 30% is divided between
pop and jazz releases.

This means that young people, who
constitutes a percentage between 75%
and 80% of total record buyers, have
not yet addressed their preferences to
the LPs records but just in the past
two months, we have registered a
sudden increased interest b^y part of
teenagers for the pop album produc-
tion.

This phenomenon is directly connec-
ted with the great success obtaining
by the “groups” and the “beat” music
to whom record firms are devoting an

LPs production which shall be consid-
ered quite considerable. These LPs
sold at an interesting price (around
an average of Lit. 2.000) have received
a good welcome by part of the teen-
agers, even because of the too high
price of the single discs.

Lit. 850 is the price usually request-
ed by a record shop for a single disc:

considering that the same hits (speak-
ing about groups and beat music)
are available on albums, sometime at

the price of only Lit. 1.600, containing
forty minutes of performance of their

preferred talents, there is a good
reason for the preference given recent-
ly to the album production by part
of teenagers, and the registered in-

crease in pop albums sales in the
latest months.
We think that this increased interest

in the albums, will quite modify the
Italian record production and of course
Italian record market: record produc-
ers are now attracted by the releases
of LPs earnings on which are more
important, which are easier to sell,

and which sometimes requires less

promotional efforts.

By the way, making a short consid-
eration of the production costs of
singles discs we derive that it is im-
possible at the moment reduce the
price, even if, as we said, they are
the highest in comparison with other
European countries.
We think that principal reason of

such high prices are directly connected
with particular conditions existing on
our market.
The price of a single disc is fixed

bjr the industry on Lit. 750 (retail

price) and on this price all royalties
(artists, copyright etc) are mainly
calculated. But there is a 10% increase
on such price due to the government
tax. This tax is paid directly by the
record firms, but it’s debited on the
invoices to the retailers. Retailers on
their side, are increasing the price to

the public of such a ten percent so
that the retail selling price of a single

shall reach a total of 825 liras. Than
there is also a municipal tax to be
calculated in addition, different from
districts to district, and for this fur-

ther tax the price is increased to the
above mentioned total of 850 liras

for each single.

In the following prospect we give an
approximate repartition of the various
elements which contributes to the cost

of a single disc:

Material, press, labels Lit. 75
Full couloured sleeve Lit. 10
Sinking share of recording
costs Lit. 50
Sinking share of promotional
costs Lit. 100
Mechanical rights Lit. 60
Artist royalties Lit. 40
Producer, arranger or others
royalties Lit. 15
Distribution costs Lit. 50

this means a total of 400 liras. As we
reported the usual price to the public
Calculated by record firms is of lit.

750: granting to the retailers a dis-

count of 33% the record is invoiced
by the manufacturer at a net price of
500 liras to which are added 70 liras

of tax. As we reported above, retailers

are selling the disc to a price between
830/850 liras, with net earnings per
disc of 250/280 liras, (in this calcula-
tion we have taken into consideration
the only records sold at the common
national price).
From these calculations it’s derived

that the biggest share of profit deriv-

ing from the singles sales, is reserved
to retailers: the reason is strictly

connected also with our distribution
system, and first of all with the strong
competition existing on our market.

This also explains why there is a
great difference in the prices adopted
on our market for sales to the public
of singles discs; retailers are free to
adopt their own sales policy increasing

or decreasing their profits, whose
margin is sufficently large.
The situation is similar in the LP

field, even if usually prices are more
controlled. The question of the unifi-

cation of the retail prices for each
class of records is the main problem
of our industry to-day: the great
competition in fact creates a favourable
situation for the retailers, to whom
usually some records firms are grant-
ing special discounts or other facilities,

which increase of course this big mar-
gin of profit already in their hands,
without any benefit for the manufac-
turers. The way to resolve this prob-
lem was the main purpose of the rec-
ent meeting of some of the top respon-
sables of our record industry at CAPO
BOI (Sardinia). We reported about
this meeting in our usual weekly col-

umn, but we don’t know yet results
reached.

It is our opinion that there are no
efficent solutions to this problem which
not only derives from the strong com-
petition existing on the market, but
principally from the overproduction
which always afflicts our records oper-
ations, and also from our distribution
system.
The distribution system in Italy is

based on direct sales from the record
firms to the retailers. These sales are
effected through salesmen. Due to the
geographical position of Italy, a good
distribution can only be obtained with
a minimum of twenty sales agents
traveling all throughout the country.
For a better service it is also neces-
sary to establish some stock stores in

the principal centers of the nation,
also there is a need of two sales super-
visors. Even if sales agents are com-
pensated with a percentage on the
sales they effect, not only this dis-

tribution and sales organization rep-
resents one of the top costs of the
record manufacturers, but also is one
of the biggest problems to be resolved
for the creation of an active industry.
To be able to maintain this distri-

bution organization (sales organiza-
tion) at a reasonable cost, the record
industry or shall have frequently top
hit discs, or shall have a wide and con-
sistent catalogue: by the way it is

also necessary to say that this system
creates a direct competition between
agent and agent of different firms,

with advantages for the retailers.

We don’t think there v/ill be a
change in the distribution system in

the next years, even if we think that
this sales system is one of the reasons
of the instability of the Italian record
market. Record firms have tried to

make disappear the records wholesale
dealers who executed the service of
distributor. We think it was a mistake,
because for the big firms with a strong
catalogue it was always possible to

oblige them to respect their conditions,

while little firms with a good produc-
tion, could have resolved in this way
the problem of their distribution. By
the way, being not direct deal between
record firms and dealers, may be that
prices to the public were more uni-
formed.
Now the small companies, which are

unable to create their own sales orga-
nization are giving their products in

distribution to bigger firms, but they
have the risk that their production is

always considered as a second class

product, and by other and the margin
of their profit is extremely reduced.
By the way even small record firms

try to have their own distribution
assuming a group of sales agents, and
this creates a further competition.
Of course the economical and finan-

cial efforts requested for creating the
sales organization makes in our coun-
try a natural selection among the rec-

ord operators in fact strength and
power of a record firm in Italy mainly
derive from the organization of its

sales system.
Some Italian indie producers have

formed their own company, but even

if we’re able to release a good product,
we’re obliged to renounce to their
independent activity just because the
great difficult involved in the distribu-
tion organization.
Anyway there are still in Italy

something like 150 different record
firms, but only 20 of them shall really
be considered as well established
phonographic industries and have in
their hands 95% of the total record
market. Even if we wish to stress that
the main power of this group derives
from their sales and distribution orga-
nization, anyway, it’s always our
opinion that it’s just this system
adopted for distribution and sales
which creates a great instability in the
policy of the prices.
As well as in other countries of the

world and for other products (books
for example), also in Italy and recent-
ly it has been introduced the sales
system “door to door” and the mail
sales (direct to the public).
The development of the direct sales

to the public is strictly connected with
the increase of the LPs sales. As a
matter of fact only albums can be
offered in sales through this system.
The RCA/READER’S DIGEST CLUB
which was the first top organization
created in Italy, gave unexpected good

results. We wish also mention two
firms of recent constitution, like COM-
PAGNIA DISCOGRAFICA ITALI-
ANA, and RECORD ITALY CLUB,
which only offer in sales their produc-
tion through mail and “door to door”
sales and it seems that - results are
quite satisfactory. Of course it’s also
impossible to know exactly which is

the busines volume of these direct
sales systems but we have calculated
that presently it represents a percent-
age between 3 and 5% of total sales
in Italy.

The “door to door” sales system is

steadily increasing, even because it

resolves in a different easier way the
distribution problem, and these sales
have acquired new customers to the
record field, and it’s also one of the
reasons of the increase in the LP sales.

After these considerations covering
the general commercial situation on
the Italian market, we give here a
report of the past twelve months,
derived from the examination of the
top selling list of the pop hits of the
past twelve months period.

We list here the top selling tunes

and recordings, along with names of

record manufacturers, artists and pub-

Examining this list, the first note
to make is that publishers have dis-
appeared as protagonists from the
music scene: this fact derives directly
from the consideration that the indus-
trial activity in the music field is only
concentrated in the record production.
This phenomenon is similar in all
other countries of the world, but in
Italy there are accentuated conse-
quences.
As a matter of fact on the 64 titles

listed, which entered the top ten hits
in our charts of past twelve months,
38 copyrights belong to the same firm
which released the top selling disc:
This represents the high percentage
of 60%.
The 64 titles listed are belonging to

17 different publishers; we give here
their names together with the number
of entries:

To note that 12 of these 17 pub-
beries are directly involved in their
own record business, and 7 of them
started their activity, and still are
principally record manufacturers.
(RCA ITALIANA, CLAN CELEN-
TANO, EMI ITALIANA, DURIUM,
USIGNOLO [FONIT CETRA], ES-
EDRA [PHONOGRAM], MAS [SA-
AR] ) . 43 of them are only publishers,
without having any direct connection
with any record production; they are
ABERBACH, LEONARDI, CIELO-
VIDEO and MASCOTTE. There is a
fifth name to be joined, but it’s a
foreign publisher who did’nt assign
its copyright for sub-publication in
Italy. We refer to CRITERION MU-
SIC of Hollywood, for its hit “These
Boots Are Made For Walkin’ ”.

Returning now to the record field,

and to make a comparison with the
list of the hits publishers, above re-
ported, we wish to give the name of
the record firms whose discs entered
the top ten charts in the past twelve
months, giving of course also the num-
ber of their entries:

Making same consideration as above,
referred to publishers, we have to note
that only 3 record firms among those
above listed, are not involved directly
and officially in publishing business:
these are RI.FI, DECCA and CBS,
whose destination, as it’s known, is

not yet become official, after the end
of its contract with Ricordi. (Presently
CBS is distributed by CGD, connected

with SUGARMUSIC).
The copyrights of 27 tunes belong

to pubberies not owned or connected

with the firms which released the top

selling record of the tune, this means
that a cooperation is always at the

basis of the musical life, even if in

such a situation it’s not easy to dis-

tinguish competitors from cooperators.

But this 27 songs on the 64 listed

represents a percentage of a 41%

which is still good, but we have also
to note that all these numbers belongs
to top publishing groups: CURCI had
7 songs recorded, SUGARMUSIC 7,
SOUTHERN, ABERBACH, RICORDI,
LEONARDI, CIELO-VIDEO all had
2 tunes recorded by different firms,
while MASCOTTE and DURIUM only ^

1. For a better consideration of the
situation it’s necessary by the way
to stress that 16 of these tunes where
of foreign origin and only 11 were
original Italian copyrights.
Even if as we reported cooperation

is always possible between the vari-

ous publishers/records and records/
publishers firms, we have to say that
of course Italian record companies
usually prefer produce and wax their

own copyrights and those 27 songs of
which we spoke before are a confirma-
tion to this trend.

16 of these tunes we said are of I

foreign origin and it is easy to de-

rive that they were recorded mainly
because of the success obtained in

their “native” country. Since for
some particular catalogues deals these
songs belongs to some top publishing
groups, record producers had the con-
venience to utilize such a material
even if not owned by their own pub-
beries.

Other 11 songs we mentioned, and
of Italian origin, derived from con-
tests like SAN REMO or others whose
connection with publishers are well
known, and also in this case record
firms were obliged to utilize this

material even if not controlled by
their own pubberies.
As a conclusion of this examen we

can state that the “indie” music
publishers who served as interme-
diaries between the music writers and
the record manufacturers are des-
tinated to complete desappear.

This represents of course a great
revolution in the music business, but
it’s a normal consequence of the prog-
ress which gives a preminent role to

the recorded music and to the mechan-
ical media of reproduction.

It is necessary to consider for ex-
ample the organization for the col-

lection of the mechanical rights,

which were created principally in be-
half of the publishers to take care
of their interests with the record in-

dustries. Being now a great part of
the new copyrights directly owned by
the same firms which produce and
sell the disc there is no more reason
for the existence of such collecting
societies. It’s too early of course to
become to the definitive soprression
of such organization since in some
cases there is still a utility of the
control and collecting service in some
foreign countries, (even if this prob-
lem can be resolved through the well
official established performing rights
societiies), but it’s sure that in a near
future also mechanical rights will be
directly paid by record producers to

writers and composers as no it hap-
pens with the artists royalties.

This evolution in the musical field

which is confronted by an eloquent sta-

tistic, will have its full weight in the
transaction that BIEM shall conduct
or is conducting with the Internation-
al Phonografic Associations for the
renewal of the agreement which ends
December 31, 1966.
We think that negotiations for the

|

renewal of this contract will be par-
ticularly difficult especially from the
Italian side, taking into account that
in our territory 9^5% of top record
firms have their own publishing ac-

!

tivities, and 90% of top pubberies
have their own record production and
the collection of the mechanical rights
does not represent a problem as some
years ago. It’s already agreed by
SEDRIM for example, even if differ-

ent stated in the present valid con-

tract between industry/Biem, that

Italian record firms are entitled to

retain their share of mechanical rights

for record sold by themselves and
containing works of their own copy-

right property.

And now, before to conclude our

editorials we have to speak about the

most outstanding event which char-

acterized the Italian market in the i

ITALY — The Present and Possible Future
by Ing, Romano Bocchini, Gen. Mgr. Decco Dischi Italia

Ing. Romano Bocchini

In my opinion, the most positive
side of the present situation in our
market is that we have finally come
out of the waiting period that has
been characteristic of the last two
years; creating a State of inactivity
which, independent of the economic
difficulties encountered by our country
during this time, was for records pro-
voked above all by the lack of suit-
able material and by the absence of
initiative in trying to interest the
public sufficiently.

This is inasmuch as' regards the
production and sales of 45 singles of

light music, as the sales of 33 r.p.m.

records, and in particular classical

music, have remained unaltered, and
in some sections of the repertory
greatly increased.
For light music this negative situa-

tion was to be considered inevitable
also because of the heavy situation
inherited by the Italian record indus-
try from the record boom of the years
1961/1963, a boom which was based
almost exclusively upon the astro-
nomic sales obtained by a particular
record and not upon a massive sales
movement in general. To aggravate
this situation, we have had a long se-
ries of experiments and attempts by
many record firms to achieve huge
sales, introducing on the market in-
discriminately thousands and thous-
ands of new titles and launching hun-
dreds of new artists at enormous cost.
To support these attempts great

sales campaigns were launched, di-
rected at the shopkeeper (our sales
network was certainly not capable of
absorbing instantly this avalanche of
production), and therefore forced
sales operations were carried out
which, for the greatest part, only
achieved the effect of saturating the
shopkeeper’s facilities with material
which was very difficult to sell to the
public.

Further, these experiments have
ijrovoked an acceleration in the life of
a record, its success and its sales. A
good 45 single record of light music
in fact used to sell at first a few
thousand copies (but it lasted) be-

few past months. We refer to the
revolution caused by “groups” and
their “beat” music which suddenly
and unexpected conquered also the
“latin” traditionalist Italy.

It was two years at least that the
“beat” had found its way to the suc-
cess in the great part of the world,
but not reaction was registered in
our country. Even the BEATLES
discs, issued under the GARISH label
and which reached in the two past
years all together a total sales near
to the million of copies, never ap-
peared on our charts being the sales
volume of their discs increasingly
slowly even if constantly. But any-
way it was to be considered as a first

symptom of a positive reaction in
Italy too to the “Liverpool” sound, and
this was confirmed after with the
formation of the first two national
groups THE ROKES, by RCA ITAL-
IANA and EQUIPPE 84, formerly
with VEDETTE, and now strongly
oushed by RICORDI.
But we think that the basical cause

of the introduction of the “groups”
and their “beat” in Italy and their
sudden extraordinary success, is prin-
cipally connected with the creation of
some specialized magazines complete-
ly created and conceived for the
youngs. They started appearing just
two years ago. First of this magazines
was “CIAO AMICI” followed after
by “GIOVANI” and “BIG”. Principal
and quite unique subjects of these
papers was the pop music and talents.

But, while for example other pro-
motional stronger media like RADIO
and TV Monopolistic Company, fol-

lowed in their programs their “tradi-
tional” way not taking into any con-
sideration the change of trend on the
International music scene, these mag-
azines, in order to give to their young
readers something “new” devoted
space and space to the most advanced
musical events and to the foreign in-
terpreters of this “new” sound. It was
just the moment when the Italian
record industry had reached a stand-
ing point: quite 100% of the total
pop production was of original Italian
recordings, and even if the standing
of the production was really high,
there were no new ideas able to awake
a new interest in the public of teen-
agers which are the principal cus-
tomers of the record industry.
By other side the circulation of

such specialized magazines for teen-
agers whose first argument was the
music, was steadily and fast increas-
ing and in this case, and for the first

time in Italy, the press was the first

promotional media to a new product
of the record industry: “the beat mu-
sic”

Not only but these magazines served
to discover the large potential mar-
ket constituted by the teenagers, and
the record was the first product which
opened the way in this new market.
RADIO & TV was pushed to not

neglect the teenagers, as they did un-

til few months ago, and following the

trend shown by the press, started de-

voting radio and TV programs to the

young audience.
Even the SAN REMO Festival in

spite of its ‘traditionalism’ and of the
publishing interests in which it was
still involved, was obliged to take into

consideration the new development of

the Italian record market and pre-
sented some “beat” groups on the
stage of the “Casino”. The SAN
REMO experience in this case should
to be considered as negative either
because the great public follower of
the SAN REMO revue is not formed
by the teenagers, even because the
publishing “obligations” of this con-
test gave to the groups a material
which was not perfectly suitable for
their performances.
But the big “bomb” explosed on the

Italian market immediately after the
SAN REMO FESTIVAL. While usu-
ally the SAN REMO hits remained in

the charts for a period between 12
and 16 weeks this year the only ex-
ception of “NESSUNO MI PUO’
GIUDICARE” (CATERINA CASEL-
LI/CGD) and “IL RAGAZZO DELLA
VIA GLUCK” (ADRIANO CELEN-
TANO/CLAN CELENTANO) were
able to resist, all the others songs
desappeared completely opening the
way to a series of “beat” titles per-
formed by “groups”.

Considering as an example the last

week of January 1966, seven of the
top ten tunes listed were of Italian

origin, and all the top ten recordings
reported in the charts were waxed
by Italian artists and sung in Italian.

In the last week of April on the top
ten hits listed in the charts only 4

are original Italian tunes sung in

Italian by Italian artists while all

other tunes listed were original Eng-
lish or American recordings sung in

the original language.
Italian industry now is of course

following the trend and the latest

original Italian products are directly

oriented on the “beat” and the

“groups”. In any case thanks to this

new fashion, foreign artists and orig-

inal foreign recordings which disap-

peared from our scene are again of

great interest for the Italian opera-

tors, and this return opened the way
to a new cooperation between Italian

and American and English industries.

On the promotional side the new
fashion served to discover the promo-
tional power of well done specialized

magazines as a mass communication
for the young people. We have to

recognize that our RADIO & TV
Monopoly, changing dynamically its

trend is now following the fashion,

and created new programs which
really are extraordinary promotional
media for the record products. This
may serve to definitely eliminate the
various musical contests which creat-

ing a business at the margin of the

record industry, altered artificially the

market giving more damages than

profits to the Italian record industry.

coming a steady success for the artist
and a regular return for the record
company.

In this situation, instead of trying
to set up a national group with a
throbbing drum and to obtain imme-
diately an Italian production, we have
preferred to take accurate soundings
of the public, in particular young-
people, and directing our work to-
wards the new repertory which, com-
ing from England, has already had
great success in other European coun-
tries. To tell the truth, it seemed that
this beat music, rather than being of
musical interest, was only a curiosity
for our public, because of the long-

hair and unkempt clothes which dis-
tinguished the nerformers of the new
Liverpool sound.
The first records published by us of

the Rolling Stones, Them, The Who
and many other beat and Rhythm &
Blues groups were however received
with great enthusiasm, an enthusiasm
which has now grown beyond meas-
ure with the ever increasing absorp-
tion of this production and with book-

ings made months in advance for the

new releases of these groups.

Certainly the acceleration and con-
firmation of this change in public
taste is in large part due to the efforts

of RAI-TV which, by modifying- its

programmes of light music, has faced
up to this evolution in taste, changing
its particularly traditional repertory,
increasing- considerably its program-
mes of modern light music, creating
pi-oe-rammes exclusively for the young
public, such as the very interesting-

transmission “Bandiera Gialla.'’

I therefore maintain that this new
English repertory has resulted in a
decisive change in our work in that
we have discovered a new market of
young people (a market which in our
country has been underestimated) and
i'^ that it has been made nossible to
find an original source of material.
Today the greatest part of the produc-
tion of light music is in the beat
idiom. This new English repertory has
also resulted in a notable movement in

the sales of musical instruments, by
the huge circulation of the few musi-
cal magazines for the young, by the
fact that conservative periodicals in-

tended almost exclusively for adults
are devoting more space to articles

However, X’mas records seemed to
have had a tendency to decrease in
sales achievement, compared with
those of the past three years. Besides
X’mas records, LP “Ole Mantovani”
on London, “This Is Continental
Tango/Alfred Hause Vol. 2” sold well.

In pop, the Spotnicks ran away with
“Karelia” on Polydor and Ventures
with “Jingle Bell” on Liberty and
Beatles with “Yesterday” on Odeon
were conspicuously good sellers.

Japan Composers’ Association an-
nounced on Dec. 3 the nine awards
including Grand Prix Record, New
Talent Award, and 7 others as the
fruits of ’65 local recording scene,
after judging over 547 tunes released
last year.

January-June 1966

tion in Japan for past 6-months, a
great many performances by foreign
artists were held right along, most
of which turned out to be successful.

Delux” and they have also
shown good sales. Nothing would be
more delightful to real music lovers
than to be able to enjoy all kinds
of music performances by artists of
all nations.

Mann” on Columbia, “Herbie Mann/
All Stars In Rio” on Fontana, “This
Is Rick Nelson” on Imperial, “Pat
Boone” on Dot, “Billy Vaughn/Peace-
ful Trumpet” on Dot, “Ellington Pop
Concert” on Reprirse and “Thelonius
Monk/Mistery Augho” on Columbia
are seen.

tion of International Trade And In-

dustry show 508,000 dollars as last

year achievement which was a 19%
increase in total, compared with that

of two years ago. In detail: 50% in-

crease in Canada, 8% increase in

America, 57% increase in Okinawa,

and 50% increase in South-East Asia,

while 610,000 dollars was reportedly

set as an export figure in 1966.

Germany—
JUNE
The German Song Festival ended

in a win for “Mit 17 Hat Man Noch
Traeume” sung for RCA by Peggy
March. Second place went to Poly-
dor’s Wencke Myhre and third place
to Siw Malmkvist of Metronome. All
three records and several other festi-

val tunes immediately picked up sales-
wise. Other top items included the
new German Cliff Richard single of
“I Could Easily Fall In Love With
You” and “H Silenzio” by Nini Rosso.
Freddy Quinn, Germany’s top record
artist did his first English single for
Eapp. Peter Walter of the Big Apple
Night club brought in The Animals
for their first concert here. The Pretty
Things also made their first appear-
ance at the club. Teldec picked up the
Reprise label from Ariola for Ger-
many. Teldec issued a new “Beat For
Beaters” series of hard rock sounds.

JULY
GEMA won a court battle and now

receives 5% of the sales price of tape
recorders for the authors. Copyright
laws were amended in Germany to

give composers a 70 instead of a 50
year protection. Vogue started a new
low priced series of beat LP’s.
Heinz Gietz gave up his position as

head of production at Electrola to

take on a non-exclusive agreement
with the firm as chief producer.
Heinz’s partner, Gunter Ilgner leaves
Electrola as administrative director
to work exclusively for the partner-
ship production with all labels. Elec-
trola is for the first time open to
independent production through this

move.
Gunter later took over as produc-

tion-distribution chief of Polydor. 'The

huge Bertelsmann production firm
with Ariola records, publishing firms.

