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The gentleman striking the jubilant pose above is, of course, none other than Atlantic’s Wilson Pickett. The songster has good reason to be pleased with himself. In the past few
years he has become one of the hottest box office attractions on concert and one-nighter tours both in the U.S. and abroad. A significant record salesman, also, Pickett has racked up

a bevy of recent chart success. He’s currently represented on the Top 100 with his smash re-working of “Land Of 1,000 Dances” which is featured in a rush-released LP, “The Excit-

ing Wilson Pickett.”
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A BULLISH OUTLOOK

During the past few years it has be-

come increasingly evident that Wall

Street has taken an interest in Tin Pan

Alley. Although many tradesters still

recoil at the prospect of big business

entering their fiercely independent in-

dustry, it's obvious these behemoths

bring a tremendous amount of good.

Despite an ambiguous stock mar-

ket, second quarter earnings of most

big board companies surpassed all

previous records. The sophisticated

management techniques of contem-

porary big business coupled with vast

sums of capital can only serve to give

the music industry a much needed

base of stability.

Consolidated Foods recent pro-

posed acquisition of United Artists,

will, if it passes the formality of stock-

holder approval, give the flick-TV-

music company an insight into the in-

tricate marketing methods which have

made Sara Lee a household watch-

word. In addition, Consolidated's vast

resources will permit UA to engage in

an aggressive program of expansion.

ABC has already experienced the

benefit of its association with IT&T via

its own recent acquisitions. And, con-

trary to some trade fears that execu-

tive heads would be lopped mercilessly

in the broadcasting-music firm, the

IT&T bosses have retained the present

management.

Even Columbia Records’ taken-for-

granted stewardship by CBS has re-

sulted in a recent corporate change:

the CBS/Columbia Group. The CBS
move was, in effect, taking a page

from the book of General Motors'

legendary Alfred E. Sloan, who, over

forty years ago revolutionized Ameri-

can industry with the concept of de-

centralized operational divisions and

a centralized overseeing management
team.

MCA, which purchased the Decca-

Universal complex three years ago,

has recently given up its New York

headquarters and moved into the Uni-

versal building. With an infinitely

closer involvement in the work-a-day

operations at Decca, it’s clear that the

show business giant will certainly stim-

ulate and aid Decca to new vistas of

growth.

As the music business pushes be-

yond the billion dollar level, more huge
industrial firms will begin to notice

what’s happening on Broadway. The
future, which holds in store such

scientific advances as the tape boom
and computer systems, will undoubt-

edly see an increased number of music

companies profiting from the helping

hand of big business.

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N.Y. Passes 2 Laws To
Curb Deceptive Disk Practices
NEW YORK—New York Governor
Nelson A. Rockefeller signed two bills
into law last week (3) which, when
they take effect, will serve to restrict
the activities of disk pirates and boot-
leggers.

Both of the new laws were pre-
pared with the cooperation and advice
of Attorney General Louis J. Lefko-
witz and a special advisory committee
from the music industry itself.

One law, slated to go on the books

Sept. 1, will make it a misdemeanor to

copy any record for sale or profit

without authorization. The second
law, which becomes effective Jan. 1,

1967, will make it standard operating
procedure for all manufacturers to

list their names and addresses on all

album jackets. The law will also pro-
hibit any manufacturer from labeling
any LP stereo unless the disk was
originally recorded utilizing stereo
techniques.

NARM Preps For Mid-Year Chi Meet
PHILADELPHIA — The mid-year
meeting of the National Association
of Record Merchandisers (NARM),
which will be held Sept. 6 through
Sept. 9, 1966, at the Continental Plaza
Hotel in Chicago, 111., opens with a
dinner-meeting on Sept. 6 for the
NARM rack jobber (regular) mem-
bers. Jules Malamud, NARM execu-
tive director, has announced that a
full agenda has been planned for this
meeting, of vital interest to the regu-
lar membership. Several projects for
the forthcoming NARM year will be
presented for membership discussion
and approval.

Earl W. Kintner, NARM general
counsel, who meets with the regular
membership for the first time since
assuming the position with the asso-
ciation, will address the group.

Pitney Winds Up Sessions,

Leaves For Italian Junket
NEW YORK—-Musicor pop-country
hitmaker Gene Pitney concluded a
marathon round of three solid weeks
of recording sessions last week and
immediately left for a four-week per-
sonal appearance tour of Italy, which
will include a series of concerts and
television appearances.

Following completion, 10 days ago,
of sessions in N.Y. for a new pop al-
bum, Pitney was in Nashville for a
week of strictly country sessions for
his first solo country album, to be
titled “The Country Side of Gene Pit-
ney” and set for release early in Sep-
tember. The set was produced by
Pitney and co-produced by arranger-
conductor Bob Moore under the musi-
cal direction of Pappy Daily, Musicor
country A & R chief. A country single
will be released from the album short-
ly, while he will also have a new pop
single out next week.

Pitney continues to enjoy a multi-
market success with his discs. Last
week, his “Nobody Needs Your Love,”
rose to the number two spot on the
British charts. His recorded version
of “Nessuno Mi Puo di Giudicare,”
with which he placed second in the
San Remo Festival earlier this year,
reportedly sold more than half a mil-
lion in Italy and has since hit in Peru
and Argentina. The disc also hit the
number one spot in Israel.

At the close of the sessions for his
country album, Pitney flew direct
from Nashville to Milan to commence
his Italian tour. In October, he’ll be
in Britain for an extensive tour there.
There is also a strong possibility of
a tour of Mexico and Latin America
later this year and a tour of Ameri-
can college campuses next spring.

In Cycle Mishap
NEW YORK—Bob Dylan, Columbia’s

near Woodstock, N.Y. The artist is

said to have been taking his bike to
be repaired when the back wheel
locked and the vehicle spun out of
control. According to his manager,
Albert Grossman, Dylan will be out
of action for at least 2-months. Gross-
man also said that the singer is in
good condition, but refused to say
where he is recuperating.

April/Blackwood Making
Strong Chart Impression

NEW YORK—The April/Blackwood
pubbery is flexing its collective mus-
cles this week, with two tunes cur-
rently soaring in a Top 10 orbit. Sit-
ting comfortably in the number 5 slot
is the firm’s “Wild Thing” by the
Troggs, written by staff writer Chip
Taylor, who is also the associate pro-
fessional manager of the pubbery.

Operating as a corporation
known as Action Unlimited, the two
will also be empowered to sign new
talent for the label.

In addition, they will work with
some of the top pop names of Merc-
ury and its affiliated labels. Atkins
and Robinson will headquarter at
their own Manhattan offices.

Robinson, besides operating his
own twin labels, Fire and Fury, is

well known as a producer and song-
writer, with such credits as “Soul
Twist” by King Curtis, “Wiggle
Wobble” by Les Cooper, “I Need
Your Lovin’ ” by Don Gardner and
Dee Dee Ford, “Ya” by Lee Dorsey
and “Letter Full Of Tears” and
“Every Beat Of My Heart” by Gladys
Knight & the Pips. He also did an
early revival of “Kansas City” by
Wilbert Harrison.

Since entering show business in

1958, Atkins has been active as a
manager, talent booker and night
club operator. He has managed Sarah
Vaughan and A1 Hibbler in alterna-
ting times during the past eight years
and assisted in establishing Ray
Charles’ Tangerine label. At one
time, he operated Roberts’ Show
Lounge, a major Negro night spot
on Chicago’s East Side.

Monument Acquires

Australian Master
SYDNEY, AUSTRALIA—Monument
Records has obtained American rights
to the Parlophone master “Hitch
Hiker’’/“You’ll Come ’Round” by the
Australian duo Bobby and Laurie.
The label’s acquisition of the deck
was jointly announced by Fred
Foster, president of the diskery, and
Transglobal’s James Krueger. Foster
plans to rush release the single for
the American market immediately.

Monument has secured an option
on the duo for all of their future
Parlophone masters and will issue
Bobby and Laurie on the LTD In-
ternational label.

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BMI Makes Largest
Int'l. Distribution
In Its History

NEW YORK—Robert B. Sour, presi-
dent of BMI, announced last week
that a total of $1,175,000 has been
paid out to writers and publishers by
the collection agency in the 19th semi-
annual distribution of monies received
from foreign performing rights so-
cieties for the use of BMI music
abroad. The sum is the largest ever
distributed by BMI in any similar
period.

After deduction of a 10% adminis-
tration fee for handling of these reve-
nues, BMI paid $952,000 to writers
and $223,000 to publishers. The lower
payment to publishers is due to the
fact that most of them are paid di-
rectly through their foreign affiliates.

Writers are paid on the basis of per-
formances tallied by the foreign so-
cieties and reported to BMI.
BMI began collection and adminis-

tration of foreign performance pay-
ments to its affiliates more than 10
years ago. Today, it has reciprocal
agreements with 24 foreign societies.

Bud Powell Dies

NEW YORK—Pianist Bud Powell
died (3) in a Brooklyn hospital from
a combination of malnutrition and
tuberculosis. The 41-year-old artist’s
early recordings with Charlie Bird
Parker and Dizzy Gillespie are cred-
ited by many with having been re-
sponsible for the emergence of modern
day jazz from the swing era.

Rudolf Serkin Plays
At The White House
NEW YORK—Rudolf Serkin per-
formed at the W’hite House on Aug.
2nd at the request of President John-
son. Serkin’s repertoire for the per-
formance included Bach’s “Fugue In
A-Minor,” Mendelssohn’s “Rondo
Capriccioso, Op. 14,” and Brahm’s
“Rhapsody In E-Flat, Op. 119, No.
4.”

The artist, who serves as artistic

director of the annual Marlboro Music
Festival in Vt., has recently returned
from a European concert tour.

Brown & Lawler Pact With
Greenfield And T.A.T. Ltd.

NEW YORK—Ray Brown and Alan
Lawler with National Artists’ Attrac-
tions in Memphis have made an agree-
ment with Lloyd Greenfield and Trans-
atlantic Theatrical Artists Ltd. of
London, to handle all National Artists’
Attractions acts throughout Great
Britain and Europe, and have just
made a deal to bring Jerry Lee Lewis
into England and the Continent. At
the same time Brown and Lawler
announced the signing of Tommy
McLain, MSL recording artist, to an
exclusive booking contract.

FOCUS ON JAZZ
A fairly recent development in the

field of recorded jazz is the increasing
number of releases that are “Afro-
Latin” oriented. True, it has always
been possible to obtain recordings
that featured a wedding of the two
sounds, jazz and Latin rhythms, but
it would appear that of late there has
been a deliberate endeavor on the
part of the record producers to make
a more overt attempt to romance that
particular segment of the record buy-
ing public.
Was this increased interest in

rhythmic influenced jazz precipitated
by the tremendous popularity of the
Bossa Nova movement several seasons
ago? Prior to the wholesale exposure
that Bossa Nova enjoyed, there was
always a small hard core of listeners
who championed the Afro-Latin
sound, but the only air play that such
music received was on specific pro-
grams. Rarely, if ever, was this type
of music played on the so-called popu-
lar music stations. Came the Bossa
Nova and suddenly a whole new hori-
zon was opened; consequently, a new
market was created, and the efforts
of the record producers indicate that
their current product is geared for
that new market.

