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Vital Months Ahead

Looming ahead is one of the most
crucial testing periods in the history

of the record business. So many inno-

vations of great consequence will be
thrust on the music scene in the

months ahead that their success or

failure will vitally affect the conduct of

the business for years to come.
The fall-winter period will be one of

tremendous interest, if not anxiety for

the new market of stereo tape car-

tridges, particularly the eight track

versions. Virtually all labels have com-
mitted their top-selling catalogs to 8-

track cartridges, anticipating the en-

trance of the General Motors and
Chrysler auto companies as suppliers

to their customers of factory-installed

8-track players on, of course, an op-
tional basis. One industry source esti-

mates that a great deal of the auto
tape player picture will come into

focus by the end of the year. It is im-

perative, the source indicates, that

there be somewhere between 700,-

000 and 1,000,000 Lear-type players

In cars before the New Year is ush-
ered in (some 275,000 units are al-

ready in use). But, as we have stated

here before, the stereo tape cartridge
field cannot be the success some cir-

cles seem to guarantee if its scope is

to be limited solely to auto entertain-

ment. Therefore, intense interest will

be directed toward the sales of home
units that are compatible with the auto
player. All factors close to the car-

tridge field now concede that in-home
sales are an absolute necessity In or-

der to secure a worthwhile future for

this phase of the industry. To its

credit, the music business has provid-

ed product—In terms of recorded ma-
terial and relatively low-priced slave
and self-sufficient player units for the
home—and merchandising concepts

that afford the tape cartridge every
chance to make it.

Perhaps as important In the day-to-

day sales of recorded material will be
the vast new exposure vistas offered

by the FCC directive—^to officially take
effect Jan. 1—^that requires radio out-

lets in major markets with AM and FM
transmissions to provide non-duplicat-

ed programming on a 50% basis. A
number of stations are already under-
way in complying with this new format,
with some, such as WOR-FM In New
York, making a 100% change in for-

mat. A “talk” station on AM, WOR
swings with the beat generation on FM
broadcast. With the drastic reduction
in prices of AM/FM radios, the nature
of this dual programming could break
the ice of tight programming of singles

records that now exists. The upcoming
fall-winter season will tell the story.

Industry eyes will also be cast upon
a number of new distribution associa-
tions, such as Victor's deal with the
new Colgems label operation of Colum-
bia Pictures and that of ABC Records
with the disk arm of 20th Century Fox
Pictures. The fruits of both deals will

soon hit the market.
The Victor-Colgems deal involves

music from the new “Monkees” TV
series, video’s first situation series to
involve a musical group. It could be a
strong, trend-setting boon for disk
sales.

Attention to the area of Broadway
musicals will also be a special concern,
for a lot of money was lost by labels
that had a stake in the disastrous
1965-66 season.

It is said that the night has a thou-
sand eyes. The music industry needs
this all-encompassing view of the ex-
citing panorama of events coming its

way.

Kirshner, who is also
president of the Columbia Pictures-
Screen Gems TV Music Division, will
supervise the Monkees’ musical activ-
ities and is also musical consultant
for their TV series which debuts on
NBC-TV, Sept. 12, 7:30-8:00 p.m.
EDT, the prime time slot formerly
occupied by “Hullabalo,” the teen

NEW YORK—As the Beatles arrived

last week (11) to start their latest

American tour, attempts were made
to pave a smoother road for their

journey, partially obstructed by a
now famous John Lennon remark.

British columnist Maureen Cleave,
author of the bombshell quote of Len-
non’s wherein the Beatleite stated that
his group was “more popular than
Jesus,” has gone on record as declar-
ing that her article, which appeared
in a British fan magazine, Datebook,
had “been completely misinterpreted
and that Americans have the story in

entirely wrong.” The remark had a
number of deejays, especially in the
south, up-in-arms, leading to a ban-
ning of Beatles’ disks on a number of
stations and attempts to create bon-
fires out of the group’s disks and
various mementos.

Lennon Stafement
At a press conference last Thurs-

day (11) in Chicago, Lennon declared
he was “sorry” about his remark, but
stood pat on his belief that the group
was more popular than Jesus. But, he
explained, his intention in making
this remark was to deplore the de-
cline in religious enthusiasm. “I’m
not anti-God, anti-Christ or anti-re-
ligion. I was not saying we are
greater or better.” Fellow Beatleite
George Harrison added: “I know him.
He believes in Christianity. But I do
agree with him that Christianity is

on the wane. The group was set to

start their latest American tour last

Friday (12) at Chicago’s Interna-

variety show.

Radio station WFUN-Miami is inter-
ested in providing its listeners with
the most popular music, and if this
music is provided by the Beatles or
any other musical talent, it will be
played by WFUN-Miami, providing it

is in good taste and in our opinion
worthy of airplay. The personal and
private views of recording artists
have no bearing on the potency of
their individual talents. This is ap-
plicable to all entertainers in every
phase of show business.” The outlet
will highlight daily news coverage of
the Beatles’ current American tour.
As the British rock group travels
throughout our country, Bess Cole-
man will accompany their official

press party and report to the station.
Frank Milton Smith, chairman of

the board and chief executive officer

of Capitol Cities Broadcasting Corp.,
died Saturday (6) of a heart attack
in Baltimore.

