Sinatra: LP Midas Touch
NEW YORK—The million-selling

single still eludes Frank Sinatra, but
in the LP area it’s an entirely different
storv. The star’s recent number 1
single, “Strangers in the Night,” has
not qualified as a million-seller. ac-
cording to the Record Industrv Asso-
ciation of America (RIAA). Reprise
has not requested an audit. The asso-
ciation has. however, just certified
the LP follow-up, pamed after the
hit, as a eold record. meaning sales
of $1 million at the retail level.
This is Sinatra’s 10th gold LP, his
fourth for Reprise. Many tradesters
believe that Sinatra’s “Young at
Heart” for Capitol back in 1954 was
a gold record, but the RIAA, which
started auditing gold disks in 1958,
has1 never been requested to audit its
sales.

NEW YORK-—ASCAP has proposed
a series of significant changes in its
distribution of performance fees to
new writer members. The society
believes that the proposals will put
more money in the pockets of new
writers and speed the process of pay-
ment to them. As part of the new
procedure, ASCAP will now make
advances to writers based on evidence
of current activity, such as listings
of songs in trade paper best-selling
charts.

This new stance at ASCAP is par-
tially designed to recruit more new
writers. The society’s chief competi-
tor, Broadcast Musie, Inec. (BMI),
has a common rate structure for all
of its participants, whether estab-
lished writers or new. An exception
at BMI are writers with a long track
record of success and predictable
earning power, who may be offered
guarantees by the clearing-house.

Stanley Adams, president of the

society, whose membership includes
some 8,500 composers and 2,800 pub-
lishers of popular and serious works,
said that “ASCAP is doing something
concrete and realistic—in dollars and
cents termis—about giving financial
encouragement to new writers in the
early, uncertain years of their careers
and, at the same time, providing
them with a measure of financial
stability and security as they progress
in the profession.”

Current Performance System

In explaining the changes, Adams
said:

“Under ASCAP’s present payment
system, members have a choice of
being paid for their performances all
in one year or averaging their per-

| formances over a period of years for

payment purposes. Most young writ-
ers who are planning to become pro-
fessionals want the security in
royalty payment which is offered by
the system which averages their per-
formances over a period of years.
However, in their early years, young
writers are usually in a precarious
situation financially and need their
royalties as quickly as they can get
them. The new ASCAP plan will
enable a young writer to start out on
the current performance system of

payment and, if he changes to the
long term system of payment after
three or four years, to have those
years counted again in his average.
We believe this will be particularly
attractive to a new writer. It gives
him his money quickly, and at the
same time it allows him to build
toward a more secure future as a
professional song writer.”

A second benefit new writers re-
ceive from the ASCAP proposals is
that their credits for performances
appearing in the ASCAP survey will
be multiplied so that they will never
be paid on less than the equivalent of
a full year of performances. This
puts the new writer on the same track
as all other members who are paid
on current performances during the
preceding survey year.

Then, after a slight delay which was
filled by patter from a score of local
deejays, two words came over the p.a.

The greatest
fear was to be found on the faces of
the squads of police who knew what
could happen if 40,000 or so people
rushed a stage located directly in the
center of the crowd.

However, the fans who did make an
attempt to get to the Beatles, though
cheered on by the others, were rela-
tively few in number and were easily
handled. The Fab Four seemed terri-
bly unabashed by the whole thing;
could be that they’re getting some-
what used to it if that’s at all possible.

One of the numerous announce-
ments of the evening, one that was
greeted with the enthusiasm that
rivaled only the word of the group’s
presence, was the one that the entire
thing would be repeated same time
next year. Better get your tickets

now.

“With these proposals, ASCAP

hopes to accomplish three objectives:

to new talents who wish to enter the
song writing profession; second, to
keep song writing as a profession
alive and independent; and third, to
build an Ameriean musical repertory

equal to the stature of our nation”,
President Stanley Adams said.

At the same time ASCAP is mak-
ing two other changes in its rules
governing the erediting of perform-
ances. The first will
tional credit for performances as
themes at the opening or closing of a
musical or variety program on televi-
sion, where the performance is
rendered on-camera (either vocally,
instrumentally, or by dancers) and is
the prineipal focus of audience atten-
tion. The second will formalize an
increase in the credit for background
music which was announced by
ASCAP in February, when the credit
for durational background music was
inereased from 20% to 259% of a use
credit for three minutes of musie.

