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Money and its ability to diversify the

activities of record companies talked

at two recent label conventions, the

parent companies of which are about

to enter the corporate structures of

two non-show business giants.

ABC, barring some Congressional

attempts to block the merger, will be-

come part of International Telephone

& Telegraph on Jan. 23, while United

Artists has already signed a “letter of

intent” to join the family of a large

holding corporation, Trans American.

The official merger date is expected to

be sometime in March.

At both conventions, spokesmen for

ABC and UA felt the need to inform

wholesalers present of the exciting

possibilities that exist with an en-

riched flow of capital. In diversifying

themselves, these new parent com-

panies feel that now is the time to take

advantage of the tremendous growth

in leisure time activities. Fortunately,

as was made known at both label con-

fabs, IT&T and Trans American do not

intend to maintain the status-quo, fi-

nancially at least (both ABC and UA’s

management teams will not be af-

fected).

ABC will require and receive more

cash as it is about to embark, under

Sam Clark, on the production of mo-

tion pictures. Cy Segal, a vp of the

American Broadcasting Company, as-

sured ABC label execs that any film

produced by ABC would see its sound-

track LP under the ABC Records logo.

David Picker of United Artists Pictures

offered UA label people the enticing

forecast that the company would be

able to “acquire what it wants” under

the Trans American umbrella, includ-

ing talent acquisition and investments

in Broadway properties.

As for soundtracks, which will play

an all-important part in the product of

ABC and UA, parent company execs

conceded the major exploitation value

of music from films. This was also

stressed at the concurrent MGM sales

meeting, where David McGrath, direc-

tor of exploitation for MGM Pictures,

underscored the values of placing a

strong score on a soundtrack. Under-

standably, all three labels have the

green light to recruit musical talent

that can give films a tremendous pro-

motional hand.

It would seem that anywhere these

labels would like to turn, parent com-

panies, whether internal or those who

come about as a result of mergers, are

going to let them give it a try. The

record industry now has a prosperous

friend on Wall Street.

NEW YORK—Wit rolled off the
tongues of tradesters like Atlantic-
Atco hits, as more than 200 friends
of Jerry Wexler gathered at the St.

Regis Hotel in New York to celebrate
the exec’s 50th birthday last week
( 10 ).

The affair, a surprise party that
really turned out to be one (Wexler
said he had the impression that he
was called to the hotel to help work
out a new catalog deal), was one of
the most impressive salutes ever to

a fellow record man, many present
said after the fete.

Besides the birthday angle, Wexler
was just named Record Man of the
Year in a poll conducted by Bill Gavin.

He and
Jerry, Sanjek recalled, grew up in the
Washington Heights section of Man-
hattan in the 30’s, and was Jerry’s
“first partner.” Both combed New
York for jazz records to sell to Milt
Gabler, now a Decca A&R exec, who
will be feted himself this Friday to
celebrate his 25th year with the label.

Ever the BMI exec, Sanjek said that
should the affair be recorded, there
“would be no rate.”
A number of guest speakers, all of

whom served on the committee that
organized the event, offered tributes
to Wexler. These included Paul Acker-
man of Billboard, once associated with
Wexler when the latter was a re-
porter on the trade paper, Bob Austin
of Record World, and Marty Ostrow,

vp of Cash Box. Ostrow humorously
remembered his first big chore in the

music business, the time, years ago,

when he was called upon to accom-
pany Wexler to New York’s Apollo
Theatre to present a poll award to

the Clovers.

“Of all the ex-trade people who
have left the trades to enter the rec-

ord business, Jerry is our favorite,”

Ostrow said.

Harry Meyerson of Decca touched

lightly, as did Sanjek, on Wexler’s

“physical fitness” (he suffers from a

chronic back ailment).

Neshui Ertegun of Atlantic-Atco

said that Wexler had provided the

label with its secret sound ingredient:

his ability on tambourine, which came
to the fore when Ray Charles asked

him to play the instrument on a ses-

sion. “As far as I’m concerned, Jerry

is a Record Man of the Year every

year,” he concluded. Ahmet Ertegun,

president of Atlantic, termed Wexler
a “daily inspiration” and one who be-

lieves “the right way is the good

way.”

After he was given a silver plate

—

which will be inscribed with the signa-

tures of all who attended the luncheon

—Wexler noted he was, indeed, “stu-
pefied” by the honor he was being paid.

He also apologized to Gabler for

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Joe Harnel: Hit Career
That Almost Never Was
NEW YORK—The nimble keyboard
work that finally brought “Fly Me To
The Moon” (“In Other Words”) into
general acceptance and is now reviv-
ing “Nature Boy” is almost a case of
never-was.

It isn’t widely-known, but pianist
Joe Harnel achieved something of
miracle when he walked into a studio
three years ago and recorded “Fly Me
To The Moon” for Kapp Records. Ten
months before he was involved in
a violent auto accident in Canada,
where he was working on scoring a
film. The artist awoke from a seven
day coma to discover that the fingers
in his right hand had received mul-
tiple fractures. During his 3 month
stay in a Canadian Hospital, surgeons
literally re-shaped his knuckle and
offered a prognosis that would have
re-shaped his career: he could write
music, but he’d never play the piano.
What Harnel had going for him,

however, was the simple fact that he
could not accept it all. A player of
the piano since he was 6, Harnel says
today that the doctor’s “comment was
not logical to me.” For several weeks,
he taught his fingers to make the
simple act of going down. While he
was playing eight months later, his
fingers were “angulated to such a
degree that they often hit the wrong
notes.”

Even at this stage in this re-learn-
ing, he received the moral support
from Dave Kapp, president of Kapp
Records, for which Harnel had cut a
few albums as an orchestra leader.

