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NEW SALES
PERSPECTIVES

Every so often the record industry

is reminded of the potential that exists

between ordinary sales and the near

limits of the market out there through

blockbuster product. In recent years,

much of this product has taken the

form of albums. These have included

such long-range sellers as “My Fair

Lady” and “West Side Story,” or real

quickie bonanzas as “Sound of Music”

(the soundtrack) and “The First Fam-

ily.”

Over the past decade, the business

has all but forgotten that where there's

album action, there can also be sin-

gles fire. A number of singles hits

has come along, however, that should

set the record straight. Not only has

there been a series of million-selling

disks come along, but in the cases of

items like “I’m A Believer” by the Mon-

kees and “Winchester Cathedral,” to

cite a recent twosome, the million-sales

barrier has been scaled nearly three

times over. Now, here’s the clincher:

There have been instances in recent

Top 100 chart ratings whereby a mil-

lion-selling single has been prevented

from reaching the number 1 spot by

disks that have mustered even more

sales! Talk of potential, this is some-

thing to think about.

Even after the Beatles came along

and made million-selling disks look

easy to achieve, the business seemed,

with some justification, to regard their

showings as unique and not represent-

ative of anything but a once-in-a-life-

time disk act. But, such other once-in-

a-lifetimes quickly emerged, making

many million-selling items.

The industry soon became accus-

tomed to the million-selling disk, with

the Record Industry Association of

America (RIAA) lending an authenticity

to the fact that they were streaming in

at a record pace.

Here we are, at the start of a New
Year, and the million-selling “sound”

barrier itself has been broken. Isn't it

about time that the business, just as it

learned to live with album sales of 4 or

5 million copies, begin to gear itself

not just for the possible million-seller

or several times that figure, but regard

the sale of a single as going, with obvi-

ous market restrictions, as far as a

great sound and strong sales-promo

achievement can take it?

We have stated here before that a

tremendous gap exists between disk

sales and the number of phono homes.

This is not to declare that disks can

reach each one of them. As recent

sales events have borne out, even if

the gap is closed with conservative

growth that alone assures the business

of unprecedented success and pros-

perity.

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MIDEM Excites OffSeason Cannes
On the eve of the MIDEM Conven-

tion in Cannes in the South of France
(Jan. 30-Feb. 4th) the (Palais du
Festival) Convention Hall in which all
the business activities will transpire
is without a doubt the swingingest
place in this resort city, now in its

off-season period.
Carpenters are setting up the

booths, walls are being painted, signs
for the companies scheduled to attend
are being lettered and convention
bead organizer Bernard Chevry’s
whole staff of secretaries and as-
sistants who have migrated to Cannes
from Paris are working into the wee
hours of the morning to get thru the
auge amount of paperwork involved
in putting a convention of this scope
together.

Booth Set-Up
Americans in attendance will prob-

ably be tremendously impressed with
:he magnificent booth set-up in this
convention hall. Three different floors
xf the Convention Hall will house 118
aooths (all sold out before the con-
tention begins.) Double booths in-

clude a display area and a closed in
coom. But unlike booths at American
conventions where one company’s dis-
alay area is separated from another
ay a drapery and privacy is at a mini-
num, the booths at the MIDEM meet
ire something to behold.
The Chevry organization has built

•ooms enclosed by two-inch thick
Dressed board, a layer of accoustical
nsulation padding and then another
;wo inch thick pressed-board. A ceil-

ng encloses each room and from each
ceiling is suspended a set of accousti-
cal bafflers which prevent sound from
escaping from any of the booths. This
permits music to be played behind
closed doors on the convention’s three

major booth-floors without a sound or
any negotiating taking place being
overheard by a competitor. The walls
are literally 6 inches thick.

Those who rented the booths will

have phonographic equipment and
tape recorders available to them as
part of the booth rental fee. Booths
including an enclosed room and an
outer sitting-display ran approxi-
mately $800 while booths with just an
enclosed room ran around $500.
Companies not renting display

booths are permitted to register for
$102 and their personnel are per-
mitted to visit the booths for the five

days of the convention.

The Master Board
Two unique features of the inven-

tive convention layout are the “In-
Out” Master Board in the Conven-
tion Hall and the Closed Circuit TV
Set-Up on each of the floors.

