Capitol To Offer 4-Track Cartridges;

Livingston Cites 8-Track Limitathns

Disk Arts Conunittee Seeks Artist,

Producer Performance Rights Fees
HOLLYWOOD — In a significant
change of policy, Capitol Records is

licensing the manufacture and distri-
bution of 4-track tape cartridges
through Muntz Stereo Pak, effective
March 1.

The label, which said it intended
to produce only 8-track cartridges
when it entered the field last year,
leaves the 8-track only field occupied
only by the RCA and Columbia labels.
This will greatly intensify questions
of standardization within the car-
tridge area, spokesmen in the car-
tridge market feel.

According to Alan Livingston,
president of Capitol, Capitol’s decision
was based principally on two factors:
Widespread bootlegging of Capitol
material via unauthorized, illegally-
dubbed 4-track cartridges; a continu-

Capitol Drops 8-Track Price

A dollar reduction on the “total
price” of most Capitol 8-track single
cartridges was announced today by
Stanley M. Gortikov, President, Capi-
tol Records Distributing Corp. The
change from $7.98 to $6.98 is effective
March 1, 1967. Twenty-eight popular
cartridge titles are covered by the
price alteration, including prefixes
8XJ, 8XT, and 8XW.
Customer discount percentages re-

main unchanged. Also uneffected are
the prevailing price and discount on
double album cartridges and on Show
and Classical single album cartridges
(8X0, 8XP, 8XS).
“The price reductions,” Gortikov

stated, “are responsive to prevailing
marketing prices at competitive price
levels.”

“Large quantities of 4-track car-

tridges illegally dubbed from Capitol
recordings,” Livingston stated, “are
now being sold throughout the nation.
It is estimated that the number of
bootlegged Capitol 4-track cartridges
may be equivalent to the number that
would be sold if Capitol itself released
such product. On these bootlegged
cartridges, no fees are paid to music
publishers, to artists or to Capitol.
We are convinced that the only prac-
tical way to stop this unauthorized
and indiscriminate use of Capitol
masters is to make Capitol 4-track
cartridges available through legiti-

mate sources. In this way, the music
publisher, the artist and Capitol will
be properly and fairly compensated.”

GM, Ford Nix 4-Track

In making this statement, Living-
ston disclosed that as early as De-
cember, 1965, Capitol executives met
in the midwest with officials of Gen-
eral Motors in an attempt to influence
GM to equip 1967 cars with 4-track
tape decks. “In view of 8-track tech-
nical problems at that time,” Living-

ston said, “it was Capitol’s opinion
that the industry would be better off

standardizing on 4-track. GM was un-
willing to do this, despite the fact
that Capitol offered to confine its

product to 4-track in support of the
move.

“In view of Ford’s and GM’s com-

mitment to 8-track,” Livingston con-
tinued, “we felt we had no choice but
to adopt the 8-track system, and we
did so in the spring of 1966. At that
point we aggressively sought industry
standardization on the 8-track system,
confining our product to 8-track in

support of this position. Unfortunate-
ly, much of the industry was not able
or willing to follow a standard ap-
proach. The result has been the
emergence of several competitive car-
tridge systems that can only delay
the acceptability of any one form.

HOLLYWOOD—A National Commit-
tee for the Recording Arts has been
formed to demand artist, producer
performance fees for the commercial
broadcast of their recorded works.

Bandleader Stan Kenton, chairman
of the NCRA, said at a news con-
ference in Hollywood last week that
the committee would focus its efforts
on Congressional consideration next
month of revisions in the U.S. Copy-
right Law.
Recruitment of committee members

began last week with artists meetings
in Los Angeles and New York. In
addition, Kenton has been on the
phone with artists who are perform-
ing in cities throughout the U.S. Sup-
porting the organization either in
writing or verbally, Kenton said, are
Tony Bennett, Guy Lombardo, Mere-
dith Willson, Fred Waring, Mort Sahl,
Freddy Martin, Jerry Fielding, Alfred
Newman, Jimmy Haskell, Gerald Wil-
son, Johnny Mann and Johnny Keat-
ing.

‘Gross Injustice’

“We are going to mobilize,” Ken-
ton said, “the record industry. Then
we’re going to demand that Congress
end the gross injustice to which fea-
tured artists, musicians, arrangers
and record producers are subject to.
They are being deprived of the fun-
damental economic right to copyright
protection and to equitable compen-
sation for the broadcast for profit of
their work on radio, 'TV, juke boxes
and other commercial media.
“A law that protects the composer

and publisher of a musical work, and
not the people who today actually
make that work a popular success, is
not only unjust, it’s incredible,” Ken-
ton said.

A spokesman for the committee
said that the expectation was for
NCRA to exist beyond the perform-
ance question, whether such a fee is
made a part of the new Copyright

Law or not. The Senate is expected
to conduct hearings next month on
the revision, already passed by the
House.

