Of The Album Business

The recoriJ business succeeds best

when its best-selling product covers

lots of ground. Happily, this is the cur-

rent state-of-affairs on the LP listings.

Nowhere on the chart is this more ap-

parent (and indicative of LP sales pros-

perity) than in the Top 10. A rundown

of this magical circle reveals not only

the eclectic nature of today’s hits, but

the kind of sales that elect an LP to a

disk Hall of Fame. Seven out of 10 al-

bums recently listed among the Top 10

were RIAA-audited gold-sellers, a re-

markable .700 batting average!

But, historic sales or no, it’s the

spread of hit musical sounds that

makes the creative phase of album pro-

duction so encouraging. Pop-rock, as

exemplified by the Monkees, the Roll-

ing Stones, the Supremes, the Mamas
& Papas and the Temptations, contin-

ues on its rhythmic, merry sales way.

Disk buying traffic is also keeping cash

registers humming for soundtracks

(e.g. “Sound of Music,” “Dr. Zhivago”),

“good music” songsters (Ed Ames)

and instrumentalists (Herb Alpert). It

is also worthy to note that the Top 10

reads like a summary of the rest of the

chart, with sounds in the aforemen-

tioned area also showing up strong, in-

cluding Broadway cast product.

Picking up on encouragement to the

“creative phase” of the business, it is,

indeed, a valuable dividend to the ac-

ceptance of a wide variety of product

that men behind the album scene can

pursue their jobs with the realization

that their labors can bear fruit. Not

just creative elements who are riding

the crest of a current fad, but A&R
men, producers and the like who direct

their talents to musical sounds that re-

ceive less hoopla. The stimulation of a

crack at the Top 10 can only produce

better album product.

There Is an old and generally reli-

able saw in the business that claims

that the record business sometimes

needs just one real hot item to draw

traffic. The album business, however,

is drawing unprecedented traffic on the

very fortunate basis of a number of real

hot items. And, to complete the best of

all possible worlds in the album area,

you can just about name any type of pop

sound in that hit class.

NEW YORK—There’s a broad re-
gional “sound” rivalry taking place
in the record business. What has de-
veloped, trade observers feel, is a
distinct competition between record-
ing factors in the east and those on
the west coast.

Stimulated largely by a kind of
west coast chauvanism, the compe-
tition is a declaration of pride among
California record people that they are
“far ahead” of the east coast in pro-
ducing the latest sounds. They point,
as do many circles outside of the
music business, to such areas as San
Francisco, often referred to as the
“City of Psychedelphia,” where new
groups (e.g. Jefferson Airplane) are
exploring new concepts in pop-rock
sounds (see March 11 editorial. “New
Musical Roots”). That some of these
groups are finally receiving national
sales attention is indicative, it’s said,
that these sounds have emerged from
their status as “local” phenomena in-
to universally accepted formats.
On the other hand, some west coast

tradesters are “looking down” at the

WASHINGTON—Record companies
last week (21) urged Congress to
broaden the nation’s copyright law so
as to require those whose businesses
are based on the playing of record-
ings—radio and TV stations, juke
boxes, commercial background music
services and discotheque—to pay
royalties to record companies and
performers.
The plea was made before a Sen-

ate Judiciary Subcommittee consider-
ing revision of the current copyright
law, most of the provisions of which
date back to 1909.

Testifying were representatives of
the Record Industry Association of
America, whose members make and

type of sounds emanating from east.
While the east is coming up with its

share of hits, they usually fall into
the category of straightforward and,
in their view, not very inventive ap-
proaches. These types of records in-
clude “good music” vocals and in-
strumentals.
From an east coast standpoint, it

is explained that the west coast has
always worked under the long shadow
cast by the domination of the east in
the record business. Therefore, the
west coast is attempting to put a
progressive tag on its own activities,
setting it apart not only from the
east, but other areas as well.
The record business, of course, has

always felt the impact of “local”
sounds, from the Philadelphia Sound
to the Detroit Sound. However, it is

usually a single label that has pro-
duced the great bulk of these hits in
any given area. What the west coast
is trying to say, observers state, is

that the general output of their
sounds is unique and winning the
battle of “sounds.”

St. Paul, Minnesota. All proceeds—
once minimum production and mail-

ing costs are met—will go to the

American Freedom From Hunger
Foundation. This nonprofit foundation
seeks to mobilize America’s vast pri-

vate resources in the worldwide war
against hunger and malnutrition.
“Everyone responsible for this ef-

fort,” said Foundation president
James O’Connor, “deserves tremen-
dous credit—most of all the great
artists and the cooperating com-
panies who have donated their talent

and services.”
O’Connor said that initial public

response was very enthusiastic. “For
one dollar,” he said, “a buyer can
contribute to a good cause and ac-

quire a first-rate record—and a col-

lector’s item at that.”

Columbia Psycollage
Unveiled At- Teen Fair

LOS ANGELES—The Columbia Psy-

collage: “The Eye, the Hand, the Ear
and the Heart,” a radical departure

from the expected in display booths,

was unveiled by Columbia Records in

its prominent space at the Los
Angeles Teen-Age Fair. More than

300,000 Southern California youths

were expected to “participate” in the

Columbia exhibit during the fair’s

ten-day run, starting March 17.

Designed and executed in New
York by Robert Cato, director of

creative services, Columbia Records,

the Psycollage features silk-screen

reproductions of Columbia pop artists

on two facing thirty-foot murals on
masonite panels. A stereo tape of

thirty hit songs by various Columbia
teen-oriented artists is broadcast
through speakers in a “ceiling” over

the collage, while unusual lighting

effects play over the collage and spec-

tators.

The effect is one of “total environ-

ment”—making spectators in the tun-

nel-like display participants in a con-

trolled audio-visual experience.

The Columbia Psycollage is located

in the main lobby of the Palladium
and is one of the first exhibits fair

attendees see. Participants pass
through the Psycollage and then are

presented with posters as souvenirs

of the experience, along with a spe-

cial Columbia Records edition of Go,

the weekly pop newspaper.

Cato used silk-screen reproductions

of photographs of Columbia artists as

the exhibit’s primary medium, empha-
sized with geometric designs in paint.

Built in a Brooklyn factory, the col-

lage was disassembled and flown to

California for exhibition.

Among the artists featured in the

Psycollage are Paul Revere and the

Raiders, the Byrds, Simon and Gar-
funkel, the Peanut Butter Conspiracy,

Lou Christie, Peaches and Herb, the

Chambers Brothers, Tim Rose, the

Cyrkle, Gene Clark, Chad and Jeremy,
Shirley Ellis, the Sparrow, Bob Dylan
and Brute Force.

