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The National Accounts Dept.

If a user of your product accounted

for 50% of your annual sales, one

would assume that much of your at-

tention would be directed towards him.

This is, we are sad to say, only par-

tially true in the record business. Take

one-half of the industry's $700 million

a year sales and the figure of $350 mil-

lion is the fantastic total of disk move-

ment that large discount chain users

accomplish each year. And, as Bill Gal-

lagher, vp of Columbia Records ob-

served before the annual conference

of the Mass Merchandising Research

Foundation in New York last week, the

record business should be a $1 billion

monster by 1970, with large users

maintaining half of this total.

Gallagher was a member of a panel

that covered the subject of “The Na-

tional Accounts Concept,” which Co-

lumbia adopted last Jan. with the for-

mation of such a dept, under Joe

Lyons. Under such a system Columbia

is able to establish direct, personal

contact with men who purchase rec-

ords for discount chains throughout

the country. It is a system that was

deemed “an absolute must” by panel

member Abraham Jacobson, senior vp

of E. J. Korvette. As for Charles W.

Dingle, national sales head of the na-

tional accounts consumer division of

the DuPont Company, he views the na-

tional accounts relationship as a meth-

od of “working together to help the

consumer.”

While Gallagher and others on the

panel emphasized that the national ac-

counts dept, in no way “attempts to

usurp the distribution function the

rack jobber is presently performing,”

it has become, Gallagher noted “al-

most impossible for the jobber to keep

you aware of the many merchandising

and promotion campaigns that are

offered by record manufacturers

throughout the year—or to assist you

in formulating local advertising cam-

paigns to tie-in with these national

sales plans on which manufacturers

invest millions of dollars annually (Ed.

Note: $8 million for Columbia in

1966).” Gallagher said the national

accounts dept, enabled Columbia to

assist the rack jobber in the “coordi-

nation of his own merchandising ef-

forts with you—our most Important

customer.”

It is clear to us that it is necessary

for a label to get its entire story across

hrough the institution of a national ac-

couns dept. There is too much at stake

for the gap not to be filled. A national

accounts set-up creates a rapport that

bridges that gap most effectively.

The winning song was John Barry
and Don Black’s “Born Free,” from
the film of the same name. In accept-
ing the award for Barry and him-
self, Black had a word of thanks for
Don Kirshner, head of Columbia-
Screen Gems Music, who has brought
suit against Columbia Pictures over
his recent discharge as head of Col-

gems, the film company’s Monkees-
rich label. The winner and four other
nominees were performed by Dionne
Warwick, John Davidson, Jackie De-
Shannon, Roger Williams and the
Young Americans (doing “Born Free”)
and Mitzi Gaynor.
The music business reacted quickly

to the Oscar award to “Born Free”
as the Best Song. Columbia Records
had both Andy Williams and Percy
Faith LP’s, “Born Free,” available

on dealer shelves on Tuesday morn-
ing (11), the day following the Oscar
telecast, and disk fans could also buy
Capitol Records’ “Born Free” LP with
Matt Monro, who sings the tune on
the soundtrack.

*Hot Conviction With Cold Cash*
INDIANAPOLIS—RCA Victor Rec-
ords, in the words of Irwin Tarr,
marketing vp, is “backing hot con-
viction with cold cash” in the Stereo
8 cartridge field.

The physical aspects of the label’s
faith in 8-track tapes were unveiled
to the press for the first time last
week, as RCA execs led a guided tour
through the spotless, hospital clean
facilities of the company’s six-month
old, multi-million dollar tape dupli
eating plant here. In maintaining the
cleanliness of a space agency labora-
tory, all members on the tour were
garbed in white uniforms, the daily
on-the-job apparel of many of the
plant’s employees. Before the open-
ing of the plant, RCA produced its

cartridge product—now 114 years in
production—at an adjacent magnetic
tape plant, where RCA processes
magnetic tape for audio, video and
computer uses. Besides Tarr, the RCA
home office was reprsented by Norman
Racusin, vp and general manager, and
Harry Jenkins, operations vp. RCA
public relations execs Herb Heilman
and Sim Myers were also on hand.

