Indie Producers & Labels

The indie producer, the contributor

of most of today’s hit product, is step-

ping-up his involvement in the corpo-

rate picture of large record labels.

While Cash Box has previously com-

mented on the reasoning behind indie

producer tie-ins with major label opera-

tions (see “It’s a Matter of Money,”

Nov. 26, 1966 issue), there have been

more complex arrangements along this

line in recent months.

The central theme of the various

deals of late is the creation of a new

producer-owned indie label within the

financial and marketing scope of the

“parent” company. The creative reins

of the new company are, most logically,

left in the hands of the indie producer,

who can boast a string of hit sides to

his credit. During the initial phase of

indie producer label associations with

other record companies, administra-

tion and sales and promo were gen-

erally in the hands of the well-staffed

parent. However, more recent tie-ins

have realized a division of such func-

tions, leading to the appointments,

usually in the name of the indie pro-

ducer, of a separate staff for the new

company.

Also, it is apparent that large labels

are not letting their indie producer as-

sociations rest with just a single entity.

Dot Records, for instance, made a deal

last year with Snuff Garrett in the

creation of Viva Records. It has done

the trick again with Jeff Barry’s new

label, Steed. It is interesting to note

that Garrett eventually moved over as

singles A&R head of Dot, while it’s un-

derstood that Barry may also produce

some sides for artists who will appear

on Dot.

The increasing complexity of the in-

die producer-large label arrangement

dramatizes the faith that the business

has in the productivity of independent

creative talent. In siphoning off the

best of this area—even through non-

exclusive producing arrangements that

do not involve the formation of a new

label—we are witnessing a further

merger of the business into the hands

of factors that are in a position to pay

the price that a successful track rec-

ord commands. It’s too early to tell

whether the price being paid is too

high or if the recruitment of such

talent will eventually prove a drop in

the financial bucket. In the coming

months, the Top 100 will be relating

vital statistics in this regard.

GRRA Chairman Lawrence Krieger

opened the proceedings and called
upon Leonard Smith of EMI Records
to introduce the first part of the day’s
program, a last-minute addition to the
agenda, which was a summary of the
current position in the campaign to
exempt records and tapes from the
provisions of the 1964 Resale Prices
Act.

Price Maintenance

“Remember,” bade Smith before an-
nouncing the speaker, “we, the manu-
facturers, are fighting for you, the re-
tailers.”

The speaker was Walter Gumbell
whom, with Mr. Robin Dunn Q.C., has
been briefed to present the industry’s
case for resale price maintenance,
acting as counsel.
He recapped on the legal back-

ground to the issue. In 1949 the Lloyd
Jacob Committee considered whether
resale price maintenance was against
the public interest, and concluded that
individual price maintenance con-
ducted by a manufacturer in agree-
ment with his dealers was unobjec-
tionable, but collective price mainte-
nance and black listing of those who
would not conform could be against
the public interest.

In 1956 the Restrictive Trade Prac-
tices Act was passed, banning collec-
tive price maintenance but permitting
and strengthening individual price
maintenance and making provision
for its enforcement. Then in 1964 the
Resale Prices Act was passed, which
made resale price maintenance un-
lawful even between individual manu-
facturers and dealers, but provided
for exemptions to the Act. Manufac-
turers wishing their goods to be ex-
empted had to register them with the

'Society's Child‘ Revival
Spurred By Bernstein Praise

NEW YORK—Leonard Bernstein has
revived interest in an 8-month old
Top 40 disk. Over a CBS-TV special
last week, the noted conductor-com-
poser discussed the “5%” of rock
music he considered worthwhile, offer-
ing a “live” demonstration of Janis
Ian’s “Society’s Child,” issued on the
Verve/Folkways label.

Moelis Out At SG-Col

NEW YORK—Herb Moelis is no

Registrar of Restrictive Practices, and
present a case to the Restrictive Prac-
tices Court.

“The British Phonographic Indus-
try and the Gramophone Co. Ltd.
trading as EMI Records Ltd. regis-
tered records and tape records on No-
vember 10, 1964,” continued Gumbell,
“and until the Restrictive Practices
Court makes an order against them,
resale price maintenance is still main-
tained, and any supplier can obtain an
injunction against any dealer selling
below the minimum prescribed price.”
The Registrar had referred disks

and tapes to the Court, and a trial
would be held to decide whether or
not they should be exempt.
The BPI/EMI case would be made

on three salient points. These were
that, if RPM is abolished, the variety
of disks and tapes available would be
substantially reduced to the public’s
detriment, the number of retail out-
lets where these goods were available
would also be reduced, and in the long
run prices would have to be increased.

“If RPM was abolished, the produc-
tion of classical records might well be
substantially reduced,” stated Gum-
bell. “If suppliers were not certain of
getting the minimum prescribed price
for certain records, they might think
they can’t afford to make them at all.

“Some retail establishments might
no longer be able to afford to stock
records and tapes, thus reducing the
number of outlets. And if retailers de-
manded higher margins in a price cut-
ting war, the suppliers would ulti-
mately have to increase prices.”

Marcel Rodd of Saga Records rose
to state that his company and two
others were fighting the same case
separately. He added: “We’re not
members of BPI—an honour and dis-

tinction we mean to preserve.”

He proceeded to question the
strength of the BPI/EMI case when
it went before the Court. All majors
except Decca had indulged in price

NARA Confab Shifted

To Atlanta, Aug. 9-13

NEW YORK—The executive board of

the National Association of Radio
Announcers has voted to move the
1967 Convention from Louisville, Ken-
tucky to Atlanta, Georgia. (Aug. 9-

13).
The meeting, held in New "iork’s

Park Sheraton Hotel, Saturday, April

15, was authorized by the chairman of

the board Ken Knight.
The Louisville convention site had

been voted on at the New York Con-
vention at the Waldorf-Astoria last

August, 1966. The members also voted
Miami, Florida in 1968 and Atlanta,
Georgia in 1969. Inasmuch as the
Louisville site had not met with over-
whelming approval by the member-
ship, the board had been petitioned
over the last eight months by the
membership to review Louisville and
requested to move the convention to a
new location. Among the cities men-
tioned were Miami, Florida and At-
lanta.

At a Board meeting held in Louis-
ville the weekend of January 21 and
22nd, the members inspected the
Louisville site and the hotel facilities.

It was then felt following that meet-
ing that the hotel selected could not
properly accomodate the 1967 con-
vention and in view of the success
of the New York Convention that
the growth of the organization and
the cooperation by regular and associ-
ate members called for the convention
to be more centrally located in the
South.
At the meeting it was decided by

the Board to hold the convention at
the new Regency Hyatt Hotel in

Atlanta. Jack Gibson, Founder Emeri-
tus was appointed Convention coordi-
nator and Bea Elmore (Mary Mason,
WHAT) assistant convention coordi-
nator.

cutting for two or three years.

“How can we go in and tell the
truth, the whole truth and nothing
but the truth when price cutting has
already started, whether it’s called
‘deletion business’ or what?”
Leonard Smith of EMI answered by

saying he didn’t propose to enter into
a purely personal internal affair.

“Mr. Rodd’s facts are incorrect,” he
went on. “Records sold off are records
which have been deleted, and dealers
can sell them for what price they like.

All the companies concerned would
act against anyone selling current
records below the prescribed prices.”

Harry Tipple, dealer and GRRA
committeeman, asked Gumbell ques-
tions concerning the burden of proof
and whether exemption might have to
be reapplied for, assuming it was
granted on this submission.

“The onus of proving on the bal-
ance of probabilities the three points
which I’ve made rests with the sup-
pliers,” replied Gumbell. “The case
will go before the Court only once,
although the Registrar could bring it

again if he could show a material
change in circumstances in the fu-
ture.”

Another dealer and GRRA per-
sonality, Angus McKenzie, asked if

cognizance was being taken of the
book case which went before a Court
in 1956.

Gumbell answered that the Net
Book Case was very relevant to the
gramophone industry one now. Its
issue had been solely RPM, and it had
been held by the Court then that it

was not contrary to the public inter-
est. Following the 1964 Resale Prices
Act, it was likely that the disk indus-
try’s case would be heard by the
Court before the resubmitted book
case.

Rack Jobbing—Budget Disks

The next item was on rack jobbing
and budget records in the future. The
speaker on racking was Don Wedge,
former editor of the Record Retailer.

He began by remarking that some
British record dealers regarded rack
jobbing as a terrible rival to their
business, but that it’s really here and
will be in a big way in the future.

America had set the pace, and he
traced its growth there. It began in
the mid-fifties with the introduction
to drug stores and other outlets of
mainly budget lines. By 1957 it had
become so big that the major disk
manufacturers attended the annual
conference of the toiletry manufac-
turers in Miami, and when the Na-
tional Association of Record Merchan-
disers was formed, nearly all record
manufacturers were associated with
it. NARM was a massive organization
now, with both wholesalers and rack
jobbers members of it.

In 1958 there were 12,000 retail
disk outlets in the States. This figure
shrunk to 8,000 by 1966, largely due
to the growth of racking. Racks ac-
counted for almost half of album and
single sales in 1965, with retailers
selling only half the LPs and 44% of
the singles.

“Racking hasn’t run the American
retailer out of business, though,”
Wedge pointed out. “The 1965 figures
show a rise of 20% in retail business
compared with 1961, although racking
grew faster over this period, doubling
its turnover. Main rack outlets were
the discount department stores and
the variety stores, taking over half of
the racking turnover.

“The major manufacturers weren’t
keen on rack jobbers at first and prob-
ably aren’t now,” remarked Wedge.
“In 1962 Glenn Wallich, head of Capi-
tol and director of EMI, said rack
jobbers were not doing enough to
earn the manufacturers’ respect. They
were only stocking the hits, and doing
nothing to promote catalogues or cre-
ate the new stars so necessary to the
business.”

But by 1963 it was virtually ac-
cepted that the rackers had taken the
role of distributors, and were receiv-
ing the same discount.

In London

Eight hundred attended the NARM
convention in Los Angeles last month,

which was conducted with a high de-

gree of publicity consciousness, in-

cluding some NARM annual awards.

