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The Second Front

English acts have opened up a sec-

ond front in America. A whole new
crop of favorites are now riding the

charts in the company of their com-

patriots who erupted with sufficient

force about three years ago to prac-

tically overhaul the concept of pop mu-

sic and its performers. Some as color-

ful in their sounds and mode of dress

as their predecessors, they have hit

our market following a long breather

in which a number of American acts

emerged to do a little revolutionary

work of their own.

The interesting aspect of this new
invasion from England is that the wave
of widely-accepted acts are not filling

a vacuum, as did the older British

names. The first front of British stars

came, it should be recalled, when the

American pop sound was somewhat
stale and lacking in the kind of fresh-

ness and excitement that top spots on

the Top 100 thrive on. At the moment,
America can hold its own in the area of

inventive and colorful disk attractions.

There is today a healthier balance be-

tween hits from England and those

coming from abroad, with, admittedly,

the edge going to stateside successes.

There is a balance, too, in the type

of material turning up from both fac-

tions. Both groups are seemingly out

to outdo the other in the complexity of

between-the-lines meaning of what

they are trying to bring across to their

listeners (e.g. Procul Harum’s “A
Whiter Shade Of Pale,” Jefferson Air-

plane’s ‘‘White Rabbit”). This com-
monground also features a softer,

more melodic approach, one that has

also given rise to a general Top 100
acceptance of more ballad-type mate-

rial from both stateside and English

acts that may not be part of the ‘‘mes-

sage song” generation.

Thus, the Top 100 is, in our view, a

healthier reflection of musical tastes

than the time the English onslaught

first made its appearance. Taking what
was basically American in origin,

the acts from England, neverthe-

less, added a touch of originality

that created a new excitement in the

world of pop records. There is pres-

ently an inventive interplay between
the English and American pop markets
that has contributed to even more re-

freshing ideas, leading to even more
new sounds of success. It has reached
the point where one does not know
what act from what country will emerge
to offer a new precedent in hit-making

ingenuity.

In any event, the new English stars

are most welcome on our best-selling

lists. They have a lot to live up to, and
in recent months they have given their

earlier counterparts every reason to be
proud of them.

Mort Nas-
atir, president of MGM, said that the
extension of the original agreement
marked the “faith MGM, Kama-Sutra
and Koppelman-Rubin Associates have
in one another’s ability to keep pace
with the Lovin’ Spoonful as the group
grows into the most creative musical
force in American popular music.”
Nasatir also pointed to a “wealth of
fine young talent” flowing through
MGM distribution channels via Kama
Sutra, including groups like Sopwith
Camel, the Innocence and the Trade-
winds.

On hand at the signing (see cut)
were Kama Sutra toppers, Artie Ripp,
Phil Steinberg. Hi Mizrahi and Art
Kass, K-S comptroller; Charles Kop-
pelman and Don Rubin, executive pro-
ducer Eric Jacobsen and Spoonful
manager Bob Cavallo.

The Spoonful were brought to the
attention of Kama Sutra two years
ago by Koppelman & Rubin. Since
their first hit, “Do You Believe in
Magic,” their sales have reached 4%
million singles and more than 2 mil-
lion albums.

CBS Deals On Int^l Publishing Front
NEW YORK-CBS International has
just completed negotiating deals with
a number of major publishers, it was
announced last week by Sol Rabino-
witz, director of records acquisition
and publishing operations for CBS
Int’l. These deals will further expand
the sub-publishing operations of CBS
International’s overseas publishing
companies and will offer new expo-
sure in many corners of the world to
the various United States and foreign
catalogs involved.
Heading the list is the deal Rabin-

owitz negotiated with Jay Morgen-
stern of Valando Music. Valando is
one of the leading publishers of
Broadway musical comedies, and as
a result, CBS International gains sub-
publishing rights to the scores of such
box-office winners as “Fiddler on the
Roof,” “Cabaret,” “The Apple Tree”
and “Mr. Wonderful,” plus the soon-
to-open “Hellzapoppin’ ’68.”

CBS International has also worked
out an informal arrangement with
Shapiro Bernstein for future exploi-
tation of that company’s extensive
catalog throughout Latin America.
Yet another deal will give CBS In-

ternational sub-publishing rights for
the catalogs of three BriHsh publish-
ing companies: Filmusic, Medallion
Music and Pall Mall Music.
Other United States publishers

whose entire catalogs will now be
sub-published by CBS International
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in various overseas countries include
Dleif, Wartrain, Jowat, Nelchell,
Bildo and Publin, and three folk mu-
sic publishers. Cherry Lane, Cherry
River and Deep Fork.
Rabinowitz has also negotiated for

the sub-publishing of a number of
songs from the catalogs of MacFay,
Ananga-Ranga and Kangeroo Music.

In new deals for individual songs,
CBS International has acquired over-
seas rights to sub-publish Mitch
Leigh’s “The Disadvantages of You,”
published here by Andrew Scott Mu-
sic. Also. “Time, Time,” a hit in the
United States by Ed Ames and origi-
nally published by Editions Musicales
Caravelle in France, will be sub-pub-
lished by CBS International in all

other English-speaking countries.
Rabinowitz also reports strong

gains in strength by CBS Interna-
tional’s overseas publishers. As an ex-
ample, he cites Mexico’s Mondo Musi-
cal, which has dominated the Mexican
charts over the past few months with
four to six songs in the Top 10 each
week.

y/B's Fiscal '67 Profits

Nearing $4.3 Mil Mark
NEW YORK—Warner Bros./Reprise
Records’ annual profit for fiscal 1967
is approaching a figure of $4.3 million.
In fiscal 1966 the firm showed a profit
of $3,309,000, which was over 33 times
the net of two years before. If the
$4.3 million figure is reached, it will
mean a gain of over 30% from last
year and set another record for the
firm.

Frank Sinatra owns one-third inter-
est in WB/Reprise, and his share of
the profits for the first half of the cur-
rent fiscal year, which ended Feb. 25,
came to $704,000. His share for the
first six months of fiscal ’66 came to
$540,000 and his total share for ’66

was $1,103,000. This year, Sinatra’s
total share may come to almost
$1,435,000.

ABC’s Vertical Expansion Continues

As Label Buys Consolidated Distribs
NEW YORK—ABC Records has con-
tinued its growth on a vertical level
with the purchase of Consolidated
Distributors, a large Seattle-based
wholesale and retail operation.

Regarding it as the biggest record
industry deal in 10 years, Larry New-
ton, president of the label, said that
the acquisition, involving a multi-
million dollar outlay, would add $20
million in gross income to the com-
pany. Consolidated expects this billing
for 1967, up from $15 million for last
year.

Effective July 6, the deal involves
the acquisition of a disti'ibutorship,
Stanley Distributing, C&C Distribut-
ing and Music Distributors; a rack
operation, Gordon Sales, a retail disk
outlet and a separate drive-in tape
cartridge dealership, a distrib of toy,
luggage and leather goods; and Ad-
miral and Hamilton appliance dis-

tributorships. These companies cover
the markets of Washington, Oregon,
Alaska, Montana and Idaho.

Newton said that 10-leased disk
departments in the area’s Val-U-Mart
discount chain would be spun-off back
to Val-U-Mart.
Newton also said that the five prin-

cipals of CD would remain in the
organization. They ai’e Lou Levin-
thal, vp and general manager, who
will report to Newtown; Herb Rosen,

summer months.
“Forms of entertainment have al-

ways changed to fit the mood of the
times.

The
traditional concert-in-the park has
given way to transistorized portable
phonographs and automobile car-
tridge units. More leisure time has
created an increased need for enter-
tainment and recorded music, whether
at home, at the pool, at the beach or
on the highway, in the most desirable
and most available form of entertain-
ment. And this means more business
for you. No longer can July and
August be considered slump periods.
Today summertime means sales. If
customers aren’t waiting until fall to
buy records, we see no reason to wait
till then to announce new product. To

keep pace with the changing tempo
of the times, we’re breaking old

habits and releasing a line of releases
conceived and designed specifically for
hot summer sales.”

Sounds Of New Orleans notes with
amusement and alarm the FCC’s
June 2 “fairness doctrine” letter to
WCBS-TV-New York. The letter in-

dicates that radio and TV outlets
carrying cigarette commercials must
also devote time to warning their lis-

teners of the hazards of smoking.
SONO views this as a dangerous prec-
edent, and runs down some of the
possible results of this interpretation
of the “fairness doctrine:” Manufac-
turers of hard liquor could demand
free time on stations carrying beer
and wine advertising. Since they, too,

sell alcoholic beverages they are being
discriminated against by not being
able to buy time. On outlets running
spots for Preparation H a situation
could arise where masochistic sulfer-
ers who enjoy the pain and discom-
fort could demand equal time to
extoll the joys of suffering from
hemorrhoids. Atheists could demand
equal time to answer to many reli-

gious broadcasts on the air. A bright
morning man could say “It’s a beauti-
ful day today,” and the station could
be deluged with hung-over listeners
wanting to declare it’s a lousy day.
Or there’s the chance of an hour a
week documentary from San Quentin
extolling the virtues of crime. As one
can see, the possibilities are endless.

WMCA-New York pedaled into
summer on June 21 by launching its

newest on-the-air promotion, the
“Good Guy Bike Race.” At least two
listeners a day win English racing
bicycles. Throughout each broadcast
day, the Good Guys are requesting
listeners to send postcards to WMCA,
listing their names, addresses, pref-
erence for a girl’s or boy’s bike, and
desired bike size. The actual “races”
began June 25. Five postcards are
drawn for each race. The listeners’

names and assigned post positions are
announced. Then the race is run on
the air with each winner receiving
the bike of his or her choice.

1946. Initial lines were Mercury, Pan
American, Exclusive and Excelsior.
There was a total of four employees,
including themselves, and a volume
of approximately $4,000 per month.

In 1950, Stan Jaffe joined the com-
pany as a full partner. In 1959, they
formed Stanley Distributors to han-
dle the numerous labels that were
coming into existence and, for the
same reason, formed Music Distrib-
utors a year later.

In 1961, Lavinthal, Sulman and
Jaffe, in conjunction with Herb Rosen
and A1 Feuerberg of Allenherb Com-
pany, bought Gordon Sales Co., one
of the most active record rack job-'

bers in the Northwest. At that time,
Allenherb Company was a wholesaler
of toys and luggage and had retail

concessions in three large discount
houses. Because of their allied inter-

est in Gordon Sales Company, the
principals decided to merge the vari-
ous operations of Allenherb, Gordon
Sales Company and the wholesale
record companies, into one company
called Consolidated Distributors, Inc.

in February of 1964.

In 1966, they took on the Admiral
line of radio, TV and appliance for
the States of Washington and Alaska.

The company now employs approxi-
mately 250 people. It is completely
computerized, both for sales analysis
and all accounting procedures. It has
its own complete print shop, plus a
cabinet shop that builds all its fixture
needs in addition to making record
and tape fixtures for other accounts.

Among the 250 employees, 28 are
salesmen and the record division has
four full-time promotion men.

Stan Jaffe, at present, is the presi-
dent of NARM and has been active
in this organization for the past sev-
en years.

NEW YORK—The New York Chap-
ter of The National Academy of Rec-
ording Arts and Sciences (NARAS)
last week announced the election of a
new president, Father Norman J.

O’Conner. Priest, author, musicolo-
gist, jazz expert, liner note writer,
and master of ceremonies of the
WCBS-TV “Dial ‘M’ for Music” show
and his own radio program on WRVR,
O’Conner was unanimously elected to
the top spot by the new board of the
New York governors at its first meet-
ing on June 27th.

Selected to serve as officers with
O’Conner were David Hall, 1st vice-
president; Milt Okun, 2nd vice-presi-
dent; Brad McCuen, secretary, and
Billy Taylor, who was re-elected
treasurer.

Indicating that he, like so many
others in the field, “looked upon the
recording industry with both pride
and respect,” O’Conner emphasized
that he hopes to help the New York
chapter in particular, and the Acad-
emy in general, in their continuous
aim to bring greater recognition to
the industry’s artistic achievements.
“We are still growing,” he noted in
his acceptance speech, “and that
means we may still expect to experi-
ence growing pains as well as nu-
merous ups and downs. But I feel that
with the cooperation of our new board
here—and I happen to think it’s a
great one that covers the entire field
of recording—we should have some
truly exciting activity.”

Stressing the need for greater
awareness of what the Academy can
offer prospective members, O’Conner
immediately appointed a new mem-
bership committee with Phil Ramone
and John Simon as co-chairmen, and
Marian McPartland and Joe Newman
as members. Reflecting the feelings
of the majority members of the
board, O’Conner suggested to the new
committee that it make a special
effort to enroll “those who are
making today’s sounds. Up until now
we have reached too few of these
very productive people; they repre-
sent a vital part of our industry and
as such they should have a vital voice
in our affairs.”
The initial meeting of the new NY

‘Bucket’
by the Incredible Jimmy Smith, and
‘Indestructible’ by Art Blakey and the
Jazz Messengers,” says Block. The re-
lease of “Rough ’N Tumble” by Stan-
ley Turrentine indicated to the label
that some of its product falls into the
R&B category. Sales at the R&B level
have increased to a degree which Blue
Note had not experienced with Tur-
rentine in the past. Blue Note’s initial

year under the Liberty management

In their first offering back
at the label, “Vibrations,” a new
sound was born for this group. The
combination of organ and piano
proved successful.

Pearson To A&R

Block says that Blue Note’s direc-

Bell
Records has installed direct phone
service between its office in New York
and its distrib outlets around the
country.

Biegel, the installation of these phones
has eliminated the lengthy wait for
operators and gives Bell an instant
pulse of today’s market.

Installed in the Bell offices are two
card dialer telephones, one on Presi-

dent Larry Uttal’s desk and the other
on Biegel’s. The phones are the same
shade of blue as the Bell label and the
corresponding phones at the distribu-

tors are also blue. Each is equipped
with a Bell logo—“Bell Records Hot
Line.”
To place a call from Bell’s offices,

all that has to be done is to insert
special cards supplied by the phone
company. The phones are placed stra-
tegically in each distributor’s office

and only pre-designated personnel can
answer these calls. Biegel says “these
phones give us immediate access to
key personnel at the distributorship
such as the sales manager and promo-
tion man. So far we’ve only tried this

in 12 markets but the results have
been so favorable that we are now in

the process of having them installed

in every market in the country.”

Anyone in the opening

night audience who had seen Palmer
perform during his RCA promo junket

to key markets had to be impressed

by his development over the past 180

days. The new Palmer method is to-

tally committed to today’s vocal de-

mands, which can stretch from
Schubert Row to Top 40. Now he can

swing for his supper in freer fashion,

and his handling of the big ballad has

a new intimacy, the difference between
typing out a love letter and using

one’s own script. Darkly handsome.

Palmer has a touch of the fog in his

voice that brings to mind Tony Ben-

nett, but the young performer’s voice

is not as brittle as the veteran sing-

er’s. The Palmer of six months ago is

immediately cast aside with his open-

ing guns, an exciting version of “It’s

Not Unusual.” Other numbers include

“This Is The Life,” “Coin’ Out Of My
Head,” “Fly Me To The Moon,” “Call

Me,” “More,” “I Will Wait For You”
and other more or less recently estab-

lished goodies. Nick Palmer is a 180

day wonder, during which time he has

evidently found himself. And that

could add up to quite a find for RCA.

DOORS
NEW YORK—Elektra’s crack rock
act the Doors has been filling Steve
Paul’s west side nitery, the Scene.
Their act is every bit as strong as it

sounds on the first LP, “Break On
Through.” Jim Morrison’s strong,
powerful vocals working in front of a
guitar, drum, organ background, set

the pace and drive each point home.
The Doors have a funky, wailing, west
coast type of sound not often heard
live in these parts and it seems to be

just what the kids want.

The Doors’ material hits high spots
with “Break On Through” and “Light
My Fire,” their two singles to date.

They occasionally slide into a Blues
bag as well as doing things like Kurt
Weill’s “Alabama Song” from “Ma-
hagonny.”

The Doors are a particularly good

live act and should be seen to be fully

believed.

CHAD MITCHELL
NEW YORK—For the first five or six

numbers of his performance Tuesday
night, June 20, at the Village Gate,

Chad Mitchell was, to this reviewer,

too self-satisfied to be convincing. He
did not really put anything of himself
into his singing. He looked slightly

bored, and that, added to his smug-
ness, made his style seem bland. In-

deed, we would be forced to say that

his style is bland, were it not that as

we were about to go to sleep Tuesday
night, he suddenly came alive.

“Marieka,” a powerful love ballad

penned in French by Belgian singer/

songwriter Jacques Brel, was the

number that did the trick. With arms
outstretched as though to embrace the

girl for whom the song is named, Mit-
chell built to a peak of believable, if

planned emotion. By the time he
reached the climax of “Marieka,” our
opinion of his talent had altei’ed con-

siderably.
Following “Marieka,” Mitchell per-

formed a medley from “Roar Of The
Greasepaint, Smell Of The Crowd” in

which he assumed first the character
of an upper class Englishman and
then the character of not-so-upper
class Englishman. He was highly en-

tertaining in both roles and showed
himself to be an effective actor as well

as a good singer.
Later on in the evening he lost us

again, this time, surprise of surprises,

by being gushy. He sang a syrupy,
slowed-up version of Merle Travis’

“Dark As A Dungeon” that would
have irritated Travis no end if he had
heard it.

Mitchell unquestionably has talent

—polished, professional talent in fact.

He has a strong voice, a facility for
acting out a song, and he can convey
emotion when he wants to. What he
needs is sincerity, or, if he does not
wish to be sincere, the illusion of sin-

cerity. Maybe we saw him at a bad
time. If so, we’re sorry.

Chet Atkins, the Buckeroos, and
Lloyd Green topping their respective
classifications, while honorary men-
tions are in order for David Houston,
Eddy Arnold, Nat Stuckey, Waylon
Jennings, Tammy Wynette, Jeannie
Seely, the Wilburn Bros., the Hardin
Trio, Floyd Cramer, Roy Clark, the
Brazos Valley Boys, the Texas Trou-
badors, Jimmie Bryant and Jerry
Reed. Our congratulations to all who
received their votes from deejays
throughout the country.
The Stonemans blasted into Chat-

tanooga’s Lake Winnepesaukah
amusement area and set an all-time

attendance mark, according to park
talent agent Gene Goforth, who also

produces the group’s popular TV
series. Crowds of about 8,000 people
shoe-horned their way into the park
for the three performances, while TV
crews shot the action in color. Tapes
will be used late this summer on the
Stonemans video show.
In last week’s column we went on

at length regarding the newly-written
tune, “Elusive Dream,” but we were
somewhat lax in our duties when we
neglected to mention that the co-

writer of the song was Billy Sherrill.

Sherrill, who is no slouch when it

comes to writing hit material, also

shares half the responsibility for one
of the other numbers we mentioned in

the same article, “Almost Persuaded”
(and before we get in trouble again,
we’d better mention that his partner
in that one was none other than the
Wild One, Glenn Sutton. The same
two have also been responsible, in the
last few months, for David Houston’s
“Loser’s Cathedral” and “With One
Exception,” not to mention Tammy
Wvnette’s “Your Good Girl’s Gonna
Go Bad,”).
An interesting sidelight to the

whole “Elusive Dreams” episode is

in the fact that, while one of the
writers (Curly Putman) recorded one
version, a competitive David Houston-
Tammy Wynette version was pro-
duced by the other writer (Billj'

Sherill).

At any rate, we ask Mr. Sherrill’s

indulgence for our oversight.
After a month of personal appear-

ance dates, booking and publishing
operations, Dick Flood has just re-

leased his second single on his Totem
label. Side contains “Sure Gets Dark
When The Sun Goes Down” b/w “I

Didn’t See You Standing There.”
Flood has just taken off on an an-
other tour, this one taking him
through Georgia, the Carolinas, Flor-
ida, Delaware, N.J., Alabama and
Tennessee.

There was no protection
in 1909 because it was not needed.
But this is 1967 and now the correc-
tion is urgently needed to correct this
injustice.”

T. Valkama.

After each evening’s contest a gala

took place featuring international
artists which widened the main fea-
ture of the Bratislava Festival with
a cosmopolitan sparkling outlook.
Peter and Gordon, Inge Bruck, Bill

Ramsey, Nancy Holloway, Guy
Mardel and Gigliola Cinquetti stole
the scene on the first two nights but
the peak was really reached on June
16th when, after the Choir Horst
Jankowski, Sandie Shaw electrified

A line-up of top
pop artists from Yugoslavia, USSR,
Hungary, Poland, Finland, East Ger-
many, Bulgaria, Romania and Czecho-
slovakia took place on June 17th.

Ap-
parently U/A insisted on the change to conform with the anticipated require-
ments of the American broadcasting authorities. The original line remains in

the version being released in both England and Australia. Cash Box is aware
of a couple of stations who have introduced their own self-imposed ban on
playing the record. The song was written by members of the Easy beats,
George Young and Harry Vanda. It is published by J. Albert & Son Pty. Ltd.,

and is issued in this territory by EMI on their Parlophone label. The disc was
produced by Glynn Johns in England on behalf of Albert Productions who
have the Easybeats on contract.

its first appearance is “Crequee Alley” for the Mamas and Papas . . . pub-
lishing is held by Associated Music, the subsid of RCA of Australia.
The Procol Harum is well on its way to having a giant smash in this part

of the world with “A Whiter Shade Of Pale.” It’s receiving big, big action
on air and sales are about to explode. Publishing is in the hands of Essex
Music who already have the sheet copy out ... it makes Barry Kimberley a
very happy man.

There is an interesting local album on Festival. It is entitled “Nature Walk-
about” and it carries the original soundtrack music from the national tele-

vision show of the same title. The score was written and conducted by Sven
Libaek.

From RCA comes the original soundtrack album from the highly-touted
movie “Casino Royale.” With the inclusion of the title track by Herb Alpert

Love,” the package should be a blockbuster in sales. Also from RCA comes
local television identity John Mellion with “Hot Pie And Tomato Sauce”
c/w “We’re A Weird Mob.”

will be postponed until February or March 1968. Mr. Piet Beishuizen, director
of the C.C.G.C., has already entered in negotiations with various artists. Fur-
thermore, he is looking for a big star who is able to be the “vedette” of the
programme.

Unfortunately, our list of Edison award winners ’67, published in last week’s
Cash Box, was incomplete due to an incomplete official report to the press.

In addition to the already mentioned winners Beach Boys, Beatles, John Col-

trane, Donovan, Frank Sinatra, Boudewijn de Groot, Ramses Shaffy, Cuby &
The Blizzards and Boy’s Big Band the following artists will get an Edison
’67 award: Jean Ferrat (for his LP “Jean Ferrat”), the Four Tops (for their

LP “The Four Tops-Live!”) and the artists performing in “Zo Zingt De Jor-
daan” (Willy Alberti and Ensemble), “Bah . . . September” and “Op School-
reis.”

DURECO, Amsterdam reports that Gerard de Vries, Veronica’s well known
C & W Deejay produced the first Dutch C & W LP “Nashville In Holland”
for their Omega label. In Germany, Metronome will release three brand new
Omega LP’s viz. “14 Marches by the Johan Willem Friso Kapel,” “Songs From
Israel” by Tova Ben Zvi and “Ukrainian Folksongs” by the Utrecht Byzan-
tine Choir. About a year ago Johnny Hoes recorded a Dutch vocal group De
Heikrekels. “Waarom, Waarom” (Why, Why) is today a very hot single in

the Dutch charts. Within a very short time De Heikrekels can expect their
gold record for this single. A very strong seller is Luis Bordon’s super stereo
LP “Tropical” on the Metronome Label. Dureco is expecting high sales from
the latest Bordon single: “Upa Upa.” This month Dutch most popular female
Telstar artist is 10 years in show business, more than 1,000,000 records found
their way and the “Zangares Zonder Naam” (“Songstress Without Name”)
is still going strong.
John Mayall came to Holland on June 29th to congratulate his Dutch friends

Cuby & the Blizzards upon the occasion of their winning an Edison Award.
On this date, the new C & B LP will be released: “Praise The Blues”
(Philips). This LP features American blues-singer and boogie woogie pianist
Eddy Boyd. Boyd was so impressed last year by the “Desolation” LP that he
decided to travel to Holland and have himself accompanied by these young
Dutch blues musicians (18 to 21 years of age!) for recordings in Holland.
Herb Alpert recordings (the Tijuana Brass) keep up a steady turnover in

Holland with high single peaks like “Wade In The Water,” “Marne,” “Fla-
mingo,” “What Now My Love” and “Tijuana Taxi.” Of the albums, “S.R.O.”
and “Whipped Cream” are the most popular. Fans here keep complaining
about Alpert not coming to Holland for a live show which might lead to a
decline in sales this winter. Phonogram insists upon strong dealer-promotion
and is releasing sales potential singles at regular intervals. A personal ap-
pearance by Alpert’s band in combination with a direct publicity campaign
might easily produce Golden Record sales figures.

Charles Chaplin’s new movie “The Countess Of Hong Kong,” featuring
Sophia Loren, has its Amsterdam premiere the first week of July. Phonogram
has released the soundtrack on Decca LP in stereo. The title song is also
very popular here in Harry Secombe’s version. The recent personal appear-
ance in Holland of Dave Dee, Dozy, Beaky, Mick & Tich on TV has caused
their “Okay!” recording (Fontana) to jump up the Dutch hit parade. Jumping
up too is “Night Of The Long Grass” on Fontana by the Troggs, as popular
a group here as Dave Dee’s.
When “She’d Rather Be With Me” by the Turtles (London) was released

here, a tin of turtle soup and a letter explaining why was sent to the leading
deejays. The effect was instantaneous and far from watery.
Among rush releases in single hits by Phonogram we noticed “I Feel Like

Crying” on Brunswick, a sweet souler by Sam and Bill. From Philips “Holiday
For Clowns” by Brian Hyland and from Philips France: “Toute La Vie” by
Claude Francois.

Two new local productions in the single field are De Zingende Zeeman (The
Singing Sailor) with “Jij Hebt Mij Verleid’ ’and Tante Bep: “Lieve Moeder.”
CBS has high hopes for the first CBS barrel organ album entitled “Inter-
national Melodies” with greetings from Holland. With the second single by
the Tremeloes “Silence Is Golden,” CBS just released their sensational first

album entitled “Here Come The Tremeloes” which no doubt will make quite
an impact on the local market. CBS rush-released the British version of “Do
It Again A Little Bit Slower” by Val & the V’s, coupled with “For A Rainy
Day.” Already high on the U.S. charts, this single will most likely hit our
market as well. New CBS additions to the classical LP field are following
albums: Mahler’s “Das Lied Von Der Erde” with Lili Chookasian (Mezzo) and
Richard Lewis (Tenor) and the Philadelphia Orchestra conducted by Eugene
Ormandy; a record by the famous French singer Andre Pernet containing
arias of Rosini, Wagner, Gounod, Delibes, Moussorgski, Massenet and Offen-
bach.

Bospel Music’s Managing Director Joop Gerrits reported to Cash Box that
his publishing company got the Dutch rights of “Seven Drunken Nights”; a
Dutch version by Joop Van De Marel was made for the Dureco Label. Bospel
Music also got the rights for the Netherlands of “Yes, We Have No Bananas”
and the Fats Waller classic “La-De-De La-De-Da.”
Dominating the Dutch charts today are two Essex-Basart copyrights: the

amazing newcomers Procol Harum reached the first position in one run and
reportedly sold 35,000 records in ten days after release! High position is

firmly held by the Who with “Pictures Of Lily.” New entries in the charts of
Basart controlled copyrights include “Groovin’ ” by the Young Rascals,
“Okay!” by Dave Dee c.s., “The Wind Cries Mary” by Jimi Hendrix and the
newly discovered local songstress Bojoura with “Everybody’s Day.” Basart’s
v.p. Ferry Wienneke recently visited London where mutual business matters
were discussed with top execs of the various publishing firms Basart repre-
sents in Holland or the Benelux territories. Furthermore, interesting new
contracts were established in the publishing as well as in the record field and
various important deals are presently being negotiated. Benelux rights were
acquired from Mark Pasquin to current chartrider David Garrick’s “A Cer-
tain Misunderstanding.”

Negram-Delta released three brand new Eurodisc LP’s last week. The first

is featuring world famous tenor Rudolf Schock, accompanied by Die Berliner
Symphoniker directed by Robert Stolz. This LP is called “Dein 1st Mein
Ganzes Herz.” “Ein Leben Fiir Die Musik” is featuring fourteen of the most
famous songs written by Robert Stolz, sung and played by Rudolf Schock,
Melitta Muszely, Margit Schramm, Renate Holm, Die Berliner Symphoniker
directed by the composer, a.o. The third new Eurodisc release is a record with
four Concerts for horn and orchestra by Mozart.

New Reprise singles released this week include “What Now My Love” by
Frank Sinatra and “You Only Live Twice” by Nancy Sinatra. “You Only Live
Twice” will be backed by a special promotion campaign in cooperation with
Tuschinski and publishing company Altona. Newly released LP’s on the same
label are “Serenade To Sweden” by Alice Babs & Duke Ellington, “Happiness

Cooperation— Formula For Success

The Florida Amusement and Music Associations'

successful solution regarding the recent controversy

between the operators and the State Beverage Depart-

ment, is an impressive one, indeed. The entire dispute

emerged when parents began to object to children

playing on coin-operated pool tables in locations where

alcoholic beverages were being consumed.

Under the very capable leadership of executive di-

rector Julius Sturm, the FAMA met in Tampa to discuss

the controversy. After a reasonable and earnest dis-

cussion by members of both sides, an applicable solu-

tion was arrived at.

The first step in “nipping the bud’’ came from the

State Beverage Director, Don Meiklejohn, when he

issued directives to his enforcement agents in the field

as to the legalities of free-play and pool table activity.

The free-play directive read as follows; “In the opin-

ion of the Director, no pin ball machine is illegal or

prohibited, merely because it allows or awards addi-

tional chances or uses, or ‘free-play’, provided it meets

the following criteria: If it is not designed nor used for

gambling; if there is sufficient skill required by the

player so that the machine qualifies as an amusement
device under the (Florida) Supreme Court holding in

Deeb V. Stoutmire, 1951, 53 So.2d 873; if there is no

arrangement whereby ‘free plays’ can be removed

from the indicator on the machine or device, other

than by bona fide play and if it is not used in such a

manner as to constitute a nuisance.’’

The pool table directive read as follows: “A coin-

operated pool table can be located on a licensed prem-

ises, but it is the opinion of the Director and the policy

of this Department that Florida Statutes 849.06 per-

mits a person under 21 to play pool or billiards on a

pool table (minature, coin-operated, etc.) in a licensed

establishment if, and only if, said minor is: accompa-

nied by a parent, guardian, or; currently on active duty

with the armed services of the United States, or mar-

ried.’’

The association, in a letter to Meiklejohn from the

president of FAMA, James Mullins and Leonard Pep-

per, FAMA Counsel, met the directives in a most in-

telligent manner. It was stated in the letter that, “we
appreciate your problems in getting your field men
‘educated’ to the proper control of the legal opera-

tions of these machines, as distinguished from those

which might not be legal. In any event in which there

is a problem in the field which is brought to our at-

tention, we will (as we have been advised) bring the

matter to your attention for a final determination of

the matter. We will cooperate in any way with your

field men to see that the law is maintained.’’

The impressive thing in this Florida situation is the

reasonable way members from both sides met it be-

fore it had a chance of getting out of hand and, very

possibly, creating another “Illinois’’ crisis.

NORM GOLDSTEIN — THE OHIO buckeye

Norman is also the president of
the National Coin Machine Distribu-
tors Association. Durnig his presi-
the late George George, Goldstein has
been steadily expanding the firm’s
sales activutly and in 1965 opened a
branch office in Dayton to offer great-
er flexibility and convenience to Ohio
operators.

How long have you been in the coin
machine business?

I started in this business twenty-
one years ago, in 1946.
How did you get started in the

business?

I began as a service man covering a
route of coin-operated equipment.
Did you choose the profession by

choice or did it choose you?
It was a fifty-fifty proposition. I

was young and the economy wasn’t
in complete balance, there was World
War II and other contributing
factors. The business was good to
me so I stuck with it. I wasn’t college
trained, therefore it would have been
difficult to obtain a better opportunity
in another field.

Do you thing the coin machine in-
dustry could use young blood with
new ideas?

NORM GOLDSTEIN

Absolutely, there is a definite need
for young men with ideas that corre-
spond to present methods of business.
Those companies not having young
minds within their organization are
virtually at a standstill. When the
old timers brought their sons into the
business, the majority of them failed
to orienate their offspring in the
values of following modern business
methods. Dad’s traditional methods of
operating a business were carried on
by the son for posterity’s sake and
the new methods were ignored. I can
see tremendous growth in all direc-

tions if only the people in the busi-
ness will open up their eyes to the
common denominator called “prog-

What line of equipment seems to
have the greatest growth in Ohio?

There is no great quantity of salesm any of the equipment lines. Al-
thoug’h, there has been a definite
growth in the vending industry.
To what extent has the old line

business and games operator gotten
into the vending trade?
The old line hasn’t. The vending

growth has been a result of the new
faces entering the vending segment
of our industry. There have been a
few of the older music and games
operators who have moved over to the
cigarette vending business. That’s the
extent of it.

Where do you place the emphasis
on your sales technique, would it

be in the field, over the phone, thru
the mail or in the display room?
You touched on all of them. Sales

within the state of Ohio are handled
primarily by calling on customers
personally. Naturally, the out of state
sales are made by phone and thru
the mail.
What is the long range outlook for

the Ohio coin machine industry, has
it shown any definite advances over
the years?
The outlook in Ohio is very promis-

ing. As you know, Ohio is a progres-
sive, industrial orientated, state and
has shown tremendous growth over
the years. There have been advances
noted in our industry and there will
be more rapid advances as the pros-
pects of better businessmen coming
into the trade are evident. Naturally,
there is more competition in the trade
now than twenty years ago, and,
while competition is the motivating
force that compels us to push forward,
we welcome it.

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GREAT BRITAIN—THE PAST 12 MONTH
During its 25 years’ existence, Cash

Box—like the music industry it serves—has grown from strength to
strength, and many changes and ad-
vances have been made.
Nowhere have the changes been

more sweeping than in the interna-
tional field, which Cash Box entered
in 1959. The timing was right. Cash
Box, and the music industry in Brit-
ain and in Europe, was raring to go

—

able and willing to experiment and
expand. Much has been achieved in
the ensuing years. The countries of
Europe, far from losing their indi-
viduality, have preserved and pro-
tected it. By creating their own art-
ists and sounds, they have contributed
much to the previously American-
dominated scene.

All in all, the first half of the dec-
ade has seen a tremendous advance
internationally, thus bringing nearer
and nearer the realization of a “one
world concept.” Few will deny that
Britain and The Beatles will go down
in history as the trend-setters of the
sixties—leading and revolutionizing
the musical world over the past five
years. However, as the hysteria of
Beatlemania dies away, and the group
scene begins to fade, the time is ripe
to take a general look at the British
market as it is today.

Dramatic Changes
The shape of Britain’s record in-

dustry is changing dramatically as
the second half of the decade devel-
ops. At every level there are signs of
new techniques, new personalities,
new processes and, not least, new ma-
jor manufacturing forces.
EMI and Decca continue to control

the largest shares of the market, but
their pre-eminent positions are slowly
decreasing. First it was Philips Rec-
ords and then Pye Records that be-
came substantial rivals. CBS, after
purchasing Oriole, launched its own
British operation two years ago.
Though its progress—particularly in
the areas of chart records has been
slower than many industry personali-
ties expected, its vast American cata-
logues of classical and show material,
plus such world ‘greats’ as Andy Wil-
liams and Tony Bennett, have brought
it far more business than the hit
parade would suggest.

Label Standings
Despite an expensive excursion into

the British talent market by securing
Georgie Fame, it has been the recent
success of the Tremeloes, four years
on the scene as a backing group,
which has brought CBS its first real
singles chart excitement. This,
coupled with the British original cast
album of “Fiddler on the Roof”, has
created the sales impact which the
business expected CBS to generate.
More spectacular has been the re-

cent emergence of Polydor, the Brit-
isa arm of the German giant
Deutsche Grammophon. For some
years, its great classical catalogue
had given the firm a small but re-
spected place on the British market.
Two years ago a decision was made
to widen the scope of the British op-
eration. Roland Rennie was brought
back from New York as its head. It
has now been set up as a widely-
based operation involved in every
field of record activity.
A great part of Polydor’s success

has been due to the acquisition of the
Atlantic line. This coincided with a
great awakening interest in soul mu-
sic, which also showed in EMI’s great
success with the Tamla-Motown cata-
logues.

Although continuing within the
terms of its licensing deal with
Decca, RCA has expanded its own
interests substantially. It now has a
record operation in miniature func-
tioning in the creative and marketing
areas backing Decca’s efforts and
paving the way for possible new
forms of trading on the British mar-
ket.

The second half of 1967 sees the
launching of independent marketing
operations by both Liberty and MGM,

who had previously licensed through
EMI. Disney broke away similarly at
the turn of the year.

Coupled with these manufacturer-
licensee upheavals, have been the
emergence of successful independent
labels, breaking the long-held belief
that individuals could not compete in
this area in Britain. The Andrew
Oldham/Tony Calder Immediate op-
eration, now nearly two years old,
repeatedly makes its presence felt.
So does Chris Blackwell’s Island Rec-
ords. Dick James and Larry Page
have successfully launched Page One,
and Robert Stigwood the Reaction
label. Latest in the line is Phil Solo-
mon’s Major-Minor Records and Kit
Lambert and Chris Stamp’s Track
label.

While all these changes have been
vastly increasing the competition
among manufacturers, there have
been even bigger and more funda-
mental marketing changes. Until the
summer of 1966, dealers had a vast
choice of source of supply at dis-
tributor level. For many years both
EMI and Decca were supplying deal-
ers with not only each other’s prod-
uct, but that of other manufacturers,
too.

Pye had pioneered direct distribu-
tion of much of its product, and in
1965 Philips decided that it would
supply its whole range direct. EMI
and Decca followed last summer, end-
ing a vast area of wasteful competi-
tion. CBS chose to use EMI’s distri-

bution, and Polydor shared Philips’.
Most independents aligned with one
or the other of the majors, often
supplementing them by using the re-
maining handful of independent
wholesalers whose main business re-
mained specialist lines.

