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IN THEIR OWN
GOOD TIME

One thing about new patterns in the

record business: rather than offer

some orderly process of change, they

usually thrust on the industry an ele-

ment of uncertainty, or perhaps to use

a better word, surprise.

This is natural for a business that

thrives on surprise and immediacy.

The latest index of this truth is the

rather helter-skelter release schedule,

particularly in the singles field, that is

fast becoming the norm—for the time

being at least. No longer is the busi-

ness able to expect or schedule the re-

lease of product by its strong artists

within convenient time-tables. An
eagerly awaited follow-up to a smash
side, for instance, may have to be

eagerly awaited for, far beyond the

date one would imagine was ripe for

its release. Eventually it comes, of

course, but only in its own good time.

The reasons? There are many. It

may simply be the process by which an

indie producer, the man behind most

of today’s hits, works. Finding the right

song, the right instrumentation and

so forth takes time, and the indie pro-

ducer is generally a man who does not

give a hoot about “proper timing” for

a new singles date to be marketed. For

better or worse, he may not really care

that a record company may require a

good deal of advance notice—for a va-

riety of administrative and merchan-

dising needs—about a new release.

Many recording contracts can also

affect release schedules in that there

is a growing stipulation in contractual

arrangements calling for full artist

and/or indie producer authority or ap-

proval over singles releases, even to

the point of preventing a label from

pulling out a single from an album.

We cannot underestimate, however,

the part that the actual creation of

product does play in today’s release

pattern. Because of indie producer en-

deavors that seemingly weigh the com-
mercial appeal of every second on a

recording date, there has been a far

greater degree of follow-up successes

in recent years.

If the penalty is a rupture in conven-

tional release patterns, the reward is a

bigger percentage of hit strings, with a

greater guarantee that a particular

disk attraction is building a secure fu-

ture on records. This is a fact-of-life

that labels have to live with these days.

The irony is that a framework of a

more consistent pattern of success is

being built around the concept that

time-tables may be the least important

element in the well-being of the ever-

exciting world of music on records.

NEW YORK—Segments of the record
industry, especially the on-the-road
personnel, should find new cordless,

light-weight telephones a highly in-

teresting development.
Called Portable Executive Tele-

phone (PET), the device has just re-

ceived acceptance from the Federal
Communications Commission after

three years of research and develop-
ment.
The transistorized unit weighs less

than 11 pounds and provides direct

service to any regular telephone vir-

tually anywhere in the world. PET
enables its owner to make and receive
calls in moving vehicles, while walk-
ing down the street, or on a golf

course, according to Michael J. Mina-
han. executive vice president and gen-
eral manager of Portatronic Systems,
Inc. which is distributing the portable
telephone.
PET operates on the same basic

principles as the most modern car
radio phone but is completely port-
able and weighs one-fourth as much.
Like the regular telephone, it has no
push-to-talk buttons — enabling the
user to both talk and listen at the
same time.
PET has a power output of up to

25 watts and operates on long-life

nickel-cadmium batteries. Attach-
ments enable the user to recharge the
unit through a car’s cigarette lighter
or in the ordinary electric outlet.

Incoming calls are announced by a
distinct buzzing signal and a light on
the exterior trim of the briefcase.
When the user wants to make a

telephone call, he signals a mobile
telephone operator, who then connects
him w'ith the number he desires. Serv-
ice is also available through the Radio
Common Carrier interconnected net-
work.

Heading the bill, Diana Ross and

the Supremes capped up the show,
and came on stage with no intermis--

sion due to the late start and possi-

bility of further showers.
Whether it was the weather or a

desire to get on to substantially
different material, the Supremes sped
up their renditions of the group’s hits

which were delivered as medleys or
in entirety. More attention was
focused in their performance on
standards which were generally sung
straight, through “More” was handled
in an up-tempo style.

“Somewhere” from the West Side
Story score, and a collection of Sam
Cooke hits from one of the Supremes’
early LP’s were noteworthy.

VIKKI CARR

HOLLYWOOD—An on-target if

somewhat off-color version of the
CBS-TV Smothers Bros. Show was
offered last week to a pre-sold open-
ing night crowd which filled the
orchestra pit and stadium, literally

hanging from the trees surrounding
the Greek ampitheater. Satirists of
the burgeoning folk music scene of
the late 50’s, Tom and Dick have
more recently blossomed into a na-
tional institution, thanks to the
magneticism of the tube. No longer
merely dismantlers of American rural
music, they have matured as untradi-
tional urban punsters and parodists,
poking micronated pins into our
social disorders. Tom’s opening
snarled stand-up explanation of the
evening’s festivities sets the mood as

he tangles the skein of a routine for-

mat, confounding himself as he
finally suggests that “the first half
and second half will run in that
order.” If they are not yet ready for
enthronenment as logical successors
to Laurel and Hardy, the coronation
date may not be far off.

Pat Paulsen’s bumbling comedic
offerings are related—a first cousin
or uncle (a Smothers’ Brothers’
mother’s brother ? ) to the freres.

