The music industry has re-

sponded to the horror of recent weeks
with new acts of responsibility. Much of

its recorded tributes to Dr. King will

benefit the Dr. Martin Luther King Fund
of his Southern Christian Leadership
Council. Through the Record Industry

Association of America (RIAA), the label

organization, the President’s Council on
Youth Opportunity has just received a

$5000 check to help underwrite the en-

tertainment committee’s efforts in con-

nection with this “summer of destiny’s”

Summer Youth Opportunity Program.

Further indicative of efforts in this

area is the teaming of NATRA, the dee-

jay association, and Atlantic Records in

the presentation of a star-studded “Soul

Together” package of Atlantic Acts at

Madison Square Garden in New York on

June 28. This charitable endeavor, a

group effort among NATRA, Atlantic

and local deejays and radio stations, is

expected to raise as much as $150,000

for the Dr. King Fund.

The Poor People’s Benefit Rally at

the Atlanta Civic Center in Georgia last

Thursday (9) included a line-up of Mo-

town Records’ stars. Formation of the

package came just 24 hours after Berry

Gordy, Jr., president of Motown, was
said to have received a call for assist-

ance from Mrs. Martin Luther King, Jr.

Cash Box is also aware of the efforts

of individual figures, artists and execu-

tives, in the business who are giving

generously of their time to the cause of

ghetto youth beyond that of their com-
panies and/or trade associations.

Although the music business can be

justly proud of Its efforts in this crusade,

one can expect no less from an area of

America’s economic fabric that is so

close to the kids. This calling must con-

tinue on a day-to-day basis.

NEW YORK — The Stax-Volt label
family and its East Publishing Co.

lishing affiliates.

Stewart noted that the acquisition
by Paramount would “give us the op-
portunity to continue the growth of
our companies at an even more rapid
rate.”

R&B Specialists
Formed in 1957, the Stax-Volt oper-

ation specializes in R&B sounds also
heard on the Enterprise, Hip and
Magic Touch labels. Enterprise Mu-
sic holds such copyrights as “Respect,”
“Green Onions,” “Hip Hug Her” and
“Sitting on the Dock of the Bay.”

In leaving Atlantic, Stax-Volt prod-
uct released under the deal stays on
Atlantic, as do unreleased sides by the
late Otis Redding. Stax-Volt will con-
tinue to record and release dates by
Carla Thomas, Booker T. & the MG’s,
Eddie Floyd, Judy Clay, Ollie and the
Nightengales, Albert King, William
Bell, Jimmy Hughes and the Bar-Kays.

Don Engiand Named CoL Sates, Dist. VP
NEW YORK—Don England has been
promoted to vice president of sales
and distribution at Columbia Records.
Bill Farr, vice president of marketing
at CBS Records, said that England
will be responsible to him for the oper-
ation of the label’s vast distribution
and promotion organization.

In addition to supervising the activi-

ties of Columbia’s 19 branches in the

United States and Puerto Rico, and
the five independent distributors that

represent Columbia and affiliated la-

bels, England will concentrate on the

development of sales and marketing
programs and national promotion cam-

product in each country — including
the high cost of producing LP jackets—and reduce what is presently a cost-
ly consumer price for albums.
While labels now serviced through

licenses in the Common Market na-
tions will basically operate as before,
they and the giants may share what
is regarded as a common evil in the
U.S.: transshipping. Also, it has been
pointed out, a new “charge” may be
established at borders. This could be
a “special handling charge” that could
be an outgrowth of the many custom
officials whose functions may no longer
be required.
At this time, there will be seven

“outer” countries to consider, those
that are not taking part in the Com-
mon Market. Harvey Schein, head of
CBS International Records, who is

presently “spending a good deal of
time” on the forthcoming development,
said that CBS would probably use its

manufacturing facility in Holland to
service the Common Market territory
and one in England to produce for the
“outer” countries. Schein marks the
July 1 emergence of the arrangement
as “extremely significant” to the rec-
ord business.

Muntz-Stereo Pak Clients
Still Serviced After Fire
VAN NUYS, CALIF.—A rash pro-
gram is underway here to resume full
production following a fire which de-
stroyed all cartridge duplication equip-
ment at a Muntz Stereo-Pak plant
on Densmore Avenue in Van Nuys.
Earl W. Muntz, the company’s presi-
dent, said that temporary facilities are
being established and that his company
is continuing to supply its customers
with the same type of merchandise as
before.

“There will be absolutely no cessa-
tion in our activities,” he said. The
rebuilding program got underway al-
most immediately after flames had
engulfed Muntz Plant #9 at 7723
Densmore Ave. Nearly 100 Muntz
employees teamed with a dozen L.A.
fire deparment units to bring the blaze
under control and prevent it from
spreading into nearby Muntz plants.
Muntz praised the performance of

the fire divisions and his own employ-
ees. Flames erupted shortly after noon
on Sunday, May 5, and could be seen
for miles throughout the San Fernan-
do Valley.
Muntz and his son, James, who were

among the firefighters, were unable
to cite any causes for the fire. Muntz
estimated that more than $1,000,000
worth of duplication equipment and
raw stock had been destroyed in the
blaze.

Kirshner Forming 'Archies'
NEW YORK—Don Kirshner is form-
ing a new rock group to tie-in with
the upcoming CBS-TV series based on
the popular comic strip, “Archie.”
Deal is a three-way venture among
Kirshner, Filmation, represented by
Norm Prescott, Lou Scheimer and Hal
Sutherland, and comic book publisher
John Goldwater.

Kirshner, who was music supervisor
of the Monkees, expressly created for
their TV series, will build a singing
group, to be called the Archies, to
vocalize over the animated quintet.
Group will also make “live” appear-
ances and record, presumably for
Kirshner’s Calendar label through
RCA.
The deal also calls for Kirshner to

provide 17 original songs. Kirshner
is also establishing new talent as a
result of his film musical deal with
producer Harry Saltzman.

After prelimi-
nary study, ADA promotion director
Rehmann, called the group to the at-

Earlier in the evening, Gordy and
his recording stars, together with
Mrs. King, unveiled a plaque marking
the late Dr. King’s birthplace in At-
lanta.

Gordy said he was happy to arrange
the benefit performance for what he
called the “most significant social

struggle of this century.”
The expense of flying in the record-

ing stars was paid by Gordy.

Getting the ‘Sound’

To “assure the authenticity of the
Motown Sound,” Gordy flew from New
York a special Motown 11-piece band
to accompany the artists.

In addition to the sounds of the

Motown artists, Mrs. King and Father
James Groppi of Milwaukee are mak-
ing a few brief remarks. Father Groppi
led the marchers in favor of open
housing in Milwaukee.
Gordy earlier had pledged his sup-

port of the SCLC to the Rev. Ralph
D. Abernathy and said that he had
merely reiterated that pledge to Mrs.
King. The Motown recording artists

also pledged their support to the
Poor People’s Campaign.

George D. Hay, Father Of Grand Old Opry, Dies

NASHVILLE — Country Music lost

one of its most ardent supporters and
influential representatives last week
(9) with the death of George D.
“Judge” Hay, the man who originated
the time-tested shrine of country mu-
sic. The Grand Ole Opry.

