You’ve probably got part of the an-

swer. Yes, they are all songwriters

from abroad. They are also, to get to the

point of this piece, winners of Broad-

cast Music, Inc. (BMI) certificates of

achievement for 1967, as determined
by broadcast performances in the U.S.

And the tale they tell is one of the

great inroads made by foreign writers

in the U.S. in recent years. Not just

English writers, mind you, but French-

men, Italians, a German and a Brazilian.

Of course, American writers of the

consistency of the team of Lamont
Dozier, Brian Holland and Eddie Hol-

land, top winners again with five awards

each (tied, by the way, with German
writer Bert Kaempfert), are evidence

enough that American writing talent

properly rules supreme on American
airwaves. In fact, the great comeback
of American talent, both composing
and performing citizens, after the his-

toric English Invasion, has tended to

obscure the rather steady hit contribu-

tions of foreign material here. Interest-

ingly, this flow of hits from foreign
markets has been decidedly in the non-
rock category (e.g. “Born Free,’’ “Call
Me’’). The fact that BMI Is now using
a performance system in awarding cer-

tificates of achievements will undoubt-
edly open-up many songs to recognition
they would otherwise not receive under
a sales-oriented awards method. This
approach, combining, as it must, sales
and turntable successes, has brought
into the brighter light of day these for-

eign songs of note, many of which—
Top 100 hits or no—are well on their
way toward becoming standards.

The BMI picture with regard to for-

eign material is but a composite pan-
orama of the inroads being made by
imports. Not only as heard through the
medium of records, but through films,

the theatre and TV. In all fairness, how-
ever, the presentation of such material

undergoes a rather all-important Ameri-
canization, since many of the award
winners from non-English speaking na-

tions have as their collaborators Ameri-
can (or English) lyric writers.

While the American pop music mar-

ket has not reached the stage where
imported songs can stand-up with a

non-English lyric, the melodies them-
selves are proving that a good tune

speaks an international language. And
it’s speaking with increasing effective-

ness within our pop framework.

of these exclusive licensing agree-
ments is that record clubs other than
those operated by CBS including
Record Club of America are pre-
vented from purchasing the use of
such master records to fabricate
their own LP’s as CBS has been able
to do.
The result, according to the com-

plaint, is that record clubs other than
Columbia which seeks to sell LP’s
covered by the exclusive licensing
agreements must purchase them
from wholesalers at a price of $1.60
or more even though Columbia is

able to obtain the same LP’s for
87% cents.
The complaint points out that last

July 25, the Federal Trade Com-
mission, after several years of hear-
ings on the subject, concluded that
these exclusive licensing agreements

However, sales
of 7%-ips pre-recorded tape reels de-
clined from $15.9 million in 1966 to
$14.3 million in 1967, a 10 per cent de-
cline, while 3%-ips reel tapes rose
from $3.8 million in 1966 to $5.7 mil-
lion in 1967, an increase of 50 per cent.

The
panel said that it believed that the
listing of a member’s works on a
tradepaper popularity chart has “a
bearing on its prestige value and we,
therefore, set up general guidelines
at this meeting for determining the
amount of the Award for a writer
with a chart song.” The panel as-
signed points to each composition
based on composite tradepaper chart
listings.

'Merger" Guidelines

By Dept. Of Justice

WASHINGTON, D.C.—The Depart-
ment of Justice has informed the
American business community of its

new “merger g;uidelines,” a set of
rules that will be used to determine if

any of the recent rash of mergers, in-
cluding those taking place that involve
the music business, violate anti-trust
laws.

A key aspect of the guidelines is

marked structure, namely the share of
business in a particular market that
is done by the merging companies.

The Federal agency said that its

guidelines seek in the main to “pre-
vent mergers which change market
structure in a direction likely to create
a power to behave noncompetitively.”

