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Group Artists Go Sdio

More and more recording artists are

leading double-lives, as they undertake
solo recording and in-person careers,

yet remain affiliated with group efforts.

This trend seems to be taking place

with the blessings of the team involved,

with, of course, the possibility that a

financial arrangement exists whereby
the group as a whole shares in the

monies earned by a member going solo.

It is all a far cry from the days when
artists quit groups, amicable parting or

not, to strike out on their own.

Some of the more recent examples
along the new direction include Frankie

Valli, whose voice is a hit factor with

the Four Seasons and on his own. Mama
Cass is embarking on a solo career

without disaffiliating herself from the

Mamas & Papas, who discreetly remain
her “backdrop” group on her solo disks

for Dunhill Records. Two members of

the Dovells are billed on the Magis-

trates’ hit disk of “Here Comes the

Judge” and Jamie Lyons is doing well

when he is soloing away from the Music
Explosion. One of the most interesting

situations in this area is the Kasenetz-

Katz Singing Orchestral Circus, com-
posed of members of the 1910 Fruit-

gum Co., Music Explosion and the Ohio
Express, among others, all of whom are

acts produced by Kasenetz-Katz for the

Buddah and/or Laurie labels (the or-

chestra is heard on Buddah). And a

final, more complicated affair involves

the recording careers of Sonny & Cher.

As a duo, the pair cuts for Atco; as a

solo, Cher records for Imperial and
Sonny does his business over at Atco.

In most instances, both the group
and the solo artist retain the same label

identification, although the Sonny &
Cher and Kasenetz-Katz approaches in-

dicate that same label tie-ins may or

may not be used.

When one adds the increasing num-
ber of group artists (or non-affiliated

performers) who are producing disks

outside of their regular recording
schedules, artists ventures beyond their

homebase are even more apparent.

All this is, in our view, another fasci-

nating aspect of a recording business

that continues to defy the verboten

rules-of-behavior of the past. It is no
longer a sin, or sign of disrespect to

fellow team members for a strong per-

sonality within a group to gain further

recognition on his own. Mutual benefits

can be the happy outgrowth.

But, for the music business there is

the happy formula of getting the most
out of talent, with a dash of the daring

that means new sounds for the con-

sumer and new directions for the artist

in question.

Murray Deutch, presently exec vp

and general manager of UA’s world-

wide publishing interests, will add

Metric to his duties and assist Stewart

in his film liaison functions.

The UA-Liberty realignment also

realizes other changes. These the

transfer of Liberty’s Minit operation

to New York, where Ed Wright will

continue to helm the R&B-slanted op-

eration.

Wes Montgomery Dies
NEW YORK—Wes Montgomery, cur-

rently considered the nation’s top jazz

guitarist, died last week at his home
in Indianapolis at the age of 45. Cause
of death was listed as a heart attack.

Montgomery, winner of the 1968
Downbeat poll, had been performing
professionally since 1943, although his

unorthodox method of plucking the
guitar strings with his thumb did not
gain national attention till he joined
his brothers Monk and Buddy in the
Mastersounds, an ‘in’ jazz group, in

1960. After forming his own group
(which included the brothers), the
artist quickly reached the top spot in

the world of jazz, although he was
still unknown in the pop field. It was
producer Creed Taylor (then with
Verve), in 1965, who convinced Mont-
gomery to record an album of pop
songs with a big band. The LP, “Goin’
Out Of My Head,” quickly became a
pop favorite, and Montgomery joined
the ranks of jazz stars who had made
the successful switch onto the best-

seller lists.

When Taylor joined A&M, Mont-
gomery went with him, and his first

two LP’s for the label, “A Day In The
Life” and “Down Here On The Ground”
are currently on the charts.
Montgomery is survived by his wid-

ow, Serene, two sons and five daugh-
ters.

Harry Peters of North Miami Beach
correctly guessed the total number
of records on the house and won $638.

On June 10, KLAC-Los Angeles be-

MORNING AGAIN— Tom Paxton-Elektra
EKS 74019

Singer/song-writer/guitarist Tom Paxton’s
new album, composed entirely by the artist,

includes a variety of good songs. “Jennifer’s
Rabbit” is a cute children’s song; “Victoria
Dines Alone” is a detailed character por-
trait; “So Much For Winning” is a long
(6:40), moving ballad about a man who’s
lost his girl; “Talking Vietnam Potluck
Blues” is an amusing topical number. Less
folk-flavored and more heavily instrument-
ated than any of Paxton’s previous albums,
“Morning Again” should be of great interest

to the artist’s fans.

