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Publishing Chiefs'

New Full-Time Job

A direct, high level line of communi-
cation is being established between
film companies and the chief executive

officers who run their music publishing

affiliates. The emergence of this direc-

tion is more far-reaching than the

setting-up of inter-related promotional
activities that involve films and their

musical soundtracks. What it means

—

and the activities of such top execs as

Arnold Maxin of Big 3, Mike Stewart of

United Artists/ Metric and Paul Barry of

20th Century Fox’ music publishing in-

terests already bear this point out—is

that music has become such an integral

part of the total concept of a film pro-

duction that the music publishing affili-

ate is needed from the very start of a

project. It should be emphasized, how-
ever, that the publishing companies in-

volved have in no way eliminated the

day-to-day business of seeking and plac-

ing general copyrights, for this task is

in the hands of thoroughly experienced
right-hand-men who can also be called

upon to generate exposure of film

material.

While the film area is a front-line en-

deavor of the heads of publishing units

of major film companies, the scope of

activities has already been extended

into the musical theatre and television,

and the same intensive, inter-play from
the ground-up can also be visualized.

Interestingly, such men as Maxin and
Stewart have spent a good deal of their

professional careers as record execu-
tives. This is significant in the light of

their concentration within film, theatre

and/or TV endeavors. They are fully

aware that theatrical music, whatever
its form, must eventually lead to the

record field. With that in mind, they can
be counted upon to formulate and en-

courage the creation of musical material

that can stand on its own on records.

Such men as these are in a sense a

newly-created liason between the record

industry and the media from which
records’ chief commodity, music, is de-

rived. When they listen to music, they
are able to envision its prospects as
heard soley in an aural format.

As we have observed here, today’s

record/music man is being called upon
in various fields to implement the use

of music to its best advantage, both in

relation to the production itself and
hoped-for exposure. It is a burden that

is a full-time job, as Messers. Maxin,

Stewart and Barry are well aware.

Where Art Thou
Standardization?
NEW YORK—Standardization seems

to be the record industry’s elusive but-

terfly. This is quite evident once again

in the new field of mini records, the

4" vinyl records issued by the Philco-

Ford company under the Hip Pocket

name and the Pocket Disks scheduled

for introduction shortly by the Ameri-
com Company.

The Philco HP’s are 45 rpm disks

while the Americom Pocket Disks will

feature 33 rpm play.

The Americom record, the 33 rpm
disk, according to Larry Kanaga of

the Americom Company, affords the

label the opportunity to put longer

records, in their entirety, onto the 4"

disk. It also offers better groove defi-

nition and separation, a factor of

importance for play on the portable

phonographs that can play records

while the phono is being earned.

Philco feels its 45 rpm speed offers

better fidelity and reproduction.

Vincent Novak of Philco is of the

belief that the short playing time of

the four inch disks does not lend itself

to youngsters playing their phonos
and changing their records while in

motion. Philco’s three mini-phonos are

designed to be played while in a sta-

tionery position with a standard tone

arm which sits in the grooves. And
therefore, Novak, feels, he would be

sacrificing fidelity at 33 rpm for un-

necessary groove definition.

FRONT COVER:

Averaging one “Grammy” each, the

NEW YORK—The increasing com-
plexity of international sub-publishing
deals, which can result in a songwriter
earning only 25% (or less) of the
monies he thought he was entitled to,

has recently begun to come under
scrutiny by members of AGAC, the
songwriters guild. Also being looked
into are publisher’s policies on lyric
translations of foreign material.

In a series of individual meetings at
the AGAC offices, the songwriters are
comparing the problems they’ve run
into, and discussing possible solutions.

How Deals Work
Under current practice, the original

publisher is entitled to receive 50%
of all monies earned by a sub-pub-
lisher, and the writer (s) receive half
of that, or 25%. In a strictly legal
framework, however, rather than con-
clude individual sub-publishing agree-
ments with each country, a publisher
may give sub-publishing rights for all

NEW YORK—Ten American pop clas-

sics have been elected charter entrants
in the recently organized American
Music Hall of Fame. All 10 were writ-
ten in this century, the earliest two
being “Sweet Adeline” (1903) and
“Toyland” (1903). The youngest song
is “Waiting for the Robert E. Lee,”
penned in 1912.

Plans for the establishment of the
Hall of Fame were announced last

month by a steering committee of
music industry notables, who have
worked to develop the project since
1965.

The physical American Music Hall
of Fame is expected to be housed in

a museum, college library, or other
appropriate cultural center, to be de-
termined by the organization’s ad-
visory council and board of directors.

Several proposals to this end have
already been received and are being
carefully considered.

The election of “Alexander’s Rag-
time Band” to the American Music
Hall of Fame is particularly fitting

since its composer, Irving Berlin, cele-

brated his 80th birthday this year.

The first group of songs selected
were chosen on the basis of the great-

NEW YORK—Command Records will

maintain its image as a “sound” line

in combination with supplying a regu-
lar-priced line, name power and new
talent. This is the course being set by
Joe Carlton, vet music man who has
been named head of the ABC label.

He replaces Loren Becker, who offi-

cially departs from the label on July
15. Larry Newton, president of ABC,
announced Carlton’s appointment at a
press luncheon here last week.
“We do not intend to diminish Com-

mand’s image in any way whatsoever,”
Carlton says, “but our aim is to add
identity of talent to the demand for
quality stereo sound.” “We feel this
is the answer to a demand created

of Europe (for example) to an Eng-
lish publisher, who may in turn give
sub-publishing rights for the Continent
to a French publisher, who may in

turn give sub-publishing rights to a
German firm. Thus, of every $100 col-

lected in Germany, the writer, who
would have received $25 if his pub-
lisher had made a deal directly with
Germany, only receives $6.50. Rather
than being an unusual case, this type
of chain (and even longer ones) seems
to be becoming the rule.

Example Cited

In one recent case that Cash Box
learned of, a songwriter who was
represented on the flip side of a hit

that went international, found out
that his publisher set up this type of
chain by forming his own publishing
company in each country, after the
record had already become a hit, and
was thus able to maximize his profits

by cutting down on the writer’s share.

est popularity over the longest period
of time in terms of public perform-
ance, recordings, and sheet music pub-
lication.

both by distributors and consumers.
It is no longer sufficient to produce
merely quality sound, but we must
concentrate on the value of artist

power. We feel that that in this so-
called age of youth, rather than cater
to an old or a young group, it is more
vital simply to think new.”

Carlton said there is a possibility
that Command will develop a label

to retail at $4.79 in order to “accom-
modate and welcome the new sounds
and great potential of young talent
that is available.”

Carlton’s Background

Many years of music business ex-
perience precede Carlton’s move to

Command Records. For the past three
years he was with Columbia where
most recently he acted as director,
Columbia Records artists & repertoire
administration. Prior to that, Carlton
was president of his own label, Carlton
Records, for five years. During this
time he was responsible for successes
by recording stars Anita Bryant, Jack
Scott, The Chantels, and Paul Evans,

among others.

Rights to Translations

In the case of foreign language
songs which are translated into Eng-
lish, the major bone of contention is

that under most subpublishing agree-
ments, the original publisher controls
the rights to all translations. If a
French song is translated into English
at the request of the American sub-
publisher, the translator receives roy-
alties for all copies sold in America,
but, even if the same lyric is used in
England, is not entitled to royalties on
any copies sold there. Also, no distinc-
tion is made between direct translation
of a song and completely new lyrics.
The American lyrics to a recent for-
eign song had no connection whatso-
ever to the original, and, although the
song went on to become an interna-
tional hit with the American lyrics,
the lyric writer was not entitled to
royalties on any copies sold outside of
this country.
Although the mechanicals are caus-

ing problems, such problems are sel-
dom encountered with foreign per-
formance fees, which are collected by
the individual performance rights so-
cieties and paid directly to the writers.

TIC Buys Computer Operation ; Begins

Consolidation Of Record Warehouses
NEW YORK — Transcontinental In-

vesting Corp., which has become a
dominant force in the record merchan-
dising business as a result of a far-

reaching series of acquisitions begun
late last year, broadened its scope for

operations last week with the purchase
of Computer Programming Center,
Inc., which incorporates 23 company-
owned and franchised computer pro-
gramming schools and service opera-
tions. It was also announced that
Transcontinental would be making
major consolidations of its weighty
system of record merchandising ware-
houses throughout the country in an
effort to bring these operations under
closer control.

The purchase of CPC, announced by
Transcontinental president Bob Lifton,
gives TIC initial control of the com-
puter operation through the agreement
made with the purchase of 49% of the
chain’s stock. Options to purchase an
additional 31% of the stock within the

next three months, and the remaining
20% after three years, are also held

by TIC.

$800,000 Savings

Both the purchase of the computer
chain and the consolidation of its rec-

ord warehousing apparently portends

efforts on the part of TIC to complete-

ly computerize its disk merchandising-

apparatus. Already the nation’s larg-

est record wholesaler—with an annual

billing of $80 million reported by the

acquired merchandising operations

—

TIC has already eliminated 11 ware-

houses throughout the country, a move
anticipated to mean $800,000 annual

savings. The breakdown of those areas

already consolidated includes Dallas,

where three warehouses have been
merged into one, Los Angeles, where
two have become one, Denver, with

“What Kind Of Fool Am I,” “Girl From
Ipanema,” “Sweet Georgia Brown,” “I’ll Re-
member April,” and “Baby Won’t You Please
Come Home” are among the tunes to benefit.

BRAND NEW MORNING—Frank D’Rone—
Cadet W4RS 3620

'Singer Frank D’Rone has had a chance to
pick up many fans during his long, profit-
able career, and they’ll all be more than
satisfied with his latest LP effort. D’Rone
turns in strong work on a dozen seldom-rec-
orded-lately fine songs. “Makin’ Whoopee,”
“Lonely Girl,” (from “Harlow”), “Let The
Little People Talk,” and “Make Me Rain-
bows” are among them. Also present is the
recent “Up, Up and Away.”

LEE WILEY SINGS RODGERS & HART &
HAROLD ARLEN — Monmouth/Evergreen
MES/6807

Lee Wiley recorded this R&H and Arlen
material in 1940 and 1945 for two retailer
labels, Music Box (Rabson’s) and Liberty
Music Box. Supported by top-flight jazz musi-
cians of the day (and today)—including Bob
Haggart, Eddie Condon, George Wettling
(who died several weeks ago), among others— Lee, in a very cozy, sometimes lightly
swinging manner—encounters R&H at their
funniest & loveliest (e.g. “A Little Birdie
Told Me So” and “Glad To Be Unhappy”)
and Arlen at his most rhythmic and tuneful.

THE WIZARD—Mel Brown—Impulse AS
9169

Guitarist Mel Brown renders eight jazz
sessions, playing with sharpness, clarity, and
feeling. Included on the set are “Ode To
Billie Joe,” “Swamp Fever,” “Chunk A Funk,”
“Miss Ann,” and “W-2 Withholding,” the
last four of which Carter wrote. The artist’s
expert musicianship should make this LP a
fast moving sales item in jazz circles.

THE GREAT JELLY ROLL MORTON —
Orpheum 103

As part of its Jazz Legend series, Orpheum
Productions has re-mastered a dozen rare
recordings (made in 1923 and 1924 at the
Gennett studios in Richmond, Indiana) by
Jelly Roll Morton, who is considered by
some the first of the great jazz pianists.

Many of the cuts feature Morton solo. Among
these are “King Porter” (one of Morton’s
most famous compositions), “Jelly Roll
Blues,” and “Kansas City Stomp.” Should be
a good collector’s market for this album.

IilMSKY-KORSAKOV: SYMPHONY NO. 2/
MIASKOVSKY : SYMPHONY NO. 21 —
GOULD/Chicago Symphony — RCA Victor
LM/LSC 3022

Two fine Russian symphonies are given
excellent interpretations on this album by the
Chicago Symphony Orchestra, Morton Gould
conducting. Rimsky-Korsakov’s Symphony
No. 2 is a programmatic work based on a
story about a 7th century poet who was the
son of an Abyssinian slave by a chieftain
of the tribe of Abs. Miakovsky’s Symphony
No. 21, composed in 1940, is an abstract,
one-movement work. Neither piece has any
other listing in the Schwann catalog.

JANACEK: CHORAL AND ORCHESTRAL
WORKS — Waldhans/BRNO State Philhar-
monic Orchestra; Pinkas, Veselka/Czech Phil-

harmonic Chorus & Prague Symphony Or-
chestra—Crossroads 22 26 0016

The works of Czech composer Leos Janacek
(1854-1928) have been coming more and more
to the attention of classical listeners of late,

and this two record set presents eight of

his pieces that have heretofore been unavail-
able. Four of these are orchestral works:

NEW YORK — “Foreseeable popula-
tion jumps over the next decade will

assure the continuing prosperity of

young pop and r&b music,” Larry
Uttal commented last week. The presi-

dent of Bell Records described, in

terms of census figures and consumer
breakdowns, that “there will be a big-

ger audience for young music over the
next ten years and that young people
will increase their already significant

purchasing power for entertainment
items.”

Uttal pointed out that 34% of the
32,000,000 radios that will be sold this

year will be bought by young people.

There are already about 20,000,000

youngsters between the ages of 5 and
9. This age bracket is expected to in-

crease to 27,000,000 by 1980. The 10-L4
age group, now numbering nearly 13,-

000,000, will expand by 1980 to a new
level of 24,000,000.

Talent On Stage

EVERLY BROS.
LATIN QUARTER, N.Y.—It was soon
to prove the ultimate form of flattery
to the Everly Bros, when the Beatles,
early in their career, billed themselves
as the “Everly Brothers of England,”
or something to that effect. The
Beatles, however, have moved in new
rock directions, and seem to do so
with each succeeding release. The
Everlys have much the same sound.
And why not? Their approach is built
on solid rock-blues foundations, and
who can deny that their best self-

penned hits like “Wake Up Little

Suzie,” “All I Have to Do Is Dream,”
“Bye Bye Love” and that persuasive
gem, “Let It Be Me,” remain high-
lights of the charm and simple expres-
sions of rock’s more innocent days.
On the stage of the Latin Quarter,

where the duo and a fine three-man
combo (two electric guitars and a
pianist) opened last week, Don &
Phil Everly are proof that they have
contributed lasting qualities to the
new music, since their foundation is

based on the perennial acceptance of
good harmony and melodic material.
Don is at times too glib for his own
good. As pleasant as he is, he often
gets trapped in finding a finis to his
casual talk. But, music is the thing
with the Warner Bros, stars, and
“their own thing” is something that
time has not diminished in appeal.
Also on the bill is Lenny Eversong, a
modern Brazilian bombshell who only
occasionally caught fire. Her best mo-
ment was a searching rendition of
“Free Again.”

PATRICK SKY
EMMYLOU HARRIS

NEW YORK—One of Greenwich Vil-

lage’s most famous landmarks, the
Gaslight Cafe on McDougal Street,

seemed destined for oblivion when it

closed down several months ago. Spur-
red on by fond remembrance, passers-
by could hear the spirits of Tom Pax-
ton and Dave Van Ronk singing in

the darkness behind the bolted door.

But now, refurbished and reopened
under new management, the Gaslight
is alive again, and Patrick Sky, the
current main attraction, is drawing
the sort of crowds that keep the wolf
not only away from the door but in

the next county.

Sky, a singer, guitarist and song-
writer of considerable ability, was
once lauded by the New York Times
for his “easy rural charm.” The charm
is still there, but it’s less rural than it

used to be. Like many other perform-
ers who first gained fame as folk

singers (whether or not that term
identified them correctly), Sky has
introduced material into his repertoire
that few people would care to call

folk. One of his new songs, “The
Dance of Death,” for instance, was
inspired by an Edgar Allan Poe tale.

Another, the title tune from his forth-
coming Verve/Forecast album, “Real-
ity Is Bad Enough,” is a sophisticated
contemporary song.

Whatever you call him, Sky is a tal-

ent to be reckoned with. He plays an
excellent guitar, and his singing,
though it could at times be more en-
ergetic, is very good. His “easy
charm” is perhaps most evident in his
rendition of W. C. Field’s classic
“Fatal Glass Of Beer,” a humorous
ditty about a young man who comes
to the big city and succumbs to the
temptation of alcohol.

Sharing the bill with Sky at the
Gaslight is an attractive young
lady named Emmylou Harris. Like
Sky, Miss Harris sings, plays the
guitar and writes songs. As a per-
former she is sometimes reminiscent
of Joan Baez and Judy Collins, but
she does have her own style, and her
control, both vocally and instrument-
ally, is excellent. Among her com-
positions are several pretty ballads
that mark her as a songwriter of
talent.

Between Miss Harris, who appeared
first the night we went to the Gas-
light, and Sky, who appeared second,
was a comedian, who, we feel duty-
bound to say, should not have appear-
ed at all. He is simply not funny, and
he should face this, so that, whatever
his real talents are, he may pursue
them without further delay instead
of devoting his energy to an illusion.

to the “Hogan’s Heroes” set. “I’m
auditioning for Billy Vaughn’s band,”
he once told us. “But Billy Vaughn
lives in Encino.” “No problem. He
says he can hear me. It’s only a stone’s
throw away.”
Which is undoubtedly the reason

why Crane’s Van Alden abode is

referred to by prying neighbors as
“that house with the busted windows.”
Then there’s the Sandy Nelson fan
who lives next door. Practicing his
scales to Nelson’s Imperial LP’s. And
the organist on Rosita who plays
Bach on the sabbath and “Tico Tico”
during the rest of the week. If Ethel
Smith is listening she might check
into that address. Who knows? It

just might be her missing organ.******

Ziggy Elman
Dies At 54
NEW YORK—Jazz trumpeter Harry
(Ziggy) Elman, a featured player

with the Benny Goodman and Tommy
Dorsey orchestras at the height of the

swing era, died on June 26 of a liver

ailment in Sepulveda Veterans Hos-

pital in Los Angeles. He was 54.

Also a composer, (he collaborated

with Johnny Mercer), Elman is re-

membered for such tunes as “And
The Angels Sing” (his most popular

composition), “Forgive My Heart”
and “Zaggin’ With Zig.”

Elman’s most original contribution

to jazz was his introduction to the

form of the sound of a Jewish wed-

ding dance called the fralich. This

sound was the prime earmark of his

playing.

Born in Philadelphia in 1914, El-

man learned to play trumpet, saxo-

phone, clarinet and trombone by the

time he was in his teens. At the age

of 16, he was playing professionally

on Atlantic City’s Steel Pier, where
Benny Goodman discovered him. He
played with Goodman until 1940 and
then became a member of the Tommy
Dorsey Orchestra, with which he re-

mained, a three year stint in the army
intervening, until 1947. Later he

formed his own group.

One of the highlights of Elman’s

career was his participation in Benny
Goodman’s famed Jan. 16, 1938 Carn-

egie Hall concert. Count Basie, Lionel

Hampton, Gene Krupa and Harry
James were among the other per-

formers.

In 1940, 1941, 1943, 1944, 1945 and
1947 Elman’s name appeared at the

top of the Down Beat Polls.

Elman is survived by a son and two
brothers.

Philco licensed the
right to issue these disks from a
kiddie record manufacturer. Philco did
not want to reveal the company from
which it acquired the rights.

Major Ad Push
Major plans are in store for a mass

advertising campaign on the consumer
level that is expected to send the sales
of Hip Pocket disks soaring. A major
cereal manufacturer, who Novak
said he could not name at present,
expects to sell in excess of 15 million
HP disks as part of a give-away with
the purchase of the cereal. The tie-in

promotion will be featured on over
50 TV spots that are expected to
reach 70% of America’s households
more than five different times. The
campaign which centers around the
kiddie disks, is expected to roll in July.

Also in July, a soap company,
using the 40 HP’s in the teen catalog,
will consume over 1,500,000 units as
part of a promotion on behalf of
the soap.

Further in July, radio station KRLA
in Los Angeles will kick off an offer
making available to its listeners four
HP oldies (eight sides) for 99$ along
with a mini-poster. The mini-poster,
designed to appeal to teenage art
tastes, features a list of other HP’s
in the Philco catalog.

All of these promotions will, of
course, be enhanced by Philco’s own
advertising and promotion on behalf
of its mini-phono lines.

The Americom Disk
When asked about the Americom

Company’s new Pocket Disk, a 33 rpm
vinyl 3%" record (Philco’s is a 45 rpm
record) Novak commented that the
promotion of the Americom disk could
only further the cause of miniature
records. “The iSymphonic machine,”
he said, “could play our record and
our phonos can play their record.”
The Americom company’s disks, which
will feature current hits rather than
oldies, will sell for 49$ each while
Philco’s oldies sell for 39$ each.
Americom has already made agree-

ments with some of the hot pop
record companies giving it the right to
issue mini-singles. A major test of
the mini-disk’s potential wil be under-
taken in September in -Seattle under
the aegis of Consolidated Distributing,
the ABC owned operation in that city.

An attempt will also be made to sell

the Americom mini-disks through a
mechanical vending machine as well
as through normal disk channels
during the test period. The machine
vending the mini-disk will dispense
them very much like the stamp ma-
chine dispenses stamps between two
pieces of cardboard.

Nackman To Vanguard
NEW YORK—Ron Nackman, previ-
ously production director at United
Artists for the past ten years, has
joined Vanguard Records as produc-
tion manager.

three of its four warehouses elimin-

ated, and San Francisco, where two
are now one. In addition, all East
Coast warehouses have been consoli-

dated into two, one in Albany and one
in Boston.
CPC heads 23 schools spread out

over 11 states. Three are company-
owned while the remaining 20 are
franchised operations which pay
monthly royalties to the parent com-
pany. Each school offers complete
courses in computer programming,
ranging from a year to 15 months and
are equipped with IBM systems for

both classroom instruction and to ful-

fill the needs of local businesses.

The expansion activities for the net-

work will be supervised by North
American Acceptance Corp., a TIC
subsidiary which operates in 38 states

across the country. Through North
American, a finance company, students
will be able to finance their computer
training education. In addition, North
American will finance some of the
service operations and will make fi-

nancing available for leasing or the
purchase of computer hardware and
other components for new franchises,

as well as other companies.

Stockholders Meeting

At its annual meeting held over-
whelmingly stockholders approved a
proposal calling for the cancellation of

outstanding dividend arrearages on
the company’s 6Vk per cent preferred
cumulative convertible stock and
changing that stock, which had a par
value of $25, to convertible preference
stock carrying a par value of $28 per
share.

Along with eliminating Transconti-
nental’s arrearages on preferred stock,

the stockholders approved, by an
equally wide margin, an increase in

the number of authorized shares of
common stock from 9.5 million to

12 million.

When asked by a stockholder
whether Transcontinental planned to
apply for membership on the New
York Stock Exchange now that its di-

vidend arrearages had been eliminat-
ed. Lifton, said that “the company is

reviewing all of the factors that go
into making such a decision.”

Roulette and Big Seven operate out
of new offices at 17 West 60th Street.

In addition, the top
hits of the past 18 months on Mercury
are reprised on another 12-inch LP
sent to radio stations only.
As a consumer incentive, the three

DAVE DUDLEY
NASHVILLE ROOM, N.Y.—The final

week in the life of New York’s Nash-
ville Room was one of what is perhaps
best described as forced gaiety. There
were attempts to generate a party
atmosphere—but nobody really wanted
to party. Or rather, nobody wanted to

party at a funeral. And, although the
attempts were genuine and the efforts

were real, party time fell flat.

This is the type of atmosphere that
greeted Dave Dudley and his Road-
runners, the final performers at a club
that barely grew out of infancy. It’s

not an easy atmosphere in which to

work. But work he did, and what he
did he did well.

In fact, a personality such as
Dudley’s is probably the best type to

have in a situation such as we had

last week. Affable and unperturbed,
and seemingly unaffected by the pres-
sures about him, Dave turned in a
typically first-rate performance. One
which would have been better appre-
ciated in better days.

But, strictly from the viewpoint of
quality, the show came across pleasant
and easy on the ears. Dudley’s un-
ruffled manner makes it a cinch for
an audience to identify with him, and
thus enjoy themselves.
And some nice sounds are also

dished out by his backup crew, the
Roadrunners, who seem to be highly
involved in the music they play.
Perhaps the next time we catch

the act, it’ll be under more pleasant
circumstances and we’ll be better able
to relax and enjoy it.

Kicking off his latest Epic set with his most
current chart stand, “Set Me Free,” Charlie
Rich follows through with a performance
that’s guaranteed to sock it to his many
followers. The songster is in a great groove
here as he nimbly shifts from oldies to more
contemporary favorites and then on to brand
new material, giving each number special
emphasis. Special mention goes to “By The
Time I Get To Phoenix” and “Try A Little

Tenderness.”

URBAN, SUBURBAN — Roy Clark — Dot
DLP 25863

The versatility of guitarist Roy Clark
comes to the fore in his initial Dot album
release, which is filled with some exciting
sounds from the Clark axe. Crossing back and
forth over the pop and country borders, Roy
fingers his way through a strong lineup of
material with special emphasis on “The Kerry
Dance,” “Chinese Breakdown” and “Cherry
Pink And Apple Blossom White.” Excellent
listening here.

HANK THOMPSON SINGS THE GOLD
STANDARDS—Dot DLP 25864

Veteran bandleader and hitmaker Hank
Thompson makes his Dot LP debut with a
collection of giants that’s sure to include
something for just about everyone. Monsters
from the past include Jimmy Wakely’s “Slip-
ping Around,” Ernest Tubb’s “Walking The
Floor Over You” and Hank’s own past hit
“Humpty Dumpty Heart,” to highlight just
a few. There’s a smash in every track on this

package.

An era begins, an era comes to a
close. For each swing of the pendulum
to the left, there eventually comes the
swing in the opposite direction. And
just over a week ago the pendulum
swung in New York bringing to a
close the end of an era for Country
Music in the big city.

Just one year ago this week, a
Country Music outlet made its debut
in the New Yorker Hotel, amid huzzas
from a good many fans, and show
business insiders, and even the trade
press. The outlet was a nightclub
called the Nashville Room, which,
week by week, tried to make its pres-
ence felt in this urban market.

And as the Nashville Room strug-
gled through its first few months of
infancy — those helpless, floundering
days; those days when vulnerability
is at its greatest peak—many of us
sat back and waited. The support
which was needed urgently was slow
in coming, because many had little

faith in the club or in the interest of
New Yorkers in Country Music. At
least that was the surface objection.
What they really lacked faith in was
Country Music itself. What they really
feared was that Country Music
couldn’t make it in the city. But, of
course, those views couldn’t be aired
publicly—not by those who are sup-
posed to be the evangelists of Country
Music.

But, regardless of the lack of ini-

tial response from a good part of the
industry, the club managed to survive
and even managed to grow. Admitted-
ly, growth was slow—and, at times,
almost negligible. Admittedly, there
were times when things could have
been handled better. Those who oper-
ated the club did make their share of
mistakes, it’s true, but there were at
least attempts to correct those mis-
takes.

Oddly enough, with all the odds
against it, the club did manage to
go on, and eventually the support
dribbled in. And the Nashville Room
grew some more. Again, almost im-
perceptibly at times.

Perhaps it never set the heavens
ablaze with light, and perhaps its suc-
cess was never such that mountains
crumbled. Those who expected that
type of reaction were blind dreamers,
to say the least. But it became a meet-
ing spot, and an introductory plat-

form from which to bring Country
Music into sharper focus for North-
ern fans.

And, let us not forget, there were
those moments of glory. Those brief,

but brilliant periods of greatness
marked by names like Bill Anderson,
Charlie Pride and Willie Nelson—all

of whom could pack the house night
after night. And, of course, there was
the major coup when the club pro-
vided New York with its first look at
the dynamite talents of Glen Camp-
bell.

There were other great names —
many of them, but perhaps not
enough. Not enough to keep the club
running. Not enough to satisfy the
most skeptical.

The sad part is that life of the club
could have been prolonged. Had there
been enough interest, the club might
have been bought up by a new man-
agement and perpetuated. At this

point, however, that’s neither here nor
there. The fact remains that there
wasn’t enough interest. And the Nash-
ville Room ceases to be.

There are a number of people who
may now be enjoying the last laugh,
offering “I-told-you-so’s” amid their

words of regret. But we may admonish
them not to laugh too long or too loud.
Country Music may have lost the
battle in New York, but it hasn’t yet
begun to fight the war.

\Pacific Revolution Road ’ Wins

RCA, Japan's Victor Co. Ink Deal

To Introduce RCA Logo In Japan
CZECHOSLOVAKIA — Like every-
thing else in Czechoslovakia, the Third
International Festival of Pop Songs
of Bratislava showed signs of the
‘pacific revolution’ which has spread
all over the country. The sweeping
wind of political change still taking
place in Czechoslovakia creates new
chances of commercial exchanges be-
tween the Eastern European countries
and the whole Western world and the
musical field as well is obviously going
to benefit from these new openings.

Music Exchanges Assessed
The third International Festival

took place from June 13th to 16th
in Bratislava and came at the right
time to assess the present state of
musical exchanges between East and
West. The various representatives of
British, German, Italian and French
companies had the opportunity of
meeting representatives of all the
Eastern countries thus creating a
small West-Eastern market. This is a
market which is still in an embryonic
state but one which has a potential
future. The Czechs are aiming to es-

tablish around this Bratislava Festival
the best international point of ex-
change for Western and Eastern
countries.
At the end of the Festival Dr. Pavel

Smola from Artia pointed out to Cash
Box the latest achievements of the
Czech musical industry.

First of all there is the establish-
ment of a new label ‘Panton’ thus giv-
ing way to real competition with Sup-
raphon, previously the only label on
the market. Then, in terms of exports,
the Bratislava Festival brought about
the opportunity of finalizing various
dea]s, already started at Midem. Poly-
dor Records who are already recording
in German Czech artist Karel Gott,
has now signed four more Czech sing-
ers — Waldemar Matuska, Marta
Kubisova, Helena Vondraekova and
W. Neekar. Another Czech singer J.

Laufer has been signed by Cornet.
Nippon Columbia are to release a re-
cording by Yvonne Prenosilova—the
first Czechoslovakian-language record
ever released abroad. In the field of
music publishing, as a result of the
Festival, the rights of eight Czech

songs have been sold to the German
speaking countries, three have gone
to Holland and two to France.

‘Road’ Winner

The Bratisalava Festival followed
the already known pattern modeled
more or less on the shape of the Ital-

ian San Remo. The Slovak contest

aims, in fact, to attribute the Golden
Lyra of Bratislava to a national song
selected from twenty submitted. The
final saw the victory of “Road” by
Brabec-Rada sung by Marta Kubisova.
The Silver Lyre went to two songs
which tied for second place—“Quite
Common Song” by Cernoch-Zak sung
by Karel Cernoch and “Nobody Will
Know About It” by Max*ta-Borovec
sung by Waldemar Matuska and
Helena Vondrachova. The Bronze
Lyra third prize was won by “Hou
Hou” by Ondracek-Rytir sung by
Waldemar Matuska. All these winning
entries can be classified in the most
traditional European melodic line

which seems to be the major require-

ment of the Czechoslovakian public
even if the new generation want a

more beat sound. Observers noticed a
definite gap between the often admir-
able quality of the singers and the
mediocrity of the songs they were
presenting.

The director of the Festival Dr. Jan
Sivacek commented to Cash Box that
the quality of the songs was better
in the previous contest and that he
aims to offer a smaller number of more
qualified foreign singers in the 4th
International Festival. As usual the
Bratislava Festival lined up a large
number of foreign singers—Massiel
from Spain; Ornella Vanoni from
Italy; Julie Driscoll and The Trinity
and The Shadows from Great Britain

NEW YORK—The RCA Records and

STOCKHOLM—Ronald Sjogren, gen-
eral manager of Southern Music AB,
Stockholm, 33 years in the music pub-
lishing business, 23 years of which
with the Southern Organization, is re-

tiring on July 1, due to ill-health.

In 1945, when the Southern Head
Office in New York decided to open a
branch office in Stockholm, Sjogren
was appointed manager of the new
company, covering the territory of
Sweden, Denmax-k, Norway, Finland
and Iceland. He had then been work-
ing with Reuter & Reuter AB for ten
years and from regular business trips
in Sweden been in personal contact
with the music retailers, a valuable
experience for learning and under-
standing the music market in the
country.
Apart from handling the world-wide

Southern repertoire, he began building-

up a Swedish catalog. It was of great
importance to tie as many Swedish
writers as possible to the Southern
company. The result is that the Stock-
holm office has today more than 330
Swedish compositions registered with
STIM (Swedish Performing Rights
Society), several by wellknown Swed-
ish writers.
As a lyric writer, Sjogren had many

years of experience and now aimed at
building up a stable of lyric writers
with whom he cooperated through
team-work, and Southern AB soon
became one of the leading publishing
companies in Sweden.
A specialty for Southern Music’s

repertoire during the last ten years
has been the issuing of numerous
song-piano folios, which showed to be
the right answer to the decrease in
single sheet-music sales all over the
world. The folios have covered every
kind of music as ballads, folk music,
children songs, pop music, standards,
hymns and negro-spirituals. Several
of these folios have also been of in-

terest abroad, and Southern branches—as far away as Australia and New
Zealand have imported folios from
Sweden, printed in English.
As for the other Scandinavian

Blomdahl Dies At 51

STOCKHOLM—A heart attack on
June 14th took the life of Karl-Birger
Blomdahl, 51, professor in music and
compositions at the Stockholm Acad-
emy of Music, and head of the music
dept, at the Swedish Broadcasting Co.
(SBC-TV).

Born in Vaxjo, southern Sweden,
Oct. 19, 1916, he went to Stockholm as
a teenager, and soon music became
his main interest. In 1938, he started
composing, and a government scholar-
ship in the early 40’s gave him a
chance to complete his studies. After
World War II, he continued his stud-
ies for leading maestros in Hamburg,
Italy and Switzerland.

The highlight of his career, which
also gave him international fame,
came in 1959 with the first space
opera, “Aniara” where he cooperated
with Erik Lindegren (who died just a
few weeks ago) after poems by author
Harx-y Martinson. Lindegren and
Blomdahl again cooperated with the
opera “Herr von Hancken” (1966)
after a novel by late Hjalmar Berg-
man.

In 1965, Blomdahl was appointed as
head of the music dept, of SBC-TV,
a position he still had at his death.

NOTICE:
Because of postal strikes in Italy,

two major features we had hoped
to include in our Annual Directory

issue arrived too late to meet dead-

lines. Therefore, we are publish-

ing the “Italy—The Past Twelve
Months” feature and the list of

“Italy’s Top 50 Hits over the Past
Twelve Months” in the Interna-

tional section of our weekly edition

of Cash Box. By removing this

page and tucking it into the Italian

section of your Directory, the Ital-

ian section will be complete.

