Acts that play second -bananas to 
star attractions on the road are a 

newer source of hopeful disk stand- 
outs in their own right. It's a new 
phase of the music industry's constant 
search for performers who may be new 
to the record scene, but have estab- 
lished themselves at in -person appear- 
ances throughout all the key markets 
and then some. 

A few years ago, the industry dis- 
covered that well -received under- 
ground acts had achieved a large 
enough following so that their initial 
LP product-often marketed without 
the advance promo benefit of a singles 
release-could hit the market with in- 
stant success. Generally, the under- 
ground source of disk stars has been 
the result of cabaret -type engage- 
ments sans the packaging concept of 
one-night stands. 

Now, labels are signing -up perform- 
ers on the basis of favorable reports 
from the field on the reception being 
accorded acts that tour with stars. 
There is no absolute certainty, of 
course, that disk success is assured on 
the basis of enthusiastic in -person re- 
ceptions. But, there is a lot to be said 
for it when one considers today's 
"live" sound performances. They are 

a far cry from the days when "live" 
rock dates by either groups or solo per- 
formers were weak sisters to the kind 
of sound that could be engineered in 
a recording studio. Today, however, 
the "live" sound-with its dominance 
by electronic devices-is much the 
same as that achieved on disk. It's also 
true that today's youngsters are far 
more demanding in what pleases them 
-or, as one record exec told Cash 
Box: "You can't fool the kids today; 
they are the brightest, best educated 
generation ever." 

Those who package the shows are 
correctly reading the signs of the 
times, since, for the most part, they 
are part of the management operation 
of the top attraction. Mike Jeffries, for 
instance, is the manager of both Jimi 
Hendrix and the Soft Machine. This 
procedure, too, differs from rock's 
earlier days when a packaged show 
contained perhaps as many as 10 acts, 
with a quantity of performers not al- 
ways indicative of quality. 

By emphasizing quality, today's in - 
person rock dates can make disk stars 
out of acts who have amassed an ap- 
preciative audience which eagerly 
awaits the start of their disk careers.

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Instrument Sales May 
Hit $1 Billion In '68 
CHICAGO - The music instrument 
business will probably join the disk 
business as a billion dollar industry 
this year. 

Retail sales of new musical instru- 
ments, which have increased more 
than four -fold in the last 20 years, 
are up well for the first seven months 
of 1968 over last year and will produce 
the industry's first billion dollar year 
if the present pace continues, reports 
Jack J. Wainger, president of the 
National Association of Music Mer- 
chants. 

Figures compiled through the end 
of July show sales of all retail music 
stores up 14 per cent over the same 
period last year, with increases being 
shown in nearly every instrument 
category. 

"Reports from our dealers around 
the country confirm that the industry 
is rebounding strongly from the slight 
sales decrease experienced last year- 
the first decrease in 21 years," said 
Wainger, himself president of Amer- 
ican Music Stores, with 57 outlets, the 
largest chain of music stores in the 
world. "Most dealers experienced good 
first half sales and the upswing is

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Gavin Sees Community Affairs Vital To Radio's Image 
NEW YORK-Radio's involvement in 
community affairs will be under dis- 
cussion at the upcoming Bill Gavin 
Radio Program Conference (Dec. 6-8, 
Las Vegas). 

Gavin said that the radio panelists 
have been asked to consider radio's 
involvement in community affairs and 
problems because "no other mass com- 
munications medium can communicate 
as personally with its audience as 
does radio." "The public's high regard 
and affection for its favorite radio 
personalities is endlessly documented," 
Gavin says, "and their potential for 
good example and leadership can 
hardly be exaggerated." 

In Gavin's view, radio on a country- 
wide basis presents a wide variety of 
station policies with regard to com- 
munity concerns. "These range from 
a bland and faceless indifference," he 
points out, "through a scattering in- 
volvement in non -controversial items 
such as social events and charities, 
on up to bold editorial treatment of 
such current controversies as teacher 
strikes, protest demonstrations, ve- 
nereal disease, racial violence and so 
on." 

Help Ratings 

Gavin believes that a large majority 
of recent rating successes have been 
accompanied by-and partly attribut- 
able to - a "genuine involvement 
community affairs." "This goes on 
both inside and outside the studios, 
Gavin says, with active participation 
of radio personnel in community af- 
fairs. 

"Building the stations' public image 
as an organization of people who 
genuinely care about the people in 
their town constitutes a major assign- 
ment for many program directors." 

Gavin declares, "The term `people - 
to -people' is used to describe telephone 
talk formats; in a larger senpe, 
`people -to -people' is what radio is all 
about." 

Turning to radio and the music 
business, Gavin assumes that this 
year's discussions will progress 
"beyond arguments over who owes 
what to whom and that it will en- 
courage discussions of ways in which 
the two industries can help each 
other toward goals that are mutually 
profitable." 

Amaret Label Established By Myers 
HOLLYWOOD-Kenny Myers has 
formed Amaret Records. Move by the 
former Mercury vp and Acta general 
manager follows by several months 
his departure from the latter set-up. 

In his first exec appointment, Myers 
has named Ronnie Granger as nation- 
al sales promo manager of the label, 
which is shipping its first single this 
week. 

Granger, until recently national sin- 
gle sales manager and promotion 
manager with Capitol, is originally 
from New York, but will be head- 
quartered at Amaret's offices at 1717 
N. Highland in Hollywood. 

Amaret (a derivative of American 
Association of Recording Talents) will 
be distributed through indies with 
Myers currently in the process of 
negotiating foreign licensing agree- 
ments. Tape manufacuring and dis- 
tributing rights are being assigned 
to Ampex. 

Label plans to work closely with

With such structuring, this 
panel discussion can only shed light 
on the problems and responsibilities 
existing in the FM rock market. All 
of our other panels, including Top 
40, Rhythm & Blues, and Country, 
have been set up with both the broad- 
caster and record man in mind." 

Allowing for spontaneous meetings 
and time for informal talk among the 
conference participants, the agenda 
will include major speakers who will 
speak for 45 minutes each. In keeping 
with the emphasis on communication, 
a question and answer period will 
follow each speaker's address. 

Panel discussions and round tables 
have also been scheduled. These dis- 
cussions are arranged to allow time 
for both a trading of information and 
post discussion talk. They are each 
set for a one hour period. Music for- 
mat panels, headed by a chairman and 
four to six panelists, are geared for 
broadcast possible appeal. Attendance 
at these panels will be stressed for 
everyone attending the conference. 

The 1968 Program Conference will 
conclude with an awards dinner honor- 
ing both record and radio industry 
talent.

In the midst of re-recorded Detroit 
hits, and relyric-ed Motown beat sides 
the labels have come up with what 
could well prove to be a revolutionary 
step forward for black music. Phase 
one in what may prove to be Motown's 
progression, was the Supremes' use of 
a completely advanced lyric on "Love 
Child." The word -work and several of 
the production devices marked an 
astonishing advance, almost as aston- 
ishing as the sudden resurgence of 
sales that have made this the biggest 
single for the group in more than a 
year. 

Phase two, on the market this week, 
is the new Temptations' release,

$18,000. The disk could be a turning 
point in Medley's solo career. It's been 
nine months since he broke with Hat- 
field. 

"It's that clumsy time in my career. 
While there's a good deal of personal 
satisfaction in performing 100% Med- 
ley, there's that possibility of going 
into a club right now and doing great 
-or bombing. I just closed the Sands 
-and did very well. But at Bimbo's 
it was mostly bus trade." 

Medley has recently switched offices 
merging with manager Mike Patter 
son's operations at Crossroads of the 
World, just off Sunset in Hollywood 
He's currently at work co -producing 
(with writer Barry Mann) The Blos 
soms and Chris Morgan for MGM 
Morgan's first single ("Street of 
Dirt") is set for late Nov. release 
"Morgan is the finest white sou 
singer I've ever heard," says Medley 
no mean statement coming from the

As for "Peace Brother Peace," Med- 
ley says, "I love the song-I feel lucky 
and proud that Barry and Cynthia 
(Weil) wrote it for me." As for it 
being controversial, Medley is as per- 
plexed as we are. "It doesn't suggest 
that we reward aggression by pulling 
out-it doesn't call for free and equa, 
elections in the South. It doesn't even 
mention Vietnam. It's concerned only 
with law and order, peace and love.' 

