The visual arts. What does that 
mean to an industry that rises or falls 
on the basis of its appeal to the sense 
of hearing? At the present time there 
is the obvious area of visual merchan- 
dising of product, whether it be 
through the LP sleeve or the variety 
of promotional tools (e.g. ads, 
displays) employed to stimulate vi- 
sually the desire to lend an ear to 
a recorded product. As creative and 
innovative as this vital function of 
the record industry is, it is still left 
largely in the hands of people who, 
though obviously assisted by the 
thoughts of music men, are 
not directly associated with the cre- 
ation of the sessions themselves. And 
the future is not likely to change mat- 
ters, since visual merchandising is a 
whole professional career unto itself. 

But, things are happening on the 
sight -and -sound front with regard to 
the visual appearance of the top rec- 
ord acts. They are being exposed to 
a greater degree than ever before 
through the visual media, entailing a 

new creative dimension to be worked 
out. It means that those who are di- 
rectly responsible for taking care of 
an artist's approach in sound are being 
called upon to play a more direct hand 
in his visual appearance as well. It's 
simply a matter of following through 
on the complete artistic development 
of an act. And who should be in a 

better position to do so than the act 
himself and the forces that play a 

key role in establishing and maintain- 
ing a success pattern? 

This visual aspect of a record per- 
former's career is about to reach a 
new plateau with the development 
of the sight -and -sound TV cartridge, 
which (shades of Big Brother) will 
play through a flat, wall -sized color 
TV screen that's soon to be realized. 
The TV cartridge, as Jac Holzman, 
the president of Elektra Records 
noted the other day, will reproduce 
not just the film libraries of the 
motion picture studios, but "new, 
freshly created programming which 
will reflect young people in the most 
contemporary manner." And this 
programming will reflect, Holzman ad- 
ded, the sound of music, particularly 
rock, "the common international 
language of the young." 

With this tremendous visual concept 
around the corner for disk acts, will 
the record industry's creative forces 
be ready for it? Will years of trial -and - 
error ruin many a fine disk act who 
was not properly exploited through this 
new visual medium - not to mention 
those that presently exist? Now is the 
time for the record industry to ponder 
the consequences of the impact of 
tomorrow's innovations on the show- 
casing of its talent. Disk acts and those 
who guide their careers are right now 
competing visually as well as aurally 
for their share of the marketplace. 
There'll be even stiffer competition 
tomorrow.

NEW YORK - Music continued to be a 
booming business in the United States 
in 1968. This is outlined in the recently 
issued pamphlet "Concert Music USA, 
1969," which was prepared by BMI 
(Broadcast Music, Inc.), the perfor- 
ming rights licensing organization. 

Among the facts reported in the 
brochure, the 15th annually revised 
edition issued by BMI: 

The number of young Americans 
playing musical instruments soared 
over the 17,000,000 mark. 

One dollar in every five spent on 
recreption in the United States goes 
to music. 

For the first time, Americans spent 
over $1 billion for records. 

Billion For Music Making 

Americans purchased almost $1 bil- 
lion worth of musical instruments, 
sheet music and musical accessories 
during 1967. Retail sales totaled 
$924,000,000, an increase of $689,000,000 
since 1950, which is over $1-1/2 million 

more than the rise in the Gross Na- 
tional Product. Record sales reached 
an all-time high, with Americans buy- 
ing $1,051,000,000 worth in 1967. Com- 
paratively, sales of long-playing re- 
cords totaled $681,000,000 in 1966 and 
$.598,000,000 in 1965. Classical music 
accounted for more than $45,000,000 
of the total sales in 1967. 

More than 17,000,000 students play 
musical instruments, as against only 
2,500,000 just 20 years ago. Within our 
schools there are 70,000 instrumental 
music organizations, including 7,500 
orchestras, 51,000 bands and 11,500 
"stage" bands. 

U. S. Tops In Orks

Tetra Says It Will 
Market Cosby Album 
HOLLYWOOD - The release of Bill 
Cosby's first LP on Tetragrammaton 
Records will be marketed, despite ru- 
mors to the contrary, according to 
Artie Mogull, president of the label. 

Mogull's statement to Cash Box re- 
flected earlier rumors that there was 
some difficulties between Cosby and 
the label, which, of course, is part of 
the Campbell, Silver & Cosby leisure - 
time complex. 

Mogull's statement indicates differ- 
ences, but Mogull said the LP, "8: 15 
12: 15," would be out in 10 days. "We 
have a binding and enforceable con- 
tract with Cosby," Mogull said. "We 
are attempting to settle matters am- 
icably. Failing to do so, we will seek 
legal recourse." Mogull also warned 
that Tetragrammaton would hold any 
label liable if it released the LP in 
what would be regarded as a breach 
of contract. 

It's also understood that Roy Silver, 
who has managed Cosby for the past 
live years, is no longer engaged in 
this capacity. 

Omega Sued By 
Roulette, Big 7 
NEW YORK - Nu sooner had Omega 
Equities made its return to the Over 
the Counter market last week (29), 
than it was hit by a law suit from 
Roulette Records and its music pub- 
lishing affiliate, Big Seven Music. 

The action, demanding $2.5 million 
in damages, contends that Omega 
dealt with the companies last year 
not for the prospect of an acquisition, 
but "solely to ... increase the price" 
of Omega stock. Rumors of Omega's 
purchase of both firms was later denied 
by Roulette's president, Morris Levy. 

In its original action taking Omega 
stock off the market last Dec. 10, the 
Securities Exchange Commission 
(SEC) charged that Omega had falsely 
claimed it had purchased Roulette 
and Big Seven. In signing a consent 
degree on April 10, Omega, however, 
denied all SEC charges. The consent 
decree does not admit guilt, but en- 
joins Omega and its officers from 
violating Federal securities laws. 

Named in the Roulette -Big Seven ac- 
tion are Jerry Tenney, president of 
Omega; Richard S. Hull, general 
counsel; and Harry Banks, former 
chairman of Omega's executive com- 
mittee. Several weeks ago, Omega 
formally announced that Banks had 
been "removed" from the company. 

Last year, Omega started a series 
of music business acquisitions, includ- 
ing the Robert Mellin music catalog, 
among others, and Snuff Garrett Pro- 
ductions.

The White House held a 
70th birthday party for the jazz great 
(as writer and orchestra leader), an 
event that also served to present El- 
lington with the Presidential Medal 
of Freedom - the highest medal the 
Government can award to a civilian.

"In the 
royalty of American music," President 
Nixon said in reading a citation, "no 
man swings more or stands higher 
than Duke Ellington."

