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U. S. -English Sounds: 
Active Global Stalemate 

American and British disk creativity 
is running just about neck -and -neck in 
the global chart race. From Britain, to 
across the channel to across the seas 
to other Continents, there is a remark- 
able split between U. S. and British - 
made disks doing strong chart activity. 
(The survey excludes the U. S., where 
local product rules the roost by an 
overwhelming margin, but more about 
that later). 

There are a number of interesting 
aspects to this situation. The common - 
denominator in most countries where 
there is a strong market for original 
sounds from the U. S. and England 
is the Beatles, who, after five years 
since the start of their impact on the 
world music scene, continue to make 
steady, chart -topping appearances 
(the group's current world-wide smash 
is "Get Back," with the "Ballad Of 
John & Yoko," despite its controversial 
references to Christ, also a runaway 
hit). But, going down the rest of the 
talent lineup giving both nations global 
stature it's practically a toss-up over 
which act follows the Beatles in 
popularity. Some of the leaders are 
the Fifth Dimension, Mary Hopkin, 
Tommy Roe, Tom Jones, Elvis Presley, 
Simon & Garfunkel and Frank Sinatra. 

This stalemate, if you will, in the 
dominance of one country's product 
over another seems to indicate several 
present day facts of pop music life. It 
indicates a strong comeback of the 
American sound following the invasion 

of the British that helped revolutionize 
pop music. To the credit of the 
American scene, it, too, has carried 
the sound revolution further down the 
road to new vistas by an almost flag- 
waving response to the British goings- 
on. The so-called "underground move- 
ment for instance, generated new pop 
music concepts and that old standby, 
Rhythm & Blues, got a new recogni- 
tion of its own, as a result of door - 
opening white artist imitations of the 
real thing. In America, these invigora- 
ting new influences on the general pop 
market tended to supercede the 
sounds from England, so that at this 
juncture the U. S. chart, with only a 
half -a -dozen or so exceptions (one of 
them the Beatles, of course), is once 
more a U. S. -dominated one. Adding 
a note of the negative, it's also true 
that no new dramatic approaches have 
come from either side of the Atlantic 
in the past year, ones that can offer 
the international market a flood of 
talent from either the U. S. or 
England and thus put one country's 
product far in the lead. 

At this point, however, it would seem 
that sounds in general have settled 
down to a level where it is not innova- 
tion that is important, but how artists 
handle the sounds now in general 
acceptance. This puts the artist in the 
spotlight, and from a perusal of the 
international charts, the world of 
music likes the way U. S. and English 
acts are handling themselves.

NEW YORK - Commonwealth United 
Corp., a music business factor with 
production, music publishing and re- 
cording studio holdings, has entered 
into the disk field with the formation 
of Commonwealth United Music Rec- 
ords. 

The label, an off -shoot of CUC's mu- 
sic division, Commonwealth United 
Music, will be administered by Len 
Sachs, who leaves a 9 -year association 
at Atlantic Records (most recently as 
vp and director of sales & merchandis- 
ing) , to accept his new industry role. 
As vp and general manager, Sachs 
will direct sales, merchandising and 
distribution. All product will be con- 
trolled creativity by CUM, whose 
Charles Koppelman, president of CUM, 
and Don Rubin will guide both ex- 
ternal and integral product flow. 

Although an indie distrib network 
will handle the company's product, 
Koppelman indicated that the com- 
pany will further extend its interests 
in the music field by the acquisition 
of distrib outlets, with some announce- 
ments along this line expected in the 
near future.

Bud Dain: Industry No Longer Geared 

For 'Borderline' LP Release Schedules 
NEW YORK - There's little room to- 
day for the "borderline" LP package. 

This is the contention of the Liberty 
Records & Imperial labels' general 
manager, Bud Dain, who is presently 
guiding the company's release sched- 
ule. According to Dain, today's record 
market cannot absorb large LP release 
schedules that feature, in his view, 
many "borderline" LP's that will fall 
by the sales wayside. 

Today's LP product, Dain explains, 
requires intensive sales and promo- 
tional work before a successful sales 
pattern begins to emerge. This can 
only be achieved by work on a limited 
number of LP's, he adds. Although he 
thinks the business should try to ex- 
press its traditional belief in "left - 
field" hits, Dain feels that the busi- 
ness should only do so with the realiza- 
tion that even this kind of product 
must be promoted to the hilt. Other- 
wise, he declares, sales and promo- 
tional efforts must he directed towards 

product with the greater chance of 
succeeding. 

In backing -up his LP release philo- 
sophy with a handful of LP's each 
month, Dain says he can outperform 
in sales a 20 plus album release with 
concentration on four or five albums. 

With regard to breaking LP's by 
newcomers, Dain says he has utilized 
the growth of speciality (e.g. under- 
ground) disk shops in view of the emer- 
gence of big users. These outlets, he 
notes, can be key barometers of ex- 
posure for new LP acts. 

Such dealers may be asked to stock 
a modest amount of product. The out- 
let may then be involved in radio sta- 
tion ad time financed by the label, 
but making reference to the store as 
the source for the LP. Through this 
manner, Dain explains, the label can 
determine the potential of the album 
and make a decision as whether or not 
to pursue similar tests in other cities. 

Shelby Singleton Buys Sun Label; 

Philips Part Of Full Reactivation 
NASHVILLE - The Sun label, orig- 
inal home for many of today's top 
stars, has been purchased by the 
Shelby Singleton Corp. 

In announcing the acquisition, Shelby 
Singleton, president, did not disclose 
the purchase price, but said that Sam 
Philips, founder of the label, had a- 
greed to a long-term working arrange- 
ment with the company, now to be 
known as Sun International Corp. 