TV and film interests along with the
biggest record club in Germany hired
Horst Fuchs who had headed up an
indie production-publishing firm to
coordinate music production in all

phases starting in 1966.
The Swinging Blue Jeans visited

Munich. Radio Luxemburg awarded
their “Lion” awards for the most
popular songs at the station. The
awards were made at the music festi-

val at Knokke, Belgium with first

place and the Golden Lion going to
Petula Clark for “Downtown”. Mar-
tin Lauer picked up the silver lion

for his “Taxi Nach Texas” and the
bronze third place award went to
Hans Jurgen Baumler for his “Sorry
Little Baby.” The Beatles were in lion

for a Lion but due to the fact that
they could not appear for the pre-
sentations, they were disqualified. Dr.
Karl Heinz Busse picked up the 20th
Century Fox line for Germany. CBS
released the first stereo single with
Bernd Spier. Instrumental hits dom-
inated the hot summer season vdth
Nini Rosso’s “H Silenzio” in first

place on the charts and the “Sirtaki”
taking Germany by storm through the
“Zorba” recordings.
The German trade paper “Musik-

markt” maintained a strong position
against the German Pop Music Festi-
val with a very hard article and the
reprinting of press notices, mostly
negative, concerning the event. The
paper said in no uncertain terms that
the festival was badly run and went
all out to bombard the festival and
the people connected with it. Positive
results were also mentioned and
everyone had a nice word to say about
the winner Peggy March and Heinz
Korn’s winning tune. RCA Victor and
Hans Gerig Music shared the laurels
with the song going over the 350,000
in sales.

AUGUST
Tunes from the German Pop Festi-

val were strongly represented in the
top 10 with 4 of the entries racking
up chart positions. Beat music con-
tinued to have strong sales but were
not represented strongly in the charts
as sales seemed to be too split. Poly-
dor stars Martin Lauer, Lolita, and
Ivo Robic along with Lale Anderson
headed out for their U.S. tour, which
took place in September-October. Rolf

The Past

Twelve Months
Bude reported strong U.S. action on
the festival entry “Summer Wind”
which failed to make the finals here
but ended up with waxings by Perry
Como, Wayne Newton and Roger
Williams.
Horst Jankowsky started to have

action with “A Walk In The Black
Forest” stateside. Philips took over
the Amadeo label for Germany. D.G.G.
opened the fall season with 3 special

packages of classical LP’s each con-
taining 8 discs to special prices and
tremendous sales. Teldec took 3 of

the top jazz prizes from the German
Jazz federation with LPs by Coleman
Hawkins, Duke Ellington and The
Davis Sisters. Peter Alexander signed
a long term film pact with Constantin
which resulted later in a label switch
to Ariola for the best selling artist

after a long term pact with Polydor.
Kurt Feltz stayed as A&R manager of
the artist.

Horst Jankowsky who took the
“most promising instrumentalist of
the year” award in Cash Box planned
his first stateside trip.

A new trade paper “Music” opened
its doors with the first issue set for
release in October. Popular trade
journalist Just Ptach and editor Rolf
Bier headed up the publication team.
The monthly magazine supplemented
by a bi-weekly hit parade is the first

authorized and authenticated hit pa-
rade in Germany, based solely on
sales. Publisher Rudi Von Der Doven-
muhle began his international activi-

ties for the year with “Ju Ju Hand”
by Sam The Sham and ended up with
5 versions selling over % million rec-

ords. Barbara Kist took over as head
of the Edward Kassner organization
in Germany.

SEPTEMBER
The month started out on a happy

kick as marathon beat band contests
began with the record being over 100
hours and held down by The Rollicks

who then signed a CBS recording
contract. Vogue’s Larry Yaskiel went
to London to record 6 LP’s of top beat
tunes for a low priced series. Elite

Special artist Heinz Kiessling visited

Japan to set up a new show with over
800 musical parts. Peppino Di Capri
guested here. Teldec started their 5

star LP release series with 20 new
LP’s. The first “European Common
Market Golden Record” was awarded
Nini Rosso for sales of over a million

discs in Europe of “H Silenzio.” The
disc handled here by Peter Meisel’s

indie “Hansa” label and distributed

by Ariola went on to become the best
selling single of the year with over
800,000 sold copies in Germany alone.

Hans Gerig continued his strong
move on the pop market publishing
wise with “Zorba” and “Mit 17,” the
German Pop Music Festival winner
rolling up strong chart positions. Mike
Warner’s group took over in the
marathon beat band contest with 155
hours without a pause. The group
signed with Ariola. Philips did an LP
of the 21 beat bands appearing at the
2nd annual festival held in the Star
Club in Hamburg.
The Rolling Stones did their first

tour here to completely sold out
houses and racked up tremendous
sales singles and LP wise as a result
of the tour. The Kinks followed with
a strong tour. The Stones tour was
sponsored by teen mag “Bravo” and
the competition “Musik Parade” did
the Kinks stint. The Animals played
Munich and the Searchers did Berlin.

Statistics were released for the
first half year in Germany showing
that 11.2 million singles were sold
and 5.5 million 12" LP’s for a new
high.

OCTOBER
Esther and Abi Ofarim started

their German tour which had to be re-

peated due to complete sellouts in all

areas. “Bravo” started a strong mag-
azine series on the Rolling Stones
which kept the group in the front
sales wise months on end. Peter
Kraus left his long time producer
Gerhard Mendelson for a new Ariola
pact.

On September 1st, 1965, Deutsche Grammo-
phon published the subscription for the "Mas-

terworks in De Luxe Albums”, containing

three albums: 1.) F. Chopin: “SelectedWorks
for Piano”, 2.) F. Schubert: "Chamber Mu-
sic”, 3.) W. A. Mozart: "Magic Flute” under

the baton of Dr. Karl Bohm. This campaign

was started in many European countries: Bel-

gium, Denmark, Germany, Finland, Norway,

France, Greece, Great Britain, Holland, Italy,
j

Austria, Sweden, Switzerland. In some coun- '

tries, the "Christmas Oratorio” under Karl

Richter was also part of the subscription. The

idea of subscription, initiated by Deutsche

Grammophon in 1962, has now become a

well-established annual event, eagerly awaited

by public, trade and press.

The addition of the MGM and Verve cata-

logue gave our subsidiary in Japan the much
desired big American catalogue, necessary to

make Nippon Grammophon, Toyko, truly

one of the major record companies. Eighteen

important dealers from Japan paid a visit to

the plants of Deutsche Grammophon in Han-

over and to their central office, Hamburg, in

May 1966. ^

Moreover, about one hundred Scandinavian
j

dealers went to see the central office in Ham-



burg and were informed in advance about the

important campaigns in Autumn: the sub-

scription and the new release of the classical

Heliodor series.

The major effort that Deutsche Grammophon
is putting behind its activities in the United

Kingdom is already paying off. Not only did

Bert Kaempfert’s recording of "Bye, Bye

Blues” reach a prominent place in the LP and

Single charts, but the recording "Substitute”

by "The Who” reached a top position on the

Single charts.

Another innovation of Deutsche Grammo-
phon has also become an institution by now
with the trade in Europe. In 1966 the "V66”
was bought by more than 2,500 dealers, each

"V66” containing several hundred LP’s.

The important campaign of Archive Produc-

[tions in August 1966 will bring 10 new re-

leases, among them 3 LP’s with works by

Heinrich Schiitz, sung by the Kreuzchor Dres-

den under Rudolf Mauersberger. New attrac-

tive design and presentation of the record-

sleeves have been started.

The confidence of American record compa-

nies in the distribution and promotion abilities

of Deutsche Grammophon Gesellschaft is

further enhanced by the fact that Atlantic

Records has given us the rights to their cata-

logue for the United Kingdom and the Neth-

erlands.

The Munich Oktober Fest ended
with over 5 million visitors and
$17,500 going to GEMA for music
royalties from the over 350 musicians
and 100 jukeboxes which blasted out
music to the masses. Only 3 of the
top 10 tunes were of German origin
in the charts as The Rolling Stones,
The Beatles, Sam The Sham and The
Byrds holding down slots along with
Nini Rosso, & “Zorba” in several
versions. D.G.G.’s Polydor team made
a strong bid for American action
with the signing of Klaus Ogermann
to an exclusive pact for the label

which will be released through Atlan-
tic stateside. Roy Black’s “sleeper”
disc for Polydor of “You Are Not
Alone” passed the 200,000 sales mark
but failed to make the top 3 due to
long term sales. Elite Special opened
their city series of LP’s with discs

from Vienna, Berlin, Stuttgart, Ham-
burg, Frankfurt and Munich. Bert
Kaempfert packed his bags for Holly-
wood where he did the film music for
his first U.S. outing. Sacha Distel
inked a new 3 year pact with Polydor.
Gilbert Becaud visited Germany.

NOVEMBER
Beat music moved to the front in

November as no less than % of the
top 10 were beat waxings from Sam
The Sham, The Rainbows, The Roll-
ing Stones and Casey Jones took chart
slots. Both Polydor and Philips re-
leased new jazz catalogues. Teldec
announced a push on Manuela and
Drafi Deutscher who both made Eng-
lish language waxings in London with
TV push slated for both recordings.
Hermann Prey was set to open the
Met opera in “66”. Polydor joined 2
other majors in tie-ups with top beat
night clubs for exclusive release of
label. Philips has the “Star Club”
line, Teldec has the “Top Ten Club”
recordings and Polydor signed with
the “P.N. Hit Club” for release of
product. Creed Taylor of Verve visited
Germany and recorded the Jimmy
Smith Concert in Hamburg. Hans
Gerig reported that the German
festival pop winner “Mit 17” has been
done in 11 languages with over 16
different recordings, released all over
the world.

The Past
Twelve Months
GEMA chief Erich Schulze resigned

from the German Pop Music Festival
presidency and the record industry
and GEMA followed suit in dissolving
the Festival committee in favor of a
new committee from the German pub-
lishers, composers and lyricists.

GEMA reported an approximate in-

come for 1965 of 114 million marks
($28.5 million) for an increase of

7%% from last year. The trade paper
Musikmarkt and their staff of guest
writers, D.J.’s and reporters from
other papers picked Peter Alexander,
Udo Jurgens, Freddy Quinn, Caterina
Valente, Corry Brokken and Esther
Ofarim, Frank Sinatra, Gilbert Be-
caud, Charles Aznavour, Joan Baez,
Ella Fitzgerald and Barbra Streis-

and as artists of the year. Carlos
Montoya set his tour of Germany.

DECEMBER
Gerry and the Pacemakers visited

Hamburg and Munich and Lulu and
the Luwers not only did concert ap-
pearances here but also did a record
date in German with Peter Meisel’s
“Hansa” productions.

Carl Greenberg of Audio Fidelity
Records visited Germany to set up
distribution for his label. Cash Box
signed an agreement with the trade
paper “Music” to release their charts
and “Music” will bring the Cash Box
listings. The German column will also
feature juke box sales from Auto-
maton Markt.
The year ended on a happy note

with top holiday sales and strong
plans for the coming year. Last year’s
predictions of more stereo business,
more indie production came true. The
predicted long shot, a drop in singles
prices did not happen. This year
should show an overwhelming increase
in stereo sales with record firms mak-
ing strong ties with indie producers
but many of the producers going out
with their own labels handled by ma-
jor distribution firms. The folk-rock
wave should hit Germany in the com-
ing year meaning new important art-
ists. Production beatwise from Ger-
man groups will improve with more
sales going to local product. Long
shot predictions include more pop and
beat TV, perhaps a pirate station
beaming into Germany and an in-

crease in singles sales.

The German Phonograph Record In-
dustry in their sales figures for 1965
showed a strong increase in dollar
volume. Singles sales rose for the first

time in several years and showed a
9% increase compared to a 4.3% de-
crease last year. The 12'" LP also rose
52.5% compared to 25.3% last year.
Once again the great majority of
records were sold through authorized
dealers who accounted for the sale of
41.2 million of the 49.2 million records
sold, or 83% in percentage figures.

Retail sales of around 380 million
marks ($95 million) and classical
LP’s accounted for around 40% of all

LP’s sold and about 20% of all rec-
oi'ds sold, were in the classical cate-
gory. Exports dropped 4.1% to a total
of 11.8 million records and import rose
about a half million records or 30.9%
to 2.16 million.

Production figures rose by 6.3% in

the singles field and 48.8% in LP’s.
66.2 million records were produced in

1966, an increase of 8.8 million records
or 15.3%. One of the most interesting
developments of 1965-66 was the
stereo LP which accounted for almost
half of the LP sales in 1965 and
should be close to 75% or more in

1966.. The main reason for the stereo
increase is the fact that the German
record industry has been pushing the
stereo development and now has de-
cided to release only stereo compatible
LP’s which may also be played on
monoral machines, first of all saving
the release of 2 instead of 1 LP’s of
the same work and also the fact that
for several years now, stereo and
mono LP’s have sold for the same
price.

^Fr^nk Sinatra. It was a Kaempfert
^year and it looks like just the start
for this fabulous talent. Udo Jurgens
became a European star of first rank
and the year was spotlighted by his

. winning the “Song For Europe” festi-

val with his own tune which raised
his stock as a performer and as a
writer. Locally, Peter Meisel ran away
with honors as a producer-publisher
doing over 15% of the total singles
business in Germany with his indie
outfit and producing stars like Man-
nela, Drafi Deutscher and Marion all

of whom topped the charts at one
time or another. Hans Gerig continued
for the 7th straight year to lead the
list of publishers with the most tunes
in the top 10 by placing 21 numbers
for a new record.

24 LP’s made the top 10 with 15 of
the LP’s produced locally and 86 rec-
ords made the top 10 in the charts
with 21 publishers sharing the tunes.
51 of the songs were original Ger-
man copyrights.

Here’s a monthly wrapup of things
as they happened in Germany as re-
ported in Cash Box.

JANUARY
The new year started with Cash

Box brining 2 hit parades, one from
the “Music” and the other from “Au-
tomaten-Markt”. At the same time, an
agreement was signed with both
major trade papers that they would
bring the Cash Box Top 100 as the
official U.S. hit parade. As of 1966,
the only U.S. hit parades listed in
trade papers in Germany are from
Cash Box.
Trade paper “Musikmarkt” listed

the stars of the year wdth male hon-
ors going to Teenager Drafi Deut-
scher followed by Peter Alexander
and Ronny, all three from Germany.
Distaff honors went to Peggv March
followed by Petula Clark and Wanda

Jackson, all foreign artists. On the
group side of the picture. The Beatles
took top honors with the Rolling
Stones and Sam The Sham following.
Singing group first place went to
Esther & Abi Ofarim followed by
The Swingle Singers and The Five
Tops. Instnimental winners were Nini
Rosso followed by Jacques Loussier
and Bert Kaempfert and classical win-
ners were instrumentally Herbert Von
Karajan with Van Cliburn and Yehudi
Menuhin and vocally by Rudolf Schock
followed by Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau
and Maria Callas. The top 3 tunes of
the year were “11 Silenzio” by Nini
Rosso, “Downtown” by Petula Clark
and “I Only Came To Dance With
You” in German sung by Bernd Spier.
LP year best sellers were “My Fair
Lady” with the original German cast
on Philips, “'The West Side Story”
with the original film soundtrack on
CBS and “Songs of the World” by
ABI & Ester Ofarim also on Philips.

Ariola started off the year with a
huge push for newly contracted Peter
Alexander who continued his best
selling ways with an immediate hit.

Polydor gave Freddy Quinn the first

golden LP for his Xmas LP “Xmas on
the High Seas” which sold over %
million copies. This is Freddy’s 9th
golden record with 7 million sellers in

Germany and a 100,000 hit in Holland
marking the milestones in his 10 year
career.
Pop singles wise, Drafi Deutscher

headed up the hit parade with his
Marble Breaks And Iron Bends which
sold over 700,000 copies here and went
on to break the U.S. hit parade, and
newcomer Roy Black passed the 300,-
000 mark for his first smash hit.

U.S. D.J.’s entered the spotlight as
Charlie Hickman started his “Music
and Information” TVer in Hamburg
and signed a Polydor recording con-

tract and Mai Sondock signed for

“Hits A Go Go” in Switzerland and
“Beat-Beat-Beat” from Frankfurt on

the TV scene.

Deutsche Grammophon formed their
own TV production firm as the first
record company to do so. Sam The
Sham signed for his first tour of Ger-
many. “Yesterday Man” by Chris
Andrews passed the million sales
mark and went on to pass the % mil-
lion mark later in the year.

All 3 German trade papers brought
out picture window hit parades for
exposure in record shops and counters.
The 3rd annual Beat Band festival
was held in Recklinghausen with 60
bands competing. Ariola took over the
Russian state owned record company
for distribution here. Metronome took
over the Barclay label for Germany.
Chart listings at the end of January

showed 6 of the top 10 as foreign
tunes. CBS had 4 of the top 10 fol-
lowed by Hansa and Vogue tied with
major labels Polydor, Electrola and
Teldec with 2 each and Metronome
had one. The 15 tunes represented
listings in the top 10 from 2 major
trade papers as mentioned above. 7
of the LP’s in the top ten were con-
trolled by “the big 4” major labels.

FEBRUARY
“Automaten-Markt” picked their

winners for the year and male honors
went to Ronny, followed by Drafi
Deutscher and Peter Alexander. Peggy
March Manuela and Petula Clark took
female honors with Sam The Sham
winning the vocal group listings fol-

lowed by The Rolling Stones and The
Five Tops. Instrumentally, Nini Rosso
won the poll followed by Roberto Del-
gado and Jorgen Ingmann and the top
tunes were “11 Silenzio” by Nini
Rosso followed by “Downtown” by
Petula Clark and Ronny’s “Kenn Ein
Land”. This was the yearly juke box
operator’s poll. Teen magazine “Musik
Parade” let their readers decide and
divided the poll between local and for-

eign artists and tunes. On the foreign

side of the picture, male honors went
to Bob Dylan followed by Donovan
and Cliff Richard. Female prizes went

to Sandie Shaw followed by Francoise
Hardy and Marianne Faithful. The
Rolling Stones took first place on the
group scene followed by The Beatles
with the top dance band being Ray
Conniff. Top foreign D.J. was Camillo
Felgin of Radio Luxemburg followed
by Dieter Heck also of Luxemburg
and Charlie Hickman of the same sta-

tion along with his TV shows. Locally,
the top male singers were Drafi
Deutscher followed by Udo Jurgens
and Roy Black, female singers were
Manuela followed by Gitte and Vicky
and the top group was The Lords.
Favorite local dance band was Max
Gregor followed by Werner Muller
and Bert Kaempfert and top local

D.J.’s were Chris Howland of West
German Radio and TV followed by
Mai Sondock also of TV and West
German Radio and Hanns Verres of
Frankfurt radio. Radio Luxemburg
gave their golden lion prizes for the
top tunes of the season to Udo Jur-
gens, Roy Black and Drafi Deutscher
in that order. San Remo ended and
Hans Gerig picked up publishing on
the winning tune for Germany and
the contest opened for the entries for
the Germany festival to be held in
June.
The first German “beat” film opened

starring the Philips group The
Rattles. The Decca-Coral-Brunswick
group switched from Polydor to Teldec
distribution wise. Alfred Hause of
Polydor known as the “King of the
Tango” was awarded a “Silver
Fujiyama” in Japan for sales of 300,-

000 LP’s Top execs switching firms
made big news as top A&R man
Heinz Gietz left Electrola to take
over an indie production. Former
Electrola and then Arilla production
boss Rolf Engleder moved to Philips.

Francoise Hardy did her first German
tour.

MARCH
The Beatles signed for their first

German tour in summer. Three cities

Gilbert Becaud
toured Germany and Ray Anthony
came for TV and record dates. “Pup-
pets” became the new dance craze in
Berlin pushed by Rudi Schroeder of
Will Meisel music.

Puppets clothes, hats, and shoes
and even a “puppets” Queen were
chosen. CBS opened offices in Austria.

The Summer season started as
everyone held their breath for the new
German Pop music festival which goes

for the first time without major rec-

ord firm Teldec and Electrola and also

without GEMA. Word has it that a

second festival will start this coming

year sponsored by the record industry.

With 2 festivals here, it will be

interesting to see which one comes up

with the really big hits and interna-

tional numbers. 2 is better than 1 and

it looked like there might be none for

awhile.

That’s how it looked this year in

Germany. The coming year should

show more strength in the singles

sector with continued strength in the

LP market.

Indie production leads the way and

the big question is if foreign product

especially in the singles field will

keep its strength. Several firms are

now living (and well) just from for-

eign hits. Strength in local TV shows

pop oriented should help matters.

As most of the top A&R names are

now doing indie production, it will

certainly be a year of the indie pro-

ducer in Germany and new names may
pop up with a few surprises in the

coming season. In any case. Cash Box

will be there with all the news as it

happens in Germany.

on beat music, by the springing up of
new dance halls and by the formation
of innumerable groups in the Liver-
nool style. All this makes us hope for
future specialization in the field of
professional orchestration.

All this goes to show quite plainly

what an important and positive

part the younger generation will play
in the Italian economy and we can
therefore look forward to our work
in the certainty that the change that
has occurred this year will bring
pleasing results when these young
people become adults.

In fact, by creating a new public of
great consuming potentiality and by
demonstrating once again what an im-
portant means of mass communication
a record is, it has been proved that the
record industry, which did not come
into being simply to amuse the public,

has definite responsibilities and should
always be trying to improve its pro-
duction with particular regard to that
aimed at the young, offering them
a selective renertory so as to enable
them gradually to anpreciate more
advanced music, such as classical
music.
We have therefore created in this

manner a highly qualified public for
our future market and we would be
mistaken in thinking that this pres-
ent public is an easy prey to a new
type of music, such as the nhenome-
non reserved exclusively to the young
of the years 1960s, but rather such as

a substantial change in appreciation

of the music of the times in which we
live.

I am convinced that the future of

our work is closely tied to this change

and that our market, which although

it has more than doubled in nine years

represents a consumption of only

little more than half a record per

head, will in the next five years equal

the sales in other European countries.

The HANSA record company was

founded 1%-years-ago, and in the last

This combination of the young and

active HANSA team and the strong
organization of Ariola-Bertelsmann
literally means doubling the promo-
tion. Perhaps it even meant doubling
the sales. In 1966 HANSA also had its

first international hit from the local

roster: Drafi Deutscher’s song
“Marble Breaks And Iron Bends”
was in the Top 60 of the United
States and sold very well all over the
world. This was the first time that a
German singer was ever hitting the
American charts.
The future policy of Peter &

Thomas Meisel according to their own
words is “Getting more international-
ly minded, since music is more and
more an international language; we
want to sell our German productions
where we can and are looking for
more masters from the international

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SPAIN—The Past Twelve Months
A lot of things have changed in the

Spanish record market and music
business. Some changes have been
jnst a consequence of the higher Stan-
s' ard of living of the country—as the
more and more important sales of
records and everything else. Other
changes are due to the increasingly
more important roll that youngsters
are taking on in our country’s life.

Others are due to the more and more
powerful information media. And, of
course, we must consider the influence
of the almost fifteen million tourists
that every year come to Spain from
all over the world, mostly from the
nearby countries of Europe: France,
Belgium, England, Germany, Italy,

Sweden, and Denmark.
However, some characteristics have

remained as before. Those are the
most peculiar of our market. Years
ago we spoke of the expected “boom”
of the industry. We now can hardly
speak about the “boom,” because we
are just in the middle of it. We are
just living the development that
means that a record can reach the
200,000 mark, when only two years
ago the 25,000 mark was really un-
usual.

First of all, most of the companies
report increases in sales, from 20%
to 45%. The market works more
quickly now, and is becoming increas-
ingly more competitive and more seri-

ous. Now the success appears every

month. Only two years before you
listened to the same records for
months and months. There were new
records, of course, but no new hits.