Jazz that embodies the Afro-Latin
rhythms is hot music and, as such,
invites participation on the part of
the listener. It really doesn’t matter
if the music is being danced to, per
se. There is that basic pulsation that
invites one to become involved, either
physically or spiritually. Coupled
with the pronounced rhythmic im-
pulses, there is also usually a very
strong melodic content; consequently,
there is a greater inducement for the
listener to become involved, because,
in essence, this music is more basic
for the average listener.
As suggested, isolated examples of

the Afro-Latin jazz sound have al-

ways been available. Because of the
infrequency of this type of recording
it was considered special material.
There were some jazz artists who in-
corporated the Latin rhythms in some
of their work. Dizzy Gillespie must
be considered an innovator because he
was one of the first to popularize the
incorporation of Latin rhythms to
jazz. Gillespie, even in the Forties,
blended his special jazz talent with
the Latin influence, using authentic
Latin percussionists who lent their
native sound to the wedding. Charlie
Parker, another of the titans of the
jazz world, recorded an extended
Afro-Cuban jazz suite with Machito
in the Fifties. George Shearing al-

ways journeyed into the Afro-Latin
sound as an integral part of his
program material. Johnny Richards,
composer and arranged par excel-
lence, wrote, arranged, and conducted
his own suite, “Cuban Fire,” which
Stan Kenton recorded in 1955 with
an augmented orchestra. Art Blakey,
whose Jazz Messengers have always
been in the vanguard of the jazz
scene, is another who has always in-
vestigated the Afro rhythms with his
bands.

Cal Tjader, who played with
George Shearing in the mid-fifties,
has, probably, more consistently than
any other jazz leader, pursued the
Latin jazz sound. Tjader didn’t use
the Latin influence as an adjunct to
his regular jazz book. On the con-
trary, the performance of a vehicle
without the Latin overtone was the
departure from the norm, instead of
vice versa. During his association
with the Fantasy label, his record-
ings were almost exclusively Latin
flavored, and because there was a
dearth of that type of recording at
that time, Tjader’s albums were pur-
chased in great volume. Actually, Cal
Tjader might have been considered
the bulwark of the Fantasy cata-
logue, a testimony to his great popu-
larity and a premature indication
that there was a great market to be
sought with Afro-Latin Jazz. Since
his affiliation with the Verve label,
Tjader’s concept has remained ba-
sically the same. We say basically,
because for a time the policy makers
at Verve made an abortive attempt
to take Cal away from the formula
which had made him so successful

with Fantasy. However, we may as-
sume that Verve has taken an ac-
counting because his last three al-

bums have proven big sellers for
Tjader, and each has been in the
idiom that first brought him to great
popularity, Afro-Latin jazz.

Mongo Santamaria, an alumnus of
a Cal Tjader group of the late Fif-
ties, is a current favorite among jazz
afficianodos who prefer their music
with a strong rhythmic impulse.
Mongo’s music is less subtle than
Tjader’s or Shearing’s because he
uses more conventional instrumenta-
tion, namely, reeds and brass. Mongo
Santamaria emphasizes more of the
full sound, the urgent, almost relent-
less sound that characterizes good,
insistent, rhythmic music. Mongo has
been very consistent in his approach.
From his very first recordings on the
Battle label to his current recordings
on Columbia his sound has been al-

ways the same. The only difference
that might be observed is that his
current recording program includes
many more songs from the popular
field, where in his early work most
of what he recorded was original ma-
terial from the members of his band.
This can only be construed as an ef-

fort on the part of Columbia to make
Mongo Santamaria’s more univer-
sally acceptable because of the famil-
iarity of the material being played.

Willie Bobo, another alumnus of a
Cal Tjader group, is rapidly gaining
favor as another leader of a Latin
jazz group. Bobo, a great percussion-
ist, made several albums as leader
for Roulette, but nothing of impor-
tance seemed to happen for him. Re-
flecting on those efforts, they were
more jazz than Latin and because
they were they had no specific iden-
tification for that audience which
wants its Latin LATIN. What Willie
Bobo and his band is now recording
for Verve is readily identified as
Afro-Latin jazz, strong, invigorating
music that makes you want to do it

to it.

There are several other current re-

cordings that fall into the realm of
Afro-Latin jazz which are worthy to
mention. Montego Joe, a New York
based percussionist whose talent is

heard on many recordings as a side-
man, has made two excellent albums
for Prestige Records, ARRIBA CON
MONTEGO JOE and his latest,

WILD AND WARM. His first album
for Prestige was made up of fewer
tracks and more extensive blowing
space for the soloists. Joe’s latest
album is made up of shorter tracks
with more emphasis placed on the
ensemble sound and less on the solo-

ists. Here again, we must draw the
inference that this is an overt effort
on the part of the record company to
get some play on the popular music
stations, who, for whatever reason,
refuse to play tracks that run over
three minutes. Long tracks or short,
these two albums by Montego Joe are
excellent and should be included in

any library of Afro-Latin jazz.

Another entry into the field

of Afro-Latin jazz is the Mira al-

bum, INTRODUCING THE AFRO-
BLUES QUINTET PLUS ONE.
This group falls somewhere between
the Tjader sound and the Mongo
Santamaria. One member of the
group, Jack Fulks, doubles on alto
sax and flute; when he plays alto the
band takes on a much more muscular
sound, a harder sound. When Fulks
plays flute, the sound is very charac-
teristic of the Tjader approach. The
material on this album is excellent
and the pacing of the program makes
it completely enjoyable. One listening
convinces you that the group has been
working together, and with good
results.

There is every reason to believe
that Afro-Latin jazz has only begun
to flourish in popularity. As a further
measuring device of its popularity,
one might listen closely to its influ-
ence on the groups playing rhythm
and blues, or if you bother to listen
to commercials, notice how often
these rhythms are incorporated into
the background music. There is no
doubt about it, Afro-Latin jazz is

here to stay.

FATS DOMINO MARVIN GAYE
NEW YORK —i The Village Gate was
filled almost to overflowing for Fats
Domino’s opening last week (4). His
performing appears not to have
changed much since the early ’50’s,

when “Please Don’t Leave Me” was
on top of the record pile throughout
the country. Relying on a tremelo for

the treble range and a repeating riff

for the bass in his. piano playing,

Domino has proved his staying power
in a field of endeavor often associated

with quick turnover.
Opening up with “Blueberry Hill,”

Domino went on through an anthol-

ogy of early rock ‘n’ roll tunes that

included such titles as: “I’m Walkin’,”

“You Win Again,” “I’m Gonna Be A
Wheel Someday,” “Red Sails In The
Sunset,” and “Ain’t That A Shame.”
The audience seemed to be one large

hand-clapping, toe-tapping mass as

Fats Domino went through his reper-

toire.

Jazz Bandleader

Boyd Raeburn Dies

NEW YORK—Boyd Raeburn, whose
name was a household word among
progressive jazz fans of the 1940s,

died last week at the age of 52. Re-
ports state that the famed bandleader
suffered injuries in an automobile ac-

cident several years ago, from which
he never recovered.
Raeburn formed his band, a con-

ventional assemblage, in the mid-thir-

ties and in ten years worked it into

one of the top jazz groups in the
country. He is credited by many as

being the forerunner of the avant
garde sounds which sprang into pop-
ularity in the fifties.

While at its peak, the band fea-

tured such sidemen as Dizzy Gillespie,

Trummy Young, Tommy Pederson,
Benny Harris, Johnny Bothwell, A1
Cohn, Earl Swope, Don Lamond and
Sonny Berman. His arrangers in-

cluded his pianist, George Handy,
Johnny Richards and Ed Finckel. Rae-
burn himself played tenor sax, bari-
tone sax and, later, bass sax in the
band.

In 1945 he shifted his base of oper-
ations to the West Coast where he
featured Dodo Marmarosa, Johnny
Mandel and Harry Babasin among
his sidemen. During its stay on the
coast, the band was partially backed
by Duke Ellington, an avid supporter.
The band won the Esquire Star

Award in 1947, shortly before Rae-
burn dissolved the group for the first

time. It was reorganized the following
year and Raeburn stayed with it

until 1950, when he moved to the New
York area and played occasional dates
with a pickup band. He continued to
record for a while until he moved to
the Bahamas, in 1957, where he has
several business enterprises going.
His wife, Ginnie Powell, who sang

with the band, died in 1959.

NEW YORK—Marvin Gaye has long
since proven his popularity among
teens, record-buyers and r&b fans.
But last week at his Copacabana
opening in New York, Marvin Gaye
displayed another of his many facets
—that of the night club performer.
With clever utilization of an impor-

tant night club gimmick, audience in-

volvement, Gaye captured the fancy
of viewers from teens to sextagenar-
ians, from rock, through r&b, to good
music lovers. While many a good
music artist is hamstrung when it

comes to using rock material, and a
goodly percentage of big beatsters
can only guess at the proper inter-
pretation of a ballad such as “Who
Can I Turn To,” Marvin Gaye is

equally at home in both areas.
However, there is another ‘live’ per-

formance gimmick of which he is un-
aware. One which Frank Sinatra, un-
deniably the Chairman of the Night
Club Board, considers of highest im-
portance. This is the knowledge of
mike control, and how to get the most
from the microphone. In many cases,
Marvin Gaye lost, through lack of
mike technique, what would otherwise
have been excellent vocal sound.

But, above and beyond this flaw,
the opening was an unqualified suc-
cess. Enhanced by an absolutely rav-
ishing, handpicked chorus line, Gaye
began slowly, and with a potent rep-
ertoire that included excellent pro-
ductions of “How Sweet It Is,”
“Pride And Joy” and an intoxicating
“Hitch Hiker” routine, he brought the
performance home to a steamroller
finish.

Bob Crane: A Man
For All Mediums
NEW YORK—In this day and age,

when a runaway record can catapult

a performer from a young-hopeful

status to instant stardom, newly-

pacted Epic waxer Bob Crane has

come up with his own recipe for in-

stant success. The “Dr. Crane Magic
Formula” is basically simple. Take a

batch of talent, add an engaging dis-

position, lace generously with kalei-

doscopic imaginative powers and sim-

mer for 15 or 20 years. Voila! Instant

success.
Crane began working on the for-

mula at about the age of 11 when he
picked up his first pair of drumsticks
and decided that the entertainment
world would soon be his oyster. After
years of working in a dance band, he
found a niche in radio where, during
his tenure at KNX-Los Angeles, he
became one of the top radio personal-

ities on the West Coast. In recent

years, he entered the film and TV
phases of the business, with featured
roles in “The Dick Van Dyke Show”
and “The Donna Reed Show.” About
a year ago he received his biggest
offer, the title role in a new TV com-
edy called “Hogan’s Heroes.”

After experiencing show business
from almost every angle, Crane has
just signed a recording contract with
Epic Records. His first single, re-

leased several weeks ago, is a happy-
go-lucky tune, aptly titled “Happy

lease about 10 tapes a month) is

really a portent of future. Of the

3,000 Sony videocorders which have
been sold in the U.S. only about 300

were purchased by consumers. Audio

explosion takes place.