As a result of a handful of
badly behaved members of the audi-
ence, thousands of viewers left the
show somewhat disappointed.
Emceed by WMCA rock jockey

“Dandy Dan” Daniels, the show was
kicked off by the folk-oriented Colum-
bia duo, who displayed a surprising
amount of polish and aplomb. Sound-
wise and material-wise, Simon and
Garfunkel were in top form, and
there is no doubt that the audience
was completely taken by the perform-
ance. Their repertoire, mostly penned
by Paul Simon, ranged from the so-
cial comment (e.g. “Sounds of Si-
lence” and “Dangling Conversation”)
through rock (“Red Rubber Ball”)
to comedy satire ((“They Call Me A
Teenage Moron” and “Wee Wee”).
The second half of the show fea-

tured the Mamas and Papas, whose
musical impact is at least equalled by
their colorful visual impact. The
foursome, complete with new Mama,
Jill Gibson, offered a contagious rock
session which was completely made
up of their previously recorded mate-
rial, including their two Dunhill mil-
lion sellers, “Monday, Monday” and
“California Dreamin’.” Unfortunate-
ly, the performance was marred by
a knot of hecklers, who constantly
interrupted the act, much to the an-
noyance of several thousand others in
the audience. The show came to an
unscheduled conclusion when a dozen
or more youngsters raced onto the
field toward the group on stage, only
to be circumvented by an alert police
force. The Mamas & Papas displayed
fine showmanship at that time, con-
tinuing with the number which they
were doing when the incident erupted,
and quietly leaving the stage rather
than becoming an unwitting catalyst
for further incidents.

KETTY LESTER
LOS ANGELES—This former San
Francisco State College music major
is one of many scuffling talents in

our industry currently touring the

Playboy circuit. Waiting in the wings
for that elusive chart title that could

cultivate more lucrative if not fash-

ionable surroundings.

Until the real thing comes along

Miss Lester makes the most of her

downstairs Living Room lounge date

at this strip address with a repertoire

that includes “a medley of my hit”

(“Love Letters”) along with a batch

of ballad standards (“I’m A Fool To
Want You”, “Shadow of Your
Smile”) which get the full warmth of

her occasionally over stylized sac-

charized sound. “Shadow of Your
Smile” becomes “Sha-DOW of Your
Smile” and the last note of each lyric

line is inevitably held almost vise-like

and almost always too long. For
Lester demonstrates, particularly

with her more rhythmical offerings,

that she has few peers when she

forgets the frills and concentrates on
a less affected approach. Stripped of

her marshmallow frosting she’s a
superior songbird.

Add an almost evil laugh, a self

confident air and some salutary bal-
ing from Joe Parnello and his trio

and you’ve got a stimulating thirty-

five minute stand-up stint.

Miss Lester’s current album is

“When A Woman Loves A Man” and
it’s on the Tower label. With the

right vehicle and less mannered direc-

tion she could be a towering artist.

of his exciting “Peter Gunn” theme,

Henry Mancini set the stage for a
highly charming package of good

music at the Forest Hills Music Fes-

tival, as he and Andy Williams team-

ed up to give several thousand ticket-

holders their full dollar’s worth.

The RCA Victor orchestra, which
certainly ranks as one of the top

middle-of-the-road ensembles in the

business, and which is led by un-

questionably one of the most gifted

arranger-conductors on the contem-
porary scene, gave out with the de-

lightful strains of one Mancini-pen-
ned goodie after another, including

most of his TV and film themes. His
sumptuous bill of fare was highlight-

ed by such well-knowns as “Mr.
Lucky,” “Baby Elephant Walk,” “The
Sweetheart Tree” and “Pink Panther,”

as well as one of his most recent com-
positions, “Swing March,” taken from
his film score, “What Did You Do In
The War, Daddy,” and a medley of

his Academy Award winners.

By the time Andy Williams opened
his portion of the show with his

theme song, “Moon River,” the crowd
was completely warmed up and in a
highly responsive mood. From the

romantic setting of “More” to the

farcical country humor of “In The
Summertime,” the Columbia songster
displayed that same insight and con-
trol which has kept him and his week-
ly video variety show such a favorite

among TV audiences. Other choice

items on the Williams menu came
from his solid catalog of hits which
includes “Hawaiian Wedding Song”
and “Dear Heart.”

LANA CANTRELL
HOLLYWOOD—There is an insolent
promise in both Lana Cantrell and
her opening number at the Cocoanut
Grove. This 22 year old, angular-
framed piquant-faced Miss out of
Sidney, Australia sings “Nothing Can
Stop Me Now,” a song you may recall
which contains the invasive phrase
“I’m going to stand the world on its
ear.” It is offered with such compel-
ling authority and electric intensity
that it is difficult to disagree with its
premise.

Although far from beautiful, she
achieves a transposition to both
beauty and grace which is not imme-
diate but it is no less definite. It is

achieved without mirrors by an al-

most disdainful but inventive ap-
proach to her repertoire. “Let Your-
self Go,” a former rhythm tune from
an old Astaire-Rogers film, is offered
as a torch ballad, a treatment which
we are sure would surprise Irving
Berlin, its creator. “I’m All Smiles”
opens and closes to a lonely base
figure and again is quite the opposite
intent of its author. A haunting Revel
approach. Her initial RCA Victor
single song, Charles Aznavour’s
“Stay” is whispered at first then
belted to the upper reaches of the
room as a shattering reminder, that
Cantrell can exhibit range, depth and
maturity. “You Better Love Me” is

offered at a break neck pace and is

as aggressive a version of this song
^ 3teu will ever hear.

Chances are that Cantrell will be
compared to a Streisand or a Judy
Garland by a number of well meaning
reviewers. She can be. But only be-
cause, like them she has a communi-
cable disease called showmanship.

It is doubtful if Cantrell can be
stopped—or topped—by any of the
newer talents of the nightclub tour
today.

Donovan

Donovan Leitch is the real name.
He was born in Glasgow, Scotland on
Feb. 10, 1946. At the age of 3, Dono-
van was caught up in a Polio epidemic
but pulled through “in the hands of a
white-haired professor.” He left col-

lege to roam and wander. Roam and
wander he did, often in the company
of kazoo player Gypsy Dave. To-
gether they travelled throughout the
British Isles . . . even up to the York-
shire Coast of the North Sea to sing
and write on the beaches of St. Ives
for a while. Donovan sometimes in-

dulged in the ancient (and, in

England, honorable) tradition of
“busking,” which is the custom of
playing on a street-corner and passing
the hat. He appeared on the British
“Ready Steady Go” TV’er before he
had a recording contract.