NEW YORK—Paul Vance & Lee
Pockriss have requested and received
an OK to end their association with
Big 3 Music (Robbins-Feist-Miller).
Vance told Cash Box that the finish
to the less-than-year-old association
was made on an amicable basis be-
tween the team and Arnold Maxim,
head of the Big 3.

“It was simply a matter of too
much activity for us to be tied-down,”
Vance said. In this regard, Vance
himself has ventured into a new area,
that of a disk artist. He has recorded
a Vance-Pockriss song, “Dommage,”
for Scepter, and is competing with
such established warblers as Steve
Rossi (ABC) and Jerry Vale (Colum-
bia) on the composition.

“Dommage,” in fact, is the finale
Vance-Pockriss composition to be writ-
ten for the Big 3. In the past year,
they wrote about 40 songs for the
company, including some
themes (e.g. “Stagecoach,” the up-
coming “Three For The Wedding”
and “Once Upon A Time,” classified
as an Italian “Mary Poppins” and
English versions of two foreign songs,
“In My Room” (Spanish) and “Tar &
Cement,” both cut by Verdelle Smith
(Capitol), who is managed by the pair.

Vance & Pockriss will re-organize
their two ASCAP publishing firms,
Vanna & Emily.

A major function of Bailey’s opera-
tion will be the representation of indie
labels and producers in handling their
product through his foreign affiliates.
By working through these firms,
Bailey claims, he will be able to offer
the U.S. company a more attractive
royalty rate and, in effect, give them
their own international department at
no additional cost to them.

Previous to his tenure with Pye in
England, Bailey was international di-
rector for Dot Records for eight years.
The new firm will be headquartered at
1347 Cahuenga Blvd. in Hollywood.

GTA Records, the new debuting firm on the Italian record market, has an-
nounced the conclusion of different agreements for the exploitation of their
catalogue in different countries of the world. As we reported the first GTA
recording which really is enjoying a very good reaction in many markets of

| the world, is the “Lara’s Theme From Doctor Zhivago” was performed by the

trumpetist Al Korvin. This artist comes from Argentina, and his arrangement
and waxing of the “Lara’s Theme” shall really be considered as one of the best
released. Harmonia Mundi, the German record firm, has signed a pact for the
reproduction of this disk in Germany, in Austria (through Amadeo Schallplat-
ten), France, Belgium and Holland (through CNR Records).

The disk will also be released in Argentina by Prodisa of Buenos Aires, in
Brazil, where it has been already issued under the Fermata mark. RCA Victor
has released it in Spain under the same GTA label. Same thing happened
in Japan where the disk has been pressed by Victor Company of Japan under
the GTA label. Always under the GTA label, the disk has been already re-
leased in Greece by Plomaritis, in Turkey by Aluf Medina and in Lebanon by
Societé Libanaise Du Disque.

An exclusive pact for the representation of their catalogue has been signed
by GTA with Victor Company of Japan for Japan, with Producciones Fermata
for South American countries excluding Venezuela, Chile and Peru, with
Ant}slony Plomaritis for Greece, with Aluf Medina for Turkey, and RCA Victor
for Spain.

GTA started issuing a special series devoted to the top exponents of
European jazz of today: the series is called “Free Jazz” and first album is
devoted to the talent of Steve Lacy. The LP will be released in European coun-
tries (exclusive of Italy) by Deutsche Grammophon of Hamburg, under the
Polydor label.

It seems that a new dance is the new craze of the French Riviera: the
dance imported from Cuba is called “La Pachava.” The tune and the original
recording will be released in Italy by Ariston, and it’s sure that it will have
a great reaction here. The “Pachava,” in fact will be introduced to the Italian
public via a new TV series, where the “Pachava” will be used as “leit motif”
of all the shows.

(London) are most attractive. The former one is the actual recording of the
concert held there in 1963. The LP shows the way how the modern folk song
should be in our lives, crities said.

TV and one of the leading lady’s journals in Holland did extensive broad-
casts and illustrated articles on Columbia’s children’s series “Zingen Van Aller-
lei Dingen” (Singing Of All Kinds Of Things). As reported before, the first
3 ep-discs, covering a total of 30 newly composed children’s songs hit the
stands in early August.