Kapp asked him to do a singles date,

“an awfully long three hours,” Har-
nell recalls, “since I kept goofing.”
The result was “Fly Me To The
Moon,” a smash hit and eventual
Grammy year in the solo instrument
& orchestra dept. Harnel sums up the
nature of this success by reciting an
incident during the “Moon” boom.
About to pull his car in at his home
in Teaneck, New Jersey, a boy, about
12, stopped him and asked for a sig-

nature on his recording of “Moon.”
Harnel obliged and received this com-
ment from the youngster: “You sure
know what kids like in music!”
With Columbia Records for the past

year, Harnel is making noise with a
revival of “Nature Boy.” He is also

music director and consultant for
Grey Advertising. He also writes
jingles for Grey and engaged various
jingle factories for the ad agency. His
own pen has produced jingles for

Hertz, Lark Cigarettes, Kent Cigar-
ettes, Ford and Cool-Aid. Oddly
enough, the “B” side of his “Nature
Boy” disk is “Bermuda Concerto,”

which is really Eastern Airlines’ fa-

miliar jingle.

In a few weeks, Harnel, onetime
musical director for such stars as

Peggy Lee, Marlene Dietrich and
Robert Goulet, among others, will cut

a new single for Columbia.

Besides his recording work, another
symbol of his complete recovery was
the resumption of flying “just for

fun.” His vehicle is a Cessena 172.

TALENT ON STAGE

MIRIAM

NEW YORK—From the moment
Mii’iam Makeba stepped on stage to
begin her Jan. 6 Philharmonic Hall
concert at Lincoln Center, it was
evident that she had her audience
where she wanted them. Attired in
a deep pink dress and a tall, white,
glittering African hat, she moved
assuredly through her first number,
walking about the stage with a casual-
ness that only an established song-
stress can afford to display. Behind
her on her right was a combo con-
sisting of guitar, bass, and drums,
and on her left was a group of young
singers and dancers who provided
her with a colorful background for
some of her numbers.
Her repertory consisted mainly of

South African songs, all ©f which she
sang in their native dialects, but she
also did numbers from other coun-
tries, including a few from America.
Regretably, the program did not list

her material, and since most of her
numbers were in a foreign language,
it was impossible to identify them
without a previous knowledge of
their titles. She did, however, an-
nounce some of her songs: “My Own
Piece Of Ground” from the Broadway
musical “Wait A Minim,” “Where
Are You Going?” and “Ask The
Rising Sun.” One of the biggest hands
of the evening went to a surprise

MAKEBA

song called “Mommy, Mommy, What
Is Heaven Like?” by Art Wayne.
Miriam Makeba’s voice has a wide

range, both in pitch and volume, and
she uses her teeth and throat to make
sounds seldom heard outside her na-
tive South Africa. Her famous
“click,” she told the audience, is an
inflection in her Xosa language, and
the rough, deep breathing that was
the only vocal sound in one of her
numbers is common in South African
music.

It is refreshing to become ac-
quainted with a musical tradition
that is completely different from our
own, and if Miriam Makeba is an
example of what her country has to
offer, South African music should be
favored with increasing popularity.

Also on the program were two
young singers, Angela Makeba (Miri-
am’s daughter) and Judy White (Josh
White’s daughter). The girls sang’

with remarkable finesse considering
their age, and their first song, “What
Should A Young Girl Do?” was a big
hit with the audience.
During the second half of the con-

cert trombonist Joseph Gwangwa, as-

sisted by an excellent but unidenti-

fied saxophonist, performed an Afri-
can jazz composition, and the dancers
did a “spook” dance which amused
everyone.

GEULA GILL -

HOLLYWOOD—The beautiful Israeli

artist, along with flamenco guitarist
Peter Evans, attracted a curious
mingling of university undergradu-
ates, Fairfax family and long haired
hippies who overflowed the recently
renovated Troubadour for their open-
ing show. Response was a melt pot
blending of applause, bringing both
acts back for encores in the folk-ori-

ented bistro on Santa Monica.
Evans, who opened with several

intricate Moorish, Argentinean and
flamencan styled guitar solos, is a
former RCA Victor artist. An obvi-

ously dedicated musician, this reddish
bearded young man, exhibited neat
handed and fine fingered technique
in his short stint on stage. Miss Gill,

who appeared with her trio of bass,

lead and rhythm guitarists (who oc-

casionally joined her in song), is an
infectious “Sahbrah” with husky tones
and a soaring range who offers a

repertoire in several languages
(Hebrew, English, Greek, Portuguese,
Russian, Yiddish and Italian), partic-

ularly impressive with a “Fiddler

On The Roof” medley and a delight-

fully comic Russian “scene” based on
an ancient European storiette.

“If I Had A Hammer” rocks re-

freshingly in Hebrew. “Malaguena
Selerosa” shines to an effortless dis-

play of her flashy, agile technique:

descending and leaping notes with
breath control that might transgress
on Olympic champ.
An interesting title, sung in both

English and Hebrew, is “Red Roses”
(not those for a blue lady) which,
we’re informed, was a recent No. 1

favorite on the Israeli Hit Parade.
Translation lyrics (“kisses are bloom-
ing where roses are dead”) indicate

that their top ten is no worse than
our current crop, though its strains

are melodic.

soon.

Their sound is a blend of several

sounds: rock, folk, jazz, country
and western, but they mix their in-

gredients in such a way that the final

product is different from any of its

elements. Some groups are content
to stay in one bag, but the Young-
bloods have taken the trouble to ac-

quire a style that is both broad and
flexible; it is always recognizable as
their style, but it contains many pos-
sible variations within itself.

On Thursday night, Jan. 5, the

Youngbloods opened their show with

a free-swinging rocker called “All

Over The World,” swept through
several other numbers including- their

current chart song, “Grizzly Bear,”

and wound up with a ditty that start-

ed out as “C. C. Rider” but soon be-

came a wild “improvisation” with

each member of the group featured

in turn. Jesse Colin Young and Jerry

Corbett sang and played guitar

(Jerry also played harmonica), Ba-
nana was on electric piano and also

sang on a couple of numbers, and Joe
Bauer played the drums.