The Master Board is a huge wall
display listing in alphabetical order
the names of the many hundreds of
conventioneers along with a photo of
each person. The photo of the indi-

vidual is taken when he registers and
is placed on the board. And each time
he enters the convention hall to do
business a light will be turned on next
to his photo. When he leaves the light
will be turned off.

Closed circuit TV with a TV set in

each booth, will broadcast messages
throughout the convention hall.

Companies can buy ten minute TV
segments in which to tell their story
or play their records or display their
LP covers for $16 per ten-minute
span. Two minute spots are also avail-
able at $8 each.

If someone is interested in getting
together with another conventioneer,
he can ask a special central informa-
tion desk for the person he wants and
the person’s number will be telecast

on the split TV screen.

When one’s number is shown he

can check with the information desk

and see who wants him.

Chevry, Convention Pro
Chevry is an old hand at staging

conventions. He supervised a huge

Adam Clayton Powell Is News, Baby

& So Is Jubilee's Hot 'Keep Faith' LP
NEW YORK—Headlines and radio &
TV coverage, including extensive per-
formances of excerpts, have given
Jubilee Records what appears to be a
runaway album hit. The set is “Keep
The Faith Baby,” which features Con-
gressman Adam Clayton Powell in
various monologues on the social and
political scene. According to a spokes-
man for Jubilee, orders on the set
were past the 200,000 mark by mid-
week.
Much of the hoopla for the album,

of course, came as a result of Powell’s
difficulties on Capitol Hill, with hear-
ings to begin soon that may deter-
mine whether or not he will take his
seat as Representative from Harlem.

In addition, the label is now directly

involved in a judgment against Powell
in which he has been ordered to pay
more than $100,000 to a woman he ac-
cused of being a “bag woman” for
a numbers racket. Attorneys for
Powell have attempted to use royal-
ties from the LP, 22tf a side for the
Representative, to pay off the judg-
ment. Jerry Blaine, president of Jubi-
lee, has declared that the royalties
would be held in escrow until a set-
tlement is made.

Powell was scheduled to hold a
press conference on the island of
Bimini last Saturday, at which time
a “fantastic announcement” was in
the offing, according to Powell repre-
sentatives. Jubilee execs planned to
be there.

Biegel Named To Direct
Sales At Amy-Mala-Bell
NEW YORK—Irv Biegel, youthful
vet in disk sales promotion, has
joined the Bell Records operation as
director of national sales, according
to Larry Uttal, president of the par-

Biegel assumes a post vacated by
Fred De Mann, who is moving to the
west coast to accept a slot with an-
other label.

Biegel, who will work out of Bell’s
New York headquarters, most re-
cently served as general manager of
Palmer Records, the Handleman Co.
label affiliate. Before that, he held a
similar position at Golden World Rec-
ords. For 4% years, he directed sales
at Tamla-Motown. Biegel held all

these posts in Detroit, where he
started out in the disk field as a local

promo man for Dot Records.

cribed radio program, “Lorraine

Hansberry In Her Own Words.” The
program, a memorial tribute to the

late playwright on the second anni-

versary of her death, was originally

scheduled for broadcast Thursday,
Jan. 12. The outlet, however, delayed

the airing after AFTRA questioned

the appearance on the three hour
program by members of its union.

WBAI is a non-profit, listener spon-

sored outlet, and the actors and ac-

tresses had volunteered their services.

The first part of the tribute was
I broadcasted on Jan. 22. The second

part will be heard Thursday, Feb 9,

at 7:15 P.M. The program was pro-
duced by Ted Rubin with the coopera-
tion of Miss Hansberry’s husband,
Robert Nemiroff. It consists of the
author’s essays, speeches, letters,
journals, plays in progress, parts of
her three-act and one-act plays, and
the playwright in conversation.
KNX-Hollywood is instituting a

series of 25-minute special reports to
be broadcast on a monthly basis dur-
ing “KNX Noon Hour News” or
“KNX Newsday.” Entitled “KNX Re-
ports,” each program will deal with a
major problem or project which con-
cerns Southern California.