In a statement of purpose, NCRA
notes that “in most other major rec-
ord producing countries throughout
the world, the copyright laws protect
recording artists and record produc-
ers. Agreements between countries
having such laws give reciprocal pro-
tection to recorded works in the ab-
sence of such laws. In the United
States, recordings are played for
profit, but without compensation for
the U.S. performer or record pro-
ducer.”

Moral, Economic Needs Cited

The statement also claims “moral,
economic and public good” needs for
performance fees. The moral ques-
tion is based, the statement says, on
the concept that an artist’s perform-
ance on records is similar to his per-
formance for profit in concerts, films,
radio-TV, etc., with his compensation
in these areas based on the profitabil-
ity of his performance. In defending
the rights of producers and arrangers
to receive performance fees, the state-
ment says it is “morally just that the
artist, whose talent, personality and
rendition give life to a musical com-
position, and the record producer re-
ceive tangible recognition for their
contributions . .

.”

The statement claims that the re-
cording arts profession is confront-
ed with “severe economic problems”
through lack of employment on radio,
overexposure of their records on ra-
dio. As to “public good,” the state-
ment says that performance fees
would enable artists and producers
to continue to make recordings in

such non-mass market areas as the

classics and blues. The statement
claims an “undue emphasis on youth-
oriented music.”

Stereo Singles: Comeback on FM
NEW YORK—Stereo singles, which
never got off the ground as a con-
sumer attraction, are beginning to
make headway in broadcasting.
The development of FM stereo

broadcasting and the growth of FM
itself has already seen the demand
for stereo singles and a sympathetic
response from labels, some which al-
ready supply seven inch stereo
“albums” to jukeboxes.
A check of FM outlets and label

personnel turned-up the following
companies who are now supplying
stereo singles to meet the needs of
FM stations who simulcast in stereo
and mono: Atlantic-Atco, A&M, Main-
stream, United Artists, Kapp, Shout,
Bang, Valiant, Verve, Dot, Warner
Bros., and Elektra. At least one indie
producer. Bob Crewe, has seen fit to
service FM stations with stereo tapes
of his new productions. The list is

almost certain to grow in view of the
fact that Cash Box has also learned
that a number of companies are get-
ting the word from their local promo

TJB Short Oscar Nominee
HOLLYWOOD—The success pattern
of A&M Records moved in on the
Oscars last week when among the
three cartoon short subjects nominated
for an Academy Award Herb Alpert
& the Tijuana Brass turned-up. Called
“Herb Alpert & the Tijuana Brass
Double Feature,” it was based on an
idea suggested by Gil Friesen, A&M
vp and general manager, to John and
Faith Hubley, who were contracted by
A&M as animators. The cartoon has
been seen only on the west coast, with
bookings throughout the world cur-
rently being planned. There are, at
present, no plans to produce additional
shorts based on the TJB, but the label

considers the nomination a very defi-

nite “prestige” event, a label spokes-
man said. 'The cartoon was released
through Paramount.

men that such a service is desirable.
In some instances, a New York

promo man pointed out, there is a
preference for stereo albums rather
than binaural singles, but these out-
lets usually fall into the straight
good-music pattern. Another draw-
back claimed is the re-mastering that
is necessary to turn-out stereo singles.
While these decks may have origi-
nated from stereo sessions, they must
be re-mastered back into stereo, re-
quiring time-and-manpower to achieve
this.

In order to avoid confusion among
its local promo staff, A&M is making
a direct mailing to FM outlets for the
time being.
The feeling among promo men

interviewed by Cash Box is that total
blanketing of stereo FM stations with
stereo singles by most companies
could come in six months. Helpful in
reaching this day, one promo man
said, would be greater public demand
by FM Stereo stations.
Spokesmen for the Columbia and

RCA labels, yet to move into the
stereo-singles-for-FM groove, said
that they were considering the release
of such product, although no great
urgency was seen from both sources.

HOLLYWOOD—Kent-Modern, a dor-

mant and virtual outcast in the R&B
field a year ago, is bouncing back
onto the national charts. And with
renewed vigor. “We’re definitely back
in the business,” says president Saul
Bahari, “and starting to make our
share of the noise around.”

Firms, which include the Crown
pressing plant (averaging between 2

and 3 million gross each year) should
“realistically” add another million and
a half in ’67 as a result of regenera-
tion in the R&B market. “We’ve
been in the blues business for over 20
years,” says Bahari, “and in the
early days we were one of the more
prominent labels. We expect to be
up there again—and perhaps before
the year is out.”