Innocence

The Innocence, Kama Sutra record-
ing artists, display a versatility which
is little short of phenomenal. The
trio, composed of Artie Ripp, Pete
Anders, and Vinnie Poncia, are all

writers-producers-artists. Ripp the
president of Kama Sutra Productions,
is the vocalist of the group. He is

making his debut as a performer with
the Innocence. Anders, who plays
guitar, is also bowing as an artist

with the trio. He has produced with
Poncia for Jay and the Americans,
with “Come A Little Bit Closer” to

his credit. He also produced “Younger
Girl” and “Mr. Dieingly Sad” for the
Critters. Poncia, guitarist for the
threesome, is a fertile songwriter who
penned “Mind Excursion” with And-
ers. In collaboration with Anders and
Ripp, Poncia wrote three tunes which
will be included in a forthcoming In-
nocence album on Kama Sutra. In
evaluating the group’s sound, Anders
and Poncia say that they score their

music for the “gossamer strings of

the guitar,” not the hard sounds of
the ’50’s. The Innocence is represented
on the charts this week with “Mairzy
Doats,” which is number 80.

Woolies

The Woolies, whose collective age
averages out to 19, are comprised of

Bill (Bee) Woolie, Jeff (Runt) Woolie,
Jeff’s brother, and Stormy Woolie.
Bill plays what has come to be called

the Woolie Washboard. Jeff, 16 is the
youngest, smallest, and newest mem-
ber of the Woolies. Like his older

brother. Bob, he has been trained in

music since he was five years old.

Besides singing some lead, he plays
lead, rhythm and bass guitar, piano
and organ. Bob plays first chair piano
and organ for the Woolies, but he also

plays guitar, bass and harmonica. In

addition, he sings both lead and back-
ground. He has done much of the
group’s writing and arranging. Stormy
sings lead, plays lead, rhythm, and
bass guitar, and writes material for

the quartet. His musical background
is made up of strong folk and blues
influences, as he got his start singing
with the Beaver Basin Two, a folk

duo. The Woolies, young in age and
heart, are already making themselves
felt on the pop scene. Their current
single, “Who Do You Love,” is num-
ber 82 on the charts this week.
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FRANCIS ALBERT SINATRA & ANTONIO
CARLOS JOBIM—Reprise R (RS) 1021
Here it is. The new Frank Sinatra album. The

artist is given vocal support on four of the ten
outings on the set by Antonio Carlos Jobim. The
music is arranged and conducted by Clause Oger-
man. There is no doubt that the disk will be a
huge success, with Sinatra delivering such goods
as “The Girl From Ipanema,” “Meditation,” and
“Once I Loved.” Watch this one go.

DIONNE WARWICK ON STAGE AND IN THE
MOVIES—Dionne Warwick—Scvepter SRM 559

Popular songstress Dionne Warwick might
well be in for a long chart ride with her latest
LP. The set, a groovy collection of stage and
film hits, includes “One Hand, One Heart,”
“Something Wonderful,” “You’ll Never Walk
Alone,” “The Way You Look Tonight,” and seven
others. Dionne is really at the top of her form
on this one. Give it a careful listen.

THOROUGHLY MODERN MILLIE—Original
Soundtrack (Andrews/Channing)—Decca DL
1500/71500
The original soundtrack from the flick, “Thor-

oughly Modern Millie,” captures the bouncy,
rollicking quality of the film. Eight-time Oscar
winners Sammy Cahn and James Van Heusen
composed two new songs, “The Tapioca” and
“Thoroughly Modern Milly,” and Andre Previn
arranged, conducted and scored all the warm,
happy music. The LP, a potpourri of new songs
and old favorites, should be a biggie.

MURMURIO (MURMUR OF LOVE)—Walter
Wanderley—Tower T/ST 5058
Walter Wanderley supplements the sound of

his organ with his own fleet, expert piano, and
with guitar, bass, tenor sax, and percussion. In-
cluded on the offering are the title tune, “Mur-
murio,” “The Girl From Ipanema,” and “Samba
On The Beach.” The artist creates lilting, lively,

and bewitching sounds, and the LP is likely to
become a blockbuster.

THAT ACAPULCO GOLD—Rainy Daze—UNI
3002/73002

Currently riding the Top 100 with their single,
“That Acapulco Gold,” the Rainy Daze stand a
good chance of having another winner on their
hands with this LP of the same name. In addi-
tion to the title song, the set includes “Baby I

ELECTRIC COMIC BOOK—Blues Magoos—Mer-

The Blues Magoos present a package of rock

The songs include the fivesome’s cur-
rent chart item, “There’s A Chance We Can
Make It,” “Summer Is The Man,” and another
chart single, “Pipe Dream.” The Blues Magoos
are a lively group, and they compel the attention
of the listener. The album should find favor
among the group’s increasing number of follow-
ers.

SCORE 3 POINTS—Presented by Earle Doud &
Alen Robin—Capitol T/ST 2629
What with the current mania for political sur-

veys, someone had to come along to satirize this
nation-wide pulse-taking. The honors go to Earle
Doud and Alen Robin, who wrote and created
“Score 3 Points.” Doud is the sole creator of the
big selling LP, “The First Family.” The humor
is quick and it hits the mark consistently.
Comedy album fans should find this set much to
their liking.

REVOLUTION—Madame Cathy Berberian—Fon-
tana MGF 27564/SRF 67564

In an album devoted exclusively to Beatles-
penned songs, popular operatic soprano Cathy
Berberian lends her ample talents to “I Want To
Hold Your Hand,” “Here, There, And Every-
where,” “You’ve Got To Hide Your Love Away,”
“Can’t Buy Me Love,” and eight others. Done
opera-style, the Beatles tunes fare surprisingly
well, and “Revolution” could become a sought-
after item in both pop and good music circles.

THAT’S LIFE & PINEAPPLE MARKET—Billy

Vaughn—Dot DLP 3788/25788
Billy Vaughn and his (Jrchestra present a selec-

tion of good music sounds. Among the offerings

are the title tunes, “That’s Life” and “Pineapple
Market.” Also included is the recent chart item,

“Green, Green Grass Of Home.” Billy Vaughn
and his troupe make for relaxed listening and
the album should move fast among the middle of

the road trade.