The Facilities

Two new buildings, one for the
complete duplication and assembly of
Stereo 8 and reel-to-reel tape prod-
uct and the other a research and de-
velopment laboratory, sporting a com-
plex “double check” system for all
components of the tape cartridge, add
123,760 square feet of space to the
already existing facilities in Indian-
apolis.

The recorded tape duplicating plant,
containing approximately 95,000

square feet of space on one floor, has
the capacity of processing 74,000,000

feet of 14 -inch tape a month. From

NEW YORK—Ludlow Music, Inc., of

battle to protect the song “This Land
Is Your Land” from unauthorized
parody by a Canadian record pro-

ducer.
The Exchequer Court of Canada

has granted a preliminary injunction

restraining Arc Sound of Toronto
from manufacturing and distributing

recordings of the renowned patriotic

standard with unauthorized satirical

lyrics.

The song, written by Oklahoma
balladeer Woody Guthrie, is an ex-
pression of his love for the American
land. It has enjoyed considerable
popularity in Canada through an

but jazz entertainment. Flying back
East I reflected that, all things con-

sidered, I did manage to get some

reasonable mileage out of a brief visit.

Half-Stocked Record Stores

Without meaning to incur the dis-

favor of any Angelinas who might be
reading this, I must say that I was
sadly disappointed in the quality of

the record shops that I visited. As a
consequence of a music conversation
I discovered that one of my cousins
was a very enthusiastic Mel Torme
admirer. Well, that was all I had to

hear. I immediately went out to buy
several of the best Torme albums I

know.
Would you believe that I went to

six stores before I found one that had
any Torme albums in stock ? And
when I finally found a store that did
stock any, I had the choice of two
Torme albums, each of which was
considerably less than his best. (If

Mel reads this and he has a beef, he’s

justified.) I suppose that being a New
York resident I’m spoiled when it

comes to retail record stores, but I

daresay that even someone coming
from a less populous area than New
York would concur with me regarding
the mediocre state of affairs in the
Los Angeles record store world.

! I had heard a great deal about

KBCA-FM. Los Angeles’ 24-hour jazz

station, so the first thing I did when
I unpacked was to tune into 105.1 to
decide for myself if all that I had
heard was so. The music that was
being played was excellent and Les
Carter’s commentary was worthy, in

all a noteworthy part of the Los An-
geles music scene. I must confess that
what I heard the following morning
left something to be desired, but by
comparison to what I heard elsewhere
on the dial, good enough to make me

1 stay tuned. I decided that, being an
ex-disc jockey myself, I might enjoy

! yisiting the KBCA studios just to see

how they were doing it, and who was
doing it.

When I presented myself to the re-
ceptionist and announced that I was
from Cash Box and that I was inter-
ested in writing something about the
station, the girl to whom I was speak-

ing couldn’t haye been less interested.
Sensing her indifference I asked if

there was someone connected with the
station who handled publicity. Again
I got the same response, a disinter-
ested no. “How about your program
director?,” I begged, afraid that
there really was no one at the station
but this blonde-haired automaton and
a whole bunch of tape machines.
After getting another no, I asked her

A Happy Home for Jazz

Lest you think that my visit to

awards, and his chair was capably
filled by Paul Humphries. As I look
back, it was one of the more enjoy-
able evenings of music that I have
had in a long time. The Manne-Hole
is operated with the comfort and
pleasure of the audience in mind. Ev-
eryone in the club seemed to be hav-
ing a great time, the players, the
waitresses, the bartenders, and the
audience.