Mantovani received one of the latter,

and flew to LA specially for the pres-

entation. NARM had now instituted a

scholarship fund for the children of

its employees. Manufacturers were
still uneasy about the growth of rack-

ing and discount amounts, nonethe-

less.

Local Scene

Wedge then moved on to the local

scene, reminding his audience of the

swift changes in the business with the

coming of direct distribution and
other factors over the past year.

The opportunities for small order-

ing had gone, and orders must reach

a minimum number to be worthwhile.

Getting knowledgeable staff at the re-

tail end was a constant problem.

“The industry must think about the

benefits of rack jobbing,” Wedge de-

clared. “It eliminates the need of

knowledgeable staff at point of sale,

and it encourages impulse buying.”

He ended by saying the problem
facing the British trade was could it

incorporate rack jobbing into its pat-

tern? Could a dealer do his own rack

jobbing successfully on smaller satel-

lite sites ?

Tony Morris, sales manager of Mu-
sic for Pleasure, spoke on budget rec-

ords, and immediately made the point

that in his firm’s opinion rack jobbing

has nothing whatsoever to do with

selling budget records.

“The only way to sell a budget line

is to use the manufacturer’s stand,”

he said. “Budget records can be han-
dled with great success without need-

ing any repertoire expertise. It’s sell-

ing a consumer product, and must be
treated as impulse purchasing.”

Stands should be situated where the

customer traffic flowed, and stock

should be available in quantity with
good browsing facilities. The price

should be clearly marked, and also the

brand image. Buying was by brand
nowr rather than by artist.

The complete range must be shown
in the stand, and retailers could not

cater for individual orders. The bud-
get line reps would check stocks, put
in records he knows will sell and also

the new releases.
Music for Pleasure sold 5.3 million

albums over eighteen months in Brit-

ain, and expected to shift one million

per month this year, and double this

quantity in 1968.
“Why buys?” asked Morris. “They

are new to record purchasing. People
who didn’t used to buy do now after
introduction to the whole range of

budget records.”
They would increase trade and not

not cut profits because they repre-
sented extra sales. Different cus-
tomers bought full-price albums. Bud-
get lines brought in more customers,
and could increase full-price sales by
attracting potential new trade.

“To my mind, there’s only one lim-

iting factor on sales,” concluded Mor-
ris. “And that’s the lack of a branded,
easy-to-operate, reasonably priced
record player.”
He was questioned about what per-

centage of the 5.3 million MfP sales
achieved had gone through normal
record outlets.

“Our success rests on two main fac-
tors,” replied Morris. “We’re half
owned by EMI, and we use the mar-
keting expertise of the Paul Hamlyn
organization. But at this stage we
haven’t got statistics broken down to

the extent of being able to answer
that question. This time next year we
certainly can.”

Dealer and GRRA man Reg Reed
remarked that on a visit to the States
and Canada he had been told by deal-
ers that they were allowed overriding
discounts twice a year to enable them
to stay in business against racking
competition. British dealers would
have to be given extra support, judg-
ing by the transatlantic example.

Morris answered that MfP did not
rack job, and its margins were the
same. EMI sales manager John Fruin
intervened to state the awareness of

the industry of retailing problems
caused by rising labor costs, higher
leases and the economic freeze, irre-
spective of rack jobbing. “We want to
extend all the help we can.”

Musicassettcs Standing

A. Raben of Philips, Eindhoven,
then addressed the conference on mu-
sicassettes. He gave a brief summary
of their introduction, and his firm’s
concentration on compactness of size
and simplicity of operation from the
first cassette recorder in September
1963, followed by the first musicas-
sette in the spring of 1965.
“We are gratified by the position

here eight months after the introduc-
tion of the musicassette operation,”
he said. “When it had established it-

self, we thought the time had come
for something more elaborate, mains
operated equipment in mono and
stereo for which our laboratories had
achieved compatibility.
“At first we were concentrating on

a recorder that would also play back.
Now the emphasis is on the play back
with recording an added feature.”
He continued by displaying new

models which Philips is to put on the
market here. The first was purely a
play back machine, mains operated in
stereo costing 17 guineas. Then there
was a simple play back machine
aimed specifically at the hither-
to neglected teenage market which
would be retailed at under £10 before
the end of the year.

Third was a car player which had
been taken around the British car in-
dustry and “received with great en-
thusiasm.” It was suspended under
the dashboard, and connected with the
car radio, using its amplifier and
speaker. The cassette was inserted
sideways, and automatically shut it-

self off at the end of the tape. It fea-
tured the Philips fast forward and re-
wind system, and would be on the
market before Christmas at about 22
guineas.
Raben ended by reporting that the

Philips cassette system has now been
accepted by 63 equipment manufac-
turers throughout the world. The first
musicassette changers should be on
the market next year, he said.

Walter Woyda, British manager of
Philips’ cassette operation, took up
the story by stating the musicassette
was here to stay. There were now
nearly 100 labels with repertoire is-
sued in cassette form, 14 of them in
this country with a range of over 120
cassettes of all kinds of music.
The first CBS repertoire would be-

come available next month, and film
soundtracks and musical show cast re-
cordings were on the way.
More pop type of repertoire would

be concentrated on, and in this con-
nection the EP cassette would be in-
troduced next month in cigarette box-
type packaging, each one featuring
four single A sides by famous artists
initially.

The compactness, compatibility, reel
to reel system allowing track selec-
tion choice and an indefinite lifetime
makes the Philips system the best in
pre-recorded musical entertainment,
Woyda feels.

Educational uses in the home in the
future were described. Musicassettes
would run parallel with records for
a long time to come, and there would
be a wider consumer market for deal-
ers on both products. Dealers must
back the promotional schemes, though,
was Woyda’s chiding end remark.
A questioner wanted to know

whether there was any chance of mu-
sicassette prices being reduced in line

with the LP price. Raben answered
that the musicassette does not deteri-
orate with age like the LP, and costs
more to produce.

“Don’t keep comparing the cassette
with the record,” added Woyda. “Cas-
settes are a completely new concept
in pre-recorded entertainment.”
Another dealer asked why outlets

other than record shops were being-

supplied with cassettes and why 5%
was not being allowed on returns.

Woyda said that complete market
saturation was necessary to achieve
maximum sales potential. The public

must be conscious of the product and
be able to see it. On the subject of

the non-allowance of the 5% on re-

turns, he said that unlike records the

musicassette was something that did

not deteriorate from one day to the 1

next and stood no chances of damage. 1

A dealer remarked that cassettes

did become dead stock. Why was there

no sale or exchange basis?

“I can’t accept that the latest Wal- (f

ker Brothers LP stops the sale of its

predecessor,” said Woyda, “and the

same applies to musicasettes. You’ve
got to show variety on a new product
to establish it. If you stock the first

cassette release only, your sales won’t
be what they should be. Dealers are
being very reticent in demonstrating
the possibilities of musicassettes.”

When the possible imposition of

purchase tax on musicassettes by the

Chancellor was raised, he declared ev-

eryone should be thankful that there

is none on the product at present.

The Compatible Cartridge

The afternoon session was opened
by John Walton, designer of the Wal- i

ton M.l pick-up cartridge, on the im-
portance of a compatible cartridge.

In his opinion, any mono pick-up that

fulfills all the requirements of the

mono groove is already sufficiently

compatible, given a little extra
weight, and he went into detailed

technicalities to make his point. The
question of compatibility rested sole-

ly in the pick-up, and could not be

solved on record.

RCA’s Stereo 8

RCA Victor overseas sales manager
Jean-Pierre Kunstle then background-
ed the story of the RCA Stereo 8 sys-

tem for the conference. After two
abortive cartridge attempts in the fif- i

ties, the 8 track system was intro-

duced in September 1965 involving-

four independent companies, Ford,
Motorola, the Lear Jet Corporation
and RCA.
The system is capable of 80 minutes

playing time. Ford alone spent over
three million dollars advertising a car
model, and Ford dealers alone have
sold 90,000. Chrysler also introduced
the system, and so has Sears-Roebuck.

RCA, CBS and Capitol are produc-
ing 8 track tapes, and RCA has pro-

duced three million cartridges at their

Indianapolis plant. A depot has been
established at Amsterdam for swift

deliveries to RCA subsidiaries in Eur-
ope.

Kunstle said the possibilities of in-
j

troducing the RCA Stereo 8 in Britain

were undecided at present. It depend-
ed largely on the attitude of the Brit-

ish car industry as to whether there
would be a major market for it here.

Stereo 8 players might be imported,
or they might be assembled or even
manufactured here eventually, accord-
ing to circumstances.

DIONNE WARWICK
NEW YORK—After five fruitful
years as a Scepter disk artist, Dionne
Warwick is making her first appear-
ance at New York’s Copacabana. Or
should we say “her first appearance
of many.” Endowed with a slim figure
whose motions suggest the subtle ex-
pressions of a Balineese dancer, the
artist came through with a dynamic
blending of two worlds of pop music:
showtunes and soul. She swings to
the rafters—yet displaying a keen
sense of the lyric—on such ever-
greens as “The Way You Look To-
night,” “I Believe In You,” “She
Loves Me” and touches poignantly on
added showtune gems like “Who Can
I Turn To?,” “West Side Story’s “One
Hand, One Heart” and “Somewhere”

Scepter, by the
way, plans to cut Dionne’s engage-
ment one night for an eventual “live”
album release.

The keynote speaker was
Clive J. Davis, vice president and gen-
eral manager of CBS Records, whose
theme was Your Past Is Not Your
Future. The philosophy espoused by

•i Davis was that the record industry
was at a perilous threshold, one that

•i virtually dictated a departure from
the same staid thinking that has pre-

I vailed, that of constantly seeking
i lower prices and that of going only
i with the established winners, artists

whose sales are assured before an or-
i der is placed. In essence, he was ex-

horting his audience, rack jobbers, to
approach the business of selling rec-
ords with a more adventurous point
of view, assuring them that the addi-
tional risks involved would, in the
long run, benefit them and everyone
in the record business. His argument
was clearly and intelligently set forth
and I could not take issue with any
proposals that he had to offer. Nor
could I take exception with any of the
research data that he volunteered. I

would, however, after having digested
the reprint of the text of Davis’
speech, make several additional sug-
gestions which could make the lot of
the record seller much easier and, as
a consequence, more amenable to his
proposals.