At the same time, most majors re-
instated applying surcharges to small
orders to meet fast-rising distribution
costs. This placed a greater onus on
to record dealers to maintain closer
stock control.

With returns generally limited to

five per cent of turnover, careful or-

dering became more essential than
ever. Tax, which was raised from
25% to 27%% of wholesale price,

had to be paid by the dealer on de-
livery and also inhibited over-order-
ing.

Stocking Problem

All sections of the industry have
been looking at this stocking problem.
Manufacturers want the greater part
of their catalogues in the shops. Re-
tailers, though more heavily penalized
than ever before for over-stocking,
still want to be able to supply from
their shelves. Greatest hope lies in

the elimination of the need to stock
both stereo and mono LPs. Over the
year, it has become accepted that
there is no possibility of a compatible
disk. Therefore, the standard disk
must become the stereo one. Britain
has been slow to adapt the stereo
concept, even though disks are sold
for the same price as mono. The
problem has been to convince the
equipment industry that it should
make pick-ups suitable for stereo
disks, even on otherwise mono equip-
ment. This is gradually becoming a
reality. In the past year both Pye
and the Saga budget line experi-
mented with stereo-only releases and
abandoned them. Philips and Polydor
have had some success with limited
releases. The biggest lead came this
summer from EMI, which has de-
cided, with the knowledge that some
sales may be lost temporarily,
though not it expects, in the long
term, to issue classical releases in
stereo only. It is felt that classical
buyers are likely to have the best
playback equipment, even if mono-
only. If successful, this move will
have wide-reaching effects on produc-
tion and distribution as well as stock-
ing at both manufacturer and re-
tailer level. However, Britain’s manu-
facturers rely extensively on export
sales (about 15 per cent in 1966) and
mono pressings may have to continue
for some time to meet demands of

slower developing overseas countries
and the territories where stereo
brings a premium.

Price Maintenance

As it adjusts to these changes and
opportunities, the British industi-y is

faced with the possible end of fixed

retail prices. Price maintenance as

such, has already been abolished, but
a special case can be made out for

continuance by application to the

High Court. The record industry has
taken that course, but until the case
is heard—perhaps late in 1968—it is

able to maintain fixed prices. The
case is being led by EMI and Decca,
with support from Philips and Pye.
Saga is making its own application.

There is considerable hope that a

case will be established following the
precedent set by the book trade, with
which the record industry has many
similarities,, including the creative,

manufacturing, distributing, market-
ing and retailing functions.

These fundamental changes have
been taking place in a period of gen-
eral economic depression, brought
about by the national balance of pay-
ment crisis of 1964, and the stringent

measure taken by the Government in

the summer of 1966 to counter it.

These included both a prices and
wages freeze, and the imposition of a
selective employment tax, which,
though benefiting manufacturing en-

terprises, has penalized the vast ma-
jority of the industry. It has been a
severe handicap to retailers, particu-

larly those relying on part-time staff.

While increasing costs, these eco-

nomic measures have undoubtedly
lessened consumer demand. Capital
equipment sales were badly hit, but
record sales have been hurt too. On
the first half year’s performance it

seems unlikely that the 1967 figures

will be maintained.
Manufacturer sales to the home

market reached a peak of $63 million
in 1964. This was on the crest of the
boom instituted by the Beatles. As
production dropped back, it was felt

that domestic demand was adjusting
to a more normal level. The 1966
home sales reached almost $60 mil-
lion, which was 11% ahead of 1963,
and 2.8 times that of ten years eai'-

lier.

Exports worth 10.5 million in 1966
were the highest ever recorded. The
previous peak was $10.2 million of

1957 after which they fell to a low
of $7.5 million in 1961 and have since

been steadily climbing back.
Although the total number of disks

produced by manufacturers, 84.9 mil-
lion, showed a substantial drop com-
pared with the 93.7 million of 1965,
and the peak 101.3 million of 1964, it

was in a large degree made up by
LP production which reached an all-

time high of 33.3 million. Album pro-
duction is growing rapidly, being
double that of 1960 and nearly triple

that of 1956.
British manufacturers continue to

produce a small number of 78s (400,-

000 in 1966). These are vii’tually all

for export, mainly to Africa and Asia.
Taking production of 78s and 45s to-

gether (51.6 million in 1966) this
section of the market is at about the
level of ten years ago in unit turn-
over.
The EP, which though never a big

item, had been responsible for a sub- 1

stantial amount of turnover, has vir-
j

tually died away. Its death wms '

hastened by the introduction in 1965
of budget albums selling at about
$1.75 (almost the same as EPs) by
EMI, Pye and Philips who joined
such budget manufacturers as Saga
and Pickwick. The budget album is

now accepted as part of the British
record business. Many dealers stock
them, although most lines are racked,
usually by the manufacturer.
One of the moi'e controversial

changes of the year was EMI’s deci-
sion to introduce a full-price racking i

operation. This began with a handful
of outlets in the fall of 1966. Al-
though it has been expanded now, it

is still regarded as an experimental
,

operation. It introduced for the first

time in Britain, heat-shrunk film
wrapping of records.

In the classical field, the revival in
interest of baroque music has con-
tinued, and Decca has imported from
Teldec, Germany, a notable series
“Das Alte Werk”. Decca has also fin-

ished its recording of ‘The Ring’
cycle. EMI is placing great faith in
its recording of a new pianist, Daniel
Barenboim.

Classical recordings have greatly
increased their share of the market
according to many industry figures,
but the basis of the record business
remains in the “pop” and popular
fields.

The “pop” market is undoubtedly
handicapped by the lack of suitable
exposure media. The TV miming ban
sponsored by the Musicians’ Union in

the summer of 1966 had the effect of
enormously increasing the budgets of
television beat show productions.
Only the larger stations could afford
to continue and most of these cut
back. For most of this year there
has not been a program on net-
work featuring new records.

Pirate Broadcasters

The pirate broadcasters face the
threat of elimination by the Govern-
ment. Legislation before Parliament
will make it difficult for them to con-
tinue. The shipborn stations in par-
ticular, feel it will be possible al-

though they will have to go outside
Britain for support and sustenance.
Though most industry leaders feel

that the pirates have helped reduce
singles sales, the offshore broadcast-
ers have undoubtedly been a big in-

fluence in the introduction and
development of new artists. Most of
the stations operate on a playlist
formula. This year it became possible
for time to be bought on Radio Caro-
line for the promotion of disks out-
side the station’s playlist. The pirate
broadcasters have undoubtedly won
themselves big audiences. The Gov-
ernment has authorized the BBC to
begin a new radio network which will
carry a national pop music pro-
gram. This will start in the autumn,
and will cover most of the country
from the outset.
However, the BBC’s contract wdth

the record companies both limits the
amount of time given to airplay of
disks and the frequency of broadcast-
ing of an individual disk. So Top 40
broadcasting, as developed in Amer-
ica and used by several of the pirate
broadcasters, will not be possible.
Most of the air time will have to be
filled by live broadcasts by pop art-
ists and groups, dancebands and or-
chestras, presented in a disk jockey
format. This technique has been
thoroughly developed by the BBC
which increasingly subjected it to sci-

entific audience research and applica-
tion.

Little of the broadcasting is truly
“live”—most of it is pre-recorded and
the opportunity is usually taken for
a second take if the artist or pro-
ducer is dissatisfied with the sound
obtained. So there is opportunity for
disk promotion without disk play by
local artists. It will become even more
important for the successful intro-
duction of American artists for them
to visit this country for in-person
promotion, to take advantage of this
type of broadcasting as well as tele-
vision and club and theatre dates
which may be available.

Cassettes

The biggest technical innovation of
the year has undoubtedly been the
introduction by Philips of the Musi-
cassettes. After two years’ experience
on the continent, the system was
launched here last fall with what was
probably the biggest marketing cam-
paign ever mounted for a record proj-
ect in this country.
The launch began with stereo cas-

settes. As they are suitable for play-

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back with mono equipment, they be-

came the first true compatible sound
carriers yet seen in this country.

Early this year, Philips’ London du-

plicating plant came fully into pro-

duction.
The economic recession handicapped

sales of equipment but the concept is

already widely accepted. CBS and
Pye assigned both their catalogue
and licensed repertoires to Philips for
distribution. EMI and Polydor are
marketing their own musicassettes.
Several independent labels, including
Immediate and Page One, have also

arranged for their repertoii’e to be
available on musicassettes.

The only major firm not active in

marketing the concept is Decca,
which has always avoided becoming
involved in tape records in this coun-
try, although its repertoire is avail-

able in tape form in the U.S. and
many other countries.

There has now been some activity
by RCA, Muntz and ITCC prepara-
tory to launching the cartridge sys-
tems here, but so far there has been
no substantial campaign. So much for
the general scene, now let’s examine
more closely the activities of Brit-
ain’s record companies and music
publishers over the past twelve
months.

RECORD COMPANIES

EMI
For EMI, one of the major events

of the year under review, came at
the very beginning, when in July
1966 the company commenced sole
distribution for its own labels, and
those it represents in the United
Kingdom. The results have brought a
better control over promotional and
advertising activities from factory to
consumer. It also enabled the sales
force to devote all their energy to the
EMI lines, and to speed up delivery
which has benefited the dealer by
faster turnover of stock.

Overall, U.K. and Northern Ireland
distribution is now undertaken from
three major depots—Hayes, Man-
chester and Belfast. At the begin-
ning of 1965, the company’s interim
report for the half year ending 31st
December 1966 announced group prof-
its before taxation of £5,767,000 as
against £7,307,000 for the same pe-
riod the previous year. During the
half year, 65% of the profits before
tax were earned by EMI’s overseas
companies, compared with 75% for
the corresponding period in 1965.
A successful year is assured, due to

the hits by The Seekers, Vince Hill,
Lulu, Cliff Richard, The Hollies, Cilia
Black, The Easybeats, Herman’s
Hermits, Rolf Harris, Ken Dodd, and
of course, bringing this year to an
exciting climax. The Beatles burst on
the scene again with their latest al-
bum, “Sargeant Pepper’s Lonely
Hearts Club Band”. The album sold
130,000 in its first day on release,
excluding export orders. During the
year, the Beatles also renewed their
contract with EMI for a further nine
years.

The year has bem notable for EMI
chart successes, with many American
artists including the final tremendous
breakthrough of the Tamla-Motown
sound. Palpable hits were scored by
The Four Tops, The Supremes, The
Temptations, Jimmy Ruffin, and Mar-
vin Gay and Kim Weston.

Other Americans to do well in the
singles charts were Gene Pitney, Lee
Dorsey and the Royal Guardsmen. In
the album field, one of the year’s big-
gest hits was the “Zhiyago” sound
track LP, selling around 70,000 copies.
Amongst the many artists who en-
joyed LP chart entires during the
year were The Beach Boys, The
Beatles, Georgie Fame, The Seekers,
Cliff Richard and The Four Tops.
New talents to emerge during

1966/67 included The Pink Floyd with
^^-rnoid Laine”, Jeff Beck with “Hi

Ho Silver Lining”, Australian group
The Easybeats with “Friday On My
Mind” which was also a resounding
hit in the United States. New sign-

ings included Billy Fury and Kathy
Kirby, both ex Decca, Lulu ex Decca,

who went straight into the charts

with “The Boat that I Row”.
In the classical field, turnover to

June 1967 showed an increase of ap-

proximately 8% on the same period

last year. Highlights of the year’s

classical sales included Klemperer’s
“Missa Solemnis”, an album of popu-
lar Sibelius works conducted by Sir

John Barbarolli, and an album by the
Menuhin family of “Mozart’s Triple

Concerto”. Another good classical

seller was Mahler’s “Song of the
Earth” which sold 5,500 copies within
three months of release, the album
conducted by Klemperer. Another out-

standing record was Sir Adrian
Boult’s recording of Holst’s “Planets”
selling 4,300 in its first month. An-
other highlight was the Gerald Moore
“Farewell Concert” at the Festival
Hall.
Major classical signings of the year

included soprano Janet Baker, pianist
Daniel Barenboim, and cellist Jacque-
line du Prez.

Breaking through the sound bar-
rier, EMI announced that as from 1st
July new classical albums would be
issued in stereo only, thus becoming
the first British company to follow
the trend already set by Germany and
Scandinavia.
New labels acquired during the year

include Jubilee and Associated labels,

and contracts were renewed with
ABC Paramount until 1971 and EMI
also renewed their Tamla-Motown
contract. During the year. Liberty
went independent, and later this year
it is expected that MGM will follow
suit.

In April this year, EMI acquired
majority interest in Gerry Oord’s
Bovema record company of Holland.
Also during the year EMI appointed
Jugoton of Yugoslavia as their licen-

see in that territory, thus gaining an
entry into the vast market in Eastern
Europe.
The major organizational changes

within EMI came early in 1967 with
the appointment of Ken East as Man-
aging Director of EMI Records.
During the year, EMI Chairman

Sir Joseph Lockwood, visited South
Africa, United States and Mexico.
Another major event of the year was
the takeover of the Grade organiza-
tion.

The EMI-Paul Hamlin “Music for
Pleasure” series of budget price LPs
sold over 5 million records from the
commencement in October 1965 to
March 1967, thus exceeding all ex-
pectations. The year has also seen
EMI's entry into the field of Musi-
cassettes, and a considerable amount
of EMI repertoire is now available on
the Philips’ system.

Decca
For Decca Records, the highlight

of the year has undoubtedly been the
launching of the Deram label, pri-
marily promoted and guided to suc-
cess by Exploitation Manager Tony
Hall. The label, launched in October
1966 had an immediate hit with Cat
Stevens’ “I Love My Dog”, followed
by “Mathew & Son”, “Gonna Get Me
a Gun”, and his first album which also
rated chart success “Mathew & Son”.
Cat Stevens has also emerged as a
prolific songwriter, penning not only
his own material, but supplying hits
for other artists as well. He gave
“The Move” two chart entries on
Deram with “Night of Fear” and
later, “I Can Hear the Grass Grow”.
The label also scored with “I Was
Kaiser Bill’s Batman” by Whistling
Jack Smith. The most recent Deram
success has been the Number One
Smash “A Whiter Shade of Pale” by
Procul Harum, which turned out to be
Deram’s first big international suc-
cess. Other artists for whom Tony
Hall and Deram have high hopes are
Denny Laine (ex Moody Blues mem-

ber) and The Warm Sounds, who
made a promising debut with “Birds
and Bees”. Most of the Deram mate-
rial comes from indie producers New
Breed Productions headed by Denny
Cordell, and Smash Productions
headed by Mike Hurst. Deram is the
first major label to open its doors to

indie producers and release masters
within the confines of a major label.

On the Decca label, the company had
huge success via Tom Jones’ “Green
Green Grass of Home” and Engelbert
Humperdinck’s “Release Me”. These
two artists held the Number One spot
for eleven weeks, and during the year
under review the Decca Group held
the Number One spot for no less than
twenty-three weeks. Other artists to

boost the Decca year have been The
Small Faces, Val Doonican, and Alan
Price, as well as Americans, Ike &
Tina Turner, The Monkees, Jim
Reeves, The Mamas & Papas, and The
Turtles. In the album charts, “The
Sound of Music” is still riding high,
with sales rapidly approaching 2,000,-

000 copies. Other LP charters of the
year have been albums by Tom Jones,
The Monkees, Jim Reeves, Val Dooni-
can and The Rolling Stones.
Good sales have also been notched

up with Phase Four stereo albums
and John Mayall’s Bluesbreaker al-

bums.
In the classical field, the most im-

portant issue has been the complete
recording of Wagner’s “Die Walkure”
issued in September 1966 to complete
the Vienna Philharmonic-Solti-Decca
recording of the Ring cycle. Other
operatic highlights have been Gou-
nod’s “Faust” with Sutherland and
Corelli, and the first recording of
Benjamin Britten’s “Midsummer
Night’s Dream” conducted by the
composer. During the year, Decca
launched the “Grand Opera Series”
featuring re-issues of famous Decca
recordings on the low-priced Ace of
Diamonds label. Eleven oneras have
been issued. Additions have been
made to the Phase Four concert se-
ries devoted to popular classics which
will be extended still further in the
coming year. Four special albums de-
voted to Toscanini recordings have
been issued by RCA on the Victrola
label, to tie in with the centenary
celebrations in March. The year also
saw the introduction of the Victrola
“Legacy” series, devoted to great re-
cordings of artists of the past.
The year has seen an increase in

the importation of continental disks,
and Decca’s Turnabout label, retail-
ing at 17/8d featuring Baroque music
has been very successful, as has “Das
Altewerk” catalogue from the Tele-
funken label which retails at 42/-d.
Since Decca undertook their own dis-
tribution just a year ago, service to
retailers has been speeded-up and
they now give a twenty four hour
service from their four depots at
London, Birmingham, Manchester and
Glasgow.
During the year. Decca acquired

several new labels, including the
White Whale catalogue which has
p-iven them the turtles’ hits. Other
label acquisitions were Hickory, Mira,
Lee Hazelwood Inc. and Imnact.
Monument, distributed here by Decca
for some time, was given its own
logo.

Philips-Fontana

For Philips and Fontana, it has
been another highly successful year.
Following the fantastic success of
1966 when the group had 20% of the
entire singles market, their share
for the first four months of 1967 fell

slisrhtly to around 15%. As previously,
folk has been on the up and up, with
a strong rostra of artists including
Joan Baez and British singles, Julie
Felix, Martin Carthy and The Corrie
Folk Trio.

In the “pop” singles field, one of
the company’s greatest assets has
been the enormous success all over
the world of the New Vaudeville Band
with “Winchester Cathedral,” “Peek
A Boo,” and “Finchley Central” all

on Fontana. It has in fact, been a
remarkably successful year altogether
with Fontana, particularly in the
singles field. In addition to the New
Vaudeville Band, chart entries have
been registered by The Troggs “With
A Girl Like You,” The Mind Benders
“Ashes To Ashes,” Manfred Mann
“Just Like A Woman,” “Semi-De-
tached Suburban Mr. James” and
“Haha Said The Clown;” Wayne Fon-
tana had a hit with “Pamela Pamela”
whilst Dave Dee, Dozey, Beaky, Mick
& Tich have emerged as a top inter-
national ^oup with major chart suc-
cess entries throughout Europe, not-
ably with “Bend It” and “Hideaway”
and “Touch Me, Touch Me.”
On the Philips label. Dusty Spring-

field further consolidated her previous
chart successes and established her-
self in the world markets with hits
such as “All I See Is You,” “Going
Back,” “I’ll Try Anything” and her
latest triumph “Give Me Time.”
The Walker Brothers (John Scott

now solo artist with Philips), had a
couple of hits with “You Don’t Have
To Tell Me” and “Another Tear
Falls.” Spencer Davis chalked up a
succession of hits with “When I Come
Home,” “Give Me Some Loving” and
“I’m A Man.” The Spencer Davis
Group have now split, but Davis and
his new group have signed with Fon-
tana, and ex-member Stevie Win-
wood’s new group Traffic, had their
first record on Island “Paper Sun”
issued in May, which immediately be-
came a chart best seller. Harry Se-
combe—always a powerful LP seller
-^made a surprise entry into the
singles charts this year, selling over
300,000 copies with his version of
“This Is My Song.” In the LP field,

April this year was Harry Secombe
naonth, marked by the issue of a spe-
cial double-pack album “Secombe’s
Personal Choice.” Album sales have
been good, particularly “popwise,”
with Dusty Springfield’s “Golden
Hits” topping the list. Other big al-
bum sellers have come from The
Walker Brothers and The Troggs. The
company has cut down on budget line
releases, but is issuing stronger ma-
terial by top names such as Basie,
Vaughn, Brook Benton and Dizzie Gil-
lespie.

A classical highlight of the year
was the release in May of the much-
praised “St. Luke Passion”—a two
record set by the contemporary Polish
composer Penderecki.
The Philips Musicassettes/ intro-

duced in October 1966, have been a
tremendous success, and eighteen ma-
jor companies have now accepted the
Philips’ system. At the time of writ-
ing, taking all the repertoire N
able, there are some 150 cassetio)
the market, and this will be doubled
by the Autumn to over 300. July is to
be declared Musicassette Month, with
concentrated activity by Sales and
Promotional forces backlT., by con-
sumer advertising. In the Autumn
Philips plan to strengthen their clas-
sical catalogue of Musicassettes, with
highlights from “The Messiah” re-
cording, and the first releases of
chamber music and concertos. Around
the world there are sixty three equip-
ment manufacturers who are manu-
facturing for the Philips’ system, and
close on 100 labels on which repertoire
is being issued.

Pye
For Pye records, the year got off to

a slow start in January, but Febru-
ary started to point the way for Pye
in 1967. March saw an increase in
volume of 28% and April 35% over
the same month a year earlier. This
was not taking into account the phe-
nomenal sales of Sandie Shaw’s Euro-
vision Winner “Puppet On A String”
throughout Europe.
Having terminated distribution

through EMI Wholesalers last July,
Pye terminated its long-standing as-
sociation with Selecta early this year.
At the end of June, Pye concluded
its arrangements with independent
factors, thus controlling its U.K. dis-

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tribution 100%. During the transi-

tional period ending June 1967, the
sales and distribution forces have
been expanded proportionately, and on
July 1st the sixth and latest depot
opens at Bristol to cover the west
country and South Wales. This
blanket coverage and emphasis on
distribution is part of Pye’s overall
policy to combat the stiff competition
tht lies ahead as more and more
American companies set up inde-
pendent operations in this country.
Pye is confident that its 100% dis-

tribution system is as effective as pos-
sible, and together with their studio
and pressing facilities, places them in

a very strong position.
Pye’s chart successes over the past

twelve months can be gauged by the
fact that by May 1967 the company
had held the Number One slot no less

than eight times. Their share of the
LP charts has been equally impres-
sive.

In the singles field “Guantanamera”
by The Sandpipers gave Pye a chart
entry for ten consecutive weeks.
British artists The Kinks had a tre-
mendous year in the singles charts
with “Sunny Afternoon” and “Dead
End Street,” culminating in their latest
smash “Waterloo Sunset.” They also
hit hard in the album charts with
“Well Respected Kinks.” Donovan
had a couple of blockbusters with
“Sunshine Superman” and “Mellow
Yellow,” and of course Petula Clark
maintained her hold with “I Couldn’t
Live Without Your Love” and gave
the company a Number One hit with
“This Is My Song.” Another Number
One came from Sandie Shaw with
her Eurovision winner “Puppet On A
String,” which turned out to be the
biggest international hit of the year.
Following their individual solo suc-
cesses, Frank Sinatra with “Strangers
In The Night” and Nancy Sinatra
with “These Boots Were Made For
Walking,” the duo teamed up to give
Pye another Number One with their
Reprise single “Something Stupid.”
In the album field, Geno Washington
gave the Piccadilly label a resounding
hit with “Hand Clappin’ Foot Stompin’
Funky But Live.” American Herb
Alpert achieved popularity and gained
album placings with “Going Places,”
“Whipped Cream And Other Delights”
and “S.R.O.”. The comedy highlight
of the year came from Napolean XIV
with “They’re Coming To Take Me
Away, Ha Ha.”
A highlight of Pye’s year was the

international look given to their 7th
Annual Sales Conference in October
1966, which was attended by delegates
from sixteen overseas territories.

Pioneers in the field of low priced
albums via Golden Guinea, Pye’s
latest low priced series “Marble Arch”
has been an unqualified success. Since
September 1966 nearly IV2 million
LPs have been sold, including “Well
Respected Kinks” which sold a
quarter of a million, and the Search-
ers’ Smash Hits” sold over 100,000.

CBS have increased their
penetration into both popular and
classical markets. In the “pop” field,

g major acquisitions have included such

^ talents as Georgia Fame and The
Tremeloes. Fame’s first CBS single

jj. to make the charts, “Because I Love
You” was launched by a unique and
massive promotional campaign. Fame

has also had an EP and an LP re-
leased. The Tremeloes, in their first

six months with CBS, achieved two
smash hits, first with the transatlan-
tic charter “Here Comes My Baby,”
followed and climaxed by “Silence Is
Golden,” giving CBS their first Brit-
ish-oriented Number One, (and in-

cidentally, the first British group to
top the charts in 1967.) Other British
signings included Gerry Marsden, The
Zombies, Anita Harris, and Brian
Poole.
Amongst the classical highlights

were the releases of “Wozzeck” con-
ducted Pierre Boulez (awarded the
Grand Prix de Disque of France as
the best operatic recording of 1966-
67). Leonard Bernstein consolidated
his reputation with his best-selling
version of Mahler’s “Eighth Sym-
phony” with the London Symphony
Orchestra (the first time CBS have
used a British Orchestra). Another
major release in the operatic field was
the highly successful “Falstaff” with
Dietrich Fischer Dieskau and Leonard
Bernstein conducting. CBS also hit the
jackpot with the original cast album
of “Fiddler On The Roof” starring
Topel—which hit the singles and LP
charts. Bob Dylan’s “Greatest Hits
Volume 1” also proved to be a con-
sistent LP chart entry.

Visiting CBS artists during the year
have included Tony Bennett, who also
collected a silver disk for his “San
Francisco,” Simon & Garfunkel,
Woody Herman, Dave Brubeck, The
Byrds, The Clancy Brothers, The
Brothers Four, Carolyn Hester, Eu-
gene Ormondy, Leonard Bernstein,
Isaac Stern, Pierre Boulez, Rudolph
Ferkin. In the music cassette field,

CBS’ repertoire has been made avail-
able to Philips, and to date some
twenty music cassettes ranging from
Bob Dylan to West Side Story, are
on the market.

Polydor
Polydor’s new streamlined policy,

launched in the fall of 1965 when
Roland Rennie took over the director-
ship, has paid handsome dividends, as
results for the past twelve months
will testify. During this period, pro-
duction and sales at all speeds, have
matched the enthusiasm initially
shown by the Polydor team. In May
this year, the Top Twenty charts
showed five placings for products dis-
tributed by Polydor. Reviewing the
company’s progress, Roland Rennie
pinpointed the gratifying success and
development of the Atlantic and As-
sociated labels’ repertoire.

Progress has also been achieved in
the international field with artists
such as Bert Kaempfert and James
Last. Both have been widely accepted
in Great Britain and Polydor look
forward to a much broader interna-
tional development in the future. On
the home front Polydor’s success has
been equally rewarding, through their
association with such talents as The
Who, The Cream, Jimi Hendrix and
The Experience, whilst The Bee Gees
are rapidly establishing themselves as
a major force in the record markets
of the world. Whilst progress in the
“pop” field has been particularly
strong, this has in no way affected the
still growing appreciation for the
company’s incomparable classical rep-
ertoire.

Over the last year the United
Artists Organization in London, which
includes the publishing, film, record,
and music division, has extended enor-
mously. Due to the increased activity
in all branches, the company will be
moving to larger premises later this
year. Some of the most prominent

United Artists

The United Artists record label in
Great Britain has had one of its big-
gest successes with the Easybeats’
recording of “Friday On My Mind”
which was a world hit, climbing high
in the American charts. An album is

also on current release. “A Man And
A Woman” composed by Francis Lai,
was one of the biggest selling sound
track albums, and another film with
music by the same composer, is now
being completed and promises to be
an even bigger success. Shirley
Bassey’s first album for United Art-
ists “I’ve Got A Song For You,” and
more recently, “And We Were Lov-
ers,” were successful in all parts of
the world. Bassey will undertake an
European tour this summer, to pro-
mote the recordings and appear in
major television shows and galas
throughout Europe. Among the most
successful British artists to be ac-
quired for the United Artists Ameri-
can label are the Spencer Davis
Group, one of the biggest names in

the American record business. Now
Stevie Winwood’s new group called
Traffic, already launched in this coun-
try, will also be distributed in Amer-
ica on the United Artists label. Vera
Lynn had her most successful single
release in America for some years
with a song called “It Hurts To Say
Goodbye,” and an album by Vera is

also on release in America. Another
contract artist, Samantha Jones, looks
like her first really big hit with “Ray
Of Sunshine.” In preparation are the
first recording sessions with The For-
tunes, already internationally success-
ful, and whose first single release will

be early this summer.
A new film, produced by United

Artists and directed by Clive Donner,
who was responsible for “What’s New
Pussycat,” will include songs written
and performed by the Spencer Davis
Group and Stevie Winwood, in an
exciting new-style movie “Around
The Mulberry Brush.” There will be
at least ten songs in the picture,
which should prove to be one of the
most exciting film albums of the year.
United Artists also report that Lionel
Bart has been commissioned to write
the title songs for two important
British productions. Frank Cordell
has just completed his first orchestral
album for United Artists, to be re-
leased shortly.

Italian artists, Mina and Domenico
Modugno, will be coming to London
in the next few weeks to make their
first English recordings for United
Artists. Noel Rogers, Managing Di-
rector, is satisfied with the company’s
progress during the past year, and
predicts considerable expansion in the
months to come.

Delyse

For Delyse, the past twelve months
have seen a great diversification of
their activities. The crowning achieve-
ments came with the company’s nomi-
nation for the “Grammy” award for
their much-praised recording of
Mahler’s “Des Knaben Wunderhorn”
album, featuring Janet Baker and
Geraint Evans, conducted by Win
Morris. The album is now released in

the United States on Angel In the
“pop” field, progress has been par-
ticularly marked, with their Irish rep-
ertoire, which also gave Delyse its

major chart entry with “The Merry
Ploughboy” by Dermot O’Brien—

a

Number One in Ireland for eight
weeks. The company’s successful
Childrens’ catalogue has been in-

creased by 90% and was the biggest
selling children’s series in the United
Kingdom. The year has also seen the
introduction of the new Envoy Inter-
national series, which includes rep-
ertoire drawn from all over the world.
Turnover for the year ending March
1967 was 200% up on the previous
year. During the past twelve months,
Isabella Wallich, the company’s dy-
namic founder-director, has travelled
considerably throughout Europe and
earlier this year, visited America.
Future plans are basically, to de-

velop both the Delyse and Envoy
labels, and expand into independent
record production in the classical field.

Elektra

For Elektra, the year has seen a
tremendous increase both in output
and sales of their budget line

“Bounty” Elektra have concentrated
on building up a rostra of British
talent with marked success. High on
the list is the Scottish Folk group.
The Incredible String Band, whose
first album tagged after them went
to Number One in the British fplk
charts and has now been released in

the United States. Their second album
“The 5000 Spirits Or The Layers Of
The Onion” is also on release.
The year has also seen an impres-

sive entry into the “pop” field by the
parent American company with artists

such as The Doors and The Love both
making the United States charts nd
notching up impressive U.K. sales.

Singles by the groups have also been
issued in the U.S. and in this country.
A notable event of the year was the
arrival of Judy Collins for a recording
session at the end of 1966. She cut an
album entitled “In My Life” tagged
after one of the tracks by Lennon &
McCartney. For the LP the artist

broke away from her strictly folk
idium and went “a la Beatles.”

Elektra stars to visit the United
Kingdom in 1966/67 included Tom
Paxton and Judy Collins (both with
SRO concerts at the Royal Albert
Hall), and Tom Rush.

Elektra’s concert promotion activi-

ties have also achieved phenomenal
popularity and success with interna-
tional artists such as Jacques Brel,

and Simon & Garfunkel who had a
concert at the Royal Albert Hall.

Some notable Nonesuch releases
have also been issued, the most im-
portant being “The Haydn Paris Sym-
phonies,” set of three LPs by Leslie
Jones.

Transatlantic

Transatlantic Records report a
highly successful 1966 with an even
brighter 1967 in prospect. The year
ending 31st December 1966 saw a rise

in turnover of 28% and a further in-

crease of 40% for the first four
months of 1967. The addition of the
Audio Fidelity and Prestige cata-
logues contributed considerably to

this increase. Transatlantic have is-

sued over thirty Audio Fidelity LPs
since taking on the line just over a
year ago, and a special promotion in

January this year tied in with
Kodak’s cameras, resulted in the sale

of some 14,000 Audio Fidelity LPs in

the month.
Transatlantic’s first release from

the Prestige catalogue came out in

November 1966. Prestige items are re-

leased under the Transatlantic label

on a special “PR” series at 35/6d
and older material from the line

comes out on Transatlantic’s highly
successful 21/6d XTRA label. Popular
LPs from Prestige have included al-

bums by Richard “Groove” Holmes,
the jazz organist Eric Dolphy, Mose
Allison, and the Modern Jazz Quartet.

In April 1967 Transatlantic started
a new pop single label BIG T on which
singles by a number of new artists

including The Purple Gang as well as
established LP sellers from Transat-
lantic such as Bert Jansch be issued.

Transatlantic has continued to en-

joy a major share of the domestic
folk market, consistently having four
or five LPs in the Top Ten Folk LP
Charts. Bert Jansch, John Renbourn,
and The Young Tradition—a com-
paratively new group, have all topped
the folk LP charts for at least two
months during the year, and the Dub-
liners and the Ian Campbell Folk
Group have been well represented.
The Young Tradition climaxed a suc-

cessful first year with an invitation

to the Newport Folk Festival in the
U.S.A. in July.
For Transatlantic the year has seen

a considerable increase in exports

which at times have run as high as
18% of the total turnover. During the
year the company have acquired
agreements for export products with
the Barclay Company in Holland and
Belgium, and with Solive Karakos in
France. Consistent export business
has also been maintained over the
year with the Vogue Company in
Germany and Switzerland, and the
Sonet Group in Scandinavia. Skan-
dinavisk Grammophon in Denmark,
Iverson in Norway, and Westerlund
in Finland, have become agents in
their territories for the Prestige ma-
terial released by Transatlantic. An
increased amount of overseas licens-

ing has also taken place with EMI
in Australia, New Zealand, South
Africa and the West Indies, with Van-
guard in the USA and with Astor
Electronics PTY in Australia and
New Zealand.

Transatlantic’s associate publish-
ing company, Heathside Music Lim-
ited, shows a year of considerable
growth. Records of Heathside songs
have been obtained by artists such as
The Brothers Four, Bobby Bare, Judy
Collins, Robin Hall & Jimmy Mc-
Gregor and Julie Felix.

Island

For Island records, the year has
seen an extension of the success of
their product around the world, espe-
cially in the United States where it is

released by United Artists. In fact it

has been the company’s best and most
productive year to date.
A major event of Island’s year has

been the “parting of the ways” be-
tween Stevie Winwood and the Spen-
cer Davis Group, which has given
Island a string of chart successes over
the past two years. Stevie Winwood,
having formed his new group Traffic,

remains under contract to Island’s
chief, Christopher Blackwell. During
the year, Blackwell brought over indie
American producer Jimmy Miller, who
produced the “I’m A Man” single for
the Spencer Davis Group and Traffic’s

first single, “Paper Sun” which was
an immediate chart success. Other
Island groups, the V.I.P.’s, the Smoke,
and Jimmy Cliff, have enjoyed suc-
cess on the continent where they have
toured extensively. Jackie Edwards
and Wynder K. Frog have both made
promotional tours of the United King-
dom and Wynder K. Frog’s “Green
Door” has been issued in United
States by United Artists.

Argo
This year, Argo not only celebrates

its tenth year as a member of the
Decca Group, but emerges once and
for all, as a major label in its own
right, and the leading company for
spoken word recordings, not only in

the United Kingdom but throughout
the world. Considerable progress has
been made with Argo’s major project—“The English Poet” (from Chaucer
to Yates) series of albums now near-
ing completion, with forty five out of
an estimated sixty five LPs already
on release on both sides of the Atlan-
tic. Argo now has nine LPs completed
in their “The Poet Speaks” series, in

which about sixty contemporary poets
talk about and read their own works.
Undoubtedly the most comprehensive
collection of the younger poets ever
recorded, the series claims such well
known names as Auden, Graves,
Betjeman and the American poetess
Sylvia Plath. In the realm of “con-
ceptual” recordings, Argo recently
embarked upon a twelve record an-
thology devoted to The Ballad en-

titled “The Long Harvest,” which
traces the development of famous
Scottish ballads in their native Eng-
lish and North American versions.

The series, which has been researched,
produced and performed by Ewan
McColl and Peggy Seeger.

In the musical field, Argo has
boadened its catalogue internationally

with recordings by Haydn, Mozart,
and Rameau etc. taking their place

alongside British composers. Harley
Usill, the presiding genius behind
Argo Records, and the newly ap-

pointed director of Decca Educational
Service, paid a visit to the U.S. earlier
this year.

Page One
Page One Records was formed in

July 1966 and released its first rec-
ord on the Page One label in Septem-
ber of the same year. Success was
immediate with smash hits by The
Troggs, “I Can’t Control Myself,”
“Any Way That You Want It” and
“Give It To Me” all of which were
resounding international hits. Latest
in line of Trogg successes is “Night
Of The Long Grass” which empha-
sizes the prolific songwriting talent
of group member Reg Presley and the
creative ability of Larry Page in the
recording studio. The Troggs’ album
“Troglodynamite” gave the label its

first entry into the U.K. album charts.
Second album success came via the
Larry Page Orchestra with “Waltzing
To Jazz” which was issued in the
States on the Calla label. Following
the Troggs came The Loot, who
achieved chart success via “Baby
Come Closer.” Page’s overseas trips

have proved very successful with the
acquisition of Italian singing star

Bobby Solo, who makes his debut on
the label in July, which will be backed
by an extensive promotion campaign.
'Top Spanish group Los Brincos have
been signed by Larry Page and they
were launched on the U.K. market in

May with “Lola.” Early in 1967 Page
- acquired the services of Adrian Rudge
(formerly with EMI) to head the

marketing and nromotional aspects of

the company. Rudge also leases with
foreign companies regarding the

scheduling of the Page One product
and it is the Larry Page policy to

negotiate separate deals for each
artist in each country. On a world
basis Page One has sold close on
nine million units in its one year of

operation. In May 1967 Page One ac-

quired rights to the Pic and Bill R &
B catalog from Chardy in Fort Worth,
Texas. Page One is anxious in the

future to conclude more deals of this

nature, whether they be in the R & B,

Pop or specialised classical, stereo or

instrumental fields.

Immediate

Just twelve months ago, a small

independent record company topped
the charts for the first time. The
record was “Out Of Time” by Chris
Farlowe. The record Company was
Immediate. During the past twelve
months Immediate has grown im-
mensely. After the successes of Chris
Farlowe, there followed a small lull,

during which the company’s execu-

tive looked for new talented people.