Though his delivery is more on the
wry side, it’s easy to understand why

he has graduated from the folk and
coffee clubs to paid-up membership
in the Sunday night family. An edi-
torial on our divorce laws is fresh
and funny as are his finger shadows
(which he modestly announces have
won him “a blue ribbon at the recent
Seattle Pottery and Marijuana Fes-
tival”) and he follows with a one line

version of “Try to Remember,” unable
to recall the remainder of the song.

Probably the
most saccharin set of lyrics that
Mack David has ever added to a lead
sheet, it’s apparently as saleable as
Peyton Place. Thanks to a gorgeous
Gilbert Becaud melody and Vikki’s
inspired delivery, it sells.

In an evening of fun and magic,
Cai-r’s 13 tune turn is a bewitching
hocus-pocus.

Ira Sullivan displays his versatility on an

He is a one-man band,
proficient on many horns (tenor sax, soprano
sax, in particular). His trumpet sound is warm
and misty on ballads, and he crackles with tech-
nical fluency on the horn. The numbers include
“E Flat Tuba G,” “Norwegian Wood,” and the
title track, “Horizons.” The LP should favorably
impress jazz fans.

BEETHOVEN: SYMPHONY NO. 3 IN E FLAT
MAJOR (‘EROICA’) — Karl Ristenpart/South
German Philharmonic Orchestra—Checkmate C
76003
Checkmate Records is a new concept from

Elektra. It is an all-stereo label, devoted to inter-
pretations of great Western music. This LP is one
of the first four releases from Checkmate. Karl
Ristenpart conducts the South German Philhar-
monic Orchestra in a magnificent performance
of Beethoven’s “Symphony No. 3 In E Flat
Major, Op. 55 (‘Eroica’).” The disk should delight
classical music lovers.

CHUCK BERRY IN MEMPHIS—Mercury MG
21123/SR 61123
Chuck Berry delivers the goods in a perform-

ance of the rock ’n’ roll numbers of which he was
an innovator. The offerings include “Back To
Memphis,” “Sweet Little Rock And Roller,”

“Bring Another Drink,” and “Goodnight Well
It’s Time To Go.” The artist’s guitar work is

scintillating on the LP, and the set should garner
major sales returns.

MOVEMENT SOUL—ESP 1056
An album of live recordings from the freedom

movement in the deep South at a peak time:
1963 and 1964. Inspired moments have been
chosen from mass meetings, sermons, rallies,

demonstrations and individual interviews. Tra-
ditionally sung prayers and passionate sayings
are intermingled with songs. The disk is- a
significant social document.

TETON TEA PARTY WITH CHARLIE BROWN
—Broadside BR 305

Charlie Brown sings a selection of folk songs.
Although he chooses the autoharp as his primary
instrument, he is quite at home on the accordion
as demonstrated in “Willow Tree.” He adapts
convincingly to “I Once Loved A Lass” and to
“Hiram Hubbard.” “Down In The Valley” features
both his yodeling and musical saw. The LP
should establish Charlie Brown in the hearts of
folk enthusiasts.

LOUIS PRIMA ON BROADWAY — United
Artists UAL 3596/UAS 6596

Louis Prima performs ten Broadway show
tunes, rendering his material in his typical
gravel-throated fashion and employing great
showmanship. The melodies include “Mama,” “I
Believe In You,” “The Impossible Dream,” and
“On A Clear Day (You Can See Forever).” The
album should satisfy Prima followers immensely.

A SPOONFUL OF JAZZ—Bud Shank—World
Pacific WP 1868/WPS 21868

Alto saxist Bud Shank serves up a tasty spoon-
ful of jazz outings, which are improvisations on
and interpretations of the music of the Lovin'
Spoonful. The tracks include “Summer In The
City,” “(You And Me And) Rain On The Roof,”
“Darling Be Home Soon,” and “Do You Believe
In Magic?” Shank displays enormous versa-
tility and aesthetic adventurousness on the LP.
which should score solidly with jazz devotees.

INDO-JAZZ FUSIONS — Joe Harriott — John
Mayer Double Quintet—Atlantic (SD) 1482
The Joe Harriott-John Mayer Double Quintet

performs five jazz sessions: “Partita,” “Multani,’'
“Gana,” “Acka Raga,” and “Subject.” The jazz
and the Indian players are joined into a truly
integrated unit. The material derives from Indian
resources and is brought to completion with the
individual players’ improvisations. The LP should
be a much sought-after sales item.

THE SIX SYMPHONIES OF CARLOS CHAVEZ
—Chavez/Orquesta Nacional—Columbia 32 31
0001/32 31 0002
A Columbia Masterworks recording containing

the six symphonies of Mexican composer Carlos
Chavez. The works include “Sinfonia India.”
“Symphony No. 4 (Sinfonia Romantica),” “Sym-
phony No. 5 For Strings,” and “Sinfonia De
Antigona.” The music is romantic in tone and
receives an excellent interpretation by the Or-
questa Nacional under the baton of the composer.
The 3 record set is a classical gem.
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Notice To The Record Buyer

You are probably aware that there

has been a general price equalization

between mono and stereo albums in

recent weeks. Indications point to an
eventual stereo-only release of albums
by your favorite artists. During this

transitional period, you may find it in-

creasingly difficult to obtain mono ver-

sions of the albums you want. If you
are the owner of a mono phonograph
manufactured in the past five years or

so, the statement below is intended for

you. If, after reading it, you remain un-

certain as to whether you can play a

stereo recording on your unit, inform
your dealer of the type of mono phono-
graph you own and the date pur-

chased, and he will let you know if your
phonograph is capable of playing a

stereo recording without harming the
grooves:

Stereo records can be played on to-

day’s mono record players with excel-

lent results. They will last as long as
mono records played on the same
equipment, yet will reveal full stereo
sound when played on stereo record
players.