Hay, who died in his Virginia Beach
home at the age of 72, first instituted

the term Grand Ole Opry in 1927,
when his WSM Barn Dance program
was immediately preceded by “Music
Appreciation Hour,” hosted by com-
poser-conductor Walter Damrosch.
During one of these shows Hay stated,

“For the past hour we have been
listening to music taken from the
Grand Opera, but from now on, we
will present the Grand Ole Opry.”
With that statement, was born what
is now one of the most powerful out-
lets for country music. Hay remained
an integral part of the Opry for al-

most 30 years, until his retirement in
1956. In 1966 he was inducted, along
with Jim Denny, Uncle Dave Macon
and Eddy Arnold into the Country
Music Hall of Fame, for his efforts
toward the furtherance of country
music and for the vital aid he gave in

furthering the careers of hundreds of
performers.

Discovers Ozark Music

In the early 1920s, Hay, then a re-
porter for the Memphis Commercial
Appeal, traveled into the Ozark Moun-
tains to cover a story for the news-
paper and wound up attending a night-
long soiree where he was first intro-
duced to the mountain music. He was
so inspired with the lusty effervescence
of the sound that several years later,
when he joined WLS-Chicago, he in-

augurated the WLS Barn Dance
(later known as the National Barn
Dance.) In 1925, only a month afterWSM was first born. Hay shifted to
the Nashville station where he adopted
the personality of “The Solemn Ole
Judge” and kicked off the WSM Barn
Dance. One of the first acts that he
introduced on that stage was the octo-

genarian fiddler. Uncle Jimmy Thomp-
son. Since that time the star-studded
list of Hay ‘protges’ expanded to in-

clude such country immortals as Roy
Acuff, Eddy Arnold, Chet Atkins,

Flatt & Scruggs, Red Foley, Pee Wee
King, Minnie Pearl, Jim Reeves, Marty
Robbins and Ernest Tubb.
When in 1966 he was elected into

the Country Music Hall of Fame, his

plaque carried the inscription "... A
Memphis newspaperman-turned-radio
announcer, George D. Hay carried his

love of country music to radio—first

in Chicago and then Nashville, as the

man who originated the Grand Ole

Opry. He appeared as master of cere-

monies for nearly 30 years on the

Opry until his retirement, and was
instrumental in furthering the careers

of hundreds of performers.”

His death occurred within a month
of that of another highly respected

country booster, Steve Sholes, who
was a brother member with Hay in

the exclusive Hall of Fame. Sholes had

been elected in 1967.

Hay is survived by two daughters.

Edison Cylinders Transferred To LP
SYRACUSE—Performances by ten-

ors Giovanni Martinelli and Guiseppi

Anselmi, never before released, are

heard on the first of a series of LP
albums issued by the Thomas Alva
Edison Foundation.
The technical work of recovering

the performances from the grooves

of the original cylinders and disks was
done by Prof. Walter Welch, director

of the Foundation’s Re-recording La-

boratory at Syracuse University.

Welch is also curator of the Univer-

sity’s Audio Archives.
Anselmi sings a selection from Bi-

zet’s “The Pearl Fishers,” a previous-

ly unissued test pressing recorded in

Europe in 1913. Martinelli sings “Vesti

la giubba” from “Pagliacci,” record-

ed in 1929.
They are heard on “An Edison Mem-

orabilia: Vol. 1.”

Vol. 2, issued at the same time,

presents ragtime from Edison blue

Amberol cylinders of 1912 and 1913

and dance music from discs of the

1920s. Among the artists on the cylin-

ders are banjoist Fred Van Eps play-

ing “Alexander’s Ragtime Band” and
soprano Anna Chandler singing “You
Made Me Love You,” a generation be-

fore Judy Garland repopularized the
song she addressed to “Dear Mr.
Gable.”

1920’s Music

The disks of the twenties repro-

cessed by Welch for stereo-owning
moderns include Phil Napoleon and his

orchestra doing “Five Pennies” (1927),
the Red Nichols tune. The Golden Gate
Orchestra and the California Ram-
blers, both headed by Ed Kirkeby, are
represented with “Get Out and Get
Under the Moon” and “Chinese Jum-
ble,” from September and October

of 1928 respectively. Both feature

Tommy Dorsey’s trombone. Personnel
on such recording dates varied accord-

ing to the availability of sidemen.

The Edison Memorabilia stereo

LPs sell for $5 each. New releases in

the series will be selected from among
the tens of thousands of Edison disks

and cylinders available to Welch for

re-recording.

Describing the techniques he uses
to transfer the music from the old

cylinders and discs to tapes and then
to LP stereo grooves, Welch said:

“By using stereo disk cutting tech-

niques it is possible to free the artists

of the early acoustical and electrical

recording era from the effects of sing-

ing into a recording horn or an early
microphone.” Welch said the early
mikes were almost as “dead” as the
horns.
Welch maintains that more quality

went into the old Edison recordings
than it was possible to bring out and
preserve before the development of
modern equipment. In his University
laboratory he has worked painstaking-
ly amid his collection of old and new
equipment to recreate historic voices
and sounds “with the primary purpose
of making the available early Edison
recordings a nearly indestructible and
permanent part of civilization.” The
work is being done with the coopera-
tion of the Edison National Historic
Site, West Orange, N.J., and under
the terms of a grant to Syracuse Uni-
versity from the Charles and Rosanna
Batchelor Memorial, Inc. Batchelor
was associated with Edison in the
early development of the phonograph,
and later was a key executive in Edi-
son electric light and power interests
in the United States and Europe.

NEW YORK—“Black Youth Speaks”
is the tentative title of Douglas In-

is being sent to the firm’s distributor

9x12 replica of what is known as
“The 1968 Tango Award,” presented
earlier to none other than Goldfarb
himself. In an accompanying plea,

Maestro Andre Kostelanetz and His Or-
chestra here offer a lush middle-of-the-road
album of film tunes, highlighting the set with
“Scarborough Fair,” (from “The Graduate”).
Other tracks of special note are “The Look
Of Love” (from “Casino Royale”), “Talk To
The Animals” (from “Doctor Dolittle”) and
“Love Is Blue” (the only song on the set
which is not from a film). Should do well
in the marketplace.

UP IN ERROLL’S ROOM—Erroll Garner—
MGM E/SE 4520

Pianist Erroll Gamer lines out a solid set
of pop goodies, receiving excellent support
from his back up group, the Brass Bed.
Garner’s technical expertise and his mastery
of a variety of moods is evident in such tunes
as the title track (composed by the artist),

“I Got Rhythm,” “Watermelon Man,” and
“The Girl From Ipanema.” This ebullient,

sparkling album is representative of one of
our musical giants.

RICHIE HAVEN’S RECORD—Douglas SD
779

This is the first release from Douglas Rec-
ords and is a compilation of extremely good
early Richie Havens tracks. Some of the
stronger efforts are: “Down In The Valley,”
“Nora’s Dove,” ‘IDrown In My Own Tears,”
“Daddy Roll ’Em,” and “That’s The Bag I’m
In.” There’s a heavy folk quality to the set,

which should see plenty of airplay and sales
action, particularly among the many Richie
Havens fans.