Horizontal, Vertical Mergers

For horizontal mergers—those be-
tween similar-type companies—the
test is strictest in cases where a few
companies already dominate the mar-
ket in a given product line, area or
other relative market. Thus, four firms
with 75% of the market would pre-
cipitate anti-trust action against a
merger involving two companies that
each had only 4% of the market. A
single firm with 15% of the market
would be subject to court action if it

attempted to buy a firm with only 1%
of the market.

As for vertical mergers, there would
be action instituted against any merg-
er or series of mergers “between a
supplying firm accounting for approx-
imately 10% or more of the sales in its
market, and one or more purchasing
firms accounting in toto for approx-
imately 6% or more of the total pur-
chases in that market.”

Copyr't Bill Strikes

Out Again In Congress
WASHINGTON — There’ll be no new
Copyright Law passed for this ses-
sion of Congrress.

The Bill overhauling the present
59-year-old legislation could not pass
through the Senate Subcommittee on
Patents, Trademarks & Copyrights,
despite appeals by Abraham Kamin-
stein. Register of Copyrights, to
legislate some of the non-controversial
aspects of the Bill. This would include
copyright protection of life plus 50
years. Kaminstein had previously told
the subcommittee that a “barebones”
approach to the Bill was preferable to
none at all.

Senator John L. McClellan, chair-
man of the subcommittee, rejected
this concept, offering to Congress a
1-year extension of the current Copy-
right Law to Dec. 31, 1969. This is
the fourth such extension that has
trailed Congress’ inability to get the
Bill passed.

'Wednesday A.M/ Dawns

to 1.000 this week as “Wednesday
Morning, 3 A.M.” flourished, coming

He writes
for the Fifth Dimension, Barbra Strei-
sand, Richard Harris, and many
others. We major label producers need
more Jim Webbs around for our single
artists.

“We need a source. Our main job is
to find the right songs for an artist.
Unless we do this, we’re not fulfilling
our function.

“I remember years ago, writers used
to go to Capitol every Thursday after-
noon to play songs they had specifi-
cally written for an artist. The A & R
men would listen to everyone who
came. It was great! Today, however,
it wouldn’t be feasible. There are too
many writers around. But something
along these lines would certainly be
helpful.

“It’s tough to get a writer on your
side. ‘By The Time I get To Phoenix'
came from a Johnny Rivers album.
‘Gentle On My Mind’ was a cover rec-
ord. Ours took over the one that was
already doing well on the charts. ‘I

Wanna Live,’ Glen’s current single,
which is riding high on the charts, is
the first original material used. It was
written and presented to Glen by John
D. Loudermilk.

‘‘It would really pay for these young
writers to think in broader terms,
writing for many different types of
artists. The field is there. All they
have to do is to take advantage of the
opportunity,” he concluded.

In the first of two

shows at Town Hall, Wilson proved

his merit before a near capacity audi-

ence.

In a break with tradition, Wilson

opened the show by walking out un-

announced and did a short set before

yielding the stage to Jackie & Roy.

In the closing set, Wilson’s delivery

and use of catch phrases kept the

show moving at a brisk pace despite

the familiarity of almost all his mate-

rial (culled from his two Atlantic

LPs, “Cowboys & Colored People”

and the just-released “You Devil

You”).

“Open.” The duo’s next album
(they’ve just left Verve) will be re-

leased by Capitol in June.

Mercury’s Kenny Rankin opened
the second half with a very short set

(4 songs) including “Cotton-Candy
Sandman” and “Haven’t We Met.”

This reviewer has been overexposed

to Rankin, but the audience received

him enthusiastically and only the

time factor (the 11:30 show) kept him
from doing a long encore.

FILMORE EAST, N.Y.—Vanguard
recording artists Country Joe & the
Fish returned to the Filmore East last
Sat. (25) for two shows with Blue
Cheer and Pigmeat Markham. Before
a capacity audience for the second of
two shows, the group demonstrated
why they are considered one of the
best ‘live’ acts around. The demand
for encores kept the group on the
stage past 2:00 a.m., but the group
seemed to improve as the evening
passed.