OrLAMAMj
MUSIC FROM MAN OF LA MANCHA—Joe
Sherman & The Washington Squares—Co-
lumbia CS 9657

Joe Sherman has created a most inventive
showcase for the famed off-Broadway score
which could renew interest in the material.
Popularity of “The Impossible Dream (The
Quest)” has tended to submerge the other
fine songs from the show, but Sherman’s
funky-dixie, with a little flavor from old
Mexico arrangements lift them back into
the limelight. “Dulcinea,” “Little Bird, Little

Bird,” and the middle-Eastern tinged “Al-
donza” all benefit. Should be a good item.

SOUTH INDIAN FLUTE—T. Viswanathan
—World Pacific WPS 21451

Liberty’s World Pacific label introduces a
new addition to its “World Of Asian Music”
series, this time concentrating on the Car-
natic classical music of South India, rather
than the more familiar North Indian Hindu-
stani sounds. Set features a violin, mridan-
gam (a two-headed drum), kanjira (tam-
bourine), tamboura and sruti box, which
provide the background for Viswanathan’s
fine flute work. Highly improvisational, this

set could also find an audience with jazz buifs.

Jazz Picks

THE LAST TIME WE SAW PARIS—Dave
Brubeck Quartet—Columbia CS 9672

With the world-renowned Brubeck quartet
now nothing but a memory, this set, rec-

orded live in Paris on the group’s last

European concert tour (they split up about
six months ago) should stir up more than
usual interest. All of the songs have been
done on previous albums by the group, but
the new versions of such Brubeck favorites
as “These Foolish Things,” “Three To Get
Ready,” and “Sv/anee River” are different
enough to attract the attentions of most
Brubeck fans. Look for strong sales.

BUCKETFUL OF SOUL—Trudy Pitts and
Mr. C—Prestige 7560

The soul /jazz mating has been a healthy
one saleswise, and this new set by Trudy
Pitts (organ), Wilbert Longmire (guitar)
and Bill Carney (drums) should get a nice
chunk of the action. Emphasis is on jazz
as Miss Pitts swings through some stand-
ards, “Love For iSale,” “Satin Doll,” and
“The Shadow Of Your Smile,” and some
originals, “Come Dawn” and “My Waltz,”
with boundless enthusiasm. Vocals by Miss
Pitts and Carney on four tracks, give the set
added appeal.

KENNEDY-NIXON/THE GREAT DE-
BATES—1960—Columbia Masterworks D2L
372

This 2-record set is a capsulation of the
four one-hour radio-television debates in

1960 between the then candidates for the
Presidency of the United States, the late

President John F. Kennedy and the former
Vice President Richard M. Nixon. An esti-

mated audience of over 100 million Americans
heard the dabates, which changed the com-
plexion of political campaigning. The candi-
dates, with members of the press, discussed
foreign policy, etc. These records are a valu-
able document in contemporary history.

PAGE 1—Gene Page—VMC VS 125

This is a highly enjoyable LP of pop
melodies served up by the Gene Page Or-
chestra. Page, who conducts, did the lush,

appealing arrangements. Among the lovely
selections are “Walk Away Renee,” “When
A Man Loves A Woman,” a medley of “Baby
I Need Your Loving” and “Without The
One You Love,” and “Words.” This richly
melodious offering could move well in middle-
of-the-road areas.

LEW LESLIE’S BLACKBIRDS OF 1928—
Columbia OL 6770

This is the collection of songs from the
show—put on 40 years ago—that the late

Jack Kapp put together in 1932. He brought
in two members of the original cast. Bill

Robinson and Adelaide Hall, adding such
other stars as Duke Ellington, Cab Callo-

way, the Mills Bros., Cecil Mack Choir, and
Don Redman & His Orchestra. The superb
Jimmy McHugh-Dorothy Fields score in-

cluded “I Can’t Give You Anything But Love
Baby,” “I Must Have That Man,” “Porgy”
and “Dig Diga Do.” Nostalgia that’s grand
to have around again.

THE GIGOLO—Lee Morgan—Blue Note BST
84212

Since leaving Art Blakey’s Jazz Messen-
gers a few years ago, trumpeter Lee Morgan
has carved out his own niche in the jazz

world. Joined by Wayne Shorter (another
Blakey graduate) on tenor sax, Harold
Mabern on piano. Bob Cranshaw, bass, and
Billy Higgins, drums, Morgan delivers a
funky-bebop sound well suited for today’s
market. Four Morgan originals, including
the title tune, “Yes I Can, No You Can’t,”

“Trapped,” and “Speed Ball,” plus “You
Go To My Head” comprise a fine set that
should do well.