The official record sales data given
by the Treasury Department have
been published by one of the top

Italian newspapers La Stampa. Ac-
cording to this data the Treasury De-
partment has announced an increase

of 9% on the amount of the tax. This

9% represents the same percentage
of increase that we derived inductively

and which has been published in our
editorial of last year’s directory.

We are encouraged by these results

and we hope to reach the same exact-

ness in reporting the data concerning
the past 12 months. Of course it is to

be noted that according to a general

[

opinion a part of the records sales is

not controlled by the taxation authori-
ties.

The percentage of the records which
escape fiscal control is about 10%.
Last year as we said, records sales

had an increase of 9%, this year
taking into account the opinion of the
top execs of the Italian manufacturers,
the market is increased but for a
smaller percentage. According to such
opinion the percentage of increase
can be indicated between 4 or 5 per-
cent.

But this percentage does not take
into consideration a kind of “second”
market: these is a “underhand” sales
channel formed by some thousand of
little record-stalls which have recently
started their activity first by in the
big towns and then all throughout
Italy.

So taking into consideration this
second-stalls market we have again
registered, during the past 12 months,
an increase of the LPs sales. We have
only an inductive way to state approxi-
mated figures about the record-stalls
turnover, considering that the average
of sales of each record-stall shall be
of 2,000 units (LPs and Singles), per
year and considering that at the pres-
ent moment there are all over Italy
about a 1,500 record-stalls. The num-
ber of records sold through the stalls
is about 3,000,000 records.

If we consider therefore the exis-
tence of this record market, and the
increase of at least 5% on the record
sales in comparison with the same
period of 1966-67 we found that the
records sold in Italy reach the amount
of 34,500,000 units. When last year
we have stated a total sales of 30,-
000,000 units, we did not take into
consideration the records sold through
the stalls which represent a 8.7% of
total records sold in Italy. Now it is

to be considered the supposed subdi-
vision anong the various classes of
discs, indicating also the percentage
on the total in respect of each class.
The figures here are approximated:

SINGLES 26,460,000 ( 76.69%)
EP 560,000 ( 1.62%)
LP 7,480,000 ( 21.69%)

Total 34,500,000 (100.00%)

According to the above figures we
have the following changes in respect
of the nast year: SINGLES have in-
creased by 1,610.000 copies with a de-
crease in percentage on total sales in
respect of the last -mar of 6.13%.
EP sales have decreased by 90.000

copies with a decrease in percentage
in respect of the last year of 0.56%.
LP sales have increased in respect of

the last year of 3,040,000 copies with
an increase in respect of the last year
of 6.89%. Practically ceased the sales
of the LP 10' which are really in-

existent.
The biggest increase of this year

sales as we have above reported, con-
cern the LP discs. The increase in the

LP sales is of 6.13% in respect of the
total sales and vf 68% in comparison
with the LP sales of the last year
period.

This increase should be considered
enormous, but it is to be taken into
consideration the fact that in the last

year Editorial, we did not take into
consideration the records sold through
the stalls. As a matter of fact, the
sales affected b- the stalls are for
65% LP records, and for 35% Singles.
If we consider in a approximative way
that the records sold by the stalls are
3,000,000, we derive that the stalls

have sold this year almost 1,950,000
LP, this amount of records has not
been included in our previous report.
On the contrary, considering that the
stalls have sold 1,250,000 singles which
also have been not considered in our
previous report, it is eas" to under-
stand that we had a decrease in the
singles sales in Italy. Before we enter
into detailed consideration, we wish to
state in first instance that the total
increase of the Italian market, has
not been so exceptional as in the past.
If we consider that the ultimate goal
of the Italian market in order to reach
the same average level of the other
European countries shall be 50,000,000
records sold per vear, it is easily
understandable that the present situa-
tion is not completely satisfactory.
Of course this position is directly

connected with the general economical

situation existing in Italy, a country

where the per capita income is still

of $850 per year.

Also the phenomenon of the record-

stalls is directly connected with this

situation. Of course the record-stalls

are selling the disk at lower prices,

and they are selling a production es-

pecially devoted to the *>ublic with

low purchasing power.

Record-stalls created a competition

against the shops, and against the

same record producers, who have been

so obliged to further lower the usual

prices of their record products.

This case of course is limited only

to the LP disks since in the case of

single records being the market limited

principally to hit records, the prices

could be maintained to a standard

level. The LP prices have been de-

creased initially by the record firms

policy, with the proposal of enlarging

the market, and than have been fur-

ther decreased by the stalls competi-

tion.

This is the principal reason of the

increase of the LP records sales on

our market during the last period.

Now on the contrary we have to take

into consideration the reason con-

cerning the rate of decrease in the

singles sales. As reported before about
the LP records a direct comparison
between the figures of this year report

The Past 12 Months
(Continued from preceding page)

with the figures of the last year, re-

port it is not possible, since, we repeat,

in our previous report we did not take

into consideration the sales at the

record-stalls. Therefore even if our

report of this year it is shown an in-

crease in the total sales of single

discs, it is a general opinion that the

sales results of the past 12 months
period, have not to be considered satis-

factory.
There are different reasons in the

formulation of this opinion, but a

general one on which quite all top

industries responsible, interviewed by
us. have generally agreed is the fact

that the decrease during the past 12

months in the Singles field is directly

connected with the lack of product of

general interest.

This is also the reason why just in

this moment there are in Italy a

preminent amount of releases of for-

eign copyrights. T’is opinion has been
expressed by Krikor Mintangian of

Durium, by Francesco Fanti Salvoni

of R.C.A. italiana, by Giuseppe Gian-
nini of C.G.D. and C.B.S. Italiana, by
David Matalon of Cemed Carosello, by
Paul Lebbink of Phonogram and by
Gino Mazzocchi of Carisch.

In taking into account the general
recession of the Single sales, a large

part of this break shall be ascribed to

the San Remo Festival sales failure

of this year. If we consider that usual-

ly San Remo sales reach a total be-

tween 3,600,000 and 4,500,000 of Singles

records sold, the slump is stressed in

all evidence, considering that this year
San Remo total sales, according to

our inauiries have hardly reached
2,500,000 units.

During the Summer and Christmas’s
period, sales have reached the same
level of the same periods of 2 ears
ago, but during the first months of

1968 the sales have never reached the

1
level of one year ago.

Always according to our interviews,
there are also other reasons in the
decrease of Singles sale, first of all

connected with the political situation
which directlv reflects on the economic
situation and on the market of con-
sumable goods in which the disc is

included.

This opinion is shared by Corrado
Pintus of Clan, by Krikor Mintangian

'' of Durium, by Giampiero Simontacchi
ij of the new firm SIF and by Marino

Marini of Tiffany.

Execs Report On Situation

Really interesting is the ascertain-
ment made by Giuseppe Giannini of
CGD and CBS Italiana, ascertainment
which is directly connected with the

1

real present situation on our market.

Giuseppe Giannini said that the
volume of singles sales decreased dur-
ing the first 4 months of 1968 in com-
parison with same period of 1967, but
the volume of sale remained the same
durinp* the other months.

This decrease is connected with the
failure of San Remo Festival, but
even if we exclude this exception gen-
erally Italian market still maintains
the volume of the sales. Numbers of

- copies sold in Italy for a top success
is constantly decreased during the
past 12 months.

While in the past year a number-one
hit could easily reach 500,000 copies
sold, now a big success can hardly
overpass the 300,000 copies sold. This
is also the opinion of Pino Di Gioia of
SAAR.

This fact is connected with 2 princi-
pal reasons, first of all it depends from
an increasing dynamism of the mar-
ket, the sales of an hit records being

*
all included in a period not e ceeding
2 or 3 months, while its increasing
the number of releases which reaches
the top position in the charts.

> The second reason is connected with
the lack of general interest in the
present production by part of the

w public who does not concentrate on
few top releases, but it is splitted

) among a larger number of Single
,i discs. So it is easy to deduce that

j

while all the Italian record producers
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agree on a general increase of LP
market not all of them agree on a

real decrease of the Singles sales.

It is to be taken now into consider-

ation also the enlargement of the rec-

ord industries in Italy. Last year our
list of top Italian Record Manufac-
turers included 34 firms, while the up
to date list reaches a total of 41 pro-

ducers with an increase of about
20 per cent.

The total number of record firms

existing on our market last year was
estimated on 166 companies, while the
new list of this year brings the number
to 204 firms.

Therefore it is not happening in Italy

the phenomenon of the industry con-

centration which is characteristic in

other European countries. By other
hand this increase in the number of

the record operators is clear symptom
that the market is enlarging, of course
the increase in the number of the last

12 months and this is also the reason
why a part of Italian Record Firms
have found no satisfactory results in

the Singles sales, but as a matter of

fact while this statement is not con-
firmed by the absolutes figures on the
other hand this opinion is also not a
general one. In same case in fact even
in a Single field some top firms have
reported an increase. In the case of

EMI Italiana as we have been in-

formed by George Alexander, General
Manager of the firm, the increase they
have to register is of 10 per cent.

Label By Label Results

In the case of RIFI Record as we
have been informed by Pino Velona
in the past 12 months, they have to

report an increase of about an 8 per
cent in the Single field, while according
to Lucio Salvini of Dischi Ricordi the
increase has been of 15 per cent; also

SAAR has reported an increase of 6
per cent in the Singles sales according
to the interviews with Pino Di Gioia.

Of course these have to be considered
as peculiar cases. According to George
Alexander of EMI, they have to regis-

ter an increase of the sales just dur-
ing the periods January and March of
1968 thanks to the success of AL
BANO (Nel ;Sole(, AlDAMO (Inch’-

Allah, Affida una lacrima al vento),
SACHA DISTEL (La quadriglia),
BOBBIE Gentry (La Siepe).

The case of RICORDI is even more
peculiar since they have included in

their artistic cast during the past 12
months, such top talents like MILVA
(Little man) and RITA PAVONE
(Pippo non lo sa), and during the same
period they have had a big exploit
with EQUIPE 84 (29 Settembre, Nel
cuore nell’anima), the new success of
BOBBY SOLO (Non c’e’ piu’niente da
fare, Siesta, S. Francisco).

The case of RIFI is even more out-
standing thanks to the great success
reported by FAUSTO LEALI (A chi),

MINA (La banda), WILSON PICK-
ETT (Deborah) and I GIGAN TI (Da
bambino)

.

Also BELLDISC Italiana, ARIS-
TON Record and FONIT CETRA have
registered an increase in the Singles
sales in the past 12 months.

BELLDISC just recently thanks to
BRENTON WOOD (Gimme a little

sign), ARISTON thanks to ORNELLA
VANONI (Casa bianca), and FONIT
CETRA (Canzone per te, Casa bianca,
Tramontana).

Also it is interesting to report the
interview we had with Giampiero
Simontacchi of SIF. SIF is a new firm
created at the beginning of 1968, and
connected with the Barclay Group of
France. The firm had an encouraging
debut on the Italian market; they
registered strong sales in the Single
field triplicating the amount of sales
foreseen for the first period of the
year.

And now we take advantage from
the occasion to introduce some new
firms, and new labels which have en-
tered on the scene of the Italian mar-
ket just during the past 12 months
together with SIF which distributed
by RIFI, we have to mention DISCO
AZZURO a new company created by
Franco and Claudio Lippi. Claudio
Lippi is a pop single who was under
agreement with Bluebell (now Bell-
disc Italiana), and who reached a cer-
tain popularity last year winning the

second prize at the International

Light Music Show of Venice.
It is interesting to stress that the

firm is going to release and promote
only original Italian products. Disco
Azzurro products are distributed by
CLAN.
Another firm whose production has

a certain interest is FOLKLORE of

Turin, this firm specialized in the folk

production, and in one year of activity

they have been able to build up quite

a large and interesting catalogue de-

voted to the Italian and Foreign folk

production. Another firm who also ap-
pears on the market with an interest-

ing product is TAY Record; a firm

created by Maso Biggero who former-
ly was press and promotion Manager
of Phonogram. The production of this

firm is mainly devoted to folk Italian

songs and instrumental numbers.
Now, coming back to our report on

the records sales, we have to take into

consideration 2 different phenomena
which are directly connected with the
record-stalls market.

First problem is that of the low
price singles which are almost all

produced by little industries in South
Italy.

The average retail selling price of

these records is around Lit. 350, and
these discs are mainly instrumental
ones.
A second problem for the top in-

dustries is represented by the covers
versions, these records perfectly re-

produce the original ones, and are
also sold at very low price, but quite

all of them are produced by unknown
manufacturers who not paying on
these discs mechanical rights, artist

royalties and taxes usually can sell

their products easily at Lit. 250.

This activity of course is a damage
for the whole industry.

During our interviews with the top
responsibles of the Italian Record
Firms all of them have confirmed
that this kind of clandestine market
represents a 10 per cent of the total

singles market in Italy.

This situation depends of course on
the lack of control by part of the
Italian mechanical rights collecting-

society, who is unable to face with
the problem.

By the way the problem cannot be
easily solved since the organization
is not big enough to establish a cap-
illary control.

The enlargement of the organiza-
tion cannot be taken into considera-
tion because of the costs involved.

This is the principal reason why as
we have been informed by Krikor Min-
tangian of Durium, and by Francesco
Fanti of RCA, the mechanical rights
collection and control will be assigned
to the Italian performing rights Soci-
ety SIAE who has already an organiz-
ation able to exercise a capillary con-
trol in the music field.

As we told before we have noted in
the last month a decrease of the inter-
est by part of the public in the records

production. This lack of interest cre-

ates a decrease in the singles sales.

This problem, as we had already the

occasion to state, is due to the lack of

interesting original products on our

market.
The sales failure of San Remo (with

the only exception of a few numbers),

is a demonstration of the fact and it is

connected with the present preminence

of the foreign production.

As a matter of fact, 60% of the hits

actually listed in our charts are for-

eign copyrights.
The Italian production at this mo-

ment is passing through a crisis

period, even if, as it is demonstrated,
Italian original songs are still those

preferred by our public.

This is now demonstrated by 2

Italian songs: “La bambola” and
“Vemo anch’io, no tu no” which thanks
to the fact that they are of genuine
inspiration have immediately entered

the hit parade.
On the contrary the foreign produc-

tion especially English and American
has a better acceptance in the present
moment.

This phenomenon is also helped by
our TV and Radio politics since our
State Monopoly’s Authorities easily

accept in this moment foreign artists

in TV and Radio programs.
And it will be of great interest for

our readers if we give some dates

about the percentage of foreign prod-

ucts sales on our market.
It is our opinion thanks to our

inquiries that, almost a 45% of the

records totally sold in Italy is foreign
material. This percentage includes also

Italian version sung by foreign artists.

This percentage would be even
greater if we did not have such mani-
festations like the ‘‘SanRemo Festival”

and a “Disc for the summer” whose
strong promotion is strictly reserved
to the Italian original songs.

As a matter of fact the percentage
of the Italian original material listed

in the charts immediately after the 2
manifestation reaches a percentage of

90% of the total.

As we do always in our Editorial, we
pass now to consider the publishing
firms. As we often stated the pre-

eminent role on the musical market is

played by the record industries.

The number of the record companies
who have started with an indie pub-
lishing activity, represents a 60% of
all the record firms existing on the
market. But in spite of this fact, indie

publishing firms are not going to dis-

appear from our market.

Now that the record producers are
looking from original qualities in their

products the cooperation with some
indie music publishers seems to be
indispensable, even if at this stage the
demand should have been satisfied

directly by the publishing organization
belonging directly to the record firms.

Of course first in taking advantage
of this situation are such publishing
orga which have the greatest reper-
toire at their disposal.

EDITORIAL: Independence or Consolidation?

Phase Four of the standard military operation is

termed “Reorganization and Consolidation.” After a

skirmish, a squad will regroup, count its losses, estimate
its remaining strike potential and, based upon these fac-

tors, plan its next attack. Within the past four years,

a kind of Phase Four operation has begun to take place
in the coin machine industry. All levels of the trade are

involved. Several of the big factories have either ab-

sorbed extra-industry companies or have been corp-

orately absorbed themselves. A good many distributors,

either by choice or chance, have passed into the hands
of the factories they represent . . . much of which is

public knowledge while a goodly number of corporate
shifts have been kept quiet. On the operating level, a

movement toward merger has joined with the older
movement toward outright absorption of a smaller route

by a bigger one. In short, the picture of coinbiz as a

supreme collection of fiercely independent companies
is slowly changing as various factions either consolidate
their assets or sell out completely.

This economic dialectic is hardly peculiar to our trade

alone. Just looking around, we can see where the so-

called “mama and papa” store, whether it be a retail

grocer, a record shop, a yardgoods store, etc., are on
the wane while the supermarket, the department store

and the shopping center are on the rise. The theory be-
hind this movement is price and convenience offered by
the conglomerate over the independent.

In reality, corporate moves by the big manufacturers
have less bearing on the overall health of the trade than
do shifts in distributor ownership. And the latter have
even less effect on the business at large than does
consolidation among the operating companies. For the
operator, as the real flesh and blood of this trade, is

the gent whose actions dictate the directions we’ll be
heading in the years ahead.

Those on the equipment selling end, frankly, are far

from ecstatic over the prospect of fewer but larger

operating companies. Fewer customers, with a larger

volume buying power, often provoke price deals never
before considered by the distributor and in some in-

stances, instigate outright price wars with competitive
distribs. Factories, naturally enough, are keenly in-

terested in maintaining their prices. Much to the

astonishment of some in the trade, the profit on new
coin equipment isn’t all that terrific so the manufac-
turers must continue to push their monthly quotas while

still maintaining the high standards of quality the op-

erator has come to expect.

Routes change hands for three principle reasons:

1. an operator literally dies and his operation is sold

off to the highest bidder or to an operator friend of the

family; 2. a route dies financially and the assets are

picked up by some other operator—after Joe and Charlie

get paid; 3. an operator gives up in the face of stiffer

competition from his fellows and increasing financial

demands from his locations.

All of this bodes one thing: unless the independent

operator keeps on his toes—and that means expanding
the route and the collection ratio—his days might be

numbered. He cannot simply maintain his status quo
and hope to coast comfortably along ad infinitum.

There’re too many crackerjack guys around looking to

take away his stops. Should the day ever come when
90% of this industry’s street locations are in the hands
of a select two-dozen or so operating giants, the com-
plexion of this industry would change radically, to say

the least. One thing would be certain—they’d represent

two-dozen of the best operating minds this industry has

ever seen. They’d have employed every modern business

and public relations technique in the book to achieve

this end. What effect this hypothetically compact op-

erating industry would have on the manufacturing and
distributing side is hardly speculative— it would all but

annihilate the distributing business as we know it and
pretty much call the shots at the remaining factories.

The future will lie somewhere between the all or few.

The small independent operator should prevail, although

merger between routes has produced wonderful results

in many cases. The existence of many companies is

necessary for competition to remain keen and competi-

tion is necessary to force the very best out of any busi-

ness. Instead of bawking at it, meet it vigorously. To
dull the competitive knife is to slide into a slipshod

route routine that can never hope to make the money
we all really want.

The tools for survival and success are all there: the

increased price-per-play, new or new-looking equipment
rotated as often as possible, improved intra-route rela-

tions with the storekeepers, merchandising techniques

such as game tournaments to make the most from each

machine, and last but not least—a sound financial pro-

gram to accurately determine where and when to pass

a loan or a bonus and how much.

Should anyone at this point have sensed an inference

that the coin machine business per se is buckling at the

knees, he’s wrong. The services our industry provides

will always prevail. Our question is: will it prevail in the

manner to which we’ve all become accustomed? Will

our crusty old operating pioneers pass their independent

tradition down to their successor. . .or will there be no

successor because sons, sons-in-law, qualified and edu-

cated employees have been encouraged to find careers

elsewhere. Will current rumors of a couple of large music

and games routes issuing public shares ever mature and

if so, will that avenue become the wave of the future.

Will the already-public vending companies go all out to

grab up as many music and amusement street spots as

their means allow. . .and do they have the means! Will

our present operators, at long, long last, finally get into

full line vending as they should have years ago?

Seeing this, knowing this, we wonder will our people

simply ride the tide or will they make the waves?

The “Golden Center” was opened
in traditional Japanese style with 3
Shinto priests Blessing the premises
and equipment in an hour-long “puri-
fication ritual.” The cooperatively-
owned building also contains 2 wed-
ding halls and 5 types of foreign res-
taurants.

John Kano, Sega Operations Divis-

ion Director was on hand at the open-
ing to explain the games to the Gov-
ernor, the Mayor and other digni-
taries.

CHICAGO —- Robert Nims, chairman
of the MOA nominating committee,
revealed in a letter to association mem-
bers that the organization’s by-laws
require the committee to propose a
slate of names for the election of
members to the board of directors and
officers. Nims further revealed that
the slate of names will be presented
to the membership at the MOA Expo
during the General Business meeting
on Saturday, October 12th.

Nims said, “candidates for the board
of directors must be submitted to the
nominating committee for investiga-
tion at least ninety days prior to the
election and each candidate must be
endorsed by five members in good
standing. As an MOA member, you
are invited to recommend members
for election. You are also eligible to
stand for election yourself, provided
you are endorsed by five members.”
Nims further stressed, “All recom-

mendations must be mailed to MOA
not later than July 17, 1968.”

Ten vacancies on the board will be

filled from recommendations this year
and present directors whose terms
are expiring are not eligible to run
for re-election until a period of one
(1) year has passed.
Nims advised that it is not recom-

mended to nominate any member as
a candidate until you have consulted
with him first. You must be certain
they are in good standing (dues paid),
that they will accept if nominated,
and that they know what is involved.
Nims said, “directors are expected

to attend two (2) meetings of the
board per year for which they pay
their own expenses. A director’s basic
responsibility is to deliberate matters
of benefit to the membership and the
industry, and to represent the views
of the members in his own area or his
state, and/or local association. Being
an MOA director has become a serious
matter requiring only those who are
willing to devote their time to the
betterment of the association and the
industry. The term of a director is

for three (3) years.”

Consent Decree Entered By U.S.

District Court In Patent Dispute

On May 28, 1968, the U.S. District

Court for the Northern District of

Illinois entered a consent decree in

the suit of Marian Company v. Perma-
Vend. The complaint filed in the action
charged that Perma-Vend’s plastic

laminating machines had infringed
patents 3,132,581, 3,205,995 and design
patent D-205,468, all owned by Marian
Company. These patents relate to com-
ponents of coin operated plastic lami-
nating machines and to the design of

a cabinet for such machines.

The consent decree agreed to by
the parties to the suit and entered
by the court found that the patents
owned by Marian Company are valid
and that each has been infringed by
the defendant, Perma-Vend. The decree
permanently enjoins Perma-Vend from
infringing the patents without the per-

U.S. CANDY SALES UP
CHICAGO—The U.S. candy industry
experienced the best year in its his-

tory in 1967, when candy sales rose
to a record high of $1,617 billion at
the wholesale level, 4.7 percent above
1966 sales of $1,544 billion.

Confectionery production also
reached a new high in 1967 of 3.765
billion pounds, up 2.6 percent from
the 1966 level of 3.668 billion pounds.

Per capita candy consumption, in-

cluding domestic and imported con-
fectionery products, increased from
19.2 pounds in 1966 to 19.6 pounds in

1967, the highest per capita consump-
tion of candy since the World War II

year of 1944 when the figure was 20.5

pounds.

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CashBox profile ON: Marshall Caras— “The New Englander ”

This Week’s CASH BOX question
and answer Profile is with New Eng-
lander, Marshall Caras, general man-
ager of Trimount Automatic Sales
Co., of Boston, Mass.

How and when did you become in-

volved in the coin machine business?

When I graduated from Harvard
College in 1955, my Father-In-Law,
who owned Trimount at the time,
asked me to join the firm. This looked
like a vital and exciting business, and
needless to say, and very few who
ever get into the coin machine busi-
ness, ever leave it and if they do,
somehow or other, the excitement and
vitality of the business attracts them
back again.

Do you find they’re any essential
differences in operating and distribu-
ting in New England as opposed to
other areas of the country?

Yes, I think there are essential dif-
ferences in operating and distributing
in New England as opposed to other
regions of the country. Some of these
differences, I think, are geographic.
For example, the sparse population
in the State of Vermont and the small
size of many of the locations, make
Vermont a very poor territory for
pool tables. However, I feel that
people are essentially the same every-
where and many of the differences in
the regions, can be very strongly at-
tributed to the way in which the dis-
tributors and the operators have
grown up with the consumers in the
area and vice versa. I think a graphic
example of this sort of thing, is that
you can drive through the midwest
and pass through a relatively small
but prosperous town, and see most
of the people driving around in Ford
automobiles and you will see a large
Ford distributor. You can drive 40
or 50 miles to another large town and
you will see a large Chevy dealer,
getting the lion’s share of the market.
I think this is very much the case
in our industry.

Do you find that operators complain
about factory and distributor repre-
sentatives dictating what is best for
him, if so, do you listen and what do
you hear?

Trimount has a very close relation-
ship with its customers and we have
never put ourselves in the position
of being competitors with, or dictators
to our customers. Many of the opera-
tors in our territory have achieved
some degree of success, because the
attitude of Trimount has been:
Being an exclusively salesminded

organization and at the same time,
somewhat patriarchal. This may sound
a little bit overbearing, but we have
just grown up this way. This is the
way Dave Bond operated in the early
days of business. This is the way our
Vice President, Irwin Margold, has
trained us all in this business. It is
simply a better life when you can do
business with friends who respect you
and believe you rather than constant-
ly threatening and harangueing cus-
tomers for business. We are constant-
ly being fed information by our cus-
tomers and we constantly give them
every bit of advice we can. The dis-
tributor must serve as a clearing
house, not only for specific problems
relating to equipment, but also to
general trends in the area, whether
they be consumer oriented or of a
legal nature. Not ten minutes ago, I

received a call from an operator, re-
questing me to call another operator
to let him know he was about to lose
a location. He could have done this
directly. Somehow or other, operators
seem to find it very easy to pick up
the ’phone and call Trimount. I cer-
tainly hope it continues this way.

What type of coin-operated equip-
ment seems to be most lucrative for
New England operators?

Marshall Caras

The backbone of our business in the
amusement area, is still phonographs.
Each year, there may be fewer loca-
tions as a result of the urban rede-
velopment. By the same token, I would
say that the gross of the average
operator in New England, has grown
progressively over the past several
years if he has worked at it. Of course,
the age of most of the people in this
country, is the ideal age for the juke
box location and the improvement in
sound and the improvement in the
general programming of most opera-
tors, 1 think we can look forward to
even more profit in the phonograph,
and at least, for the forseeable future.
Pin games have been very steady in

the long run. We have our ups and
our downs, but generally, pin games
have been quite solid for sometime
now. Pool Tables put many operators
on their feet several years ago when
they were going through a rather
rough cycle and they have been very
profitable for almost all operators.

What is the status of 2 for .25$
play in New England?
We have been doing a lot of work

about two plays for a quarter in New
England. We haven’t been too success-
ful yet. Some of the operators are
initiating it. I think it is going to
have to be a mass movement by oper-
ators in selected area. It is not the
type of thing that would be successful
if it is done on a spot basis.

What major changes and essential
differences have occurred during the
growth record of the New England
coinbiz in the past 5 to 10 years?

The growth of the business in New
England in the past 5 to 10 years,
has been one of backfilling, consolida-
tion, improvement in equipment with
only a slight reduction in the number
of operators. I think the major
changes have been that the operators
for the most part, have somewhat in-

creased their replacement of equip-
ment which has resulted in greater
profits and a greater ability to keep
routes current. This is not true in all

cases, of course, but is very obvious
to us by the rate of growth of some
of the operators as opposed to that
of others who have been afraid to in-

vest in their own businesses.

Has there been any noticeable trend
towards larger operating companies
buying up the smaller op’s routes.
If so, what is the value involved? Is

it healthy for the business?

We have not seen in New England
a great trend towards large operating
companies, buying up small operators’
routes. We have seen many small
operators absorbed by larger opera-
tors but nothing that I would call a
major trend. I think that within the
next two or 3 years we are going to

see many attempts and many deals
consummated whereby large opera-
ting companies pm-chase up local

routes and also some consolidations.
Frankly, I don’t think it is going to

work and I think this is going to be
similar to the frenzy we saw in major
industries several years ago where
consolidations and buy-outs took place
almost every day, many of them with
disastrous results. I think major ac-
quisitions of operating companies are
much more logical as found in the
vending industry rather than in the

game and music industry because of

the nature of the operator himself,
the type of location he deals with and
the ultimate consumer. Only time will

tell.

Where do you place the most im-
portance in selling equipment? On
the distributor’s talent as a salesman
or on the quality of the product?

We have found that Trimount and
here again, I may sound very chau-
vinistic, but our relationship with the
customers, has been such that they
like to do business with us when they
can. It is not always the case. We
can’t always make the best deal and
we can’t always be “Johnny on the

spot” but this has paved the way for

our salesmen, who by the way, make
up probably the best selling team in

America to work with operators in

selling our products. We know that
every piece we sell, is not the best
piece and we are not afraid to tell

our customers, but the respect and
trust that has been built up over a
period of time, enables us to work
along with them and get a fair share
of the business. When we do have what
we know in a top product, sometimes
a single visit or a single telephone call

to an operator, telling them that we
have a winner that he must have, can
result in a vast number of sales in a
one or two day telephone, visiting
campaign. This results from long time
trust and nothing else.

Do you find the operators usually
upgrade and rotate their routes regu-
larly in your area or do they wait
until it falls apart before replacing it?

Many of our operators—and I wish
that every operator in the country
could take a page out of these opera-
tors that 1 refer to—sit down regu-
larly with their accountants and find

out the rate at which they should re-
place their equipment, dollars per year
they should spend. These operators,
invariably, have been successful. An-
other type of operator is the one who
just buys equipment when a deal
comes along or a hot location comes
along. These operators are generally
aggressive and make out well, except
that they tend to have their ups and
downs more than the man who invests
on a regular basis. The operator who
waits until his equipment is really
shot, is the man that we find most
frequently sells out his business and
walks away from the business with
disgust.

How about music programming for
phonographs . . . how do the op’s do
it and does their technique seem to
work ?

Music programming bears no re-
semblance to music programming 10
or 15 years ago. The technique that
seems to work today, is to roll with
the punches and listen to the requests
from the locations. The music industry
has been so volatile and so changeable,
the operators can no longer even con-
sider sticking with an artist for any
length of time unless his consumer is

doing likewise. The one major excep-
tion which has been eminently success-
ful for the operator is the case when
an operator will keep a file of records
that were popular a couple of years
ago, grouped by a given artist and
every once in a while put in a com-
plete panel of that same artist. Then
he can get for a period of several
weeks a very strong play for records
that would be otherwise nearly worth-
less. This requires initiative, planning
and some organization in the shop

but isn’t too much to ask if a man
wishes to increase his income.

From your own point of view, what
is the present state of the business

and will you comment on the possi-

bilities of the future?
I would say today that the present

state of the business is generally
healthy and I see no major changes
that will take place in the industry
in the foreseeable future to cause any
operator to change his general tactics,

except to pay closer heed to the chang-
ing lrabits of his consumers and to

realize that if larger operating com-
panies do become active, he will be-

come forced to be a better business
man and to update locations and to

change locations at a faster rate.

Most of the industry is aware that

Trimount is very much interested in

assisting organizations and institu-

tions needing used equipment as a

recreational outlet for the people they
serve ... in what way does this help

the industry . . . image-wise?
Trimount over the years, has given

a great deal of equipment to under-
privileged children’s camps, hospitals,

mental hospitals, etc. and frankly, I

don’t think we have done enough on
a local level to reap any benefits from
it by way of public relations. How-
ever, the amount of satisfaction we
have gained, 1 think has been reward-
ing enough. I personally have had a

great deal of interest with work in

mental hospitals and have just become
active in a business mens group
working with one of the large public

institutions in the greater Boston
area. 1 think it is like anything else.

Those things you are exposed to, are

the things that grasp your atten-

tion and your imagination. 1 only wish
that more distributors and more op-

erators would have some slight ex-

posure to the fantastic benefits tnat

old phonograph, game and vending
equipment can have, by way of rehab-
ilitation in many of the public insti-

tutions. There is so little effort, so

little money required to do this, it is

criminal that we don’t do more of it.

Frankly, what I would like to see

some day, is the institutions, them-
selves, and the physical and rehabili-

tation therapists, themselves, ap-
proach us and make the requests. 1

know that none of us would ever turn
down the requests and I think it would
get us all started in doing a little bit

more.

Can you give us a closing comment,
either about yourself, Trimount or the

industry at large?
1968 for Trimount will be a profit-

able year, but it will be a year of

sizable volume and it will also be one

of the most difficult years we have
ever had. There are many problems to

face today but like anything else, if

you break something down to its com-
ponent parts, and work out one at a
time, just about anything is doable.

There is a profit to be made in this

business. The challenge becomes a

little bit greater each year, but with-
out it, we all would be miserable.

CANDY SALES RISE (Continued from page 45)

These and other facts about the
U.S. candy industry are revealed in

the U.S. Commerce Department’s 41st
annual report on “Confectionery
Manufacturers’ Sales and Distribu-
tion,” released at the 85th annual con-
vention of the National Confectioners
Association (NCA), held May 25-29,
1968 at the Sheraton-Boston Hotel,
Boston, Mass.

1967 was the 12th successive year
in which the candy industry broke its

sales and production records of the
preceding year, according to the NCA-
sponsored study, compiled by the Food
Industries Divison of the Commerce
Department’s Business and Defense
Services Administration.

Despite rising costs of production,
candy was still a bargain in 1967, with
the average wholesale price per pound
inching up only 0.8 cents to 42.9 cents,

compared to 42.1 cents in 1966 and
38.0 cents a decade ago.

The sales leader among all confec-
tionery lines in 1967 was the “pack-
age goods” category, ranging from
boxed chocolates sold in candy stores

to bagged candies sold in supermark-
ets. This line accounted for 41.3 per-

cent of the industry’s total dollar sales.

Candy bars ranked second, account-
ing for 33.0 percent of the total sales

value of all candy in 1967. Five and
ten-cent specialties, such as rolls,

bags, and packets of mints, fruit drops,

and caramels, rang up 11.9 percent of

total dollar sales. Bulk goods (candies

weighed out at retail for sale by the

pound or fraction thereof) accounted
for 9.4 percent of sales. Penny candy
sales in 1967, which rose 14.6 percent

above 1966 sales, represented 4.0 per-
cent of total U.S. candy sales.