Possibly the recent peace scare (as 
Art Buchwald pointed out last week) 
wasn't as attractive as we assumed 
Buchwald titled his column "It Takes 
A Special Kind of Expertise to Avoid 
Peace." Still the word seems to be in 
fashion these days.

est gain was made by television sets, 
both monochrome and color, with total 
distributor sales up 7.8 per cent. 

Breaking the distrib sales figures 
down by category ending August 23, 
and on a year-to-date basis: 

Color TV sales to dealers totaled 
458,279 units for the month: 7.1 per 
cent above the August 1967 sales fig- 
ure. Hear -to-date sales of 3,123,414 
units were up 14.4 per cent above the 
same period in 1967. 

Black -and -white television sales to 
dealers of 464,083 units in August 
were up five per cent over the same 
1967 month. Total year-to-date sales 
of 3,336,821 were 2.2 per cent above 
the same period in 1967. 

Monochrome and color TV sales 
to dealers were running about equal 
in August, with color sets rapidly 
catching up on year-to-date totals. 

Total radio sales to dealers of 1,- 
674,635 units in August were up 
12.6 per cent from August 1967. 
Year-to-date sales to dealers of 
13,167,612 units were running 7.2 per 
cent ahead of the same period in 1967. 
Automobile set sales of 686,476 units 
to dealers in August was 7.3 per cent 
ahead of August 1967 and year-to- 
date sales were 21.5 per cent over the 
1967 year-to-date figures. 

Home radio sales to dealers ad- 
vanced 16.7 per cent over August 
1967: 988,159 to 847,046, closing the 
year-to-date difference to only a 3.5 
per cent decrease.

Commenting in New York on the 
decision, NARAS president Mort 
Nasatir said, "This indicates anew 
the ever increasing importance of the 
Grammy as a meaningful award for 
excellence in recording and the 
Academy's exclusive identification 
with the Grammy."

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Bach To Rock' Drive Continues 

At Columbia With Two Albums 
NEW YORK-The "Back to Rock" 
promotion campaign launched last 
August by Columbia Masterworks will 
gain momentum when the label re- 
leases two new avant-garde albums 
this month.

'Those Were The Days'

Larry Page also has 
a version out on the Bell Records-dis- 
tribued Act One label, and Alisha 
Kashi has recorded the tune for Ju- 
bilee Records. 

The song has also had television 
exposure. 

On a recent edition of "The Carol 
Burnett Show," Miss Burnett and 
guest Edie Adams combined talents 
for a duet of "Those Were The Days" 
in a 10 -minute production number, and 
"The Ed Sullivan Show" recently 
spotlighted Mary Hopkins herself in 
a performance of the song. 

Composer Raskin, who wrote "Those 
Were The Days" more than six years 
ago, formerly appeared with his wife 
as the night club and concert singing 
team of Gene and Francesca. He has 
also written four plays. On the non - 
show business side Raskin is a profes- 
sor of architecture, a subject on which 
he has written several textbooks.

NEW YORK-The Crazy World of 
Arthur Brown begins its second U.S.

The present recording of "In C" was 
made for Columbia by Riley, the 
young avant-garde composer from 
northern California, and an unusual 
ensemble, organized by trombonist 
Stuart Dempster, of innovative young 
musicians working at the Center of 
the Creative and Performing Arts in 
the State University of New York at 
Buffalo. The recording was built up 
in three layers by over -dubbing, re- 
sulting in an ensemble on the finished 
disk of 28 instruments (3 vibraphones, 
3 saxophones, 3 trombones; 3 violas, 
3 flutes, 2 bassoons; 3 obes, 3 trump- 
ets, 2 marimbaphones, 2 clarinets; and 
a piano) played by a virtuoso ensem- 
ble of only 11 musicians including the 
composer. 

Riley's score consists of 53 short 
musical phrases through which each 
player moves independently. The en- 
semble interacts spontaneously as in- 
tricate rhythmic and harmonic groups 
and subgroups form, dissolve, and re- 
form. 

"Switched -On Bach" employs a spe- 
cially adapted Moog synthesizer (ori- 
ginated by Robert Moog) as a musical 
instrument, and uses a very sophisti- 
cated, multi -track recording process. 
The album was realized and developed 
by composer, virtuoso performer, and 
musician -technician Walter Carlos, 
with the assistance of musician and 
musicologist Benjamin Folkman, in 
collaboration with Rachel Elking of 
TEMPI. 

"Switched -On Bach" contains a 
number of familiar and popular works 
by the composer, including the Sin- 
fonia to Cantata No. 29, "Air on a G 
String," the Two -Part Inventions in 
F Major, B -Flat Major and D Minor, 
"Jesu, Joy of Man's Desiring," the 
Preludes and Fugues in E -Flat Major 
and C Minor from Book I of "The 
Well -Tempered Clavier," the Chorale 
Prelude "Wachet Auf" and the Brand- 
enburg Concerto No. 3 in G Major.

night (26) saw Bill Graham's East 
Coast showplace bulging at the seams 
with stone blues fanatics there to see 
their English blues idol John Mayall.

DONOVAN 
CARNEGIE HALL, N.Y.-There is 
little we can add to the review of 
Donovan's recent appearance at the 
Hollywood Bowl (see Cash Box, Oct. 
12), which to our mind, said all that 
needs to be said about this most 
talented English folk/jazz/ballad (in 

the old sense of the word ballad) 
singer. His music says it best, and 
we can only advise you to pick up on 
his last two albums, "Donovan In 
Concert" and "Hurdy Gurdy Man," as 
well as several of the earlier ones. 

THE TEMPTATIONS 
THE FLAMINGO, LAS VEGAS- 
Some performers merely perform, 
others really act. Some singers merely 
sing; others belt out a song with pas- 
sion and soul, like the Temptations. 
From the moment they appear on 
stage, the audience is filled with an 
aura of electric warmth. They excite, 
they stimulate, they demand of the 
audience, because they give their lis- 
teners all of their talent, five times 
over, combined in a song. 

Paul Williams, Dennis Edwards, 
Melvin Franklin, Otis Williams, and 
Eddie Kendricks band together their 
lyrical soul -saturated voices on such 
top selling singles as "I Wish It 
Would Rain," "You're My Every- 
thing," "Beauty Is Only Skin Deep," 
"My Girl," "The Way You Do the 
Thinks You Do," and "I'm Losing 

You." To hear them on record isn't 
nearly as exciting as seeing them 
perform, live. 

Each Temptation has his own in- 
teresting and not -to -be -copied style, 
but every group member also remem- 
bers his loyalty to the team. Through- 
out their hour long performance, each 
member was given the opportunity to 
sing two or three of his favorite 
numbers. 

It's generally hard to appeal to a 
crowd of myriad -aged men, women, 
and children, but the Temptations 
didn't have much difficulty. 

Their passoword to communication 
is giving of themselves; their reward 
from the audience is receiving ac- 
clamation; and the result is a success- 
ful show. 

THREE DOG NIGHT 
WHISKY A GO-GO, LOS ANGELES 
-In Aborigine territory, a three -dog 
night is one of unbearable cold. These 
People take three dogs to bed with 
them in order to stay warm. 

It was hardly that when Dunhill's 
Three Dog Night opened at the Whisky 
with their warm musical vibrations. 

With its three lead singers, Three 
Dog Night is a melodramatic experi- 
ence in listening. 

They frolic, laugh, change places, 
and effectively weave their voices to- 
gether to form a finished product of 
beauty. 