Rose, refers to his material as "The 
Queen of the Country Music" catalog. 

Sheet music and the often printed 
versions of the catalog have become 
more accepted throughout the world," 
a spokesman for the company states. 
"Performances and mechanical income 
have continued to maintain themselves 
and in many situations have built to 
a very important factor." 

The death of Hank Williams - as 
would the demise of any great song- 
writer - was, of course, not a limit- 
ing factor in the coninued acceptance 
of his composing creativity. But, re- 
markably, Hank Williams the per- 
former remains one of the most con- 
sistent selling acts on records. He 
recorded more than 150 songs on 40 
albums for the MGM label. Because 
his recordings were released prior 
to 1958, when the Record Industry 
Association of America (RIAA), began 
its auditing program for gold records, 
MGM accountants are presently pour- 
ing over books to check for RIAA gold 
certification. Total sales of his albums 
are well into seven figures. 

Underground Discovery 
Indicative of the fact that Williams 

relates to today's youth is the fact that 
underground newspapers and their 
readership have discovered Hank Wil- 
liams and refer to his lyrics as sym- 
bolizing their philosophy of life. His 
lyrics have been compared to the hon- 
est poetry of universal emotions and 
his lean, soulful melodies are termed 
"the sounds of the human heart." 

Now, a new chapter has been written 
in terms of the music of Hank Wil- 
liams. His son and namesake, Hank 
Williams, Jr., already a key figure 
in the world of country music, has 
taken a selection of lyrics penned by 
his father yet never set to music. 
Hank Jr. has written melodies for 
these songs, which have been stored 
in the Nashville office of Acuff -Rose. 
The results are available in a new 
MGM LP called "Songs My Father 
Left Me." Hank Jr. has also recorded 
30 of his father's more than 200 songs. 
And it is fitting that the son of Hank 
Williams pay this relevant tribute to 
his father: "My father was the great- 
est. His catalog of country music was 
the greatest. It's not something that. 
was alive in 1953 and then gone in 
1954. It's still here today."

Top 10 sellers from the 
confab release included "Ball" by 
the Iron Butterfly, "Soul '69" by 
Aretha Franklin, "Goodbye" by 
Cream, "Freedom Suite" by the Ras- 
cals, Led Zeppelin's first LP and 
"Odessa" by the Bee Gees. Artists 
with active LP's included Dusty Spring- 
field, Wilson Pickett, Clarence Carter, 
Brian Auger & the Trinity, Eddie 
Harris, Yuseff Lateef, Buffalo Spring- 
field, Vanilla Fudge, Sam & Dave, 
Joe Tex and Albert King. 

The three-month period of Jan., Feb. 
and March also saw continued singles 
strength from Atlantic, with the com- 
pany sharing about 10% of the Top 100 
each week. Three decks were certified 
as RIAA million -sellers: Aretha 
Franklin's "See Saw," Clarence Car- 
ter's "Too Weak to Fight" and Tyrone 
Davis' "Can I Change My Mind" (on 
the Dakar label).

Record 9 Mo. For GRT 
SUNNYVALE, CAL. - GRT Corpora- 
tion last week reported record sales 
and profits for the first nine months 
of fiscal 1969. 

Sales totaled $10,235,803 compared to 
$4,271,061 for the comparable period 
last year. Earnings also increased to 
$575,677 after taxes from $301,562 for 
the first nine months of fiscal 1968 
(excluding extraordinary income). 

This represents an increase of 140% 
in sales and 91% in earnings over the 
comparable period for the previous 
fiscal year. On a per share basis, 
earnings have increased to 30 cents 
on 1,949,640 average shares outstanding 
from 22 cents on 1,360,000 average 
shares outstanding, after adjustment 
for a four -for -one split and excluding 
extraordinary income. 

Earnings figures for the nine months 
of the current fiscal year are after 
taxes, including the provision for the 
federal income surtax, a provision not 
included in last year's results. 

Alan Bayley, GRT president, cited 
a continued growth in pre-recorded 
tape sales as the primary source of 
increased sales volume and profits. 
Also several new additions, such as 
the Chess Records Group, Magnetic 
Media Corporation, GRT Records, and 
the joint venture with Blue Thumb 
Records, made small but increasingly 
significant contributions to the corpor- 
ate results, according to Bayley. 

Atlantic Ups Goldberg 
To National Album Slot 
NEW YORK - Charlie Goldberg, At- 
lantic Records' West Coast regional 
sales manager, has been upped to the 
post of national album sales manager. 
According to Len Sachs, the label's 
vice president and director of mar- 
keting, Goldberg will be in charge of 
LP product sales for the Atlantic, Ateo 
and Cotillion labels, and for all outside 
labels distributed by Atlantic. 

Before joining Atlantic, Goldberg 
served with United Artists as West 
Coast regional sales manager for sev- 
eral years, and has also served as 
manager of the independent division 
of Krich, N.J., an RCA distrib, and as 
East Coast manager for Cosnat Dis- 
tributing. 
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Beatles Counter ATV's Northern Bid 
LONDON - The Beatles have coun- 
tered Associated TeleVision's bid for 
Northern Songs with one of their own. 

It is worth £2,400,000, and represents 
an offer of 42 shillings and sixpence 
per two shilling share. The ATV bid, 
comprising shares, loan stock and 
cash, is worth just under 37 shillings 
and eightpence. 

The Beatle strategy is to acquire a 
minimum of 983,501 shares to add to 
their present holding of 1,516,000 with a 
maximum ceiling of 1 million. Their 
merchant banker, Henry Ansbacher, is 
contributing £11/4 million to their 
£2,400,000 bid. 

In effect, The Beatles are offering to 
buy approximately four in every 
seven shares held in Northern Songs 
by uncommitted holders, with the re- 
maining three to be retained by the 
holder. 

Sir Lew's Reaction 

ATV chief Sir Lew Grade described 
the Beatle bid as "deceptive," and 
thought that "intelligent shareholders" 
will accept the ATV offer, which 
would give equity interest in "a first- 
class and growing organization with 
a proven management." 

The Beatles are open in their dislike 
of ATV's plan to capture Northern 
Songs. They have intimated that if the 
ATV bid is successful, they will not be 
happy "to continue, let alone renew 
their existing contracts with Northern 
Songs" which are valid until 1973. 

That is clear notice to ATV, at pres- 
ent controlling 35% of the company. 
that if it secures Northern Songs, it 
can expect only the required minimum 
of 24 songs from The Beatles over 
the next four years. 