The deal signals an intensive reacti- 
vation of the company. According to 
Noble J. Bell, SSC exec, there are 2700 
complete master tapes of such artists 
as Johnny Cash, Jerry Lee Lewis, 
Charlie Rich, Roy Orbison, Bill Justis, 
Carl Perkins, among others. It's to be 
recalled that Philips discovered and 
produced these acts, including Elvis 
Presley, whose Sun masters were 
turned over to RCA when Presley 
joined that label. Philips was also a 
pioneer in disk sessions in Nashville. 

The Sun masters will re -appear in 
newly designed LP packaging now 
underway. In addition, the first week 
in July will see the start of an ex- 
tensive advertising and promotion 
campaign, Singleton noted. 

Singleton said Sun had sufficient 
dates by Johnny Cash to produce 17 

Cash albums. He claimed that his 
distribs, informed of this, are order- 
ing at least 150,000 copies each when 
available. 

Singleton also said that new talent 
will emerge on the label as recorded 
by Philips, Singleton and SSC staffers. 
Sun International will now be located 
at SSC offices in Nashville, where 
SSC's sales and promotional units will 
assume these responsibilities. 

Robin Gibb: Solo 
Career & Special 
Bee Gees Projects 
NEW YORK - Robin Gibb will pursue 
a solo career and work on joint pro- 
jects with the Bee Gees, according to 
an amicable settlement reached among 
the team, Gibb and the Robert Stig- 
wood Organization. 

Under five-year deals, Gibb will be 
managed by Robert Stigwood, whose 
organization will also operate a Gibb 
music publishing firms; in addition, 
Gibb will record for Polydor (Atlantic 
in the U.S.) over a five-year span. The 
first session under the new arrange- 
ment is "Saved By the Bell," to re- 
ceive a simultaneous release in Eng- 
land and the U.S. on June 27. 

Also, Chris Hutchins becomes Gibb's 
personal manager on behalf of the 
Stigwood firm for the duration of the 
contract. 

Although claiming sales of $20 mil- 
lion in recordings placed on various 
labels, CUM hopes to release greater 
profit margins with its own indie -han- 
dled label.

$5.8 Mil In 10th Yr. 
LAS VEGAS - The 72nd Convention 
of the American Federation of Musi- 
cians opened last at the Stardust 
Hotel, highlighted by President Her- 
man Kenin's report that the AFM- 
EPW (Employers Pension and Wel- 
fare) Fund now covers 90,000 AMF 
members who perform in broadcasting 
and on phonograph recordings, motion 
pictures and other work. The Fund 
balance now stands at $331/ million, 
Kenin told the more than 1,100 dele- 
gates representing the Union's nearly 
700 locals. 

Ten years ago, in the Fund's first 
year, it received $1 million in employ- 
er contributions. "In our tenth year, 
it received $5,870,000," Kenin reported. 

Kenin also noted that membership 
in the Federation has grown to 297,000, 
up from a previous count of approxi- 
mately 280,000. 

In a wide-ranging address that 
stressed the importance of "exploration 
of new areas and new ways of doing 
things," Kenin took note of the "seri- 
ous and chronic crisis facing U.S. sym- 
phony orchestras." He urged "vigorous 
action in petitioning our government 
to increase the piddling amounts of 
money earmarked for support of the 
symphony orchestra in America." 

Kenin asked the convention to con- 
sider "a bold new program . . to pro-

Several months ago, at the Gavin 
Radio Program Conference in Vegas, 
writer -producer Jimmy Webb noted 
that, in the past few years, it has 
become possible "for the young. 
creative writer to do something orig- 
inal and unique and be recognized 
for it . . . the finest pop music that 
has ever been written at any time 
is being written today and is going 
to be written in the next five years." 
He labeled this the "parenthesis 
syndrome," explaining that the writ- 
er is the guy in parenthesis under 
the song's title. 

Our Funk and Wagnall suggests 
that a "syndrome" is "an aggregate 
set of concurrent symptoms indica- 
ting the presence and nature of a 
disease." With this in mind we sub- 
mit that the most significant syn- 
drome of the last decade in our busi- 
ness is involved with the hyphen- 
ators, those compleat artists who 
force editorial writers to pound out 
hyphen after hyphen in an effort to 
describe their blessed abilities. For 
example, Jimmy Webb is actually 
a composer -arranger -producer -singer - 
publisher.

Reno has already concluded agree- 
ments with numerous independent 
production companies for Mercury 
artists. Newly -signed soul singer 
Timothly Wilson is already in the 
studio with George Kerr, producer 
of the Hesitations and the O'Jays. 

Rare, `Total Concept' 
Prod. Firm, Opens 
NEW YORK - Rare Productions, a 
multi -media production firm (navvies, 
TV, Broadu.iy, off-Broadway. rec- 
ords) that pill lean heavily towards 
product with heavy merchandising 
potential, has been formed by Russ 
Robbins. Robbins, experienced in both 
the merchandising and screen ends 
of the business, is currently lining 
up an exec force to handle the differ- 
ent areas of exploitation, and expects 
to be in full operation by mid -Summer.

One area in particular which can, if 
handled right, provide lucrative and 
long-term sales, is the movie and TV 
soundtrack field. And one of the leading 
producers in this field is Dot's Tom 
Mack. 

From yesterday's big bands to the 
pop sounds of the 60's, music is the 
way of life for Tom Mack. Based at 
Dot Records in Hollywood, Tom has 
been with the company since it first 
established offices in California. 

Tom's recent projects include film 
soundtrack albums such as "The Odd 
Couple" and Rosemary's Baby" for 
Dot, "More Mission: Impossible" for 
Paramount Records and the upcoming 
"Paint Your Wagon" release on Para- 
mount. He is in charge of recording 
such Dot regulars as Liberace, Frankie 
Carle and The Mills Brothers, and 
handles Count Basie's Dot sessions. 