People didn’t usually buy records.
Now the six million strong young pop-
ulation has money enough for busdng.
And they buy. Among the things they
buy, records are one of the most im-
portant.
From May 1965 to May 1966 there

were five new companies dedicated to

produce records. AMCOS (American
Music Corporation of Spain) has
started recently with its label “Hit,”
under which they distribute Roulette,
Tico, and Royal Roost recordings. The
company is managed by composer
Ernesto Duarte and dee-jay Pepe
Palao. They are trying to contribute
to the single market by selling single
records at 40 pts., while others are
selling singles at 55,60 and 56 (1
dollar = 60 pesetas).
New this year, at least working

effectively, are BERTA, dedicated to
local recordings only, and MARFER,
with local recordings and some for-
eign labels handled in distribution.
TEMPO began in August with suc-

cess. They record local artists such as
Ana Belen, Los Gemelos del Sur,
Rosita Ferrer and they have some
foreign labels, among them “20th
Century Fox,” who gave Tempo its

first success on the charts: “Zorba
The Greek.” The company is managed

by Alfredo Garcia Segura, formerly
of the Hispavox publishing firm.
SONOPLAY has existed since April

’65, but was formed as Record Com.
pany on March 1966. They have no
records in the market yet, but con-
tracted a lot of famous Spanish art-
ists as Miguel Rios, Marta Baizan,
Quique Roca, Los Botines and Imperio
de Triana. The company is part of a
group that owns magazines, radio
programs, a filmed spots production
company, and others. This group is

the famous Movierecord, first in filmed
advertising in Spain and awarded in-
ternationally.
The trend has been to local produc-

tion and the foreign artists record-
ings in Spanish. The good results of
this policy are now perfectly known.
As I mentioned in some columns dur-
ing the year, there are now a lot of
Spanish groups and artists who com-
pose their own repertoire, with good
reception not only in Spain, but in
such other countries as France, Italy
and countries of South America.
The Brincos, the number one Span-

ish group who compose all their songs
has been constantly topping charts,
selling more than 100,000 copies of
their singles. Their songs are re-
corded by foreign artists (in France
Dalida recorded “Flamenco”) and the
group went to Italy and France for
TV shows. They have recorded in
Italian, French, English and German.
Other groups as Los Sirex, Los Bravos
(who recently went to record in the
Decca studios in London to bring back
a powerful single), Los Relampagos,
Micky y Los Tonys, Los Pekenikes, Los
Angeles Azules, Los Mustang, Los
Salvajes, Los Huracanes, Los Flecos
and others.

As for solo artists, a good year for
young Raphael, who represented
Spain on the Eurovision song contest
with the song “Yo Soy Aquel,” thgt
topped Spanish charts, immediately
reaching sales we estimate at over
the 100,000 mark, as well as his re-
cording of “The Carol Of The Drum.”
The young girl Marisol, a well

known film star 18 years old has had
much success with “El Cochecito” (a
Brincos composition) and is now more
dedicated to records than ever. Other
artists are looking for Spanish com-
positions. Among them we have Fran-
cisco Heredero (a sort of Spanish
Elvis), Conchita Bautista, Manolo Es-
cobar, Salome, Karina, Los Quandos,
Jorge (he began recently to compose
their own songs) and Massiel.

As a sample of the importance of
recording in Spanish is the big hit of
“H Mondo,” sung by Jimmy Fontana.
The Italian artist recorded his success
in Spanish and in Catalan (another
Spanish dialect spoken in the North
East part) ; two months ago the sales
were over 170,000 copies. Charles
Aznavour, also recorded in Spanish
as did a lot of foreign artists, like
Herve Vilard, Connie Francis, Eddy
Mitchell, Pino Donaggio, Richard An-
thony, Sandi Shaw, Petula Clark, Guy
Mardel, Gigliola Cinquetti, Domenico
Modulo, Giorgio Gaber, Caterina
Casein, Tony Dallara, Sacha Distel,
and others.

Song Festivals are held during sum-
mer mainly. Last year they were not
too successful, except the one held in
Palma de Mallorca, whose second
prize, “Me lo dijo Perez”, has been
one of the most tremendous hits of
the year. Among the Festivals we can
mention are: Benidorm (Spanish
songs only), Barcelona (for Mediter-
ranean countries), Aranda de Duero
(songs from Portugal and Spain),
Leon (for groups), Orense, Fonte-
bella, Menorcca, Las Palmas de Gran
Canaria and others.

A lot of artists have come to Spain
to perform in theaters or TV. The list

is too long, but we will list some of
the names: Charles Aznavour, Tom
Jones, Beatles, Sandie Shaw, Domen-
ico Modugno, Gigliola Cinquetti, the
Kinks, the Animals, Pino Donaggio,
Richard Anthony, The Golden Gate
Quartet, Christophe, Petula Clark, the
Surfs, Herve Vilard, France Gall, Guy
Mardel, Jimmy Fontana, Rita Pavone,
Tony Dallara, Dionne Warwick, Duke
Ellington, Ella Fitzgerald, Nico Fi-
denco, Nicola di Bari, Giorgio Gaber,

Gilbert Becaud, Sacha Distel, Ray An-
thony, Mina, Roy Etzel, Nini Rosso,
Eddy Barclay, Udo Jurgens etc.

Spanish artists are slowly conquer-
ing foreign markets. The list of suc-
cessful ones includes Raphael, Brin-
cos, Sirex, Bravos, Joselito (an L.P.
in Mexico with songs as “Stars Of
The West,” “Cotton Tree,” “A1 Morir
El Sol,” “La Tormenta,” “Toque De
Silencio” (published the last three by
Quiroga, Spain). Marisol got number
9 in Japan with “El Cochecito” (pub.
Canciones del Mundo) and Karina
number 8 in Mexico with “Concierto
Para Enamorados” (Lovers Con-
certo). Duo Dinamico recorded in
Italy (“Eso Ojitos Negros,” “Amor
De Verano,” both published by South-
ern).
We can mention as interest even

the sale of 50,000 copies of “H Silen-
zio” (by Roy Etzel (Cantagallo re-
cording, through Belter label pub-
lished here by Armonico), first time
that an instrumental recording reached
such a mark in our country.
Improvement in techniques is an-

other important question. Some fac-
tories have new presses (Zafiro and
Hispavox among them). First Eu-
ropean recordings on six band tapes
were made in Spain by Zafiro. Most
of the companies are introducing new
techniques in recording, processing
and pressing—also improvement in

promotion and advertising.
The importance of the record world

can be observed in the high number
of dee jay programs on radio and TV.
The most serious daily paper of
Spain, ABC, has a weekly record sec-

tion handled by dee jay Mariano Men-
dez Vigo. Juan Maria Mantilla writes
about records in the morning daily
paper “Ya.” The four evening papers
of Madrid have record sections.

“Pueblo” a big one, written by Paco
Delafuente, Pepe Palao and Angel
Alvarez. “Madrid” another weekly one
written by popular deejay (his pro-
gram “El gran musical” is number
one among teenagers, Tomas Marin
Blanco. In Barcelona things are on
the same line." El Noticiero Universal”
has a weekly section written by Car-
los Marimon. Also sections in “La
Prensa,” “Solidaridad Nacional” and
“Mundo deportivo.” Most of the mag-
azines dedicated to weekly general in-

formation include sections about rec-

ords.

There are five specialized maga.
zines in Spain. "Discomania,” pub-
lished by Raul Matas, who also has
the program of the same name. “Dis-
cobolo,” now four years old and
mostly informative. “Fonorama” and
“Quide” and “Fans” are mostly dedi-

cated to teenagers. “Alta Fidelidad”
—monthly—looks over every kind of
music.

During the year some companies
have worked hard to improve the
single record. Among them are Zafiro-

Novola, Vergara, Belter, Hit, RCA
and others. Hispavox is planning to
begin strong with singles. But, at the
moment, the Spanish record market is

an E.P. market. Price of E.P.’s are
from 85 pesetas, to 95 pesetas. Im-
portance of LP’s on the market is also
growing. The price is from 175 pe-
setas (the low price series) to 280 pts
(stereo recordings).

Foreign companies are more and
more interested in our market. They
look for the best representation.

The big news of the year was the
end of the contract of CBS with His-
pavox. Rumor says that CBS is tak-
ing part of the Spanish company Dis-
cophon, in order to establish itself

here. But nothing officially has hap-
pened yet.

The Riveria label from France is

now handled by Tempo. Hispavox dis-

tributes Canadian, American and
A&M. Vergara has signed Durium,
and Columbia signed Brunswick, while
Discophon signed Epic and Odeon
Tamla, Motown and Gordy.

The expectations for the next few
years are highly optomistic. We don’t
consider that the increase will be as
spectacular as that of from May 65
to May 66, but we are certainly sure
that things will grow constantly. Sat.
uration is not expected, at least in the
near future.

HOLLAND—The Past 1 2 Months
THE HAGUE—The past twelve
months have been very satisfactory
for the record market in the Nether-
lands. Gross sales can be roughly fixed
on a total of eighty million guilders
(Bank-rate: US $1.00 = Dutch FI.
3.60). The population of Holland is a
little over 13 million at this moment
and there are about 1,500,000 record-
players in private use.
STRESS ON SINGLES: in total

some 12 million records were manufac-
tured in Holland during the period May
1965-April 1966. Taking Phonogram as
an example, it is significant that this
company sold over two million singles,
more than half of the company’s en-
tire record-production. (Other compa-
nies report an even higher figure—70
or 80 percent of the productions).
Apart from an intensive singles mar-
ket, there are excellent opportunities
in the future to extend the manufac-
turing of both the cheaper and the
more expensive LP’S. It can be stated
that the EP and the ten inch LP will
disappear gradually from this market
as well, although in some cases good
business can be done with certain EP
material when no cheaper substitutes
are available.
The beat-scene impact from Anglo-

American publishers’ and record com-
panies’ sources has hit the Dutch teen-
age market very favorably. Holland
has some 400 beat groups now, with
original or Anglo-American repertoire.
Beat groups and singers from Dutch
origin are getting more and more fan
recognition and all record companies
have jumped on this silver mine. How-
ever, gold keeps flowing in from those
famous young artists who have estab-
lished high positions in the hit parades
in America, England, and, in a way,
in France and Germany, provided that
the latter countries produce artists

with their own orientations on the
Anglo-American styles. Practically all

young hit-paraders of the beat scene
and from rhythm & blues areas (not C
& W), either having or not having
made “live” performances in Holland,
succeed in doing an extra turnover via
the Dutch record companies.
What the companies had known for

many years, was now confirmed by the
facts—apart from the very big hits,

singles in simple white or brown (etc.)

paper covers are no longer market-
able. Companies have to produce for
each recording a special cover with
photograph & tc of the artist(s) in-

volved. In some cases printed informa-
tion about the artist—when being in-

troduced as new talent—is necessary.
Most the backs of the paper-covers are
used for advertising other hits so that
the extra costs for the companies can
be reasonably compensated in this
way.
A remarkable success was noted in

the popular LP field, where it was
proven that it is NOT the cheaper
price which attracts the buyers in the
first place. The main thing is material
and production. A market can be
ruined when the choice of repertoire
for cheap LP production is not cor-
rectly done. The cheap LP, which is

taking over the place of the EP mar-
ket, has its own public, but many LPs
were released in higher price cate-
gories and sold beyond first estima-
tions. In Holland, this was especially
the case with Dutch satirical cabaret
and with pop LPs of highly commer-
cial teenage material like the Beatles
and the Rolling Stones. Some compa-
nies are now planning low-priced LPs
for the teenage market.

Just recently, the Dutch record mar-
ket received notice from the Dutch
Minister of Economic Affairs that the
so-called “Vertical binding of prices”
ban has been lifted. This means that
the prohibition order from Dutch deal-
ers to fix their own prices is no longer
in effect. However, to prevent a regu-
lar price war, Dutch dealers will cer-
tainly have themselves guided in this
respect by the counsel from Dutch
manufacturing companies, like Phono-
gram, Bovema, Siemens, Artone and
Inelco. Jack Haslinghuis, Phonogram’s
managing director whom we spoke to
in this matter, added that dealers were
advised not to make any comparisons
in prices or suggestions in this direc-
tion, like “now two dollars only” on
cards, labels or whatsoever (with the
exception of the twice a year clear-
ances), and that dealers should stick
to a standard price per record-item.
SUMMARIZING: Another prosper-

ous year for the Dutch record-indus-
tries, dealers and publishing compa-
nies. Growing interest for home-talent.
Strong stress on hit singles with a
tremendous revival of the English and
American “beat” sound, but also a
tendency to buy more expensive
(stereo) record-playing sets, and con-
sequently a guarantee for the expen-
sive, luxurious LP. Cheaper LPs take
over the place of the EP and 10” LP.
Increasing amount of TV perform-
ances in Holland by foreign artists

and increasing interest for Dutch
musicians abroad.

In general it can be stated, that

most companies here have done well
during the past year. There are of
course a few exceptions, but these
are hardly worth mentioning. Sales
of singles at the normal retail price

of 66 fr ($1.32) have been very good.

Nevertheless it is a subject we should
dwell on somewhat, because we have
witnessed here something rather

startling. As a result of the syste-

matic lowering of the prices of LP’s,

sales of EP’s (retail price: 99 fr, or

$1.98) have fallen off. Noteworthy
was the fact that retailers did not

lower the price of EP’s. Prices were
held at the same level, while LP’s,

on the other hand, became cheaper at

almost a daily rate. The logical and

expected result was that sales of EP’s

dropped to almost nil! One company
(and why not mention it), namely,

Anvers Radio, created a sensation by
putting its Ember LP’s on the market

at 99 fr ($1.98) or exactly the price

of an EP! Among the titles were

some by Roy Orbison, a top singer,

whose newest sides were currently

out on Decca and selling like hot

cakes, both as singles and LP’s. This

quite naturally caused some agitation.

The situation was the subject of

many discussions in the “Chambre
Syndicale” in Brussels, in particular

the problem created by these all too

cheap LP’s. Towards the end of the

winter we did notice that LP’s were

priced slightly higher than during

the summer of 1965. Either the com-

Past 12 Months
panics could no longer keep up the

price lowering, or else they wanted to

straighten out the market. In any

case, sales of EP’s did not improve.

It would therefore seem the EP has

had its day. On the other hand the

single is still picking up and is quite

healthy.

In the course of the year, there has

been on the whole, much more local

production. In this respect we can

even point out that many local pro-

ductions have reached the top. Among
imports, as far as sales figures are

concerned, British recordings are

number one. With a big French mar-

ket next door, we could have our

doubts, yet the British recordings are

selling still better. Belgian firms dis-

tributing British labels, told that

—

with the influence of the British beat

—the demand for everything that

comes out of Britain is increasing

each day.

The United States has lost some

ground for sure. Some American re-

cordings have even disappeared from

our hit-parades during the past year.

In short: the local Belgian produc-

tion is steadily gaining.

We think the best illustration is

provided by the companies themselves

and the ten recordings which have

registered the best sales during the

past year, from each firm, in order.

This provides us with a very clear

indication of the real situation as far

as “hits” by each firm is concerned.

SWinERLAND-The Past 12 Months
Switzerland, with its population of

5 million inhabitants, has an annual
record turnover worth 35 million swiss
francs. On the whole the market over
the past year has remained stable
although there have been changes in

trends, particularly in the album field

where a 10" LP is rapidly disappearing
in favour of a 12" record and stereo
sales are thriving at the expense of
mono. In fact, like Germany and Den-
mark, new album releases are in

stereo only. There has also been a
change in the sale of records price-
wise, with a switch from the high
and middle priced category to the
lower priced range in which some al-

bums are available at 10.95 francs.
The top price for luxury pack albums
is 27 francs and in this bracket re-
cordings by top international artistes

are greatly sought after. Middle priced
classics and top pops sell for 21.50
francs (show albums such as “My
Fair Lady” and “The Sound of Music”
are top sellers) whilst lower priced
series sell at 15 francs. Single sales

retailing at 4.75 have remained steady
selling most in the German section
whilst the French sector (like France
itself) is more of an E.P. market.

This time last year we estimated
that total cash sales were made up
of 40% L.P’s; 40% E.P’s and 20%
singles. This year, with the growing
interest in albums, the figures are
more likely to read L.P’s 50%, E.P’s
30% and singles still at 20%. Sales
(particularly singles) have suffered
in some areas as a result of the Gov-
ernment’s anti-inflation laws. Certain
restrictions have been imposed on the
entry into Switzerland of foreign
(guest) workers who, at one time,
accounted for approximately 30% of
the whole working population. Work
permits are now necessary and com-
panies are only allowed to employ
a regulated number of non-Swiss per-
sonnel. Two years ago Switzerland
employed over 750,000 guest workers
from Italy and other countries, ten
percent of them (mostly Italians)
have now returned home bringing
about a drop in record sales. One of
the most important developments of
the past twelve months has been the
introduction of pre-recorded tapes
into Switzerland. Philips and D.G.G.
were the first to launch them in
August 1965 since when Musikvertrieb
(Teldec) have also introduced their
system of pre-recorded tapes for use
on Grundig recorders. The repertoire
available is in many cases identical
with existing L.P. material but the
cartridges selling at 24 francs are
about ten per cent more expensive
than their L.P. equivalent. Although
not designed to take over from disks
cartridges open up a vast new music
market—cars, picnics, the beach etc.

During the year the Ex-Libras club
controlled by the Megros concern (a
distributional organisation for food
and household commodities) has con-
tracted with the record industry to
release 20 different recordings a
month. The recordings will be avail-
able to Ex-Libras by all record manu-
facturers for issue on their original
label at club prices (3.90 francs
singles and up to 16.50 francs for 12"
L.P’s). The records however will not
be made available to the club until a
reasonable period has elapsed since
their initial release to the record
trade. For classical L.P’s the time lag
is one year, for pop albums three
months and for current hit singles
three to four weeks.
Apart from the wealth of local na-

tional folk recordings which enjoy

considerable home and export sales

all the year round, Switzerland always
has been and remains, an import
market. Zurich, the banking centre

of the world, is also the music capital

of Switzerland housing many of the

country’s leading record and publish-

ing companies. Here we find Musik-
vertrieb A. G. the record-publishing

and coin machine empire presided over
by Maurice Rosengarten for whom it

has been another highly successful

year. During the period under review
Musikvertrieb has acquired American
Decca (including Ace of Hearts and

Coral) and as of April took over dis-
tribution of the Reprise label in
Switzerland. They confirm rising L.P.
sales as well as an appreciable advance
in stereo with single sales down a
little. Best sellers of the year included
“Marmor Stein Und Eisen Bricht” by
Drafi Deutscher; “Satisfaction” by
The Rolling Stones and “Se Piangi
Se Ridi” by Bobby Solo. The German
singer Manuela had a big hit with
“Kusse Untern Regenbogen” as did
the Italian singer Francesco Frascino
with “Nostalgia Emigrante”. The
major classical triumph for the year
was the Gotterdamerung set with
Solti conducting on Decca. The pub-
lishing company which represents
several major catalogues also report
a year of active progress. Hits have
included “Sound of Silence”; “Barbara
Anne”; “Homeward Bound”; “Too
Little Time” and the San Remo entry
“Una Rosa Da Vienna”. Musikvertrieb
have re-organised their radio and tele-
vision department which, during the
year, has removed to larger premises
in Zurich incorporating a magnificent
showroom. The company has exjmnded
its interests in radio and television,
record players and hi fi equipment,
thus increasing its share of the mar-
ket. They have also introduced the
Teldec cartridges and Telefunken/
Grundig tape recorder and player
equipment.

Philips A. G. have also had a good
year with their strong roster of ar-
tistes maintaining excellent sales.
Besides the established favourites
such as Claude Francois, Johnny
Hallyday, Sheila and France Gall, a
new French singer has emerged in
Herve Vilard who scored heavily in
the singles and L.P. charts with “Capri
C’est Fini.” In the realm of specialised
music Philips had a big success with
the L.P. “Appenzeller Klaenge” re-
corded by original groups from the
Appenzeller mountain regions of
Switzerland. During the year Philips
acquired the French classical label
“Cycnus” which includes recordings
by the Swiss Chamber Orchestra of
Lugano under the direction of Edwin
Loehrer.
For Hans Oestreicher of Turicaphon

A. G. it has been a year of expansion
in all directions. With the only press-
ing plant in Switzerland output was a
little over their usual 3 million due
to the increase in L.P. production and
a stepping up of commercial record-
ings. Turicaphon has added to its

growing catalogue of albums and now
has over 250 stereo L.P’s released on
its own Elite Special label. This year
they have introduced a new series of
classical recordings “Masterworks of
Music” selling at 17 francs. Ten have
been issued including works by Bee-
thoven, Mozart and Bach performed
by artistes such as Teresa Stich-
Randall, Jean-Bemarde, Pommier,
Pietro Bottazzo etc. etc. Still in the
classical field Turicaphon have three
notable operatic L.P’s with excerpts
from “Media” with Callas, “Rigoletto”
with Scotto and Kraus and “Lucia Di
Lammermor” with Di Stefano and
Scotto which are all selling well at
24 francs. Another highlight was their

special Christmas L.P. “Frohliche
Neihnacht Uberall” of seasonal hymns
and carols which sold over 100,000.
On the publishing side the group of
companies which includes Turicaphon,
Annabella and Flora Music, have also
had a successful year of hits with
sheet music sales higher than ever
particularly with Beatles numbers.
Other best sellers included “Balia

Balia” by the Rainbows, “Kleine

Annabelle” by Drafi Deutscher and

“Hawaiian Bells” by The Hula Hawai-
ians. Once again Turicaphon exhibited

at the Basel Fair in April this year

and have expanded their export bus-

iness.

The Finsterwald and Cantacuzene,

Vogue S. A. and Belmont S. A. group

of companies report a highly success-

ful year with a considerable rise in

turnover. In addition to companies

already represented Vogue, Deutsche

Vogue, Erato, Durium, Saar, Dot,

Kapp and Roulette the following have

been taken on Jolly, Music, Artone,
Funkier, Lumen, Palette, Transatlan-
tic and Zafiro. The chart successes by
artistes from these labels in Germany,
France, Italy, Great Britain and
United States has been repeated in
Switzerland to the satisfaction of the
local company. As a result of the
label acquisitions many new interna-
tional names have been added to the
company’s roster. From Germany Udo
Jergens, Suzie and Twen Twins. From
France Petula Clark, Daniel Gerard,
Francois Hardy, Eileen, Guy Mardell,
Christophe, Dominic Walter, Bernard
Lafferaud and Antoine. Italian artistes
include Nini Rosso, Los Marcellos
Ferial, Isabella lanetti, Remo Gernani,
Nicola Di Bari and Little Tony. Top
names from Britain now handled by
the company include The Kinks,
Sandie Shaw. Chris Andrews, Sounds
Orchestral, The Honeycombs, The
Searchers, Donovan and The Over-
landers whilst American stars who
enjoy success are Dionne Warwick,
Billy Vaughn, Pat Boone, Shirley
Ellis, Shawn Elliott, Dean Martin,
Frank Sinatra, Sammy Davis and
Trini Lopez. The fact that many of
these artistes record in several lan-
guages, French, German and Italian,
are much in demand. All the artistes
mentioned had best selling records in
Switzerland during the year. Major
European Festivals have also brought
success to Finsterwald and Canta-
cuzene. At San Remo with “Cosi Come
Viene” by Remo Germani and “Mai,
Mai, Valentina” by Pat Boone whilst
Udo Jergens won an overwhelming
victory at the Eurovision Song Contest
with his own composition “Merci
Cheri”.

For EMI A.G. it has been the first
year at their new H.Q. in Zug under
the direction of Mr. Beviere. However,
the EMI product is promoted and dis-
tributed in Switzerland by Jecklin and
Hug. For Jecklin and company, after
a slight fall in sales in 1965 due to
the decline of pop groups, 1966 has
so far proved very satisfactory. The
Beatles remain the company’s best
sellers but only with their new releases
and not with their entire repertoire
as^was the case a couple of years ago.
Cliff Richard and The Shadows and
British artistes generally enjoy con-
tinued success. French singers Rich-
ard Anthony and Enrico Macius have
also taken Jecklin into the charts
throughout the year. Two San Remo
artistes were also profitable sellers

Gigliola Cinquetti with “Dio Come
Ti Amo” selling over 10,000 copies
and Caterina Casselli with “Nessuno
Mi Puo Giudicare”. Although it is

now more difficult to get a good single
hit L.P. sales have increased consid-
erably. Stereo sales are good and in
Jecklin’s own record shops no new
mono released are sold where a stereo
version exists. During the year Jeck-
lin has also done well with beat music
recorded by local groups. Specialists

in local Swiss recording the company
has built up a large catalogue in all

speeds which sell well with Hug &
Co. of Basel report that record sales

over the past twelve months have
been very satisfactory and show an
increase over the preceding year.
Belgian star Adamo has been partic-

ularly successful.

Phonag (CBS) report a similar
overall pattern for the year. The best
singles sold well but the main boom
has been in albums. Again except for
a few collectors items stereo albums
only are sold by Phonag. CBS best
sellers of the past twelve months
(except for “My Fair Lady” which
remains the label’s best album) have
been Bob Dylan, Simon & Garfunkel
and The Byrds. Folk music generally
has increased in popularity. Amongst
the outstanding new artistes in the
pop field are The Rainbows with
“Balia Ball” notching up 30,000 sales.