In the meantime, Audio 20/20 will

negotiate with other labels and com-
panies in the hopes of securing prop-

erties other than the AF catalog ma-
terial for taping. Talks are currently

going on with NBC and Prentice-Hall.

Audio 20/20 tapes will be merchan-
dised via direct mail on a cross-

promotional basis with the Sony Corp.

Sony will give Audio a list of all pur-

chasers of videcorders. In addition, all

Sony literature will include an inset

highlighting the Audio 20/20 catalog.

Each pre-recorded audio-video tape

will list for $49.95. However, con-

sumers will have an option for re-

turning any tape for a $40 credit

towards the purchase of a new one.

Gimbel believes that the prices of both

the tapes and videocorders will come
down in the future. In Dec. Sony will

market a tape deck retailing at $495
which will permit users to plug it into

existing TV systems.

In all the years we have been reporting for Cash Box we have always treated
Australian artists as coming from Australia, rather than from individual cities

or areas. Our thinking has been that if we are to develop NATIONAL names
we must treat our artists NATIONALLY!! Our thoughts on this important
issue were reflected recently by Bill Walsh, Manager of RCA Records of Aus-
tralia, on July 18th in a speech made at the 5KA Top Talent Awards for 1966.

After the various presentations were made to artists by Mr. K. R. Parham,
General Manager of 5KA, Bill Walsh was called upon to respond on behalf of

the recording industry. Extracts from his speech are as follows: “Awards,
such as these, are just as important to the record producers as to the per-

formers who receive them. They are a tangible expression of the willingness

of radio stations such as 5KA to co-operate with the record industry in pro-

moting and expanding the future development of the Australian artist—by
giving him the opportunity of being heard. ... If this goodwill could be ex-

tended further, so that the strongly criticised interstate barrier ceased to ex-

ist, the future of the Australian produced record would be assured of wider
acceptance and success. Radio has the power to promote the local artist. There
are over 109 radio stations throughout Australia. If each station played one
Australian-produced record every hour, regardless of its state of origin, the
Australian recording artist would soon be accepted on a national basis, rather
than as at present, as a Sydney, Melbourne, Adelaide or Brisbane artist, or
group. The emphasis should not be on their hometown or state but on their
National character.” Mr. Walsh continued, “If artists could be accepted as
National artists, then there would be a more uniform chart listing from State
to State. As things are, at present, we have such inconsistencies as Ernie
Sigley topping the Adelaide charts, with his first record “Think About Me”
remaining there eleven or more weeks; his second record “Hey Girl” enjoying
the same success and yet neither of these records even received air-play in

other states. The same thing exists here too—where artists who enjoyed chart
success in other states were not given air-play in Adelaide. . . . Equal air-play
for Australian artists is the only way of raising the local product into equal
prominence with the overseas product. This, of course, pre-supposes that the
quality of the local record is equal to the overseas—in many cases it is better,
as demonstrated by the recordings that have received awards here tonight.
“Record companies sell their records in every state in the Commonwealth

—

and the sales effort and promotion is equal in each state. Records released
overseas are released as Australian artists—it means nothing outside Aus-
tralia whether they come from Sydney, Melbourne or any other city. It is

the sound and performance on the record that counts.”
These comments and thoughts are especially interesting in view of the fact

that Bill Walsh isn’t an Australian! Bill is an American who is in charge of
the record division of RCA, and has been here for only a short while, but he
soon became aware of some of the problems facing the local record industry.
Popular local recording group M.P.D. Limited are now on their way to Eng-

land with their manager Ron Blackmore; they are on board the liner “Achille
Lauro” which is due to arrive in England towards the end of August. The
group, which records for Go!! Records, have two big hits to their credit here
in “Little Boy Sad,” and “Lonely Boy.”

In Australia at the moment for a season at the Chevron Hotel in Sydney
is the famous brother /sister team of Nino Tempo and April Stevens. Records
by this popular pair are released here through the Festival group.

Ritchie Yorke advises us- from London that well-known British record ex-
ecutive Peter Lane, who is .currently in the international division of Pye Rec-
ords, will migrate to Australia and is scheduled to arrive this month. Peter
will set up residence on the east coast of Australia and is keen to secure a
position in the record industry in Australia. Peter has had many years ex-
perience in the business, including Librarian work with the BBC, Professional
Manager of a music publishing house, and as a senior promotion man in the
record industry. Cash Box (Australia) will be happy to put interested parties
in touch with Peter Lane.
We understand that French singing star Jean Sablon is set for a night club

season in Australia this month. This will be Sablon’s second visit to this
country.
Graham Dent from Sunshine Records, the personal manager of Australia’s

Normie Rowe, sent along a whole flock of press clippings and color pin-ups
that Normie has had recently in England. Naturally all associated with Normie
are delighted at this publicity, especially in view of the fact that he doesn’t
arrive in England for a couple of weeks yet. Ritchie Yorke is doing a lot of
advance work in London for Rowe.
For the first time in many, many months there is not one local disc on our

national best-seller list this week. Nearest to the top ten is the current Normie
Rowe release, “Pride And Joy” c/w “Stones That I Throw.” Six of the top ten
discs listed originate from the United States; this is the highest score that
America has had here for many a long day; these six happen to include the
top three records across the nation.

Belinda Music is delighted that their contract writer Barry Gibb, has won
the annual radio 5KA award for the best Australian composition for the year
with “I Was A Lover, A Leader Of Men.” Meanwhile, the company reports
that several new writers are being groomed by Belinda in a unique plan called
“Songwriters Workshop.” Creator of the idea, Tony Brady, reports to Cash
Box that both A & R men and recording artists are showing great interest in

Deutsche Grammophon have started their 5th annual subscription campaign
for classical works. Simultaneously in 13 European countries, 4 packages will

be offered from the 3rd of September until the 14th of January at special re-
duced prices. This year, the offer includes “Missa Solemni” from Beethoven
played by Jerbert Von Karajan and the Berlin Philharmonic and sung by very
famous German artists, with the 2 LP package going for 38 marks ($9.50)
instead of the regular price of 50 marks ($12.50), the Piano Concertos of Bee-
thoven played by Wilhelm Kempff with the 11 LP package going for 148 DM
instead of 275 DM, a 5 LP package of Handel’s Organ concertos with the
package offered at 98 DM instead of 125 DM and a 5 LP package of Wagner’s
opera “Tristan & Isolde” from the Bayreuther Festival 1966 with the package
also offered at 98 DM instead of the regular price of 125 DM. The special offer

goes over the regular distributor and dealer channel and the customers can
buy the offers and will have them delivered in their home in November with
the exception of the “Missa Solemnis” package which will be delivered in
October. When the subscription offer ends, the packages will be offered at the
normal prices. The subscription plan has had tremendous success in the past
years and looks like a great success this year with the power packed packages
offering absolutely top names in the classical field. A special sample LP will

be released with complete works included in the subscription packages on the
record and the LP will retail at DM 10. All packages are in stereo which can
be played on monoaural machines.

Peter Meisel’s indie label “Hansa” distributed by Ariola is having tremen-
dous success with bought masters this year. “Juanita Banana” by the Peels is

over the 100,000 mark with “Wild Thing” by the Troggs nearing the 100,000
sales mark and “Shotgun Wedding” by Roy “C” also selling at a fast pace.

Ariola has released 13 new operetta EPs with works from Germany’s most
popular operettas.
Rudolf Petry has left his position in the production department of Polydor

after many years with the firm to take up the direction of Tutti and Lorna
Music Publishers. The new office for the publishing firm is Aurikelstieg 84,

2 Ilamburg-Garstedt, Germany. The central administration bureau stays in

Frankfurt. The Tutti and Lorna publishing firms are under the Wilhelm
Hansen group of publishers. Right now, the publishing house is riding high
with the number 2 hit from the German pop music festival “Nur Wenn Du
Bei Mir Bist” (Just When You’re With Me) sung by Eilsa Gabbai which has
also been bought in several other countries and “I Am A Rock” from Simon &
Garfunkel which is moving well along with “Some Day, One Day” by the
Seekers.

Philips reports that Dave Dee, Dozy, Beaky, Mick & Tich now have two
swingers in the charts with “Hold Tight” an absolute best seller and “Hide-
away” jumping up the charts in leaps and bounds.
Theme of the day in Germany is still the fight between the GVL represent-

ing artists, musicians, conductors, etc. with the phonograph industry and the

radio-TV stations in Germany. As of the 20th of this month, most of the radio-

TV stations will have stopped playing recorded music from the record industry
and the studios are filled with publishers producing GVL free tapes for the
stations. The major standpoints of both sides are as follows: The GVL which
has collected 2.4 million marks per year now (about 1 mark per minute) with
about 85 percent of the money going directly to the record industry and the

rest to the artists (minus 20% collection fees) feels that the artists and rec-

ord firms should get a larger slice of royalties for performances by radio-TV
stations with Scandinavia used as an example. In Sweden, a royalty of about
3 dollars a minute is paid, in Denmark, 2.20 dollars is the royalty per minute
and $1.50 is paid in Finland with the German royalty per minute being about
25 cents the minute. The radio stations pay 80 million marks (about 20 million

dollars) to GEMA for composers anl lyric writers and publishers and about
60 million marks (15 million dollars) to arrangers, copywriters, etc. for sheet

music per year and that a fee of only 24 million marks (about 2.50 dollars a
minute) a year is not a high fee in relation to the other interests. The radio

stations say that Austria, France, Italy, Switzerland and many other countries

pay no royalties for performances to artists and conductors and that there is

no justification in a 10 fold increase at one time. The counter offer of 7 million

marks instead of 2.4 million per year has been turned down and so the strike

is on. The radio stations feel that the record industry needs the promotion of

their new releases more than the radio stations are dependent on records and
there is no end in sight at present to the fight which should greatly affect

both sides. Cash Box will be on hand to report the up to the minute happen-
ings in this major battle in Germany.

British Team Wins European Songcup Contest

KNOCKE-LE-ZOUTE, BELGIUM—
The eighth annual European Song-
cup Contest was recently held in the
Casino of the small town on the Bel-
gian coast. A total of six countries
each sent teams of five singers each
to compete in the week-long contest
at Knocke-le-Zoute.

at the top of the Belgian chart with
“Le Soleil Et La Mer”; Charles Tre-
net, a star for years and staying very
popular; and Robert Cogoi, now man-
aged by Robert Bylois, general man-
ager of Adamo.
Jan Theys, who presented the pro-

gram in several languages, did an
excellent job with this very difficult

task. Theys is Flemish but seems to

have won recognition throughout Eu-
rope for his presentation of this

Songcup. The Grand Orchestra of

Francis Bay and the Johnny Hot
Quartet were most appreciated by
those associated with the contest.

After we saw every team partici-

pating, many people began to feel

that the contest was really between
the British team and that of Holland.
So it turned out to be. On the final

day of the contest, only these two
teams were left in the running. Once
again the Italian and German teams
stayed below the expectations that
had been placed on them by many,
many people throughout the con-
tinent. The Belgian “equipe” was
stronger this year than it had been
in the past but the general consensus

was one of disappointment that not

all of its members were possessed of

such strong personalities as Jean

Vallee and Mario Falco. Jean Vallee

even won the “Prize Of The Press.”