Donovan’s first American appear-
ance was on the “Shindig” TV’er in

the summer of 1965. He is currently
riding the Top 100 with “Sunshine
Superman” on the Epic logo, which
is number 6 this week.

Barry Mann

Born in Brooklyn, Barry acquired
an appreciation of music from his

mother’s side of the family. He had
classical piano lessons as a youngster
but soon discovered that he could
play by ear. At the age of 12, he
began composing his own music. He
wanted to be an architect and music
remained only a hobby until he quit

college after 1-year at the Pratt In-

stitute. Barry is now 26 and married
to Cynthia Weil who is 24. They have
collaborated on many compositions,
including the Righteous Brothers'

“You’ve Lost That Lovin’ Feeling”
and the Ronettes’ “Walking In The
Rain.” Other titles to their credit

are: Jody Miller’s “Home Of The
Brave,” Jay and the Americans’ “Only
In America,” and the Animals’ “We
Gotta Get Out Of This Place.” Barry
said, “It’s important to believe what
you’re writing, we don’t start out just

to write a ‘message’ song.”

NEW YORK—As far as Lenny and

Next to hitch
their wagon to the Stogel star were
the Swingin’ Medallions, whose
“Double Shot” was another chart
smash for the company.

Ramsey Lewis Trio
Maine Is OK'd By Judge
ij^ICAGO—Two former Ramsey
Lewis Trio sidemen have lost a court-
room attempt to prevent the jazz
pianist from performing and record-
ing under the name “Ramsey Lewis
Trio.’’ Judge Donald J. O’Brien of the
Circuit Court of Cook County, Illinois,
has ruled that the original partnership
agreement between Lewis and Eldee
Young and Isaac “Red” Holt has been
superseded by a contract of employ-
ment made by the parties in Jan.,
1966. That contract is an agreement
between Young and Holt to become
employed by a new company owned
by Ramsey Lewis and perform under
his sole direction and under such name
as Lewis might approve.
Judge O’Brien ruled that under the

law he could not restrain or prevent
Lewis from freely using the profes-
sional name, Ramsey Lewis Trio.
Lewis let the pair go, charging a
breach of contract, last May, replac-
ing them with bassist Cleveland Eaton
and drummer Maurice White.

Even Maxwell Smart
would be hard put to suggest, for ex-
ample, that a recent single which
struggled to make the national top
ten had “gone well past the 2 million
figure.” That’s just one of several
items which were offered last week
and will not appear in this week’s
Ramblings.

Inflation of figures is one thing but
another flack recently informed us
that an eminent composer-conductor
had “produced” and “staged” an ac-
tor-singer’s forthcoming appearance
in Las Vegas. We typed up the item
and were about to submit it to N.Y.
when the composer phoned us about
another matter. We then discovered
that not only had the composer not
been approached for the assignment
but he was not interested in such
chores and had never even met the
actor. Another artist was recently
mentioned as forming his own produc-
tion firm and setting up offices in

Europe. We might have gone along
with the item except that we noted
that the talent’s A&R director, men-
tioned in the release, was not his pro-
ducer and, incidentally, labored for a
competing label. In checking with the
artist we discovered that not one line

in the release was based on fact. The
end result is that, aside from wasting
an enormous amount of time in check-
ing and re-checking, we tend to dis-

credit a number of legitimate blurbs
from the firms which have, in the

past, tended to misrepresent their

clients’ vicissitudes of fortune.

A classic saga concerns a public re-

lations firm which, a few years back,

concocted a mythical British film pro-

ducer—a Sir Geoffrey somebody who
constantly cropped up in their daily

press releases. Within a six month
period all of the agency’s clients had

Christianity was on the decline in the
modern world and that things had
reached such a ridiculous state that
human beings (such as The Beatles)
could be worshipped more religiously

by people than their own religion.”

Miss Cleave said that Lennon, far
from approving this type of worship,
was appalled by it. She said the ar-

ticle which was a profile of the com-
poser/singer/writer, appeared in Eng-
land first and there was no contro-
versy surrounding it because the en-
tire story was used.
At a hurriedly convened press con-

ference held on Friday, Aug. 5, at the
Americana Hotel in New York, Brian
Epstein, discoverer and manager of
The Beatles, made the following
statement:
“The quote which John Lennon

made to a London columnist more
than three months ago has been
quoted and represented entirely out
of context. Lennon is deeply inter-

ested in religion and was, at the time,
having serious talks with Maureen
Cleave, who is both a friend of The
Beatles and a representative for the
London Evening Standard, concern-
ing religion.

“He did not mean to boast about
Tbe Beatles’ fame, he meant to point
out that The Beatles’ effect appeared
to be a more immediate one upon,
certainly, the younger generation.
The article, which was in depth and
highly complimentary to Lennon as a
person, was understood to be exclusive

to the Evening Standard. It was not
anticinated that it would be displayed
out of context and in such a manner
as it did in an American teen-age
maeazine.

“In the circumstances, John is deep-
ly concerned, and regrets that people
with certain religious beliefs should
have been offended in any way.”

Northern’s Stock Decline

The affair seemed to affect quota-
tions of stock of Northern Songs Ltd.,

the earnings of which are based on
the popularity of its Beatles’ material.
At mid-way point last week, the
stock was selling at $1.40, a drop from
$1.64 a week before.

They said arrange-
ment has been made to provide an
increased manufacturing, marketing,
promotional base for the polka albums
for which they feel the “market sur-

face has just been scratched.” Land-
wehr emphasized that Premier is

planning to expand polka activities

in many directions. He said that at

present “no commitments have been
concluded” covering either club deals

for Li’l Wally, cartridge, tape, or
foreign licensing deals. Each of these
areas has a “tremendous potential,”

he said, and “we’re considering a

number of alternatives in each area.”
The Premier executive stated that

his study of the polka market points

up the fact that it is one of the “fast-

est growing” segments within the
record business. Dollar volume for the
current year is estimated in the neigh-
borhood of $10 million, with a growth
rate of approximately 30 per cent
annually.