Gramophonehouse’s US-labels have several strong pop items selling in this
country’s musical summer-area. Let’s give you a cross-section view: Capitol’s
best bet is the Beach Boys’ “God Only Knows.” Also high on the charts are
the Outsiders with “Respectable.” The label released “Great Love Themes,”
the new 12” LP by the Cannonball Adderley Quintet (with strings); Liberty—
the label’s vice pres. Robert A. Skaff and Rom Kass visited Gramophonehouse
last Friday—does a good job with Cher’s “I Feel Something In The Air,” Gary
Lewis’ “My Heart’s Symphony.” Stateside especially features the McCoys and
their new chartbuster “You Made Me Feel So Good.”

Columbia-labelmanager Cees Pompe reports tremendous sales of Georgie
Fame’s “Get Away,” now high on the charts in England and Holland. Fame—
due to appear at the Grand Gala du Disque—enjoys a fast-growing popularity
in this country and Pompe feels sure that Georgie’s new LP “Fabulous Fame”
(including the “Get Away” track) will be in heavy demand, after its rush-
release next week.

The world-famous Chopin-interpreter, pianist Alexander Brailowsky arrived
in Amsterdam airport Schiphol. Brailowsky was the soloist in the Rachmani-
noff Second Piano Concerto with the Residentie-Orchestra at the Kurhaus in
Scheveningen.

A recent CBS addition to the singles field is a new record by the German
group the Jacob Sisters: “So Ist Ein Boy” ¢/w “Stop, Stop, My Darling.” Over
the last two years the 4 (real) sisters made quite an impact on the Dutch
market and their records continue to sell well.

New CBS additions to the popular field include an album by the Norman Lu-
boff Choir entitled: “Greensleeves” as well as an album by George Jones &
Gene Pitney, entitled: “It’s Country Time Again.”

Recent CBS additions to the classical LP field include an album, entitled
“T%qle Essential Chopin,” a Chopin recital played by the pianist Rucky van
Mill.

One of the most important albums is a record containing Rodrigo’s “Con-
certo De Aranjuez” for guitar and orchestra as well as Castelnuovo-Tedesco’s
“Concerto for Guitar and Orchestra in D Major, Op. 99,” performed by the
famous guitarist John Williams with The Philadelphia Orchestra conducted by
Eugene Ormandy.

Also an LP containing Franck’s “Sonata For Violin And Piano” and De-
bussy’s Sonata in G Minor played by the world-famous violinist Isaac Stern
and vianist Alexander Zakin, Schumann’s “Frauenliebe Und Leben, Op. 42”
and Dichterliebe, Op. 48 performed by Lotte Lehmann, Soprano and Bruno
Walter, piano.

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The sleepy summer months are coming to an end and the fall offer of new |

product is now ready with everyone wondering just how they are going to
promote the tons of new material with the radio stations in Germany no
longer playing the platters. In July alone, 325 new records were released in-
cluding 166 new singles and 185 LP’s with the rest being EP’s. Of course, a
long term solution is being looked into by the radio stations and the GVL in
order to find a way to open the airways for records and we have discussed
this problem in two previous articles, so let’s take this opportunity to do a
short study of the past 6 months. “Music”, the paper which provides one of
our two hit parade listings came up with the following results. 600 songs
made the top 50 in the first six months of this year. The distributors divided
the 600 songs in the following manner:

Rudy Schroeder of Will Meisel Music reports that “Puppets’”, the new dance
being pushed by the publishing house is swinging like mad through Germany.
Aside from several new TV and radio slots, a dance course for “Puppets” will
soon be shown on German TV which should further increase the popularity of
the new dance.

Hans Gerig reports that “Strangers In The Night” is fast becoming the
number one song in Germany with both the Frank Sinatra and the Peter Beil
versions selling very well,

Polydor has printed a four color catalogue of just the LP and singles re-
leases of Bert Kaempfert. The catalogue is in English for international release
and should result in terrific sales of the complete Kaempfert catalogue.

Polydor also will have plenty to do with visitors in Germany. The Lovin’
Spoonful are due here in September, the Swedish top stars the Hep Stars just
left here from a four day slot at Hamburg’s Star Club and several other art-
ists are due here in the next weeks.