All in all the Youngbloods are a

group to be watched closely. They
have just gotten started, and it may
be that a year from now it will be

possible to see them only in a large

auditorium or stadium. .That’s what
they’re hoping for, and it just might
happen.

AGAC Cites Renewal
Rights Of Writers

Harry Fox Sees Need
For Copyr't Experts

Blue Note Inks

Ornette Coleman
Columbia Joins DGG To
Sponsor Concert Series

NEW YORK—Thousands of songs by
more than 700 songwriters, including
Richard Rodgers, Harold Adamson,
Jimmy McHugh, Jimmy Van Heusen,
are involved in a campaign by the
American Guild of Authors & Com-
posers to remind publishers that
writers have renewal rights of their
songs even though the writers may
have originally signed contracts
giving these renewal rights to the
publishers.

AGAC Cites Clause
In a memo to music publishers who

were signatories to the 1939 Basic
Agreement, when AGAC was known
as the Songwriters Protective Asso-
ciation, AGAC pointed out that under
the Basic Agreement, “Compositions
acquired by you from a member of
SPA on or after June 1, 1937, were
deemed to have been acquired pursu-
ant to said Basic Agreement.” AGAC
goes on to say that if “any terms of
any contract entered into between you
and such member on or after June 1,

1937, were less favorable to the writer
than those contained in the Standard
Uniform Popular Songwriters Agree-
ment of 1939, the terms of the 1939
Uniform Contract apply.”

This means that the writers, not
the publishers, have these songs back
for the 28 year copyright renewal
term.

Burton Lane, president of the
American Guild of Authors and Com-
posers, informed music publishers
that . . all songs acquired by you
from SPA members between June 1,
1937 and January 1, 1947 (the date
when the 1939 Basic Agreement was
superseded by the 1947 Basic Agree-
ment) revert to the writers for the
U.S. at the end of their original copy-
right term, and at that time your
U.S. rights in these songs ends. (This
is true even as to songs where the
first contracts gave you renewal
rights.) The writers are then free to
make other disposition of the songs
for the renewal terms, except in
cases where you negotiate renewal
contracts with these writers for the
songs.”

NEW YORK—The music industry is

now in a period of great need for
additional expertise in the highly
specialized field of copyright law. This
is the view of Harry Fox, publisher’s
agent and trustee, who made the
statement in officially endorsing the
forthcoming dinner dance being staged
next 21 March at the Americana
Hotel by The Friends of Robert J.

Burton.
The Burton committee has set a

goal of $100,000 to be realized out of
the proceeds of the dinner dance. The
annual interest from the fund will be
used to establish a fellowship at
Columbia University for a worthy
student specializing in research in
copyright or related areas of law.
Fox said that with impending

changes in the provisions of copyright
law, the day-to-day job of working
with the law will become increasingly
complex for all entities of the music
business. “There are excellent men in
the field now,” Fox said. “It’s not a
matter of quality. We’ve got that.
What we will need in the future is

quantity. More copyright specialists
are needed, not only to interpret the
new facets of the law but simply to
handle the routine copyright work in-

volved in a rapidly expanding in-

dustry.”
The fellowship will honor the

memory of the late Judge Robert J.

Burton, a longtime expert in the copy-
right field. Although Burton was
identified for a number of years with
a specific organization within the
industry, Burton committee chairman
Morris Levy last week stressed that
the dinner function itself will be
associated with no specific industry
groups.
“Our working committee,” Levy

said, “is composed of representatives

of all elements of the music and
record business, and includes talent-

agency personnel as well. We expect

the dinner to reflect that same broad,

all-industry participation.

“There will be room for 2,000

people at the dinner, which will be

held in the Imperial Ballroom of the

Americana Hotel,” Levy continued.

“The subscription charge is $50 per
plate. A sell-out will assure us the

$100,000 we need to set up the fellow-

ship. Early indications are very good;

and as the pace of the campaign now
moves into high gear, we expect the

picture to become even brighter in the

next few weeks.”

NEW YORK—Blue Note Records has

re-signed Ornette Coleman to a long-

term pact. Elected by the Readers

Poll of Downbeat Magazine as Artist

of the year, Coleman also copped the

Record of the Year award with his

Blue Note album, “Ornette Coleman

At The Golden Circle, Stockholm.”

The artist’s new LP, to be released

in the near future, is entitled “The

Empty Foxhole.”

DENNIS KALFAS, 23, is the winner

of this year’s Arthur J. Bitken

Memorial Scholarship for his com-

position, a short, melodic piano piece.

The contest is sponsored by Muzak,

the background music firm in associa-

tion with the National Federation of

Music Clubs. Among the three judges

was Richard Hayman, the arranger.

Dennis will be formally awarded the

prize at a luncheon on Jan. 27 in the

Waldorf-Astoria. The award, offering

1 year, tuition paid study at a school

of the composer’s choice, was estab-

lished in perpetuity by Arthur J.

Bitken, Jr., a franchised owner of a

Muzak system in Milwaukee, in

memory of his father.

NEW YORK—Columbia Records has
joined Deutsche Grammophon Records
in sponsoring future concerts of The
Island Concert Hall, beginning with
the 1967-68 subscription series. Robert
Bernstein, president of the Hall, made
the announcement at a press confer-
ence held on Friday, Jan. 6, at the
Swirbul Library, Adelphi University,
Garden City, L.I.

Deutsche Grammophon Records
(DGG), under the artistic direction
of Otto Gerdes of Hamburg, West
Germany, enters its third year of
sponsorship of the Island Concert Hall
series. Columbia begins its first year
of subsidy.
Frank Campana of Columbia Rec-

ord Sales and Klaus Peterman, repre-
senting DGG, both emphasized that
their assistance to the ICH is unique
in the annals of business support to
an arts program. Columbia and DGG
are the only record companies in the
world playing pivotal roles in the
aesthetic advancement of a community
arts program, they added.