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Meet Focuses On Library

Interest In Pop Folios

NEW YORK—The increasing interest
of University and public libraries in

today’s pop music was highlighted at
a panel discussion during the Music
Library Association’s Annual Meet-
ing (20) held in Rochester, New York.
The subject of current pop music,
which had not been included in the
association’s previous programs, was
covered at the recent meeting by Jay
Leipzig, public relations director of

The Big 3 Music. Leipzig, substituting
for Big 3 executive head Arnold
Maxin who was unable to attend, ex-

pressed Maxin’s views concerning the
changing nature of popular songs,
their sociological significance and the
importance of the nation’s libraries

functioning as a repository in this

vital area of Americana.
Following speeches by key music

publishing executives, the associa-
tion’s membership indicated their in-

terest in developing closer ties with
the pop music field and asked for
more day-to-day information about
new pop music publications. Leonard
Feist, executive secretary of National

Music Publisher’s Association, who
was the moderator of the panel, as-

sured those present that steps will be

taken to improve the flow of this in-

formation from major music publish-

ers. The greater utility of pop folios

was also mentioned by the librarians

who pointed out the difficulty of cata-

loging and collecting single sheet

music editions. Other members of the

Panel on the general subject of “The
Publication of American Music” were
Felix Greissle, Editor-in-Chief of Ed-
ward B. Marks Music, who spoke

about the standards of editing and
publication; Arthur A. Hauser, presi-

dent of Theodore Presser Company,
who reviewed the history and eco-

nomics of American music publishing

and Stuart Pope, managing director

of Boosey & Hawkes, Inc., who cov-

ered music marketing, distribution

and promotion. Leonard Feist closed

the meeting with a discussion of the

forces shaping the future of Ameri-
can music publishing.

NEW YORK—The Young Rascals’

appearance Sunday night, Jan. 22, at

Steve Paul’s The Scene can best be

described as a happening—a planned
happening, of course, for the Rascals

formance.
Romping through rock number

after rock number, pushing them-
selves time and again to the limit of

their energy, dancing, shouting, sing-

ing, playing on guitar, organ, drums,
and tambourine, the Rascals very
nearly drove the audience into a

frenzy of appreciation. Some people

tried to dance in their seats; others

yelled out the names of songs they

wanted to hear. Everyone was ex-

hausted by the time the show was
over.

How the Rascals kept going as long

as they did (about 45 minutes) is a t

question that perhaps only they can

answer. They are young, and that

accounts for part of their stamina, ^

but if they put on a show every night,

or even several times a week, they

must spend all of their spare time

sleeping.
As for the diversity of their talent,

it is a bit difficult to say whether the A

Rascals are equal to anything but the

hard, driving rock items which com- *

prised the bulk of their program on ^
Sunday night. The few “soft” num-
bers they did came out loud, but that

may have been due to the close

quarters in which they had to operate.

Whatever their limitations, the

Rascals do what they do well, and if v

they stay in their present bag, they

should have no trouble maintaining
their popularity. They are a turned-

on group, and nothing short of an
earthquake could turn them off.

TOM PAXTON
NEW YORK—On Saturday night,

Jan. 21, Tom Paxton made his first

solo appearance at Carnegie Hall.

With only his guitar to accompany

him, and nothing on stage but two

microphones and a table with a glass

of water on it, Paxton played for

almost two hours and never once lost

the attention of his audience. His re-

laxed manner immediately broke

down the barrier that often exists

between performer and listener, and

his unaffected blend of humor and

seriousness established a perspective

that made him entirely believable.

The many “protest” songs which he

performed (most of them self-com-

posed) contained just enough satire to

keep them from becoming self-right-

eous and boring. Numbers like “De-

troit Auto Safety Massacre Blues,”

“Save Vietnam From The Vietna-

mese,” “I Read It In The Daily

News,” and “Talking Death Of God

Blues” are not merely message vehi-

cles but pieces of entertainment, and v

their success depends as much upon

their charm as upon their social

value.

Paxton is not merely a protest ^

singer, however. His program Satur-

day night also included a number of

straight folk songs and ballads, *

among them “Bottle Of Wine, Fruit

Of The Vine,” “Here's To You, My
Ramblin’ Boy,” “Can’t Help But

Wonder Where I’m Bound,” and
,

“Sully’s Pail.”

After he had finished his last num-
ber, Paxton retired to the wings, but >

the audience called him back for

more, and he probably w©«ld have

been forced to perform all night had

not some compassionate engineer

finally turned on the house lights.

That’s the way it is when you have

a talent as big as Paxton’s, but Pax-

ton probably knows that already.