Formed In ’44

Modern, which started in ’44 (with
RPM joining in ’49) were both basi-

cally R&B labels and featured such
artists as Hadda Brooks, Johnny
Moore and the Blazers with Charles
Brown, Gene Phillips, Jimmy Wither-
spoon, Lightning Hopkins, John Lee
Hooker, the Teen Queens, Etta James,
Jesse Belvin, the Jacks, the Cadets
and B. B. King. In ’61 the Kent label

was added, primarily for B. B. King
who was, until recently, Kent-Mod-
ern’s only artist. Though he has not
been on the label for the past four
years (King is now an ABC talent),

Kent has enough King sides to con-
tinue releasing his singles for several
more years. Newest is “Jungle,” a six

year old master overdubbed to offer

a more current sound. According to
Bahari, King continues to sell a mini-
mum of 75,000 with each release and,
occasionally, will blossom forth with
a “giant”—“Rock Me Baby,” released

just a couple of years back, sold well
over 400,000.

Just about six months ago, partly
as a result of continued requests from
distributors, Kent and Modern were
reactivated. First single was Lowell
Fulsom’s “The Tramp” (produced by
Jules Bahari), an R&B smash which
also climbed onto the pop charts.
“Between ’57 and ’66 we had been
sitting on the fence,” says Saul, “in-

volved with the Cadet (budget
priced) LP’s. And doing well enough.
But the Fulsom single provided the
incentive and enthusiasm for the re-
formation.” (New single by Fulsom
is “Make A Little Love.”) Current
roster includes Fulsom, Mary Love,
Z. Z. Hill, Vernon Garrett and Willie
Garland, a “down home blues” artist
whose initial single is “Black Widow
Spider.”

Saul Bahari has just come off a
promotion tour which covered Chicago,
Detroit, N.Y., Philadelphia, Baltimore
and Washington, with brother Joe
Bahari covering the south. And re-
cently appointed A&R chief Mike
Akopoff (former producer for Ray
Charles’ Tangerine label) in Pitts-
burgh, Cleveland, Oklahoma and N.Y.
where he also contacted music pub-
lishers, searching for new material.
George Panos is general manager and
sales manager in charge of developing
new product. Current LP catalog in-

cludes about 18 titles but “it’s not just
a question of turning out product.
We’ve had a lot of experience with the
LP business and we know you have to
have something there to sell. We think

we have the product. We know the

bag—it’s R&B—and it would be a

shame to let 22 years of that knowl-

edge go completely to waste.”

PLEASING THE TEENS— In a continuing effort to fill ^he teen bag, Colum-
bia Records has signed both the Buckinghams and Lou Christie. The Bucking-
hams’ first Columbia single will be “Don’t You Care”/“Why Don’t You Love
Me.” Lou Christie, who hit with “Lightning Strikes” (1966), “Two Faces
Have I” (1965), and “A Gypsy Cried” (1964), will debut for the label with
“Shake Hands And Walk Away”/“Escape.” All of Lou Christie’s Columbia
recordings wall be produced by Charles Calello, producer of pop A&R. All of
this artist’s disk material is self-penned.

NEW YORK—Research in copyright
law is intimately associated with the
whole field of international relation-
ships.

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Record Club Of America
Offers Artist Royaity Deal
PHILADELPHIA—The 750,000 mem-
ber strong Record Club of America
has offered artists whose LP product
goes through the Club on a non-ex-
clusive basis full royalties, including
free bonus and premium albums. A
royalty rate of more than 10% is
payable monthly.
The Club has outlined this bid in

a letter, signed by Sigmund Fried-
man, president of the Club, to per-
sonal managers and booking agents.
For Club distribution, royalty rates
for artists are usually lower than
sales through retail outlets.
The Club, which gathers its inven-

i tory through normal wholesaling
channels, is thus attempting to com-
pete more favorably with Clubs that
have exclusive tie-ins with labels for
the distribution through the mails
of their product. In line with this,
the Record Club of America has also
filed a motion and affidavit before
the Federal Trade Commission, al-
leging that exclusive deals between
labels and Clubs run by such labels
as Columbia, Capitol and RCA are
unlawful. Two years ago, Columbia
Records got the nod from the FTC,
following a long round of hearings,
to continue to make Club deals with
outside labels.

Mercury In Hot
Selling Streak
CHICAGO—A streak of hot singles
late last year which helped account
for a 21% sales increase during 1966
over 1965 has held up through the
first two months of the current year
and should continue well into the mid-
year, Irving B. Green, president of
Mercury Record Corp., augured re-

cently. Green noted that the steady
flow of hot product from all labels
within the Mercury family has pro-
duced a resultant group of chart-
making albums which are based upon
these hit singles.
The peak example of this consist-

ent pop hit release occurred on Feb.
24. On that day. Mercury’s manufac-
turing base at Richmond, Indiana,
shipped what was reported to be the
largest single day’s initial order in
the firm’s history when four singles
by currently top pop artists were
released simultaneously. The releases
are Roger Miller’s “Walkin’ In The
Sunshine,” the Blues Magoos’ “Pipe
Dream,” Dusty Springfield’s “I’ll Try
Anything,” and Keith’s “Tell Me To
My Face.”
These singles will receive a big

saturation coverage on radio outlets
and the trade advertising budget to
herald their release is also reported
to be huge.