BRASILIAN IMPRESSIONS—Dick Hyman

Dick Hyman’s piano and woodwinds give their

impressions of the Brazilian sound in such tunes
as “Sugarloaf,” “Samba De Duas Notas,” “Song
Of The Jet,” and “0 Barquinho.”

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Mersey To Cut All OfBobby Vinton ’s Dates

NEW YORK—Bob Mersey, head of
Columbia Records A&R department,
will hereafter be the exclusive pro-
ducer for all LPs and singles by Epic
recording star Bobby Vinton.

Vinton’s current hit, “For He’s A
Jolly Good Fellow,” was produced and
arranged by Mersey, who also pro-
duced the singer’s Top Ten record,
“Coming Home Soldier,” and who ar-
ranged some of Vinton’s earlier hit
records, “Roses Are Red” and “Mr.
Lonely.”

Vinton has just completed his first

Mersey-produced LP album, as yet
untitled.

Discussing his plans for Vinton,
Mersey noted last week that increas-
ing emphasis will be placed on the
LP front in addition to singles. “Much
care will be given to the overall album
project,” be stressed. “We will focus
on selecting a whole program of good
songs with current appeal, rather
than simply building an LP out of a
hit single.”

Mersey, who is closely associated
with the recordings of Barbra
Streisand and Andy Williams, added
that “quality contemporary songs
with strong standard potential will

be tbe goal in every album.”

companies. Tbe public would be the
ultimate loser, they declared.

Label Reps Testify

Testifying in behalf of the record
industiy were its special counsel,
Thurman Arnold, a partner in the
Washington law firm of Arnold &
Porter; David Kapp, president of
Kapp Record, and currently Presi-
dent of RIAA; Clive J. Davis, vice-
president and General Manager of
CBS Records; Alan W. Livingston,
president of the Capitol Records;
Jarrell McCracken, President of
Word Records; Isabelle Marks, assis-
tant secretary of Decca Records; Sid-
ney Diamond, counsel to London
Records, and Special Counsel to
RIAA, and Ernest Meyers, the As-
sociation’s General Counsel. A state-
ment was filed in behalf of Norman
Racusin, vice-president and general
manager of the RCA Victor Records,
who could not be present at the hear-
ing.

Under current copyright law,
music publishers and composers share
royalties accrued from public per-
formances—live and recorded—of
their music on radio, TV, theatres,
night clubs, and the like. Record com-
panies and performing artists have
never before been entitled to receive
royalties from the public performance
of their recordings, a right that pre-
vails in most areas of the world, ex-
cept behind the iron curtain. Juke
box owners are now exempt from
paying royalties to publishers and
composers, but the revision bill cur-
rently before the Subcommittee would
remove that exemption.

‘Creative Contributions’

Record industry witnesses pointed
out that a copyright in a perfor-
mance has for many years been vest-
ed in other creative art forms—musi-
cal, dramatic and literary works, as
well as motion pictures. They stressed
that the creative contributions of the
record industry in pairing the right
song with the right artist, arrang-
ing and orchestrating it so that it

best shows oif the performer’s talent,

was as important as fitting actors to

roles in motion picures; that arrang-
ing microphones in a studio and en-

gineering a recording so as to pro-
duce the right sound and tone, pitch,

reverberation, etc., was to the record
industry what the proper set design
and lighting was to the production of

a motion picture.

Stan Kenton, driving force behind
he recently-formed National Commit-
tee for the Recording Arts, also testi-

fied on behalf of performance royalty
for artists.

Radio Study

Introduced into the record was a

study indicating that better than

73% of total radio broadcasting time

is devoted to recordings and that
profits of radio stations have been
following a steadily upward trend.
In 1962, pi-e-tax profits of radio sta-
tions were 48% better than in the
preceding year; in 1963, 26% better
than the preceding year; in 1964,
29% better than the preceding year
and in 1965, 9.9% better than the
preceding year. While radio stations
have continued to increase their sales
and profits by attracting audiences
and advertisers through the playing
of phonograph records featuring the
country’s top entertainers, neither
the performer nor the record com-
pany has received one penny from
the exploitation of their creativity
and talent.

Industry Proposal

The proposal from the record in-

dustry was that a performance copy-
right be vested in record companies
with proceeds from royalties collected
from radio stations, juke box owners
and other commercial users of sound
recordings to be split equally between
the record companies and the per-
formers.

In arguing against the proposed
increase in the royalty rate payable
to publishers and composers, the rec-
ord industry representatives pointed
out that the percentage of the indus-

try’s net sales represented in pay-
ments to music publishers steadily in-

creased from 8% in 1955 to 11.1% in

1964. While the record companies’

sales have been increasing, and the

music publishers’ share of the royalty

dollar has also been going up, profits

after taxes for the record industry

declined from 3.6% in 1965 to 1.7%
in 1964. Furthermore, the industry’s

average rate on net worth in 1955

was 5.5%; in 1964 it had dropped

to 3.8%. This information was in-

corporated in a study prepared by
Prof. John D. Glover of the Harvard
Business School and the Cambridge
Research Institute of Cambridge,

Massachusetts.

It was stressed that publishers re-

ceive royalties on recordings sold

whether or not the record companies

even make back their original invest-

ment in producing the recording. The
Glover report, for example, indicated

that record companies presently lose

money on 74% of all the single rec-

ords released, 61% of all popular

long-playing records and 87% of all

classical records. Whereas the royalty

rate per musical selection represented

only 5% of the wholesale price of the

record when it was enacted into law
in 1909, it represented 15% of the

company’s selling price to wholesalers

for long-playing popular records by
1964. The Senate Subcommittee was
told that there might, indeed, be an
inequitable split of these royalties

between the publishers and the com-
posers but that this should be solved

in talks between those parties and
not made the basis of rate increases

imposed on record companies.

TALENT ON STAGE

ORNETTE COLEMAN TRIO
PHILADELPHIA WOODWIND QUINTET

NEW YORK— On Friday evening,
March 17, the Ornette Coleman Trio
and the Philadelphia Woodwind Quin-
tet gave a joint concert at the Village
Theater. The Trio came on first and
performed two wild, polytonal jazz
works, “The Little Symphony,” and
“Just For You.” Coleman played alto

sax on the first piece and trumpet on
the second.