It’s been a long time since I’ve

seen such a daisy chain of good feel-

ing. I asked Shelly if this good vibra-
tion was unique to this particu-
lar evening or was it a general state

of affairs. He told me that it happens
all the time and that because it does,
coming to work is a groove for him.
When I spoke with Conte Candoli,
Shelly’s sidekick in the quintet, I

made the same observation about the
great climate in the club, and he
echoed what Shelly had said, that
every night was Mardi Gras at The
Manne-Hole. I strongly urge anyone
who gets within striking distance of
1608 North Cahuenga Blvd. in Holly-
wood to visit Shelly’s Manne-Hole,
about as happy a home for jazz that I

have ever frequented, and the club
that books the best talent available.
This night I also had the chance to
hear Frank Strozier, whose excellent
musicianship is very much missed
since he migrated to The West Coast
a few years ago. He was wailing!
My only regret about the visit to

California is that it was so short-
lived. From my conversations with
several knowledgeable people, includ-
ing Fred Seligo, a native New Yorker
who moved to the Coast five years
ago and who is rapidly gaining sta-
ture as one of jazzdom’s finest pho-

tographers, I draw the inference

that the over-all climate of jazz in

California is much healthier than it

is in New York. There seems to be

less static in the music, and the end

product is happier, groovier, and
swingier!

NEW YORK—An opening night is,

for almost any performer, a tricky
proposition, but if the audience is

sparse, as it was on Thursday eve-
ning, Apr. 6, when Capitol songstress
Grace Markay opened at Basin St.

East, the artist is faced with an added
burden.

In Miss Markay’s case the poor
attendance was certainly not due to
a lack of talent. Indeed, it is only
because of her talent that she was
able to bring the show off as well as
she did. A petite, dark beauty with
a deep, almost husky voice, she held
her audience in rapt attention from
the moment she appeared on stage.
Her performance of such songs as

“The Best Is Yet To Come,” “Love
Sweet Love,” “Walk On The Wile
Side,” and “Downtown” was ex-

tremely accomplished, and the entire
program was a delight from begin-
ning to end.

Also on the bill Thursday evening
was Gilbert Price, a young singei
with a full, resonant, baritone voice
who, in spite of microphone trouble
maintained his composure with ad-
mirable finesse. The mike failed as he

was singing “Old Man River,” so he

simply put it down, belted out the

song under his own power, and man-
aged to turn what might have beer
a disaster into a dramatic success.

DR. WEST'S MEDICINE SHOW
& JUNK BAND

NEW YORK—Dr. West’s Medicine
Show and Junk band. Epic recording
artists, are currently holding forth at
The Bitter End, where they are
letting fly at the customers with
everything in their well-stocked arse-
nal. Their weaponry includes kazoos,
electric fiddle, electric bass, electric

guitar, and drums.
The group has assembled a vastly

entertaining act which depends, to
some extent, on the anachronistic
clothing the performers wear. The
quartet’s technicolor outfits resemble
a haberdasher’s nightmare.
The music that Dr. West and his

colleagues play is as vivid as their

accouterments. In “Euphoria,” the
artists recreate, in their own indi-
vidual style, the lowdown blues of the
1930’s. In a wild change of pace, the
group lays down “Jigsaw,” a way-out
psychedelic offering which is to be
featured in the soundtrack of an
original TV movie. The quartet also
plays its recent chart hit, “The Egg-
plant That Ate Chicago.”

Dr. West pauses in the midst of
the proceedings to hawk patent medi-
cines, but there is nothing bogus in

the entertainment that he and his

cohorts are serving up. It is the

genuine article.

estimated quarter billion viewers in

the participating countries plus Rus-
sia, Czechoslovakia, East Germany,
Poland, Bulgaria, Hungary, Rumania
and Denmark.
The purpose of the contest accord-

ing to the European Broadcasting
Union, is to stimulate the output of
original songs of high quality in the
field of popular music, by encouraging
competition between authors and
composers through the international
comparison of their works. Partici-

pating countries are allowed any
method that they wish including a
national competition, to choose the
best possible entry which is then pre-
sented to a European jury of all the
songs presented at a final with the
winner given the “Grand Prix” of the
Eurovision Song Contest.
Only works not published as sheet

music, issued as a commercial record,
or included in a film before March 6

1967 were allowed to be performed
at the European final which forced
Italy to eliminate the winner of the
San Remo festival as their entry. The
songs must be performed in the na-
tional language of the participating
country and may not exceed three
minutes in length. It is recommended
that active and passive participants
and sound broadcasting services
“plug” the performance of the win-
ning song or songs in their programs

Voting Procedure

The voting is done by national
juries made up of 10 members of the
public in each of the countries repre-
sented. Professional composers, pub-
lishers and record manufacturers
were barred from the jury and it was
suggested that each of the juries ap-
point at least % of the members in

the under 30 age group. A certain
number of experts in light music and
popular songs were allowed in the
jury. Each jury member had one vote.