Davis and I agree that the record-
ing industry is very much a part of
the entertainment industry. In his ad-
dress Davis states, “Now let’s look
at another branch of the entertain-
ment world—Die world of night clubs.
Here too where the financial demands
of the artist are high, so is the cost
to the consumer. The cover charge at
the Waldorf can be raised to $7 for a
big artist and every table will still be
full. Put some lesser personality in,

remove the cover and you still couldn’t
give the tables away. At the 500 Club
in Atlantic City, the standard cover is

$2 if the artist is not well-known but
get a Sinatra or Sammy Davis in
there and the price because of the
cost justifiably goes way up—but so
do the ropes to hold back the people
who are clamoring to get in. When
the night club owner risks $25,000 or
more a week, business prudence dic-
tates that in order to recoup his ex-
penditure, he must price accordingly.
Do we in our industry ? Quite the con-
trary. The records of our hot artists,
more expensive to sign and record,
frequently become loss-leaders and
are almost given away. This despite
the principle that would say that
when you have hit product, you must
make money on it to make up for
the flops. And do we have flops in our
business! Over 75% of all records
don’t even reach the break-even
point.” ,,!

Discontinue Return Privilege

I would ask Davis why the record
company, like the nightclub owner,
when it has a lesser personality to
record, doesn’t lower the price? Why
don’t the same laws of supply and
demand apply to the parent company
when they establish the selling price ?

Why do record companies have such
a rigid price structure? Why, in fact,
must the same selling price prevail
for the recordings of the established
stars and the lesser known? It is ap-
parent that the record companies
want the distributors and retailers to
try to get higher prices at the point
of sale to the record buyer. But why
don’t they, the record manufacturers,
look to their ; own houses for some
radical changes? For example, why
don’t they do away with the return
privilege that has become such a can-
cerous part of the business ? What
other business offers that latitude?

In actuality, all albums are sold to

distributors and retailers on a con-

signment basis; if they don’t sell they
can be returned for full credit. “That’s
the only way we can get them to

stock them,” is the cry of the manu-
facturer. That situation exists be-

cause it is permitted to exist, I say.

If the “return privilege” were discon-
j

tinued, industry-wide, I daresay that
j

no less product would be sold. It’s all

a matter of how you educate your
J

customers and how bold and prin-
|

cipled you are in the function of your
business. Davis says that if you have
an excellent product you don’t have
to feel sheepish about getting a legit-

j

imate price. I say that if you have an
excellent product you don’t have to
sell it on consignment!

Shouldn’t Record Company Invest In
An Artist?

-

When a record company signs an
artist to a long term contract why
don’t they do what any other talent
manager does, permit his talent to be
showcased for lesser money, with an
eye to the rainbowT ’s end, w'here the
jackpot is? What would be wrong
with having several selling prices for
a label’s product, each predicated on
the artist’s drawing power? Why not
give the lesser known performer a
shot at the velvet? If the album of
Jim Splivens, a newcomer, has to be
sold at the same price as that of a
Tony Bennett, doesn’t that make the
odds prohibitive? Yet, Davis wants
the distributors, rack jobbers, and the
retailers to do the leg work in the
face of these odds. Why don’t the rec-
ord companies give their sales agen-
cies more tools to fight with in this
ever-increasingly competitive mar-
ket ? Why shouldn’t the record compa-
nies bear some of the risk in their
endeavor to establish an artist, an
artist, who if he makes it, will bring
much revenue to the company.
Another thing I would say to Davis,

in his role as spokesman for the re-
cording companies, is that perhaps
the reason for having difficulty in get-
ting all his product stocked is that
the element of promiscuity has found
its way into the record business. I be-
lieve that it’s a good thing for the
business that established stars de-
mand formidable advances for their
recording contracts. If such were the
case with lesser known artists, per-
haps the companies would work con-
siderably harder in promoting their
albums, such as they do with the big
stars in whom they have a consider-
able investment to protect. Or, per-
haps they would become more dis-

criminate about whom they record.
Actually, the latter of the two alter-

natives would be more desirable be-
cause anyone connected with the rec-
ord business will attest to the fact
that there are too many mediocre
records being issued these days. The
record companies would have you be-

lieve that they’re doing the unknown
artist a great service in recording

him. In some cases that it absolutely

true; but, in the majority of the

cases, it is not so. As I see it, the

worst thing a company can do is to

sign an artist, record him, and then

go to sleep on the album, allowing it

to become another of those that never

get seen, heard, or bought. The num-
ber of ill-advised artists who sign

with a company and then want out

of the contract is testimony to that

point of view.

Paperback Albums?

Another suggestion that might
merit consideration is doing what so

many of the publishers of books do.

After a publication has enjoyed the

initial surge of popularity, however
long that might be, and the initial

cost of publication has been amor-
tized, it is then released in paperback
form at a much lower price and un-

told additional sales are enjoyed. Why
can’t this procedure be instituted in

the record business? True, some com-
panies have embarked on such a pro-

gram, but only sketchily. Again, I re-

mind Davis that this would dictate a

departure from the very rigid price

structure that embodies the thinking

In summary, Davis, in his speech

to NARM, related that in spite of an
inordinate growth in record sales, as

compared to the product growth in

other industries, the net profit picture

is abysmally glum. This inversion of

elements, even in the light of antici-

pated growth for the record industry,

presages a profitless prosperity.

“Only by innovation, experimentation,

and modernization can our goals be

reached,” said Davis, in his closing

remarks. I suggest that it is com-

pletely unrealistic for Davis to expect

the other echelons of the record busi-

ness to deviate from their accepted

way of doing business if the record

companies are not willing to make
the initial overtures. Give them the

tools, show them the way, Davis, and

they will follow, I’m certain. No one

in business is repulsed by the prospect

of making money, particularly when
they feel that they have the full sup-

port and cooperation of the manufac-
turer.

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Talent On Stage:

Boston's American
BOSTON—Education, innovation and
awareness were the dominating
themes of Boston’s first American
Festival of Music (April 20-23). The
Festival was comprised of a series

of concerts designed to trace the

evolution and dramatize the influence

of present-day music. Its purpose was
unique in that it attempted to make
the public aware of their musical
heritage, rather than simply display-

ing a conglomeration of diversified

talent. This creative undertaking is

hoped to be the first of many annual
efforts presented by Unicorn Concert
Productions and sponsored by the
Boston Herald Traveler Charities
Fund.
The first day’s concert, April 20,

was entitled “Music of the Americas
(Our New World of Neighbors)”. Its

aim was to expose the audience to as
fine and varied an international show
as possible. Impaired by several tech-
nical and organizational bugs it was
not as enjoyable as it could have been,
but it was moderately entertaining.
The concert opened with Babatundi

Olatunji and his company of African
dancers, drummers and singers. Ola-
tunji exhibited an array of primitive
African instruments and explained
their cross-cultural significance. With
each explanation he demonstrated, in
heart-bursting fashion, the various
ways each could be played. Unfortu-
nately, his African dancers looked a
bit too Americanized for realism and
detracted from an otherwise exhila-
rating and informative performance.

Following Africa came Israel, rep-
resented by Geula Gill. Geula began
singing while serving her hitch in the
Israeli army, and it shows. She is

energetic and vibrant, like her young
country, and what she lacks in talent
she makes up in spirit. Her Jewish
humor and audience participation
songs high-lighted her act, along with
her Israeli hit “Talk to Me With
Flowers and Red Roses”.
From the Contrescarpe Cafe on the

Left Banke of Paris came the Con-
trescarpe Singers. Each member an
accomplished vocalist, together they
were five times as pleasurable. With
them they brought the new sound of
Paris: classical and modern poetry
put to music and spiced with a
comedy routine of a human manne-
quin done by Bernard Haller, that
forced you to wonder if he was really
alive. This combination of a new folk
sound and sharp comedy proved to be
a crowd pleaser.

Ireland was the next stop, with the
rowdy, boisterous Irish Rovers. These
four boys with their bright green
costumes and thick Irish brogue were
the most refreshing change of the en-
tire night. They sang down-to-earth
story-songs about the Irish Rebellion,
drinking, and life in general. Willie
Miller describes the group as “a glass
of fine Irish whiskey—smooth and
happy,” and that’s exactly the way
they were.

After an almost non-existent inter-
mission, Josh White took the stage.
His distinctive singing style, message
songs and ultra-casual stage manner
made him a rousing hit. When he
tried to leave, a resounding “more,
more, more” went up from the crowd.
He came back on stage and did a song
called “The Free And Equal Blues,”
which describes better than anything
else the thinking of Josh White.
From a primitive tribe deep in the

rain forests of Brazil came the next
act. Los Indios Tabajaras and two
guitar-playing Indian brothers whose
rough exteriors gave no sign of their
exceptional musical genius. They in-
ject a rich, lively sound into every-
thing they play, from Chopin’s Piano
Concertos to “Maria Elena” their

Mexican smash.

Next, bringing some Jamaican beat
into the program was the Islander

Steel Band. They did an excellent job

as steel bands go, except for their

over-zealous leader who tried some
off-key crooning, which tuned the

audience right out. The beat was

good, the sound was pure, and the
singer was terrible.

The low point of the show came
with the Mexican Mariachi Band.
Their good Tiajuana sound was
ruined by redundancy and amateur-
ish stage maneuvers. The over-
stretched act proved to be exception-
ally noisy and boring.
The closing act, the Mothers of

Invention, were, if nothing else, ori-

ginal. Frank Zappa, the composer,
arranger and leader of the group has
started a new phase which he calls

“Mothers’ Music.” Their long, disar-
ranged hair and tight multi-colored

j

clothes are part of this phase.
The act itself, although relatively

organized, appeared to be an off-the-

cuff improvisation. Instruments were
used, but there was no distinguishable
sign of music. The audience screamed,
yelled and laughed, but I think it

was at them rather than for them.
Thursday night’s concert, although

reasonably entertaining, was extreme-
ly over-packed. A scheduled two and
one-half hour show lasted nearly six
hours, which grew to be a little tedi-

ous. This being the first concert of
the first year’s Festival, it should be
excused, but should be taken into
consideration next year.
There were three concerts Friday,

one afternoon, one evening, and one
late night. The afternoon concert,
which featured the Siegal-Schwall
Band, Muddy Waters, and Chuck
Berry could have been eliminated.
Those three acts not only appeared
again later the same day, but were
considerably better at night.