One of them was P. P. Arnold, for-

mer lead singer with The Ikettes,

whose first debut single “The First

Cut Is The Deepest” quickly gave her
a Top Twenty chart entry. The Srnall

Faces have not joined Immediate
although established as a top group
in Britain they have yet to achieve
international success overseas. Imme-
diate’s plan is to launch the group not

only in this country but throughout
the world. Immediate have acquired
the rights to the Beach Boys’ music
for publication in this country, and
enjoyed a considerable success with
“Good Vibrations.” Immediate, to-

gether with Mike Hurst and Chris
Brough have a company “Smash”
with Mike Hurst in charge of the

production side, and Smash Music
Ltd, which publishes the work of new
writers. Immediate Productions main-
tains an open door policy towards in-

dependent producers, ensuring that

each record is treated individually.

Track

One of the major breakthroughs of

the year came with the launching of

Track records headed by Kit Lambert
and Chris Stamp, who discovered The
Who in 1964 and who have since be-

come regular chart entrants. Track
came into being in March this year,

and their first single “Hey Joe” by
Jimi Hendrix was rush released on
Polydor and paved the way for the

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follow-up “Purple Haze” which was
released on Track and went straight
into the charts, as did “The Wind
Cries Mary” which, together with
“Pictures Of Lily” by The Who, gave
Track three chart entries in one week.
The Hendrix album, “Are You Ex-
perienced” also featured prominently
in the LP charts. Track have set up
an office in New York for the promo-
tion of their artists, and will continue
their policy of concentrating on few
releases in order to get maximum ex-
ploitation and sales. In future, they
aim to set up a European jazz label

to be headed by Pete Townsend.
Ember Records have stepped up

their activity in the singles field. The
company has established Tommy
Drennan and The Monarchs on the
charts, and had good selling singles
by James Brown, Charles Aznavour,
and also launched top model Twiggy
worldwide on records. The Company
had a very successful year in the
U.S.A. under their deal with Capitol
which saw three best selling albums
with sales running close to half a
million units by Chad & Jeremy, and
John Barry & His Orchestra, the
winner of the 1967 Academy Award
for “Born Free.”
A concentrated effort has been

made by Ember to bring them closer
to their overseas distributors, and
over 90% of all products released
have been licensed in overseas ter-
ritories where they are particularly
strong. Every European licensee was
visited at least twice during the year.
Ember launched their LP Playhouse

presentations with an original re-
cording of The Critic, bringing to-
gether Noel Coward, Mel Ferrar and
Barbara Jefford, and licensed this to
American Decca. They increased their
share of the market with the “Famous
Artists” Budget series which now
total 50 LPs at 10/-d each.

Major Minor
For Philip Solomon’s Group of

Companies, the event of the year has
been the launching in November 1966
of the indie “Major Minor” record
company, distributed by Selecta and
six other independent distributors.
The label’s first major hit came in
March of this year with “The Seven
Drunken Nights” by The Dubliners.
The LP “A Drop Of The Hard Stuff”
also made the charts. Pat Campbell
(formerly with RCA and Decca)
joined Major Minor in March as Man-
aging Director. In April, Solomons
further strengthened his copyright de-
partment, now in charge of Margaret
Brace (formerly with Ember). An-
other new member of staff is Ron
Algar (ex Assistant Dick Rowe, Dec-
ca’s A & R Department) and now
Personal Assistant to Philip Solo-
mon. Solomon completed a deal with
CBS to distribute Major Minor in the
United States, on Epic. His affiliation
with Decca in certain territories in-
cluding Australia, New Zealand,
Belgium etc. continues. New signings
for Major Minor include Peter Lawlor
(to be released in United States by
London) and singer-composer David
McWilliams. Solomon emphasizes that
although future plans call for an
output of folk and country and west-
ern, all tastes will be catered for
despite the success of The Dubliners.
A good promotional outlet for Major
Minor results from Solomon’s link
with Radio Caroline. British group
The Bachelors, managed by Solomon,
maintained their chart status during
the year and in September 1966 won
a Silver Disk for their quarter million
selling album “The Bachelors’ 16
Great Songs.”

Planet

It can be said that Shel Talmy of
Planet Records is one of Britain’s
most prolific independent producers
and during the year he has continued
his onslaught in the British charts
with more hits by The Kinks “Dead
End Street,” “Sunny Afternoon” and
their current smash “Waterloo Sun-
set.” He took Manfred Mann into the
charts with “Just Like A Woman”

and “Semi Detached Suburban Mr.
James” and was responsible for The
Easybeats first major British hit “Fri-
day On My Mind” which also achieved
international success and notched up
another million seller for Talmy. In
his five year career as an independent
producer Talmy has acquired 10 Gold
Singles and 1 Gold L.P., 11 Silver
Singles and 2 Silver L.Ps and has
sold over 33 million records. All the
above mentioned singles were released
on major labels and the first success
for his own Planet label came with
“Painter Man” and “Make Time” by
The Creation—a group which also

proved very popular in Germany. In
the film sphere Talmy is busy work-
ing on Thom Keyes book “All Night
Stand” which starts shooting in the
autumn.

Pickwick Int’l

Pickwick International achieved
their expected increase in sales. The
company turnover was substantiated
in common with its parent company
in the States which has resulted in a
record year for the group. Some indi-

cation of this increase can be gauged
by the fact that recent shares in the
American parent company rose on
the American stock exchange by 40
per cent. For Pickwick International
in Great Britain the year has seen
an increase in retail distribution out-
lets of some 450-500 over a year ago
mostly in supermarket and other non-
record type outlets throughout the
country. Pickwick negotiated a dis-

tribution arrangement in Scotland
with Clyde factors resulting in the
Allegro product being carried by al-

most every regular record dealer in

Scotland. Allegro is now sold in more
than 500 outlets in Scotland including
general stores and supermarkets and
it has proven in the last year to be a
very successful operation. The Allegro
catalogue has increased by a further
50 titles. The highly successful “Alf
Garnet Sings Songs Of World War
One” L.P. has given the company an
entre into many regular record out-

lets which had not previously stocked
budget line records and many of
them are now taking the entire range.
Six weeks after the release of the Alf
Garnet record additional distribution
was gained by CBS in London who
pressed the album for Pickwick and
distributed it via their own sales

force. The past twelve months has
seen an increase of over 20 per cent
in Pickwick’s export business. Long
term contracts for distribution have
been made in many countries, per-
haps the most important of all in

Australia with Basic Books Ltd.

Emerald
Across the Irish sea in Belfast

Northern Ireland, Emerald Records
have gone from strength to strength,
particularly late in 1966 and early
1967. They have licensed the Tradition
catalogue of America which includes
L.Ps of The Clancy Brothers and
Tommy Makem and already four rec-

ords have been issued from this cata-
logue. Emerald’s own production of
L.Ps includes new records by Bridie
Gallagher, James Young, The Go
Lucky Four, Erin Go Brass and
Frankie McBride. All their L.Ps are
proving to be large sellers through-
out the British Isles and in overseas
territories as well. Festival Records
of Australia have licensed quite a lot

of Emerald’s catalogue and currently
three American major record com-
panies are negotiating for the rights
of this label for the United States
and Canada.

Melodise

Melodise, Britain’s No. 1 Bluebeat
and R & B company have had a very
successful year. Their big hit came
with “A1 Capone” by Prince Buster
which sold almost a quarter million
copies and proved a worthy follow-
up to his previous best seller “The
Ten Commandments of Man.” Prince
Buster came to Britain during the
year for a six-week tour. EMI is re-

leasing the single in Belgium, Hol-
land, France and Sweden. Prince Bus-
ter’s latest single is “Cincinatti Kid”
and all his material is published by

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Melodise Music. In addition Emil
Shalit, Managing Director of Melo-
dise is Prince Buster’s manager for
all territories. Melodisc’s newest label
Stardust, specialising in Irish ma-
terial, was launched in May this year.
Shalit reports that for Melodise the
year 1966/67 has been one of the best
the company has ever experienced
mainly due to Prince Buster’s re-
leases.

For King and R&B Records the
year has seen the setting up of King
Records (Ireland) Ltd. headed by
Larry Cunningham and the signing
of Irish artistes; The Royal Water-
ford Showband, Nita Lorry and folk
group The Dragoons. Mr. King visited
Jamaica during the year seeking
masters and catalogues to build up
the Ska Beat label. King Records has
entered into an agreement to have all

its material to be distributed through-
out Europe on the Polygram label but
in the U.K. they remain entirely in-

dependent.

Marquis

Joe Roncoroni and Ken Jones of
Marquis Enterprises have further
consolidated their success over the
past twelve months. Artistes recorded
by Marquis include Jonathan King,
The Zombies (now released by CBS)
and a promising new singer Tony
Kingston, whose first release “Mama
Come On Home” on Decca has evoked
great interest in the U.K. and will
soon get U.S. release on the London
label. The company’s American off-

shoot Mainstay Music Inc. recently
concluded a five year deal with the
Peter Walsh Organisation by which
they have the right to all original
songs recorded by The Tremeloes and
other Peter Walsh artistes through-
out the world, excluding Great Bri-
tain and Eire. This includes the flip

side of their “Here Comes My Baby”
smash and two tracks from their first

album.

Contemporary

For Don Arden’s independent Con-
temporary Records the year has been
the most successful in the company’s
five year existence. Much of the credit
lies with Arden himself and his abil-
ity to select his records and artistes
i.e. “All Or Nothing” and “My Mind’s
Eye” by The Small Faces on Decca.
Arden has also formed a new com-
pany “With It” Records for the sole
purpose of launching and building up
new artistes. First signings are The
Rush whose first single “Happy” was
issued on Decca. On the publishing
side Contemporary had a major tri-
umph with “Hi Ho Silver Lining” by
Jeff Beck and The Attack.

AIR
AIR (London) Ltd., one of Britain’s

major independent production com-
panies under the direction of George
Martin, Ron Richards, John Burgess
and Peter Sullivan, this year has
furthered its reputation in both the
U.K. and overseas markets. In addi-
tion to recording such talent as The
Beatles, David and Jonathan, Tom
Jones, The Hollies, Peter and Gordon,
Cilia Black and Matt Monro (U.K.
only) the year has been the addition
of Englebert Humperdinck whose lat-
est single “There Goes My Every-
thing” was produced by Peter Sulli-
van. Kathy Kirby and Spencer Davis
are now also signed to AIR for re-
cording. The year culminated in The
Beatles latest smash album “Sgt. Pep-
per’s Lonely Hearts Club Band” which
was, of course, produced by George
Martin.
For Norman Newell it has been

quite a year. After a long association
with EMI he set up his own inde-
pendent production company and his
first recordings were with Italian
singer Rita Pavone. He scored a dou-
ble triumph by getting her into the
British charts with “Heart” and “You
Only You” thus establishing himself
on the independent scene. He was
also responsible for Topol’s chart
success with “If I Were A Rich Man”
from “Fiddler On The Roof” and
also produced the CBS London Cast

album which is now a consistent al-

bum charter. At the time of writing
Newell is busy working on lyrics to

songs by Belgian singer Adamo whom
he records in Britain as well as Ger-
many’s Roy Black and Udo Jurgens
of Austria. During the year he re-

corded an album in Paris with Franck
Pourcell. Norman Newell is repre-
sented in America by George Greif
who is also setting up a publishing
company on Newell’s behalf.
For Micky Most and Rak Records

it has been a most productive year
in which Herman’s Hermits recording
of “There’s A Kind Of Hush” sold a
million copies and won a Gold Disk
(the 22nd Golden Disk awarded to
a Micky Most production). His first

recording with Lulu “The Boat That
I Row” achieved immediate chart
success as did Donovan with “Sun-
shine Superman,” “Mellow Yellow”
and “Epistle To Dippy” and Jeff
Beck’s “Hi Ho Silver Lining.” During
the year Most completed the sound-
track for Herman’s film “Mrs. Brown
You’ve Got A Lovely Daughter” and
produced new albums for The Yard-
birds and Donovan. Most commutes
between London and New York regu-
larly acquiring material for his art-
istes.

Independent record producer/ar-
ranger/composer Charles Blackwell
has, over the past four years, built
himself a reputation in the U.K. for
writing and producing top chart ma-
terial. Success first came to him with
John Leyton’s recording of “Johnny
Remember Me” which he arranged
and produced and Mike Same’s
“Come Outside” which he composed
and produced. Both hit the No. 1 slot.

More recently his successes have in-

cluded “Hold Me” and “Together”
two big hits for P.J. Proby and very
recently the Englebert Humperdinck
single “Release Me” which he pro-
duced and arranged. Blackwell has
also been responsible for producing
all British hits of French recording
star Francoise Hardy including “All
Over the World.”
For New Breed Productions formed

barely 12 months ago and headed by
Denny Cordell the year under review
has been more than a little exciting.
They produced one of the first record-
ings for the new Deram label with
new singer Beverley and The Pyra-
mid but really came to the forefront
with The Move’s waxing of “Night
Of Fear” which led to their recent
smash “I Can Hear The Grass Grow.”
Their latest triumph is Procul Har-
um’s “A Whiter Shade Of Pale” which
achieved international status within
three weeks of release. It is expected
to top a million in the very near fu-
ture giving Deram their first Gold
Disk.

Orlake Ltd., Britain’s No. 1 inde-
pendent processing and pressing plant
has, during the past twelve months,
implemented 22 new presses thus vir-

tually doubling its production capac-
ity. If necessary Orlake provides a
24-hour round-the-clock-service in-

cluding shipping and delivery. Mr.
Clark, Managing Director of Orlake
feels that with the infiltration of more
American labels operating in Britain
in the coming months his pressing
capacity will be fully utilised. The
Orlake plant situated at Dagenham
in Essex is just 30 minutes from the
center of London. Additional facilities

carried out by Orlake include produc-
tion of labels, sleeves, catalogues and
promotional material.

Publishers

From record manufacturers to mu-
sic publishers for whom it has been
another very good year. British song-
writers and artistes have maintained
their hold both in the United King-

increased their precentage of entries
into the American Top 100 (58 British
copyrights entered the American
charts in 1965-66 and 65 in 1966-67).
They have also increased their hold
on the European charts via a number
of British spawned international hits

notably “Winchester Cathedral” by
The New Vaudeville Band published
by Southern Music and “Puppet On A
String” by Sandie Shaw published by
K.P.M. Sheet music sales have main-
tained a steady level during the year
and it is still possible for a really big
hit to sell up to 50,000 copies. All in

all the year has been a healthy one
for the occupants of Tin Pan Alley
which along with Carnaby Street is a
‘must’ for visitors to ‘Swinging Lon-
don’.

Beatles

“It’s All Happening” continues to
be the theme for Britain’s ace pub-
lisher Dick James and his group of
associated companies. The year has
brought further expansion and con-
tinuing success for all the companies.
Underlying the success of Northern
Songs, The Beatles publishing com-
pany, is the fact that on the London
stock exchange shares are standing
considerably higher than at this time
last year. Approximately 20 songs by
John Lennon and Paul McCartney to-
gether with George Harrison have
been added to the catalogue. With
the purchase of the Dave Toff cata-
logue earlier this year something like
400 titles were incorporated into the
Northern catalogue. The success of
the Beatles album “Revolver” all over
the world brought forth innumerable
cover recordings and resulted in
world wide chart singles such as
“Yellow Submarine” and “Eleanor
Rigby”—both Ivor Novello Award
Winners as top selling singles of the
year. Another Ivor Novello Award
came for “Michele” for “The Most
Performed Work of the Year.”

“Penny Lane” and “Strawberry
Fields” reaped two more hits for the
group’s fantastic crop of world wide
hits. More recently The Beatles latest

L.P. “Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely Hearts
Club Band” has been hailed as an-
other outstanding contribution to the
record and publishing markets of the
world and is already getting a multi-
tude of cover recordings. Paul Mc-
Cartney added his personal contribu-
tion to the profits of Northern Songs
via his memorable and outstanding
background score for The Boulting
Brothers film “The Family Way” ar-

ranged and orchestrated by the
group’s A & R Manager George Mar-
tin. Lennon, McCartney and Harrison
continued their writing activities

after they had met the requirements
of the Sg-t. Pepper L.P. by composing
and recording with The Beatles sev-
eral original songs which are to be
used in a full length colour cartoon
entitled “Yellow Submarine” pro-
duced by A1 Brodax for King Fea-
tures now in production and sched-
uled for screening in 1968. This pro-
duction will also incorporate many of
the earlier Northern Song hits. Other
expanding and interesting activities

include the development of Maribus
Music as an associate group of com-
panies which includes Gralto Music
Ltd. in association with Graham
Nash, Alan Clarke and Tony Hicks,
the writing team of The Hollies who,
with the enthusiasm and encourage-
ment of Dick James, has progTessed
from writing “B” sides and occasional
album tracks to all songs for The
Hollies resulting in world hits such
as “Stop Stop Stop” and “On A Car-
ousel.” Gralto Music have signed
several talented writers who are now
being developed. The most recent ad-
dition to the Maribus group of com-
panies is the incorporation of Spencer
Davis Music. On the record side with
Page One firmly established Dick
James has set up This Record Com-
pany Ltd. under the management of
Stephen James and Denis Berger. In

the last few months recordings have
been made by The Living Daylights

—

a group already enjoying sales suc-
cess in the U.S. where they are re-
leased on Kama Sutra’s Buddah label.

Finally, Dick James has built a re-
cording studio within his suite of of-
fices and has developed and expanded
world representation of recordings
created by Page One and This.

Southern

For Southern Music it has been an-
other year of pro-British activity
which has been gathering momentum
ever since Bob Kingston became Man-
aging Director seven years ago. Un-
der his aegis Southern has achieved
many world wide hits with British
material recorded by British artistes.

Contract writers include Geoff God-
dard, Carter-Lewis and Geoff
Stephens. The Carter-Lewis team
this year were responsible for “Semi
Detached Suburban Mr. James” by
Manfred Mann and gave Australian
singer Normie Rowe a chart entry
with “Ooh La La” and Peter and Gor-
don “Sunday for Tea.” However, it

fell to Geoff Stephens to give South-
ern its biggest international smash
of the year with the million selling

“Winchester Cathedral” by The New
Vaudeville Band. The number won a
Grammy Award in the U.S. and an
Ivor Novello Award in the U.K. and
was one of the year’s most multi
covered recordings. “Winchester
Cathedral” was followed by “Peek-
A-Boo” and more recently “Finchley
Central.” During the year Southern
also scored heavily with three Dono-
van releases “Epistle to Dippy,”
“Mellow Yellow” and “Sunshine
Superman.” Publishing companies
have also been set up with film pro-
duction companies such as Anglo-
Amalgamated and Monarch Film
Corporation Ltd. for the publishing
of film scores. Southern’s Iver Re-
cording Company with studios in their
Tin Pan Alley building have also

been producing disks for release by
major companies.

FD&H
For Francis Day & Hunter, Robbins

and Feldmans 1966-67 has brought its

rewards consistent with the world
wide success of the Big Three. Top-
ping the year’s hits for F. D. & H.
was undoubtedly “There’s A Kind Of
Hush” by Herman’s Hermits written

by F. D. & H. contract writer Les
Reed in association with Geoff

Stephens. Other Les Reed hits have
included Wayne Fontana’s “24 Syca-
more” and “Tabatha Twitchet” by
Dave Clark Five—both published by
Reed’s own Donna Music company.
Reed also wrote the music with lyrics

by Barry Mason for “A Man Alone”
—a tribute to Sir Francis Chichester
recorded by the Morrisgon Orpheus
Choir on Columbia. During the year
F. D. & H. acquired The Beach Boys
catalogue for continental Europe and
had a major hit with “Good Vibra-
tions” in the Italian charts published
by Edizione Musicale Francis Day.
Another major continental hit for

Francis Day & Hunter was in Ger-
many where their company had the
James Last composition “Games That
Lovers Play.” For Robbins Music the
year under review has been their

best ever as far as pop singles are
concerned. Always strong in the film

theme “Dr. Zhivago” now entering
its second year in London’s West End
has sold over 80,000 soundtrack al-

bums (MGM) and “Lara’s Theme”
has been multi-recorded. The Koppel-
man-Rubin team have provided Rob-
bins with much catalogue material
via The Faithful Virtue and Chardon
publishing companies from which
came The Turtles big international hit

“Happy Together.” They also have
all material from The Lovin’ Spoon-
ful. Contract writer Tim Hardin
penned material for many artistes

and Crispian St. Peters had a big hit

with “Pied Piper.” The Small Faces
“Hey Girl” was a big charter as was
“All Or Nothing.” At the beginning
of the year Young Music Enterprises
was formed and General Manager Ian
Ralfini and Martin Wyatt visited the
States for talks with American
agents. Wyatt is personal represen-
tative in the U.K. for such artistes as

Idea etc. Recently Jamarnie Music
was formed as a subsidiary company
to Young Music Enterprises and
publishes all material from Zoot
Money including “Knick Knack.”
Other hits of the year have included
“Hi-Lili Hi-Lo” by The Alan Price
Set and Bobby Darin’s “If I were A
Carpenter.” For Feldmans it has been
a very successful year with hit sin-

gles by Bob Dylan “Just Like A
Woman” whilst Paul Jones made a
very successful debut as a solo singer
with “High Time.” Georgie Fame hit
with “Because I Love You” and Peter
and Gordon gave the company two
very big international hits with “Lady
Godiva” and “Knight In Rusty
Armour.” Dusty Springfield hit the
big time with “You Don’t Have To
Say You Love Me” and The Yard-
birds scored on both sides of the
Atlantic with “Over Under Sideways
Down.” During the year Feldmans
entered into a contract whereby Dean
Street Music acquired publishing
rights for all Bob Dylan material.
The company’s General Manager Ben
Nisbet visited the U.S. during the
year.

Ardmore & Beechwood
The past year has seen the removal

of Ardmore & Beechwood back to 363
Oxford Street above the HMV record
store. At the end of his second year
as General Manager of Ardmore &
Beechwood Harry Lewis reports that
progress has been up to the expected
standard. In the coming year the
growth of the company both at home
and abroad is scheduled for even
further expansion. EMI now take
their music publishing division very
seriously and it is already taking its
place as a major part of the group’s
world wide organisation. The years
biggest hits have included the estab-

Another company, Law-
rence Wright Entertainments Ltd.,
has also been reactivated, and will
result in stage productions at Black-
pool etc.

Lynn Music, the three and a half

year old company under the direction
of Harold Geller, was voted by Rec-
ord Retailer the 8th Most Successful
Publisher in the United Kingdom for
1966/67. The past twelve months has
seen some major chart entries, nota-
bly by Dave Dee, Dozy, Beaky, Mick
and Tich, including “Ifou Make It
Move” “Hold Tight,” “Hideaway,”
“Bend It,” “Touch Me,” and more re-
cently, “Okay.” Credit for this string
of successes is due to the working
collaboration between Harold Geller
of Lynn Music, and Ken Howard and
Alan Blaikley, Manager and writers
for Dave Dee, Dozy, Beaky, Mick &
Tich. The amazing success of this
combination in Germany, working
with Minerva Music, has produced in
the last twelve months, seven Num-
ber One’s. Lynn Music also had the
film score, “Dalek Invasion Earth” by
Bill McGuffie, and a single by the
same artist entitled “Fugue For
Thought” on Philips.

Shapiro, Bernstein

Cyril Shane of Shapiro Bernstein

has had the best year for the past
four years. Many of the company’s
biggest successes have been English
versions of Italian numbers, picked
up by Shane on his travels abroad.
These include, “Don’t Answer Me”
and “A Fool Am I” both by Cilia
Black, with English lyrics by Bern-
stein’s contract writer Peter Callan-
der, who also penned for another
Italian song entitled “Once There
Was A Time” recorded by Tom Jones.

The
success of these two artists has been
brought about by the assiduous ap-
plication of their interests by the
recently-formed Bron Artists Man-
agement Company, under the direc-
tion of Gerry Bron. Recent acquisi-
tions have been the Australian group
The Easybeats, and the outstanding
comedy group. The Bonzo Dog Doo
Dah Band. The expansion of the
company has caused Bron to consid-
erably rebuild and modernise their
premises. Alongside this has been the
reorganisation of staff to cope with
the company’s diverse activities. One
of the company’s biggest interna-
tional successes of the year has been
with “Ha Ha Said the Clown” by
Manfred Mann. This record was pro-
duced by Gerry Bron & it is the com-
pany’s intention to expand its record
production activities in the future.
Major hits of the past year have

also included “Backstage” by Gene
Pitney, “Lightnin’ Strikes” by Lou
Christie, “You’re A Better Man Than
I” by the Yardbirds, “You Won’t Be
Leaving” by Herman’s Hermits,
“Cold Light Of Day” by Gene Pitney,
and of course “Ha Ha Said The
Clown” by Manfred Mann. The year
has also seen the formation of Mann
Music Publishers Ltd., in association
with Manfred Mann.

Harold Fields

During the year Harold Fields has
further developed and consolidated
the promotion of their instruction
books for use in music colleges
throughout Europe where they are
distributed by Ashley Fields. The
Porter Heaps Hammond Organ Cata-
logue, already a terrific seller in the
United States, is now the accepted
tutor for this instrument in the U.K.
Perry Como is to step-up his record-
ing activities, which will benefit his
publishing company Roncom Music
Ltd., handled in this country by Har-
old Fields.
For Leeds Music, the year under

review started well with “Strangers
In The Night,” followed by a reces-
sion until “This Is My Song” gave
them a double success with versions
by Petula Clarg and Harry Secombe.
Paul Jones’s solo disk “I’ve Been A
Bad Bad Boy” notched up good sales,
and more recently Petula Clark gave
the Welbeck catalogue a boost with
her “Don’t Sleep In The Subway”
single.

The year has seen a consolidation
of the tie-up between Leeds Music
and Universal Pictures, giving them
the film scores of such box office suc-
cesses as “Deadlier Than The Male,”
“Privilege,” “A Man And a Woman,”
“Countess From Hong Kong” and
“The Jokers.”

Ambassador
“A Taste Of Honey” still continues

to be a good source of revenue for
Ambassador Music, and during the
year Tom Jones, Peter & Gordon,
Vince Hill and Anita Harris covered

the number, bringing the total num-
ber of recordings to 500.

French singing star Mireille

Mathieu waxed “Rusty Bells” which
was also included on her album. Am-
bassador Music acquired the John
Lee Hooker catalogue and will be
publishing all future Hooker mate-
rial.

The new Tarzan TV series gave
Ambassador “Tarzan March” with
six recordings, including the latest

one on Columbia by Acker Bilk,

which promises to be an international

success. Indie producer Drew Harvey
entered into a publishing agreement
with parent company Gil Music, and
Harvey Block Gil Music was formed.
George Pincus paid several of his

periodical visits to Britain.

Loma
Lorna Music continued to profit

from “Someday-Oneday” by The
Seekers and “Sounds of Silence” by
The Bachelors. Unhappily the Simon
& Garfunkel composition “59th Street
Bridge Song” by Harpers Bizarre, a
hit in America, failed to take off in

this country. During the year, Lorna
acquired the rights to the Joey
Brooks catalogue (writer of the
Walker Brothers’ hit “My Ship Is

Coming In”). Lorna’s General Mana-
ger Alan Paramour expects consid-
erable success with this material in

the coming months. Lorna’s independ-
ent record production activities have
resulted in an album called “Subur-
ban Serenades” by a new artist. Par-
tridge Green Esq., released by CBS.
Green is contracted to Lorna as a
writer and an artist. Lorna also has
the publishing rights to the score by
Loe Hoyer for the Danish film “Sev-
enteen,” the sound track album issued
in this country on Columbia.

Fanfare

Fred Jackson’s Fanfare Music has
been very successful with indie pro-
ductions, mainly via “Freeloader” by
the Pussyfoot, which become an in-

ternational success and has been re-

leased world wide.
Jackson also started up new com-

panies in various overseas territories,

one of the most successful being Edi-
tions Fanfare in Stuttgart, Germany.
The company had three big hits, “Ha
Ha Said The Clown” by Manfred
Mann, “Here Comes My Baby” by
The Tremeloes, and “Western Union”
by The Searchers. Fanfare in Eng-
land also had a good seller with Tony
Osborne’s “Blue Bolero” which now
has 25 covers, including versions in

Turkish and Japanese. During the
year, Fred Jackson made a very suc-
cessful tour of the United States and
Canada. The company also had a
Canadian hit with “His Girl” by The
Guess Who.

Aaron Schroeder

Since setting up his British opera-
tion, American publisher Aaron
Schroeder has achieved international
success with his contract writer
Randy Newman via such compositions
as “My Ship Is Coming In” by The
Walker Brothers, Gene Pitney’s
“Nobody Needs Your Love” and
“Simon Smith and His Amazing
Dancing Bear” by The Alan Price
Set. Price’s new single is also a
Randy composition “The Biggest
Night Of Her Life” released on
Decca. Aaron Schroeder also has a
world wide representative deal with
Jimi Hendrix and has had major suc-
cesses with “Purple Haze” and “The
Wind Cries Mary.”

Cavendish & La Fleur

For Cavendish & La Fleur it has
been another year of success with
their vast catalogue of standard ever-
greens, and the company’s revenue
continues to be largely derived from
broadcast material. However, during
the year subsidiary company, Boosey
& Hawkes, have had a CBS single re-

lease of “Danny Boy” by C/W singer
Ray Price, which figured in the
United States’ C/W charts for several
weeks.

with good sales on some French prod-

I ports on foreign material.
A breakdown on top 10 product ac-

i cording to label is also included in
' this section and shows an amazing
breakthrough especially for Vogue
with its strong single repertoire from
the U.S. and England. LP sales are
still mainly concentrated on the big
four with Philips, Teldec, Electrola
and Polydor accounting for well over
80% of total LP business. Ariola is

also very strong in the LP field with
their strong classical label Eurodisc
and artists Rudolf Schock, operetta
king of Germany and Peter Alexander
leading the way for the label’s strong
LP representation.
A strong tendency has also been

shown in the last 12 months to inde-
pendent production and even indie
labels handled by major distributors
here.

This is especially in the singles
field. Strongest of the indies is Hansa
Records owned by Peter Meisel and

distributed by Ariola who not only
have strong local artists but have also
been successful in buying masters
from top foreign artists such as The
Hollies and The Troggs. Germany has
also developed strong export artists

lead off by Bert Kaempfert and closely
followed by The Ofarims, Udo Jurgens,
Horst Jankowski and James Last with
tunes written by Mr. Kaempfert also
finding a strong place in the U.S. hit

parade. James Last also contributed
“Games That Lovers Play” to the
charts.
The main problem that has faced

the singles business for German pro-
ductions has been the fact that the
A&R men have been unable to develop
local artists and the writers have
been unable to come up with original
material of the type that has domi-
nated the charts in England and the
U.S. The two top beat bands selling

records here both record in the Eng-
lish language and even some pop
artists have turned to recording in

English from this market and for this

market. Main examples here are The
Lords from Electrola The Rattles
from Philips and Andy Fisher from
Vogue. Top selling single artist is

now Polydor’s Roy Black who has
never failed to top the charts wdth
his singles in the past year and also

won the Bravo Magazine and Radio
Luxemburg award as the most popu-
lar artist in Germany. Dave Dee,
Beaky, Dozy, Mick and Tich have also

done tremendously well for Philips
and even took first place in popularity
polls ahead of The Beatles who con-
tinue to have a tremendous turnover
here along with the Rolling Stones.
A major battle between the record

industry and the broadcasting indus-
try in Germany lead to a complete

stop for several months of airplay of

record product and resulted in lower

record sales. The fight which has been

settled was basically over royalties
that broadcasting stations should pay
for artists and musicians for the use
of their talents through recordings.
The fight started exactly one year ago
and lasted until the end of 1966. As
of January, records were once again
aired and record sales on the singles
level picked up but the results of the
fight which left the listeners depen-
dent on foreign radio stations, AFN
(Armed Forces Radio) BFN (British
Forces Network) and Radio Luxem-

burg lead to a tremendous popularity
for foreign product which has not
diminished to this day. On July 1st
last year, of the 16 records listed in

the 2 top ten lists, 8 of the records
were German language and 8 were of
U.S.-English origin and on June 9th
of this year again 16 records were
listed and 9 were of German origin
with 7 being U.S.-English product.
The German pop music festival ac-

counted for two records moving well
over 100,000 with the Roy Black disc

(3rd place) accounting for over %

million sales and the winning entry
from Wencke Myhre doing over 100,-

000 and secondplace tune from Elisa
Gabbai selling over 50,000. About a
million records were sold of festival

songs. This year, the festival was
cancelled accounting for a drop in

German product as well. Next year,
the festival will be held once again.
GEMA, the German collection

agency came up with the whopping-
sum of 127 million German marks
income last year which was an in-

crease of 11.7% over the year before.
The development of German com-
posers and authors income can be
seen in 10 year jumps as in 1953

GEMA took in about 6 million marks.
In 1943 the sum jumped to 14.5 mil-
lion marks, in 1953 the sum was 27
million marks and in 1963 the GEMA
income was 105.8 million. A profitable

business for the writers of German
music.
A very popular and profitable new

concept in the classical LP field has
been the special subscription offers of

major firms on major classical record-
ings. The subscriptions start usually
about a month or two before release of

the product and end about 5 to 6

months later with lower prices offered

to subscribers. This service is espe-

artists now do the discoteque circuit
either appearing with a band or even
with tapes or acetates of their tracks
which they use for their show. Ger-
man radio and TV continue to ignore
teen-oriented tastes and broadcast a
minimum of straight pop shows. The
only beat shows in Germany on TV
are monthly and there are only 3 of
these which also feature fashion and
other aspects of teen life and are
limited to Saturday afternoon broad-
casts. The two radio stations broad-
casting german pops are Radio Lux-
emburg and Radio Saarbrucken which
have the bulk of the day taken up by
pop pi’Ogramming while the other
German stations do very little for
their pop fans. Exposure is a major
problem in Germany these days.
An interesting development of the

last year wa-s a strong tie between the
major magazines in Germany and the
record industry. About 10 major mag-
azines arranged with local record
firms to have a joint label with the
magazine pushing the product and the
record companies selling over normal
distribution channels.

Record manufacturers moved more
and more into the publishing field in
the last year with Philips closely tied
to the Capriccio Musikverlag, Polydor
bought the Aberbach organization,
Electrola is represented b^y Edition
Accord, Metronome has their Metorion
Music handled by Alfred Sehacht
Vogue has Belmont Music, CBS has
their April Music and only Teldec,
Ariola and Hansa is of course tied
with Intro Music. Almost all major
A&R men also have publishing ties
and radio Luxemburg also has their
own publishing outlet handled by
Peter MeiseL"
The first publicity" outfit opened

their doors in Gerihany this year.
Larry Yaskiel joined forces with
Robert Stigw'ood who is tied with
Brian Epstein to open the Stigwood-
Yaskiel Ent. with the firm heavily
loaded with british product. The firm
also now has ties with Polydor and
Philips for many changes took place
on the executive level in the record
business this past year. At philips.
Director Hans Schrade left the firm
to take over the D.G.G. in Mexico with
Hans Nitschke moving in as new di-

rector. C. TH. Metaxas left D.G.G.
Mexico to go to Philips as market-
ing director in Germany. Production
chief of Polydor Gunter Ilgner and
Electrola producer Heinz Gietz left
their firms to form thir own Coronet
Record label with distribution handled
by Electrola.

Dieter Weindenfeld took over as
production chief of Electrola from his
D.J. post at radio Luxemburg but left
a few months later to go to Edition
Montana with Hans Beierlein. Erich
Offierowski then took over the post at
Electrola. Nils Nobach returned to
Electrola as A&R man. A report of
the record firms showed that 74 rec-
ords have reached the % million sales
mark from 1945-1966 and 36 LP’s
reached the 100,000 mark. Only 15 of
the single records were foreign discs
and 10 of the singles were instrumen-
tals. Leading the list was Freddy
Quinn of Polydor with 9 singles and
3 LP’s. LP wise, 9 classical records
made the LP 100,000 list and My
Fair Lady in the original German
cast version did over V2 million LP
sales with the German film soundtrack
on CBS racking up another 100,000
sales. 8 foreign LP’s made the magic
circle.

The German record industry came
together in a new public relations
capacity with the 7 major firms join-
ing forces. The organization will
sponsor the first Grand Gala du Dis-
que in Berlin for the Radio-TV fair
and have put together the first color
TV show to be shown in Germany.
The group will also sponsor a pop
music festival next year. In addition,
the record industry now has their own
trade paper having taken over the
old “Music” and making a new maga-
zine called “Schallplatte”. After U.S.
Columbia opened their CBS offices

here. Liberty became the 2nd U.S.

controlled disc operation to open
offices in Germany. Distribution will

be handled by a major label here but
promotion and production will be
done by a special staff. Siegfried Loch
left Philips to take over direction
chores for Liberty.
The major teen paper “Bravo” had

their readers poll and the results
showing male honors going to Poly-
dor’s Roy Black followed by Elec-
trola star Graham Bonney and Ariola
artist Udo Jurgens. Distaff honors
went to Polydor’s Weneke Myhre fol-

lowed by Teldec’s Manuela and Han-
sa’s Marion.
The beat band winner was Dave Dee,
Dozy, Beaky, Mick and Tich with the
Beatles and The Beach Boys following.

Bert Kaempfert became the first

German composer to receive the Holly-
wood journalist award for the best
film song of the year. Of course, the
song was “Strangers in the Night”.
Germany now has three major trade

papers with 2 smaller ones and every
hit parade gives a completely different
picture of the market. The Auto-
matenmarket is the most informative
hit parade as far as juke box plays
are concerned although sales and
radio play are also considered by
the paper. The “Schallplatte” is basic-
ally the official organ of the record
industry and reflects manufacturers
sales to distribs and shops with a
notary public qualifying the results
sales as their major factor in sales
for the hit parade. It seems impos-
sible that a country about % the size
of Texas should have such problems
getting together on a hit list but
that’s how things are here,
GEMA came to an agreement with

the five major tape recorder nianu-
facturers for a stet royalty of a mil-
lion dollars for the use of their mate-
rial on tapes. The manufacturers who
bought the deal now give their cus-
tomers the right to ^pe rqdio broad-
casts and records wliich they did not
legally have before.