Technical developments in recent
years have enormously improved the
quality of today’s phonograph. When
stereo records were first introduced,
they could not be played on machines
designed to play only monaural rec-

ords. In recent years all phonographs—both mono and stereo—have been
so markedly improved that this limita-

tion is no longer effective.

Groove information of a horizontal,

side-to-side nature is common to both

mono and stereo records. In addition,

stereo records have built into their

grooves information that occurs in the

vertical plane. Played with modern
equipment, today’s stereo record will

transmit all the horizontal information

through monaural playback and, when
played back through stereo equip-

ment, will additionally transmit the

vertical information.

The importance of this to record

purchasers is that they need no longer

hesitate to buy, play or build collec-

tions of stereo records although they

have monaural playback machines.
Improvements made in the design of

the pickup in current monaural ma-
chines make it possible to play stereo

records with no greater incidence of

skipping and with no greater wear than

when played on stereo machines. The
life expectancy of the records will re-

main the same. Further, the three-

dimensional, “spatial” effect of stereo

—while not revealed through a mon-
aural player—will remain unaffected

in the grooves, available for subse-

quent play on a stereo phonograph.

Today’s full-separation stereo disc

is now unchallenged in quality and rep-

resents the future of the record indus-

try. While most labels will continue to

produce monaural records, it is never-

theless clearly to the advantage of con-

sumers who own monaural players to

buy, give and build collections of cur-

rent records in the stereo versions, an-

ticipating their future ownership of a

stereo phonograph.

In recent weeks there have been
printed articles which have stated or

implied that the teenage buyer is

suddenly becoming aware of country
music and its artists. The theory is

all very nice if true—but we sincerely

doubt, on the basis of singles sales,

that C&W music has made any great
inroads into the teen record-buying
market of late. Not only is country
music not attracting hordes of new
young blood to the fold, but, little by
little, the old standbys are being lost

to time. It goes without saying that

no art form can weather the test of

time unless new disciples are brought
into the fold. And let’s face it—the
teenagers are the people who buy sin-

gles.

The big question, of course, is how
to go about attracting the teen mar-
ket to country music in bulk form,
rather than in the isolated instances

we have now. The facet of the busi-

ness that should be the most influen-

tial in gaining teen response and
“educating” the youngsters in coun-
try music is radio—and the time for
broadcasters to begin is now! Pop
stations use every promotional gim-
mick at their command to attract the
young record buyers, so it stands to

reason that country outlets can use
the same promotional ideas. Contests,
giveaways and gala festivities are
perhaps the most often used types of
promotions and are generally the
most successful.
One such promotion, which pulled

in excellent results, was the Texas
State Surfing Championships, hosted
by KIKK-Houston in conjunction
with the Pepsi Cola Bottling Com-
pany (Country Roundup, Jul. 22).
The tourney drew over 300 entries, as
well as 10,000 spectators, and proved
to be one of the largest contests ever
held in the Lonestar State. Extra
promotion was employed with the use
of a locally popular teen TV package,
which was hired to feature a segment
of the contest in addition to promot-
ing the station’s format.

There is no doubt in our minds that,
if one station has the ingenuity to
host such a gig, a host of other sta-
tions can do likewise. There are many,
many large concerns on the American
scene a la Pepsi Cola whose product
is aimed either wholly or partially at
the teen market. And while all of
these businesses may not be quite
the size of Pepsi, most of them have
large budgets put aside for just such
items as advertising and promotion.
And almost all of them are constantly
on the lookout for good, clever pro-
motional gimmicks on which to spend
some of their dollars. Several perfect
examples of such companies, in addi-
tion to soft drink manufacturers, are
clothing houses, automotive firms (not
to mention those handling motorcy-
cles and motor scooters), film com-
panies and, of course, record labels.
The latter, by the way, would be an
excellent choice, since labels stand to
benefit directly as stations build
strong youth audiences.
On a smaller scale, promos can be

instigated in league with publishers
and even local teen outlets, as well.
However they are done, they should

teenager shouldn’t be ignored—he
buys records!!

Apple Music. A subsidiary of Nems Enterprises, the company will handle all

Blackwell aims to introduce new sounds and ideas into the pop scene and is

currently in Europe seeking talent in Belgium, France, Germany, Holland,
Italy and Spain.