THE DEVIL’S BRIGADE—Original Motion
Picture Score—United Artists UAL 3654/
UAS 6654

A mixture of the old and new is featured
in this original motion picture score from
“The Devil’s Brigade,” starring William Hold-
en and Vince Edwards. The Orchestra and
Chorus of Leroy Holmes perform “I’ll Never
Smile Again” and “You Always Hurt The
One You Love” in the style of the big bands
and pop singers of the 1940’s. Original mat-
erial has been composed by Alex North, who
has adapted two traditional Christmas songs:
“Good King Wenceslas” and “Joy To The
World.” LP should enjoy much success.

THE HELLCATS — Original Soundtrack —
Tower ST 5124

This soundtrack LP of the flick, “The Hell-

cats,” is likely to capitalize on the current
popularity of motorcycle gang films. Tower
scored chart successes with both volumes of

“Wild Angels,” and the Arrows, who per-

formed on those disks, are represented on this

set. Also featured on “The Hellcats” are the

Sunrays, Somebody’s Children, and Davy
Jones & the Dolphins. The music has a motor-
ized flavor, and this album figures to cycle

its way to sales success.

WALK THRU THE PEOPLE— Wallers —

The Wallers, an all-male quintet, lets fly

with an album of rock offerings.

LITTLE RICHARD’S GROOVIEST 17 ORIG-

Here, in their original form, are seventeen
of Little Richard’s rock ’n’ roll rousers from
the 1950’s The soul chanter’s wildly energetic
performances of such numbers as “Long Tall
iSally,” “Good Golly, Miss Molly,” “Ready
Teddy,” and “Tutti Frutti” still sound groovy,
and there could be a goodly number of sales
in store for this set among his old fans.

ETHEL WATERS—Columbia CL 2792

A prime collection of a true “great” of the
American theatre and films. The years range
from 1925 to 1940, the time she introduced
such classics as “Dinah,” “Stormy Weather,”
“Heat Wave,” “Taking a Chance on Love,”
“Cabin in the Sky” and others of note. Too
bad Irving Berlin’s “Suppertime” wasn’t
available for one reason or another. Yet, there
are 16 memorable reasons to cheer this re-
issue, which has been re-engineered to get
the most out of the old masters.

SONGS OF MY PEOPLE — Cantor David
Jacob— Audio Fidelity AFLP 2199/AFSD
6199

David Jacob, Cantor of the Beth Jacob
Congregation in Baltimore, here offers an al-
bum of Jewish songs, most of them religious.
Cantor Jacob has a fine tenor voice, and he
sings with great depth of feeling. His pro-
gram includes both traditional songs such as
“Odom Yesodo Meofor” (“Man’s Origin Is
Dust”) and modern compositions such as his
own “Es Zemach David” (“Offspring Of
David”) and the recently written “Shalom,
Shalom Israel,” a song about the 6 day Arab—Israeli war. Should do nicely.

JOURNEYS INSIDE THE MIND— Sidney
Poitier—Warner Bros. W/WS 1740

Sidney Poitier reads a selection from the
“Dialogues” of Plato, to the accompaniment
of a lightly swinging jazz score by Fred Katz.
Poitier brings all his interpretive gifts to
the reading of these major philosophical es-
says, and the music provides an updated set-

ting. The sections includes “The Philosopher-
King Must Rule,” “This I Know—That I

Know Nothing,” “Our World Is A Cave,”
and “Discovery Of The Good Life.” This LP
is a fine example of dramatic reading.

ELEMENTS OF NOW — Big Black — UNI

The emphasis is primarily on rhythm
throughout this set, sparked by Big Black’s
masterful technique on African Kongo Drums.
It is a blending of the essential elements
of African music with equally essential ele-

ments in today’s jazz. All compositions here
are by Big Black.

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CENTRAL PARK MUSIC FESTIVAL —

This live recording of one of the concerts
at the Central Park Music Festival is an ex-
citing, soulful package which features the
dynamic talents of Lou Rawls, Maxine Brown,
and the Ramsey Lewis Trio.

During

the summer of 1967, Biggs, accom-

panied by Columbia Masterworks A&R
director John McClure, Columbia en-

gineers and several tons of stereo

recording equipment, embarked on a

tour of Spain to track down these

noble instruments surviving over the

past two or three hundred years. They

traveled to such places as Toledo, the

Roman town of Segovia, the university

city of Salamanca, the walled city of

Avila, Madrid, Malaga, Granada,

Valencia, Santiago de Compostela, and

Zaragoza. The result is an important

addition to Biggs’ series of the historic

organs of Europe and a documentary

of authentic Spanish music.

Biggs has written an introduction

for this recording, giving an account

of the difficulties and success of this

arduous trip.

Handel’s Sixteen Organ Concertos

in two three-LP packages (Volume 1

contains Concertos Nos. 1-9 and Vol-

ume 2, Nos. 10-16) are another exam-
ple of the long and tedious, yet suc-

cessful, detective work accomplished

by Biggs. To find an authentic Handel

organ took several years of inquiry

and travel in England. The search end-

ed in Sherwood Forest (of Robin Hood
fame), where an organ was found that

Handel not only had played himself,

but had actually helped design. Thus,

At CoL Masterworks
it was possible for Biggs to play the

Concertos on keys Handel played and
to produce the very sounds that he

had heard.

Another release this month is

“Bach: The Six Trio Sonatas,” two
separate records of Biggs in his suc-

cessful new role as a pedal harpsi-

chordist.

Rounding out Columbia’s offerings

of E. Power Biggs recordings is “Bach
Organ Favorites, Volume 3,” which is

packaged with a free bonus LP, “A
Biggs Festival.” The “Bach Organ
Favorites” recording continues Biggs’

successful series of Bach’s most pop-

ular works for the organ. “A Biggs
Festival” features organ and pedal-

harpsichord compositions of Bach,

Handel, Gabrieli, Soler, Mozart and
others played on instruments in eight

countries, and it shows Biggs’ many
facets as virtuoso, scholar, explorer

and champion of the Baroque organ.

The Lemon
Pipers are a versatile bunch: they t

play folk ballads, “soul,” psychedelic,

blues, and C&W, and write much
of their own material.
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You might wonder, as did my editor,

Irv Lichtman, why I would choose to

write about a comedy album in a jazz
column. Well, as I remember, Lenny
Bruce’s most staunch supporters were
jazz musicians, and people who dug
jazz. They seemed to find an affinity

between their kind of music and what
Lenny did. To them, Lenny played,
only his horn was his facile wit and
his very forthright portrayal of things
as he saw them. This column, however,
is not about Lenny Bruce. It’s about
Muri’ay Roman, who has picked it up
where Lenny left it off, and his first

big shot is an album titled, “You can’t
beat people up and have them say I

LOVE YOU” (Tetragrammaton 101).
In my book GREAT is a very spe-

cial word and I try to use it sparingly
so that when I feel sufficiently moved
to do so, it has added significance.
Murray’s album is GREAT and if

what few words I put together here
will help bring it to the attention of
people who might not otherwise know
about it, then mine must be consid-
ered a public service. It’s a comedy
album, and as the album title implies,
it’s also a social comment. Because of
the incidence of some four letter
words and the honest conscience of
the material it’s not the kind of al-

bum that will receive a lot of airplay.
So, it seems destined to become a
“word of mouth” best seller. I might
have said “underground,” but that
word would be a disservice to Murray
and his colleagues because of what-
ever implications the word “under-
ground” suggests. This album is as
today as right now and it’s loaded
with the kind of talent that can stand
the scrutiny of anyone who considers
himself a valid judge of performance.
The only ones who would dissent are
those who have their heads in the
sand or who have conscience monkeys
on their backs, because Murray Roman
says it just the way it is and that
can make a lot of people feel uptight.