Drawing heavily on the blues and
lightly on a country sound, the group
displayed a ferocity which is seldom
i:p evidence on their record product.

Their “I-Feel-Like-I’m-Fixin’-To-Die
Rag” has become one of the theme
songs for anti-war protesters and the
audience showed no hesitation about
participating in the song. A new ver-

sion of “Super Bird” (from their

“Electric Music For the Mind and
Body” LP) and “Rock ‘N’ Soul Mu-
sic,” their latest single, were also

crowd pleasers.

Phillips Records’ Blue Cheer are a
highly avante-garde three man combo
from the West Coast whose main
contribution to the musical scene is

organized noise. The Filmore was
about evenly divided between those
lost in ecstatic pleasure and those
suffering ear-shattering agony. The
fact that Blue Cheer managed to

achieve 125 decibels of noise in the

front row, evidently some sort of

record, was flashed on the screen at

the conclusion of their set. Blue Cheer
is good at what they do, but I’m not
sure that what they do is vital enough
to risk possible injury for.

The former group, whose name
stems from an Australian expression
(on a brisk night they sleep with one
dog, on a chilly night they need two
dogs and a very cold evening is a

consists of three

singers—Danny Hutton, Corey Wells
and Chuck Rondell. None of them play
an instrument on stage so they are

backed by a rock quartet: organ,
lead guitar, bass and drums. They
don’t need to play. Their raison d’etre

is in their singing abilities, which are
formidable.

Hutton is a former solo performer
responsible for hits such as “Roses
Are Red Over You.” Rondell was a
solo artist signed to Columbia. Wells
was lead singer for a group called

the Enemies. In combination, they
come off like one and a half pairs of
Righteous Brothers with the addition
of some incredibly tight harmony
singing. All three also know how to

move on stage, lending their act a
visual impact as exciting as their

vocal abilities.

Beachboy Brian Wilson has written
a song for the Dunhill trio, who will

be produced by Van Dyke Parks.

It’s A Beautiful Day is a San Fran-
cisco quintet—organ, bass, drums and
two singers, one of whom plays elec-

tric violin. The substitution of electric

violin for electric guitar (a logical

extension of the feedback guitar
trend which has resulted in continu-
ous, contiguous humming guitar
notes) results in a distinctive, beau-
tifully ethereal sound. First-rate ma-
terial, first-rate vocals which balance
male and female singing against each
other, similar to the style of the Jeff-

erson Airplane. Their style ranges
comfortably across the gradations
between folk and hard rock.

Their songs are wholly original

and display a much stronger sense of

form and melody than the majority of

tunes emanating from San Francisco

groups. Lou Adler will produce the

combo, presumably for his Ode Rec-

ords.

Education and by executives of WABC
and its parent company, the Ameri-
can Broadcasting Companies, Inc. The
contest was held during the 1967-68
school year among students in high
schools operated by the New York
City Board of Education. Each school
chose its own candidates to write
newscasts about their school activities.

These newscasts were aired each week-
night at 9:25 on the Bruce Morrow
Show on WABC. Judges for the com-
petition were Elmer Lower, president
of ABC News; Tom O’Brien, ABC Ra-
dio news director; and Ed Hardy,
WABC Radio news director. Candi-
dates were judged on script content.
Runners-up in this year’s competition
are Sharyl Polonski, Franklin K. Lane
High School; Ruth Unger, Seward
Park High School; Daniel Gewertz,
Martin Van Buren High School; and
A1 Hong, Brooklyn 'Technical High
School.
We don’t know how Bonnie and