MINGUS AT MONTEREY—Charles Mingus
—Mingus JWS 001, 2

Bass player extraordinaire Charles Min-
gus’ historic 2-record Monterey set, previous-
ly available only through the mail, has been
repackaged for store sale through an agree-
ment between Mingus and Fantasy Records,
which will distribute the set. Included are
Mingus’ 25 minute “Mediations On Integra-
tion,” which was premiered at the festival,

a Duke Ellington medley covering IV2 records
and another Mingus original, “Orange Was
The Color Of Her Dress, Then Blue Silk.”

Mingus’ fame should make this set a big one.

Management functions provided for
the visiting procedures, hotel arrange-
ments, road managers, and transpor-
tation to supplying complete instru-
ments in which IMC has invested
$15,000 including sound equipment.

Currently, Poncher said, IMC is set-

ting up U.S. tours for Ten Years
After, Troggs, the Herd, Spooky
Tooth, Traffic, and Dave Dee, Dozy,
Beaky Mich and Tich, all set for the
summer months. Fall tours to be set
include Long John Baldy, Sounds In-
corporated and Chris Farlow and the
Thunderbirds.
While the present operation em-

phasizes bringing British artists to
the U.S., Loeb added, the internation-
al set-up will also operate in setting
British and South African tours for
American artists.

Service will not be confined to
Poncher or Loeb clients, they em-
phasized, but will be available to
other U.S. personal managers who
lack the international ties IMC can
provide.

NYC:
An Untimesly Note

Readers of last Monday’s N.Y. Times
were likely surprised to find one of

the paper’s music critics practically

warning Herb Alpert that in using the
Checkmates, Ltd. as a warm-up act he
was risking a swing of his audience to

soul and away from his own brand of
music.
The article was articulate, quite

flourishing, and took a bright view of

the group’s presentation. It even
vaunted material of the first half of
the TJB Madison Square Garden Show
to the extent that the main attraction
was alloted only a somewhat passing
mention at the close.

Unfortunately, the critic was off the
mark in honest reporting; he sounded
very much like a teenager who had
been assigned to cover this old-folks

show, and was overwhelmed by the
prospect of describing something that
he could associate with. Though the
publicity could only be helpful to the
relatively new team, the distortion
might very well bring a disappointing
“backlash” by eager listeners who will

find the Checkmates unable to live up
to this review on wax.
They are an excellent live act. They

perform beautifully with an eye-to-eye
audience, and their material is culled
from the best pop-r&b hits of recent
years (as well as the past decade in a
fine medley)—but though a predomi-
nantly adult audience might be swayed
by their show, most of the songs finish

a bit short of the satisfaction attained
by the originals or a bit long of radio
limitations for “live” track play. None
of the material performed was new,
and the greatest claim to be made was
that the Checkmates, Ltd. enabled a
non-appreciative audience to feel an
association to blues. That is saying
something when you consider the act
that everyone had turned out to view.
They came on with the anticipation

that Lawrence Welk might feel playing
warm-up to James Brown at the Apol-
lo. And they made it—very big. The
handclapping and thunderous applause
that closed the performance were as-
tounding, and mighty well deserved.
In fact, it practically equalled that
which greeted the appearance of King
Herb, practically.

Theirs was a magnificent accom-
plishment. The Checkmates have
earned the right to frame copies of
their Times review. They are also
asked to disregard any detracting com-
ment above.
But when they ask themselves hon-

estly just how close the descriptions
match what they tried to do, and did,

they will probably feel the newspaper
a bit over-blown. After all, the inven-
tion of one small Herb Alpert is still

valued more highly by a public than
hundreds of accomplished carbon cop-
iers.

This does not imply that the act
lacked originality. Between numbers,
and even during sets the Checkmates
showed a lively humor, coordination
and flair that cut through the adult vs.
teen music ice. This is likely the driv-
ing force toward a consumer oriented
rave. But on disk, it is inventiveness
in many cases more than artistry that
wins favor. This was the one sore spot
expanded out of all proportion in
the paper. And when the members of
the group ask themselves honestly
just how close the review came to de-
•scribing what they tried to do, and
actually did, they will have to chuckle
at the fact that this is the same paper
that panned “Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely
Hearts Club Band.”