To produce the total 1967 confec-
tionery output, an estimated $615
million was spent by the industry for
80 different varieties of ingredients.
These raw materials accounted for
38 cents of each sales dollar.

Factors which have contributed to

the candy industry’s impressive gains
in sales and production, in the view
of NCA President Robert L. Richards,
include the nation’s steadily rising
disposable personal income and the
continued growth of the U.S. popula-
tion, expanding at an annual rate of
about 1 percent. (Fortunately for the
confectionery industry, the heavily
candy-eating 14-20 age group is grow-
ing at a rate of close to 2.5 times that
of the population as a whole.)

The acquision of candy firms over
the last several years by major food,
tobacco, pharmaceutical, dairy, and
other companies has also played an
important part in the steady growth
of the nation’s candy business.

Not all aspects of the confectionery
picture are sweet, however. Problems
confronting the industry include a
shortage of skilled labor, rising costs
of labor, certain raw materials, new
plants and equipment, and distribu-
tion, and an increasingly unfavorable
import-export balance.

Despite these and other challenges
facing the U.S. candy industry, 1968
is expected to be a good year for
candy manufacturers, with sales

moving up to an estimated $1,682 bil-

lion at the wholesale level and pro-
duction up to 3.850 billion pounds.

GREAT BRITAIN—THE PAST TWELVE MONTHS
Measured in terms of the cash reg-

ister—and in the final analysis loot
is the name of the game—the British
music business came out well ahead
in the past twelve months notwith-
standing an unprecedented measure
of bleats and grumbles, disturbances

and provocations, controversial
changes and far x’eaching innovations.

Unquestionably, the British disk busi-

ness is in process of substantial

growth; the market is widening, the

competition growing. The problems,

too, are getting bigger as can be ex-

pected in a market which is under-

going severe economic strictures and

in which leisure spending is being

calculatedly curtailed. But there is

little doubt within the disk trade that,

as an industry, it will surmount the

snags to go on to still greater profit-

ability and to broaden still further the

record buying public. An indication of

the surprising tenacity of the trade

comes in the early reports that the

massive increase in purchase tax on

records—up from 27% % to 50%

—

has not substantially hurt over-the-

counter business. Proof of the indus-

try’s performance in this respect will

not emerge until later when the Board
of Trade reveals authenticated sales

statistics, but a concensus among lead-

ing retailers would indicate that the

tax cloud is not as black as was first

thought. It is in the area of product

price that the British record business

feels most vulnerable. The enforced
increase in prices is bad enough but
the greater ogre of price cutting looms
still larger. This will come about if

the mantle of Resale Price Mainten-
ance is lifted from the disk trade as it

has been from several ‘kindred’ busi-

nesses.

The record industry’s case for main-
taining set price levels has yet to come
before the industrial court and, offi-

cially at any rate, the trade is con-

fident of winning. But in what some
consider the more likely event of

RPM being lifted the major record
companies have taken steps to protect
their interests.

Over the past months EMI has con-

ducted 'a substantial research into

rack-jobbing. In April it decided to

adopt racking as part of its policy but
subject to controlled development. Wis-
dom of the move was endorsed by
Decca Records and these two major
elements of the British industry linked
on an equal basis in Record Merchan-
disers. This new autonomous com-
pany should really broaden the record
market and strengthen both majors’
marketing prowess in the event of the
demise of record stores in a price
war. The larger companies have also
been building up chains of retail out-
lets in order to keep reins on retailing.

EMI and Pye moved most noticeably in

this direction, the latter acquiring the
Alex Strickland recoi’d stores to give
it 14 key outlets in London and the
vicinity.

The intei’est in racking follows the
enormous success of the Music for
Pleasure L.P. range which combines
the marketing skills of Paul Hamlyn,
who cut his teeth in the paperback
book trade, and the vast reservoirs of
deleted catalog on EMI shelves. In the
first year MFP established that the
market was there, in the second term
it showed how the market could be
made to grow. By fixing a high vol-
ume-low return price, the label pio-
neered a whole new area for the major
recox'd companies and, with the excep-
tion of Decca Records, all the other
lai’ge fix-ms have followed suit. It is

the budget lines which have spiraled
album production in this country (a
record 39,665,000 in 1967) seemingly
without detx-acting from the regular
price ranges which feature more cur-
rent items. With the purchase tax in-

crease, the budget lines are thought
to be in an even more advantageous
position, pricewise, in relation to reg-
ular albums and even singles. Now
even the reticent Decca is ‘considering’
the merits of entering the low-price
market.

Even as the record companies in the
past year have sought and developed
new areas of business which have de-
manded new marketing px-ocedures,

the past 12 months have seen the ini-

tial effect of direct distribution in the
regular sales areas. The elimination

of wholesalers has provided two clear

benefits for the major companies (1)

a substantial cutting of costs which,

in turn, has led to a greater profit mar-
gin and (2) has enabled the compa-
nies to pinpoint precise areas where
product is bi-eaking out. Feeding of

these breakout areas has become such

an intense modus operandi that one
company, CBS, has even chai'tered an
airplane to ensure speedy delivery.

Throughout the year a plethox-a of

new labels burst upon the market
bringing the total to around 160 of

which 45% are American. The past

semester has, for instance, seen the

setting up here as independent forces

such banners as MGM, Liberty, United
Artists, M.C.A., RCA, Bueno Vista et

al which have followed CBS Records
lead in handling their own affairs in

the U.K. domain. They have all made
their mark on the domestic scene, some
more notably than others, but in gen-

eral are cutting a bigger slice of the

British melon than they were when
affiliated with local record companies.

The phenomenal rise of the indepen-

dent producer and of independent
labels pioneered by native sources

continued to bring about an even more
varied array of logos in the national

sales charts. Starts were made by
Beacon Records, Spark Records, Nems,
Chapter One, Toast and Marmalade
among others. Most of the newies,
however, have distribution affiliations

with the major companies which have
been facing the very real prospect of

becoming moi-e distribution houses
than x-ecord producers. Such are the i-e-

wards of independent producers these

days that the majors are finding some
difficulty in holding top creative talent.

This, plus the fact that the incom-
ing American companies have con-
ducted hefty recruiting from among
the ranks of tried and tested record
men, has threatened to leave the big
British companies in an embarassing
position. The x-ise of the independent
labels and the increasing business all

round has been achieved in the face
of diminishing airtime exposure. The
‘pirate’ broadcasters finally threw in

the towel when Radio Caroline, the
first and last of the offshore x-adio

ships, quit broadcasting earlier this

year. This was not before their Top
40 format and the substantial audi-
ence it attracted forced the BBC to
adopt a new radio px-ogram format.
The network revamped its whole x-adio

output to establish a pop music service
much closer to American radio than
anything the BBC had done hitherto.
Radio Luxembourg, the only legal
commercial station to give substantial
coverage of the UK, also x-e-jigged its

format to follow more closely the suc-
cessful pirate line. The teelvision net-
works, however, declared an end to
its honeymoon with pop music pure
and sixxiple. The odd show i-emains,
“Top of the Pops” most notably but
the multiplicity of beat productions
has given way to series featuring
more established artists. The business,
therefox-e, can no longer look to TV
to break out new artists as was done
in the halycon days after the Beatles
became international attractions.

Pax-adoxically, television provided
the business with the biggest single
plug spot ever known when the Beatles
were commissioned to write a number
for a world wide simulcast of “Our
World.” This satellite venture which
hit 24 countries plugged the group’s
“All You Need Is Love” to aix esti-
mated 400,000,000 people. Needless to
say, it was x-eleased globally by EMI
while the plug was still warm and the
Beatles racked up world sales of 200,-
000,000 units.

Probably the major disappointment
of the year was the effect of the in-

creased purchase tax is bound to have
on musicassettes. Launched by Philips
Records in July they looked set to
establish the pre-recorded tape trade
as an industry to be reckoned with.
Retailing at slightly above the regular
album price, the cassettes, in common
with all tape, carried no pux-chase
tax. The last budget, however, slapped

|

on a 50% chax-ge which must price
cartridges right out of the market
notwithstanding their obvious appli-
cation to the car trade.

Most stunning event was the un-
timely death of Brian Epstein who
died at his Belgravia home aged 32.

Epstein, as history noted, was pri-

marily responsible for the major revo-
lution ip the British music business
and through the Beatles, whom he dis-

covered, promoted and managed, paved
the way for a new internationalism for

British product. Epstein’s brother
Clive assumed chairmanship of Nems
Enterprises, a major talent agency
developed by Brian. His 70% stock-

holding in the company reverted to his

mother. Most novel event was the in-

volvement of the Post Office in the
promotion of pop music. After an ex-
periment in two major cities, the Post
Office introduced a successful dial-a-

disk scheme to 14 key locations

throughout the country.

Efforts to increase overall business

as the competition within the ‘legit’

trade became more intense spurred
several ideas for turnover over an
extra buck. Philips Recox-ds, for in-

stance, moved in to the premium
offer field for the first time with an
offer comprising 18 LPs. CBS linked
with Pickwick International to get it-

self into the budget field and struck
out specialist labels in a year which
was to prove its most successful by
far. Towards the end of 1967 the Me-
chanical Rights Society ran head on
with the record companies in seeking
to increase its royalty from 6%% to

10%. The diskeries x-efused point blank
to negotiate on the issue, construed as
an unfair increase and for a while rec-

ord px-oduction in this country was
threatened. However, this disaster was
averted when the publishers, whose
intex-ests in this matter were repre-
sented by MRS, adopted a more rea-
sonable attitude and registered willing-
ness to negotiate on more reasonable
terms. In the interim the pertaining
agreement was extended by six

months.

As in the past couple of years the
British element in the domestic hit
pax-ade was well represented and in

December the natives scooped 19 out
of the Top 20 production, a factor
which helped boom British disk sales to
a record level. But even as pop sales
boomed expressions of dissatisfaction
were heard from the Songwriters
Guild of Gx-eat Britain who took ex-
ception to BBC Radio’s new format.
The songwriters suggested that by de-
voting a whole network to pop music
(Radio 1) it precluded opportunities
for new wox-ks to be aix-ed. The never-
ending battle betweeix SWGB and the
radio netwox-k x-emains unresolved
though the composers claim to be
bringing the BBC round to their way
of thinking. One unwelcome body blow
to the music industry in genei-al was
the devaluation of sterling against
the dollar in November. Effects of this,
added to the general climate of freeze
and squeeze served to cut profit mar-
gins on waxes though the major dis-
keries did not incur immediate losses.
Importers of foreign disks were more
brutally affected however and devalu-
ation may well have curtailed what
was a growing business. The BBC
finally saw the virtues of entering the
commercial disk business with a label
of its own and marketed a half dozen
or so albums of top radio shows and
BBC presentations. But even as the
network began to make lxxoney in one
dix-ection the Performing Right So-
ciety won from the network an in-
crease in payments for music used by
them. The BBC now pays £1,500,000
($3,600,000) annually for use of music—an increase of £220,000 ($528,000
a year).

One major feature of the year was
the rapid expansion of Electric and
Musical Industries. Already one of the
two major waxing factions in the U.K.
(and the world) the company acquired
the Blackpool Tower Company, a key
entity in the complex amusement cen-
times in Blackpool, a big holiday resort.

Additionally, it bought a 25% stake in

Associated British Pictux-e Corpora-
tion, a show business giant deeply in-

volved in films, TV, bowling and sun-
dry other activities. A bid for the
remaining 75% of APBC stock was
thwarted however, when the company
failed to work out a formula with the
Independent Television Authority for
the takeover and running of ABC TV.
In the end EMO and ABPC have
agreed to closely co-operate, each hav-
ing representation on the other’s
Board of Directors. But even as the
major companies developed, certain
independent outfits showed signs of
rapid growth. One classic example is

Robex-t Stigwood who left Nems Enter-
prises where he was joined Managing
Director with the late Brian Epstein,
to set up his own operation. In his
departure from Nems he retained re-
presentation of the Bee Gees, The
Cream and The Foundations and he
struck up an association with Associ-
ated London to become a total unit
covering every aspect of show bus-
iness.

The Music Trades Association,
which took the Gramophone Record
Retailers Association into its fold,
calculated that it was a boom year
with total sales in the music industry
of £70,000,000 ($168,000,000). Official
Board of Trade statistics revealed
that disk sales for 1967 accounted for
a mammoth £27,918,000 ($67,003,200)
an 11% increase on the previous
year’s all time record total.
The past twelve months have been

marked therefore with more testing
tribulations than evei’ before and
there have been more people moving
in to snatch a slice of the melon. But,
happily, the melon is getting bigger.

EMI RECORDS
A year which was to give E.M.I.

increased record sales and notable
chart successes began—in July 1967—with a re-organisation of the com-
pany’s ‘Popular repertoire division.
Ron White, General Manager of Mar-
keting Services Division, took on
additional responsibility as General
Manager of the ‘Popular’ repertoire
division from July 1st and Roy
Featherstone became Manager of the
Popular Repertoire and Marketing
Division. The moves coincided with
EMI signing a distribution deal with
the newly opened London office ofMGM Recoi’ds. There was further re-
organisation in the EMI sales force
—a streamlined sales and distribu-
tion division followed intensive mar-
ket research on retail outlets and the
productivity of salesmen’s calls follow-
ing a year’s direct distribution by
E.M.I. The sales force was remodelled
to tie in with E.M.I.’s distribution serv-
ice from Hayes and Manchester and
geared also to a next-day service to
any dealer anywhei-e in the country.
The company went further ahead with
rack jobbing—another innovation on
the sales side—and later in the year
were to confirm the success of the ven-
ture by making it company policy.
July also saw the introduction by
EMI, of stereo-only classical albums—a pioneer move generally welcomed
by the industry—and in the same
month the company announced that
they wei’e to inti’oduce Command label
L.P.s in October. Again, releases were
to be in stero-only. In August Larry
Uttal, Bell Chief signed a long term
agreement with EMI for the release
in the U.K. of the Bell label under its
own logo (px-eviously issued on State-
side). In the single and album chai’ts
The Beatles were busy scoring a double
No: 1 with “All You Need is Love”
and Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club
Band.” October saw the fifth anniver-
sary of the Beatles as recording art-
istes, and E.M.I. announced that world
sales had reached the equivalent of 200
million singles. Their Sgt Pepper L.P.
was still at the top of the album charts.
It was in October that E.M.I. issued
their “Breakthrough” album designed
specifically to demonstrate the spec-
tacular Studio 2 Stereo series. Retailed
at a special low rate of 12/6d it went
on to become an L.P. best seller. In
November E.M.I. announced that its

famous HMV label was to be used for

classical repertoire only. Also an-

nounced—a massive consumer press

and sales promotion campagin to boost

Christmas sales of record tokens. Dec-

ember saw the issue of yet another

mammoth Beatles seller “Magical

Mystery Tour”. The New Year started

most happily for E.M.I. with six re-

cording in the Top Ten. The Beatles

held the No: 1 and 2 spots with “Hello

Goodbye” and “Magical Mystery

Tour”. In February the company an-

nounced fanastic public response to a

special Tamla Motown L.P. campaign
launched in the New Year—an ob-

servation confirmed by nine Tamla
Motown L.P.s showing in the album
charts., the most there had ever been

for an American label at any one

time. March saw the release of the

Bell logo and the first two releases

“Captain Of Your Ship” by Reparata

& The Deirons and “The Letter” by
The Box Tops were soon destined to

carry the Bell label into the British

charts. It was in March, too, that

E.M.I. announced the introduction of

the Dot label—the second label from
America to be introduced on its own
logo by E.M.I. this year. First issues

included albums by The American
Breed and “Liberace. In March E.M.I.

set up another distribution deal with

an American company, this time with

United Artists who had started opera-

tions from London headquarters. In

March 36 record dealers flew off to the

sunshine of Bermuda for ten days as

the guests of E.M.I. They were the

winners of a four-month long competi-

tion which E.M.I. had launched as part

of their “Fly to the Sun” sales cam-
paign. In April E.M.I. issued a unique

L.P. and made the stars of it London
and Londoners. Entitled “The Sounds
& Songs of London” it was launched
officially in May at a reception at

which the guest of honour was the

Lord Mayor of London.

DECCA RECORDS

One of the two big elements on the

British disk scene Decca Records had
another strong sales year and dis-

tinguished itself by breaking new
artistes as well as consolidating the

enormous sales potential of its estab-

lished artistes. Among the important
new acts to emerge from Decca was
The Amen Corner which, in July 1967,

had an immediate hit in “Gin House”.
Subsequently the act had an even big-

ger hit in “Bend Me Shape Me” and
a top selling album “Round Amen
Corner.” In Tom Jones and Engelbert
Humperdinck Decca retained two of

the most exciting artistes to emerge
in the U.K. for many years. Their
constant success at the top of the sales

charts confirmed for Decca its early

belief that they would measure up as

two of the great record artistes of

our time. The Deram label which got
off to such a bright start is now firmly

established as a top selling label with
hits from half a dozen artistes. These
included the mammoth “Whiter Shade
of Pale” by The Procul Harum through
to “Let’s Go To San Francisco” by The
Flower Pot Men. Most recently, the
label has broken The Honeybus, an-
other act of great potential who scored
a significant hit with “I Can’t Let
Maggie Go.” In September Decca in-

troduced the Deramic Sound System
(DSS) with a six album launch and
this was imediately recognized to have
“great clarity, tremendous depth and
unique all round sound.” In fact the

sound of the 70s. Decca is proud to

have released in November the album
“Days of Future Past” by The Moody
Blues. This is considered to be one of

the most adventurous musical albums
of recent years which combined the
vitality of modern music with a subtle

blending of classical musical sounds.

PYE RECORDS

Louis Benjamin, Managing Director
of Pye Records, is delighted by the

progress made by the company during
the year 1967-8 which has been the
best ever for Pye. A considerable part
of the success has been accounted for

, by the tremendous sale of singles du-

ring the year. They have had 36 chart

entries during the year which included

four No: Is “Let The Heartaches
Begin” by Long John Baldry; “Baby
Now That I’ve Found You” by The
Foundations; “Puppet on a String” by
Sandie Shaw and “Something Stupid”
Frank and Nancy Sinatra. Consider-
able sales were achieved with “This
Is My Song” by Petula Clark; Nancy
Sinatra’s “You Only Live Twice”
“Judy in Disguise” by John Fred and
his Playboy Band”; “Green Tam-
bourine” by The Lemon Pipers; “If

The Whole World Stopped Loving” by
Val Doonican; “Waterloo Sunset” by
The Kinks; and “Autumn Almanac”;
Don’t Sleep In The Subway” by Petula
Clark; “Tonight in Tokyo” and “You’ve
Not Changed” by Sandie Shaw;
“Something Here In My Heart” by
The Paper Dolls; “Pictures of Match-
stick Men” by The Status Quo;
“Death of a Clown” by Dave Davies
and “Simon Says” by 1910 Fruitgum
Co. The company has awarded Gold
Disks to Sandie Shaw for sales of

4 million copies of “Puppet on a
String” throughout the world and the
Foundations for their sales of “Baby
Now That I’ve Found You” in the U.K.
and U.S.A. Pye Records best selling

L.P. was “Val Doonican Rocks But
Gently” which reached the No: 1 spot
and sold over 150,000 copies. Herb
Alpert’s “Going Places” album re-

mained in the charts for 52 weeks. The
Marble Arch budget label sold over
2,000,000 copies during the year which
included successes with The Kinks,
Donovan, Stars of 67 and Stars of 68
collection albums. The Marble Arch
stereo series was launched with con-
siderable success, and the Golden
Guinea series is being developed to
cater for enthusiasts of Brass Bands,
Scottish material, Welsh choirs and
Military Bands. Pye launched a new
full-priced classical series “Virtuoso”
with material from the Baroque period
and the best of contemporary British
music. The Pye recording studios con-
tinue to add to its facilities and has
now introduced 8-track recording
equipment and has the most advanced
mixing console in use in London. The
new mobile recording equipment and
reduction facilities have increased the
quality and level of the studio’s busi-
ness. Artistes such as Anita Kerr,
Spencer Davis, The Fortunes, Alan
Price, The Small Faces, Francois
Hardy, Sammy Davis Jr., The Rolling-
Stones, Morton Gould and Larry Adler
have all recorded in the Pye studio.
Traneo, Pye Records manufacturing
subsidiary continues with its rebuild-
ing and modernizing programme
which will increase the production
potential by 20% for 7" records and
50% for 12" records by the early sum-
mer. Their publishing company Wel-
beck Music has had a tremendous year
primarily with the compositions of
Tony Macaulay and John McLeod in
association with Schroeder Music Ltd.—“Let The Heartaches Begin”; “Back
On My Feet Again”; “Baby Now That
I’ve Found You” and “Something Here
In My Heart.” Tony Hatch has con-
tinued to write such best sellers as
“Don’t Sleep In The Subway”; “The
Other Man’s Grass” and “You’ve Gotta
Be Loved.” Pye recently completed
their direct nation wide distribution
system when they began servicing
Wales and South West England. This
system now successfully covers the
whole of the U.K. In September 1967
an International Conference was held
in London and licensors attending were
Warner Bros (USA), Vogue (France),
Negram (Holland), Hispavox (Spain),
Pye (New Zealand), Vogue (Belgium),
Music Box (Greece), Arnaldo Trindade
(Portugal), Melodi Records (Turkey),
Norsk Phonogram (Norway), Morks
Musik (Denmark), Deutsche Vogue
(Germany), Ariola (Austria), Finlevy
(Finland), RCA (Italy), Philips Son-
ora (Sweden), Pye Representatives
(USA), Pye (Ireland). Ah-eady plans
are well in hand for the 1968 event.
Considerable interest has been shown
in the tape market and the Pye prod-
uct is now available on the Philips

cassettes system and also 4-track and
8-track cartridges. During the year
Geoffrey Bridge joined the company as

International Director. The actual
physical export of records to Europe
has increased during the year by over
15% and the Pye product is now avail-

able in Canada, U.S.A. Mexico, Central
and South America, Scandinavia,
France, Germany, Spain, Portugal,
Italy, Austria, Greece, Turkey, Leba-
non, Israel, Holland, Belgium, Switzer-
land, Finland, South and West Africa,
India and Pakistan, Malaysia, Philli-

pines, Hong Kong, Australia, and New
Zealand and the Arab States.

PHILIPS

The highlight for Philips Records
during the past twelve months has
been having Nos: 1, 2 and 3 in the Hit
Parade with Manfred Mann’s “Mighty
Quinn”; Dave Dee’s “Legend of

Xanadu” and Esther & Abi Ofarim’s
“Cinderella Rockefella.” All these re-

cords went to No: 1. Although not new
to Europe the Ofarims were previously
unknown to British record buyers and
“Cinderella Rockefella” has sold over
500,000 in Britain alone with ten weeks
in the charts. Their album “2 in 3” has
consistently topped the album charts.

Other artistes successfully launched
by Philips include The Herd with their

third-in-a-row hit “I Don’t Want Our
Loving To Die”; Jacky with “White
Horses”; Spanish singer Massiel with
her Eurovision winner “La La La”
and Paul Mauriat’s “Love is Blue.”
Established artistes like Dusty Spring-
field, Harry Seconbe, Scott and John
Walker and The New Vaudeville Band
had a sucessful year although foreign
tours prevented big hit singles as in

the past. The musicassette business
developed during the year but suffered
a set-back from the new 50% tax.

Philips sales practically doubled the
1967 figure and there has been a de-
veloping interest throughout the musi-
cal and equipment trade. They
launched the Fontana Special Series
budget line in April and Vanguard
under its own label in May with an
initial release of 18 disks. In June
Philips are to launch the new Living
Presence Stereo Series with regular
releases throughout the year. Philips
say that as yet they have not felt

the effect of the recent budget on
singles. There has been a slight down-
ward trend on catalogue material in

the top price range but not on new
L.P.s with top artistes which shows
that the public will go on spending
as much as ever on records but will
become more selective as to how to

spend that money.

BEACON RECORDS

Providing one of the big success
stories of the year Beacon Records,
a small independent opened up with a
bang. Its first release “Ain’t Nothing
But a Houseparty” by The Show-
stoppers climbed high into the Top
10 without the aid of distribution by
the major companies. The company
was founded this year by Milton
Samuel with a view to selling .r&b to

the public as pop records. Samuel,
formerly an indie producer, intends to

keep to a restricted release list but
each disk issued will be subject to
intensive promotion.

CBS

The past year has seen a build up
of British hit acts on the label. The
Tremeloes have continued to give the
company hit after hit—Anita Harris
has registered in the charts for nearly
nine months; Georgie Fame hit hard
with “Bonnie & Clyde” and The Love
Affair were the first British group to
have a No: 1 hit in 1968. The Treme-
loes, CBS’ first successful British act,
collected a Silver and Gold disk for
a million world sales of “Silence is

Golden” and followed with “Even The
Bad Times Are Good” and “Suddenly
You Love Me.” Anita Harris had a
long running success with “ Just
Loving You” then replaced it with
“Anniversary Waltz.” Georgie Fame
hit the No: 1 slot with “Bonnie &
Clyde” and proceeded to climb the

charts in a dozen more countries

around the world. The year has seen

CBS coi-ner the market in London
Cast Show albums with L.P. chart
topper “Fiddler on the Roof”; “Sweet
Charity”; “Cabaret” and “Charlie
Girl”. “Fiddler” also gave the com-
pany a long running chart entry with
Topol’s “If I Were a Rich Man.” Bob
Dylan’s “John Wesley Harding” album
zoomed straight to No: 1 position in

the album charts and looks set for a
long stay. This has also been a year
of diversification for CBS with the
launch of three new labels Direction,
Blue Horizon and Nems with a fourth
(Aurora) planned. Blue Horizon,
marketed and distributed for Mike
Vernon was an immediate success with
“Fleetwood Mac.” The Nems label is

marketed and distributed for Nems
Enterprises. Visiting pop artistes have
included Tony Bennett, Simon and
Garfunkel, Manitas de Plata, Leonard
Cohen, Tim Rose, Maurice Chevalier,
Monique Leyrac, Johnny Cash, Juan
and Junior, The Clancy Brothers and
Tommy Maken, Johnny Mathis, Scott
McKenzie and The New Christy
Minstrels. In the summer of 1967
flower power overtook CBS’ London
office and Scott McKenzie came in to
receive a Silver Disk for “San Fran-
cisco.” Andy Williams notched a chart
hit with “Can’t Take My Eyes Off
You” a month before his first ever
British concert dates. CBS also suc-
cessfully entered the budget LP mar-
ket by leasing repertoire to Pickwick
International’s Hallmark label and the
musicassette field through Philips. On
the classical side Pierre Boulez who
signed an exclusive contract with CBS
Great Britain in 1965 won Grammy
Awards with his recording of Berg’s
“Wozzeck” for The Album of the Year
and Best Opera Recording. The classi-
cal top selling record of the year was
Ormandy’s Rachmaninov Symphony
No: 1. Sales were unprecedented. In
June 1967 the company embarked on
the mammoth undertaking of record-
ing the complete works of Anton
Webern, supervised and conducted by
Pierre Boulez.

DELYSE RECORDS

Following the success of their first

Mahler recording “Des Knaben Wun-
derhorn” not only in Europe but in
the United States where it was nomi-
nated for the “Grammy” award the
Delyse Recording Company issued yet
another highly praised recording in
February of Mahler’s “Das Klagende
Lied” which, in the first few months
since its release is already doing well
all over the world. The release of this
recording on 1st February 1968 co-
incided with the start of a seven-year
contract between Delyse and the Decca
Record Co. for the distribution and
pressing of their complete catalogue
which is now expanding very fast es-
pecially children’s records. Delyse ex-
pect to build their children’s catalogue
to at least 100 records this year and
amongst their new releases “Sean the
Leprechaun” should prove to be very
popular as the stories have already
become well known through television
in the U.K. and Ireland. Color films
of this highly successful TV cartoon
are soon to be seen in many countries
the world over. Another major part of
the Delyse catalogue is Regional music
of which Welsh is the most important
and Delyse plan a big increase to this
especially in view of Prince Charles’
Investiture as Prince of Wales next
year.

EMBER RECORDS

The year started with the launch in
39 overseas territories of international
model Twiggy and she reached the
Top Ten in the Japanese charts.
Singles by The Casinos and Bobby
Johnson and The Atoms also did well
in world markets. Irish artistes
Tommy Drennan & The Monarchs
entered the Top Ten of the Irish
charts and their album was issued in
the States by Decca. Ember’s record-
ings by John Barry who won two
Academy Awards in Hollywood in
1967 for the Best Musical Score and
Best Musical Composition did very

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well as did recordings by Chad and
Jeremy issued in the States on Capitol.
A long term export and overseas
licensing deal was entered into with
EMI Records International with whom
Ember work closely in the overseas
markets and EMI represent Ember’s
export in all areas of the world.
Licensing deals were done world wide
with the soundtrack from “The Pent-
house” and released successfully in

America by United Artists. Ember
entered into a second rights releasing
deal with Capitol and issued albums by
Roy Rogers and Dale Evans, Scott
McKenzie and The Journeymen. They
launched Glen Campbell on his record-
ing career in the U.K. with “By The
Time I Get To Phoenix” and Glen
arrived in Britain to promote “I

Wanna Live.” Ember retain Glen
Campbell’s services under the terms
of this Capitol agreement.

EMERALD RECORDS
The year under review has proved

to be the year in which the Irish based
Emerald broke through in a big way
on the British and Continental charts
mainly with Frankie McBride whose
single “Five Little Fingers” made the
British charts and also entered the
Top 40 Album charts with “Frankie
McBride Sings.” It remains one of the
largest selling country and western
albums ever made outside U.S.A.
Emerald also had the Irish entrant for
the Eurovision Song Contest whose
“Chance of a Lifetime” came fourth
in the contest. Through these and their

other artistes Emerald have signed
contracts with the USA and Canada,
Australia and New Zealand, Philip-

pines, Germany, France, Sweden, Den-
mark, Finland, Benelux, Norway, Italy,

Switzerland, Spain and South Africa.
Emerald also built a new recording
studio in Belfast during the year.

IMMEDIATE
In June 1967 Immediate celebrated

their second birthday and it was at

this time that The Small Faces joined
the company and with other Immedi-
ate artists visited every European cap-
ital for p.a.’s and TV. A second tour
followed in October and the same
month saw the launch of the Immedi-
ate label in the U.S.A. distributed by
Columbia. “Itchycoo Park” by The
Small Faces repeated its European
success and sold one million copies.
Immediate scored heavily with hits by
The Beach Boys, The Small Faces, Val
Doonican and had six albums on the
charts throughout the year. At the
time of writing they are having enor-
mous success with The Small Faces’
“Lazy Sunday” which has become
their fastest selling disk. During the
coming year Immediate plan to open
offices in Los Angeles and publishing
offices in every major teritory.

LIBERTY
Just one year ago—July 1st 1967

—

Liberty Records Ltd., the British
branch of Liberty Records Inc. became
the first of the U.S. recording com-
panies to declare independence. The
same week Vikki Carr leaped into the
British Top Twenty with “It Must Be
Him” and by August she had captured
the No. 2 position while another ‘first

time’ in the charts came with “Up Up
And Away” by The Johnny Mann
Singers. This reached No. 5. The end
of 1967 saw Liberty entering the
cassette market and introducing a
r & b/soul label Minit. Other disk suc-
cesses came with Brook Benton, P. J.
Proby, Eddie Cochran and the com-
pany scored well with their first Brit-
ish group The Bonzo Dog Doo-Dah
Band. Future plans include the release
of albums by Mel Torme, Jackie de
Shannon, Cher and Buddy Rich who
will be making another tour in Sep-
tember. The main undertaking, how-
ever, will be the inception of a new
budget line Sunset which bows in the
autumn with 25 L.P.s from artists
such as Jimmy Smith, Chet Baker,
Henri Mancini, and Johnny Ray.

MAJOR MINOR
Major Minor was unknown at the be-

ginning of 1967 but during the year it

achieved success throughout Europe
and in early 1968 began to blossom in

America. First major hit for the com-
pany was “Seven Drunken Nights” by
The Dubliners which sold over 300,000.
Three albums were issued: “A Drop
of the Hard Stuff”; “More of the Hard
Stuff” and “Drinkin’ and Courtin’ ”

which between them sold close on 200,-

000. “Reaymond Lefevre” album also
achieved Top Twenty album success.
During the year Major Minor launched
David McWilliams via “Days of Pearly
Spencer” and although he made no
impact in Britain he was No. 1 in
France for seven weeks. He also
reached chart status in Belgium, Hol-
land, Italy, Spain and Germany. The
Toast label was launched in January.
In the music field Major Minor’s asso-
ciated companies have had success
during the year not only with the
above mentioned artists but with the
Catilian catalogue which gave them
Otis Redding’s “Dock of the Bay.”

MCA
MCA set up operations here in Feb-

ruary 1968 under the direction of Brian
Brolly and within two months had
three singles in the U.K. charts. John
Rowles went as high as No. 2 with “If
I Only Had Time” and in March and
April Bill Haley entered the Top
Twenty for the third time in ten years
with “Rock Around the Clock” and
Buddy Holly’s “Peggy Sue” made the
Top 30. Mike Sloman, previously Label
Manager with Decca, is in charge of
A & R and record production is han-
dled by Mike Leander whose triple
pronged flairs in the fields of produc-
tion, arrangement and composition had
established him as one of the country’s
most interesting independent personal-
ities on the London pop scene prior to
his joining MCA. Apart from the MCA
and Uni labels the company plans to
launch a budget line later in the year
and to enter the cartridge field.

M.G.M.
On July 1st 1967 EMI relinquished

all rights to MGM, Verve and Verve
Forecast labels with the exception of a
year’s grace to sell off old stock but
retained the pressing and distribution
of MGM and Verve product. Thus
MGM went independent in the British
market. Their first release “Good
Times” by Eric Burdon made the
British Top 20 and his follow-up “San
Franciscan Nights” went to No. 7.

Deejay Tony Blackburn’s first disk
“So Much Love” made the Top 30 and
Jimmy Young’s “Silver and Blue” and
The Sun Dragon’s version of “Green
Tambourine” were both strong chart
contenders. On the album front MGM’s
soundtrack L.P. of “Dr. Zhivago” has
been in the Top 20 for the past 52
weeks. American group The Mothers
of Invention visited the U.K. in Octo-
ber and stimulated good album sales.
Jazz artists Stan Getz, Duke Elling-
ton, Count Basie and Ella Fitzgerald
have all proved good sellers through-
out the year. By agreement with MGM
and Music for Pleasure all product on
the Metro and Leo the Lion labels
have been leased to Music for Pleas-
ure. As well as promoting local
talents MGM have brought over from
the States Mothers of Invention, The
Cowsills, Astrud Gilberto, Stan Getz
and Erroll Garner to promote their
American product in the U.K. MGM
looks forward to an increased share
of the U.K. market in the years to
come.