Songs such as "Heaven", "Nobody", 

"It's For You", "Hurt So Bad," 
"Promises" and "Tenderness," they 
do with originality and a sense of 
inate excitement. Their presence on- 
stage is sufficient to provoke screams 
and ovations from the audience. They 
know their material well, and use 
every bit of talent to entertain, The 
audience sensing their sincerity, re- 
sponds accordingly. 

Even though their new Dunhill LP 
has only been out for two weeks, it 
is already causing an epidemic of 
Three Dog Night watchers and wait- 
ers. The era of the "fan" is just about 
over, but the year of the enjoyer can 
never end. 

CHRIS CLARK 
FRONTIER HOTEL -LAS VEGAS- 
With a flash of platinum hair, a tran- 
quil smile, purple velvet pants and 
bare feet chained in gold, blues singer 
Chris Clark, VIP recording artist, 
skirred on-stage. When she began to 
sing, the audience was captivated by 
her frank and meaningful lyrics and 
her unique and hard -driving voice. 
Miss Clark, a petite blonde, who pos- 
sesses an uncanny air of fragility, 
startled the audience with her singing. 

With each beat of the pulsating 
drum, Miss Clark was ready, waiting 
to pounce on the lyrics like an eager 

cat. She wasn't afraid to travel in a 
self-confident manner across the en- 
tire length of the stage. 

Perhaps versatile is the word for 
Miss Clark. At her best she is lyrical 
and fragile, yet compelling and strong. 
Other times she looks like Nancy 
Sinatra without the mini skirt and 
boots. 

Her greatest asset is her unique 
voice, somewhere between blues, folk, 
and rock. It zooms and dips, but never 
vanishes into monotony or uncertain- 
ty. 

Mayall Set For New Tour 

NEW YORK-John Mayall's Blues - 
breakers, who've just wound up a 
successful 8 week US. tour, have been 
set for a three month tour commencing 
in February, covering both college 
and club engagements. The group is 
one of three London Records English 
acts currently in the States. 

The Moody Blues (Deram) kicked 
off their tour in New York last week- 
end with an engagement at Fillmore 
East, with Mayall being co -billed. 
Their itinerary takes them to Phila- 
delphia, Cleveland, Chicago, Detroit, 
San Francisco, San Diego, Los An- 
geles, Seattle and Vancouver.

CHRIS CONNER 

RAINBOW GRILL, N.Y.-The Rain- 
bow Grill, high atop Rockefeller Cen- 
ter, continues its recently instituted 
policy of adding top name attrac- 
tions to its highly rated French 
cuisine and breathtaking view, and 
the combination seemed most appeal- 
ing to last week's, (29) opening night 
crowd. 

Sax man Stan Getz, a highly regard- 
ed jazz vet, was one of the first 'new 
wave' (of the 50's) jazz men to 
achieve pop fame, and is still remem- 
bered as the major popularizer of the 
bossa-nova sound. It is to his credit 
that he did not lean heavily upon the 
Brazilian beat in his first show, but 
instead provided a full range of jazz 
sounds. 

Backed by Jane Getz (no relation) 
on piano, Walter Booker on bass, and 
Jack Dejanet on drums, Getz opened 
with an unidentified bossa-nova /mam- 
bo, then swung into a highly lyrical 
ballad which gave him a chance to 

show the extent of his virtuosity. 
Other tunes on the set included "Alone 
Together," "Poppa, Daddy & Me" 
(written by Dejanet), and "I Remem- 
ber Clifford " a tribute to Clifford 
Brown. 

Getz's trio stayed on to accompany 
Chris Conner, who, like Getz, has 
not made a major N.Y. appearance 
in some time. Although Chris' voice 
and phrasing seems to have lost none 
of its appeal, her set was marred by 
a lack of togetherness between her 
and the Getz crew, a minor problem 
that should have already resolved it- 
self. "Show Me," "Feeling Good," 
Lennon - McCartney's "Nowhere 
Man," "The Sweetest Sounds," "In 
The Meantime," "Manha de Carnival" 
and the classic "Ten Cents A Dance," 
were the ingredients for an enjoyable 
set.

SPAULDING-WOOD AFFAIR 
THE SCENE, N.Y.-The musical 
combinations that can be formed from 
two voices and a guitar should theo- 
retically be limited, but fortunately, 
new and pleasant combinations keep 
cropping up. The Spaulding -Wood 
affair unveiled their own personal 
formula last week at Steve Paul's 
Scene, and showed that you don't have 
to be electronic and loud to captivate 
an underground audience. 

The duo, signed to Kapp Records, 
is composed of Joe Spaulding and 
Lydia Wood, two talented youngsters 
who sang for awhile under a Joe & 
Lydia tag before perfecting their cur- 
rent sound. The pair fall somewhere 
between the boundaries of folk and 
contemporary rock and rely heavily 
on vocal sound effects to highlight 
their tunes. The set we caught (30) 
led off with a "Good Combination," a 
tune which aptly described the duo 

themselves. Other tunes on the set, all 
original, included "Do You Wanna 
Jump Children," "I Like To Love," 
"Get It Together," and a three tune 
medley which encompassed "Strange, 
Funny Circles," "Ask Them For The 
Truth About The News" and "People 
Steeple." The set closed with "Do You 
Want To," which would make a per- 
fect single if it didn't have lyrics 
which are open to unusual interpreta- 
tion. (Meaning slightly risque). An 
album, which will include most of 
this material is in the works and 
their current single is "Something 
About You." 

Although some of their material 
is overloaded with effects and be- 
comes boring, a little more work be- 
fore a live audience should enable 
them to `get it together' and become 
a strong attraction on both the rock 
and pop scenes.

24 input 16 channel output solid state 
console. The label's 23rd Street stu- 
dio, which has been the home of the 
company's recording operations for 
two years, will now be available to 
other record companies and to inde- 
pendent producers on a limited basis, 
it was announced at the gathering. 

Specially designed in England to 
meet the flexibility and exacting re- 
quirements of the Vanguard studio, 
the console is said to boast the most 
comprehensive mixer available in any 
studio in the U.S. 

Some of the features of the console 
are: 24 inputs, 16 output groups; 
pan -pot operation on all 24 inputs; 
graphic equalization as well as high 
and low frequency equalization on 
each input; complete facilities for 
pre and post echo. 

16 -track, 8 -track, 4 -track, 2 -track 
and monaural recordings can be 
made simultaneously. The monitoring 
system contains complete facilities 
for reverberatk i, balancing and e- 
qualization of the individual tracks. 
The producer is able to record any 
or all of the 16 tracks "dry" and 
without equalization and yet be able 
to program the monitor system to 
create the effect of the final product 
mix -down. The final product can there- 
fore be projected for the client with- 
out affecting the tracks actually be- 
ing recorded. 

Vanguard's 23rd Street Studio 
which is fully equipped to cover the 
varied needs of popular/rock music 
and at the same time is large enough 
for a major orchestra, requires a 
console in the sound control room 
which offers enormous flexibility. The 
new equipment fulfills the most strin- 
gent requirements. For classical re- 
cording ... low distortion, low phase 
shift and wide frequency response. For 
popular music ... comprehensive cor- 
rection filters, echo, gimmick effects 
and numerous insertion points.

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ARETHA IN PARIS-Aretha Franklin -At- 
lantic SD 8207 

Recorded live at the Olympia Theatre in 
Paris on May 7, 1968, this album showcases 
"Lady Soul" in a performance that all her 
fans will want to hear. The set contains thir- 
teen potent tracks, among them "Soul Sere- 
nade," "Come Back Baby," "I Never Loved A 
Man (The Way I Love You)," and "Chain Of 
Fools." Stock as much of this one as you can 
get. It should be a monster. 

WICHITA LINEMAN-Glen Campbell-Cap- 
itol ST 103 

This set is already beginning to soar up the 
charts, and it may well turn out to be Glen 
Campbell's biggest package to date. Included 
in the album are the title tune, which is 
Campbell's current single hit; "Dreams Of 
The Everyday Housewife," a recent biggie for 
the chanter; "The Dock Of The Bay," "The 
Straight Life," and seven others. Don't let 
this one out of your sight. 