John Lennon and Paul McCartney 
are wooing shareholders by saying 
that if their counter bid succeeds, 
Northern Songs will get first refusal 
on their songwriting services for a 
further two years. In addition, George 
Harrison, with 24 copyrights to his 
credit, would sign with the company, 
and so would Ringo Starr, who has 
just begun composing efforts. 

A further carrot dangled is "the 
feasibility of offering to Northern 
Songs certain of their other entertain- 
ment interests." If The Beatles tri- 
umph, they will strengthen the North- 
ern Songs board with some financial 
specialists and "an expert in music 
publishing." 

This latter intention underlines the 

total rift now existing between The 
Beatles and Northern's managing 
director Dick James, who has headed 
the company since its inception in 
1962. James has a management agree- 
ment that expires like the Lennon and 
McCartney contracts in 1973. 

If successful, the Beatle offer will 
give them a holding of just over 50% 
in Northern Songs. It may be ques- 
tioned by the official takeover panel, 
which normally disapproves of partial 
bids. 

Triumph's Role 

5% of the Northern Songs equity is 
held by Triumph Investment Trust, 
which controls 90% of Nemperor Hold- 
ings, the company founded by the late 
Brian Epstein. The atmosphere be- 
tween Triumph and The Beatles is 
less than cordial following Triumph's 
recent unsuccessful High Court move 
to establish that an estimated £1 mil- 
lion in Beatle royalties should be paid 
by EMI to Nemperor and not to The 
Beatles' Apple company. EMI declared 
in court that it will not pay the royal- 
ties to any party until the dispute is 
resolved. 

Triumph chief Tom Whyte described 
The Beatles' intention to contest ATV's 
offer for Northern Songs as "topsy 
turvy" and "illogical." Initial stock 
market reaction to the counter bid was 
disappointment at its terms, and 
Northern's share value dipped as 
speculators pulled out.

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New Budd To Blossom 
With MGM LP Release 
NEW YORK - .Julie Budd's recent 
appearance on the Ed Sullivan Show 
might not have seemed far removed 
from her earlier tv appearances, but 
with the release of her second MGM 
album this week, the youngster's ca- 
reer takes a less subtle change. The 
new album concentrates on her capa- 
bilities as an artist for the young 
adult and soft -sound audiences that 
have reacted strongly to her televi- 
sion appearances. 

According to her producer and 
manager Herb Bernstein, Julie Budd's 
first LP sought to establish her as 
a hit artist by presenting material 
with singles potential (most notably 
the "All's Quiet on West 23rd" noise- 
maker) . From the response of people 
who were upset that the Budd on rec- 
ord was not the Budd from tv, Bern- 
stein, his artist and MGM decided 
to begin development of Julie's talent 
in the new vein. 

Strong use of standards, with a 
good deal of contemporary material;

Julie has been 
compared to Streisand in her tv pre- 
sentations, which mildly upset Bern- 
stein since he has been working at 
developing his artist as an individual 
talent in her own right. However, he 
noted, at least .she is being held up 
for comparison to one of the best. 
Besides, he added, Julie is just about 
to turn fifteen, and most people re- 
alize that she is still developing into 
her own kind of artist. 

Although Bernstein has trimmed 
his own activities to devote major 
attention to the new Julie Budd, now 
that her activities have picked up 
momentum, he has had time to step 
up efforts for his recently released 
Metromedia album "Herb Goldstein's 
New Crusade." He is also currently 
working with composer/singer Tony 
Wine who is soon to record her first 
sides for RCA; and planning exten- 
sion of his publishing and production 
operations in a move soon to be com- 
pleted.

Portrait Of The Artist 
Building An Audience 

NEW YORK - Townes Van Zandt, a 
singer/composer who records for Pop- 
py Records, is being readied for suc- 
cess without benefit of the type of pro- 
motional push that has launched the 
careers of other recording artists, both 
lasting and transient in the public's 
favor. When interviewed by Cash Box 
recently, Van Zandt and Kevin Eggers, 
president of Poppy, suggested that the 
day of the "hype may well be coming 
to an end. 

3rd Van Zandt LP 

The manner in which Van Zandt's 
career is moving is indicated by the 
title of his first Poppy album, "For 
The Sake Of The Song." For it is the 
artist's very compositions and per- 
formances that are being focused upon 
by Eggers and Van Zandt. Van Zandt, 
after the release of his second LP, 
"Our Mother The Mountain," has now 
completed the recording of his third, 
which is as yet untitled. The set is 
scheduled for release in July. 

Perhaps even more of an indication 
of the emphasis being placed upon 
Van Zandt as an artist, rather than as 
merely a marketable commodity, is the 
upcoming publication of a book of his 
poetry and songs that will be published 
this tall. Noted graphic artist Milton 
Glazer, who created the poster which 
was included in the "Bob Dylan's 
Greatest Hits" album, will design the 
cover of the book. 

Van Zandt and Eggers, who note that 
Los Angeles underground stations 
have given airplay to the performer's 
first two LP's, believe that the third 
album, which employs fewer instru- 
ments than the earlier sets, is Van 
Zandt's best. The disk was cut in Nash- 
ville, and Eggers and Van Zandt, when 
interviewed by Cash Box here, has 
just come in from Houston where they 
had been conducting a talent search. 

European Tour 

Eggers detailed the events which 
are aimed at obtaining a wider audi- 
ence for the artist. RCA Records, which 
now distributes Poppy, has scheduled a 
10 -city concert tour in the U. S. for the 
fall for Van Zandt. He will also appear 
this fall at Carnegie Hall, in concert 
with Dick Gregory, and the Mandrake 
Memorial, in a proram called "From 
Poppy With Love,'thus bringing to- 
gether in one show the current roster 
of Poppy recording artists. In addi- 
tion, the fall of 1969 will see Van Zandt 
performing in London, Paris, Rome, 
Scandinavia, and Germany - the 
main European music markets. 

Eggers' approach to Van Zandt's 
developing career is evidenced by 
his statement that "I'd rather have an artist who takes three years to break 
than someone who makes a lot of 
bread immediately . . . Sometimes it 
takes the public three years to catch 
up with the artist instead of the artist 
taking three years to catch up with 
the public." 

Eggers feels that the merchandising 
of album product is of the utmost im- 
portance because LP sales are now 
operating more and more at the con- sumer level. Word of mouth about a certain album can now break the re- 
cord successfully without heavy air- 
play. Effective distribution of an LP, 
says Eggers, has currently become 
mandatory for its success on the market. "In five years, there will be 
100 distributors for each major label," 
he predicts. 