Before he joined Dot, Tom had 
directed Capitol's Custom Services 
operation and provided independent pro- 

duction assistance for a number of small 
labels. Prior to that, he had served as 
Sonny Burke's assistant at Decca for 
five years. Earlier in his career, Tom 
had been trombonist and manager for 
bands such as those led by Glenn 
Miller, Claude Thornhill and Artie Shaw. 

Jazz Days 

In his early years at Dot, Tom pro- 
duced a number of jazz sessions using 
Louis Armstrong, Paul Horn, Red Norvo 
and other prominent musicians of 
several eras, which were recently re- 
issued in new packages as "The Classic 
Collection" series. It was Tom who pro- 
duced Ken Nordine's "Word Jazz" 
albums, which today are underground 
classics. Tom also produced the sound- 
track album from "The Ten Command- 
ments," an item which is still selling 
steadily. 

Two years 'ago, Tom began his as- 
sociation with Lalo Schifrin, and has 
produced all of Lalo's Dot albums. 
Their latest collaboration, music from 
the TV series "Mannix," will be released 
soon on Paramount Records. 

The Mills Brothers have enjoyed a 
new upsurge in popularity under Tom's 
expert direction, including several chart 
singles and two albums with the Count 
Basie Orchestra. 

Always interested in new concepts for 
his artist, Tom cites the success of the 
Mills Brothers' "Cab Driver" as an 
example of how an established artist 
may enjoy even greater popularity with 
the right material. Along the same track, 
Tom has inaugurated a new series of 
recordings featuring pianist Frankie 
Carle performing atmospheric versions 
of big band hits of the '30's, '40's and 
'50's. A Count Basie album now being 
edited is a "live" performance recorded 
at the Tropicana in Las Vegas and 
featuring songs that have been high- 
lights of the Basie band's history, this 
time in updated arrangements. 

"I'm basically an album producer," 
said Tom, "but when I cut albums with 
my artists I try to make nearly every 
track a potential single." This approach 
paid off well for him last year, when he 
had four singles on the Top 100 charts - all culled from the albums.

NF:A\ YORK - Columbia Records 
has signed singer Ronnie Dyson to an 
exclusive recording contract.

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Tape Seminar Wraps Up EIA Show 
NEW YORK - The explosive impact 
of tape equipment on the entire elec- 
tronics industry was effectively noted 
by Jack Wayman who said that 90% of 
the displays at this year's Consumer 
Electronics Show featured tapes or 
tape related equipment. The staff vice 
president of EIA's consumer products 
division also stated that according to 
EIA estimates, tape factory sales 
would this year reach $11,000,000 as a 
conservative figure. 

Wayman's remarks prefaced a 
three -and -one-half hour tape seminar 
on the final day of meetings. The con- 
ference included hour-long panel dis- 
cussions on the cassette, cartridge and 
reel-to-reel configurations and a half- 
hour wrap-up regarding tape and 
accessories. 

Coexistence/Consumer Education 

Two of the major themes that were 
reflected in the separate discussions 
were the vital need for consumer ed- 
ucation on the part of tape manufac- 
turers and salesmen, and the call for 
economic coexistence among the con- 
figuration spokesmen. 

Speaking for retailers on the cas- 
sette panel, Don Lombardi (Zayre 
Corp.) brought up both issues citing a 
"fear factor" between configurations 
that has held up buying and merchan- 
dising on many levels. "There is great 
uncertainty over which form is to be 
dominant, driving the others into obso- 
lescence." He pointed to the coexis- 
tence that was early achieved between 
record manufacturers with 33/45/78 
speeds and the different sized disks. 
In conclusion, Lombardi said that the 
tape manufacturer has been too slow 
in educating the public about the ad- 
vantages of each form. Al Barsimanto 
(Crown -Industrial) stressed building 
cassette not as the "conqueror" of 
other forms, but as an electronic con- 
venience with the advantages of func- 
tioning as an educational product, an 
industrial and business aid and fast 
sales -communication aid. 

Wybo Semmelink (North American 
Philips) stressed the coexistence mo- 
tif by forecasting "no sudden death 
anywhere." As in the case of so many 
products, each innovation or alteration 
takes years to supplant its predeces- 
sors. "What we must avoid, through- 
out the industry, is getting into hip -

tributors and the Lewerke-Kaffel 
group of 5 California distributing and 
recording companies have completed 
a merger agreement to be accomplish- 
ed through an exchange of stock with 
Nat'l Tape the surviving company. 
The combined operation will serve 
more than 2.000 retailers through the 
U.S. and estimates a '69 sales volume 
in excess of $25 million. 

National, which offered its stock to 
the public in March of this year, will 
exchange shares for all the outstand- 
ing stock in California Record Distrib- 
utors, Hitsville Inc., Merit Distributing 
Corp., United Tape Corp. and the 
Vault Recording Corp. All live of these 
firms are principally owned by Jack 
Lewerke, Ralph Kaffel and Mrs. Stella 
Terr. According to National's presi- 
dent James Tiedjens, they will retain 
their current positions with the Calif. 
operations and all three will elected 
vice presidents and board members 
of National Tape. 

The California firms are to continue 
operating independently as Nat'l Tape 
Distributors, Inc. subsidiaries with no 
changes in management or staff being 
contemplated. 

A similar exchange -of -stock merger 
was effected by National earlier last 
month with Record Distributing Co. 
of Houston.

Cartridge Session 

The coexistence accent was recallec 
at the start of the second seminai 
meeting on cartridges. Oscar Kusistc

a form. 

Harold Wally (Wally's Tape City) 
showed the effectiveness of consumer 
education by describing the means he 
used in building his retail outlet. He 
also noted that by beating the custom- 
er display problems, clients would be 
able to see, feel, touch, hear and 
understand products better. This will 
not only increase impulse buying, but 
enable consumers to make up their 
own minds in making a purchase free- 
ing sales personnel and increasing 
satisfaction. 