From San Remo Phonag enjoyed big
sales via Gene Pitney’s entry “Nes-
suno Mi Puo Giudicare” the Swiss
entry for the Eurovision Song Contest
“Ne Vois Tu Pas” by Madeleine Pascal
(CBS) was also issued by Phonag.
There has been a big boom in the
classical field with some album sales

500 per cent up on a couple of years
ago. Notable successes have been
achieved with Horowitz at Carnegie
Hall”; David Oistracher’s “Tchaikow-
sky’s Violin Concerto” and Brahms
Violin Concerto by Isaac Stem etc.

CBS artistes to visit Switzerland dur-
ing the year have included Casadesus,
Power Biggs (the organist), Rudolf
Serkin and Francescatti. Label acqui-
sitions during the year have included
Marfer of Spain, a new German label
Popular and the Swiss-German Hippo
label.

For Siemens (Deutsche Grammo-
phon) it has been a very good year
with an increase in total sales, partic-
ularly LP’s. In the pop field due to the
four language problems Siemens tend
to release the original international
versions only. German artiste Roy
Black sold over half a million copies
of his hit single “All in White”. With
classical recordings the company con-
tinued to garner success with their
special subscription presentation pack-
ages headed this year by “The Magic
Flute”, Bach’s Christmas Oratorio”
and an 8-record pack of Schubert’s
Chamber Music. Siemens are also
marketing a catalogue of 50 pre-
recorded tapes from the repertoire
of Polydor, MGM, and Verve for use
with the Philips cassette recorder
which is already selling very well.
Also for the first time for some years
Siemens enjoyed success with Italian
artistes including Franco Tozzi and
Orietta Berti.

An important event of the year for
Helbling came when Chappells formed
their own Swiss company now repre-
sented by Editions Helbling. Imme-
diate success came with “Mary Pop-
pins” and “The Sound of Music”. It
has been a good year for Helbling.
“Java” was a noteable hit as was
“Speedy Gonzales” whilst “Desafin-

ado” has been a consistent best seller.

The company also derives considerable

revenue from special arrangements
and orchestrations together with a
large catalogue of military and civil

brass band music. They also represent

Southern Music and this gave them
their biggest hit of the year “Cuando
Calienta el Sol”.

For Pick Records, now nearly two
years old, it has been another year of

satisfactory growth. Some 30 new
singles of folklore and military music
have been added to the repertoire.

Production of L.P's has been stepped

up and noteable releases at this speed

have included “Mit Dir” (With You),
“Dance Party” and albums of Negro
Spirituals and of course Swiss Folk-

lore. The biggest gift record over the

Christmas season was the Pick LP
“Im Goldige Leue” (Old Inn) a pro-

duction of Swiss TV. Editions Coda
have, during the past 12 months, had
a number of hits including the winning
song from the Eurovision Song Con-

test “Merci Cherie” by Udo Jurgens.

English artistes contributed with
Chris Andrews “Yesterday Man” and
Petula Clark with “Kann Ich Dir

Vertraven” (Can I Trust You). Ger-

many’s top star Freddy had a big hit

in Switzerland with “100 Mann Und
Ein Befehl”—his version of the Amer-
ican hit “The Ballad of the Green
Berets”. Other best sellers for Coda
were “Er 1st Wieder da” (He is Here

Again) and “Es 1st Zum Weinen”
(It Is To Cry) by Marion; “Sieben

Tranen” (Seven Tears) by Siw Malm-
kvist; “Bye Bye Blues” by Bert
Kaempfert and “Schenk , Mir Dein
Vertrauen” (Give Me Your Trust) by
Gerd Bottcher. I

1965—Swedish government made it

easier to import goods from abroad,

among others; phonograph records.

Almost everybody here was talking

about jazz, and jazz records as well as

jazz concerts were something very

profitable to deal with in Sweden. In

December of 1955 two young men,
Gunnar Bergstrom and Sven Lind-

holm began to import the American
label Savoy—only in small quantitieSj

usually not more than they could sell

to the retailers in Stockholm. They
founded a company, Scandinavian

Record Company—in 1960 the name
was changed to Sonet Grammofon
AB.

1956

—

Another jazz oriented young
man, Dag Haggqvist founded his Cen-
ter Records, introducing his label

Gazell. In 1960 he made a distribution

deal with Sonet, and in 1964 Sonet
bought Gazell and Haggqvist became
partner in Sonet.

Bergstrom and Lindholm decided to

expand and start making local record-

ings. The label Sonet debuted. In Den-
mark the same year, Karl-Emil Knud-
sen started his I/S Dansk Grammo-
fonpladeforlag, producing numerous
of traditional jazz recordings on his

Storyville label. Already from the

start, there was a close cooperation
between the Danish company and the
Swedish, and the Sonet label appeared
in both countries.

With jazz music and musicians be-
ing something very popular, Berg-
strom and Lindholm started arrang-
ing jazz concerts in Sweden, bringing
in such names as Miles Davis, Modern
-Jazz Quartet, Art Blakey, Thelonius
Monk, etc.

1957

—

Bergstrom and Lindholm pro-
duced jazz records for the American
Roost label.

1958

—

Jazz music and records might
be a good affair, but the real big
money is in the pop music field.

Bergstrom and Lindholm began to im-
port the American label Roulette, and
also made local pop recordings at the

Sonet label. Other American labels

followed soon, such as Chancellor,

Canadian-American, Colpix, etc.

1959

—

“The Atomic Mr. Basie”, LP
album with Count Basie became a real

top seller, later receiving a Gold Disc
for 10,000 albums sold. 10,000 might
not sound like much, but it is still a

most unusual figure for an LP album

here in Sweden.

1960

—

Scandinavian Record Co. was
dropped as name of the company, and

it became Sonet Grammofon AB.
Sonet took over distribution of the

Gazell label, and Dag Haggqvist be-

came international sales manager at

Sonet.

A contract with Belgian Moonglow
Music in Anvers, gave Sonet top

selling artists such as Rocco Granata,

Alberto Cortez and Righteous Broth-

ers. Another contract of 1960 was with

French Bel-Air Records.

Sonet, Gazell and Roulette began to

appear most frequently on the charts

here. Ernie Englund recorded the lo-

cal tune “Gotlandsk Sommarnatt” (in

the U.S. titled “Homesick For New
England”, in Britain known as “Mid-
summer in Gotland”), along with the

French EMI record “Milord”, leading

top seller on records here in 1960.

Other names often seen on the charts

here in 1960 included among others

Frankie Avalon, Fabian, Jimmie
Rodgers, Linda Scott, etc.

1961

—

Sonet Konsertbyra AB was
founded, a concert agency and per-

sonal management agency for artists,

during the years to follow bringing

in names as the Beatles, Joey Dee and
the Beach Boys, among others, for

concerts in Sweden. Also founded the

same year was Sonet Music AB, the

publishing dept, of Sonet.

The Violents recorded the Swedish
oldie “Alpens Ros” (Rose Of The
Alps), and got a tremendous hit, not

only in Sweden but also in Germany
where it was released as “Alpen
Rose”, and in most other European
countries, too.

1962

—

Jerry Williams recorded his

“Darling Nelly Gray”/“Twistin’ Patri-

cia”, immediately putting him on the

top of the charts here. Ever since, all

his records have been top sellers here
as well as in many other European
countries.

1963

—

Sonet, along with Knappupp
and Metronome, started a record dis-

tribution organization GDC. This or-

ganization was introduced at page 36,

Cash Box of May 28, 1966.

New contracts signed in 1963 in-

cluded among others Joy Records and
Old Town Records, bringing, in names
such as James Gilreath, Larry Finne-

gan and Ritchie Valens.

1964

—

A reorganization was made.
Sonet bought Center Records (Gazell)

from Dag Haggqvist, who joined

Sonet as partner of Gunnar Bergstrom
and Sven Lindholm.

New contracts signed this year in-

cluded among others Chess, Checker,

Cadet, Specialty, Red Bird and RIC.

Sonet joined the motion picture busi-

ness, starting Gazell Film Productions

AB, making films (for TV as well as

commercial movie houses) with their

artists, such as Jerry Williams and
Sonny Boy Williamson.

1965

—

Contracts signed this year in-

cluded Epic (USA), Xtra (England)
and Durium (Italy). Sonet moved to a

new address at Artemisgatan 8, the

fourth time in its history it had to

look for an office with bigger space.

Incidentally, Sonet has always op-

erated from the street Artemisgatan
in a part of northeastern Stockholm
known as Hjorthagen.

1966

—

Contracts of the year, so far,

include Scepter/Wand and King
(USA) and Supraphon (Czechoslova-

kia). With the latter label added,

Sonet is not only in pop and jazz field,

but also having a large catalog of

classical music.

Sonet is preparing the celebrations

for the jubilee after ten years in busi-

ness. Among others with a number of

“10th Anniversary Releases” prepared
for the autumn.

SONET’S INTERNATIONAL
CONTACTS

Sonet Grammofon AB has a world-

wide net of contacts, releasing Sonet

recordings throughout the world.

To start with Scandinavia, the

cooperation started already back in

1956, when I/S Dansk Grammofon-
pladeforlag was organized in Copen-
hagen, making Sonet and Storyville

labels available on the Danish mar-
ket. The following year came the

cooperation with Scandia-Musiikki Oy
in Finland and Egil Monn-Iversen
A/S (now Arne Bendiksen A/S) in

Norway. It should be pointed out that

each of the four Scandinavian com-
panies are owned by local interests

only, in other words, Swedish Sonet
has no economical interests in the

Danish, Finnish or Norwegian com-
panies, nor have they any economical

interests in the Swedish company.

Outside Scandinavia, Sonet products

are available mainly through Edition

Montana, Deutsche Vogue and Metro-
nome in Germany, Centrocord in

Austria, Artone and CNR in Benelux,

Finsterwalde & Cantacuzene in

Switzerland, Pathe-Marconi in France,

Discophon in Spain, SAAR in Italy,

Polydor (among others) in Great
Britain, Teichiku in Japan, and Monu-
ment, Laurie and Chess (among
others) in the United States.

In some cases, some of the above
mentioned companies have exclusive

contracts with Sonet, in other cases

there is no such exclusive contract.

THE SONET ARTISTS
Sonet has a well established stable

of artists, many of them known not
only in their native Sweden, but also

all over Europe—some of them all

over the world.

Jerry Williams is perhaps among
the veterans, debuting back in 1962

and still one of the top selling names.
Except of touring Scandinavia, he has

by now been on tour in both eastern

and western Europe. Dutch-born Suzie

is another name wellknown throughout
Europe—in Germany alone her records

have sold more than 500,000 copies by
now.

A local group debuting on the

Swedish charts in 1966 is Ola and the

Janglers, so far they have had not

less than three of their records among
the top ten on the charts. American-
born Ernie Englund was with Gazell

for some years, where he had one of

his greatest hits back in 1960 with

“Gotlandsk Sommarnatt”. After an

absence for a couple of years, when
he was contracted to another label,

he recently returned to Sonet.

Ray Adams, Norwegian-born singer.

Bob Asklof and Rune Ofverman, the

latter also bandleader and arranger,

complete the list of leading names at

Swedish Sonet.

In Norway, local groups on the

Sonet label include among others the

Beatniks, the Blue Secrets, and the

Saunters.

In Denmark, Caesar is a name fre-

quently on the charts during the last

months. Per Dich, Poul Dissing and

the group the Hitmakers are among
the leading moneymakers at the Sonet

label. New names at Sonet here are

the Defenders and the folk group Cy,

Maia and Robert.

In Finland, Jan Rohde and his

group have done several top selling

recordings for Sonet, many of them
also doing very well internationally,

particularly during the Letkis and

Jenka craze last summer.

Scandia-Music Co. Ltd. was founded
in 1954 and started its record produc-
tion with mainly Finnish jazz. Soon
the company extended its activity to

include the publishing field and the
first important foreign copyrights
were “Seven Lonely Days”, “Mambo
Italiano” and “Anna” (“El negro
zumbon”) of which local recordings
were made on the Scandia-label. All
these recordings did very well, but the
first really big success came in 1956
with a Finnish original “Muistatko
Monrepos’n?” (Do You Remember
Monrepos?), a beautiful ballad re-

corded by the songstress Annikki
Tahti. This record became the first

gold disc in Finland and has by this

time sold close to 50,000 copies. The
limit for a gold disc in Finland is

30,000 copies sold. Nowadays this

limit has been proved very difficult to
reach and so far only four recordings
have exceeded it to be awarded with
a gold disc. Of these four Scandia has
produced three and the other two
(besides “Muistatko Monrepos’n?”)
are “Balladi Olavinlinnasta”, also a
local tune recorded by Annikki Tahti,
and “Suklaasydan” (Mama’s pearls)
recorded by Brita Koivunen.

In 1958 Jaakko Salo, one of the
most famous Finnish arranger-com-
posers, was employed by Scandia as
an A&R chief and from 1964 on he
has been assisted by Esko Linnavalli,
a very brilliant young arranger. The
present managing director Harry
Orvomaa took his position in 1956
and since then he has also acted as a
supervisor of the domestic depart-
ment. The head of the foreign depart-
ment handling all the foreign repre-
sentations is Paavo Einio who is one
of the founders of the company.
Among the most important labels
represented by Scandia nowadays are
Atlantic, Cadet, Chess, Checker, Epic,
Kapp, Scepter, Wand and the big
German Eurodisc- and Ariola-labels.
Due to international changes the com-
pany has lost some important big
labels and thus it has been compelled
to strengthen its domestic production
and at present it controls around 30%
of the total market of local record-
ings. The publishing department han-
dled since 1964 by Antti Einio, who
has also been with the company since
its founding, has expanded greatly
and during the last three years it has
been the most important publisher of
foreign hit melodies in Finland. The
publicity manager of Scandia-Music
is Arto Helismaa who started with the
company in 1958. The alertness of the
company can be contributed to the
fact that the average age of Scandia’s
executives is very low, only about 31
years.

Lately the company has also had a

row of international successes mainly
thanks to an English group called the
Renegades which was contracted by
Scandia in 1964. The group came from
Birmingham to Finland in October
1964 to tour around the country and
they had such a fabulous success on

this tour that Scandia decided to make
a worldwide contract with the boys
as they had no previous commitments
in Britain. The Renegades’ first re-

cording became a smash hit in Finland
and subsequently also in Germany
and this title called “Cadillac” has by
now sold more than 200,000 copies on
the international market The four
members of the Renegades—Kim
Brown, Graham Johnson, Denys Gib-
son and Ian Mallett—write most of
the songs they record themselves and
Renegades-recordings have now been
issued in almost all European coun-
tries and also in USA, Australia and
Mexico. Among other artists whose
recordings have been released abroad
are Ann Christine, Andy & The Is-

landers and Esko Jaakko Orchestra,
whose LP-album with instrumental
letkiss- or jenka-melodies has been re-
leased by 12 different countries.

DANSK GRAMMOFONPLADEFOR-
LAG was formed in 1956 in a three
room apartment in the old part of
Copenhagen. Today the firm has its

own house, and it is one of Denmark’s
largest companies.
KARL EMIL KNUDSEN was, and

still is, the man behind this company.
Four years earlier he had started the
background for the firm, namely
STORYVILLE RECORDS. As a very
keen jazz enthusiast he thought that
other people should have a chance to
listen to the best names in jazz. He
was one of the men behind the first

jazz club in Denmark featuring live

jazz “THE STORYVILLE CLUB,”
and had Chris Barber and Ken Colyer
play at the club. These two made the
first recordings for Storyville and
Chris Barber’s version of “Down By
The Riverside” sold more than 250,000
copies. This success created a strong

NORWAY— Arne Bendiksen A/S

ARNE BENDIKSEN

The company was established in
1956 under the name Egil Monn Iver-
sen A/S. Arne Bendiksen, present
head of the company, was appointedA&R man from the very start. He
was also so-owner of the company.
However, as member of the wellknown
group the Monn Keys, Bendiksen had
to give up this position at the com-
pany for a time.
When the company was reorganized

in February 1964, Arne Bendiksen
took over the company, and the name
was changed to Arne Bendiksen A/S.
Ever since, the company has been ex-
panding the sales figures and has
gone up to around 100% in two years.

In January 1966, the company
bought a house of its own, giving it

! much more space, now around 1000
i sq. metres. The personnel has gone up

from 12 to 20 people employed today.

people—the median-age is 28-years.

The company is Norway’s only in-

dependent record manufacturer, owned
. by Norwegian interests only, and not
!

one cent of foreign money is invested
,
in it. During the last couple of years.

several new foreign contracts helped
it in the fast-growing expansion, con-
tracts such as with Epic, Okeh, MK,
Reprise, Vox, Red Bird, Chess, etc.,

together with the old contracts give
Arne Bendiksen A/S a very strong
position.

Since the start in 1956 the company
has been a part of the Sonet group in

Scandinavia, and the cooperation with
Sonet in the other Scandinavian coun-
tries has always been the very best.
Naturally (he is also a singer, com-
poser and writer) Arne Bendiksen be-
lieves very much in local production,
and has been successful enough to
have a large number of locally pro-
duced records on the charts. At the
moment Kirsti Sparboe and the Van-
guards are the top selling names,
something that has inspired the com-
pany to find its way to the interna-
tional European market with these
artists during 1966. The company has
had plenty of successes abroad, par-
ticularly in Germany, with its artists
in previous years, for example Wenche
Myhre.
Arne Bendiksen, president of the

company, started his career as jazz
musician and singer, then continued
as composer, arranger and lyric writer,
and soon became known as one of the
most popular revue show artists in
Norway as well as the rest of Scan-
dinavia. This has given the company
plenty of goodwill after his taking
over the job as president.
The publishing dept, of the com-

pany is among the most active in Nor-
way. Since the Eurovision net (TV
stations in western Europe) started
their annual Song Contests, all local

songs for that Contest have been pub-
lished by Arne Bendiksen A/S. In 1966,

Arne Bendiksen was author and com-
poser of the Norwegian contribution

to that Contest, ending as number
three in the Contest, held in Luxem-
interest for traditional jazz over most
of Europe.

Grammofon AB
On the local market in Denmark,

several Nev/ Orleans inspired bands
began to appear. One of the first, and
later on also the most successful or-
chestra was PAPA BUE’S VIKING
JAZZBAND, which, with its first re-
cording of a local copyright “THE
PRAISE OF NYBODER,” created the
first big Danish jazz success. The fol-
low-up was “SCHLAFE MEIN
PRINZCHEN,” which became a suc-
cess throughout most of Europe and
sold more than 1 million records.
A Storyville booking agency was

now established, and this made it pos-
sible to bring many great American
blues singers to Europe to perform
and make blues recordings. Among
those were BIG BILL BROONZY,
MEMPHIS SLIM, SPECKLED RED
and JACK DUPREE. Later during
“The American Folk Blues Festival”
tours, Storyville was able to record
artists like OTIS SPANN, SONNY
BOY WILLIAMSON, BIG JOE
WILLIAMS, LONNIE JOHNSON,
SUNNYLAND SLIM, SLEEPY JOHN
ESTES, HAMMIE NIXON and JOHN
HENRY BARBEE. All these artists

created the Storyville series “POR-
TRAIT IN BLUES,” which has been
claimed by leading critics to be one of
the best blues anthologies ever pro-
duced.

Storyville Records has received
prizes in France, Germany and Den-
mark. Along with this growing success
through the years of Storyville, a new
label, SONET, for popular music, was
introduced. This happened in connec-
tion with the establishment of DANSK
GRAMMOFONPLADEFORLAG — a
partnership between Knudsen and
Anders Dyrup.
To get Sonet going, two experienced

record people Per Sorensen and Kaare
Bennike were attached to the firm in

1957 and a contract with Roulette Rec-
ords resulted in the first great suc-

cesses with Jimmie Rodgers (“Waltz-
ing Mathilda”) and Georgia Gibbs
(“The Hula Hoop Sing”).

bourg this year. Since then the song
has been sold to practically all coun-
tries throughout the world. The pub-
lishing dept, has expanded very much
during the past two years, and sheet
music sale has gone up to three times
as much as it used to be. At the mo-
ment, Arne Bendiksen A/S is looking
for an American music publisher with
a strong catalog that would make the
background of the publishing dept,

even stronger than it is.

Two years ago, Bendiksen started

its own artist booking agency, some-
thing very valuable to promote local

talents abroad as well as bringing
foreign artists to Norway, and for

that matter, all over Scandinavia.
Among such artists brought to Scan-
dinavia the last two years, can be
mentioned Everly Brothers, Bob
Dylan, Swinging Blue Jeans, Spencer
Davis Group, Josephine Baker, Emile
Ford, Millie Small, and others.

Arne Bendiksen A/S operates its

own recording studio, and is also ac-

tive in the importation and whole-
saling of sound equipment.
During the years 1956 to 1964, three

Vox.

the company today, was born north of

the Arctic Circle in the city of

Troms0 20 years ago. She represented
Norway in the Eurovision Song Con-

AUGUST:
Pop idols found it difficult in Den-

mark with competition from classical

LP. Carl Nielsen’s “Third Symphony”
on CBS topped the LP charts. . . .

Beatles entered the charts with
“Help!” a record needing very little

help to top the charts all over Scan-
dinavia. . . . Trade people from the
U.S., England, Germany, Belgium and
the Scandinavian countries represent-
ing RCA Victor and Telefunken-
Decca were meeting in Stockholm for
biz talks. . . . Norwegian recording
of “Lappland” by Finn Eriksen on
Fontana became world famous when
released in various parts of the world,
including the United States and
Japan. ... In Denmark, Dansk
Grammofonpladeforlag introduced la-

bels Saga, Society and Arc (from
Britain) and Starday, Rhythm’n Blues,
and Westminster (from USA) to the
Danish market. . . . Danish record
buyers preferred “Heart of Stone” by
the Rolling Stones on Decca, in Fin-
land the local tune “Minne tuuli

kuljettaa’ by Katri Helena on Parlo-
phone was topping the charts, and the
Norwegians preferred “Crying In The
Chapel” by Elvis Presley on RCA
Victor, while the Swedes favored local

group Hep Stars on Olga with “Bald
Headed Woman.”

SEPTEMBER:
Everybody was happy about “Mary

Poppins,” on the screen and on records.
. . . (Changes were announced at
Philips-Sonora, Sweden, starting May
1, 1966. Bo Lofberg will be replaced
as head of the record dept, by Eddie
Landqvist. Lofberg remains in the
company’s international dept. . . .

Sven Ingvars, at the moment at
Philips, is doing their first German
record. . . . British group the Rene-
gades, who are recording for Scandia
in Finland, had another LP released
in Finland and abroad. ... In Sweden,
Gunnar Wiklund got a Silver Disc for
his Swedish version of “I Love You
Because” on EMI. . . . Count Basie
is on tour in Scandinavia. . . . The
charts in Denmark, Norway and Swe-
den was topped by Beatles on Parlo-
phone with “Help!”—it was at 7th
spot in the Finnish charts, where
I^nne and the Kings on Gazell topped
with “Stop The Music.” . . . However,
a lot of people were talking about
“(I Can’t Get No) Satisfaction” with
the Rolling Stones on Decca as the
next big sales sensation. ... In
Gothenberg, Sweden, the head of an
amusement spot announced that pop
idols were not welcome there any-
more. Their young audience was too
“wild” and it took too many police-
men to keep them in good order.

OCTOBER:
Billy Vaughn to Scandinavia during

his European travels. A Silver Disc
for his “Sail Along Silv’ry Moon”
was waiting for him in Norway where
it had sold 25,000. . . . Classical music
on LPs continued holding its top sell-

ing position in Denmark, now it was
Schubert and Chopin offering compe-
tition to the modern pop idols. . . .

More motion pictures such as “Those
Magnificent Men In Their Flying Ma-
chines,” “The Knack,” and the Greek
“Zorba” make music people happy. . . .

American publisher Gene Goodman
was in Stockholm for biz talks. . . .

Dollar was a new record label at the
Swedish market. . . . Jay Lasker of
California-based Trousdale Music was
in Scandinavia for business. . . . Len-
nart Reuterskiold of Reuter & Reuter
AB returned from a business trip to
the States. . . . Among radio and TV
people in Scandinavia the future Eur-
ovision Song Contests was discussed
at a meeting at Bergen, in western
Norway by radio & TV reps. A con-
fusing number of news bulletins day
after day said that Scandinavia would
participate in future contests, would
withdraw from future contests, and
then again a final bulletin said
Scandinavia would participate again,
at least in 1966. ... In Denmark, a
local song, “Belinda,” recorded for
Metronome by the Rocking Ghosts
and penned by one of the members
of the group, became an outstanding
sales success with 36 weeks on the

charts. ... “I Can’t Get No Satis-
faction” by Rolling Stones on Decca
topped the charts in Denmark and
Sweden. “Help!” by Beatles on Parlo-
phone continued to be number one in

Norway, and “Stop The Music” with
Lenne and the Lee Kings on Gazell
was number one in Finland.