He is 24-years-old and from the city

of Verviers in the Walloon district

of Belgium.

Generally speaking, the British
team was the best of the group. Truly
Smith had an extremely good press
critique of her renditions of the Bar-
bra Streisand popularized “Second
Hand Rose” and “My Coloring Book.”

This festival is very important as
far as record sales are concerned.
During the 7-day-long gathering, peo-
ple from many countries listened to

new songs, and saw new ai'tists.

Some of these are destined to become
very popular in the future; espe-

cially 14-year-old Marino Falco (who
is from the Flemish part of Belgium.

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Winning second prize in the Knokke Song Festival 1966 (after ending first

for the last two years) meant big publicity for the five Dutch representatives:
Margie Ball, Martine Bijl, Karin Kent, Janneke Peper, and Ronnie Tober (only
hoy in the group and most experienced member, having been in American show
business for several years before returning to his native Holland). Bookings
for personal appearances are coming in for all five of them and their latest

records are doing big business. Most commercial of them all and becoming a
hit rapidly seems to be Karin Kent’s “Dans Je De Hele Nacht Met Mij” (Dance
All Night With Me).
That other young old-timer of Dutch pop-music, Ria Valk, was invited to act

as Dutch representative in the Intervision Festival in Bratislava (Checho-
slovakia) in such prominent company as Hugues Aufray, Rex Gildo, Udo
Jurgens, Dalida. Ria was accompanied by the big dance orchestra of the
Chech broadcasting company, directed by Karel Vlach and augmented by
strings. Ria became a sensation and was the talk of the town. In the streets

she was followed by hundreds of young people, asking her signature. Vlach
asked her to do a month’s tour through the country with his orchestra. Also
negotiations have started about releasing some of her records (two of them
having been awarded a Golden Record) in Chechoslovakia.
Newest and very successful release by the Spencer Davis Group is “Siftin’

And Thinkin’ ” on Fontana, a record that stirred Dutch deejays and listeners.
The group will be one of the important attractions on the Dutch “Grand Gala
du Disque” on October 1st. Phonogram informs us that they are furthermore
contributing German vocal star Hildegard Knef and Dutch cabaret performers
Paul van Vliet (he played a big part in a gala performance for the wedding
of Dutch crown-princess Beatrix to Claus von Amsberg) and Ramses Shaffy,
as well as the Rijks Politie Kapel (Band of the Dutch Police).

Also running fast on Fontana are the Troggs with their single of “With A
Girl Like You” and “I Want You,” being in the American and Britich Top 50.
Phonogram is giving the Troggs big promotion and they already reached a
high spot in Radio Veronica’s Hit Parade.
Two notable LP’s in this week’s American releases are “Lester Lanin At

The Country Club” on Philips and Clebanoff and His Orchestra in “Country
Music Of People Who Don’t Like Country Music.”
One of the most important recent releases in the single field of CBS is the

new hit-single by Gene Pitney : “Nobody Needs Your Love” c/w “Blue Color.”
Gene Pitney is very popular in the low countries and his records are played
by the various Radio Stations. CBS also released a new single by the Italian
singer Bobby Solo. Both items are sung in German: “Es Fallt Mir So Schwer”
b/w “Warum Soil Ich Abschied Nehmen.” A recent successful CBS release in
the popular LP field is an album by popular Bob Dylan, entitled “Bob Dylan’s
Greatest Hits” featuring a.o. such items as “Blowin’ In The Wind,” “The
Times They Are A-Changin’,” “Mr. Tambourine Man,” “Subterranean Home-
sick Blues,” “Maggie’s Farm” and “Like A Rolling Stone.” This week’s CBS’
most important single release is Bob Dylan’s “One Of Us Must Know”/“Queen
Jane Approximately.”

Bovema’s President Gerry Oord welcomed EMI’s Manager Int. Pop Dept.
Frank Chalmers and Frank Weintrop, European Walt Disney-represenative at
Gramophonehouse last week. Ample discussions were held in regard to con-
tinuation and further development of the Disney-contract for Holland. “We
have come to a full agreement about the near future in which this company
will intensify its activities in the wide field of musicals and children’s reper-
toires,” declared Oord.

Holland’s foremost folksong trio the Shepherds splendidly represented their
country in NCRV-TV’s Intern. Hootenanny-program “3x3 = 9” of Thursday
21st July last. Bovema’s HMV-label now prepares a new album for release in
the early fall. Publicity-man Rud Niemans who organized a 3-hour interview
with the Shepherds, will work out special, informative linernotes for this
presentation.

Imperial’s Li-La-Lo-Cabaret, recently doing a very successful TV-stint, is

reportedly scheduled to do another show in the course of August next.
Bovema’s Dutch Production Dept, told Cash Box that cabaret star Fons

Jansen, starring with a new series of “Laughing Church”—one man shows,
will also do another album with excerpts of his current “Oecumene” program.
HMV’s Songstress Vera Lynn will do guest-appearance at the Expo-Hall on

21st October next.
Stateside in Holland feels very glad to have a pop single in Veronica’s Top

40 of the moment. It’s the Syndicate of Sound’s rendition of “Little Girl.”
Also hanging high in the carts are HMV-stars Adamo, whose “Ton Nom”

is now No. 1 in France and has been rush released on this market. Toon Her-
mans’s latest disk, the comical tango “Marie” follows up his previous hit
“Sien” on Veronica’s hit list.

“Monday Monday” still in the top of Inelco’s hit parade—the LP of the
Mama’s and Papa’s released and within a fortnight the new (coming?) hit
“I Saw Her Again.”

Neil Christian (new on the RCA Victor label) has his follow-up of “That’s
Nice” in Holland titled “Oops.” Released last Friday and now already a big
chance for the top list.

On the last RCA Victory-meeting in Hamburg the Dutch Inelco-Group (Wim
Brandsteder, Ton Prins, Pierre Dam) offered the meeting the group of the
Hunters and the meeting was very enthusiastic and decided to release it in
their countries. So good luck Hunters. (The Russian Spy and I).

“Love Letters” of Elvis has also big chances for our Top.
Van Cliburn and A1 Hirt are now contracted for the “Grand Gala Du

Disque.”
RCA Victor contracted Jose Feliciano for another television-show in Oc-

tober in Holland. He sells well since his first show and we expect even more
sales after his next visit.

We have 4 Anna Moffo shows on television; the first on the 26th of July
with guest Peter Nero. These are shows of the Italian Television. “The Sound
Of Music” is still Inelco’s best selling LP.
HMV’s outstanding folksong trio the Shepherds will represent this country

at the International Folksong Festival for TV-shows of this nature, to be held
in Dublin from 5-10 October next. Their now selected show, previously broad-
casted as part of the 10th March Royal Wedding celebrations, was directed
by AVRO’s Theo Qrdeman and narrated by Olav Landell.

In the meantime the Bovema-label is preparing the trio’s new single fea-
turing two new old-Dutch songs, fine picks from their next 12" album, sched-
uled for release in September next.
Bovema’s Columbia label now has Georgie Fame’s “Get Away” on the Brit-

ish No. 1 spot at last. The label rushed out the disc, fully supported by colored
window-ads and special sales letters. Cees Pompe, Columbia-chief also feels
glad to have David & Jonathan’s “Lovers Of The World Unite” strongly in
the charts as a “positive protest” song.

(Philips). .

It is a general rumor that the economic situation of the record market in

Mexico is actually not as good as it is supposed to be. That’s because many of
the record companies are given a different discount to increase their sellings.

This is more or less a situation that used to happen in this season and there is

the hope that in the next months it will take again its regular average. Never-
theless, the situation has been balanced a little with the selling of the stereo
cartridges.

A new period of crisis has come to Brazil, but this time not a political one!
We are referring to the Soccer World Cup in London—for a long time, all the
country was concentrating attention on it, hoping to become for the third time
World Champion. Against everybody’s expectations, Brazil was eliminated in
the beginning of the championship! Maybe it is only a coincidence, but it is a
fact that all record companies and specialty shops in the country are feeling a
vertical drop in sales for quite awhile—we consider that this is due partly to
a lack of interest of the great majority for everything that is not Soccer and
also for the financial sacrifices of great parts of the population and commerce
and industry in connection with the Cup!

Alain Trossat, general manager of Companhia Brasileira De Discos (Phil-
ips), this time took in his own hands the promo news of the company and in-

forms: rising fast in the local charts, the rew hit album “Dois na Bossa No.
2,” is proving the figures furnished by CBD—30,000 units in two weeks. The
“Operacao Trevo” (Clover Operation), recently launched in a cocktail party
we covered, is proving successful, since the exclusive artists Brazilian Bitles,
songster Claudio Faissal and teen-chanter Ronnie Yon are among the strongest
sales, both in “singles” and “doubles.” Strong Sinatra hit number seems to
have a strong Portuguese version here—“Strangers In The Night” version by
Fernando Pereira is appearing well. Another trial for penetration of the
French music in this country, comes with great hopes for success with an al-

bum by chanter Jacques Sasson interpreting some of the current hits from
France, such as “Aline,” “N’Avoue Jamais,” “Les Cornichons,” etc. Great and
special promotion is being made. New names in the national scenery, with all
chances for success are Rio socialite Irene Singery (with “These Boots Are
Made For Walking” b/w “The Shadow Of Your Smile”) and Suely Rangel
(“And I Love Her” b/w “Nessuno Di Voi”). The original version of the play
“Morte e Vida de Severina,” of Joao Cabral De Melo Neto, with which the
TUCA (Catholic University Amateur Theater) won the Grand Prix of the
World Festival of University Theater, has been cut for the Philips label and
is being awaited with interest, soeeially due to the excellent musical score by
young composer Chico Buarque De Hollanda. Alain Trossat promises a great
surnrise soon!
Showing a special interest for an international promotion through Cash Box,

it is also the prexy of Discos Som/Maior who is informing us. (Incidentally,
the promo of the company is now in the hands of Joao Harder.) Well known
vocal group Trio Maraya, through many TV presentations (TV Record), ap-
pears in a special release of a Modern Pop Music album, with an interesting
artistic jacket and good selection of hits, orchestral arrangements by Ely
Arcoverde and vocal arrangements by Hilton Acioli. We can consider that the
young men are competing with the excellent vocal group Os Cariocas. As it

happened in Argentina, Germany, Belgium, etc., the hit number “Juanita Bana-
na,” in a US Audio-Fidelity represented label release by the Peels is already
appearing in the charts and is still going up. Som/Maior is taking good advan-
tage with a strong promotion.
Another very important info is about the recent elections of the Brazilian

Association of Record Producers, which congregates over 90% of disc manu-
facturers of the country—the new leaders of the record industry of whom
much is expected this year, are: president—Sebastmo Bastos (Som/Maior);
directors—Roman Skowronski (RCA Victor), Alain Trossat (Philips), Henry
Jessen (Odeon-EMI). More details will be furnished soon by new prexy of the
Association.
The new noticeable promo activity of Discos Moeambo (Fabrica de Discos

Rozemblit) is due to a recent acquisition of the company—PR headman An-
tonio M. G. Coimbra, is in full activity trying important contacts and revolu-
tionary PR techniques which may influence the future of the company as well
as the record industry. Important also the new releases of the Moeambo label,
which appear with the following “compacts”: Maria Odette appears interpret-
ing the number awarded in the “Second Festival of Popular Music,” popular
but somehow difficult “Boa Palavra.” backed bv another good number of same
composer, Caetano Velnzo, titled “E De Manha”; tiny but excellent chantress
Claudette Soares (“A Resposta” b/w “Chuva”); teen-group (with whom pres-
ent idol Roberto Carlos started his yeah yeah yeah career) the Snakes, bring-
ing a new local number titled “Adolescente Enamorado,” coupled with a ver-
sion of “The Girl From New York City,” called here “Brotos Na Cidade”;
French music coming in strong with 1st. Prize of Eurovision “Merci Cherie,”
by winner Udo Jurgens, who also sings “Ca Ne Vaut Pas L’Amour”, also in
singles of the represented Vogue label, we have Guv Mardel, Christophe and
controversial songster Antoine, with his famous “Elucubrations” . . .; from
the Italian side, comes a new chanter called Filippo, singing “Ci Dicemmo
Addio” b/w “La Luna A Fiori”; and finally, another interpretation of the cur-
rent hit “Juanita Banana,” by the Monks, coupled with “Pas Adieu,” also of
rep Vogue label.