Joe Boyd, general manager of Elektra (U.K.) Ltd. just back from New York
and meetings with Jac Holzhian, president of the parent company, Elektra
Records Inc. Boyd was accompanied by co-director Don Johnston. Discussions
centered around new releases for Britain and the visitation of Elektra artists

Tom Paxton and Phil Ochs. The label’s top folk artist Judy Collins returns
here in September to record an album with A & R manager Josh Rifkin. She
will also tour and is booked for a concert at the Royal Albert Hall on Novem-
ber 4th with Paxton and Ochs. The label’s British operation launched in De-
cember 1965 has been very successful particularly with folk material and now,
like their parent company, they are entering the pop market. Boyd reports
that their double fronted album “What’s Shakin’ ’’ featuring the Butterfield

Blues Band and the Lovin’ Spoonful (tracks recorded prior to their Kama Sutra
signing) is selling very well and plans are in hand for the Paul Butterfield

group to visit Britain in October when their “East West” album will be re-

leased.
Harvey Kresky, manager for Sonny & Cher, in London to finalize plans for

the duo’s visit in mid-August for TV dates. After a week in Britain Sonny &
Cher leave for their first tour of the continent taking in Germany (August
30th-September 1st); Holland (September 2/3/4); Belgium (September 5th);
Sweden (September 6 /7th); Italy (September 8/9th) and France (September
10/11/12). During his stay in London, Kresky had meetings with EMI who
releases Cher’s recordings on Liberty and with Polydor who handles Atlantic
and disks by Sonny as a solo artist and the duo. Sonny & Cher recently com-
pleted their first film “Good Times” to be premiered in America in November
with a British screening scheduled for Christmas.

New classical releases include Mahler’s 1st Symphony, Sibelius’ 2nd
with the BBC Symphony Orchestra conducted by Sir Malcolm Sargent and a
Brahms Concerto No. 2 by the Philharmonic Orchestra conducted by Sir Adrian
Boult.
To mark Ember Records 7th anniversary label chief Jeffrey Kruger is mak-

ing a country wide distributor tour with the slogan “Ember Means Albums
That Sell.” Kruger predicts that figures for the year ended 31st August 1966

Somebody’s P.R. man came up with a very good bit on behalf of the new

“All-Girl” deejay staff at Brampton’s CHIC. The station’s new staff was the

subject of a lengthy film clip and description on the cross-Canada TV news
on CBC, (7/8). The station is claiming a broadcasting first for their new staff,

all girls, on the air around the clock at the Toronto-area station. The uproar
on the Beatles and their comments went unnoticed to a great extent by the
more sophisticated Canadian broadcasters in major markets across the coun-
try. Some operators, mostly in smaller centers, jumped on the “ban the Beatles
bandwagon”, and were able to garner a bit of publicity. One wonders, however,
how they’re going to gracefully get back onto the Beatles disks after all of

this blows over. It would seem that any operation cannot claim to play pop
music unless they play some of the Beatles disks. Paul White hasn’t been too
worried about developments, for the one or two stations that dropped the disks,

or claimed to drop them, many more increased their exposure of Beatles rec-

ords, and initiated contests to boot. The single, “Yellow Submarine,” has had
one of the fastest starts of any recent Beatles single. “Revolver,” the LP, is

expected to be another big winner, and the Canadian date on the tour appears
to be a certain sell-out. Gilles Aubin is excited about London’s acquisition of a
couple of strong Stateside singles, “Open The Door To Your Heart” by Darrell
Banks on Revilot, and “(We’ll Be) United” by the Intruders on Gamble. They
both showed very well to date on the U.S. pre-chart scene, with the former
already a strong chart item on the C.B. “Top 100”. Another new line to be
distributed in Canada by London is the new Viva label. “Who Do You Think
You Are” by the Shindogs is one of the very commercial, initial outings for
Gilles and the London folks from the new affiliation. The good group from
Saskatchewan, the Checkerlads, currently represented with a strong Gaiety-
entry, through RCA Victor in Canada, are reportedly set for American release
through Kama Sutra. The American record label is, according to reports from
the group, going to work on the “Shake Yourself Down” side by the new
group. Peggy Keenan sends word that the two hottest outings currently at
Vancouver’s CKLG are “You Can’t Hurry Love” by the Supremes and “There’ll
Never Be Another You” by- Chris Montez. The Beach Boys will be appearing
in Canada on at least two occasions shortly. They’ll follow a Duluth, Minn,
one niter at Canada’s Lakehead on August 14th. They’ll appear under the
auspices of CKPR Radio at the Lakehead. Their Winnipeg date has yet to be
firmed up, but one was originally scheduled. They’ll be in a big show (8/18)
in Vancouver’s Queen Elizabeth Theatre for the CKLG Top Cats. They’ll share
the Vancouver bill with Chad & Jeremy and the Sun Rays. Red Robinson at
Vancouver’s C-FUN renorts concentrated action on a new disk outing bv the
Tom Northcott Trio. “Eternal Triangle” is the action side of the new North-
cott record, on the west coast. Well known record man, Joey Fre-hette takes
over Sales Promotion activities at Columbia’s Montreal Branch. J '/ey started
in the biz some years ago as a member of the Beau Marks. He has since been
involved in various phases of the record business.
Much of the broadcasting industry is tal’-'ing about the sudden resignation