Hans Blume of Hansa Records has a hot group on his hands with the Troggs
who are not only tearing up the U.S. and English hit parades but also the
German charts. The English group, which is released here through Hansa,
has hold over 100,000 copies of “Wild Thing” and the second deck “With A
Girl Like You” is off and running. The group was here in August for TV
appearances and the newspaper reporters gathered around like hungry hawks
to grab off exclusive press stories. Chances are also good that the group will
do a German tour in the near future and the first LP by the swinging 4 will
be on the market soon. They are also carefully considering a film shot here
which has been offered to them. The Troggs look like good news on the Ger-
man record market at present.

The traditional summer tours are suffering an important crisis. Why French
people who are on their vacations don’t go to hear and see their favorite
singer? This is true for at least four reasons: (1) two years after the “Plan
de stabilisation” decided by the government to maintain the Frane at a fixed
value, French people generally don’t have too much money and they find seats
far too expensive. 2) Television is good to launch a new record, so artists are
featured each year in several programs. When they come for a gala in a city,
people don’t want to pay to see an artist they just saw on TV. 3) Galas organ-
izers say artists are too expensive: normal price in a small auditorium for
a great name is between 10,000 and 15,000 franes (2,000 and 3,000 dollars).
This is really too expensive for a lot of small towns. 4) We have also to men-
tion the cold and rainy weather of this summer in France. Many shows are
presented outdoors and it’s not fun to go hear a singer in the rain.

Anyway, this general crisis permits us to realize the fantastic start in
France of young Mireille Mathieu. Completely unknown eight months ago,
Mireille always sings in front of a full auditorium. Vogue artist Antoine, who
appeared at the same time, has not had the same success. A lot of people
think his artistic career is at its end and his label has now launched another
singer in the same style, Jacques Dutronc.

Pathé Marconi takes advantage of the summer peace to launch a number
of LP’s at the price of 19,95F. Let us remember that six months ago Philips
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When they went to England a couple of weeks back the Easybeats left behind
them an E.P. set on the Parlophone label entitled “Easyfever’); it was a sort of
farewell release from the group who had risen to great heights right across the
nation. The E.P,, is now selling better than many singles and is a rapid chart
riser on many leading radio station charts. All of their thousands of fans are
eagerly' awaiting the local release of the first tracks the Easybeats have re-
coxj‘{ied in Ehnglland.

mong the latest from W & G are local boy Colin Cook with a revival of the
o‘ld Pel:ry Como hit “Wanted”; Canadian girl Myrna Lorrie is heard with “Just
Count The lears” and “Your Special Day”; Gloria Lynne is backed by the big
band of Ernie Wilkins in a new album release entitled “Go! Go! Go!,” which is
leased from Everest. And from Rodeo records in Canada, W & G has issued
the package “Keyboard Kapers” by Waldo Munroe, this one is in the budget
priced series.

APRA (Australasian Performing Right Association) has published a list
of compositions by Australian and New Zealand composers. This is one of the
first such lists to be made available and full marks go to APRA for their
action on behalf of the local writers. It is planned that supplementary lists
will be issued from time to time in order to keep the system up to date. Copies
are available from APRA, 208 Clarence Street, Sydney, Australia.

. Juvenile recording artist Lori has a new single on RCA with revivals of

Pink Shoe Laces” and “Side By Side”; she is backed by an Orchestra directed
by television musician/arranger Thomas I'ycho. Lori will spend a great deal
of the Septembey school holidays on promotion of the disc.

_ “They’re Coming To Take Me Away” by Napoleon XIV, released by Austra-
lian Record Company on the Warner Bros. label, is off to a flying start in
this country. Several stations, including some of the top raters, are refusing
to program the record at all, whilst others are playing the disc with diserimi-
nation. Sales are very strong on the deck and it is grabbing substantial ratings
on the charts of Top 40 stations.

_Local boy Sandy Scott makes his debut on the ATA label (pressed and
distributed by Festival) with the Harold Spina/Don Robertson American
composition “Wallpaper Roses”.

The Federal Treasurer, McMahon, introduced the new Commonwealth Budget
to the nation earlier this week. Many leading economists predicted that there
would be a reduction in Income Tax; but this was not the case, there was no
change made at all. There was very little in the budget to encourage a higher
level of consumer spending. But the overall economy of the country is pretty
stable, and future expansion and development in most industrial fields looks
assured over the immediate years ahead. The record industry was naturally
hoping for a reduction in the burden of the 25% Sales Tax which the industry
has carried for years, but again there was no change made.