Consider-
able interest in the musical facet of
the picture has been generated by the
favorable criticism which followed
showings at the Cannes and the San
Francisco Film Festivals.

Electronics Industry

Reach New Highs In '66

WASHINGTON — Radio and phono
sales played key roles in the banner
year just past for the consumer elec-

tronics industry, reports the Elec-

tronic Industry Association.

Total consumer electronic sales to

dealers in 1966 amounted to approxi-
mately $4 billion last year, up from
$3.3 billion in 1965, according to pre-

liminary year-end estimates of the
marketing services department of the

EIA.
In the last 10 years radio has grown

spectacularly despite television. The
total U.S. market is estimated to have
grown from sales of 15 million units

in 1956 to 44 million in 1966, including

imports, a large percentage of which
are produced abroad for U.S. manu-
facturers.
FM has added another dimension to

the radio renaissance. FM or AM/FM
sales to dealers in 1956 were a negli-

gible quantity. In 1966 estimates are

that FM or AM/FM factory sales

amounted to 11.7 million units, ap-
proximately 27 per cent of the total

U.S. radio market.
The growth in FM has paralleled

the increase in FM stations from 530
in 1956 to over 1,500 in 1966.

Total sales of phonographs (exclud-

Stereo sound, both in records and

radio, has been the chief factor of

growth, literally adding a new dimen-
sion to reproduced sound.
The real gainers in the phono field

were radio-phonograph combinations.

450.000 such units came out of U.S.
factories in 1956 (11 per cent of the
total that year) . In 1966 sales had in-

ci-eased fourfold to 1.8 million units,

and this represented 30 per cent of

the year’s total phonograph sales.

Portable and table phonograph sales

increased from 3.3 million units in

1956 to 4.3 million units in 1966.
The U.S. tape recorder market has

increased to an estimated 5 million
units in 1966. up from approximately
200.000 in 1956.
The advent of cartridge systems,

for auto and home, will give continued
impetus to this as yet undetermined
market, the EIA said. Magnetic tape
equipment could become the most out-
standing growth area in an industry
that has been setting records in near-
ly every product line for the past 10
years.

Already known as a
skilled conductor through concert ac-
companiments for his violinist son
Oistrakh and others, the elder Ois-
trakh makes his formal recording de-
but as conductor in two other Melo-
diya/Angel albums, both with the
Moscow Philharmonic. His recording
of Prokofiev’s Symphony No. 5 com-
memorates his life-long association
with the late composer.

The advertising campaign will be
backed up with a set of in-store mer-
chandising aids.

tions of the official RIAA seal for

application to featured album jackets.

Divider and backer cards, for use in

dealers’ existing browser bins to sepa-

rate “Solid Gold” albums from other

stock, will be headed “Solid Gold/A
Treasured Collection of Million-Dollar
Albums From Columbia Records,”
followed by a list of the featured
product. Kleen-stik streamers adver-
tising Solid Gold product will also be
supplier to dealers for use on brows-
ers and as wall banners, window
streamers and bumper stickers.

“Oscar Davis Rehabilitation Fund,”
which helps defray medical costs,
has become a regular part of the
Nashville calendar and this year’s
party added $1,965 to the fund. Oscar
expressed his sincere gratitude to all

responsible and added information
that everyone has been eager for: his
health is making steady improve-
ments.

Moneen Carpenter, Bill Anderson’s
long-suffering secretary, is pretty
much accustomed to her boss calling
her from unusual places at unusual
times, but she was surprised when he
called her from a Nashville hospital
at 2:00 a.m. Anderson was taking
his periodic rest-relaxation break at
the clinic and Moneen thought it

Killen. Also widely known as a singer,
showman, and harmonica virtuoso,
Wheeler’s past song productivity has
ranged from novelty and straight
Country to inspirational.
Looks like Buck Owens will be

leaving a day early on his planned
tour of the Far East. While he’s over
there, Buck will visit Wakayama,
which is the Japanese sister city to
his native Bakersfield (or is Buckers-
field) and will bring gifts from his
mayor and Chamber of Commerce
to their Japanese counterparts. The
Tiger and his crew have just finished
taping TV segments for three days
in Oklahoma City, immediately fol-
lowed by shows at Enid, Okla. (Jan.
12), the Diamond Ballroom in Okla-
homa City (13) and the Fairgrounds
in Tulsa (14). This week he heads
for the great Northwest where he
will appear at the Sales Pavilion in

Edmonton, Alberta (19), the Seattle
Opera House (20), the Oriental
Theatre in Portland (21), the Queen
Elizabeth Theatre in Vancouver (22),
Vandenburg AFB (27) and the Dream
Bowl in Napa, Calif (28). After a two
day rest, it’s off for the land of fish

heads and rice.

Charlie Pride, who’s currently mov-
ing well with his first chart single,
“Just Between You And Me,” has just
completed more Victor recording ses-
sions this month (9 & 10). Produced
under the wing of Jack Clement, the

NASHVILLE — The Loretta Lynn
Championship Rodeo, operating out
of Nashville and Hurricane Mills,
Tenn., has rodeo specialist Bruce
Lehrke to direct its entire interna-
tional rodeo activities. Formerly of
Mukwonago and Waukesha, Wise.,
Lehrke took over his new spot on
Jan. 3 and will be booking the per-
formances out of the Nashville-based
Wil-Helm Agency, which also han-
dles personal bookings for Loretta
Lynn.
No newcomer to the rodeo scene,

Lehrke began in the field while work-
ing for ranches in Wyoming, Mon-
tana and Texas, and began competing
as a rodeo contestant at the age of 15
in calf roping contests. He has op-
erated Wisconsin’s biggest rodeo at
Mukwonago for 9 years, and headed
Lehrke-Chapman Rodeo Productions
Inc. for four years. In 1965 the latter

firm was named “Rodeo Producer Of
The Year” by the International Rodeo

Association.