ASCAP Infringement Suit

Upheld By Appeals Court

NEWT YORK—A decision in favor of

ASCAP members over an infringing
Washington State broadcaster, KIXI,
Seattle, has been upheld by the Unit-
ed States Coui't of Appeals for the
9th Circuit.

In a unanimous decision, Judges
Barnes, Koelsch and Duniway upheld
a 1964 decision by Judge Gus J. Sol-
omon, awarding damages of $250 for
each infringement and enjoining fur-
ther infi-ingements. KIXI’s defenses
were alleged violations by ASCAP of
iederal and Washington State anti-
trust laws.
The court held that ASCAP’s activ-

ities do not violate either federal or
state law. Said Judge Barnes, writ-
ing for the Coui't:
“We agree with the trial court that

the activities of ASCAP do not con-
stitute a combination in restraint of
trade or a monopoly within the mean-
ing of the Sherman Act. ASCAP is

certainly a combination, but not ev-
ery combination is a combination in
restraint of trade or a monopoly.
ASCAP cannot be accused of fixing
prices because every applicant to
ASCAP has a right under the consent

!

decree to invoke the authority of the
United States District Coui't for the
Southern Distinct of New York to fix

a reasonable fee whenever the appli-
cant believes that the price proposed
by ASCAP is unreasonable, and
ASCAP has the burden of proving
the price reasonable. In other words,
so long as ASCAP complies with the
decree, it is not the price-fixing au-
thority.”

Pointing out that of the five options
available to defendant it chose an
“unconscionable” one, Judge Bai'nes
said.

“As appellees point out, appellant
had five options open to it. Four of
them were:

“(1) Appellant could have obtained
a blanket license and along with it the
right to play as much or as little,

as frequently or as rarely as it de-
sired, any of the compositions in the
ASCAP i-epertory.

“(2) Appellant could have obtained
a per program license which would
have required it to pay a license fee
only for those programs in which ap-
pellant broadcast music from the
ASCAP x’epertory.

“(3) It could have undertaken to
deal with ASCAP members directly.

“(4) Appellant could have re-
frained from giving public perform-
ances for profit of music in the
ASCAP repei'tory.

“Instead, appellant chose the fifth
option. Appellant never obtained any
license. It never sought to deal with
anyone. It continued its unconscion-
able conduct in unlawfully appropri-
ating appellees’ pi-operty without
cause and without justification.”
The Court found that ASCAP had

complied with the filing x'equirements
of the Washington statute and that
the plaintiffs (ASCAP members) had
acted propei-ly in suing a broadcaster
who could have obtained a license at
a fee judicially found reasonable, but
who chose instead to infi'inge.
“We find (1) all filing requirements

of the State of Washington have been
met; (2) no ‘extortionate means’ nor
‘terrorizing practices’ are found in
the bi'inging of lawsuits against in-
fringing broadcasters; (3) R.C.W.

attest to. It’s a 2-LP affair, which is plenty of
room for displaying the big ones of the day, 20
in all. They include The Boswell Sisters, Lee
Wiley, Ruth Etting, Ella Logan, Irene Dunne,
Jane Froman, Dorothy Lamour, Helen Morgan
Alice Faye and others. It all sounds campy but
there were real giants in those days!

THE VELVET TOUCH—Cesana Orchestra-
Audio Fidelity AFSD 6167
A package of orchestral selections which serve

as mood music. Included on the LP are “Yester-
day’s Love,” “When Will It End?” and “Once
Over Brightly.” The melodies, played by a 75
piece symphony orchestra, are lovely, dynamic
and imaginative. The tunes are richly orchestrated
and well executed. The disk, marked by a high
degree of professionalism, is likely to prove quite
popular.

CORNBREAD—Lee Morgan—Blue Note BLP

Bright, brassy jazz sounds are the order of the
day on this package as trumpeter Lee Morgan
romps through “Cornbread,” “Our Man Higgins,”
“Ceora,” “111 Wind,” and “Most Like Lee.” Mor-
gan should score quickly with this album, and his
fans should want to save a special spot for it on
their shelves. Looks good.