Contributing to the heavy sales
run which began late in Oct. 1966
have been such Philips successes as
Brian Hyland’s “Run, Run Look And
See” and “Hung Up In Your Eyes;”
Frankie Valli’s “The Proud Ones;”
Prince Buster’s “The Ten Command-
ments” and the 4 Seasons’ “Tell It
To The Rain” and “Beggin’.” Mer-
cury’s chartmakers since Oct. have
been: the Blues Magoos’ “We Ain’t
Got Nothin’ Yet;” Jerry Butler’s “I
Dig You Baby;” Dee Dee Warwick’s
“I Want To Be With You;” Keith’s
“98.6” and Lesley Gore’s “Califor-
nia Nights.” Fontana contributed the
biggest, fastest selling single in the
corporation’s history with “Winches-
ter Cathedral” while Smash was step-
ping out with the Left Banke’s “Pret-
ty Ballerina” and Jimmy Castor’s
“Hey Leroy (Your Momma’s Calling
You).”

NEW YORK—MIDEM, the interna-
tional record and music publishing
market which recently closed its first

annual meeting in Cannes, France,
is already blueprinting plans for
MIDEM 2, to be held 29 January
through 3 February of next year.
With virtually all the record com-

panies and publishers who partici-
pated in this year’s MIDEM already
contracted to take part in MIDEM 2,

the wheels have been set in motion to
increase the number of offices in the
Palais des Festivals, Cannes, which
are available to participants.
MIDEM chief Bernard Chevry re-

mained in Cannes for a full week
following last month’s meetings to
confer with Mayor Bernard Comut
Geatele of Cannes and other city of-

der to support his family as a drama
and speech teacher in a Tallahassee,
Florida, high school. However, he
bought his sons instruments hoping
that his dream of becoming a musi-
cian would be fullfilled by Cannonball
and his younger brother, Nathaniel
(Nat) Adderley. In Aug., 1964, Can-
nonball signed an exclusive recording
contract with Capitol Records.

visited and enjoyed in the summer of

1965. In fact, their current hit sin-

to their British followers; the back-

ground screams underscoring the

Byrds’ singing and instrumentation on
the single were part of a recorded

crowd reaction to one of their con-

cert appearances in Bournemouth,
Hampshire, on Aug. 15, 1965.

The Byrds will move into film

work upon their return from Europe.

RCA Releases 17
Canadian Albums
NEW YORK—In commemoration of
the centennial of Canada’s confedera-
tion, a collection of seventeen albums
devoted to the music of Canada has
been released by the RCA Victor
Company of Canada in conjunction
with the Canadian Broadcasting Com-
pany International Service.
Announcement was made by George

Harrison, vice president and general
manager of the record division of
RCA of Canada, who said that the
albums, representing every aspect of
classical Canadian music during the
last hundred years, are a concerted
attempt to bring into perspective the
numerous Canadians who have con-
tributed to the international musical
scene.
The seventeen albums will be avail-

able in the U.S. through dealers in
stereo only.
The project, covering the work of

32 composers, represents the first ef-
fort to make recordings of Canadian
music in the classical field available
commercially throughout the world.

Contents of the albums include
some 42 works, mainly by living com-
posers, performed by such groups
as the CBC Toronto Chorus and
Symphony Orchestra, the McGill
Chamber Orchestra, the Chamber En-
semble of the Winnipeg Symphony,
the Orchestra of the Little Sympho-
nies, and such soloists as violinists
Hyman Bress, Steven Staryk and
Marta Hidy, cellist Peggie Samson,
fiutist Dirk Keetbass, organists Ken-
neth Gilbert and Hugh McLean, and
pianists Charles Reiner, Malcolm
Troup, Victor Bouchard and Renee
Morisset.

In addition, there are a limited
number of performances by Canadian
musicians of works by Beethoven,
Brahms, Britten, Messiaen and others.

Each album cover is illustrated by
the reproduction of a piece of art by
a Canadian artist from the Canadian
National Gallery in Ottawa, and
each album contains program nota-
tions and information about the com-
posers represented therein.

Harrison said that he felt the col-
lection would be particularly valua-
ble to musicologists, musicians, com-
posers and educators and that special
efforts would be made to bring the
project to the attention of these peo-
ple in Canada, the U.S. and, through
the CBC’s radio and television out-
lets, in other parts of the world.

Ampex Reports Record
Sales And Earnings

NEW YORK—William E. Roberts,
president and chief executive officer

of Ampex Corporation, reports that
record sales and earnings were
achieved by the company in the third
quarter and nine months ended Jan.
28.

Sales for the first three quarters of
fiscal year 1967 totaled $153,008,000,
up 32% from $115,692,000 in the first

nine months of the previous year. Net
earnings after taxes were $7,011,000
or 74 cents per share on 9,480,281
average shares outstanding, up 24%
from $5,669,000 or 61 cents per share
on 9,351,741. shares.
For the third quarter, sales were

$51,743,000, up 23% from $41,977,000
in the third quarter a year ago. Net
earnings were $2,558,000 or 27 cents
per share, up 15% from $2,232,000, or
24 cents per share.
“Our sales and profit plans remain

on target, and we expect continued
growth in both categories for the bal-
ance of the year,” Roberts said.