Providing a strong contrast to Cole-
man’s freaky sounds, the Philadelphia
Woodwind Quintet offered a spare and
angular (but well formed) classical

composition entitled “En Forme De
Chores,” by Heitor Villa-Lobos. Cole-
man then returned to the stage,

picked up a violin, and played another
groovy jazz piece, “A Cappella For
Three Wise Men.”
During the second half of the con-

cert, two classical works, “Titles,” by
S. A. Chambers, and “Forms And
Sounds,” received their premier per-
formances. The latter piece, written
and played by Coleman (on trumpet,
with the Quintet), was recorded by
RCA Victor Records and will be in-

cluded in a forthcoming LP, along

with two other classical compositions,

also by Coleman, “Space Flight,” and
“Saints And Soldiers.” The album is

scheduled for release in the fall.

BLUES PROJECT
NEW YORK—The Blues Project is

currently holding forth at Sleeker
St.’s Cafe Au-Go-Go, that basement
nitery from which they first emerged
some year-or-more-ago. They changed
a lot since then and are currently on
the verge of far-reaching fame . . . the
international kind. They’re in a posi-
tion right now that could lead them all

the way to the top. Musically they are
particularly good and they put on a
good stage show.
They compose much of their own

material and are a very inventive
group; to wit, having placed an elec-

trified flute in the middle of a rock
group, they retain complete control of

its sound by means of a bank of foot
pedals that create such effects as
echo and reverb. In short, they are
not dependent on the recording studio
to create and maintain their own
sound. And that ... is a joy.

They are completely at home with
tunes by Muddy Waters, old Chuck
Berry efforts, and their own modern
compositions, to name only a few of
the bags from which they draw ma-
terial. Perhaps foremost among their
tunes is a venture called “The Flute
Thing.” Much of the material in their
current show is taken from the latest
Blues Project album, “Projections” on
Verve/Folkways.

BUFFY ST. MARIE
NEW YORK— Vanguard recording
artist Buffy St. Marie made her major
concert debut (as a solo performer)
at Philharmonic Hall on Mar. 17th; it

was a triumph. She walked on stage
to a surge of applause that nearly
turned into an ovation and finished
the concert in much the same way
with two-encores, repeated curtain
calls, a large bouquet of roses, and
the enthusiastic cheers of a very-
much-pleased audience.
Accompanying herself on guitar or

mouth-bow (a magnificently primi-
tive droning instrument,) Buffy went
through a repertoire of songs that at
least equalled that of any other folk
singer as far as scope, intensity, and
authenticity are concerned. “Until It’s

Time To (io,” “Cripple Creek,” “The
Universal Soldier,” and a Jacques Brel
type of tune called “Montreal,” were

among the highlights of the evening
for this reviewer. She seems to draw
heavily on the jazz bag for her music,
filling her concert with modernistic
chords on the guitar and Blues/Jazz
phrasings on many of the vocals.
Throughout the concert, the lark

dwelled frequently and at varying
length about the double-standard so
often applied to the American Indian
throughout the United States. Notable
examples are: the usurping of Indian
lands without “adequate compensa-
tion,” Indians not being allowed full

franchise, etc. Discussions of the
plight of the American Indian are a
definite and expected part of a Buffy

St. Marie concert. She is particularly

well qualified and informed on the

subject as she is a Cree Indian her-

self.

“Ruby Tuesday” is a two-sided smash hit for Decca here. On the export side

of the talent scene, and we do mean talent, Caterina Valente will guest at

Miami and in New York from now until April 15th.

It looks like 1968 might bring the re-birth of the German Pop Music Festi-

val which will not be held this year. The publishers, composers and authors
will meet on April 7th in Cologne where plans will be made for the new festi-

val. It seems that several of the record companies that boycotted the festival

last year will come back into the fold for the new festival.

On March 10th Bert Kaempfert was visited in his Hamburg home by
Roosevelt Music publisher Hal Fine who presented Bert the “Golden Globe”
for his song “Strangers In The Night” which received the award from Holly-

wood’s journalists for the best film song of the year. Bert is the first German
composer to receive this award.

Ralph Maria Siegel seems to have a musical hit on his hands with his new
production of “Charlie’s Aunt” which opened in Munich to tremendous press

response and sold-out houses for the next few weeks. The popular composer-
publisher has placed the recording rights for the LP of the musical with
Electrola and the LP is already on the market here.

That’s it for this week in Germany.

Ptoducciones Fermata has released an album with fourteen songs from
the recent San Remo Festival. There’s also a new album by orkster Herb Al-
pert and His Tijuana Brass—the seventh by this group—and the first one by
chantress Shelby Flint, this time under the Valiant logo. French artist Sacha
Distel will have a new EP from the Prosadis series.

Fermata Publishers’ manager Mauricio Brenner celebrates his 25th anni-

versary wdth this company, and a cocktail party was arranged March 20 to

gather all the pubbety’s friends. However, work wasn’t stopped, and Brenner
informed also that Jose Antonio has recorded for Microfon, in Spanish, French
hit “Viens Dans Ma Rue” coupled with “La Carta.” Both tunes have been cut
also by CBS group Las Cuatro Voces, while Los Strongs have cut for Music
Hall “Stop, Stop, Stop,” and “Es Duro Ser Estatua” (It’s Hard To Be A
Statue). For the same company, Los Nocturnos recorded “Non Pensare A Me,”
the San Remo winner.

Strong releases coming this week from CBS: there is the first album by
Italian group Equipe 84, another one by Ray Coniff (“Conniff In Spanish”),
a folk LP by Linares Cardozo, the fourth album by Barbra Streisand (“Color
Me Barbra”), an LP by Sonora Santanera with bolero music and United Art-
ists LP by A1 Caiola, “Romantic.”

Ricardo Castelblanco of Edami is busy with “Peek-A-Boo,” the New Vaude-
ville Band recording that seems to be a potential hit in this country. Besides
the original version, to be released here by Philips, the song has been re-

corded by Juan Ramon for RCA, and several other waxings are expected soon.

Surco is releasing a new LP by chanter Bobby Darin under the “Only For
Young People” title. Also, under the Atlantic label there is an LP by group
the Shadows Of Knight; another record by Wilson Pickett, and a Compact 33
by well-known star Earl Hines. From the Vogue production there is a French
double winner: “Les Playboys” and “Les Cactus,” as well as a compatible
stereo album by Petula Clark and another one by Francoise Hardy. Petula also
has a single, sung in Spanish, with “Hello Dolly” coupled with English lyrics

of “Hello, Mister Brown.”
Music Hall is working strongly on the newly-acquired Italian Durium cata-

log, and its two first singles: Little Tony’s “Cuore Matto” and Nelly Fioravati’s
“Es El Amor.” There are also two new Reprise albums: “Sugar Town” by
Nancy Sinatra and Frank’s “That’s Life.” On the local side there are waxings
of “Ciao, Amore, Ciao” by Los Nocturnos, “Non Pensare A Me” by new artist
Dario Dantes and the recent album by tropical music group Los Martinicos.