In order to secure the utmost impar-
tiality in the final classification, each
active participant had to cut off the
reception of the program while the
national votes were being announced
until its own jury’s vote had been
transmitted. The jury was also not
allowed to vote for their own coun-
try’s entry.
Even though the divided voting of

the last few years had drawn much
criticism from the press, and public,

votes were once again so divided
that there was a big question in ev-
eryone’s mind as to how the juries
were chosen as 16 of the 17 songs
received votes and the quality of the
entries was definitely not that equal.

Artists & Songs

The order of the songs was placed
by drawn lots and the difficult open-
ing position went to Holland’s Therese
Steinmetz, who started off things
with a spritely Disney-like tune called,

“Ringe Ding.” Next came 17 year old
Vicky who represented Luxemburg
and racked up 4th place in the voting
with her beat-ballad “L’Amour Est
Bleu” (Love is Blue). The young
songstress was one of the “Einds” of
the festival and drew raves from
record critics attending for her per-
formance. Peter Horton represented
Austria for the first time and al-

though he had the tremendously dif-

ficult task of stepping into the shoes
of the polished professional Udo Jur-
gens who had represented the country
for the past 3 years, he performed
well and his smooth baritone voice
won praise for his performance of
“Warum Es Hunderttausend Sterne
Gibt” (Why are There a Hundred
Thousand Stars?). Twiggy-like No-
elle Cordier made her debut at the
festival representing Erance and her
nostalgic offering of the lovely “H
Doit Eaire Beau La-Vas” (How Sunny
It Must be There) won raves for the
lovely miss and third place honors.
The tremendous arrangement of
Erank Pourcel gave Noelle all the
help she needed in putting over the
song.
The husky full voice of Eduardo

Nascimento, the only Negro perform-
er in the show, drew applause for the
Portuguese entry but the song just
didn’t have the international appeal
to draw a top slot in the contest.

Switzerland’s entry Geraldine was
a beautiful lass with a wispy voice
who performed dramatically but failed
to get a point with her ballad “Quel
Couer Vas-Ju Briser” (Which heart
are you going to break).

Sweden’s top star Osten Warner-
bring appeared in a turtleneck shirt
and black suit and his folk-like ballad
“Som En Drom” (Like a dream) was
very well performed but the talented
artist was unable to overcome the
language barrier and the local char-
acter of the tune and racked up only
a few points for his country.

Einland’s Eredi, the biggest per-
former at the festival had a nice
modern voice which didn’t match his
size but the song was handicapped
by an arrangement reminicent of the
Italian rock era of the late fifties.
Germany’s entry Inge Bruck came

right from her triumph at the festi-
val in Rio De Janerio and although
the song garnered votes from 7 coun-
tries, the minor beat-ballad “Anousch-
ka” failed to gain a top slot although

the tune was listed as one of the pr<
contest favorites.
Belgium’s Louis Neefs perfonn<

his sea shanty waltz type tune vei
well but the lack of “pop” characb
also kept the song from tying up
top slot.

Sandie’s Performance

Then came Sandie Shaw with h<
smash hit “Puppet On A Strinj
backed by a girl vocal trip and a fp
orchestra and captivated the audiem
with her performance. The song w«
the absolute favorite before the fest
val began and lived up to expecfc
tions as the talented lass who sini

RCA VICTOR RECORDED TAPE DUPLICATING PLANT—This new multi-
million dollar facility in Indianapolis, unveiled to the trade press on Wed. Apr.
12, is claimed to be the largest and most modern such plant in the world.
Although the facility also handles reel to reel tapes, its construction was
prompted by RCA Victor’s introduction of Stereo 8 cartridge tapes and sub-
sequent expansion of the market for Stereo 8. Under one roof now are all the
various recorded tape manufacturing and duplicating operations of the RCA
Victor Record Division.