‘Frontier Tradition’

Friday’s concerts were designated
“The Frontier Tradition (From Ply-
mouth Rock to Hullabaloo),” and

|

stayed within the boundaries of folk
music. The goal of these concerts
was to make the audience aware of
how music was born and nurtured
in the United States.

Pete Seeger opened the evening
concert. He is looked up to by all

folk singers and cheered by all folk
music lovers. This night was no
exception. Pete is a feeling, sensitive
person who sings from the soul. This
was the perfect man to start a con-
cert, especially this one.

Frontier tradition is family tradi-
tion, and family tradition is the Beers
Family. Bob, Evelyne and their
daughter Martha sang, danced and
accompanied themselves with several
interesting frontier instruments. The

! act was enjoyable, but just a bit to
stuffy for a hip Boston audience.
Far from stuffy, Arlo Gunthrie

might be one of the most imaginative
young folk singers of this generation.
He was on stage for twenty minutes
and did one witty, sardonic protest
song, “Alice’s Restaurant.” It was
invigorating to hear him tear down
established institutions that so many
people swear by. His unique style,
the ragtime talking blues, will make
Arlo Gunthrie an immortal someday.
Two years is a painfully short time

to become a folk star. Leonda is a
product of an age in which failure is

i reserved for the old.

Josh White Jr., a singer as young

as Leonda, has already gone through
the mill and acquired an abundance
of polish. He demonstrated this by
doing a slow, quiet and pure-toned

melody in an almost whispered fash-

ion. This high-lighted his act and
proved his credentials as his father’s

son.

After the second night’s abbrevi-

ated intermission, Dave Van Ronk
came on. His voice was gravelly and
rough but had a powerful quality.

He blasted out a song called “Legend

;

Of A Sailor” in an unusual vocal man-
ner. He frequently raised and lowered

1 his voice, not for emphasis, but for

effect. Dave’s most valuable asset
is not his voice but his personality.

Of all the entertainers on the pro-
gram, Tom Paxton would probably
be considered the most successful.

He’s been in the music business for
only six and a half years, but is

rated as one of the very best. Tom
does not sing a song, but experiences
it. He relates the inner meaning of
every word almost as if each were
his own child and he was a proud
father showing them off. Tom is one
of the few entertainers you can re-

fer to as an artist.

The Highwaymen were a skillful,

experienced, and tuneful group. Re-
grettably, their skill and humor did
not set them apart from a multitude
of other very pleasant groups. They
will never cease to entertain, but like-

wise they will never captivate an
audience.

Closing the evening concert were
the popular Jefferson Airplane. Un-
like most of the psychedellic groups
the music of the Airplane was rela-
tively conventional. They added a
“free spirit” to a hackneyed rock
sound and came up with a genuinely
modern concert. The vocalist, Marty
Baffin, along with numerous colored
spotlights, added the finishing touches
to an odd looking but peculiarly lucid
group.

‘Living Blues’

After a quick change of audiences
the late night concert was ready to
go. This concert was the first of a
two-part section called “The Living-
Blues (From Mississippi to Chicago).”
Its main objective was to trace the
growth of blues and jazz in America.

Leading off was John Lee Hooker, a
now legendary Mississippi blues sing-
er. His slow and easy chanting and
automatic guitar accompaniment
gently crept into the ears of the en-
tire audience. His melancholy Negro
work songs were especially popular.
One of the biggest groups on the

Chicago scene today is the Siegal-
Schwall Band. Their approach was
novel in that they did folk-rock and
jazz with electric instruments. The
vocal was sour, but the instrumental
was superb. Of the various first-rate
nieces, an harmonica solo by Corky
Siegal was the outstanding high point.
The most disappointing act of the

entire evening was Muddy Waters.
He was poor in the afternoon and
improved slightly at night, but was
still a frustrating let-down. His band
was tinny and over-amplified. When
he finally broke through the noise, his
voice was harsh and projected an
absence of emotion. Muddy Waters
is getting old, but that is no reason
to become inferior.

Chuck Berry, a rock ’n roll star
for over a decade, closed the show
with a smash hit. He started off slow
and gained speed singing such fa-
vorites as “Mabelline,” “Johnny Be
Good,” “Sweet 16,” “Roll Over
Beethoven,” and many other self-

composed hits. For the first time dur-
ing the run of the Festival a per-
former received a standing ovation.

Chuck Berry is as good today as he
was twelve years ago.

Skip James, an old time country-
blues singer, started off “The Living-

Blues Part II” concert Saturday
night. His voice was high and thin,

with a sad, moody overtone. Skip
sang about his own hardships in the
vernacular of the Old South. His
different singing style and agile
guitar playing started the night off

right.

The next act, The Stevens Gospel
Singers, were exceedingly atrocious.
They sang loud and ineptly. The
traditional quality of the fine South-
ern spiritual was lowered to a prayer-
meeting type mockery. The “Gospel
Singers” should undoubtedly be ban-
ned in Boston.
Carmen McRae entered, and order

was brought back to the stage by
her mere presence. She sang each
word of every song distinctly, and
occasionally drew one out to a breath-
less summit. Carmen interpreted
every song into electrical impulses
felt by all who listened. Her closing
and most emotional number, “Alfie,”
also was her biggest.
Sonny Terry and Brownie McGhee

were mildly entertaining. They of-

fered a respite between big acts, but
were cut short in the middle of their
own. The roughness with which they
were handled was in astoundingly
poor taste and should be avoided in

the future.
Art Blakey and the Jazz Messen-

gers served up a slice of good mod-
ern jazz. The progressively improv-
ing solos shifted from the saxo-
phonist, but the big one was done by
Art himself. In his closing piece
“Tunisia,” Art went into an ear-
shattering drum solo that ended with
two sticks in orbit and unbridled
cheers from the audience.
Buddy Rich’s new Big Band was a

thrilling thing to hear. Buddy, ac-
claimed to be the greatest living-

drummer, led the band by his skillful

drumbeat. Among his best efforts

were selections from “West Side
Story” and the Beatles “Norwegian
Wood.” For the second and last time
during the Festival an entertainer
received a standing ovation.

Sunday’s concert was the last of
the Festival. It was entitled “The
Mountains and the Plains (The Nash-
ville Sound).” The country and west-
ern headliners for the last concert
included Archie Campbell, Webb
Pierce, Dottie West, Carl Smith,
Grandpa Jones, Flatt and Scruggs
and Tex Ritter who stole the show
with his blue grass hit “Hillbilly
Heaven.”
The American Festival of Music

was an overwhelming success. The
hall, the Commonwealth Armory, was
far from accoustically perfect. The
sound system was referred to as
“cheesy” and the seats were uncom-
fortably hard, but this was expected
for the first year. The outstanding
calibre of talent dwarfed most of the
technical and organizational difficul-

ties and produced one hell of a

Festival.

The Queen’s Award to Industry has gone to Jennings Musical Industries,
Ltd., for their export achievements for Britain throughout the world. This is

a terrific boost to the entertainment world generally and the electronic indus-
try in particular. Managing Director Tom Jennings began manufacturing
electronic equipment in 1950 concentrating on guitars in line with the current
skiffle vogue and in 1957 began experimenting with amplifiers. When the
Beatles came on the scene in 1964, Jennings signed them to use his equipment
exclusively, and very soon other big pop groups followed their lead. Exports
rose with orders from 65 countries and America alone spent £1,000,000.

Such is the popularity of the Monkees that Nems Enterprises report a com-
plete sellout for the three concerts booked at Wembley’s 9,500 seater Empire
Pool early in July. Consequently they have arranged for two matinee concerts.
A series of “Monkees Specials” charter trains will be operating between
provincial centers and Wembley allowing ticket holders to travel cheaply and
directly to and from the venue. Their two RCA albums “The Monkees” and
“More of the Monkees” are featured prominently in the Best Selling Album
charts and their latest single “A Little Bit Me, A Little Bit You” has orders
for half a million copies within three weeks of release. “I’m a Believer” has
now topped the three-quarter million mark.
Former EMI producer Norman Newell celebrating his third chart success

since going independent just three months ago with Topol’s CBS single “If
I Were a Rich Man” from “Fiddler on the Roof.” Newell has added yet another
facet to his career by forming a music publishing company, Music Associates,
Ltd., which will house material by both new and established writers not only
from Britain but on an international basis. To this end he has already com-
pleted a catalog deal with Editions Campi in Italy. He is being kept pretty
busy on the songwriting scene having just completed the title song and lyrics
for the Raquel Welsh-Edward G. Robinson film “The Biggest Bundle of Them
All” which Johnny Mathis will song over the credits. He has also penned num-
bers for the new Shirley McClaine-Peter Sellers movie “Woman Time Seven.”
On the recording front albums are planned for Topol, Ken Dodd and Malcolm

Roberts whose single “Time Alone Will Tell” (San Remo winner) is proving
a steady seller. He is busy writing lyrics for Belgian singer Adama whom he
will be recording in June.

After a tour of Germany where his single “Dear Mrs. Applebee” is still

achieving chart success, David Garrick is currently touring Switzerland after
which he will return to England to promote his new Pye single “A Certain

Italian Market With Cinevox Of Holland's Bovema Records
MILAN—Cesare Andrea Bixio, pub-
lisher and composer famed for his
standard “Mama,” has moved square-
ly into the label arena with Cinevox
Records, associated with his long-
established publishing firm, Edizioni
Musicali Bixio. Distribution will be
through C&C, the Celentano-Curci
record distributing company.
He was also one of the first in

Italy to start with an independent
publishing operation in 1921, in
Naples. He followed this with the
establishment of Edizioni Musicali
Bixio, in Milan, in 1924. The offices

of the firm are presently located in
Via Borgogna n. 7. As a publisher,
Bixio is known all over the world:
he is associated in this activity with
his brother, Pasquale Coleman Bixio,
who manages the firm. The catalog of
Edizioni Musicali Bixio includes a
great part of the most famous Italian
standards of the 30’s and 40’s. After
the war, Bixio’s production special-
ized in movie soundtrack. Recently,

he also opened a branch in France
called Bixio France located in Paris.