Record prices are in danger of ris-

ing in this country due to a 5% tax
increase as the year, reaches the, half
way mark.
The humorous note of the year was

reached as the cou.nty of Bavaria gave
a court decision officially declaring
“beat” music as no music at all! The
tax authorities have said that all

music concerts of any type will not
be subject to entertainment tax but
the ruling by the court means that a

20% from gross tax will be placed
on beat shows. That means that a
major city of Munich will be basically
beat-less until this decision is changed
as promoters cannot afford to book top
foreign acts and pay the tremendous
tax on concert tickets.

A last note on the exposure scene
found that teen oriented magazines
were folding. The only one left is

“Bravo” as Musik Parade closed their
doors and “OK” went into the hands
of “Bravo”. The sales of “Bravo”
were also off 1/3 over the previous
year.

These were the main stories of the
last 12 months concerning the German
music industry. The next 12 should
be just as different and exciting in
this ever changing world of entertain-
ment. Cash Box will be on hand to
give a first hand report on the events
and people that make up the record in-
dustry in this important market

ARGENTINA-
THE MARKET: The past twelve
months marked chan^ng trends that
made rather difficult to establish the
real and the potential size of the
market, since there were alternative
periods of strong and low sales, in
some cases without specific reasons,
although, of course, many explana-
tions were given. In general, it may
be said that the year ’66/’67 was
weaker than the previous one, with a
general slump in April/May ’67, when
sales man 40% below the previous
year marks, but with a reaction ex-
pected for the end of June and early
July.
The exact amount of records sold is

established monthly by the Chamber
of Record Producers; due to a much
criticized decision, these figures are
not published, but it may be supposed
that the monthly sales volume is

about 350 million pesos, or $1 million
at the new exchange rate of 350 pesos
to the dollar. Last year we estimated
the sales volume at $1.2 million a
month; the difference may be due to
the variancy in the exchange rate (at
that time there was an exchange rate
of 189 pesos to a dollar, meaning a
80% devaluation in twelve months)
and the already mentioned sales
slump. Incidentally, some of the com-
panies affiliated with the Chamber of
Record Producers have objected to the
figures produced by this organization,
which creates a confusion that
shouldn’t exist.

Prices of records have also in-
creased, but the current price in dol-
lars is somewhat lower because of the
above mentioned devaluation. There
is no fixed price and there are some
variations between the different
labels, but it could be said that regu-
lar LP’s cost $4.30 (versus $4.95 last
July) and singles $.90 to $.95. There
are several lower priced series, offer-
ing classical and pop music at prices
of less than $2. A change of the
structure of the sales tax has also
taken place, and the discount to the
dealer ranges from 28 to 32%, de-
pending on the form it is calculated.
There are a few “distributors” who
handle the accounts of hundreds of
small dealers, who find it more prac-
tical to buy their records from one
place instead of about twenty record
companies. According to estimations
from the diskeries, the “distributors”
account for about 30 to 40% of the
whole volume, and receive extra dis-
counts from the manufacturers, al-
though lately this practice has been
discontinued by some of the com-
panies, at least partially. During the
past months, an experiment on “rack
jobbing has also taken place, gener-
ating contempt from regular dealers
and manufacturers because of the lo-

cation of the racks. However, it may
be considered that more projects of
this sort will be launched in 67/68,
because of the need of more points of
sale for the industry, suffocated by
the inability of the regular dealers to
sell the production.

This problem leads, of course, to a
trend towards record clubs, but only
CBS has organized such a club up to
now. The other companies have been
studying the possibilities of this way
of sales, but CBS’ Special Products
Division has been the only one to run
it regularly, with reportedly good
results. There are also several pack-
ages available, in a market started
years ago by the Reader’s Digest with
surprisingly good results. Recently
CBS celebrated the sale of its 100,-
000th package of the “Tango And Folk
Music” production, and Phonogram
has been also selling strongly its

“Argentina Sings This Way” set, and
is preparing the second one. As in
other countries, RCA presses the
Reader’s Digest sets, and there is a
new Italian Music package offering
several RCA artists, but there is no
direct relation, saleswise.
A more simple way, widely used by

local company Sicamericana and EMI
affiliate Odeon is the budget priced
series, called “Difusion Musical” and
“Coleccion Musical.” Half royalty
agreements have been made previous-
ly, and the results were so interesting
that other companies have followed
the move, among them CBS with its

“Harmony” label. RCA has its Cam-
den logo and a promotional line under
the main logo, but the difference in

prices is much less important than in

the Sicamericana or Odeon cases,
whose DM and CM LP’s are sold at
50 to 60% of the regular albums’
prices. Phonogram is using a some-
what different policy, offering a two
record set at the price of one regular
LP. Results have been also good in
this case, and further releases were
being planned at presstime.

Another important change that took
place during this period was the sup-
pression of all the exchange restric-
tions that made difficult the remit-
tance of funds to foreign countries.
Under current regulations, royalties
and other financial payments may be
paid freely, although import duties
have been increased for some items.
Previously, all remittances had to be
approved by the Central Bank, which
meant a delay of several months for
most operations.

Regarding the distribution of the
market, about 55% to 60% of the
sales correspond to Buenos Aires and
its outskirts (about 6,500,000 in total
population). Since there are 22,340,-
000 inhabitants in the whole country,
this means a strong sales concentra-
tion in the city of Buenos Aires. Some
of the reasons are lower income in
the provinces, weaker facilities (e.g.

lack of electric power in some rural
parts) and less promotion. This point
will be discussed later, and has been
already commented on in the Argen-
tine column of the May 13, 1967 issue
of Cash Box.

PRODUCTION : Because of the lack
of data it is difficult to establish the
percentage of sales belonging to in-

ternational music and the amount cor-
responding to local production. The
proportion varies for each company,
but the reports received by this repre-
sentative estimated the average at
50-50. Some years ago the proportion
was higher for local music, due to a
local pop and folk bonanza, but more
recently foreign music recovered part
of the field. As in many other mar-
kets, the biggest problem is caused
by the limited means of promotion
and the excess of releases, which
means that many new singles and
LP’s are marketed with little promo-
tion and their sales potential is seri-
ously endangered. The variety of
catalogs represented by most of the
companies ranks second among the
difficulties, and the lack of appropria-
ted talent for executive posts is also
important.
Under a recent realignment, RCA

separated its A&R in classical-folk-
tango, local pop and international pop,
with further divisions from the pro-
motion point of view. Odeon has three
A&R toppers and CBS a sort of A&R
council, while Sicamericana and
Phonogram have one A&R man each,
with cooperation of other people for
classical music releases, which means
little saleswise. Independent produc-
tion is practically nonexistent, but
almost surely in the next months
there will be moves in this field, since
several companies have been study-
ing the legal aspects of the I.P. con-
tracts and the possibilities of this
type of arrangement. It may be fore-
seen that I. P.’s will become popular
in the near future.

In fact, there are producers that
work with their own label (e.g. Fer-
mata, distributed by Odeon, and Mi-
crofon, distributed by RCA), but the
type of contract makes them owners
of practically everything, with the
distributing company limiting its

work to the pressing, sales and ac-
counting phases. There are also some
composers and arrangers working on
royalty bases, but the real indie pro-
ducer, who brings in his own ideas,
is yet to come. Some experiments
made years ago in this field didn’t
give good results, but apparently the
system will be tried again soon.

During the past twelve months sev-
eral new companies started operating,
adding some interesting catalogs to

the market. One of them is BG]\I,

representing several European disk-

eries and managed by the people also

owning one of the pressing outfits,

Milan; however, both companies work
independently. Also in action is the
Belter-Quinto group, owned by tbe
Spanish diskery with the same name
and members of the Cinco Latinos
group. Trova, although founded near-

ly three years ago, expanded its ac-

tivities strongly during this period,

and started recording locally; so did

Fermata, although presenting only

one record, the “14 With Tango
Music,” LP, about which there was
much comment.
Among the bigger companies, there

was the usual label mobility. Follow-
ing an international agreement, CGD
passed from Sicamericana to CBS,
while United Artists, acquired a year
ago, gave top results with “A Man
And A Women.” Sicamericana got
several new labels, among them His-
pavox, for which highly successful
chanter Raphael sings. Also arriving
were Festival of France, Everest
from the States and Italian Durium.
RCA tried Tamla-Motown with good
results, obtaining several good selling

records, while Microfon started
Kama-Sutra, Seeco and Bang. Surco
obtained French Vogue, while Produc-
ciones Fermata started with Valiant
and Ariston.

PROMOTION : There are 16 radio
stations in Buenos Aires and about 30
more in the rest of the country, with
a few FM outlets. Most of the
stations are administered by the State
through a special branch of the Gov-
ernment, but advertising is accepted
by nearly all of them, excepting Radio
Nacional, its affiliated stations, and
two more. There are nine private out-
lets and the commercial stations ad-
ministered by the Government should
be licensed soon. In Buenos Aires
there are five TV channels, and some
fifteen more (all private) operate in

the rest of the country. There is a
project for a color TV channel, which
would also be state-owned. Records
are widely played by all stations, but
the programming idea is applied by
very few of them. It is more usual to

sell the space to advertising agencies
and producers, who afterwards decide
what records they will play. There
are no regulations regarding type of
music to be aired.
Promotion through other means is

scarcely used. Festivals are applied
only to folk music, and some 40 of
them are scheduled yearly; the most
important ones are located in Cosquin,
in the Province of Cordoba, Baradero
and Salta, with tango Festivals in La
Falda and some other cities. There is

also a yearly TV Song Festival spon-
sored by a private company, which
genei’ally results in interesting songs.
Up to now, however, results from the
Festival are far from those obtained
in countries like Italy.

Night life, both in Buenos Aires
and the rest of the country, isn’t so
strong as to help in selling a song or
an act. Most of the night-clubs work
as discotheques, and personal appear-
ances are scarce, although some years
ago they were usual. The lack of good
impresarios and booking agents, and
the complete absence of organizations
devoted to this, are also affecting this
aspect of the trade. During the past
twelve months, there were few good
tie-ins between visiting artists and
record companies, the best of them
being the one arranged by Spanish
artist Raphael and Sicamericana. In
other cases, diskeries worked in a
more or less disconnected way, with
little or no contact with the impres-
ario.

One of the interesting aspects is

the growing export of music to coun-
tries like Japan, Italy, Spain and
most of the Latin America area, and
even the States. Folk artists made
frequent visits to Japan, appearing
also in the States; this was the case
of Atahualpa Yupanqui, Eduardo Falu
and several tango musicians. Record-

i

ings m.ade here by Malvicino were '

released in the States, and waxings
!

by local artists Barbara & Dick, Pa-
lito Ortega and Juan Ramon were

marketed in certain European areas.

Ortega also recorded an album in

Nashville, seeking the peculiar sound
obtained in that city, and Uruguayan
group Los Iracundos waxed an Lp in

Italy.

Aiter a long-lasting crisis, the local

cinema industry entered the scene as
another strong promotion means.
Palito Ortega, Leo Dan and Juan
Ramon ranked best among the screen
stars, and Dan’s latest production,
“La Muchachada de a Bordo”, gave
bright boxoffice results. In June ’67

Palito Ortega was shooting a film in

Spain, with cinemactress Ricio Dur-
cal, while Juan Ramon was in Chile

finishing “Bye, Love” with TV starlet

Erika Wallner and several local

artists.

Most important of all are the
musical programs on TV, with “Car-
rousel” (TV 13), “El Special” (TV 9)
and “Comienza el Show” (TV 11) the
most important ones. In April TV 11
started its daily program, “Tele-
musica”, emceed by Chilean deejay
Raul Matas, presenting new songs in

a tie with radio program “Disco-
mania”, aired also daily by Radio
Splendid. A good song on TV may
mean strong sales, but the best re-

sults were achieved years ago when
Monday sales were directly connected
with weekend program “Club del
Clan”. This effect hasn’t been re-
peated-yet.

ARTISTS: Few new artists have
appeared this year: Palito Ortega,
Juan Ramon and Yaco Monti are still

at the top, with Barbara & Dick, a
duet, following them. In general,
there has been a decrease in the popu-
larity of local talent, Palito Ortega
(who started singing in 1962) being
a very special case. Among tango mu-
sic orksters, the names of Juan
D’Arienzo (since 1935), Anibal Troilo,
Atilio Stampone, Horacio Salgan and
Leopoldo Federico are still tops; mod-
ern tango directors Astor Piazzolla
and Osvaldo Piro also have good
prestige. Among the singers Edmundo
Rivero and Nestor Fabian have the
highest ratings, folk singers Atahual-
pa Yupanqui, Eduardo Falu, and
Jorge Cafrune, and folk groups Los
Chachaleros, Los Fronterizos, Los De
Salta and Los Huanca Hua are also
very popular, with newcomers Miguel
Saravia, Mercedes Sosa and Ramon
Navarro gaining force. Female stars
include Ramona Galarza, Ginette
Acevedo and Marian Farias Gomez,
all in the folk field.

There were several important visi-

tors during these twelve months, with
French star Gilbert Becaud, vocal
group the Swingle Singers, Italian
lark Milva, Puerto Rican Jose Felici-

ano, French teen idol Johnny Hally-
day and Sacha Distel being the top
attractions.

Sales figures remained conserva-
tive, although several records passed
the 100,000 mark, and albums the 50,-

000 level. A good hit single sells

about 30,000 and 10,000 is a good fig-

ure for an album. Vocal records
gained force, although one of the big-
gest hits (“Un Homme Et Une
F'emme”) was instrumental. The Bea-
tles kept selling, but overall results
were affected by their small output
during this period. The Rolling
Stones, the Monkees and more re-
cently Herman’s Hermits took their
place. Tropical music, represented by
the Wawanco group (“La Banda
Borracha”), The Cuarteto Imperial
and Los Cinco del Ritmo, also had a
good share of the market.

PUBLISHERS: It has been a hard

[

year for the publishers, due mainly

i to the delay in payments by the only

;

collecting society, SADIAC. At press-

time SADAIC was paying phonom-

j

enal royalties corresponding to the

end of 1965 and first three months
of 1966, and there was no information

about the performance rights. This

meant that many publishers received

practically no revenues during more
than a year, having to pay salaries

and expenses from their own funds.

The fact that the Argentine contracts
allow the publishers only 25% of the
royalties (vs 50% in most of the
countries) and that SADAIC charges
about 60% for administration ex-
penses doesn’t help, either. There are
also difficulties with collecting socie-
ties of other countries, who feel un-
willing to pay until SADAIC sends
them their money from this market.
At presstime it was reported that
elections would take place no sooner
than in six to nine months, and there
were seventeen candidates for the
presidency of the society. The pre-
vailing opinion was that more than
a year will be needed to straighten
out the situation.

This makes it rough on the locally
manufactured article, but the local
product has the advantage of name
talent and they are being given top
promotion and marketing . . . they are
not just being ‘DUMPED’ on the
Australian market.
The low-priced locally manufac-

’• tured disk is also in competition with
' the Record Club operators. Among

these are World Record Club (asso-
dated with the EMI organisation)

;

Australian Record Club which is op-

erated by Australian Record Company
(the only major label in this country

without a low-priced line of albums

on the open market) ;
and the Univer-

sal Record Club which is closely af-

filiated with Festival Records, Uni-

versal offers a broad catalogue of

name talent discs to its subscribers.

There are other Clubs in business

here; but the three mentioned are

considered to be the Big Three in Aus-
tralia.

Pre-recorded Tapes & Cartridges

There is constant activity with all

labels in this territory in the field of

pre-recorded reel-to-reel and_ cart-

ridge tapes. The action in capital ex-

penditure on new plant for duplicat-

ing, manufacturing processes for

blank reels and cartridges, packaging,

etc., is more than sufficient to indicate

that there is a big future in these

taped products.
The big market is still a fair way

off for all pre-recorded taped goods,

but it is obviously destined to become
an important feature of the record

industry of Australia. There are those

people in the trade who believe that

the cassette system will ‘make the

reel-to-reel method obsolete over-

night’. Many doubt that this will be
so, because there are thousands upon
thousands of top-quality domestic
tape recorders in use here that have
years of life left in them.
The economics of tape, which is still

in a relative stage of infancy in com-
parison to disks—especially in rela-

tion to locally duplicated goods—are

such that pre-recorded tapes are be-

ing marketed at prices that are

greater than the identical perform-
ance on stereo disk. The average re-

tail price of 4-track (7" reel) pre-

recorded stereo tapes is around
(Aust) $7.25; as against an average
of around $5.00 for the same music
on a conventional pressing.
However, as the market expands

and the local know-how and experi-

ence in duplicating, packaging, and

For ACTIVE and EFFICIENT NATIONAL

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marketing broadens, it is confidently
expected that tapes will sell at close
to the same price as disks; this is

happening in a couple of instances at
the moment, but the bulk of the pre-
recorded tapes are retailing way
above records.

Cartridge tapes are just coming
into their own in this country, and
there is still a great deal to be done
by the industry to ‘sell’ the cassette
system. It was only a few weeks ago
that EMI made its first release of
Musicassettes, and these were all
fully imported.

Philips is now marketing four dif-
ferent models in cassette playback
units, and they also have a fairly ex-
tensive range of imported Musicass-
ettes on the market . . . Philips are
also running ads in the daily press to
familiarize the public with these prod-
ucts.

So far, there is no local duplicating
being done. However, it is known that
several major companies are presently
tooling-up in preparation for the man-
ufacture of cassette components and
playback units. It seems that Aus-
tralia will almost exclusively adopt
the Philips C.60 cassette system. This
time next year we will have a much
clearer picture on the cartridge prod-
ucts.

One interesting aspect that is

emerging as a result of the increas-
ing activity in tapes is the fact that
it is bringing with it many new re-
tailers apart from the regular record
dealers.
The pattern seems to be that

camera stores in this country almost
invariably sell tape playback units
also (but do not handle disks); and
where a unit is being sold it opens the
way to sell tapes. So we have a situa-
tion where many such stores are now
stocking large ranges of pre-recorded
tapes.

It seems certain that many busi-
nesses now specializing in the mar-
keting and installation of car radios
will offer the same services for
cassette units—this makes them ideal
retailers of Musicassettes.

Rack Sales

Rack-jobbing, in the sense that we
know it in the United States, has been
virtually non-existent in this terri-

tory. Sure, there is plenty of selling
from racks which are in ever-increas-
ing use by retailers, but in such cases
the retailer himself simply fills and
services his own racks.
Whereas in the United States these

functions are all attended to by the
independent rack-jobber who actually
owns the stock until it is sold by the
retailer; and the rack man makes sure
that rack stocks in stores are kept
up-to-date by constantly changing
disks.

There are a couple of organizations
now showing a greater interest in

rack-jobbing then ever before. If

these companies continue to pursue
their initial interest, their first moves
will surely be to the big retail chain-
stores such as Coles, Woolworths, etc.,

and possibly some of the more pro-
gressive super-market and grocery
chain groups.
There is a huge potential for rack-

jobbing in these stores if only con-
sumer interest can be tempted. Cash
Box believes there is nothing surer
than that rack-jobbing will become an
essential part of the record industry
of Australia during the immediate fu-
ture years. This may not be to the
liking of the regular manufacturer/
distributor/retailer set-up; but if the
rack man cannot get supplies of lo-

cally pressed disks he won’t hesitate
to start importing low-priced brands

and eventually undersell the local

product.

Local Disks And Talent

Whilst quite a number of locally

produced records and artists have

scored pretty well since this time last

year; there is little doubt that the

local business has lost a great deal of

the excitement it had always gen-

erated in past years.

Perhaps this is a sign that the Aus-

tralian record business is coming-of-

age, and that this maturity brings

with it a more studied and sober ap-
praisal of the scene ... in other words
they are now taking the local indus-
try for granted.

However, it is just great to see that
at long last more and more Austral-
ian pop artists are being accepted and
appreciated on an international scale
. . . this is something that has only
happened in the last few years to
Australia . . . even then it didn’t hap-
pen often. One of the first to break-
through to the big-time was Frank
Ifield, who is now a ‘name’ artist any-
where in the world. Then comes Rolf
Harris, a fine Australian talent who
is now one of the big stars of English
television today.

There is no doubt that our most
successful pop export is The Seekers;
who have achieved more than anyone
else in proving to the world that Aus-
tralia possesses some excellent natu-
ral talent. The Seekers must definitely
rate in the best and most successful
top five recording acts in the business.
Their personal triumphs during their
last visit home (a couple of months
ago) had to be seen and heard to be
believed. It is generally agreed in Aus-
tralia that there is still plenty of un-
tapped talent in The Seekers that is

sure to come to the fore when they
are given an opportunity in films.
One of the hottest domestic proper-

ties of all time in Australia is a
young man by name of Normie Rowe.
He built a personal following with
teenagers in this country that was
akin to the early swooning days of
the great Sinatra.

Unfortunately, Normie Rowe hasn’t
been able to emulate his Australian
feats in England, where (apart from
a brief visit home) he has been for
something like the past twelve
months.
However, this type of ‘run-of-outs’

that is handicapping Normie has been
overcome by plenty of other artists
in the past . . . and we believe that
Normie will do likewise.

Local girl Lana Cantrell continues
to score well in the United States,
especially in the realm of clubs and
television. We have always admired
Lana’s talent going way back to the
early days when she was first appear-
ing on “Bandstand” with her “re-
freshingly different” performances.
Lana hasn’t as yet hit the top in the
disk stakes . . . but with talent such
as hers it’s only a matter of time.
The Easybeats left this country

less than one year ago following a
whole series of national smash singles
in Australia. Today The Easybeats
are one of the brightest disk-attrac-

tions in the business, thanks to their

smash, “Friday On My Mind.” The
five-piece group was back here re-

cently for a lightning concert-tour
which was a riotous success. The
multi-talented Easybeats (they write
the majority of the material they re-

cord) are heading towards even big-
ger things than “Friday On My Mind”
during the years ahead.
Another Australian outfit obviously

creating a terrific impression overseas
are The Bee Gees, who are now in the
management hands of Brian Epstein,
They are on their way to world star-

dom with “New York Mining Dis-
aster 1941,” and are getting action on
the Continent with “Spicks And
Specks,” which was a giant national
hit for the boys in Australia before
they left for greener pastures^ over-
seas. There is plenty of talent in The
Bee Gees, they are wonderful com-

posers in addition to their performing

ability.

Despite this drain on some of the

best and most exciting talent from

Australia, we still have many acts of

good potential . . . some of whom are

on the brink of hig things.

In the solo field, young artists like

Cheryl Gray, Johnny Young (heading

for England soon), Lynne Randell

(currently on an overseas trip); Rob-

bie Snowden, Sandy Scott, Grantley

Dee, Bev Harrell, Ronnie Burns, etc.,

are all making consistent headway in

the domestic market, and with a little

luck this success could spill-over to

embrace overseas markets also. In the

group field there are young acts who
have the ability to win international

(Continued from preceding page)
fame; The Twilights, The Groop, The
Loved Ones, The Masters Appren-
tices, The Ciherokees, The Vibrants,
etc.

Publishing

There have been few changes or
trends as a result of the years trad-
ing in the publishing wing of the
music industry of Australia. Most of
the top hit songs during the past year
have been of either English or Ameri-
can origin; and sub-publishing rights
to them for this territory have gen-
erally been assigned to one of the
old-established music publishers in
this country.

It is encouraging to report that
music publishers in general; and in
particular those that are wholly-
owned and operated in Australia; are
showing a much keener desire to pub-
lish and promote sheet copies on lo-

cal pop compositions.
Full credit must go to the publisher

who has the foresight and initiative
to do this. Because, whilst the imme-
diate results from Australian compo-
sitions may be small; looking at it on
a long-term basis those who help the
Australian publishing business to get
on its feet and stand with the rest of
the world, must benefit from helping
our writers develop to the stage

where they can compete with the best
of the recognized international writers.
For some reason or other very few

songs of Australian origin have been
given the chance to score on a world-
wide level. We believe the time isn’t

too far distant before local composi-
tions will reach the stage of interna-
tional recognition—and with them will

develop the local publisher who will

have a new bargaining power for over-
seas placement on Australian songs.
A couple of members of The Easy-

beats have a world hit with their own
song (“Friday On My Mind”), and
they and their publisher (J. Albert &
Son) are now reaping some of the re-

wards that go hand-in-hand with their
efforts.

The biggest single hazard that the
Australian music publisher has to

face in relation to the local song, is

the reluctance of most of his overseas
affiliates and/or record companies to
accept an Australian pop composition
for consideration . . . even though in

many cases such a song may have en-
joyed chart ratings in this country on
a national scale.

But now that some of the world
spotlight is reflecting on the Aus-
tralian scene through the efforts of
such people as The Seekers, The Easy-
beats. The Bee Gees, and others; may-

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SPAIN—THE PAST 12 MONTHS
The two-year boom (1965-1966) in

the Spanish record industry has very
largely come to an end. This is due to
the general economic situation, whose
trend is now towards stabilization.
In the record business, as in many
other fields, the past two years were
years of optimism. Sales increased
highly, and the quality, technically
and artistically, increased as well.
Some new companies (both little and
big ones) entered the market in com-
petition with the already established,
which increased the volume of work
considerably.

In order to get information about
the development of the market. Cash
Box spoke with Julio Sampedro, presi-
dent of the Spanish Group of the In-
ternational Federation of Phonografic
Industries. This is the main trade
organisation in Spain. There are two
other organisations. One of them is

the “subgroup of music over plastic

materials” of the Institute Espanol
del Libro (Spanish Book Institute).
The other is the “subgroup of editors
of records” of the Sindicate of Paper
and Grafic Arts. Publishers and
authors are affiliated with the SGAE
(Sociedad General de Autores de
Espana) “Spanish General Society of
Authors,” a member of BIEM.
As 'Sampedro told us, the Spanish

group of the IFPI does not deal with
commercial affairs, and their meet-
ings (generally one every three
months) are held for a discussion of
impressions and general considera-
tions about the business. For example,
the last meetings were given over to
a discussion of author royalties,
which are calculated from the global
price of the record. As this price in-

cludes the price of the cover (a fifth

of the total in some cases), the group
is going to present a proposal to ask
that the authors’ 8% should be cal-

culated only from the price of the
record.
As far as we know, there are no

official figures of record sales in

Spain, but the approximate estima-
tions are that last year about six
million records were sold. To increase
this figure a great deal is really diffi-

cult if you consider that there are no
more than a million record players in

the country. The figure does increase
about 75,000 every year, which is not
too much according to the medium
economic level. What is the reason?
Sampedro pointed out that Spain is a
sunny country with good weather al-

most the whole year. In winter, young
people (most of the record buyers are
youngsters) are inside studying or
working, and they buy records con-
stantly, with highest figures in De-
cember. But as soon as the spring
comes people prefer the open air ac-
tivities. Beside this, record players
are not as essential to life as washing
machines, cars, refrigerators, etc., so
a record player is almost the last
thing a family buys. We can be opti-
mistic, because the increase of sales
of record players is constant if not
spectacular. Sampedro thinks that
sales will be stabilized in one or two
years after the boom of 1965-1966.
Another question is the price of

records. While most other consumer
products have been increasing their
prices, record prices have remained
the same for almost four years. On
the other hand, costs are higher:
salaries, higher publicity. The mo-
ment for the increase of prices has
come. It is not yet confirmed, but it is

very probable that most of the com-
panies are going to sell the EP at
115 pesetas (they are now sold at 95
pesetas), singles at 75 pesetas (now
65), (60 pesetas equals a dollar). No
increase is expected in LP’s. Spain
was in past years a definitive EP mar-
ket, but now things have changed.
More singles and LPs are sold now.
The EP will remain, but singles and
LP’s will continue to take a bigger
part of the market.

Another question is taxes. The
Spanish record industry is hoping for
an exemption from taxes. They say
that since books, as a cultural prod-
uct, have no taxes, records should
have none either. For the time being,
records are charged with a 15%
“luxury tax,” and a 2.70% “enter-
prises traffic tax,” as well as the 8%
that has to be paid to the SGAE as
“author rights.”

As a result of the bigger promo-
tion given to certain records, the past
12 months saw more of them pass the
100,000 mark. This is not too usual,
but every time there is a bigger dif-

ference in the figures of hit records
and those of the records nobody
knows. Some Spanish artists are con-
sistent best sellers. Among them we
can mention Raphael. A two time
Spanish singer in the Eurovision song
contest, he has appeared on English
TV and in almost all South American
countries. There are groups that hit
with almost every record they pro-
duce. This is the case with the
Pekenikes, an instrumental group
whose records appear in England
and the USA (through Pye and
United Artists) and whose self-com-
posed tunes have had a good recep-
tion here and abroad. Also we should
mention Los Brincos, who recently
recorded in England for Page One
records (the Larry Page label). Their
records appeared in England, France
and Italy. Los Bravos are the best
internationally-known Spanish group,
due to the big succses of “Black Is
Black,” that also sold very well in
Spain, (number one for more than
two months). Juan & Junior, former
members of the Brincos, are also
planning to do international business.
Their records are going to be re-
leased on the CBS label in England^
Joan Manuel Serrat is the big sur-
prise of the year. He is a young
singer and sings his own songs in
“Catalan” (a language spoken in the
North East, the part of Spain of a
higher level economically). Massiel is

the most outstanding female artist.

She sings songs of a new “author-
singer,” Luis Eduardo Aute, as well
as her own songs. Two other groups
among the best sellers are Losi Sirex
and Los Mustang. In the folk field,

Manolo Escobar and Peret are gener-
ally accepted as the artists that sell

the most records. Other artists that
sell well are Bruno Lomas, Duo Dina-
mico, Los 3 Sudamericanos, Los
Pasos, Luis Aguile, Micky y Los
Tonys, Los Relampagos, Los Salvajes,
Lone Star, Los Angeles and Luis
Eduardo Aute.

Beside domestic disks, foreign rec-
ords sell well here if they have a big
promotion or have been recently in
the USA or English top ten. The
Four Tops, Nancy and Frank Sinatra,
The Beatles, The Rolling Stones, The
Turtles, Adamo, The Troggs, The
Spencer Davis Group, The New
Vaudeville Band, The Monkees, Iva
Zanicchi, Little Tony, Donovan, Wil-
son Pickett, Manfred Mann, The Who,
Herman’s Hermits, James Brown,
Michel Polnareff, and Tom Jones have
been in the best sellers lists, among
others.

A number of new record companies
began to operate here during the
past 12 months: Ekipo Records, with
a folklore catalogue; Sesion Records,
with different artists (domestic);
Sonoplay (with domestic artists and
foreign labels); Fidias and GEM, the
newest of them all.

In distribution, some foreign labels
have changed representatives and
some labels with no distribution here
are now handled by Spanish com-
panies. Atlantic, previously repre-
sented by Belter, is now represented
by Hispavox. Festival and CGD, pre-
viously represented by Hispavox, are
now represented by Tempo. Tamla
Motown, whose releases appeared in

the Stateside label, are now repre-
sented here by RCA. Liberty, pre-
viously represented by Odeon (EMI)
is now represented by Hispavox.
Verve, previously represented by
Odeon, is now represented by Fono-

poration of New York, previously
handled in the U.K. by Chappells,
opened its own independent office in

London in March 1967, under the
management of Andrew Heath. Since
that date, the catalogue has seen its

single releases become more frequent,
with records such as “I Think We’re
Alone Now” by Tommy James, and
The Shandelles on Major-Minor, “Too
Much Of A Good Thing” by the
Shirellas on Pye, and “I Like The
Way” by Simon on RCA. Also a lot

of Planetary titles have been recorded
in England with releases scheduled
for later in the year. This new activ-

ity in the singles market augments
the consistent releases of album ma-
terial that the company enjoys. Some
of the artists to have released Plane-
tary-Nom titles in the past few
months include Herb Alpert, Zoot
Sims, Lulu, Peaches & Herb, Mar-
garet Whiting, The Searchers, The
Righteous Brothers and Ike & Tina
Turner. Andrew Heath is optimistic
about the year ahead now that the
new set-up is firmly established and
a regular flow of material being re-

ceived from the States and from
young English writers.

gTam. Kama Sutra and Deram (with-
out representation here before) are
now handled by Spanish Columbia.
Vergara has the representation of the
official Russian catalogue, Melodia.
Sonoplay represents King, Jubilee,
Cameo/Parkway (previously repre-
sented by Hispavox), Bisques Presi-
dent B. T. Puppy, Budget Sound, Go,
Major Minor and Tiffany, as well as
Miller and Cantagallo. GTA, pre-
viously represented by RCA, is now
represented by Sesion. President Rec-
ords represented by Tempo. Artone
is represented by Marfer. Vergara
represents Kapp and Discophon han-
dles CBS.

Technically, the quality of records
produced in Spain is now better than
ever. There are good recording stu-
dios that belong to the main com-
panies (Fonogram, Hispavox, Odeon,
Belter, Discophon and Columbia).
There are independent studios such as
Estudios Celada and Eustudios Cima
S.A., both in Madrid. Pressing plants
are modernized and belong to record
companies (except Iberofon, which is

independent).
There are many song festivals in

Spain. The main ones are at Mallorca,
Benidorm, Aranda (which this year
will be held in Oporto), Barcelona,
Menorca, Canarias, Leon, Orense,
Gijbn and others.
There are many radio programs

dedicated to records. Main disc jock-
eys, are Tomas Martiin Blanco, Angel
Alvarez, Pepe Palau, Mariano Mendez
Vigo, Carlos Marimon, Joaquin Prat,
and Raul Matas. Almost every radio
station has a program devoted to rec-
ords.

Record reviews in magazines and
papers have increased since last year.
Almost every newspaper in Barce-

lona has a record section that appears
weekly. The main one is “El Noticiero
Universal” written by Carlos Mari-
mon. In Madrid, ABC (one of the

most serious papers) has a record
section by Mariano Mendey Vigo. We
should also mention “Pueblo” by Pepe
Palau, “Ya” by Juan Maria Mantilla
and “Alcaazar” by Miguel delos San-
tos. There are more teen papers this

year. “Tele Guia,” “Alta Fidelidad,”

“Fans,” “Fonorama” and “Discobolo”
(the veteran one, now five years old)

are mostly dedicated to records and
music slanted toward young people.

“Aria Jazz” and “Ritmo” cover
smaller markets.

Spanish TV has a regular program
every week devoted to records, and it

is one of the best loved programs in

Spain. It is Fernando Garcia de la

Vega’s “Escala en Hi-Fi.” The big
shows of Spanish TV usually present
world famous artists. These shows
are “Noche del Saabado” and “Gran
Premio.” There are two other musical
shows, “Tele Ritmo” (emceed by J. M.
Quero) and “Musical 14'05" (emceed
by Martin Maqueda).

In the summer season, almost every
company takes a special interest in

folklore records because of the more
than 15 million tourists that come to

Spain every year. In the summer
therefore, sales of pop and classical

records are lower in this period.

The trend for the near future, as
far as we can see, is a regular but
not too spectacular increase in sales.

Most of these sales will come from
records by Spanish artists (those that
are really important are very few)
and by foreign best sellers. Some
foreign artists have a big success here
due to the fact that they record in

Spanish (this is the case with Adamo,
whose records sung in Spanish always
are near the 100,000 mark in sales.

Discotheques are becoming more
and more popular every day. Those
on the coast will be playing in August
the records that will have success in

October. The juke box has relatively

little importance in Spain.

Despite the increasing number of
tourists finding their way to Greece,
the record market is still primarily
concerned with local repertoire per-
formed by local artists. There are
three major kinds of Greek music

—

traditional folksong, popular songs,
and light music.

Popular songs are divided into two
categories, which loosely, could be de-
scribed as ancient and modern. The
former, oriental in style with its roots
in Byzantine music, although highly
popular in Greece, is unsuitable for
export (in the same way that outside
Spain the demand for authentic fla-

menco music is limited). The modern
category of light music, such as
“Never On Sunday” and “Syrtaki” is

popular with the younger and more
sophisticated Greek, and also suitable
for export. Greek light music, al-

though modern in style is definitely

Grecian in character, and entirely dif-

ferent from international “pop” music
—therefore, the appeal is largely lo-

cal. A festival of Greek light music
takes place every year in September
at Thessaloniki.

Int’l Artists

Generally speaking, artists special-
izing in traditional folksong are un-
suited for modern music or song, and
therefore are seldom known outside
their own country—it is artists of the
“Never on Sunday” and light music
schools who display international po-
tential. One such artist, Lola Tsa-
kiris, came to England last year to
record an LP for the Decca record
company, for issue in Europe, the
Middle East and the United States, as
well as in Greece. Another artist,
Zoitsa Kouroukli who carried off the
first prize at the Mediterranean Fes-
tival at Barcelona in 1966 with “Min
Les Tipota” is another Greek artist
with international potential who has
appeared in numerous festivals
throughout Europe, including those in
Majorca and Poland. The artist sings
in English and French, and records
both for Martin Th. Gesar’s Pan Vox
label and on the CBS label. Another
Greek artist well known at interna-

tional festivals is Yovanna. She has
won prizes at festivals in Poland,
Switzerland and Germany, where she
was recently on tour with French
singing star Sacha Distel. As well as
Greek, she sings in French and Ital-

ian, and like Zoitsa Kouroukli, she
records both for Pan Vox and CBS.

Until two or three years ago, Greek
teenagers, who are the principal buy-
ers of Greek light music and inter-

national “pop” music, were reluctant
to accept local cover recordings by
Greek artists of their favourite Brit-

ish and American originals. More re-

cently, however, tastes have changed,

largely due to the emergence of such

young Greek groups as The Four-

minx, who with their best-selling

Decca single “Jeronimo Yanka”
paved the way for other groups,

amongst them The Charms. Like the

singers mentioned above, both these

groups are contracted to Martin Th.

Gesar.

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CANADA—THE PAST 12 MONTHS
The record business in Canada from

the point of view of a purely Ca-
nadian business is stronger now than
it has ever been before. Moreover, it

grows stronger with each passing
month. However, the big money in

record sales in Canada, and it has
been unofficially estimated that total

annual record sales in this country
are in the neighborhood of fifty mil-
lion dollars, is still earned by records
produced in the United States, and
to a lesser degree, in Great Britain.
The slice of the Canadian market that
not so long ago increased sharply in

favor of Great Britain has now fallen
off to a noticeable degree, but that is

pretty much the case in all of North
America. That is the key to the whole
Canadian record scene. It is not so
much a Canadian record market as it

is a North American record market.
It is impossible to be so close to an
industi’ial colossus such as the United
States, a country whose ovei-all enter-
tainment industry—records included

—

ranks as one of its major exporters,
and not be sharply influenced by
trends and developments in the U. S.