Diamond; “Claire” by Paul & Barry Ryan; and local girl Cheryl Gray is out
with “It’s Not Easy Loving You” and “I’m Gonna Try.” Cheryl had a strong
hit last time out with “You Made Me What I Am.”
Astor Records have secured the Australian rights to the B. T. Puppy

catalog from the United States. First release is the current chartrider

air-play.
Astor has also released “Make Me Yours” by Betty Swann which is the

subject of action on the Cash Box Top 100 at the moment. The same
company is out with Petula Clark’s “Dont Sleep In The Subway” . . . the
broadcast restriction has also been lifted from the song.

Nice to see Australian boy Johnny Young scoring good reviews in the
English music mags with the release on Decca of his latest single “Lady.”
Johnny is now in London to promote the record. Here’s hoping he can do
the trick and continue the successful pattern of Australian acts who have hit
the big time via England. People like the Seekers, Frank Ifield, Rolf Harris,
the Easybeats, and the Bee Gees.
Ken Sparkes, disc jockey with station 3UZ, and compere of the national

teen-slanted television series “Kommotion,” is now on his way to the United
States to “take a look (and a listen) at the scene.”

It looks as though “Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club Band” by the
Beatles could be one of the biggest albums ever in the history of EMI in
this country. It is being marketed in imported (from England) jackets,
and the delay with the first shipment of covers has held up the release for
a few weeks. However, it is selling now in great quantities and is on the
receiving end of all kinds of air-play.

Local youngster Peter Doyle makes his debut for the Astor label with “If
You Can Put That In A Bottle.” The song is of American origin and has
been cut in that country by John Davidson. Peter formerly recorded for the
Sunshine label through Festival.
A strong single across the nation at the moment is “And Then I Kissed

Her” as revived by the Beach Boys. It’s scoring well in both play and sales
and is shaping like a strong chart challenger.

It features George Dobson
with his daughter Christine and son Garry, all playing trumpets with a large
instrumental backing. George Dobson is especially well-known through a series
of recordings released throughout the world by the Victorian Trumpet Trio a
few years back.

Local group the Questions, who finished a strong second in the recent
national “Battle Of The Sounds,” have a new single out on the Festival label
which carries “Sally Go ’Round The Roses” c/w “Hey! Gyp.”

product. First release under the Apex banner in this country will be “Whistlin’
In The Sunshine” by the Earthquakers. A1 says reaction is great to one on
Decca by the Sundowners.
Frank Gould at Montreal’s CFOX sends word of another big live promotion

to be produced by the CFOX Good Guys. They’ll bring Paul Revere & the
Raiders to the Pointe Claire Arena on August 18th. Included on the same
P.A. will be Steve Alaimo, Roy Head, and Billy Joe Royal. That should get
Expoville shakin’ for sure.
Bobby Curtola, riding a good many important charts with his last Tartan

outing, “Quando Quando,” is doing the one niter thing across the Canadian
west. Larry Christie at CKBI in Prince Albert, Sask., has been instrumental
in bringing a good many top disk attractions into his area. He’s the chart
man at CKBI, too. He reports big chart and airplay action on outings by the
Guess Who and Willie & the Walkers. An all-girl band, the Sometimes, has
been creating quite a stir with the hippies in CKBI’s coverage area. Another
big record on the Prince Albert scene is the Tommy Ambrose rendition of
“Casino Royale.” It’s on Fontana. “Happy” by the Blades Of Grass is the ren-
dition in that part of the Canadian west according to music man Christie.

Canadian Rock Acts Move South Of Border
NEW YORK—In recent months there
has been a marked increase in the ac-
ceptance of Canadian groups on the
American pop music scene. As indi-

viduals, Canadians have been involved
with U.S. rock (ex. Zol Yanovsky,
formerly with the Lovin’ Spoonful;
Gene Cornish, of the Young Rascals;
and Denny Dougherty, of the Mamas
and the Papas) for quite some time,
but now the groups are here.

It’s easy for a Canadian group to
get a work permit for the States and
having arrived, the group can either
stick it out or return North of the
border to capitalize on the publicity
gained here. Maple Leaf groups are
particularly big in New York right
now as evidenced by recent gigs by:
the Mandala at the Scene; the Pau-
pers at the Cafe Au Go-Go; Dianne
Brooks and the Soul Searchers at the

Scene; the Carnival Connection at the
Rolling Stone; the Checkmates; and
the Crowd (formerly Three’s A
Crowd.)
The big interest in California

groups seems to have helped the Ca-
nadians especially in the New York
area. Calif, groups cost a lot and
(even if you can book them) have to
travel a long way while a group from
Toronto, Ottawa, or Montreal can
make it down here in a day with a
few dollars in their pocket.
The U.S. folk field has for a long

time been something of a home for
such Canadian artists as Gordon
Lightfoot, Leonard Cohen, and Ian &
Sylvia but now the northern rock acts
seem to be getting more popular and
some of the bigger New York agen-
cies are going up there to bring ’em
back.

Mauricio Brenner of Fermata infos that he is promoting at full steam
instrumental hit “Kilimandjaro,” currently available in the market through
the Caravelli version, flip sided by another top song, “Puppet On A String.”
The pubbery is also promoting the Lennon-McCartney songs carried by the
Beatles’ new album, just appeared in this country, and the group’s latest
single.