First Comedy (LP In 8-Track)
Murray Roman has done something

that has never been done before in a
comedy album; he has utilized eight
track stereo and, in so doing, has been
able to incorporate a multitude of spe-
cial effects, effects which are com-
pletely interrelated to Murray’s spok-
en words.
Throughout the entire album there

is a bridge of “down Soul music,” as
Roman describes it, so that there is

never a void between tracks. This
makes for a complete performance,
particularly as all of the music, even
down to the lyrics, is directly related
to the subject matter with which Mur-
ray concerns himself. “A beautiful
black man,” is how Murray Roman
describes Stu Gardner, who plays
organ, sings, and leads the trio which
supplies all the good music that is

so much a part of the album. I

shouldn’t be surprised if, as a result
of this exposure, Stu Gardner gets
an offer to do an album of his own,
he’s that good.

Inevitably, the most popular thing
on the album has to be a story Murray
tells about a tour he made with The
Baja Marimba Band. It’s one of the
funniest, most beautifully told stories
I’ve ever heard, on record or off, and
I’m a real comedy freak who has
heard more than his share of funny
stories. He also does a thing on the
riots which is brilliant. It’s from this
monolog that the album derives its

title. In all, there are sixteen things
that comprise the album, most of
which are comedy and a couple of
which are pure social comment, but
all steeped in honesty.

Major Labels Scared Off
The sound on the album is extraor-

dinary and credit for it goes to two
very young men, Bruce Dumas and
David Briggs, who worked with Mur-
ray through the many nights that it

took to get it done. Murray conceived,
produced, and paid for the album so,

for purposes of economy, because
studio time is much cheaper from
midnight to dawn, all the work was
done during those hours. When it was
completed it was offered to many of
the major labels, each of whom wanted
to buy it but were scared off by the
use of the four letter words. Conse-
quently, Murray and his manager,
Roy Silver, released it and it appears
that they will have made a good de-
cision in doing so.

I find it extremely difficult, in the
space afforded to this column, to prop-
erly and adequately describe the man,
Murray Roman, and his brain child
which has become a reality in the form
of this long playing album. The best
possible way I know to acquaint you
with him and to whet your appetite
to want to hear him, either in person
or on this recording, is to set down
in print some quotes from an inter-
view I had with him last week in New
York:

“I love New York, but I was really
uptight with The Copacabana because
I was doing semi-hip Myron Cohen,
Jewish guilt, newlywed, bedroom
kinda junk Mother-In-Law jokes. For
a long time everybody had said, ‘Man,
you’re really a lot funnier when you
come to my house cause you’re rap-
pin’ about what you believe in and
what you think is the truth and when
you get on the stage you’re ... I

don’t know.’ And they were right
because when I got on the stage I was
doing my imitation of what I thought,
or what my managers and agents
thought, a comedian should sound
like.”

“I believe that this is a comedy al-

bum that is NOW!”
“Funny is honesty that is exag-

gerated.”
“It’s what I relate to. I relate to

chicks. I relate to bananas. I relate
to riots. I relate to all the things that
are today for me. I do not relate to
newlyweds and mother-in-laws. If I

had a mother-in-law like that I’d

throw her out of the house in thirty
seconds and so would all the people

ARTHUR BROWN

FILLMORE EAST, N.Y.—The hottest
rock group on the RCA Victor label,

the Jefferson Airplane, played to a
packed house at the Fillmore East on
Saturday night (4). So enthusiastical-
ly were they received that they had
to give more than a half’s worth of
encores. Had there not been a crowd
outside waiting for the next show,
the group might never have gotten
off stage.

Solid instrumental work, rousing
vocals and boundless soul characterize
the Airplane. .Some of the group’s
songs, like “White Rabbit” and “Don’t
You Want Somebody To Love?,” have
become rock classics, and deservedly
so, for they are among the best ex-
amples of the rock form. The Airplane
possesses that ineffable quality X
that makes the difference between the
extraordinary and the run-of-the-mill,
and the group has the power to keep
it’s large following constantly inter-
ested.

Preceding the Airplane was a new
rock singer from England Arthur
Brown. Brown, whose show is billed

as “The Crazy World Of Arthur
Brown,” makes his entrance wearing
a flaming headdress. He is arrayed in

a long, colorful robe, and his overall
appearance is that of a high priest

of some strange cult. He is an ener-
getic performer, wild even, and occa-
sionally, to this reviewer, a little too
wild. One would have to hear him on
a record to separate completely the
impact of his strange appearance and
his impassioned motions from his

vocal effectiveness, but, as far as we
can judge, with the proper material,
he could have a successful disk career.

The Joshua Light Show, which was
shown on a large screen behind Brown
during his performance, is a fascinat-

ing affair of constantly changing
colors and shapes. It is, in fact, the
most interesting light show we’ve
ever seen.

SANDLER
CENTURY PLAZA, Los Angeles—

A

couple of years back a pair of scuffling
Las Vegas “production” baritones
teamed to become Polly Bergen’s book-
ends. In their L.A. debut at the Cocoa-
nut Grove, they all but /walked away
with Bergen’s show. Cash Box noted:
“15 minutes of the hour was devoted
to an outstanding new team of French-
man Tony Sandler and New Yorker
Ralph Yoamg who presented an in-

ventive jazz flavored counterpoint ‘pot
pourri’ of English and Franco songs
. . . Young, whose voice has launched
a thousand hits via demo records, may
finally have found a satisfying niche
with the new association.”

Satisfying is the right word for
the duo which has since gone on to
become one of our most successful
new nitery acts with a quartet of
smart selling capitol albums and a

Beery, Young’s humor is a bit broad
and occasionally forced. But overall

the act is marvelously disciplined,

honed to exacting precision and per-
suasively musical.

Highlights are numerous — “Mr.
Boom Boom” is a compressed delight,

“If You Go Away” (with Sandler
singing the original words to Jaques
Brel’s tune and Young interpolating
Rod McKuen’s anglicized poetry) is

outstanding. So too is their unison-to-
harmony offering of “Maleguena Sal-
erosa,” “Chicago” and “Impossible
Dream.” “Marie,” based on the T.

Dorsey version, is a strong closer
(though we missed the shout “fillers”

which used to back Jack Leonard’s
solo). “Dominique,” set to “When the
Saints Go Marching In” and “Swing
Low Sweet Chariot,” is a spine tin-

gling march tempo affair. An extended
version of “Bill Bailey” is covered
with a fine tooth-comb, offered as it

might be performed by varying nation-
alities. A little lengthy for our taste.