Clyde would have liked his perform-
ance, but Steve Parker, 12, of Deer-
field, 111., has won the “Ron Britain
Psychedelic Amateur Hour” held re-
cently on WCFL-Chicago by playing
“Bonnie & Clyde” on the violin. The
youngster was awarded a stereo/pho-
no/AM-FM radio combination, plus
stereo record albums from Britain’s
personal psychedelic collection. Lis-
teners phoned WCFL to record their
one-minute performances of “any
psychedelic act that can be heard on
radio.” Steve bested five other weekly
finalists: Rick Koskela (Psychedelic
Plea Band); Hedwig Paschke (Psy-
chedelic Poet)

; Tom and Michael
Foley (Punched way out of paper

bag); Barbara Lathrop (Sang “Mem-
ories of ‘Honey’ ”)

;
and Scott Kass-

man (imitated Tiny Tim). Finalists
performed live on Britain’s program
(6 P.M. to 8:55 P.M. nightly), and
the winner was determined by tele-

phoned votes from the radio audience.
Runners-up won psychedelic record
albums from Britain’s collection.

For the second consecutive year,
Fred Anderson, radio science editor at
KNX-Los Angeles, has won first place
in the radio category of the American
Medical Association Joumalism
Awards Contest. Anderson received
a cash award of $1,000 and a plaque
for “an outstanding example of
journalism that contributes to a better
public understanding of medicine and
health in the United States.” “From
The Cradle To The Grave,” Ander-
son’s winning entry, was a special
KNX Report which was broadcast
twice on June 2, 1967. The program,
produced, written, and narrated by
Anderson, dealt with suicide : what
is known about its causes and cures,

how it affects all age groups from
pre-adolescence to the elderly, and
how prospective suicides can be helped.
Last year Anderson won the first

place A.M.A. award with his special
KNX Report, “The Battered Child
Syndrome.” This report defined the so-

cial, medical, and legal problems as-
sociated with child battering and out-
lined what little is known about it and
what is being done about it. As last
year, Anderson’s award was the only
award presented by the A.M.A. to a
radio outlet in the U.S. Anderson was
presented with the award on May 6
at the local awards dinner given by
the Los Angeles County Medical As-
sociation, an affiliate of the A.M.A.
The official presentation of the award
will be made to George Nicholaw, vice
president of CBS Radio Division and
general manager of KNX, before the
House of Delegates at the Annual
Convention of the A.M.A. next month.

was assassinated in Memphis, he leaned over

Three rock groups perform on this LP of

are unlawful, unfair methods of com-
petition and ordered Columbia to

cease and desist from their use. (Co-

lumbia is seeking to reverse this de-

cision in the Federal Appeals Court
in Chicago.) The complaint also

points out that during the course of

the FTC proceedings which resulted

in the declaration of the illegality of

Columbia’s exclusive licensing agree-
ments, Capitol Records Inc. has
adopted the use of agreements
similar to those of Columbia,

Record Club’s complaint contains

five counts, each under a different

section of the Anti-Trust laws. The
complaint alleges that, in violation

of the Sherman Act, the exclusive li-

censing agreements unlawfully re-

strain competition in the sale of

LP’s through the club method and
have had the purpose and effect of

giving to Columbia monopoly power
in the sale of LP’s through the club

method. Further, the complaint al-

leges that the rights under the ex-

clusive’ licensing agreements con-

stitutes unlawful acquisitions under
the Section 7 of the Clayton Act and
that the dealings between Columbia
and the licensors under the exclusive

licensing agreements result in un-

earned in the club market and to

deny the public the benefit of com-
petition which could have resulted

from the entry of actual or potential

competitors in the club market on

equally favorable terms to those ob-

tained by Columbia.

Although, in theory, all the signs have been against an increase in the

volume of disk sales achieved by the record companies, the reality is stag-

geringly different. It is some commentary on the U.K.’s developing market
for records that, in spite of economic deterrents, sales are showing a massive
increase so far this year. Official Board of Trade statistics for February, for

instance, reveal that sales were up 33% to £2,464,000 ($5,913,600) when com-
pared to the same period of the previous year. The February, 1967, total

was £1,859,000 ($4,460,800).