Sales, Promo Seminars
Two sales seminars, held on June

18 and 19, struck at and probed into

the areas of marketing and product
exposure, and were typified by Levy’s
“sleeves rolled-up” rule of thumb.
The earlier meeting was opened with
remarks by Epic’s national sales man-
ager Nick Albarano, who chaired the
event, and featured a question and
answer period with a panel consisting
of Go Magazine publisher Robin Leac.n,

MOA president Bill Cannon, Heilicher
Bros, president Amos Heilicher and
Epic’s director of advertising Saul
Saget.
A strong followup was lent by the

product exposure seminar, chaired by
national promo manager Fred Franks,
whose panel consisted of program-
ming consultant Frank Ward, WIGO-
Atlanta program director Rudy Run-
nels, WPLO-Atlanta program director
Mac Curtis and CKLW-Detroit TV
emcee Robin Seymour.
Both meetings provided searching

looks at the physical aspects of mer-
chandising and promoting record prod-
uct in fast-paced, sometimes steamy,
sessions. The subject of new and
creative methods of merchandising-
product was constantly in the fore-
front at, not only both seminars, but
throughout the entire confab.

Interest was at a peak on both sides
of the fence, and distributor personnel
were quick to react to Levy’s invita-
tion to have them “personally in-

volved once again in the fundamentals
of your own business. If you’ve been
an absentee owner, or you’ve been
active daily, we’re here to tell it to
you like it is.”

New Product Array
A total of 29 new LPs were intro-

duced during the three-day affair,
including 18 pop packages, 5 classics

and 6 Crossroads sets. The pop assort-
ment featured “Nancy Ames At The
Americana,” Eddie Layton’s “Dis-
cover America In Song,” “Maurice
Chevalier at 80,” “Donovan In Con-
cert,” the Tremeloes with “World
Explosion!” and Sly and the Family
Stone’s “Life” LP. Further sets in-

clude Lulu’s “Boy,” David Houston’s
“Have A Little Faith,” Tammy >’/yn-

ette’s “D-I-V-O-R-C-E,” Bob Luman’s
“Ain’t Got Time To Be Unhappy,”
“The All-Time Great Country Instru-
mentals” by Jim & Jesse and “October
Country.”
The Staple Singers are featured in

the release with “What The World
Needs Now Is Love,” while Luis Var-
ona offers “The Moods of Miami ’68”

and three newcomers (West, Anna
Black and Mr. & Mrs. Garvey) are
represented with “West,” “Meet Anna
Black” and “Mr. & Mrs. Garvey,”
respectively. The pop release is round-
ed out with the Epic LP debut of

disk veteran Maxine Brown, entitled

“Out of Sight.”
In the classical field, album releases

include those by French baritone
George Suozay, mezzo-soprano Regina
Resnik, pianist Alicia de Larrocha and
organist Lionel Rogg, who performs
Bach’s Complete Organ Music, Volume
3.

Epic’s moderate-priced Crossroads
line introduced 6 new LPs, including
“Rimsky - Korsakov: Scheherazade,”
“Bizet: Carmen Suite /L’Arlesienne
Suite,” “Mendelssohn: Violin Con-
certo/Tchaikovsky: Violin Concerto,”
“Sibelius: Symphony No. 2,” “Verdi
and Rossini Overtures” and “Tchai-
kovsky: The Sleeping Beauty Ballet/

Swan Lake Ballet.”

A release of tape cartridges fea-

tures “What The World Needs Now”
by the Staple Singers, “Take Good
Care Of My Baby” by Bobby Vinton,
“D-I-V-O-R-C-E” by Tammy Wynette
and David Houston’s “Already It’s

Heaven,” all of which are out in both
8-track and 4-track stereo form.

Heavy Promotion
The extensive list of new product

was underscored by the announcement
of a powerful promotion campaign
planned for that product. A heavy
schedule of ads has been laid out for
consumer and underground press, in-

cluding TV Guide, New York Maga-
zine, the Village Voice, Go Magazine,
Crawdaddy, the L.A. Free Press, Roll-

ing Stone, Hi Fidelity, Schwann Cat-
alog and a host of others. Also
planned in the multi-pronged mer-
chandising attack are a long list of
radio spots, which will be supplied
to each distributor for local placement
on Top 40, country and underground
stations.
One of the most effective of the

disk merchandising gimmicks is the
use of promotional film shorts for
TV, an area pioneered by Epic and
used with excellent reaction for some
time now. Some of the new films
shown included those by Georgie
Fame, the Bandwagon and Sly & the
Family Stone.

Varied Talent Lineup
For the closing banquet, the label

presented a festival of stars which
varied from pop to country to R&B,
which brought the convention officially

to an end. Excellent performances
were turned in by Sly & the Family
Stone, David Houston, Tammy Wyn-
ette, Maxine Brown, Charlie Rich and
Georgie Fame.