MUSIC FOR PLEASURE
With the sale of well over 4 million

L.P.s in the last year Music for Pleas-
ure is now Britain’s undisputed mar-
ket leader and the country’s largest
selling L.P. label at any price. They
now have approximately 40 per cent
of the U.K. budget L.P. market and
over 12 per cent of the total L.P. mar-
ket. Music for Pleasure records are
now stocked by over 6000 retail outlets
including supermarkets, news agents,
wine stores and chemists as well as
the conventional record retailer. Regu-
lar incentive promotions are a feature
of the company’s marketing strategy
whilst monthly new releases—about
10 each month—maintain constant in-
terest from dealer and consumer alike.

Because budget price L.P.s are now a
high turnover — impulse purchased
product sleeve design is very impor-
tant and MFP spend a lot of time and
money on this feature. An increasing
number of albums are being devised
and recorded by the label specially for
the budget market. Show music con-
tinues to be the most popular category
of music with such titles as “The
Sound of Music” and “Mary Poppins”
consistently topping the label’s best
seller list. Big names like Dean Mar-
tin, Nat King Cole, Frank Sinatra,
Russ Conway and Hank Williams con-
tinue to be extremely popular. Classi-

cal records make up approximately 30
per cent of the label’s list and account
for a similarly high proportion of
sales. Repertoire for re-issue is ob-
tained from a variety of sources in-

cluding MGM and Walt Disney in ad-
dition to EMI and other British
sources.

PAGE ONE
The past year has seen Page One

Records striding forward in all as-

pects of promotional ideas and the
culling of new repertoire. The Troggs
“Love Is All Around” hit the No. 1

spot in five countries and made the
Top Ten in America. Another Gold
Disk looks like coming their way. Page
One now comprises all types of reper-
toire from pop, jazz, folk, country &
western, light orchestral and classic.

One of the major agreements in 1968
was the Bell Records-Page One Rec-
ords pact for all Page One repertoire
to be issued in America on its own
logo. Another major agreement was
the forming of Different Class Produc-
tions in association with Bill Martin
and Phil Coulter. Third major agree-
ment during the year has been that
Page One has the exclusive rights to
Gre-Gar Records, Dorset Records.
George Grief’s U.S. based company
with such artistes as Dr. West’s Medi-
cine Band, Randy Boone etc. Larry
Page produced one of the first hit rec-
ords of 1968 “Everything I Am” by
The Plastic Penny which reached Top
5 here and registered in the charts
of many overseas countries. “I’m a
Train” by The Colours of Love” also
reaped good sales. In the stereo-album
field Page One scored with The Larry
Page Orchestra and Pancho Gonzales.

POLYDOR
Probably the fastest growth in the

British record industry has been
shown by Polydor Records and a year
of increased activity has taken the
Polydor Organization into a leading
place in the British market. When
Roland Rennie took over the helm late
in 1965 he aimed to reach 10% of the
British market within three years.
This fact was achieved in two and
has been considerably exceeded since.
The achievement at home led to sub-
stantial success overseas. A highlight
was the outstanding sales achieved
around the world with “Massachusetts”
by The Bee Gees with sales now at
4 million and still in some charts near-
ly a year after release. Development
of The Bee Gees, in association with
manager-producer Robert Stigwood,
into one of the world’s major record-
ing acts has been the most successful
outcome to date of the policy of giving
maximum opportunity to new talent.
The Who, The Cream, Jimi Hendrix,
The Bee Gees, Julie Driscoll, Brian
Auger etc. are now established artistes
and James Last now joins Bert
Kaempfert as a successful selling art-
iste in the U.K. Progress has continued
in the classical area. The Deutsche
Grammophon and Archive lines were
supplemented by the introduction last
fall of the Heliodor range and more
recently a DGG Privilege economy-
price series. Polydor extended their
stereo-only policy beyond the classical
into popular releases and classical
musicassettes were marketed for the
first time during the year. Further de-
velopment was initiated on the Atlan-
tic and Stax catalogues and agree-
ments linking Polydor and the Atlan-
tic Corporation were recently extended
for a lengthy period. Reputation of
American artistes were considerably
enhanced and the death of Otis Red-
ding was keenly felt. Redding scored

heavily here with “Dock of the Bay”
single and “History of Otis Redding”
L.P. An important licensing acquisi-

tion during the year was with the
Elektra, Nonesuch and Bounty labels
which had previously been marketed
by Elektra’s own British company,
and The Incredible String Band hit the
charts heavily with “The Hangman’s
Beautiful Daughter” album. The pol-

icy of aggressive marketing has been
coupled with deep involvement in

British pop production and a stable of
contract writers has been built up re-
cently to supplement the Polydor pro-
duction team. “It is a further example
of Polydor’s emphasis on creativity”
explained Roland Rennie. “This is the
overall policy motivation which, ap-
plied to marketing as well as A & R
activity, has been the keystone to our
remarkable progress in the last year
or so.”

PRESIDENT
President now has its own logo in all

important European countries as well
as the U.S.A. and Canada and had a
world hit with The Equals “Baby
Come Back.” Felice Taylor also

achieved chart success with “I Feel
Love Cornin’ On” and The Equals also
made the Top Ten album charts with
“Unequal Equals.”

R.C.A.

After being affiliated with Decca
Records for many years RCA launched
itself as an independent label on June
1st under the helmanship of Bernard
Ness. The new company RCA Great
Britain Ltd. set up offices at RCA
House, Curzon Street several months
ago in readiness for the big event.
RCA boasts many well established
American artists such as Jim Reeves,
Elvis Presley and The Monkees on the
pop side and Arthur Rubenstein,
Julian Bream and Andre Previn on the
classical side but now the company,
under the guidance of Terry Oates,
will be establishing itself on the Brit-
ish market with British material and
British artists. Bob Angles joined the
company from Decca at the beginning
of the year as Repertoire Co-Ordina-
tor and John Collins is in charge of
the Stereo 8 launching.

TRANSATLANTIC
Transatlantic enjoyed a further year

of substantial expansion and overall
sales were up by 50 per cent on the
previous 12 months. Two new labels
were added to the Transatlantic roster.
In September they signed a long term
deal for the Everest classical cata-
log and it has since firmly established
itself as one of the best selling classi-
cal lines on the British market one of
the most notable sellers being the only
available recording of Shostakovitch’s
13th Symphony. Transatlantic also
added Big T to its domestic labels and
hit with singles by Chuck Wood and
The Royalettes. In the autumn of 1967
Transatlantic issued “The Best of The
Dubliners” taken from their previous
recordings with Transatlantic which
proved an enormous success. Estab-
lished folk acts such as Bert Jansch,
John Renbourn and The Young Tradi-
tion all topped the folk charts and
The Young Tradition were invited to
take part in the Newport Folk Festi-
val. In November 1967 the company
launched their Transatlantic Cham-
pagne Christmas Stocking sales drive
and dealers placing orders for £30
worth of L.P.s received a bottle of
champagne. Over 1000 bottles were
distributed to British record dealers.
In January Transatlantic held their
first sales convention attended by
overseas agents and licensees and this
is now to become an annual affair.

Bringing the Transatlantic story right
up to date the company have signed
two new groups The Pentangle and
The Johnstons.

For Orlake Ltd. Britain’s No. 1

pressing plant it has been another
outstanding year. With their produc-
tion output doubled by new presses
they take pride in providing a 24-hour
round-the-clock-service including ship-
ping and delivery. Orlake also under-
take production of labels, sleeves, cat-

The British publishing scene is a
healthy one and during the year Brit-
ish songwriters and artists not only
maintained their hold in the U.K. and
U.S.A. markets but regained some of
the ground lost during the previous
twelve months. The continental charts
have also seen an upsurge in British
material and the popularity of British
artists abroad continues. During the
year under review no less than 66
British copyrights entered the Ameri-
can Top 100 as against 65 in 1966/67
and 58 in 1965/66.

It has been another year of success
for Dick James who began the year
under review with the Beatles “Sgt
Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club Band”
L.P. which not only had a fantastic
sales reaction but received a Grammy
Award for the Outstanding Album of

the Year. “She’s Leaving Home” won
the Ivor Novello Award for 1967 as
The Most Outstanding Song of the
Year, Melodically and Lyrically. So
Northern Songs continued its very
successful way and when the interim
dividends was announced from this

public company, an additional 2%,
making 26% for the half year, was
paid. The Hollies “Carrie Anne” was
a big hit published by Gralto Music as
was “San Francisco” recorded by Scott
McKenzie and sub-published from
Trousdale U.S.A. by Dick James.
Other big sellers for the company
include “Creeque Alley” by The
Mama’s and Papa’s” (Dick James);
“Time Seller” by Spencer Davis
(Spencer Davis Music) The Hollies
“King Midas in Reverse” (Gralto) and
“Love Is All Around” by The Troggs
which, although was an instant hit in

Britain, took three months to break
in the States. On September 30th the
BBC started their new format station
—-Radio 1—and George Martin penned
the official theme titled “Theme One”
which is used for opening and closing
the programme as well as station iden-
tification. “Theme One” is published
by Maribus Music which also came up
with a hit by Roger Cook and Roger
Greenaway called “Something’s Gotten
Hold Of My Heart” which brought
Gene Pitney back into the British and
continental charts. The two writers
have now set up Cookaway Music in
association -with Maribus and penned
“High ’n’ Dry” which ran second to
“Congratulations” in the Eurovision
Song Contest British heats and is on
the ‘B’ side of the Cliff Richard Colum-
bia single which has already sold sev-
eral hundred thousand. Using their re-
cording names of David and Jonathan
the duo waxed “Softly Whispering I

Love You” which is just breaking into
the charts of the U.S.A., Australia and
Europe. Although The Beatles televi-

sion show “Magical Mystery Tour”
caused great controversy there was
no controversy over the sales of the
disk which rocketed to the top of the
charts, followed by their new single
single “Lady Madonna”. The Beatles

James negotiates the release of her
recordings in USA, France, Holland
and Italy. “Jennifer Eccles” has
proved to be a big hit for The Hollies

and through a catalogue deal with Ed
Silvers and Snuff Garret has come the

first hit for The Union Gap with
“Young Girl”. Earlier in the year Dick
James acquired the Eurovision Spanish
entry “La La La” and which won the

finals by only one point from Cliff

Richard. “This Record Company” run
by Dick James’ son, Stephen, secured

the rights to release Spanish artiste

Massiel for the English speaking ter-

ritories and an English version “He
Gives Me Love” was issued by Philips

Records within three days. It is al-

ready in the lower regions of the

charts and looks like international suc-

cess for Dick James, Massiel and This
Record Company. Dick James also

enjoyed success in the United States
and the rest of the world with “Carrie
Anne”; “Pay You Back With Inter-

est”; “Let’s Live For Today”; “All
You Need Is Love”; “Time Seller”;

King Midas in Reverse”; “Yesterday”;
“Dear Eloise”; “Hello Goodbye”;
“Love Is All Around”; “Lady Ma-
donna”; “Jennifer Eccles”; “Best of

Both Worlds” and of course “Sgt
Pepper” album plus L.P.s by The
Hollies and The Troggs. A song picked
up by James in Germany “Romeo and
Julia” has just been recorded by Val
Doonican as his new single. Another
outstanding feature of the Dick James
year was at MIDEM in Cannes where
a deal was negotiated between Dick
James Music Inc and Larry Uttal of

Bell Records whereby a number of

highly successful recordings by Page
One and This Record Company and ac-

quired masters are to be released in

the U.S.A. via Bell on the Page One
label and also on the new D.J.M. label.

Under the guidance of Bob Kingston
Southern Music have chalked up yet
another successful year and Donovan-
penned British copyrights such as
“Sunshine Superman”; “Mellow Yel-
low”; “There is a Mountain” and “Jen-
nifer Juniper” have achieved interna-

tional recognition. The Flower Pot
Men hit hard with “Let’s Go to San
Francisco” and The New Vaudeville
Band followed up with “Finchley Cen-
tral” and “Peekaboo.” Southern pub-
lished Tom Jones’ “Detroit City” and
currently have a smash on their hands
with Herman’s Hermit’s “Rise and
Shine Sleepy Joe.” An important step

in the development of Southern’s ac-

tivities in Britain was taken in Febru-
ary 1968 when Spark Records was
formed. New artists A New Genera-
tion, Simon de Lacey, Cindy Ann Lee
were signed and country artist Carl
Perkins will also be issued on the
label. The company are very active on
the film front and the scores of films

such as “Rocket to the Moon”; “Far
From The Madding Crowd”; “Poor
Cow” and “The Private Right” are
controlled by Southern. Many more
films are in the pipeline, and a musical
“The Likes of Us” penned by Andrew
Lloyd Webber and Tim Rice will make
its debut later this year in Dublin.

FRANCIS DAY & HUNTER
The Big Three — Francis Day &

Hunter, Feldman and Robbins — can
look back on yet another successful
year. The Donna Music subsidiary
which houses the Les Reed-Barry Ma-
son repertoire has provided Francis
Day & Hunter with such smash hits as
Englebert Humperdinck’s “The Last
Waltz”; Tom Jones’ “Delilah” and
“I’m Coming Home”; Dave Clark’s
“Everybody Knows” and “No-One Can
Break A Heart Like You” and Solo-
mon King’s latest “When We Were
Young.” These copyrights have not
only achieved top ratings at home but
have been enormously successful world
wide. During the year Director David
Day visited his American office and
General Manager Bert Corri attended
the party given by the F D & H Ham-
burg office who were celebrating Peter
Alexander’s No. 2 position with “De-
lilah” whilst Tom Jones rated No. 1

position. Under the helmanship of Ben
Nisbet Feldmans have continued their

success story with such items as the

Bob Dylan composition “Mighty

Quinn” with world sales of Manfred
Mann’s recording now exceeding the
million and a quarter mark. Dylan’s
current L.P. “John Wesley Harding”
has topped the Best Selling L.P.
charts in Britain for many weeks.
Georgie Fame gave the pubbery “Be-
cause I Love You”; “Try My World”
and the not unrewarding B side of
“Bonnie And Clyde” titled “Beware of
the Dog.” Other charters include “The
Letter” by Bos Tops; “Hello How Are
You” by The Easybeats and “This
Wheel’s on Fire” by Julie Driscoll.
Feldmans signed a catalogue deal with
The Cowsills which have them “The
Rain The Park And Other Things.”
Recently Ben Nisbet signed a deal
with Artie Mogull of Tetragramatton
Company which gives Feldmans cata-
logue rights to their vast empire
which includes comedian/singer Bill

Cosby. Robbins Music have hit with
“Excerpt From a Teenage Opera”
which also scored heavily throughout
Europe and won an Ivor Novello
Award for The Outstanding Novelty
Song of the Year. Another Novello
award went to the score of “Dr.
Dolittle” and an Academy Award for
The Best Song of the Year went to
“Talk to the Animals.” Single suc-
cesses came via “Kites” by Simon
Dupree; “She’d Rather Be With Me”
by The Turtles and songwriter Tim
Hardin provided many top name art-
ists with both single and album track
compositions. His “If I Were a Car-
penter” which proved a hit for Bobby
Darin also gave The Four Tops inter-
national chart success. Another impor-
tant record during the year was The
Mike Sammes recording of “Some-
where My Love” from “Dr. Zhivago.”
This was issued nine months after all

the other recordings were available
and achieved charts success for nearly
six months during which time of
course the album was maintaining its

hold on the album charts.

Keith Prowse Music headed here by
Jimmy Phillips began the year under
review with sales of 250,000 in the
U.K. for the Eurovision winner “Pup-
pet On a iString”. Sales now stand at
nearly 500,000 in the U.K. and 4,-

000,000 throughout the world. The
song achieved an Ivor Novello Award
for The Most Performed Song of the
Year and Bill Martin and Phil Coulter
received awards as the writers. There
are now around 167 individual record-
ings of the song around the world but,
strangely enough, the song has not
clicked at all in America. The KPM
Mood Music Library is developing
Recorded Mood Music Library is devel-
oping rapidly and is three times as
successful as it was three years ago.
The company had a No. 1 with “Ever-
lasting Love” by The Love Affair and
one of their standards “Glory of Love”
was revived by the film “Guess Who’s
Coming to Dinner” and added 7 more
recordings. Winners of the 1967 Euro-
vision Song Contest the company failed
to make it “two in a row” when Cliff

Richard’s “Congratulations” lost out
to Spain’s Massiel by just one vote.
Nevertheless it gave the publisher a
No. 1 smash not only in the U.K. but
in Sweden and it has registered in the
charts of most European countries.
“Congratulations” has been well cov-
ered by local artistes around the
world. Bobby Goldsboro’s “Honey”
which rated No. 1 in the American
charts is a KPM copyright which
looks like heading to the top in Britain.
The American musical “Man From La
Mancha” just opened in Britain with
a score published by KPM.
For Burlington Music it has been

another year of achieving the maxi-
mum number of hits with the

minimum number of copyrights. Their

two biggest have been “There Goes
My Everything” and “Am I That Easy
To Forget” both recorded by Engle-

bert Humperdinck. Burlington copy-

rights have been issued on Humper-
dinck's “The Last Waltz” album
which was an enormous seller and
album tracks are being set by Tom
Jones, Humperdinck, Val Doonican
and John Rowles. Popularity with Jim
Reeves was sustained by hits such as

“Pretty Brown Eyes” and “Trying to

Forget”. During the year Burlington
entered the film score line with “Rob-
bery” by Johnny Keating. Burlington’s

General Manager John Nice paid a
month-long visit to the States meeting
licensors in New York, Hollywood,
New Orleans, Nashville, Memphis and
San Francisco.

two million mark and Pitney with his

four years Bron has now taken over

the agency for Pitney in Europe. An-
other scoop came with the signing of

a deal with Art Talmadge giving Bron
representation of the American Musi-

You” by Cilia Black etc. During the
year Cyril Shane left the company to

start up on his own and Peter Callan-
der turned full time songwriter and
formed a company with Mitch Murray.
Geoffrey Heath late of Good Music
took over. Three musicals are planned
one with score by Cyril Ornadel “Ann
Veronica” will be opening later in the
year.

For Ambassador Music “A Taste of
Honey” continues to be a good source
of revenue with 12 new recordings
being added this year bringing the
total number of waxings to around
the 900 mark. In July last year the
company had the B side of The Honey
Bus’ first recording and Terry Noon’s
faith in the group gave the company
a chart entry with “I Can’t Let Mag-
gie Go” which is also registering in

the continental charts. Noon has now
taken over complete management for
The Honeybus. Several Ambassador
copyrights appeared on album tracks
including “Wander Love” on Esther
& Abi Ofarim’s “2 in 3” best selling
album. During the year the company
acquired Terry King’s Giant Music
catalogue. George Pincus paid his
usual yearly visit to the London office

in January this year which was fol-

lowed up with a trip by Lee Pincus in
April.

In the past year the Campbell Con-
nelly group of companies have had
chart entries by such names as Frank
and Nancy Sinatra “Something Stu-
pid”; The Marvelettes “When You’re
Young and In Love”; “So Tired”
Frankie Vaughan and “Big Spender”
Shirley Bassey. An important event in

the company’s year has been the Lon-
don presentation of “Sweet Charity”
voted Hit Show of the Year—1967. Cy
Coleman, who wrote the music for
Dorothy Field’s lyrics, is scoring the
music for the film version which stars
Shirley MacLaine, Chita Riviera and
Sammy Davis Jr. Under the benign
leadership of Managing Director Roy
Berry many subsidiary companies
have been formed during the year. Hit
songwriters Ken Howard and Alan
Blaikley formed Toad Tunes and pro-
ducer Steve Rowland formed Quorum
Music. Geoff Stephens formed Vaude-
ville Music and Harvey Lisberg, Man-
ager of Herman’s Hermits, in associ-
ation with Irving Press and Malcolm
Glazier formed M.I.T. Music. Mean-
time, General Manager George Sey-
mour was active on the artist-publish-
er front and came up with some out-
standing material penned by Vince
Hill and published by Vince Music/
C.C. The formation of all these com-
panies has not depleted efforts of the
older established companies within
the group. For Hournew Music, French
singer Sheile topped her country’s
charts with the Goldman-penned
“Pamela Pamela” while Jeff Beck had
chart success with “Tallyman” and
Micky Most recorded four Gouldman
songs from the forthcoming Herman’s
Hermits film “Mrs. Brown You’ve Got
a Lovely Daughter.” The Campbell
Connelly group is extending a new in-

terest in its Ivy Music Ltd. company
which is jointly controlled with Radio
Luxembourg in view of the new for-
mat of programming adopted by the
station.

For Lynn Music it has been a con-
tinuing success story with writers
Ken Howard and Alan Blaikley and
Dave Dee, Dozy, Beaky, Mick and Tich.
Their number “Okay” hit the No. 2

spot in the U.K. and figured in the
Top Five charts of Germany, Scandi-
navia, Holland, Japan and Australia.
“Zabadak” quickly followed as did
“The Legend of Xanadu” which again
hit all the European charts. Under the
management guidance of Ken Howard
and Alan Blaikley The Herd appeared
on the scene with “From the Under-
world” followed by “Paradise Lost”
and currently “I Don’t Want Our Lov-
ing To Die.”

The Chappell group of companies
maintained the show score reputation

with the John Addison score from the

film “Smashing Time”; Tommy
Steele’s record breaking film version

of “Half a Sixpence”; “Camelot” and
the 70mm revival of “Around The

World.” Other films included “Hurry
Sundown”; “How To Succeed In
Business Without Really Trying”;
“Two For The Road”; “The Pent-
house”; “Barefoot in the Park” etc.

Shows of the year include “Cabaret”;
the two great revivals “The Desert
Song” and “The Boy Friend” and cur-

rently “I Do I Do” with British cast of
Anne Rogers and Ian Carmichael. The
year has also been a good one for the
pop Chappell catalogue including the
Louis Armstrong blockbuster “What
a Wonderful World”; “Just Loving
You” from the pen of Tom Springfield
recorded by Anita Harris and Sandie
Shaw’s “You’ve Not Changed.” The
two main American hits have been
“Ode to Billy Joe” and Bobbie Gentry
and “Judy in Disguise” by John Fred
and His Playboy Band. Frankie
Vaughan also had a huge success with
“There Must Be A Way.”

For Screen Gems, headed here by
Jack Magrow, it has been an excellent
year with smash hits by The Monkees
including “Daydream Believer”;
“Pleasant Valley Sunday” and “Val-
leri”. Screen Gems also had the No. 1

American smash by Don Black “To Sir
With Love” waxed by Lulu and in-

creased their share of the film score
market with such films as “Casino
Royale”; “Interlude” etc.

For Ardmore & Beechwood it has
been a year of reorganization. Harry
Lewis departed in February and was
succeeded by Fred Marks, late of EMI
Records. He was joined by Phil
Greenep in charge of Activation and
Chris Webb responsible for promotion.
The Seekers gave the company a size-

able hit with “Emerald City” and
Andy Williams “Can’t Take My Eyes
Off You” put Ardmore & Beechwood
into the Top Ten. The number was also
covered by Kiki Dee and sold well.

Fred Jackson’s Fanfare Music ac-
quired a lot of continental material
during the year and signed an agree-
ment to represent Hort Jankowski’s
compositions in Britain through a new
company Altus Music which also rep-
resents Peter Kirsten’s Altus Musik
of Germany. Pic and Bill were very
active all over Europe for Le Bill

Music and plans are now being made
to bring the artists over for a Euro-
pean tour. Tony Osborne completed
several albums for Deram published
through Mason Music which were re-

leased all over the continent. Composi-
tions by Ike Turner many of which are
recorded by Ike and Tina Turner are
published through Five Continents.

Lorna Music have added various
catalogues during the year including
Norrie Paramor Music and Pattern
Music for the works of Simon and
Garfunkel. Under the guidance of Alan
Paramor the company has expanded
into independent production and have
recorded two albums for release on
CBS. They will also be looking after
the interests of French singer Sacha
Distell during the coming year.

For Joe Roncoroni’s Marquis Enter-
prises it has been a year of discovering
and developing new talent which will

reap the benefit in the coming year.
It has also been a steady year on the
publishing side with material by The
Zombies and Marquis copyrights have
appeared on many album tracks.

During the year Mellin Music have
considerably expanded their interest
in the film music scene with scores
such as “Sam Coopers Gold”; “The
Silent One” and Robert Mellin is now
acting as co-producer for a new
Rumanian film “The Immortals”
through his Franco-London company.
Mellin also holds recording rights in

all English speaking territories for
Czech artist Karel Gott who makes
his debut on the British scene shortly.
Mellin also looks after Eva Pilvarov
whose “Goodbye Yesterday” was is-

sued here on Philips and in the UjS. on
Laurie. On the pop side Mellin has
had several good sellers and currently
have Gene Pitney’s “Somewhere In
The Country” charter. Franklyn Boyd
joined the company during the year
bringing his music catalogue to add
to the Mellin repertoire.

During the year Cyril Shane left the
Shapiro Bernstein Organization and

set up his own Cyril Shane Organiza-

tion. He soon acquired many copy-

rights and is currently experiencing

the sweet smell of success via “Rain-

bow Valley” by The Love Affair.

Having established himself as an
independent producer of merit and
with a string of hits behind him Nor-
man Newell has now been able to con-

centrate on his first love—songwriting.

It was his intention to devote more
time to songwriting which prompted
him to leave EMI and set up his own
about a year ago. Now with pen firmly

in hand his output during the year has
included work on such films as “The
Bliss of Mrs. Blossom” starring

Shirley MacLaine; “The Bandit of

Milano”; “Runaround”; “Belle Starr”;

“El Golfo”; “The Fight for Survival”;

“Great Catherine”; “Prudence and the

Pill”; “Subterfuge” “L’Etrangere”
etc. Newell is currently working on
“McKenna’s Gold” Carl Foreman’s
latest epic.

Apple Publishing is now one year
old and within this time it has become
a recognized entity in the music busi-

ness. Conceived as an idea by The
Beatles it has been steadily built up
to an established catalogue of world
wide copyrights. Young and vital writ-

ing talent is being developed and
encouraged. In November 1967 Apple
entered into an exchange catalogue
deal with Terry Melcher involving all

the copyrights flowing from his Cali-

fornia office. These were also acquired
for the continental market where Ap-
ple has set up an international organi-
zation with established publishing
houses in France, Germany, Scandi-
navia, Spain, Italy, Holland and
Benelux. Terry Doran, Manager of
Apple Publishing, discovered four boys
who were later to be christened by
John Lennon, The Grapefruit and they

hit with their first release “Dear De-
lilah.” Disk was produced by Melcher
when he was in London. The Midem
festival in Cannes proved to be a

very advantageous meeting ground for

Apple Publishing’s international con-

tacts and the benefit of meeting the

world’s music business is now being

felt as more and more business is

being conducted because of this per-

sonal contact.

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GERMANY- THE PAST TWELVE MONTHS
This year the statistics given by

the German Phonograph Record In-
dustry Organization include several
companies that were not listed in
the statistics in the past. Basically,
record sales rose about 7% in actual
numbers of sales, but stayed in dol-
lars volume at about the 100 million
dollar mark. The reason for this was
the tremendous increase in the sale
of low-priced LP’s.

Basic sales tendencies showed that
the single record sales stayed about
the same while EP sales dropped, 10"
LP sales almost disappeared, and 12"

LP sales increased 19%. Sales of clas-

sical music stayed at about 30 per
cent of total volume. This figure is

much higher than the world average.

Export sales rose considerably, both
in LP’s and in singles.

Low-priced LP’s accounted for
about 50% of the LP sales in num-
ber, and about 25% in dollar volume.

Imports on record product dropped.

Stereo is “in” and mono is “out.”
The only monaural LP’s being issued
today are historical recordings. Here
are the statistics:

Schneider, who distribute themselves.

The main exports in the pop field

include Bert Kaempfert, James Last
and Horst Jankowski, who continue
to sell more records in foreign ter-

ritories than in their local market,
on the instrumental side of the pic-

ture, and Udo Jurgens along with
the sensational Esther & Abi Ofarim
on the vocal side of the picture.

The problem of establishing local

artists has become more acute than
ever. Philips seems to have a new
star on their hands with Alexandra,
who has made a big breakthrough
with her first LP and singles, and
young Cornet Records have pushed
through Roland W. and Peter Orloff,

but that’s about the extent of local

new faces making the top of the
charts. The last year was a huge
year for Polydor’s The Bee Gees,
who sold literally millions of records
in Germany. Dave Dee & Co., along
with The Beatles, have also main-
tained their popularity over the past
year.

The basic problems that were in

evidence a year ago are still around
to plague German business. Lack of
modern up-to-date sounding German
production, and lack of Radio/Tele-
vision pop music exposure time have
led to a strong domination of U.S.
and English product. The discotheques
have become a very major factor
in the pop field today. Klaus Quirini
and his German Disc Jockey Associa-
tion, composed of over 100 night club
disc jockeys, and a host of radio disc

jockeys and recording stars, carry-
ing VIP membership cards, are even
publishing their own hit parade. Al-
most every record company in Ger-
many is backing them with service on
their single product.

Although no German pop music
contest was held last year the “Gala
Evening of Records” held at the Ger-
man Radio-TV Fair in Berlin on the
night of August 26th was the high-
light of the last twelve months. The
two-hour long special color TV-er
marked the start of color television

in Germany, and featured record stars

from every major company. It was
a solid boost to the sagging record
business in Germany. A contest look-

ing for new talent was held by the

second TV channel, with talent be-

tween the ages of 16 and 30 years of

age featured, but the results were
not spectacular. None of the winners
of the contest turned up in the top
ten listings of the hit parade.

Public relations for the music in-

dustry received its biggest boost as
prominent stars of CBS, Deutsche
Grammaphon, Metronome, Edition

Montana, Phonogram and Ariola join-

ed together for an LP called “The
Star Hour Music.” Total sales were
well over the 100,000 mark, and total

receipts were given to charity. Stars

represented were: Max Greger,

Wencke Myhre, Andy Williams &
The Williams Brothers, Freddy Quinn,

Roy Conniff, Vicky, Roy Black, Esther
& Abi Ofarim, Juliette Greco, Nina
& Frederick, the James Last Orches-

tra, Mirielle Mathieu, Udo Jurgens,

Heidi Bruhl and Peter Alexander.

Statistics show that phonograph
records continue to be a top item on
the teenagers’ buying list. 80% of the

teens spend their money on clothes,

73% spend money on phonograph
records, 51% buy cosmetics with their

hard cash, 48% spend money on pai--

ties, movies, and general going out,

45% spend cash on travel, and 42%
need some of their pocket spending
money for cars.

All major record companies moved
heavily into the LP subscription field,

especially around Christmas, and it

was possibly to obtain tremendous
bargains and gift packages for rea-

sonable prices. The pop LP smash

of the year was the low priced “T^iis
is Soul” package, featuring Atlantic
and Stax catalogue material released
by Metronome. The LP sold over
180,000 copies, and started the sqpl
craze in Germany. *-

IN ITALY

Milan, May 1968
Six months ago, a new recording com-

pany, TAY S.r.l., was established in Italy.

The labels of its records distributed on

the italian market are TAY, KINKY and

DISCATTUAUTA’. One wonders why a

new recording company should be estab-

lished in a country where firms of this

kind abound, and where the market is

apparently overflowing. An answer to

this question can be found in the reper-

toire and professional background of the

company’s partners.

How and Why TAY S.r.l.

Was Established

At the end of 1967, musician Marcello

Minerbi and journalist Tommaso Biggiero

both very well-known in the Italian

musical business—wrote a ballad on

Che Guevara. The song entitled A

Flower for Che Guevara ’ was offered to

various recording companies. As the

offer was turned down, the two partners

produced the record and put it on the

Italian market. Today, “A Flower for

Che Guevara” has become one of the

Italian university students’ favourite

songs.

This is how TAY was started. Now,

other non-conformist musicians, lyric

writers and journalists have joined the

company. Their production is not a mere

imitation of what is heard outside Italy,

but it also expresses a typical Italian

trend which can be successful abroad.

Artists and Repertoire

TAY’s production is extremely varied.

The “Gruppo '67 p.C.n.’ (post Christum

natum), a vocal trio accompanied by a

classical guitar, recorded the above

mentioned song for Guevara, and Cet-

tina”, a ballad that tells a tragic story

connected with the earthquake in Sicily.

Armando Celso is a classic guitar

player, who heads a group of musicians

from the Music Academy. The Armando

Celso orchestra plays famous old classi-

cal pieces (such as “Adagio” by Albi-

noni, Claire de Lune, Giochi Proibiti,

etc.) They also recorded universally-

known tunes like Petite Fleur, Love is a

many s pi endou red thing, la Chanson

d’Orphee.

Nicola d'Alessio has a typical South-

ern-ltalian voice. His first song “Asciu-

gati le Lacrime” (Dry your Tears), which

was recently put on the Italian market,

is already a big success. The recording

programme for this artist will include

some of the most famous Neopolitan

songs with guitar and mandolin accom-

paniments just like the Neopolitan min-

strels. These are live recordings in order

to obtain a natural and realistic atmos-

phere.

A series of orchestral long-playing

records, intended mainly for export, is

also being programmed.

The TAY Company is not only inter-

ested in the production of Italian music

but also keeps an eye on the interna-

tional market. Shanda Lear, a young

American singer, has recently recorded

“Cinderella Rockefella” and “The King

of Chicamooga”. She has had a lot of

singing experience both in Europe and

in the U.S.A. She is the granddaughter

of Ole Olsen of Olsen and Johnson, the

famous authors of “Hellzapoppin”.

“I Gadgets” is a group of French

players which has updated for today's

youngsters tunes which were famous in

the twenties and thirties. Linder the

KINKY label they have produced “No-

body knows you when you are down and

out”, translated into “II Milionario".

Other artists working for TAY S.r.l.

are: The Gigi Cacace’s Group, Hartego

Mozart, a classical guitarist, Alfio and

Chicca. The latter have recorded “A

very beautiful November", a song which

appears to be of great interest to the

French market.

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MEXICO—THE PAST TWELVE MONTHS
GENERAL POINT OF VIEW— One
more year has elapsed, and the Mexi-
can record industry has become more
solid and more centered towards the
preferences of its public day by day.
These preferences are alike in practi-
cally all Latin America. Logically,
this has given magnificent dividends,
which have been reflected in the in-
crease of record sales in all the com-
panies. With this, we don’t want to
say that we have reached the maxi-
mum point of maturity or that we find
ourselves in a flourishing situation.
No. There is still a lot to do; but I
sincerely believe that we are on the
right road to finding it.