OTIS REDDING IN PERSON AT THE 
WHISKEY A GO GO-Ateo SD 33-265 

The late Otis Redding is heard on this al- 
bum in a powerful performance that he gave 
at Los Angeles' Whiskey A Go Go in April 
of 1966. Among the songs on the set are "I 
Can't Turn You Loose," "I'm Depending On 
You," "These Arms Of Mine," and "Respect," 
all Redding compositions, three songs he 
wrote with others ("Mr. Pitiful" is among 
them), and the Rolling Stones' "(I Can't Get 
No} Satisfaction." The great soul chanter is 
at his best on this package. Should sell ex- 
cellently. 

GOLDEN GRASS-Grassroots-Dunhill DS 
50047 

The Grass Roots are currently riding high 
on the charts with their "Midnight Confes- 
sions" single, and this album could have simi- 
lar success. The group's rocking sound is 
bound to please a substantial number of lis- 
teners. In addition to "Midnight Confessions," 
the LP includes three of the group's past hits, 
"Let's Live For Today," "Where Were You 
When I Needed You," and "Things I Should 
Have Said," as well as seven other groovy 
numbers. Keep close tabs on this one.

Currently riding the biggest hit of his 

career, vet songster Johnny Nash follows 
with a well -thought-out album which should 
easily solidify and enlarge his following. 
Leaning heavily on the West Indian sound 
which is strongly responsible for his current 
resurgence, Nash turns in a tasty collection 
of oldies and newies. Known songs include

With 
Pitney's star on the rise again due to his 
recent "She's A Heartbreaker" hit, Musicor 
has compiled a strong collection of the trio's 
collaborations. Included are top hits such as 
"Twenty -Four Hours From Tulsa" and "The 
Man Who Shot Liberty Valance." Also here 
are two non -B/D songs, "Somewhere In The 
Country" and "Baton Rouge Or Frisco."

AN ANTHOLOGY OF BRITISH BLUES, 
VOL.

Immediate follows its original collection of 
English blues stars with a second set that 
should also do quite well. Although white/ - 
blues still has only a limited audience, it has 
English blues stars with a second set that 
unlimited potential for growth and current 
signs show it to be a strong trend. Featured 
on this set is John Mayall and the Blues - 
breakers. Eric Clapton (of Cream) and Jim- 
my Page (of the Yardbirds); the Savoy 
Brown Blues Band; Dharma Blues Band; T.S. 
McPhee; and Jeremy Spencer. Should do well 
in certain areas. 

ELECTRIC HAVENS-Richie Havens- 
Douglas SD 780 

In Richie Havens' case, old Havens is just 
as enjoyable as new Havens, and this album, 
recorded before the artist found success on 
Verve/Forecast, is no exception. Backed by a 
full electric sound, Havens turns his unique 
voice loose on such tunes as "Oxford Town," 
"900 Miles From Home." "C. C. Rider," "3:10 
To Yuma," and "In The Land Of Oden." 
Havens' fans (and their number keeps grow- 
ing every day) should be out in force for 
this album. 

WILLIE AND THE RED RUBBER BAND-

Willie and the Red Rubber Band, a five - 
man aggregation, have a bad case of the 
blues, and the result is a soulful performance 
of eleven blues tunes, eight of which Willie 
Redden wrote or had a hand in writing.

On October 3, 25 radio outlets from 
the 18 -county New York market met 
in a CBS conference room and adopted 
a set of by-laws that established a 
new non-profit corporation called New 
York Market Radio Broadcasters As- 
sociation. A slate of officers and direc- 
tors were elected at the same meeting. 
Efforts to get the association under- 
way began in 1966 with a steering 
committee headed by Maurie Webster, 
vice president of development for the 
CBS Radio Division. The proposed 
association activities will operate with 
a view towards promoting the best 
interests of commercial radio in the 
18 -country New York market; geared 
to the benefit of all types of stations 
including suburban, ethnic, urban, AM, 
and FM. In addition to its primary 
function in the area of sales promo- 
tion, the association has set up two 
major committees: a government com- 
mittee to aid ail stations with local 
and regional governmental problems; 
and a public service committee to as- 
sist in the dissemination of public ser- 
vice materials. The group hopes to 
provide its membership the same 
benefits that have been gained in 
Southern California through the ac- 
tivities of the Southern California 
Broadcasters Association. The by-laws 
provide for a full-time president to 
be chosen in the future. The elected 
officers are: Don Curran (WABC), 
chairman; Bob Mazur (WMCA), vice 
chairman; Bob Hosking (WCBS), 
secretary -treasurer; and directors are 
Bob Mounty (WNEW), Lou Faust 
(WPAT), Lee Hanson (WNBC), Mark 
Olds (WWRL), Bill O'Shaughnessy 
(WVOX), and Dick Gary (WPIX- 
FM). 

The New York State Associated 
Press Broadcasters Association has 
honored Harlem radio outlet WLIB- 
New York for its public affairs broad- 
casting. Also cited for public affairs 
programming were WMCA-New York 
and WNEW-New YorK. WLIB was 
honored for its activities in the tense 
days following the assassination of 
Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. WLIB 
provided its own on -the -scene report- 
ing from the scene of the murder. For 
the next several days, WLIB elimi- 
nated all commercials and regular pro- 
gramming to convert its entire staff 
into an all -news operation covering 
this one story. In its efforts to help 
calm the people, WLIB made its facili- 
ties available to many leaders of the 
Negro community and to civic leaders. 
Mayor John V. Lindsay and Manhat- 
tan Borough President Percy Sutton 
spent many hours at the WLIB micro- 
phones in "hot line" telephone con- 
versations with listeners. Also, al- 
though WLIB is required by its li- 
cense provisions to leave the air one 
hour after local sunset, it continued to 
broadcast until midnight during the 
critical days, at the request of the 
Mayor and the Borough President. 

"Christmas At F.A.O. Schwarz," the 
first major TV special starring the 
Serendipity Singers, has been sold in 
nine markets to date. Stations and 
markets are: WPIX-TV-New York, 
KHJ-TV-Los Angeles, WFLD-TV- 
Chicago, WISH -TV -Indianapolis, 
WTAE-TV-Pittsburgh, KOA-TV-Den- 
ver, KOAA-TV-Pueblo, Col., WRDW- 
TV-Augusta, Ga., and KGMB-TV- 
Honolulu. Fred Weintraub was execu- 
tive producer for the special. Chuck 
McCann and Gerard Kelly are special 
guests. The special was taped en- 
tirely at F.A.O. Schwarz, New York's 
famous toy store. 

WABC-New York has received the 
first place award in the editorial cate- 
gory in the 1968 awards competition 
held by the New York State Associ- 
ated Press Broadcasters Association. 
The award was given for a series of 
WABC editorials dealing with gun - 
control legislation. The series was 
submitted by WABC editorial direc- 
tor James Lynn. The award was ac- 
cepted at the annual meeting of the 
NYSAPBA in Buffalo on October 19 
by WABC news director Paul Ehrlich. 
The judging of this year's competi- 
tion was directed by professor Ben 
Yablonky of the department of jour- 

nalism at the University of Michigan. 
The WABC series on gun -control leg- 
islation had particular significance in 
that some of the editorials were 
broadcast prior to the assassinations 
of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., and 
Senator Robert Kennedy. The subject 
of gun -control legislation dominated 
the majority of this year's editorial 
entries. WABC editorials are aired by 
the outlet's vice president and gen- 
eral manager, Don B. Curran, on a 
wide range of subjects dealing with 
important state, regional, and local 
issues. 