Poppy Records hopes to distribute 
Townes Van Zandt's contemporary 
art songs to listeners all over the world, listeners who have been neith- 
er "hyped" nor hit with the hard sell 
of a massive promo push, which, in the mortal words of the movie ads, an- 
nounces the debut of a highly forget- 
table film which "you will never for- 
get.

icans supported 622 opera -producing 
groups which, according to Opera 
News, offered 5,222 performances of 
348 works in this country during the 
1967-68 season. By comparison, the 
country boasted only 77 companies in 
1941 and only 316 during the 1950-51 
season. 

Concert Season Survey 

Works by 20th -century American 
composers are being played here in 
concert at an ever-increasing rate. The 
startling figures were among those 
gathered in the ninth annual BMI/ 
American Symphony Orchestra League 
Orchestral Program Survey. The sur- 
vey showed that during the past seas- 
on, orchestras performed almost four 
times as many 20th -century compos- 
ers as earlier ones. Furthermore, 
modern works comprised more than 
a third of the total performances. 

The 417 orchestras reporting to the 
survey played works by 834 20th -cen- 
tury composers, out of a total 1,047 
composers. The orchestras gave 8,877 
performances of 20th -century works 
and 12,624 performances of standard 
works. 

Opera companies also are produc- 
ing more contemporary works than 
ever, and during the 1967-68 season,

Amateur Music Making On Rise 

The pamphlet notes that according 
to the most recent statistics (1967) 
gathered by the American Music Con- 
ference, there are 43,900,000 Americans 
who play musical instruments, almost 
2-1/2 million more than the previous 
year. By comparison, there were only 
14,300,000 in 1936 and 20,000,000 in 
1950. The piano is still the mòst popular 
instrument (23,500,000 players), with 
guitar second (11,000,000) and organ 
third (4,700,000) . Instrument owner- 
ship is up 76% since 1950. 

The average person spent nearly 
trice as much on music in 1967 as he 
did in 1941. The music industry's per- 
centage of annual personal consump- 
tion expenditures rose from .111% (of 
$80.6 billion) in 1941 to .187% (of $491.7 
billion) in 1967. These figures include 
purchases of musical instruments, 
accessories, sheet music and instruc- 
tional aids, not admissions to musical 
events or purchases of records, phono- 
graphs or radios. 

Radio Listening Increases 

Americans are now listening to over 
268,000,000 radios. Approximately 90% 
of all radio programming is music, and 
more than 140,000,000 persons, 12 years 
of age and older, listen each week. 
Radio thus continues to hold the larg- 
est concert music audience of any 
medium.

WCAO-Baltimore: 
Musically Varied 

WCAO-Baltimore, a contemporary 
pop station, beams its 5,000 watts 
seven -days -a -week, 24 -hours -a -day 
throughout the Baltimore -Washington 
area, to a market which Gene Creasy, 
program director of the outlet, de- 
scribes as a "consumer -type audi- 
ence" whose membership consists pri- 
marily of 18 to 35 -year -old college - 
educated listeners. 

WCAO's playlist is both varied and 
extensive, with 85 to 90 singles being 
given airplay. Limited LP cuts are 
also programmed; selections from the 
Top 5 albums might be chosen for 
spins. Of the large number of singles 
aired, 12 to 15 disks are played per 
hour. 

Creasy points out that the national 
music tastes are reflected in the re- 
sponse of WCAO's audience. Specifi- 
cally, the program director says that 
"much more of a country market 
exists in Baltimore than people ac- 
knowledge." The station airs country, 
R&B, bubble gum, and commercially 
successful contemporary pop music. 
"Progressive rock is beginning to die 
here now," says Creasy. 

On Sundays, WCAO's public service 
programming comes to the fore. With 
heavy concentration on public service 
on the local level, the outlet offers 
such programs as "Youth Speaks," 
a broadcast which is moderated by a 
rabbi, and concerns topics of interest 
to teenagers. Principals and students 
from various parochial schools ex- 
change ideas on the program. Another 
feature of WCAO's community service 
programming is "The Law & You," 
on \hich local lawyers discuss every- 

& Comprehensive 
thing in the area of law, including 
local politics. In addition, during the 
station's Sunday public service broad- 
casts, doctors, firemen, DAR repre- 
sentatives, and police officers moder- 
ate and act as panelists on WCAO's 
schedule of discussion programs. 

As does WCAO's public service pro- 
gramming focus on local issues, so do 
the outlet s news programs. The station 
subscribes to UPI's audio serve for 
national and international news cover- 
age, and airs five minutes of news at 
five minutes before the hour, with 
headlines being broadcast for two 
minutes 25 minutes after the hour. 

WCAO's personality line-up includes 
(Mondays through Fridays) Robert C. 
Allen III, who handles the morning 
show; Johnny D'Arc, who presides 
over afternoon drive -time: and Frank 
Young, the 7 to midnight man. The 
WCAO deejays appear at high school 
record hops (the outlet claims a large 
percentage of the Baltimore area's 
teen audience) and also participate 
on the station's panel discussions. The 
jocks have formed basketball and soft- 
ball teams, which include WCAO news- 
men and "outside ringers." These 
teams have raised $150,000 for local 
charities from the ticket sales from 
various contests. 

If the term "Top 40" can be supplied 
to WCAO, it is of interest that the 
station is actually a "Top 90" outlet 
in a time when tight radio playlists 
are often the rule. Diversity within 
the format of a comprehensive play - 
list characterizes the sound of WCAb- 
Baltimore.

MARILYN MAYE 
RAINBOW GRILL, N.Y. - There are 
good singers with a great stage act 
and there are great singers with a good 
stage act. Marilyn Maye is a great 
singer with a great stage act, one that 
made the Rainbow Grill more color- 
ful than usual. 

Marilyn Maye was a jazz singer in 
an age when no new jazz singers 
were making it, so she complimented 
her vocal talent with fast patter and 
funny routines, and became the first 
jazz -based caberet performer, knocking 
out the better pop tunes of today and 
yesterday. The move, perhaps aided by 
her becoming the voice of the Lincoln- 
Mercury ads, has paid off handsomely 

tor Miss Maye, with the final payment 
being her Rainbow. Grill debut. 

"What's There To Sing About" was 
the larks' opener and it was a song 
that served its purpose well, as Marilyn 
proved that there was plenty to sing 
about in the 45 minute stint that fol- 
lowed. Her two -tempo rendition of "For 
Once In My Life" and her move -around - 
the -audience reading of "Bill Bailey" 
led into one of the show's highlights.