Frank Stanton (Playtape) called for 
a reduction in the engineering hoopIL 
which is confusing the public bolt 
through standardization and simpli 
fication. Particularly important, he 
said, were the displays of adapter 
equipment which gives player units 
the ability to accept more than one 
configuration. New player configura- 
tions were predicted by the year's enc 
by James Gall (Lear -Jet) . 

During the open -reel panel discus- 
sion, both major themes were com- 
bined by Paul Van Orden (Genera 
Electric) whose view is that no con- 
figuration will be replaced for a con- 
siderable amount of time, and, al 
present, consumers who become bet- 
ter acquainted with equipment tenc 
to trade -up to reel product for excite- 
ment of editing, complexity, etc. 

He reflected the general optimism 
that was shared on all the seminar 
panels, and though the audience dwin- 
dled by the start of the reel -to -ree: 
segment, the main cause for higt 
spirits was shown in Art Gaines' (Su- 
perscope) comment that even will - 
unit sales slowing, open reel's dollar 
sales and profits continued to soar 
Gaines also noted that growth in all 
the other areas would expose new tape 
listeners and buyers who will be shift- 
ing upward for quality. "Cassettes are 
actually becoming a great help to all 
other configurations." 

Education of the consumers was the 
most widely agreed on note of the tape 
accessories group which agreed that 
this area could be used in developing 
a complete tape center concept to at- 
tract and keep customers. Don Hall 
(Ampex) opened the session with a 
parallel between tape novices and 
"the woman who drives a car and 
thinks of maintenance only in terms of 
filling it when it runs out of gas." H 

the consumer is properly acquainted 
with available accessories, the group 
concluded, they become a regular 
source of profit requiring small display 
space and having long -shelf -life beside 
being an incentive for shoppers visit- 
ing one store rather than a less fully 
supplied center.

LOS ANGELES - Tie-ins el tape 
product with two advertising drives 
have been set by the custom enter- 
tainment division of Liberty/U.A. 
Inc. The special use of tape products 
has just been arranged for campaigns 
now being activated with Norelco Inc. 
and Standard Oil of Indiana. 

In both cases, Liberty/U.A. has 
produced demonstration commercials 
from scripts supplied by the clients. 
These taped spots are to be used by 
Norelco for on -the -spot consumer in- 
troduction to the firm's new cassette 
units.

It will 
sell at the same price as standard 
packaging.

WWRL-New York: 
Grass Roots Approach To Social Ills 

Norman Mailer, recent and unsuc- 
cessful candidate for the Democratic 
nomination for the Mayoralty of New 
York, wrote in the New York Times 
that "we are out on the lottery of the 
days," arguing in his article that New 
York City was in a time of deep trouble. 
If the city were a hospital patient, 
Mailer implied, its condition would be 
critical. 

Public Service 
WWRL-New York, a 5,000 watt radio 

station that broadcasts 24 -hours -a -day, 
seven days a week to serve the black 
community, is attempting to minister 
to the patient's condition. The outlet's 
public service programming is not re- 
legated to Sundays, traditionally the 
day upon which most stations air 
broadcasts considered to be in the pub- 
lic interest. Throughout the week, 
WWRL broadcasts "Job Opportunities," 
a program on which various business 
organizations buy time and list job 
openings. This feature is programmed 
in three -minute segments between rec- 
ords, once every 90 minutes. 

Another daily WWRL public service 
program is "Social Whirl," also aired 
every 90 minutes in three -minute seg- 
ments. WWRL offers free publicity to 
any non-profit organization, such as 
churches and other groups that are in- 
volved in projects of interest to the 
outlet's listeners. 

WWRL's Music 
WWRL's music is selected on the 

basis of the material, not the artist, 
says Jerry Boulding, operations man- 
ager, who determines the length of the 
playlist. The station programs 45 sin- 
gles, including hitbounds, with five or 
six instrumentals added for balance. 
Three oldies are spun every hour, and 
six to eight oldies receive airplay on 
weekends. These oldies consist of "su- 
per old" and "gold oldies," and are 
part of WWRL's extensive oldies li- 
brary. Overall, the station's record li- 
brary includes about 1,400 disks. The 
heavy WWRL personality line-up is: 
Gregory (6-10 a.m.), Hal Atkins (10 a.m. 
-2 p.m.), Jerry Bledsoe (2-6 p.m.), Al 
Gee (6-10 p.m.), Gary Byrd (midnight 
to 6 a.m.), and weekend personality 
Jeff Troy. 

A major WWRL music feature is 
"Weekend Spectacular," which, over a 
three-day period, airs selected cuts 
from the albums of the artist being 
spot-lighed that weekend. WWRL 
initiated "Weekend Spectacular" a 
month ago. 

'Household Hints' 
Alma John, who has been director of 

women's programming at WWRL for 
16 years, is the hostess of another im- 
portant community service program, 
'Iloi schnld hints.' On this broadcast, 

Alma John advises women on how to 
get the most value for their money 
when they are shopping. She warns 
them against credit traps and offers 
information about proper dieting pro- 
cedures as well as various other health 
hints. Mrs. John recently took 30 
youngsters on a trip to Washington, 
where they visited Representative 
Shirley Chisholm (D. -New York) and 
Adam Clayton Powell. The visitors 
also saw the home of Frederick Doug- 
lass, 19th century Negro leader, jour- 
nalist, and statesman. 

Part of WWRL's commitment to its 
listeners involves the station's "Soul 
Truck," which drives throughout New 
York City and New Jersey, hosting 
band concerts and trying to keep New 
York cool during the potentially ex- 
plosive summer months. The WWRL 
air personalities riding the Soul Truck 
lead block parties in the ghetto areas 
of the city and have brought messages 
of hope for social change to as many 
as 1,700 youths at a single block party. 