NOVEMBER:
The first Christmas records ap-

peared from various companies over
Scandinavia. . . . Swedish group the
Spotnicks started their long discussed
world tour that takes them to Mexico
City, Tokyo, Hong Kong and Bangkok.
Ronald Sjogren of Southern Music
AB (Stockholm) in London for biz
talks. With him was Scan-Disc lark
Britt Bergstrom promoting her record
“Britt Bergstrom in London” released
by Piccadilly. ... A new label ap-
pears in Sweden, Svensk-American,
founded by Larry Finnegan and dis-

tributed by EMI. . . . Sunset Records
is another newcomer at the Swedish
markets. . . . Polar Music, already
on the Swedish market with Polar
label, introduces the new Septima
Records label. “(I Can’t Get No) Sat-
isfaction” by Rolling Stones topped
the charts in Denmark and Norway.
“Eve Of Destruction” by Barry Mc-
Guire on RCA Victor was no. one in
Sweden, and for the third month
“Stop The Music” with Lenne and the
Lee Kings on Gazell was on the top
in Finland.

DECEMBER:
Reports from Christmas sales were

satisfactory all over Scandinavia. . . .

At least the Beatles had no reason to
complain with their “Yesterday” on
Odeon topping the charts in Denmark,
Norway and Sweden. . . . Rolling
Stones coming up very strong with
“Get Off Of My Cloud” on Decca all

over Scandinavia. ... In Denmark,
Rocking Ghosts on Metronome got a
new hit with “Don’t Be Afraid.” ... In
Norway, Kirsti Sparboe, Triola re-
cording artist, was considered the big
local name to get international fame
during 1966. . . . British Pye recording
artist Donovan to Scandinavia on tour.
. . . The Telstars, Nashville (a Swed-
ish label) recording group are out
with an LP scheduled for release in
22 countries during December.

JANUARY:
As the year started, a new label.

Bill, debuted on the Swedish market.
Record prices in Sweden went up be-
tween 7«‘ and 204 in the beginning of
January. The local Song Festivals, in
order to find a song for the Eurovi-
sion Song Contest in Luxembourg,
were another subject for discussions
during January. Sweden’s local Song
Festival took place Jan. 29th, and the
juries voted for “Nygammal vals”
(Newfashioned Waltz) as winner
really had to face some hard critics

in the following weeks—it must have
been something of a last laugh for the
juries when their choice ended at sec-
ond spot in Luxembourg. Finland
chose a song titled “Playboy” for Lux-
embourg. Beatles topped the charts
in Denmark (“We Can Work It Out”),
Finland (“Yesterday”) and Norway
(“Day Tripper”), while Chris Andrews
took the jackpot in Sweden with “Yes-
terday Man.”

The Sun) for Luxembourg. Swingle
Singers were in Copenhagen and
Stockholm for concerts. The Scandi-
navian Philips people had a business
meeting in Copenhagen. Works by the
great masters are not supposed to be
played on radio or TV if they are
“modernized,” no matter if done in

good taste, it was declared in a TV
discussion in Sweden in middle of
February. Chris Andrews on Decca
topped the Danish charts with “Yes-
terday Man,” Beatles on Parlophone
continued as top name in finland with

In 1959 the firm had another scoop.
Denmark’s most popular singer
through many years GUSTAV
WU’ICKLER became Sonet’s producer.
Ms treated a very successful group of
jt)ar*i§h hits by such artists as Blue
Boys, Jorgen Winckler and Grethe

“^iaonck, the latter’s biggest Sonet suc-
cess was “Klaus Jorgen,” which sold
more than 80,000 in Denmark. Follow-
ing this, in 1961, the Danish/Italian
singer Dario Campeotto, won the Dan-
ish Melody Grand Prix of that year
with the tune “ANGELIQUE.”
Along with the successful Danish

production the firm signed contracts
with American companies—Chancellor,
Canadian-American and Colpix.

Sonet was the first Danish label to
record beat music by local artists, and
has maintained the position as the
leading producer of beat music with
groups like THE DEFENDERS and
THE HITMAKERS. Especially with
reference to the international scene,
an English producer, JIMMY CAMP-
BELL, was appointed to head the teen
oriented production in September 1965.
He just received an award along with
THE DEFENDERS for their version
of “SITTING ALL ALONE,” which,
this year, was voted the best Danish
produced single by the Danish pop
critics. He has also produced THE
HITMAKERS’ version of “STOP THE
MUSIC” which has been released on
most continents.

When the folk scene happened in

Denmark, Sonet again was the first to

sign contracts with a number of un-
known artists, who today are the big-

gest folk names on the local market:
CAESAR, PER DICH and CY, MAIA
& ROBERT. CAESAR made a Danish
version of “EVE OF DESTRUCTION”
and he has now constantly, for the
past 6-8 months, been on the top of the
Danish hit-charts and PER DICH has
just been named the best Danish folk
singer of 1966 by the Danish pop
critics.

Truly international is the folk trio

CY, MAIA & ROBERT with their
debut-album “ON THE SCENE,” and
everywhere the record has been
played, the critics go wild about this
highly talented English-French-Danish
trio. The group was named the most
talented vocal group of 1966 by the
Danish pop critics.

Also within the rhythm and blues
style, the company has been one of the
first to present some of R&B greatest
names through the representation of
CHESS, CHECKER, SPECIALTY and
KING. The latest move of the Sonet
group is to become associated with in-

dependent producers in England.
During the last 2 years the firm has

widened its scope by adding several
important classical catalogues. The
Czech label SUPRAPHON was the
first such label to be signed, then came
the Epic label, which main attractions
are the world renowned CLEVELAND
ORCHESTRA under the direction of
GEORGE SZELL and THE JUIL-
LARD STRING QUARTET.

1965 was the year the LP’s broke
through on the Danish market, and
with this break a demand for low
priced labels arose.
Again DGF was the first company

to meet this demand from the record

buyers by introducing budget lines.

The major low priced label on the

Danish market today is the English

SAGA/SOCIETY.
1965 has so far been the best year

in the history of DGF, which Knudsen
now is sole proprietor of. Not only has

the sales increased 30% on the Danish
market alone, but the company also

succeeded in finding artists who are

expected to hit it big in 1966. Names
like CY, MAIA & ROBERT and THE
DEFENDERS. With strong names
and growing sales figures the future

looks bright for DANSK GRAMMO-
FONPLADEFORLAG—a happy at-

The Eurovision Song Con-
test in Luxembourg took place and
Sweden ended at second spot thanks
to votes from the Scandinavian neigh-
borhood countries, and an additional
vote from Switzerland. Norway came
third in Luxembourg.

Erroll Garner gave con-

certs in Copenhagen and Stockholm in

the middle of the month. Kirsti Spar-

boe, Norwegian lark recording for

Triola, received a Silver Disc for

25,000 copies sold of “Hjem” (Home
On the Range). Beatles with “Mi-
chelle” continued topping the charts

in Denmark and Norway, so did
“Haavalssi” by Tapio Rautavaara in
Finland, while Sweden preferred
“These Boots Are Made For Walk-
in’ ” with Nancy Sinatra on Reprise.

MAY:
Karusell Grammofon A/S disap-

peared from the Danish market with
Metronome Records A/S taking over
the labels, and distribution was han-
dled by Faellesekspeditionen A/S. In
Sweden, Edition Odeon moved to a
new address at Oxenstiernsgatan. A
new label, Swe-Tone, appeared on the
Swedish market, so did Clavicord. Bob
Dylan gave concerts in Copenhagen
and Stockholm. Record manufacturers
began to promote the “tourist souve-
nir records” after a Winter starting

in November and finally ending at the

beginning of May, one of the worst in

a few hundred years. Beatles and their

“Michelle” topped the Norwegian
chart for the third month, so did

Tapio Rautavaara in Finland with

his “Haavalssi.” Denmark preferred

Nancy Sinatra on Reprise with “These

Boots Are Made For Walkin’ ” and

in Sweden, a local group. Hep Stars,

on Olga went to the top with their

JUNE:
Speaking to record manufacturers

throughout Scandinavia, most of them
sounded satisfied with 1966, so far.

Most manufacturers could report sales

going up, while in some cases sales

had been going down in 1965, and

actually, business only recovered on

its way back to normal. Rolling Stones

topped the charts in Denmark with

their Decca recording “Paint It

Black.” Tapio Rautavaara on Philips

was on the top in Finland for the

fourth month with “Haavalssi.”

Beach Boys on Capitol with “Sloop

John B” topped in Norway and in

Sweden Hep Stars had their “Wed-
ling” on Olga as a best selling record.

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The twelve months since the last
directory issue have probably been
the biggest ever for the Australian
recording industry; most certainly the
biggest in all the years that Cash Box
has been covering the Australian
scene. In terms of the volume of
records released, the Australian artist
has never had it better, but true na-
tional success on disk has come to
only a handful of artists; it has
eluded the majority of Australia’s re-
cording talent.
The twelve months just completed

has seen the release of no less than
500 singles devoted to local artists,
in the same period locals accounted
for 150 EP’s and a total of better
than 200 albums. Collectively this rep-
resents a big capital investment, and

I

is seen as a strong testimonial to

,

the faith that local record companies
see in the future of Australian talent.

I

More important; it is a trend that
I
will continue into the future with a
continually developing emphasis on
the cry for “Australian talent for the
Australian consumer.”
Somewhere along the line there has

been a loser, and in this instance there
will probably be two! Whilst there is

no cause for alarm at this stage, we
envisage that in the long run English
and American runs will suffer at the
hands of the ever-increasing output
of local product. It will be pretty
much along the lines of the English
scene of about this time last year
where American records were hard
pressed to get off-the-ground in any
really big volume.

Let’s face the fact that in a small
market such as Australia there is a
definite limit to the number of indi-
vidual records that the consumer can
handle. And with the country almost
bulging at the seams with local
records, and also bulging at the seams
with imported releases, it is obvious
that somethin’s gotta give. And the
way we see it, it has to be the over-
seas product. We don’t for one second
suggest that overseas disks will fade
from the scene completely; but for
sure the volume of releases must fall-
off if the local industry continues
to expand at the same level as it has
done over the past year. It is going
to become more difficult for the inde-
pendent overseas companies to nego-
tiate contracts for the Australian
market on the somewhat luxurious
terms that they have demanded in
years gone by. Of course the major
overseas labels will still do well in
Australia, by virtue of the strength
and diversification of their catalogues,
particularly in the field of albums.
We predict that any squeeze that
overseas companies feel from Aus-
tralia will be restricted to singles;
because we are still a fair way behind
in the area of albums, especially when
it comes to top quality pop and
classical music.

Since the 1965 directory appeared,
21 locally produced singles have found
a place in our weekly list of the ten
top national best sellers. It is interest-
ing to point out that this figure would
have been much higher had a lot of
other records enjoyed simultaneous
sales in all States to gain true na-
tional popularity, rather than getting
action from State to State several
weeks apart. Such records eventually
won national acceptance, but the man-
ner in which they achieved it didn’t
allow them to show out strongly on
our dealer sales reports at the same
time, which is pretty important in the
compilation of an ACCURATE NA-
TIONAL list.

Of the twenty-one local records to
make our chart over the year we find
that the teenagers’ idol Normie Rowe
leads the field with no less than fiye
records of the 21! ! Next in line is
Ray Brown with a total of four; then
comes Billy Thorpe and the team of
Bobby & Laurie with three apiece.
Popular local groups The Easybeats

A brief survey of the list shows that
there are three Australian composi-
tions amongst the 21 titles, namely,
“Women” (The Easybeats), “Come
And See Her” (The Easybeats), and
“I Belong With You” (Bobby &
Laurie)

; the three songs are originals
by the artists who took them on their
big chart rides. Of the big twenty-one
Festival organisation, EMI have seven,
all of which are on their Parlophone
label, the remaining four were issued
by Astor on their subsidiary label.
Go!!
Thirteen of the records concerned

are by solo male vocalists; eight fea-
ture groups; and in accordance with
the pattern of the last couple of years
there is NOT ONE record out of the
batch by a female artist! !

What the recording future holds for
Australia’s top girl singers is any-
body’s guess, but the picture over
past years doesn’t look too bright for
them on a national scale. There are
several females recording who are
catching strong regional action, but
by golly they’re having a rough time
trying to break-through nationally.
The independent record producers

are making strong headway, and Cash
Box sees them becoming a major force
in the Australian industry in the im-
mediate years ahead just as they
have done in England and the United
States. Some indication of the success
of the indie producer is reflected when
we analyze the twenty-one records
mentioned above. EMI have seven of
the total and ALL were produced by
Albert Productions (the record pro-
duction unit of the publishing house
of J. Albert & Son) and leased to
EMI to issue on their Parlophone
label.

A good number of the releases
through Festival Records, referred to
earlier in this article, are independent
productions. For instance, the Normie
Rowe disks are produced by Sunshine
records but are recorded, pressed, pro-
moted and marketed through the fa-
cilities of Festival. All major record
companies here are now involved to
varying degrees in local talent on
disk. At the moment more than half
of the entire output of Australian
records is from the Festival operation,
then comes (after a fairly long inter-
val) EMI, pretty close up next is

W & G (who release a strong per-
centage of albums for their total pro-
duction); then on about equal footing

If during the previous period, sales

figures in Argentina showed a de-
crease or at least remained at the
same level, the 1965/66 period was
filled with excitement and ups and
downs in volume, along with definite
changes in the taste of consumers and
in the rise of catalogs as a way to
achieve good figures at the end of the
month.
The main excitement came during

the September-Spring period, some-
how helped by a price increase to be
effective October 1st; afterward, the
months of November and December
were also strong, partly due to the
usual Christmas sales, but also be-
cause of a sort of enthusiasm among
record buyers: Cash Box’s TAM’s
(“Total Annual Medio” or “Twelve
Months Average Figures”) registered
an increase in units sold by the indus-
try (independently from their price),

p, A new increase, effective April 1st,

raised regular LP’s to about 930 pesos
(about $4.95 at the exchange rate of
189 pesis to the dollar), against 800

id) during the previous period. The vol-
ume of the whole industry is now
about 225 million pesos a month, or
$1.2 million dollars. Of these, about
195 million are marketed through re-
tailers, while the rest go through rec-
ord clubs (the most important: CBS)
and the Reader’s Digest sales plans.

Although many of the problems ex-
isting before are still faced everyday,
it could be said that the record compa-
nies have “adapted” their operations
to these troubles. The main one is the

_ difficulty to get foreign currency at
official rates from the Central Bank,
although this bank allows a certain
amount of royalty payments after de-
lays. The restrictions against advance
payments still exist, and this means

11. that few companies will be able to
offer more than $2,000 for a yearly
contract with a foreign company or
$50 to $100 for publishing rights, ex-
cept in very special cases. As we have
remarked in previous comments, the
lack of acceptance of these practices

I by foreign diskeries and publishers
leads to a reduction in use of their ma-
terial, favoring long term bulk con-
tracts between publishers and use of
local recordings by the labels. Once
more it would be considered unv/ise

I
for an European or American label to
ask for a big advance if it is dealing
with a well known local prospective
representative: royalty payments are
strictly paid in most cases, since the
releasing company is interested in
keeping the catalog. The old idea of
considering the advance as the only
payment a publisher will receive for
his catalog is unfair, at least for Ar-
gentina, and, as a whole, damages the
original copyrighter’s profits, since his
works won’t be contracted and thereby
promoted and recorded in this country.

I
The price war, especially effective

three or four years ago, practically
disappeared, while “promotional” rec-
ords vanished. However, on May 30th
CBS released a new “promotional” (at
655 pesos), whose results are unknown
at presstime. The remaining experi-
ment in low priced records is “Difu-
sion Musical,” which extended its

catalog during ’65/’66 with the addi-
tion of recordings bought to old TK
Decords, containing tunes by los
Fronterizos, Falu, Anibal Troilo and
others. “Difusion Musical” is re-
portedly successful, and some other
companies thought in a moment to
follow suit, but afterwards, appar-
ently, changed their minds. Disc
Jockey continues releasing and selling
10" LP’s, and is the only one to follow
this practice regularly. The other com-
panies release only 7" singles and 12"
LP’s, both on 33 rpm. As it is known,
Argentina is one of the few countries
(others: Brazil and Uruguay) where
the 45 rpm speed is not used,

i The trend towards international
music has not only failed to decrease,
but is even stronger than a year ago.
The main sources for this production
are, once more, Italy, France and Eng-
land, with some hits also coming from
Brazil and the United States, whose
share of the market is small if com-
pared with that of some years ago.
Probably the most important visitor of
this period was Charles Aznavour,
who was a big success after an ex-

t tremely heavy and long promotion

^ .
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campaign which meant also huge sales

for Aznavour’s album in Spanish. Also
profiting from wide promotion, this

time through TV program “Studio
Uno,” taped by Italian RAI, was
young lark Mina. From this country
came also Gianni Morandi and Ornella
Vanoni, and, some time before, Luigi
Tenco, who reached one of the highest
sales figures of 1965 with his “Ho
Capito Che ti Amo.” From the States
came George Maharis, for the second
time, and Bobby Sherman, among
others. Melodic chanter Tito Rodriguez
was also here, while other noted Latin
American stars were Brazilian, Alte-
mar Dutra, and Colombian combo,
Bovea v sus Vallenatos.
Once more, Palito Ortega and Juan

Ramon ranked high among local trav-
ellers. Ortega visited several Latin
American countries and the States
early in 1966, recording an album in
the RCA studios at Nashville. Ramon
recorded several tunes in Rome, and
also travelled through all Europe. Ap-
pearing start Ginette Acevedo was in-

vited to take part in “Candilejas” a
TV program aired in Washington, and
also jetter twice to Venezuela and was
considered the best female voice of
1965 in that market.
Very few new artists appeared dur-

ing this period. The best bet seems to
be young chanter Yaco Monti, who
was discovered at the Parque del Plata
(Uruguay) Song Festival; his tune
“Siempre to Recordare” reached after-
wards the first place in the Argentine
lists. The trend towards foreign re-
cordings damaged the possibilities for
more new artists: while two years ago
ten or twelve out of the top sellers
were local copyrights, now only three
or four were of local origin.
Folk music remained at a high level,

although few major sellers were no-
ticed. A Chilean song, “El Corralero,”
provided big sales, and several others
ranked well, but without the bright-
ness of previous years. Tango music
didn’t improve its situation, probably
because of lack of good titles. Classi-
cal releases were also average, with
only Wanda Landowska as a high
point. In mid-1966 CBS made a strong
effort for Eugene Ormandy and the
Philadelphia Orchestra, resulting in
good promotion for this ensemble, per-
forming at the Colon Theater.

Recording and pressing facilities re-
mained more or less at the same level,
with a new addition to the list of re-
cording studios; Estudios Giiemes,
built by a society parallel to the one
owning HyR Records. Phonogran
bought the Constelacion Studios and
started operating with its own equip-
ment, reportedly with good results.
The building of Sicamericana’s studios
continued, solving certain difficulties
derived from the technical point of
view. It will probably start working
early in 1967.

There is a young man from Western
Australia by name of Johnny Young
who looks, and sounds good for future
success. Johnny is on the Clarion
label, one of the many local labels
issued through Festival Records. A
groung called The Throb, who have
had a good sized hit with “Fortune
Teller,” should really hit the big time
in a big way very soon. The future
looks very rosy indeed for such firmly
established acts as Normie Rowe, The
Easybeats, M.P.D.Limited (all of
whom are reported to be heading for
England and other countries within
the next couple of months). Billy
Thorpe, Bobby & Laurie, Ray Brown,
etc., etc. Maybe over the next year
or so records by these stars will du-
plicate the success overseas that they
have won in Australia. The whole
record industry in this country is

keenly looking for new markets to
conquer, with America and England
to be the logical countries where most
efforts will be concentrated.

This has been a BIG twelve months
for Australian records and artists on
the domestic scene; ... so look out
world . . . here comes AUSTRALIA.

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BRAZIL — The Past 12 Months
It is becoming a constant in most

South American countries that the
political difficulties that arise have a
definite influence on all forms of
businesses, especially the record and
music industry, and although, during
the past twelve months, Brazil has
had no change in government, no
revolution or any other such commo-
tion, the era of sacrifice imposed on
the population (which we referred to
in previous columns) is still the reason
why the Brazilian phonograph market
has not attained the rosy situation
and position we are all aiming for.
There is no doubt that the record is

becoming more and more popular and
if sales are not rising more than they
are, it is mostly because the buying
power of the masses is still low and
the average family budget does not
allow for extra expenses, including
the purchase of records. However, all
record companies are optimistic, hope-
ful about the future and even quite
contented with sales figures during
the past twelve months. Specifically
since last May, there has been an
obvious and promising reaction inas-
much as record sales are concerned.
On the other hand, although the
Cruzeiro (monetary unit of Brazil)
has finally been stabilized, at least
during the past twelve months, record
prices were raised 10% in Dec., then
again 10% in Feb. and 10% more in
June. This, of course, startles the
regular record buyer and does not al-
low a greater development in the in-
dustry, as would be natural if we
consider the enormous popularity
records have achieved, mostly during
the past twelve months.
We can finally say that the 78

RPM breakable disc has practically
disappeared from the local market.
The record buyer accepted entirely
the so-called “compacto-simples” (a
single-compact 7", 33 RPM disc with
one number on each side, which, in

most cases, appears with a neutral
paper jacket) and the “compacto-
duplo” (double-compact—also 7", 33

RPM, with four bands, two on each
side, but with a personalized jacket
and generally named for the most
popular and strongest number in-

because of a lack of leadership in the
Modern Popular Music (post Bossa
Nova) lines. And, speaking of this,
we come to the leaders of the teen
sound, the most amazing phenomenon
in the Brazilian popular music ever
since! We are referring, naturally to
Roberto Carlos and his gang, com-
posed of Wanderlea (CBS), Erasmo
Carlos (RGE), Jorge Ben (Philips),
and the instrumental teen-groups
Renato & Sens Blue Caps (CBS) and
the Jet Blacks (Chantecler). The
leader of this new movement, an ex-
clusive artist of DISCOS CBS, be-
came an absolute idol, very much on
the level of the Beatles and other
such cases. Quoting an experienced
US music exec, a connoisseur of
South American as well as the US
pop music fields, “.

. . unlike most
Latin American (such) artists who
just copy the U.S. songs, he has a
sound that is original and very ap-
pealing . . .” Wherever Roberto Car-
los appears, it is sure that the place
is sold out, everything he does is

copied by his thousands of fans,
who are not necessarily youngsters

But, we also have to mention the
pnormous successes scored by ballad
phanter Agnaldo Rayol (Copaca-
^ana), who has one of the most pop-
ular TV shows (with comedian Re-
hato Corte-Real)—Agnaldo is to be
crowned “Rei da Voz” (King of the
Voice) as a worthy successor of late

Francisco Alves. Another good ro-
mantic chanter who, besides being
one of the best-liked and most pop-
ular here, has also scored enormous
successes in other Latin American
countries, is Odeon’s best-seller Alte-
mar Dutra. A newcomer in the same
company and in the same style, also
appeared strong in this past year

—

Agnaldo Timoteo, who mostly sings
versions of international hits. In the
new Bossa Noval field the crown is

still with Elis Regina (Philips) who
lost a little of her popularity for a
while, on account of a badly timgd
vacation trip and other badly ad-
vised moves. However, the talented
young lark is regaining some pres-
tige lately. In the meantime, other
newcomers are threatening her title

claim, such as RGE’s Claudia (as we

had predicted) and Dorothy (RCA
Victor). “Sambista” Jair Rodrigues
is also and still a champion of pop-
ularity (Philips), while Wilson Sim-
onal (Odeon) is also regaining the
popularity he had lost for a while.
In the traditional “samba” style, the
queen is still Elizete Cardoso, (Co-
pacabana) since the only chantress
that could came near, Helena De
Lima (RGE) is not as popular and
seldom is to be seen on TV programs,
still the strongest promotion vehicle.
Female “sambista” Elza Soares
(Odeon) also had a strong comeback
and is presently back among the most
popular. Another prediction of ours,
which already became a fact, is the
return of the great romantic chant-
ress Maysa to the recording world,
this time with RCA Victor; we are
practically sure that some of the
lark’s recordings will soon appear on
the charts. Other names that have
been appearing during these last few
months and have good chances to be-
come favorites are Rosa Maria
(Odeon), Tania Maria (Continental),
Jean Carlo (Copacabana), Eddie Wil-
son (CBS), Meire Pavao (RCA),
Sonia Lemos (no company yet) and
Dori Edson (Continental). The top
vocal groups in the teen-music field

during the past twelve months were,
no doubt The Golden Boys and Trio
Esperan<;a (from Odeon) and Os
Vips (Continental); but others are
appearing, such as Deny & Dino
(Odeon), O Quarteto, which a male
foursome (not to be confused with
Quarteto Em Cy from Elenco, who
can be also considered among the
best of the year). Several instru-
mental trios appeared after the
famous Zimbo Trio, but these are still

tops—others are Jongo Trio (lately
dissolved), Sambalanco Trio, Pedrinho
Mattar Trio, Manfredo Fest Trio, etc.