More news from the Chantecler Discos (a division of Cassio Muniz) fur-
nished by the promo men of the company, Braz Bacarin. Namir Cury, and Mil-
tinho Gama, is as follows: newly inked chanter Wilson Soares, appears with a
single of traditional Brazilian music of oldtimers, with “Valsa Das Rosas,” by
Lupicinio Rodrigues and Paraguassu b/w “Triste Caboclo,” by the same com-
posers. Top seller in the US and also very popular in Brazil, chantress Brenda
Lee has a rew LP in the market, from the represented Decca label, with the
title song “Too Many Rivers” and other standard hits like “Stormy Weather,”
“Everybody Loves Somebody,” “Hello Dolly,” etc.—produced by Owen Bradley,
with arrangements by Bill McElhiney and Cam Millins, with orchestra and
choral. From the Italian music, we have an album by personality chantress
Wilma Goich (a Ricordi original)—LP “La Voce di Wilma Goich.” Another
Ricordi original, released here by Chantecler, brings an album titled “Disco-
theque A Go-Go, with the teen group the Illers, interpreting some of the cur-
rent international hits in the contagious A Go Go rhythm. Also from US Decca
label (Chantecler-Som/Maior) brings one of the modern rhythm idols of that
countiy, Len Barry, in an album titled “1, 2, 3”—the numbers included in this
disc are composed by the young chanter, together with John Madara and
David White.

Francisco F. da Silva brings us again several news of the Vitale Brothers
pubbery which, as usual, involves several varied diskeries. Songster-composer
Sergio Reis, exclusive artist of Odeon, has already one of his discs in the local
charts with Nuvem Branquinha” more chances for success, while several of
his compositions are being interpreted by top singers of the young generation,
such as Wanderley Cardoso and Agnaldo Rayol (both of the Copaca Bana
label). His repertory is being pacted by Vitale. One of the strong numbers of
the recently released album of teen idol Erasmo Carlos, for RGE, is “O Homen

Man,” by Floyd Robinson. Vocal twosome Deni & Dino after seeing their com-
position “Coruja,” second in the charts, are cutting an album for Odeon, with
numbers by three of the top composers of the young generation, Hamilton Di
Giorgio, Sergio Reis and Tommy Standen, all exclusive of Vitale. Maria Helena
is an attractive teen-chantress being pacted by Chantecler, and whose reper-
tory is being prepared by Vitale, among which some of Hamilton Di Giorgio’s
numbers are included. Also for Chantecler, songstress Elenive Fayon cut a
single with two Vitale numbers, one of which is the creation of Sandy Mason
“Three Steps To The Phone” which in the Portuguese version of F. da Silva
received the title “Nao E Facil Esperar-te.”

Vitale’s representative in Rio de Janiero, Aloisio Santana, informs from that
capital: Ze Maria (called “the organ magician”) cutting an LP for RCA with
several hits from the pubbery. Teen blonde chantress Rosemary is appearing
well with another teen idol’s bow as composer, Wanderley Cardoso, wrho penned
with Carlos Cesar the hit number called “Que Bom Seria.” Denise Barreto can-
celed her contract with RCA, for personal reasons and is signing with another
label. The Rio nights have a popular instrumental group headed by Joni Mazza
who is also cutting an LP for the Copacabana label, with strong number
“Empolga?ao,” by Delamare and Lusinete Alcantara. From the recently re-

leased album by vocal foursome the Golden Boys for Odeon, Rossini Pinto’s
number “Se Eu Fosse Voce” is having lots of air play.

The Fermata news room gives us the latest from the company: Italian

chanter-composer Sergio Endrigo is back with two of his numbers “Mani Bu-
cate” and “Dimi La Verita.”

with “Memphis, Tennessee” b/w “Bo-Diddley.” Also for the young set, but
coming from neighbouring Argentina, another instrumental group called the
Shakers have also a single featuring “Break It All” and “Don’t Ask Me Love.”
And from Italy comes another chanter-composer called Peppino Gagliardi with
a single including his numbers “Voglio Sapere” and “Finalmente” with partner
G. Amendola. With the general title “Brasil 66” a recently released album
brings some of the top recording artists of the moment interpreting current
hits—one side has Erlon Chaves & His Orchestra with his good arrangements
of popular MPM numbers: on side B, we have Zimbo Trio, Manfredo Fest
Trio, Paulinho Nogueira, Ely Arcoverde Quartet, Bossa Jazz Trio and Luiz
Chaves instr. group. Finally we have a chance to make acquaintance with the
Baja Marimba Band, already well recommended with the album’s producer,
Herb Alpert. And last, but not least, a erudite recording worth a special men-
tion: the Brazilian recording of the Vivaldi Chamber Orchestra, conducted by
Maestro Herminio Teixeira (with 7 violins, 2 violas, 2 cellos, cymbal, flute and
base) with “Golden Sonata,” “Sonata Number 9,” by Purcell; “Concert in C
minor” and “Concert for Violin and Flute,” by Vivaldi; and “Gross Concerto
No. 2, Opus VII,” by Valentini.
The Brazilian RCA Victor record division will have a good phase of promo-

tion with newly pacted PR expert Alfredo Corleto (formerly with Continen-
tal) and who is already, helped by promo man Moacyr Santos, making good
contacts which results will soon be felt. Ramalho Neto is now concentrating
on his A&R activities and also here, something good is expected. Corleto being
one of the best liked men in the disc business and Ramalho a connoisseur with
time for full A&R activity, we consider a wise move of the management, in
the person of Eric Skinner. The news from RCA is now in the international
field and ays that Henrique Gastaldello, from that department, received i-e-

quests from London’s BBC two recordings of the company to be included in
that famous sender radio programs: “Da-me,” by chantress Dorothy (the num-
ber is by Adilson Godoy) and “Familia Buscape,” by Meire Pavao (based in
the “Beverly Hillbillys” characters and composed by the lark’s father and
brother). RCA is releasing a new single by Dorothy, preparing her first album;
also a new single by teen chantress Meire Pavao, with “Historia Da Menina
Boasinha” b/w “Karate.” The other item concerns the “First International

Festival of Popular Songs,” sponsored and organized by the Tourism Secre-

tary of the State of Guanabara, and the acceptance of world famous maestro-
composer Henry Mancini to attend the Festival.

Talking about Festival, we are cooperating with the organizers of the First

International Festival Of Songs Of Hawaii, sending invitations to the most
representative composers of the modern popular music of Brazil to send their

works to be presented at the festival and also, a representation from here.

CBS Do Brasil with a few quickies: very well accepted the new album by
teen chanter Jerry Adriani, with some numbers appearing well. Another teen

idol of the label. Wanderlea is having her album released and will appear well

and soon. Lafayette’s latest album is being used by radio stations as back-
ground music. Already in the market the new “double-compact” by Carlito.

Teen twosome of voices Leno & Lilian are appearing with two hits from their

single—“Pobre Menina” b/w “Devolva-me.”

With an unusual attendance of disk jockeys, people from the trade and

Classical music experts, the Special Products Division of CBS organized a
press conference and party presenting its new ten record set devoted to
Barroque music, the first experiment in this area started in this country. The
albums were recorded by Amadeo in Europe, and present several important
orchestras and groups playing the main works of the period.
Top traveler Nestor Selasco, Sicamericana’s president, seems to be willing

to beat his own mileage record this year, a few weeks after returning from
Japan, Mexico, Venezuela and the States on a three-month tour, he reports a
new trip, this time to Europe and mainly Germany. During a chat with this
CB representative, Selasco revealed to be impressed by the growth of the
international record trade, and reported that his diskery will make even
greater efforts towards the improvement of the technical and artistical quality
of its product in the near future. The top point of his visit was the contacts
established in Japan, were an album recorded especially by Fulvio Salamanca
and his orchestra has been selling well.

Big news from Ala-Nicky, whose topper Fittipaldi has just returned from
a trip with a series of contracts of foreign labels. These are Scepter, Wand,
Kubaney, Puchito and Nina, and the first recordings will be released simul-
taneously later this month. On the local side, Ala-Nicky is outing a new
single by Los VIP’s, carrying “Ese Sentimiento” (Here It Comes Again) and
“Hasta Que Llegue La Que Amo” (Till The Right One Comes Along).

Also very important is the release of a new volume of the series prepared
for Disc Jockey by Leda Valladares, with recordings on-the-spot of folk music.
This time the LP features music from the province of Tucuman, in the North-
ern part of the country, and presents singers from the country and the city of
Tucuman. Disc Jockey has the most important catalog of documentary folk
music, and its topper Rodriguez Luque has always encouraged efforts of this

type.
A few hours after the end of the Soccer World Championship and its

dramatic events, Odeon was preparing a single with two tunes devoted to

Brazilian star Pele and local star Rattin, by a new group with no official name
at press time. Odeon’s toppers Dunn and Rota, along with music advisor
Armando Patrono, expected to sell very well this single, taking advantage of

the heavy promotion and interest around these happenings.
More about CBS: the diskery is releasing two Classical music albums: one

of them was cut by Philippe Entremont with Leonard Bernstein and the New
York Philharmonic Orchestra; the other one, with Mozart’s 36th and 39th
Symphonies, by the Columbia Symphonic Orchestra, directed by Bruno Walter.
Fermata Publishers feels happy with the success of “Strangers In The

Night,” the hot Frank Sinatra hit. There is also a local version, recorded by
Chilean teen singer Lucho Dimas for Music Hall, who also released the original

under its Reprise label. New artist Blanquito, also for Music Hall, has recorded
Mireille Mathieu’s “Mon Credo,” in Spanish, while Mechita, for the same
company, cut “Acaricia Mi Amor” and Hugo Manzanares “Despierta Mi Amor.”