from CHUM, Toronto by Allan Slaight. At the time of his departure he was
a vice president in charge of programming for the Toronto pop-m'^si" outlet.
He is reportedly going into business with Terry Bate in an entirely new ven-
ture, closely related to the broadcasting-advertising field in Great Britain.
No word has been released yet as to a successor for Slaight at CHUM. He was
generally acknowledged as the driving force behind the success of CHUM.
The station is looked upon in many circles as the leading pop music outlet in
all of Canada, and is held in very high esteem in U.S. circles as well. Slaight’s
parting with CHUM came as a complete surprise for most of the Toronto
tradesters, and reportedly for the station’s executives as well. He is expected
to be leaving for England, bag, baggage and family by August 22nd. He will
be sorely missed by many record people and similarly inclined broadcasters
throughout Canada. It might just mark the beginning of a flow of talented
Canadians to England. It appears Great Britain is about to undergo a major
upheaval in the communications area, and the next few years will see monu-
mental changes in their current way of doing things. Changes will occur that
Canadians will be in a very good position to take part in, representing the
North American way in a manner that Britons will find much easier to accept.
RCA Victor is well underway with one of the biggest promotions they have

ever entered into in Canada. Subject of the promo campaign is gal, folksinger.
Mart Shannon. The campaign is spearheaded by a new single, “Is He Gonna
Love Me” and a new LP entitled, “You Were On My Mind.” Product is some
of the most commercial heard in these parts in some long time, very much in
the Gale Garnett bag. The sessions were done in Nashville and really has it

in the grooves. Title song from the LP is another winner. She’s a big gal with
a big voice, and it would appear, a very big future. Dune Anderson, Victor’s
man in Winnipeg, is setting up the Marti Shannon as a pick hit for most for-
mat stations in his area, and he’s getting takers. Liam Mullan indicates a very
high acceptance for the new Errol Garner single on MGM at all Montreal
broadcast outlets. “Affinidad,” has been given high praise by CFCF music
director. Bob Johnson, while June Warren at CKVL has been instrumental in
the single getting an instant pick at that station. Andrews Sisters set for the
Queen Elizabeth in Montreal from Aug. 8th, through 16th. Liberace will ap-
pear on two evenings at the Central Canada Exhibition in Ottawa, Aug:. 19th
and 20th. Busy times for Dot man Mullan as a result of these P A.’s. Newest
man at Quality in Montreal is Colin Cross, who comes to the branch after a
lengthy stay in record retail with “Steve’s Place” chain in the Montreal area.

Now It's The 'Samba-Jovem' In Brazil
SAG PAULO—Backed by Edigoes Mu-
sicals RCA and Edigoes Musicals Vic-
tor, affiliated pubberies of the Bra-
zilian RCA Victor, headed by general
manager Bruno Quaino and A&R man
Jose Guimaraes, a group of young
composers got together and decided
to give form to, and organize the new
“sound” that was appearing among
the young generation, who although
firm followers of the original Brazilian
rhythms, were feeling that it was
time that the teen-agers had another
expression of the new sounds of in-
ternational note, so much in agree-
ment with the liveliness of the young
set. Carlos Imperial, composer and
popular deejay from Rio de Janeiro,
one of the persons (together ^^ith
Bob Corte-Real) for the beginning
of the fabulous career of the Bra-
zilian teen idol, Roberto Carlos, re-
united what was best of the young
samba, and started the “action”

—

Chico Feitosa, singer-composer, Mario
Castro Neves, composer, pianist and
arranger and, last but not least,

Wilson Simonal, also composer, com-
posed the group that the RCA pub-

bery chose to promote the new move-
ment. They became exclusive pacted

material of the pubbery and the whole
thing had started: they named it

“Samba-Jovem”, which means exactly

young samba, based in the expression

“jovem-guarda” which stands for

“teen-music”, and that is why we
decided to call it “Teen-Samba”;
besides, there is also a new “samba”
movement, separated from the new
Bossa-Nova, also called MPM (Musica

Popular Moderna), which is also being

promoted by the RCA pubbery, rep-

resented by composers Rossini Pinto,

Walter Santos and Tereza Souza and

finally Nonato Buzar. In many “disco-
theque” night-clubs, youngsters jump-
ed to the dancing-floor whenever a
“teen-samba” was being played, seem-
ingly very often preferring it to im-
ported yeah yeah yeah numbers, by
the Beatles, Rolling Stones or Dave
Clark Five. RCA Victor is soon
releasing an album which will be a
sort of a school disk, the one which
will show what the new “Samba
jovem” is—this will be the first of
a series. The new rhythm has such a
strong personality that it is felt that
it will no doubt become a good
export material, be it in the original
instrumental arrangements (which
will bring a new angle to the usual
beat music from British and Amer-
ican origin), or in English version of
the Brazilian words, easy and infec-

tious. A good example of this is a

number by Carlos Imperial, created

by Wilson Simonal, and which is

rapidly becoming an all-around favor-

ite, with lots of airplay and already

appearing in the local charts—it is

called “Mamae Passou Agucar Ni
Mim” (of the Edigoes Samba, Rio

de Janeiro, pubbery), which transla-

tion is “Mammy Poured Sugar On
Me”, being presently whistled all over

Brazil.

There is also a parallel movement
to this, to which Carlos Imperial is

not an outsider—it is the so-called

“Protest-Samba”, being currently cut

for RCA Victor by that composer in

partnership with Nonato Buzar, and
is rapidly taking its own form, in-

dependent from foreign influences and
apparently very much to the taste of

the Brazilian public. This will make
it another winner.

MILVA TO DISCHI RICORDI: Milva, the Italian singing star, signs a contract

that brings her to the Dischi Ricordi label, as Dr. Guido Rignano, general

manager of the label, looks on. Milva previously recorded for Fonit-Cetra, on
which she reached international fame. Her exclusive pacting is Dischi Ricordi’s

third major signing in the last few months. The others are Equipe 84 and
Ricky Gianco. Also, Bobby Solo and Wilma Goich, recently renewed their

contracts with the label. This line-up of talent figures to make Dischi Ricordi

an even stronger factor on the Italian, as well as international, record scene.

English Disk Sales Continue On Upswing
LONDON—Record sales for 1966
continue to show an increase over last
year and manufacturers’ sales for
May valued at £1,690,000 were 5 per
cent higher than May 1965 with in-
creases in both home and export
figures.