Normie Rowe leaves Australia within the next few weeks to try his luck in
England. He will record in England for Polydor under the terms of an agree-
ment that was prepared recently with Sunshine Records of Australia, who
hold Normie under exclusive contract. Normie has reached the very top of
the pop business in Australia; a business that will be closely watching his
progress in England. 1 .

We understand that Actor’s Equity and the Musicians’ Union are taking
a close look at the many television shows throughout Apstralla which incorpo-
rate miming of records into their program format. This follows closely on a
decision in England to outlaw the practise of miming over there.

A Happy Beginning

Last February this magazine visited a classroom on
New York City’s Rivington Street, at the Adult Training
Center of the Manpower Development Training Program.
In the classroom were fifteen students, four coin phono-
graphs donated by the manufacturers, and a party of in-
terested onlookers—some of the most prominent opera-
tors and distributors of Greater New York.

This school is for phonograph servicemen. Carefully
selected from hundreds of applications, the fifteen men
at work on schematics, parts and equipment were train-
ing to make a new life for themselves and fill a need for
the coin machine industry—the need for skilled service-
men.

The school, important for its purpose, is also impor-
tant for the united action taken by a highly individualistic
industry to work for the common good. More, it is the first
time that the United States Government has even spent
any money on the coin machine trade. The school, its
facilities, its teachers, and the students, are being paid
by the government—paying the teachers to instruct and
the students to learn. The phonograph manufacurers
have donated their time and their machines to give the
students the tools they need.

Now the happy story has a happy beginning. On Sep-
tember 23rd, the students will be graduated, their new
skills sworn to by the MDTP and the Government. These
skills and the men who possess them are now ready, will-
ing and able to go to work for the operator. The happy
story continues on September 26th, when new classes
begin with another fifteen students.

Ben Chicofsky, managing director of the Music Opera-
tors of New York, is now arranging interviews between
the graduates and interested operators. Operators are to
make appointments and the student will come to the op-
erator’s office.

Let it be emphasized that these men are premium
men. They have not been given a helter-skelter course,
they have not been given a screwdriver and a pat on the
back. They have been carefully trained and are worth
their weight in gold—not only because the industry needs
servicemen, but because the industry needs skilled ones.

The request to the MDTP and the government, made
by operators and distributors, has been honored. The stu-
dents have gone through the nine-month course with
energy, excitement and a desire to learn their trade so
well that any operator will be eager and proud to hire
them.

We urge operators who interview these graduates to
greet them wholeheartedly and to treat them with the
personal and financial respect that they deserve. Two
have already found employment and the rest are ready to
earn a good week’s wage for work well done.

The acceptance and the performance of these service-
men are only the beginning of what could be one of the
proudest achievements in the coin machine industry—
the cooperation among the industry itself, the coopera-
tion of the Federal government—and the professional
service of professional servicemen in an industry that
badly needs them. We raise a cheer for the action that
produced them and look forward to many more coming
to find jobs in a receptive industry.
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Seeburg’s Adair Urges
Operators To Go ‘Two For
A Quarter’ In Face Of
Rising Costs And Taxes

CHICAGO—William F. Adair, execu-
tive vice president of the Seeburg
Corp., said last week that “coin phono-
graph operators will have to gradu-
ally increase the price of plays to
two-for-a-quarter in order to keep
their present businesses profitable.”

Adair noted that operators as a
group have always been reluctant to
increase the cost of the entertainment
they provide, but that the rising costs
of doing business make an increase
vital and necessary.

“If an operator can find a capable
serviceman today, he has to pay him
two or three times the salary paid
just a few short years ago. If an
operator figures up the current cost
of his vehicles, his cost of operation
and maintenance and the cost of his

insurance, the astronomical rise over
the costs of just a year or two ago
are nothing short of amazing. If an
operator locks at the rise in the cost
of living since the last time phono-
graph plays was increased in 1954,
he’ll soon wonder why he didn’t think
of increasing the cost of plays a long
time ago,” Adair noted.