For the past seven years Lehrke

has announced professional rodeos

throughout the eastern two thirds of

the nation. Before going into full

time rodeo production and promotion
he was employed for over 2 years in

the promotion and advertising de-
partments at daily newspapers.
Although Loretta and her husband

Mooney maintain a large ranch at
Hurricane Mills, Tenn., arrangements
are being made with several rodeo
stock contractors in strategic areas
of the U.S. to top their herds for
Loretta Lynn rodeos in their area.
The LL rodeo concern will handle the
entire production at all Loretta Lynn
rodeos with the programs scheduling
all six major competition events sanc-
tioned by the International Rodeo As-
sociation. A set of professional con-
tract performers, such as trick ropers
and clowns will split the competition
events and a star-studded country
music show will top each performance.

Scheduling of the 1967 rodeo cir-

cuit has not yet been completed, but

the plotting of major 1968 circuits

has already begun at the agency.

The rodeo will play in many of the

metropolitan Wilburn Brothers TV
markets.

Attending London’s 20th Birthday Fest
MILAN—RiFi Records has purchased
Renato Carosone’s Stereo Records, and
Studios, according to Giovanbattista
Ansoldi, managing director of RiFi.
Carosone formed the label when he
left EMI Italiana. Later, he opened
his own recording studio with custom
facilities, which became one of the
most used studios in Milan.

don Records.” This was said time and
time again by London Records Ameri-
can and Canadian distributors who
were invited by London Records last

week to the home of its parent com-
pany (British) Decca Ltd. in Eng-
land to hear and see the company’s
new product and sales programme
for London’s first 1964 package re-

lease. But the reactions to and the
effect of the visit with Sir Edward
Lewis, Chairman of the Board of
Decca, and his huge record operation
in England, were so overwhelming
that everyone of the London label’s

American distribs returned home with
a new found respect and admiration
for the label they had been handling
in the U.S. for as many as seventeen
years.

the Uniques, Nina Simone, Chuck Berry, Muddy Waters, Sonny Boy William-

son, John Lee Hooker, Gino Washington, Billy Stewart, etc. 19 LPs, 6 EPs and
12 singles will be released on the Pye, Chess, Golden Guinea and Marble Arch
labels. Pye are currently enjoying chart success with Gino Washington’s
Piccadilly album “Hand Clapping, Foot Stomping, Funky

_

But Live” as a

result of which the company’s managing director Louis Benjamin is confident

that this special blues and soul week will give an added boost to the growing
demand for this type of music in the U.K. The campaign will be backed by
special window displays, etc. Coincidental with the campaign personal appear-
ances will be made by Gino Washington, Jimmy James Vagabonds, Chuck
Berry and Billy Stewart.

Independent producer Robert Stigwood recently returned from Germany
where he set up a new company with Lawrence Yaskiel to be known as Stig-

wood Yaskiel International Ltd. The company—which will be based in Ham-
burg—has six primary functions: record production by German and foreign

artists for l'elease in Germany and other markets; release in Germany of

selected material from various record catalogs; radio, TV and press promotion
for all artists and catalogs handled by Stigwood Yaskiel International; the

promotional department will also be at the service of overseas record com-
panies and music publishers. They will also acquire foreign record catalogs

for their clients. An artists/management agency will be set up and, as the

company owns the Reaction label in Britain, this will facilitate English re-

leases for German artists. Finally, Stigwood Yaskiel International has formed
two music publishing companies together with Rudi Slezak (late of Aberbach).

The two companies will be known as Slezak Music and Auf Wiedersehen Music

with Rudi Slezak as managing director.

The Song Writers Guild report that during the six months January to June,

1966, 73,842 items of popular and light music were broadcast by the BBC,
59,216 by the Popular Music Department and 14,626 by the Light Music Unit.

The overall British proportion was 39.04% in January to March, and 39.46%

in April to June. Of the 59,216 items broadcast by the Popular Music Depart-

ment, 19,773 were British, 34,646 American and 4,797 Foreign. Of the 14,626

items broadcast by the Light Music Unit 9,210 were British, 964 American and

4,452 Foreign. It is notable that the British proportion is lowest in the non-

current section of the Popular Music Department’s output. In the current

section there were 9,139 British items against 10,109 American and 1,455

Foreign items. In the non-current section, the figures were: British, 10,634

items, American, 24,537, and other foreign items 3,342. This situation probably

stems from the existence of a vast mass of good film and theatre music im-

ported in films and plays from America.

After only one week of release, the Monkees single “I’m A Believer” has

sold over 300,000 copies for RCA aided and abetted by their current BBC TV
series. They already have three Gold Records—one for their million-selling

“Last Train To Clarksville,” one for “I’m A Believer” which has sold over

2,500,000 and one for “The Monkees” album (to be released here shortly by
British Decca) which has sold over 3,000,000 in America. The Monkees are

quickly emulating the Beatles in popularity in America where their second
album has just been released to an advance of 1,000,000 copies.