TOBACCO ROAD—Brother Jack McDuff—Atlan-

This potent LP spotlights organist Brother
Jack McDuff in a swinging series of “Soul” and
blues tracks. “Teardrops From My Eyes,” “This
Bitter Earth,” “Can’t Get Satisfied,” and “Blowin’
In The Wind” are all groovy numbers, and the
entire album is one which should keep all of
McDuff’s fans well satisfied.

This album features four humorous composi-
tions on the theme of battle.

Fred McDowell offers a gripping selection of

blues tracks on this, his second LP venture. Ac-
companying himself on the guitar, he sings “I

A selection of inspirational songs sung by Joan

should find the set to their liking.

This Minit album is titled after Aaron Neville’s

smash single on the Parlow label, “Tell It Like It

But Love You.” The artist creates a fresh, bright
sound on the LP which might see a good deal of
chart action.

chart-burner for RCA, “I’m A Believer,” which is carrying bullets on most
station charts. RCA have recently issued the first album by the Monkees and
it should pick up a lot of sales on the strength of the new single.

Australian publicist Ritchie Yorke, who has been in London for some time
is now operating on behalf of Island Records. Ritchie is doing a great deal
of drum-beating on the Spencer Davis Group and, in particular, their hot
English smash “Gimme Some Lovin’.”

Tony Tromeros, head of Phono-Vox records of Australia, advises that his

company has signed a deal with Spin productions for the distribution of Spin
material overseas. Already several companies are reportedly interested in the
product.

Phono-Vox are now releasing in this country the first in a series of Com-
patible Stereo albums. First two in the range are “Only You Can Do It” by
Francoise Hardy and “Beat The Big Bands” by Johannes Fehring and His
Orchestra.

New sheet issues from the Southern Music group include “Mellow Yellow,”
“Semi-Detached Suburban Mr. James,” “By The Glow Of A Candle,” “Love
Is,” “How Many Dreams,” and “Spanish Night,” the latter three being from
the pen of famous Australian composer Dorothy Dodd who is known around
the world for her lyric to “Granada.”

Astor records, via their Go!! label, are having a fairly strong run with “Oh
Monah” as revived by the Cherokees. “Oh Monah” is catching chart action

in all States and should become the first national success for the Cherokees.
Australian girl Bev Harrell is the subject of strong national air-play with

her debut single for EMI, “What Am I Doing Here With You.”

Barry Kimberley is putting plenty of promotion work into several of the

hot Essex Music items of the moment. This is especially so in relation to

“Happy Jack” (the Who), “What Would I Be” (Val Doonican), “The Big
Bright Green Pleasure Machine” (Gerry and the Pacemakers), and “I Want
Her— She Wants Me” by the Mindbenders.

Stig Anderson of Sweden Music is currently on a round-the-world trip

taking in Tokyo (January 23 to 28); Los Angeles (February 5 to 11) and New
York (February 12 to 18). As a representative for Screen Gems Music in Scan-

dinavia, Ar.derson is the lucky publisher of all material by The Monkees, who

were introduced to the Scandinavia countries recently. Our picture shows

Johan Vikstedt of RCA Finland, Leo Jarden of Columbia Pictures in Finland,

Stig Anderson of Screen Gems Publishing in Scandinavia and Tony Rooth,

member of the popular Scandinavian song-group The Hooten Singers.
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Odeon’s topper Philip Brodie reported to Cash Box that this company has
enjoyed all-time record sales during 1966 with a sales volume running 80%
higher in 1966 than in 1965. A price increase, due to inflation, should be of
course considered, but composition of sales (LP’s and singles) was such that
this difference of prices corresponding to November was 24% and in December
it lowered to 10%. Brodie’s satisfaction is strengthened by the fact that Odeon
has, according to official figures, 30% of the singles market in Argentina.
Besides, the diskery’s latest recordings of instrumental music have been very
well received in England, and an album by local artist Requinto Gonzales will

be released soon in London; additional recordings by this and other artists

have been requested.

A similar sales statement has been issued by CBS’ manager, A. Di Guglielmo,
reporting all-time highs in sales for December, 1966. According to a press
release, CBS’ sales during this month have been 33% higher in units (and 60%
in sales volume) than in December, 1965. Di Guglielmo considers that this im-
provement corresponds to a better selection offered by CBS to the market
during the past year and expects even better results for the current year.