NEW YORK—Rick Zehringer, leader
of The McCoys, who racked up one
of the biggest selling rock & roll

records of all time—“Hang On
Sloopy” and has since been a con-
sistent chart group, state that they
have requested their agency to con-
centrate on college dates as “the
only way performers can build a
following for the future.”

Zehringer explained his statement,
which was defined in a letter to the
William Morris office from the boys’
personal manager Roy Rifkind, as
not completely ruling out the highly
remunerative teenage one-nighter
tours and concerts, but changing the
booking emphasis to the older uni-
versity student. “You don’t get to es-
tablish performance values when you
are part of a large show playing for
the teens. First of all, you can’t do
enough numbers to begin to consti-
tute a full act; secondly, the teeny-
boppers are interested in hearing
whatever record sound is currently
exciting them. They don’t really care
about anything else. Nobody ‘stops
the show’ and the worst kind of a
performance wins screams of delight
if the artist has a record that is cur-
rently top ten.
“There is nothing wrong with this

as far as it goes and we’re not ob-
livious to the big money it repre-
sents or to our own need to stay in

front of the teens.
“These kids are buying our records

and bugging the disk jockeys in our
behalf. However, we have come to
realize that if we’re going to be able

to expand beyond this narrow area,

and to have continued acceptance

even when we don’t have a current

hit on the charts, we’ve got to de-

velop a following that digs us as

performers. There is no sense in pre-

tending that this is going to be the

kind of performance older people

(i.e.—Zehringer is 18) who go to ex-

clusive night clubs to hear Tony
Martin, Frankie Laine or Jane Mor-
gan will flip over. It would have to

be somebody young enough to dig

our sound, but mature enough to be
willing to give us enough time so

that we can register as performers.

Today that’s only one kind of person

in one place—college students on

campus.”

recording was produced by Gene Redd
and made its debut recently on the

Dean Martin TV show.

Setting the pace for Musicor in the

R&B field is producer Luther Dixon,

who has been particularly active for

the firm as well as for his own label.

Dynamo Records, distributed in the

U.S. by Musicor.

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London Hoods For Best Quarter Yet
NEW YOEK—London Records has re-

portedly chalked up the biggest single

sales month in its history, and ap-
pears certain of achieving its biggest
sales quarter as well during the first

fourth of 1967. According to Herb
Goldfarb, national sales and distribu-

tion manager for London, the month
of Jan. set a new record for the firm,

with business reaching a peak as a

result of the company’s 20th anniver-

sary sales convention held in London,
England.
London currently has 11 noise-mak-

ing LP’s on the market. Of the eight

pop LP’s, three
—“Between The But-

tons” by the Rolling Stones, Manto-
vani’s “Golden Hits,” and Tom Jones’

“Green Green Grass Of Home”—were
released at the Jan. sales meetings.

So big is the Stones’ “Between The
Buttons” that London expects RIAA

sales certification for a Gold Record
award within a few days. Another
Stones’ item now on the charts is

“Got Love If You Want It.” For Mon-
tovani, the new “Golden Hits” LP
shares chart honors for the maestro
with his “Mr. Music,” released late
last year. Margaret Whiting’s “Wheel
Of Hurt” LP, continuing the singer’s

great current revival, rounds out the

London pop LP chart picture.

Goldfarb emphasized the fact that,

as a part of the saturation promotion

master plan on the firm’s current LP
line-up, no new albums have been re-

leased since the convention. The label’s

entire staff of district men is con-

tinuing the heavy drive on existing

product.

Phonos, Radios Help Record Electronic Sales

WASHINGTON—Final tabulation of

Dec. distributor sales by the Elec-

tronic Industries Association’s Mar-
keting services department confirms
industry estimates of sales records in

all major product categories.

FM radios and phonographs con-
tributed heavily to the sales gain.

Shipments to retailers were 631,514
color TV receivers during the month,
up 79.1 per cent from the December
1965 figure, thus bringing the 1966
color TV total to 4,702,463, a 71.2 per
cent gain over the 1965 performance
of 2,746,618 units.

Distributor sales of radios regis-
tered interesting patterns b::th for the
month and the year. Home radios (in-

cluding table, clock and portable
models) totaled 1,470,927 in Decem-
ber 1966 compared with 1,731,030 for
the same month a year ago. Yet this
category managed a gain of 2.4 per
cent on a total year basis (13,601,781
vs. 13,281,698). FM radios (including
all home models but excluding auto)
repeated the same pattern, only more
markedly. December FM distributor

sales were 378,122, compared with
498,187 in the last month of 1965,

while full year results showed this

category of products at $3,702,829,

19.9 per cent over the 1965 figure of

3,088,574.
The auto radio trend was just the

reverse, with a December rise of 3.1

per cent (939,792 units) still resulting

in a total year decline of 8.1 per cent

from 1965 (9,389,288 vs. 10,021,549).