Disc Jockey is releasing another single by teen artist Bingo Reyna with
titles “Tema Del Fantasma” and “Penas Del Corazon.” There is also the first

single by new artist Cachorro Dominguez, “Muchacha Triguena” and “Tris-
teza De Tu Recuerdo.” In the LP field there is an album with Spanish music
for guitar, recorded by Pacquito El Malagueno and originally produced by
Cbantecler of Brazil.

The latest A.R.C. tape issue
includes 62 from the Reprise catalog, 9 from U/A, 11 warner Bros., 19 Kapp,
and 3 Avith the Epic logo. Tape prices are still fairly steep in this country in
comparison to discs, but in spite of this, sales of tape are definitely on the
increase.

switching from CBS) with “Hey Honey Give Me Some Money” and “Rainbow
Girl”; and the Atlantics are on the Leedon label with “You Tell Me Why” and
“Come On.”

Chappell & Co. have released the sheet copy on “Wish Me a Rainbow” from
the currently running film “This Property Is Condemened.” The single of the
song by the Gunter Kallman Choir is getting play.
Most recent record production figures available are for the seven months

period ended January 31, 1967. They show a very healthy increase of better

than 25% over the corresponding period to 1966. Biggest lift was in the album
field which revealed a booming increase of better than 33%. If tjiis trend
continues the twelve-month period to June 30 next could easily result in the
biggest year of production ever in the record industry here.

EMI have now released the album package “The Music Of Walt Disney”
which features some of the great music from some of the films from the

Disney organization over the year. The set is in the form of a memorial to

the late Walt Disney. The entire manufacturing profits from the record will

be donated jointly to the Arts Council Of Australia and the California Insti-

tute Of Arts in America.
Barry Kimberly of Essex Music of Australia is solidly out promoting the

new single by the Walker Brothers, “Stay With Me Baby,” which is, of course,

an Essex copyright in the area. ’The boys did pretty well here with their

previous Philips release “The Sun Ain’t Gonna Shine Any More.”

Steele with “You’ll Never Leave Her” and “Whirlpool.” Ron Gillespie, head
man at the company, has high hopes for the record to become a national

attraction. The same applies to the new C&W single by Johnny Mae with

“Half Way Up A Hill” & “Railroad Tracks.”

Jack Argent, boss of the Leeds Music group of publishing companies is in

great shape with a whole flock of strong items including “A Man And A
Woman,” “I’ve Been A Bad Bad Boy,” “What’s Wrong With The Way I Live,”

Andy Williams, presently most popular LP artist in Japan, will have public
performances in Tokyo, Yokohama, Nagoya, Kyoto and Osaka April 29 to
May 5. To celebrate his visit, Nippon Columbia schedules to launch a special
album sale offering a bonus photo to every one who buys Andy’s 12" album.
The campaign will run from March 21 to June 20.
On May 1, World Group releases an unusual album by Duane Eddy on

Reprise. Tit'ed “Dynamic Guitar In Tokyo,’’ the LP comprises Japanese hits
like “Bara Ga Saita” and “Futari No Ginza’’ and is the second in a series of
special albums featuring foreign artists playing Japanese songs.
At the request of JASRAC, Japan Recoi-d Phonograph Association, an in-

dusti’ial organ of the seven major companies, has started discussion on its

attitude toward renewal of an agreement with JASRAC on the JASRAC-con-
trolled Japanese compositions. In Feb., the pei’forming/mechanical right soci-

ety expressed its intention of raising the present mechanical royalty rates of
Y2:00 for an album song and Yl:60 for a single one, which are applied to
authors who do not have a songwriting contract with the record companies.
Nippon Victor is now building a stereo-eight player and tape factory on its

Yokohama factory site. The five-storied building costs Y800,000,000 (about
2.3 million dollars) and is employed exclusively for production of the two
products. The new factory is scheduled to stai-t operations in August.
The Japanese version of Ray Charles 20th year album “A Man ... A Soul”

differs from the original recording in selection of the songs. Paying special
attention to the artist’s history in Japan, King Records has compiled its own
version including his biggest hit, “I Can’t Stop Loving You.”

Sonoplay has signed with Jubilee for its distribution in Spain and confirmed
a similar pact with Cameo Parkway.

English song in Eurovision song contest, “Puppet On A String” is being re-

leased here by Hispavox. The song is sung by Sandie Shaw in Spanish. On the
other hand, Spanish singer on Eurovision, Raphael, recorded Spanish song
“Hablemos del amor” (“Speak Of Love”) in English together with an English
of “Ma vie.” The record will be issued in England by Pye.

Spanish group Los Brincos—who recently recorded in England—will be re-

leased by Page One records. Their English recordings, “So Good To Dance”
and “Passport” appeared recently in Spain in a single.

Good sales for Tamala Motown team, now distributed here by RCA. Both
Four Tops and Supremes are going strong. Also good times for the Monkees
“I’m A Believer” that jumped quickly into the charts.

Success for the Beatles “Penny Lane” and for Donovan’s “Mellow Yellow.”
The charts this week are full of foreign records, and only Raphael, Pekenikes
and folk singers Manolo Escobar and Peret get entry on them.

Spring Fever
Despite the few snow flurries the weatherman ob-

served falling here and there last week, we’re sure

mother nature’s finally taken a notion to turn the heat

up now that spring has arrived. We hope every opera-

tor catches the kind of spring fever we have in mind,

not the variety you had as a kid, but the fever that

charges the air with anticipation of a bumper crop in

the weekly collection harvest.

We’ll admit there’s a host of operators content to sit

around yawning, letting the coins fall where they may
. . . but like leaving the TV set on all night, the picture

ultimately gets pretty pale. We’re talking to that opera-

tor who hears the knock of opportunity and is prepared

to reach out aggressively for his share of the seasonal

take.

Moreover, that take can and should be improved.

Collection improvement goes hand in hand with route

improvement itself. For starters, let’s think along these

three channels: 1. cleaning up loose ends; 2. day-to-day

operating procedures, and 3. updating equipment.

Cleaning up loose ends is first and foremost. If

you’re operating at a location without a contract, try

and nail the owner down now . . . don’t wait for another

guy to come along with a better machine, a bigger

bonus and a glib line of sales talk and beat you out.

And don’t let your locations fall prey to those “inde-

pendent solicitors” itching to sell direct. You may have

to supply that better machine and possibly that bonus

but if it’s worth it, do it.