PINCH ROLLER—This automated pinch roller sub-assembly machine was
developed by RCA Victor to place the tiie on the hub of the pinch roller built
into each Stereo 8 cartridge tape. Another machine developed by RCA Victor
automatically inserts the assembled pinch roller and other parts into the
cartridge. In developing Stereo 8 cartridge tape, RCA Victor determined that
the pinch roller must be part of the cartridge rather than the player so that,
in the important function of proper tape movement across the reproduction
head, flawless reproduction is possible because each pinch roller is as new as
the cartridge containing it.

IN THE FOREST—The master units for tape reproduction in the new RCA
Victor recorded tape duplicating plant have been tagged “tape trees.” There
are 10 of the master units. Tape for the unit is spliced into an “endless loop,”
the tree providing an air-floated tape path in which there is no contact except
with the reproducing head and the propelling capstan. Each tape tree can be
attached to from 10 to 40 duplicating units simultaneously.

SHADES OF THE SPACE AGE—In this environmental chamber. Stereo 8

cartridge tapes are subjected to severe temperature tests. It has been deter-

mined that sun, shining through the windshield and rear window of automo-
biles, generates intense heat. The cartridge, the parts therein and the tape

itself therefore must be capable of enduring tests of temperatures ranging
up to 185 degrees. At the other end, they must endure readings of 40 degrees

below zero and continue to operate without flaw before they can be approved
for release by RCA Victor. Every Stereo 8 cartridge leaving RCA Victor’s

plant carries a one-year warranty for manufacturing defects.

Jubilee Industries To Host Own TV Show

NEW YORK—Nathan DuRoff has
been promoted to executive vice-presi-
dent of Jubilee Industries.

DuRoff has been in the record busi-
ness since 1946 when he co-founded
the Monarch pressing plant in Los
Angeles. In 1961, Monarch was ac-
quired by Jubilee Industries. DuRoff
was employed under contract and con-

tinued as operating head of Monarch.

Monai'ch consists of four plants

capable of turning out four million

units per month and performing every

function from printing labels to auto-

iiatically sealing the finished product

in skin-tight, polyethylene bags. It

also includes warehouses, a complete

machine shop for dies and an electro-

plating factory.

At the heart of the record pressing

jperation are nineteen double-mould,

injection moulding machines, ten of

vhich are fully automatic. The bal-

ance are now in the process of being
converted. Monarch also has a sepa-

rate plant with 34 semi-automatic
anits. The nineteen injection moulders
are automatically fed raw materials

;rom a silo with a capacity of 160,000

aounds.

In the plant housing 34 semi-auto-
matic presses, all turning out 12 inch

LP’s, records are transported via con-
.reyor belts to three units that auto-

matically wrap the finished album. An
automatic feeding silo, similar to the

me servicing the injection moulder
presses, is now being considered.

One of the Monarch group. Record
Labels, is a printing plant which is

capable of printing six million full-

color record labels per month. AFM
Engineering Company, another sub-
sidiary, is an electro-plater.

Sweden, Finland, Germany, Belgium,
England, Yugoslavia and Ireland each
received one vote. Switzerland also
gave 7 points to Great Britain with
one vote awarded to France, Portugal
and Italy. Sweden went top heavy for
France with 4 votes while Belgium
garnered 3 and Great Britain and Ire-
land each got 2. Finland picked four
tunes fairly evenly and awarded 3
votes to Belgium, two each to Great
Britain, Luxemburg and Ireland and
one to neighboring Sweden. Germany
gave second place Ireland 4 votes,
England gathered 3 points and France
from that country. Belgium also
picked the two winners as England
and Eire each got three votes with
Yugoslavia, Spain, Germany and Lux-
emburg each getting one.
Great Britain divided their votes

fairly equally giving two to Ireland,
France and Luxemburg and one each
to Italy, Belgium, Germany and Hol-
land. Spain literally awarded fifth
place to Monaco with 5 big votes
while Yugoslavia garnered 2 and
Italy, Portugal and Luxemburg each
got one. The Spanish delegation did
not give a single point to the two first
place winners.
Norway went top heavy for Sandie

Shaw awarding Great Britain 7 votes
again with Sweden picking up 2
points and Germany one.
Monaco gave Great Britain 3 votes

while France, Spain and Ireland each
got two votes and Luxemburg got one
point.