Bixio was one of the first music
publishers in Italy to enter the record
field. He started a record operation
in 1955. His activity then was con-
nected with the production of film
soundtracks.

Cinevox Records will participate in

the record TV-Radio contest “Disk
For The Summer,” organized in co-
operation with the Italian Phono-
graphic Association, AFI, of which
Bixio industry is an official member.

Cinevox will enter the contest with
its first pop group called The Snakes,
who are presenting a number called
“Tanta Parte Di Male.”

Cinevox is enjoying good success
on the international record scene with
a single derived from the soundtrack
of the film, “Puppy Is Also A Flower,”
and with an LP devoted to the music
of the film “Andremo In Citta,” which
is having particular success in the
Japanese market.

Big Month-Long Promo For
WB-Reprise Line In Italy
MILAN—A special month-long pro-
motional campaign has been launched
for the Warner Bros, and Reprise
lines by CGD, Compagnia Generale
Del Disco, the American labels’ Italian
rep.

Purpose of the campaign is to bring
to the attention of retailers and the
public selected members of the WB-
Reprise talent roster, including cata-
log and newcomer names, according
to CGD execs Joe Giannini (manager),
Johnny Porta and Sergio De Gennara.
Phil Rose, international head of WB-
Reprise, was in Italy when the pro-
gram was announced.
As part of the campaign, CGD has

purchased airtime on two foreign
commercial stations which are well-
received in Italy, Radio Capodistria
(on the Yugoslavian coast) and
Radio Montecarlo. Also, special week-
ly and monthly ads devoted to WB-
Reprise releases will appear in all

top fan magazines and in such music
magazines as Ciao Amici, Big, Gio-
vani, Discografia Internazionale, Mu-
sica E Dischi and others. Further
promo efforts will be geared for the
country’s juke boxes.

Special Discount

Sergio De Gennaro, who recently
has reached CGD as sales manager,
after a previous association with
RCA Italiana, said that such initia-
tives include a special discount opera-
tion, offered to all retailers, on the
WB-Reprise releases for the month.
The special discount is fixed as a 10%
extra bonus. A special contest for
the best shop window devoted to the
WB-Reprise has also been organized.
A special extra bonus of LPs will be
granted to the winning shop, while

the manager of the shop will receive
a personal prize consisting of a paid
cruise to the Mediterranean. Other
prizes will be granted to all shop as-
sistants who have cooperated in the
CGD contest.
A group of new WB-Reprise disks

have been released by CGD for this
purpose. The group has been especial-
ly selected after an examination of
the entire WB-Reprise catalog. Some
of these releases will serve to promote
some talents completely unknown on
the Italian market.

MILAN—Ri.Fi has just held a general
meeting for all Ri.Fi executives and
sales agents, together with the entire
staff. The Convention took place in
the recording studios of Ri.Fi in Mi-
lan, and was presided over by Ri.Fi
president Giampiero Rossi and man-
aging director Giovanbattista Ansoldi.

Ansoldi opened the Convention by
announcing the finalization of the
deal with Atlantic Records for the
exclusive distribution of their product
in Italy. The contract, as reported
last week, was signed last Monday
by Atlantic prexy, Nesuhi Ertegun in
Italy.

The Ri.Fi development schedule
was further followed with the ac-
quisition of another U.S. catalog:
20th Century Fox. The exclusive pact
was signed with ABC Paramount’s

VP Dave Berger.
Ansoldi also announced a series of

new initiatives for the promotion and
the sales of Atlantic and 20th Century
Fox releases, while another special
campaign will be also supported for
the domestic product.

Ansoldi said that data of 1966 and
of the past six month period showed
a satisfactory increase in total sales
during all 1966 and further gains
during the first three months of 1967.
Ri.Fi has a strong shax-e of the total
Italian record market, but we are
sure that, following the new programs
and the new schedule, we will be able

to assure a 25% increase in the total

turnover, he said.

LONDON—EMI Ltd. has acquired a
majority interest in N.V. Verkoop-
Maatschappij Bovema, Holland. EMI
said that Bovema already holds a sub-
stantial position in the Dutch record
industry and its acquisition of this
interest will “enhance its extensive
activities in the European Common
Market countries.”

During this time
Bovema has built up a catalog of
local Dutch artistes and material as
well as successfully promoting the

repertoire of EMI. The company con-

tinues to operate as before with Oord

as managing director, who remains a

substantial shareholder.

Success Marks CBS Austria’s

First Anniversary In Business
VIENNA Hans Grondelle, who heads
up CBS Schallplatton in Austria, re-

ports that the company’s first year in

operation has been highly successful.
The company started off with a

major boost via Leonard Bernstein’s
“Falstaff,” recorded in Vienna with
Dietrich Fischer Dieskau in the title

role. This proved to be the year’s
best classical seller, while other CBS
artists, Ormandy and Serkin, were
also powerful sellers. Both Bernstein
and Ormandy received gold medals
to mark the 125th anniversary of the
Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra.

Grondelle is “very happy” with
sales in general and expressed his
surprise at the high percentage of
classical popularity as opposed to
pops. However, in the pop field Ray
Conniff has been a big seller and is

rapidly gaining in popularity. Also in

the pop field, German CBS artists

have sold well in the singles field,

particularly Bernd Spier and Peter
Beil.

Future plans for CBS Schallplatton
include the recording of Austrian Folk
Music, both for the local and inter-

national markets.

He will be conferring with
European reps Francis, Day and Hun-
ter, Peter Maurice, and Madame de
Reaux. Whitcup will be in London
at the Grovenor House June 5-12, in
Amsterdam at Hotel De L’Europe
June 12-15, in Paris at the Normandy
Hotel June 15-20 and back in Lon-
don June 20-27.
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The success of the British song at the recent Eurovision contest is ratified

by the sales of Sandie Shaw’s record. 150,000 copies have already been sold
here in France. Happily Minouche Barelli (“Bourn Badaboum”) and Noelle
Cordier ("11 Doit Faire Beau La Bas”) are selling well in foreign countries.
CBS has just released an EP by Shirley Ellis which is very warmly wel-

comed by Disc Jockeys. Tony Bennett will be arriving for a special Music-
orama at Salle Pleyel on June 3rd. He will be accompanied by Count Basie
and His Orchestra. CBS is releasing an LP by Tony, “The Movie Song Album”
which is the first LP by Bennett in France. On May 7th, Maurice Chevalier
will receive in New York the “Trooper Of The Year” award. Georgie Fame’s
first record under the CBS label has been released in France. Georgie will
be coming to Paris May 20th for TV promotion. CBS artist Pierre Louki will
be giving a special one man show' at the Vieux Colombier Theater on May
9th, and Rosy Armen will appear at the Olympia for a 3-day special program
starting April 28.

“Puppet On A String” has already been recorded in French by Sandie Shaw
(Vogue) and Les Parisiennes (Philips). It will also be recorded by Les Com-
pagnons de la Chanson (CBS), Luis Mariano (EMI) and many orchestras:
Frank Pourcel (EMI), Caravelli (CBS), Georges Jouvin (EMI), Yvette Horner
(EMI) and Aimable (Vogue). Vicky, w'ho sang “L’Amour Est Bleu” (Luxem-
burg) at the Eurovision Contest, will soon record this song in English, German,
Italian and Spanish. Gus Backus just recorded an EP in French scheduled for
release in May.

Chappell has a new' A&R man, Michel Larmand. Frank and Nancy Sinatra’s
fabulous hit “Somethin’ Stupid” has been recorded in French by Sacha Distel
and Johanna Shimkus. Maurice Teze wrote French lyrics. Distel also re-
corded French treatment of “Gallant Men” (“Les Memes Tambours”). Chap-
pell is now a production company. Its first artist is the group, Les Hamsters.
First record has been released through CBS label and it will be on sale in
Belgium, Switzerland and Canada.
EMI, through the Columbia label, released an EP by the Portuguese duet

Duo Ouro Negro. Main title is “Si Tu Revenais.” First record in France of
English singer Graham Bonney (“Thank You Singer”) was just released.
Jean Claude Annoux, one of the new young EMI lead artists, presents an LP
with 12 original copyrights. Ray Charles has been a great success in Paris for
his one night appearance. At this occasion the first Stateside LP album has
been released in France. EMI presents an LP with 14 songs recorded 30 years
ago by Mistinguett.

Through the Festival label comes a new' LP album by Marie Laforet. She
namely recorded French original copyright “Prenons Le Temps” (Danymusic
Publishing) and the French treatment of “The Sound Of Silence” (La Voix
Du Silence). Herve Vilard presents through Mercury an EP, “J’ai Trop De
Peine” (Danymusic Publishing). Yves Montand just released an extraordi-
nary LP album through Philips. Main titles are “Je T’Aime” and “Coucher
Avec Elle.” Riviera, which represents Valiant records in France, just re-

leased the first EP by the Association. Barclay artist Charles Aznavour (who
presently in Paris to do his one man show) will soon go to Italy for several

concerts. Through the AZ label we find an EP by excellent group Les Sun-
lights. Their new hit is “Ne Joue Pas Au Soldat.” United Artists produced an
EP with the music from the Costa Gravas movie, “Un Homme De Trop.”

forthcoming visit here for a Vara-live TV appearance and concert promoted
by Paul Acket.

Roel Kruyze, Bovema’s manager pop singles, says the Dave Clark Five
made its come-back in Holland’s Top-40 with “You Got What It Takes.” An
extra rush release this week w'as Twice As Much’s “Crystal Ball” single on
Stateside/Immediate.
The Marine Band of the Dutch Royal Marines has been chosen by American

march band leaders as an example for United States school bands. Record-
ings of Sousa and other marches by the Dutch Marines have been used as

demonstration material. Another excellent demonstration LP, apart from its

high commercial merits, is the new Philips recording of the Band: “Holland’s
Glory,” after the title of Jan de Hartog’s bestseller. The LP contains a dozen
Dutch marches, traditionals and recent compositions. On a special single, the
Marine Band can be heard in an arrangement of the “Graf Waldersee March”
(melody of “See The Conquering Heroes”), the march played by the Marine
Band during their Tattoo Delft parade in 1966.
The Dutch Swing College Band have realized an old desire: to record the

great Louis Armstrong standards. The LP is entitled “Tribute to Louis Arm-
strong” (Philips) and has Satchmo classics like “Melancholy Blues,” “Potato
Head,” “Mahogany Hall Stomp” and “Dippermouth Blues,” but also more
recent hits like “Mack The Knife” and “Hello, Dolly.” The Band is led as

usual by clarinettist and saxophonist Peter Schilperoort. The recording was
made in Holland by Phonogram.