Canada reflects, on a smaller scale,

all the influences and developments
that apply in any given year on the
American record market.

If the figures mentioned above are
the least bit accurate (50 million dol-
lars resulting from the sale of records
in a year) and the quote appeared
very recently in a nationally syndi-
cated newspaper story and one con-
siders that figure in respect to the
Canadian population figures, 20 mil-
lion in round figures, it appears that
the potential volume in Canada is

most encouraging. Unit price struc-
ture on Canadian records is very simi-
lar to that of the United States. Sin-
gles, EP’s and LP’s are within a few
cents either way of the American
price on the same item. The American
dollar does have a slight monetary
advantage over its Canadian counter-

part. The rate of exchange hovers be-

tween seven and eight per cent in

favour of the U. S. dollar.

Detailed sales figures on any indi-

vidual record product are nearly im-

possible to get hold of. Such figures

are seldom made public by record

companies. Experience indicates that

total sales on hit singles in Canada
have increased to the point that a

“hot” single can now expect to bring
home something on the order of

50,000 plus sales. That is up sharply

from the 20,000 to 30,000 Canadian
sales a hit could be expected to accrue
only two or three years ago. A no-
table exception has always been the
French language market that geo-

graphically pretty well confines itself

to the Province of Quebec.

Expo ’67 Ties

Canada’s slice of the record sales

pie in Canada has never been bigger
than it is now. That was the sub-

stance of the opening line of this

piece, and proof of that statement
follows now: although Canada’s Cen-
tennial year is not quite half over as

this is written, world-wide interest
generally centres on this country due
to a great extent to the way that
our country’s fabulous World’s Fair,

“Expo ’67” has far upstaged any-
thing similar that has gone before.

Directly tied to Canada’s Centennial
celebrations is the song, “Canada,”
written by Bobby Gimby and recorded
by the composer with a kid’s chorus.
The song is now nudging the 200,000
sales mark, and there is still six

months selling time left in Canada’s
one hundredth birthday celebrations.

It would be fair to say that Quality
has in this record the all time best
seller in Canada, certainly in so far
as a Canadian production is con-
cerned. Released in the U. S. on MGM,
it has contributed to the interest that
already runs high where Canada is

concerned thi’oughout the World. It

is significant to note that only upon
its release in the U. S. did full page
trade ads appear. This may be one
shortcoming of record producers in

Canada, they don’t believe they have
a hit until they get their product
released in the U. S. Generally speak-
ing though, Canadians just don’t seem
to have the ability to thump the old
publicity tub for anything made in
Canada, as they do for product origi-
nating anywhere else in the world,
and this lack of enthusiasm is not
confined only to the record business.

Songs and Artists

There have been other very big
sellers in Canada, and by that one
means Canadian produced records in

the period covered by this review.
Notable among them was a beer com-
mercial that became a very big selling

record hit for two companies. Quality
was first to recognize the potential in

a Casl release by The Carlton Show-
band of “The Merry Ploughboy.”
Shortly after, the actual group that
did the song on the Carling’s Brewer-
ies TV commercial appeared on an
Arc outing. The Abbey Tavern “Sing-
ers called their version of the song
“Off To Dublin In The Green.” Amer-
ican releases were obtained for both.
Quality’s through Bell and Arc’s
through HBR. Perhaps the most con-
sistent artist from a point of view
of sales was Gordon Lightfoot. He
had several U.A. releases that all did
top ten business in most Canadian
centres. These included “Spin Spin,”
“Go Go Round” and “The Way I

Feel.” Lloyd Leipzig, Director Of Cre-
ative Services for United Artists Rec-
ords in the U. S., told a gathering of
Compo men at their National sales

meeting that Lightfoot was highly

thought of by American toppers of

the firm. If ever the time comes when
a reversal of the product flow across

the 49th parallel occurs, ana Canadian

record product starts moving in quan-

tity to the U. S., Gordon Lightfoot

will be one of the pace setters.

Another consistently successful

group on the Canadian scene over the

past year has been The Guess Who.
Recording for Quality the group went
through a change in personal manage-
ment over the course of the year as

Bob Burns was replaced by Ray
Levin. Big sellers for the group in-

cluded “And She’s Mine,” “His Girl”

and “Pretty Blue Eyes.” “His Girl’

was a very big item in Great Britain,

scoring heavily on airplay with the

“private” stations, and selling in large

quantity into the bargain. It was
written by vet Canadian musician-

composer, Johnny Cowell. Two of the

best coast to coast promotion under-

takings were those of the RCA Victor

Company in support of girl chanter,

Marti Shannon, and Hal Ross’ color-

ful coast to coast junket on behalf

of the debut rock record on K-R by
the Toronto group. The Mandala.
Marti’s RCA album and single came
in for much attention from Canadian
deejays and Hal’s visit to most of the

major Canadian markets had “Op-
portunity” by The Mandala on prac-
tically every play list in the Country.
The Staccatos from Ottawa, man-

aged by Sandy Gardiner of Desanda
Productions, scored for Capitol on
several important releases. Moreover,
careful management has groomed this

vocal-instrumental group into one of

the most demanded acts in Canada,
with much business in the U. S. as
well. Deejays in the major Canadian
centres are now not only playing Ca-
nadian records, they are booking the
Canadian artists for P. A.’s in their

cities. Dave Boxer has staged several
important Canadian-content shows in

Montreal. The CFCF spinner, in pro-
moting his various shows, has been a
key factor in the promotion of Cana-
dian talent in that City in general.

Expo ’67 is booking many of the top

Canadian recording acts into various

attractions at the fair. Bob Mac-

Adorey of Toronto’s CHUM has been
booking top Canadian attractions at

his location. Dave Charles, CJBQ
Belleville, sets the Canadian P. A.
pace for smaller centers. The arrival

of a second pop-oriented station on
the Toronto scene, geared to Canadian
talent to a great extent, has been very
important in exposure of Canadian
records in the Toronto market. Foster
Hewitt’s CKFH has even gone so far

as to hire one of the most promising
femme singers in Canada as Librar-
ian. She is Susan Taylor, winner of

the Toronto Telegram’s popularity
poll even before her debut record,
“Don’t Make Promises’’ was released
on Yorkville. She, like many young
and promising Canadians, has bene-
fited from heavy TV exposure of Ca-
nadian pop record acts by several im-
portant network shows on both the
CBS and CTV nets. These shows are
important exposure vehicles for pop
artists with new releases. These, to-

gether with numerous local band-
stand-type shows in markets across
the Country are key factors in the
breaking of a hit nationally in Can-
ada.

Regional Aspects

One major problem that confronts
Canadian record men is the very
strong regional aspects that prevail
on the pop music scene in Canada.
If it’s tough to get a California-orig-
inated record played in New York in

the U. S., you should try and get
recoi’d product originating on Can-
ada’s west coast, or for that matter
mid-west, played in key eastern cen-
tres. The reverse is also true on rec-
ords that are produced in Toronto and
Montreal. Notable exceptions have
been releases by Gordon Lightfoot,

The Guess Who and The Mandala.
But, I have already referred to the

full fledged promo campaigns that

have been planned around most of

this product. The National Promotion
Man is a rare item in Canadian record

circles, that is to say the successful

one is. For the most part, promotion
is a side line for the sales department
on the national level, and left to affili-

ated distributors and company-owned
branches in the larger cities across

the country.
Two firms that make an all-out

national promotion effort are Compo,
through the activities of A1 Mair, and
Quality through Harold Winslow and
Ed Lawson. Paul White at Capitol

is one of the most promotion-oriented
sales executives on the national rec-

ord scene in Canada, while another
Sales exec that not only thinks and
talks promotion, but gets out on the
road frequently to see his contacts is

Paul Clark from Caravan. Top local

promo men are Quality’s Liam Mul-
lan in Montreal and another Montre-
aler, Barry Paine at Compo. Air play
is still the key to breaking any given
record in Canada. However, even this

is considerably complicated by Can-
ada’s proximity to the U. S. Many
important American radio stations
have signals that penetrate the most
important Canadian markets. As a
result a new release is heard in satu-
ration quantities in Canada well be-
fore product is available in this Coun-
try. This review refers now to Ameri-
can, and frequently British record
product. To counteract this early ex-
posure of new record product on
American outlets in their own mar-
kets, many Canadian radio men have
made arrangements for immediate
service on important American rec-

ords from several independent oper-

ators in the U. S. As a result of this

development many Canadian radio

stations are obtaining and playing

important American hits even before

they reach the Canadian record com-
pany concerned, and certainly well

before they can go to the pressing
plants for manufacture and retail

sale. Irresponsible, pre-release expo-
sure by broadcasters is, happily, at a
minimum in Canada. Most music di-

rectors and program directors do
their best to guard against destroying
the demand for a given release by too

heavy pre-release broadcasting of the
record in question. American releases

are manufactured in Canada by
branches of the American firm con-
cerned, or by a licensed affiliate.

THE PAST 12 MONTHS
During the latter half of 1966, the

share percentage of total record sales
of Japan’s seven leading record com-
panies here was 25.2% for Nippon
Victor, 21.5% for Toshiba Records,
19.7% for Nippon Columbia, 15% for
King Records, 7.17% for Teichiku
Records and 5.2% for Crown Records,
among which Toshiba’s sales achieve-
ment is notable. Nippon Columbia,
all-time second-ranker, dropped to the
third position. Toshiba’s favorable
achievement resulted from good sales
of The Ventures, The Beatles, Kara-
jan and Yuzo Kayama. Gross sales of
the seven companies was 15.3 billion

yen, 1.46 billion yen increase (some
10% increase), over that of the first

half of 1966, while the population of
music lovers has been increasing
these years at a high rate of 7% per
year, the Tax Administration Agency
reported.

Characteristics of the past one
year: Interchange of artists occurred,
especially Japanese hits, which were
put on the overseas market more
often than last year, starting with
“Furi Furi” by The Spiders, released
on Philips, “Kimito Itsumademo” by
Yuzo Kayama on U.S. Capitol, “Blue
Eyes” by Blue Comets on CBS and
“Sad Sunset” by The Spiders on Lon-
don Philips. On the other hand, many
foreign artists played Japanese orig-
inals not only in Japanese but also in

foreign tongues. In fact, Bert Kaemp-
fert, Xavier Cugat, Carmen Caval-
laro, Andy Williams, Billy Vaughn,
Duane Eddy and George Hamilton IV
put newly adapted Japanese originals
in their repertoires this year.

Partly due to the help of the popu-
larity of the Italian Western movie,
King Records on Seven Seas, RCA
Victor, and Columbia Records on
United Artists put a strong stress on
the sales promotion of these western
records and made consecutive hits

every month. Within this year, some
20 Western films are scheduled to be
released, therefore several of Western
disks are expected to be hits. Among
the past releases the following were
hits:
“Rififii In Paris” (Seven Seas),
“Back Home Someday” (Seven Seas),
“For The Taste Of Killing” (Seven
Seas), “Home To My Love” (Seven
Seas), “Where The Bullets Fly”
(Seven Seas), “Thema Di Arizona”
(RCA), “Return Of The Seven”
(United Artists), “The Magnificent
Seven” (United Artists), “The .-Man

Who Came To Kill” (Globe).
Teichiku Records and Nippon Gram-

mophon started to release pop orig-

inals at the beginning of this year,
stimulated by the series of big hits

made by Toshiba on Capitol, Colum-
bia on CBS, King Records on Seven
Seas, and Victor on Philips. Thus, six
leading record companies added pop
artists to their rosters. Nippon Co-
lumbia had Jacky Yoshikawa and His
Blue Comets, and Village Singers.
Blue Comets are most popular with
big hits such as “Blue Eyes,” “My
Lonely First Love,” “Where” and re-

cent hit “Blue Chateau.” Toshiba Rec-
ords holds a million smash hit maker
Yuzo Kayama, and Kabuki artist,

Somegoro Ichikawa, the Wild Ones,
and a new lark Jun Mayuzumi.
Philips of Nippon Victor has the
world-famous Spiders, solo singer
Mike Maki and lark Ryoko Moriyama
who is called a Joan Baez of Japan.
King Records has Sharp Five, The
Rising Sun Trio, and Four Nine Aces
and Teichiku Records has Kinya Kita-
ohji, and Van Dogs, while Grammo-
phon Records has The Tigers. The
rise of these good selling records by
Japanese artists has been a big break-

through for the Japanese record in-

dustry. For this new trend, Japanese
publishers are largely responsible.
For example, Shinko Music was the
key factor in creating the 1966 “folk
song” fad as well as bringing such
groups as the Spiders and the Sav-
ages to a sudden national fame with
hit after hit aimed on the teen mar-
ket. Eight out of the twelve singles
the company produced last year were
smash hits, which surpass the past
performance by any record company
or production firm.

Further, Watanabe Music contrib-
uted a great deal to the increase in

Toshiba Record’s sales with, Yuzo Ka-
yama, a film star, emerging as a big
record artist. Other artists, the Tigers
(Polydor), the Bunnys (King), The
Wild Ones (Toshiba), all rock’n’ roll

groups, sold well.

It is felt that Japanese pop will

more and more expand its shares in

the Japanese record world and will

function as a new source of fad.
Sales plans of Each Record Company:
World Group of Nippon Victor has

conducted a sales campaign on its LP
lines to make them constant sellers.

Another policy was to choose the
artists who were considered high
promotions were mainly conducted on
Nini Rosso, Billy Vaughn, partly with
the help of local promoters. Among
more than 30 labels, releases were
made most on Reprise with Dot and
Motown following: In jazz, promotion
was made on Prestige and among
European labels, attention was put on
Durium, Sprint and Vogue chiefly.

World Group of Nippon Victor has
scheduled promotions for Rhythm &
Blues with Supremes, Four Tops and
the Temptations as leading artists.

RCA of Nippon Victor has con-
ducted sales promotions in the past
year on such artists as Monkees,
Mamas & Papas, Elvis Presley, and
Peggy March. First, The Monkees
who made debut here with “The Last
Train To Clarksville” made a 2nd hit
with “I’m A Believer” and new re-

lease “A Little Bit Me, A Little Bit
You.” The Monkees will get more
popular with the release of the T\'
program, “The Monkees,” scheduled
this September on 'TBS 'TV in Tokyo.
Mamas & Papas had hits with “I

Saw Her Again,” “Monday, Monday,”
Presley with “Love Letter” and
Peggy March with “Rain In Rome,”
which was recorded in Japan.
RCA Victor of Japan will go fur-

ther with Italian Westerns on RCA
Italiana. The sales policy the depart-
ment will take on “Mexican Rock”:
With the Mexico Olympic next year,
things Mexican are taken up by vari-

ous business circles such as fashion,
magazines, movie, and music. The
first release will be “Go-Go Mexico”
by Sagrario Baeva of Mexico RCA.
The tune was composed by Kunihiko
Suzuki, a noted composer. Another
sales policy the RCA Victor of Japan
will take is to conduct a sales promo-
tion on the Jefferson Airplane, who
debuted with “Somebody To Ix)ve.”

Philips department of Nippon Vic-
tor has conducted a sales promotion
on the British Sound with The Walker
Brothers and Spencer Davis Group,
Troggs and produced several hits

such as “Land Of 1000 Dances,” “In
My Room” and others. Sales policy
taken in the future: Philips will con-
duct the sales promotion on American
Sound with Manfred Mann, Tommy
James and the Shondels and Keith.
However, The Walker Brothers’
break-up is a big headache for
Philips because it came when the
artists’ popularity had reached its

peak.
King Records’ sales policy was

chiefly conducted on the release of
Italian Western disks, of The Rolling
Stones, of Tijuana Brass, of San
Remo Award disks, of Marjolie Noel,
and of Joan Baez. The Rolling Stones
made 3 or 4 hits, while Tijuana Brass,
having visited here this April for a
tour, is becoming popular with a re-

cent hits, “Marne,” “Taste Of Honey,”

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SWITZERLAND—THE PAST 12
In Switzerland the record industry

nas had a good year, with an increase
in annual turnover from 35 million
Swiss francs to around 40 million.

Generally speaking, although the
level of single, EP and LP sales has
remained steady, there have been
some changes in the overall scene.
For instance, from the 1st April

this year, fixed prices for single and
EP records were abolished. Singles,
which were previously ‘pegged’ at
4.75 Swiss francs, now sell from 3.90
to 4.40. EP’s which used to cost 7.90
can now be bought from 5.90 to 6.90.

The abolition of RPM (Resale Price
Maintenance) as far as records are
concerned, follows abolition of fixed
prices for other labelled articles such
as food, cigarettes, household goods
etc. Although the record industry is

far from happy with the change, it is

generally regarded as an economical
necessity—a sign of the times, along

with the development of the consumer
and wholesale market.
Although LP’s are unaffected by

the abolition of RPM, the standard
price has been reduced from 21.50 to

19 Swiss francs for “pop” albums,
and classical prices have been reduced
from the standard 27 francs to 24
francs. However, the price for luxury
class albums remains unchanged at

27 francs.
An upsurge in LP sales generally

is expected as a result of the change
in price structure, as the record

dealer is no longer so interested in

selling singles due to reduced profit

margin. Stereo is still the order of the

day and no new Mono albums are be-

ing produced in Switzerland.
One of the reasons given for the

overall rise in turnover for the past
twelve months is the increased activ-

ity of clubs such as Ex Libris, who
also maintain their own chain of

Firstly, by direct mailing to consum-
ers. Secondly, through their own chain
of shops (approximately thirty), and
thirdly, rack-jobbing. Nevertheless,
rack-jobbing is not prevalent in
Switzerland, and the usual method of
selling is through dealers and chain
stores in the traditional way.

Switzerland, and its five million in-
habitants, still suffers from a short-
age of labour. There has been little

change in the number of guest work-
ers from Italy, Germany, Spain, Aus-
tria and Greece, which now total some
800,000. The Government’s ruling on
the matter has not been as drastic as
was at first expected, and workers
with 10-year working permits may
now take up permanent residence in
Switzerland. There is still a big de-
mand for more workers.
The year has seen the introduction

of the first Swiss “Pop” TV Showcase,
“Hits A Go Go”. The program,
screened once every six weeks on
Swiss and German television, and
presented by Mai Fondock, has defii-

nitely benefited “pop” record sales.

Int’l Artist Popularity

The past year has also seen a tre-
mendous upsurge in the popularity of
recordings by British and American
artists, whilst French and German
material has been less in demand.
This has certainly been the case of
Musikvertrieb A.G. headed by Maurice
Rosengarten, who reports an excel-
lent year for his record, publishing
and coin machine interests. The year
has seen an increase in both single
and LP sales. With single sales gen-
erally down, Musikvertrieb attributes
its success at this speed to the tre-
mendous number of hits from Britain
and the United States, one of the big-
gest hits of the year being “Strangers
in the Night” by Frank Sinatra on
Reprise, the label which Musikvertrieb
acquired from Switzerland in 1966.
This was followed by the Frank and
Nancy Sinatra “Something Stupid”.
Also from America, the Beach Boys’
“Good Vibrations” sold heavily on
Capitol. From Britain, the Rolling
Stones hit the jackpot, first with
“Mother’s Little Helper” and later
with “Have You Seen your Mother
Standing in the Shadows”. The Roll-
ing Stones’ popularity was boosted in
Switzerland by a personal visit to
Zurich in April this year at the
Sports Stadium, with a capacity of
10,000 people. During their visit, the
group were presented with The
Golden Stone of Zurich to mark their
outstanding Swiss sales of singles and
LP’s. Other best sellers of the year
have also been by groups, such as
The Troggs, and starting in Septem-
ber 1966, The Monkees.

Musikvertrieb’s classical best seller
of the year was the five-record boxed
set of Beethoven’s Piano Concertos
by Arthur Rubinstein, which was sold
at a special price of 10.95 francs per
disc (54 francs for the set). The suc-
cess of this package encouraged
Musikvertrieb to bring out a similar
set of Toscanini. Operatic recordings
are still very popular in Switzerland,
and for Musikvertrieb it was a Wag-
ner year, with the “Gotterdamerung”
set on Decca. The company reports
that the 8 track cassettes of RCA
have started to sell well, and are now
put out by the company alongside the
cassettes of Telefunken and Decca,
for use on Grundig and Telefunken
tape players.

During the year, Phonag has ac-

quired several new and important la-

bels for representation in Switzer-
land, including the Czechoslovakian
classical label Supraphon. One of the
label’s top artists Karel Ancerl visited
Switzerland during the year for a
series of concerts, resulting in excel-
lent sales for his recordings with the
Czech Philharmonia Orchestra. Other
labels acquired during th eyear were
Fonit-Cetra of Italy, with its consid-
erable repertoire of “pop” and clas-
sics—the latter being particularly
strong in the operatic field. Top Fonit-
Cetra star Claudio Villa with his win-
ning song from San Remo, “No Pen-
sare A Me” turned out to be Phonag’s
best-selling top single of the year.
Villa’s Eurovision song, “Non Andare
Piu Lontana” has also been issued in
Switzerland by Phonag. Another
Italian label acquisitioned was Vedette,
again with a “pop” and classical cata-
logue, the latter specialising in old
baroque and renaissance material.
Vedette “pop” artist Gian Pieretti
also made a promotional visit to
Switzerland for radio and television,
with considerable success. From Ger-
many, Phonag acquired Belaphon, a
label especially strong in “pop”
music. Other new label acquisitions
during the year have included the
French “Belvedere” label, G.T.A.
from Italy, and Eurocord from Ger-
many Phonag have also taken the
new Cornet label from Germany, re-
cently formed by A.&R. Managers,
Ilgner & Gietz.
The Finsterwald & Cantacuzene,

Vogue S. A. and Belmont S.A. group
of companies enjoyed considerable
success in Switzerland during 1966/67.
Apart from the labels represented by
the firm, such as Vogue, Deutsche
Vogue, Pye, Durium, Saar, AZ, Dot,
Kapp, Scepter, and Roulette, Finster-
wald & Cantacuzene has taken over
the distribution of Hispavox (Spain),
Star (Swiss folklore). Ember (Great
Britain), Joker (a budget line label)
and The Schwann-Music Sacra reper-
toire from Germany. Innumerable

chart successes during the year in-

cluded “To Whom It Concerns” by
Chris Andrews, “Ridera” by Little

Tony, “My Love” by Petlua Clark,
“La Poupee Qui Fait Non” by Michel
Polnareff, “Sunny Afternoon” by The
Kings, “Love Me” by Michel Polnaretf,
“Hanky Panky” by Tommy James,
“Les Play-Boys” by Jacques Dutronic,
“Merci Cherie” by Udo Jurgens, “Mr.
Cannibal” by Andy Fisher, “Dandy”
by The Kinks, “Tata Ta Ta” by Michel
Polnareff, “Dear Mrs. Applebee” and
“Please Mr. Movingman” by David
Garrick, “Un homme une femme” by
Pierre Barouh.

This series of successes allowed
Finsterwald & Cantacuzen to remain
a first rank organisation, bith on the
national and international levels.

Their success was further enhanced
by the achievements at San Remo of
“Cuore Matto” by Little Girl, “Pietre”
by Antoine, and by the two first win-
ners of the Eurovision contest, “Pup-
pet on a String” by Sandie Shaw, and
“If I could Choose” by Sean Dunphy.
Sales reached a new record in 1967.
The Finsterwald & Cantacuzene

group also participated in the Midem
international meeting at Cannes.
Another advantage for the firm is

that most of its artists are able to
sing in several languages, thus al-

lowing a larger diffusion of success
in the international field. These ar-
tists include Petula Clark, Francoise
Hardy, Michel Polnareff, Udo Jur-
gens, Antoine, Christophe, etc. Fin-
sterwald & Cantacuzene also special-
ize in the Swiss market with different
“Budget line” labels, such as Mode,
Joker, Marble Arch and Pop.
Due to the installation of new elec-

tronic record presses, and to certain
rationalisations made in their factory,
Turicaphon A.G. was able to increase
their yearly capacity of records from
3 million to 4 million during the past
year. Turicaphon A.G’s label. Elite
Special distributed over the whole
world, made an exclusive contract
with Boris Rubaschkin, a Russian
singer who is living in Vienna and
has released two of his records
“Russische Volkslider” and “Alte
Russische Soldatenlider” with great

success in Europe, U.S A. and Canada.
The artist’s third 12" LP will be
available during the next few weeks
entitled “Russische Strassenlieder”.
At present the Elite special 12" LP

catalogue comprises more than 350
stereo recordings. In the classical field

Another successful record, combin-

ing both piano and guitar entitled

notable additions have been made
during the year to Turicaphon’s Swiss
Jazz label, started a few years ago.
These were “The Golden Swing-
Years” and “Teddy Stauffer’s origi-
nal Teddies”. The recordings were ac-
tually made in the years 1940/41.

Elite Special’s best selling album in

the past year has been “Froehliche
Weihnacht Ueberall” which has
notched up European sales of over
100,000 records.

On the publishing side, Turicaphon’s
group of companies has had another
highly successful year, with the fol-

lowing best sellers:—Edition Anna-
bella has had “Balia Balia” by The
Rainbows, and “N’Avoue Jamais” by
Guy Mardel. Another of their compa-
nies, Flora Musikverlags enjoyed
considerable success with Beatles’ ma-
terial, notably “Yesterday” “Michelle”
and “Revolver”. Musikus had their
biggest hits with “Sorry Little Baby”
by Hans-Jurgen Baumler and “Es 1st
So Schoen, Dass Es Dich Gibt” by
Connies Francis. For Edition Turica-
phon AG, it was a year of evergreens,
notably “Blauer Himmel” and “Tango
Bolero”.

The year also saw the foundation of
a new music publishing company,
called Arena Verlag GmbH This com-
pany’s best seller was “Einsamer
Boy” by Wencke Myhre”.
For Siemens E.A.G. it has been a

satisfactory year, with particularly
good results from the comnany’s three
budgetline album series, Heliodor re-
tailing at 10.95 francs, the classical

DGG “Privilege” series selling at 17

francs, and the “Pop” Privilege” sell-

ing at 15 francs. DGG’s top classical

Archive series remains at the old sell-

ing price of 27 francs. Commenting
on the new price structure, a spokes-

man for Siemens said that it is gen-

erally agreed that record prices were
too high before the abolition of RPM.
The company’s biggest success of

this year, and in fact of any year, has

been with the MGM “Zhivago” film

sound track. Approximately 15,000

copies were sold in nine months

—

something like four times the sales

figure for an average best selling LP.

The film is still running in Zurich

and playing to capacity after seven

months. The original single “Lara’s

Theme” is released by Siemens on

MGM, but the best selling version in

the singles field has been the French
version “Chanson de Lara” by John
William on Polydor, with sales ex-

cedding 35,000 in the short time of

eight months. Additionally, a host of

instrumental and cover versions are

also notching up good sales Roy
Black continues to be a major selling

artist, with two big hits in the past

year, “Irgend demand Liebt Auch-
dich” and his latest release, “Good-
night My Love”. His album, “Roy
Black” has been a best seller as was

highly successful, and in some cases-

have outsold the LP’s from which
they were taken. So far, 100 cassettes
have been released (including about
60 stereo), with material from all

the DGG labels and MGM, Kama-Su-
tra. Verve and U.A. D(jrG is now
planning to release classical cassettes.

In the classical field. Philips were
again very successful, specially with
the subscription line in which “Missa
Solemnis” two-record set was way up
front as far as sales were concerned
Second came the Handel Concertos
for Organ, a five-record set con-
ducted by Von Karajan. Third came
Beethoven’s Piano Sonatas (eleven
record set), and fourth “Tristan &
Isolda” (five record set). A major
feature of the classical releases has
been the tremendous success of the
low priced Heliodor label, selling at
10.95 francs. In two years, Heliodor
has built up a repertoire of approxi-
mately 100 releases.
As far as the publishing scene in

Switzerland is concerned, the past
year has brought its problems. For
instance, as a result of the German
I.F.P.I. and T.V.L strike, the number
of sub-publishing copyrights has been
drastically cut. Another difficulty for
publishers in an essentially importing
country is the popularity of ‘beat’
music, and the fact that many of the
top artists in this field not only record
and write their own material, but
publish it as well—thus cutting the
potential royalties normally enjoyed
by established publishers. The last
twelve months has seen a vast up-
trend in the popularity of British and
American material. Again, many of
the hits being independently pub-
lished by the artists. On the other
hand, sheet music sales are better in
Switzerland than in Germany.
For Editions Coda it has been an-

other good year. Highlights have been
the success of the standard catalogue
of Evergreens, plus ‘pop’ music titles

such as “The Green Beret”, “Spanish
Eyes” and “Little Man”, Editions
Coda also publishes—together with
Editions Baur—the score of Switzer-
land’s smash-hit stage musical,
“Golden Girl” by Hans Moeckel, Hans
Gmuer and Hans Suter, currently
touring Switzerland The original cast
recording is released on the Pick la-

bel. Pick enjoyed large sales also with
its catalogue of Swiss Folklore Music.
Other Coda hits include The Wild
Gentlemen’s single, “Gilly Gilly” and
their album of the same title. The
Wild Gentlemen are now embarking
on an international career with TV
appearances in France and Germany.

Editions Melodie have expanded in
the field of educational music, and
amongst the most popular material
has been that written by Hans Boden-
mann for recorder and guitar. During
the year, a new publishing company
has been formed between Ringier S.A.
and Peterers—Editions Televox Gmpb.

Editions Helbling. Already the
Swiss Representative for Chappells,
and Southern, as well as World Music
of Brussels, including Zodiac Music
of America, have during the past
twelve months, added yet two other
catalogues to its repertoire, Campbell
Connelly of Gt. Britain and Edward
B. Marks of the United States The
Campbell Connelly deal gave Helbling
a major hit with “No Milk Today” by
Herman‘s Hermits. Edward Marks
gave them the Irish song, “The John
F. Kennedy March”. From Southern
Music Helbling had many English-
produced hits, including “Winchester
Cathedral”, “Superman” and “Mellow
Yellow” etc. etc. Chappells brought
them two new musical scores,
“Marne” and ‘Georgy Girl”. Mr.
Brunner of Editions Helbling was
also responsible for promoting a new
instrumental group, “Cappelletti”
who recorded ten singles for release
by Tell Records. Early in 1967 Hel-
bling found a new and important
group of singers, Eugster, who al-
though well known on radio and tele-
vision, had not previously recorded.
Brunner signed them up and will re-
cord them for the local and interna-

tional markets, singing in French,
Italian, German and English. A new
recording contract was also signed
with Anita Traversi.

FRANCE—THE PAST 12 MONTHS
It is impossible to deny that the

situation of the French record indus-
try has been worrisome for the twelve
past months. The Franch companies’
turnover has been 17^ lower in 1966
than in 1965. The fall reached 20%
for the first three months of 1967
compared to the same period in 1966.
First, this drop is the consequence of
the general economic recession. An-
other reason is the greater and great-
er importance of clothes in the teen-
agers budget. But the most important
fact is the difficulties the producers
have in finding new stars. This sea-
son, for the first time since the begin-
ning of the Yeye period eight years
ago, we did not see the birth of a big
star. The last important revelations
have been Michel Polnareff (AZ) and
Jacques Dutronc (Vogue) last year.

This season began with a two-
month strike by the musicians. The
crisis has been really serious and
artists had to go and record secretly
in the different European countries.
The end of 1966 also showed a new
trend among the publishers. More and
more they want to be independent
producers.

In France the present year began
with a fantastic event. The first inter-
national record and music publishing
market, M.I.D.E.M., took place in
Cannes from January 30th to Febru-
ary 4th. The market organized by
Bernard Chevry has been a very
great success, and it certainly began
a very long career. This market offers
an excellent opportunity to bring to-
gether the greatest possible number
of music men from all over the
world: A&R men, international
music publishers, impresarios, agents
and managers, broadcasting and TV
executives, producers, deejays, com-
posers and authors. All the partici-

pants during or after the market ex-

pressed delight at the contacts they
made and the good deals they closed.

Several really important French per-

sonalities are members of the MIDEM
International Sponsorship Committee.
They are: Charles Meri, president of
S.D.R.M.; Georges Auric, president
of S.A.C.E.M. and president of acade-
mie du disque Frangais; Henri Fro-
ment, president of SNICOP; and,
since last month, president of the
IFPI, Rolf Marbot; president de la

chambre syndicale des Editeurs de
Musique, Marc Pincherle; president
de I’academie Charles Cros; and Paul
Pisson, president of FNICM.

During that period we heard from
Jacques Brel, who is one of the top
French artists. He has decided to stop
his stage appearances. He is tired,

and wants to be free and do what he
wants. It is a very bad and very im-
portant fact for French showbusi-
ness. That is not the only drama
among the stars. In May and June
French showbusiness lost three im-
portant people. Ted Moura, general
manager of President Records was
killed in a car crash in Paris. A few
days later, the charming girl deejay
Frederique who worked for Europe 1

suddenly died. She was twenty-five
years old. Three days later, excellent
artist Rene Louis Lafforgue was killed

in a car crash. He was cut by Pathe
Marconi, and managed a famous Pa-
risian night-club, I’Ecole Buissoniere.

Just after MIDEM, Petula Clark
came back to town. She came back
from the States with her extraordi-
nary recordings, the French treatment
of “This Is My Song.” French title is

“C’est ma chanson”. With that song
Petula immediately reached first place
on the chart and kept that position
for three months. In February, Chap-
pell publishing company presented its

first record production. It is a new
trio, the Hamsters. They recorded a
French treatment of “Georgy Girl,”

the Seekers’ hit. They have been dis-

tributed in France, Belgium, Holland

and Germany by CBS Records. This

winter CBS worked hard to promote

Caravelli. Records of that excellent
orchestra director have been released
in 37 different countries.

After Petula Clark and her song
“C’est ma chanson,” the most impor-
tant successes since the beginning of
the year are: “Inch Allah,” by Adamo
(EMI), Pathe Marconi publishing;
“Paris en Colere,” by Mireille Mathieu
(Barclay), Salabert publishing; “Les
Playboys,” by Jacques Dutronc
(Vogue), Alfa publishing; “L’heure
de la Sortie,” by Sheila (Philips),
Carrere and Breton publishing. In the
meantime Sheila finished her first

movie, “Bang Bang.” It should be a
great success.

It is a fact movie songs are im-
portant in the French market this
season. “A Man and A Woman” by
Pierre Barough and Nicole Croisille
(AZ); “La Chanson de Lara,” by the
Compagnons-de la Chanson (CBS)
or by John William (Polydor); “C’est
ma chanson” by Petula Clark
(Vogue); and, of course, the excellent
Michel Legrand’s music for Jacques
Demy’s musical, “Les Demoiselles de
Rochefort,” have been among the
greatest successes of the past 12
months.

In February CBS did a special pro-
motion job on Donovan. The British
artist is getting stronger and stronger
in France, and his success in Cannes
at MIDEM contributed to make the
CBS Show one of the most appreci-
ated by the trade and the press.
Donovan made a TV appearance in

“Tetes de bois et Tendres Annees.”
He was on stage for a one-man Show
at the Olympia on March 1st. On the
same date CBS released the “Mellow
Yellow” LP. Festival artist Marie La-
foret is the leading star of the film

“Le ISeme Caprice,” directed by
Roger Boussinot. The music from the

film is published by Editions Derby.

The United Artists label is now dis-

tributed by Philips. In the first days

of March, Eddie Adamis, who man-

ages this publishing company, pre-

sented his own first production. He
recorded twin girls, Les Cheries. Their

main title is “Le Fox Trotte,” by Burt
Baccarah and Eddie Marnay. Les^

weeks later AZ artist Danyel Gerard
announced he will create his own rec-

ord label, “P.D.G.” (“Production
Danyel Gerard”).
The Eurovision song contest in

Vienna presented two surprises.

Everybody was very happy when third

place was taken by the French song
^ “H doit faire beau la has,” by Pierre

Delanoe and Hubert Giraud (SEMI
Publishing). The French representa-
tive Noelle Cordier was a great suc-

cess for the way she interpreted that
song. A few hours after the contest,

the Barclay artist signed contracts
for TV programs in Germany and
Sweden. On the contrary “Quel coeur
vas tu briser,” by Gerard Gray and
Daniel Faure, was a surprising fail-

ure. However this song, a Tutti origi-

nal copyright, is quite good, but
Geraldine who recorded it through the

t Polydor label, was not at her best
^ during the contest.

Italian film Elsa Martinelli released
her first EP record in March through
the AZ label. Lyrics of three songs
were written by Jacques Lanzmann
who writes all the Jacques Dutronc
songs. At the same time, EMI artist

> Salvatore Adamo left Paris to do a

movie in Aix en Provence. It will be

his first appearance on screen as an

actor.

Beuscher A&R man Rene Desmarty,

signed a contract with Hubert E.

1
Marks. The Beuscher Publishing com-

^

pany now represents E. B. Marks,
r Alameda Music Corp. and Piedmont

Music Corp. for France, Belgium,

Luxembourg and all Francophone
' countries. Alain Boublil, Vogue pub-

lishing company manager, personally

directed the recording of the French
treatment of Sandie Shaw’s “Puppet
On a Strong.” French title is “Un
tout petit pantin” (Tutti publishing).

This treatment has been much appre-
ciated in Franch but it could not beat
the original version. It is an impor-
tant fact because the French public
now prefers songs in their original
language.

Philippe Boutet (CBS A&R) signed
a contract with Maurice Chevalier
this winter. CBS will produce an LP
with 12 new songs for Chevalier’s
80th birthday. Six will be written by
US composers and six by French.
Chappell named a new A&R man:
Michel Larmand. A few days later
Frank and Nancy Sinatra’s fabulous
hit “Somethin’ Stupid” was recorded
in French by Sacha Distel and Johana
Shimkus. Maurice Teze wrote French
lyrics. Success was immediate.