Phonogi'am is releasing two new low priced albums—with a “promotional”
tag—recorded by international pop artists like Manfred Mann, Four Seasons
and Johnny Hallyday in one case, and folk stars Voces Blancas, Cesar Isella
and others in the other. The pop album is a tie-in with a radio program
prepared by writer and humorist Landrii on radio, and a Sunday newspaper
supplement written by the same Landru for daily El Mundo. There is also a
new album by tango orkster Osvaldo Pugliese tagged “Caminito,” and another
LP by folk group Los Quilla Huasi.
Rodriguez Luque of Disc Jockey infos that several records originally re-

corded by this label have been released in Spain by its recently appointed
representative Sociedad Espanola de Musica, directed by Garea. Pepito Perez
is now hitting the local LP charts with his new LP, “Amor de Pobre,” titled
after the successful single.

RCA is preparing a TV program that will be aired through Channel 9 in
tie-in with producer Ricardo Kleinman, who will be in charge of contracting
international artists, while the label will furnish the local talent. Names like
Barbara & Dick, the Con’s Combo, the Mockers, Johnny and others are already
scheduled to take part in the program. Kleinman has been airing his “Modart
No. 1” show through Channel 7 and will transfer this format to the new
program.

Ami” for his first single. The same tune has been cut by lark Susanita Rabmos,
coupled with “2'35" de bonheur,” the Vartan recorded French hit.

Luis Calvo of Music Hall feels happy with the success of French songstress
and actress Marie Laforet, whose version of “Mon Amour, Mon Ami” is
selling very well in Argentina. Marie records for Festival, represented in
this country by MH, and one of her albums is also ready for release. In the
long play field, Spanish chanter Raphael is still selling very strongly which
means that his LP “Cuando Tu No Estas” will rate highly among the top
selling LP’s of 1967.

Producciones Fermata reports good customer reaction to “Casino Royale,”
recorded by Herb Alpert and the Tijuana Brass. The film is being shown to
nearly SRO audiences at the Gaumont Theater, which means excellent pro-
motion for the tune. PF is now promoting the latest Michel Poulnareff single,

The pleasant announcement by MOA’s Fred Granger

that six of the major record companies have signed to

exhibit at the 1967 Convention & Trade Show (Oct. 27-

29), with others expected to swell the list by show time,

shows once again the active interest the disk factories

have in the music operator. But is this “interest”

merely a latent appreciation of the jukebox business

as the largest singles purchasing bloc within the in-

dustry? Is it because the new product exposure opera-

tors are capable of providing is “unmatched by any
other segment of our industry,” as a record firm’s

sales director recently opined? Or is it really nothing

more than force of habit?

Before the heyday of the radio deejay show, the role

of the coin phonograph as a stimulator for new product

sales was undisputed. Today, however, it is the edu-

cated opinion of more than a few recording company
execs that the radio stations have left the jukebox so

far in the dust that the industry isn’t worth getting ex-

cited over. “They’ll buy the hits . . . nothing but the

hits anyway.” Furthermore, some record people are

peeved at the so-called “self-styled” jukebox hit-

makers and say operators apathy over showcasing
new, untried material on the machines negates any ac-

tive year ’round communication.

MOA’s Bill Cannon finds the greatest sin resulting

from this school of thought in the scarcity of jukebox
programming material—little IP’s, stereo singles, re-

prints of great location standards. And his liaison com-
mittee between ops and record Mfr’s., organized at

the ’65 Convention, has met with some degree of in-

creased communications between the two factions but

no great deal of jukebox product release.

I

In truth, the airwaves claim the distinction as top cat

in publicizing new releases. But just as surely as the

public is filtering more and more back to the movies,

\

preferring to select their entertainment instead of

spoon-feeding on the offerings of today’s TV, the trend

Take any average jukebox tavern location. The

phono has always beat out the TV, except possibly

when the N.Y. Giants or the Chicago Bears are fighting

the good fight. Granted, it’s pretty tough to get a loca-

tion customer to deposit a coin for a tune he’s never

heard. And in reality, why should an operator plunk

down hard cash at the one-stop for an untried tune in

hopes of “scooping the charts” and gaining the mute

satisfaction from helping create a hit?

In reality, music operating is a dollars and cents

business. Operators are not going to do the record

companies any favors simply because they’re “nice to

us.” And record companies aren’t going to start ham-

mering out special jukebox records because operators

“buy a lot of hits.” Both factions say the other “needs

us for survival.”

The truth lies somewhere between. Radio stations,

more than ever before, are extremely selective on what

new releases they’ll add to the weekly library. Many
stations prefer to wait for chart results before adding

untried disks and it’s almost a chicken and egg situa-

tion which leaves the new artist in the squeeze. That’s

where the jukebox comes in.

Again, owing to the selectivity of stations, even es-

tablished artists’ new releases get insufficient air play

and run the risk of dying on the vine. This also is where

the jukebox figures in. It complements—adds to the

exposure offered by the radio.

Why should an operator program untried releases?