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Great Britain

MGM Records, one of the foremost pioneer independents among American
labels in this market, is expanding its interests within the music field in order
to secure the maximum economic return for its efforts in promoting and estab-

lishing new talent. The company, headed by Rex Oldfield, has taken steps to

tap the ancillary benefits of disking by setting up a publishing company and
an artists management limb. The publishing outlet is Forecast Music for
which the record company is currently negotiating a chief executive. It will

function from MGM’s London headquarters and will handle copyrights offered

to the company which, Oldfield says, are substantial in volume. The aim is to

develop the publishing limb as an “effective” company. Among the first copy-
rights secured by Oldfield is “Wild Smiles” by Ian Gillian and Roger David.
The number is being released on MGM by the Episode of which the composers
are members.

Coincidentally, MGM has formed Dean Management to handle artists in-

cluding visiting American talent. These moves give MGM a chance to maximize
its earning power in certain areas. One area left open and which must be
encompassed in present MGM thinking is in the agency field. It would seem
logical for the label to become involved in an agency in order to fulfil its

earning power from pop music.

With the expiry of deals with EMI, material from the Epic and Okeh labels
will be released in the U.K. through CBS Records. Initially, the Epic product
will be channeled through the CBS label but later this year the company,
helmed locally by Ken Glancy, is planning to launch the Epic logo here.
First Epic single set for release under the new deal is Bobby Vincent’s “Take
Good Care Of My Baby.” Okeh material is scheduled for release through
CBS’ Direction label.

Barry Class of Class Management and Decca Records tossed a smash recep-
tion for World of Oz, a hot new group nacted to the Deram label. The group
launched their first single “Muffin The Man” at the Mayfair Bistro Club to an
SRO crowd of business dignitaries and celebrities.

Philips Records is selecting this year’s team of artists to attend the 10 year
old Knokke-le-Zoute European Song Contest. Among the first names to agree
to go are Wayne Fontana and Friday Brown. Two further names are still to
be announced.

Directors of Record Merchandisers, the rack jobbing company now jointly
owned by EMI and Decca, have now been apnointed. They are Ken East,
John Fruin and Reg Palmer from EMI and Bill Townsley, Colin Borland and
Arthur Cullis from Decca. The Board held its first meeting to thrash out ad-
ministrative asnects of the new operation.

A champagne recention was hosted this week by United Artists to welcome
Bobby Goldsboro to Britain. The U.A. artist has already topped the American
charts with his “Honey” and is now in the British Top 20. During the reception.
United Artists Managing Director Noel Rogers presented the star with a Gold
Disk for “Honey” which is now exceeding the 1,800,000 sales mark in the
United States.

Alan Paramor who heads up Lorna Music here is currently in the States
(May 14th to June 3rd) visiting New York, New Mexico and Hollywood. An
important meeting will, of course, be with writers /artists Simon and Garfunkel
whom Paramor represents in the U.K. through Pattern Music, Paramor will be
staying at the St. Moritz Hotel in New York.

With Vic Lewis in the driver’s seat, the rapid expansion of Nems Enterprises
continues. Lewis has just completed exchange representation deals with two
important offshore agencies. The first is the Paris-based Audiffred which rep-
resents Maurice Chevalier, Caterina Valente and Rita Pavone among others.
Second deal concerns the Leonarde Schultz Organization of Buenos Aires
through whom Lewis will arrange Latin American tours for British artists.

The pubbery will main-
tain its own offices in London and gen-
eral manager Andrew Heath will re-
port directly to Solomon.

2. Roulette has purchased 50% of

Bernice Music and Prancer Music,
both owned by Solomon, both main-
taining offices in the United States.

This portion of the agreement will go
into effect January 1, 1969.

3. The cross-purchasing of the pub-

lishing companies is the first step in

a program initiated by Levy to “make
available to Planetary Music choice

material for representation and pro-

motion in the United States and
overseas. London is the hub of over-

seas publishing and effective repre-

sentation in the United Kingdom is

crucial to our program. We have found
that representation with Phillip Solo-

mon.” Levy said he plans to make
similar publishing agreements in ev-

ery major European capitol “provid-

ed there’s a solid flow of material
back and forth.”

4. The publishing-distribution agree-
ment will allow Roulette, under the
banner of Planetary-Nom London
Ltd., to purchase masters in the
United States for release, distribution

and publishing overseas. The same
process will apply to overseas pur-
chases for release in this country
after January 1, 1969.

5. Roulette Records will have its

own logo in the United Kingdom and
enjoy a “double distribution” through
Major-Minor Records. Major-Minor
is distributed by six self-owned inde-
pendent distributors as well as by
English Decca’s Selectra Distributors.
First release under the agreement was
to have been Tommy James & The
Shondells’ “Mony Mony,” currently
racing up the American charts, but
demand for the single was so urgent
in the U.K. that it has been rushed
out on the Major-Minor label. All
future releases will use Roulette logo.

Building Radio Isle

Solomon, founder of the legendary
Radio Caroline, is the owner of the
new 200,000-watt Radio Isle of Man
now being constructed on the small,
independent island off the coast of
Great Britain.

In the last twelve months, he has
reportedly captured 10% of the UK
LP market in sales and distribution.
As a publisher’s representative, he
worked Atlantic’s Cotillion Music in
the United Kingdom. As a producer,
through his Scott-Solomon Produc-
tions, he has had giant hits with “Glo-
ria” by Them, “Diane” by The Bach-
elors and “Soul Coaxing” by Raymond
Lefevre, in master leasing agreements
with several major British labels.

In New York last week to meet
with Morris Levy for the announce-
ment of the agreement, Solomon said
“Roulette is my first and only choice
for a cooperative venture of this na-
ture. I admire Roulette’s spirit, ex-
pertise, and modernity, and I per-

sonally admire Mr. Morris Levy as
one of the outstanding figures of the
American music and record industry.”

Rack-jobbing is about to make a big thrust into record marketing in this

But before the end of this year we can
expect to see rack selling and marketing on a scale such as we have never seen
befoi’e.

All of a sudden some of the bigger record companies and distributors, who
in the past have shown a reluctance to enter the rack business with any degree
of enthusiasm*, are getting geared-up for big rack action. It is well-known that
many of leading established retailers in the big cities are “hostile” towards
the large-scale introduction of racking. But their feelings are having little or

no effect on the rackers who will be putting racks into any and every store

that shows an interest, almost regardless of the line of goods that the stores

are already handling.
CBS, through Australian Record Company, can expect to score heavily with

their first album by the Union Gap. The set is called “The Union Gap” and
carries their first hit in this country, “Woman, Woman.” The group is currently
very hot with “Young Girl.”

On the matter of Australian Record Company, Des Steen, promo head of the
company, tells us that Peter, Paul and Mary will return to Australia in August
for a concert series that will take them to all states.

New sheet music issues through the Chappell group are “Adios Amor” (Good-
bye My Love), “Step To The Rear” (from “How Now, Dow Jones”), “How Long
Will It Take By Train” (a local composition), and the theme song from the
film “Up The Junction.”