Domestic business increased from £1,591,000 ($3,817,600) in February, 1967,

to £2,068,000 ($4,963,200) last February, while exports jumped from £268,000
($643,200) to £396,000 ($950,000) over the same period. Larger volume of

business in the second month of this year tops even the high revenue earned
in January—£2,191,000 ($5,258,400), with exports of £359,000 ($861,600)

—

itself considei'ed an exceptional month in view of the economic climate. And,
naturally, as sales increase, volume of production also goes up. The number
of albums produced leaped in February to 4,517,000 compared to 2,218,000
in the previous February. Also 45 r.p.m. disk production rose over the same
period by 9% to 4,848,000 records. For the sixth successive month the British

industry has produced in excess of 9,000,000 records.

The precise effect of the increase in purchase tax on records is now known
though, privately, record companies say that the anticipated effect on sales

has not been as great as expected. Eegular L.P. sales are off some but singles

appear to have weathered the price increases well enough.

When Paul Rich (who heads up Carlin Music here) visited Hollywood re-

cently, he started negotiations with Jay Lasker of Dunhill Records for the
acquisition of the Trousdale and Canopy catalogs in the U.K. Last week in

London, the deal was clinched when Lasker and Freddy Bienstock, President
of Carlin Music Corp., signed on the dotted line. Trousdale houses the com-
positions of John Phillips, and his latest single by the Mamas and Papas,
“Safe In My Garden,” has just been issued by RCA. The talented Jim Webb
who has penned “Up Up And Away,” “By The Time I Got To Phoenix,” among
others, is a contract writer with Canopy and has a smash hit in the States
right now with “MacArthur Park” by Richard Harris and this, too, has just
been issued by RCA.
Larry Page of Page One Records really gets under way internationally

when his product is issued on its own label in tbe States via Bell Records
later this month. Page will fly to New York for the celebrations and will

stay at the Hampshire House Hotel from June 7th to 20th. First three re-

leases on the U.S. Page One label will be “I’m A Train” by Colours of Love,
“Puppet On a String” by Pancho Gonzales and “Another Day Goes By” by
Seth Martin. Page is currently very excited about his new discovery Seth
Martin and has set a simultaneous world release on his first disk. Not only
is he a great artistic find. Page feels, but is a talented songwriter having
penned numbers for Cilia Black and Billy Fury. He did, of course, write
“Another Day Goes By” published by Shaddam Music. Page has built up his

record label in just two years and during that time has established artists

such as the Troggs in all parts of the world, with million selling singles
“Wild Thing,” “With A Girl Like You” and “Love Is All Around.” His latest

move into the American market on his own label gives Larry Page 75 per
cent coverage of the world market, and he is now in the position of being
able to guarantee indie producers worldwide release. Having established Brit-
ish artists on his Page One label. Page is now anxious to acquire American
talent and will step up his frequent visits there to record and acquire in-

dividual masters.

In a new deal just completed, Tony Barrow has acquired British press
representation of Lermie Stogel’s artists who include the Cowsills, Captain
Beefheart, Sandie Posey, Keith and Tommy James and the Shondells who
will be flying in June 19th for promotion on their current American hit
“Mony Mony” issued here on Major Minor.

Jon Hendricks, formerly of the Hendricks, Lambert and Ross combo and
who is now domiciled in the U.K., has pacted with Campbell Connelly Music
in an exclusive songwriting deal. Among the first copyrights will be a num-
ber he has been asked to write for a forthcoming Sinatra-Fitzgerald album.
In addition to songwriting, Hendricks will record here as a solo artist under
the direction of Donovan.

Mike Collier of Campbell Connelly has just signed a deal with Ross
Miller and Laurie Harris of Elektra to represent their music publishing in-

terests on an exclusive basis for tbe U.K. First release under the new agree-
ment will be “Nevertheless” by new group the Eclection.