Trinity, Jerry Jeff Walker, and Otis
Redding, were also presented at the
meeting.

Strongest Newcomers
Hottest items at the meetings were

the new Aretha Franklin album “Are-
tha Now”, and the new Rascals LP
“The Rascals’ Greatest Hits”, both
on Atlantic; and the new Cream
double LP “Wheels Of Fire”. Other
strong items on Atlantic included new
albums by Wilson Pickett, Joe Tex,
The iSweet Inspirations, Eddie Harris,
The iMandala, Herbie Mann, and “Su-
per Hits” Vol. II. New LP’s in the
“History of Rhythm & Blues” Series;
“The Beat Goes On” and “On Broad-
way,” also garnered attention, the
label.

On Atco, in addition to the Cream,
the strongest items were new released
by Otis Redding, Vanilla Fudge, Iron
Butterfly, King Curtis, The New York
Rock & Roll Ensemble, Jack Reno and
comic Pat McCormick. New albums
by the Buffalo Springfield and the
Bee Gees, both of which will be ready
in July, also were ordered heavily.

Support Program
Len Sachs spoke at the New York

meeting about Atlantic’s special sum-
mer program. He also played for the
assembled distributors the firm’s new
in-store EP’s, Avhich are now being-

used in many large chains and discount
stores. In addition to the program on
all new releases and catalog product
Atlantic has set a large budget for
cooperative advertising, a budget that
covers both radio and newspaper ad-
vertising that distributors can offer

to qualified dealers. New radio spots
on the top albums and ad mats for
Atlantic and Atco product were shown
at the meets.

The co-op ad budget supplements
the large scale consumer, teen, under-
ground and trade ad program already
in effect at Atlantic for the firm’s new
product. Sachs also talked about and
displayed the firm’s new point-of-sale
merchandising aids for dealers includ-
ing eye-catching motion displays and
other attractive sales items.

All Atlantic-Atco product introduced
at the meetings, as well as all catalog
product is being offered at a special

15 per cent discount with 30-60-90 day
billing for qualified accounts. The dis-

count program runs through July 30.

All albums are covered by the Atlan-

tic-Atco 100 per-cent exchange policy.

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'Pop' Stoneman Dies At 75 Dot Puts Push Behind New CDW Sets

NASHVILLE— Ernest V. (“Pop”)
Stoneman, patriarch of the famed
MGM C&W family act, the Stone-
mans, died on Friday June 14, in

Nashville’s Vanderbilt Hospital of
complications following abdominal
surgery. He was 75 at the time of his
death.
Stoneman was born near the mining

community of Iron Ridge, in Carroll
County, Virginia, in 1893. He met his
future wife, Hattie, in nearby Galax,
Virginia, and began a formal, seven-
year courtship before he married her,
walking the five miles to and from her
home several nights per week. He
estimated that he walked 5200 miles
during the courtship.
The marriage resulted in 23 chil-

dren, 13 of whom are still living. Four
of these performed with him as “The
Stonemans” on television and records.

The Beginning

Stoneman began his recording
career in 1924 under the direction of
the immortal Ralph S. Peer, who,
three years later, was to discover the
legendary Jimmie Rodgers and the
Carter Family. “The Sinking of the
Titanic.” was the first of many Stone-
man releases. The demand for his rec-

ords was so great that at cne time he
recorded under eighteen different
names for eight different labels, until
the chaotic recording scene of that era
was clarified by new legal regulations.

'ihe Depression of 1929 hit the
Stoneman family very hard. The large
sums of money earned from a long
succession of hit records had been

spent on cars and fancy furnishings.
Now the family was to face abject
poverty in its rawest fornis.

Their homes were a lon'>- series of
dilapidated shacks. At one time. Pop,
who had developed his car' entry
skills, built a house, but money had
run out before the roof could be con-
structed. So, a huge canvas was slung
across the top; this had to suffice for
the next two years.

As time went by Stoneman worked
at the U.S. Naval Gun F tory near
Washington, D.C., as a carpenter. His
children were growing up and were
finding interests in music.

He was fond of telling people of
how he got the youngsters started on
their instruments. He’d tune a fiddle,

or a guitar, or banio and lay it on the
bed. ihen he’d order the kids to leave
it alone. Soon they were doing just the
opposite.

As they developed their musical
abilities. Pop, as he put it, “reached
out and o-rabbed one.” Home life was
filled with little more than music, and
Pop and some of the kids soon found
themselves playing for parties and
dances in the Washington area.

In 1956, Pop Stoneman was a con-
testant in the Geography categorv on
the TV quiz program “The Big Sur-
prise.” He won $20,000. But he pre-
ferred music to just about everything
else, and some of his children were
beginning to feel the same wav Music
finally became full time for them.