From 1967 to what has elapsed of
the present year, the restlessness of
the leaders of the recording companies
has been felt. They are doing things
that had practicallv never been
thought of before: NEW THINGS—
RENOVATION. In this way, thanks
to that effort, we have witnessed the
birth of new figures in the artistic
field, who have, in more or less twelve
months, already reached the very first
places in popularity, such as: Ar-
mando Manzanero, Carlos Lico, Ro-
bertha, Los Aragon, Marco Antonio
Vazquez, Roberto Jordan, Jose Martin,
Juan Torres, etc. . . . Some of these
names are already well-known in
foreign countries, and their sales are
considerably high. In past years, our
“modern surge” was very weak.
And this renovation which we have

mentioned has not only been reflected
in the artistic field, but in that of the
leaders of the very manufacturing
companies themselves, as well. Some
veteran executives have changed their
trademark, and new elements have
also begun to occupy important posi-
tions and have shown good quality.
Two new seals: Discos Tico, S. A. arid
Discos Rex, S. A., have been added to

those already established, and small

duced talent and dividends, have begun
to surge within the Interior of the
Republic.
An important fact which has been

reflected recently in the record sales
in Mexico has been the incredible sales
increment which has come about, as
far as the Extended Plays are con-
cerned. These sales have already sur-
passed those of the singles, 45 rpm.
The reason is logical: a single record
costs around ten pesos, and an EP
costs around 13 or 14 pesos. For this
price you get two more songs and a
pretty sheath which generally con-
tains an attractive cover in full color.
The sale of Long Play records is also
soaring high, especially those which
are sold under a cheaper trademark.
The actual novelty is the sale of
cartridges, and the catalogues of prac-
tically all the recording companies
already have them for the public to
buy. Two factories, such as Peerless
and Orfeon, have already begun to
manufacture their own cartridges, and
a third, Musart, is about to do so. This
last company has just launched the
“Mini-4,” a small cartridge which
contains four songs and comes re-
corded in four tracks, which is ap-
proximately priced at $2.60.

It is well known that the essential
point in the record sales is constituted
by the correct distribution of the same
across the whole country and foreign
countries, as well. I consider that
during these past twelve months, this
has been one of the principal features
which has kept the Mexican recording-
companies preoccupied. This is plainly
evident when we see the extension o"f

the national routes which are being-
covered and the increment of salesmen
which is being experimented by the
different companies, in order to" offer
their clients better service and more
efficiency. The leaders of the different
recording companies have been travel-
ing constantly to foreign countries, in

manage and distribute their own
trademarks; and, often enough, this
has caused a very strong sales in-
crease for their representatives.
The representation of foreign trade-

marks in Mexico is now being brought
about much more cautiously. Before,
any recording firm would sign a con-
tract, in order to represent any other
recording firm in the world which
offered its catalogue. Little did it

matter whether or not this would
attract the public, or not; nor was the
method which should have been ap-
plied for the correct management of
this operation taken into consideration.
Thus, the results were very poor, and
at present, when the distribution of a
foreign trademark is offered, the guai--
antee is studied, first of all; then, the
contents of the catalogue is listened
to by a person who is experienced in
the type of music which is being
offered; and finally, the economical
coverage which said records might
have before the public is studied very
closely. If the offer is becoming, it is

accepted. If not so, it is rejected.
A vital point to be considered, in

order that a recording industry be
able to run smoothly in any country,
is the working source which the stars
should be able to take advantage of,

and I believe that in this aspect we
have nothing to worry about, seeing
as how the Government has taken care
of making our “Mexico by night” as
attractive as possible, by giving us
every type of facilities for the oper-
ation of diversion centers which are
the principal working sources of the
star or artist.

The expensive varieties again exist
in the city, and internationally known
stars, such as: Ella Fitzgerald, Ra-
phael, Sarita Montiel, Herve Vilard,
Sarah Vaughn, Carlos Lyra, Brenton
Wood, Charles Aznavour, and others
alternate with our principal stars,

such as: Armando Manzanero, Jose
Alfredo Jimenez, Olga Guillot, Marco
Antonio Muniz, Carlos Lico, Imelda
Miller, Alberto Vazquez, etc. . . . Be-
sides the nightclubs, bars with varie-
ties and the so-called psychedelical
centers have been opened, which daily
attract great multitudes of people,
which will increase little by little, due
to the proximity of the celebration of
the XIX Olympic Games, which will

take place in our country during the
month of October.

As far as the promotion and pub-
licity of the trademarks and its artists

are concerned, we can tell you that
day by day this is being done with
more professionalism, technique, and
imagination. The promotional cam-
paigns are now directed towards a
certain star or song. They are pre-
pared previous to the launching, and
the advertising is brought about in the
most attractive way, according to the
type of public towards which it is

being directed. It is generally done in

massive form, which means: news-
papers, radio, television, magazines,
and personal promotion in record
shops. Among the promotions which
have been most original and of major
penetration, during the past twelve
months, there was one brought about
for Armando Manzanero, in order to

consolidate him in the preference of

the public. Once this was brought
about successfully, the promotion was
extended to foreign countries, where
he was going to present himself, and
the results are very plain to see:

Armando Manzanero, who is already
an idol here in Mexico, holds the same
position in many countries of Central
and South America; and he is already
beginning to receive propositions in

the United States. Several recording-

companies ali-eady have their own
musical programs on television, in

which their stars participate, many of

which also are willing to participate,

completely free, in school festivals, or

any type of social event. With this,

the only thing they have in mind is

to promote themselves, and to become
well-known among the people. Yes,
my friends. Within the Mexican star

there is always a desire to become
better; and he hopes to see good re-

sults from these efforts in the near
future.
And what can we say about the

different Mexican recording firm A & R
Departments? Well, there has also
been renovation, and the inclusion of
new talent has produced magnificent
results. Before, many arrangements
were made based on old cliches, or
simply, originals were copied. Al-
though at present, this bad habit has
not been totally lost, even so, many
records have come out on the market
under their own seal and modern
attractiveness. Original styles are be-
ing created, in which different musical
staffs have already begun to use na-
tive instruments; and I’m not kidding
when I tell you that very soon a rock
’n roll group is going to record,
accompanied by a symphonic orches-
tra. The success which an Armando
Manzanero has had as a composer
and interpreter has provoked new

interest in the birth of new composers;
and the incredible popularity con-
quested by a foreign star, such as

Raphael, has provoked an irresistable

temptation, and now many young
people want to grasp the artistic

store, which will sell wholesale, among
other things. Luis Gil, who is also vice
president of the company, is in charge
of the project and direction. The artis-
tic direction is still in the hands of
Guillermo Acosta, and his ' brother,
Jesus, helps him with the promotions.
Jose Luengo is still at the head of
the sales department, and has been
very successful, and as a maximum
exponent in this field, they have Juan
Torres and his organ, one of the great-
est artistic revelations during these
past twelve months.

ORFEON—This company now has
a new general manager, who is the
wellknown ex-artistic director of RCA,
Mariano Rivera Conde, whose princi-
pal intention is that of increasing the
production of Mexican ranch music,
romantic, and tropical, besides con-
serving the supremacy in modern and
pop music. Its president, Rogerio Az-
carraga, is especially interested in in-
creasing the network of distribution
and the intensification of the promo-
tion of their records, in the Federal
District as well as in the interior of
the Republic. This is one of the com-
panies which has shown most inter-
est in the representation of foreign
trademarks, and among the most im-
portant are those of Gema and Decca
catalogues. The artistic direction is

divided between Paco de la Barrera
and Porfirio Reyna.

CAPITOL — Everyone has com-
mented on the magnificent job which
was brought about by its ex-general
manager, Andre Midani, who knew
just how to give this company a phy-
siognomy of its own, and create a
national catalogue based on new fig-

ures such as Carlos Lico, Los Yaki,
Robertha, and others. Andre’s position
was later occupied by John Manson,
who lasted a little over two months,
and now this important position has
been given to a young Mexican execu-
tive, Ramon Dosal, who has every in-

tention of keeping up the good work
which Midani started. The artistic di-

rection of this company is in the hands
of one of the most promising artistic

directors which we have at present;
his name is Alfredo Gil. The interna-
tional department, which has the rep-
resentation of the complete EMI cata-
logue, and the recent acquirement of

products, is the responsibility of Rene
Leon. This trademark depends on Ar-
turo Valadez’ sales department.
Among the important figures which
this trademark represents, they have
The Beatles and Raphael, the Spanish
phenomenon, who definitely monopo-
lized Mexico’s attention during the
past twelve months.

PEERLESS—One of the oldest rec-

ord seals we have in Mexico, the same
as RCA, decided to x’enovate its artis-

tic catalogue, and new figures have
surged recently, with promissing sales.

They are Marco Antonio Vazquez,
Jose Martin, Amalia Macias, Frankie

y Los Matadores, and others. Besides
this, its president, Heinz Klinckworst,
and its general manager, Leo Porias,

have acquired new artists, such as

Dueto Fontana, Hnas. Jimenez, etc.

. . . The distribution routes have been
amplified, the representation of these

records in the United States and
Puerto Rico has been modified, and the

promotion budget, which is managed
by Roberto Salinas, has been in-

creased. As is the same in the case of

practically all the Mexican recording

firms, Peerless, too, already has its

own music publisher.

GAMMA — The excellent labor

brought about of this record import-

ing company by its ex-general direc-

tor, Tomas Garcia and Luis Moyano,

has known how to conserve the su-

premacy in its specialty. The future

plans for adding a list of national

stars have been traced, as well as the

extension of the factory itself.

DUSA—A mistaken administrative
policy which began with the founda-
tion of this company, has been put in
order by its actual general manager,
Hans Schrade, who has known how to
focus this organization towards a great
success. It represents catalogues, such
as Philios, Deutsche Grammophone,
Polydor, Mercury, MGM, Verve, etc.

. . . Great help has been given to this
re-organization by its manager, Agus-
tin Hernandez, in the sales, promo-
tions, publicity, and distribution de-
partments, and there are great hopes
that their A & R, Andre Toffel, con-
solidate a good national catalogue.

TIZOC—This company is dedicated
in an 80 per cent to the representa-
tion of foreign trademarks, such as
A & M, Hi-Fi, GNP, etc. . . . The other
20 per cent is dedicated to the national
production, and its administrative per-
sonnel has been reformed, with young
people who are not in the media. They
are already showing great capacity.
The plans for erecting their own fac-
tory with presses, studios, etc., have
already been thought of for the near
future, so we were told by its dynamic
vice president, Mario Freidberg.

CISNE—Although it would also be
classified under the “small” compan-
ies, Cisne is one of the best equipped
recording firms, seeing as now it has
its own studio, presses, cutters, and
distx-ibution systems. Its president,
Rafael Ficacchi, has focused all the
efforts of this company basically to-

wax’ds x-egional music, although it also
represents fox-eign catalogues.

TICO—Under the name of Discos
Tico, S.A., a new recording firm has
sux'ged, sponsox-ed by a gx-eat cor-
poi-ation which, among other things,
would like to gain its px’estige in the
national x-ecox'd. Johnny Camacho, its

genei'al manager, and an expex-ienced
record man, who, before this period of
organization which he is going
through at present, held important
positions in similar companies in for-

eign countries, bears one goal in mind
for the future of the company; and
that is to become “big.” Thei'e is capi-
tal, and what they are looking for is

talent.

REX—This is the newest of all the
Mexican x’ecord firms. The greatest re-
sponsibility has been left to its gener-
al manager-, Estuardo Soto, who used
to be the comptroller of Discos Mus-
art. Although the activities barely be-
gan during the month of October,
1967, it already has a good national
artistic catalogue, which is being di-

rected by Jorge Acosta, and the repx-e-

sentation of some foreign trademax-ks,
such as Tempo, Evex-est, Bambuca, etc.

Its actual policy is the budget line,

although in the futui-e it has plans to

take up the regular price.

SON ART — Jose Ignacio Morales
and Bernardo Gonzalez, who are act-

ing as general manager and general
administi-ator, respectively, are al-

i-eady ex-eating an image of a record-
ing firm for Son Art, whose principal

goal is also regional music, although
they have foreign representations,
such as Vergara, of Spain, Microfon of
Ax-gentina, and Tropical, of Columbia.

HOLLAND - THE PAST TWELVE MONTHS
The season 1967/1968 was the year

of the new labels in Bovema’s Gram-
ophonehouse. The famous labels
World Pacific, Pacific Jazz, Barclay,
Erato, Buddah, Blue Note, A.B.C.
Group, and Sunset were added. Of
course all new labels were introduced
by splendid catalogues, special intro-
duction albums, striking advertise-
ments and eye-catching window-dis-
plays. And not without results;
Bovema’s part of the Dutch record-
market has increased again. Now
Bovema is one of the companies with
the most hits in the Dutch weekly hit
parade.
Many artists visited Holland result-

ing in big sales and many top posi-
tions in the Dutch hit parade. Presi-
dent Gerry Oord welcomed a.o. Lou
Rawls, Ornette Coleman, Very Lynn,
Roger Whittaker, Keith West, Vikki
Carr, Nancy Wilson, Gilbert Becaud,
the Hollies, Procol Harum, Adamo
and many others. Within short Mr.
Gerry Oord hopes to welcome the
famous American lark Bobby Gentry
and for the second time Mr. Lou
Rawls.
Dutch Bovema artists were very

successful abroad. While both the
Cats and the Buffoons got releases
throughout Europe, the Cats singles
have been released in Japan. For the
next season Bovema expects a lot of
success regarding Dutch releases on
the international market.

This season Bovema launched very
successful campaigns, a.o.: a Country
& Western and special Jazz one. Bo-
vema artists were very successful
again in the international song con-
tests, a.o. the Knokke-Split and
Coupe d’Europe festival. Best sellers
in Holland were a.o. Bobby Gentry,
Lou Rawls, A1 Martino, The Beatles,
The Beach Boys, The Move, Procol
Hai'um, Vikki Cair, Nancy Wilson,
Cliff Richard, The Hollies, Louis Arm-
strong, The Boxtops, Don Partridge,
P. P. Arnold, The Nice, and many,
many others. Quite rightly president
Gerry Oord entertains great hopes of
the new record season!
N. V. Phonogram had the biggest

part of the hit-singles during the last

season. The official Dutch Top Forty
is compiled weekly by Radio Veronica;
this popular radio station also printed
the hundred best-selling records of
last year. N.V. Phonogram has six
records with the first ten, eleven with
the first twenty. Among the best sell-

ing hundred were 32 Phonogram rec-
ords—14 of these were local record-
ings. The Decca/Deram group had 16
records on the list. Philips/Fontana
15 and London (a U.S. White Whale
recording) one.
There was a growing acknowledge-

ment from abroad for the merits of
popular Dutch artists. Dutch talent
has found recognition in very “diffi-

cult” countries like France and Eng-
land. In France: singers Ramses
Shaffy and Lisbeth List. A record by
Miss List was also released in Canada.
Records by a.o. Conny Vanden Jos
(Philips), Ronnie Tober (Decca),
Rudy Bennett (Decca) and Cuby and
the Blizzards (Philips) were released
in England. Germany also opened its

borders for several Dutch recordings:
After Tea, Connie Vanden Jos, Rob
Hoeke, Peter Safari, Rob de Neys,
John Woodhouse, Cuby & Blizzards,
Franky & The Timebreakers and
Wally Tax made records for the Ger-
man market. N.V. Phonogram is con-
tinuing its strong promotion for
Philips Cassette Recorders and the at-
tractive Musicassette-tapes. Mr. F.
Stroeken of the company was satisfied
about the results of the past year and
expressed his faith in the rapidly
growing commercial repertoire. At
the moment the tape-repertoire in-

cludes LP’s of all well-known artists
of the Decca/Mercury/Philips/Fon-
tana/London labels.

Contacts with Dutch dealers (1100)
and the Dutch press were consolidated
firmly and influences were widened.
Various of the already famous Phono-
gram Publicity-stunts resulted in ex-
cellent sales. Last season’s special
publicity-stunts included activities for
a.o. The Four Seasons, John Mayall’s
Bluesbreakers, Thoroughly Modern
Millie, The Equals, Tom Jones and
Blue Cheer. Phonogram’s share in the
TV and radio world (general promo-

tion and personal appearances) in-

crease tremendously. Among the many
artists visiting Holland last year
were: Felice Taylor, The Equals
(President), Traffic (Island), Kiki
Dee, Dave Dee, Dozy, Beaky, Mick &
Tich, The Herd, Madeleine Bell, Man-
fred Mann, John Walker, Esther &
Abi Ofarim, Barbara, Manitas de
Plata, Massiel (Philips/Fontana), The
Troggs (Page One), Tom Jones, The
Flower Pot Men, Ten Years After,
The Amen Corner, John Mayall’s
Bluesbreakers, The Moody Blues, Dave
Berry, The Honeybus ( Decca/Deram )

,

Spanky & Our Gang (Mercury), Ike
& Tina Turner (London), Bill Haley
(Brunswick), etc., etc. Also the coop-
eration with promoters, agents and
publishers was very satisfying. Last
season brought an increasing inter-
est for popular blues-music by the
Dutch record-buyers. Especially John
Mayall’s Bluesbreakers became a
best selling group after a tour and a
TV show. The group will perform on
six concerts in the biggest halls in
Holland this coming season. Locally
Cuby & The Blizzards is the most
popular blues-group. This group will
probably be booked for an English
tour in short time.

Though English pop-music is still

no. 1 in Holland, the American groups
have an increasing popularity. Espe-
cially rock-groups like Blue Cheer
(Philips) became very popular.

N. V. Phonogram could award 17
Golden Disks in the past year. Most
of these were for local recordings,
though Engelbert Humperdinck (Re-
lease Me) and Tom Jones (Green
Green Grass Of Home) received one
as well. Among the many no. 1 rec-
ords N. V. Phonogram had last year
were “(Cinderella Rockefella” by
Esther & Abi Ofarim, (Philips),
“Nights In White Satin” by the
Moody Blues (Deram), “We Love
You” by the Rolling Stones (Decca),
“Delilah” by Tom Jones (Decca), “A
Whiter Shade Of Pale” by Procol
Harum (Deram) and several local re-

cordings.

Last season CNR reaped the fruits

of a successful introduction of the
I

Russian Melodia label. Sales of these
records are most satisfactory. At the
end of 1967 world-famous Soviet ar-

tists paid a visit to Holland. Among
them Victor Tretjakov, Gregor Soko-
lov and the members of the Russian •

State Symphony Orchestra. On the
occasion of this visit CNR, the first

company in the world to do so, re-

leased an album with Tchaikovsky’s
6 symphonies plus the Manfred sym-
phony. On March 1, CNR launched a
very spectacular promotion campaign
for the Melodia records for this year.

During a 10-month period every
month two dealers are selected for a •

free trip to Moscow and visit the fam-
ous Bolshoi Theatre.

In October a new star was born:

Heintje, a 12-years old boy with a

golden voice. In Holland only, more
than two hundred thousand records

have been sold in about a half year’s

time. In Germany and Austria Heintje

reached the number 1 spot on the hit

pai-ades. There are plans for Heintje

to come to New York to have a re-

cording session, produced by Tom
Jones. At any moment now Heintje

will be awarded a golden record for

one hundred thousand sold copies of

“Mama”.
CNR also started the new Injection

label. Artists contracted for this pop-

label are: Daddy’s Act, Ralph Ander-
son, Groovy’s and the famous Indone-

sian group The Tielman Brothers.

For the second time Gert Timmer-
man received the Trophy at the

MIDEM Festival in Cannes as the

best-sold Dutch recording artist. New
artists on the CNR label are among

j

others Irene, Eddy Christiani and The :

Blue Diamonds. All three scored hits,
,

respectively: “Romeo and Julia,” “Lou-
Lou” and “Someday.”

Polydor was one of the fastest grow-
ing record companies in the Low
Countries during 1967/1968. Sales in

1967 went up with 45% and during
“

the first quarter of 1968 Polydor hit

the jackpot again with sales up nearly
60%.

The Bee Gees were in the top ten

with every new record and may be

regarded as the most popular group in

Holland. The A & M label with a.o.

Herb Alpert and Sergio Mendes, was
acquired per 1st July 1967 and contrib-

uted a great deal to the firm’s success-

story.
Atlantic was secured for another

contract-period and this happened
when Atlantic sales in Holland were
higher than ever before in the label’s

history. Names like Otis Redding, Sam
and Dave, Arthur Conley and Aretha
Franklin are dominating in Dutch hit

parades. An Atlantic Soul-sampler did

a great deal for popularising soul-mu-
sic, which continues to be hot in the
cool climate of the Netherlands. Sandy
Posey and Jimmy Smith of MGM/
Verve were Polydor’s guests of honour
in the Grand Gala Du Disque Popu-
laire. MGM’s sound-track of Dr.
Zhivago reached the 20,000 sales mark
at the end of 1967. The Dutch beat-
group “Golden Earrings” and girl-

singer Bojoura were poll-winners and
Polydor’s “Shoes” were released in

England, France, Germany, Italy and
Austria. In Veronica’s Top 40 the rec-
ords of Polydor seldom had a share
lower than 20%.
The James Last Orchestra con-

quered the market to such an extent
that every new Last-LP is now ordered
in incredible quantities. A special cam-
paign “Music For Listening” brought
the product of Last, Alpert and
Kaempfert to the stereo-fans all over
the country. The Polydor Special Se-
ries has found acceptance at large and
is a strong weapon in the hands of
Dutch record-dealers. The series con-
sists of appr. 200 LP’s by now. The
latest success of the company is Julie
Driscoll, the English girl-singer, who
entered the hit parade with “This
Wheel’s On Fire.”

In the classical sector D.G.G. main-
tained its strong position. The sub-
scription-campaign again was a great
success in spite of many competitive
subscription-offers. D.G.G.’s “Privi-
lege-Series” was successfully intro-

dealer-campaigns. More T.V. appear-
ances and live-performances by the
Association, the Electric Prunes, Mi-
riam Makeba and the First Edition
embroadened the Dutch interest in the
WB-Reprise repertoire. Hits for the
labels in 67/68 have been “Pata
Pata,” “Jackson,” “Something Stu-
pid” and “The World We Knew.”
One of the greatest hits of 1967 has

been Petula Clark’s typical summer
hit “This Is My Song”—now in 1968
once again a French Vogue record has
made a long run to become the specific

summerhit of the year: Jacques Du-
tronc with “II Est Cinq Heures, Paris
s’Eveille.” From Deutsche Vogue is

reported the fine operette series, con-
sisting of 11 LP’s, which impact has
been even better than expected. Also
the series “14 Original Hits From
England” has made good sales in Hol-
land.

The best-selling German single has
been during the now-ended season
Roland W.’s Cornet-tune “Monja,”
which is still receiving lots of airplay
and strong sales. Monja and the super-
stereo quality of the Cornet albums
have made the introduction of the
young label to the Dutch market a
successful one.

Especially the Dubliners have
proved to be constant sellers for the
relatively seen young Major Minor
label. The labels strength however, is

based in Holland on the hits of David
McWilliams, who visited this country
to do several TV-shows for NCRV
television. His “Days Of Pearly Spen-
cer,” the hit that began in Holland,
and the LP, featuring this song, have
been quite successful here. Now David
is heading for another Dutch hit with
“This Side Of Heaven.”
The Pye-catalogue guarantees every

year an extensive hit-potential. Best
scoring Pye artists have been, like
every year, the Kinks and Dave
Davies, making a long chain of hits,

reaching the Dutch top ten: “Mister
Pleasant,” “Waterloo Sunset,” “Death
Of A Clown,” “Autumn Almanac,”
“Susannah’s Still Alive” and “Won-
derboy.” In the LP field strongest
sales came from Kinks, Ivy League,
David Garrick, Sandie Shaw and Geno
Washington; also very mention-
worthy is the strongly selling Marble
Arch LP “Here Comes Soul From. . . .

Otis Redding”. A firm cooperation be-
tween the Negram-Delta promotion
department, Pye and the English
Agencies, of which especially Arthur
Howes Ltd. and its very active Barrie

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Marshall should be mentioned, have
given every potential Pye-hit utmost
promotion. Thanks to this firm coop-
eration The Status Quo, Long John
Baldry and the Foundations made it

big in Holland with their very first

record. Further Negram-Delta has or-
ganized a campaign for Cyril Staple-
ton, Tony Hatch and Jackie Trent,
which resulted in lots of airplay.

Hispavox and Marfer have gained
fame in Holland because of their
magnificient Spanish folk and Fla-
menco repertoire. Further in 1968
Hispavox lark Maria Ostiz, singing
self-penned items only, who was in-

troduced with an LP and the single
“Por Tu Liberated” in April, will make
it big.

Like every year most LP-bestsellers
in Holland come from the world-
famous Ariola/ Eurodisc operette rep-
ertoire. The renown team Robert
Stolz, Rudolf Schoek and Margitt
'Schramm have tributed to this fact by
making two very successful tours
through the Netherlands. The sales of
the three-LP set “Ewig Junge Op-
erette” (Ever Young Operette) have
been more than overwhelming and has
outsold eevry other album. Also very
successful were “Die Lustige Witwe,”
“Der Vogelhandler”, “Der Zigeuner-
baron” and “Das Land des Lachelns”.
In the non-operette field best results
were reported for the labels top male
vocalist Peter Alexander and its top
instrumental Band Jo Ment’s Happy
Sound. For the American Dot/Acta/
Steed concern biggest sellers came
from the American Breed of “Bend
Me, Shape Me” fame. Also the LP’s
by Del Shannon and Billy Vaughn
have made an impressive figure on the
Dutch public.

From the local production of Ne-
gram-Delta we can report a sky-rock-
eting carreer for the newly formed
Tee^Set-Record Company T.S.R. which
had hits with “Now’s The Time”,
“What Can I Do” and “Tea Is Fa-
mous”, all by the Tee Set, and the LP
“Join The Tee Set”, all under the dis-
tribution deal with Delta. For Havoc
records new lights begun to shine with
“Ups And Downs” of the Eddysons,
which saw its release in Scandinavia,
Island, Denmark, Holland, Belgium
and Germany. On the Negram label an
impressive LP was recorded by Chri-
stine Cfinne singing songs of Mikis
Theodorakis, released in the States for
the CBS logo.

Best-Celling Roulette records to be
mentioned in this context have been
the LP by Sam & Dave and the single
recordings of Tommy James and The
Shondells, especially the rock’n roll

The important market share the firm

holds in the classical field has been ex-

tended further by releases of ex-

tremely successful productions on the
Turnabout-Vox, Christophorus and Da
Camera-Sastruphon labels.

In the popular field various new ac-

tivities were developed, among which
the establishment of a new and ex-

tremely successful label: Park.

On this label local product as well
as foreign material has been released
and the favourable trade reaction in-

dicates that the young label is on the
right track. Local released so far in-

cluded the soulgroup Ray Brook and
the Stew, Steve Francis, Peter Hofei'

and the sensational Peter Solo Sing-
ers, whose first recording “Santo
Domingo”/“Nathalie” has been re-

leased in the Benelux, England, France
and Italy. Foreign acquisitions for the
label included “Boogaloo Down Broad-
way” by Fantastic Johnny C., “Give
And Take” by Belgian hitmaker Brian
and British Beacon Records’ smash
“Ain’t Nothing But A House-Party”
by Philadelphian group “The Show-
stoppers”. Basart artists Les Baroques
and John “King Size” Russell who
heretofor knew already considerable
success in Germany and the U.S., saw
their records released in Italy as well.

Gary Burton was the
new name in modern jazz after his
performance in Rotterdam and Inelco
released “Duster”. A big surprise for
the opera-lovers was without any
doubt “Hercules”. The Guarneri Quar-
tet was in Holland and Inelco released
for this occasion “Mendelsohn-Bar-
tholdy and Grieg” (iStretich quartet
opus 13 and 27). In February Country
& western was still going strong in
Holland after the “Best of Country &
West” campaign.

Conny Vink was one of the local
artists chosen to “fight” for a place
in the Eurovision Song Contest, to be
held in London. Her title (on single):
“Hee, moet je bij mij zijn.” The Nina
Simone Show was sent to the Mon-
treux Television Festival and because
of this publicity Inelco released her
new single: “I Wish I Knew How It

Would Feel To Be Free”. The Grand
Prix du Disques of Inelco were for:
Mr. Rubinstein (Chopin Mazurkas and
Nocturnes), Arturo Toscanini (for
Verdi, Cherubini, Beethoven interpre-
tations and Verdi La Traviata) and
Jacqueline Dulac (LP “Contre Jour”).
Grand Gala-Vanguard-Artist: Buffy
Sainte Marie sung “Cripple Creek”
and Inelco made a single of it.

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tion. “Natasha” by Johan Stolz, Bel-
gian entertainer, also came on the
(Dutch market; it was the second posi-
tion in the local Belgian pre-Eurovi-
sion Contest.

In May again “Grapefruit” news:
“Elevator and Yes” on the release.
Inelc-o was launching this second
chance of the boys with a special cam-
paign. Also “Greasy Heart” of the
Jefferson Airplane was well received.
CBS Gramofoonplaten has been tre-

mendously successful, especially in the
second half of 1967. The rise of sales
compared with 1966 was approxi-
mately 10%. Of course, the most im-
portant highlight of the last months
of 1967 was “'San Francisco” single
by Scott McKenzie, which was on the
local charts on a number one spot for
6 consecutive weeks. Further one of
the bestselling singles was “Some-
where My Love” by Ray Conniff, The
British group The Tremeloes with
“Silence Is Golden”.

Consistent bestsellers in the popular
LP field were “West Side Story”,
“Porgy And Bess”, “My Fair Lady”
and all the Bob Dylan Catalogue as
well as the Ray Conniff Albums.
CBS started 1968 very promising

with such singles as “The Everlasting-
Love” by the Love Affair, “The Ballad
Of Bonnie & Clyde” by Georgie Fame,
who recently made an in-person ap-
pearance with Count Basie in Rotter-
dam. Further bestselling singles in-

cluded the records by the Tremeloes,
The Marmalade (I See The Rain) and
the famous and very popular single
“Come To My Bedside, My Darling”
by the Brothers Four. Also important
things happened in the popular LP
field with such tremendous new Al-
bums as “John Wesley Harding” by
Bob Dylan, “The Notorious Byrds
Bros.” and The Byrds’ “Greatest
Hits”, as well as Albums by Moby
Grape, Ray Conniff (consistent best-
sellers), Manitas de Plata, the famed
gypsy-guitarist (whose performance
at the Dutch Grand Gala Du Disque
Populaire was incredible and resulted
in an increase of sales), Barbra
Streisand.

such great C & W performers as
Johnny Cash, Marty Robbins, Lefty
Frizzell, Lester Flatt & Earl Scruggs
and many others, issuing as well as i

special promotion LP, entitled: “This
Is Country Music”. Also CBS was
lucky to have a new trend from the
American Music Scene, with albums
by The Moby Grape, The Electric

Flag, Blood Sweat And Tears and
from the British music scene; Peter
Green’s Fleetwood Mac, Zoot Money,
Eddy Boyd and many others.

The third and brand-new album by
the Kilima Hawaiians, entitled “Rhy-
thm Of The Islands,” recently issued
went off as a blockbuster not only in

the Benelux countries but especially

abroad. The Kilima Hawaiians’ first

CBS Album, “Farewell Hawaii,” be-
ing the best sold Album out of all the
European productions, was issued by
CB:S in the U.-S.A.

In the classical sector CBS intro-

duced with great and continuing suc-

cess its new medium-priced Series:

“CBS Meister Konzert,” which made
quite an impact on the Dutch market
(and still does), featuring such great
classical artists as Bruno Walter,
Leonard Bernstein, George Szell,

Eugene Ormandy, Isaac Stern, Leon
Fleisher and Robert Casadesus. The
great composer/conductor Pierre Bou-
lez, now exclusively on CBS, visited

our country frequently and his few
Albums up to date are acclaimed as
definitive versions by the local critics

(Debussy, Wozzeck and Berg). The
classical music-lover of today showed
much more interest for the contem-
porary composers, such as Stock-
hausen, Schoenberg, Boulez and
others. Isaac iStern, Robert Casadesus,
Pierre Boulez and Andre Watts fre-

quently visited Holland.
The continuing growth of CBS in

Holland is beyond any doubt. 1967 was
for CBS Gramofoonplaten the biggest
sofar and 1968 will ever be better. CBS
successful local production and the in-

crease of sales in the Stereo LP field,

both popular and classical, makes that
CBS has high hopes for the second
half of 1968.
The 1967-1968 season has seen a

strong upward move sales-wise for
Artone and its subsid Funckler Rec-
ords in Benelux, with turnover in-

creasing upwards of 10% as com-
pared with the last season’s. The
company succeeded to expand its ac-

tivities internationally as well, with a
host of locally produced album pack-
ages, both in the Pop and the Classi-

cal fields, being released by leading
foreign firms. Artone’s local produc-
tion further got an impressive boost
through the huge success of Johnny
Kraaykamp & Rijk de Gooyer’s fes-
tive reading of “De Bostella,” which
became a Gold Record as well as the
local hit of the year. In the LP field,

Artone scored heavily with several of

its new local productions. An initial

album by soft jazz singer Ann Burton
proved highly successful, whereas a
second LP offering by The Reunion
Jazz Band (the former soloists of the
famous Dutch Swing College Band)
has turned out to be a strong follow-
up on “Reunion No. 1,” which became
the biggest Dixie LP seller of 1967.
Other “reunions” which sold very well:
The Millers ’68 and Beryl Bryden, do-
ing her Greatest Hits in Stereo with
the New Orleans Byncopators.

For its Tamla-Motown releases in
Benelux, Artone managed to drum up
plenty of publicity resulting in a con-
siderable increase in sales. Most
strikingly rewarded efforts made in
this respect were the 50-minute TV
spectacular cum press conference of-
fered by Diana Ross & the (Supremes
during their in person visit, and the
Four Tops’ personal appearance at the
1968 Grand Gala Du Disque Populaire.
The Supremes became the talk of the
town, whereas the multi-talented Tops
made a rousing display of their unique
song and dance act during 15-minutes
of superb showmanship with which
they stole the show. The nation-wide
exposure through telecast and press
coverage obtained for this top talent
has indeed created a much larger audi-
ence for their record performances
than just the obvious teeny boppers.