KFRC-San Francisco recently con- 
cluded a contest which gave a short 
build-up to the film "2001: A Space 
Odyssey." The contest was launched 
by Marty Dahl, promo man for Main- 
land Distributors in San Francisco, 
and Les Turpin, KFRC program di- 
rector. Jesse Kaye, vice president in 
charge of west coast recordings for 
MGM Records (which has the sound- 
track LP of "2001"), carried the con- 
test through to its conclusion. KFRC 
sometimes announced itself as "This 
is radio station 2001" or "This is 
space odyssey station." A question 
was asked and sometimes the voice 
of Hal the Computer (the villainous 
machine in the film) remarked on the 
listener's answer. The winning lis- 
tener received $2,001. All other par- 
ticipants in the contest received two 
tickets to see the film on October 21. 
The contest cost MGM nothing. The 
San Francisco Distributors gave 
away a few albums on the air and 
got a few plugs. The theater arranged 
to make 460 seats available. Bill Wie- 
land, sales manager for Mainland Dis- 
tributors, says that the contest has 
proved a success, with ticket sales for 
the film and sales of the LP's 
increasing.

MORE COMMENTS ON A CON- 
VENTION: 

Remember the days of the Deejay 
Convention in Nashville? When jock- 
eys from around the U.S. con- 
gregated in Music City, U.S.A. late 
in October to meet and greet the 
record label personnel and artists? 
And when the same label people and 
artists knew that the visitors with 
the badges were deejays and that by 
the process of meeting and greeting 
they were not only enjoying the fes- 
tivities of convention but were also 
furthering the business of country 
music? ? ? 

Sad as it is, those days are gone! 
For artists who leave their per- 

sonal appearance calendars open for 
the four -day celebration-losing an 
equal amount of booking time in the 
process-the Nashville event has be- 
come a never-ending autograph line, 
marked by tired feet and jaws that 
ache from the forced, politickin' smile. 

For record labels who temporarily 
shift headquarters to the city of 
Nashville, it has become much like 
the siege of Troy, with wooden horses 
filled with fans at every gate. The 
hospitality suites, designed as oases 
of conviviality for visiting radio per- 
sonnel have swelled into living night- 
mares, congested with bargain -hunt- 
ing outsiders. 

And to the deejay, that man touted 
as the honored guest, has been de- 
legated a mask of anonymity. Over- 
shadowed by a sea of humanity, the 
disk jockey now makes his appear- 
ance on stage, not in a starring role, 
but as a walk on. 

The annual deejay convention in 
Nashville should henceforth be called 
the Country Music Fan Club Con- 
vention! 

* * * * * 

But for those who remember the 
old days of the convention, when 
business could be carried on in the 
informal environs of the hospitality 
suite, and for those who would prefer 
some sort of return to the old days, 
there is a way. A way which will not 
hamper the fans, who, by the way, 
are entitled to every ounce of enter- 
tainment which their $10 registration 
fee calls for. A way which will main- 
tain the convention as the best $10 
entertainment bargain in the world. 

It's a simple matter of identifica- 
tion. Let the deejay and the music 
business people be identified as such 
so that a quick glance from across 
a crowded room can determine who 
is who. Perhaps a bright red badge 
for the deejay, perhaps a special pin 
on his collar, perhaps an electric light 
sitting on his head, flashing on and 
off-perhaps anything.

Don Tweedy: A Honeycomb Of Creativity 
NASHVILLE-There's been a lot of 
'pop' flavor injected into the Nashville 
Sound in recent months, and one of 
the people responsible is arranger 
Don Tweedy, a member in high stand- 
ing among Nashville's 'New Breed.' 

Tweedy, who shows a close affinity 
for strings and lush tracks, zoomed 
into major prominence early this year 
as a result of one of his biggest and 
most successful sides, Bobby Golds- 
boro's "Honey," and immediately was 
sprung from the ranks of ordinary 
mortals into that inner circle of pop- 
ularity that demands a 25 -hour day. 

In short order Tweedy knocked out 
charts on Goldsboro's "Autumn Of My 
Life," both the Goldsboro and Sonny 
Curtis versions of "The Straight Life," 
(each of which has become hit items) 
and two Goldsboro LPs, "Honey" and 
"World Pictures." 

Boasting a list of approximately 
fifty records that have made national 
chart status (including Leon Ashley's 
first biggie, "Laura," and the current 
Ferlin Husky deck, "White Fences 
And Evergreen Trees") Tweedy di- 
rects his talents in a variety of direc- 
tions at the same time. From the 
country market, where he has charted

The major European song tournament will take place next April in 
Madrid as a consequence of Spain winning this year's contest in London with 
"La La La" sung by Massiel. As usual, the United Kingdom song entry will 
be chosen by BBC TV viewers from a short list of six to be sung by Lulu 
on the BBC channel before April. The final song is decided by postal votes 
by the viewers. Lulu's current single "I'm A Tiger" was released by Columbia 
November 1st. It was written by Marty Wilde and Ronnie Scott. Her brother, 
Billy Lawrie, has been named as Cyril Black's assistant in the Nems music 
publishing division. 

Engelbert Humperdinck, Petula Clark, Sacha Distel, Diana Ross and the 
Supremes and Manitas de Plata are amongst the first-time artists chosen for 
this year's Royal Variety Performance before Queen Elizabeth the Queen 
Mother at the London Palladium November 18th. The Czech State Song and 
Dance Ensemble has also been picked, and the show will be compered by Val 
Doonican. It is the turn of BBC TV to screen the show this year, for which the 
Corporation will pay a fee of £52,000 and November 24th is the transmission 
date. Impresario Bernard ,Delfont hopes to raise a total of £40,000 from the 
event in aid of the Variety Artists Benevolent Fund. 

Lee Hazlewood is due back this month to record twelve British songs plus 
two of his own for Reprise through his own production company. Shel Talmy 
will be the producer. The material will constitute an album and a single. 

Peter Green's Fleetwood Mac are set to begin a ten-day Scandinavian tour 
in Sweden November 15th. They will be in Paris November 27th and 28th 
for a couple of TV spectaculars and commence a two -month tour of the States 
December 1st. Their next Blue Horizon single is "Albatross," an instrumental 
penned by Peter Green and scheduled for November 15th release. A special 
composite album selected from the group's Blue Horizon LP repertoire will 
be released in the States to coincide with their tour. The Fleetwood Mac will 
go to Tokyo at the completion of their American dates in February and will 
be back in Scandinavia for further appearances the following month. 

Mat Monro will visit Australia again early in the New Year. He is set for 
two concerts in Perth January 2nd and will then play a month's season at 
the Eastern Suburbs Club in Sydney. Another South American tour itinerary 
is being arranged for the singer later next year. 

Lady Maisie Lewis, wife of Decca chairman Sir Edward Lewis, has died 
aged 68. Sir Edward met her when vacationing in Jamaica in September, 1922, 
and married her the following year. He often paid tribute to her for her 
support and encouragement during Decca's lean years before the Second 
World War, and she was a great favorite with the entire Decca staff. 

The Beatles' double album on Apple is now expected to be released here 
November 22nd with a simultaneous issue via Capitol in the States. It will 
be called "The Beatles," will retail here at £3 13s, and will contain thirty 
tracks. John Lennon and Paul McCartney take lead vocals on eleven each, share 
one, George Harrison is featured vocally on four and Ringo Starr on two, one 
of which is his first composition "Goodnight." 

The Parlophone hit "Rudy's In Love" by Locomotive is a production by 
Tuesday Productions headed by Gns Dudgeon and Essex Music's David Platz. 
Dudgeon was formerly studio engineer with Decca where he worked with Mike 
Vernon who now runs Blue Horizon. Dudgeon and Tuesday Productions, in 
existence since last Easter, produce the Settlers and the Bonzo Dog Doo Dah 
Band amongst others. Dudgeon completed the Bonzos' "I'm The Urban Space- 
man" for Liberty which had been started by Bonzo fan Paul McCartney. The 
final producer credit read Apollo C. Vermouth. Dudgeon, whose specialty is 
blues and folk, has also produced Wynder K. Frogg, Ralph McTell and Michael 
Chapman, and William E. Kimber's "Our Love Has Gone," a Chris Andrews 
song due for release by Parlophone November 22nd. 