LOVE 
MONGO SANTAMARIA 

THE TROUBADOUR, L. A. -A dou- 
ble -unveiling ceremony was conducted 
last week at the Whisky A-GoGo, spot- 
lighting the local return of Arthur Lee's 
group, Love, and the beginning of a 
jazz series starring Mongo Santamaria. 

Love has made two significant 
changes since they last played the club 
circuit. First, they've switched record 
labels . going from Elektra to the 
fast -rising Blue Thumb company. Sec- 
ondly (and more significantly) . . 

they've had a near -complete turnover 
in personnel, with only leader Arthur 
Lee remaining. The result of the re- 
vamping is a much tighter group, both 
from an instrumental and a perform- 
ance standpoint. Arthur Lee is now 
solely in command. This fact, alone, 
should alleviate the personality con- 
flicts that plagued the earlier group 
and perhaps kept it from becoming 
the super group that everybody 
thought it was. 

Starting their set with some pleasant 
memories, including "Little Red Book". 
"Signed D. C.", and "Orange Skies", 
the new Love proved that they have 
all the old licks down pat. But these 
only served as a springboard for a new, 
fresh batch of Arthur Lee eclecticism, 
including "Singing Cowboy" and 
"The Train". The spotlight piece was 
a 12 -minute composition called "Aug- 
ust", which was basically an instru- 
mental with several short vocal brid- 
ges. In that context, it was reminis- 
cent of Love's infamous epic, "Revela- 

tion". But unlike the former, which 
was instrumentally flavored toward 
jazz, "August" featured thick, cres- 
cendoing guitar textures, somewhat in 
the Buffalo Springfield vein. 

In addition to the tighter instrumenta- 
tion, the new Love contradicted three 
mannerisms of the old group, by: ar- 
riving on time, refraining from drawn- 
out tune-ups, and thanking the audience 
after each number. What more could 
you ask? 

Indeed, it seems that Love has come 
back ... to stay. 

The Whisky has decided to take up 
where Bill Graham left off and is ins- 
tituting a series of appearances by 
jazz musicians. The series, seemingly, 
serves two purposes: It introduces the 
jazz form to the young Whisky crowd 
and it also gives some needed work to 
musicians. Mongo Santamaria kicked 
off the series to be followed by Hugh 
Masakela, Herbie Mann, and Buddy 
Rich. 

Santamaria, a master of the conga 
and bongo drums, leads an eight man 
group that's the epitome of rhythm. 
Very much into an Afro -Latin format, 
the group went into extended, flowing 
improvisations on contemporary ma- 
terial like "Cloud 9" and "Son of a Preacher Man" and had everyone in 
the club moving to the frantic beat. 
A waitress and busboy were doing a 
mean tango down the front aisle (to 
the puzzled looks of those who were 
psychedelically freaking -out on the 
dance floor) . 

RICH LITTLE 

IMPERIAL ROOM, ROYAL YORK 
HOTEL - TORONTO - Kerr record- 
ign artist Rich Little (RCA in Canada) 
made a triumphant return to Toronto 
with his week long engagement at the 
posh Imperial Room (21-26) . Although 
regarded by many as a very difficult 
room to play, because of its apparent 
lack of intimacy, Little was responsible 
for many cold and forgotten dinners, 
but an enthusiastic and exceptionally 
warm reception from the capacity 
crowd drawn to the opener by a strong 
promo campaign by RCA s branch manager Ed Preston and his promo 
man Scott Richards. 

Little's impersonations of Canadian 
politicians was top priority, with his favourite John G. Diefenbaker, former Prime Minister catching most of the 
laughs. He hasn't quite conquered Pierre Trudeau. Nixon was excellent 
as was Hubert Humphrey and U.S. Senator Everett Dirksen. 75% or better 
of Little's show is musical which 
makes for a very fast paced program. 
His old reliables Benny, Wayne, Lan- caster, Dean Martin and Kirk Douglas 
were joined by several new voices in- cluding a very tired Onassis.

ELEPHANT'S MEMORY 
NEW YORK - One of Buddah Rec- 
ords' newer groups, Elephants Mem- 
ory, was at the Electric Circus in the 
East Village last week.

ROD McKUEN 
CARNEGIE HALL, N. Y. - In his 
birthday concert at Carnegie Hall on 
Tuesday evening, April 29, Warner 
Bros. Records artist Rod McKuen 
displayed to an audience which con- 
sisted mainly of young fans, his diverse 
talents as songwriter, singer and poet. 
Most of the program was devoted to 
his own songs, but one of the high- 
lights of the concert was his render- 
ing of three Jacque Brel songs which 
he (McKuen) has translated into Eng- 
lish. 

McKuen's songs are simple and 
straightforward, and so is his delivery 
of them. He has a soft, throaty voice 
which complements his melodies and 
lyrics.

HOWLIN" WOLF 
UNGANO'S N.Y. - Howlin' Wolf is a 
legend. One of the many legends to 
emerge from the Chicago blues scene. 
Emerge may not be the right word, 
for in the past few years, few Chicago 
blues musicians have strayed far from 
their environments. After a few ex- 
perimental probes by several blues 
musicians, however, the word is be- 
ginning to get around that it is safe 
to play in New York, San Francisco 
and other enlightened towns, and so 
the legends are coming to life once 
more. 

During his week-long stint at Un- 
gano's, Howlin' Wolf did what he likes 
best: play. On the night we saw him, 
he opened with a regular set, alter- 
nating mouth harp and vocals on such 
tunes as "I Don't Want Nobody" and 
"Please Don't Go," tunes which seem 
to come pouring out from Wolf's most 
hidden regions. Once he got warmed 
up. Wolf began asking for requests 
and he got them. "Little Red Rooster," 
"Smokestack Lightnin"' and "Spoon- 
ful," among others. Comes the late 
show and Wolf plays all night, but we 
caught the early show and Wolf had 
to make way for other acts. He didn't 
want to leave, and the patrons didn't 
want him to leave, but such is life. 

Wolf has assembled a good backing 
unit and refrained from playing guitar 
at all, devoting all his efforts to 
wailing. His current tour should help 
move his latest Cadet Concept set, "The Howlin' Wolf Album."

A Little Help From His Friends 

"It's a strange situation. First you've 
got to make it in England, then you've 
'got to tour the Continent and make it 
again, and then you go to America and 
try once more." The views are Joe Co- 
cker's and Joe has been trying for eight 
years, so he should know. He's in town 
for the opening shot of a three month 
tour of the States, his first, at the Fill- 
more this past weekend. 