An additional WWRL public service 
feature,"Tell It Like It Is," is broadcast 
on Sundays from 4-5:30 p.m. A tele- 
phone talk show, this program has had 
guests ranging from current Mayor 
John Lindsay to representatives of the 
militant Black Panthers. "Tell It Like 
It Is" is hosted by Bernie McCain. 

WWRL news director Dick London 
heads a news staff of five reporters, 
four of whom hold college degrees. Op- 
erations manager Jerry Boulding des- 
cribes the integrated WWRL news team 
as broadcast journalists rather than 
deejays filling in as newsmen. WWRL 
maintains a completely equipped mo- 
bile unit containing a telephone and a 
two-way radio. At 20 minutes after the 
hour, the outlet programs headlines, 
and at 20 minutes before the hour 
there are five to six minutes of news. 
WWRL receives feeds from UPI and 
AP. 

'A Tale Of Two Cities' 
Jerry Boulding, speaking of WWRL, 

uses the phrase "A Tale of Two Cit- 
ies," a phrase that has been heard at 
the station's Woodside -studios to define 
WWRL's relationship to New York. The 
outlet has a large audience composed 
of both blacks and whites; WWRL is 
a major New York media that aims at 
a dialogue between blacks and whites. 
It is perhaps not irrelevant to conclude 
this piece by noting that tapes of mu- 
sic played over WWRL are included in 
the soundtrack of "Midnight Cowboy," 
a film that deals with the alienation of 
strangers in New York City, who, al- 
though they are white, are neverthe- 
less cut off from an urban society that 
has neither the time nor the greatness 
of heart to care whether they live or 
die. 

KHJ To Spin 
CB Deejay Poll 
Winners June 28 

For the fifth successive year KHJ- 
Radio in Los Angeles will be "saluting 
the nation's deejays" with a special 
four-hour broadcast previewing the 
winners of the annual Cash Box D. J. 
poll. Once again Sam Riddle will be the 
jock naming the winners while playing 
their most successful sides of the past 
year. Show is set for Saturday morn- 
ing, June 28th. Categories will include 
"Most Programmed Records," "Most 
Programmed Albums," "Most Pro- 
grammed Males, Females, Instrumen- 
talists, Groups and Orchestras" as 
well as "Most Promising Females, 
Males, Orchestras, Instrumentalists 
and Vocal Groups." 

Unusual We To Pulsar 
NEW YORK - Pulsar Records, the 
Los Angeles -based label manufactured 
and distributed by Mercury Records, 
has signed a ten -member contemporary 
vocal group from Los Angeles named 
the Unusual We. In announcing the deal, Pulsar president Irwin Garr said 
the group would soon record an LP in 
Los Angeles. 

TAKING A REHEARSAL BREAK is 
16 -year -old Karen Wyman, as she chats with Ed Sullivan, on whose show she appeared on June 22. The TV'er was the first of five appearances she will make on the Ed Sullivan Show, and enthusiastic response to her singing led to Decca's offering her a huge advance guarantee. Karen is managed by Ken Greengrass, and is signed to Green - 
Dgrass' 

B&K Records, released through ecca. She is expected to begin re- cording next month. 

Radio News Report 

WWDC-Washington spurred Con- 
gressional reaction with its documen- 
tary of the D. C. ambulance problem, 
and an accompanying series of editori- 
als. Lawrence J. Hogan of the U. S. 
House of Representative (R., Md.) 
commended WWDC in the House for 
its "enlightened public service in bring- 
ing to the public's attention through a 
series of searching reports, the prob- 
lems related to ambulance service in 
Washington, D. C." Hogan urged his 
fellow congressmen to study the docu- 
mentary and editorials particularly as 
they discharged their "legislative re- 
sponsibility for the District of Colum- 
bia." WWDC newsman Ross Simpson 
researched, wrote, and presented the 
12 -part documentary, which was aired 
over a two-week period after exhaus- 
tive study of the problems. The broad- 
casts were based on interviews with 
city officials, ambulance crewmen, 
hospital personnel, and actual emer- 
gency runs with Simpson aboard Am- 
bulance #7 on Washington streets. An 
overload of ambulance calls that are 
not true emergencies was revealed by 
Simpson's in-depth probing. Much am- 
bulance time is taken up with simple 
transportation or "taxi" runs as they 
are called, while persons who are 
seriously injured or ill must wait long 
periods in some cases, until one of the 
10 ambulances serving Washington is 
free. Often long hours elapse between 
the call for help, the study showed, and 
the ambulance arrival. Investigation 
revealed that, at the center of the 
problem, is the need for some authority 
to define an emergency, and to screen 
ambulance requests so that true emer- 
gencies will have priority. 

PORTRAIT OF' PEOPLE RADIO:

with controls manned through closed 
circuit television.

MOTHERS OF INVENTION 
CHICAGO - YOUNGBLOODS 

FILLMORE EAST, N. Y. - "Art Is 
anything you can get away with," said 
Marshall McLuhan. Perhaps that 
quote, flashed upon the big Fillmore 
Screen by the very artistic Joshua 
Light Show during the Mothers Of In- 
ventions' concert here last weekend, 
should have read: "Rock is anything 
you can get away with," Frank Zappa. 

You can put me down for being an 
uncultured clod, Frank, and I'll take 
it gracefully. I like rock. I like to 
watch you put the Mothers thru their 
paces, using your entire body as a 
baton, twisting and shaping the music 
as the inspiration strikes you. I like to 
hear your satiric takeoffs on 1950's 
group rock, and I even like to hear 
your straight renditions of 1950's group 
rock (although the loss of Ray Collins' 
voice takes some of the edge off your 
vocal group sound) . But seriously, 
Frank. A ballet for electric oboe and 
bassoon and other woodwinds, with 
two Mothers leaping around on stage 
and running up and down the aisles, 
that's a little too much. (That was the 
opening number for Friday's late 
show. Saturday's late show featured 
a similar, but somehow better sound- 
ing version, without the choreography) 

If you're going to get into classical 
music (and there's no reason you 
shouldn't) , let everybody know about 
it in advance. Maybe you should pre- 
plan your programs the way the really 
big orchestras do, and put big ads in 
the Sunday Times saying "Come see 
Frank Zappa conduct the Mothers in 
a new work for comb, gong and rattle". 
After all, how would you like it if 
Bernstein started singing "Sunshine 
Of Your Love" in the middle of a 
Beethoven program? 