In the teen-music instrumental field,

so many appeared that it would be
impossible to mention all, including

the Bells, the Bitniks, the New Clev-
ers, the Brazilian Bitles, etc. There
are still many other names that we
could add to this long list and we
consider that this is an obvious sign
that the musical scene of Brazil is in

a definite upwards movement. Weekly
theater programs are being presented,
mostly promoted by TV stations and
the public is also present in quantity.
In nightclubs, new modern shows are
being presented and always of the
best quality—a good example is one
we had the opportunity to see in Rio
de Janeiro lately, with Claudette
Soares, Taiguara and the Milton
Banana Trio, one of the best ever to
be produced, in our opinion.
The “Second Festival of Brazilian

Popular Music,” which we have been
writing about in our recent columns,
was also a definite high point on the
musical scene in this country. New
composers and artists had a good
chance to appear and become known
from one day to the other. But, an-
other Festival is being planned in
Sao Paulo (while the first is organized
by TV Excelsior, this one is by TV-
Record) and still another called
“First International Festival of the
Popular Song” will take place in Rio
de Janeiro before the end of the year.
All this gives a good idea of the con-
stant activity of the Brazilian musi-
cal world, which no doubt will have a
substantial influence on the unavoid-
able growth of the record and music
publishing industry in the near fu-
ture.
As far as the promotion of Brazil-

ian music in other countries, this was
also a busy and efficient year. While
Antonio Carlos Jobim returned to
Brazil (he told us he has been often
invited to go to US, in order to ap-
pear on coast-to-coast TV shows,
compose for films, etc.), Astrud Gil-

berto, Luiz Bonfa. Joao Gilberto,
Laorindo De Almeida and others, are
still in the US, promoting our music.

At the Cannes Film Festival Elizete
Cardoso, Zimbo Trio and Wilson Si-

monal scored an enormous success
for the Brazilian Popular Music, and
Elis Regina and Roberto Carlos also
had great success in Europe. Altemar
Dutra conquered Argentina and Uru-
guay. The top compositions of the
year in the teen music field were
penned by the twosome Roberto Car-
los and Erasmo Carlos, especially
with “Quero Que Va Tudo Pr’o In-
ferno” which was for some odd twenty
weeks, in the first spot in all local
charts. They also had “A Volta”
(Mundo Musical), “A Festa Do Bo-
linha” (Edi^oes RCA), “A Pescaria”
(Fermata) and from other authors
such as Rossini Pinto, “Alguem Na
Multidao” (Vitale), etc. From MPM,
two absolute hits with “Da-me” (Fer-
mata) and “Canto de Ossanha,” the
first by Adylson Godoy and the latest
by Vinicius De Morals. Also, a Carni-
val number called “Tristesa,” by late
Haroldo Lobo and Niltinho, became a
all-year hit and is still going strong.
From the international field, the

yeah, yeah, yeah music is also a win-
ner this year, headed by the Beatles,
but trailed closely by the Rolling
Stones, both for the Odeon label. Billy
Vaughn, Matt Monro, Barry McGuire,
Tom Jones and most of all Herb Al-
pert & His Tijuana Brass, also regis-
tered strong hits. Although not as
strong as in previous years, the Ital-
ian artists were constantly present
in the local charts all during the past
twelve months — Gianni Morandi,
Gigliola Cinquetti, Caterina Caselli,

Ornella Vanoni, Domenico Modugno,
Boby Solo, Adriano Celentano, Sergio
Endrigo. But there was a definite new
acceptance of the French artists,

which probably started with Alain
Barriere, followed strongly by
Charles Aznavour and Dalida, Rich-
ard Anthony, and lately Her\e Vil-
lard, Christophe and Guy Mardell.

An important international event
for Brazilian popular music was no
doubt the promotion of the new
rhythm “Jequibau” of Mario Alban-
ese and Giro Pereira, which became
an excellent export material during
the past twelve months. In the
United States, where it was launched
through Cash Box, according to the
authors, the new orchestral haunting
Brazilian rhythm, has already moi’e
than ten recordings by top stars and
it is very natural that will reach
other countries all over the world,
via USA. It is a great step ahead for
a new approach of a serious and
musically high leveled type of pop-
ular music. The album which was cut
here for Chantecler, is also being re-

leased in the States and will most
likely bring a new light to the new
sound.

AUGUST—The presentation of “live”

shows is intensified all the time and
the companies take advantage to

record during same. Ray Anthony and
the Osca Peterson Trio visited Brazil
with success. Chantecler released the
first “Jequibau” disc and launched it

in a historical cocktail party. Another
important such social event, hosted
by Discos RGE to celebrate the new
contract with the “Zimbo Trio” and
release their second album.

SEPTEMBER—Roberto Carlos and
his gang were pacted by TV Record
(Channel 7 of Sao Paulo) for a series
of live shows in its theater, which
would become the craze of the year.
Other companies followed the idea.

Brazilian artists and recordings in-

filtrated the US market with great
success. Another social meeting
hosted by Chantecler to introduce
newly represented US label “Rou-
lette” and confirm representation of
Italian label “Ricordi.” Presented to
press and critics the new hit album
by top artists of the moment Elis Re-
gina and Zimbo Trio—“0 Fino Do

Fino”—in a cocktail party hosted by
RGE and Philips in Rio de Janeiro.
Sergio Mendes and his show “Brasil
65” on a new U.S. tour with Marcos
Valle and wife Ana Maria, Joao Pal-

ma and Jose Suarez. Their album (cut
live during show) is being released
in the States. Brazilian music lover
Stan Getz comes to Brazil to receive
awards and homages from a grate-
ful crowd, thankful for what he did
in the U.S. for the promotion of our
music.

OCTOBER—Sebastian Bastos ac-

quired from the U.S. “Audio Fidelity,

Inc.” the company of same name in

Brazil, renaming it “Disco Soni/
Maior.” RGE, which passed from the
hands of Jose Scatena to those of En-
rique Lebendiger celebrated its 9th
anniversary with a well attended din-
ner party. Excellent vocal and instru-
mental group “Os Cariocas” in a
quick and successful tour to the
United States, was presented in the
most important TV programs and
night clubs all over the country. An
album of theirs was cut during this
tour. One of the most important Bos-
sa Nova shows—“4°. Festival da
Balan^a”—took place at a Law Uni-
versity, presenting Jongo Trio, Vini-
cius De Moraes, Pedrinho Mattar,
Elizete Cardoso, Maria Bethania,
Wilson Simonal and the Bossa Jazz
Trio, during which RCA made one of
the best records of the kind. The
most representative artists from Ba-
hia are being presented to the Sao
Paulo public at the “Teatro de Arena”:
Maria Bethania, Tomze, Caetano
Veloso and Piti.

NOVEMBER—Two artists long ab-
sent from Brazil returned for a pres-
entation here: Joao Gilberto, from
the United States and Juca Chaves,
from Italy. The two Brazilian chant-
ers, of completely different styles,

were scoring successes in those two
countries and were disappointed with
their presentation here. The new teen
music era is taking form in Brazil:

with such as Roberto Carlos, Wander-
lea, Erasmo Carlos, Wanderley Car-
doso, Jerry Adrian! and many others,
while the new Bossa Nova is going
down to second place, also in sales,
as shown in the charts.

DECEMBER — International attrac-
tion Shawn Elliot (Roulette, repre-
sented here by Chantecler) came to
Brazil for a series of TV shows (Ex-
celsior)—his interpretation of the
much discussed number “Shame And
Scandal In The Family” has been in
the number one spot in the local
charts for quite a while. Ramalho
Neto (A&R for RCA) is launching his
book “Historinha do Desafinado”, the
first written on the Bossa Nova sub-
ject. Alain Trossat became the new
General Manager of Companhia Brasi-
leira De Discos (Philips) in Brazil.
The whole company is going through
deep reorganization. Christmas ap-
proaching brings a new life in record
sales, specially due to publicity cam-
paign of disc companies such as
Philips and CBS. However, prepara-
tion for the Carnival (Mardi-(jras)
releases are already being felt.

JANUARY—U.S. agents Monte Kay
and new partner Jack Lewis came to
Brazil and made contacts for further
presentation of Brazilian artists in

that country. At this time Joao Gil-

berto is presented to the Brazilian
public, after a long absence; it was a
dramatic presentation due to health
reasons and several misunderstand-
ings which led to an unpleasant situa-
tion for the talented artist who left

the country saddened. Old-time strong
voiced chanter Vicente Celestino (RCA
Victor) received the title of “Honor-
ary Citizen of Sao Paulo” in a touch-
ing ceremony at the City Hall of Sao
Paulo. Odeon, who represents Reprise
in this country is making a special
promotion for Frank Sinatra’s 25th
Anniversary in show business. In full

preparation in all diskeries is the
catalogue for the Carnaval period.
Eric Skinner and Ramalho Neto,

respectively general manager of Rec-
ord Division and A&R and promo
manager for “RCA Brasileira”, headed
for Mexico, where they attended the
“RCA Victor Latin American Record
Licensee’s Convention”, which proved
of great importance for the promotion
of Brazilian popular music. Roberto
Carlos is already on top and his disks
are being sold like hot-cakes. In all

radio and TV stations new teen-music
programs are proliferating and the
youngsters’ reaction is being absolute.
It is now the music of the moment.

FEBRUARY—Elis Regina and the
Zimbo Trio (Rubens Barsotti, Luiz
Chaves and Amilton Godoy) are being
presented in Lisbon, Portugal with
enormous success, which opens the
door for new European presentations.
The most important award of the year—“Chico Viola”—is being distributed
by “Emissoras Unidas do Brasil”.
Sidney Frey (former prexy of Audio
Fidelity) visited Brazil. Another visi-

tor for another important meeting
was Milton Rackmil, president of
Decca Records of New York, who at-

tended the Latin American Conven-
tion of Universal International in

Rio de Janeiro. This is Carnaval
month and all attentions are directed
towards its music, all diskeries busy
with recordings and releases for the
period. The number which would win
first prize during that celebration

—

“Tristesa”, by late composer Haroldo
Lobo and by Niltinho—is from the
Fermata pubbery and is being re-

quested from all over, including by
Eddy Barclay who was present in Rio
de Janeiro to witness it. Teen music
“Quero Que Va Tudo Pr’o Inferno”,
by Roberto and Erasmo Carlos, al-

though not meant for Carnaval, was
one of the most played numbers.

MARCH—Another international at-

traction comes from the U.S.—TV and
theater actor and chanter George
Maharis was presented by TV Tupi

ind had several personal appearances
n private clubs. CBS Do Brasil
losted a cocktail-party to introduce

the charming young man to the press
and his many fans. Also from the
•States, comes visitor Morrie Pelsman,
head of the foreign department of

New York’s Roulette Records, who
takes a lot of material from Chante-
cler to the U.S.—due to his enthusi-
asm for the Brazilian music, quality

of recordings and artistry of inter-

preters, we believe that this was a
good promotion vehicle. The music
of the latest “San Remo Festival” hit

the market in Brazil and brings back
the Italian music to the top positions

in the local market. But the accent is

still on teen music, with Roberto
Carlos becoming an absolute idol of

the whole public through his TV pro-

Jgram at “Theater Record”, titled

^‘Jovem Guarda” (Young Set); his

disks are still far ahead in the charts
in all three categories.

APRIL—This was the month of de-

finitive consecration of CBS top teen
star Roberto Carlos: after the most
successful cocktail-party, hosted by
the producers of the film to be shot
here with that artist and his “gang”,
the largest movie theater in Sao
Paulo was overcrowded with thou-
sands of his fans of all ages to cele-

brate Roberto’s birthdav. Next, a
lightning trip to Lisbon, Portugal, for
a special TV program, proved that the
young artist also has legions of fol-

lowers outside the country. Because
this coincided with Cash Box’s Inter-
national Section cover in which he an-
pears and the advertisement of U.S.
Columbia for tbe release of his first

album and other publicity (some of it

involuntary, like a street scene in

which the young chanter had to shoot
against people who wanted to attack
him . . .), all newspapers, magazines
and radio and TV wrote and talked
about Roberto Carlos, the big news of

the moment. Italian singing star

Gianni Morandi came to Brazil by the

hand of Waldomiro Saad Agency and

was presented in the local TV-Tupi,

also in night-club acts, private clubs,

etc. Together with RCA the agency

and TV station hosted acts, private

clubs, etc. Together with RCA, the

agency and TV station hosted a cock-

tail-party honoring the young song-

ster and presenting him to press and

critics. With this promotion, the

young man’s discs went up consider-

ably in sales.

MAY—With the beginning of the

“Second National Festival of Brazilian

Popular Music” all attentions turned

to this important musical event; the

big news of the month was connected

with it and its repercussion was even

bigger than expected—because Cash

Box was represented on the judging

panel. Soft-voiced ballad chanter

Altemar Dutra (Odeon exclusive

artist) scored an enormous hit in

neighboring Argentina, where one of

his albums was released in Spanish.

Nilo Sergio, President of Musidisc,

acquired a record plant near Rio de

Janeiro, which has brought good

changes to the local disc industry. A
caravan of Brazilian artists, with

Elizete Cardoso, Wilson Simonal,

Zimbo Trio, Clementina De Jesus and

Paulinho Da Viola headed for Cannes,

France to attend and be presented at

the Film Festival—this can be con-

sidered another great step for the

promotion of the new Brazilian popu-

lar music in Europe, since some of the

artists had a chance to go to Paris,

where they appeared in several im-

provised shows, bringing a new light

over our music to those audiences. It

was also during the busy month of

May that some important interna-

tional attractions came to Brazil:

Charles Aznavour (Barclay/RGE)
was presented at TV-Excelsior for

two days and Italian chantress Ornela
Vanoni (Ricordi/Chantecler) came to

be seen at TV-Tupi and in several

private clubs and in night-club acts.

For both artists from Europe cocktail-

parties with press conferences were
hosted by the organizers. Still an-
other international name was to be
seen at TV-Record in one of the
Roberto Carlos teen shows—Japanese
top teen star Moryiama Kayoko
(Toshiba Records). In the classic

field, the presence of the excellent
Tokyo Symphonic Orchestra and, last

but not least, Eugene Ormandy and
his world famous Philadelphia Or-
chestra (Columbia/CBS). The local

company made a special promotion for
these discs during this time. It was
also during this busy month that a
much discussed musical happening
took place: the concert organized by
Diogo Pacheco, in which several teen
music hits were presented with Cham-
ber Orchestral arrangements, sung by
well-known opera singers. To close the
month on a golden key, two more im-
portant social events: a sriant dinner-
party hosted by CBS Do Brasil, honor-
ing all press, radio and TV represent-
atives, with the presence of the top
recording stars from the company
and all top execs of CBS and other
companies. Main attraction was still

Roberto Carlos! The other, a cocktail-

narty was hosted by TV Excelsior and
RCA diskery, for the introduction of
modern Italian chanter, Jimmy Fon-
tana, who was also presented at that

TV station’s auditory.

JUNE—The “Second National Festi-

val of Brazilian Popular Music” comes
to an end with a gala presentation in

Sao Paulo, during which the impor-

tant and valuable awards are handed
to the five winners. Although this is

a competition for composers and au-

thors alone, it was a big chance for

the interpreters to become known and
it will influence very much the record-

ing scene in these next months. It is

interesting to note once again that

the numbers that reached the top po-

sitions in this Festival are mainly in

a more traditional style of “samba”,
probably a natural reaction against

the overly sophisticated and intellec-

tualized new Bossa Nova, which was
becoming much too complicated for

the popular taste and appreciation.

Again we come to the conclusion

that, in a country like Brazil, where
music is an integral part of its in-

habitants, much more could be said

and mentioned in this respect. How-
ever, with all that is registered be-

hind, we can safely assure that, in

spite of the usual political, financial

and economical difficulties that the

country is going through, there is a

definite upward movement in the

musical field and this is having a

positive reaction in the record indus-

try. If we add to this the fact that

the pubberies are joining efforts in

order to promote the Brazilian music
in all foreign markets, we also could

anticipate much better years to come.
Finally, we consider that it is im-
portant to mention that both diskeries

and pubberies in Brazil are finally be-

coming conscious of the importance
of a good international promotion and
we wish to take this opportunity to

show our gratefulness for a better

and closer collaboration, which we
sincerely hope will be intensified in

the future, so that the good Brazilian

Music, probably the one with more
personality (even in the teen music
field, local compositions are com-
pletely independent from English and
North-American influences), can fi-

nally take the position it so much
deserves in the international market!

When the Government
introduced special Bantu language
sei-vices on a vast FM Radio net
work, hundreds of thousands of FM
Transistor Radios were purchased,
and the number of Bantu records sold
dropped dramatically. Three years
have since gone by, and the African
Record market has recovered and is
buoyant again.
A South African Record Company

we have not heard from before in this
review is Troubadour Records, a
Company which in the past has de-
voted all its attention to the manu-
facture and distribution of African
and Coloured product. Over the past
two years, this Company has been
active in both Afrikaans and English
language recordings. The Troubadour
P.R.O. reports “While maintaining its
prominent position in the African and
Coloured Record market, the past
year has been marked by major ad-
vances by Troubadour Records in the
Afrikaans Record field. The signing
of a number of major and well estab-
lished artists and the building up of
new local Afrikaans talent into top
talent status, has been achieved by
aggressive sales policy and an inten-
sive promotional effort involving con-
tinuous radio exposure and closer
dealer liaison.”

In the International field the Scep-
ter franchise was acquired in January
1966, and initial releases by Dionne
Warwick and the Kingsmen have met
wth success. In addition two major
Italian labels, viz: Clan and Ricordi
are now being released in Southern
Africa under the Troubadour logo,
bringing to devotees of Continental
music and the increasing cosmopolitan
population of South Africa, readings
by the leading Continental artists.

THE SENSATIONAL SOUND OF

A Court Room clash resulted when
leal released “Choral Magic,” an al-bum with superb repertoire, featuring
an outstanding German orchestra and
choir. “Choral Magic” starring “The
Singing Bells” was released during
the Gunther Kalmann Choir tour of
South Africa. When the attendant
problems had been ironed out “Choral
Magic” received tremendous air play
and rapidly became a giant seller. It
can be seen on Teal’s Top Ten LP
list in very good company. This year
the whole world thrilled to the excit-
ing music of Herb Alpert & His
Tijuana Brass. In South Africa a
number of stimulating clashes with
local and overseas covers of the Herb
Alpert sound heightened the impact
and firmly entrenched Herb Alpert
as one of the top record sellers in the
country. Nancy Sinatra’s “Boots”
leapt up our Hit Parade in two tre-

mendous strides and dominated it for
weeks. These are some of the many
highlights of a crammed action packed
year. Jim Reeves, Dean Martin, Trini
Lopez, Elvis Presley, Slim Whitman,
Sandie Shaw, Petula Clark, Perry
Como, Ricky Nelson, the Kinks, local
groups—The A-Cads, the Staccatos, 4
Jacks & A Jill, Jody Wayne—are
some of the many great stars on
Teal’s labels; starts which took the
lion’s share of the record business in
this country over the past year.
The Golden SARI (the equivalent

of the Grammy Award in the U.S.A.)
went to two Teal stars this year

—

MAUREEN MOORE for the best fe-
male Country and Western singer

(the second consecutive year) and
VIRGINIA LEE for the best Afri-
kaans singing star in the country.

FOLK.
As was reported in this review last

year, the folk song took a long time
to find favour with the South African
record buying public, but arrive, it

certainly did, and here is an interest-
ing report bearing on this subject
from the Gramophone Record Com-
pany Limited. “1965 saw folk music
rearing its head all over the world
and coming to South Africa. Bob Dy-
lan, Pete Seeger, and locally, Des
Lindbergh, who won the SARI Award
for folk singing in South Africa. In
the folk-rock section, the Byrds (Mr.
Tambourine Man) and Simon and
Garfunkel (The Sounds of Silence)
two best sellers, and were high on
the local Hit Parade. During this pe-
riod the first records of Barbra Strei-
sand were released in South Africa,
the current demand is most promis-
ing and her International popularity
is now being felt in this country.”

Three major selling artists are;
Ray Coniff, Andy Williams and Jerry
Vale. During the period under review,
the film “My Fair Lady” was shown
in this country and the Soundtrack
as well as the original Broadway cast
recordings has enjoyed tremendous
sales.

Locally, the scene is still in the

hands of the chosen few apart from
Des Lindbergh mentioned above,

Charles Jacobie and Santa Vorster

(Country and Western as well as Af-
rikaans recording artists), the Bats
—a beat group, and Emil Dean—

a

pop vocalist, are enjoying great pop-

ularity.

THE BIG BEAT FROM BRITAIN.
The vast quantity of pop product

from England still remains a domi-
nant force in the industry. Label fran-

chises predetermine results as E.M.I’s

report indicates. “The past 12 months
were once again dominated by the

beat scene, but some very good bal-

lads established themselves, thus
proving that a strong ballad can once
again make the top. The local scene

was improved tremendously over the
past year, such artists as Dickie

Loader & the Blue Jeans, Danny Riv-

ers & the Savages, the In Crowd, etc.

have all had numbers on the local
charts. The Tamla-Motown Sound
has not yet taken over, but a gradual
swing in this direction can be detected
from most of the records released in
this country. The Supremes, the Toys
are favoruites in this field. Top sell-
ers are still the Beatles, the Seekers,
Cliff Richards, the Shadows, Herman’s
Hermits and other big names from
Britain. American artists who have
done well include Connie Francis, the
Everly Bros., the Ventures, the Beach
Boys, Nat “King” Cole and A1 Mar-
tino. Sam The Sham & the Pharoahs
shot into the local charts with their
first release ‘Wooly Bully’—Garry
Lewis & the Playboys have proved to
be very popular and enjoy good
sales.”

VISITING ARTISTS.
Among the visiting artists to South

Africa this past year was Marlene
Dietrich, who arrived back here six
months after her previous week long
appearance in Johannesburg. This
time her tour was widened to include
Cape Town and Durban, and she
again enjoyed great success. Further
appearances by top stars in this coun-
try are highlighted in the report
from Gallo Africa Ltd., whose P.R.O.
advised “The past 12 months have
been highlighted by four distinctive
sales drives. The first of these has
been the most gradual of the four,
and has seen the growth of popular
demand for a local lad called Gene
Rockwell. Gene Rockwell is a talented
musician, he has tremendous stage
presence, and can be seen from the
Top Ten Single sellers, has had many
consecutive hits. The second big news
item was the combined Kenneth Mc-
Kellar and Rawicz and Landauer.
Their houses were well patronised
and proved tremendous boost to sales
without the usual pop hysteria. This
tour was closely followed by a much
more extensive and even more suc-
cessful circuit by the Gunter Kall-
mann Choir, which were accompanied
by Crazy Otto, alias Fritz Schulz-
Reichel. These Polydor artists really
scored a bulls eye with the South
African public. The Kallmann version
of the Elizabeth Serenade from the
Gallo’s Top Ten L.P’s for the third
consecutive year, and would be safe
to say that the required proportion
between their South African royalties
and their German royalties are closer
than any other non-South African
artists. During their trip they had
concerts in one of South Africa’s
wonders-of-the-world, ‘The Cango
Caves’—a fairy like, natural cavern,
which afforded unique recording con-
ditions. Gallo’s hope to issue this L.P.
shortly. The Gallo Mantovani promo-
tion, in this, his 25th year as a Decca
recording artist, is proving tremen-

dously successful. Gallo’s have re-

sleeved ten of his best sellers using

the works of Old Master painters like

Van Gogh and Cezanne, and titled

them ‘The Mantovani Master Piece

Series.’ The time and effort that has

gone into this promotion has proved

very successful in the continued mar-
keting of Mantovani L.P’s. The SARI
Awards were again presented in the

latter half of 1965, and Gallo Artists

won two awards, Vasco Cordoni, the

best male singer, and Ken Higgins,

the best instrumentalist.”