Julio Korn Publishers is working on a Spanish tune penned by Los Brincos
and titled “Mejor,” and another one recorded by Enrique Guzman in Mexico,
“Acompaname.” The tunes are handled by JK’s branch “Canciones Del Mundo
Argentina.” Italian tune “L’Uomo D’Oro” has been turned also into “The Golden
Girl” for male singers, and recorded this way by Sandro for CBS. In the Latin
American field the news is “Perdoneme Padre,” recorded by Diana Diaz for
RCA.
Melograf is strongly engaged in the promotion of tropical music, and among

it the tunes recorded by La Charanga Del Caribe and the Caurteto Imperial
for CBS: “Nada Que Ver” and “La Mona Peluda,” and “La Secretaria” and
“Por El Parana.” It is continuing the campaign in behalf of “Me Lo Dijo
Perez,” a Spanish tune winner of the Mallorca Song Festival in 1965.

Producciones Fermata is working on the production of a new album of
Brazilian music, by the Brazil 66 group; recorded originally for the Ferbra
label. There will be also an LP by Italian lark Milva: “Ojos Espanoles.”
Phonogram is preparing the first album by folk singer Cesar Isella, now a

soloist, who was a member of the Fronterizos group during many years. Isella

recorded already several singles, and his latest is “Zamba Del Carpintero,”
a tune with good possibilities. There will be also another one by Los Cantores
Del Alba, tagged “Carpas De Salta.” The LP “Andre Internacional” has been
well received, and is being released in several other countries.

Trova records reports the inking of young actress Marilina Ross, and that
she has already recorded two tunes; one of them, “Que Sera De Mi” will be
used as background for the TV program “Los Hermanos,” aired by Channel
13. Trova is also working hard on Brazilian label Elenco, and has recently
marketed albums by Edu Lobo, Nara Leao and several other top MPM Brazil-
ian names.
A reorganization of functions will take place at RCA, according to the latest

news; however, no major changes will be made. The diskery is pushing the
new Presley recordings, believing that Elvis may sell strongly his latest LP,
“Fiesta En El Haren,” and other records. RCA has been also very successful
with the Mama’s And The Papa’s, currently in the Top Twenty.

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Glancing1 through the new August releases made by each of record com-
panies here in Japan, the following are notable and attractive.

Relating to Chanson releases, “Today’s Chanson” on Seven Seas, and “Best
Of Adamo” are very good. The former is the omnibus record by French
Barkley matrix, including recent hit tunes sung by attractive artists in which
Marjorie Noel, having come here, is seen. The latter one includes most of the
hit tunes made in France and Belgium and they never fail to make us feel

at ease.
In Latin music, “Caterina Valente With Silvio” is pleasant with splendid

harmony, including “Brazil”, “Adios” and ten others.
In the orchestra and instrument class “Chet Atkins Plays The Beatles” is

the most pleasant among the anniversary releases to honor their perform-
ances held the other day, in a relaxed mood. “Ameriachi” by the Tijuana
Brass is very noteworthy; the Ameriachi tune is all the rage here, with many
records released by record companies here by the top artists of the firm.

Ray Anthony’s “Fascinating Mood” is the best among the albums featured
with trumpet solo. The record is advertised for dancing, and just listening.

In the musical and film music class, “Kismet” by Alfred Drake is the 1.9th

issue of Columbia’s Broadway Musical series including “Stranger In Para-
dise” and 14 others. In others, “Micky One—Sound Track” on M.G.M., and
Clebanoff’s “Strings Mood Delux” on Mercury are seen.

In the popular vocal class, “Moonlight Sinatra” on Reprise is criticized by
paper critics who claim that it “must be enjoyed by the pop fan.” It includes
“Moon River”, “Old Devil Moon”, “Moonlight Serenade” and other moon
tunes. “The Best Of Johnny Tillotson” on M.G.M. includes 12 tunes familiar
to the Japanese pop fan such as “Good-bye, Mr. Tears”, “You And Me” and
others. “The Righteous Brothers” on Seven Seas is the 3rd issue here in Japan
with standard numbers in forte such as “Over And Over”, “What’d I Say”,
“Loving You” and others. “My Name Is Julie” on Columbia is the 2nd release
.jy Julie Andrews here in Japan, and includes “Silvery Moon” and 11 others,
composed by Richard Rogers and George Gershwin. The artist has a great
„nany fans here through “Mary Poppins”. “Yesterday” by the Beatles, “As
Tears Go By” by the Rolling Stones, “King Of The Road” by Roger Miller
and others are seen.

In Western, “Buck Owens” on Capitol is filled with a refreshing mood,
gathering “Forever And Ever”, “Red Carpet” and ten others.

In the folk class, “Bob Dylan Vol. 4” on Columbia, “Champagne On Broad-
way” by Lawrence Welk on Dot, the 7th issue of the Green Folk series of
Nippon Victor, “The Way to Folk” by the Kingston Trio on Capitol, are
attractive among many new folk releases.

In the jazz class, “What Is Jazz” on Columbia is the 2nd publication with
a lecturer, Leonard Bernstein. “John Coltrane” on Impulse is the anniversary
release to honor his successful performances held before. The record is noted
as best by all of paper critics.

Among the ads. made by Teichiku Records, “Harlem Nocturne” by Sam
The Man Taylor” on Decca, “My Love” by Petula Clark on Vogue, “Enchanted
Evening For Lovers” by Elmer Duke and his orchestra on Union, “Swinging
Trumpet” by Buck Clayton on Vogue are seen.

Knudsen
has just renewed his contract with Planet Records, London, a contract covering
Scandinavia and Finland.

Knudsen of Dansk Grammofonpladeforlag, Copenhagen, Denmark.

Ola & The Janglers, Gazell recording group seems to get a busy autumn.

They are contracted for TV in Holland Sept. 16th. Sept. 20th they will appear
at the Olympia in Paris in “Music-O-Rama,” a show aired over the station

Radio Europe No. 1. Spain, Italy and Germany are also on their schedule.
Recent releases from Grammofon AB Electra include “Love Letters”/“Come

What May” with Elvis Presley, “I Saw Her Again”/“Even If I Could” with
Mama’s & Papa’s, and “Why, Why, Why”/“Give Me Just Another Beer” with
local group Lee Kings, all on RCA Victor. In addition there are two LP albums
on RCA Victor, nine singles on Decca and a number of singles on London and
Brunswick, Reprise and Warner Bros.

Sonet is now preparing for its 10th Anniversary Jubilee, Dag Haggqvist of
Sonet told Cash Box. A number of LPs and EPs will be released during the
autumn. Some of the arrangements for the Jubilee will be discussed at the
Sonet Scandinavian meeting in Helsinki, Aug. 11th and 12th, Haggqvist said.

British pop music is something difficult. Also the second specialist who tried

to reach top money on Sweden’s $64,000 question had to give up after six
questions (if he had been able to answer eight questions, the check would have
been his). The questions dealt with the British Song Festival at Brighton in

1965 and he—his name was Orjan Hamrin—was asked to tell the titles of
songs performed at the Festival by Ivy League, Marianne Faithfull, Lulu and
Wayne Fontana. Three of the four had to be correct, but he missed Marianne
Faithfull and Wayne Fontana, and that was it. In the meantime, another
music specialist has received his check after knowing enough about Vienna’s
king of Waltzes, Johann Strauss. Orjan Hamrin, who missed his check seemed
satisfied anyhow. He is writing pop tunes himself, more or less as a hobby,
and a local group, Science Poption, played one of his songs, “Someone Will
Come.” This might result in future recordings here, and there is money in

that, too.

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Beat music and beat groups still have an increasing success in our country.
Together with the original English and American production and artists, there
is also a great demand for the locally made beat sound, which, by the way, has
a “Latin” flavor. The great success of the Italian groups has been stressed by
the “Cantagiro” where the groups composing the “C” team of the con-
test have been the protagonists of this manifestation.
We have to mention of course Equipe 84 (Ricordi) who has been the winner

of the “C” team performing “Ho In Mente Te” Italian version of “You Were
On My Mind” published also by Ricordi. But this is an American origin title.

On the contrary, the other top radio-TV contest “A Record For The Sum-
mer” has put under the spotlight another Italian group, pacted recently by
RIFI. The name of this group is I Giganti, (the Giants). In this summer
contest they performed an original Italian tune entitled “Tema.” This tune
might be considered as the moral winner of the 1966 contest, and the I Gig-
anti’s recording might be considered as the Italian top summer disc. “Team”
has been for five consecutive weeks the most sold disk in our country and it’s

reported at the top position on our charts.
This number, published by Edizioni La Cicogna, has a typical “Latin”

flavor, even if translated into a “beat” impressive sound, and I Giganti are
making a wonderful performance of this song. Until today RIFI has reported
that 300,000 copies have been sold so far.

Thanks to this disc of course I Giganti have reached strong popularity in

our country: this is the reason why they have been invited to take part, as
protagonists, of a motion picture to be shot in Capri, entitled “II Ragazzo Che
Sapeva Amare.” In this picture they will present, together with their best
seller “Tema,” three other new songs: “Sezione Di Ritmo,” “Una Ragazza In
Due” and “Fuori Dal Mondo.”
RIFI has announced the release of a new single recorded by their top song-

stress Mina: title is “Sono Come Tu Mi Vuoi.” At the same time RIFI is also

releasing the third LP of Mina devoted to the artist’s performance in the top
TV show “Studio Uno” and just entitled “Studio 1, ’66.”

Mina shall be always considered as one of the better Italian record artists,

and this is the reason why both releases will surely have a wonderful reaction
on our market as does each Mina deck.
Adamo will be awarded on the occasion of his first tour in Italy with a

golden disk for the first million records sold in our country: these decks have
been sold so far thanks to the three Adamo recordings of “La Notte,” “Lei”
and “Amo.” Announcement has been given by EMI Italiana.

Richard Anthony, the top French artist, is presently guest of our country
where he is making a singing tour. He will stay in Italy until August 26th. In
this occasion EMI Italiana will immediately release his new single “Sognando
La California” c/w “Arrivederci Amore.” The latest top selling disc of Richard
Anthony in our country was “Nessuno Di Voi” which he presented at the last

San Remo Festival, together with Milva. The Richard Anthony disc of “Ne-
ssuno Di Voi” has sold more than 100,000 copies in our country.

Special attention should be paid to the pact recently signed by EMI Italiana
with the two new talents of Chris and Nico. While the first one, a young lovely
girl, is making her debut performing at a TV contest organized in Lugano,
EMI Italiana has already given the announcement that second artist Nico will

perform next year on the San Remo stage for the 1967 edition of the Festival.
EMI Italiana is negotiating with EMI London for the personal appearance

in our country and on our TV screens of the top English group of the Shadows.
The personal performances of this group in Italy will be extremely important
for the popularity of these artists whom EMI Italiana is strongly promoting
in our country.

Fonit Cetra has announced the next release of an LP recorded by the famous
Italian film actor Toto. This disc will be the debut of the pop comic artist on
the record scene, after more than 25 years from his debut on the film screens.
Gino Paoli (CGD) and Sergio Endrigo (Fonit-Cetra) have performed to-

gether on the stage of the Italian summer Music Hall “La Bussola” at Via-
reggio (on the Tirrenean coast). The show organized by Bernardini (owner of
“La Bussola”) was entitled “Pedana Unica” (One Stage) and it’s the first time
that two artists with similar “style” have been presented together to the public.
Experiment has a given positive result, for the personality of both artists

and for the originality of the performance itself. This is the reason why the
show will take place again during this month, always at “La Bussola” in Via-
reggio.