Home sales rose by 3 per cent and
export sales representing 16 per cent
of the total were up by 20 per cent.
Production-wise, the most interesting
point about the May figures is that
for the first time since November 1965
output of 45 r.p.m. records was higher
than a year earlier.

Altogether 6,389,000 disks were
pressed in May (5 per cent more than
in the same month last year). 45
r.p.m. disks accounted for 3,886,000
of them. LP production continued to

rise with an 8 per cent increase over
the same month last year. The in-

crease in single sales marks the begin-
ning of the summer season which,
boosted by the tourist trade, invari-
ably gives a shot in the arm to record
sales at this speed. Dealers confidently
expect the trend to carry on through
the summer and also report that sales

have been unaffected by the Govern-
ment’s emergency 10 per cent increase
on existing purchase tax to 27% per
cent, the full amount of which has
been passed on to the consumer who
now pays 7/4%d (old price 7/3d)
for a single; ll/7d (ll/5d) for an
EP and £1. 12. 5y2d (£1. 12. Od) for
an album. Budget lines remain un-
affected the increase being absorbed
by the manufacturer and dealer.

Philips is extremely happy about the fact, Jean Vallee won the Price prize
of the Press during the European Songcup Contest in Knocke-le-Zoute, on the
Belgian coast, and he won the “Festival de la Chason Francaise” (Festival of
the French Songs) in Spa, Belgian Ardennes. The firm released an extended
play. There is a wonderful side: “Le Grande Manitou.” This gentleman can
become very popular in Belgium and in France.

Les Editions Internationales Basart NV, one of the biggest and most
important publishing firms from Holland, is now established in Belgium. The
manager here is Alain Lelievre, once director of sales in the record company
Show Records in Aarschot. The Belgian address is: Basart, Boulevard Maurice
Lemonnier, 20, Brussels. We always have known Lelievre as a kind and very
active person. Hoping he will have a lot of success. He already started with
three hits of the Baden-Baden Songfestival (Germany): “Beisz Nicht Gleich In
Jeden Apfel,” by Wencke Myhre, the winning song; “Nur Wenn Du Bei Mir
Bist,” by Elise Gabbai and “Irgendjemand Liebt Auch Dich,” by Roy Black.
These are three tunes, which can be extremely popular in Belgium, because
it’s typical material, typically for Belgian people (Flemish part of the
country).

Antonino Adamo, father of the European artist Salvatore Adamo, died last
Sunday, while swimming in the sea on the coast of Sicily. Adamo interrupted
his tour in France, to join his family at Regusa, Sicily. His father, who helped
him a lot in the start of his career, was 47.

“I Couldn’t Live Without Your Love” by Petula Clark, is on its way to the
charts too. The new one by Flemish pop-star Vick Valence: “Waarom Ben
Je Alleen” en “Brief Aan Maria,” can reach the charts too.

Chappell Music informed Cash Box, about the fact that Jean Vallee won
both prices, mentioned in the beginning of the new column. In Belgium,
Primavera has the rights on his songs but in France, so we were told by
Chappell, the rights are in the hands of Chappell. For Belgium and France,
Jean Miguel, a Swiss star (First Price (prize) of the Public during the “Festi-
val de la Chanson Francaise” in Spa) is in Belgium and in France, a Chappell-
recording artist.

Producer L. J. Van Rymenant informed us, he made summer hits—sales with
“Huma La La La La” by The Pebbles and “Batman Theme,” by The Jokers.
These groups are playing the “Continental” in Blankenberge, on the Belgian
coast, together with a third Intervox-artist, Mel Turner. Mel will have another
hit with two novelty-songs: “Where Is She” and “The Whip,” on the Arcade-
label owned by Intervox. Same label released two well known records: “Why
Don’t You Take It” by The Motions and one by The Baroques.

We mention in the first place “Ton Nom” by Adamo, who lost his father in
Sicily, a few days ago. “Paperback Writer” is still on the charts and most
appreciated by the Belgian teens. The new album by Richard Anthony, will
surely be on the top of the firms sales in LP’s. Speaking about this (Iramo-
phone-artist: Richard Anthony had a big, big success on the stage of the
Casino in Ostend, Belgian seaside. The week before we saw the same big
applause in Spa, during the “Festival de la Chanson Frangaise.” He is now a
big artist on stage. Really, we don’t see much of artists like this French
top star on the Belgian stages.

All Italian diskeries and pubberies have closed their offices for the summer
holidays, before starting the full activity of the autumn/winter production. Of
course quite all the record and publishing firms have already prepared their
schedule for the next season, which will start with the International Contest
“Festival Delle Rose” held in Rome in the beginning of October at the Hotel
Hilton. Scheduled for January 26th, 27th and 28th is the 17th edition of the
San Remo Festival. Also in this case many firms have already prepared the
material to present to the organizers at San Remo for the selection of the 26
songs to be performed on the stage.

In the 1967 edition of the contest 13 songs will be presented on the first night
and 13 on the second. The jury will choose 7 songs each night to enter the
finals. This year the journalists jury will not be formed. The 13 songs will be
performed twice: by an Italian ad by a foreign artist.

Back to the Festival Delle Rose, we have not yet received the complete list

of all artists who will take part in the contest: We only had the occasion of
speaking with Mrs. Mintangian of Durium, who announced the participation in
the Festival of their top artist Little Tony, together with Beppe Cardile, Tony
CucchiarVNelly Fieramonti (a duo recently pacted by Durium), I Marcellos
Ferial, and Isabella lannetti.
At the same time Mrs. Mintangian has also confirmed the participation of

Little Tony to the “Cantaeuropa” (the singing tour of Europe organized by
Ezio Radaelli). Also Mario Zelinotti, who came in second in the “B” team of
the “Cantagiro” will participate in the tour.
Durium’s Little Tony is enjoying at this moment a very great popularity

due to the success of his recording of “Ridera” (Italian version of the French
song “Fais La Rire”.)
A special promotion has been prepared by Pye for the English version of the

same tune interpreted by Little Tony. The same disk has been released by CBS
in the States. Sales of “Ridera” by Little Tony are steadily growing and the
disk is reported at the top among the best sellers of this summer. On the
Tirrenean and Adriatic coasts, as well as in all the holiday centers juke boxes
are almost incessantly repeating the melody of this number as performed by
Little Tony, who is therefore to be cdhsidefed^ as on'g'of-the -top protagonists of-

this summer season in Italy.