The Seeburg executive said, “No-
body likes to raise the price, nobody
likes to change something that has
been the same for a number of years.
But just as dime play was a necessity,
so is the need for alert operators to
start the move to selling two plays
for a quarter. If they don’t look to
the future and start to protect it now,
there won’t be a future to protect.”

“I’'m not an alarmist,” Adair said.
“However, I have been in and around
this business long enough to recognize
danger flags when I see them flying.
Taxes on all levels are on the increase.
The operator is looked upon as easy
prey by legislators who seek a fast
way to raise revenues. Many oper-
ators pay special taxes today, who
didn’t pay those taxes ten years ago
or even five years ago or even last

year. Who covers all these new and

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extra costs for the operator? Who
can foresee what additional burdens
are heading in the direction of the
operator? Reluctant as he may be to
start an increase in the cost of plays,

the operator is being forced in that
direction and the alert operator will
start the move now,” Adair com-
mented.

In recommending the increase, the
Seeburg vice president noted that it
was the Seeburg firm that had first
advocated dime play. “There were
those who said it couldn’t be done.
There were those who condemned the
thought, but soon came to realize that
there was no other way to go in order

to stay in business. Every operator |

has a number of locations where he
can inaugurate the two-for-a-quarter
play policy. Business-like operators
know that in a short time, the result
will be increased income from play
and overplay,” Adair said.

“Seeburg distributors and Seeburg
regional vice presidents are ready and
willing to work with operators who
want to start now toward the new
pricing program,” according to Adair.
“They have the facts and figures
about the increased costs that are
causing much operator concern. They
can help operators inaugurate the new
pricing program on a solid basis. The
operator who plans ahead now will be
the one that will still be in business
in the years ahead. Not to plan ahead
is to court disaster,” Adair conecluded.

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Gil Kitt: Twenty-five Years As An Empire Builder

As Gil Kitt, president of Chicago’s
Empire Distributing Company, remi-
nisced in his office with the CASH BOX
reporter last week over his more than
31 years in the coin machine industry
he mused about the great myriad of
people he had come in contact with,
and of the accomplishments of his la-
bors. This week genial Gil, whose
youthful, athletic appearance belies his
51 years, celebrates the 25th Anniver-
sary since he founded Empire (formerly
Empire Coin Machine Exchange) back
in September 2, 1941. With Gil during

the interview was Joe Robbins, vice
president.
Kitt, who hails from Baltimore,

Maryland, went to work for Morris Gis-
ser, at Cleveland Coin, in 1941, as a
salesman and road man. The irrepres-
sible Gil convinced Gisser shortly that
they should open a new distributorship
in Chicago as partners, with Kitt run-
ning the firm. Empire Coin was officially
opened for business at 1012 Milwaukee
Avenue, September 2, 1941. Sometime
during the next two years Empire will

move into the firm’s new building at
Sangamon and Adams Streets.

Q. What originally prompted you to
come into the coin machine business

‘as a career, Gil?

A. 1 could be facetious and simply
say “hunger”—but, that isn’t as funny
as it sounds. We were in the throes
of the worst depression in history, and
1 simply sought a way to make a
living. I accidentally blundered into
the coin machine business in Decem-
ber of 1935 as a salesman and road
man and got my first real opportunity
when | went to work for Morris Gis-
ser, at Cleveland Coin, in February,
1941.

Q. What prompted you to move to
Chicago?

A. It seemed to be excellent wholesale
territory, and was a growing market;

so I came to Chicago and opened the |

first Empire company in a small store
at this location in September 2, 1941.
Q. Did you own the company solely?
A. No, Morris Gisser and I were part-
ners at that time. I bought him out in
1947, and was sole owner of what was
then known as Empire Coin Machine
Exchange.

Q. It is our observation that you and
Joe Robbins have built quite an or-
ganization over the years.

A. Yes. I am happy to state that we
now maintain successfully operated
branch distributorships 1in Detroit,
Grand Rapids and Menominee, Michi-

| gan; and a sub-distributorship with

Sam Hastings in Milwaukee, Wiscon-
sin. We have a fine organization with
good people here and in all of the
other locales.

Q. What is the outlook in coinbiz as
vou see it for the future, Gil?

A. I couldn’t possibly be more opti-
mistic on the whole as far as the in-
dustry is concerned. With regard to
Empire Distributing, we are involved
in a far-reaching, major expansion

Q. Since this is Empire’s 25th Anni-

versary would you like to say some-

thing climactic?