CashBox<C HOLLAND
Bovema’s new Monument label hit the stands this week with an initial pro-

motion-campaign for 8 albums and 5 singles. Among the albums are Roy
Orbison’s “Greatest Hits,” “Early Orbison” and “Orbisongs,” as well as two
items by Boots Randolph whose “The Shadow of Your Smile” hit the single
list, together with Jeannie Seely’s “A Wanderin’ Man” and Billy Walker’s Top-
40-special “Bear With Me A Little Longer.” Detailed press reviews and sales-
letters dealing with the Monument-Gramophonehouse-entry have been sent out
in the meantime. HMV-artist Max Tailleur, after selling hit “Doofpot” club in
Amsterdam last year, is now on a nationwide tour. Many Dutch emigrants are
already looking forward to Tailleur’s planned trip to Manila, Singapore, Hong-
kong, Australia and New Zealand in April and May next.
Harry Castle of Pye records is meeting Negram/Delta’s Robert Oeges and

Hans I. Kellerman to discuss the promotion and sales possibilities of the
Marble Arch and Piccadilly recordings. At the moment Negram/Delta is rather
happy with two Pye singles in the Dutch Top Ten: “Dear Mrs. Applebee” and
“Dead End Street.” Robert Oeges recently visited Ariola/Eurodisc in Giitersloh,
Germany where he discussed with Dr. Werner Vogelsang and Mr. George
Ehmke the outstanding sales of the Ariola labels last year. The total sales of
Ariola/Eurodisc/Hansa redoubled last year those of 1965. The operetta reper-
tory especially booked an astonishing advance. Further promotion is planned
for the Hansa label in 1967.
As the N.C.R.V.-TV will transmit a new Frank Sinatra show, big sales are

expected from the “That’s Life” single and LP. Also the “Young At Heart”
longplay is doing well on account of the film from the same name on TV some
weeks ago.
On Havoc, Motions lead singer Rudy Bennett will probably have a Top Ten

hit with the Tim Hardin song “Hang On To A Dream.” Local Radio Veronica
pushed this record into the Top Forty. Also the Motions single, “It’s the Same
Old Song,” is still selling strong, while another LP of the excellent Dutch beat
group will be recorded within a few months.

Scepter records is paying special attention to the R&B repertory by releas-
ing four EP’s by Bobby Bland, Roscoe Robinson, Chuck Jackson and Buddy
Ace. On Vogue, releases are announced of the new great Francoise Hardy
longplay and of the new song of French Cleo “Les Fauves.” On Deutsche
Vogue, Andy Fischers’ “Mr. Cannibal” is still doing well. Delta released a
longplay of famous Dutch pianist Hans Ninaber: “Piano Cocktail.”
A recent survey of Holland’s weekly Top 40, as provided by Radio Veronica,

showed the extreme popularity of the Outsiders. The local beat group, for the
third time in the Top Twenty with their own song “Touch,” was voted Number
One, gaining the most points. With growing international fame, especially in
France where they appeared several times in 1966, the next Outsiders disk

—

“Monkey On Your Back” backed with “What’s Wrong With You”—could
easily become both a national and an international success. It will be released
in Holland on the Relax label.

Now, in New York is Silvio Samama, president of the Iramac Recording
Company, to get contacts with American record firms and to buy masters. He’s
negotiating with Calla Records and Jubilee Records, among others. He’s also
seeking the best distributor for Iramac records, including the best-selling
(Dutch) Outsiders records. In a few weeks’ time, Iramac, Holland’s growing
independent record company, will introduce its first Calla records on the Dutch
market. Releases by Doris Troy, the Orlons, the Drippers and many others
are destined for big rhythm & blues selling.

CBS recently issued a new Louis van Dyke single from his latest album,
entitled “We’ll Stick Together.” Items are: “What Now My Love (Et main-
tenant)” c/w “Temolo For Three.” Undoubtedly, the Louis van Dyke Trio is

one of the hottest jazz groups in the low countries, and already sales prove to

run parallel with their popularity.

It is interesting to note that the biggest records from both England and

America did very little business in this country last year. The fact that these

discs don’t do too well here is further proof that Australian pop consumers
are now formulating their own tastes rather than accept what has been

popular overseas. This is an excellent trend and one that should serve the

local industry well, but it will doubtless bring some headaches to companies
who have big overseas hits that miss the market here. There have been many
other overseas hits that have failed to make the grade here over the past

twelve months. There are several reasons for this, not the least being that

so much locally-produced product has been taking valuable air-time at the

expense of English and American hits.

Decca Records of England have secured world rights, excluding Australia

and New Zealand, to Johnny Young’s Clarion label release “Step Back” which
has been such a fantastic smasheroo throughout Australia for the young
television performer. The deal was announced recently by Frederick C. Marks,
executive director of Festival Records, who distribute the record locally.

Johnnv Young recently received a gold record to indicate sales of over 50,000

for “Step Back.” Johnny’s new single has just been issued here. It carries

“When Will I Be Loved” and “Kiss Me Now,” and advance orders indicate

another big one for the relatively new Clarion label, which is owned in Perth
(WT

estern Australia) by Martin Clarke.
Australian girl Lynne Randell recently returned home after spending a

couple of months overseas, principally in America and England. During her
time in the United States, Lynne cut some sides for Epic and they are ex-

pected to be released next month.
Publishing house of Edwin H. Morris & Co., Ltd., have issued the sheet

copy on “That’s Life,” the current American smash for Frank Sinatra.

Chappell & Co. are out with the sheet on “Cabaret,” the title song from the

hit Broadway musical.
W&G Records have on their hands one of the most spectacular-selling

albums the industry has ever known with their low-priced set “The Seekers
Sing Their Best Hits.” The album had been on the market for quite a while

and had scored heavily in sales and interest was beginning to wane. Then, a

television spectacular featuring the Seekers was given a re-run, and the

album took off like a smash single. Ron Gillespie, chief executive of W&G
Records, says the Company has never seen anything like it in album sales.