Phonogram has a strong release news list this week starting with a promo-
tional album devoted to several top European artists like Johnny Hallyday,
the Spencer Davies Group, Herve Vilard and Los Brincos, featuring also Bra-
zilian stars Jair Rodrigues and Nara Leao. Philips’ “Noir C’est Noir,” by
Johnny Hallyday, seems to be strong bet for the near future.

Ala-Nicky has released an interesting tango music album by orkster Osvaldo
Piro, with a selection of good titles like “Tango of the Angel,” “Disonante,”
“Milonguero Triste” and “La Bordona,” among others. Piro is well known
among tango music fans and may turn into a very strong artist in short time.

News from RCA this week are regarding the Tamla-Motovvn releases, which
are being speeded up, with strong promotion backing: an album by the
Supremes tagged “Supremes a Go Go” and another album with the label’s

artists under the title “The Motown Sound” including tracks by the Marvel-
ettes, the Supremes and Marvin Gaye, among others. RCA is making a strong
drive in behalf of this label, whose representation was signed by the label’s

president Bob Cook some months ago.

Music Hall’s news range from a new compact 33 by Nancy Sinatra (“Nancy
In London”) to a Sounds Orchestral record carrying “Manha de Carnaval” and
a further Sandie Shaw compact with four tunes culled from her latest album.
There is also a new Reprise Trini Lopez record, from the “Trini” LP, and also
records by Kapp’s Jack Jones and Pye’s Kwyet Kinks. The label is also working
on the promotion of Warner Bros’ Mexicali Singers, who may find a good
market in Argentina, and Spanish artist Raphael, who will be visiting this
country soon.

Disc Jockey’s Rosamel Araya continues at the top after seven years of per-
formances, marking a sort of a record for a business where, as it was com-
mented once, “retirement age is 22.” Rosamel’s recent album is selling very
well, and the artist has a string of contracts for 1967. During all ’66 he ap-
peared on Channel 9 with strong success.

Trova has released a series of singles, along with the usual Folkways,
Counterpoit-Esoteric and Pacific Jazz albums Besides Odette Lara’s recent hit
“Funeral del Labrador,” there are “A Banda” by Brazilian Cuarteto em Cy,
“Un Homme et Une femme” by Chet Baker and a single by Gil & Johnny, with
the leit motiv from “Les Parapluiss de Cherbourg.” An interesting album is

the new folk release with Afro-Cuban music recorded by Harold Courtlander
for Folkways.

John Ros of Decca Dept. Phonogram reported the release of brand new Roll-

ing Stones LP “Between The Buttons” in Holland and hit-single “Let’s Spend
The Night Together” that jumped to the top ten during the first week of sales.

A press publicity campaign supported the LP, including the feature of Charlie
Watts’ rhymes and drawings summing up “life as a Stone through the eyes
of a Stone.”

Philips’ Phonogaphic Industries in Baarn, Holland, as put Horst Jankowski’s
“So What’s New” album (Mercury) on the market shortly after the Jankowski
Singers and their sympathetical leader did many successful TV presentations
all over Europe. Smashing feature in Fontana’s promising January start was
“If Music Be The Food Of Love . . . (Prepare For Indigestion)” by British top
group Dave Dee, Dozy, Beaky, Mick & Tich. The popular fivesome were con-
tracted by Dutch TV for telerecording on January 27th in a popular teenage
show.

England’s latest gift in music fashion to America, the New Vaudeville Band,
is also catching fire on the Continent. In Holland, “Winchester Cathedral” did
well so far, but a rage did not start yet; the Fontana LP under this title has
been released now in the hope on a more stringent personal promotion by the
Band itself in the form of European tours and TV-work.

Best sold beat LP’s in Phonogram’s repertoire in January: “Desolation” by
Cuby & the Blizzards on Philips, and “Revolution” by Q 65 on Decca. The Q 65
LP, released Autumn, ’66, is rapidly approaching the Golden Record figure.
Bovema’s Rien Heeremans, managing the company’s pop LP catalog, says

he hopes to hit the stands very soon with the latest albums of Buck Owens’
“Open Up Your Heart” and the Beach Boys’ “Smile,” the new LP including
“Good Vibrations.” Also scheduled for release are Adamo’s “Olympia ’67,”