The phonograph-makers registered

a creditable increase in the annual
figures. The portable-table category
sales figure was 701,084 in December
1966 and 708,229 in December 1965.

But the full year figure showed a 6.5

per cent edge over 1965 (4,310,309 vs.

4,046,015).
Console phonographs were up 4.9

per cent for the year (1,792,609 vs.

1,708,666 for 1966). December 1966

console sales were 236,827 compared
with 266,873 the same month a year
earlier.

Total phonograph distributor sales

thus advanced 6.1 per cent for the

year (to 6,102,918 units).

lemma, Livingston stated: “The situ-

ation today is similar to that in 1949,
when industry engaged in a “War of
the Speeds” 78 vs, 33-1/3 vs, 45 rpm.
Capitol at the time, with two other
major companies going their own
opposing ways, felt that it had no
choice but to be the first company to

offer its products in all speeds. The
ultimate result has been the public’s

selection of the 33-1/3 rpm LP as the
primary recording vehicle, but with
the nuisance of a single record oper-

ating on a different mechanism and at

a different speed as well.

“Such unilateral actions can only

result in industry confusion, unneces-

sary costs, and most importantly,

nuisance to the consumer. For this

reason, it had been our hope that the

automotive industry and the manu-

facturers of hang-on tape decks would

settle on a single standardized system.

Unfortunately, we no longer feel that

Capitol can be a primary influence on

the direction in which these manu-

facturers go because already too vast

an array of product both in 4-track

and 8-track is available to the buying

public.”

Livingston stressed that the avail-

ability of Capitol recordings in 4-

track cartridge form does not in itself

constitute company preference of 4-

track over 8-track. According to

Livingston, Capitol will continue to

manufacture and release 8-track car-

tridges and to distribute its 8-track

product through Capitol Records Dis-

tributing Corp. as in the past.

Livingston further stated:

NEW YORK—After an absence of
nearly eight years, Erroll Garner re-

turned to Carnegie Hall on Saturday
night, Feb. 18. His performance gave
ample proof that his talent is still

intact, and the sophisticated but
swinging style of jazz that he is

known for seems as fresh and con-
temporary today as it did in 1959.
Because he plays the piano by ear

and apparently can call forth any
sound he wishes at a moment’s no-
tice, Garner’s performances are al-

ways exciting and unpredictable. True
to one of the great traditions of jazz,

he is an “on-the-spot” creator. Most
of his concert pieces are summoned
up out of his imagination to exist
only while they are being played.

GARNER
and unless they are recorded, they
are preserved only in the memory of
those who are fortunate enough to
hear them.
“Autumn Leaves,” for instance, his

lead-off piece of the evening, began
with the familiar theme but was soon
transformed into a free-wheeling im-
provisation that bore little resem-
blance to the original. Most of his
other numbers followed suit, until,

by the end of the concert, one could
say that almost the entire program
was composed by Garner himself.

Why such a talented artist has not

shadowed by her zestful clowning.
At the conclusion of the program,

singer back for several encores. The
evening was a triumph for a great

artist.

In our Feb. 18 issue we printed an
article claiming that Nashville’s Fer-
lin Husky had outdrawn Bakersfield’s
Buck Owens when the two appeared
at separate locations in Oklahoma
City during Jan. The claim prompted
General Jack McFadden to do some
quick research, and the answer he got,
based on official figures from both
Cain’s Ballroom (where Ferlin ap-
peared) and the Fairgrounds Educa-
tional Building (highlighted by Buck),
shows the following figures: Buck
Owens drew 2,128 customers at a rate
of $3.00 per head, for a grand total of
$6,384. Ferlin Husky brought in 682
fans at $2.50 each, for a total of
$1,705. Sorry, gang, that wasn’t even
close. . . . While we’re on the subject
of the Tiger, he just returned from his
tour of Japan, where he was sold out
most of the time. Buck and the boys
recorded a ‘live’ album during their
concert at Koseinenkin Concert Hall,
and also did a ‘live’ video show for the
Japanese TV network N.E.T. The fans
were so great over there, says the
Owens office, that he plans to return
in November.

Sonny James called to let us know
he’d just returned in good health
from his recent Canadian capers. His
northern tour, which he made with
David Houston, Stonewall Jackson,
Connie Smith and Johnny Paycheck,
was a huge success, with five out of
the six dates being sellouts (the —30
degree weather kept the attendance
down to a mere 2,000 on the remain-
ing date).

KSON ROLLS ALONG—The first

San Remo '67 Disk Sales
MILAN — Songs presented at this

year’s San Remo Festival have al-

ready passed the 2,500,000 mark in

sales. As always, however, the opinion
and taste of record buyers do not coin-

cide with the judgments of the juries

who voted “Non Pensare A Me” the
winning song.