Got any “snails” on the payroll? Shape ’em up or

ship ’em out now. There’s always somebody else

around to do the job. How does the route truck look?

Does it represent you the way you’d like people to

think? If not, clean it up, get a pro to paint your firm

name on the door, or trade it in.

Is your day-to-day operating system making the

most money for you? How often do you rotate your

games? Even the most fascinating amusement piece

gets stale after awhile, even in those “highly transient

locations.” Are you getting the most out of every man-
hour you expend or pay for? Check and see if you can't

cut an hour out here, one there that could better be

devoted toward cleaning up those old machines gather-

ing dust in the back of the shop or toward visiting loca-

tion owners just for a drink, no business, just two

friends chewing the fat.

Updating the route is a virtual necessity this time of

year. If you need capital, think about trading In those

old jukes, games and vendors we spoke about on a new
machine. What new machines? Phonos, games natural-

ly but don’t forget money can be made In vending. Not

just cigarettes and candy but the more sophisticated

varieties like cold drink, coffee, food, etc. If you can’t

afford enough of these “wet” vendors to warrant a

full time service specialist, talk to one of your compet-

itors and maybe together you can share the cost of

his services. Stranger things have happened.

These are just some notions on making the annual

face-lift. Nothing new, but maybe food for thought.

There’s money to be made (and notes to be paid) but

you’ve got to be aggressive.

MOA Testifies Before the Senate Nims Taiks On Beeps and Rumbiings
WASHINGTON, D.C.—MOA wit-
nesses testified before the Senate
Judiciary Subcommittee last week,
and although there were no clearcut
results, officers of the association said
they thought they had made the most
effective presentation possible.

“We were fortunate in that the
hearings were not interrupted, as
they were in 1965, by calls to a vote.
We started at ten in the morning and
went straight through until noon,”
said Fred Granger, managing director
of MOA. “Bill Cannon’s testimony
was the high point of the hearings.
Bill had run a test (see separate
story) on the procedures for registra-
tion of songs, according to Section
116, and he brought with him a sam-
ple pile—there’s no other word for it—pile of entries, which he placed by
his chair. Towards the end of his
testimony, he began to stack the re-

' ports on the desk until they were
i taller than he was.

“There were chuckles from the au-
dience and I think the Senators pres-
ent realized for the first time, just
how much paperwork would be in-

volved if Section 116 is made law.”
James Tolisano, president of MOA,

led off the operator witness testimony,
followed by Ted Nichols of Nebraska,
W. R. Lumpkin, president of MOV
(Lumpkin replaced Irving Linder-
holm of North Dakota, who was un-
able to attend), Mrs. Leoma Ballard
of Belle, West Virginia, and Cannon.
Nicholas Allen, MOA counsel, deliv-

ered the legal summation. He was
introduced, in a somewhat unusual
manner, by Senator Lausche of Ohio,
who said, in part: “It is my under-
standing that (Allen) contemplates
discussing the provisions of Section
116, which, under the language
adopted by the House, repeals com-
pletely the exemption provided for
operators and substitutes therefore
the royalty program which the opera-
tors believe is unworkable. It is my
understanding that the operators take
the position that if the Congress de-
cides there should be a new royalty,
the operators are prepared to pay it

on a fair and workable basis. In the
operators’ opinion the provisions that
are now in the House bill are not
workable and not fair. Now I present
to you Mr. Nicholas Allen. I come
here especially at the request of May-
nard C. Hopkins of Gallion, Ohio, and
Mr. William Hullinger of Delphis,
Ohio, both members of the board of
directors of the Music Operators of
America.” Proving that there is at

CANNON’S TESTIMONY
(Editor’s Note: The following is

composed of portions of the testimony

made by Bill Cannon. In some in-

The main point of my testimony
concerns an actual test I have made,
attempting to follow the procedures
required in Section 116 and I wish to
submit the results of that test.

As my own business was not suit-

able for an average test I contacted
Mr. Harry Witsen of T & A Amuse-
ment Company of Vineland, New Jer-
sey. T & A operates 70 juke-boxes,
somewhat more than average for New
Jersey, but Mr. Witsen was willing
to devote his time and facilities so

we used his route for our test. T & A
has no office personnel so they em-
ployed a temporary office girl for the
inventories. The more complicated
work was done in my office.

There has not been enough time
available to run the test through a
complete quarterly cycle so we have
sampled the procedures and projected
the costs over three month periods
and annually. We have attempted to

be completely fair and objective and
have given much thought to methods
of saving time and cost just as if

this were an existing law that we
would have to continue with.

least some klout on the operators’
side.

Allen, in his summation, said that
the choice for the operator between
trying to comply with Section 116
and outright negotiations with the
performance societies for “blanket”
licensing was to place them between
the devil and the deep. He asked that
the societies’ method of payment and
internal operations be publicly stated
for the record.

T & A maintains an inventory of

When T & A buys new machines

they move older equipment according-
ly and usually make 4 moves for each
purchase.

available in the machine or the loca-
tion during the preceding year) they
would take, without the statement, at
least one hour each, or $114.00 annu-
ally.

WASHINGTON, D.C.~Two provi-
sions of the proposed revisions of the
Copyright Law represent another at-

tempt by composer-author-publisher
societies “to skim millions of dollars”
off the top of the coin-operated phono-
graph industry, Robert E. Nims of
New Orleans, La., said last week in

testimony before the Subcommittee on
Patents, Trademarks and Copyrights
of the Senate Judiciary Committee.
Nims appeared as a witness for Na-

tional Small Business Association of
Washington, D.C., and as the owner
and operator of A.M.A. Distributors,
New Orleans, La., who distribute and
operate coin-operated phonographs in
Mississippi and Louisiana.
He predicted that the industry

would be so severely damaged that it

would be unrecognizable if Sections
115 and 116 of S.597 are enacted in
their present form. Hundreds of thou-
sands of small business men who
either own or who have coin-operated
phonographs on their premises would

particular machine must accompany
the recordation application, then the
lists compiled for the quarterly re-

purpose. The quarterly reports we ran
for our test totalled 14 pages of com-
positions and other indicia. We would
therefore have to have 56 photostats
for each recordation of each of the
70 machines, a total of 3,920 photo-
copies.

So for recordation and re-recorda-
tion we have determined an absolute
minimum cost of $556.00.