Yugoslavia also gave no points to
the winner being the second country
to not join the band wagon and wrap-
ped up third place for France with 4
points while Luxemburg, Austria,
Sweden, Belgium, Spain and Ireland
each got one.

Italy wrapped up Luxenrburg’s
fourth place slot by awarding 3 points
to that country and giving 2 Great
to that country and giving 2 to Great
Britain and one each to Finland,
Germany, Monaco, Yugoslavia and
Ireland and the Irish delegation which
could have changed the second, third
and fourth slot around at will with
its votes divided the points between
eight different countries giving Lux-
emburg and Sweden two points each
and Holland, France, perpetual one
point getter Germany, Belgium, Great
Britain and Italy.

The big question after the festival
ended was first of all, how the songs
were chosen as it was deemed ques-
tionable that some of the entries was
the absolute best that the country
could offer and secondly how the juries
were chosen as it is impossible to
believe, it was felt, that opinions dif-

fer that much in a contest where the
material certainly was not so strong
as to give votes to 16 of the 17
entries. Unless some method is found
to guarantee higher quality material,
more stars and more careful picking
of juries, the highly regarded contest
is in danger of losing popularity and
impact in the years to come, observers

felt.

The British Way
England showed how it can be done

by taking the picking of tunes out of

the hands of the B.B.C. and allowing

Double For Pye
LONDON—Pye Records forged two
more links in its chain of successes
with the almost impossible feat of
sweeping the boards of this year’s
Eurovision Song Contest by taking
both first and second place.

This achievement has never hap-
pened in the history of the festival

and is scarcely likely to happen
again. There to see his company’s vic-

tory was the label’s managing director
Louis Benjamin who watched his art-

ists Sandie Shaw representing Eng-
land and Sean Dunphy representing
Ireland rack up almost half of the
total votes cast. Sandie Shaw was the
first winner for England in this history
of the contest although the country
has on 6 of the 11 previous contests
taken second prize. It is interesting to
note that 15 of the 17 participadng
countries voted for Sandie’s “Puppet
On A String” and 11 out of the 17
cast votes for Sean’s “If I Could
Choose.” Sandie Shaw, an established
favorite throughout Europe, is already
high in the British charts with her
winning number and is now guaran-
teed to further enchance her interna-
tional reputation as a result of this
victory.

International agents and managers
were busy negotiating deais with the
star’s manager, Evelyn Taylor, for
appearances and TV shows throughout
Europe.
Above all, the victory gives tremen-

dous prestige to the Pye label inter-
nationally and paves the way for the
two winning stars to hit the jackpot
in the top 10 charts all over the world.

the Music Publishers Association to
gather top tunes. The association
picked 5 top entries from 320 songs
submitted by the publishers of that
country and top artist Sandie Shaw
was nominated to sing the song which
every writer knew that he was writing
for. The finals held locally in England
was top quality entertainment with
five good songs to choose from.

For a contest that reaches more

viewers than any other pop event held
in the world today, very few record
industry executives and publishers
were on hand for the event and most-
ly publishers and record executives
who actually had entries in the festi-
val were on hand. If the festival pre-
sents absolute top talent and top
tunes in one year, you can be sure
that the event will be swamped by
record men the following season. If
San Remo can draw crowds, why not
the much more widely seen Eurovi-
sion contest?
The festival was climaxed by a

fabulous reception at the city hall
held by the mayor of Vienna. All in
all, it was a well organized and well
run event with the main weakness
being the fact that radio-TV authori-
ties instead of professional music
people control this all important in-

ternational event.