Philips has released their first musicassettes with Classical Music in Hoi
land via Phonogram. These cassettes are prefixed CCA and the first ten items
range from Vivaldi “Four Seasons” to Mendelssohn “Midsummer Night’s
Dream.” Also included is a song recital by bariton Gerard Souzay with the
Lamoureux Orchestra.
The Rolling Stones did a sensational performance in Holland on April 15th

in The Hague. There was no trouble with the public, no damages and the
police could enjoy the performance as well. In interviews Mick Jagger stated
that he liked the Dutch public tremendously and referred again to the first

Stones concert in Holland three years ago which he labeled “our best show
ever.” His sympathy for Holland is also obvious from the recording “Some-
thing Happened To Me Yesterday” (LP: “Between The Buttons”) in which
Mick advises to “wear white” when you’re on the bike, according to the White
Bycycle plan of Amsterdam Provos.
John Ros of Phonogram’s Decca Dept, announced the rush release of Herb

Alpert’s “Casino Royal” which is the title tune of the new James Bond movie
starring Peter Sellers. A special Herb Alpert campaign will start as soon as
the film will be produced in Holland.
Albums in the new locally produced CBS Series are Die Harmonika Parades

with an album entitled “Die Lustige Schnapsparade,” Trio Antoine Mommers
with “Akkordion Schlagerparade” which has also been released in Germany
and Austria, and a wonderful Hammond album by Tonny Eyk’s Bar Quartet
entitled “Hey! Mr. Hammond.”
Further new additions to the CBS Popular local LP field include an album

by the Tophit Troubadours entitled “De 14 Beste van de Top 40” taken from
the Dutch single charts. The general idea is to continue making albums by
the Tophit Troubadours each time the charts change.
More CBS additions to the single field include Ray Connifs “The World

Will Smile Again” (Theme From “The Night Of The Generals”) c/w “17”,

Gene Pitney’s “Animal Crackers” c/w “Flower Girl” as well as the Carnaby
Street Set with “I Was Kaiser Bill’s Batman” c/w “Tender Savage.”
Recent new releases in the popular LP field include a locally pressed album

titled “The Best Of Ray Conniff” as well as the original London cast of
“Fiddler On The Roof” starring Topol, Miriam Karlin, a.o.

NEW YORK—Roulette Records will

make its debut in England with
Tommy James And The Shondells’ re-

cording of “Mirage,” their new single.

Prior to this, all of the groups’ rec-
ords were released on another label

in England.
This move marks not only Rou-

lette’s introduction to England, but
Tommy James and the Shondells’ en-

try as being one of the most totally

international groups in the world.
Their recordings are released in Hol-
land on Negram; France, Germany
and Belgium on Vogue; America on
Roulette and in England on Roulette.

Plans are being completed for the

group to tour the Midwest during
July and August, and then Europe.

Merino Back In London
The roving ambassador for Zafiro

Records Spain, Joaquin Merino, made
another visit to London recently this
time accompanied by the company’s
top selling group Los Brincos. Occa-
sion was the group’s first recording
in English under the guidance of in-
dependent producer Larry Page for
future release on the Page One label.
First release “Lola” is planned for
mid-May release, and in order to
avoid confusion with any other group
Page plans to drop “Los” and launch
the group internationally as Brincos.
So highly does Page rate their work
that he forecasts they will be one of
the world’s top selling groups in six
months time. He is to represent them
world wide and will bring them to
Britain for personal appearances co-
incidental with the release of “Lola”.
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Big changes have been announced for the Phonogram (Philips-Polydor) Or-
ganization in Italy. Mario Corsi is new general manager, and Carlo Pogliani
has been charged with the promotional department.
The New Vaudeville Band, enjoying strong popularity in Italy thanks to the

big sales of “Winchester Cathedral,” will arrive in Italy for a concert tour
July 10th through July 20th. Phonogram is also promoting three other groups:
the Spencer Davis Group, the Who and the Blues Magoos. All are gaining pop-
ularity here via a special radio program organized by Phonogram and pro-
grammed weekly from Radio Montecarlo and Radio Capodistria, the two com-
mercial foreign radio stations which cover a good part of the Italian territory.
Name of the show is Disco Verde (Green Disc).

Saar is also reorganizing its staff. Sergio Balloni who, along with Pino Di
Gioia, is a drector of Saar, has announced that Guido Ardizzone (formerly
with Ariston) has been appointed head of the promotional office together with
Giampiero Simontacchi. Ardizzone will take charge of all promotional activi-

ties concerning Italian artists while Simontacchi will devote his time to the
international catalog.
Marino Marini (Tiffany Records) is strongly active with his record and pub-

lishing operation. Just back from Madrid, he announced the conclusion of a
deal for the exclusive distribution in Italy of Spanish Sonoplay. Tiffany is

currently enjoying the success of Los Bravos’ hit “Black Is Black.”
It appears that Brazilian music will again be on the music scene in Italy.

Mina has just recorded the Italian version of Brazilian top hit “A Banda” for
RI.FI., and Ornella Varoni has recorded Brazilian tune “Tristeza” for Ariston.
Phonogram participates in the contest “A Record For Summer” with two

artists: Orietta Berti will present “Solo Tu,” while Armando Savini will sing
“Uno Fra Tanti.” Orietta was the winner of the first contest three years ago
with “Tu Sei Quello.”
The Curci publishing group is presenting four songs: “Un Brivido Di Fred-

do” (penned and presented by Pino Donaggio); “E Pensare Che Ti Chiami
Angela” (penned and presented by Memo Remigi for Cemed-Carosello; “Era
La Donna Mia” which will be sung by Robertino also issued by Cemed-Caro-
sello; and “Non Mi Capirai” presented by 16-year-old Lalla Leone for Italdisc.

Curci is also having great success with the Italian version of “If I Were A
Carpenter” performed by Ricordi group I Dik Dik. Another of their top hits
is the Italian version on RCA of Michele with “Tell Laura I Love Her” (Dite
A Laura Che L’Amo).
EMI Italiana has just released the top French hit “Inch’ Allah” by Adamo

in Italian. An original Italian group becoming very popular is I Nomadi (EMI
Italiana). They have a good success with “Noi Non C Seremo” (We Will Not
Be There) and EMI has just released an album: “Per Quando Noi No Ci
Saremo” (For When We Will Not Be There).
Jenny Luna, well-known Italian songstress, has signed a new pact with EMI

Italiana. The first promotion of the artist under this banner will be made via
the RAI-TV contest “A Record For The Summer” where she will present “Di
Qui” originally published by EMI Italiana. Also published by this firm is the
second of three songs presented by them in the contest: “Nel Sole” which will
be sung by A1 Bano. The third entry is the latest release of their top artist
Pino Donnaggio—“Un Brivido Di Freddo”—published by Curci.
Equipe 84 (Ricordi) has once again been confirmed as the most popular

Italian group. Strong immediate reaction was obtained by their latest record
“29 Settembre” which was released last week and already is No. 10.
The Turist Office of Venice (organizer of the 3rd International Light Music

Show June 29th through July 1st) has established a huge referendum this
year to determine the most popular light music artist for 1966. 123 Italian
and 452 foreign journalists have been invited to participate. The artist so
selected will be awarded a special golden trophy called “Ca D’Oro” which is

a reproduction of the famous building on the “canal Grande.”
Another Ariston songstress now recording her first English disc is Anna

Italian pop songstress is having a good start in England where Decca has just
released her first English sung disc with the British version of San Remo song
“La Musica E’ Finita” I Our Song). In Milan, Ornella recorded its French
version under the title “La Musique Est Fini.”
Another Ariston songstress now recording her first English disc is Anna

Identici with the San Remo hit “Una Rosa Da Vienna” b/w “Tanto Tanto
Caro.”

Latest Curci number to enter the hit parade is “A Chi” (Italian version of
“Hurt”) recorded by Faursto Leali for the RI.FI label. Curci has also an-
nounced that the top hit of the Turtles, “Happy Together,” will be recorded in
Italian by top RCA Italiana artist Jimmy Fontana with the title of “Per Vivere
Insieme.”
We’ve received news that Sammy Davis will be in Italy May 20th for con-

certs at Palazzo Dello Sport in Rome and at Palalido in Mi 1 an. Appearing
with him will be Lola Falana, the dancer/songstress who reached great popu-
larity in Italy after being the star guest of the top weekly show “Saturday
Evening.” CGD has planned for the occasion with a special promotion of all

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Fred Jackson called from London to tell us that his Fanfare Music here has

acquired the German publishing rights to the new Manfred Mann smash hit
“Ha, Ha, Said The Clown.” The record will be released here immediately by
Philips. Another new push item is the Cymbaline recording of “Peanuts And
Chewymacs” as well as “Here Comes My Baby” from the Tremeloes.
Ed Kastner has landed a smash hit here with the Equals and their recording

“I Won’t Be There” which is selling like wildfire for Ariola. The disc failed
to make noise in England or the U.S.A. but through discoteque play here is

right on top of the sales at present.
Peter Knight of Stigwood-Yaskiel International reports that they have ac-

quired 2 indie masters for Polydor from America. The Lance Records recording
of “I Wanna Come Back” by the Fe-Fi-Four Plus 2 and the Dome Records
master of “Hot Tamale” from Ray Linn & the Lucky 7.

Vogue reports tremendous reaction to the Eurovision Song Contest and the
three top records that they have: the number 1 song “Puppet On A String” by
Sandie Shaw; “If I Could Choose” the number 2 tune from Sean Dumphy; and
Raphael’s number 6 song “Hablemos Del Amor.” The winning song has al-

ready passed the 20,000 mark here in sales.
Barbara Bauer of Paul C R. Arends Music reports that the publishing house

has made a general deal with Noslen Music, the publishing house of well-
known jazz-composer, big band arranger and sax soloist Oliver Nelson.