Ray Charles was a great success in

Paris in his one night appearance at
the Salle Pleyel in April. At this oc-
casion the first Stateside LP album
was released in France. Percy Sledge
also came to Paris in April to appear
at the fete du Muguet de Chaville. To
tie-in with his appearance, Barclay
released his new EP “Out Of Left
Field.” A new independent producing
company was created in April: Pro-
ductions Musicales SIBECAR. Man-
ager is Gilles Bleiveis. First artists
are Pascal Bilat (Festival) and Mar-
cel Hurten (AZ). Another new label
appeared on the market at the same
time: Relax. Its first release is an al-

bum by the Dutch group, the Out-
siders. Relax is distributed by Iramac
France which releases the Iramac
and Pelca labels.

Barclay artist Jean Ferrat, who is

produced by Gerard Meys (Produc-

tions Alleluia), left Frence on May
18th to present ten one man shows in

Cuba. After that he took a vacation

tour through Mexico, Brazil, etc. Fer-

rat will be back in Paris for the first

days of 1968 only. This season was
really good for the international ca-

reers of French artists. Enrico Ma-

cias, who is cut by EMI, was a great
success in the USSR. Three other
great artists have sung in that coun-
try since October: Juliette Greco,
Rosy Armen and recently Mireille

Mathieu, who has been the lead of

the first official French show on tour
in Russia. Charles Aznavour, Gilbert
Becaud and, of course, Petula Clark
performed in the United States. Dur-
ing his tour Charles Aznavour wrote
his last hit, “Je Reviens Fanny.”
With the opening of the International
Film Festival in Cannes, there were
several releases of movie themes.
Among them, RCA Victor presented
the soundtrack of “Mouchette,” by
Robert Bresson which was offered at

the Festival. Sarava published music
from “Mon Amour Mon Amour,” di-

rected by Nadine Trintignant, and
Labrador published the music from
the Robert Hossein movie “J’Ai Tue
Raspoutine.”

This season a lot of things were re-

ported concerning the war between
the radio stations. For the first time
ORTF and Radio Tele Luxembourg
are working very hard to compete
with the successful Europe No. I sta-

tion. In May Radio Tele Luxembourg
published a memo to prove “Presi-
dent” Rosko is the Deejay of the
Year. Rosko joined this broadcast last

November. Within six months the

gallup soundings went up from 5%
to 40%. Presently Rosko has 76.6%
in the popularity polls as well.

The Philips turnover for the first

four months of this year is exactly

the same as for the same period last

year. However, January and March
were better than January and March
figures for 1966. February, on the

other hand, was down, but April 1966

and 1967 are parallel. Louis Hazan,

Philips general manager, reports that

sales of 45 r.p.m. disks this year are

20% lower than in 1966. He points

out that this is in line with the gen-
eral slackening off of the French rec-
ord market. Philips maintains its

turnover because of the success of its

L.P. price policy of 19.95 NF instead
of 21 or 23NF.
Vogue’s turnover for the year 1966

showed an increase of more than
37% compared with 1965. Turnover
for the first four months of the cur-
rent year is reported to be about
30% up on the same period last year.
This shows that 1966-1967 has been
a great period for Vogue. In 1965
Vogue was a good, but not very im-
portant record company. Suddenly
the Cabat company has become the
most successful company. In 196<'

this firm and the labels it represents
had most of the top hits. Vogue A&R
man Christian Fechner discovered
Antoine. Three months later it was
Wolfson’s turn. He launched Jacques
Dutronc. Vogue distributes Michel
Polnareff records; Petula Clark and
Pierre Perret who are cut by Vogue
sold more and more records. Frank
Sinatra was No. I with “Strangers
In The Night.” The same was true for
Pierre Barough and Nicole Croisille

with the “A Man And A Woman”
theme. Frangoise Hardy was still

very strong and Vogue, which distrib-

utes Pye records, released English
and French treatments of Sandie
Shaw’s “Puppet On A String”: A
Great Year for the Cabat team.
The season ended with the IFPI

triennial council. At this occasion
Henri Froment, Decca and RCA prexy
in France, as named IFPI president.

Next year will hopefully see gains
for the record industry because SNI-
COP is planning a big promotion
campaign in the months ahead.

Germany which they handle from
September this year. Barclay have

Bobby Darin. Barclay’s French star
Mireille Mathieu has also achieved
considerable popularity and success in

Belgium while Charles Aznavour con-
tinues to be a big seller.

Sobedi continues to press for many
companies including Artone, CBS,
S. A. Gramophone, Polydor and
Palette. Their record company, Sobedi
had some excellent sales from The
Black Snakes with “My Only Love”.

Discobel

For Discobel, one of Belgium’s old-

est companies, the year has been an
important one during which organiza-
tional changes have taken place. In
January this year the 41 year old ad-
ministration was given a new look
with the injection of new and younger
blood. Decca’s promotion and public
relations manager Werner Huys (well
known in the music publishing world
—Disco Music/Sorbet Music Corpora-
tion) took over the responsibility of
running Discobel together with
Jacques Bentinx. During the yea^.
the Impact and President (FraneeV
labels were taken over and Discobel
also started their own productions.
Discobel looks to the future with con-
fidence.

Arcade

In the singles field Arcade Records
scored big hits with “Rio de Janeiro”
(Anneke Soetaert) and “Verlangen”
(Anita). Mainly an L.P. label Arcade
achieved international success with 6
L.Ps by The jokers. Over 250,000
copies of these recordings were sold
in eleven countries and 2 L.Ps by The
Hammond Brothers were sold in 14
countries. The firm owns a complete

tape library of mood music for inter-

national consumption. Also a mobile

studio for location recordings.

HOLLAND — THE PAST 12 MONTHS
Phonogram told Cash Box that its

management was happy to report a
steadily growing turnover in Musicas-
settes. Among new labels in the
Phonogram catalogue over the past
year are Deram and President. With
both popular labels considerable suc-
cesses were booked on the Dutch
record-market. All other labels showed
top-sales during the intensive winter
and spring selling-campaigns and the
general market-position has been im-
proved again. The introduction of the
classical “Grandioso” LP-series (Fon-
tana) and “Boutique de Musique”
(Philips), stereo mostly, had remark-
able sales results. These series do not
only include re-releases of earlier best
sellers, but also a great number of
new and even exclusive productions.
Phonogram maintains a strong and
consequent policy in the production of
home-talents. Excellent figures re-

sulted from the Beat and Cabaret
genres again. (Golden Records for
Wim Sonneveld on Philips and
Boudewijn de Groot on Decca, while
a half dozen of other artists in these
fields, recorded after July 1966, are
approaching the Golden Figure.)

In Dutch beat-music a change is

taking place to preferences for
Rhythm & Blues, on the analogy of

the American and English examples.
Lyrics in the English language seem
to be preferred; however, also Dutch
lyrics of beat-songs on singles and
LPs reached impressing turnover-
figures. Growing acknowledgment is

shown from abroad for the merits of

Dutch popular musical talents. Some
Dutch artists have found recognition
in very “difficult” countries like

France and England. In England;
Boudewijn de Groot (“Land of Rain-
bow’s End” a hit-parade climber) and
Cuby + Blizzards, Holland’s best
r & b group. In America: The R-d-ys.
In France: Liesbeth List and Ramses
Shaffy. Miss List was also to come
to LP-cooperation with the Greek
composer Theodorakis, a plan which
was detained because of political cir-

cumstances. Originals by Ramses
Shaffy were translated into the
French and a chanson entitled “Tou-
tankhamon” was composed by Shaffy
in Paris and released by S.P.P. as
feature-chanson on EP. In the classi-

cal field the tremendous success of the
Concertgebouw Orchestra (Bernard
Haitink conducting) touring the USA
and Canada, ending in Montreal at the
Holland Day, May 18th, was a regular
triumph for musical life in Holland.
It is interesting to mention that the
Bruckner-project by Holland’s leading
orchestra is nearing its completion.

An attempt to enlarge the turnover in

the Jazz-field (US material) was fully

honored by means of releases in

lesser expensive LPs in attractive

presentations. Contacts with Dutch
dealers (1100) and the Dutch press

were consolidated firmly and the in-

fluences were deepened and widened.

Various publicity-stunts and dealer-

service activities resulted in excellent

sales. Phonogram’s share in the TV
and radio-world (general promotion
and personal appearances) increased
considerably. Also the cooperation
with theatre-bureaus, agents and pub-
lishers was very satisfying.

For Bovema the second half of 1966
w'as highly dominated by ample prep-
arations for the new repertoires in the
new' season and, of course by the
celebration of a double anniversary:
20 years of Bovema in the Dutch
record industry, founded by its Presi-
dent Gerry Oord, who himself, took a
look back at 35 successful years of
perseverance, commercial spirit and
craftsmanship. Altogether an impor-
tant milestone, the impact of which
has made itself felt since many years
in the Benelux-area. An almost end-
less stream of guests—many from
abroad—attended the festivities on
19th September at the Amsterdam-
Hilton Hotel. Almost at the same time
Bovema hit the market with 9 series

of 12” albums, featuring each a par-
ticular kind of music (such as “beat,”
folklore, chansons, entertainment
also), the whole package covering a
total of more than 70 LP-records, the
promotion of which ran off with a na-
tion-wide string of sales meetings
with dealers. The company took its

usual share in Hit parade-items,
among them The Beatles’ “Yellow
Submarine” and a breakthrough for
such young coming men as Chris Far-
lowe. Twice as Much and Paul Jones.
Bovema w'as also traditionally repre-
sented in October’s Grand Galas du
Disque, this time with the Peanuts,
Georgie Fame and Richard Anthony,
while 3 classical albums were awarded
Edisons. Big names like Sinatra, the
Beatles and The Beach Boys were
blown up even more commercially by
either TV-films or special releases
(Pet Sounds). In November ’66 a
couple of young Dutch artists were
introduced to the local press: The
Cats, Patricia, John Earners and
Dimitri van Teren. From these, the
Cats had one of their first hit singles
released through EMI in Great
Britain, while Patricia will join the
Dutch vocal-team for The Knokke-
Festival this summer. The biggest
stint in December was HMV’s release
of a new magnificent Gre Brou-
wensteyn album with operatic arias
on the occasion of the singer’s con-
cert-visit to the USSR. HMV/ Angel’s
Klemperer-recording of Mahler’s
“Song of the Earth” hit the local clas-
sical market in January ’67. Bovema
promoted sales by extensive advertis-
ing campaigns in the country’s lead-
ing magazines.

Capitol launched a special Buck
Owens-month in April, while Colum-
bia released a new Benedetto Mar-
cello-album early this year. April was
also dedicated stereo-month. A coun-
try-wide sales campaign was devel-

oped, featuring 60 of the company’s

most prominent stereo-albums. Co-

lumbia-Holland recorded and released

initial albums by “Syntagma Musi-

cum” (a Dutch ensemble specializing

in ancient music from the Middle
Ages) and “The Robber’s Symphony,”
the latter project being a highlight on
Dutch TV during Easter. Both c&w-
and r&b-material have been collected
into a series of singles, subtitled
“Country Giants” and “Soul Supply.”
In May 1967 Gerry Oord and EMI’s Bill
Stanford finished ample negotiations
resulting in EMI’s official take-over
of the majority of Bovema-shares.
Both companies are cheering this de-
velopment, which will strengthen and
increase their mutual activities in the
European Common Market. Bovema
removed its record stores and for-
warding depts. to a new larger place
in Heemstede not far from its head-
quarters, and also worked out a rather
unique collaboration with another
Dutch record company N.V. Negram-
Haarlem, thus economizing the stor-
age, bookkeeping and supplies of
records. The first half of 1967 there
have been regular TV-gigs for
Bovema-artists: among them were
Adamo, Vera Lynn, Twice as Much,
The Pink Floyd, Vic Dana, Fran Jef-
fries, P. P. Arnold and Jeff Beck. Very
recently Gramophonehouse launched
9 beat albums and Bovema is sure to
do big business with the sensational
new Beatles-album “Sgt. Pepper’s
Lonely Hearts Club Band.”
Over the last year the total sales

of Negram-Delta went up with more
than 45%. This because of their still

expanding LP market; the sales of
the marvelous Eurodisc operetta rec-
ords and their fabulous position in the
local charts. No wonder that the man-
agement of Negram-Delta is very
satisfied with the tremendous success-
ful season of 1966/67. July ’66 The
Kinks made it big with “Dedicated
Follower of Fashion.” Frank Sinatra
had his greatest hit ever, “Strangers
In The Night,” and the Dutch Motions
were very successful with “My Love
Is Growing,” later in ’66 covered by
the Walker Brothers. The same month
David Garrick entered the DuUh
charts for the first time with “Lady
Jane.” Since then he has not been out
of the charts for one single week.
“Lady Jane” was followed by “Mrs.
Applebee,” “I Found A Love” and
“A Certain Misunderstanding.” Udo
Jurgens scored a hit in July with
“Merci Cherie” his third and winning
entry to the Eurovision Songfestival.

In August ’66, the first record by
the TeeSet caused a sensation in the
nation. A track of the LP “Emotion”

was released as a single and reached
the top 5: “Don’t You Leave.” Since
then all TeeSet singles became hits.

In September ’66 Negram-Delta took
over the Roulette-label and gained
two hits at the same moment with
“Hanky Panky” and “Say I Am” by
Tommy James & the Shondells. Sales
of Roulette LP’s have been very sat-

isfying. Also in September Negram-
Delta introduced the Elektra label to

the Dutch market. Albums by Tom
Paxton, Marc Spoelstra, Judy Collins

and others have been very successful.

Sales of the LP’s by the Doors, Love
and Paul Butterfield Blues Band, how-
ever, surprised everybody. The press
is raving about those three groups.
Negram is still continuing a special

promotion campaign and expects to

gain even better results of these art-

ists in the second half of ’67. October
’66, Robert Stolz was received as a

special guest at the Grand Gala Du
Disque 1966 and was honored for his

musical merits. Also in October, Ne-
gram-Delta released the new Kinks
album “Face To Face.” Although
“Sunny Afternoon” was still in the
charts and their budget LP “Well
Respected Kinks” was a chart buster,
Negram released one of the tracks,

“Dandy,” as a single. The Kinks ver-

sion as well as a version by Clinton
Ford made the top ten. Later on in

the season the Kinks made it big with
“Dead End Street,” “Mr. Pleasant”
and “Waterloo Sunset.” In October
N.C.R.V.-TV screened “A Man And
His Music,” dedicated to the one and
only Frank Sinatra. Of the other
Reprise and Warner Brothers artists

especially Dean Martin could be seen
quite regularly on TV. Reprise and
Warner Brothers are two of Negrams
most important LP labels; albums by
Nancy and Frank Sinatra, Sammy
Davis, Peter, Paul & Mary, and The
Everly Brothers sold even better than
singles. November ’66, The Motions
had their greatest hit since “Wasted
Words,” a revival of the Motown-
evergreen “It’s The Same Old Song.”
At that time the second album by the
Motions was still one of the best-
selling LP’s in the nation. Later in

this season the Motions scored a hit

with “I Want You, I Need You” while
Rudy Bennett hit the charts twice
with his records “How Can We Hang
On To A Dream” and “Amy.” In
December ’66 Negram-Delta concen-
trated more on selling successful

records than on new releases, this be-
cause of the Santa Claus (Dec. 5) and
Xmas season. Best selling records
this month were the albums by Kob-
ert Stolz, Margitt Schramm and
Rudolf Schock; albums by Dean Mar-
tin; “The Very Best Of The Everly
Brothers” and the budget LP’s in the
Marble Arch series; records by
Petula Clark, Jacques Dutronc and
of course the Kinks.

Early ’67, Negram introduced
Jimmy James and Geno Washington
to the Dutch market. An LP by
Sammy Davis and Laurinda Almeida
was released as well as an album by
the very successful French pop singer
Jacques Dutronc on Vogue. Special
promotion campaigns were being held
for Baccarolo and Marble Arch rec-
ords. Jacques Dutronc entered for the
third time the top 40 with “Les
Cactus” and two LP’s were released
by the Paul Butterfield Blues Band.
Petula Clark reached the number one
position on the Dutch charts in March
’67 and stayed there with “This Is

My Song” for almost two months.
Robert Stolz, Rudolf Schock and
Margitt Schramm toured this month
in the Netherlands. The tour was very
successful and stimulated the sales of
the beautiful Eurodisc operetta rec-
ords quite a lot. Sandie Shaw reached
the top of the charts in April with
the winning song of the Eurovision
Song Festival, “Puppet On A String.”
Due to TV and live performances,
the record has been in the top ten
for three months, five weeks at nr.

1!!!! Important LP releases this
month were an album by the most
famous Dutch brass band The Am-
sterdam Politie Kapel and “That’s
All,” a new double LP by Sammy
Davis. Peter Alexander’s single

' “Spanisch War Die Nacht” did not
I reach the charts, but sales were higher
I than those of many hits. Sammy

Davis visited the Netherlands in May
for a live-show, broadcasted directly
by A.V.R.O.-TV. This month was
Negram-Delta’s most successful
month, up to date, in the popular
field; company had eleven hits on
hand, of which four in the top ten,
six in the top 20. The management
of Negram-Delta, Mr. Hans I. Killer-
man and Mr. Robert Oeges are proud
of the results reached in the season
66/67 and will try to make the season
67/68 even better. In August Negram-
Delta are moving into the new offices,

where the circumstances are very
good for the best possible results.
During 1966 the Atlantic label was

put up in the house of Polydor. Since
then much attention has been paid to
this label. The biggest hit of 1966
“Little Man” (Sonny and Cher) was
released under it. Besides, the grow-
ing interest in R and B put “Atlantic”
in the news regularly (Wilson Pickett,
Otis Redding a.o.). From Polydor
England with Jimi Hendrix quickly
gained an obviously fixed place in the
hit-parade. From time to time two
numbers are among the top 40 and his
LP, which has just been released,
reaches big sales. There seems to be

I

no end to the sales of records with the
Bee Gees. This group has several
numbers in the top 40. An LP is on
the way. Polydor Germany came on
the market with a large number of

new records from the Kaempfert and
Last repertory, all of which were
received enthusiastically by thousands
of buyers. Furthermore there were
Roy Blacks’ hit successes, which keep
their place on the hitparade, particu-
larly in the Southern part of Holland.
His new LP is much in demand. The
MGM label, represented by Polydor,
rleased among others the famous LP
Dr. Schivago, one of the top selling

LP’s in Holland. The single from this

LP regularly appeared on the top 40
list. Verve—also represented by Poly-
dor—made some brilliant LP’s with
Astrud Gilberto, Stan Getz, Oscar
Peterson and others, all quickly gain-
ing their place in the market. Record
sales were reached on the Kama Sutra
label with “The Lovin’ Spoonful,”
first class hitmakers, now also with a
new LP. Holland’s fast-growing rec-

ord company also developed their own
great activities in recording. Several
hits were created with beat groups
such as the Golden Earrings and The
Shoes. The Golden Earrings were also

released in America.
In Polydor’s famous special series

a great number of new Dutch produc-
tions appeared, which all became top-
sellers. Dutch Singer number one:
Corrie Brokken, signed a contract
with Polydor; her productions have a
great future before them, especially
in Germany, where she is going to pro-
duce a number of TV shows for the
next season. Jacco van Renesse made
his first recording and singer Bojoura
soon saw her first record among the
top 40. In the classical sector great
successes were scored thanks to one
of the world’s best labels for classical
music: D.G.G. Thousands of albums
were sold after a strong subscription-
campaign in 1966. The well-introduced
DGG “stable” was distributed over a
broad front and reached the best
sales-figures ever gained. Polydor
Nederland in time adapted her organ-
ization to this fast growth, reorganiz-
ed, enlarged its facilities and is ready
for the coming season to be and to
remain: one of Holland’s fastest
growing record companies.
For Inelco season ’66/’67 started

with signing the contract for the
Dutch Record Club. Mama’s and
Papa’s hit the top in Holland with
“Monday Monday” in July ’66. Elvis
Presley was again on the hitparade
with his “Love Letters” and Jim
Reeves’ “Distant Drums” was a best-
seller in the Netherlands. Inelco
signed the contract for the Dutch
version of “Fiddler On The Roof,”
titled “Anatevka.” Rita Pavone again
was in Holland August ’66 on the
television screen and also The Peter
Nero Show from the Amsterdam
Carre theatre. The Hunters “bombed”
with their “political song”: “The Rus-
sian Spy And 1.” Peter Serkin per-

formed with the Concert Gebouw
Orchestra and he made the audience

very enthusiastic with his piano-
playing. Jazz Star Series was a big
success and it was the beginning of
the “revival of Jazz”. The title “With
God On Our Side” of Joan Baez, the
strongest title from her last television
show is (now on EP) also a big suc-
cess. Inelco started the Monkees’ pub-
licity campaign in September, and
also the “A1 Hirt Grand Gala Bomber
Campaign” started same month. Inel-

co started its own Publishing Com-
pany by the name of Universal Songs
by contracting Wim Landman, one of
our national publishing specialists,

October ’66 was Inelco’s month for the
Monkees . . . Monkees’ Sensation in

Holland! One of the stars on the pop-
ular Grand Gala was without any
doubt: A1 “He Is The King” Hirt and
his band. One of the stars of The
Grand Gala Classique ’66: Van Cli-

burn. “Lucia Di Lammermoor” with
Anna Moffo and Carlo Bergonzi in the
leadin’ roles, has got the best critics

of the year.
“The Sound Of Music” got an Edi-

son-award popular and “Othello” with
Sir Laurence Olivier a classical Edi-
son. Inelco released the Santa Claus
and Christmas LP of the winning
Dutch “Familie von Trapp”: Familie
Kortekaas. Enormous reactions on the
release of “L’Enfance du Christ”,
the first Christmas Oratorio in the
low price series. November was Inel-

co’s Monkee-LP-Month pre-eminently!
Also long expected: “11 Barbiere di

Siviglia” conducted by popular Erich
Leinsdorf came on the Dutch market.
Mama’s and Papa’s scored again with
“Look Through My Window”. Jim
Reeves was Inelco’s “best-selling
artist” of the Santa Claus sales in
Holland. Fats Waller was growing
much more popular in Holland and
even beatbands started playing old
songs and special contests were held.
Monkees’ “I’m A Believer” jumped
into the Top Ten. Sylvie Vartan was
on television on her visit in Holland
and she sang a Dutch title: “Ballade
voor een Gllmlach.” “Anatevka”
(Fiddler On The Roof) started their
“Victory Tour” in the theatres and on
the RCA Victor label. The Country
Clarinet of mister “Pee Wee Spitel-

era” received very fine critics. “The
Sound Of Music” was the best sold
LP of 1966, Jim Reeves the best
bought artist of 1966, and The Mon-
kees were the biggest sensation of
1966! !!!!!!

In January of this year Inelco
started its “Local Record Production
Company” with several free lance
producers and a new label: “Tania.”
Again Mama’s and Papa’s attention
for their: “Words Of Love.” Elvis’
Golden records were received with big
enthusiasm and an Elvis Day was
organized in Amersfoort. In January,
Mr. Leinsdorf visited Amsterdam.
Piet Beishuizen, Director of the
C.C.G.C. and Pierre Dam, Inelco’s
publicity manager, handed the clas-
sical Edison Award to Sir Laurence
Olivier in London. The Inelco staff
went to Hamburg in February to have
the half yearly meeting with the other
companies. New Elvis hit: “Indescrib-
ably Blue”; “Yours Sincerely” of the
late Jim Reeves was the most request-
ed record for collectors. All the Dutch
“Anatevka-Artists” received a record
out of the hands of mgr. Wim Brand-
steder. Malcolm Frager was in Am-
sterdam; also Richard Lewenthal.
“Relaxing with the Ad Vanderhood
Quartet” was a soft swing local pro-
duction and rquested by all the other
companies too. Mr. Friedberg, direc-
tor of the Amadeo Company, visited
Inelco in March. This was also the
month of the birth of a very good
English group: “The Frugal Sound.”
A big “Old Jazz Press Conference”
in March was the beginning of a num-
ber of old jazz festivities and RCA
was the organizer. March 7 will be

the “Jazzday” in the future.

Mama’s and Papa’s were here again

with “Dedicated To The One I Love.”

Leonard Pennario in Holland; also

Charles Miinch. Monkees had another

smash hit with their “Little Bit Me A
Little Bit You.” Artur Rubinstein

was on tour in Holland in April.

Inelco released the sensational LP:
“Mama’s and Papa’s Deliver”. Conny
Vink, Inelco’s trump for the coming
Knokke-Song-Festival, released her

hit: “Bossa Nova Boy”. Inelco v
leased “Toscanini In Memoriam” w
a special small in-memoriam-caj i-

paign. On television were four Nai
ville Shows: Jim Reeves, Chet Atki. ;

Bobby Bare, a.o. Simon Carmiggei ,

our national “Small-joke-tales-specia.-
ist,” was contracted for the RC. -

label. “Lucrezia Borgia” in a three-
record-album was released in Apr ..

Joan Baez on television in May. Cou^i-

try and Western is “future music”
and that’s why Inelco is preparing big
campaigns for the promotion of this

music in Holland, also for Jazz and
Victrols. Inelco prepares its “10th
year anniversary.” In May Mr. Wim
Brandsteder went on business-trip to

the States and Canada. He got “The
Golden Record” for the “Sound Of
Music” LP.
CBS Gramofoonplaten Holland

started 1967 with an extensive local

production; the new set-up is headed
by producer Cees de Man and involved
a scheme of new material which so far
proved to be a huge success in the low
countries as well as abroad.
One of the most important releases

of last season has been the second
album by The Kilima Hawaiians, en-

titled “Moonlight Over Hawaii”. No
doubt The Kilima Hawaiians by now
have reached an almost world-wide
audience with their first CBS album
“Farewell Hawaii.” Albums have been
issued in U.S., Japan, Mexico, Great
Britain, Australia, Israel, most Euro-
pean countries and many others. Al-
bums by Trio Antoine Mommers and
Die Harmonika Paraders with Ac-
cordion music and Tonny Eyk’s Bar
Quartet’s “Hey Mr. Hammond” still

are very successful and sales are in-

creasing in Belgium, Germany, Aus-
tria and Switzerland, not to mention
Holland. The first CBS Barrel-organ
Album, entitled “International Melo-
dies” by the Bruderorgelwaldkirch,
including selections from “Mary Pop-
pins”, LP-recording, entitled “Caribbe
Souvenirs” (The Sound Of The West-
Indies), and an album by The
“Snuffy” King Trio, entitled “Wack
Wack” and many other albums to

come, were made for the international
market in the first place. New CBS
groups, such as The Stax with “Gone
Gone Gone”, the fourth single by
popular group Les Cruches: “Will
You Always Love Me”/“Mum and
Dad”, Sweet Nothing and The Blues
Group Five proved to be quite success-
ful on the local market. Especially
J. B. Euson, who made quite some
noise with his tremedous first CBS
single “Amen” c/w “Where Can My
Lover Be” is one of the artists, whom
CBS is proud to have on its label.

CBS’ most promising British group
of last season were The Tremeloes,
who rapidly made the charts with
their second single “Silence Is Gold-
en,” after their first success “Here
Comes My Baby.” No doubt their first

album, entitled “Here Comes The
Tremeloes” will become a blockbuster
on the local market. Ray Conniff and
the Singers’ “Somewhere My Love,”
as well as their album with the same
title still is one of the best-selling sin-

gles and albums in Holland. Other
artists who made quite an impact on
the local market were: The Byrds
(“My Back Pages” and album
“Younger Than Yesterday”), the
French Orchestra of Caravelli, Gene
Pitney, Andy Williams’ “Music To
Watch Girls By” and Bob Dylan.
During the ’66-’67 season Artone

and its subsidiary Funkier Records
managed to further expand their ac-

tivities in the Benelux as well as in

the international markets. Many new
artists, both in the pop and the classi-

cal fields, were signed for recordings
released in the company’s interna-
tional catalogue, which now boasts
such bestselling items as the packages
by The Reunion Jazz Band, The New
Orleans Syncopators, Los Tenientes,

Piano team Martin Gale & Cor Coles

and Willy Schobben, who scored

locally with “Somewhere, My Love.”

Artone’s locally produced classical

line continued to receive rave reviews

for newly recorded LP’s such as the

highly successful first volume of

Handel’s Organ Works as performed

by renowned Albert de Klerk. Artone

as distributor for ABC Records scored

The company thatdominates the Dutch record market
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with Tommy Roe’s “Sweet Pea” as

well as with LP recordings by such
prominent artists as Ray Charles and
John Coltrane. Funckler’s relentless

promotion of the Tamla-Motown label

thru the years this season resulted

in breaking open the local market for

Rhythym & Blues, with such artists

as Stevie Wonder, The Four Tops,
The Supremes, Jr. Walker and Mar-
vin Gaye strongly hitting the charts.

Most of these now have already sev-

eral hits to their credit in Benelux,
as much as they continue to be suc-

cessful. The Chess line offered Billy

Stewart’s Hit reading of “Summer-
time”, whereas many names from the
label’s jazz roster received plenty of

attention thru the specially designed
“I Love Jazz On Chess” series. Fur-
ther additions to Prestige’s unique
“Modern Jazz Giants” series scored
heavily in the same field.

Donovan’s “Sunshine Superman”
and “Mellow Yellow”, both on single

as well as on LP, proved to be block-
busters for the diskery’s Epic line.

Further cause for satisfaction provid-
ed the sales-results to two Glen

j

Miller Orchestra albums released on
the same label. Artone’s United Artist
dept, managed to bring The Easy-
beats’ recording of “Friday On My
Mind” in the No. 1 slot of the local

charts for several weeks, long before
record started climbing in England
and the United States. Hits on the
Palette label this season included:
Michel Polnareff’s “La Poupee”, “Love
Me Please Love Me” and “Ta,Ta,Ta,
Ta,” whereas Digno Garcia’s version
of “Guantanamera” proved a strong
competitor to the original hit record-
ing. Now that Monaural recording
appears to be heading into its final

stages, Artone successfully completed

the switching over to Stereo of the

majority of its current releases.

CNR, which already has some
stakes in the classical fire with labels

as Harmonia Mundi, Telefunken and
Cantate, expects a very great deal

from the Russian Melodia-label, which
will be introduced with a big publicity

campaign in the autumn. The Melodia
catalog is considered as one of the

most important in the entire world
with artists like David Oistrakh,
Sviatoslav Richter and Constantin
Ivanov, CNR-artist Gei’t Timmerman
got a trophy at the Cannes “Midem”
trade fair as the best sold Dutch re-

cording artist of the past year. Same
artist gets a 1,000,000 trophy in the
fall. One of the most interesting CNR-
discoveries of last season was girl

singer Reggie v.d. Burgt who scored
on the Dutch Hitparade. CNR also

expects a lot of new Dutch group
“Daddy’s Act”.

Basart’s record department, repre-
senting among others the important
Italian Durium-label in Holland, re-

ports 200,000 sales of the Nini Rosso-
hit “H Silenzio”, thus having the best
selling foreign record of all times for

this company. Other highlights of the
Durium-label were the Nini Rosso al-

bum “La Montanara” and “Cuore
Matto” by Italy’s eternal chartrider
Little Tony. Recently Mrs. Mintangian
of Durium and Mr. Frans Basart
signed the extension of their present
agreement. An agreement was
reached with the Folkways-label for
European releases of their folklore

catalog. Activity on local talent in-

cludes Dutch topgroup Les Baroques,
whose “Such A Clad” and “I Know”
have been released in the U.S. and
all Europe, and whose latest single

“Bottle Party” just entered the charts
two weeks after release. Other suc-

cessful items were Caroline Kaart,
whose folksong-album sold 10,000

copies. R&B-talent John “King Size”
Russell with “Oh Monah,” “One Plus
One Makes Two” and his album
“Rhythm & Blues,” just released;

Basart recently introduced talented

Israelian singer David, who made his

successful debut with “The Oriental

Beat Goes On.” About to be reieaseu
is the Dutch version of “Er Und Ich”
by German Hansa-label’s most impor-
tant artist Marion. Latin music in the
Basart catalog is represented by Los
Aventureros, Aruba-originated group,
who recently recorded their first al-

bum. Increased activity on the record-
field in the near future will help to
boost the already established force of
the Basart group in the Dutch music
industry.
For Iramac 1966/67 season started

off with the first big hit of the Out-
siders “Lying All The Time,” after
which same group stayed in the Dutch
hit parade one year without any in-

terruption with numbers like “Keep
On 'Trying,” “Touch,” “Monkey On
Your Back” and “Summer Is Here.”
Iramac’s Martine Bijl was one of the
sensations of Dutch Knokke-song
contest team. In September Iramac
organised a dealers-meeting in coop-
eration with CNR. Famous Chinese
bass, Yi-Kwei Sze got an Edison for

his Iramac-LP with songs of Tcher-
epnine and Moussorgsky, and in Paris
the “Grand Prix Du Disque Lyrique”
for his Iramac-record with songs of
Brahms and Moussorgsky. Beat
groups Outsiders and Zipps made ap-
pearances in Paris during the month
of December. Dutch version of “Yel-
low Submarine” entitled “Jelle Zal
Wei Zien” became one of the biggest
carnival hits of the year. In February
Iramac got the Dutch representation
of the American C&W label “Star-
day,” in March of the label of sacred
music “Diskanto” and the German
progressive-classical label “Wergo,”
in April the label “Disco Nederland”
with recordings of known and rare
organs and in June the Soul Sound-
lab-^l with recordings of B.B. King,
Little Richard, John Lee Hooker,
Lowell Fulsom, Mary Love and Ike &
Tina Turner. In April the first LP
of the Outsiders came on the market;
in 3 days time 10,000 copies were
sold, which was a record for Dutch
beat LP’s. In May, Chinese bass Yi-

Kwei Sze got, for the second time, the

“Grand Prix Du Disque Lyrique” for

an Iramac-recording and in the same

month Dutch group The In-Crowd
came under contract with Iramac for

their Relax-label. In June the Out-
siders got their Golden Record for

100,000-sales.

PUBLISHERS
Holland Music N.V. (Peer-Soutern

Organization) Amsterdam, had a good
season with the top Artists Donovan
and Michel Polnareff. Their outstand-

ing Hitparaders, such as: “Mellow
Yellow,” “Sunshine Superman,”
“Epistle To Dippe,” “Ta Ta Ta Ta,”
“Love Me, Please Love Me” and “Le
Pauv’ Guitariste” all made a good
show in the charts. And then of

course the phenomenal rise to suc-

cess of the New Vaudeville Band with
“Winchester Cathedral,” “Peek-A-
Boo” and “Finchley Central,” Man-
fred Mann with “Semi-Detached Sub-
urban Mr. Jones” and Peter & Gor-
don with “Sunday For Tea.”
Apart from vast activities with

their immense catalogue of standard
numbers appearing in the repertoires

of all local artists, orchestras, etc.

three main objects were vastly inten-

sified by Chappell-Holland. The whole
repertoire of Tom Springfield was
paid a lot of attention to and was
further established (Georgy Girl;

Morningtown Ride), the already sen-

sational sales of records and sheet-

music of “The Sound of Music”
reached its peak in the season 1966-

1967, and the glorious triumph of the

Dutch stage-version of the musical
“Fiddler on the roof,” staged in Hol-
land as “Anatevka,” now having fin-

ished the first series of performances
in Amsterdam, and touring the coun-

try now. Numerous “Chappell”-copy-
rights have been recorded as local

versions by Dutch talent, culminating
in “Something Stupid.” Dutch Tele-

vision presented three big produc-

tions of musical works controlled by
Chappell-Holland: “Kiss Me Kate,”
‘“The Mikado” and “Robber Sym-

phony.”

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this past year. This is most clearly
shown by the fact that 31 Basart-
controlled copyrights figured among
the top-5 of the Dutch charts during
this period, of which we name such
strong chart riders as “Yesterday,”
“Sunny,” “Stranger In The Night,”
“No Milk Today” and—more recently—“I Was Kaiser Bill’s Batman,”
“This Is My Song” and this year’s
Eurovision Contest-winner, “Puppet
On A String.” The toplists show a
regular 15 to 20 songs controlled by
Basart and its affiliates each week.
Of the all-time Lennon-McCartney hit
“Yesterday” eleven cover versions
were obtained, a very remarkable
achievement in this small territory.
Basart almost monopolizes the pub-
lishing of Dutch beatwriters, among
which there are several highly tal-
ented young people, who have been
equally successful in other countries.
Songs and original recordings by lo-

cal composers and groups like Les
Baroques, The Golden Earrings, The
Motions, The Outsiders and The
Ro-d-ys have found their way to
many countries all over the world.
Various important catalog deals were
set during this period either for Hol-
land or for Benelux. Basart now rep-
resents such important publishers as
Jobete Music Co. and the Big 7 Com-
panies. With Deutsche Grammophon
Gesellschaft Basart formed the Edi-
tion Arena-Holland Company, the
Dutch affiliate of Aberbach G.m.b.H.
This company handles the original
material of Aberbach-Hamburg in
Holland and furthermore acts as the
publishing department for Polydor-
Nederland. From M.U. Artemis, Pub-
lishing department of Philips Inter-
national, Edition Arena-Holland ob-
tained the rights to the Cotillion, East
and Pronto catalogs for Holland.
This remarkable expansion required
important reinforcement of staff per-
sonnel, while the firm turned to fur-
ther mechanization of their opera-
tions. Total mechanization is expected
to be introduced before the end of
this year. Another important move in
the expansion program of Basart has
been the installation of a Belgian of-
fice in Brussels, where Mr. Alain Le-
lievre heads the exploitation of all

Basart’s world copyrights and Bene-
lux acquisitions. Agreements were
reached with three very important
German publishers, which in alpha-
betical order are Rolf Budde, Dr.
Hans Gerig and Peter Meisel, regard-
ing the representation of their inter-
ests through jointly owned companies
for the Benelux territory. The Ger-
man market still has a strong influ-
ence on the Benelux countries and
after the recess caused by the strug-
gle in the German music industry last
year, business is picking up fast and
good results are to be expected
shortly.
Manager Wim van Vught of Al-

tona informed Cash Box about a most
successful year for his pubbery and
affiliations. In this year the pubbery
handled three times as much copy-
rights as the year before and there-
fore the internal organisation was
extended with strong elements as
Willy Rex and young Peter Koelewijn
in the promotion and A & R-field.
Biggest successes were the original
Dutch recordings as Boudewijn De
Groot with the Number-One title

“Welterusten Mr. President” (Sleep
Well, Mr. President) and songstress
Conny van de Bos with “Ik Ben Ge-
lukkig Zonder Jou” (I’m Happy
Without You). Biggest title of the
year was the Dutch version on the
United Artists copyright “Dance
Mamma Dance Pappa” sung by Karin
Kent: “Dans je de hele Nacht met
mij.” Since long years it happened
for the first time that a Dutch ver-

sion became a new Number One in

the Dutch charts. Even in Belgium
this title obtained the Number-One
position. Also a big success was the

Dutch version “Als Ik De Golven Aan
Het Strand Zie” sung by famous
songstress Ria Valk on the Burling-
ton/Herb Alpert title: Surfin’ Senor-

Anagon music publishers had a

very good season with the acquisition

of the Walt Disney catalog. Anagon,
before long independently working to-

gether with the E.M.I.-publishing
companies, now is an affiliate of

E.M.I. “Merci Cherie” was one of the
most successful titles of this pubbery.