Simply, because if he waits until the tune achieves

ov^erwhelming sales popularity before sticking it on his

machines, he: 1. runs the risk of missing out on the

initial sales sweep, and 2. losing up to 50% of poten-

tial play from people tired of hearing the hit now being

played too often on the radio.

Educated judgment on both parts is the key phrase.

Record firms should petition operators to program new
releases, either through the one-stop, the trade papers

or direct mail. Even free samples aren’t out of order.

We think the introduction and success of a new name
does in large measure depend upon all jukebox opera-

tors across the country. We hope you hear from you.

obtaining qualified instructors and
classroom space from the New York
City Board of Education’s Manpower— Development Training Program was
only the first step, then came the

' - > matter of equipment.
“Manufacturers and distributors

agreed to loan instructional equip-
ment, this indicated an initial inter-
est in the classes on their part. Next,

‘ came the matter of students. This

^ was taken care of by choosing the
‘cream of the crop’ mechanically in-
clined registrants from the New York

- State Employment Service. The in-
structors needed training manuals,
these were supplied by distributors
throughout the New York area, this
again, indicated interest and enthu-
siasm. All of these triumphs were
topped off when MONY received a
$70,000 grant from the federal gov-
ernment.

extra margin of profit. He takes
periodic trips around the country in

search of new equipment and games
ideas. With his instinct to operate or
remove a piece of dead equiment, Al
has become one of the best judges in

the business of good and bad arcade
games.

Al, how did you get you’re start
in the arcade business?

In 1940, I started working in an
arcade for Sam and Manny Silver. I

was a change maker, by that I mean
... I would walk the floor of the ar-

cade wearing an apron full of change
dangling from my waist and make
change for the arcade customers. Sam
and Manny still come around to see
me, we’re very close friends.
How many arcades do you operate?
Today, I have three. Two on the

Boardwalk at Coney Island and one
on Surf Aveune. I originally had four
arcades, there was another one on the
Boardwalk, but it burned down in

1963. That was some fire . . . burned
the whole block down.
How long do the arcades stay

open?
We operate year-round from noon

until one or two o’clock in the morn-
ing. Most weekends they usually stay
open ’til 3:00 AM.
Being an arcade operator, do you

feel it’s more demanding and time
consuming than say one of the old
time ‘mama and papa’ grocery stores
where they open at 7 AM and close
at 9 PM?

I would say my business is a little

more time consuming but the de-
mands are nearly equal. We both
have to contend with the public and
sometimes you meet some real dan-
dies. I usually go to work around ten
in the morning and get home at two
in the morning, so I would say I

spend more time than they would,
then again ... I have three places
where they have only one.
Do you operate machines in banks

and if so, what varieties?
Yes, we operate shuffles, Bing-0-

rino, Ski-Balls, Twenty-one and Pol-
ka.
Do you give prizes for winners?
Oh yes, we have a big selection . . .

lamps, appliances, T.V.s, Luggage, bi-

cycles—you name it and we have it.

What is the most profitable type of
arcade game?
The Ski-Balls.
Do you have any of what we call

“Museum Pieces” like the old Grand-
ma Machine?

We have a load of them. I have
twelve of the Grandma machines scat-

tered throughout the three locations.

At the Surf Avenue location we
maintain over three-hundred pieces of

equipment.
How extensively have you gotten

into vending ?

I have a few soda, candy and ciga-

rette machines at the arcades.
Any can vending?
No, I don’t like to use the can vend-

ors in the arcades, only the soft cups.

People like to throw things and it

would be too dangerous to have those
hard cans around. Someone could eas-

ily get hurt.
How would you judge the future of

the arcade business in metropolitan
New York?

It’s gotten much better in recent
years. The dimes are here to stay,

they’re going through everything and
there seems to be no customer hold-
back.
How about the rest of the country?
All sections of the country seem to

be going well. I recently talked with
operators in Cincinnati and Cleveland
and they say it couldn’t be better.

Is there much legislative harass-
ment on your locations?
None at all.

Would you say there is a noticeable
lack of new game ideas from the fac-
tories?

That’s true, they seem to have the
same things, the only difference are
the colors and the glass. We really
need some new game ideas, it would
certainly put a big boost behind this

business.
Has the coin shortage ever been ev-

ident in your last few years of oper-
ation?

No, we were very fortunate in that
respect. I’ve always kept a big bank
of coins and was never affected by the
shortage to any large degree. Most of
the arcades keep a ready supply to
meet things like this. 'The biggest
problem I have is with the new coins
. . . they are nothing but trouble, the
quarters especially . . . the weight
seems to be a little off.

How do you feel about the business
in general?

Well, if I didn’t like it, I sure
wouldn’t be in it.

Then you’re glad you made a career

of it?