Local aboriginal singing and recording star Jimmy Little has a new album
out on the Festival label entitled “New Songs From Jimmy.” The set carries

twelve Australian compositions. Local singles out from the Festival group
bring Marthy Rhone with “She’s Coming Home” c/w “Hurry, Poor Working
Man”; Bay City Union with “Mo’reen” and “Mary, Mary”; and Colin Cook has
“I Have My Moments” c/w “Riot in Cell Block No. 9”. On the strength of their

new found success in England, Festival have re-issued two great hits from the
past in “Rock Around The Clock,” Bill Haley & the Comets; and Buddy Holly
with “Peggy Sue.”
Among the new albums from RCA: “Farewell To The First Golden Era” by

the Mamas & the Papas; “The Lewis & Clarke Expedition”; “After Bathing
At Baxter’s” by Jefferson Airplane; “Without Her” by Jack Jones; and “Elvis’

Gold Records Vol. 4.” Elvis is also represented by his latest single, “U.S. Male”
and “Stayway.”

TV producers from all over the world ready to look at talent
and what is a better showcase to kick off a new hit than on TV anywhere?
Some firms did swing. Polydor presented the opening entertainment gala
with a “Wild Freak Out” featuring Julie Driscoll, Brian Auger & the Trinity
both of which are featured on Giorgio Gomelsky’s Marmalade label, as well as
Atlantic star Sharon Tandy & the Fleur de Lys, the Blossom Toes, Kaleidoscope,
the Fairport Convention and the Lion and Fish. That ain’t all.

^ The Terrys were on hand as was Jacky Lupescu and the Mime theater of
Will Spoor for a grand evening by Giorgio Gomelsky and Horst Schmolzi.
The Polish show on Sunday was followed by the Philips evening with Phono-

gram artists Alexandra from Germany, John Walker from Great Britain,
Liesbeth List from Holland, Kenny Rankin and Madelin Bell from the USA and
featuring Nana Mouskourni.

Atlantic star Aretha Franklin with her swinging big band and “Sweet In-
spiration” backing group topped the bill on Wednesday and stole the show.
There was talent on hand and it was presented and televised all over Europe.
This event has been running yearly since 1961 so it’s no newcomer. The winner,
by the way, was a combination comedy and music show from Spain, but the
important thing was that stars and TV producers could meet, talent could be
discovered and a great chance for a career are on hand internationally at this
important event. The international record industry firms should get m on the
goodies next year before its too late.

Peter Kirsten, swinging young publisher and producer, called to tell us that
Horst Jankowski whom he manages and publishes, is leaving Germany for a
three day jaunt to Montreal, Canada, where he will do a concert between the

r 15-18 May. Horst’s song “Ein Hoch der Liebe” (Three Cheers For Love) which
was Germany’s entry in the “Eurovision Grand Prix” contest and finished 6th
is really going to town. 11 different versions have been recorded in Europe
already and the original version by Wencke Myhre on Polydor in Germany has
entered the top 10 and passed the 100,000 sales mark. The song was recorded
by Horst under the title “A Touch Of Heidelberg” and set for US release.

Peter Kirsten’s Altus music has picked up the German sub-publishing rights
for “Rainbow Valley” from the Love Affair on CBS, and Fred Jackson’s Fanfare
Music—^which Peter also handles—has the rights for the chart favorite “Me
The Peaceful Heart” from Lulu. To top it off. Fanfare has the flip on the swing-
ing “Mighty Quinn” from Manfred Mann which passed the million mark.

Got a note from Double Shot record bosses Irwin Zucker and Hal Winn
telling me that Hal will be visiting Europe in the next few weeks with star
Brenton Wood pushing the new single “Lovey Dovey Kinda Lovin’ ” and cash-
ing in on “Gimme Little Sign” which is still high on the charts all over Europe.
Brenton will be here for two weeks and will visit primarily Italy and France.
The Queen of Soul Aretha Franklin came to Europe for the first time and

tore things up. The fabulous artist with her 16 person touring group of
songstresses and musicians visited Cologne where she filmed an hour TV special,
went to Montreaux, Switzerland, as previously mentioned in this column, for
a Eurovision TV shot, visited Frankfurt for one day and two concerts, and then
went to other parts of Europe. Aretha was here and will not soon be forgotten.
Her voice is fabulous, her show first rate. Watch her sales in Europe soar.

Due to the great inter-
est in avant-garde pop music shown by the Dutch public, the Elektra repertoire
is still selling strongly. At the moment groups like the Electric Flag are very
“in,” so the original band of Mike Bloomfield, the Butterfield Blues Band, gets
lots of exposure as well. Further, Tim Buckley will be seen on Dutch TV
May 23, while the Doors will be doing “Unknown Soldier” on May 14. Negram-
Delta has at last a new Tommy James & Shondells hit on hands in “Mony
Mony,” a true rock ’n roll reviver. A film clip of the song will be shown on
Dutch TV in due time.
The second single record of the new fabulous group Grapefruit has been re-

leased for Holland by RCA. The name of the group, (Jrapefruit, has been given
to the group by “Beatle” John Lennon and at the moment Paul McCartney is

producing a film with the four boys! The titles of the new record, “Elevator”/
Yes.” Inelco is preparing a special “photo-bio-latest-news-color-postcard” and
a television show as an introduction. The second potential RCA hit is, of course,
the latest record of that fantastic West Coast group Jefferson Airplane. “Greasy
Heart” is already a hit in America.
“Love Is Blue,” famous all over the world, is the title of the latest album of

Peter Nero that has been released for Holland this week. On this very good
LP also the Peter Nero interpretation of the famous Ed Ames song: “Who Will
Answer.”
The long hot summer hit has been released! Ronnie & de Ronnies have a

fabulous new single on the Injection label: “Ikke Ga D’r Eentje Pikke” (I’m
Gonna Take A Beer). Last Wednesday a driving beer barrel arrived at the
NRU studio’s in Hilversum for Roel Balten’s program “Zet ’M Op.” Roel
interviewed Ronnie & de Ronnies and congratulated them with their smash hit.

Daddy’s Act also recorded a new single for Injection. The Lennon/McCartney
composition “Baby’s In Black” is tipped for the Dutch Top 40. The flipside is a
composition by Jan Jonkman, lead guitarist of Daddy’s Act. Last week artist
promoter Jos van Vliet visited Belgium. He introduced Ralph Anderson on
Belgium TV in the Sunday afternoon program “Binnen en Buiten.” Ralph
Anderson sang his “Worlds Apart.”
Two recent important additions to the CBS single field are the Byrds’ latest

hit single, “You Ain’t Going Nowhere,” and Caravelli with the instrumental
version of the No. 1 European Song Festival tune “La La La” and “Congratula-
tions.” New LP issues in the popular field include Gene Pitney’s “Greatest Hits
Of All Times,” an album by Bill Doggett entitled “Honky Tonk Organ,” Johnny
Cash & June Carter with a wonderful album entitled “Carryin’ On.”
Very important releases in the CBS classical field are the recently-awarded

“Grand Prix Du Disque, 1968” recording of the Jolivet and Milhaud Piano
Concertos performed by Philippe Eentremont and conducted by the composers,
and a re-release of the Brahms’ “Sextet No. 1, Op. 18” with a.o. Isaac Stern
and Pablo Casals. Music of this sextet is used in the Movie “Les Amants”
which recently was aired by local TV.