With the emergence of new record labels and companies, new appoint-
ments are flowing thick and fast. Latest includes htat of Walter Sparkman
who joins RCA as Sales Manager of the Record Division. Sparksman, who
left the record business for a brief period after leaving CBS last June, will
be responsible for setting up RCA’s sales organization in the field. He did a
similar task for CBS Records when the label opened up here a few years
back. Previously he was with Pye Records which pioneered van distribution
in the U.K.
Another appointment is that of Ron Kass who leaves his post as Liberty’s

Overseas Operations Director to head up the Beatles’ own Apple Records
to be launched soon. Roger Bolton, General Manager of President Records,
leaves the London office to take up a similar post in New York. And Bix
Palmer, who formerly managed the Liberty label, has been appointed Ex-
ploitation Manager of Spark Records, Southern Music’s own indie banner.
American pianist Peter Nero arrived in London last week and was given

a warm welcome by RCA who hosted a reception for him to meet the press,
producers and deejays. Nero gave a concert at The Royal Albert Hall which
marked the world premiere of his own composition “Fantasy And Improvisa-
tion” on which he was backed by the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra. RCA
issued a single “Theme From The Fox” and an album “Nero-ing In On The
Hits” which he promoted via radio and TV spots.
Top President recording act the Equals won a Gold Disk at the Bruge

Song Festival recently for their single “Baby Come Back.”
Hit songwriter Clive Westlake has penned “Turn Back The Time” for

Allan Jeffers who makes his recording debut on Philips. American-born
Jeffers was discovered in New York by Howard Connell of Howard Connell
Films who, realizing his potential, became his manager and negotiated a re-
cording contract with Philips. Jeffers will take part in the Bratislava Song
Festival in June and appear in the one-hour television special of the festival
to be directed by Connell. With a commentary by deejay David Gell, the
film is being made for distribution throughout the Western Hemisphere.

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There are storm clouds gathering once again on the German record industry

horizon. 23 major and minor record firms have cancelled their contract with the

GEMA, the agency representing authors and music publishers and collecting

royalties for this group. The record industry wants some changes made and also

points out that the lowest royalty basis allowed by GEMA is much higher than

in other countries. The contract runs out on the 30th of June, but talks are

scheduled for the 6th of June in Munich to try to iron out the differences.

Although 53 smaller firms did not cancel their contracts, every major record

manufacturer has cancelled. If the problems are not ironed out, it could mean
a stop in production which could bring the entire industry to a standstill. More
about this problem after the talks of June 6th.

“Das Musikinstrument,” the trade paper of the music manufacturers indus-

try, reported that sales of record changers increased 20% in 1967 to 1.2 million

whereas the record players dropped 30% in sales. The total for the two shows a

total sale of 1.6 million against 1.7 million in 1966.

The tape recorder still leads the list of total sales for all reproduction

instruments and the new Cassette business is developing well.

Herbert Hildebrandt, former chief of the German beat group the Rattles, has

taken over management of the famous Hamburg Star Club where the Beatles

got their big start.

The German viewer test for the “Grand Prix Eurovision de la Chanson” on
the 6th of April showed a 34% viewing public and the very mediocre result of

plus 2.

At least 3 concerts will be held

in Berlin.

This week’s Cash Box Profile sub-

ject is entitled, “Anatomy of A Pro-

motion,” and it goes something like

—

Where to go when you’ve been most
everywhere ? This was the question

that* plagued Ron Pepple, Wurlitzer
Distributor of Northwest Sales in

Seattle. Ron is probably one of the

most promotion minded phonograph
distributors around. His previous trips

have included Honolulu on the Island

of Oahu in Hawaii, Maui Island in

Hawaii and Acapulco in Mexico. The
trips are what Ron calls “Interna-

tional Adventure Tours participated

in by distributors who have purchased
a pre-arranged number of Wurlitzer
phonographs.”