In 1964, he and those offspring that

had definitely chosen a career in mu-
sic—Donna, Roni, Van, Jim, and
Scott—moved to California. They
found immediate acceptance in the
tremendously active folk music scene
and began acquiring valuable ex-
perience. They performed at the Mon-
terey Folk Festival and on many na-
tional network television shows such
as the Hollywood Palace.

In 1966, The Stonemans moved to

Nashville. Again they found im-
mediate acceptance. Within two
months they had been signed to a
contract for their own syndicated
color television show and for a re-

cording contract with MGM Records

Demands for personal appearances
had increased, and they were signed
to a booking contract with a leading
Nashville booking agency, Moeller
Talent, Inc. Within the next two
years, the group, including Pop, was
performing on the road from 75% to

85% of the time.

Until the very last possible moment,
when the pain from his stomach
finally became unbearable, Stoneman
maintained a personal appearance
schedule that exhausted his sprightly
youngsters, and he loved it. He
wouldn’t have it any other way.

His early work has become the sub-
ject for study by folklorists, musi-
cologists, and other scholars who see

early American country music as a
way to study rural American history
and society.

The Country Music Hall of Fame
and Museum in Nashville has on file

in its archives two tape-recorded in-

terviews with him that pertain to

these early days. One of these is a
joint interview with the famous
Mother Maybelle Carter. Serious stu-

dents of American country and folk

music can avail themselves of these
and other interviews in the archives
section of the Hall of Fame.

the matter. Paramor also believes that the Simon and Garfunkel imports in-

fringe a section of the British Customs regulations governing such activity.

Editorial: Employee Selection & Retention 4

All operating companies, whether large or small, are

in business for the purpose of accomplishing certain

objectives. If these goals or objectives are to be attained,

you must formulate and follow sound business policies,

develope and maintain an organizational structure that

fits the needs and resources of the firm, and exercise

adequate control over all operations. Of particular signi-

ficance in modern operating techniques is the practice

of proper organization, combined with trained person-

nel, such as mechanics, routemen, music programmers,

etc., etc., for it is by and through these people that your

firm’s functions are performed, thereby moving you

closer to your objective. Unless the responsibilities of

all employees of your firm is clearly defined, the limits

of their authority established and fully understood, and

their individual activities stimulated and co-ordinated,

your business simply cannot operate effectively.

One of the most difficult problems facing coin ma-

chine companies is that of holding and securing proper-

ly qualified employees, not only mechanics and techni-

cians, but office personnel as well. The adoption of per-

sonnel policies that meet present-day conditions, and

the harmonious working relationships, are of extreme

importance in meeting the problem. But conditions ex-

isting in the industry today are such that a solution

fully satisfactory to everyone involved cannot be ex-

pected in the near future.

Conditions in many operating companies make diffi-

cult the recruitment and retention of the number and

quality of employees required. You must make the job

you have open as interesting and rewarding as possible.

Unfortunately, a coin machine occupation does not ap-

peal to many prospective employees who have the 1

qualifications desired. Many firms have to depend upon

inexperienced and part-time help to a great extent.

Individual operators can do little to alter the condi-

tions present in the industry, but much room exists for X

improving employee selection procedures, training and

supervision, as well as making improvements in the

working conditions within the office. Selection solely

on the basis of personal judgement, training on a hit-

miss basis, or on no basis at all, as is common practice ^

in many cases, supervision of the ‘boss' type, and un-

sanitary and in-efficient working facilities will neither

attract or result in the retention of a mechanic-office |

staff necessary to meet the needs of modern-day operat-

ing.

The importance of competent and courteous per-

sonnel cannot be overstated. Not only must you depend

upon your employees for the satisfactory performance

of the numerous and varied functions of your firm, but

you must rely upon the majority of them for satisfactory

relations with location owners and the public in general.

The latter is of particular significance, for no single fac-

tor influences so much the attitudes which customers,

location owners and the public developes toward an

operating firm, (and the trade as a whole), as does their

contact with your employees. Incompetence, careless-

ness, or discourtesy on the part of a single employee

may undo all that you have tried to accomplish thru

good service, merchandising and promotion.

ing machines now in use across the
nation.
Fred Poliak, President of the new

firm, was formerly Marketing Vice
President of the Rowe Manufacturing
Division of the Canteen Corporation.
Teaming up with Poliak is Jack Mc-
Aulilfe, Jr., who resigned his post as
a Director, Vice President and Secre-

f tary of Triangle Conduit & Cable Com-
pany, Inc., now known as Triangle
Industries, Inc.