Throughout the season, Artone like-

wise has been in a big push for its

Toon Hermans Reiax
Outsiders Relax
Ramses Shaffy Philips

Boudewijn De Groot Decca
Heikrekels Telstar

Sylvain Poons Omega

issues from the United Artists cata-

logues, The Fortunes were brought to

Holland for a combined concert-tour
and TV-date, whereas special effort

was made to get each local single re-

lease supported by the showing of

relevant film-clips on TV. In addition,

sales-drives were launched on the
label’s impressive repertory of original

Movie Sound Tracks and C & W music.
The number of UA albums pressed
and manufactured in Artone’s own
plants increases continually which
surely shows UA’s growth in the
Benelux.
The passed season has shown a fast

grow for the young Iramac company.
Twelve months ago, Iramac had scored
with its much awarded classical cata-
logue, pop-group the Outsiders and
singer Martine Bijl. Now, one year
later, the firm has strengthened its

activities in a very strong way.
On the local front, Iramae’s presi-

dent Willem Duys acquired the num-
ber one recording star Toon Hermans
and produced his biggest hit ever
“Mien Waar Is Mijn Feestneus.”
Iramac is being considered now as one
of the biggest in the chanson field, by
recording Martine Bijl, Lia Dorana,
Jules de Corte, Jerry Rix a.o. Willem
Duys also brought the world famous
opera star Christine Deutekom to Ira-
mac and made the bestselling classical
album in years with her. New pop-
groups such as the Sandy Coast, Left
Side and Sammy Soul Set delivered
the Relax pop label some very big

hits, which were released in Europe.

Iramac has also grown strongly in

the distribution of labels from abroad.
Not only through further promotion
and sales of country & western on
Starday and Nashville, blues and R&B
on United, Delmark, Kent and Modern,
and serious music on Dover and
Wergo, it also acquired several im-
portant new labels. From Germany
some very good album catalogues on
Bellaphon and Popular, the number
one jazz outlet Saba, featuring Eu-
gene Cicero and Baden Powell, and the
big budget lines of Europa and Som-
erset, bringing a revolution in Dutch
record selling. From Sweden pop-
label Olga with its number one Hep
Stars. Iramac also acquired the big
new Project 3 label from the United
States, headed by Enoch Light and
featuring such wondei’ful artists as
Tony Mottola, the Free Design, Bob-
by Haekett, Pearl Baily, Dinah Shore
and Urbie Green, recorded in stereo
as never before.

Last year Dureco released the 100,-

000th copy of “Waarom” (Why) sung
by the Heikrekels. On August 5, the
second “Heikrekel-single” entitled “Jij

Bent Voor Mij Alleen” (You’re For
Me Only) reached, three months after
its release, the 100,000. September
brought Dureco two Golden Records
again, to know “Ik Zou Weleens Wil-
len Weten” by Jules de Corte and the

“Zuiderzee Ballade” by Sylvain Poons.

THE MARKET: When starting this

v same column, last year, we commented
that the period 66/67 had been a hard
one for the industry, with a sales

i slump of nearly 40% and a reaction
expected for the first months of the
next twelve, that is, July or August.
Well . . . the reaction came, but noth-

I ing more happened and, after a sort
of short bonanza period, the average

» sales of the market fell once more and
the industry is currently in the same
state as one year ago.

: _What are the reasons for such a
\ thing? Since 1961, we have been

studying the state of the market in
Argentina every June, and it seems
that the reasons for ups and downs
are deeper than the simple economic
crisis that follows a country with
strong fiscal deficit and inflationary
problems. Although we should have to
refer to John Maynard Keynes to ex-
plain it, it seems now clear that the
record companies and publishers in

i Argentina are already experts in deal-
ing with economic problems and infla-

tion, since very few bankruptcies have
been shown in the trade, and those
that happened were clearly due to

,
artistic mismanagement and not to
market reasons.

A study of the development of each
of the companies could give, may be,

some explanation. There are fifteen

companies working actively in the
* market, and five of them are of rela-

tively big size. During the past twelve
months, two of these have been
strongly engaged in advertising and
promotion, while one more did a sort

* of average job and the rest didn’t act
very aggressively in the field. Those
who worked hard in the advertising
and promo parts, showed better per-
formance than the ones that didn’t,

and this could mean that the problem
of the industry is simply to cause ex-

' citement in the buyer, something that

! has been frequently forgotten during
the past years. It is easy to find record
people wondering about “what could
we do” instead of trying with new
ideas, and this starts a sort of vicious
circle, since such an attitude doesn’t
bring sales, and low sales bring more
wondering. The fact that Argentina’s
top pop artist, Palito Ortega, has been
“the king” since 1962, means that,
besides his strong values, which are
out of discussion, the industry hasn’t
been capable of producing another top
chanter of real consistence for a lot

of time. It is true that there are other

!

artists like Yaco Monti, Sandro, Leo
' Dan or another strong name, Rosamel

Araya, but in an industry whose real
business is to produce excitement, half
a dozen names in seven years is very

, little.

How could this be solved? Really, it

is difficult to answer, and we have
written about the subject several times

,
in the past year. There are promo-
tional troubles, due to a weak contact
between the record companies and the
radio and TV media. There is also a
marketing approach that isn’t enough

J active, not because there aren’t indi-
viduals that are working with up-to-
date ideas, but because that whole
industry hasn’t still caught up with
the contemporary business concept,
and is still very much working with
the 1950 ideas. It is true that several
diskeries are currently under strong
revamping campaigns, but the effect

-1 of these will be noted only later in
1968 or maybe even in 1969. Very
little marketing research is being
done, and very few statistical reports
are available regarding the way of
behaving of the record buyer, and
even the volume of the industry, a

1
1

1

series of figures that is compiled by
the Chamber of Record Producers, is

+
held like a top secret in spite of the
inquiries of journalists and the rest of
the trade, which argues that if coun-
tries like Japan and Great Britain

' publish monthly or quarterly their
figures, there is no reason to keep
them undisclosed here.

All these considerations will serve
. to understand better the state of the

market, and the figures given below,

i Sales may be considered at the same
level of the last year—in units—but

due to price increases and the constant
exchange rate of the dollar (350 pesos
to $1), the volume could be established
at $1.2 million a month against $1
million last July. Regular albums are
costing about $4.50, and singles have
jumped form $.95 to $1.10, although
discounts made available in some cases
may lower these figures. However, that
has been a strong tightening on all

levels against these discounts, making
them more difficult to obtain. How-
ever, the variety of budget records,
costing about $2, has increased
sharply, with the entry of Philips and
its “Seleccion Dorada” series of 24
albums, and even the release of a
“sample LP” at $1.15, carrying a
selection of the other LP’s. The same
diskery released also EP’s at the price
of a single, but it seems that this

practice will be discontinued.

Another interesting experiment was
the release of records in a tie-in be-
tween Microfon and magazine “Asi,”
owned by Hector Ricardo Garcia, who
also has a newspaper, “Cronica,” and
a radio station in Uruguay, covering
Buenos Aires. Records were priced at
only 500 pesos, or $1.45, and sold only
at dealers depending from the Micro-
fon organization and by mail

;
it seems

that the project, which has developed
into the forming of a new company,
Discos Asi, will be extended in the
future. Microfon has been also work-
ing with the Diner’s Club, and released
several packages through it.

Odeon has also essayed single rec-
ords at lower prices, but the cost
structure of this type of records seems
to allow little changes. On the mar-
keting side, the diskery reports that,
after a hard start, the “Galeria
Odeon,” on sale in bookstores and
other places where records are regu-
larly not available, is now showing
good results.

The Record Club system has experi-
enced no changes: CBS is the only one

to work in this field, and the rumors
about other companies entering it

haven’t been renewed during the past
months. The Reader’s Digest opera-
tion is also running normally, with
consistent sales but somewhat less

sensation than in past years. The
already mentioned tie-in between Mi-
crofon and the Diner’s, and some rec-

ords produced especially by magazines
like “Gente” or even restaurants where
tourists drop in, like “Zingarella,” in

the Boca port section, are the only
news in this area.

The distribution of the market re-

mains unchanged, although some com-
panies like Sicamericana have been
working hard on the development of

sales in the interior. The campaign
was headed by Luis Calvo, VP of the
diskery, and, if followed, could mean
an improvement of the figures belong-

ing to the provinces, which currently

mean about 40% to 45% of the total.

Rest of the volume belongs to Buenos
Aires (population about 7,000,000

against 23,000,000 of the whole coun-

try) . Although no statistics are avail-

able, the teen market has been gaining
force, and Classical music has been
decreasing in intensity. Singles are

somewhat losing field to LP’s, mainly
because of the budget LP sales, and
must amount to about 5 to 60% of the

whole, against a bigger figure some
years ago. As it is known, Argentina
is one of the few markets in the world
were singles are speeded at 33; other

speeds, like 45 and 78, have no signifi-

cance. LU’s have returned mainly to

the 12" size, after some releases on

10".

Tape cartridges, launched by several

companies and studied with interest

by the labels, are regarded as strong

business in the future by part of the

trade and as a passing fad by others.
Sicamericana reports that it is pre-
paring a plant for tape duplication,
and Phonogram is promoting its “mu-
sicasettes” with imports and local
production. The availability of several
different systems makes it difficult for
the buyer to choose, and there will be
an unnecessary double inventory at
least for several years. The high price
of tape players is also a disadvantage,
but there are projects of launching
medium-priced players for homes and
cars in the near future.
A market still not explored is the

reel tape one; since last year, Sony
and Winco are producing tape record-
ers and selling them to students and
people mainly interested in recording
speeches or radio programs, and in

some cases copying records. No adver-
tising campaign has been started yet
in the sense of buying pre-recorded
tapes, on the same motivation of buy-
ing records. The advance of tape cart-
ridges and musicasettes makes it

doubtful now to start such a plan.

PRODUCTION: The trend during
the past twelve months showed clearly
an increase of foreign recordings,
contrasting with the local artists’ bo-
nanza of some years ago. The lack of
good recording facilities may have had
importance, but the reasons pointed
above in this column also counted.
Folk music lost part of its interest,

due to the lack of new important
artists, while tango music remained
at its level, with constant discussions
about how to improve its promotion
and make it reach the teen market.

One of the important changes has
been the appearance of the independ-
ent producer, on a percentage basis
of the sales. CBS, RCA and Disc
Jockey have been the first companies
to operate with I. P.’s, and it may be
supposed that the rest of the diskeries
will follow suit soon. Although the
I. P.’s in the full sense of the word is

still to come, it seems that both Palito
Ortega, who records as an artist for
RCA and operates as I. P.’s with other
artists, and Fabian Ross, manager of

Los Gatos, are very near from it.

Ricardo Kleinman, one of the top disk
jockeys of the country, is also becom-
ing producer, through group Los In.
If we consider that in last year’s
report we stated that I.P.’s were non-
existent, the development has been
fast.

The main news has been the start
of a new company, EMI Suppliers,
now separated from Odeon, who still

represents the EMI group. The new
diskery, headed by Juan Carlos
Menna, will be in charge of all the
labels handled by EMI in Argentina
hut not belonging to its group, like
Liberty, Ami-Mala and others. It will
also record locally, and its last acqui-
sition is A&M, which was previously
with Fermata.

The most important defunction was
Ala-Nicky, after two years during
which it had some hits but bad man-
agement, and was permanently on the
red. One of the catalogs it represented,
Scepter, is now held by Trova.

Also appearing during this year,
although operating in small scale, is

Discos Ten, which started releases of
poetry and modern music. Jazz critic
Walter Thiers is the manager of this
label.

The label-production concept, held
Fermata and Microfon, has suffered a
severe blow, since Fermata has started
its own production, loosening the tie
with Odeon, who pressed and sold its

records, and Microfon is also going
independent in full scale, as soon as its

contract with RCA finishes. Julio Korn
Publishers, who had also a contract
with RCA but stopped producing some
time ago, reports that it will also go
independent in the future.

Another major change is the estab-
lishment of Spanish label Belter on a
fully independent basis, after being

associated with Quinto Records. The
Spanish management of Belter de-
cided to do so after about two years
of being represented by the Ricardo
Romero organization.

On the publishing side, the strength-
ening of Relay, associated with RCA,
and the launching of Palito Ortega’s
Clanort, were the top news of the
year. The acquisition of representation
rights of several strong international
pubberies by Relay, which is managed
by Beatriz Lupo has allowed this out-
fit to get a good percentage of the top
selling singles of the past months,
while Ortega has secured songs writ-
ten by several strong names—among
them, himself—and is starting inter-
national action. For the publishing
industry 1967 was a very hard year
because of the delay in payments from
SADIAC, who in some cases owed
nearly two years of royalties to com-
posers and publishers. The payments
made by this collecting society—the
only one in Argentina—have helped to

put the pubberies back in the black
during the past five months, although
the publishing of local tunes, which
mean strong expenses in paper print-
ing and only 25% of the royalties
(against 50% for foreign tunes), is

still very limited.

Regarding label representations,
there were few moves, if compared
with previous years. Besides the al-

ready mentioned switching of A&M
from Fermata to Odeon, RCA has
launched Groove and B. T. Puppy,
ABC Paramount has passed from
Famous to Prodisa, Microfon has ac-
quired Buddah rights, and Disc Jockey
was negotiating arrangements with
several European labels, when writing
these lines.

The most talked-about affair of the

year was the problem caused by the

recordings of Spanish chanter Raphael
for the EMI group, while his contract

with Hispavox was still valid. At a

certain moment, both labels, Music

Hall and Odeon, had his releases in
the market, and some discussions were
held at the Record Producers Cham-
ber. A decision of the Argentine Jus-
tice was expected soon at presstime,
and sales of Raphael’s records were
still very strong. According to Music
Hall’s president, Nestor Selasco, the
main problem wasn’t really Raphael,
but the validity of contracts between
diskeries and artists, who could easily
break them at any moment if the
position of the Spanish artist was
considered valid.

PROMOTION : There are sixteen radio
stations in Buenos Aires, and about
forty more in the rest of the country,
with a few FM outlets operating. TV
channels add to five in Buenos Aires
and twenty more in the interior, and
expansion plans exist for 1968/69.
Since April 1, 1968, the stations op-
erated commercially by the State (in

Buenos Aires, eight of them) have
changed their system of selling the
space from producers (who afterwards
resell it to advertisers) to directly
contacting the advertisers. Since the
producers operated as disk jockeys,
the change has been very -big, and
most of the programs on these outlets
are now produced by the same radio or
people contracted by it. No regula-
tions regarding types of music exist

at the moment.
TV musical programs are scarce,

due to production costs and the fact
that the audience seems to prefer
serial to comedy. Due to this point,

the promotion of records doesn’t find

much help in TV, except in cases like

Palito Ortega, who presents his new
LP’s through “Spectaculars” on Chan-
nel 13. The taste of A&R TV people
doesn’t go very far in the pop direc-

tion, and melodic music is preferred.

Festivals are used mainly for folk
music, and take place in the interior

of the country. The province of Cor-
doba features more than twenty fes-

tivals during the summer, and small
cities of other provinces also program
these events. In Buenos Aires there
are festivals of this sort, but a pop
music festival was started in October,

1967, and will be seemingly x-epeated

this year. It has not been demonsti-ated
that folk festival contribute to the
sale of records, since most of the
ai’tist, seeking the applause of the
public more than the promotion of

new songs, present evergi-een songs.
The pop festival in Buenos Aires re-

sulted in a couple of big sellers, and
could turn into an important event
this year.

ARTISTS: There have been few
changes among the top artists’ lists

this year, and Palito Oi’tega, the Quar-
teto Imperial, Rosamel Araya, Pepito
Pei-ez, Sandro and Bai’bai'a & Dick
heading them in the pop field. Beat
group Los Gatos is also selling very
strongly, and other names are The
Walkers, Los In and The Sound and
Co. In the tango field the all-time top
sellers are still strong: Juan D’Ari-
enzo, Anibal Troilo, Osvaldo Pugliese,
Atilio Stampone and Jose Basso.
Modern tango leader Astor Piazzolla

is also working well, and his records

have a certain appeal to young cus-

tomers. Folk ai’tists Eduai’do Falu,
Atahualpa Yupanqui, Los Chalchale-
ros, Los Frontei’izos and Jorge Ca-
frune ai’e also tops, and newly foi-med
group Cuarteto Vocal Zupay seems to
be the newcomer of the year.

There were, as usual, several impor-
tant artists from other countries
visiting Argentina, and among them
Mexican star Armando Manzanero,
British groups The Herman’s Hex-mits
and The Tremeloes, Fi’ench chantress
Dalida, Italian songstress Milva,
Fi-ench teen idol Johnny Hallyday,
chantress Sylvie Vartan, Chilean artist
Antonio Prieto and, two times, Span-
ish chanter Raphael, who had a very
strong success.

Sales figures remained at the same
level of 1966/7, with strong hits sell-

ing between 60,000 and 100,000, LP’s
ranging from 30,000 to 60,000 and
many best sellers lists entities not
surpassing the 15,000 mai’k. Beat mu-
sic, both from local and foreign origin,
was vei-y strong, and one of the big-
gest hits of the year, “La Balsa,”
belonged to it. Sales of local tunes to
other countries weren’t especially ac-
tive, due to some lack of good local

pop tunes, but some ai’tists like Palito
Ortega, Los Gatos, The Sound and
Co., The Walkers and instrumental
combos wei’e released in other mai’kets.
For this year Decca was planning the
launching of orkster and aiTanger
Malvicino in the United States, basing
the campaign on his l-ecordings for
Microfon in Argentina.

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JEPMM- THE PEST TWELVE MONTHS
OUTPUT OF RECORDS
The total output of records during

1967 amounted to 100.1 million copies,
34.6 billion yen in value, which is 8%
ahead of 1966. Referring to the record
industry of the past two years, slow-
down in increase rate of output and
sales has to be pointed out, compared
to the rapid growth of this business
during the decade until 1965. It is said
that the market has been expanded so
large as to come into a transition pe-
riod, and the active plans for develop-
ing the new consumer’s demand is be-
ing highly expected for future.

Output share per size of records:
17cm single and EP shares 52% of
the total output (2% increase over the
previous year)

; 17cm EP, sharing
22% of the total 17cm records, de-
creased 9%. 25 cm LP, output of which
has been decreasing for the past five

years, shares only 0.9%. 30cm LP,
shares 47% (16% increase over the
previous year). The sales of 30cm LP
has been remarkably increased, while
17cm records has remained almost on
the same level as 1966. This pheno-
menon was first noticed in 1966, and
it is expected that the share of LP
records will continuously increase
hereafter. The output of “45 r.p.m.”
30cm LP, which was released later in

1967 intending to attract the sound-
mania, amounted to 240 million yen in

value, sharing 1.5% of the total 30cm
LP records.
Another important phenomenon is the

rapid increase of the sales of local re-
cordings, which, already noticeable in

1966, has been accelerated. In 1967 the
output of the records of local origin
increased at the rate of 19%,/while the
records of imported origin decreased
1%. Share percentage of the local

repertoire and the imported repertoire
is 54%: 46%, and the dominant posi-
tion of the imported repertoire during
the past ten years was overturned.
Especially the output of local 30cm LP
was 43% ahead of 1966 (local single
record: increased 13%). Although the

output of 30cm LP of imported origin
was 5% ahead of the previous year,
that of single records decreased 12%.
This unfavourable trend for the im-
ported repertoire is mostly due to that
the local groups of pro-American or
British sounds have caught the teen-
age popular music fans who might
have stood for the original American
or British groups.

Recently the raise of the retail price

of 17cm records has been announced
by Nippon Columbia and Tshiba Re-
cords to be enforced on June 1st. And
it is assumed that all the other record
companies will follow this decision

sooner or later. In general, the price

of 17cm singles will be more or less

10% up, and that of 17cm EP (33
r.p.m.) will be 20% up. It is explained
that this raise of the retail price has
been caused by the steep rise of the
production cost: material cost, per-

sonnel expenses, etc.

LOCAL POPS
Popular music scene of the past one

year was characterized by the flourish-

ing of so-called “group-sounds.” Last
year this was reported to be a rising-

trend which started with the music of
Blue Comets and The Spiders. Now,
after a year, group-sounds is an estab-
lished new stream, parallel to the main
stream of typical Japanese popular
songs. This fact was supported by the
award of “1967 Japan Disc Grand
Prize” to Jacky Yoshikawa & Blue
Comets for their No. 1 hit of the year
“Blue Chateau” (Nippon Columbia)
which sold 1,300,000 copies. The Tigers
(Nippon Grammophon), enthusiasti-
cally supported by low and middle
teenage girls, are enjoying the top-
most popularity, always ranked in the
hit chart with “Mona-Lisa no Ho-
hoemi”, Kimidake ni Ai-o”, and recent
“Hana no Kubikazari” (Flower Neck-
lace).

This development of the local group
scene has been greatly owed to the

activities of the artist production com-
panies. Such active movements of the

artist productions had never been seen
before in Japan, where the production
of records was fully conducted by the

record companies. Watanabe Prod-
uctions, biggest organization for the
booking of local artists, had a tremen-
dous success with the above-mentioned
Tigers, whose popularity among the
young girls is equal to the Beatles-
mania of some time ago. Another
“teenagers’ idol” from Watanabe Prod-
uctions is The Wild Ones (Toshiba)
with the current hits “Aisuru Anita”
and “Bara-no Koibito.” A young-
female singer Jun Mayuzumi on Tosh-
iba Records has also played a very
active part. Toshiba has recently es-
tablished a label named Express, on
which they are intending to exploit
the new local and international record-
ings. Shinko Music, who pioneered the
group-sounds boom by producing The
Spiders, has also supplied Philips Re-
cords-Nippon Victor with the new suc-
cessful groups, who were all ranked at
the top by their debut singles: The
Carnabeats by “Sukisa, Sukisa, Su-
kisa” (I love you), The Jaguars by
“Kimi-ni Aitai” (I want to See You
Again), and The Tempters by “Kami-
sama Onegai.”

About 35 groups made their debut
in 1967. The various trials for the
individual styles have been made by
each group. “Let’s Go Unmei” (Vari-
ations by electric guitars of Beeth-
oven’s Symphony No. 5) by Takeshi
Terauchi & The Bunnies (King Re-
cords) was highly commented for its

originality of the sound. Group-sounds,
attracting low and middle teen high-
school girls, has contributed to expand
the record purchasing generation
lower in age.

In the end of 1967 a trend of “under-
ground music” was initiated by The
Folk Crusaders’ original hit “I Only
Live Twice” (Toshiba). As this song,

first recorded by an unknown student

group, The Folk Crusaders, at then-

own expense, created a sensation in

Kansai area, Toshiba Records obtained

the recording rights, and this sales

amounted to 1,200,000 copies in a very
short time. Stimulated by this success,

“Kemeko no Uta” (Song for Kemeko;
an underground favorite among teen-

agers) was recorded by the new
groups, The Giants (Victor) and The
Darts (Columbia).

Victor also picked out a student
singer, Tomoya Takaishi, singing

“Jukensei Blues” (Prep. Student
Blues). In the first quarter of this

year, this third-stream activities were
broadly favoured. And this trend in

the local scene has inspired the re-

lease of the foreign underground
music, although commercially un-

profitable. Nippon Victor releases

“Voice of Young America Series” to

introduce the experimental singers of

the United States on Reprise such as

Arlo Guthrie with his hit album en-

titled “Alice’s Restaurant,” The Fugs
or The Mitchel Trio.

INTERNATIONAL SCENE
At present, rapidly increasing pop-

ularity of The Bee Gees due to “Mass-
achusetts” (Polydor-Grammophon) is

most remarkable. On Nippon Gram-
mophon The Cowsills is right behind
with “The Rain, The Park and Other
Things.” Popularity of The Monkees
went up further more since their TV
shows started to be put on air weekly
last October. Nippon Victor enjoys the
top sales of “Theme of The Monkees,”
current hit “Valleri” and LP “Monkees
Golden Album.”
As usual, we received many artists

from abroad coming for the concert
tours or the promotional tours. And in

many cases, their visits have contri-

buted to promote the sales of their

albums. Alfred House, who has been
here for several times and recorded

such best-selling LPs for Nippon
Grammophon as “Alfred House in

Japan” and “Continental Tangos in

Tokyo,” toured again with his or-

chestra in April this year. In advance
of the one month tour of Billy Vaughn
Orchestra in May, Dot Records pre-
sented a golden disc to Nippon Victor
for one million dollars sales of the
album “Golden Billy Vaughn.” Con-
certs of Sergio Mendes & Brazil ’66

in March-April promoted their album
“Equinox” (A&M-King); so did the
tour of Astrud Gilberto for “Best
of Astrud Gilberto” (Verve-Grammo-
phon). King Records released “Ed-
mond Ross Latin Deluxe” because of
this orchestra’s tour. Ravi Shanker’s
LP was first released here by Toshiba
Records in anticipation of the effect

of his concert held in Tokyo in

February.
The split-out English group, The

Walker Brothers, was reunited for the
tour in Japan, and gave several suc-
cessful concerts catching enthusiastic
teenage fans. The live-recording of the
concert, “The Walker Brothers in

Japan” (Philips-Victor), was released
in April. But since this will be the
last Walker Brothers’ recording, this
year Philips-Victor will strongly pro-
mote The Herd, Dave Dee, Dozy,
Beaky, Mich and Tich and other En-
glish groups. The live-recording of
Trini Lopez’ concert, “Trini Lopez
Live in Tokyo” (Reprise-Victor) was
released in March. From England came
Cliff Richard, whose “Cliff in Japan”
has been released, and recently The
Hollies. From France, Enrico Macias
and Charles Aznavour whose concerts,
received very good comments. German
cutie, Vicky, made a promotional tour
last October for her first single re-
lease “L’amour est Bleu” (Philips-
Victor), which turned out so successful
that she returned this April for pro-
moting the new titles and recording
in Jananese.

In February, Martha Reeves & The
Vandellas and Stevie Wonder partici-
pated in the Tamla Motown Festival in
Tokyo. And from the live-recording
of the concerts, two singles have been
released: “Love Bugs Leave My Heart
Alone” by Martha Reeves & The Van-
dellas and “A Place in The Sun” by
Stevie Wonder. From the Tamla Mo-
town repertoire, Nippon Victor has
been releasing monthly two or three
singles featuring The Temptations,
The Four Tops and Supremes as well
as the above two artists. Nippon
Grammophon, with Atlantic label, is

also active in releasing R&B artists
such as Otis Redding, Aretha Franklin
and Wilson Pickett. But in the nation-
wide viewpoint, R&B is not yet pop-
ular, although in such cities as Tokyo
or Yokohama there has been growing
a favorable reaction to it.

Paul Mauriat Orchestra’s world-
wide hit “Love Is Blue” (Philips-
Victor) has been also influential in our
market. King Records is constantly
promoting the ballad verses of such
artists as Tom Jones and Engelbert
Humperdinck. In view that Japanese
people are primarily in favor of
melodious music, proved by the big
success of Scott Mckenzie’s “San
Francisco, Flower in Your Hair”
(CBS-Columbia) or The Bee Gees’
“Massachusetts” as the recent ex-
amples, this year we anticipate some
more hits of this kind.

Referring to the jazz records scene,
it was the biggest topic that Toshiba
Records has signed for the exclusive
contract with Bluenote Records last
October. Since it is the first that this
renowned label is exclusively assigned
to a Japanese record company, the dis-
tribution of the repertoh’e has been
expected to bring around the revival
of the modern jazz boom. In January
this year “Jazz Disc Grand Prize” was
first established by a jazz magazine
“Swing Journal,” and the Grand Prize
for 1967 was awarded to “The Ornette
Coleman Trio at The Golden Circle”
on Bluenote. Looking at the Jazz LP
releases during the past one year, we
notice two contrasting tendencies: one
is the revival of the old masterworks
of 1955-60 which have been long de-
leted from the catalogue; the other is
the introduction of the “New Jazz.”
For example, the release of “Fontana

New Jazz Series” by Victor has ever
included Cecil Taylor, New York Con-
temporary Five, Paul Bley, etc. Or-
nette Coleman toured in Japan last
October; the other big figures who
came to Japan are Sonny Rollins and
Charles Lloyds. And the tours of
Stan Getz or Astrud Gilberto, Sergio
Mendes & Brazil ’66, Charlie Byrd
and the scheduled visit of Ramsey
Lewis in September signify the public
favor of easy-listening jazz or jazz-
rock and Bosa Nova.

It is worth notice that some of the
Japanese record companies started
trying for the exclusive recording con-
tracts with the foreign artists who
are free. Sam Taylor, having recorded
for Nippon Grammophon, now belongs
to Teichiku Records, where his LP re-

cordings are the best-selling items.
Teichiku Records has also signed for
the contract with Buddy Collette, and
his interesting session with Japanese
jazz players has been made.

CAPITAL LIBERALIZATION
Of all the events concerning the

music industry during this one year,
the announcement of CBS/SONY
Corporation establishment has most
attracted the public attention. Under
the regulations for the capital liberal-

ization set on July 1, 1967, the record
industry has been designated as “50%-
liberalized industry.” The application
was made to the Japanese Government
on December 14, 1967, for the es-
tablishment of a 50-50 joint venture
l-ecord company by Sony Corporation
of Japan and Columbia Broadcasting
System, Inc. of the United States,
which was formerly approved by the
Government on February 14, 1968
under the conditions that the joint
venture shall not disturb the estab-
lished order of sales and that it shall
not entice artists and technicians from
established enterprises concerned. The
new company will be capitalized at
720 million yen, and the business is

expected to start in July.
Long-established relation between

CBS and Nippon Columbia is to be
terminated on June 30, 1968. Nippon
Columbia has already started taking
countermeasures to meet the loss of
their main international master source,
CBS catalogue, which includes many
world-famous, best-selling artists,

both classic and popular. In order to
make up, Nippon Columbia has con-
cluded the contracts with Major-Minor
Records of England and Budda Rec-
ords of U.S.A., and it is reported
that they are under negotiation with
several other foreign labels. The first

release of the above new labels is

scheduled in July. At the same time,
they will further more concentrate
their activities on the local recordings.

Establishment of CBS />SONY Corp-
oration under the capital liberalization
his inspired the existing unities of the
foreign record companies and the
Japanese ones to be tied up closer
such as RCA and Nippon Victor, EMI
and Toshiba Music Industries and
Decca and King Records. It was an-
nounced in May that Capitol Records,
with E.M.I., has been decided to share
50% of the total capital of Toshiba
Music Industries, Inc.

TIEUP WITH BOOK-PUBLISHER
Last year a book publisher Kawade

Shobo published a series of books en-
titled “World Music Library,” which
consists of 24 volumes, each volume
containing two 17 cm LP records. This
first tieup project of book publisher
and record company, which brings in
the new sales route for the records,
was expected to cultivate the new
purchase demand in the so far un-
familiar field. And this year two kinds
of series containing 30 cm LPs have
been put on a book market: one is

entitled “The Music Collection of The
Great Masters” published by Kawade
Shobo, with 30 cm LPs supplied by
Nippon Victor, the other is “Master
Pieces of World Music” published by
Kodansha Co. with 30 cm stereo LPs
of King Records.

MUSIC TAPES
It was last year that music tape

makers in Japan started their activi-
ties on a full scale. In may 1967,

Music Tape Association was estab-

lished aiming to keep a necessary
order of the market, as well as to

promote its development. Though the

authorized figures concerning this

business is not yet available, the

total sales of the market in 1967 is

estimated to be 3 billion yen. Cartridge
type, especially 8-track cartridge, is

pre-dominant, occupying 70-85% of

the total sales, due to the populariza-
tion of the car-stereo players. It is

said that 8-track cartridge tapes and
4-track tapes are in the 7:1. The
sales of music cassettes lags behind
because the cassettes players so far
released by the Japanese makers are
mainly portable types designed for
recording purpose. Increase in the
market share of the music cassette
will depend upon the expected spread
of cassette car-stereo players. In this
market, special music tape makers

such as Nippon Hoso Service (Nippon
Broadcasting Service) and Apollon
Music Industry Co. (tieup business by
Watanabe Productions, Bunka Broad-
casting Corp. and Pioneer Electronic
Corp.) are going ahead of the record
companies. Nippon Hoso Service is

expected to record a monthly sale of

200 million yen around this June.
And Toshiba has concluded the tieup
with them for 8-track cartridge. King
Records also plans to act as the music
source for Apollon Music. This year’s
sales target of music tapes at the
main record companies is planned to

be in average 10-12% of the total

record sales.

Area: 173,378 sq. miles (449,733 sq.

kilometres)
Population: 7,773,000 inhabitants.
Record market: Sweden is an im-

porting- market, with only a limited
number of its songs and records hav-
ing chances at the world market. How-
ever, in recent year, it seems as export
of Swedish songs and records has been
growing, particularly to the other
Scandinavian countries. It’s a teen-
ager’s market, with single records now
dominating, while only a few years
ago EPs dominated the sale. Sales of
LP albums has also been steadily in-
creasing in the last two years.
Language

:

Local language is Swed-
ish. A few years ago, recordings (of
pop music) in Swedish was considered
a waste of time and money, while

English-language records did extreme-
ly well. However, the growing number
of teenage pop groups who often have
recorded old local standard tunes, has
changed this and a good Swedish-lan-
guage record today oifers a very good
competition to foreign-language rec-

ords.
Radio & TV: Broadcasts and TV is

under government control, strictly

non-commercial. As far as radio pro-

grammes is concerned, the listeners

has three different program channels
to choice among, while the much ex-

pected second channel in TV still

might be a year or so ahead. Color TV
exists on a very limited and experi-
mental basis, and Sweden has not yet
color TV at least not officially.

DENMARK
the Shetlands (540 sq. miles), and
Greenland, a huge island between the
North Atlantic and the Polar Sea
(827,300 sq. miles)—making the total
area of Denmark 844,459 sq. miles
(2,200,000 sq. kilometres).

Population (Incl. Faroe Islands and
Greenland) : 4,830,000 inhabitants.

Record market : Denmark is mainly
an importing market, and also a
teenager’s market. Sales of LPs is
going up, there is a limited market
for EPs, while singles are dominat-
ing. Stereo is doing very good, and
if both stereo and mono versions are
available, only stereo is released in

most cases.

Language : Local language is Dan-
ish, which does not hurt the sale of

foreign-language records, preferably
those in English language. For the

native population at Greenland, a cer-

tain production of records in the Eski-

mo language exists.

Radio & TV: Broadcasts and TV
are government-owned non-commercial
stations. Special radio stations at

Greenland offers programs in Danish
as well as Eskimo language.

SCANDINAVIA—THE PAST 6 MONTHS
The general feeling about the first

six months of 1968 is that all over
Scandinavia, a growing sale of records
has been noted by all manufacturers.
There is also a feeling in the trade
that the more and more coming low-
price labels has resulted in a new
category of record buyers. Mainly
people who never cared for records, as

they have considered them as “some-
thing too expensive,” and as something
that never could be compared with a
live concert.
As far as Sweden is concerned,

Metronome took the jackpot with a
Swedish-language recording of the
Italian tune “II ragazzo della Via
Gluck” with Anna-Lena Lofgren, and
a Gold Disk was a fact shortly after

the record had been released. Later
RCA Victor noted the same success
with Claes-Goran Hederstrom and his

recording of the Swedish entry at the
Eurovision Song Contest. Karusell
Grammofon AB with Lill Lindfors
could count on something of a gigantic
sale of a locally produced LP album.