Liberty songstress Vikki Carr will return to London in the spring for a 
series of six shows for London Weekend Television. They will be entitled 
"The Vikki Carr Show" and will feature guest artists as well. She telefilmed 
two small screen programs for the same company during her recent visit.

Their knowledge 
of groups representing all companies 
and all labels was unbelievably exten- 
sive. They have fantastic knowledge 
of the whos, whats, wheres and whens 
of contemporary groups." 

Awareness of jazz trends is equally 
strong, Mendell says. "For this reason, 
the Liberty jazz labels-World Pacific, 
Blue Note and Solid State are getting 
outstanding action," he added. 

While Mendell was in Milan, the 
Solid State label was introduced into 
Italy by Tony Cassetta of Belldisc 
Italiana with ten releases. Reception, 
Mendell reports, has been excellent. 

The European jazz fancier's knowl- 
edge of jazz from old time to current 
is impressive, and the loyalty to art- 
ists is exceptional, Mendell said. "The 
jazz fan is more dedicated, more 
knowledgeable, and exhibits greater 
fidelity to artists than his American 
counterpart," he states. "Once they 
have taken an artist into their hearts, 
they keep him there." 

Mendell also reported that label 
key artists are exceptionally well 
known in all parts of Europe. The 
Canned Heat are currently on the 
charts in Norway, Germany, Holland, 
France, England and Denmark. Vikki 
Carr, Johnny Rivers, The 5th Dimen- 
sion, Classics IV, Bobby Goldsboro 
and Shirley Bassey also have excep- 
tionally large followings, he reported. 

Mendell participated in several dis- 
cussions regarding MIDEM. He states 
that Liberty will definitely partici- 
pate in the January 18-24 sessions of 
the organization. He terms this par- 
ticipation as of great importance. 

Mendell also indicated that he is 
even more convinced than ever that 
music is an international language. 
"Contemporary music," he says, "is an 
international happening, but the na- 
tionality of the group is not a factor 
in domestic release of the product." 
Releases of many of our European 
artists will continue to be domestic. 
Only ethnic music will be released 
through the U.A. International label. 
This is in keeping with Liberty's con- 
cept of World Wide marketing. He 
cited domestic release of German 
artist Suzanne Doucet who speaks- 
and sings-in fluent English as illus- 
trative of this concept. 

Mendell also reported that the Sun- 
set label is currently experiencing

Label manager Theo Roos enthusiastically reports his new subscription action which consists of three boxes: "The Bach Concert For Harpsichord And Orchestra" played by Robert Veyron-Lacroix; "The Twelve Concertos Opus 9 of Albinoni" with Pierre Pierlot and Jacques Chambon and the last a selection of piano works from the French school, "Florilège Du Piano" played by Jean Doyen. 
The publicity and advertising department of N.V. Phonogram set up a special promotion campaign for a new Decca single called "Now I Taste The Tears" by the Fearns Brass Foundry. With the help of every disc jockey in Holland, this amazing soul -ballad should be a smash. Holland is raving about the new single of the Equals. The group already had three big hits in Holland, but "Softly, Softly" will probably beat them all (President). 
On November 8th, N.V. Phonogram starts a huge promotion campaign for five albums of the Island label. New albums of Spooky Tooth, Traffic, Nirvana, Tramline and Jethro Tull will profit from special window streamers, folders, press kits, radio and TV approach, hand-outs, etc. Attention will also be given to new hit singles such as "A Song For Jeffrey" (Jethro Tull) and "Feeling Alright-" (Traffic). 
N. V. Phonogram released a beautiful four record set on Brunswick called "The Encyclopedia Of Jazz On Record." The four LP's include 48 tracks and a textbook with all info on the recordings. A rare item for the jazz fan. Blue Cheer's new album "Outsideinside" (Philips) was released just a few days before the group arrived in Holland to do four successful appearances. Dutch group Cuby & the Blizzards recorded a "live" LP during the Internation- al Pop & Jazz Festival in Düsseldorf (Germany). British blues expert Alemis Korner co -produced the record (Philips). 
The new Deram LP of the Moody Blues, "In Search Of The Lost Chord," is a bestseller in Holland. Fans are anxiously waiting for the single "Ride My Seesaw" which will be released by N.V. Phonogram in short time. Good news for Negram-Delta from the local productions department. The second LP by Christina Ciinne, singing songs of Greek composer Mikis Theodorakis, is obtaining high sales figures and has been received very well by local press and radio. A single by Tony Bass in the Dutch language, "Ik Ben Nog Niet Met Jou Getrouwd," has entered at No. 27 in the Dutch chart and is reported to take off in Belgium as well. Further the Neil Diamond composition "Red Red Wine," published by Shaltone and sung by Peter Tetteroo, is gaining tremendous airplay at both Radio Veronica and Radio Hilversum. The record is tipped for the top ten and was to be seen last week on NCRV-TV. Pye singer Long John Baldry visited Holland to appear in the AVRO-TV show "Doebidoe" to sing his potential top tenners "Mexico" and "When the Sun Comes Shining Thru." October 25 VARA -TV transmitted its "Puntje Puntje" show featuring Danish songstress Ann Tholsted doing "Master Jack" and Dutch Delta group Les Cruches playing their "Do You See The People." November 1st NCRV-TV broadcasted the "Twien" show in which Peter Tetteroo sang his Red Red Wine" and Elektra artist David Ackles did his "Road To Cairo." New CBS additions to the single field include O. C. Smith's "Main Street Mission" as well as the original Russian version of "Those Were The Days" sung by the famous Russian singer Iwan Rebroff coupled with "Bessarabvanke." 

Most important LP release of this week is "Cheap Thrills" by the Big Brother 
& the Holding Company with vocals by Janis Joplin. Further issues in the popular LP field are Peaches & Herb's "Golden Duets," Ray Price's "Greatest Country Hits," Al Steward with "Bedsitting Images," the latest Miles Davis album entitled "Miles In The Sky." 

The Lowland Trio did it again. For the second time in two weeks the three boys of the CNR summer smasher "Ik Kan Geen Kikker Van De Kant Afdu- wen" appeared on television Saturday last. In "Pick Up" they introduced a sure top ten bomber: "Dikke Wand" (Thick Cheek). Irene Lardy, Dutch girl singer well known from a.o. Romeo & Julia, just returned home from the Austrian Song Festival in Innsbruck. Here she signed the contracts for several shows in Germany and Austria. CNR talent scouts discovered a new, tremendous good singer who will be a star in Holland soon: Marco Maas. This 
23 year old Rotterdam singer just finished his first recording: "Alles Wat Er Was" (All There Was). Gert Timmerman, six times gold and total sales over 
1,000,000 copies, recorded for the first time in his career songs for Xmas: 
twelve songs under the title "Christmas With Gert." 

The progressive firm of Dureco has as of November 1 two new record labels. 
Dureco got the whole Disc AZ repertoire for Holland with a.o. Michel Polnareff, 
Brigitte Bardot and Nicole Croisille. The new English label Morgan Records is represented in Holland by Dureco. This label has as famous English artists a.o. Chiitra Neogy, Voices In Latin, David H. Lee, Lenough Anderson, Jerry Allen, 
Harmonica Jewel Box, Ray Swinfield and Judd Proctor. Saturday October 26, 
Siw Malmkvist appeared in AVRO-color TV program "Lou Van Burg Show." 
In this program transmitted by Nederland II, Siw sang "Harlekin" and "Sady 
The Cleaning Lady." Dureco's producer Gert Timmerman has discovered an 
enormous talent, the 11 year old Wilma. She sings "Heintie Bau Ein Schloss 
Für Mich." This will be a 100.000 record. Dureco's Pink Elephant production 
"Ciao Baby," sung by Group Check, was last week to be seen in VARA's T.V. 
show "Puntje Puntje Puntje." Dutch pop singer Ben Cramer (Zai Zai Zai) 
was in Germany last week. In Hamburg his first record in German was re- 
corded and produced by the famous German producer Günther Henne. The 
A side was written by Marty Wilde, "In The Night." 