Joe got his break when producer 
Denny Cordell got hold of a demo he 
had cut. Contrary to most legends, Joe 
had recorded before, but had never 
found the magic formula. The team -up 
with Cordell provided the magic, and 
Cocker scored with "Marjorine." Co- 
cker hit the American charts with the 
second collaboration, "With A Little 
Help From My Friends," and thereby 
hangs a tale. 

For the last few years it has been the 
composer/artist English groups that 
have hit on our shores. Even in En- 
gland, it was these acts that comman- 
ded the respect of the underground 
scene. Joe doesn't write too much of 
his own material. (He co -wrote "Mar- 
jorine" and one other song on his just 
released A&M album).

HOLLYWOOD 
Of Mountains, Mice and Men 

A long time ago we sat with author 
John Steinbeck, discussing the agonies 
and ecstasies of putting words to pa- 
per. His "Grapes of Wrath" had been 
the most influential social novel of the 
thirties. But, by the forties, his al- 
legorical tale on the Nazis in Norway 
(The Moon is Down") was being at- 
tacked by critics for not portraying 
the Nazis as brutal gangsters, not ap- 
pealing to the hatred of Hitlerism. 
"Europe under Hitler is not Monterey, 
it is not Salinas County," wrote Alfred 
Kazin, "Steinbeck has transcribed his 
naivete into the shabbiest theater emo- 
tions." 

Steinbeck told us he agreed, in part, 
ith the critics that after half a dozen 

novels and plays he was "failing to 
realize human life fully in his books." 
He found himself, he said, suddenly 
returning to that area in Salinas Coun- 
ty where he had grown up, that long 
valley he had touched upon so poeti- 
cally in his earlier works. "But I didn't 
go down into the valley," he said. 
"Instead I climbed a mountain just 
overlooking the valley. I didn't know, 
at the time, if I would ever write 
again. But I wanted to see if the val- 
ley would look the same as it once did 
to me. I sat for hours - afraid to 
look. And when I did - it did. That 
trip served as a source of spiritual 
stability - a reconciliation with my- 
self and with people." 

We thought of this the other day as 
we listened to the new Beatles' single 
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- for us a routine rocker, a valley 
in the shadow of such mountainous 
works as "A Day in the Life" and 
"Eleanor Rigby." do we have a right 
to expect that gifted creators such as 
Lennon and McCartney should con- 
stantly equal or surpass their earlier 
works? Are creators to be judged by 
their finest, their weakest or their 
total efforts? On the other hand -

one compare a Johnny Winter (at best 
a compelling imitator) with such in- 
novating giants as Joe Turner and 
John Lee Hooker.

Both vocalists and 
instrumentalists will be chosen in each 
category. 

As originally established, the awards 
granted first place prizes of $2,000 to 
both an instrumentalist and vocalist in 
either classical or popular music. Sec- 
ond place prizes of $500 were also 
awarded.. 

The new scholarship program will 
be inaugurated this year as a result 
of an additional endowment by 
Sinatra. 

Sinatra revealed that the reason for 
the change in the awards was "be- 
cause it became increasingly evident - 

to myself, the faculty and the judges 
that it was unfair to lump together 
classical versus popular performers 
and .instrumentalists in competition. 
Each area should compete with its 
musical peers." 

Competition is open to all UCLA 
students and elimination auditions are 
held during the academic year under 
the supervision of the Fine Arts Fac- 
ulty committees. 

Winners will be presented in con- 
cert on campus on June 2. The per- 
formance is also open to the public. 
Sinatra himself will make the pre- 
sentations this year.

Focus ON JAZZ 
How often have you heard someone 

say, "I'm not going to pay $5.00 to see 
so and so when I can buy the album 
and enjoy it over and over."? In a 
manner of speaking, such an attitude 
has contributed to the decrease in at- 
tendance at in -person appearances. 
But, too often there are instances when 
the live performance completely 
eclipses anything that could be cap- 
tured on record: often, it's like seeing 
and hearing two completely different 
performances. This point of view was 
brought into focus when I had the 
pleasure of seeing and hearing Don 
Ellis and his big band. I emphasize the 
visual aspect of his presentation be- 
cause it, as much as the music, brings 
one right in to the core of what he and 
the band are doing and saying. 

Ellis Band Different 

Until two weeks ago, when I heard 
Ellis for the first time, I had known 
his big band music only from the fine 
albums he's done . . . and from the 
critical acclaim he enjoyed, particu- 
larly from his Monterey appearances. 
Even on record his music impressed 
me sufficiently to write about it and 
to make me feel that he was one of 
the few who were really into sorrie- 
thing new, something special. It's a 
drag to have to admit it, but almost 
all of what has been produced for too 
long a time has had the stamp of 
"I've heard it before." about it! This 
was not true of Don Ellis' fresh, new 
conception ... and it came across just 
that way on record. Still, by compar- 
ison to the live performance, his rec- 
ordings might have been done by a 
different man, a different band. No- 
where in the vinyl grooves is there 
even a trace of the tremendous ex- 
citement that's generated when you 
see Don and his members do their 
thing in person. 

Tension and intensity are the two 
most significant ingredients that ab- 
sorb the listener when he sees the 
band as a total unit, under the active, 
and I do mean active, direction of 
Ellis. The total involvement of leader 
and player has an almost spellbind- 
ing effect on the listener . . . at least, 
that's how it affected me, and at this 
stage of my listening career it be- 
comes increasingly difficult to evoke 
that kind of response from me. That's 
mainly why I asked myself, when I 
left the auditorium, what there was 
about the performance that made such 
a tremendous impression on me. I 
discovered, after much reflection that 
the overwhelming spirit and involve- 
ment of Ellis -and his players was what 
brought me in and made me feel al- 
most like another member of the 
band. I was completely absorbed with 
what was going on onstage, not only 
from an audible point of reference 
but, and again I wish to emphasize 
this point, from the visual point, too. 
True, Ellis is making investigations 
into the world of unusual time signa- 
tures, and he's making them work, 
too. It's especially commendable that 
he's able to generate the kind of en- 
thusiasm among his players that will 
permit the kind of long, meticulous 
rehearsals that such involved 'music 
demands. Musicians, jazzmen partic- 
ularly, have to feel like one with the 
music to have such a high tolerance 
rate at rehearsal sessions. The chal- 
lenge must be there and the make-up 
of the band has to be such that every- 
one welcomes a musical challenge, 
even invites it. So it must be with the 
Don Ellis band, otherwise they 
wouldn't be able to make their thing 
come off as well as it does.