The only thing that bothered us 

about the Youngbloods v'.:is that their 
set \I too short. (Although Bill Gra- 
ham or Kip Cohen, wisely let them 
play an extra -long set) . The Young- 
bloods have always been into country 
music, but there used to be a large 
dose of heavy, loud rock thrown in 
which never seemed to blend well. 
Last week, as in their previous Fill- 
more appearance several months ago, 
the trio poured forth a fragile, yet 
solid stream of music that seemed to 
envelop the audience in peace. Even 
their gifted improvisation was delicate. 
"Let's Get Together," a tune off the 
first Youngbloods' LP, was their en- 
core. The tune is finally taking its 
place on the Top 100 charts and the 
next time the Youngbloods appear at 
the Fillmore, it should be as head- 
liners. 

One of Chicago's key voices was 
silenced recently when bass player 
Peter Cetera had his jaw broken at 
Los Angeles' Dodger Stadium last 
month. The loss has apparently af- 
fected the group greatly, for they 
failed to live up to the word of mouth 
that preceded them. Though several 
of the tunes, including the opener. 
struck me as excellent, most of the 
material was weak. Though Chicago 
has horns, and uses them well, their 
emphasis is on the rhythm section. 
Their instrumentation was at most 
times good, but every so often dropped 
down several notches, carrying my 
head with it. Not a very good feeling. 
Chicago attempts more that most big 
rock groups (with one notable excep- 
tion) , and even though they seem to 
succeed more than most, their ratio 
of attempts -successes is not as high 
as it should be.

VARIOUS PLACES AROUND N.Y. - 
Some expectedly good performances, 
some surprises and some .letdowns 
are always a part of the average mu- 
sical week in this city, and last week 
was no exception. 

David Rea, former guitarist with 
Ian & Sylvia, has been out on his own 
for some urne now, but somehow I 

always seemed to arrive after his per- 
formance was over. I finally caught up 
with him at the Cafe Au Go Go. He 
was my surprise for last week. In addi- 
tion to being an exceptionally fine 
guitarist, and possessing a distinctive 
and enjoyable voice, Rea stands out 
as a writer and picker of material. 
His forte is humorous country -blues 
and some of his songs verge on recita- 
tion. His use of the instrumental por- 
tion of "Wildwood Flower" as a back- 
drop to a song about wildweeds (the 
smoking kind) was especially catch- 
ing. 

The McCoys, back home at Steve 
Paul's Scene, have gotten even deeper 
into the blues idiom than we expected. 
Coupled with their talent for writing 
top -grade material, their instrumental 
xpertise makes them the most en- 

joyable American blues -oriented group 
we've seen yet. One late night jam we 
:aught found Buddy Miles sitting in on 
it an and it was pure dynamite.

The group, which can also do some 
nice things on their own, gave Slim a 
good cushion to display his talents 
against, and the vet blues singer/ 
guitarist took full advantage. 

The Motions, another Dutch group, 
may be very big in their own coun- 
try, but they still have a lot to learn 
before their ready for the U.S. Their 
original material is weak, and their 
readings of American hits, such as the 
Rascals' "You Better Run," while 
having some good points, soon begins 
to grow thin. 

The New York Rock & Roll Ensem- 
ble were on the second day of their 
engagement when we caught them at 
the Bitter End. They've incorporated 
the material from their new album, 
"Faithful Friends" (due out this week) 
into their act, but aside from that they 
have not changed much. The interest- 
ing thing about the Ensemble continues 
to be their use of classical instru- 
ments and themes in a semi -rock 
form, and though it's a gimmick, it's 
a good one. Their long, two -move- 
ment vocal interpretation of "The 
Brandenburg" (current single) struck 
us nicely, as did "Wait Till Tomorrow" 
and the title tune of the album. 

On the same bill were Kenny Ran- 
kin and Jerry Merrick, combining their 
talents for the first time. Both Rankin 
and Merrick are talented songwriters, 
and although they support each other 
with guitar work and some harmony, 
they perform their own material in- 
dividually. Rankin's soft voice and 
the amazing ways he can use it, im- 
pressed me as it has in the past, but 
Merrick's voice didn't have quite the 
same effect. Perhaps with a little 
work they will click solidly as a team. 
but for the moment we prefer Rankin 
as a solo.

THE WHO 
POCO 

BONZO DOG BAND 
THE MAGIC CIRCUS, L. A. - One of 
the most potent nights of rock enter- 
tainment in some time took place open- 
ing night at a new club, the Magic Cir- 
cus, currently housed in the Holly- 
wood Palladium. Lawrence Welk's 
usual stomping ground became the 
showcase for The Who, Poco, and the 
Bonzo Dog Band. 

Thw Bonzos were making their ini- 
tial American rock club appearance 
and if they get half the reaction else- 
where that they got here, they'll easily 
conquer America. They're the British 
counterparts of the Mothers of Inven- 
tion-featuring some of the strongest 
parody and satire ever presented in 
pop ... all done with that sence of sly. 
mocking British humor. Led by the in- 
famous Vivian Stanshall, the Imperial 
group went through the history of pop- 
ular music, from the crooning of Frank 
Sinatra to the love-raunch-rock songs 
of Richie Valens and Elvis Presley. 
Stanshall is a master of mimickry, in- 
tonation, and pantomine and his five 
cohorts gave him quite ample backing. 
Their "oldie" lyrics are masterful 
("from the canyons of your heart, to 
the ventricles of your love ... ") , as is 
the variety of their presentation, en- 
compassing instrumentation (about 20 
different instruments), props (speech 
bubbles, bubble machines dedicated 
to Lawrence Welk) , makeup and cos- 
tumes. 