STILL NO T.V.

The Republic of South Africa is

still without television, thus whilst
the big name artists of America and
Britain enjoy tremendous exposure on
the TV screens of New Zealand, Aus-
tralia, Canada, etc., etc., the promo-
tion outlets for recordings here are
still Lourenco Marques Radio and
Springbok Radio, with back up from
newspaper and magazine publicity,
plus exposure on the non commercial
services of the South African Broad-
casting Corporation.
That TV is coming to South Africa,

no one doubts. The burning question
is when?
An interesting side light on the

multi-categoried local recording scene
is contained in Trutone’s report. “On
the local record scene, the bulk of ef-
fort is channelled into the Afrikaan
market with low-cost LP’s being
churned out at a steady pace to sat-

isfy the country buyer. The bulk of

these releases are instrumental,

Boere-orkes and yodelling type of vo-

cals. The Afrikaans speaking person
who prefers a more sophisticated type
of material is not very well catered

for, as it is felt that the bulk of their

purchases are in the pop interna-

tional field. Costly Afrikaans record-

ings are being made to commemorate
special occasions and events, and to

fill categories which International

repertoire cannot. This type of re-

cording is the exception I’ather than
the rule.”

English pop record stars released

by Trutone include the Walker Bros.,

Spencer Davis Group, Wayne Fontana
& the Mindbenders, Dave Dee/Dozy/
Beaky/Mick and Tich etc. And these

discs and their discs are receiving fa-

vourable sales. An American group
now making an impact in South Af-
rica is the Righteous Brothers.

Amongst the mature record buyers,

Billy Vaughn, Pat Boone, A1 Caiola,

Jan Peerce, Ferrante & Teicher,

Dutch Swing College Band are steady

favourites. One of the biggest Singles

released by Trutone in the past was
“Pearly Shells” by Pat Boone. More
interest is noticed in Jazz releases

both amongst the White and African

population, and from Trutone, the

Verve and Limelight labels are stead-

ily building up due to a steady in-

crease in the buying of this material

by the African. Jazz artists such as

Oscar Petersen, Johnny Hodges, Stan

Getz, Gerry Mulligan, Wes Montgom-
ery and Count Basie are becoming
steady catalogue artists in this com-
pany. A fair amount of effort is still

being put into covering over-seas hits,

particularly in the instrumental field.

While movie sound track albums ap-

pears to be a big business now, such

albums are not money makers in

South Africa unless the movies them-
selves are of a musical nature. The
many albums which feature back-

ground and effects music, are mean-
ingless to the market here.

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ANALYSIS OF THE ANNUAL
COIN MACHINE EXPORT

VOLUME REPORT FOR ISSS

GENERAL
It is tempting to begin this analysis with a shout for joy—American coin machines brought
in fifty-one million dollars for 1965. To be precise, they brought in $51,000,197, as

compared with $44,380,018 for 1964—a record-making jump of $6,620,179. The extra six
million was accounted for in the sale of vending machines , with such countries as Jamaica
and Lebanon doubling their totals for last year, while the usual big spenders such as

Great Britain and West Germany seemed never to stop buying. Amusement games held closely
to their grand total for 1964, and although slightly off this year, recent legislative
developments in Europe should bring the totals skyrocketing back for 1966. Phonographs
showed a gain of a million dollars, despite drops in continental totals. With amusement
games ready to spring back to life, and the world-wide vending market exploding in a

near-orgy of sales, the picture of 1966 looks bright indeed.

PHONOGRAPHS
There were no violent surges, up or down, in phonograph sales this year. Most of the coun-

tries started off with fairly large orders, bought big in the second quarter and coasted
during the last two quarters. Canada's 1965 volume was off some two hundred thousand dol-
lars compared to 1964, but many other countries (Panama, Costa Rica, Lw. Ww. Is.) doubled
or tripled their volume. Haiti made a surprise appearance with $2,180, as did Brazil. If

Brazil, as a market, can be opened, it could prove a tremendous boost to the South Ameri-
can volume, but there are many problems involved. In Europe, Belgium, with a total of

$3,753,672, showed only a slight gain, as did West Germany with $4,853,239. Greece, in

the meantime, showed a great upsurge, doubling its volume to $460,948 as against $277,-
660 for 1964. Cyprus and Finland performed in the same way, with Finland nearly tripling
its volume. Japan was slightly off, but Korea's total was seven times that of 1964.
Still, the continental total dropped from 1964's two million-odd figure to $1,760,149
for 1965. Africa showed a great leap, with Kenya ($36,814) and Z Rh Ma ($22,117) helping
boost the total from $17,667 in 1964 to $74,394 in 1965.

AMUSEMENT
First and foremost, the figures shown for this year will in no way compare to those for
1966. Italy, which had banned all games, has now relaxed its laws to allow regular games
and add-a-balls, although free play is still prohibited. So Italy, for one, should go far
beyond its 1965 volume of $562,203. Belgium, too, is off, dropping from a healthy million
and a half in 1964 to less than a million in 1965. But the European total was bolstered by
the orders from Great Britain ($7,160,859) , which tripled its intake, and West Germany,
up $4,447,875 from $3,060,624. Finland ($92,734) and Austria ($74,306) were up, but most
of the other covintries showed drops; French restrictions on games, for example, caused
a two million dollar drop in their totals for 1965. Yet the huge orders of Britain and
West Germany, plus the steady and increased buying of the other European nations,
brought the continental total to $20,232,546—a gain of more than $150,000 over 1964.
Japan showed a slight drop, but the Nansei Islands went from $61,166 in 1964 to a whopping
$448,282 for 1965. Thailand showed a serious drop from $80,176 to a mere $950. Hong Kong,
meanwhile, boianced from $3,781 to $10,897. Heavy buying in Africa (Canary Islands

—

$17,944; Ethiopia—$33,770) brought their continental total to $158,709. Africa has
increased its totals in all categories in 1965. As the final count, amusements showed a
grand total of $24,135,633, only slightly off from 1964.

VENDING
Here is the happiest sales story in the history of coin machine exports. Every continen-
tal total showed a handsome gain, with Europe's amazing performance topping the list.
Their total went three times over last years'—from $2,489,720 to a happy $6,222,319

—

and there lies most of the six million dollar difference that makes this the best export
year ever. Belgium: up $4,000,000. Canada; Up $2,000,000. Great Britain: Up $700,000.
West Germany; Up nearly $2,500,000. Japan nearly doubled, going from $69,900 to $111,-
126. The Nansei Islands jumped from $16,835 to $58,386. Tiny Kuwait zoomed from $3,209
to $65,516. Although many So. American countries did not appear in the lists this year,
Venezuela's order of $139,697—a 400% increase over last year—helped fling the conti-
nental total from $46,909 for 1964 to $141,797 for 1965.

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Report-GIANT: A PORTRAIT OF

Seeburg’s plant at 1500 North Dayton Street. Housing two thousand employees, measuring more than 360,000
square feet, its construction was a joint project of the corporation and Chicago’s Economic and Cultural De-
velopment Committee.

CHICAGO—When Delbert W. Cole-
man, chairman of the board of the
Seeburg Corporation, struck the
theme recently that “progress through
innovation is the key at Seeburg” he
glanced pridefully toward the ultra
modern, conveniently located main
plant (on the Windy City’s near
north side) which was completed a
few years ago.
The Seeburg Corp. has resisted the

trend toward industrial migration to
the suburbs by erecting this 360,000
square foot addition. It is in effect
the first multi-story manufacturing
facility to be constructed in Chicago
in some 15 years. The building con-
solidates manufacturing operations
which previously were scattered over
700,000 square feet at eight locations
in this section of the city and sub-
urban Niles. Production includes sev-
eral lines of vending machines, coin-
operated phonographs and back-
ground music systems.
The primary factor which influ-

enced the company to remain within
the city limits was the “skill and
spirit” of its 2,000 employees. Ac-
cording to company officials, the av-
erage length of service of its workers
is ten years, so moving to another
area would have posed a serious job
training problem. A shift to the sub-
urbs also would have meant a siz-
able loss in value of its relatively
expensive Chicago property.

According to Coleman, the $5 mil-
lion expansion move would not have
been possible without the “hard-
headed dollars and cents advice” of
Mayor Richard J. Daley’s Committee
for Economic and Cultural Develop-
ment. The committee is a public-
private organization that seeks to
create new jobs by assisting the city’s

industry. By coordinating with var-
ious city departments, the committee
arranged to vacate Weed Street,
which ran alongside the old plant,
allowing Seeburg to purchase this

property to solve its building site

problem and needs.

Coleman attributes the success of

burg Sales Corp., are successors to

the original J. P. Seeburg Corpora-
tion, which was established in 1902.
Justus P. Seeburg, the founder, a
Swedish mechanical genius, business-
man, and later, a philanthropist,
came to this country at the age of 16
in 1887, and was active in the affairs
of the company until his death in
1958 at the age of 87.

Beginning with a piano-action
mechanism in its first years, Seeburg
has developed and manufactured
diversified products. In the 1920’s
the company entered the automatic
coin-operated phonograph field, and
this ultimately became its principal
business for the next three decades.

In the spring of 1958 Seeburg en-
tered the fast-growing field of auto-

“Audiophone” only one year later.
This was an eight-selection unit that
utilized eight individual turntables
mounted on a “ferriswheel” mech-
anism and rotated to give the cus-
tomer his choice.
As the coin-phonograph business

forged ahead during the lean years
of the Thirties, the company con-
currently sought to diversify its ac-
tivities by the manufacture of “ray
gun” targets, washing machine and
refrigerator coin meters, and dis-

pensing mechanisms.
The year 1935 saw the introduction

of a new line of coin-operated phono-
graphs that incorporated electrical

amplification of recorded music. This
line, with continuing improvements
and restylings, was continued into

per selection) or through an ingeni-
ous “wireless” signalling system that
transmitted a patron’s selections
from the wall box to the phonograph
by radio-frequency signals conducted
over power wiring. Subsequent re-

finements by Seeburg eventually
made possible the now-familiar three-
wire cable that transmits many se-

lections but uses only three wires.
The coming of 1941 and war saw

the Seeburg organization wholly con-
verted to the development, engineer-
ing, and production of electronic
equipment for the U. S. armed forces.

This total conversion to war contin-
ued to the end of World War II, and
brought the company no less than
three Army-Navy “E” (for excel-
lence) Awards.

the firm to the people, stressing the
fact that “a fortunate corporate head
is the one who can easily delegate
authority at the various levels of
management in all departments.”
Among the executives at Seeburg
who report to the board chairman
are: Louis F. Nicastro, executive
vice president and chief administra-
tive officer; William F. Adair, execu-
tive vice pres, sales; Robert Breither,
vice pres., sales, Vending; Edward
Claffey, vice pres., sales. Phono-
graphs; Joseph Hards, vice pres.,
sales, Background Music; George
Gilbert, vice pres., International Di-
rector; and Frank Luppino, advertis-
ing & sales promotion director. See-
burg boasts an employee with as
much as fifty years of service to the
company.
The Seeburg Corp. of Chicago and

its marketing subsidiary, The See-

matic vending by introducing an
all-electric cigarette vendor—the first

unit, which in four years, was to
grow to a full line of automatic vend-
ing machines. The year 1958 also
experienced the company name
changed to The Seeburg Corporation.
The swift rise in popularity and

musical quality of recorded music
following World War I brought See-
burg to the decision to enter this
growing field, and at the same time,
retire from the piano and organ busi-
ness, although the firm was destined
to return to this field in a big way.
Accordingly, in 1927, the first See-
burg coin-operated phonograph was
put on the market.

This was a non-selective instru-

ment—the customer had no choice of

records—but its obvious development
possibilities led to the Seeburg

1948.
It is interesting, and perhaps

prophetic, that in the same decade

—

in 1936—Seeburg engineers devised
and manufactured one of the indus-
try’s first vending machines for dis-

pensing cold drinks in paper cups.
It was an augury of things to come
some twenty years later.

With the coin phonograph business
growing and prospering, the fall of
1939 saw the introduction by Seeburg
of the music industry’s first phono-
graph “wall box”. This was a remote
selector unit which put recorded mu-
sic in public places “at the fingertips
of the public.”
The wall box, placed in booths, on

walls, and on counters remote from
the master phonograph, offered pa-
trons a choice of twenty selections.
This pioneer model operated through
a multi-wire cable (one connection

Reconversion to normal production
at war’s end saw coin-operated
phonographs become Seeburg’s prin-
cipal product—but only briefly.

In 1948 the company placed a de-
vice on the market named “The In-
dustrial and Commercial Music Sys-
tem”, designed to supply background
music in offices, stores and factories.
It utilized a unique Seeburg develop-
ment known as the Select-O-Matic
mechanism, which for the first time
anywhere made a 100-record auto-
matic phonograph possible. This unit
stored and played records in a verti-
cal position and, in addition, could
handle both ten-inch and twelve-inch
78 rpm records intermixed and play
both sides to boot.

It was a major breakthrough in
automatic multiple-selection playing
of phonograph records, and within
only nine months Seeburg engineers

had adapted the Select-O-Matic
mechanism for use in a new Seeburg
coin-operated phonograph. This was
the famous model MIOOA, the world’s
first 100-selection unit. It hit the in-
dustry like a bomb upon its first in-
troduction in December of 1948.
MIOOA set off an immediate revolu-

tion in the music industry, which
was suffering an acute depression due
to over-production and declining
profits. It multiplied the program-
ming possibilities of the coin phono-
graph and opened the way for
greatly increased operating income
for the operators.
The next step was prompted by the

78 rpm records intermixed and play
new microgroove 45 rpm disc—- a
record made from high quality un-
breakable vinyl. Committed to “a
policy of leadership,” Seeburg in
October 1950 again startled the in-

dustry with a second model (MIOOB)
of the Select-O-Matic coin phono-
graph that played only 45 rpm rec-
ords. Then, one after another, there
followed a series of improvements,
refinements, and inventive develop-

year—1958—that Seeburg made its

entry, after a lapse of 22 years, into
the now fast-growing field of auto-
matic merchandising. The first ma-
chine was an all-electric cigarette
vendor, forerunner of a full line of
vendors to come.
With the advent of the new 33%

rpm record Seeburg launched the
“artist of the Week” program, per-
mitting the music operator to feature
a different artist each week in a best-
selling stereo record album.
During the interim there have been

numerous acquisitions of vending
manufacturing and music instrument
companies, and mushrooming of dis-

tribution and marketing to the inter-
national markets.
At the end of the first quarter of

1966, Seeburg’s board chairman Del-
bert W. Coleman announced that a
high in sales and earnings had been
set with sales volume of $23,032,907
compared to $20,926,824 for the com-
parable period the year previous.
From 1959 to 1965 sales had sky-
rocketed from $24 million to $89 mil-
lion, and 1966 started out with indi-

ments for the industry.
September, 1953—Seebui’g intro-

duced high fidelity reproduction to
the industry with model HFIOOG, a
wide-range, multiple-speaker instru-
ment with low distortion.

August, 1955—Seeburg presented
the first 200-selection phonograph,
with the “Tormat” electronic memory
unit, and a dual pricing system that
made it possible for music operators
to obtain 15^ instead of 10^ for the
playing of the new two-tune EP rec-
ord album.
January, 1958—Seeburg introduced

the 160-selection phonograph, the
ideal capacity for locations.

September, 1958—Seeburg intro-
duced for the first time in the indus-
try a stereophonic instrument with
“channel 1” and “channel 2” remote
speakers, with new fidelity to play
the new “stereo” records turned out
by the recording industry.

It was in the spring of this same

cated to it. We count ourselves
mightily fortunate to have what we
feel are the finest employees of any
major American company. We feel,

at Seeburg, that people and progress
are one and the same.”

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THE WURLITZER STORY: 300 YEARS OF MUSIC

Cf From Lutes to Jukes; European Tradition and American Initiative

The birth of Nicholas Wurlitzer on
December 1, 1659, at the village of
Schilbach, Saxony, continued a family
tradition and began another.

Like most children in the rural
Germany of that time who were not
born to the plow, Nicholas was ex-
pected to become a craftsman, as was
his father, and a member in good
standing of the local trade guild.

Master Wurlitzer was apprenticed,
by custom, to a village professional,
and when he began on his own, turned
to the making of lutes. The distance
between a lute and a jukebox, across
four centuries, includes a story of in-

dustry, immigration, wars and dis-

asters; the yearly sales of a Nicholas’
lutes and the Wurlitzer Company’s
catalogue of instruments and military

family. Things were looking pros-
perous and happy when a legendary
cow kicked over a kerosene lamp and
destroyed the city of Chicago, in-

cluding the Wurlitzer store.
Recouping his losses, Rudolph took

his younger brother Anton into the
firm. In 1880 the first piano to bear
the nume “Wurlitzer” was made in
the Cincinnati factory; in 1883, Farny
R. Wurlitzer, the present Chairman
of the board, was born; Howard, the
eldest son, came into the business in

1889; 1890 saw the firm incorporated
as the Rudolph Wurlitzer Company,
under an Ohio charter, with an au-
thorized capitalization of $200,000.
The company’s entry into the coin-

operated field begins in 1896, with
the marketing of the Regina Music

R. C. Rolphing had joined the com-
pany as vice president and general
manager in 1934, the year of the P-10,
and Farny became chairman of the
board in 1942. By this time the com-
pany had converted to war production.
The technicians, designers and engi-
neers, who had studied electrical sys-
tems to produce the P-10 and other
model jukeboxes, put their talents to
work on the instruments of war,
winning the Army and Navy “E”
awards with renewal citations. The
tradition continues; in May, 1966, they
exhibited an automatic land mine de-
tector for service in Viet Nam.

Operators remember 1956 for the
Wurlitzer “Carousel” 200-selection
juke box and for the four day festival
held in North Tonawanda to celebrate

equipment; a local trade guild and a
program to industrialize part of upper
New York State.
The new family tradition of instru-

ment making continued through two
generations, and Christian Gottfried
Wurlitzer, born in 1807, added the
term “merchant” to the family lin-

age. His son, Rudolph Wurlitzer, bom
in 1831, took the family name and
industry to the United States.
Rudolph landed at Hoboken, New

Jersey, from an immigrant steamer
in 1853. He went first to Philadelphia
ind then Cincinnati, where he found
work with the banking firm of Heidel-
bach & Seasongood. In three years he
saved seven hundred dollars; with this
cash, sent to his family to pay for
Wurlitzer instruments, he opened the
Wurlitzer Company in Cincinnati in
1856. A one-room office, upstairs in a
building on the corner of Fourth and
Sycamore Streets, gave way two years
later to larger quarters, at 123 Main
Street, rented on his return from a
European buying trip. Next year he
left the banking firm to devote full
time to his own company, and on
October 8th, 1860, became an Ameri-
can citizen.

Between 1865 and 1871, Rudolph
expanded his sales territory by open-
ing a store in Chicago on Dearborn
Street. He married and raised a

Box. Two years later another Army
contract was obtained for the Spanish
American War, and the company de-
clared a five per cent dividend. In
1899 Wurlitzer offered the Tonophone,
a coin-operated piano, and won a gold
medal for it at the Pan American
Exposition of 1901. Farny returned
from Europe in 1904 to enter the
business just in time to see a dis-
asterous fire wipe out the company
headquarters in Cincinnati. The au-
thorized capitalization increased by
$500,000 and a new factory was built
and occupied in 1906.
Now the “Mighty Wurlitzer” pipe

organ appears, in 1910; offices are
opened in Philadelphia, Detroit and
Buffalo. The free-wheeling financial
picture of the United States during
the 1920’s brought the same success
and trouble to Wurlitzer as it did to
most other American companies; but
in 1933, at the height of the Great
Depression, the firm bought out the
Simplex Phonograph Co. of Chicago,
and next year introduced the P-10

—

the first pre-selection, ten tune juke
box.
As the country fought its way up

out the economic chaos, production on

jukeboxes boomed; by 1937, the manu-
facture of coin-operated phonographs
at the North Tonawanda, New York,
plant had broken all records.

the firm’s centennial: a flying trip
over Niagara Falls, a huge barbeque,
top orchestras and singers perform-
ing.

In 1961, the “Ten Top Tunes” unit,

a button by the pushing of which a
customer could hear the most popular
records of the moment, was intro-
duced. Later re-named “The Golden
Bar,” the unit is now a standard fea-
ture on Wurlitzer’s wall-box. Little

Ips and automatic intermix came with
the 2500 and 2800 between 1961 and
1963. Discotheque, a smoky-celler
dance parlor idea imported from
France, got the Wurlitzer treatment
in 1965, with wall banners, table tents
and separate speaker grille panels.
On March 16th of this year, presi-

dent R. C. Rolfing presided over
ceremonies on the floor of the New
York Stock Exchange, as Wurlitzer
was listed on “the big board.” Early
this month, he announced the highest
sales in the company’s history—more
than $51,000,000.
That is Wurlitzer’s official history.

Its personal story, the kind that op-
erators and distributors talk about,
are the names of men: Karel Johnson,
Bob Harding, C. B. Ross and A. D.
Palmer, Jr.

Palmer, advertising and sales pro-
motion manager, is known as “the
man who knows.” His ideas and state-
ments on what a jukebox is, where it

of a word. It was Palmer who con-
ceived the program of the centennial
celebration.
“Now this circutit here” has opened

hundreds of service school classes on
the Wurlitzer phonograph line. It is

spoken by Ross, or Harding or John-
son, and spoken in all the major cities

of the country. These three have been
appointed to carry out Wurlitzer’s
program of having the best-known
juke box in the country for the serv-
iceman. From Chicago to Texas, from
New York to Los Angeles, they are
on the road most of the year. “We
live out of a tool box, but it gets the
job done. We go where it is.”

Wurlitzer has also answered a ques-
tion almost never asked of a juke box
manufacturer: what does it do for the
community ?

Two weeks ago the company plant
at North Tonawanda hosted a three-
day festival to acquaint the people of
the Niagara area with the industries
around them, and to attract more in-
dustries to their area. The company
granted a foundation award and pre-
sented an R. C. Rolfing Scholarship to
a high school senior. Was this, in the
opinion of Palmer, public relations?
“Of course it’s public relations. But

it’s common sense, too. Who knows?
The lad may come to work for us one
day and design the jukebox to end
all jukeboxes.”

LONDON— Looking back over the
past few months, the most important
event for the British coin machine in-

dustry was undoubtedly the Amuse-
ments Trades Exhibition which took
place this year for the first time at
the Alexandra Palace. This new and
vastly improved venue attracted a
record crowd during the three day
meet and considerably enhanced the
international status of this major
European event. The organizers are
now actually preparing for the next
A.T.E. which will take place at the
end of November—a new date for the
annual event. The fact that this year
there will be two exhibitions places a
tremendous amount of extra work on
the A.T.E. authorities and by bringing
the next show forward to November
they will be deprived of two valuable
months of preparations. The Exhibi-
tion will be planned largely on the
same lines as before and, although
the organizers hope to have a little

extra space at their disposal there
is every indication that it will be
another complete sell out. There will,

of course, only be one exhibition in
1967 and that at the new date of
November.
On a general level one of the most

important announcements of the year
as far as the coin machine industry is

concerned came from the Chancellor
of the Exchequer in his Budget
Speech confirming that the Govern-
ment intends to go ahead with “pro-
posals” for taxing betting and gam-
ing. First reported in Cash Box on
the 9th April and again in Cash
Box of 4th June. As from October
1st there will be a Licence Duty of
£75 ($210) for each coin operated
Gaming Machine operated by a six-

penny coin, and a Tax of £37 10s. Od.