Gino Paoli and Sergio Endrigo are both singers and composers, and both are
considered among the top record artists in Italy. To note that both Gino and
Sergio started recording for Ricordi, both being discovered by Nanni Ricordi
when he was A/R Manager at this firm.

Presently both Sergio and Gino are present on the record market with two
hits: “Girotondo Intorno A1 Mondo” by Sergio Endrigo under the Fonit Cetra
mark, and “Cosa Ti Serve Amare” released by Gino Paoli under the CGD label.

The “Belgian Committee for U.N.I.C.E.F., for Children of the United Na-
tions Organisation,” released a record for the benefit of this work. Will Ferdy,
pop singer in the Flemish part of Belgium and in Holland, who already re-

leased some best sellers on several labels (he is now under contract by
Cardinal records, the label of the famous hitmaker Rocco Granata—remember
“Marina” and “Manuela”) made one side for this record. He sings both sides

for the single, which is not so expensive as a normal one: 50 fr. (1 dollar),

where the price of a single in Belgium is normally 66 fr. The releasing hap-

pened on the occasion of “20 Year Childrens Committee of the United Nations
Organisation.”

In last Cash Box Directory 1966, two Belgian music publishing companies
were not mentioned. These were: Universal Songs, rue de l’Hopital, 20-24,

Brussels 1, general manager: P. J. Goemaere, artistic director: Yvon Debie.

We mention now also: Editions Musicales Roland Barbey, rue des Fran^ais,

3, Chatelet, phone. Barbey just released the fourth record by Ange-Line, a nice

looking girl from the Walloon part of the country. She appeared several times

on Belgian TV and is very successful in theaters and on stage.

Speaking about P. J. Goemaere, he is also general manager of RCA-Inelco
Benelux. He informed Cash Box about the releasing of many new records,

among them may possibly be a fe whits. First to mention are two new labels,

which are distributed by Inelco Belgium: Strike records and Relax records.

On Strike: the group, the Deputies and singer Miki Dallon. On Relax: the

Outsiders, who are in Holland already known. We think they can become very
popular over here too. On the RCA-label, a few new records. Peggy March
with “Kilindini Docks” and “Too Long Away,” has many chances to be on the

charts in a short time. “Love Letters,” by Elvis Presley, of course a hit in a

few weeks, because the British Pirate Radio stations, “London” and “Caro-
line,” are playing this record a few times a day, and Belgian teenagers are

listening all day long to these two radio stations. New releases by: Kenny
Carter, Sylvie Vartan (Johnny Halliday’s wife, who is expecting her first

baby within the next few weeks), Jimmy Fontana and of course, Joan Baez,

very successful over here.

We think Michel Polnareff, on the Palette label, now on top of the Belgian
charts with “La Poupee Qui Fait Non,” will have at least the same success

with a new self made record (Michel writes music and lyrics as well) with

“Love Me, Please, Love Me.” The title is in English but the song is done in

French.

Qovernor Kills Pingame Bill

Is Anybody Out There

Listening?

Early Wednesday morning, August 3, Governor Nelson
E. Rockefeller, twice Governor of New York State, sitting

in the Executive Mansion with pen in hand and the power
to do good, put to death a pingame licensing bill, for the
third time in as many years.

The reasons for the veto, said he, of a bill which was
sponsored by the association of the chiefs of police of the
state of New York, written by Senator Thomas LaVerne
and eagerly supported by Millie McCarthy and the New
York State Coin Machine Association, were the objec-

tions of the state police, who implied that the bill would
be difficult to enforce, and the Conference of Mayors of

New York, who feared the loss of local revenues to be
gathered from taxing and licensing games.

Only a year ago, when vetoing the 1965 bill, the Gov-
ernor said that “it would give a cloak of respectability to

an industry which does not deserve it.” He made no sug-

gestions as to what pilgrimages, penances and confes-

sions the industry would have to make before he con-

sidered it “respectable”. But the industry has heard
such sagacity from government before. It is disturbing

to hear it three years in a row from the Governor of a

sovereign state—and one of the most important markets
in the industry.

Well, then, let us consider the plight of the state

police. According to the theory of law enforcement, a

police force is supposed to investigate complaints of

law-breaking, unfair play and public disturbances, and,

once having investigated them, take action on the count
of such doings being against the law, or take no action

on the count of such doings being within or unregulated
by the law. Nowhere in theory is it suggested that unfair

practices not be brought to their attention and their re-

sources and skills not called upon. But they asked the

Governor to make things easier for them by simply de-

claring everything about the amusement machines
illegal. While this system saves time it also saves thought
by eliminating thought altogether—blind punishment re-

places investigation, and the police can go home a little

earlier.

Consider also the plight of the mayors of the cities in

the state of New York. They feared losing the right to

lay taxes and licensing fees on amusement machines,
but the bill in question did not deny or forbid them the
right to tax in their own municipalities. They therefore

misunderstood the bill. Whether they read it or not is

open to question.

Meanwhile, the yells and snickerings about the “un-

savory influences” in the industry—which have never

been proven, for all their whispered tales and moral de-

nunciations at election time—go on and will go on until

some kind of legislation has been passed. The scandal-

mongers apparently enjoy spreading stories more than

they do taking action to investigate and regulate the so-

called “influences”.

For three years in succession the New York State coin

machine industry has gone to Albany with the best will

in the world, ready and eager to protect itself and the

public from individuals who may deal under the table;

for three years in succession they have introduced legis-

lation into the State Congress; for three years in succes-

sion the State Senate and House have passed the bill and
sent it to the Governor—and for three years in succes-

sion the Governor has vetoed the bill.

What then, since the efforts of the industry and the

state legislature seem to be of no avail, is to be done?

More, who is to do it?

Is anybody out there listening?

Governor Kills Pingame License Bill;

Says State Police & Mayors Objected
Millie McCarthy Has Comment

ALBANY—Millie McCarthy, pres-
ident of the New York State Coin
Machine Association, told Cash Box
today (Wednesday, August 3) that
Governor Rockefeller had vetoed the
proposed pingame licensing bill only
hours before.

Giving as reason for refusing
his signature, the Governor’s office

said that the objections of the state
police and the Conference of Mayors
had both raised objections; the police
on the grounds that the bill would be
“difficult to enforce” and the Mayors
on the grounds that they feared losing
local tax and licensing revenues. Mrs.
McCarthy said that the bill did not
forbid or deny local municipalities
the right to license or levy. “It’s due
to misunderstanding. Apparently the
Conference of Mayors didn’t under-
stand the bill and decided that the
safest thing to say was ‘no’,” she said.

Disappointed at the veto, which is

the third handed down by the Gover-
nor on as many bills in as many years,
Mrs. McCarthy said: “If what I was
doing all this time to straighten out
chaotic conditions in a new, confused,
but fast-growing industry did not
meet with the approval of the Gov-
ernor, then it behooves the Governor
to come up with a plan.”

“Like a doctor, you expect the
Governor to treat an infection before
gangrene sets in. The policy has been
to suppress, punish and enforce instead
of the democratic ‘let us reason to-
gether’ thinking. The little man’s
struggle against the evils and pres-
sures that beset him become over-
whelming when he finds the mighty
government helps push his head under
water as he comes to the surface.”

“It is unbelievable that a state that

millie McCarthy

condones bingo parties and reaps such
revenues at race-track windows could
sweep penny arcades and the little

neighborhood forms of amusement
under the rug as too evil to even
expose and analyze. Who operates and
what and how they operate is defi-

nitely in the public interest.”

Asked what plans were in store,

Mrs. McCarthy said: “I think the
government is going to realize that
something must be done. They’ll have
to come up with a plan of their own.
We tried to help but they turned
away. What disappoints me most is

the dogmatic refusal to even listen

to the industry’s problems. You ex-
pect more from a government than
a heavy-handed refusal and forbidding
without even listening to your side

of the story.”

Talent Showcase Announced For Banquet
CHICAGO—The number of com-
panies signing up for display space
at the forthcoming October Conven-
tion and Trade Show of the Music
Operators of America was increased
by two last week with the announce-
ment from executive vice president
Fred Granger that Columbia and
MGM/Verve Records have signed con-
tracts to exhibit at the show and to

provide entertainment.
Both companies have been absent

from the conclave for several years;
this was due, Granger said, “to the
lack of communication between oper-
ators and record manufacturers. Our
liaison committee under the leader-

ship of Bill Cannon has done wonders
to improve the relationship. The re-

sults of our dialogue with the record
industry are the signings of such
companies as MGM/Verve and Col-
umbia.

Only weeks ago Capitol Records
announced that it intended to exhibit
at the show. Already RCA Victor,
Epic and Monument have been signed.
“The list of record manufacturers
displaying at our October show is an
impressive one,” Granger said, “and
it ought to dispel the notion, if anyone
seriously believed it, that jukebox
operators are not an integral part of

the record industry. We welcome all

the companies that have signed with

us and we know we can work to-

gether.”

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Jack Bess: No Horns, No Tails, No Pitchforks

Jack Bess, national chairman of the
Music Operators of America member-
ship drive, got into the coin machine
business in September of 1930 as an
independent operator of amusement
machines, at the age of twenty-one. In

1934 he met Frank E. Page, another
independent operator, and together
they formed Roanoke Vending Machine
Exchange in Roanoke, Virginia. During
the late 1940s they sold their routes
and concentrated on distributing, han-
dling the Rowe line of phonographs
and vendors. Partners for twenty years,

Bess became president on the passing
of Page in 1954. The year before they
had moved the offices to Richmond. In

1964 Bess was named chairman of the
board. He was one of the founders and
earliest members of MOA when it was
officially formed in Chicago in 1949.
Bess has served on the MOA board of

directors since 1961. His twenty-year
association with the Loyal Order of
Moose gave him ideas that went into the
design of the current MOA membership
drive, and his contacts in the fraternity
have helped get the coin machine in-

dustry's message to lawmakers and
governments. The progress of the cam-
paign and its origins were the subjects
under discussion, by phone, from Bess’
office in Richmond.

Q. How did the idea of a national
campaign come about? Did you and
some of the other officers just say,
“Look, we ought to have more fellows
in this outfit”, or what?

A. Well, as a matter of fact, that’s
just about how it did begin. Just after

Red Wallace was elected president
at the last convention in Chicago we
discussed that very fact. The idea
was actually born there—that would
be the way to describe it, I believe.
Red asked me, after some discussion,
if I would design the campaign and
be its national chairman and I said
I would be privileged and honored to
do so.

Q. Who thought up the idea of the
districts?

A. The idea of dividing the country
into nine districts was my baby. I

drew the lines. We sat down and
kicked it around and made some
slight changes in the areas—kept all

the Rocky Mountain states in one
district, for example. The figure nine
just covered the country nicely—

I

started thinking it would be ten, but
it turned out to be nine.