Speaking about protagonists of this “hot” season in our country, we have
to mention Caterina Caselli of CGD. Both titles of her second disk, have ob-
tained an enthusiastic welcome by the teenagers. The titles are “Perdono” and
“Un Uomo D’Oro.” This disk was released by CGD after the San Remo smash
“Nessuno Mi Puo’ Guidicare” which had to be considered as the moral winner
of the 1966 contest.
But more than “Un Uomo D’Oro” is “Perdono” the title that has conquered

the fans of Caterina, and has to be reported as one of the top best selling

disks of the summer.
So while Little Tony of Durium, is to be considered as the revelation among

the top male vocalists of the 1966 summer, and Caterina Caselli, is regarded as

the female vocalist of this season, I Giganti of RI.FI must be considered as
the top revelation of the season among the Italian groups: They have reached
(in a few weeks) the top place in the best selling lists with their recording of

“Tema”.
But looking into our charts there are other names that we have to stress

out: first of all the top RCA young artist Gianni Morandi, who for two con-

secutive years has always appeared on the top selling lists. Sales of his latest

best selling disc “La Fisarmonica” which was at the top for many weeks, are

just now slowly decreasing, and there is another disk climbing the charts

“Notte Di Ferragosto” the title which Gianni presented and with which he
won the 1966 edition of “Cantagiro”. Together with Gianni, among the usual
protagonists of our musical scene, we have to mention the name of another

RCA artist, Rita Pavone, who is still listed in the charts thanks to her success

“Qui Ritornera.” Then there is the name of Mina (RI.FI) whose recent success

is titled “Se Telefonando,” followed by the pop trio of I Marcellos Ferial (Du-
ium) with their performance of the transcription of the traditional tune “John
Brown.”
But there is also another new name appearing on the list of the top protago-

nists of this summer season in Italy: we refer to the CGD singer Tony Del
Monaco, whose recent entry in the best selling charts was “Vita Mia,” and
now he has another of his discs listed among the top best sellers: title is “Se
La Vita E’ Cosi” the tune Tony Del Monaco presented to the Cantagiro.
And now we wish to mention the news of this week: first of all RCA Italiana

has informed Cash Box of the release of a new single by Paul Anka. The pop
American singer was a guest of Italy for two weeks, to record a new LP. In

the meantime the single issued includes “Deve Essere La Nostra Estate,” a
tune sung in Italian that Paul Anka has performed for the Italian TV audience,

during the TV show “La Trottola,” one of the summer’s most popular TV’ers.

RCA Italiana has also announced the release of the new success by the top

French artist Charles Aznavour. He has just recorded the Italian version of

“La Boheme” a tune penned by himself.

Iris Moxley from RCA advises
Cash Box that this is the first time that the entire set of Schubert Symphonies
has been recorded -specially~for^ one^imiform- edition, all -performed ,by, the
^ame -orchestra -under 4^e same conductor, in-this-instance it -is -Denis Vaughan.
RCA has released the set as a Limited Edition, shrink wrapped.

Latest local productions from W & G bring the Strangers with “Put Your-
self In My Place” and “Fever”; an album by the Strangers is also expected
from W & G soon. Betty McQuade’s first release for the label is “Beauty Is
Just Skin Deep” c/w “Dum Dum,” the backing for her includes a strong front
line of brass. W & G sales chief Marty Angus, reports great action on the
label’s album catalogue right along the Eastern coast of Australia following
a sales trek ranging from Hobart in the South, to Brisbane, 2,000 miles to the
North. Angus called on W & G reps in all States and advised them of forth-
coming plans for the Company.

Positive acting mechanical selector
levers put an end to selector coil

problems and sticking levers. This
all-electric mechanical selector mech-
anism works with the Rock-Ola
Revolving Record Magazine to offer

ponents of both compact phonograph
models. He explained that the very
same “proven Rock-Ola profit fea-
tures” are again standard on the 160
and 100 selection phonographs.

At this writing, the city council has recom-
mended an additional 2^ cigarette tax in Los Angeles—obviously neglecting
the fact that in other areas (New York for example, the tax revenue on *

cigarettes has depreciated by more than a million since the increase) this tax
has not solved the need for additional city revenue. We asked Dean McMurdie ^
of Circle International, what he thought about the possibility of boot-legging
taking place. He said, “I don’t think that at this time there will be a serious
problem—there is one thing for sure though, each state or city that passes
these increases, will only be encouraging boot-legging.” Marvin Miller at Coin
Machine Service tells us that, “We are preparing to convert our machines to
the 40^ price, in the very near future.”

CHICAGO—Prior to 1964 A. A. Stei-
ger, board chairman of Tel-A-Sign,
a major producer of point-of-purchase
advertising signs, was a relatively
unknown quantity in the coin machine
markets. He seemed content with his
business activities and accomplish-
ments. But as the nominal head of
Tel-A-Sign he began a search several
years ago for an auxiliary product,
and soon acquired the American con-

tinental manufacturing and distribu-

tion rights to Scopitone—a coin-op-

erated audio-visual machine from
Cameca of France. The machine it-

self has been on the market since
1963 with some success in Europe.
At the time Tel-A-Sign assumed

the manufacturing and franchising
rights Scopitone was launched in this
country with a publicity campaign,
ultimately opening a lot of good loca-
tions which were previously thought
impossible to reach. Presently Steiger
has opened company owned opera-
tions in such key market regions as
Chicago (the home base). New York,
Los Angeles, Baltimore and Roches-
ter—^with more to come.