A. I would like to credit the people

Empire. Naturally, Joe, our vice pres.,
needs no introduction anywhere in
coinbiz.

The other key people include: Bill
Milner, general manager; Jack Burns,
director of field sales; Robert Vihon,

ing, wing walking and the infancy
of flight, the name of “Red” or
“Pete’” Peteet was very well known.
“Red,” “Pete” and “Walt” are all the
same person. From a letter received
from ‘“Walt” recently: “I did have
quite a collection of photos of early
well known flyers and famous planes.
They are all gone, except one faded,
dog-eared scrapbook containing a few
pictures, clippings and a lot of ma-
larky. I am enclosing it. Maybe this
will give you some idea of the trials,
tribulations, tragedies and down-right
fun of barnstorming and air ecircus
life.

“My whole career in aviation was

centered around exhibition flying, wing: |

walking and parachute jumping—and
other foolhearty antics. When 1
reached the ground after making my
seven hundredth parachute jump I
tore-up my ’chutes. The fun and the
thrills, like the times, had gone with
the wind.”

An era gone not forgotten by any-
one who ever saw a sky-writer or
held their breath while a figure plum-
meted from a low-wing monoplane or
brightly painted bi-plane and the
parachute eventually opened. Neither
will it be forgotten by the members
of the middle-aged set who, as young-
sters sat at a table and patiently cut
struts out of balsa wood, carefully cut
and fitted the tissue paper, lovingly
applied airplane “dope’” to tighten the
paper, wound the propeller attached to
the rubber band and hoped the sturdy
craft would do an Immelmann before
coming to a perfect three-point land-
ing. These same kids avidly read “G-8
And His Battle Aces” and lived for
the day when the air circus would
come to the area—maybe even sit in
the front cockpit of a Stearman or
Waco.

The very early 1930’s was the time.
A young man who rebuilt bicycles and
then motorcycles happened to be near

the airport in Chapel Hill, North
Carolina. He saw his first parachute
jump and was hooked. Not long after,
he took the “long step” himself at
Hybla Valley, Virginia. From then on,
it was on to the county fairs, the
touring. air circus, and as Walt says,
“a part of my life that I thoroughly
enjoyed but don’t care to repeat.” A
North Carolina newspaper clipping,
now yellowed from having been folded
in the scrapbook for a few years reads
as follows:

‘POTOMAC PETE’

“Pete from Bolling Field” landed in
the Potomac River yesterday after-
noon. Another half-mile or so to the
northeast and he would have joined
the Baptismal throng led by the
Elder Lightfoot Micheaux.

PPete, whose last name no one—not
even Bill Payne, who flew him seemed
to know, substituted for Parachute
Jumper Eddie Butler yesterday, down
at Washington Airport.

At 2500 feet over the southwest
corner of the field he bailed out. Be-
fore he was halfway down, it was
obvious that he was headed for the
pellucid Potomae.

Sure enough, he splashed to a land-
ing. But Pete is a prophet of sorts.
Before he went aloft, he had tipped off
Horner’s boat house that he was going
to jump—and speedboats were wait-
ing to gather him in.

Pete, who is a protege of Eddie
Butler, apparently has a tendency to
follow too closely in his teacher’s foot-
steps (or landings). Eddie landed in
the lagoon just a month ago, and last
week made an intentional water jump
down at Chapel Point.

Another clipping, close to the same
date as the one above, lists Walt
Peteet as a protege of Eddie Butler.

One of the pictures shows a good-
natured looking red-headed radio an-
nouncer standing in a crowd of people
at the Hoover Airport near Washing-
ton, D.C. According to the Washing-
ton Herald of June 10, 1934, the local
radio announcer who described the
events of the air circus as put on for
the benefit of the Junior Birdmen of
America was a gentleman named Ar-
thur Godfrey. Peteet was the featured
parachute jumper at this show.

During his stunt career, Peteet
actually fell over 300 miles and held
many records for free fall. In addi-
tion, he did the first known radio
broadcast from a descending para-
chute in the early 1930’s. It was during
this feat that he collected his only
visible scar during a career which in-
cluded 700 jumps. The scar is a small
one on his chin where the microphone
cut him when his ’chute opened. May-
be the weight of the transmitter
strapped to his chest threw him off
balance.