One leading record retailer told Cash Box recently it was “the biggest album
we have ever handled.”
The Monkees are on the way to their best disc success yet in this country

with “Pm A Believer” which is catching a terrific amount of air-time
nationally and should become a top ten item for sure. The record is released
by RCA, and publishing rights in this territory are held by Tu-Con Music,
through the Leeds organisation.
Young local artist Tony Barber has joined Phono-Vox records and has taken

charge of their local production division which has embarked on an ambitious
program of development. Tony Tromeros, head of the Phono-Vox operation,
tells Cash Box that he has organized a talent quest with the teenage paper
“Go Set” which will run for the month of February. Phono-Vox will record the
winning talent from the contest. Meanwhile, local artists, the Clefs, have
their first release on the label with “A Boy Like Me” and “Bring It To
Jerome,” and the hot property from France in Antoine is represented with
“Before The Good Thing” coupled with “An Elephant.”
RCA have embarked on a campaign of record advertising in some of the

leading daily newspapers in Australia. This fact alone is worth reporting be-
cause it isn’t very often we see a record company advertising its regular
releases (as against club issues) in the expensive dailv press. The artists
concerned in the advertising are John Gary, Montserrat Caballe, Benny Good-
man, Peter Nero, Los Indios Tabajaras, and a group of C&W artists on an
album “Big Country Hits, Vol. 1.”

The Swedish lyrics were written
by Cornelis Vreeswijk, but at the time the record was released, he was in a
dispute with STIM (Sweden’s Performing Rights Society), and actually none
of his tunes were aired. With this dispute coming to an end some weeks ago,
his records and tunes, including this one. were aired again, and it resulted in
an immediate return at the charts.

Stig Anderson of Sweden Music AB back from a business visit in Helsinki.

Another Winnipeg-based group, the Shondells have been highly success-
ful in their immediate area with their Columbia outing, “I Take It Back.”

The Painted Ship on
London, a Vancouver-based musical aggregation, is winning a lot of west
coast deejay attention with a pairing that is splitting air play between “Little
White Lies” and “Frustration.” C-FUN is reportedly on the latter, with good
chart listings as the result.

Service — the Power Behind the Sale

Salesmanship on the part of the coin machine dis-

tributor and his showroom personnel is as necessary
as are claws on a tiger for survival (no pun intended).

But all the glib talk and financial deals in the world
become wasted energy if that sales force isn’t backed
up by the boys in the shop—the service personnel
who uncrate, dust off and plug in the new equipment,
recondition the used machines and go out in the field

to get a customer’s dead location moving again.

This wrench and screwdriver army serves the dis-

tributor like an ordinance corps behind the sales ex-

pediter and his legion of operator-customers on the
front line. Many of our distributors have been in busi-

ness for 30 years or more—many have come and
gone out of business. One of the primary reasons why
can be found in the distributor’s attitude in providing
his operators with first-class machines and just as im-

portant, access to skilled servicemen to keep that
equipment functioning. In addition, the quality and
popularity of each distributor’s used inventory is di-

rectly attributable to the concentration and attention
of the “boys in the back”.

We’re not encouraging operators to depend solely

upon distributor service personnel to replace every

blown tube and broken back glass—this is, after all,

part of his job in normal maintenance. We are encour-
aging distributors, tho, to dig into the capabilities of

the men in their own shop. If business is falling off,

especially in used merchandise, he’ll know one place

to look for the reasons why. If sales are picking up,

again take a second look and see who joined the serv-

ice force or who's spending more time on his knees
with a screwdriver. If business has been consistently

good, go in and pat the service manager on the back
and crack a joke or two with his men.

Granted, qualified but unemployed servicemen
aren't easy to find these days, although men like

Denver’s Jack Moran and New York’s Rolf Bjornsen

are doing their best to fill the gap. Likewise, the

service sessions the phono and games factories con-

duct help the shop team bone up on the latest me-

chanical procedures.

These distributor servicemen, like their brothers

in the operating end, are the surgeons in our industry,

keeping the turntables turning and the bumpers bump-

ing. It’s to them we offer a pat on the back. Come by

the office later and we’ll swap a few jokes.

Celler (D., N.Y.) will introduce a

duplicate of his last year’s bill or a
slightly amended version and ask

that it be passed by the House and
Senate without debate.

Ihe full text of the MOA declara-

tion follows:

MOA’s Position on Jukebox Royalty
Question As Developed by Legislative

Committee Jan. 6th

1. As soon as possible, request a

hearing on Section 116 before the

House Judiciary Committee reports it

out, on the ground that the Subcom-
mittee did not give out industry an
opportunity to be heard on it.

2. Object to Section 116 on the

grounds that (a) a new jukebox
royalty has not been justified, eco-

nomically or in principle, and unless

and until this is done, the exemption
for playing music on coin-operated

machines should be retained; and (b)

the Subcommittee’s royalty-on-inven-

tory proposal is prohibitively burden-
some and unworkable in its registra-

tion, book-keeping and reporting re-

quirements, and is exhorbitant and
unreasonable in the rate and amount
or royalties that would be imposed.

3. If the Committee and the Con-
gress, nevertheless, conclude that a
iew jukebox royalty is justified, that

this be done by a royalty-on-purchase-
of-records, as MOA has proposed, be-

cause this is the fairest and most
practical solution of the problem.

4. At an appropriate later time, re-

quest a hearing before the Senate
Judiciary Subcommittee and urge (a)

retention of the exemption unless and
until a new jukebox royalty is justi-

fied and (b) acceptance of the MOA
proposal as the best solution.

thoven, Get A Job and many more.
If jukebox operators have ignored
them then it is a shame, for they
are potentially profitable.

Take a mythical bar and grille in
the Greater New York area. Into this
spa come young men and women who
were teenagers at the time these rec-
ords first appeared and they prob-
ably sing them a cappella on the way
home. A Harlem location will prob-
ably find Get A Job just as relevant
now as it was in 1958.
A discotheque filled with hippies

knows that Chuck Berry is one of
the Fathers of Rock and they will
not only dance to his Roll Over Bee-
thoven or Sweet Little Sixteen, they
will sit and listen to it.