Nancy Wilson’s “Nancy Naturally!” and Lou Rawls’ “Carry On.” Roel Kruize,
in charge of Bovema’s single repertoire, told Cash Box that the Dutch beat
group the Cats, recently inked for Imperial, entered the British market on
January 27th with their debut disc “What A Crazy Life” (on EMI’s Parlo-
phone label). The Royal Guardsmen’s “Snoopy Versus The Red Barron” is now
on the 25th spot on this country’s hit parade. Capitol rushed out Cannonball
Adderly’s “Mercy Mercy Mercy” and also Merle Haggard’s “The Fugitive” as
well as Buck Owens’ “Where Does The Good Time Go.”
Being distributor of the original Starday records in Holland, Iramac, Hol-

land’s growing independent company, is running a big push for the label. First
single release is “Class of 49” backed with “I Hope My Wife Don’t Find Out”
by Red Sovine, famous here in Holland for his “Giddy Up Go” recording. In
the same release, Iramac is also issuing a stack of over 20 LP’s containing
recordings by artists like Cowboy Copas, the Willis Brothers, Bill Clifton
(recently here for appearances), George Jones, Buck Owens, among others.
Included are the two-set Cowboy Copas story and the first two Nashville bud-
get line albums.
As Cash Box already reported, Anagon acquired the publishing rights for

Holland of the Walt Disney Music Com. and Wonderland Music Company
catalogs. This acquisition enlarged in an important way Anagon’s president
Jan Van Schalkwijk’s activities in the American field. To give you an impres-
sion: discussions with Mr. Artie Mogull resulted in the assignment of the
famous Bob Dylan catalog (Dwarf) to Anagon for the whole of the Benelux.
Moveover, Mr. Mogull’s own companies, Albet Music and Callee Music, and,
as from Jan. 1st, also the Milkman’s Chivaree, Inc., Timberhead Music, Inc.,

and Pennywhistle Music Corp. found their representative for the Benelux in

Anagon. Further Anagon is representing the Saturday catalog. Realizing the
importance and great value of having an expert working at the source, Ana-
gon, as publishers, and Negram, as record company, found the well-known Mr.
Jim Bailey (formerly with Dot and Pye) prepared to operate from Hollywood
to find favorable American material for these publishing and record companies.
Anagon really has great expectations of this form of co-operation, which
started some months ago, and is confident that Mr. Bailey’s American/Euro-
pean experience will result in many successes for 1967. Support by these
catalogs will offer Anagon by their versatility every chance to be strongly
represented in the American line. 1967 will be most promising to Anagon!

Editorial
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Dress Rehearsal

In our travels around the city we have had occasion

to notice the contents of many jukeboxes in different

types of locations, and sometimes the contents were
sorely lacking. Some selections were apparently try-

ing to cash in on the “oldies” market by the simple

process of putting a record on a machine and letting

it sit there for two years. We remember that during

1964, when the frenzy over the Beatles was at its

highest peak, it was still sometimes necessary to walk

a few blocks in order to find a machine that had any
Beatles selections.

We remember also that beer tasted better in cer-

tain locations because of the unusual programming
on the machine—records unheard over the radio and
generally unavailable on boxes except for a few loca-

tions, where, by patron demand, bartender’s order or

operator’s creativity, the “right” record was placed.

As operators know—or at least as they have been
told often enough—there is in the realm of commer-
cial music a special kind of sound that makes a record

or a performer or a group a jukebox favorite. In order

to exploit this market the little LP and the Oldie record

were devised through the cooperation of record com-
panies and phonograph manufacturers and the opera-

tor has been given a chance to get this material and
use it.

But what of the current tunes—that is to say: what
of the 500 single records released in a single week by
all the companies? Which of these are especially ap-

plicable to the jukebox? And which Little LPs are the
most potential profitmakers?

In order to provide answers, or at least educated
guesses, for these questions Cash Box has begun three
new features. One, the revised Operators’ Record
Guide. Two, Little LP reviews (see last week’s issue)

and this week we offer “Try These”—reviews of single

records that, in the editors’ opinion, may put some
extra coins in the box.

There have been calls—many from this magazine—for closer work between the record companies, one-
stops and operators, so that all three may profit. The
Record Guide, Little LP reviews and “Try These” will

serve as our attempt to help the process develop. It

is something like the dress rehearsal of a musical
where the performers go through their routines to a
selected audience. We are taking the part of the
audience in an effort to see that the jukebox show has
a long and lucrative run.