“Cuore Matto” Tops Sales
The best selling disk this week in

Italy is “Cuore Matto,” recorded by
Little Tony under the Dui-ium label.

The disk has passed 500,000 copies

sold. The title is also published by
Durim’s pubber. The other disk of

“Cuore Matto,” by Mario Zelinotti,

who was the partner of Little Tony
on the San Remo stage has gone over
the 100,000 mark. This disk, too, is

released by Durium.
At number two on the Italian charts

is “Pietre,” sung by Antoine. The
young French artist, whose name was
already known among music fans be-

cause of his popularity in France, has
now reached great success in Italy,

thanks to his performance on the San
Remo stage. The artist, who cuts in

France for Vogue, has sold more
than 400,000 copies of “Pietre,” re-

leased in Italy by Walter Gurtler’s
firm, SAAR.
Fourth place on the chart belongs to

another San Remo hit, “Proposta” as
recorded by the Italian group of “I

Over 2,5 Million
Giganti” under the RI.FI. lable. I

Giganti, who reached a strongest
popularity in Italy last year, thanks
to another contest, “Un Disco Per
L’Estate” (A Recoid For The Sum-
mer), are therefore the best selling
group among those who appeared on
the San Remo stage. Their disk has
sold 300,000 copies.

Other top selling disks from the
San Remo are “LTmmensita’ ” as
sung by Johnny Dorelli on CGD, and
by Don Backy under the Clan label,

“Bisogna Saper Perdere” performed
by The Rokes, and released under the
RCA label, arc. These two disks are
listed respectively at 6th and 7th
place.
The winning composition, “Non Pen-

sare A Me” recorded by Claudio Villa
(Fonit-Cetra) and Iva Zanicchi
(Ri.Fi.), is presently listed at the 8th
position on the hit parade, followed
by the other San Remo melodic song,
“lo Tu E Le Rose” performed by
orietta Berti under the Polydor label.

The strongest sales results on the
San Remo song contest were achieved
in 1964, when two disks, “Una La-
crima Sul Viso” by Bobby Solo and
“Ogni Volta” by Paul Anka passed

the million mark in Italy only. It

seems that this year reaction is better

and faster than in 1964.
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CBS reports release of a new Caravelli EP. His records are now released in
37 different countries. Titles of the new EP are: “Les Playboys,” “Kilimand-
jaro,” ‘To Tu E Le Rose” (a song that went to finals with the Compagnons de
la Chanson at San Remo) and the winning song of San Remo “Non Pensare
A Me.”

Perez sings several Peruvian standard
valses like “Dos Afios,” “Alma Mia” and also Mexican evergreen “El Preso
Numero Nueve,” completing the album with his fii’st big hit, “Lagrima Seca.”
There is a strong market for this sort of music, mainly in the interior of the
country, but it is seldom reached by the record companies.

Businessman Enrique Giraldez, previously engaged on TV production and
still working in that field, has started a new company, IVG, devoted to the
checking of the records played by disk jockeys and radio stations. The service
has been made available to recording companies and publishers and will be of
excellent use to check the effectivity of promotion campaigns and popularity
of artists.

Strong string of releases coming from Music Hall whose toppers are en-
gaged in strong expansion plans. Stereo albums feature “The Golden Mil-
lions” by Lawrence Welk, “Big Band Scone” recorded by King of Japan, and
LP’s by Liberace and Sounds Orchestral.

Tony Del Monaco rendering, originally made for CGD.

Odeon is promoting the latest recordings by the Beach Boys (an album
tagged “The Favorite Sounds”) and Herman’s Hermits’ “No Milk Today.”

Phonogram reports the first album by the Spencer Davis group is ready for
release and the new Johnny Hallyday album, “La Generation Perdue,” has
been well received; the same happened with the latest single by Johnny,

Today’s music and games operator, who, for finan-

cial reasons, “bum luck” or sheer laziness allows his

business to stand still, soon finds himself with a frac-

tion of the locations he once had. Through the normal

course of events, an operator who fails to pump en-

ergy, creative thought and a good percentage of his

profits back into the route will watch his locations

gradually erode one by one until that day comes when
he’s faced with selling the little that remains or mak-
ing a capital investment in the purchase of an addi-

tional route to return his operation to its former size.

The size of a route dictates the weekly overhead.

When one or more servicemen handle 100 machines at

a weekly wage, that wage actually increases to the em-

ployer as the number of his locations dwindles. The

cost of the operation divided by the number of ma-

chines may become prohibitive as a handful of loca-

tions goes one year, another half-dozen the next until

the point of no return is finally reached.