2—INITIAL INVENTORY
Because of limited time (we began

also be adversely affected, he said.
Nims said the proposed law dis-

criminates against the operators in
his industry by calling for additional
royalty payments from the owners of
coin-operated phonographs without
any service to them. The NSBA wit-
ness said the terms of the bill provid-
ing for the payment of a “perform-
ance royalty” are misleading since the
performers of a record, unless they are
both the author and recording artist,
are not involved. Payments instead
will go to the composer and publisher
now adequately reimbursed by the
mechanical royalty provisions of the
present law, Nims said.

“If the government is to become a
party to, or is to assist in the perpet-
uation of a trust arrangement for a
small handful of private societies,
should not there be a requirement of
annual public disclosure of the terms
of the trust, the salaries of the ad-
ministrators, the total administrative
costs, the computation of percent-
ages, actual payments made and to
whom, and the terms of all licensing
agreements to which the societies are
a party?”, Nims asked.
Nims presented the Committee a

list of the top 195 records of the past
four years together with the lyrics of
several of the “million record” sell-
ers. He told the members of the Com-
mittee that although they recognized
perhaps only a few of the songs,
more than $40,000 was paid into the
pockets of composers and publishers
from currently imposed mechanical
royalties for such compositions as
“Hanky Panky” recorded by Tommy
James and the Shondells. The lyrics
of this song are:

Testimony on Section 116 Test
handle and read the records and one
to write down the information. It

would take one person twice as long.
We inventoried a total of 3,120 com-
positions on 2400 records on 16 ma-
chines—an average capacity of 195
compositions on 150 sides. (75 rec-
ords)
The joh took 30.5 hours. At $2.00

per hour the office girl cost $61.00. At
$3.00 per hour the mechanic cost
$91.50, a total labor cost of $152.50
or an average of $9.53 per machine.
Transportation and material costs
were minimal and not included here.
T & A’s 70 juke-boxes would cost
$667.10 to inventory and would re-

quire additional part-time help plus
the loss of the mechanic’s services for
133 hours.

3_inventory maintenance
T & A’s routine record changes for

those machines inventoried were noted
and the inventories altered accord-
ingly. The notations of compositions
composers, publishers and perform-
ance rights organizations for an
average of 16 works takes about 15
minutes. It takes another 15 minutes
to add these to the office inventory
and 15 minutes to search the inven-
tory and delete those taken out. This
totals 52.5 hours every two weeks for
T & A’s 70 machines—$52.50 for the
service-man’s time and $70.00 for the
office girl’s, or $61.25 per week to

maintain the inventory. An annual
cost of $3,185.00.

4—MAKING STATEMENTS OF
ACCOUNT AND PAYING
ROYALTIES

Sub-Section (c) (3) requires that
each quarterly payment must be ac-
companied by a detailed statement
including a list, identifying by their
titles and other indicia, all of the
musical works made available in the
phono-record player during any part
of the preceeding quarter, unless a
performance license has been negoti-
ated.

We completed a test run of this

requirement as applied to a typical

juke-box in a typical location as
operated by T & A, one of the 16 on
which we made the initial inventory.
The machine has a capacity of 160
records but because it contains 20
little LP records, which have a maxi-
mum of 3 songs per side, the maxi-
mum capacity at which it is now ad-
justed is 240 musical works.

It cost, at $2.00 per hour and $12.00
for materials, $62.00 for the reports.

The 330 statements, of 15 pages each,
totalled 4,950 pages. There are 108,-

900 listings. It cost over 18 cents
(plus postage) to report and pay the
royalty of $.0218 for each of the 330
copyright owners to split the $7.20

royalty for the quarter. The reports
make a stack 24 inches high, for one
machine for one quarter. The annual
cost for T & A would be $12,717.80.

“The four new
little LP’s were selected for their par-

ticular appeal to operators for music-

box programming in locations such

as lounges, pizza parlors, luncheon-

ettes, discotheques and adult pop lo-

cations,” Hoffman stated.

One of the first suppliers of the

product since the innovation of the

stereo little LP, Epic Records has

been supplying operators and one-

stops throughout the country with a

steady stream of diversified material.”

The tremendous reception of Epic’s

stereo little LP’s in the past insures

the success of these new additions

to our ever-increasing catalog,” Hoff-

man added.

As the foregoing requirement is

obviously absurd, we choose an alter-
native more reasonable method of
reporting, using lists typed from the
accumulated hand-written inventory.
It took the typist 4 hours to do this.
Just for labor the cost would be $6.00
for each juke-box for each quarter

—

a total for T & A of $1,680.00 annu-
ally plus 11,760 pages of listings,
possibly photo-copies, and other ma-
terials.

T & A’s royalty liability, as figured
for each of their 70 machines accord-
ing to their various capacities from
100 to 280, would total $1,360.80
annually. This amount is exhorbitant
even if no additional expense burden
were added to it. In addition, even if

there were changes in Sub-Section
(c) (3) and the more reasonable
method of reporting were available.
Section 116 would still impose an
additional burden of $6,088.10 annu-
ally to report and pay the $1,360.00
due.
Our conclusion is obvious. Section

116 is unworkable and no operator
would ever attempt to follow its pro-

cedures. Its stated “limitations” are

not limitations in reality and their

purpose of establishing a maximum
liability are defeated by the required

procedures.

On the other hand, the method of

paying a standard performance roy-

alty on records as they are acquired,

while certainly not perfect, has the

practical value of comparative sim-

plicity. Music Operators of America

has made such a proposal. I suppose

it is suspect because of its origin but

I assure you it was devised with all

interests in mind and written as objec-

tively as we were able. It has many
desirable features.

We respectfully urge you to delete

Section 116 of S. 597, replace it with

practical procedures and more rea-

sonable rates, if royalties must be

paid, or reinstate the existing exemp-

tion in the present copyright law until

a practical solution is arrived at.

Senate Squeeze Play?
WASHINGTON, D.C.—A story filed

here March 21 by a Variety corre-

spondent said that Sen. McClellan had

made a “gently worded threat” on the

day before to the effect that if opera-

tors and performance societies could

not come to terms Congress might

pass a law unsatisfactory to both

sides in order to force them to nego-

ciate.