LONDON—One of the most impor-
tant-ever developments in the record
industry is revealed in the announce-
ment by EMI Records that from next
July its classical long-play records
will be released in stereo only.
A decision regarding stereo-only

‘pop’ LP’s will be taken later in the
year. A spokesman from EMI said,

“We decided to take the initiative
in introducing stereo-only classical
records because we are quite sure it

is an inevitable development largely
made possible by the tremendous
progress in record reproduction tech-
niques and equipment.

A lot is riding on the Senate’s attitude towards the

revised copyright bill passed last week by the House;

under the bill’s provisions, (see story on News Page)

jukebox operators would be required to pay a flat fee

of $8.00 per box per annum to the Registrar of Copy-

rights. This is certainly a reasonable sum; it will not

kill the small operator to pay it; it will yield an esti-

mated $4,000,000 a year to the performance rights so-

cieties and it should satisfy all parties concerned.

Prominent among the parties concerned over the

final passage of the revised bill is Congress itself.

Judging from the overwhelming vote in the House, it

would seem that the representatives were glad to find

an equitable solution to a nagging problem, and glad

to have it off their hands. Congress has a huge work

load and although the copyright laws do need revising,

the amount of time spent in revising it has been phe-

nomenal and nearly exhausting.

The passage of the revised bill would, we believe,

benefit the operators, in that it would avoid the

snagged and cluttered bookkeeping system originally

proposed. And the price is right. It would benefit the

songwriters, who would receive extra revenue. It would

relieve Congress, as mentioned, of a millstone.

Certainly Congress and the operator groups have

other individual programs which they wish to work out.

It has been a phenomenally expensive proposition for

the operators to contest the various royalty bills over

the last twenty years, and when one considers how

that money might otherwise have been spent—on me-

chanics schools, on public relations programs and es-

pecially the extra money in the weekly paychecks to

employees—it is a saddening thing.

What the operators, like the Congress, want, is an

equitable solution to the royalty problem, to have it

finished and done, so that they can turn their energies

to other business. If the bill passes the Senate, and we

earnestly hope it will, votes of thanks are due to the

phonograph manufacturers, MCA, their councils, the

operators who have faithfully watched out for their in-

dustry, and the Congress, which has shown its concern

for fair play by the adoption of the new compromise

bill.

We hope the contest may be ended this year, with

three winners: operators, songwriters and Congress.

et at the guilty.”

Casola added: “However, do not
hesitate to contact your state legis-
lator to make him painfully aware of
the unfortunate predicament this pres-
ent legislation places you in. We are
only demanding our fair treatment in
this matter. And, also ask your loca-
tion owners to join you in this vital
campaign—AND, DO IT NOW!”

Casola further reiterated the Cash
Box editorial stand of last week
(April 15th issue) warning that a
helter-skelter “ban ’em all” campaign
will ultimately affect coin-operated
phonographs, snacks, hot and cold
drinks, etc.

“And, this,” he exclaimed, “will not
only doom all operators in Illinois, but
elsewhere as well. For a creeping

witch hunt will eventually reach the

adjoining states, and spread out from
the midwest to embrace all of these

United States.”

Casola again issued a reminder to

all operators in Illinois (and elsewhere

if they wish to attend) to immediately
make their reservations in the Holiday
Inn East in Springfield for April 22-

23 to be on hand for the ICMOA

meetings. Illinois State Representa-
tive Zeke Giorgi (owner of Midwest
Dist. Co., in Rockford) will “lay it

House Passes $8 Annual Juke Fee

MOA ISSUES VIEWS

"Thanks to our Friends"

The House of Representatives com-
mittee on the Judiciary rejected in
principle a compulsory licensing of
juke boxes which would be obtained
by the payment of a specified annual
sum into a fund from which distribu-
tion could be made to copyright own-
ers. The committee suggested several
drawbacks to such a plan. These
drawbacks, in their opinion, were seri-
ous enough to make this form of plan
virtually unworkable.
We have prepared a substitute for

Section 116, based on an annual fee
plan, which is an improvement of a
similar plan submitted at the 1963
hearing. It has been drafted so as to
alleviate, if not eliminate, the draw-
backs mentioned by the committee.
We will enumerate the objections

raised by the committee and then dis-
cuss how our proposals overcome each
objection:

1. OBJECTION

:

There will have
to be a government body either to col-
lect the money or to establish or regu-
late a quasi-governmental collecting
agency.
DISCUSSION

:

proposal eliminates
the requirements of establishing a
new governmental or a quasi-govern-
mental agency by its allocation of re-
sponsibility of collection, pricing and
distribution. Under present Section
116, the Register of Copyrights is re-
quired to issue certificates to collect
and hold annual inventory reports for
each juke box, and to maintain on file

the names and addresses of all copy-
right owners. Our proposal completely
eliminates the requirements for re-
ceiving and filing annual reports and
maintaining a file of copyright hold-
ers.

Instead, we have added the simple
requirement that the Register receive
and hold the annual fee paid by each
juke box operator. When he files his
application for certificate, the Regis-
ter is neither required to enforce or
police the juke box operators, nor is
he required to distribute the funds to
copyright owners. His duties are only
to issue certificates and to hold in de-
posit—as a passive trustee—for funds
until the last business day of each
year.

Consequently, the duties of the
Register under our proposal are even
less

^

than his duties under present
Section 116. Our proposal does not
require any collection of funds by a
central authority. It merely requires
the Register to hold funds on deposit
for a short period of time.

2. OBJECTION

:

The disbursement
process would require extensive and
costly hearings, surveys, reports, ap-
peals and litigation. Cost of adminis-
tration would eat of the receipts un-
less the fee were quite high, the funds
collected would be tied up until final

Cronology — Step

CHICAGO—A decline in legitimate
cigarette sales, a decline in public
moi’ality and a decline in public
respect for the law—those are the re-
sults of the New York cigarette tax
rates as reported in a special NAMA
bulletin titled “How Cigarette Taxes
Affect the Public Interest,” released
last week.
The heavy taxation is rapidly erod-

ing retail outlets, says the report, and
organized crime has found a lucrative
market not seen since the days of
Prohibition. Citing police and sales
tax departments of various states, the
report says that ample evidence is

provided of underworld involvement
in the transportation and selling of
black market tobacco. The involve-

ment includes counterfeiting of tax

stamps, “traffic directors” along the

route from North Carolina (which

has no tax on cigarettes) to New
York, and the prompt appearence of

bondsmen who put up bail money for

persons arrested in connection with

the bootlegging. In one instance, the

report says, a bondsman appeared as

the driver of a truck of contraband
was being arrested.

Continuing, the report declares

that legislation providing for stiffer

penalties has eliminated only the

amateurs and has no effect on the

professional criminal elements. Su-

preme Court rulings concerning
“search and seizure” rights, and le-

nient local courts have made convic-
tions difficult.

Some of the persons arrested in
connection with New York bootleg-
ging activities have criminal records
dating back 20 to 30 years, the report
reveals, including convictions for mis-
demeanors and major felonies.
The report also notes the exodus of

smokers over the border from Wash-
ington State to Oregon to buy tax-
less cigarettes; sales of cigarettes in

Washington have accordingly declined.

State and city sales in New York
have also declined since the enact-

ment of the taxes in August, 1965.

The report offers a solution to the

problem by suggesting a repeal of the

excise and sales taxes. Such action,

the report says, would destroy the

profit motive for the criminal ele-

ments, encourage a return to the

normal retail outlets and would
eventually yield more money to the

state and city than the present sys-

tem does.

The report concludes by saying that

if revisions are not made in the taxes,

the corruption of public morality, the

growth of the criminal elements, and

the decline of the legitimate business-

man will be dangerously accelerated.

tender.
Initially, “Basehit” (and the “Score-

board” novelty model) are essentially

two-player amusement games to more
greatly deliver the always exciting

thrill of competitive play in locations.

Furthermore, there is an animated
three-dimensional base running unit

on the appropriate (baseball dia-

mond) backglass. Also, a variety of

pitches (fast, curve and knuckler)

are served up by the pitcher to

greatly enhance skill shooting and
the thrill of run scoring so vital to

this type of amusement game in most
coin machine markets.
The very first thing that meets