Deutsche Vogue reports that Petula Clark’s “This Is My Song” has sold
over 40,000 now here. Two new big pushes are “Western Union” with the 5
Americans and “I Think We’re Alone Now” from Tommy James & the Shon-
dells. Right now, the firm holds down 11 of the top 50 single slots in the Auto-
matenmarkt hit parade, and 9 of the top 40 in both the Musikmarkt hit parade
and the German D.J. organization charts. Quite a percentage for a young
firm in this market!

It’s strange how different hit parades in one country can be. Germany now
has three major trade papers along with two smaller ones and every hit parade
gives a completely different picture of the market. The Automatenmarkt is the
the most informative trade paper as far as the jube box trade is concerned,
and the hit parade reflects mostly the juke box results although radio and sales
are also a factor. The Schallplatte is now the official organ of the record indus-
try and reflects manufacturers sales to distribs with a notary public qualifying
the results. The Musikmarkt represents sales by dealers. It seems impossible
that a country about one-half the size of Texas should have so much trouble
with a hit parade listing, but that’s how things are here Is there any wonder
that no one really knows which tune is No. 1 in Germany?
Jack Martin has left the Hansa Music Production to take up his new post as

producer and A&R man as well as publicity work for the new Mondial label in
Cologne. Jack’s Augustin Music publishing firm will stay under the Hansa-
Intro banner.

Peter Meisel’s Hansa productions are riding high with a list of hits as long
as your arm. At present, the Hollies are doing top 10 honors as are the Troggs
with their newest hits. On the local production scene, Rex Gildo has a smash
hit for the outfit and new recordings by Marion, Manuela and Siw Malmkvist
are already entering the charts. Still the hottest indie outfit in Germany, the
Hansa production-intro publishing team are still the pace-setters in import
and local production.
Hans Gerig is the happiest publisher around right now with no less than

5 top 10 hits at the present time. “Let’s Spend The Night Together” from
the Rolling Stones, “Spanisch War Die Nacht” from Peter Alexander, “The
Schiwago Melodie” in several versions, “Frag Nur Dein Herz” from Roy Black
and “I’m A Believer” from the Monkees are all enjoying top chart positions,
and newies looking for top 10 honors include the Eurovision Song Contest
winner “Puppet On A String” by Sandie Shaw and “A Little Bit Me, A Little
Bit You” from the Monkees.

That’s it for this week in Germany.
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ARGENTINA
Music Hall Records, with the cooperation of TV Channel 13, arranged a

giant party at the Plaza Hotel last week celebrating the arrival of Spanish
chanter Raphael. Coincidentally with Raphael’s arrival will be screened his
first film, “Cuando Tu No Estas.” The label has released the LP with the
same title. Also under promotion is the chanter’s entry to the Eurovision Song
Contest, “Hablemos Del Amor.”
Some days later CBS arranged, through its Special Products Division, a

party to celebrate the production of its 100,000th “Tango And Folklore” pack-
age. CBS’ Press Dept, reported that on May 31, Italian chantress Gigliola
Cinquetti will arrive for radio and TV performances. The diskery is currently
releasing her records under an agreement with CGD of Italy.

Ruben Luna Araoz, newly-appointed Press Chief of HyR Records, reports
the contracting of German label Ariola. First releases are “In The Midnight
Hour” by the Dakotas and “Hard To Love You” cut by Dave Gordon & the
Rebel Guys. A strong promotion campaign is being planned for this catalog
which strengthens the company’s position in the pop music market.
A new record company has been established under the BGM trademark.

Toppers are Miguel F. Benitez (president), Fernando Labrana (VP) and
Rodolfo Ghiso (Director) with Miguel Angel Merellano in the A&R post. It

represents 13 foreign labels (Deutsche Vogue, Metronome, Sonet, Sobedi, Le
Chant Du Monde, etc.). Some of the first releases are singles by Nina & Fred-
erick, the G 69 Group and French lark Claude Lombard, currently recording
for Foniord in Belgium.
Fermata Publishers have contracted a new song by Palito Ortega who cut

it in Nashville and included it in his new LP. Title is “Que Pasara.” Two
other versions are already out, Los Tahures (Odeon ops) and Los Tios Queri-
dos (Odeon). Hector Maure, recording for Music Hall, has cut “Alejandra” and
“Un Silbido En El Bolsillo,” both titles from the “14 With Tango Music”
production. The fourteen paintings made especially for “14 With Tango
Music” will be shown in Israel and afterwards in Japan and several European
countries.
Famous is working on the promotion of “Bus Stop,” the newly-released

Hollies single that hit the charts in England. This group has had good sales
in this market. Other releases from this label include an album by Brazilian
star Wilson Simonal and one by Los Romanticos De Cuba.

Denis Dunn (Odeon) feels enthusiastic about the recently-recorded album
at the Salta Latin American Folk Music Festival. Title will be “American
Sings In Salta,” and more than two hours of tape have been obtained. Dunn
and local A&R man Edgar Spinassi are currently editing the tape, and the
record is expected to be available very soon. Odeon has just released a new
single by Los Huanca Hua with one of the best songs of the Baradero Music
Festival, “Gato De Las Fiestas.”

Surco reports the release of “Little Man,” recorded by Sonny & Cher for
Atlantic, represented here Iriberri’s company. The label is promoting the
first single by Wilson Pickett and also the Pet Clark version of “This Is My
Song.” Surco is now engaged in a strong campaign promoting its single
releases, carrying Vogue, Atlantic and other labels.

Julio Korn Publushers are working on “Georgy Girl.” Spanish lyrics are
being prepared and several local versions are expected. JK is also working
on “El Cable,” currently running hard in the Mexican charts, and “Mascara
Negra,” the Brazilian hit, cut here by Los Iracundos.
Trova is releasing a new album featuring several strong jazz names ranging

from Dizzy Gillespie to John Coltrane. The album carries the Savoy logo.
Others are Eddie Condon and Wild Bill Davison. In the singles field, the news
are “Canto De Ossanha” by Norma Benguell and “Ola-Ola” by excellent
group MPB-4.

Microfon reports that teen singer Johnny Allon has been contracted for a
tour lasting at least four weeks covering several provinces.

Cash Box AUSTRALIA
There is no doubt that the economy-priced album is here to stay in the rec-

ord industry of Australia. Album production has been improving over the past
few months and a large percentage of this lift is due to the consumer accept-
ance of albums in the low-price groups. Every major record company which
operates its own plant here (with the exception of Australian Record Com-
pany who concentrate on their record club) now has low-priced albums and
are concentrating a good portion of their merchandising efforts to such ranges.
RCA, Festival, and EMI all have their series of albums retailing at (Aust.)
$2.95; Astor have two groups, one at $2.95 and the other at $1.95; and W & G
have an economy line selling at $2.50.
Young local artist, Merv Benton, is out with his version of “Do It Again A

Little Bit Slower” on the W & G label. Benton was off-the-scene for many
months with a throat ailment. However, he has now fully recovered and is

back in the recording studios again. W & G will be releasing a new E.P.,

“More Merv Benton,” very shortly.
The “Sergio Mendes And Brasil ’66 Equinox” LP will be released here on

the A &M label through Festival Records. The sounds of Sergio have been
building steadily in popularity throughout Australia. Air-play, particularly on
middle-of-the-road stations, is more prominent and consumer interest is grow-
ing.

Peter, Paul and Mary will concert-tour this country the middle of May. Their
Australian season opens at Sydney on May 16, and after concerts at Melbourne
and Brisbane, will conclude in Adelaide on May 27th.
On the local scene EMI are out with blind disc-jockey Grantley Dee and “We

Must Be Doing Something Right” c/w “Lonely One,” whilst young Jewel
Blanch is heard with “Mummy’s Pretty Clothes” and “Gary.”
New local product through the Festival group brings Tony Williams on the

Sunshine label with “If You Lose Her” & “It’s Allright Now”; the Bill A. Bong
Brass (Festival) with “Waltzing Matilda” and “Tie Me Kangaroo Down
Sport”; Tony Barber (Spin) with “Bird’s Eye View” & “Women Of Stone”;
and Glen Ingram (Clarion) with “I’ll Be Doggone” & “You Don’t Know.”
We understand there will be some official and important announcements soon

regarding the future of at least two very prominent American record company
representations in the country. The word is that the MGM catalog will soon
be under the control of the Philips organization here and that the Liberty
group will be handled through Festival. At this stage there is no official indi-

cation as to who will handle the Verve label, but the feeling is that it will also

go to Philips.
Two interesting new locally-recorded albums released through the Festival

operation are “Abreaction” featuring folk artist Gary Shearston—it’s Gary’s
first album since switching across to Festival. On the Spin label is a package
by local group the Id. Set is tagged “Big Time Operator” after their recent
hit.

Astor records have issued a single featuring Davy Jones (from the Monkees)
with the Bob Dylan song “It Ain’t Me Babe.” The same label has released

Sean Dunphy with “If I Could Choose,” the song that he sang into second
place in the recent Eurovision Contest. And from the MTA label of America,
Astor are out with two singles “Everybody Loves My Baby” by King Richard’s
Fluegel Knights and “Garden Of Eden” by the Descendants.
Jack Argent, boss of the Leeds Music operation in Australia, off early in

May on an overseas tour that will keep him on the move for close on two
months.

Earlier, an effort by Mayor Richard

J. Daley to mediate the dispute failed.

At a press conference, Daley said his

office was available to the truckers

and drivers, but that any request

would have to be initiated by the par-

ties involved in the dispute.

SPRINGFIELD—A special legislative

Winning stated that he will work
very closely with Rufus King, a prom-
inent Washington, D.C. attorney who
represents D. Gottlieb & Co. and Wil-

liams Electronics Inc., in the Spring-

field battle pin.

All of the material reports, briefs,

summaries, previous court actions,

and other pertinent materials were
turned over by the committee headed

by Casola to Winning who is pres-

ently conferring with Rufus King in

preparation for their appearance,

along with many Illinois operators, at

a formal hearing in Room 212 of the

State Capital Bldg. Wed. morning
May 10th.