Belinda (Amsterdam) N.V.—former
representative of the Jobete catalog
—concentrated its promotion activi-

ties on introducing R&B-music in

Holland, resulting in such big hits as:

“River deep, mountain high” (Ike and
Tina Turner), “You Can’t Hurry
Love,” “You Keep Me Hangin’ On”
(Supremes) and “Reach Out I’ll Be
There,” “Standing in the Shadow of

Love” (Four Tops) etc. However, a
look in the follow-up of the Dutch
charts shows a remarkable change
from American to European Artists
going on: In the second part of 1966
Belinda noted a 50/50 quotation, but

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ITALY — THE 12 MONTHS
As our review for this 25th edition

of Cash Box begins, there are difficul-

ties, as every year, in obtaining real
figures.

It is our principal interest, to re-
port to our readers positive facts and
to prove them with real figures, con-
cerning the total of disks sold in our
territory and the real potential of
our music market Unfortunately, as
we reported many times we can
speak about facts, but the figures we
will report are only inductive, since
until now, it has been impossible to
get real data concerning the total
turnover of our industry.
Maybe this fact will surprise peo-

ple who are not informed about the
situation in Italy; we wish therefore
to explain that this situation derives
directly from our fiscal system. By
the way we have to report that there
is a project for the reform of our
fiscal administration, and maybe this
will give us definitive positive data
concerning sales and production on
our market in years to come.
And now we wish to start our

report; as in the last editorial, we
have to state that Italy is a country
with 55 million inhabitants. The
music products are supplied to these
people via a total of 5230 music and
record retailers located all through-
out the peninsula and in the two
islands of Sicily and Sardinia.
These shops are selling the prod-

ucts offered by 26 Italian record
firms, or better by 26 Italian record
sales organizations, which are selling
their own products, or the products
made in Italy and abroad and dis-
tributed by them.

Really Italian record firms who are
producing records are muuch more
than 26; precisely the number of rec-
ord producers organized under a firm
name are, in our country, 166 but
record sales organisations are only
26, who also distribute the products
of other record producers.
The number of existing shops, to-

gether with the number of existing

sales organisations operating on our
market, can easily give an idea of
what will be the total turnover on our
record market. It is interesting to
note that, examining the situation of
the Italian market in order to fix

approximate figures of total sales
during the past twelve months, we
have to take into consideration only
the record sales organisations and not
the record firms. If we consider the
number of the record firms, which
are as above reported more than 160,
we have to state that this is an im-
possible figure for our record market.

Fortunately only record sales or-
ganisations have a direct influence on
the market.
The record shops existing on our

market shall be classified as follows:
250 (57c of total) are very big; 1.750

(357c) are to be considered of me-
dium size; while 3.230 (60%) are
small shops. This classification is

fixed according to the average of
purchases effected by each retailer.

It’s easy to derive inductive figures,
either taking into consideration the
average of sales supnosed be effected
by the retailers, or taking into account
the average of records supposed to
be sold during the twelve month
period by the record sales organisa-
tions. Also it is possible to take into
consideration an average of profit to
be assigned to each record retailer,

considering them all of little size, and
fixing it in about 1,500,000 liras per
year. To reach such a profit they
have to sell an average of 6,000 units
per year (singles and LPs together).
This means that the records sold dur-
ing a 12 month period should be of
about 30,000,000 units.
On the other hand one can fix the

average of units sold by a middle-
sized record organisation in Italy at
the very minimum of 1,000,000 units
per year. In this case, the record
sales organization will just cover the
costs of the organization itself. It is

easy to derive therefore that total
record sales in Italy shall in any case
overpass the 26,000,000 unit mark in
twelve months.

Last year, according to our in-

quiries, taking into account the aver-
age of production of each single rec-
ord industry in our country, we fixed
a total of 28,000,000 disks sold in one
year. In the latest twelve months we
have noted an expansion of the Ital-
ian record market, and a consecutive
increase in record sales. In regard to
this increase, it is interesting to note
that during the twelve month period
taken into consideration, 284 new
record shops have entered into ac-
tivity, while for the same period, only
62 retailers have closed their shops.
Therefore there has been an increase
in the number of record shops of
about 4.5 7o-

This increase already justifies a
supposed increase on total sales dur-
ing the same period. This increase,
adopting the criterion expressed
above, shall be fixed at 2,000,000
units.

We have of course made a com-
parison of this inductive data with
the production of each record firm
during the past twelve months. Being
inductive data, we can’t report them
separately, but we wish to mention
the result, and we are able to fix as
a prudent estimation an increase on
the total record production in respect

to the same period of last year, of

2,500,000 units as minimum.
The percentage of increase is,

therefore in respect always to the

same period of last year, 9%. This

data can be assumed as true if

squared with the aforementioned data

concerning the retail trade.

As a conclusion we can state that

during the previous twelve month
period, total record sales on the

Italian record market have surpassed

the 30,000,000 unit mark, with an
increase of 9% in respect to the same
period of the past year.

We indicate as follows the sup-

posed subdivision among the various

classes of disks indicating also the

percentage on the total
each class:

According to the above figures we

have the following changes in respect
to the past year: SINGLES have in-
creased by 1,220,000 copies, with a
decrease in percentage in total sales
in respect to the past year of—1.577c.
EP sales have decreased by 80,000

units, with a decrease in percentage
in respect to the last year of—0.437c.
LP 12' sales have increased in

respect to last year by 870,000 units,

with an increase in percentage on the
total in respect to the same period of
the past year of -|-2.067c. 'the sales
of LP 10' have decreased by 10,000
units, with a decrease of —0.6% in

respect to total sales of last year.
Therefore as indicated by the above

data, the greatest increase is the LP
sales which have increased from
12.74% (percentage on total sales

reported in our Directory 1966) to

14.80% (percentage on total sales as
reported this year). Their share on
the total market has increased by
24.36% the total volume of sales.

The increase in sales for units of
single disks has been for the same
period 5.16%; and, therefore (con-
sidering the expansion of our record
market) indicates as reported 97c of

the total. There has been a decrease
in respect to the total number of
singles sold.

There are therefore two different
events that come to our attention: on

one hand the increase of the total rec-

ord market (97c) which is demon-
strating that really the Italian mar-
ket is fast developing; and on the
other, the sliding of the market
towards the LP products.

Concerning the increase of the total

market, we reported in last year’s
editorial that according to our data
we foresaw an increase of about 10%
of total sales for each year. This year
we have quoted as a prudent figure a
9% increase, which is very near to

our expectations, if we consider the
total increase in units (this means
about two records sold to every three
Italian people). The increase is really
about 13% if the calculation is made
on value and not on units
The second event mentioned is the

sliding of the record market towards
the LP releases. This means that our
market is becoming mature little by
little. This not only depends on the
record buyers, but first of all is con-
nected with the best policy of our
record firms who seem to be capable
of profiting from the potential of our
record market.
Now it is time to take a deep look

into our record organization, examin-
ing the various record firms under
two main aspects, industrial produc-
tion and distribution. In the record
field, even if often forgotten, the
wellknown economic law applies also
to this industry—production and dis-

tribution have a direct influence on
the market which derives directly
from the organisation of these two
big sections of the record enterprises.

INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION
As we reported opening this article,

whereby the lyrics, the story are pre-
dominent. Filmmusic may enter the
top-lists easily and stay there for
many weeks. Dutch groups were suc-
cessful in their effort to produce a
more personal sound, now called
“Nederbeat.”
Bospel Music started its activities

on December 8, 1966, although the
new publishing company was founded
in July of that year already. A. E.
Palmans and Mrs. J. Bosmans, re-
spectively a&r manager of Decca-
Belgium (N. V. Fonior) and owner of
Ed. Musicales Bens, Brussels, took the
initiative. Joop Gerrits, formerly with
Holland Music (Southern Peer) was
appointed to managing director of

Bospel Music, which pubbery is a part
of an organisation of several record
companies and music-publishers with
offices in Amsterdam, Brussels, Paris,
Stockholm, etc. Although this pubbery
is working now for only half a year,
it already had very big hits like

“Dear Mrs. Applebee,” “Cuore Matta”
(San Remo ’67), “Words Of Love”
(Mama’s & Papa’s), “Hablemos Del
Amor,” “Land Of 1000 Dances” etc.

Most titles had cover versions, re-

leased by Phonogram, Dureco, Bo-
vema, etc. Bospel Music is an inde-
pendent publishing company and is

not connected with any record com-
pany.
As stated before, Inelco started its

own publishing company by the name
of Universal Songs by contracting
Wim Landman, one of Hollands na-
tional publishing specialists. Landman
already acquired most important
copyrights like “Blue Side Of Lone-
some,” the song that gave the last

Jim Reeves LP its name, “Rose Of

Washington Square,” to be issued on
the LP “Thoroughly Modern Millie”
with Julie Andrews, “The Russian I

Spy And I,” an original copyright
recorded in Finland, Brasil, Spain
and other countries. Many Dutch
writers took faith in the pubbery and
assigned their material to the com- i,

Benelux Music is cooperating close-

record products in Italy are presented
under 350 different marks owned by
the 166 record firms existing here. Of
course not all these record firms have
their own pressing plant; if we con-
sider industrial production we see
that only 16 record firms have their
own factory. These are: Audio Edizi-
oni Paoline of Rome, Cellograf Simp
of Milano, Durium of Milano, Fonit
Cetra of Torino, Fonocrom of Como,
Fonola of Milano, Ariston of Milano,
Industria Italiana Lingue Vive Nel
Mondo of Milano, Italmusica of Mi-
lano, EMI Italiana of Milano, Phono-
gram of Milano, RCA Italiana of
Rome, Saar of Milano, Rentier Rec-
ords of Milano, CGD/CBS Italiana of
Milano, Ri-Fi of Milano.
Of the above mentioned 16 firms,

only 9 presently have real weight on
the Italian market, representing al-

most 75% of total record production;
these are: RCA Italiana, EMI Itali-

ana, Phonogram, CGD/CBS Italiana,
Durium, Ri-Fi, Saar, Fonit-Cetra,
Ariston Records, Cellograf Simp.
The other ones are mainly produc-

ing for third parties, and just a little

percentage of the total production is

devoted to their own labels.

Of course, all pressing plants are
also generally working for third
parties, but in the case of the above
mentioned 9 firms, their activity is

first of all devoted to their produc-
tion.

The pressing plants existing in
Italy presently number 30. As we re-
ported, 16 are owned by the same
record firms; 14 have been created
only for production for third parties.
Some of these have a very consider-
able production. We wish to mention
in this regard Ambrosio Discografica
of Milano, which with 30 presses is

the biggest pressing plant in Italy
not owned by record firms.
We think it is also interesting to

know the potential of the pressing
plants owned by the record firms:
The biggest factory is owned by RCA
Italiana in Rome, owning a total of

36 presses, and a total of 280 workers
are employed.

Second on the list is EMI Italiana,

within the new factory at Caronno
Pertusella has 34 presses (10 of them
modern injection machines) and 94
workers.

Fonit Cetra owns 30 presses and
employs 99 workers. Durium has 30

presses too, and 60 workers. Saar has

20 presses and 100 workers; Ri-Fi

employs 14 presses (8 injection ma-

chines and 6 compression machines)

with 45 workers. Ariston has 18

presses with 100 workers; Italmusica
has 8 presses and 14 workers; Bentler
has 6 presses and 25 workers.
By the way it is necessary to

specify in order to give a real value
to this classification that injection
machines have a higher rate of pro-
duction of about % in respect to the
usual compression presses.
With this report we have concluded

our report concerning industrial pro-
duction on the Italian record market.
There is just one last consideration:
with the exceptions of the Rome-
based RCA Italiana and Edizioni Pao-
line (whose potential is very low),
the biggest part of the record indus-
try is mainly located in Milan and in
the sorroundings of this town.
Now we can take into considera-

tion the other second important sec-
tion which constitutes the backbone
of the record industry: distribution.

RECORD SALE ORGANIZATION
As reported, record firms total 166

in Italy. This is really a big number
in comparison with yearly total sales
of our record market. But, as we
opened this review, only 26 record
distributing organizations exist in
Italy. All these sales organisations
are directly or indirectly involved
with a record firm. There is no com-
pletely independent record distribu-
tion company in Italy.

For some commercial reasons, some
record sales organisations also being
directly associated with record
firms, have been structured as an in-

dependent company.
First one of these is Messaggerie

Musicali (sales manager Sergio De
Gennaro) which is the sales organi-
sation of CGD and CBS Italiana, and
constitutes an essential part of these
record firms.

C & C, the commercial organisa-

tion formed by Curci (Cemed Caro-

sello) and Clan Celentano for the dis-

tribution of the products of both

firms. They represent also a lot of

other catalogs. Sales Manager is

Giovanni Formento.

D.D.R. (Distributori Discografici

Riuniti), which is the sales organi-

sation of Bruber Records. Sales man-
ager is Carlo Fausti.

MPM, a new record sales organi-

zation, owned by Tiffany Records and

Italmusica. Sales manager will be

Pino Paschetto.

Other data concerning the above

mentioned sales organisations: Mes-

saggerie Musicali has 35 sales agents
and 7 stores located in the principal
Italian towns.
C & C has 33 sales agents and 8

stores
DDR has 12 agents and 2 stores.
MPM has 11 sales agents and 3

stores.

Now the inside sales organization
of each record firm:
RCA Italiana’s sales organization

is by far the largest existing organi-
sation on the Italian market, includ-
ing 80 sales agents and 20 executives.
Stores total 12, located all through-
out Italy.

EMI Italiana is the second in the
list: the sales agents of their com-
mercial organization total 30 with 5
different stores.

Ri-Fi Records has also 30 agents
with two stores, one in Milan and one
in Rome.

Dischi Ricordi has 22 sales agents
and one store in Rome and one in
Milan.

Saar has 20 sales agents with 20
stores.

Ariston Records has 20 sales
agents and 4 stores.
Det Records has 18 sales agents

and one store in Rome.
Vedette Records has 17 sales

agents and 2 stores in Rome and in
Milan.

Carsich S.p.A. has 15 agents and
15 stores all throughout Italy.
Durium has 15 sales agents and 7

stores.

Decca Italiana has also 15 agents
and 7 stores.

Vis Radio has 14 agents and 3
stores.

Phonogram has 14 agents and 2
stores.

GTA Records has 14 agents and
one store in Milan.

Dischi Bluebell has 13 sales agents
with two stores, one in Milan and
another in Rome.

Cellograf Simp has 12 sales agents
and two stores, in Milan and Rome.

CDI, has 12 sales agents with one
store only.

Fonit Cetra has 10 sales agents
with 4 stores.

Societa’ Trevisan Combo has 7 sales
agents and one store in Milan.

Saint Martin Records has 3 sales
agents only, with one store in Milan.

As we said above, the record sales
organization represents the backbone
of each company: of course, the data
we reported shall be examined not
only taking into account the number
of agents or stores owned by each
firm, but this data have to be con-
sidered together with other elements
such as the quantity of repertoire
offered in sales or produced, and the
quality and classes of the same
(classic, pop, folk etc., and LPs,
singles or others). Also to be taken
into consideration is the inside or-
ganization of each firm, which is also
one of the most important elements
for the estimation of potential in the
market.

In any case, the potential of each
record firm is associated to the indus-
trial producing power of the firm. As
further data, it is interesting to note
that among the 166 record firms ex-
isting on the Italian market, only 10
of them have at the same time a
pressing plant and a sales organiza-
tion: Ariston Records, CBS Italiana/
CGD, Durium, EMI Italiana, Fonit
Cetra, Italmusica, Phonogram, RCA
Italiana RI.FI. and SAAR.

These firms, with the exception
of Ariston and Italmusica, also own
recording facilities. Their organiza-
tions can be considered complete
under every point of view and as a
matter of fact they can be considered
the leading firms on the Italian mar-
ket.

Coming back to the sales organiza-
tion we have to stress that a good
nart of the 26 existing organizations
have been created or reinforced re-

centlv. Such is the case of Messagge-
rie Musicali, sales organization of

CGD/CBS Italiana, which has in-

creased the number of its agents from
14 to 35.

The increases of the record mar-

ket, registered in the past twelve
month period, is also partly a con-
sequence of the sales organizations
of our industry.
Perhaps more appropriately, it is

to be ascribed to the new power of the
sales organizations the shifting of
the market toward the LP produc-
tion.

Let’s consider the various reasons
for this increase of LP sales, how this
phenomenon has been revealed and ^

how it is diretcly connected with the
increase of the sales organization
potential.

It is also interesting to examine
this point, since it is direcLy con-
nected with the increase of demand
for foreign products on our market.
As we had the occasion to report in

our review of last year, the inside or-
'

ganization of each record firm has to
take care of the distribution of the
products directly to the retailers,
without any other intermediary. In
case of a strong record sales organiza-
tion, it is obvious, that each sales
agent will drive the attention of the
retailers from the singles production
(which is a reportoire that can be

'

sold in a limited period of time, ac-

cording to the success obtained, the
actual trend, the quality of the pro-
duction) to the albums which reper-
toire can be sold over a larger period
of time, and with its bigger value,
increases the total volume of sales

of each agent.
The executives of record produc-

tion, following demand, are giving
more attention to LP releases. LP
production cannot be improvised, and
it is the LP releases which demand
stronger investments. This is the
reason why with the improvement of
sales organizations, the consequent
increase of LP sales, Italian record
firms are obliged to tap to foreign
catalog and repertoires to feed the
distribution chain. Consequently this

is one of the reasons for the increasing
demand of foreign renerto’res on our
record market after the crisis of 1964
and 1965.

The Production and the Present Trend

This increase in the demand of
foreign nroduct, of course, which can
be directly connected to the request '

of LP products created on the mar-
ket, on the other hand, is also due to

the actual success that foreign re-

cordings and artists are obtaining on
our market.

First on the list among foreign
names there are English artists, fol-

lowed by the Americans and by
French talents. ‘

Individually, only Englishmen are
first on the list, because of the present
“beat” trend, but the biggest number
of releases devoted to foreign artists

for this twelve months period has
been devoted to the American talents.

In fact, the biggest number of cata-
logs represented comes from the
States. ‘

This situation we think will be even
more strengthened in the near future,
since it is for certain that new record
companies will organize their own dis-

tribution. and they will need material
to feed their own sales organizations
that can’t depend, at least at the
start, only on the domestic produc-
tion.

We now wish to take into consider-
ation the real trend of Italian record
production during the twelve past
months. It is necessary to state that
domestic ai'tists and domestic produc-
tion have alwavs had the biggest
share of the Italian market.

At the end of 1966, a progressive
,

shift towards the foreign products
'

was noted. Progressivelv Italian copy-
|

rights and original Italian recordings

were disappearing from our charts.

For instance, on the top fifteen best

selling disks reported on our charts

at the end of December only 6 were
domestic copyrights, while 9 were
foreign tunes, and 7 of them in the '•

original recorded version.

Superficially, this is connected with

the “beat” fashion which has reached

the highest success at the end of 1966,
but this is not the real reason. The
•‘beat” fashion served to create a new
interest on the part of record opera-
tors towards foreign poducts which
were clearly declining in 1963 and
1964.

The new demand of foreign releases
pushed the Italian record companies
in a new camapign for the acquisition
of foreign labels: it is interesting to
note that all new agreements con-
cerning distribution or introduction
of foreign catalogs in our territory
were signed or discussed or renewed
just during this twelve months period.
It started with the pact signed be-
tween Cemed Carosello and United
Artists, followed with the formation
of Dischi MGM, a joint venture be-
tween Ricordi and MGM Records, and
has been just recently concluded with
the pact between RI.FI. and Atlantic.

Profiting from a new interest by
part of customers toward foreign re-
leases, the Italian record companies
have welcomed the situation, and have
opened all doors to these products
with small investments, without direct
production problems. Hence, they have
resolved the problem of feeding their
record sales organizations.

In our weekly column we have re-
ported our negative opinion concern-
ing, generally, the song contests.
Even in the case of San Remo our
opinion was negative because the total
sales of the festival releases do not
always compensate for the loss of
four months of usual sales.

But we have to recognize the value
of the San Remo song contest and
other top contests such as “A Disk
For Summer” and “Cantagiro”.
These contests are the last bulwark

in defense of the Italian domestic
product. Reserved for original Italian
songs they oblige the Italian com-
panies to make an effort in producing
and releasing suitable Italian record-
ings.

At the end of December 1966 only
25% of disks listed in our hit parades
were of Italian origin. Four weeks
later, immediately after the San Remo
contest, more than 80% of the best
selling disks were of Italian origin,
and this percentage remained un-

changed until four months after the
conclusion of the festival. Then, little
by little, the percentage dropped to
60% of the total. We hope that this
percentage will again be increased
thanks to introduction of the ‘‘Disk
For Summer” hits.
The taste of the public influences

the product issued by the record firms
and vica versa.
We wish to stress therefore, that

the shifting of record production in
Italy toward foreign product during
the past twelve months was not
mainly due to fashion but principally
to the policy of the record companies,
who immediately after the economical
slump of 1964 and 1965, found in
foreign product the way to satisfy
the increasing record demand on our
domestic market.
The “contest” organizations, de-

manding original Italian product, de-
fend and protect the Italian musical
industry, which otherwise, in our
opinion, would have become a satellite
of the foreign industries.
And not only do the contests defend

the domestic product on the inside
market; they also help to increase the
market for Italian product abroad.

It is well known that in the case of
the San Remo Festival all finalist
songs are automatically licensed
throughout the world (firstly in the
European and Latin American coun-
tries).

This urges Italian record firms to
introduce their artists and products
abroad.
Of course the penetration of the

Italian record product into the inter-
national market is not easy. Complete
representation of our lines is gener-
ally possible only in Spain, Portugal
and in South America. In the Latin
countries, a great part of the Italian
record product is automatically re-
leased. In other countries the release
of original Italian recordings is very
limited.

For this reason there are very few
Italian record firms represented and
distributed all around the world.
There are a few international organ-
izations such as Phonogram, RCA
and EMI or recently also CBS and
MGM, which from time to time re-
lease original Italian material, but
the only Italian companies who have
world distribution are Durium, Ri-
cordi, Saar, Ri.Fi., CGD, Ariston,
Fonit Cetra and Carisch.
We don’t have to put the accent on

special results obtained by our com-
panies abroad; we can speak about
isolated initiatives taken by differ-

ent record firms in order to introduce
on foreign markets top Italian talents.
This is the case with Durium, Ri.Fi.,

Ariston and CGD. The Italian market
is devoted more to the importation
than to the exportation, and there is

great interest in obtaining shares of
the international market.
Durium has conducted a promo-

tional campaign abroad on behalf of

Little Tony and Nini Rosso; Dischi
Ricordi has strongly promoted Milva
and Equipe 84. Ariston Records is in-

troducing their top star Ornella Va-
noni; CGD is working on Gigiola
Cinquetti, Ri.Fi. Records is promoting
Mina and Iva Zanicchi. But with very
few exceptions, mainly Spain, Argen-
tina and Brazil, Italian artists do not
appear on the charts of foreign coun-
tries. Italian companies never make
definite decisions concerning a con-

crete program for the introduction

abroad of their products and their

artists. This is perhaps because of the

increased interest in the importation
and the release of foreign recordings
on our market during the past twelve

months. With very few exceptions, we
have noted a lack of interest in the

exportation and promotion of our
domestic products abroad.

Italian enterprises usually have
international departments organized

or administered in an embryonic way,
or devoting their activity, in great

part, toward importation.
This causes great damage to our

industry, whose artists could so
]

easily have international exposure,

and bring a part of the world record

market into our hands, as is the case

with the American and now the Eng-
lish companies.

Continuing our report, we have
noted an increasing interest by part
of the Italian record industry in the
classical field, which of course, con-
sists entirely of LP’s.

We have also noted that the great-
est interest in classical recordings is

shown by those firms who have a big
distribution. They build up a classical
catalog which sells constantly
throughout the year.

We should also mention the in-
creasing interest by part of the
Italian public in classical disks. As we
reported in our review last year this
interest has been awakened by special

initiatives taken by diiferent record
firms.

Record companies that have taken
special initiative in the classical field

are (in alphabetical order) : Bluebell,

CBS Italiana, Cemed Carosello, Clan
Celentano, CDI Compagnia Disco-

grafica Italiana, Decca Dischi, EMI
Italiana, Fonit Cetra, Meazzi, Phono-
gram, RCA Italiana, Ricordi, Ri.Fi.,

Saar and Vedette.
Particular attention has to be paid

to the classical releases originally

made in Italy. This is because with
the lifting of customs in 1968 for the

countries in the European Common
Market, there will be a larger market

have an original product in hand will
take advantage of this new situation.
We have to mention in this case Saar
and Vedette. They have already at-
tentively examined the whole situa-
tion and have already produced a line
that is destined to be exported di-

i rectly in the Common Market area.
Saar has pressing plant facilities

and this represents a further aid in
meeting the particular requirements
of this new market.
The opening of the Common Mar-

ket area presents the Italian in-
dustry with new problems, which are
not limited to the classical lines, but
will be extended more or less to the
entire LP field. Because importation
will now be as easy as exportation,
wholesalers can create on the inside
market direct competition with every
record sales organization.

Italy is considered the fourth mar-
ket on the European continent, and
while England, Germany and France,
are already stable, we are still de-
veloping.
The strong inside competition has

already created some troubles in our
record industry, and as a first con-
sequence the retail prices of LP’s,
especially classical ones, have slided
down, reducing subsequently the
profits of our industry. What will
happen when the market is open to
external competition ?

As far as the low-priced series are
concerned, there has been a tendency
to standardize the price of mono and
stereo albums. Last year we quoted
for the albums a minimum price of
Lit. 1.650 ($2.66) and a maximum of
Lit. 4.400 ($7.10). This year the mi-
nimum retail selling price for albums
is Lit. 1.500 ($2.27) with a maximum
price of Lit. 3.300 ($5.32). We have
noted a dangerous tendency on the
part of some retailers to sell LP’s at
Lit. 1.200 ($1.93). This price is actu-
ally reserved for a restricted class of
disks, without peculiar artistic or
technical characteristics.

This sinking of prices is not yet
alarming, but it will become serious,
when the really big competition ar-
rives from the other members of the
European Common Market.

It is to be noted that the price of
Lit. 1.500 for classical albums has
already been assumed as a definitive

price by some record firms, and this is

also the priced fixed by CBS Italiana
during their latest convention in

Riccione, at the beginning of June, for
their low-priced series.

The competition is expected to be
even stronger when other firms en-

ter the classical LP production. We
know that five other Italian rec-

ord firms are preparing to start
classical music lines and are looking
for classical material. These firms are
Ariston, Det Record, Rentier, GTA,
and Tiffany.
The situation in the pop album

field is less difficult. During the past
12 months, we have noted on the
part of the top Italian record firms a
tendency toward more coordinated
activity in releasing LP’s. In many
cases a prepared schedule of produc-
tion is followed.
The success of an artist on LP’s

usually follows his success on singles.

The coordination of releases depends
on able A&R managers. Among the
best-known are Ettore Zeppegno of
RCA Italiana, and Giampiero Ricci,

who is responsible for the Tamla Mo-
town success here, Aurelio Ajroldi and
Giampiero Scussel of Durium and
Enrico Piccaredda. We wish to stress

that Giampiero is responsible for the

big success here of Rocky Roberts.

Also to be mentioned are Franco Cre-

pax and Giuseppe Giannini of CGD/
CBS Italiana and Sandro Colombini,

who recently joined Dischi Ricordi

after a foimier association with Clan

Celentano. Responsible for the Ri.Fi

product are Tonino Ansoldi, Bruno
Martelli and Gianfranco Intra. Also

to be noted is Luigi Negro of Decca

Italiana, who is responsible for the

release of some pop LP’s derived from
I the Decca repertoire. We wish to con-

clude the list by mentioning Sergio

Bono of EMI Italiana.

These gentlemen are responsible for

the 30 best selling singles in Italy

during the past twelve months.
Now we wish to examine these

disks. It is interesting to note that

among these 30 top hits, only fifteen

are in the “beat” or “rhythm & blues”

style. Also it is interesting to con-

sider that the “beat” hits listed on
our charts were for the most part

released in 1966, while the R&B hits

have all been released during the past

twelve months. It is a clear symptom
that rhythm & blues has many fans
on our market.
By the way, even if it is not derived

from the examination of the top 30

charts, we have to take the view that

there are clear signs also of the re-

turn of Latin-American music on the

hit scene. Some promotions which are

in effect during the summer of 1967
are clearly demonstrating a certain

tendency toward the Latin style. Some
top new releases are directly devoted
to Italian versions of South American
original copyrights.
Going on with a study of this top

30 chart, it is necessary to stress

that it is again confirmed that Italy

is the country of the melody, in spite

of fashion or trend: Fifteen of the 30

best seller's are flowing melodies, some
of them International standai'ds like

“Strangers In The Night” (Frank
Sinatra/CGD), others like “Un Mondo
D’Amore” (Gianni Morandi/RCA) are

in typical Italian style. Top position

on the chart, with few exceptions, are

covered by melodic releases.

There is also another consideration
which will also serve as a confii-ma-

tion of what we stated befoi'e on the

San Remo song Festival: 5 of the 30

releases listed on the charts derive

from the San Remo contest. Three
of them are listed among the top 10

and the first, “Cuore Matto” by Little

Tony (Durium) has sold over one
million copies.
One also has to thank this contest

as we have on the list 16 original
Italian copyrights, while the other 14
are of foreign origin. 20 of the 30
releases are of Italian originals and
only 10 of foreign origin.
The various record companies rep-

resented among this top 30 chart are:
RCA Italiana, 7 releases; Ri.Fi, 5 re-

leases; Durium, 3 releases; Ricordi,
3 releases; Carisch, 3 releases; CGD,
2 releases; EMI Italiana, 2 releases;
Decca Italiana, 2 releases; Phono-
gram, 1 release; Saar, 1 release; and
Clan, 1 release.

Another interesting consideration is

that 13 of the 30 numbers listed on
this hit parade are performed by
groups and this is the most glaring
sign shown by the “beat” fashion,
which, by the way, has helped rec-
ord firms reduce their investments
in recording sessions, and making
pass, quite unobserved, the musicians
strike we had during the months of
March and April.

This list can also indicate who have
been the most successful artists on
the Italian market during the past
twelve months: Gianni Morandi (RCA
Italiana) is listed with three disks
among the top 30. Also I Giganti
(Ri.Fi) has three records among the
30 best sellers, together with The
Beatles (Carisch) with three records,
too. Little Tony (Durium) is present
with two disks, followed by Equippe
84 (Ricordi), also with two records,
and by Adamo (EMI Italiana) and
The Rolling Stones (Decca), also with
two releases listed among the top 30.
Another consideration derives di-

rectly from the examination of this
best sellers list: while until the last
year, we had to put an accent on the
activity of the indie record producers,
we have to note now that this phe-
nomenon is tending to disappear. This
is directly connected with the im-
provement of the internal organiza-
tion of each record firm: among the
artists listed on our best sellers list
only Gianni Morandi and Rita Pa-
vone (both of RCA Italiana) have
been released through an indie rec-
ord producer, who in the case of Gian-
ni Morandi is Franco Migliacci, and

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in the case of Rita Pavone, Teddy
Reno.
Of course, the success of these

disks does not only depend on the pro-
duction departments, but it is also
directly connected with the promotion
activity developed by each record firm.
In this connection we wish to con-
clude our review, as fast look into the
promotional activity of our record
market.

Promotion and Promotional Media
It is interesting to note the great

importance that is attached by the
record companies to the promotional
department. All Italian record firms
have a promotional department. Pro-
motion, together with artistic pro-
duction, seems to be the principal
pitch of the record activity.
Top promotional media are of course

TV and Radio. This media in Italy are
in the hands of Rai Radiotelevisione
Italiana, a unique monopolistic com-
pany directly controlled by the state.
We do not have particular changes

to report in the general policy of our
Radio TV Company during the past
twelve month period. After the
“changing of the guard’’ reported last
year, when a young, dynamic exec-
utive took over the reins of the
monopolistic organization, we have
had TV and Radio progi-ams more
suitable to the taste of the public and
in the case of musical programs,
closer to the real trend of the market.
For the past twelve month period,

we have to mention two TV programs
which have been organized, taking
into direct consideration the trend of
the music market: a series called
“Settevoci” and another weekly called
“Diam.oci Del Tu’’ conducted by two
top young talents Giorgio Gaber
(Ri.Fi) and Caterina Caselli (CGD).
Speaking about radio broadcastings,

radio here is having a second youth.
Record production is addressed to
young people. After the big success

of the weekly transmission “Bandiera
Gialla’’ (Yellow Flag), which was the
first program entirely devoted to
youth, other similar programs have
been organized. The Italian Radio has
discovered the disk-jockey and has
created new broadcasts entirely de-
voted to pop talents and pop music.
Among the most popular of these

young Italian disk jockeys are Gianni
Boncompagni, conceiver and producer
of “Bandiera Gialla,” Renzo Arbore,
Adriano Mazzoletti, and Sergio Gigli.

This change of policy of our Radio
Monopoly was more forced than de-
sired. Two radio stations immediately
near to the Italian borders started two
years ago a series of daily transmis-
sions devoted to the Italian public
(in Italian language). We refer to

Radio Montecarlo and Radio Capodis-
tria, both located in the resort towns.
First station is covering the Tirrenic
coast, while the second one is heard
along the Adriatic coast. Pai'ticularly

interesting is their activity during the
summer season, hwen radio programs
are specially followed. Both stations

are commercial and for this reason
they have established direct connec-
tions with Italian record fii-ms, offer-

ing a strong promotional media.
This competition to our Radio TV

organization becomes stronger every
day, and our Radio TV setup was
compelled to renew its programs and
productions. We have to thank this

competition for having brought about
an improvement of our radio trans-
missions.

Of the other branch of the pro-
motional organization and of the pro-
motional media, there is not too much
to say: Jukes have increased again
during the past twelve months. In
four years the number of units has
quite doubled. This is also a further
confirmation of the expansion of our
record market. Juke boxes have of
course developed their weight as pro-
motional media.
A reason of the increase of the

number of juke boxes existing on our
market, is due to the special organi-
zations that have been created with
the purpose of distributing records
only to juke box operators. These
facilities have convinced many of
them, to enter the field, or to in-
crease the number of sets. We wish
to mention two of these organiza-
tions: ODJB and Jukebox Service,
both located in Milan.
The price of a single disk to be

sold to these organizations has been
generally fixed in Lit. 350 ($0.56).
Further discounts are only granted
in case of special promotional cam-
paigns, but, in this field, with a di-
rect contact between record firm and
the organizations of distribution there
are not special problems involving
this promotional media.
As far as press-oriented promotion

is concerned, there are no special
problems. Particular interest is shown
by part of the record industry to the
trade press which can directly in-
fluence the distribution organizations
such as wholesalers or readers, as
well as to the specialized press.

Particularly during the period we
examine (thx’ee magazines already
mentioned in our past copy) have ac-
quired a particular weight on the mu-
sic market. These magazines are Ciao
Amici, Big and Giovani. Ciao Amici
and Giovani started as monthly maga-
zines, but they have been changed,
into weekly editions. These magazines
have all an average circulation of
about 150,000 copies per week, they
have a considerable promotional pow-
er. Record firms are giving particular
attention to them, especially in case
of promotional campaign on new tal-
ents or for some particular releases.
A place completely apart is re-

served to the weekly magazine “Sor-
risi E Canzoni” published by Campi.
This magazine is one of those with
a biggest circulation in Italy: 1,000,-
000 copies per week. This magazine
is devoting a great part of the space
to musical events, and as a matter
of fact, even though not directed to
a specified section of the public, has
a considerable promotional power,
with an average circulation of 150,000

copies per week. There is also another

magazine which (more or less) is of

the same category of Sorrisi E Can-
zoni, this magazine is called “Setti-

mana Radio E TV”. As indicated by
the title this magazine is devoted

principally to top events of Radio

and TV.
Please note that all these maga-

zines, with the only exception of Set-

timana Radio E TV, are publishing

record charts. Another magazine, also

being not specialized in music and
record arguments, is devoting a good
part to the musical life: this is Bolero
Film, which also sports a record chart.

This weekly magazine has an average
circulation per week of about 250/
300,000 copies.
Going back to the trade press, we

have to mention two magazines de-

voted to the Italian market: they are
Musica E Dischi published monthly,
and Discografia Internazionale pub-
lished twice per month. Discografia
Intei-nazionale started its publication
in Nov. 1966.

International press is represented
in Italy by Cash Box.

Publishing Activity

As we had the occasion to state
many times in our editorials, the
record industry is playing a promi-
nent role on the musical market. The
real industrial activity is concentrated
in the hands of phonographic pro-
ducers, while the publishing activity

shall (here) be considered as a sub-
sidiary of the record industry.

This phenomenon is similar in all

countries, but we think is particularly
emphasized in Italy. All top musical
enterprises, with only one or two ex-
ceptions who have born firstly as
music publishing companies, have
shifted little by little towards record
production and have now made of this

their main activity. Oustanding cases
are those of Ricordi and Sugarmusic
which (born as music publishers) are
listed now among the prominent rec-

ord industries; particularly in this

case Sugamiusic who started produc-
ing records with the associated record

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company CGD/Compagnia Generale
Del Disco, and have established a
pressing plant and a complete record
sales organization. They are also as-
sociated with CBS Italiana.
Having lost its industrial character-

istics (with the complete discontinu-
ance of the sheet music sales) and
being considered as subsidiai-y to the
principal activity of record produc-
tion, music publishing still covers a
prominent role in the economical cycle
of the musical industries. This is the
reason that has pushed most of the
top record firms to start an activity
in the publishing field.