Yes, I’ve been on my own since

1949. I’ve been very happy with my
association to the arcade business.

Carwash Council (NCCC) is niount-
ing its program to build operator
membership. One of the keys to this
success is the development, forming
and organizing local and/or state

^ coin carwash associations affiliated

with the National Council.
NCCC has already established two

-^coin carwash affiliated associations on
the west coast. First was the Oregon
Coin Carwash Association, followed
by the organizing of the Northern

• California Coin Carwash Association.
Southern California is presently be-
ing formed. Others are being formed
in a number of other states, which
will lead to great unification through-

"
'out the industry, stated Ward A. Gill,

NCCC executive secretary.
^ In the formation of a local group,

Del Black, NCCC membership and

p legislative director, will get industry
leaders together for a kick^-off session,

„ as was done with Walter Duvall of
Malsbary and NCCC president on the
west coast. After this “hard-core”
group sets the stage, the carwash
operators then officially form the local

' association and elect officers, follow-
ing policy and bylaws proposed by
NCCC.
To illustrate the potential for such

. affiliated groups in the coin carwash
industry, in two years time, 16 such
affiliates were formed as of January

*1966. Now the number has grown to
almost 50. Four such affiliates are on

- the west coast alone. Under the struc-
ture any number of locals can be

^ formed within a state, generally fol-
lowed by a state association to which
the locals belong, as well as all

groups affiliated with the National
Council. For instance, under NALCC

^ in Pennsylvania, there are six local
associations and a state organization.

!
Under a dues rate structure coin

carwash operators pay an amount to

j
the local association of which a por-

' tion is turned over to the National
Council, depending upon the number
of members in the local.

As the affiliated network grows,
there becomes available a ide range
of cross-communications, not only be-

* tween the individual associations and
the NCCC, but also between the local
associations. This provides an ex-
change of ideas and knowledge that
helps operators increase volume and
develop a better profit margin.
At the first joint Board of Direc-

tors meeting of the merged National
Coinamatic Auto Wash Association

s and the National Coin Carwash Coun-
cil (NCCC), many major goals and
programs were established to build,
promote and protect the business of

j

coin carwash operators. Led by Walt-
er Duvall, president; and vice presi-
dents Ralph Hedges and Conrad Le-
Tourneau, the meeting covered many
areas.

*' The Board urged to continue and
strengthen the NCCC public relations
and publicity program at all market
levels in order to support operators
in their local communities as well as
the entire national scene to build con-
sumer acceptance of the self-service
carwash concept.

Ward A. Gill, NCCC executive sec-
’ retary, stated that several major
NCCC committees were firmed up
with a cross-section of leading indus-
try representatives to plan out and
project benefits for coin carwash op-
erators. Among these will be commit-
tees on the National Convention,
Membership, Public Relations, Re-

gional Conferences, Operator Service
and Insurance.

With the National Convention dates
set for November 16-19 in Chicago,
the four full days will provide addi-
tional time to program coin carwash
business sessions and to allow greater
exhibit viewing.

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C' "Safer Cigs"?

COLUMBIA ANNOUNCEMENT
PROMPTS SENATE INQUIRY

INTO CIG EILTER RESEARCH

On the 24th and 25th of August,
the U.S. Senate’s Commerce Commit-
tee is scheduled to hear testimony
from Robert L. Strickman, inventor
of the widely publicized “safe Ciga-
rette filter,” and Dr. Grayson Kirk,
president of Columbia University
which sponsored Strickman’s re-

search, on the progress of their ef-

forts toward making cigarette smok-
ing less dangerous. The hearings
were prompted largely by the skepti-
cism expressed by some committee
members over the value of the poly-
mer filter, said to reduce the intake of
harmful tars and nicotine up to 70%
while permitting the flavor to pass
through.

The committee’s chairman. Sen.
Warren Magnuson (D.-Wash.) cu-
rious about Columbia’s acquisition of
the controlling commercial interests
in the filter, said this and several
other recent developments prompted
the hearing to review the status of
scientific research into the hazards of
smoking and the steps which are be-
ing taken to develop a less dangerous
filter.

Magnuson advised that the hear-
ings will have one purpose: “to de-
termine how solid a scientific base we
now have for identifying the hazard-
ous substances in smoking and what
progress has been made in remov-
ing them.”

FTC Acts

Meanwhile, the Federal Trade Com-
mission has announced that its ciga-

rette testing laboratory has com-
pleted a six-point criterion for meas-

uring nicotine and tar content. Ap-
proximately 50 major brands (includ-

ing those which have advertised a

^ low tar yield) will be tested almost

_ immediately. In arriving at the six

specified conditions, the FTC is ap-

parently scrapping the Cambridge

Calif. Gets Tax Hike

LOS ANGELES — The California
State Assembly passed and the Sen-
ate concurred, on July 28th, Governor
Ronald Reagan’s one billion, eleven
million dollar omnibus tax increase
measure and sent it back to the Gov-
ernor who was waiting to sign it into
law.

The bill, as approved, provides that
vending operators pay the sales tax
for merchandise sold through vending
machines at 10c or less at the basis
of the cost price rather than the re-
tail selling price.

Two operator briefing sessions were
to be conducted last Friday, August
4th, at the Jack Tar Hotel, San Fran-
cisco; and one August 8th at the
Kirkrby Center, 10889 Wilshire Blvd.,
Los Angeles; to review the applica-
tion of the new cigarette and sales
tax.