Editorial : Getting Together

The power of the jukebox as a medium for promoting

record sales (even in conjunction with the radio deejay

programs) has been a hotly contested issue—moreso
now, during the tenure of MOA president Billy Cannon,
than ever before. Cannon, who once stood practically

alone as the champion of the coin phonograph’s genuine

ability to stimulate consumer sales on any given single

record, is now the recognized leader in a mushrooming
struggle to gain “a better deal” from the record compan-
ies and the one stops for the music operator who, by

optimistic estimates, buys upwards of 40% of the

singles sold today.

With several notable exceptions, the record company
executives believe the best way to reach the operator is

through the Top 100 trade charts, and you reach the

charts by selling records through the one stops and retail

stores—the latter stimulated by getting radio play on

current singles and through appearances by selected

artists on TV shows. If that 40% figure could be statistic-

ally proven (and this is difficult because most one stops

also sell to buyers outside the operating trade), then the

record people might change their thinking and begin to

ask: “What can we do for the operator?”

Coincidentally, one answer to that question concerns

the above mentioned TV shows. A substantial number of

record companies these days are producing color films or

TV tapes of artists performing their new singles and
supplying them to localized “bandstand” format video

shows for the obvious purpose of getting new record

product exposed. These films, normally put together by

independent moviemakers, generally cost the record

companies around $3,000, which they feel is well worth

the money if even a dozen shows air them to the local

teeners. Indeed, one major record firm’s singles sales

manager recently told us that one showing of such a

promotion film on a Detroit bandstand show broke the

tune wide open, after it lay dormant over one month.

Now what can the record companies do for the coin

business? They can get in touch with the audio-visual

machine factories and discuss some sort of cooperative
venture to afford audioviz ops access to existing libraries

of these promotion films. This would bring down the cost *

of film considerably to the operator and open additional

areas of talent and record exposure for the disk factories.

The medium of coin-operated audio-visual operation,

admittedly, has never broken out as strongly as more
than a few had originally predicted. But unquestionably
the principle reason for the rather slow beginning has ,

been the scarcity of good film as well as the cost of what
film was available.

The record industry should not look to the audio-visual

market for enormous profit because this infant business
is still too small and too delicate. To cooperate now by

supplying master negatives to the coin companies in <

the field today (another major phonograph manufac-
turer is rumored to have plans for releasing a combina-
tion machine this fall) would give the audioviz concept a

nice shot in the arm as well as gain artist exposure for

the record companies within the location.

Under this cooperative plan, some set royalty fee

would be remitted to the record companies for each print

sold to operators by the audio-visual factories, giving the

disk makers at least some opportunity to recoup part of

the money spent in making the original film. Prints

should be made by the coin factories for the simple

reason that mechanical requirements on both film size

and sound system vary greatly with each brand of ma-
chine. But the beautiful part lies in the additional

exposure the “film jukeboxes” provide record people,

plus the greater availability of more inexpensive film

subjects to the operator. Both parties can benefit.

JVeir Location Burglar Alarm Literally Calls The Cops
NEW YORK— totally new burglar
alarm system has been designed by the
Balistics Control Co. of Long Island
City to afford locations (and the coin
equipment therein) 24-hour protection.

The system, which can be manually
triggered by authorized on-location
personnel as well as tripped inad-
vertently by unauthorized prowlers,
automatically dials the number of the
local police precinct and transmits a
taped message via a tape cartridge.

Messages read something like this:

“This is a Telemergency message.
There is a holdup (breakin) in prog-
ress at Joe’s Tavern at 1776 Ocean
Parkway. Respond immediately !”

Howard Siegel, sales manager of the
Liaison Technical Corp. (New York
area sales representatives), demon-
strated the system before the general
membership of MONY at last Tues-
day’s meeting (see separate story).
He said the system is the best answer
yet to the serious problem of location

breakin’s and machine damage which
is reaching alarming proportions in

this area.

Siegel revealed that over 5,800 loca-

tions throughout the country are
presently utilizing the Telemergency
System and that local police have been
able to nab a tremendous percentage

of thieves and vandals right on the
premises as well as protect the loca-
tion personnel being victimized. There-
fore, Siegel stated, local law enforce-
ment agencies are wholeheartedly in

favor of his alarm system.
Telemergency uses existing tele-

phone wires (connecting at the trunk
line terminal) but operates on its own
6 volt current. When either its “panic
button” is pressed by a victim or its

infra red “electric eye” beam is crossed
during the night by an intruder, the
system goes into action calling the
police. The initial police call is then
followed automatically by three more
calls to numbers selected by the op-
erator or the location (such as offices

or homes). Police, Siegel stated, usual-
ly show up within minutes.

Cost of the system for any indi-

vidual location involves an installation
charge followed by monthly service
bills. Periodic service checks are per-
formed by factory personnel. The unit
can be turned on and off by the turn
of its key and location personnel can
either keep it functioning throughout
the day (to send an alarm in case of
holdup), after hours or both.
The unit is said to be completely

silent, sending out no “tell tale” sounds
to warn prowlers. The basic mechan-
ism needn’t be positioned near an ex-

posed telephone instrument and should
naturally be kept out of sight.

Kaye Releases 'Steeplechase' Game
NEW YORK—Following right on the
heels of last week’s national introduc-
tion of the ‘Thunderbird’ coin table
line, the Irving Kaye Co. has released
a brand new location-oriented counter
game called ‘Steeplechase.’

In addition to its light weight and
compact size, ‘Steeplechase’ bows as
one of the most artistically appealing
counter games to have been released
during the past year. The unit’s play-
field features the play mechanism
(made from precision cast aluminum
parts) surrounded by attractive full-

color artwork depicting the ‘Sport of
Kings’ theme. The entire unit, which
measures 20 X 14% X 8, weighs only 18
lbs.

Playing the Game

‘Steeplechase’ vends three steel balls
for a nickel, via an ABT Bull Dog Coin
Chute. An external lever (on the left
of the Machine’s cabinet) shoots each
ball to the apex of the playfield and
by means of an exposed turn-knob at
the front, the player attempts to
jockey each ball down as far as pos-
sible (depending upon his patience and
coordination) in order to score the
highest possible number of points.
When balls drop completely off the roll

bars, “out chutes,” located at the bot-
tom, also offer points.

Howard Kaye, general sales mana-
ger of the Irving Kaye Co., said that

“I first got into the coin machine
business in Columbus, Ohio, when I

was fourteen years old. I was carry-
ing newspapers at the time when I

met a fellow who wanted to buy some
peanut machines. Well, the way it

turned out was by the time I was
sixteen, we had about .500 peanut
vendors out on location. So you can
see. I’ve been in this business nearly
all my life—I’m 38 now so I’ve been
in it for 28 years.” That is Guy Oddi
speaking, this week’s Cash Box Pro-
file subject and the owner of G. O.
Coin Service of Columbus, Ohio. Guy
operates games, shuffles, bowlers,
tables and music, all within a 30 mile
radius of Columbus. “Just for the
record,” Guy said, “we have an ordin-
ance in the city of Columbus that dis-

allows pinballs. The ones I do operate
are outside the city.”