The firm’s offices are located at 608
Sherwood Parkway in Mountainside,
New Jersey.
Acting as a sales agency for the

solicitation of advertising from adver-
tisers and advertising agencies, Mc-
Auliffe-Pollak guarantees to the ad-
vertiser a specific number of machines
located locally, regionally, or nation-

’ ally on which his ads will appear.
Maximum sizes for each ad per ma-

chine is no larger than six inches wide
and eight inches deep which is similar
in size to a full page ad in the Readers
Digest or TV Guide.
The vending machine operator is

compensated for attaching the ads to

the machines and for replacing and
servicing them. “Inasmuch as the mini-
mum number of machines an adver-
tiser can contract for is one thousand.

it is apparent why operators should
welcome this new concept of display-
ing national advertising on vending
machines,” Poliak said.

In addition to soliciting advertising
for the vending machines, McAuliffe-
Pollak also advises advertisers on ad
copy approaches and content so as to
fully utilize the advantages of vend-
ing machine advertising. According to
Poliak, ads should be colorful, brief
and to the point.
“By using vending machines an

advertiser can sell his message over
one million five hundred thousand
(1,500,000) times each day using only
five thousand machines. With rates as
low as only $1.00 per machine, a thirty
day exposure results in a total of
thirty million impressions at a cost
per thousand of only sixteen and two-
thirds cents,” he said.

“In addition, Poliak further stated,
“not only do the new vending ma-
chines make handsome vehicles for ad-
vertising, but with only one ad per
machine, each advertisement rates
prime position that guarantees 100%
readership.”

“Vendisplay” also makes possible
the use of “split runs” for market
testing or greater effectiveness. Dif-
ferent copy approaches can be posted
on machines on a demographic or
geographic breakdown.
According to McAuliffe, “advertis-

ing rates are predicated on the number
of machines used and the duration
based on number of periods. In the
vending trade a period is equal to
four calendar weeks. Minimum num-
ber of machines that can be purchased
is one thousand and the minimum pe-
riod is one. For a full year or twelve
periods, the rate per machine is only
$1.00 per period.”

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PROFILE ON: JJavid Kosm— Pace-Setter Of Japans Coinbiz

This week’s Cash Box Profile sub-

ject is David Rosen, managing di-

rector of Sega Enterprises Limited.

Mr. Rosen has been a pace-setter in

the coin-operated machine industry in

Japan for over a decade, during which
time the company he founded, Rosen
Enterprises, became the major oper-

ator of arcades and amusement cen-

ters in Japan. He has a diversified

background in general management,
finance, import-export, and all aspects

of the coin machine industry. During
the past few years, Rosen has success-

fully led Sega into new, compatiable
fields, while utilizing the latest and
best management techniques. Because
of his long tenure in the Far East,

and the active nature of his involve-

ment in industry, he has many Jap-
anese friends at the highest levels

of government, banking and business.

‘‘Sega is Japan’s largest manufac-
turer, distributor, importer, exporter

and operator of coin machines and ex-

ports to 30 countries world wide,”

Rosen said in reference to Sega’s vast
manufacturing facilities and executive

offices. He went on to state that “Sega
was founded in 1952 and has under-
gone a series of mergers in recent
years. The last merger was completed
in 1965 when Nippon Goraku Bussan
and Rosen Enterprises united, after

many years of cooperation, to form
the present firm.” (The Sega name
had long been used as a trademark on
products distributed by both firms.)

Key executives

Sega operations are administered by
an experienced management team
which includes Raymond J. Lemaire,
director, product planning and pro-
duction.

his contribution to the field. Since the
inception of Sega, Lemaire has been
a strong advocate of “quality first”

and, as such, has made Sega engi-

neering a model for the industry.

Sega director, Scott F. Dotterer. Sales
in southeast Asia are expanding rap-
idly under the energetic leadership
of Mr. Dotterer.” He further stated,
“the world wide agency (European,
U.S. and other than Southeast Asian
markets) for Sega products has long
been held by Club Specialty Overseas,
Inc., a company with an excellent rep-
utation and long experience in the
coinmachine field. They maintain liai-

son offices throughout the world to

support a very strong distributor net-
work.”

Organization and Administration

Organizationally, Sega has four

main divisions— Production, Opera-
tions, Sales and Military Sales. These
divisions are administered through a
“Line and Staff’ structure. Many of
th approximate 1,200 employes have
been with the company since its incep-
tion. Mr. Rosen comments on various
aspects of the divisions:

Production Division:
Production Planning

“One of the major reasons for
Sega’s success and position in the in-

dustry is its exemplary handling of
production management and planning.
Considerable executive skill is in-

volved in evaluating market estimates,
budgetary amounts and specific com-
pany objectives in determining what is

to be manufactured, how much, and
for whom.”