Certain changes has been noted in

the music field, with labels as Dot and
ABC moving over to the E.M.I. group,
as well as MGM leaving the E.M.I.
group.

In Sweden, a country that by tradi-
tion been “very open” to foreign or-
chestras and pop groups, the Musi-
cian’s Union stopped the invasion of
mainly British groups. Foreign groups
in general and British in particular
still have chances at the Swedish mar-
ket, provided that Swedish groups get
the same chances at the British
market.

A STATISTICAL LOOK AT
Area: 130,165 sq. miles (337,009 sq.

kilometres)
Population: 4,600,000 inhabitants.
Record market: Finland is an im-

porting market, and also an adult’s
market, while it seems to becoming
more and more of a teenager’s market
in those days. LP sales, usually of less

importance, has been going up while
EPs are still of less importance com-
pared with the singles. Record sale in
general went down in 1965, but has
since then been steadily going up. As
major problems is mentioned “too
much pop music being aired over local
radio stations” as well as a growing
sale of tape recorders.
Language: Local language is Fin-

nish, but great parts of the country,
particularly in southern and western

Norway looks like the country where
Swedish artists can count upon almost
the same successes as in their native
Sweden. Due to mainly language diffi-

culties, Swedish groups have less good
chances at the Danish and Finnish
markets.

Danish music biz noted a big loss

when Knut Mork, veteran in publish-

ing business, died in end of April.

In Finland, the E.M.I. group can
look back at its debut as an indepen-
dent company. In previous years, the
E.M.I. records has been handled by
local companies.

Re. the international Song Festivals,

all the Scandinavian countries joined
the M.I.D.E.M. fair at Cannes in Jan-
uary, while only Finland, Norway and
Sweden joined the Eurovision Song
Contest. Denmark has not joined the
latter during the last two years.

Local songs as well as locally pro-

duced recordings have not noted too

big successes in Denmark and Norway
during the first half of 1968, at least

not if compared with previous years.
Finland is still the country where
local songs, or at least local recordings
of foreign songs has the biggest
chances. In Sweden, local songs as well
as local recordings have done unusu-
ally good. Only a few years ago, a
Swedish artist was more or less forced
to record a song in English if he
should count on sales figures that made
it possible for him to compete with
foreign artists. However, the steadily

growing number of local pop groups
and the fact that they so often have
recorded Swedish oldies, has given the
native language a chance.

FINLAND
Finland are both Finnish and Swedish
speaking territories. Recordings in

Finnish are still offering strong, per-
haps sometimes too strong, competition
to foreign-language records. However,
during the last two years more and
more artists, particularly the teenage-
groups, are recording also local songs
in English with a good sales result.

Radio & TV: Broadcasts are non-
commercial via the government con-

trolled stations. As far as TV is con-

cerned, a private-operated commercial
station competited with the govern-
ment-controlled non-commercial sta-

tions. The other year, the government
station bought the private company
and has since then continued opera-

tion of both stations.

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BRAZIL-THE PAST TWELVE MONTHS
The period we are about to review

is very similar to those of the fore-

going years, in what the political, eco-

nomical and social conditions of the
country are concerned. Once again,
the Brazilian people were faced with
a year of sacrifice in the Government’s
action for recovery in the political and
consequently economical field, which
somehow restrained the natural de-
velopment of the music and record
business in Brazil. But there is no
doubt that we could witness an obvi-

ous growing professionalization of the

record industry in general, an evident
crescent interest from the part of an
also increasing record buying public,

and a consequent reaction from all

persons that are directly or indirectly

connected with the music and record
business in the whole country, during
the past twelve months.

With the help of television and radio

stations all over the country, the pub-

lic is being more and more informed

about music, ai’tists and musicians,

and the result is that more and more
record shops appear, that more and

more labels ar born and, specially

in the highly musical Brazil, more and
more interpreters in all types of music

become known over this period. Un-
fortunately we do not have the offi-

cial information of the growth in

disk sales, since the only official fig-

ures are given by the “Brazilian Asso-
ciation of Record Producers,” which
only has data concerning the com-
panies who are affiliated to this en-

tity, and there are more and more
companies appearing which are not

accepted or are not interested to be

part of it. We believe that, with the

more professional attitude of the rec-

ord companies that is becoming a

fact, in the years to come we will be
able to receive a quite accurate infor-
mation as far as figures are concerned.
But, from the unofficial information
received from each company separate-
ly, we can state that the sales are
growing consistently and everybody
seems optimistic for the coming years,
if it will go on as it went during the
past twelve months.
Once again during the year, there

was a great interchange of executives
and artists between the local compa-
nies. The specialized professionals in

the disk and music businesses are not
many in the country and the good
ones are being offered better proposi-
tions from other companies where
they try to use new ideas to improve
sales in their new fields—also a few
artists believe that changing label

they have more chances to sell more
disks. Also some of the foreign com-
panies changed their representatives
in this country during the past twelve
months, while other sources signed
contracts for a continuation of their

association.
As far as record sales are concerned,

the teen music had a better part of

the public’s following during the past
twelve months, since the big per-
centage of Brazilians under twenty
years of age, who really buy the disks.

Both the imported and the “made in

Brazil” teen music began the period
with first spots all over the local

charts and with its interpreters ap-
pearing in all TV and radio programs.
The names that appeared next to the
already idolized ROBERTO CARLOS,
WANDERLEA, ERASMO CARLOS
were those of MARTINNA, BOBBY
DE CARLO, EDUARDO ARAUJO,
and others, many others that never
got to be as popular but had good
airplay and considerable good record
sales.

At the beginning of the period, the
official inauguration of the “CAMJA”
(Jazz Friends’ Club), which was also

dedicated to the new Brazilian Pop
Music, gave a turn of the predilections

in the direction of the considered more
Brazilian music, since some of the
top names were connected with the
organization, which had the intention
to promote that type of music and also

a cult of traditional jazz. At that same
time ANTONIO CARLOS JOBIM was
also returning from the United States
and it was expected that a new era
would start for the Modern Brazilian
Popular Music. But nothing went on
in this line and the teen music had
again an impulse, to become again

the great favorite of the great public,

being obvious the preference with the

raise in recoi'd sales.

At that time the Musicians’ Union
started a movement to only give pro-

fessional permission for musicians

and chanters who would make a spe-

cial exam—for a while, several people

connected with the music business,

mainly those of the teen ranks, were
not allowed to work; but this too, was
a provisory situation and all went
back to the original ways.
A singer appears then, who was

not of any definite type of music, but

who became one of Brazil’s best sell-

ers—AGNALDO TIMOTEO—who had
one number composed by ROBERTO
CARLOS titled “Meu Grito,” inter-

preted in an old-time sugary ballad

style, in first spot for a long time
(Odeon).

One of the very successful interna-

tional artists to visit Brazil arrives:

CHRIS MONTEZ who came accom-
panied by his “BUSINESSMEN
QUARTET” and personal manager
Alfred Hesky—for two weeks, Chris
was presented all over Brazil and the
A&M artist was received all over with
enthusiasm. This was probably what
started the new wave of international
attractions to come to this country.
Immediately followed the visit of

CBS - COLUMBIA Vice Presidents
SEYMOUR L. GARTENBERG and
CHARLES STERN, attending busi-

nesses of the diskery here.

Sambista JAIR RODRIGUES re-

RODRIGUES is presented in Brazil
with success. In the month of Sep-
tember several decisions taken at the
“Record Industry Meeting” held in
Montevideo, improving relations be-
tween the ALALC countries, in order
to make easier operations with disks
and tapes between these countries in
the future.

The FERMATA GROUP launches a
new low cost label PREMIER during
the celebration of the 11th. Anniver-
sary of the RGE label. Japanese rep
JORGE MINORU MATOBA, who
also represents SADAIC of Buenos
Aires, UBC from Rio de Janeiro,
SGAE from Madrid, SACM from Mex-
ico and ADDAF from Rio was present
and making contacts here for negotia-
tions between Japan and Brazil for
the future. An important newcomer
is breaking all records in sales, with
her own compositions some of which
she also interprets in a personal baby
voiced charm—MARTINHA, of the
AU-Rozenblit label.

At this time the first phase of the
“THIRD FESTIVAL OF BRAZILIAN
POPULAR MUSIC” has its start:
some of the top composers and inter-
preters are in the contest which had
some peculiar aspects, such as the
falling of tabus, when GILBERTO
GIL and CAETANO VELOSO and
even ROBERTO CARLOS, used in
their presentations some of the teen
groups, like “OS MUTANTES,” “OS
GOLDEN BOYS” and “OS BEAT
BOYS,” from Argentina; also when
chanter-composer SERGIO RICARDO
broke his guitar and threw it to the
audience causing panic, because the

public didn’t let him sing his num-
ber “Beto, Bom De Bola.” And when
some of the idols like AGNALDO
RAYOL, HEBE CAMARGO and
ERASMO CARLOS had difficulty to

go through with their interpretations
because of the public’s boos and hoots.

And while Sao Paulo was being com-
pletely taken by this contest, in Rio
de Janeiro everything is ready to re-

ceive the many personalities that are
to attend the International Fest.

ODEON at this time was inaugu-
rating a new well equipped recording
studio in Sao Paulo, during a party
when all toppers from all diskeries

were present giving prestige to the
ceremony.
Some very important personalities

of the musical world were in Rio de
Janeiro attending the International
Festival, during which newcomers
MILTON NASCIMENTO and GUT-
ENBERG became known overnight.
Already known but a little forgotten
at that time, other top chanters ap-
peared again strong for a revival in

their career, such as AGOSTINHO
DOS SANTOS (Codil), or HELENA
DE LIMA (RGE), TITO MADI and
many others. One of the best young
chantresses of the moment, ELIANA
PITTMAN, also had a good chance to

be seen by all the international per-
sonalities at the Fest, and so did that
queen of “samba” ELSA SOARES,
and newcomer GRACINHA LEPOR-
ACE, the ex-Girls from Bahia CY-
NARA & CYBELE (CBS) who inter-

preted one of the top songs of the
year penned by great young composer
CHICO BUARQUE DE HOLLANDA,
“Carolina”; also chanter TAIGUARA
and songstress CLAUDIA (RGE) and
many, many others brought the Bra-
zilian Pop Music to the foreigners
from all over the world who became
the best promo people for it in their
own countries.

From the other side, the presence of
all those famous names coming from
all over the world, such as HENRY
MANCINI, NELSON RIDDER, AN- I

DY WILLIAMS and wife CLAUDINE
LONGET, QUINCY JONES, AUGUS-
TO ALGUERO and wife CARMEN
SEVILLA from Spain, PIERRE BAR-
ROU, PERCY FAITH and PAUL
MISRAKI, LUCIEN MORISSE and
BRUNO COQUATRIS, BRONISLAW
KAPER and many others, gave an-
other taste of the importance of the
internationalization which was about
to come to the Brazilian musical scene
in both directions.
At this time the Sao Paulo National

Fest was also coming to an end, and
the Brazilian Pop Music had its

strongest moments during the past
twelve months, when the winning
songs were leaping to top positions
in the charts and all were sung and
whistled all over Sao Paulo and also
Rio de Janeiro. EDU LOBO and
MARILIA MEDAGLIA, who inter-
preted Edu’s “Ponteio,” first awarded
number, GILBERTO GIL (“Domingo
No Parque,” second), CHICO BUAR-
QUE DE HOLLANDA, with his
“roda Viva,” and also CAETANO
VELOSO and other Brazilian names
were the most popular of the moment
in this country, when the Festival was
over, together with MILTON NAS-
CIMENTO and GUTEMBERG GUAR-
ARIBA and GRACINHA LEPORACE.
Chanter-composer SERGIO RICAR-
DO is probably the most popular of
all, though.
Then the new phase of internation-

alization procedes with the presenta-
tion of Italian top chantress MINA at
local TV shows (Excelsior) and some
night-club appearances. And imme-
diately after that singer, we have a
visit of the teen group “HERMAN’S
HERMITS” who also appeared in the
same scheme (at TV-TUPI). Actor-
eondueter DANNY KAYE was also
in Brazil with the GADNA (Juvenile
Symphonic Orchestra from Israel),

directed by Maestro SHALOM RON-
LY RIGLIS. Another short visit of
FRA JOSE MOJICA, the singing
friar.

And at the same time, Brazilian
artists are going to other countries,
such as ELZA SOARES (Odeon),
ALTEMAR DUTRA (Odeon), ELI-

ANA PITTMAN, who scored great
successes in Germany, MILTINHO
(RGE/Odeon) and others.
But more international acts are

constantly arriving here, taking ad-
vantage of a new hungry market, a
little tired of the local artists who
have been too often shown from all

possible angles in local TV programs
of musical base. It was the turn of
very popular teen artist from the
USA, JOHNNY RIVERS (RCA) who
arrived after a few false alarms, for
a very successful but rather tumultous
tour, due to the action of an unscrup-
ulous Argentine empresario, who is

fortunately banished from the Bra-
zilian artistic scene.

But, the reminiscence of the re-

cently held Festivals was still being
felt and the Brazilian Popular Music,
was still fighting for privileged posi-

tions in the local charts.

By the end of the year 1967, the
usual rise in sales for records and
music is felt and companies take ad-
vantage of the gift season to launch
special releases. Due to the special

promotion of several companies, this

was maybe one of the strongest sales

seasons in many years in this country,
in spite of the financial and economic
crisis that is still and always harras-
sing the country, and in spite of the
constant rise in the records’ prices.

Some important international vis-

itors of the record world come to feel

the pulse of the Brazilian record scene,
such as “LIBERTY RECORDS” top-
pers RON KASS, Director of Over-
seas Operations, and JERRY THOM-
AS, Director-International Sales of
the company from the USA, who
signed with the local RCA, in the per-
son of Prexy DOUGLAS REID, new
contract prolonging a long association
between the two companies.
At this moment we make a special

mention to a young girl who has been
rising in the Brazilian musical scene,
achieving what few female singers
have, that is, to have both singles and
LP’s in first spot—we are talking
about the baby-voiced singer-com-
poser MARTINHA (AU), who is

pleasing not only the teen but older
generations as well, with her composi-
tions, which are also being inter-

preted by top chanters such as RO-
BERTO CARLOS.

Several popular music personalities
from the country received this year
in Sao Paulo special honors when they
were awarded with the Honorary Citi-

zen of Sao Paulo: old-timer VICENTE
CELESTINO, was followed by teen
king ROBERTO CARLOS. Then came
the “King of Voice” AGNALDO
RAYOL, the top composer of the
year, CHICO BUARQUE DE HOL-
LANDA and lately teen-prince RON-
NIE VON. This has an important
meaning for us, because it gives more
importance to the class and conse-
quently gives more chances to the
Brazilian Popular Music to be con-
sidered of national importance in the
future.

Two other visitors in the country
at this time were, G.A.C. Vice Presi-
dent JACK L. GREEN and Italian
promoter and organizer of Latin
World Fest PIERO BONINO.
The intensification of the musicals

in the Brazilian television is always
increasing the interest of the public
in the record buying activities and
both diskeries and pubberies are re-

acting accordingly. More disk-shops
are proliferating all over town and,
as is natural, figures in companies’
sales statistics are growing all the
time.

And another important landmark of
the year for the musical scene is

coming at the moment, while sales
in records and releases in this country
are suffering the usual depression
due to the coming CARNAVAL sea-
son of Brazil. While some of the
top names of this specialized type of
Brazilian music are cutting disks to

be released during or immediately
after the four hectic days of Mardi-
Gras, the companies are making a
pause in their regular release sched-

ule. Some of the songs that appeared
during the Carnival of this year also

became classics in the Brazilian folk-

pop music.

But, outside Brazil, the music of
the country was having another in-

ternational boost: in Cannes, France,
the already famous MIDEM, of world-
wide reputation, was also being adopt-
ed by the Brazilian music people
as a must—several local diskeries and
pubberies had their representatives in
the highly important world meeting
and the “Brazilian Association of
Record Producers” was also present
at the negotiations between countries
of all over. But the most important
vehicle for the promotion of the Bra-
zilian Pop Music was done at the
stage of the MIDEM Palais des Fes-
tivals, when chantress ELIS REGINA
(Philips) conquered the present pub-
lic with her lively and personal in-
terpretation, specially of EDU LOBO’s
“Upa Neguinho,” which became one
of the high moments of the celebra-
tions held in Cannes. Immediately
and there the Brazilian chantress had
several propositions to be presented
in other countries, to record for other
companies—it was there that she was
signed for the famous “Theatre
Olympia” of Paris, where she would
be a few months later. The trio that
accompanied Elis, which was called
until then “BOSSA-JAZZ” changed
the name to “BOSSA TRIO” and also
was with the artist in Paris. Bra-
zilian teen idol ROBERTO CARLOS
was also presented at the MIDEM
as the top seller from the CBS diskery
-—but his great victory was kept for
a couple of weeks later, when to-
gether with SERGIO ENDRIGO, he
was the great winner of the also
famous international “SANREMO
FESTIVAL 1968,” interpreting in his

personal and charming style “Can-
zone Per Te,” conquering completely
the Italian audiences.

Two new doors were wide open for

the Bx-azilian Popular Music in Eu-

rope, as they were already opened
in South America, through the pre-
sentations of several top names such
as MILTINHO, PERY RIBEIRO
ALTEMAR DUTRA, DOROTHY’
ZIMBO TRIO, ELISETE CARDOSO^
and others, and also in the United
States, after the release of one of
the best records of the year by
FRANCIS ALBERT SINATRA and
ANTONIO CARLOS JOBIM (Re-
prise), by the many- released albums
of SERGIO MENDES AND BRASIL
66 (A&M), or ASTRUD GILBERTO,
“THE GIRLS FROM BAHIA,” LAU-
RINDO DE ALMEIDA, WALTER
WANDERLEY and others. The ac-

ceptance of the Brazilian rhythm is

becoming universal and, it is frequent
to hear without being announced in

recordings done all over the world,
a cei-tain Brazilian beat in the back-
ground of songs from all over. At
the same time, practically all the
albums cut in the United States by
such names as LES BAXTER, JACK
JONES, PETULA CLARK, TONY
BENNET, FRANK SINATRA, etc.,

have at least one band of Brazilian
music. And it must also be mentioned
that the new x-hythm “Jequibau,”
originated in this countrv through the
pens of MARIO ALBANESE and
CIRO MEREIRA, were still receiv-
ing new and important interpreta-
tions by artists from all over the
world. The influence of the all-around
Brazilian music was being a living
fact!

CREED TAYLOR was taking young
composer (of Rio Int’l Fest fame) to
the U.S.A. to recoi’d his “Travessia”

er classic composers in the new cloth-

ing; a. special mention here has to

be made to the instrumental group
“MUSIKANTIGA” which is com-
posed of young music students, who
play odd instruments of the XVII and
XVIII Centuries in original numbers
of the period, and is one of the best
in the world today.

The other aspect is the complete
change operated in the pop musical
groups of the country—started with
“THE MODERN TROPICAL QUIN-
TET,” and followed by others, such
as LUIZ LOY, LUIZ CARLOS VIN-
HAS, THE REBELS, and lately the
excellent versatile trio who just ar-
rived from a long tour in Europe
“OS 3 DO RIO,” and still others,
the Brazilian dance music received a
more modern and international ap-
proach, which is getting a good re-
action from the public in general. We
could place SERGIO MENDES in a
same level as these, but it is im-
portant to note that each one of the
groups has a definite personality.
And talking about this, we should
not forget the TV famous “CON-
JUNTO REGIONAL DO CACULIN-
HA” of a very special folk-pop style.

Other international names are com-
ing to Brazil with the intention of
staying longer, studying the local mu-
sic scene and appearing in several
manifestations, such as Argentine
chantress SUZANNA COLONNA,
adapted to the Brazilian i-hythm, espe-
cially the “Jequibau,” or the Swiss-
French jazz guitarist PIERRE CA-

Tiny Italian chantress RITA PA-
VONE and recently wedded husband
TEDDY RENO were honeymooning in

Brazil and it was arranged with the

Chantecler label that the lark will

record Brazilian music here soon. At
the same time, from Japan, we had
the visit of actor-chanter YUZO
KAYAMA and chantress MIE NA-
KAO, who were presented in several

shows for the large Japanese colony

of Sao Paulo. Actor-become-singer
MAURIZIO ARENA, from Italy, was
also presented here in a series of

TV stations and personal appearances.

A new type of pocket-show was
popping all over Rio de Janeiro, giv-

ing a new life to both the traditional

and the more modern Brazilian Pop-
ular Music: from that great “show-
woman” ELIANA PITTMAN, who
was showing her versatile talents at

the “Copaeabana Palace,” to CIRO
MONTEIRO and CLEMENTINA DE
JESUS, two old-time traditionals,

from the great ZIMBO TRIO with
topper ELISETE CARDOSO, to

swinging “sambista” ELIZA SOAR-
ES, from ARACI DE ALMEIDA of
the good old “samba” times to GIGI
DA MANGUEIRA and later NEIDE
MARIAROSA, all were showing Bra-
zilian Music in its many facets and
at its best. Not forgetting that
genius of the guitar, also composer
of great hits, BADEN POWELL,
who was also to be seen and applaud-
ed in the Rio stages at that time.

A new movement of the Brazilian
Popular Music is being tried by
Bahia composers CAETANO VELO-
SO and GILBERTO GIL, which has
already a few followers—it is called

“Tropicalia” and even chantress of
BN NARA LEAO is appearing with
them. It is still too early to say if

this will have a definite influence in

new BMPM.
Erudite and Jazz Piano Coneertist

FRIEDERICH GULDA was once
again in Brazil, but this time pre-
sented his own jazzier compositions
at the “Teatro Municipal,” both in

Rio and Sao Paulo. This has probably
opened a precedent and other less

rigid musical manifestations will prob-
ably be presented in these theatres
soon.

Another foreign chantress also cur-
rently appearing here is Greek born
DANAI, adding some unusual charm
to the international scene of the coun-
try. And at this time the already
world famous ZIMBO TRIO and all-

time favorite chantress ELISETE
CARDOSO were leaving for a long
term tour of Latin America, starting
in Mexico, where the Brazilian Pop
Music is strong today.

Most local composers are being
heard in a special inquiry in the Na-
tion’s Capital, Brasilia, giving their
testimony for the regularization of the
authors’ rights, which was rather con-
fused and often accused in this coun-
try. This may be of great importance
for the future legalization of the
situation of the music people in Brazil
in the future.

And the twelve months are coming
to an end, but before that, we still had
the opportunity to see here American
one time top chantress ROSEMARY
CLOONEY, who was inferiorized at
her presentations here due to a throat
condition and consequent nervousness
—the important thing about this de-
ceptive presentation was that the
chantress presented two Brazilian
numbers in her repertory, with “Sum-
mer Samba” and JOBIM’s “Insensa-
tez” (How Insensitive)

;
another very

interesting aspect of the tour was due
to the excellent Conductor PAUL
MOER, who directed an orchestra of
Brazilian musicians who, with the
maestro’s arrangements proved once
again the great class of the local

instrumentalist. And there are more
international names to be added to the
long list: British chanter MATT
MONRO, South African chantress-
composer MIRIAM MAKEBA, who is

being presented with Brazilian excel-
lent musician SIVUCA who accompa-
nies the negro chantress of “Pata
Pata.” French genial chanter-com-
poser CHARLES AZNAVOUR will
also come for a fast appearance and
the teen North American group of
international success “THE HAP-
PENINGS” are the latest names of
the period of twelve months to be
presented in Brazil.

We come to the final conclusion that,
i if it would not be for the difficulty felt
by the country because of the constant
raise in the cost of life, of the inflation
due to the sacrifice we have been
mentioning in the last few years,
which makes the buying of records
practically a luxury, the record and

I
music industries would be flourishing
even more than it already is. All the
companies confess increase in figures,

and most of all in the growing interest
from the part of the public in general
for the disk and the music. Musical
instruments are also being sold in

growing number and it is rare that in
the new generation a family does not
have at least one member that plays
one instrument, is part of an instru-
mental group or has a considerable

important record collection. The per-

spective for the future of the business

is most optimistic and musical Brazil

is expanding also in the international

field, to become in a few years one of

the most important countries in the

world in the record and music busi-

nesses in general.

MUSIC PUBLISHERS

Most spectacular happening for
Altona during the 67/68 season was
the immense success by John Wood-
house on the “wonder-accordion” of an
old (German) success entitled “Melo-
dia.” Not only the single-recording be-
came a Golden Record, but also the
LP-Album with the same title Melodia
reached the 100,000 sales-market.

In own Dutch productions, Altona
reached top-sales with the titles

“Beestjes” by Ronnie And The Ron-
nies — no doubt this was the “sum-
mer-hit” on all beaches of Holland &
Belgium. Another local success was
the recording by Ria Valk entitled:
“Moet Je M’n Zuster Zien” (Have A
Look At My Sister) an old Altona-
copyright, which became an overnight
success and will remain as a big stand-
ard for all festivities. Biggest happen-
ing in this field was however the re-
cording by Egbert Douwe, of the
American-title “Come To My Bed-
side.” The special (comic) Dutch ver-
sion entitled “Kom Uit De Bedstee”
reached the number one-place in the
Dutch charts.
The United Artists-catalogues, han-

dled by Altona, brought big successes
as: “Jackson” by Nancy Sinatra,
“Green Tambourine” by the Lemon
Pipers, and a big campaign was in

preparation for the coming Musical/
Film “Chitty Chitty Bang Bang” as
Manager Wim van Vught informed us.
A Dutch local LP-Album with the
toppers of this film will be recorded
by Mieke Bos and Leen Jongewaard.
In the Palace—catalogues big succes-
ses like: “Am I That Easy To Forget”
and “There Goes My Everything,”
both sung by Engelbert Humperdinck,
got a maximal promotion.
Most important event in the Kass-

ner/Altona group was the success of
The Equals. Meanwhile very well-
known through direct TV-perform-
ances in Holland and Belgium, with
such reputated titles as: “I Get So
Excited,” “Police On My Back” and

“Baby Come Back.”

“A Banda,” introduced by the Herb
Alpert-recording and afterwards sung
in Dutch by famous Television couple
Johnny & Rijk, will remain for long
times as a standard-hit in Holland.

Altona-artist Boudewijn de Groot
was still heading the Belgian and
Dutch charts with his own composi-
tions. Titles as “Picknick” & “Prik-
kebeen” were (and are still) best-
sellers, due to the fine lyrics of his

manager Lennaert Nijgh.

With other big titles as “The World
We Knew” (Frank Sinatra), “1-

Amour Est Bleu” (Paul Mauriat),
“Simon Says” (Fruitgum Cy), “Ha Ha
Said The Clown” (Manfred Mann), Al-
tona reached top-sales because of an
instant plugging- and promotion-
campaign. Altogether this was a most
successful period for this publishing
organization.

Universal Songs Holland enjoyed a
good and successful year. The most
important move was of course that, as
from the first of January ’68 all

Francis-Day Muziekuitgevers N. V.
material was exploited by Universal
Songs. Both firms moved to new,
beautiful offices at Vossiusstraat 52,
Amsterdam, with a view on the park.
Already many successes were scored;
Gert Timmerman produced a fantastic
recording on his own label Carpenter
with Fred Casper from the Les Reed
—Barry Mason composition “Delilah,”
and the Buffoons recorded several
compositions. “Delilah” enjoyed a
number one position on the charts and
“This Is The End,” as recorded by the
Buffoons was a chart-runner as well.
Many Dutch composers assigned their
material to the pubbery and next
winter season a one hour children’s
musical will be shown on TV, to-

gether with the release of an LP. Jan
Asselbergs was recorded on Philips;
all twelve songs controlled by Uni-
versal Songs, here producer Tony Vos
together with arranger Bert Paige did
a tremendous job of international
standard. As for the future many

plans will be realized in exploiting the I

tremendous repertory of Francis-
Day, together with all material of the
affiliated companies.

Les Editions Internationales Basart,
biggest music publishing company in

the Benelux, consolidated its foremost
position by obtaining numerous chart-
ers from all catalogues represented by
the firm. Various new catalogues deals
were set during the past year. Rondor
Music Benelux was founded and start-

ed out with the smash hit “Cinderella
Rockefella” by the Ofarims. “Thank U
Very Much” by the Scaffold reached a
high position in the Dutch charts and
this created a spectacular set-off for
the partnership between British Noel
Gay Music and Basart. Metric Music
Holland was formed to act the publish-
ing arm for the Liberty Records op-
eration in Holland. Very successful
Basart represented catalogues further
include Jobete with hits for the Su-
premes, The Four Tops and Stevie
Wonder (Impala-Basart); the Atlan-
tic pubberies East, Cotillion and Pron-
to with hits for Aretha Franklin, Sam
& Dave, Arthur Conley and Otis
Redding (Arena-Holland). Numerous
publications in all fields enjoy great
approval of the Dutch public and pro-
fessional musicians. Besides special
issues like a folio “That’s Soul,” “The
Robert Stolz Songbook” and the
Impala-Basart publication featuring
the local hit repertory, close to a
thousand standards have been re-
issued in special loose-leaf folios.
Summarizing this year again tops all

previous years for the aggressive
Basart Music Publishing Group, which
strongly continues to work its pur-
pose; the promotion of music.

Belinda steady efforts to enlarge
Dutch music export culminated dur-
ing this period in having 6 titles re-
corded in Germany and released in an
album over there, meeting with re-
markable good sales. The company’s
activities on the home field included
the introduction of “Mini Sheets” on
the Dutch sheet music market con-
taining melody-line, guitar symbols
and lyrics only. This mini-campaign
started in close co-operation with sev-
eral other music-publishers, was
planned in order to enlarge the turn-
over in sheet music. Belinda, in the
proceeded period being frequently on
the charts with such big hits as “When
I Was Young,” “The Day I Met
Marie,” “Death Of A Clown” and “Gin
House Blues,” published a.o., also
these hits in mini-dress, but only the
forthcoming period will be able to
show the actual influence on sheet-
music sales.

For Bospel Music N.V. the period
July 1967-May 1968 was a time in
which various international successes
in the Benelux countries wei'e intro-
duced. For instance: Bospel was sev-
eral months in the Top 20 with Scott
McKenzie’s “'San Francisco (flowers in
your hair)”; this song was classified
as no. 2 of the 100 best sold titles in
1967. Besides sellers like “Even The
Bad Times Are Good,” “Land Of A
Thousand Dances” and many others,
Bospel was in the beginning of 1968
in the news again at once with the
sensation of 1968 “The Ballad Of
Bonnie & Clyde”! The sheetmusic and
the record-sales surpassed all previous
successes.

In January 1968 Bospel gave an acte
de presence with an own independant
stand at the Midem in Cannes, where
they made very useful contacts, of
which the results surpassed all ex-
pectations. Bospel contracted a.o. ex-
clusively the English songwriters duo
Mitch Murray and Peter Callander
(Bonnie & Clyde — Even The Bad
Times etc.), got the rights for various
other titles, and could dispose of some
original Dutch titles at foreign firms.

Pubbery started with an own pro-
duction, and dealt in ready musictapes
with record companies home and
abroad.

Bospel’s fast growth made it neces-
sary to spread their wings with an
establishment of: Bospel Music Bel-
gium S. A. in Brussel, and Bospel
Music Grande Avenue in Paris as re-
sult. That Bospel developed so fast in

Han Dunk reports that Holland Mu-

sic N.V. (Peer Southern Organization)
Amsterdam was successful with “Bend
Me, Shape Me,” “A Walk In The Sky,”
“Wear Your Love Like Heaven” and
“There’s A Mountain.” In the Latin-
American field this pubbery had the
tittle “Mas Que Nada,” which is slow-
ly becoming a Standard. But apart
from activities in the Pop-Field, the
Serious Music Division of the Peer
Southern Organization has been given
a lot of attention, with the result that
the works of Charles Ives are getting
more and more performances. More-
over the Department of Recorded Mu-
sic Libraries (Southern Recorded Mu-
sic Libraries) is developing into one
of the important sections of Holland
Music.

Muziekuitgeverij J. Portengen N.V.
had a very good season and could ob-
tain excellent covers with important
chai’t-plac-ing for foreign material:
“Bostella” (Kluger); “Je Bent Niet
Hip” (Meisel); “Allie Leuke Jongens
Willen Vrijen” (Kluger)

; “Story-
book Children” (Blackwood); “La
Felicidad” (New Music); etc. became
effervescensing hits. Portengen is fur-
ther very happy to work with the
Tree-Nashville-material; Tree Music,
top Country Music Publishing Com-
pany is also very rapidly growing into
other fields with big hits (“Cry Like A
Baby;” “Sweet Inspiration;” etc.).

Anagon is proud to announce that
they can look over a fruitful year
1967/68, the more as the number of
copyrights has been increased in an
enormous way. This means that Ana-
gon built again on a strong base,
especially in the last 6 years that Mr.
Jan van Schalkwijk is president of
Anagon. This progressivity results
from the great number of important
foreign relations, and mainly from
the entering into the EMI-concern the
1st January 1967. Anagon’s power is

also drawn from the several cata-
logues they obtained through EMI
and the other affiliates of the EMI-
group. But also their own bonds are
not to neglect, such as Bob Dylan
(Dwarf) catalogue, Walt Disney Mu-
sic, Wonderful Music, Tallyrand- and
Marsaint Music; also the Dutch Mon-
tana International includes important
business, such as all Udo Jurgens com-
positions, and many Ofarims titles.
Furtheron is Action Music (We think
of the Tony Osborn compositions) im-
portant and Vogue International,
which includes the Alpha and Carrou-
sel catalogue. Vogue brought Anagon
many Petula Clark titles and the big
hits of Jacques Dutronc: “II Est Cinq
Heures, Paris s-Eveille,” “Et Moi, Et
Moi,” “Mini Mini.” Bob Dylan (Dwarf)
returned on the market after his long
illness and it seems that his talent is

bigger than ever, when you are known
with his compositions “Mighty Quinn”
by Manfred Mann, “This Wheel’s On
Fire” by Julie Driskoll/Brian Auger
Trinity and “You Ain’t Going No-
where” by the Byrds.