Former Polydor singer Pauline Kouwenhoven has set up her own publishing 
company in Holland called Intermusic. General Manager is Cees van Zitiveld 
who started his career as a D.J. for Radio Veronica and went into the pubbery 
with the houses of Altona and Belinda. The start of Intermusic was rather 
successful. They handle the publishing rights of Immediate Music Ltd. -London 
for Belgium and Holland, and negotiations with Monty Babson and Barry 
Morgan of Morgan Music Co. Ltd. -London went into the formation of Morgan 
Music Benelux. The offices of both companies are established at Herengracht

They plan, after an impressive press promotion, the simultaneous release of Nicoletta's first single in English on the most important world markets, U.S.A., Canada, United Kingdom, EEC countries, Japan, Australia, South America and the Scandinavian countries.

CATALOG AGREEMENT has been made between C.A.M.-USA of Rome and 
the American licensing agency BMI for performance rights of CAM's film 
library which includes some 2,000 European films. Covered by the deal are 
award winners "Juliet of the Spirits," "81/2" and "La Dolce Vita" among others 
and several now being shown at theatres (not yet released to television). 
Shown at the contract signing conclusion are: - (from left to right) Mrs. 
Theodora Zavin, BMI performing rights administration head; Vittorio Bene- 
detto of C.A.M.; 'Samuel Trust, BMI publisher administration director, and 
Edward Cramer, president of BMI. 
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The news is topped this week by a new way to choose the German entry in 
the "Grand Prix Du Disque" contest. The choice made in years past by the 
Frankfurt TV central have been widely discussed and cussed in music circles, 
and this year the TV met with representatives of the record industry to find 
a suitable entry for this country in this important European wide contest. 
Four artists have been picked from the industry for the event in 1969. Phono- 
gram has nominated Alexandra; Teldec has nominated Peggy March from 
the U.S.A.; Metronome has placed the winner of this year's pop music festival 
in Germany, Siw Malmkvist from Sweden; and Ariola has nominated the 
only male star in the package, Rex Gildo. 

The 30 top writers determined by the collecting rights society GEMA will 
be commissioned to write 2 songs apiece. The composers can choose their 
own lyricists. A jury of experts from the record industry and ARD will 
choose 12 of the 60 songs for the national finals, which means that each of 
the 4 nominated artists will sing 3 songs. In a national TV show on the 22nd 
of February, another jury of experts will choose the artist and the song to 
represent Germany in the contest. 

German TV representative Has Otto Gruenefeldt has said that every 
major record firm may nominate artists and then the industry and TV will 
choose the singers for the contest. It doesn't mean that every company will 
have their chance. The Eurovision Festival is not a talent contest. The great 
artists are exactly the right ones for this international contest. 

It sounds like Germany is finally coming of age for international contests. 
The new system is a vast improvement over former methods used and could 
lead to a decent finish for Germany in the contest which has never been won 
by this country. Time will tell. 

Tom Jones will receive his first gold record in Germany. A press con- 
ference will be held on November 28th in Munich and a special party will be 
given by Teldec. Tom has sold way over a million records in the last year in 
Germany. Tom will tour this country from the 6th until the 14th of December 
this year which will give the "golden tiger" his first taste of the German 
public. 

Werner Muller has taken his WDR orchestra to Japan for a tour. 
Cologne reporter Jochen von Bredow will go to London for a half of a year 

and then will return here as head of the Beatles record firm Apple Records. 
Hans R. Beierlein reports that the Udo Jurgens tour of Germany broke all 

records. Over 125,000 people came to concerts from Udo breaking the record 
held by the Ofarims who drew 115,000 on their last German tour. Mr. Beierlein 
is also raving about the new LP by Esther & Abi Ofarim called "Up To Date" 
which should be released here soon. 

Larry Yaskiel's Antenna Public Relations has gotten off to a flying start. 
Their first efforts for Karel Gott, the best Czechoslovakian singer, have paid 
off huge dividends. Karel's first German language LP have passed the 40,000 

sales mark after just a few weeks of release and the album is already in the 
top 10 here. Karel has been booked on very major music TV show shown 
in Germany as well. 

Reports say that advance sales on the Bee Gees and Roy Black tours have 
exceeded all expectations. 

Another huge success has been the creation of the most popular beat group 
to ever come out of Germany, Wonderland. Their first single "Moscow" was 
released six months ago and still has a top chart position. The group has 
also been chosen to play the first half of the Bee Gees European tour. Wonder- 
land are produced by James Last. 

In the list of German best sellers in a local trade paper, Polydor have 
four of the top five Germany language discs all promoted by Antenna. The 
international activities are led in the LP charts by Herb Alpert and Sergio 
Mendes along with the bubble gum music specialists the Ohio Express and 
the 1910 Fruitgum Co. on Buddah. 

Ralph Siegel, Jr., and Phonogram report that Buddy Caine has a tremendous 
success at the Barcelona song festival in Spain. The artist placed 5th in the 
contest under 26 nations. 

Peter Meisel's Hansa Records reports a stack of foreign goodies racking 
up sales including "Little Arrows" for Leapy Lee, "Listen To Me" from the 
Hollies, the Troggs and "Hip Hip Hooray," the Herd with "Sunshine Cottage," 
the Mirage with "Mystery Lady," "Yummy Yummy" from Giorgio and the 
Family Dogg with "Brown Eyed Girl." 

Publishing -wise, hits for the Hansa -Intro team include "I'm a Midnight 
Mover" with Wilson Pickett, "Sudden Stop" with Percy Sledge, "King Croesus" 
with World of Oz and a long list of soul toppers.

According to extra - 
official reports (since this information is not made available to the press), this 
young company is currently in sixth place in the industry after only half a year 
in operation.

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"We have in this country what must surely be the greatest weekly mara- 
thon pop music television show in the entire world! 

The weekly show called "Uptight" runs for no less than four hours! 
The show started off from ATV -Channel 0 in Melbourne on a rather sub- 

dued note some time back in the 8am-12noon time slot each Saturday. It has 
now developed into the only truly national weekly television series that is 
completely devoted to pop music all the way. 

The show is the brainchild of Jardin Productions, a company headed by 
David Joseph, with experienced film man Bob Foster in charge of production 
each week on "Uptight." 

The show is doing a great deal towards helping local acts get some vital 
television experience, and, along the way, "Uptight" is giving valuable na- 
tional exposure to new records by inviting the artists to perform their new 
discs regularly, a situation that is warmly welcomed by both artists and 
record companies alike. 

With 240 minutes of television time each week available to them, "Up- 
tight" is in a strong position to make best use of film clips that overseas 
people submit to them either direct or through affiliated companies here. 
Overseas film clips aren't just shown once then forgotten; "Uptight" is happy 
to run repeat showings, especially on current hit films. Overseas people should 
address their films to Jardin Productions, c/o ATV -Channel 0; P.O. Box. 42, 
Nunawading, Victoria, Australia. "Uptight" has helped get several records 
off -the -ground that otherwise would not have made it here; a performance 
that gives some indication of the strength of the show. 

Recently, one of our leading breweries conducted a song -writing contest 
nationally to find a couple of true beer -drinking songs. Both first and second 
prizes were picked up by Brisbane (Queensland) composer Clyde Collins. The 
winner is called "Have A Beer" and the runner-up is "The Bloke Who In- 
vented Beer." Both have been recorded by Australia's Rolf Harris and re- 
leased back-to-back on a Columbia single through EMI. Publishing rights to 
both songs are handled by Southern Music who have now printed and released 
the sheet copies on both songs. 

A prominent American visitor to Australia is Mr. Dario Soria, Division 
Vice -President, Record International Department, from RCA in New York. 
Mr. Soria is in this country for meetings and discussions with RCA of 
Australia executives in international marketing operations. His visit is a 
follow-up to the recent RCA round table conference held recently in New York. 