I'm really surprised that Ellis 
hasn't incorporated the use of lights 
in his presentation.

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Mr. Geoffrey Everitt,

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1969 got off to a good start in the 
British record industry, according to 
Board of Trade statistics for the month 
of January issued by the Ministry of 
Technology. Production of all types of 
disks for the month totalled 10,051,000. 
6% higher than for January, 1968, and 
the highest level achieved since Nov- 
ember, 1967. Albums took the limelight 
again, showing an increase of 28% over 
last year at 5,456,000, while 45 r.p.m. 
disks dipped once more by 13% to 
4,578,000. Exports rose by 10% to attain 
a value of £395,000, and the total 
sales value for the month was £2,619- 
000, the export gain being offset by a 
small drop in home sales. 

Douglas Muggeridge, controller of 
BBC's Radio 1 and 2, announced 
summer scheduling plans April 17th. 
The format shows little change apart 
from some reshuffling in timings for 
existing series, and a greater separa- 
tion between the two services towards 
the attainment of a pop image for 
Radio 1 and sweet music for Radio 2 

and less sharing of programs. Mug- 
geridge emphasized that this factor 
applied to the summer months only 
and was not necessarily an indication 
of what would happen beyond that 
period. The eventual pattern depended 
on the findings and recommendations 
of the various enquiries in progress 
on broadcasting.

He may be brought 
hack in the fall if the show is still 
running then. The Association of Broad- 
casting Staff, which represents most 
of the BBC's radio and TV production 
personnel, has called for an increase 
in the radio license fee to prevent any 
reduction in services. A radio only 
license at present costs twenty-five 
shillings per year. As an alternative to 
an increase, the ABS suggested that 
the BBC should accept advertisements 
on Radio 1. 

The Bee Gees will tour Canada and 
the States for a month beginning with 
a Montreal concert August 27th. The 
schedule will include dates at Madison 
Square Gardens and the Los Angeles 
Forum, and the Bee Gees will be ac- 
companied by a thirty -piece orchestra 
under musical director Bill Shepherd.

As we reported some weeks ago, 
stiff restrictions to promotion of re- 
cords were established by the admin- 
stration of the State-owned stations in 
this country last March. Although the 
effects of these measures over the re- 
cord market have been difficult to 
appreciate, the diskeries agreed that 
one of the main problems was the 
launching of new artists. Now, the 
situation will apparently ease, at least 
partially. There are rumors circulat- 
ing about the possibility of increasing 
the limit of one airing a day for a 
single record to about five with an 
allowance of twelve records a day 
per artist instead of seven. However, 
no official word was given at press - 
time, although the trade people seem 
optimistic about the matter. Some 
deejays have received, starting this 
month, the authorization to exceed the 
limits, but these permits cover only a 
small part of the total of radio time. 

Good increase in sales for Matt 
Monroe this week after his three con- 
certs at the Gran Rex theater, TV 
appearances and one radio program 
on Radio Provincia in the city of La 
Plata near Buenos Aires. Both his LP 
in Spanish and his singles have gained 
force in the charts, and there is inter- 
est towards new recordings by this 
artist. His records are released by 
Odeon who represent Capitol in this 
market, and the visit was arranged 
by impresario Leonardo Schultz. 

The Music Hall Press Office infos 
about the shooting of a film by folk 
artist Rodolfo Zapata, a strong seller 
in several provinces. Another MH 
artist, tango chanter Alberto Cas- 
tillo, has been contracted by TV 
Channel 9 for a series of performances 
and will also perform on stage at the 
Maipo Theater. The diskery is now 
working on the release of the first 
recordings by beat group Lou Bichos, 
lproduced by another artist of the 

abel, Billy Bond. 
Disc Jockey is working hard on the 

new single by Pinture Fresca, "Sweet- 
er Than Sugar, sung in Spanish and 
English and very probably a new hit 
for the group managed and produced 
by Ricardo Kleinman. There is also 
a new group, "La Septima Brigada," 
whose first waxing is also running 
well, and a single by chanter Ricardo 
Javier, also under promotion. 

The EMI people send word about 
the new LP by the Grassroots, as 
well as two records by Herb Alpert 
and the Tijuana Brass with their big- 
gest hits. The diskery is also re-releas- 
ing the first album by folk group Los 

Huanca Hua, which was the start of 
a new sort of folk music about seven 
years ago. 

Ulises Granito of RCA infos about 
the recording of a new LP by Palito 
Ortega which will be presented, 
his previous ones, on television 
through á special one hour program. 
Italian artist Bruno Filippini is cur- 
rently in Buenos Aires having appear- 
ed on television with good results. The 
diskery has released the album with 
the music of Elvis' TV special and ex- 
pects good sales. 

Fermata sends word about the latest 
singles it has released: 4 Vorrei qhe 
Fosse Amore" by Italian chantress 
Mina, registered originally for her own 
PDU, and "Io Ti Sento," sung by 
Marisa Sannia, coupled with the instru- 
mental rendering of the same tune by 
maestro Armando Trovajoli. The lat- 
ter appears as leit motry of a film 
currently on screen in Buenos Aires. 
The pubbery is also promoting an 
LP cut in Brazil by Andre Penazzi, 
and the recording of Sergio Endrigo 
of "Lejos de los Ojos." 

Korn Publishers are working on the 
promotion of the tune that won the 
Punta del Este Festival, penned by 
Elio Roca and Silvio Soldan and re- 
coreded by the Roca, Polo Marquez 
and with several other versions under 
way. Another tune on deck is "Water- 
fall," still appearing in the charts, cut 
originally by Jimmy Cliff and in 
Buenos Aires by Bingo Reyna and 
Sound & Co. 

The Press Dept. of CBS infos about 
Reyna's tour of Europe, already 
started, and covering Spain, Germany, 
Italy and England. Reyna is well- 
known here for his arrangements and 
instrumental versions, and his record- 
ings are to be released in several 
other markets. Another note from CBS 
remarks the start of the second film 
by him as soon as he returns from 
Chile. The first one is being shown 
successfully in New York and several 
Latin American markets. 

Phonogram expects good sales for 
the whole Topo Gigio catalog, record- 
ed on Polydor, with the strongly 
appreciated TV puppet which is 
appearing once again in "La Galera," 
the program aired by Channel 11. The 
newly acquired Atlantic catalog is 
already showing good results with 
the appearance of single "Hey Jucke. 
by Wilson Pickett in the local charts. 
Phonogram will strongly promote this 
label during 1969 and expects it will 
get a good share of the teen market.