Poco came on next and proved that 
Buffalos still roam . members of 
the Buffalo Springfield, that is. Richie 

Furay and Jim Messina of the former 
group lead a four man contingent that 
seems to have as much fun perform- 
ing as the audience does watching. The 
group performed material from their 
new Epic album, employing rockified 
country through some of the richest 
harmonies ever heard. Particularly 
noteworthy was improvisational pro- 
wess of Rusty Young on pedal steel 
guitar. 

The Minute the Who came on, the 
audience rushed the stage and stayed 
within inches of the group the rest of 
the evening ... witnessing one of the 
greatest exhibitions of rock ever pre- 
sented locally. 

The Who performed about 90% of 
their new rock -opera, "Tommy", the 
story of a deaf, dumb, and blind boy 
and it came off even better than their 
Decca recording. This, of course, was 
due to the tremendous visual effect of 
Peter Townshend's guitar chord bash- 
ing, Roger Daltry's lasso -like micro- 
phone swinging, and the blazing drum- 
ming of mad Keith Moon. Between 
the musical tightness of "Tommy" as 
an opera and the inherent tightness of 
-the Who as a group, the fusion of the 
two becomes an instant classic. Fol- 
lowing "Tommy", the group bowed 
out as they came in ... in a blaze of 
good, of rock and roll, with "Summer- 
time Blues", "Shaking All Over", and 
a long, extended version of "Magic 
Bus".

International attractions include: top 

row: Sandie Shaw, Melanie and Dusty Springfield: next row Maynard Ferguson Big Band, Gilbert Becaud and the Rhoda 

Scott Trio. Also on the bill are the Flirtations and the Breakaways. The festival is founded by the Sounding Music; organi- 

zer is Lou van Rees. 

Cash Box - June 28, 1969 
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The Rolling Stones are readying a 
number of personal and television ap- 
pearances, ending a prolonged spell 
away from the public eye. They are 
due for concerts at Rome's Colosseum 
on June 25th and 26th, and their per- 
formances will be filmed under the 
supervision of an unnamed Italian di- 
rector for global distribution to TV net- 
works. Apparently there is to be no 
admission charge for the public attend- 
ing the dates. Lead guitarist Brian 
Jones has left the group because of his 
disagreement with the type of material 
Mick Jagger and Keith Richard are 
writing for its repertoire. He has been 
replaced by 20 -year -old Mick Taylor 
(from the Fleetwood Mac) whose first 
date with the Stones was a telerecord- 
ing for David Frost's American TV 
series. The parting with Jones is re- 
ported to have been amicable and is 
the first personnel change in the group 
since its rise to fame and the selling 
of an estimated total of over 43 million 
records throughout the world. A new 
Stones single is in the offing, and the 
group plans a London concert some 
time in July. Jagger's hair will be 
trimmed and he will wear a false beard 
for his impending movie role as Aus- 
tralian bushranger Ned Kelly. 

Warner Brothers -Seven Arts Rec- 
ords and publishing operation is now 
installed at 69 New Oxford Street, Lon- 
don, W.C.1, adjacent to the premises 
of the Dick James group of companies. 
WB -Seven Arts London disk chief Ian 
Ralfini has named Mike Everett as 
marketing manager with effect July 
1st. 35 -year -old Everett has been sales 
manager at Philips Records and has a 
total of six years service with that 
company. Terry Stanley is financial 
controller for both WB -Seven Arts Rec- 
ords and publishing, having come to 
the post after holding a similar posi- 
tion at MGM Records, and Mike Willis 
is in charge of TV and radio promo- 
tion after experience with CBS Rec- 
ords and a music newspaper. As pre- 
viously reported, Frank Shaw is copy- 
right manager for WB -Seven Arts pub- 
lishing after occupying the same posi- 
tion with Ardmore and Beechwood: 
Carole Chapman from Apple is Ral- 
fini's personal assistant, and Des 
Brown from MGM is handling press 
and promotion. WB -Seven Arts is final- 
ising its first album releases under the 
new set-up. 

"Get Back" by the Beatles was 
voted top of the international pops 

in "European Pop Jury" broadcast 
earlier this month. Runners up were 
"Proud Mary" by Creedence Clear- 
water, "Dizzy" by Tommy Roe, and 
"Israelites" by Desmond Dekker. The 
contest was organised by the Euro- 
pean Broadcasting Union jointly with 
the BBC, and the program reached 
12 million listeners in Britain, West 
Germany, Belgium, Italy, France, 
Sweden, Finland and Norway. Each 
country entered two records of its 
choice selected from its current hit 
parade, one of which had to be by a 
national of that country. "Get Back" 
was entered by the Northern Europe 
group of Norway, Sweden and Fin- 
land; "Proud Mary" by Belgium; 
"Dizzy" by Great Britain; and "Israel- 
ites" by Germany. Voting was by 1,600 
people comprising the combined studio 
audiences of the eight participating 
countries operating push buttons, and 
David Gell was the London compere. 

Basil Margrave has been named gen- 
eral manager of the Fidelity group's 
Advance complex of movie and record- 
ing studios worth £1,500,000 which are 
due to open in north London at the 
end of the year. Margrave was for- 
merly general manager of Century 21 
Toys and Publishing, a subsidiary of 
Associated TeleVision, and has also 
been production administrative con- 
troller and director of Pye Records, 
assistant to the ABC TV program con- 
troller, and production manager at 
Southern TV. 