($104) for machines operated by coins
of less value than sixpence. The li-

cence fee will be payable by the ma-
chine owner and is expected to yield
three and a half million pounds a
year. In the case of Casinos and Bingo
Halls, duty will be based on rateable
value ranging from a minimum of
£500 ($1400) to £50,000 (140,000 Dol-
lars). 'The new tax will not be applied
to amusement machines with modest
prizes in amusement arcades and fairs
as authorized under a Betting and
Gaming and Lotteries Act of 1963.
The Chancellor announced that the
10% Import Surcharge Tax would be
discontinued as from November.
As the announcement seems to have

caused a certain amount of confusion
in some quarters, the following ques-
tions and answers we hope may
clarify the position.

Question: Are these proposals now
law? If not, are they as good as being
law or is there a Parliamentary De-
bate in store for these proposals?
Answer: The “proposals,” although

not yet technically law, are as good
as. They still have to be approved by
Parliament and there could be minor
alterations on points of detail but it

is a foregone conclusion that the basic
principles will be approved and will
come into effect on 1st October.

Question: A Licence Duty of £75
sounds like a considerable amount of
money for a single game. Can the
individual operator afford such taxes?
How hard will it hit him?
Answer: Bear in mind that cash

from machines operated by coins up
to threepence will be £37 10s. and in
every other case £75. The cash will
be payable in the first instance by the
actual owner of the machines—where
a club has bought its own machines
(they are only allowed to have two)
all it will be required to find is £150,

which will probably be no great hard-

ship. In the case of an operator, how-
ever, it is a much more serious

matter, as if you happen to have, say,

100 machines out on site, you have to

find £7,500 in ready cash all in one
go. As such a man would probably
have most of his capital tied up in

equipment, he might well be hard
put to it to find the money. True,

the law provides that in such a case

the operator can pass the cost over to

the club owner. This would most likely

be done by means of an addition to
the weekly hiring charge, so that in

effect it would take him a whole year
to get his money back, by which time
he would need the cash to buy the
next year’s Licences. Whether or not
the clubs can afford to pay the new
Tax is a difficult question to answer
because circumstances vary greatly.
Probably, in the case of some of the
better clubs, the £75 represents some-
what less than two weeks takings;
therefore, although unpleasant, the
charge is not likely to cause undue
hardship or put the club out of busi-
ness. But, at the other end of the
scale, for many far less affluent clubs
with comparatively small member-
ships, some of them Sports Clubs open
only for, say, six months of the year,
the Tax could indeed represent a very
large percentage of their smaller
takings.

Question: Does the “Rateable
Value” of casinos and bingo halls
ranging from £500 to £50,000 amount
to an across-the-board tax? Would
it put these halls out of business?
Answer: If, “across-the-board”

means rated on takings, the answer
is No. Rating is based on the rental
value of the property. The tax is

based on the rateable value of the
whole of the premises and not merely
on that part of them used for gaming
purposes—which means in effect that
in a club or venue offering various
facilities in addition to the gaming
rooms, the tax would be paid on the
whole property, and will certainly hit
all of them very hard.

Question: Are the British coin ma-
chine trade associations fighting these
Exchequer proposals? If so, in what
manner?
Answer: Since the sections of the

business covered by the Amusement
Caterers Association and the Show-
mans Guild are exempt from the new
taxes (which as already reported do
not apply to amusement machines
offering modest prizes) no action on
their part is called for. The Amuse-
ments Trades Association, although
their members may be rather more
severely hit feel that the new taxes
are inevitable and will have to be
accepted. They are, however, hoping
that the Chancellor will make some
minor concessions. As, for example,
issuing Licences on a six months basis
for clubs which as already mentioned
are open for only certain periods of
the year.
Question: It is said that the new

Tax will not apply to amusement
machines yielding “modest prizes”.
What is considered a modest prize?
Answer: Prizes up to 1/Od. in cash

or 5/Od. in kind are laid down as
being both modest and legal under
the appropriate section of the Betting
and Gaming Act. In general, slot
machines can he operated only in
premises for which a permit has been
issued by the local authority. The
law does not, in any case, allow such
machines to be installed in clubs in
addition to their quota of two jack-
pot fruit machines.

Question: Does the British coin
machine industry take a beating from
the Government that the American
industry does? What is the image of

the British coin man?
Answer: The answer is to he found

in our new Gaming Laws introduced

in 1961 and which are thought to be
the most enlightened in the world.

Certainly the arcade and amusement
park side of the business is held in

very high esteem in Government and
other circles. But, on the other hand,
there is a certain amount of unin-

formed criticism directed mainly at

fruit machines in clus, primarily on
the grounds that they give rise to

various “undesirable activities.”

25 /Od. per person is going to add
very substantially to the wages bill.

Fred Poliak: A Symphony in the Closet

Fred Poliak, vice president and sales

manager for Rowe AMI, gave up a

budding career as a shortstop and sec-

ond baseman while on an athletic

scholarship at the University of Texas,

and found another when, after serving

in Europe with infantry and armor dur-

ing the war, he became a producer
of Army entertainments. Once out of

the service in 1947, he held various
sales jobs until a chance conversation
with a next door neighbor got him a

job at Canteen Corporation. From there
he went to Rowe and was given the
assignment of reshaping the company,
which, with Jack Harper, he has been
working at since 1961. He volunteered
the idea of "the wallbox location” as a
means of opening a new sales market
and improving the industry's image.
His comments here on the develop-
ment of Rowe were heard from his of-

fice in Whippany, New Jersey.

Q. How did you start?

A. Well, it's an interesting story. I hap-
pen to live next door to Tod Evers, a
vice president of Canteen. I was work-
ing with a sales company, trying to
find a means of merchandising pilfer-

able products without having them pil-

fered — jewelry, watchbands, transis-

tors — and I told Tod about it. He
introduced me to Chuck Ritson, who in

turn introduced me to Fred Shuster,
who was president at the time, and a
very inventive man. He wrote books on
vending. Anyway, he saw I had a back-
ground in merchandising and market-
ing—while I was vice president of a
company in Chicago I became the
world’s first solar energy salesman

—

and he hired me.

Q. Solar energy?

FRED POLLAK
"Nobody turns down money."

A. Sure— the silicone solar battery
that takes its energy from the sun. So
Canteen brought out the Automart
model and vended the items I spoke
about. Three months later Pat O’Malley
became president of Canteen. He called
Jack Harper and me into his office and
talked about Rowe. Then he said,

“Harper, you’re vice president and
general manager. Poliak, you’re vice
president and sales manager.” That’s
how it started. Rowe was in bad
shape at the time; they were losing
money on it because they’d come out
with some faulty machines. I didn’t
have a juke box background, but I had
a music and entertainment background
in Germany.

Q. With the Army?

A. Yes. When the war ended I was with

the occupation forces in Germany. To
keep myself busy I got into Special

Services and assembled a symphony
orchestra in a town called Ulm. I say
“assembled” — which means we got

the musicians out of the cellars and
the closets and told them to get to-

gether and rehearse. This was the first

symphony music the people had heard

in ten years. I also organized a ballet

and a three-ring circus — they were
hiding in the woods. And I worked
with all the major acts that came over

to play for the troops and the German
people. I had a castle in Ulm

—

Q. A castle?

A. No, it wasn’t a castle; it was a

. . . I forget what the word for it is

. . . it was a hunting lodge — huge
thing. Ingrid Bergmann later stayed
there when she toured Europe. Any-
way, I met all the major acts: Jack
Benny, Red Buttons, Mickey Rooney,
all of them. 1 built stages, organized
football and track teams . . . like I

was a producer.

Q. Well, how do you feel about Rowo’s
development in the last five years?

A. I feel very strongly about the devel-

opment because I’ve been in on it.

In five years we’ve built the finest dis-

tributor network in the country. No-
body else can touch us. We had to

turn around a fiasco and make it into

a paying proposition, and we did it

through our distributors and the engi-

neering people at our factory in Grand
Rapids. Rowe has turned a loss into a

profit. When we build a machine we
believe in merchandising it—we don’t

just throw it to the distributors and

MONY GIRDS FOR TAX COURT BATTLE
” Members Volunteer Contributions for Appeal at Meeting

AL DENVER
President, MONY

NEW YORK — A meeting of the
Music Operators of New York, held
in West 57th Street’s Holiday Inn,
Thursday, June 16th, heard a call to
battle by the officers and voluntary
contribution pledges from the mem-
bers of $12,000 to carry on the legal
contest with the state sales tax.

Seated on a dais overlooking the
more than 100 operators and distribu-
tors who attended were Bill Kobler,
Millie McCarthy, Mike Mulqueen,
“Sophie,” MONY’s girl Friday, presi-
dent A1 Denver, counsel Theodore
Blatt, vice president George Holzman
and Gil Sonin.
Denver rose from his seat to begin

a report, saying: “As I told you in
the announcement letter, this meeting
will he devoted to the state sales tax.
But there are one or two brief items
which I am sure will be of interest.
The MONY credit list, to which mem-
bers may refer to check the financial
stability of some of their customers,
has resulted in removing from circu-
lation certain persons who might
have done damage to some of you.”

“I am happy to report that a total
of three confidence men have been
arrested by the police for attempt to
defraud operators, and their cases are
scheduled for the Grand Jury. These
arrests were made possible by the
MONY list.”

“Now, in review of the state sales
tax, you may remember—I hope you
remember—that I urged you all, last
July, to set aside a certain per cent
of your collections as a ‘suspense
fund,’ until the legal contest had been
resolved.

“I hope you have done so. If you
haven’t set aside that fund, and the
final decision goes against us, then
the saints will have to be with you.
Now, for a complete legal report, I

give you our counsel, Theodore Blatt.”
Blatt described the conflict as cen-

tering around Section 1105.A of the
sales tax law, under admissions. The
state, he said, considers the deposit-
ing of a dime into a phonograph a
“license” for entertainment, and is

therefore subject to taxation. But he
said, there are no “dime taxes” on
such installations as golf driving
ranges. “How the state can equate the
two, I do not know. The state bases
its opinion on a Pennsylvania deci-
sion, which says that operators have
this ‘license,’ and are subject. But an
Indiana decision says that the nature
of the business is a joint venture, a
partnership between owner and opera-
tor—is, therefore, not a license—and
the operator is not liable to pay tax
on gross receipts.”

“'This is a decision which is very
important for us,” Blatt continued.
“I suggest, and you will approve or
deny it, that another law firm be
brought in as ‘a friend of the court.’
The appearance of a prestige firm
will aid us in our cause. I tell you
now, that it will cost money. I think
we have a good chance of winning.
And I leave it to you to decide.”
Denver then called on Millie Mc-

Carthy, president of the New York

State Coin Machine Association, who
said : “I feel you have a great man in

Teddy Blatt. He’s done the best possi-

ble job for you. I’m for a fight to the

finish. I’d hate to think, twenty years

from now when I’m shoveling out the

tax, that I hadn’t done something
about it when I had the chance.”

_

Denver returned to the podium,
saying, “In order to move, you must
have money—not promises—for legal

fees. It is going to be expensive. We
have members in this association who
realize, without any speeches, how
important this tax case is, but we
need all of you.”
He paused for a moment, looked

round at the audience. “I want volun-

tary contributions,” he said, looking

at the table nearest him. “Let’s start

here, one at a time. How much?”
An operator rose and made a large

pledge. ’The hall burst into applause.

Distributors and operators called out
sums from the floor. At one point,

there was a pause, but one man leapt

to his feet, saying, “You heard what
Millie McCarthy said—you gotta give

now or we’ll be in the hole for the
next twenty years—come on!”
Myer Parkoff of the MONY_ steer-

ing committee came to the podium to

inform the audience that, “Distribu-
tors have contributed time and money
to this effort. I want you to know
that no monies will be spent without
careful review by the members of the
committee. Think of what this means
—we are talking about our dollars

going to the city. Not just this year,
but next year and next year and the
year after that, for as long as this

tax is on the books.”
Denver supported the urgency by

telling the members; “Once we take
the step of appeal in the courts we
will have to go all the way—and we
must have the money on hand. Am I

right, Mr. Blatt?”

Blatt answered: “If you will sup-

A MOMENTOUS MONY MEETING—The operators and distributors who
assembled at the Holiday Inn, Thursday, June 16th, had to make a big choice.

These men, members of the Music Operators of New York, were to hear full

reports on the state sales tax legal contest from president A1 Denver, counsel
Theodore Blatt and the sparkling Millie McCarthy. Among the distinguished
guests was a delegation from the Westchester Operators Guild: counsel Mal-
colm Wein, treasurer Lou Tartaglia, Seymour Poliak and Carl Pavesi, Jr.,

sitting in for his father, away on a trip to Europe (the elder Pavesi had just
been elected, in absentia, to his seventeenth term as president of the Guild).
Seymour said that “the Guild lost a good man yesterday. Frank Galle died
last night of a heart attack.” Galle had been a prominent operator in Yonkers
for over twenty years. . . . After dinner, A1 Denver called the meeting to order
and briefed the assembled on the history of the state sales tax and MONY’s
reaction to it. Turning the speaker’s rostrum over to Teddy Blatt, who ex-
amined the case in detail, Denver said, “Remember this, ladies and gentlemen.
Once we take the step of appeal in the court we will have to go all the way

—

and we must have the money for legal fees on hand.” Teddy said that the
operator’s chance of a favorable decision from the court was good, but that
they, that night, must decide whether to hope for the best or make a fight
of ,it. “I’m for a fight to the finish,” said Millie. “I’d hate to think, twenty
years from now when I’m shoveling out the tax money, that I hadn’t done
something about it when I had the chance.” Then, in a dramatic moment, Den-
ver bluntly told the members that he wanted contributions from the floor.
He called round the tables, asking each man for his donation. There were
handsome responses which brought applause and Denver, in the dim light
from the rostrum, was a master of his audience. Only a man with the trust
and respect of the New York industry could have received the response he
did. “It’s not pleasant for me to do this, but our industry is at stake. You all
know how important this tax case is and you’ll have to make up your minds

—

tonight.” When it was over, the donations amounted to $12,000. After the
meeting, as the operators and distributors made their way out of the building,
snatches of conversation were overheard: “If this tax goes through it’ll hurt a
lot of small operators.”. . . “Hurt ’em? It’ll kill ’em!”. . . “Millie was right

—

do something about it now or go in the hole for the next twenty years.”

THE ACTION IN ALBANY—Millie McCarthy announced last week that a bill

for the licensing of coin machines had passed both houses of the state congress
and was now awaiting the Governor’s signature. “I’ve met with the ()rime
Commission, the State Secretary, the Department of Commerce and all the
penal agencies. They’ve sat down and worked with me on the bill and I hope
it will become law. It would give us prestige and protection.”. . . Albany’s Fab
Four, the brothers Greco, report that they are v/orking overtime to keep up on
orders for the new Rock-Ola GP/Imperial 433 phonograph. “What a machine!”
said Tom Greco, “The best looking, the best built—the best, period. Every-
thing’s moving for us—the Fischer pool tables are selling like hotcakes.” Asked
what his formula for success was, he said: “If you’ve got it, you’re home. If
you haven’t got it, get it. That’s what we do. Hear that noise in the back-
ground? That’s our cash register; that’s the proof!”

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Former Track Star Has Golf Bail VendorWalter Reed Speaks on

Campus Vending to Conference
CHICAGO—Speaking before the Na-
tional Association of College and Uni-
versity Food Services Conference,
NAMA publicity director Walter W.
Reed said:

“It may sound unbelievable, but be-
tween now and three o’clock the
American public will drop more than
3 million coins into merchandise vend-
ing machines. Or, if you like, more
than 10,000 nickels, dimes and quar-
ters every 10 seconds around the
clock.

“For the people in the automatic
vending business the word ‘Change’
has two special meanings. ‘Change’
is of course the lifeblood of our busi-
ness, since it takes ‘change’, or coins,
to activate our dispensers.
“But ‘change’ also has a different

meaning in the vending industry.
Change has been the watchword of
our growth ever since World War II.

To us in the vending business, the
last 20 years have brought changes
in equipment, changes in the markets
we serve, changes in the services we
offer, and change in the opportunities

for growing further.

“Twenty years ago, in 1946, the

American consumer bought 600 mil-

lion dollars’ worth of goods from mer-
chandise vending machines.

“This year, vending machines will

dispense 4 billion dollars’ worth of

food and merchandise. That’s almost
seven times the volume of 20 years
ago. For some years now, our sales

have grown by almost 10 per cent

every year.

“1946 is a good basis for compari-
son, because something important to

food vending happened that year. It

was in 1946 that the first prototype

of today’s coffee vending machines

was invented. What you know today
as automatic food service really had
its beginning in 1946 when two ser-
geants built a homemade coffee ma-
chine in an Army Air Corps hangar.

“It may seem incidental, but the
coffee machine is directly responsible
for all the developments in vended
foods during the past 15 years.

“Coffee vending was of particular
interest to personnel directors in fac-
tories and office installations. They
had been looking for efficient answers
to the problem of time lost in coffee
breaks. Vending machines provided
flexibility and speed, and—after some
early trials and tribulations—a satis-
factory product.

“If vending could help to solve
problems in factories and offices, it

was only natural that schools and
other institutions would take a closer
look too.

“Because your requirements are
specialized, the adoption of vending
on the campus, however, proceeded
more slowly. Statistics are hard to

find. Everybody’s been so busy count-

ing students, that nobody really kept
track of vending machines on the

campus. Seven years ago one of your
own business publications did make a
national survey. For 1957, College and
University Business Magazine esti-

mated that about 30,000 vending ma-
chines were located on your cam-
puses, and that in 1957 they sold 6

million dollars worth of commodities.

PENSACOLA—“My dad's history is

too long to put down here”, said
Albert Blalock. “Dad,” is Fletcher A.
Blalock, a Wurlitzer phonograph dis-

tributor since Wurlitzer made its first

juke.
The beginning of the story goes

back thirty-nine years when Fletcher
started with very little capital. Even-
tually he became one of the largest

operators in the South. He progressed
to a distributorship, all the while
training someone to accept pass on
management. “So many businessmen
forget that the day will come when
they want to take it a little easy . . .

and still retain an interest in the
business they worked so hard to build.
Too many discover that there is no
one to take over for them ... or
at least no one to whom they are
willing to entrust their life’s work,”
said Blalock. He trained his sons and
later his sons-in-law in the business.
The author of the quote at the be-

ginning of this article is Fletcher’s
son, Albert, 24 years old. Starting
his own route when he was 15 years
old in New Orleans, he operated it

until he went into the Army. After
three years of service, he entered the
family business, Blalock Music Com-
pany in Pensacola, Florida, along
with his brother Fletcher E. Blalock
and his brother-in-law Robert E.
Potts. Albert later moved to Dothan,
Alabama, where he bought and oper-

ated a route, sold it and went in with
his father in F.A.B. Distributing
Company, Inc., the Wurlitzer distribu-
torship in Pensacola.

Today, Fletcher A. Blalock is still

the guiding hand behind the both
businesses. Fletcher E. is 35 and has
sixteen years experience in the busi-
ness. At age 19, he joined his father
in F.A.B. Distributing Company in
New Orleans as a mechanic trainee.
He later became shop foreman and
subsequently a salesman, then man-
ager of the branch office in Atlanta. In
1959, he bought a route in Pensacola,
Florida, built it up and added to it,

then incorporated his holdings with
his father’s in the same area and
Blalock Music Company was formed

with Fletcher E. Blalock as manager.
Robert E. Potts is engaged in the

route operation of the family business
and a most active participant in its

overall management. The most recent
addition to Blalock Music Company’s
staff is another son-in-law of Fletcher
A. Blalock. This young man is Sammy
L. Crockett, who has been with the
firm, engaged in the operation of the
route, for about a year. Sammy is a
native of Dothan, Alabama. But
Fletcher A. Blalock, one of the deans
of coin-operated music in the South,
is still the astute coordinator and is

reaping the benefits of his earlier de-
cision to train the young men in the
trade.

In 1956, another 15 year old started
in the coin machine—Lon R. McKee,
son of Marshall R. McKee of North-
west Sales Company of Oregon, Wur-
litzer distributor. When he started,
Lon began by cleaning phonographs
and all types of games. He learned
how to completely service them, grad-
uated to managing a route, and is

now Marshall’s top salesman. This
rounded knowledge did not come easy
and Lon says there were a few cut
fingers betwixt beginning and knowl-
edge. But he had the encouragement
of his father, a veteran of 32 years
in the business. Marshall has said,

“When I’m away, I have no worries
about the business; Lon has learned

every facet of it and loves every
minute of it.”

“This business gave me a college
education; it has educated my brother
who received his M.D. this year from
the University of Iowa and is pro-
viding a college education for another
brother who just completed his fresh-
man year at Grinnell College. To sum
up my feelings, I would say that the
coin machine business has an excel-
lent future in store for any young
man who is willing to put forth the
necessary effort.”

This quote is taken from a letter

written by Warren Sandler, President
of Sandler Vending Company of Min-
neapolis, Minnesota. He is 32 years
old, an eight year veteran of the coin
machine business. His father, Irving
Sandler, is chairman of the board and
treasurer of the renamed company
formerly known as the Sandler Dis-
tributing Company.

“Irv” grew up in the business and
has hundreds of friends among loca-
tion owners and operators in North
and South Dakota, Iowa, Western
Wisconsin and Minnesota. Warren
graduated from Grinnell College,
where he was a 3-letter man, and
entered the U.S. Army. He is present-
ly a Reserve officer, vice-president of
the Minneapolis chapter of the Re-
serve Officers Association, married
and the father of four children.

At the 1965 M.O.A. Show, veterans
of the trade were introduced to an-
other young man who had chosen to

make the coin machine business his
profession. He is Russell Townsend,
now vice-president of United, Inc.,

Wurlitzer distributor in Milwaukee,
Wisconsin. Russ is Harry Jacobs, Jr.’s

son-in-law. “He joined the distributor-
ship to work and learn and the fact
that after just eight months he was
elevated to general manager and vice
president is conclusive proof that he
did both,” said Jacobs.
Russ believes that “the many, many

good things about the business are
taken for granted by those whose
livelihood it has been for years.

For instance, we started a program of
having a professional sales meeting.
Not just a bunch of executives getting
up and making speeches and boring
everybody to death. We hire a profes-
sional industrial entertainment organi-
zation; we work out an industrial show

—the last sales meeting was held in

the Lambs Club in New York and the
show was so good that we had offers

to put it on Broadway—take three of
the songs and change the words a lit-

tle bit. We also have a distributor ad-
visory council, the big—no, I won’t say
big—^the key distributors in each area;
we test our promotion ideas on them
and on the public.

Q. Who do you mean by “public”?
John Q.?

A. We’ll pick an operator who’ll work
with us and try out our ideas at loca-

tions to see how the customers react
to them. After all, we’re trying not only
to create sales for the unit but to see
more dimes, quarters and half-dollars
go into the machines. Our theory is

—

and I’m paraphrasing somebody here—our sale doesn’t stop at the distrib-

utor. Our whole theme, our thinking is

to produce the revenue that will keep

an operator happy and keep Rowe on
locations. We want to make people
very proud of what we do, and I think
we’re doing it. This industry has had a

shot of new blood and more people
are beginning to think it’s a good in-

dustry to come into. I’ve been invited

to appear at New York University and
discuss the business to students. That’s
a sign of progress.

Q. What has been your most success-
ful machine so far?

A. The last one we’ve had on the mar-
ket. I always say that and that’s the
way we do business. We don’t just
“come out” with a machine. We plan
twelve to fifteen months ahead of
time. Our most successful machine is

going to be the one we bring out next.

Q. You came up with the idea of wall-

box locations. What’s the progress on
that? Do you have any word from op-
erators or distributors?

A. Well, it’s not going to be an over-

night deal; it’s a long pull; going to
take some time. Most of the progress
has been on a local level. But it’s go-
ing to happen. The operator has to
present it as a business proposition:

that it’s going to make money for a
restaurant. Like water dripping on ice;

takes a while, but it gets through. No-
body’s going to turn down money. The
people you have to catch are the
chains like Hilton. I don’t say it’ll hap-
pen today but I guarantee you it’ll hap-
pen. Maybe a different cabinet, but it’ll

be there. So will Rowe.

Q. So you’re satisfied with the progress

of Rowe?

A. I won’t be satisfied until we have

fifty per cent of the market. It’s a very

exciting experience, being with Rowe.

It’s going to become the most impor-

tant name in the industry.