Q. It’s a secientific, almost military
plan. Where did the idea of the design
come from?

A. I’ll be real honest—it wasn’t
military—I got the idea from my
work with the Loyal Order of Moose.
Our Supreme Lodge and enrollment
office is at Moosehart, Illinois, be-
tween Batavia and Aurora. I’ve been
a member of the Moose for twenty
years. Now, as I said, the national
enrollment office is at Moosehart and
the country is divided into enrollment

• Operator* "tic. / Choice"
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districts. New York and New Eng-
land, for instance, come under the
jurisdiction of a regional director. So
that gave me the general idea of the
general design.

Q. What was the basis for the
drawing of the lines?

A. Geographical more than any-
thing else, actually. The Rocky
Mountain States, for example, have
something in common. New England
and New York are the same way;
California and the West Coast States
... It had nothing to do with popu-
lation and it wasn’t based on where
we had members or where we didn’t
have members.

Q. How did you appoint the nine
district chairmen?

A. After the basic design had been
worked out I talked with a lot of
fellows, asking for ideas and sugges-
tions. I picked out nine of them and
appointed them.

Q. Who’s brought in the most mem-
bers for his district so far?

A. Well, that would have to be
Bob Nims. That area has the best
production by far. Out of the one
hundred and fifty members we have
so far—that’s the last block figure,

you understand; more of them are
coming in—Bob has brought in about
forty or more. I believe the last time
the figures were published Area Three
was in second place—that’s Bill

Anderson—and at one point Area
Six was leading next to Bob. Les
Montooth is chairman for Area Six.
I think the system has worked out
reasonably well. Many of the district
chairmen have appointed a co-chair-
man or several co-chairmen, which
I’m all for. Generally speaking, the
more people you can put to work on
something, the more you accomplish.
Some distributors have been very
helpful, too. Down in New Orleans the
distributors got together and chipped
in and handed us a nice donation.

Q. Most of the official reports on
the drive come out of Chicago.

A. Yes, I’ve handed it to Fred’s
office for release and publicity so that
no one’s going in different directions
at the same time. It coordinates all of
our efforts.

Q. What areas have been the slow-
est moving?

A. Well, the two areas I’m going
to mention are already well repre-
sented in membership; we have a
lot of people there already, but we
have a lot of people there that aren’t
with us yet. That’s the New York and
New England area and the California
and West Coast states. Now like I

said, we already have good represen-
tation there but I’m for getting
everyone that we possibly can. You
know, Henry Leyser and Tom Greco
have a challenge on to see who brings
in the most in those areas.

Q. Do you think you’ll make the
quota of two hundred and fifty mem-
bers by convention time?

A. Oh, I don’t think there’s any
question but we’ll have it. I think
we’ll already have the two hundred
and fifty before we get to Chicago.
We’ll probably pick up a goodly num-
ber at the convention itself, because
you know, the campaign doesn’t end
until the 31st of October. Some of
the state associations which have
been helping us are using that date.
So I would say we’ll have over two
hundred and fifty. You know, the
quotas assigned to the specific areas
total up to more than the two-fifty
figure, and most of these quotas are
being met.

Q. John Wallace’s letter showed
he’s very concerned about the last
hundred. He even went so far as to
say that if anyone was having trouble
getting his quota he should bow out
and let the district be re-assigned.

A. Well, now, I’m glad he was that
frank about it. I think it gives you
something to think about. And here’s
another thing: I don’t think the dis-
tributors are in with us as much as
they ought to be. Now here’s the
reason why—if the operator is

Rosen to Reveal Dubs

of Distribs for Audio-

Visual Unit atMOAShow
Refuses to Go Outside Trade

PHILADELPHIA — Introduction of
the new Cinejukebox at the Music
Operators of America show in Chicago
in October by David Rosen will also
mark the selection of distributors to
handle the new 2-in-l machine that
combines movies and jukebox in a
single unit.

Rosen, who is the exclusive United
States distributor for the new audio-
visual machine being manufactured by
Innocenti in Milan, Italy, said that
he has purposely withheld appoint-
ment of distributors until all the test-
ing is in.

“The MOA Show,” said Rosen,
“will give all those interested an
opportunity to see the new machine,
to see how it operates, and to hear the
complete story of what it can do and
what it has done on test locations. We
want the industry people interested to
see for themselves and to make up
their own minds.”

Presently, Rosen has been selling
and renting machines that carry out
the Filmotheque-Discotheque concept
of coin-operated audio visual play.
And in spite of heavy demands for
commitments, Rosen said that he
made no promises and no appoint-
ments of distributors—“not even for
my own territory.”

Rosen underscored the fact that he
will hold fast to his long-established
principle of selecting only industry
members as distributors. While there
have been many representations on
the part of investors, Rosen said that
he ruled out any insiders as possible
distributors. However, he did suggest
to some that they tie up with an
established coin machine distributor.
“Only established coin machine dis-

tributors, or operators with a full

knowledge of the coin machine busi-
ness, will be considered for exclusive
territories to distribute the new Cine-
jukebox,” said Rosen. “They are in

the best position to do the kind of job
necessary, and at the MOA show they
will have an opportunity to evaluate
the new machine and what it has to
offer.”

MOA’S GRAND SLAM—Disclosure of MOA president John Wallace’s letter

to the district drive chairmen brought to mind memories of the Washington
board member’s meeting last March. In his note, Wallace asked Bob Nims, Les
Montooth, Harry Snodgrass, Tom Greco, Calvin Bishop, Henry Layser, Bill

Cannon, Ted Nichols and Bill Anderson to go all-out on the final count of 100
members needed to meet the 250 quota by convention time in October; he
went so far as to suggest that “if some of you cannot do the job then I would
prefer you let Fred (Granger) know so that we can appoint a new chairman
in your place.” Serious stuff, here. Though it is not a ‘boom-or-bust” situation
it is a “run-or-walk” situation. We know from talking to John and Fred that
there is simply too much to be done right now to require anything less than
full quota. John Wallace told us in the lobby of the Statler Hilton last March,
“An association is only as good as the services it provides for its members.
To do the things we want to do takes money and a long roll-call.” He told

Steady Sellers; Suggest Promotions
CHICAGO—Fred Skor, director of
the Amusement Games Division of
World Wide Distributing Company,
in this city, declared this past week
in an interview with the Cash Box
reporter that the big ball bowler re-
mains a steady, long range location
piece, outliving most other coin-oper-
ated amusement games in locations
generally. Most important, he added,
it is widely reputed to be a big money
maker for the operator and location
owner, especially during the bowling
season.

Skor prefaced his remarks by stat-
ing that it so happens that most coin
machine distributors throughout this
country are sitting with large inven-
tories of ball bowlers, despite the
universal popularity of this piece in

most locations.
“Actually,” he asserted, “income in

many large locations can readily be
quadrupled with the big ball bowlers
if the operator will make available to
the players such promotional tourna-
ment activities such as organized
bowling leagues.

“In keeping with this potential we
fervently believe that operators
should be greatly encouraged in the
realization that this is a good time to
purchase at least a reconditioned ball
bowler because of the low summer
pricing.”

Skor further explained that World
Wide, for example, is equipped with
the best, most modern refurbishing
facilities available in the trade to
properly process and thoroughly re-
condition all types of coin-operated
equipment.
He stated that World Wide gener-

ally expends a minimum of $100 to
fully recondition a ball bowler.
“The key to proper reconditioning,”

he said, “is in having the proper fa-
cilities and the trained personnel.

“In the event that the buyer pre-

fers ‘as-is’ equipment he can always
be assured of delivery of a clean,
complete bowler.”

Skor concluded with a considered
prediction that he expects the coming
fall season to be a very good one in

all areas of the coin machine indus-
try. He is also looking forward to the
forthcoming MOA Convention and
Trade Show, October 28-30, in the
Pick-Congress Hotel “with eager
anticipation, especially this year since
several of the major exhibitors will
preview new equipment.”

at NAMA Convention
to Stress Modernity

CHICAGO — Decision-making skills

and modern-day management methods
will share equal billing with more
specifically oriented vending industry
subjects during four days of business
sessions at the 30th Anniversary con-
vention and exhibit of Automatic
Merchandising which is scheduled for
October 29 to November 1 in Chicago.
“While emphasizing industry topics

which interest primarily the vending
company owner, we also want to con-
tinue the successful series of manage-
ment knowhow sessions which have
proved popular at previous meetings
of the National Automatic Merchan-
dising Association,” said Robert P.

Robert Dunlap, Well
Known Seeburg V-P,
Dies in London at 54
CHICAGO — Robert Louis Dunlap,
well known coin machine figure, died
Saturday, July 30, in London, Eng-
land. He was 54.

Dunlap had been in the sales de-
partment of The Seeburg Corporation
since 1940. During the 26-year period,

he held a number of sales positions
and advanced to a vice presidency of
its sales division.

Dunlap traveled extensively for the
company and was known and re-

spected by hundreds of coin machine
operators throughout the Mid-West.
He pioneered in getting operators to

join in meetings to discuss their
growing industry. Dunlap often was
the key speaker and brought new op-
erating concepts direct to the oper-
ators.
During his many years at Seeburg,

Dunlap was assistant sales manager
and worked with C. T. McKelvy, sales
vice president, in many significant
areas of phonograph development. At
one time, Dunlap also was advertising
manager for the Chicago firm.

In early 1965, Dunlap was instru-
mental in getting national recognition
for the coin phonograph industry and
in one instance when a importer
balked at personally driving in win-
try weather, Dunlap took him and a
photographer in his own car to inter-
view an operator at a location many
miles in the suburbs. The wintry ex-
cursion resulted in a multi-page story
in Business Week that brought ex-
tremely favorable attention to the
coin phonograph industry.
Dunlap was born in Haskell, Okla-

homa, and was an All American foot-
ball star from Oklahoma. He later
played professionally for the Chicago
Bears.
He is survived by his wife, Helen,

and two sons: Robert, who lives in
New York State and Daniel, who re-
sides at home in Wilmette, Illinois.

Also surviving are a sister in Okla-
homa and a brother in Texas.
Funeral services were held Thurs-

day, August 4, with burial following
in Memorial Park, Wilmette.

healthy—if his business is healthy

—

then the distributor is much safer
on a contingent liability on sales. In
other words, there isn’t a distributor
in the country—well, there’s very
few—distributors that aren’t going to

be hurt if some paper goes sour on
him due to adverse legislation against
the operator. Now I think a lot of
distributors haven’t given it much
thought, and they ought to. I’m not
crying “Wolf!”. I’m just stating a
fact. And you know, if the legislation
is favorable to an operator, the value
of the routes go up. Routes are worth
more in Virginia due to good legis-
lation than they were ten years ago
or even five years ago. I’d say they
were worth about twenty percent
more. So that’s something for the
distributor to think about. He ought
to come along with us on this drive.

Q. With the new membership
strength, MOA will have a better
lobbying position in Washington,
wont it?

A. Yes, it certainly will. Now, I’ll

tell you what lobbying is. Lobbying
is nothing more than making sure

your point of view is heard. Now,
I’ve been in MOA for seventeen years
and I’ve been in the Moose for
twenty; I’ve been privileged to meet
and work with some very fine people.