Five regional sales managers (with
a force of field service specialists)
and other personnel of all categories
service more than 75 distributors for
Scopitone. Steiger places heavy em-
phasis on the “growing need for
strong bases for distribution, capable
of providing the best service in every
section of the country.”
Whenever Steiger discusses Scopi-

tone he seemingly forgets all else
but new film tracks, the signing of
new artists—any fragment or morsel
of information that concerns Scopi-
tone and the people who are involved
with it.

Commenting on the success of Scop-
itone Steiger said: “We have never
for one moment taken this much-ap-
preciated accomplishment for granted.
A lot of effort on the part of many
people produced these far-reaching
results. I might add that we are con-
stantly striving to further increase
this success, although Scopitone to-

day enjoys a very high quality con-
trol rating in all markets.
“At the time we took on the manu-

facture and distribution rights for
this country we decided that the only
route to success was to strive for
nothing less that the peak of perfec-
tion. I have made it my own personal
responsibility to assure our customers
of this superior service.”
Two factors which Steiger feels

will keep Scopitone permanently on
top of the coin-operated audio-visual
heap are excellence in film making
and a year-round factory training
school program.
Top people in the film making arena

are Steiger, Irving Briskin, executive
producer of Harman-ee Film Produc-
tions (a former vice president of Co-
lumbia Pictures), and Paul Hunter,
who edits the film in the Chicago fac-
tory. The varied activities of the
Scopitone Film Distribution Center
are more complex than the shipping-

departments of the major motion pic-
ture distribution offices. A constant
check on inventory is maintained,
which involves some 300 titles. Thou-
sands of prints are shipped daily to
distributors in the United States and
the world.

Steiger said that thousands of
prints are received from the Techni-
color Laboratories which must be
spot-checked, classified and tested be-
fore shipment. Production is main-
tained at the rate of a minimum of
one new title each week from the
company’s production studios in

Hollywood, California (Harman-ee)
to be added to the growing library.

Complete records are kept on all

existing distributors and new ones
are added as they are processed daily.

There is a wide selection of film
productions for Scopitone’s distrib-

utors, custom categorized, Steiger
said, to fit the various geographic
locations throughout the interna-
tional markets.

All films are shot in 35 mm color

for full clarity before being reduced
to 16 mm. The films are processed and
printed by Technicolor labs for top
quality and high fidelity sound repro-
duction. Full color streamers, table
tents and other promotional materials
are sent regularly to the various dis-

tributors to promote Scopitone pro-
ductions in locations.

The Scopitone factory training-

school program is under the personal
guidance of Fred Leuthesser, vice

president, and Scopitone plant man-

ager.
He explained that he considers the

factory training of the distributors’
field service personnel “extremely im-
portant,” because the factory is fully
equipped with complete facilities and
equipment. The entire plant engineer-
ing and sales engineering staffs are
available at all times to the service
training students and customer com-
pany principals who attend.
On the first and third weeks of

every month the factory conducts a
week long school training program
for distributor field service personnel.
The main purpose, according to Leu-
thesser, is to increase the Scopitone
serviceman’s qualifications to main-
tain, service and repair the machines
in locations.

“We have had gratifying results
from our factory technical training
school program,” Leuthesser said.

“After a qualified applicant completes
our training school he can handle the
servicing of the distributor’s Scopi-
tones.”

Steiger off-handedly dropped a hint
that he will unveil a surprise at the
company’s exhibit at the MOA Con-
vention and Trade Show, saying that
all those attending will be given the
important facts about its availability.

Meanwhile Steiger has been adding
to the roster of personnel in produc-
tion and sales. “Distributors,” he
said, “are fairly clamoring to get the
facts on Scopitone for sale in their
markets. This is the best indicator we
have.”

Cease Made Chairman;
New Interstate Duties

Tests for Servicemen
Seen to Up Quality

CHICAGO — Modern testing proce-

dures can greatly reduce the chance of

errors in the hiring of vending route

servicemen, a survey of 170 members
of the National Automatic Merchan-
dising Association (NAMA) has
shown.
Data from the 170 vending opera-

tors who use the association’s test

system in the hiring of routemen in-

dicate that 85 out of every 100 men
employed on the basis of the tests will

make good.
The NAMA testing system has been

further refined recently as a result of

the survey, according to A1 Rodstein,
chairman of the NAMA Personnel
Employment and Training Committee.

‘This 5-year-old member service

has proven a great help and money
saver to the companies which use it,”

Rodstein reported. “Although we had
hopefully predicted a 70 per cent ef-

fectiveness for the tests, they actually
proved effective in 85 per cent of the
cases.”
While 85 per cent of those hired

through the tests will make good, 60
per cent of the routemen employed
will remain on the job for a long pe-
riod, Rodstein explained. The 25 per
cent who are capable to do the work
leave for better jobs or for other rea-
sons. Only 15 per cent of those hired
on the basis of the tests were fired by
the employer.
The NAMA tests have been pre-

pared by a testing and psychological
consulting service, based on actual
performance of routemen who work
for NAMA opex'ating firm members.
Revisions and refinements have been
added several times since the test
project was first undertaken.
The system includes a personal his-

tory fox’m and various standard tests
which measure mechanical aptitude,

the applicant’s reliability and per-

sonal traits. They are designed to be

scored and evaluated on the spot.

Costs involve only the purchase of

the actual test material and of a basic

testing kit which ranges from $12 to

$36 in price, based on the size of the

vending company.
The service is available only to

members of NAMA, Rodstein said.

“There has been a steady increase

in the number of members using this

NAMA service and we hope that the

new revisions will convince others

that modern testing techniques can

raise efficiency and profits for every
vending operator,” he said.