“Oldies” is a deceptive term. There
is no real time limit on them; some
sides billed as classics of yore are no
more than six months old. Consider
also that there is a trend today to cut
several different versions of a tune
and have a delayed reaction on one
of them; a tune that was popular
by a rock group eight months ago
may re-appear as an orchestration
tomorrow and go back on the charts.
What programming oldies really

means is an understanding of a lo-

cation’s audience. Some locations, by
demand of the patrons or the prefer-
ence of the bartender, have pulled
records out of a jukebox and stuffed

their personal choices in. It does no
good to load a jukebox with eighty or
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a hundred singles simply to fill it up.

There are always at least ten of them
that never get played—so why not
replace the ten duds with a represen-
tative sampling of oldies?
What is the magic appeal of oldies

and why should they sell? Because

the strains of, for example, Could

This Be Magic, may remind a twenty-

eight year old patron of a Brooklyn

bar and grille, who now has two kids

and four payments to go on his car,

that he was once nineteen and care-

free, had a girl friend named Myra
with a sallow complexion, that he and
his pals ducked outside the school

auditorium at the spring dance to

sneak a drink of beer and that he

came close to flunking his World His-

tory course in his senior year. It may
sound silly and far-out but it works.
The phrase “darling, they’re playing
our song” may be joked at, but every-
one has their song and they will prob-
ably pay to hear it if it’s readily
available on their friendly neighbor-
hood jukebox.

It should be mentioned that some
record companies are now combing
their files for original masters and
putting twelve or sixteen of them on
LP series, billing them as “The Great
Hits” and selling them. If some op-
erators doubt the power of the oldies
then consider that Elvis Presley, who
no longer performs live, is still mak-
ing more than a comfortable living
on the releases of his movies and
soundtrack albums. A year ago Pres-
ley was Number Four on the Cash
Box charts with Crying In The
Chapel, a single lifted from an LP
that had been on the market for at
least three years.

If there are still doubts about nos-
talgic nitty-gritty and how it ap-
plies, then those operators who at-
tended the floor show Sunday night
of the last MOA convention will re-
member the appearance of Eddie
Fisher and the rousing hand he re-
ceived, not so much for the record
he had on the charts at that time, but
because he had several chart records
several years ago. There were yells
from the audience for him to sing
some of his old hits, but time did not
permit.
Time does permit the operator to go

to his one-stop, get a handful of oldies
after carefully scouting his locations,
put them on the machine and then
wait to see what happens. Who
knows? They may bring some sweet
operating memories.

for Cinejukebox, new audio-visual
machine introduced in this country by
David Rosen, is a “real winner.”
Moreover, said Rosen, the returns are
“certified—and our books are wide
open for any doubting Thomas.”
“More significant than the dollar

take itself, which came as no sur-
prise,” said Rosen, “was the fact that
the operators are able to get ‘front

money’ with the audio-visual concept.
And the results showed, that both the
operator and the location owner both
made more money. And it wasn’t at

the expense of the jukebox.”
Typical, said Rosen, was the report

of Lee Weiner, local operator, who
placed the Cinejukebox on test loca-

tion at Bruno’s Beef and Ale House
at nearby Cherry Hill, N.J

,
a high

income area and marked by a variety
of better eating places, motels and
night clubs, including a racetrack
nearby.
While the jukebox alone averaged

$30.00 per week, the first week found
the Cinejukebox taking in $69.00. The

second week was $68.80 and the third
week it went up to $77.75. Signifi-

cantly, the jukebox average kept its

own and lost no ground. The added
take came entirely from the motion
picture play, said Rosen.
Most important, said Rosen, was

the fact that the operator had “front
money” of $50.00 per week as com-
pared with the usual 50-50 split with
the location owner on the jukebox
alone. It wasn’t until the operator
took his $50.00 that the 50-50 split

came in for the additional monies.
This meant that instead of the usual
$15.00 realized by both operator and
location owner for the jukebox alone,
the first week saw the operator taking
in $50.00 plus an additional $9.50 for
a total of $59.50.
“While the location owner’s take

was cut down to $9.50, he was com-
pletely satisfied since the Cinejukebox
brought in more customers for more
business in general. In addition to in-

creased traffic, the Cinejukebox also
enhanced the room’s public image by
being among the first to offer this
new and exciting entertainment medi-

um.”
The “success story” for Cinejuke-

box at Cherry Hill was typical of all

other tests, said Rosen. Virtually the
same figures applied to the report of
Automatic Equipment Co. in nearby
Chester, Pa., which has a Cinejukebox
on test location at the Del-Mar Tav-
ern in Foxcroft, Pa., where the pa-
tronage comes largely from industrial
plants throughout the area.

Still a third location turning in the
same figures is the operation of Sam-
uel Stern, local music operator, who
placed Cinejukebox on a college cam-
pus locally. The machine is at The
Living Room, a restaurant on the
campus of Temple University in the
city itself.

Rosen further pointed out that the
operators are on a “try it before you
buy it” lease-purchase plan with him.
Indicative of the profit structure for
the operator is the fact that Rosen’s
lease-purchase plan begins as low as
$20.00 per week rental, including
films, for a minimum lease of 25
weeks, with all moneys applied to the
purchase of the machine if so desired

by the operator.
Rosen was among the first to intro-

duce music-movie machines in this
area four years ago. At that time,
with a Cinebox that played only
movies, Rosen said that his 22 ma-
chines averaged $68.00 per week with
films only.

“It only proves,” said Rosen, “that
the operator who is on the ball and
not content to sit on the sidelines and
just wait has a highly marketable
product in audio-visual, regardless of
what make machine he takes. This is

the first machine to come along in

years that offers the operator a means
of contracting as was done in the
early days of the jukebox. For those
operators with imagination in mer-
chandising and promotion, the busi-
ness is there for the pickings. And
it’s those operators who come in first

and get the early experiences who
will enjoy the greatest pickings from
audio-visual. Our books, which are
open to any interested party for in-

spection, bear that boast completely.