One of the primary reasons an operator loses a loca-

tion is because another operator will gain it. Call it

“jumping” if you will—call it dirty if you want—it’s

Tomorrow '

part of the business. In many cases, a competitor will

offer your location a better loan, a sizable bonus and/

or a shiney new piece of equipment. In short, the vic-

torious competitor was in a better position to bargain

than the loser and as a result, the latter’s position is

going nowhere but down.

It’s a vicious cycle that can only be recovered by

fresh money from a new partner or an additional job

in the Post Office. The question is not why the competi-

tor was in a better bargaining position but how the

loser got on the downhill slide in the first place.

Why it’s easy—just offer your customers shabby

old equipment, poor service, inadequate, dated rec-

ords for the juke, that same old dusty game—a grudg-

ing outlook on spending time and money.

Everyone says you’ve got to spend a buck to make a

buck. The song says “give a little, take a little, but take ^

a little bit more.” Good thoughts each one but badly

practiced by the complaining operator. To spend a

buck on a few extra records, better equipment, more
conscientious service personnel now is to save a loca-

tion, perhaps your entire route later.

tions until, with remote equipment,
the number reached twelve different
relays (no two alike) tailored for
each application with auxiliary equip-
ment to add more in the future. Long
life for fast acting relays was a con-
stant problem of blade failure from
blade fatigue.
Because of their speed of action, re-

lay problems were hard to visualize
and trouble shooting was an art by
itself. Replacing a defective relay re-
quired removal of the unit containing
the relay, and considerable time for
unsoldering and resoldering.
The history of relay progress, how-

ever, has been one of constant refine-
ment and development to a point
where the modern product is far su-
perior to its older cousins. The devel-
opment of efficient enclosed relays
with numerous contacts capable of
being plugged in called for a re-eval-
uation of the relays used in the phon-
ographs.
Numerous contacts, most of which

could be molded into a fixed support
in closely controlled position, elimi-
nated many adjustment problems.
Reducing armature mass, these ad-
vance designs gave an efficient mag-
netic structure. Enclosing this relay
in a plastic case protected the con-
tacts from dust and fumes increasing
its reliability.

Any
spare contacts for a relay in a spe-
cific application may be ganged for
greater reliability.

The standardization allowed a com-
plete review of all the characteristics
of the chosen relays. From this ex-
haustive data, engineering investiga-
tion and design of circuits is more
accurate, complete, and reliable, this

reliability being passed on to the op-

erator and location owner.

Standardization has reduced the dis-

relay in red socket and white relay
in white socket. No costly, separate
relay adjusting tools needed, no sep-

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Daley & Canteen's O'Malley Ponder Chicago's Convention Future

CHICAGO—Windy City’s Convention
Bureau called upon its members to

^ energetically meet the challenge to-
ward helping the convention cap-
ital’ of this hemisphere retain its
envious status at a meeting, Thurs-
day, February 16, in the Palmer
House, exactly one month after the
McCormick Place fire which has
threatened Chicago’s supremacy as a
convention center. More than 450 con-

I vention members and guests also
^ heard a detailed plan for the rehabili-

tation of the International Amphi-
theatre.

Patrick L. O’Malley, president of
the Canteen Corporation, and a direc-
tor of the bureau, dramatically urged
the members and prominent guests
to help relieve some of the financial
burden caused by the costly fire that
almost completely destroyed the vast,
modern convention hall on the lake-
front. He pointed out that this year’s
$300,000 bureau budget compares
with the $1,000,000 annual budget for
a similar group in Miami, and a $200,-
000 budget for the convention bureau
in San Diego, a city about one-sixth
the size of Chicago.
Mayor Richard J. Daley praised the

Chicago Convention Bureau for a
'“miraculous job” in keeping most of
the convention business in Windy City
by locating other suitable facilities.

' In addition to the facilities, said the
mayor, ‘‘there is the co-operation, the
civic spirit and the know-how which
enabled Chicago to meet every chal-

lenge.”
As the rehabilitation of the Am-

phitheatre is considered along with
that of McCormick Place O’Malley,
et al reasserted their belief that this
city requires two such accommoda-
tions for its convention business.
NAMA executives recently shifted

the convention site to the Amphithea-

tre (as reported in Cash Box, Febru-
ary 11 issue), with the dates remain-
ing the same, October 28-31, accord-
ing to Thomas B. Hungerford, execu-
tive director.

Ironically a fire also threatened
this huge convention hall on January
4, but it was dramatically saved by
the quick response and efforts of

Chicago’s Fire Department.
Among the improvements planned

for the Amphitheatre at that time
were the installation of escalator sys-
tems from the Exhibition Hall to the
south, second floor wing of the arena,
and numerous improvements in the
Stock Yard Restaurant, including
greater expansion.

Park, which is also operated by the
Hankin Brothers.

The Waterfall, which features an
indoor waterfall, is one of the finest

eating places in the area and a music
machine has never fit into the decor
or policy of the room. The Cinejuke-
box, Hankin said, provides The Water-
fall with a new and attractive medi-
um of entertainment. In addition, the

nine stereoptic slides when the ma-