The story also said that Herman
Finklestein, counsel for ASCAP, had

told the Senate subcommittee that he

believed the House had passed the bill

on the basis of “now we’re going to

give them something impossible to

comply with.” The story added that

“both sides agree that the provisions

are hopelessly bogged down in paper-

work.”

tape, take the tape to Screen Gems,
hire an editor to dub it onto the
soundtrack of the next episode and,
finally, give the lyrics to the Monkees
and have them do a rip-roaring lip-

Who-
ever it is on these albums, they are
better than average rock and roll,

And now prepare to blow your

mind. Sixteen minutes of superb jazz,
straightforward swing and electric
shocks between Miss Reese and the
noble support she receives from Bill

Doggett, Shelly Manne, Ray Brown,
Herb Ellis and Bobby Bryant. Jazz
like this is hard to find; where most
of the music described as jazz asks
questions, Miss Reese’s jazz provides
the answers. Four tunes. Gotta Travel
On, Driftin’ Blues, Good Momin’
Blues and I Got It Bad (the old,

marvelous Duke Ellington tune) on
which she demonstrates the ultimate
in jazz ballad singing, as though the
listener were her best friend, and she,
over scotch on the rocks in the pri-
vacy of her home, was telling that
friend what went wrong or was going
wrong with her love affair—so per-
sonal, so honest is her delivery, and
yet she never loses sight of the song.
Loud huzzahs for Miss Reese and pro-
longed cheers for the musicians back-
ing her (being a lady. Miss Reese,
after a fine organ solo by Doggett,
says to the audience, “How ’bout a
hand for Bill?”, and he gets it). This
is jazz, this is the real thing. Program
along the East Side Strip in New
York, corresponding strips in Chicago
and California, in the better bars and
musicians’ bars. Yqu will be doing a
public service.

EDDY AHAOLD
“Somebody Like Me” * RCA VLP3715

If memory serves, it was on the old
Jimmy Dean TV show that Arnold
made an appearance, to the delight of
the audience, and when Dean said
something to the effect of, “Gee, it’s

just wonderful to have you here”
Arnold said something like, “I con-
sider it wonderful that you’re paying
me so much to be here.” The quote is

not exact, and it was made as a joke,
and the audience laughed, and there
was Arnold in what can only be des-
cribed as a business suit, all three
buttons buttoned, the essence of calm
deliberation. When he sang it was
calm and controlled, and perhaps it

was his example that prompted Buck
Owens to begin smoking a pipe and
noiselessly trying to change his image.
It is certainly a long way for Arnold
from the days when he was billed as
“The Tennessee Ploughboy and His
Guitar”, but that only means, it is

said, that country and western music
is changing. One record executive sug-
gested that the type-name be changed
to town and country, and in Arnold
the term has found living proof. He is

the Perry Como of C & W and the
nation’s television viewers might start
preparing for The Eddy Arnold Show
on, let us say, Wednesday night at
eight o’clock. He is that smooth.
He moves through the material on this
LP as though it didn’t touch him in
the least—Bing Crosby never navi-
gated so silly a lyric with such de-
tached professionalism as does Arnold
on 7 Love You Drops. It is interesting,
on the subject of “town and country”
that one of the songs is titled Lay
Some Happiness On Me. Flapjacks?
Don’t put me on. Program anywhere.

CONNIE SMITH

There’s a little more country as it

is familiarly known in Connie Smith’s
work but there sure aren’t any banjos
in the string section. This Little LP
opens with Ride, Ride, Ride, made

Then she
plumps down on Bom A Woman, a
country song if ever there was one.

Miss Smith essays Everybody Loves
Somebody and makes is pleasant, in-

deed, all the tunes on here are pleas-
ant enough as sung. Program in
country locations and stick the chicken
in the roto-broiler.

DIONNE WARWICK
“Make Way For Dionne Warwick” *

The Joan Baez of R & B, Miss War-

wick’s pure soprano and the semi-
lush orchestral backgrounds on this
album make for what might be called
“martini soul”—not really R & B and
not exactly pop. Miss Warwick strikes
a hapnv balance and her perform-
ances on the six tracks here are cer-
tainly easy and pleasing to tbe ear.

Even so hammy a tune as A House Is

Not A Home is politely torchy in her
version. With the exception of one

tune. People, which she does nicely

If a meth-
d can be satisfactorily arranged, we

CHICAGO—Since Music Operators of
America Association made its come-
back several years ago as the vital

organization for the coin machine in-

dustry there has been a marked re-
surgence over the past few years of
state and regional associations. In
order to encourage and abet the de-
velopment of these localized trade as-
sociations MOA last week inaugu-
rated a “Link Letter” informative
program, whereby this periodic re-
port to the trade develops a sound
link—or exchange of ideas and in-

formation^—between all parties and
organizations across the length and
breadth of the nation through the
medium of MOA.

“It is frankly hoped,” declared Jim
Tolisano, president of MOA, “That
this latest MOA service will prove
helpful not only in the development

existing state and local associations.
Link Letter will be published from
MOA’s Chicago headquarters quarter-
ly—or more frequently, if necessary.
Fred Granger, executive vice presi-

dent and managing director of MOA,
advised that all state and local asso-
ciations are eagerly invited to send
in ideas and suggestions—as well as
case histories—of practices they have
found to be proven successful. These
will all be published in subsequent
issues of Link Letter for the benefit
of all. Conversely, questions and
pressing problems requiring expert
assistance should definitely be sub-
mitted to MOA for processing as well.

In the current issue of Link Letter—the first to be published—a gen-
eralized formula for a local or state
association setup was expertly laid
out for the benefit of those organiza-
tions which require improvement, and
for those regional groups who are
contemplating the establishment of
an association in a given area.

This first issue of Link Letter dealt
chiefly with the generalities of hold-
ing successful meetings, based on the
countless queries received at MOA
headquarters, and submitted by pres-
ently organized state and local asso-
ciations.

However, Tolisano explained clearly

that subsequent issues will cover
everything of value and interest in
association work. Answers will be
available to such moot questions as:
How to get an association started?

—

What officers are required?—How
many directors?— How to prepare
by-laws?—What kind of dues struc-
ture is best?—How are various as-
sociation activities financed?—And
other pertinent information will be
made available through MOA’s new
Link Letter program.
Fred Granger declared: “However,

in the meantime we urge members
not to hesitate in sending in questions
for our perusal.
Jim Tolisano concluded by further

stressing MOA’s interest in this nec-
essary burgeoning of state and local
associations, when he said: “We un-
derstate the cause when we simply
state that we are very pleased with
Link Letter. Because, as Fred Granger
explained, it is an excellent means of
providing case histories of successful
associations for the benefit and boon
of all. MOA will only be too happy to
assist wherever, and whenever pos-
sible, in the establishment and further
development of a state or local asso-
ciation. This is indeed one way we can
most certainly build great strength
and stability; and, of course, greatly
enhance the prestige of our coin
machine industry.”