Casola summed up his feelings by
remarking that, “some of the dark

clouds seem to be disappearing al-

ready, although we know we are

locked in a desperate struggle to save

all of our non-gambling amusement
games from being outlawed, we feel

that if everybody involved will pitch

in and contact their senators and rep-

resentatives in their districts, we have

a good chance to accomplish this.”

matic plea was made on the floor to

the membership to “get up on your
hindlegs” and vigorously oppose the
proposed S376 Pinball Ban Bill in the
Illinois Legislature.
The emotion-charged session was

chaired by ICMOA president Lou
Casola, of Rockford, who—after more
than 30 years as a prominent opera-
tor and “champion of numerous coin-

biz causes”—nationally, as well as
regionally—will shortly resign from
his post and depart to a new career
in the real estate business in Florida.

It is mainly because of Casola’s
“hard headed” tenacity and ability

as an ‘in-fighter’, when a situation ap-
pears so hopeless, that the operators
in Illinois have any chance at all to
continue the fight in the Illinois Legis-
lature against S376. Casola, Harry
Schaffner, of Alton, first vice presi-
dent of ICMOA, and other courageous
Illinois operators, have maintained a
constant vigil in Springfield to pre-
pare an intelligent, vigorous opposi-
tion in this current, legislature strug-
gle.

“ALL coin machine operators in Illi-

nois MUST be made to fully under-
stand that S376 is their fight,” Casola
declared. “They must all do their part
to help defeat this oppressive bill

which plumps most amusement games
into the same pot. We strongly urge
them to keep contacting their district

legislators to let them know exactly
how S376 affects them in their busi-

nesses.”
Casola distributed in the mail a

comprehensive listing of all of the
senators and representatives who are
presently seated in the 75th General
Assembly of the Illinois State Legis-
lature. Standing beside Casola and
Schaffner in this struggle is E. J.

“Zeke” Giorgi (Dem., Rockford, 111.),

of Midwest Distributing Company,
who first alerted ICMOA of the ad-

vent of this discriminatory bill in the
legislature. Rep. Giorgi deftly and
pointedly assured the membership at

the two-day weekend gathering in the
State Capital that although they are
battling a “rough sea.” all is not lost

if they will join in the melee now

—

and, that they must persevere against
“almost insurmountable odds.”
He carefully and gently steered

them through the most logical meth-
ods to contact their district legislators

effectively. And, assured them further
that the senators and representatives,
if the true facts were known, would
not want to discriminate against the
honest, hard working operator.

Part of the overall ‘Bulldog’ assem-

bly is a play meter, secreted in the

interior of the United table, which
offers the operator an accurate count

of the number of times a coin was
deposited into the unit. This meter,

however, can only be reached through

lock and key, giving only the operator

or his authorized mechanics complete

control over every coin collected.

Last week, Daddis announced that

a new ‘Visualite’ light has been in-

stalled as standard equipment on

models 200 thru 500 6-pockets, just

above the play meter, to give illumi-

nation to this dark recess. The Visu-

alite is a simple pull-chain light,

operated on a pen-type battery.

“The security box and the play

meter are under separate lock and

key,” Daddis advised. “This gives the

operator the option of leaving a cash

box key with the location owner or

bartender for making change but not

access to the play meter. In other

words, the location can take change,

if the operator wishes, but can’t mon-
key with the total play count . . .

that’s security,” the United president

declared.

Coffee-Mat Applies For N. Y. Exchange
KENILWORTH, N.J.—Sol W. Small,
president of Coffee-Mat Corporation,
today, told shareholders at the com-
pany’s annual meeting last week that
he sees a healthy sales pattern de-
veloping for the company’s vending
machines after a decline in first

quarter sales and profits. As a sign of
this improving trend, he noted that
April volume is expected to exceed
that of a year ago.

Mr. Small attributed the decline in

the first quarter results to a tempo-
rary slackening of new orders re-

sulting from the suspension of the
investment tax credit and a spillover
of tight money conditions from the
1966 fourth quarter, which, in effect,

restricted some customers from
making purchases.

For the quarter ended March 31,

1967, Coffee-Mat sales totaled $1,770,-
888.—off 22 per cent from the record
$2,308,987. reported in the first

quarter of 1966. Net income declined
only 20 per cent to $426,854. or $.42

per share on 1,024,200 shares out-

standing. This compares with $544,-

519, or $.53 per share recorded in the

comparable period of 1966.

In expressing confidence about the

outlook for the remainder of the year,

Philip Small, vice president, noted

that industry surveys indicate that

purchases of hot cup beverage ma-
chines will outsell all other types of

vending machines in 1967—topping
candy and cigarette machines for the
first time. In 1966, Coffee-Mat’s share
of the single cup vending market rose
to 28 per cent—up from 24 per cent
in 1965 Of the total industry increase
in 1966, Coffee-Mat’s gain accounted
for 55 per cent of the increase.
The company also demonstrated to

shareholders, its new, totally auto-
matic, brewing device for dispensing
fresh single and multiple cups of
coffee and hot chocolate for sale to
the restaurant and catering industry.
Described as a major break-through
in the restaurant industry, the ma-
chine’s completely automatic features
are expected to reduce labor costs
and maintenance as well as provide
a consistent high quality, freshly
brewed cups of coffee faster than any
other semi-automatic device currently
available.

According to Philip Small, Coffee-

Mat has received inquiries from the

trade as well as commitments from
leading chain operators for the device.

He noted that the machine should

make some contributions to 1967 op-

erations. Test marketing is scheduled

for mid-year.

It was also announced that the

company has made application for

listing its common shares on the

American Stock Exchange.

Says

New Bull Durham Smokes

NEW YORK, N.Y.—Bull Durham—

a

name as old as the American tobacco
industry itself—is being introduced
here as a new and different kind of
cigarette. According to C. T. Stadter
local representative of The American
Tobacco Company, Bull Durham Cig-
arettes is now available at retail out-
lets.

Bull Durham Extra Size has a cir-
cumference of 27 mm, larger than
that of any leading cigarette. For the
average smoker, this translates to
some 30% more puffs per Bull Dur-
ham Cigarette—or roughly the equiv-
alent of 6 more cigarettes per pack.
The extra size, slower smoking cig-

arettes sell at the popular filter price.
The name Bull Durham is backed

by a tradition as genuinely American
as the ten-gallon hat. Both were sym-
bols of the new frontier as Americans
pushed westward after the Civil War.
A sack of Bull Durham makings com-
plete with a book of paper for 40 cig-
arettes became the badge of many
outdoorsmen. Cowboys, muleskinners,
trappers, miners and soldiers carried
their Bull Durham in the shirt pocket
with the yellow drawstring and white
tag dangling outside. Many a cowboy
still does today.
The tobacco was first marketed in

1858 by John Ruffin Green of Durham,
North Carolina, under the label “Best
Flavored Spanish Smoking Tobacco.”
The bull trademark was registered in
1866 to counter growing competition
and imitations of this Bright “Dur-
ham” tobacco.

After Green’s death in 1869, a for-
mer tobacco retailer, W. T. Blackwell,
bought the business and through skill-

ful promotion made “Bull” Durham
the most widely used single tobacco
product in the country.

Shortly before the turn of the cen-
tury James Buchanan Duke, founder
of The American Tobacco Company,
acquired the Blackwell company. By
1900 “Bull” Durham achieved world-
wide distribution. To this day the
popularity of the “Bull” is strong.
Last year thousands of pounds of
roll-your-own “Bull” Durham smok-
ing tobacco were sold, mostly in the
South and West.
Package design for Bull Durham

Cigarettes recalls the traditional label

with its famous trademark. However,
the old-time muslin sack has given

way to a bright silver soft pack. The
new label is rich brown with contrast-

ing yellow lettering in a traditional

typeface. The tag and drawstring are

replaced by a closure stamp and an
imprinted yellow loop. The stamp still

carries words familiar to generations
of smokers who rolled their own:
“None Genuine Without the Bull on
Each Package.”

Hungerford offered several sugges-

tions to make sure of employee parti-

cipation in the hour-long program: to

make it a contest among all em-
ployees, offering a prize to the three

best scores (on the honor system—the
scores are tallied by the viewers

themselves); point out to the em-
ployees that the test is valuable for

their entire family, especially the

teenage drivers; use posters in the

The neces-

sary funds would be contributed by

our industry in graduating amounts,

say from $5.00 from each operator,

$15.00 from distributors, a generous

sum from manufacturers (music and

games) and $1.00 from locations.

ABC Consolidated Chief

Sees Vending Boom Ahead

NEW YORK—A new mass feeding

boom, larger than the one that fol-

lowed World War II, was predicted

today by Benjamin Sherman, chair-

man of the board, ABC Consolidated

Corporation, at the company’s annual

meeting of shareholders.
“Several factors indicate this—even

more than a constantly exploding pop-

ulation and continued prosperity,” he
explained. “Today more than half the

population of the United States is un-

der 25 years of age. This means at

least a decade of growth, as these

young people work and prosper, en-

tertain themselves and others, travel,

and pursue recreational activities.

This means an ever-growing need for

away-from-home feeding services,”

Sherman emphasized.
Sherman declared that ABC Consol-

idated was entering the new fiscal

year with a financial position that is

the strongest in the food service in-

dustry. Net income in 1966 was $5,-

328,000, a 9.8 per cent increase over

1965. Earnings per share rose from
$1.67 in 1965 to $1.78 in 1966.

“While we do not have final figures

for the first quarter, our sales volume
is ahead $1,800,000, 6 per cent more
than last year, and there is every rea-

son to believe that we will go on to

have another good year,” he said.

Sherman pointed out that ten years
ago earnings per share were $.58, but
that each year the company had bet-

tered the figure. “Furthermore, your
company has now paid 69 consecutive

dividends,” he said.

Demonstrating the company’s po-
tential during the present year, Sher-

man said several new contracts point-

ed the way towards new growth.

“Recently, we signed an agreement

with the Lockheed Aircraft Corpora-

tion in Los Angeles to provide in-

plant feeding for 23,000 employees

at four different locations involving

the operation of 11 cafeterias.”