During the period in which the
record activities passed from an “ar-
tisan” stage to a real industry (in

years from 1958 to 1963) it seemed
that the publishing activity should
have beeen destroyed by the new en-
terprises, but now, that the record in-

dustry has reached (in Italy) a ma-
turity point, and also a point of sta-

bility, the publishing enterprises seem
to have found a new position in the
musical creations. Now that the rec-

ord producers are looking for highest
qualities in their product, the cooper-
ation of the music publishers that
have to supply to them with the raw
materials for their releases, seems to

be indispensable, even if at this stage
the demand should have been satisfied

directly by the inside publishing or-
ganization of the record firms. As a
matter of fact, the record producers
prefer (in order to be sure to create a
better production) to extend their
researches on all available repertoires.
Of course first in taking advan-

tage of this state of things, are the
large publishing groups, with a great
number of repertoires at their dis-

posal: these big publishing organi-
zations have recently reinforced their
influence on the music market, but
at the same time also emphasized the
artisan activity of little pubberies able
to deliver to the recoid industries,

the particular tune they need.
In the present organization of the

record market, the promotional help
with which the publisher was able to
contribute to the success of a disk
has lost much of its importance in

view of the big promotional organiza-
tion of each record enterprise.

Thus, the record producer’s con-
cern for the artistic and commercial
value of the material, seems to ex-
ceed his interest in cooperating with
the publisher for the success of the
release.

This of course has, as an automatic
result, a reduction of the share of
profit of the publishers, who, in the
case of little enterprises always have
to transfer a share of their profits to
the record enterprises. This, which
in the past was considered as a la-

mentable state of affairs, is now quite
accepted, and it finds justification in
a rising economy of the market.
We have noted, by the way, during

the twelve month period on which we
are reporting, an increase in the ini-

tiatives taken in the publishing field

on the part of single persons (authors
or composers, for instance) who pre-
fer to act independently as publishers
even if submitted to the range of in-

fluence of some record firms, who, by
the way, without any beaurocratic or
financial engagement, can obtain
what they need for their production,
still maintaining their share of profits.
We have noted a development of

this phenomenon mostly in Rome
which is the second musical center of
Italy, after Milan. Of course these
are only embryonic symptoms, but in
our opinion they are destined to de-
velop further in the future.

Big publishing groups, especially
with the representation of top foreign
catalogues, are reinforcing their posi-
tion, but this is justified by the fact,
that through their own organizations,
they participate directly in the pro-
motion of record product, and, in this
case, are partly responsible in the
final success of the disk.
We can underscore this conclusion

by examining the already mentioned
Top 30 list of the past twelve months.
Of the 30 hits listed, 13 are owned by
top publishing groups (Ariston one

title, Curci 6 titles, Ricordi 3 titles.

Southern 2 titles, Sugarmusic one
title), and have been recorded by
labels not associated with the pub-
beries.

In this connection we have ascer-
tained a decrease in the number of
copyrights recorded by the record
firms and owned by publishers as-
sociated with these firms.

In the Italian column in the 1966
Directory, we reported that 40% of
the total tunes recorded in 1965/
1966 were owned by publishing firms
not associated with the record com-
panies who released the disks, while
60% of copyrights recorded were
owned by pubberies directly associ-
ated or connected with the record
producers. This year the percentage
of non-affiliated copyrights recorded
has increased 4%, while of course the
number of copyrights recorded be-
longing to the record firms has de-
creased 6%. The 2% difference in-
dicates copyright owned by small in-
dependent publishing firms.

Although these changes are not
startling, they may indicate a grow-
ing trend.
The increase in the percentage of

recorded copyrights belonging to the
big publising groups is partially due
to the fact that for most of the for-
eign releases copyrights are automa-
tically assigned to publishers not as-
sociated with the record firms who
release the disks. This is because of
previous agreements, or because the
top publishing groups, which existed
on the market before the younger
record organizations, are still pre-
ferred by the original owner of the
copyrights; he still assigns his copy-
rights to them, even if his works
initiated on disks.

There will be a change in this field

in the near future, when contracts
will be renewed, and the record firms
will claim the assignment of sub-
publishing rights for our country.
At this moment, it looks as though

the labels will win their claim.

MEXICO — THE PAST 12 MONTHS
GENERAL POINT OF VIEW:—No

big changes have happened in the last
12 months in the record industry.
After more than ten years, the ghosts
of the dead idols are still alive in the
mind of the people. Mexican idols like
Jorge Negrete, Pedro Infante (the
biggest of all of them) and the re-
cently deceased Javier Solis, still have
enviable record sales. The new Mexi-
can talents, some of them who have
quality and projection, don’t mean
much to the people and their sales
are irregular. Maybe this is because
the foreign recordings have taken an
important place in the Mexican record
market.
As was the case some years ago,

the bolero rhythm and the trios (tra-

ditional music and singers) are still

out of favor with the public and only
the bolero ranchero (a modern style

of Mexican folk music) is really
strong, as is tropical music, folk
music and old catalogs. Foreign music
in foreign and domestic versions is

on the upswing and is taking an im-
portant part in the selling budgets of
the record companies.

Nevertheless, the situation in the
record industry is not bad at all. The
sales averages have been increasing
and plans for the future are rosy.

POPULATION :—Mexico has a pop-
ulation of 40,000,000 people and the
city of Mexico has six and a half
million inhabitants. The minimum
salary is $60 a month and we may
consider that an average family in-

come in the big cities of the 28 states
of the republic is around $100. And
the prices of the records in single,

extended play and long play are
much like those in the United States,

while the record players are much
more expensive. So, with these sta-

tistics, a big hit in Mexico may sell

between 20,000 and 25,000 copies and
when it passes 100,000 copies, as very
few did, it is considered a golden
record. All these things may be of in-

terest to an American or European
label who wants to ask a guarantee
of 10, 20 or 30 thousand dollars for

the distribution of its label in Mexico.
It is simply impossible.

FUTURE OF THE RECORD BUSI-
NESS IN MEXICO:—As previously
noted, perhaps the main problem
Mexico has always had has been the

high prices of the record players

which are prohibitive to the masses.

This problem is being studied very

seriously by the members of The Am-
prodis (Mexican Association of Rec-

ord Producers) to find a record player

with quality but with a cheap price

that could increase the selling volume.

Another interesting point is record

distribution through the whole nation

and foreign countries. It is getting

better each day and the relations with

record people in the countries of Latin

America, the United States and parts

of Europe and the Orient are better

than ever and, therefore, the sales are

increasing.

Very interesting are the facilities

that the government has provided to

promote the artistic life in Mexico,

especially in the capital, where the

new regent has given facilities to

open new entertainment places, even

promoting concerts and auditions in

public places, that have opened new
working mediums for the artists and

the new talents that indirectly bene-

fit the recording companies. In the

city of Mexico there are more than

30 first class night clubs, besides the

second and third class places, which

all have many artists constantly

working.

Besides the radio stations (more

than 500 in the country), the TV
channels cooperate to promote the

record business through their musical

shows. By the end of the year, two
new channels will be operating in the

city of Mexico and that obviously
will help to create, popularize and
promote talents, with the help of the
four channels already in the Mexican
capital.

The self-promotions of the record
companies are operating more profes-
sionally now. The budgets of the ad-
vertising and promotion departments
have increased and the artists receive
more and better attention than be-
fore. The newspapermen now have
better information to promote artists
and to provide more information
about their jobs. The deejays are more
conscious now of the labor of the re-
cording companies and their artists
and are cooperating wonderfully with
all of them.
Many companies are working now

in special surveys to discover what
the people like best, what they would
like to listen to and to buy, their
preferences and what they dislike,

the advertising and promotion for
definite areas of the best consumer
country; the public relations between
record agents and record sellers, be-
tween promoters and deejays, the
incentives for their best selling art-
ists, and so forth. Mexico does not
have the perfect system or selling,

promotion and distribution, but it is

doing its best, that is the most im-
portant thing. Perhaps Mexico has
just started, but the first step has
been taken.

All these things sound good, be-
cause mainly, there is enthusiasm to

work for a better future in the record
field. There are still many things to

do and Mexico is conscious of this,

but it is ready to work for them..
Perhaps one of Mexico’s dreams is to

want to be the leader of Latin Amer-
ica in the music and record field, and
it will try hard to get there.

GENERAL GLANCE AT THE REC-
ORD COMPANIES IN MEXICO:
RCA:—This company is looking

for new A&R elements, preferably
new in the music field. Names like

Eduardo Magallanes, Maricarmen
Cirici, Okamura and others, are un-
der the direction of Ruben Fuentes to

RCA is still the number
one record company in Mexico.

CBS:—As with RCA, Manuel Villa-

real, president and General director

of this company, is creating new ad-

ministrative and production ideas to

increase salse. Luis Baston has been

named coordinator of the A&R de-

partment, while Armando de Llano,

vice president and general manager,

is in charge of the administrative

work of this important label, where

Raul Bejarano is handling the sales

department.

MUSART:—Eduardo L. Baptista,

president of this company, has put

special attention on foreign distribu-

tion and has created offices in Miami
and some parts of Central and South

America. This company has lately

contracted several Central and South

American artists, who are recording

in Mexico under the direction of Guil-

lermo Acosta. Luis Gil, who is the

vice president of this company, has

given special attention to the promo-

tion and advertising department. He
has a most valuable collaborator in

the person of Jesus Acosta, who also

is directing their TV shows.

BRAZIL — THE PAST 12 MONTHS
Although Brazil is larger in area

than the United States, the country’s
population is as low as 80 million
inhabitants—of these, and although
this condition is improving every
year, a great number are still living

in a rather primitive habitat, some-
times having to fight against long
periods of drought, or unexpected and
devastating floods, as is so frequent
in such a tropical zone, which is not
yet prepared to face it all financially

and technically. We can consider that
the record market is concentrated in

the larger capitals such as Rio de
Janeiro, Sao Raulo, Belo Horizonte,
Porte Alegre, Recife, etc. although
other markets are constantly being
opened; In spite of the highly musi-
cal standards of the Brazilian people,
we can consider that the customary
record buyer still belongs to a privi-

ledged class. But more and more peo-
ple are getting familiar with the rec-
ord industry, through a well directed
radio promotion.
Although Brazil is going through a

new and important phase of political

stability and relative satisfaction in

this field, the average brazilian is fac-
ing a period of hnancial sacrifice,

wnich is needed to put back in place
what was out of order for so many
years. In spite of a price contention
policy of the Government (decree 71),
many prices are still going up con-
stantly and this affects the record in-
dustry or any other that is considered
still a luxury; however, and although
record prices went up over 30% this
past year, the companies cannot raise
them in spite of the higher prices of
everything that is connected with the
recordings (studio hour, musicians,
sound technicians, recording material,
etc.), because they know that this
would probably mean that their pro-
duction would remain on the shelves.
. . . And in spite of it all, the com-
panies are agressively cutting more
disks, concentrating in new promo-
tions (unfortunately they do not seem
to realize how important it would be
for the industry and the Brazilian
music in general to do it on a more
international basis . . .), launching
new labels, new artistes, new groups,
new names.
Up to this moment, we have been

hesitant to publish any figures, be-
cause of the difficulty to have figures
one can trust, and because of the fear
to compare them with those of other
countries. . . . The first difficulty was
solved through the cooperation of the
“Brazilian Association of Record Pro-
ducers” who gave us the year’s sta-
tistics; as for the second reason, we
think that it is about time that the
world knows with what difficulties we
all work here in this field. So here are
Production, Sales and releases statis-
tics, on a month to month basis and
that portrays in figures what is said
above: although the public’s accept-
ance and the companies’ willingness
show that the Brazilian record indus-
try is going ahead, numbers are not
allowed to get bigger.
As we wrote before, this was Bra-

zil’s Festival Year! While for many
years there was not a single important
music festival here, in spite of the
musical richness of the country, dur-

ing these past twelve months we had
three. . . . The two National Festivals
were organized by two of the most im-
portant TV stations (TV Excelsior and
TV Record) and were partly respon-
sible for a new era in the Brazilian
popular music: from the first one, one
of the hits of the year emmerged,
“Porta-Estandarte,” and from the
second a couple of numbers that be-
came all time standards appeared, “A
Banda” and “Disparada.” Through
these festivals three names attained
top credits in the Brazilian musical
field: Chico Buarque De Hollanda,
composer and interpreter of “A Ban-
da,” Jair Rodrigues, interpreter of
“Disparada” and Geraldo Vandre,
who in spite of not being entirely
responsible for this latest number

—

Theo (Theofilo de Barros Filho) was
the composer, and the same happened
with the winner of the other festival,
“Porta-Estandarte,” whose composer
Fernando Lona, remained unknown

—

took advantage of it to project him-
self nationally. . . . Songstress Nara
Leao, who also appeared as inter-
preter of “A Banda,” also saw her
popularity raised through it. The
Modern Popular Music suffered two
important influences during this year:
first from the folk-music of the North
and Northeast, where Vandre finds
motives for practically all his com-
positions—besides him other pure
composers of the Bahia school, such
as (jilberto Gil, Caetano Veloso, Sid-
ney Miller, and others, brought new
blood to the country’s pop music; the
other influence was due to a sort of
one-man movement, with Chico Buar-
que de Hollanda, an excellent poet
and inspired composer, who modern-
ized the spirit of the old traditional
“samba” of late Noel Rosa. His style
is pure, simple and romantic and all

lyrics are real poems. After his first

numbers to become hits—“Pedro Pe-
dreiro” and “Ole Ola”—Chico saw his
career go up immediately; then came
the musical score of theater play
“Vida E Morte de Severina,” which
gained top acclaim in France; finally
came the winning song of the festi-
val, “A Banda,” which Chico was
forced to play in the Rio Interna-
tional Fest by insistence of a crowd
of about 10,000 people, and that
would make him “the man of the
year” in the Brazilian popular music
field. It is said that, last year another
great Brazilian composer Antonio

Carlos Jobim was drinking his beer

Copacabana, when a friend

dor) and his disks are among the
best-sellers of the year; he created a
new style, a more intelectualized type
which is of great appeal to an older
line of teeners—his striking looks
help a lot! In a more romantic line
another top teen artist is flying high
in the public’s preference, young and
handsome Wanderley Cardoso (Copa-
cabana). This year still another name
can be mentioned in the front line of
teen-music, Eduardo Araujo, (Odeon)
who also interprets some of his own
compositions and hit the charts a few
times. New names appear all the time
and some can also be mentioned as
today’s favorites, such as Bobby De
Carlo (Mocambo), Marcos Roberto
(Continental), Sergio Reis (Odeon)
(also an excellent composer), Dori
Edson (Continental), Jerry Adriani
(CBS), two-some “Os Vips” (Contin-
ental), Deny & Dino (Odeon), Leno
& Lilian (CBS), etc. Besides the ex-
clusive groups who accompany the
top stars, such as “RC Septet,’’ “OS
Tremendoes,” “OS Vandecos,” etc.

some good instrumental (sometimes
vocal also) groups have top billing in
the country, such as “Os Jordans”
(Copacabana), “Os Jet Blacks” (Chan-
tecler), “Renato & Seus Blue Caps”
(CBS), “Os Incriveis” (Continental),
and last year a new important group
appeared specially supported by
young trumpet player Ronaldo (AU)
who unfortunately separated from
“Os Versateis” (AU). An interesting
new angle in the teen music was
brought by a young (17), fascinating
looking girl misteryously called De
Kalafe (AU) who, accompanied by
new instrumental group “A Turma”
stirred curiosity and comments of all
kinds—she sings a sort of protest
song in a strong and aggressive way,
mostly compositions of one of the
young components of the group.
There are of course many other
chanters and groups of importance in
the present teen-music scene, but we
couldn’t possible mention them all.

The imported teen-music came in
strong during these past twelve
months, specially at this end of the
period. Besides “The Beatles”

(Odeon), who here too are constantly
heading the charts, others conquered
the public’s choice, specially “The
Mama’s & The Papa’s” (RCA), who
are also present in the charts con-
stantly, “The Rolling Stones”
(Odeon), “Sam The Sham & The
Pharaohs” (MGM), “Gary & The
Pacemakers,” “The Happenings”
(Mocambo), “The Sandpipers” (Fer-
mata), “Los Bravos” (Odeon), and
many others; also from Europe,
Johnny Holliday (Philips), Michel
Polnareff (first Mocambo then Fer-
mata), Christophe (Mocambo), etc.

In our opinion, teen-music is here to
stay for many years still . . .

In a traditional pop music, includ-
ing balads and romantic songs, the
most important local artist this year
was no doubt Agnaldo Rayol (Copa-
cabana), who was crowned “Rei da
Voz” (King of the Voice) a title once
owned_ by one of the most popular
Brazilians of all time, Francisco Al-
ves. Another great chanter, Agnaldo
Rayol did not appear as much this
year because he is concentrating in
his international career and has many
records cut in other South American
countries which even gained chart
credit (sung in Spanish); Lindomar
Castilho (Continental) also had a

good year and appeared a couple of
times in the charts. In the “bolero”
line, king is still Carlos Alberto
(CBS) who is an absolute best seller

in Rio and provinces; also fi’om CBS
Carlos Jose appeared well. Other
names of importance this year are
Barros De Alencar (Chantecler), Luiz
Aguiar (AU), Ary Sanches (Contin-
ental), Oslain Galvao and comediant
Moacyr Franco (Copacabana).
Wilson Simmonal (Odeon) deserves

a chapter by himself-—he does not be-
long to any of those schools; he is

a versatile showman, who created the
new “teen-samba” and can sing any
kind of music he wants. He also ap-
peared as a composer with an inter-

esting number called “Tribute To
Martin Luther King” and is one of

the top TV stars of the moment.
Other artists still on top are chan-

trees Elis Regina (Philips), in a new
and better phase of the MPM, old-

time and still the queen Elizete

Cardoso (Copacabana), new-comer
Claudia (RGE), the “swingest” Elza
Soares (Odeon), Agostinho Dos San-
tos who is coming back, Helena De
Lima (RGE), Giane, Joelma (both

Chantecler), Angela Maria, Miltinho

and others.

From the international field the
most important of the year was no
doubt Frank Sinatra (Reprise) in his
spectacular come back to the charts
here; but several others have had sig-
nificative penetration this year, such
as Matt Monro (Odeon), Jack Jones,
(Mocambo), naturally Herb Alpert &
Tijuana Brass, (A&M) Nancy Sina-
tra, Trini Lopez (both Reprise), and
several others. French and Italian
music was much weaker this year,
but still several artists appeared
strong, some of which came through
the San Remo Festival.
A new rhythm from Brazil made

news in the United States and other
countries through recordings of sev-
eral top artistes, as was largely pub-
licized here: “Jequibau”, is a serious
and consciencious work of maestros
Mario Albanese and Giro Monteiro;
young guitarists Macumbinha and
Santisteban are active in the promo-
tion of the new haunting rhythm and
a trip to the US is planned. At this
time we can say that Antonio Carlos

Jobim reached the top of his inter-
national career, recording with Frank
Sinatra v/hat we consider one of the
best records of the year and which is

a chart album—this was the most im-
portant means of promotion for the
Brazilian popular music this year and
more results are to be expected, after
other recordings made there by the
young and talented composer. Besides
“Tom”, Astrud Gilberto and specially
Sergio Mendes helped put Brazilian
music in a bigh position interna-
tionally. This year a new addition to
the great promo of Brazilian pop
music appeared strong in the US—
organist-composed-arranger Walter
Wanderley who also had some chart
disks. Luiz Bonfa, Laurindo de
Almeida, Bola Sete, Doum, are other
names now familiar in the North
American territory Top chantress
Maysa is also in California and it is

possible that we may hear from her
soon. Many other Brazilian artists
were requested to visit South Ameri-
can and European countries, such as
Edu Lobo, Ells Regina, Zimbo Trio,
Peri Ribeiro, Tamba Trio, Eliana Pitt-

man, Altemar Dutra, Miltinho, Chico
Buarque de Hollanda, Roberto Carlos,
etc.

Besides those who attended the Rio
Inti. Fest, very few foreign artists

were in this country during these
past twelve months, among them:
Caterina Caselli, French teen star
Johnny Halliday, Mexican Trio Los
Panchos, Italian chantress Milva and
lately Israel international chantress
Hanna Ahroni; other important inter-

national stars are scheduled to come
soon, such as the Happenings, Chris
Montez and once again it is talked
about Frank Sinatra and daughter
Nancy. . . . This is partly due to the
efforts of artists’ agent Waldomiro
Saad, who is doing an excellent work
of international exchange.
Two important facts connected

with show business and disk happened
during the past twelve months: the
launching of nev/ label “AU” (Ar-
tistas Unidos), with an excellent
promo background which include sev-
eral TV and radio stations and has
plant and promotion of “Fabrica de
Discos Rozenblit” working for it; be-
sides, such old and experienced disk
pros as Bob Corte-Real (A&R) are
active assuring a good production of

the new-born label; the other happen-
ing was the opening of a new TV
channel in Sao Paulo (TV Bandeir-
antes. Channel 13) which is present-
ing new musicals local and VT impor-
tations.

Considering all difficulties that
Brazil is going through, we can
honestly affirm that this was a year
of victories to the record industry in

general, although figures do not rep-
resent it for the mentioned reasons.
There is a definite public acceptance
for the record and a special artists’

promotion, through improved TV pro-
grams, higher salaries, competition
and better understanding of the mar-
kets Local artists and companies are
looking ahead to the future with high
hopes, knowing that the movement is

being understood and appreciated,
and optimistically based in the idea
that the financial situation will im-
prove through a better government,
which is the thing that was needed to

allow the record industry in Brazil to

reach the deserved and wished for
position in the country’s activities.

And soon we will be also talking of
important facts related with tape
cartridges and juke-boxes!

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SOUTH AFRICA—THE PAST 12 MONTHS

EMI;
In its 10th year of operation in

South Africa E.M.I. has gone from
strength to strength and is very op-
timistic about new artists now mak-
ing the grade. A good example has on
the local scene been the fantastic re-
ception accorded two young men, Sias
Reinecke and Gert van Tender, known
as Group 2, who’s first recording, a
single titled “Die Ou Kraalliedjie”
quickly established them on the South
African Hit Parade. A new Afrikaans
label “Uitspan” was introduced dur-
ing the year and Nice Carstens, South
Africa’s foremost Band Leader and
Composer (who is known Internation-
ally via his Hit compositions “Zam-
bizi” and “Sadies Shawl”) headed up
this operation and this label has al-

ready made its mark in this highly
competitive Industry.

Artists who toured South Africa
during the past 12 months included
Capitol’s master balladeer Matt
Monro and Trumpet Maestro Ray An-
thony with his full show: Australia’s
gift to the Pop World The Seekers
had a smash reception whilst that
ageless Frenchman Maurice Che-
valier showed he was still a master
entertainer.

E.M.I. South Africa was also hon-
oured during this year with a visit by
Sir Joseph Lockwood, Chairman of
the E.M.I. Group of companies, ac-
companied by another E.M.I. Top
Executive, Mr. J. G. Stanford.

In April of this year a visit was
made by Ron Kass, the director of
overseas operations for Liberty Rec-
ords. From the Liberty stables riding
high on the charts were the Ventures
and Gary Lewis & The Playboys. Both
of these artists continue to impress
teenagers, while the Johnny Mann
Singers and the 50 Guitars of Tommy
Garrett also increased in popularity.
Overall, the local Hit Parades were
still dominated by overseas talent
with the beat, particularly the Detroit
Sound, making itself felt, but by no
means keeping out the ballads. The
biggest selling 7 single of the year
was undoubtedly MGM’s Sandy Po-
sey’s debut record “Single Girl”. Also
from MGM the incomparable film
soundtrack of “Dr. Zhivago” further
enhanced that company’s image in
this country with both the mono and
stereo versions selling extremely well.
The Surfin Sound was truly estab-
lished by the Beach Boys, and every
one of their singles released topped
the Hit Parades. Capitol continued to
dominate the ‘good music’ market
with singers such as A1 Martino,
Nancy Wilson and Peggy Lee, while
sales returns for the New Classic
Singers were particularly impressive.
Also from the U.S.A. and released on
the company’s Stateside label the
Royal Guardsmen topped the charts
with their ‘‘Snoopy” records and the
Five Americans showed they were
here to stay with “Western Union”.
The popularity of Neil Diamond con-
tinued to grow and The Buckinghams
were quickly established with a
“Kind Of A Drag”. Whilst the Bob
Crewe Generation created an over-
night sensation with their single
“Music To Watch Girls By”. The
follow-up LP appears destined to be-
come a best seller. On the Tamla-
Motown scene, the Supremes showed
they were still leaders in this field,
but Martha & The Vandellas espe-
cially with their hit “Jimmy Mack”
proved they were not far behind, as
indeed did the Four Tops and the
Marvelettes. Undoubtedly the Detroit
Sound will grow in stature over the
next 12 months and many promotions
to encourage this are now in the plan-
ning stage.

From Immediate came several hits
by Chris Farlowe particularly his
“Ride On Baby”, which stayed on the
charts for some three months. Also
establishing themselves well were the
Twice As Much.
From the British labels, H.M.V.,

Columbia, Parlophone, Ember, the
Beatles were still the top pon groun,
with Herman’s Hermits, the Shadows
and The Hollies as close contenders.
Cliff Richard maintained his popu-
larity and was constantly on the Hit
Parades, his two biggest numbers be-

ing “In The Country” and “Time
Drags By”. Male duo’s were domi-
nated by Columbia’s Peter & Gordon
with such hits as “Lady Godiva”,
though in this field Liberty’s Jan &
Dean provided tough competition.
A young mademoiselle from France

proved to Ije particularly successful

on the Barclay label. Her name is

Mireille Nathieu and she was un-
doubtedly the top newcomer on the
Barclay label where Dalida and
Charles Aznavour continued to lead
the field. Their type of singing con-
tinued to increase in popularity as
indeed did the records on H.M.V. of

Gilbert Becaud, who will be touring
the Republic shortly.

GALLO:

Gallo (Africa) Limited moved to

their newly built offices in September.
Occupying one complete block, the
modern skyscraper incorporates lux-

urious offices, a showroom floor, three
levels of underground garage space,

and a lush executive floor which leads
via french doors to a large paved roof
garden. In a setting of tropical plants
and fountains stands The Rotunda, an
enormous circular glass-enclosed room
designed for the entertaining of

VIP’s and for the launching of pro-
motional campaigns.
The Studio Complex forms the

heart of the building. It was designed
by Gallo’s Chief Recording Engineer
Geoff Tucker in conjunction with the
C.S.I.R. (South African Council for
Scientific and Industrial Research).
Although many new and unorthodox
ideas and devices are features, all

planning was in strict accord with
Mr. Tucker’s principle of “straight-
foi'ward and uncluttered.”

Comprising two main studios (52 x
32 and 44 x 23) in addition to Speech
Studios for radio programme record-
ing, Audition Studios, Re-Mix Studios,
offices and reception rooms, the entire
Complex is floated on a deep base of
fibre-glass. Mixing Desks in the two
large studios are fully transistorized,
were locally built (entirely to Mr.
Tucker’s design), and record direct
mono, or two- or three-track stereo.

In keeping with the streamlining of
the Company generally, the Gallo rec-
ord factory at Roodepoort is being
modernized and enlarged to meet
greater demand, particularly that in

the Coloured and Bantu markets. It

is of interest to note that South
Africa is one of the few countries still

pressing 78 r.p.m. records in quan-
tity: the 78 r.p.m. is a major part of
the Bantu trade in records.

Of importance on the local record-
ing scene, little could exceed that at
present of young Record Producer
Grahame Beggs. He joined the Gallo
Group in June 1966 and since then,
of the many dozens of disks he has
produced, less than ten percent have
failed to reach local charts. Not only
has Grahame Beggs (who is 23) pro-
duced hits: in most cases he has him-
self discovered the artists and found
the songs as well. His greatest suc-
cesses are undoubtedly the Dream
Merchants’ recordings—Love Minus
Zero, Land Of Milk And Honey, and
Time And The River. These as well
as their first LP Predictions And
Things reached high places on Hit
Parades, and it was only four months
after their disk debut that they won
the coveted Golden S.A.R.I. Award.
In March the two Dream Merchants
(Billy Forrest who won last year’s
C & W/S.A.R.L, and Billy Andrews)
flew to London, and are now busy
recording for Decca. Their second LP
is to be released there shortly. Seven-
single number four is titled Rattler,
was written specially for them by
Seeker Bruce Woodley (composer of
Red Rubber Ball) when the Seekers
were on tour here last year, and has
earned extravagant predictions from
overseas and local pundits.

TRUTONE:

A number of highly successful
sales drives were launched by this
company, with their Xmas Promo-
tion being the talking point not only
of the trade, but also of the buying
public. Trutone has grown by a per-

L.P. artists who made a strong im-
pact on the buying public were The
Korean Orphan Choir, Walter Wan-
derley, Astrud Gilberto, Shirley Bas-
sey, Billy Vaughn, Ferranti & Teicher,
The Troggs, Brook Benton. In their

own particular spheres, such giants
as, Joan Baez, Jimmy Smith, and
Richter and Rostropovitch, dominated
the market.
The Trutone A & R team heard a

Korean Orphan Choir record sample.
Realising the group’s potential, the
distributorship of the Word Label was
obtained, and a recompiled LP re-

leased. The LP was an immediate
success and many thousands have
been sold.

Two Trutone artists won 1966/67
S.A.R.I. Awards (the South African
equivalent of the U.S. Grammy
Award)—Julia Mann as South Af-
rica’s Best Female Vocalist, and
George Hayden (Saxophone) as South
Africa’s Best Instrumentalist.
Tremendous progress has also been

made by Trutone in the manufacture
and distribution of African material.

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TERNATIONAL ; NEWS
A LOOK BACK AT 1 967 A.T.E.
LONDON—Since our Annual Review
last July, one of the most important
events has been the 23rd Amusement
Trades Exhibition and the second to

be held in the new venue, Alexandra
Palace, London.

Unfortunately, the experiment of

holding the event in November was
theoretically sound, but proved in

practice to be rather less successful

than the Organisers had hoped.
As for the first Alexandra Palace

show in January 1966, attendance
figures were again way above the
normal, but the sad fact was that
Operators generally, while showing
considerable interest in the exhibition,

were reluctant to place firm orders.

No doubt the prevailing uncer-
tainty resulting from the credit

squeeze and wages freeze was partly
responsible, and there is little doubt
in the Organisers’ minds that the
main reasons were, (a) that the
season had just finished and operators
seem to think it too early to think
about the next one, which lay a win-
ter and a spring away, and (b) that
since everyone hopes to start the
season with the very latest equip-
ment available, there was a fear that
by placing orders too soon there
might be no cash left for new equip-
ment which might appear on the mar-
ket later.

In the light of this experience, and
after consulting other interested par-
ties, manufacturers etc. the organi-
sers came to the conclusion that the
original date was, after all, the most
suitable, and tbeir plans for holding
another exhibition in November 1967
were abandoned in favour of early
1968.
The 24th A.T.E. will therefore, take

place again at the Alexandra Palace
on 16th, 17th and 18th January 1968.

From enquiries already made, there
is little doubt that the whole of the
26,000 sq. ft. of actual stand area will

again be taken up, and that new fi-

nancial and attendance records will be
created.
As we reported last year, the im-

port surcharge which had been in-

flicted upon us soon after the present
Government came into power, was
abolished at the end of October 1966.
However, the surcharge had little

effect on business during its currency
and therefore, it seems unlikely that
its removal will noticeably increase
business.

Arising out of the U.K. balance of
payments problem, members of Par-
liament have suggested from time to
time that it might not be a bad thing
to ban or curtail the import of Fruit
Machines, but the Chancellor has so
far declined to take such action,
chiefly on the grounds that it would
invite retaliatory action by other
countries with nothing to be gained
by it.

As forecast a year ago, the so-
called Gaming Machine License Duty
was introduced on 1st October 1966,
and has already resulted in quite a
useful contribution to the Revenue.
(A licence duty of £75 ($210) for
each coin-operated gaming machine
operated by a 6d coin, and a tax of
£37.10.0. ($104) for machines oper-
ated by coins of less value than 6d.)
As mentioned in the last report, it

was not intended that the duty should
apply to amusement machines giving
modest prizes, and on the whole this
is the position. There is however, a
strong difference of opinion between
the trade and the Customs & Excise
Authorities as to the liability of cer-
tain types of machines, and as after
six months’ of argument it has been
impossible to solve the situation by
negotiation, it would seem that sooner
or later a test case will have to be
brought before the courts to get an
authoritative and decisive ruling.
During the past few months, the

Government has finally reached a de-
cision as to the basis for the new
system of decimal currency scheduled
to come into force in 1971.

In the face of tremendous opposi-
tion, not only on the machine side,

but from all sorts of other businesses
and organisations, it has been decided
to retain the pound as the new major
unit, and this for the coin machine
business will have two very unfortu-
nate consequences. Firstly, the deci-

mal equivalent of the present penny
which is the coin most widely used in

coin-operated circles, will be so small
and insignificant in size that a large
proportion of existing machines can-
not be adapted to accept it, and will

therefore have to be scrapped.

Secondly, we shall lose entirely our
second most popular coin, the six-

penny piece, and the machines con-
cerned will also have to be adapted.
Barring a change in the law, which
makes sixpence the maximum, they
will have to convert to a new decimal
coin valued at 4.8 pence representing
a 20% cut in earnings. The trade and
other interests are continuing to make
strong protests, but it is unlikely that
these will have any effect as the Gov-
ernment seems determined to have its

own way despite anything else we
might have to say.

Looking ahead, it is not easy to
forecast business trends whilst the
credit squeeze and the wage freeze
remain in force, but so far as one can
judge, they have not had any undue
effect on business so far.

As far as seaside business is con-
cerned. Takings have admittedly
shown some drop on figures for the
previous year, but it is thought this
is due more than anything else to the
exceptionally bad weather experienced
during the early part of the season,
and there is every indication that if

we get better weather, losses can be
recouped.

The Government did announce some
time ago that they intended to take
an early opportunity to review the
present gaming laws, and a new Bill

is likely to be introduced into Parlia-
ment towards the end of the year.
The original intention was to deal
only with so-called ‘Big Time’ gaming-
in casinos etc. but there is now reason
to think that they may make rather
more extensive changes in the law
and that machine interests will also
be affected. It is not possible to say
at this stage just what is proposed,
but needless to say, the trade are
keeping a very watchful eye on the
proceedings, and can be relied upon
to take whatever steps may be neces-
sary in order to protect their in-
terests.

ANALYSIS OF THE ANNUAL
COIN MACHINE EXPORT

VOLUME REPORT FOR 1967

GENERAL

1966, in keeping with tradition, was another record breaking year for American coin ma-
chine trade exports. An increase from the 1965 total of $51,000,197 to this year total of

$56,068,875, proves a more aggressive foreign interest in American made machines. The
jump in total export sales is attributed primarily to amusement machines. Phonographs
and vending machines held fairly close to their 1965 totals. The 1966 increase in amuse-
ments were well over $5 million, to be precise, $5,239,651, total for last year was $24,-
135,633 as compared to $29,375,284 for this year. Europe seems to be the center attrac-
tion for American amusement games as indicated by the 1966 import figure, well over $25
million, an increase of approximately $5 million over the 1965 total of over $20 million.
Although phonographs and vending exports held close par to their 1965 figure, it is ex-

pected, with the new and improved equipment lines, to be a very promising future for

American manufacturers.

PHONOGRAPHS

As in 1965, no violent surges, up or down, were recorded in phonographs this year. Most
of the countries held fairly close to their 1965 figures with the big exception of

Belgium. Their imports for 1966 were up over $1 million from last year, while Canada
lost one-half million in trade. Italy was down $300,000 from 1965. In 1966, total phono-
graph units exported were 29,567, and in 1965, there were 34,206. The drop of five thou-
sand or so accounts for the dollar volume drop. The top countries for 1966 were ; West Ger-
many, with 6,681 units for a dollar total of $3,788,267 ;

Belgium, with 3,789 units im-

ported and a dollar volume of $2,447,556; and the usual Japan figures of 4,672 for

$1,986,181. 1965 phonograph machine exports were $15,608,865 while registering a slight

decline for 1966 with $14,212,121.

AMUSEMENT

As we predicted last year, amusement machine exports are well above the 1965 volume.
Italy, as a result of the relaxed laws to allow regular games and add-a-balls, increased
their previous volume to $3,238,869. This represents an over-all increase of nearly
$3 million dollars. The United Kingdom, last years leading importer of games, declined
in the dollar race but still managed to maintain their lead as the leading importer of

games from America. Their drop to $5,891,068 in 1966 from $7,160,859 in 1965 can be

attributed to the increased tax requirements imposed upon operators last year. Switzer-

land upped their imports by nearly $4 million from 1965 to become the second leading

importer of amusements. One of the largest declines among the smaller countries was

Nansei Islands, in 1965, they imported nearly $450,000 worth of games while in 1966,

it dropped downward to $110,000. The war torn nation of Vietnam showed a serious upward

movement , as they purchased nearly $220,000 in 1965 for games , and $401,000 in 1966. This

increase is apparently due to the U.S. Government's policy of providing entertainment

for American servicemen in foreign countries. Despite the ups of some countries and the

downs of others, this was a tremendous year for American manufacturers of games.

VENDING

In 1965, vending export volumes was tagged, "the happiest sales story in the history of

coin machine exports." Well, its lost some of the glamour but not enough to hurt export

sales, as indicated by $2 million dollar gain over last year. Mexico, seems to be the

deciding factor, with their increase over last years figure of $83,779 by $1.5 million

dollars. This is a fantastic increase and Mexico has now proved to be one of the leading

markets for vending machines. The United Kingdom registered a slight drop as did Switzer-

land. The small but industrious country of Venezuela registered a $200,000 dollar gain

over 1965, while purchasing 577 vending machines. Total sales for 1966 was $12,409,470

for 50,052 machines exported. The 1965 figures for a comparison were, 32,614 units

exported for $10,527,468 dollars. It was an extremely good year and this year is expected

to be an even greater one.