The regulation worked out by the
NAMA staff with the Board of
Equalization staff will read as fol-
lows :

Effective August 1, 1967, a vending
operator is the consumer of, and shall
not be considered a retailer of, tangi-
ble personal property which sells at
retail for lOe or less and which is

actually sold through a vending ma-
chine. All taxable items which sell at
retail for 10c or less and which are
actually sold through vending ma-
chines on or after August 1, 1967, are
subject to tax at the combined state
and local rate of 5 'll measured by the
purchase price paid by the vending
machine operator.

Filter Method of testing, tacitly ap-
proved by the Commision in 1966.

The six steps or laboratory condi-

tions which will be followed by the
FTC laboratory in determining the
“harmful” content of the brands se-

lected are:

1. Smoke cigarettes to a 23 mm
butt length, or to the length of the
filter and overwrap plus 3 mm. if in

excess of 23 mm.,
2. Base results on a test of 100 cig-

arettes per brand, or type,

3. Cigarettes to be tested will be
selected on a random basis, as op-
posed to “weight selection,”

4. Determine particulate matter on
a “dry” basis employing the gas chro-
matography method published by C.

H. Sloan and B. J. Sublett in Tobacco
Science 9, page 70, 1965, as modified
by F. J. Schultz’ and A. W. Spears’
report published in Tobacco Vol. 162,

no. 24, page 32, dated June 17, 1966,

to determine the moisture content,

5. Determine and report the “tar”
content after subtracting moisture
and alkaloids (as nicotine) from par-
ticulate matter,

6. Report tar content to the nearest
whole milligram and nicotine content
to the nearest 1/10 milligrams.

No test can precisely duplicate con-

ditions of actual human smoking and,
within fairly wide limits, no one
method can be said to be either,

“right” or “wrong”. The Commission
considers it most important that the
test results be based on a reasonable
standardized method and that they be
capable of being presented to the
public in a manner that is readily
understandable.

The Cambridge Filter Method does
not and cannot measure these many
variations in human smoking habits,

says the FTC. It does not measure
tar or nicotine in the smoke gener-
ated while the cigarette is not being
puffed. It does not measure all of the
tar and nicotine in any cigarette, but
only that in the smoke drawn in the
standardized machine smoking ac-

cording to the prescribed method.
Thus, the purpose of testing is not to

determine the amount of tar and nico-

tine inhaled by any human smoker,
but rather to determine the amount
of tar and nicotine generated when
a cigarette is smoked by machine in

accordance with the prescribed meth-
od.

Vending Impact

The controversial Robert L. Strick-
man cigarette filter, viewed by sev-
eral cigarette manufacturers as “ex-
perimentally premature” and by a
good deal of the academic community
as “commercially unorthodox” (re-
garding his liaison with Columbia
University), is nevertheless the most
outspoken reply to the greatest un-
answered question on the lips of ciga-
rette-smoking America today—“If I

can’t quit, why not make smoking
safer?

”

As surely as the 1964 Surgeon Gen-
eral’s Report scared the public out of
its pants but not out of smoking, the
Congress has done little more to pro-
mote safer smoking than drop the
FTC’s original “head in the sand” pro-
posal forbidding any cigarette brand to
advertise a lower tar and nicotine con-
tent than a competitor. Washington
settled for the warning label and
gave the green light for filter experi-

mentation, based on the Cambridge
method resulting in several good
low-yield brands but no official con-

gratulations. And encumbered by a

righteous but unrealistic advertising

code, the tobacco companies had to be

paranoiacally conservative in promot-

ESSAY

ing their low-yield products.

Skeptical cigarette manufacturers
contend that Strickman’s invention is

as unproven as they continually find

the relation of smoking to cancer it-

self. But in truth, insiders feel sure
the real reaction among tobacco
growers, wholesalers and retailers

can be summed up in one word

—

HOPE.
Immediately following the release

of the Smoking & Health Report, re-

actions of the nation’s cigarette re-

tailers could be measured on two lev-

els: 1. no one wants to be the pur-
veyor of death, but 2. my livelihood

depends totally or in great part on
the sale of cigarettes. The end result

was and remains a “watch and see”
attitude while engaging in business
as usual.

Perhaps the only group on the cig-

arette retail level almost totally con-
cerned with the ultimate outcome of

the tobacco and health contest is the
cigarette vending machine operator,
for, while the druggist, the snack bar,

et al., can turn to hundreds of other
items in the inventory to make up the
difference, it is the cigarette vender
who measures the amount of food in

his larder by the number of packs
he sells through his units.

The nation’s vending operators
have also come to face a growing di-

versification of the tobacco corpora-
tions into other areas of enterprise
and endure a barrage of increased
local, state and federal excise taxes

—

all of which they interpret as sure
signs that the U.S. Government is

“coaxing” cigarettes out of the public
reach and the manufacturer is get-
ting the hint. Add to this the mixed
emotions the vender feels while
watching the current anti-cig promos
on TV with his kids, knowing it is the
cigs that keeps the kids in clothes.

Therefore, it is with no smalj de-
gree of that word HOPE that the
thousands of cigarette vending op-
erators watch the progress of FTC re-
search, the Strictman filter or other
low-yield filters already here or yet to
come.