When the question of pool tables
was brought up Guy had some very
interesting opinions and ones that we
feel extremely worthy of mention.
“Pool tables are probably the most
lucrative piece of equipment operated
today, however, it poses all sorts of
problems. In a week’s time I very
often have to replace from 50 to 100
cue sticks . . . they either break or
stolen by customers. I lose from 10
to 15 balls per week and I can cite

one instance where I had three sets of

balls stolen in one week. Then we
have to worry about covering, chalk,
etc., etc. Probably the reason behind
all the thefts is the fact that so many
people are buying home tables—they
have to get their supplies someplace
and it looks like its gonna be the op-
erators. Now that I’ve said some bad
things about operating pool tables

—

let me say something good about them.
Pool tables, we can amortize more
quickly than any other piece of coin-

operated equipment, they need hardly
any service whatsoever, but we don’t

let the locations know that . . . Just
about anyone can learn how to re-

cover a table, the mechanisms are
virtually trouble-free, it is for these
reasons that we have made the pool
table into the best single piece of

machinery to operate.”
“Speaking of mechanics,” Oddi went

on to say, “I think the coin machine
business is in a world of trouble in

this area. We just can’t seem to em-
ploy and keep a good qualified me-
chanic. Just a couple weeks ago I

had a call from a mechanic in Ken-
tucky who had answered one of my
ads, I hired him right over the phone
and told him to be here on Friday.

Well he never showed up and still

hasn’t . . . and he probably never will.

In the rare case when you do find a

good mechanic, he either stays drunk
or just doesn’t come to work. I had
rather go out and take care of service

problems myself than cope with situa-

tions like that. I just honestly don’t

know what the business will do unless

we can find a source of good qualified

mechanics that will stay with us and
not leave for other related industries.”

According to Oddi the only location

pool tournaments staged in the Colum-
bus area are the ones the locations

creates themselves, of which only a
few are pool tourneys, “most of the

tourneys in this area are bowling
tournaments,” Oddi revealed.

Although Oddi feels that there is a
sufficient number of new game ideas

coming from the factories, he very
strongly opposes the high cost of

equipment. He said, “The reason I

don’t buy more arcade type units is

the fact they cost too much for the

short life span they have. I have
around 300 locations and I can’t af-

ford to buy new equipment for all of

them. I have to rotate them, naturally,

to give the locations a fresh look

every noiw and then. I do this on a
regular basis and when I feel a loca-

tion is down in collections. Now, I

the clause was necessary for them,
essentially because they granted few
or no bonuses to locations, kept the
question undecided by the meeting’s
end. Blatt urged the operators to dis-

Sheraton Hotel. Over sixty members
of the music and games association
and another dozen industry guests
heard reports and concluded business
on matters ranging from local and
state legislative problems to their
soon-to-be-instituted major medical
plan and witnessed a profession
presentation of a revolutionary new
on-location burglar alarm system.

members settled back to hear and
witness a demonstration of the new
Telemergency Alarm System, which
was presented by Bob Hartman of the
Ballistics Control 'Co. (manufacturers)
and Howard iSiegel of Technical
Liasion Corp. (local sales representa-
tives). Operators were more than en-
thused with the system’s speed and
accuracy in notifying the police (in 90
seconds via existing telephone lines)

in the event of a location breakin.
Special installation fees and monthly
service charges arranged for by asso-
ciation president A1 Denver were dis-

cussed as well as various suggestions
for dividing the cost with the location
owner. Members were advised to call

the association office, should they be
interested in securing this protection
for certain or all of their locations. A
minimum of 100 locations is needed for

^ the initial installation in order to se-
cure the special low price. (Complete
details on the Telemergency System
can be found elsewhere in the Coin
Machine News.)
Following the alarm presentation,

president Denver introduced MONY
attorney Teddy Blatt who revealed
that a number of revisions in the as-

' sociation’s Installation Location Agree-
ment (contract) have been agreed up-
on by the board of directors and will
be incorporated into the contract in
its next printing. Among them will be
provision for the signatures of all

members of a location corporation and
an accompanying clause making them
personally liable for fulfilling the

' terms of the agreement.

Blatt took the opportunity afforded
by the presence of the assembled mem-
bers to throw a much debated contract
question out for general discussion

—

that is, whether to retain the Renewal
Clause on the agreement or strike it.

DISCOVERED—Merle Solomon of the Wurlitzer Co. info’s that something
called a ‘Wurlitzer Military Band,’ an ancestor to the modern coin phonograph,

has been located in an abandoned Montreal garage. The machine, which is a

conglomeration of drums, bugles, flutes, calliope pipes, cymbals and all the rest

of the ingredients necessary to whomp up a rousing parade, was manufactured

by the Rudolph Wurlitzer Co. somewhere back in 1914.

know the factories knows what is best
for them, but I can’t see how in the
world they can afford to charge so
much. I know they don’t spend that

' much money making the units. Why,
I remember just a short time asro

when you could buy a pin ball for $89
and a phonograph for $5-600 . . .

today, you’re paying $600 for a pinball

and twice that for a jukebox. You
can’t raise the prices—if you do,

someone will take the location away
from you. Another thing is I think
the factories are making bowlers too
often—they’ve been making about one
a month, but I think that has slacked
down a bit now. I just don’t under-
stand why they want so much for
equipment—even the cost of parts has
gone high sky and their getting hard
to obtain. Those bowlers and shuffle

^
alleys are so big it takes two men to

move them around. Ten of them would
fill up my shop and I wouldn’t have
space for anything else.”

Oddi suggests an idea that might
bring this business to its full profit

potential (which they’re many pros
and cons to). That being, according
to Guy, “the legalization of 5 ball free
play pingames throughout the land

—

in every state—every operator in the
nation could pick up a large number
of new locations. Pingames are small
enough to place in nearly any kind of
location, operators would be in a bet-
ter position to purchase a larger num-
ber of new games, he could pay better
wages which would attract better

' qualified personnel and he would be
putting more money into the econ-
omy.”

Oddi’s firm employs 15 personnel,
including three route men who de-
cide when and how many records
should be changed. He leaves the pur-
chase of records up to the routemen
and trusts their decisions to be good
ones. “They do a very good job for
me and I’m very proud of them,”
Oddi said. “I used to have trouble,
but found a quick way to get rid of
the problem. One of my routemen
was cheating on collections until I

had the manager go into a location
the night before collection day and
count the money in the coin box.
When the routeman turned in the
wrong amount the next day, I got rid
of him in a hurry. I don’t have that
problem any longer. I give my route-
men added incentives and take them
to dinner every now and then. I think
they’re happy,” he further stated.

Guy revealed that coin machine
financing was no problem in the
Columbus area. “Any man with a
decent credit rating can get money,”
he said. “Probably, one of the biggest
problems here and in many parts of
the country is the one of front money
to the location. Its a hard thing to
stop. I’ve actually had locations de-
mand it. iSome of the fellows have
tried to cut the commission to the
location, but find they just lose it to

some other operator. Then we have a
slight problem with direct selling.

That goes on practically everywhere
and causes nothing but trouble.”

Oddi feels that the coin machine
business has been very good to him
and would do it all over again, but
feels some of the problems facing
nearly every operator — high taxes,
detailed paperwork, high cost of

^
equipment, personnel problems, etc.,

etc. — are a little too much to take
at times. We’re inclined to agree,