Research and Development

“R & D plays an exceptionally im-
portant role at Sega, in line with
management’s view that the future
of the coin-operated game industry
depends upon timely innovation. A
‘programmed invention’ approach has
been adopted in order to maintain a
ready-to-go reserve of fully engi-
neered games.

“In addition to the backlog of game
concepts on file, 12 new games are
normally in the process of develop-
ment or refinement. These games are

phased into production in accordance
with market demand, plant capacity,
and other determining factors.
“A total of 84 technicians or engi-

neers staff the R & D and Production
Engineering departments. Testing fa-
cilities and equipment are extensive.”

Prod. Engineering

“Sega’s PE Department does the
engineering on new products after
thoroughly considering the results of
materials research. An effort is made
to combine the best artistic and struc-
tural design features within cost
guidelines.
“The design criterion for equip-

ment destined for overseas is to pro-
duce units with strong player appeal
that are too expensive to engineer
and make in limited quantity in the
U.S. or Europe.”

Quality Control

“All parts manufactured for use in

Sega coin-operated games and pay-
out equipment must undergo stringent
quality control tests. Newly developed
products and components are sub-
jected to extensive functional exam-
ination to determine life expectancy.
Production line parts are frequently
checked at 3 levels to insure absolute
adherence to specifications.”

“Among the important operational

areas grouped under this organiza-
tional unit is the personnel section.

Personnel policies followed by Sega
are among the most enlightened in

the Far East, and employees are pro-
vided with medical and life insur-

ance, seniority raises, retirement al-

lowances, company-sponsored outings
and recreation, low-priced meals at

If a candidate is for you,
sunport him with a contribution, and
ask your friends to support him and
vote for him, too. If a candidate op-
poses you and your business, try to
educate him and explain your posi-
tion. If this doesn’t alter his views,
vote against him, and encourage your
friends to oppose him, too.”

With "Hot Dog" Month
If you’re an energetic and promo-

tion minded operator you might be
interested to learn that July is “Na-
tional Hot Dog Month.” Many op’s

have tied in with previous Hot Dog
Month observances and are already
familiar with how it works and the
usual procedures followed.
The idea is to bring customers into

your location which, in turn, will pro-
mote play on your equipment such as
jukes, games, pool tables, etc., etc.

Just get with the location owner and
share the expenses of a couple car-
tons of hot dogs, bread buns and
mustard. Post a sign saying there will
be free hot dogs from 12 PM to 6 PM
on either Saturday or Sunday (both
days if preferable). It really packs
the customers in. One thing you have
to be cautious of and that is to make
sure the T.V. is unplugged. There’s
nothing in the world that keeps
customers away from a juke or game
than a location T.V. set. Give it a try.

In case you haven’t considered it

before, just get in touch with your
local meat packer who sells you your
hot dogs and tell him you’re inter-
ested. He will tell you how to go
about securing promotional ideas,
posters and “gimmicks” to tie in with
the meat industry’s giant annual pro-
motion aimed at increasing the per
capita consumption of the great
American delicacy.

How Does It Work?
As an example of how “Vendisplay

Advertising” works, an advertiser de-

siring to reach adult wage earners
in the three state area of New York,
New Jersey and Connecticut can buy
machines situated in office buildings

and factories in these states. If he
contracts for 5,000 machines the adver-
tiser orders 5,500 printed displays for

posting on to the machines. The ad
displays are printed on 60 lb. Krome-
kote Kleenstik and are produced eco-

nomically direct from artwork or color

transparencies by McAuliffe-Pollak
Associates.

If the advertiser contracts to use

5,000 machines for three periods the

rate per machine per period is only

$1.50. “During this time his message
will receive one million five hundred
thousand daily exposures, seven mil-

lion five hundred thousand weekly ex-

posures (based on a five day week)

—

a total of 90 million exposures),” Pol-

iak revealed.
“These figures are based on a mini-

mum of 30^0 people using machines
once daily, five days per week. This
is a minimum figure as experience in-

dicates that many persons use a vend-
ing machine more than once a day
and that thousands of vending ma-
chines are in use seven days a week
in such locations as motels, hospitals,

colleges, and places of amusement,” he
further revealed.

Fred Poliak suggests “that oper-
ators interested in sharing in this new
advertising bonanza—get in touch with
him—pronto.”