Recorded hits by Anagon (and divi-
sions) in the last year are “Monja”
(Roland W., 15 weeks on the Dutch
charts), “Western Union,” “Das
Schonste Madchen Der Welt” (Peter
Orloff; Dutch version by Peter Orloff
and John Lamers), “Silence Is Golden”
(The Tremeloes), “Gloria” (Them),
“Days Of Pearly iSpencer” (David Mc-
Williams) and “Can’t Take My Eyes
Off Of You” (Andy Williams, Frankie
Valli, Vicky Carr.). Also interesting
for Anagon was the publishing deal
with Hispavox, which includes all the
works of Raphael. From the above you
can understand that Anagon see the
future with a real big, big big smile.

In the Directory issue of last year

we made mention of the fact that
rack-jobbing would soon become very
vital part of the total record sales
picture in this country.

Well, we are able to report now that
things are really starting to warm-up
in the rack-jobbing business; and with-
in the next few months the battle for
the bulk of the rack mai’ket will be on
in full swing.
Many existing retailers have a dread

of what the rack business will do to
record marketing in general. Some
of smaller stores that don’t fully rely
on records as a total source of income,
but nonetheless pull-in a big percent-
age of turnover from record sales; en-
visage themselves being ‘forced’ out
of the record business by the rack
men.

This, ©f course, just ain’t so . . .

experience in other countries where
racking has long been part of the
scene shows that racking and general
retailing can live together.
The way we see rack selling devel-

oping here is that rack-jobbers will
concentrate the majority of their ef-
forts to low-priced product with prices
scaling down from a top of (Aust)
$2.50 in albums; this still leaves the
regular priced (and big name artists)
field to legitimate record retail stores
and outlets.

The attitude of most record compa-
nies towards the introduction of rack-
jobbing here is one of ‘wait and see
what develops’; with most of them con-
tent to sit and see what their competi-
tors will do; although we are aware
that a couple of majors are quite hap-

pily supplying rack merchandisers
with their low-priced catalogue ma-
terial.

It seems that E.M.I., the largest
record company in Australia, have for-
mulated plans to take part in the
rack business somewhere along the
line . . . but their plans (as at the time
of writing) are very much on the se-
cret list at this stage and execs just
aren’t prepared to talk about it. E.M.I.,
have several low-priced labels sprin-
kled with a strong collection of ‘oldies’

from some name talent, that would be
well suited to the rack operation.
The entire trade is rather anxious

to see the outcoming of the present or-
ganization of the Music For Pleasure
label in this country. (This is the mass
selling album line that is marketed
in England by the Paul Hamlyn office,

with repertoire drawn from the EMI
catalogues.)
The Music For Pleasure company

has been advertising in the press for
top executive staff in order to get the
operation under way . . . and the pres-
ent thinking is that this operation will
be geared directly towards rack sell-
ing. We understand that top brass per-
sonnel from the Paul Hamlyn office in
London have been in Australia recent-
ly to assist with the setting-up of the
company.
A company called Musictone has

been formed for the express purpose
of rack-jobbing; they are an independ-
ent set-up with affiliations with two of
the big retail outlets, Edel’s in Sydney,
and A.M.I. (Australian Musical Indus-
tries) in Melbourne.

has been racking quite successfully

for some time, and they have recently

extended their interest to Melbourne.
We understand that Musictone have
some test racks in action in a large

city store, and also in a branch of a
large chain of supermarkets in a sub-

urban area.
The word is that the supermarketing

testing has been very satisfactory to

all parties . . . therefore it seems obvi-

ous that the rack service will no doubt
be extended to other key stores in the
chain. There are several large chains
of supermarkets and variety stores in
Australia; some of them with hundreds
of stores across the nation; and they
are ideal locations for record racks.
Providing a rack does enough business
to justify the floor space it occupies,
the stores are greatly in favor of sell-

ing records by this method. The stores
are very interested in the fact that

records are themselves an attractive
product; and the stores do not need an
attendant on hand to demonstrate or
wrap the product, because they are
most in outer-sealed plastic containers
. . . these are features that appeal to

the store owner.
At this stage it seems that initially

rack marketing will be centered almost
entirely on albums; which is a little

in contrast to the present racking sys-
tem in the United States which now
also concentrates a gx-eat deal on the
singles product ... of course it is only
a matter of time before singles are
also handled by rackers.

It will be a long while before the
volume of business done by rack sell-

ing here is anything like the percent-
age of the total record mai’ket that it

is in America. Figures show that rack
merchandising in the United States

FRANCE- THE PAST TWELVE MONTHS
French Record Industry has stopped

this year its growth crisis which be-
gan three years ago with the end of
the Yeye period. The decision of five

important French manufacturers
(A.Z., Barclay, Erato, Festival) to
join the Syndicat National de l’lndus-
trie et de Commerce Phonographique
(S.N.I.C.O.P.) is indubitably a eonse-

This fact is very important in

French Industry, because it is the
first time French companies seem to
understand that it is better to pro-
mote only a few artists than to
launch a lot of new names without
preparation.
The second most important event is

the introduction of Singles in France.
For a few months practically the
whole foreign production was released
in France through single records, and
several French artists are taking up
that system. This change in France,
which was since the begining of the
microgroove an EP market, is par-
ticularly successful for Jacques Sou-
plet, CBS France prexy. When he
created two years ago a collection of
singles: the Geminis, nobody believed
in singles success. Souplet’s work for
Geminis promotion began to pay off

in spring 1967. At this time Deram

quence of that situation. Last summer
was the period of the big cleaning.
More than 100 artists’ contracts were
not renewed, and the number of rec-
ords produced in 1967 was nearly
20% lower than in 1966. The C.I.D.D.
(Centre d’lnformation et de Documen-
tation du Disque) which was created
last summer just published the de-
tails of that new course:

released on a single Prbcol Harum’s
“A Whiter Shade Of Pale,” which im-
mediately became No. 1.

It was enough. During summer
1967 every manufacturer began to
release singles at the rate of 6 francs
50 cents. The result was English and
American records took France by
storm. “The Letter” (The Box Tops),
“San Francisco” (Scott McKenzie),
“Days Of Pearly Spencer” (David
McWilliams), “Nights In White Satin”
(The Moody Blues), “Lady Madonna”
(The Beatles), “Delilah” (Tom Jones)
reached the top of the chart.

If the imported songs are more and
more successful, it is the contrary for
classical music. Lucien Ades, who
manages his own firm, Disques Ades
Records, noted that in 1958 classical

records sales were 39% of the market
and that in 1967 they were only 15%.

1967 was also the Year 1 for tape

cartridges with the first Philips and
Radiola tape recorders. But the most
important information was given just

one year ago, in July 1967, by Georges
Meyerstein-Maigret, Philips prexy in

France when he announced that his

firm will release the first part of 1968
a new tape player for cartridges at

the rate of 185, OOFF. This tape
player is the Cassettophone which
was presented in Cannes during last

MIDEM and launched on the market
last April.

The summer last began by the great
success of AZ artists “Les Trouba-
dours” at the “Rose De France De La
Chanson” which took place in Antibes
Juan-Les-Pins. Their song “Le Vent
Et La Jeunesse” was published by
La Compagnie, managed by Norbert
Saada. It was the early start of that
young publisher and record producer.
Since that time Saada has worked
hard and at MIDEM, where he a
smash hit with Nicole Croisille’s “I’ll

Never Leave You,” he concluded many
deals as publisher and independent
producer. In July too famous French
soprano sax player Claude Luter has
been awarded “Grand Prix du Disque
1967 du Jazz Club de France,” for a
Vogue EP with four tunes written by-

Claude and Sidney Bechet a few years
ago.

For the first time Philips Records
decided to produce its annual sum-
mer broadcast on Radio Luxembourg
instead of Radio Monte Carlo. The
live broadcast was presented every
day from 3 p.m. to 4 p.m. during one
month. Doing that Philips has dealt
a heavy blow to the Radio Monte Carlo
summer preponderance.

In the publishing area the 12 past
months began by the “Chambre Syn-
dicate des Editeurs de Musique”
council. It took place in Paris. The
Board of Directors immediately elec-

ted the committee as follows: Presi-
dent: Rolf Marbot; Vice Presidents:
Andre Rambeaud, Georges Rouquie-
res; Secretary: Marcelle Legrana;
Treasurer: Madeleine Lorris; Assis-
tant Secretary-Treasurer: Yves Ba-
quet.

Last July was the time of revolu-
tion for Decca and RCA. The Board
of Directors of Sofrason (which has
the Decca label) and A.R.E.A. (RCA)
elected a new President: Andre Jean-
neret. Mr. Jeanneret was no newcomer
in this field, having served as sales
manager for Philips for two years,
and then joining La Societe Frangaise
du Son (Sofrason) for twelve years
being in charge of the electronic de-
partment.

Vogue Records held its convention
“Marche Commun” in the first days of
September in Paris to prepare new
European policy. At this occasion
President Leon Cabat decided to re-

lease 45 rpm singles in France. Vogue
was the last firm refusing to forsake
EPs. After the end of the convention,
Leon Cabat was visited by Mr. Mait-
land, Warner Bros, president. During
this visit the two presidents renewed
the contract between Vogue and
Warner/Reprise. Vogue is now dis-

tributed in Canada by the new society
created by Warner/ Reprise. August
has been a great month for Vogue and
Reprise because of the Sinatra family.
Nancy has been a great success with
“Jackson,” and father Frank followed
with “The World We Knew.”

Philips also held its convention in

September. Members verified the sub-
stantial increase of LP sales from
1966 to 1967. Because of that, the
Philips turnover, after several bad
months was (for the first eight months
of 1967) 2% over that of the same
period of 1966. The convention was
the occasion for Philips staff to an-
nounce a strong promotion on albums
for the youngest public. A subscrip-
tion was open for a Collargol ten
album set. Price was 95 francs instead
of 135. In ten years Philips sold four
millon records for children. To pro-
mote its classical music repertory and
its catalog for children, Philips re-

leased two EPs at the price of 2
francs. First one presented two Bach

compositions and the other a story

of Collargol.

Because of the “Marche Commun’
perspectives, Pathe Marconi lowered

the prices of its classical music rec-

ords. From October 1st Pathe Marconi
presented all its classical records and
with the same get-up as the German
ones: 29.90 francs (25 Deutsch marks)
for symphonies, concerti, chorals and
chamber music; 25 femes (21 Deutsch
marks) for piano recitals, vocals,

opera.

dent, took the opportunity of CBS
convention to offer a lunch to members
of the press on September 19th. He
wanted to remind them CBS has been
the pioneer in the singles launching in

France. He also explained he has a

lot of hopes for record industry in

France. The main reason, Souplet be-

lieves, is that the mai’ket here has

not been thoroughly exploited. In

1966, 200 million Americans spent

3,800 million F.F. for records. In

Great Britain, 55 million people spent

590 million F.F.; in Germany, 57 mil-

lion people spent 520 million F.F.; and
in France only 380 million F.F. of

records have been sold to 50 million

people. Mr. Souplet believes that

France can soon reach the German
turnover. This should indicate a

progress of 35%.
Chappell France was very full of

push that season. In October Georges
Roquiere, Chappell France manager,
bought the excellent Aeuff-Rose cata-

log which had been represented by
Editions Tropicales. Michel Larmand,
Chappell A&R man, created a produc-
tion department. First Chappell label

artists are “Les Hamsters” a vocal

trio. Georges Roquiere also created

the Spanish Chappell branch which

opened on April last.

October brought a surprise in the

LPs prices politic. Twenty months
after the Philips decision to retail

every LP at 19,95 F.F., it appeared

that this price could not become gen-

eral. On the contrary, most LP al-

bums are now sold at 22,90 F.F. but

in compatible. This was one of the

important of French producers for

organizing a very strong French mar-
ket before the beginning of the Euro-

pean Common Market. Pathe Marconi
launched a new stereo collection, cre-

ated in England three years before

and already famous in Germany and

Italy. It was welcomed in France.

Andre Jeanneret, Decca president,

signed an exclusive contract with

Bruno Coquatrix, Olympia Hall man-
ager, for the recording of the “Music
Hall d’Israel,” which has been a

really great success in Finance. Decca

also got the rights for distributing it

all over the world.

CED (Compagnie Europeenne du
Disque) which distributes Chess, Stax

and Atco labels was a great success

with LPs collection “Rythm n’ Blues

teRriBle . . . incRoyaBle . . . foRmid-

aBle . . . etc” All these recoi’ds pre-

sent one side fast and one side slow.

Festival celebrated the Andre Ver-

churen’s 12 millionth record. For this

occasion the famous accordionist re-

leased a luxurious album with a giant

picture of himself. Philips began in

November a new collection through
Fontanta titled “Apres Minuit”

account for MORE than 50% of the

entire record market. Even though
racking is still in its infancy in Aus-
tralia; it is destined to become a thriv-

ing part of total picture . . . and is

most likely to extend the overall rec-

ord market by ‘getting’ to people who
wouldn’t normally go into a regular

record store.

THE LOCAL SCENE.
In the terms of excitement and big

hits . . . the year hasn’t been all that

good for the local product.
There have been plenty of locally-

produced discs issued here by most
major labels; but a lot of this product,
particularly singles, just isn’t clicking
with the record buying public.

Maybe less records and more con-
centration on production and promo-
tion might be an idea that could help

(“After Midnight”). Each LP presents

love songs or sentimental mood music
with nude pin up girls on the cover.

November 15th marked the debut

of new label Arion Records, headed
by producer Ariane Segal and released

exclusively through CBS. Mrs. Segal

started very well with several awards
from Academie Charles Cros and
Academie du Disque Franqais. Claude
Frangois also created his own label:

Lisques Fleche. Other artists signed

are Dominique Walter (formerly AZ
records) and Belgian Liliane Saint

Pierre who released her first record

on May last namely with the French
treatment of “Single Girl” (“Je Suis

Un Fille Toute Seule.”

In the last weeks of 1967 traditional

jazz did a sudden explosion on the

market. In line with this trend, An-
toine (Vogue) wrote lyrics to a Sid-

ney Bechet composition “Madame
Becassine” which immediately took
off. This recording was the beginning
of a concentrated attempt to make
Sidney Bechet one of the new season
stars. A two LP set was published

by Vogue with 284 unpublished treat-

ments of his great successes. Barclay
signed a three year contract with
Buddha Records for the distribution

of its catalog in France and the Bene-
lux countries. The negotiations were
made by Eddie Barclay and Bernard
de Bosson while they were in New
York and Frank Mell from Buddha
Records. The Academie Du Disque
Frangais awarded its “Grands Prix
Du Disque Frangais.” Serge Reggiani
(Canetti) and Colette Renard (Decca)
received the Prix Francis Carco.
Two new labels appeared on French

market in December. First one was
Carrere, which is Sheila’s manager
agent Claude Carr&re’s label. Sheila

is presently the only artist through
that label. The second one was Di-
mension, first artist: Gilbert Becaud.
Prexy is Maurice Vidalin.

In the Cash Box December 30 issue,

discreetly appeared a new title: “Love
Is Blue” by Paul Mauriat, No. 92 in

the U.S. top 100. This was a good
surprise in France where nobody
could imagine the future owner of the
song in the States. “Love Is Blue” and
Paul Mauriat took United States by
storm and the song featured during
seven weeks a the first place of Cash
Box top 100. In the same time another
French orchestra director, Raymond
Lefevre, reached the 36th place in

the U.S. chart with “Soul Coaxing,”
English title of Michel Polnareff’s
“Ame Caline.” It is interesting to note
that Muriat and Lefevre are vei’y good
friends, and worked very often to-

gether creating a new sound. A young
French composer Michel Fugain was
a great success in Great Britain. His
song “Je J’Aurais Pas Le Temps” (“If
I Only Had Time”) was No. 2 in the
British chart by John Rowles.

In the very first days of 1968, own-
er and manager of publishing com-
pany Alleluia, became the exclusive
publisher of the famous Greek com-
poser for all countries. Two unexpect-
ed songs “Les Roses Blanches” by the
Sunlights and “Riquita” sung by
Georgette Plana (Vogue), were the
hits of January. This success launched
the old songs fashion in our country.

A vogue which is not already ended.

The end of January was the time of
MIDEM. For its second year, Bernard
Chevry, MIDEM organizer, was a
complete success. For French publish-
ers and manufacturers MIDEM com-
mercial results were considered as ex-
cellent. The deals showed the very
good position of French song in the
world. Next MIDEM will be set in

Cannes on January next. Just after
MIDEM Polydor began a strong pro-
motion of Julie Driscoll and Brian
Auger’s records. This promotion was
concretized by a Marmalade Show at
the Olympia Hall in Paris. Barclay
Records signed an agreement with
American label Project 3 for release
in France of Total Sound Records.
Festival records signed a contract for
distribution in France of the German
Cornet catalog. Famous author-com-
poser Enrico Macias left Pathe Mar-
coni to record under Philips label, he
also concluded a deal with Gilbert
Marouani (who manages Les Nou-
velles Editions Eddie Barclay) for his
publishing company Cirta to be con-
ducted by the Bai’clay publishing
group.

In March a new distributing com-
pany was created in France: DISCO-
DIS is managed by Gerard Vion and
opened with AZ and Belter catalogs.
Other publishing company CED, sign-
ed contracts for distribution exchange
with Colombiana De Discos (Colom-
bia), Discos Industria Nacional
(Peru), Distribuidora Nacional De
Discos S.A. (Venezuela). Andre Jean-
neret, RCA/Decca France prexy,
brought back from the States an
agreement with Samuel Muller, presi-
dent of Cycnus Productions, to man-
age Cycnus Production here under
Muller’s supervision.

The Grand Prix 1968 l’Academie de
la Chanson Charles Cros were award-
ed at the Palais d’Orsay in Paris.
Among the laureates we notice Paul
Mauriat (Mood Music), Jean Pierre
Ferland (Male Singer), Jacqueline
Dulac (Female Singer), Les Chariots
(Humor), Miriam Makeba, Ray
Charles, Maurice Chevalier.

A deal was completed between RCA
and French company Area (which
manages the label here) whereby
RCA’s publishing branch P.M.I., man-
aged by Marc Fontenoy, will closely
cooperate with the Grande Avenue
and Fonior publishing companies
(Benelux) with Fontenoy in charge
of the group. Francis O’Neill and
Roger Corsin, formerly publishing
group managers with Jacques Plante,
left the company to create their own:
E.P.O.C.

The Compagnie Europeenne d’

Etudes et de Services (CEES) cre-
ated a monitoring service for the var-
ious French radio stations. Norbert
Saada, owner of the publishing com-
pany “La Compagnie” announced the

creation of his record label. Eddie
Barclay and Neshui Ertegun renew
for four years. Barclay Records will

represent Atlantic, and C.E.D. will

distribute Stax and Atco labels.

The Common Market opens now and
next twelve months will be a very
interesting time for record business

in our country.

to revitalize the local market.

However, there is one aspect of the
local recording industry that we can-
not allow to pass without a mention in

this summary, and that is the continu-
ing success story of the now-famous
recording studios of Bill Armstrong
pty. Ltd.

These days, artists and producers
come from far and wide to record with
the staff and facilities of these studios
. . . which are completely independent.
Quick to keep pace with the demands

on his establishment; Bill Armstrong
has gone to great lengths in effort,

time and money to keep the studios
equipped with the very finest and lat-

est in recording gear ... in this sphere
the studio became the first in Aus-
tralia to be fully operational with 8-

track facilities when they had a Scully
8-track recorder flown in from the
United States earlier this year.

Since this time last year, eight lo-

cally-produced records have appeared
on our weekly best-seller list . . . and
SEVEN of the eight were recorded in

the studios of Bill Armstrong Pty.
Ltd.

Another encouraging aspect of the
local business these past 12 months
has been the “arrival” of 19 year-old
singing star, Johnny Farnham.

It wasn’t so long ago that Farnham
was a plumber’s assistant who did a
little singing on the side.

Farnham began his recording career
by cutting some commercial jingles
for an oil company and an airline.

It was soon after this that he was
discovered and signed by E.M.I. staff
producer David Mackay.

David was convinced that he had a
REAL talent in Farnham; so the
search was begun to find a suitable
song for this English-born Australian
lad who had migrated to this country
with his family.

After turning down hundreds of sug-
gested songs; David finally decided
that an American composition called
“SADIE, THE CLEANING LADY”
would be the ideal vehicle with which
to launch the recording career of
young Farnham.

Of course the wisdom of that deci-
sion is borne out by the fact that
“Sadie, The Cleaning Lady” has be-
come one of the biggest selling singles
EVER in this country; with sales at
the moment in excess of 112,000 to its
credit ... a figure that is particularly
unheard of for this area.

As a result of his enormous Austral-
ian hit with “Sadie,” the record has
now been issued in both England and
the United States ... we hear that it

is the subject of strong action in the
States.

Farnham’s follow-up to “Sadie,” was
a revival of the old English hit song,
“Underneath The Arches,” which also
spent a number of weeks on our na-
tional best-seller list, but didn’t match
the performance of “Sadie.” There is
now an album out by EMI by Johnny
Farnham, it is called, naturally
enough, “Sadie.” It is worth reporting
that the sales of the “Sadie” single
are equal, on a population basis, to
TWO million in the United States.

In the local group field we can
look to bigger and better things from
The Twilights, one of our most promi-
nent units. They have a new manager
in Mike Conlin, and their records are
produced by David Mackay . . . the
new album by The Twilights is one
of the most expensive in terms of time
and money yet produced here. The Twi-
lights are again doing personal ap-
pearances, a field they neglected for a
long-while when it seemed that their
national television would become a
reality ... it hasn’t, so the group is
wisely back in circulation.

The Executives are another group
that Must make it big this coming
twelve months. They have been on the
brink of great things for quite some
now, but just haven’t been fortunate
enough to score nationally and big
with a single. The Executives are a
wonderful outfit (including that living
female doll) and most of the trade
are hoping they will make it big.

A LOOK BACK AT 1968 A. T. E.

Phonographic Equip.

The 24th Annual Amusement Trades
Exhibition, organized by Amusement
Trades Exhibitions Ltd. and sponsored
by The Amusement Caterers’ Associa-
tion and the Amusement Tx-ades Asso-
ciation, surmounted the fiscal gloom
which clouded leisure spending in the
U.K. Trade amongst the coinmen was
generally brisk, particularly in arcade
equipment, but a concensus indicated
that club machines in which sales gen-
ei-ally have been leveling off, wex-e

being moved well up to expectations,
too. The fete itself was brimfull of
ideas, modifications, innovations and
devices all geared to attx-act the club
or ai’cade parton, and the collective

impact of more than 90 exhibitors
embellished the 26,000 square foot
Great Hall of Alexandx-a Palace with
a bright, bustling and business-like

atmosphere. According to the or-

ganizers, headed by John Singleton

and his key aide Alan Willis, attend-

ances wei’e well up on last year’s ex-

hibition held in November. In their

view, the ATE was this year, more
than ever before, atti’actively present-

ed by the participants. Most people,

they felt, had impressively presented
their equipment to foreign and do-

mestic buyers and where equipment
was not revolutionary, it gave the im-
px-ession of being of good quality.

Whilst there was a great vax-iety of

hardware on display, probably the
most significant trend to emerge was
towards simple machines with money
on display. “Pusher” type exhibits

loaded with pennies, abounded and
provided a big attraction for arcade
operators. At the other end of the
scale, and a significant development in

the amusement industry’s quest to be
new, exciting and different, thei'e was
a considerable leaning towards x-eality.

This applied particularly in the shoot-
ing games.
Phonographic Equipment (Distribu-

tors) Ltd. for instance, prominently
displayed on their impressive and im-
posing stand, a torpedo shoot with
realistic sound effects and working
parts, and a tank battle game which
simulated the atmosphere of mini-
warfare.

Ruffler and Walker, in the process
of linking with Phonographic, alx-eady
the biggest distributors in the country,
were also right up to the minute with
these games. And, according to Gor-
don Walker, export business this year
is way up on previous semesters. In-
termingled with the simple appx-oach
and the sophisticated realism, there
was evidence of a development to-
wards futuristic amusements also.
Phonogi-aphic, right up front again,
had an impressive flying saucer
amongst its more traditional array of
slot machines, pin tables, jukeboxes,
consoles and assorted arcade equip-
ment.
A new and smaller exhibitor, Hatton

& Bass Ltd., made its impact with a
small hovercraft, which is obviously
going to develop into major amuse-
ment mobile toys.

Around the stands, thex-e was much
in the way of improved mechanisa-
tion. Ainsworth Consolidated Indus-
tries (G.B.) Ltd., manufacturers of
the widely distributed Aristocrat
‘Grosnevor,’ ‘Olympic’ and ‘Arcadian’
I'anges of slot machines, had on show
four new models for the 1968 season
in the Arcadian x-ange plus a slim line
change dispenser for all coins.

The fast spreading motor racing-
craze, coming into the realism bracket,
was amply catered for by AMF Inter-
national Ltd. with the Roadi-acer,
Speedway and Little Indy games dis-
playing obvious player appeal. The
company has also developed a mini-
soccer machine which would suit any
location. AMI executive John Hardy
explained that this year AMI’s deci-
sion to exhibit only its own product
in the jukebox range was an attempt
to a more precise focus of business.
AMI’s tasteful pi’esentation sei-ved to

unveil some new lines such as the
“Deluxe Cadette’ a 100-selection pho-
nograph product specially for the
British market. Another eye catcher
was the “Phono-Vue” which combines
color film with sound. Ideas for
smaller sites included the “Hide-a-
Way” and the “Wallette.”
Another- major phonograph maker,

The Ditehburn Oiganisation, stx-ongly
eatured three 1968 Wurlitzei’s—in-

cluding the dazzling Americana 3200
which allows a 200-record selection.

A sti-ong showbiz tinge was deftly
exploited by the Edwin Hall company
which exhibited coin-operated kiddie

rides. A top expox-ter, the company
scored at the amusement fete with
childmobiles derived from various top
kid television series such as BBC’s
“Doctor Who” (Daleks), “Magic
Roundabout” (assorted puppets) and
“Pinky and Perky” (puppet pigs).

Jubilee Products, meantime, cater-

ing for a more adult trade, demon-
strated a glossy line of penny ma-
chines and four new Riviex-a slots in

the “Tic Tac Toe”; “Go 7”; “Casino
Belle” and “Lucky 7” ranges with up-
dated streamlining. Attracting inter-

est, too, were the International models
in “Tic Tac Toe” and “777” combina-
tions which have, over the years,
pi'oved top sellers and a money-
spinner.
Derek Kraft of Kraft Automatics

is one exhibitor who is convinced that
the simple formula of showing the
customer the money will be the style
in 1968 and he has His shax-e of attx-ac-

tive penny players. But he was dis-

playing also new wall machines, new
multi-play consoles plus some of his
most lucrative pi'oven lines such as
the five-slot wall machines “Supx-a-
fruit”; “Jockey Club”; “Rondo” and
“La Ronde.” About 50% of the Kraft
product this year was new.
The bustling Mar-Matic stand,

which displayed a wide variety of
coin games was significantly bolstered
by the x-ange of Jennings and Keeney
product for which they ai-

e sole dis-

tributors throughout the world. Har-
old T. Baker, pi-oduct manager with
J. H. Keeney & Co., was over from the
States and hosted the stand with Mar-
Matic Chairman Maurice Sykes. Baker
opined the trip here was worthwhile
because Britain was a fast growing
market in spite of the fact that the
club trade has leveled off. “More towns
are opening up amusement arcades
and the tavern ti-ade is still wide
open,” Sykes said.

Mills BelLO-Matic Ltd. proferred a
half dozen quality lines including
“Club King”; “The Mery Monarch”
and “Merrymaker” slots. And in the
rides field Robinson Partners (Lon-
don) Ltd. impressed with its full scoi-e

of lines including the Space Ship, Cir-
cus, (Speedboat, Fire Chief, Racing-
Car, Submarine and others. Philip
Shefras attractively presented a wide
variety of wall and floor amusements
and was making a determined pitch
for the arcade, tavern and club trade
with items like the Casino Master,
a club slot machine coming in three
different styles.

In the mobile sectoi-s, Symplay’s
successful novelty “Baby Kai-ts” in-

troduced last year, were augmented
with a deluxer with elaboi-ate seats
and shock absorbers. These provided
a big hook for visiting coinmen who
were then introduced to Symplay’s
range of slots and phonographs in-

cluding in the latter category the

transitorized Hai’ting M140.
Foreign exhibitors, who tend to

acknowledge that London is becoming
the center of the amusement trade in-

dustry, comprised Establissements
Rally from France, in for the third

year, with updated versions of the
“Fliptronic Pingames”; Loewen-Au-
tomaten, a familiar visitor with a
x-ange of NSM-Serenade-Discotheque”
music boxes plus NSM Bowling Big
Strike, a new amusement machine

without a pay-out which can be uti-

lized without a license and Taito Trad-
ing Company from Japan, where it is

one of the lai-gest manufacturers of

amusement machines. Taito’s move-in
on the British scene finds the com-
pany keen to establish a good image
and create goodwill. Japanese techni-
cians were imported for the ti-ade fete

in order to answer questions on the
range of Taito games. But of all the
foreign layouts, Etablissments Rally
scored most heavily with visitors. The
impactful stand was under the per-
sonal sui-veillance of Madame Erlich
who flew in specially for the occasion
—her first visit to the ATE. Familiar
visitor to the ATE was Herr Lars
Skriver from Germany who, as usual,
was most impi-essed by the A.T.E.
commenting that this year he noticed
the development of a lot of new amuse-
ment games. Reaction to the exhibi-
tion among visitors was good and
forewax-nings of a new Gamling Act
and fui’ther cuts in personal spending
being demanded by the Exchequei', did
not daunt business from either do-
mestic or foreign sources. The event
has found a sound home here at
Alexandi-a Palace and unquestionably,
the January timing appears to be the
most appropriate.

A leisure” Letter

From Sega's Rosen

TOYKO—Many factors determine
the leisure and amusement orientation

or posture of a society. The attitude

of the Japanese public toward the pur-
suit of amusement and entei’tainment
is a very balanced and progressive
one. And, because novelty stimulates
enthusiasm, the Japanese public seeks
its leisure-time interests in a very
broad spectrum of activities.

Throughout recorded history, the
Japanese have had a leisui-e oriented
society. Enjoyment of life—the finding
of entertainment has taken many
foi-ms, but has always been a pi-omi-

nent feature of prevailing gx-oup
mores.

Starting with the Meiji restoration
before the turn of the centui-y, Japan
adopted the technology of the west, as
well as western leisure forms.

Second only to the U.S. in the
growth and diversity of leisux-e/anxuse-
ment oppox-tunities, Japan is probably
first in the percentage of national in-

come spent on such activities. More
recreational facilities and equipment
ai-e constantly demanded as individual
incomes continue to rise. Predominat-
ing in its field, Sega is in the enviable
position of being a leading firm in a
highly favoi-ed industry of the world’s
fastest growing economy.

Because educating the business com-
munity and the public in the newer
coin industi-y concepts required a co-

oi-dinated campaign, Sega found it ex-
pedient to enter all areas of the coin
machine business. These early steps
established Sega uniquely in the thi-ee

fields of manufacturing, distributing,
and opei-ating. With each division

GENERAL I

American coin machine export firms enjoyed another successful and record-breaking year

as they shipped coin-operated music, amusement and vending machines to the overseas
markets and brought over $60 million dollars into the United States' economy. In 1965,

the export volume was approximately $51 million, and in 1966 that figure increased to

$56 million, the 1967 figure of $60.5 million stayed proportionately close to the aver-
age annual increase. The increase is caused by the fantastic increase in the export of

amusement machines. In 1966, the export of amusement machines accounted for $29.4 mil-
lion. 1967, figures further proved the foreign interest in American made amusement
equipment as they purchased $34.6 million worth. Once again, as in 1966, the United
Kingdom and Switzerland led all other countries in the amusement importing, both coun-
tries paid approximately $7 million to American firms for amusement devices. In 1966,
phonographs accounted for $14.2 million of the total export volume—phonographs in 1967
held close to the 1966 figure with $14.3 million in exports. Last year we predicted that
vending exports would hold with their 1965 figures and it turns out that we were almost
right—1966 showed $12. 4 million and 1967 reported $11.5 million—down approx. $1 million.
Although, we hope for a successful 1968, we dare not make any dollar volume predictions.

PHONOGRAPHS

In 1965 and 1966, there were no violent surges, up or down, in phonograph exports. Most of

the countries held fairly close to their 1966 figures, with the exception of Switzerland
and the Netherlands, two countries that broke into the top ten importers chart. The

two countries that fell off were Italy and Peru. In 1966, phonograph exports accounted
for $14.2 million of the total volume and in 1967 registered a slight increase with

$14.3 million. The number of units exported in 1966 totaled 29,567 and in 1967 the

number was 26,996. This is a good indication that American firms are getting a better
price for their equipment in 1967 than in 1966. Look forward to a better 1968 as the

demand for and price of phonographs go up.

VENDING

Whatever happened to that 1965 phrase "vending is the happiest sales story in the history
of coin machine exports". Maybe we should forget the phrase and look at the figures. In

1966, vending exports registered a $2 million gain over the 1965 figure. Not so in 1967.

Vending exports declined approximately $1 million from $12.4 in 1966 to $11.5 in 1967.

The biggest loss occurred in Mexico where the decline from 1966 imports totaling $1.6
million down to the 1967 figure of $160,337. Although Canada and West Germany are the

leaders in 1967, they both registered slight decreases over their top figures of 1966.

The surprise country of 1967 was Japan, they were the fifth largest importer of vending
machines, paying $747,081 for 3,665 units. American firms got more money per unit in

1966 than they did in 1967. This is indicated by the increase in the number of units ex-

ported and a decrease in the number of dollars paid. Even with the ups and downs and the

emergence of Japan as a leading importer and the Mexican decline, vending exports for

1968 just might top the 1965 figure.

AMUSEMENT

Italy, with their relaxed laws that allow regular games and add-a-balls, paid $.5 mil-

lion more for amusement machines in 1967 than in 1966. But, Italy is not the 'success'

story of 1967. It happens to be the United Kingdom and Switzerland. The population of

these two countries are afforded more and more leisure time with the passing of each year,

this is partly indicated by the tremendous increase in dollars spent on amusement equip-

ment. The United Kingdom spent $5.8 million in 1966 and increased that figure to $7.2
million in 1967. Meanwhile, Switzerland went from their 1966 figure of $5.2 to $7.1 mil-

lion. West Germany, who purchased $4.7 million in 1966 and was the third leading country,

completely dropped out of the race. Belgium paid out $1 million more in 1967 than in 1966.

The Netherlands and Sweden broke onto the top ten country list with $391,774 and $270,614

respectively. The total dollar volume for 1966 was $29.4 million and in 1967 the figure

rose to $34.6 million. This is a fantastic increase over the year and we can expect 1968

to be another good year, but there will be a few surprises.