Mr. Soria said, "The round table conference was called in recognition that 
intercommunication among our companies is as important as the direct 
communication established under the new set-up between the home office and 
each subsidiary ... the purpose was to intitiate a cross-pollinization of ideas 
and techniques." 

Mr. Soria pointed out that cross-pollinization of talent was essential in 
view of the growing internationalism of recorded entertainment. It was 
mutually decided that international artist promotion tours, involving long- 
range planning, well -co-ordinated exposure and greater liasion between the 
New York home office and the subsidiaries, would be stepped up so that 
locally -known artists can become internationally recognized. 

Some recent locally -produced singles include Peter Wright (Festival) with 
"Take Me For A Little While" c/w "When I Fall In Love"; the Tallifer 
Group (Philips) with "This Happiness Feeling" and "Fansifrea"; and Johnny 
Young with "Mrs. Willoughby" and "1-2-3" on the Clarion label. 

Howard Gable, from the EMI set-up in New Zealand, has taken over the 
post of producer for EMI in Australia. Howard will concentrate on local 
material, and his appointment fills the gap left by David Mackay who is now 
producing with EMI headquarters in London. 

Norman Whiteley Holdings Pty. Ltd., have announced the formation of 
Hans Wewerka Australia Pty.Ltd. which, as a jointly -owned company with 
Norman Whitely Holdings Pty.Ltd., will launch a mood music catalog on the 
Australian market. 

That glamorous American lovely Lainie Kazan is in Australia for a per- 
sonal appearance season, and the fellas in the business are pretty excited 
about the event . this applies especially to Paul Turner and the mob at 
Phonogram Recordings Pty.Ltd., who handle Lainie's records in these parts.

EDITORIAL: Music and the Music Op 

Hoping not to incur the wrath of those subscribers 
who might be a little sick and tired reading all these 
editorials on jukebox programming, we're going ahead 
once again with what might be more than just another 
plea to get better music in the slots. It might serve as 
some kind of magna carta statement to the record in- 
dustry ... but only if the trade cooperates. 

"Why do you bother printing all these stories about 
record companies not supplying the jukebox business 
with the right records when it never seems to produce 
any real results," a well-meaning friend asked only last 
week. We do it because the stakes are too high not 
to ... too high when we face the established fact that 
many, many routes have increased their collection 
yield as much as 20%, simply by buying and program- 
ming the "right records for the right location." Con- 
sidering that a 20% coin box gain figuratively gives the 
operator an equivalent 20% increase in his number of 
music locations (without the expenses of new phono- 
graphs, bonuses, advances, et al), good programming 
is a subject that's gotta be drummed, pitched and 
pushed until it's standard operating procedure in this 
industry. 

Out of all the claims and complaints that come from 
both factors involved with the programming concept 
... record companies on one side, operators on the 
other ... the following facts pretty well sum the prob- 
lem up: 

1. Many singles, which the operators see listed in 
the trade magazines as "new releases", are not avail- 
able at their local one -stop. Whether it's because 
there's a time factor in shipping, because the one -stop 
wants to log a volume number of requests before or- 
dering, or because the record company is waiting for 
some kind of "chart action" before getting into pro- 
duction in earnest-it's plainly true that the operating 
trade very often misses out on the initial popularity 
of a breaking record if it doesn't get it on the boxes 
early enough. 

2. There are supposedly specific types of records 
the operating industry says it wants ... something we 
all refer to as "jukebox records" ... but which is re- 
jected by the record industry who are reportedly con- 
vinced that the operating trade buys from the charts 

and that these titles alone are more than enough to 
keep the machine jumping. Well, in our conversations 
with record people, we find that on the surface at least, 
they're willing to produce "jukebox" music if they 
knew what in heck it is. Is it "adult" music, and if so, 
don't they release enough of this material already by 
the big names and the big bands? Is it little LP's, and 
if so, how come the record companies never hear from 
the trade about them except at the MOA Show. Is it 
golden oldies, and if so, why don't operators patronize 
the hit catalogs that all of the major and some of the 
independent labels keep in stock. Point is, if there is 
a need for a special type of music on singles, the re- 
cord industry wants to know. Well, from now on, we're 
gonna let them know! How? Simply by each and every 
operator sitting down with paper and pencil and listing 
what he wants on records. Whether it be specific stand- 
ard tunes he'd like to hear updated, special material 
performed by a specific artist ... whatever particular 
-and we mean particular songs and artists he wants 
on record, write them down and mail them either to the 
record company applicable or to Cash Box and we'll 
forward it on. 

To get the material we want we'll have to create a 
tumult. But we've got to let the record industry know 
just what we mean by better programming material. 
Only through this communication will answers even- 
tually come. 

One very prominent Eastern operator -distributor is 
so concerned about the scarcity of "good location pro- 
gramming material" he's seriously considering start- 
ing a special record label whose task would be to 
manufacture and market such product to the operat- 
ing industry only. Such a program, he says, would give 
us at least some of the records we need and prove at 
last that the coin phonograph can really make its own 
"hits" 

Therefore, we want every music operator who's 
legitimately concerned about the quality and avail- 
ability of records for his route to write to the record 
industry or to Cash Box. Unless the response is heavy, 
the record industry can only assume that the trade is 
satisfied with things as they are. And if they are satis- 
fied, so much the better. 

Rowe Expands Its Canadian Influence Thru Siddeley Ltd. Div. Acquisition 
NEWARK - Rowe International, 

Inc., a wholly -owned subsidiary of 
Triangle Industries, Inc., has reached 
an agreement in principle with 
Hawker Siddeley Canada Ltd. to 
acquire the principal assets of the 
latter's Merchandising Equipment 
Division in Malton, Ontario, a suburb 
of Toronto, it was announced by Carl 
S. Menger, chairman of the board 
and president of Triangle Industries. 

The division has been manufactur- 
ing vending machines for distribution 
in Canada as a licensee of Rowe. 
Menger said Rowe plans to continue 
the divisions operations under its di- 
rect ownership, with George Emmer- 
son continuing in his capacity as 
general manager. 

Menger added that this acquisition 
will provide an opportunity for Rowe 
to study the feasibility of manufac- 
turing other product lines in the 
future, for the Canadian market as 
well as for export. 

The new Rowe division will support 
the distribution of vending products 

by Rocanco Industries, Ltd., Rowe's 
recently -announced, new company - 
owned distributorship in Canada, with 
headquarters in Montreal. The Toronto 
branch of Rocanco will be located 
in the 60,000 sq. ft. manufacturing 
division at 6300 Viscount Rd., Malton, 
Ontario. 

The price of the acquisition was not 
disclosed. 

In addition to its Rowe subsidiary, 
Triangle Industries, through its other 
subsidiaries, is a major diversified 
metals and plastics fabricator. 

Triangle Reports Record Sales 

Net sales of Triangle Industries, 
Inc., increased to a record high of 
$109,983,000 for the nine -month period 
ended September 30, 1968, and net 
income totaled $3,069,000, or $1.52 
per share of capital stock. 

In the first nine months of 1967, 
Triangle Industries had sales of $85,- 
770,000 and net income of $6,054,000, 
or $3.00 per share. 

While Carl Menger attributed a 
major portion of the increase in sales 
to Rowe International, Inc., which 
Triangle acquired in February, 1968, 
he said that "general business condi- 
tions in the third quarter, as related 
to Triangle's copper -oriented markets, 
did not live up to expectations." 

"We had anticipated a period of 
adjustment immediately following 
settlement of the copper strike, but 

we had not expected this period `ti 
last as long as it has nor to be ar 
severe as it was," he said. Menge: 
added, however, "that it appears tha 
general business conditions are im 
proving," and, coupled with the addi 
tion of Rowe International, -"Triangle 
is anticipating a continuation of thi: 
improvement through the remainder 
of the year and on into 1969."

Carthy and the entire slate of 1968 
officers of the New York State Cain 
Machine Association were re-elected 
to serve once again for the 1969 term 
at a meeting of the group last Mon- 
day, Oct. 28th.