EDITORIAL: Putting Money Back Into The Industry 

"Operators are a funny breed," say more than a few 
manufacturers, distributors and even some operators 
themselves. "They'll spend more time trying to jump 
someone else's location than taking care of their own; 
they don't support their associations unless their own 
particular business is threatened by a piece of legisla- 
tion, a direct seller or some other immediate danger; 
they don't care a hoot about the industry they're part 
of, just the dollars and cents they can squeeze out of 
the route." These and other indictments have been 
leveled against the music and games operator over 
the years, and with no small degree of truth. 

The operator, who stands at the front line of this 
trade, is a hard-nosed character ... but, for good rea- 
son. Who else takes knocks at the location, puts up 
with breakin's, makes midnight service calls, has to 
watch every dollar spent for new machines and gen- 
erally protect a hard -built investment from a hundred 
other assorted dangers? He might be reluctant to try 
new ideas because he doesn't want to be used as a 

testing ground for unproven merchandise or operating 
techniques. In short, he's quick to say "no" to any- 
thing that doesn't look like it will immediately turn 
into additional dollars on the route. 

The attitude might be understandable but any oper- 
ator who doesn't put some of those dollars back into 
the industry responsible for his success is way out of 
line. Many operators will freely admit that the coin 
machine industry has been very good to them, that 

they're glad they decided to try it years back and have 
absolutely no regrets today. But how many of these 
"honest" operators, we wonder, have paid part of that 
reward back to the industry. 

What does that mean, to pay money back to the in- 
dustry. It simply means supporting all the activities 
that are designed to protect or enhance the general 
welfare of the trade at large. This means joining local, 
state, national associations, even where no pressing 
legislative matter threatens at the moment. Putting 
money back into the industry means paying better 
salaries to the help, who, after all, are also part of the 
trade and deserve a decent shake. It also means 
spending time at various civic and charitable affairs 
and functions where the presence of the concerned 
music operator can enhance the public image of the 
industry. It means attending local and national trade 
conventions, even in cases where the operator might 
think there's not enough toseeand hear that he hasn't 
seen and heard before. 

Plain and simple, if the music and games business 
has been good to you, be good to the industry in re- 
turn. Support its collective activities; start some of your 
own. Rembember, you may not think you have to be- 
long to an association, attend a trade show or get in- 
volved in public relations activity, but if nobody did, 
three-quarters of the money -making ideas that have 
worked for you would never have been born at all.

TOKYO - American games and coin - 
operated phonographs were attract- 
ing large crowds at the Sega Enter- 
prises exhibit during the first days of 
the 1969 Tokyo International Trade 
Fair which opened here April 17th 
for a 20 day period. 

Sega demonstrated the latest U.S. 
equipment from Rock -Ola, Midway, 
Williams, Bally, Chicago Coin and Nut- 
ting Associates (in addition to games 
of its own manufacture) . Particularly

Approximately 
3 -million persons are expected to at- 
tend - including visitors from 90 
countries - in contrast to 2.5 million 
visitors in 1967. 

Tokyo Governor Ryokichi Minobe, 
several Cabinet Ministers, and the 
entire diplomatic corps were present 
to inaugurate the fair. 

Many Japanese stage, screen and 
television personalities volunteered to 
help out at the Sega exhibit during the 
run of the fair. Stars appearing for 
the opening day were: Jun Mayuzumi 
(Toshiba), Chiyo Okumura (Toshiba), 
Miki Kawana (Columbia) , Chizuko 
Arai (Victor), Eiko Segawa (Crown), 
Maki & Mackies (Toshiba), and Billy

portant inaugural -day visitors. 

A feature of the exhibit was the 
darkened "psychedelic room" where 
Rock-Ola's "440" and "441" were illu- 
minated by flashing multi -colored 
lights.

MAYNARD C. HOPKINS 
GAL:ON, OHIO - Maynard C. Hop- 

kins, owner of Hopkins Music & Ven- 
ding of Galion, Ohio, and a director 
of Music Operators of America, is a 
soft-spoken Midwesterner with some 
very definite and no-nonsense opinions 
About Music. 

Maynard admits 
he knows very lit- 
tle about music 
styles and what a 
potential hit is sup- 
posed to sound 
like. But he is in 
the music business 
and knows that if 
his music boxes 
are going to show 
a good record of 
collections, they 
have to be proper- 
ly programmed. 
That's why he leaves record selection 
for individual locations entirely up to 
his route collectors. "My route col- 
lectors are closer to the location and 
know better than anyone what style 
of music they require. Therefore, it's 
pretty much up to them. Naturally, 
the location owners usually have a few 
requests which we honor", said Hop- 
kins. 

Hopkins' collectors hit each spot 
every two weeks and change between 
5 and 6 records. He says, "we use the trade charts extensively in record se- lection." As far as merchandising at the location goes, Hopkins limits it to colored title strips and the dollar bill accepter. "Some of the collectors will 
promote play by picking two or three 
tunes, assign them to the bartenders 
and waitresses' and whichever one

gets the most play in any given time, 
wins a dinner, courtesy of the 
collector." 

Hopkins thinks it doesn't really 
make much difference if a record is 
in stereo or not. "It's very difficult 
to achieve a stereo effect in a tavern 
location with all the noise that goes 
on. Even if you did manage to 
achieve true stereo, hardly anyone 
would notice the difference," he said. 

Most of the requests from patrons 
and location owners are in the 'old 
time favorite' category. "We have nev- 
er experienced any trouble getting the 
oldies. It's as simple as placing the 
order with our one -stop. They do a 
nice job for us", related Hopkins. 

Several years ago, Maynard had a 
special department that did all the 
programming duties. "Today, we have 
so many individually different loca- 
tions. It became a real job deciding 
what to use in each location, so I 
gave the collectors more responsibil- 
ity and authority. They've come 
through beautifully and now we enjoy 
a better relationship with our custom- 
ers. There's fewer complaints than 
ever before." 

Maynard Hopkins might not be able 
to predict a number one record and 
he isn't planning to sit around trying 
to figure out what the secret is (if there is one). He is a man who de- 
votes a great deal of time to his 
business, which is a fact acknowl- 
edged by his very success. If there was ever a song recorded for soft- spoken Maynard C. Hopkins, you can bet a bushel basket of Ohio Buckeyes 
it was Ray Stevens' "Hey Mr. Busi- nessman" on Monument records.