"Promises, Promises," the Burt 
Bacharach-Hal David stage musical, 
will open at the Prince of Wales Theat- 
er in the fall, probably October. United 
Artists is releasing the Broadway cast 
album on June 27th, and A&M is issu- 

ing a Burt Bacharach single of "I'll 
Never Fall In Love Again" on that 
date together with an LP containing 
that title and three others from the 
show. Hal David is expected in Lon- 
don at the end of July in connection 
with casting the British production, 
and there is a possibility that Marlene 
Dietrich may also play a London sea- 
son concurrent with the show with 
Bacharach supervising musical ar- 
rangements for both. The music for 
"Promises, Promises" will be pub- 
lished here by Blue Seas Music and 
.Jac Music which are administered by 
Franklyn Boyd Music. 

Mike Vernon, Blue Horizon chairman 
and producer, flew to the States June 
22nd for a month's recording schedule 
with the label's American artists. In 
New York he is recording an album 
by Garfield Love with Sonny Free- 
man's orchestra, a Downhome LP fea- 
turing Guitar Crusher, Benny Fergu- 
son, and Detroit Washboard Willie, 
and an album and single by the 18 - 
voice Brooklyn Gospel Singers. Ver- 
non will also record Otis Spann, Gate - 
mouth Brown, Curley Mayes and 
Clarence "Frogman" Henry. 

Hopes that the Arts Council might 
come to the rescue of any BBC or- 
chestras axed in the Corporation's im- 
pending reorganisation were dashed by 
Arts Council chairman Lord Goodman. 
He said the Council was "deeply con- 
cerned" about the future of some BBC 
orchestras, but had no spare funds with 
which to subsidise them. 

Peter Sarstedt has begun writing a 
musical set in the old American West 
for impresario Michael Codron. He 
will work on both the storyline and the 
music and songs, but no firm date for 
fruition has yet been set. Sarstedt is 
also penning the main theme song for 
the forthcoming movie "In Search Of 
Gregory" starring Julie Christie which 
will be premiered in the fall. Sarstedt 
will probably record the song for use 
in the soundtrack and as a single. 

The £176,000 Maltings concert hall 
at Snape, venue for the annual Alde- 
burgh Festival, has been gutted by 
fire, and this year's Festival has had 
to be staged at hurriedly improvised 
alternative locations, mostly local 
churches. The Maltings became re- 
nowned during its short life for its ex- 
cellent acoustics, and classical record- 
ings and a TV jazz series took place 
there. The hall was fully insured, and 
composer Benjamin Britten, closely 
associated with the Maltings and the 
Aldeburgh Festival, said that it would 
be restored in time for next year's 
event. 

World Record Club has been pleas- 
antly surprised by the strong -selling 
custom for "Lady Be Good," an al- 
bum featuring historic performances 
by Fred and Adele Astaire and George 
Gershwin at the piano. The LP is part 
of WRC's series of vintage reissues 
featuring stars like Peter Dawson, 
Binnie Hale, George Formby, Cicely 
Courtneidge and Jack Hulbert. WRC 
will shortly release an LP comprising 
original recordings of songs used in 
"Oh! What A Lovely War" with the 
movie's director Richard Attenborough 
reading some Great War poetry.

Musician Union 'Advice' Helps 
Get U.S. Musicians Off Eng. TV 
LONDON - Acting on the advice of 
the Musicians Union, the Department 
of Employment and Productivity, has 
imposed a ban on American musicians 
appearing on British television during 
visits to this country. First victims of 
the new restriction were The Ohio Ex- 
press, who arrived June 12 for a three- 
week tour and were due to appear in 
BBC TV's "Top of the Pops" the same 
evening. Their agent, Geoffrey Frank- 
lyn, said "The group feels they have 
been victimized over something they 
had nothing to do with. They were 

not told about the TV ban until they 
arrived in Britain but they will con- 
tinue their tour." Hitherto, the 
Musicians Union and their transat- 
lantic counterparts, the American 
Federation of Musicians, have per- 
mitted visiting groups to make two 
television appearances. Now the 
Musicians Union has advised the De- 
partment of Employment and Pro- 
ductivity to prevent any British TV 
dates by American musicians until 
the Musicians Union reaches an 
agreement with the A.F.M.

EDITORIAL 

Where Are We Going; Where Have We Been? 

After running along the same theme for a succes- 
sion of editorials, operators may be wondering about 
our preoccupation with what we call the "leisure 70's"; 
why, like Paul Revere, we run around warning the 
trade to get ready for the leisure boom. Sure, every- 
one by now recognizes the fact that more leisure hours, 
with more money available to spend enjoying those 
leisure hours, will be given to the average American 
in the immediate years ahead, but just how do juke- 
box and games operators exploit the boom to make 
more money. Honest question. 

Well, to answer it, let's look back over the years to 
see what the trade has accomplished up till now. For 
one thing, it's provided the proverbial "poor man's 
opera", the coin phonograph, to entertain Joe Citizen 
during his leisure hours. You sometimes wonder why 
they don't turn on the radio instead (and wouldn't 
they do just that if it weren't for the jukebox). Well, 
you can't select the tunes you want to hear (or the 
girl wants to hear) on the radio. That's why the juke- 
box has succeeded. The trade has also given the 
location customer the most convenient way of all to 
compete in sport with his friends, while still holding 

onto a beer with one hand. We've given him the pin - 

game, the shuffle alley, the coin table, the target 
rifle, the ... well, we've given it. 

Games and music boxes . . . there they are. Some 
of them belong to you. They make money. Up till now, 
we've done pretty good entertaining the folks. During 
the leisure decade we'll do even better, by sheer weight 
of numbers, if nothing else. But the question is, how 
much more could be made with the equipment and 
knowledge at hand to grab off a better share of that 
buck . . . grab off part of that leisure dollar that will 
be spent at the movies, on the beach, for travel, 
vacationing, gardening, etc. etc.?
