UP FROM ROCK’N ROLL

In this day and time when many
country artists are looking for that
big record that will "go pop", I guess
I’m unusual. I started out in rock and
roll and worked my way up to Country.

All the time I was singing rock and
roll, I wanted to record Country. I even
asked the label I was recording for
at the time to let me do Country under
my real name (Harold Jenkins). But
it took the courage of Owen Bradley
to let me do my first real Country
recording sessions.
Once during the R & R days, I

stopped by WSM Radio to visit with
Ralph Emery on his all-night show. I

was thrilled over a Ray Price record-
ing of one of my songs, WALK ME TO
THE DOOR. I told Ralph of my desire
to sing Country, and he really didn’t

As a producer of hit recordings, he
has an uncanny ability to recognize
the potential of a song and to match it

with just the right artist at just the
right time. The national trade listings

of Country singles and albums testify

to his phenomenal success. In an in-

dustry where the only constant is con-
stant change, Owen Bradley-produced
singles and albums are continually
represented among the national best
sellers and at the top of the Country
charts.

While keeping a roster of successful
artists in sales contention, he has
managed to nourish and build a new
group of superstars. Realizing that
all artists eventually reach a plateau
in sales, Owen has insured the future
success of our Country artists by con-
stantly grooming promising young
talent. The very number of artists with
which he is involved and whose ca-
reers he is helping to build is stagger-
ing. Yet each of them gets his full

share of attention and effort. A lesser
man would have stumbled under the
load years ago, but with Owen the
challenge of this millstone is the ex-
citement and stimulation of his life.

A wise man once said, "If you have
something that must be done, give it

to a busy man ”. Owen Bradley is proof
of the truth in this philosophy. In ad-
dition to his duties to Decca and the
artists he records, he manages to find
time to devote to various civic organi-
zations, fund-raising projects and in-

during the recent Country sales meet-
ing attests, Owen Bradley is the "Big-
gest Country Giant Of Them All ”.

believe I could, although IT’S ONLY
MAKE BELIE’VE was and still is a
favorite with the Country audience. He
handed me a guitar and said, “Okay,
Conway, show me you can sing Coun-
try." So I did. I sang every Hank
Williams song I could think of. He still

talks about it every time I go to see
him. I had a ball that night!

And I still enjoy singing Country
songs and performing for Country
fans. I can’t really say I ever enjoyed
working on a rock and roll show. The
music was too loud. The audience was
too loud. I don’t think they every heard
a word I sang. On Country shows, I

feel that I’m really communicating
with the audience. It’s a two-way
street and that’s the way I like it.

At any rate, I feel quite at home in

Country music. It’s where my roots
are. And I’m grateful to Owen Bradley
and Decca Records for giving me this
chance to do what I’ve always wanted
to do. I appreciate, too, the acceptance
by the fans and the industry.

In case anyone wonders, as far as
I’m concerned I’m home to stay.

well heeled, so I told them if it would
help them in their venture, they could
just pay me when times got better, for

I’d never had anything anyway. Well,

it seemed that everybody who tried

out for Decca hit the jackpot, and my
check came in and they’ve been com-
ing in ever since. And, Decca soon had
a pile of money that a show dog
couldn’t jump over—and business at

Decca has consistently grown bigger
and bigger.

I took the money from “Nobody’s
Darlin’ ” and bought a farm that now
connects two municipalities—Shreve-
port and Bossier City.

better than I ever hoped for. So was

Since I’ve been in the Land of the
Country Giants for only a few short
weeks, I consider it a distinct honor
to be already considered an authority
on Country promotion. Decca Records
has long been recognized as a leader
in the Country record industry; and
I’m especially excited about the oppor-
tunity they have given me.
The promotion man’s job just starts

when he calls on a radio station. In
order for him to do the complete job,
he has to know his market, know the
program directors, music directors,
and disc jockeys at all stations in his
territory. Additionally, he must know
the sales potential of each type of
record, whether Country, MOR, rock,
R & B or classical. He has to stay in

constant touch with all record outlets.
In order to build an image for the
label he is representing, the promo-
tion man must first build a rapport
for himself with the people he calls
on. No matter how great the company

he is representing, the service he
gives, the follow-through (and this is

so vital) will determine the reputation
of the label in his area. The company
is only as good as the people who
represent it. All available information
he has about the product he is repre-
senting and what is happening in other
markets should be passed on to the
radio stations and record outlets in his
market so they are completely in-
formed about what is happening.

It has been said that Country promo-
tion is easier than pop promotion.
Maybe this is true and maybe it isn’t.

The one thing a promotion man, who
is working all types of product, should
keep in mind is that Country stations
need and must have the same type
of service and respect as any other
type of station.

Country music is happening today
bigger and better than ever before
because of a lot of hard work by a
lot of devoted people. As these same
people keep working harder, and we
add new people with the same kind
of enthusiasm, it can only get bigger.

With the promotion of Chic Doherty
to National Country Sales Manager
and my appointment as National Coun-
try Promotion Manager and our not
being involved in any other areas,
Decca Records has once again proven
its leadership in the Country field.

If there is a trend in music today,
it is toward more and more apprecia-
tion for and acceptance of Country
music.

Decca has a field force dedicated to

the success of Country product, and we
intend to stay ahead of the trend and
to help everyone involved in the mar-
keting of recorded product take full

advantage of the ever-increasing mar-
ket for Country records and tapes.

Boots and saddles are back in the
Universal prop department: fringed
jackets have gone to rock and spurs to
Hell’s Angels. It was inevitable.
“Country” and “Western” have part-
ed. Amiably, nevertheless, parted.
Country music has simply become too
big for C & W type casting. Especially
when casting type. No longer must a
country ad or album cover look coun-
try. I don’t necessarily mean overly
contemporary designs—but now that
Country music has sort of “gone up-
town”, the graphics must, too.

We’re all basically in the business of
sales. And if what we do visually can
enhance the saleability of a package,
then we’ve done our job. After selling
$1,500,000.00 worth of product during
Loretta Lynn’s January promotion, we
could have let Loretta rest on her lau-
rels in preparing her June LP. Instead,

we flew her to New York for a “new
look photography session. We even
called in one of the top theatrical cos-
meticians and stylists for the occasion.

We flew Bill Anderson to Los An-
geles for photography at Universal
City studios, then followed Conway
Twitty, Peggy Sue, and Ernest Tubb to
Houston to be photographed at the
“world’s largest country dance”. We
also travelled in Jack Greene’s bus,
gathering shots for his unprecedented
full-color gate-fold “Greatest Hits” al-
bum. Jerry Smith made it big with his
first Decca release, the non-country
sounding, “Drivin’ Home”. We follow-
ed up with non-country looking full

page ads.

And so it goes. Supporting artists
every day in many ways. Different
strokes for different folks. Make that
different strokes for different Country
folks. And it’s a big Country!

THE COUNTRY AUDIENCE—THE SAME ONLY DIFFERENT

I have just come back from a con-

cert tour of Europe with Conway, Bill

and Jan, Doyle and Teddy Wilburn
and sister Peggy Sue. I found out one
thing—the same thing I’ve been find-

ing out everywhere I go; People are

pretty much the same everywhere you
go.

They may not understand what the
heck you’re up there singing about, but
they sure must be able to feel it—you
can see that much in the expressions
on their faces and in the way they
shout and applaud. People all over the
world have the same desires, needs
and disappointments—the folks in Oslo,
Norway, are very similiar to the folks

in Louisville, Kentucky. They enjoy
music that tells them how they feel in

London just as much as they do in

Charlotte.

There are many secrets to success-
ful communication with your audience
—and I am not about to tell you all of

mine. I think the key to this communi-
cation is to be honest with them—tell

it like it is. Let them know you under-
stand what they feel and how they feel

it. I guess the big secret is to make
them believe—to convince them—that

you’re not just singing about it, you’ve
been there, too. (It’s not hard to do
when you really have been there and
they know it.) But, above all, tell your
audience about it simply and without
pulling any punches.

If you’re going to sing about a bar-
room, make them see it, feel it, even
smell it. Transport them mentally to a
bar. The same holds true for any other
subject. Never take a real situation

and make it into a fairy tale—they’ll
know you’re putting them on and tear
you up in a minute!

Country music if my life. I guess I

love to sing more than anything else

in life (next to my family, that is!).

There is nothing greater than the com-
munication, feeling, love and warmth
I establish with my audiences. When I

sing a sad number and I start to cry,

I know I have reached the hearts of

the folks out front when I see them dab
their eyes with a hanky or rub their

noses with a hand (and those men are
the worst: they always try to hide the
fact that you got through to them! )

.

Country singing is love when you get
right down to the nitty gritty of it all.

And emotion. And feeling. I always try

to be just myself in the songs I write
and in the way I sing them. I love peo-

ple and I love performing for them.
Living on a bus can be mighty close

quarters and some of the rules we have
to follow seem quite stupid. But in the
long run they work and we learn to

stay out of each other’s way—you get
to know when the company wants
company and when they want to be
alone to think and write. The nicest
thing is that we are all one big happy
family on The Loretta Lynn Show.
That’s an important thing, too. Yes, we
work hard, tough grinds, but it is sat-

isfying. That makes it all worth while.

When we do a show, we have lots of

fun, too—and we want everybody in

the audience to have fun with us. They
usually do—even when they cry!

HITTING THE ROAD AGAIN

Sometimes you arrive in a town and
you see a banner hanging across the
main street or a large poster saying,
“Welcome Kitty Wells — the Queen
of Country Music” — and you look
around you at all the tired faces as
you bump along and peek out the win-
dow at all the folks wondering “Who’s
the stranger?” and let me tell you:
YOU DON’T REALLY FEEL LIKE A
QUEEN.

There are many times when I don’t
feel like royalty. One of the few times
that I do is after a song in some far-

away place when the audience gets to
their feet and applaud and shout their
approval. This embrace from people
I don’t even know, but people I love
so dearly, is all the royalty I’ll ever
want. There is nothing like a satisfied
audience — nothing in the world.

Satisfaction has become a big part
of my musical life with Johnny. We
try to give it — and we sure do love
to get it from them when we do. We
have been working the road for over
25 years. These have been very won-
derful and rewarding years for us.
The only really bad part was that we
had to leave the children at home. The
summer months, however, are great
because then they could travel with
us. Oh yes, they were always a part
of the show. All three — Ruby, Bobby
and Carol Sue — have always enjoyed
getting their feet wet out there on the
stage. They are happy when they en-
tertain. Happiness is important, no
matter what you do in life. I guess
Country artists can appreciate this
most for there is nothing better than
working before a grand bunch of
people — and that’s what Country
audiences are.

Ruby and Carol Sue were recorded
as a duet when they were barely in

their teens. Bobby also recorded as a
single when he was in his late teens.
After high school Ruby and Bobby be-
gan traveling as regulars with the
show, then Bobby moved out to Cali-
fornia where he played the part of

“Little Willie” for four years in the
popular television series “McHale’s
Navy.”

All three of the “kids” are married
now and have families of their own.
Ruby still works the road with us and
all the children — and grandchildren— appear with us from time to time
on our syndicated television show.

I must admit that the road gets
hectic at times, especially when you
travel 200 days out of a year and on
some of those days you have to cover
seven to eight hundred miles to the
next concert. But the applause and
appreciation we get from our fans
makes the sleepless hours and driving— worthwhile. We have never been
able to get over how we are treated
when we arrive. The Decca promotion
men take us to visit the DJ’s who have
helped make us what we are today.
And, let me tell you, there is nothing
like a Country DJ to really make you
feel at home. It’s nice to know they
remember — that they still care.

ARE COUNTRY SONGS
REALLY THAT DIFFERENT?

When people ask me what I believe
to be the greatest attribute a Country
music songwriter can have, I usually
surprise them by answering, “empa-
thy”.

I say this because a Country song
is by and large a song about people . . .

about their feelings, their emotions,
their dreams, and their failures. A
Country song is primarily based on
lyrical content rather than on a beat
or a sound. Its purpose is to “commu-
nicate” . . . to say something that its

listener can identify with . . . to estab-
lish a “people to people” relationship.
And for a Country writer to write this

type of song he’d either have to have
done an awful lot of “livin’’ (which
he may have! !! ) or know and under-
stand the innermost feelings of those
who have.

Skeptics have been heard to say
that Country songs only have three
themes: booze, love triangles and the
impoverished conditions into which
one was born. Country themes, in re-

ality, are as wide and varied as the
scope of life itself. Truck driving
songs, novelty songs, the ever-present
songs with religious or moral over-
tones, and on a lesser scale perhaps
than in the other field of music. Coun-
try music also has its “message”
songs.

The difference here is that Country
songs don’t usually carry the same
message as their pop field cousins.
While others are protesting wars,
glorifying drugs, and bidding with
adults to understand the younger gen-
eration, the hard-core Country fan
prefers to identify with Merle Haggard
and his pro-establishment “Okie from
Muskogee”, “The Fightin’ Side of
Me”, and more recently “Jesus Take
a Hold”. Country songstress Jan
Howard recently dedicated an entire
Decca album to “God and Country”.
Autry Inman had a country monster
with the “Ballad of Two Brothers”, the
story of a younger boy whose anti-

establishment views were altered by
his older brother’s death in Vietnam.

Country people and Country music
have “come to town” all over Amer-
ica, but the farmer or the store-keeper
or the lumberjack who came to his
new urban environment from rural
surroundings not only brought his mu-
sic to the city but his set of basic
values as well . . . his sense of good
and bad, right and wrong, and his
understanding of and his love for the
simple things in life.

One of the primary reasons for the
resounding upsurge in Country music
popularity over the past few years
must surely be that here amidst the
confusion and chaos of our age, filter-

ing down through the smog and the
polluted air of our advanced civiliza-
tion, can come a song that has some-
thing inside it that feels as refreshing
as a good deep breath of the clean
country air from which it came.

We have always considered our
shows a family affair — and a family
show. And the public still loves this

type of entertainment!

COUNTRY lYIUSIC IS THE REAL THING
By JACK GREENE and JEANNIE SEELY

We are living in an age of reality.
It’s only natural, then, that the popu-
larity of Country music should be at
its all time peak. This generation’s
love affair with reality is affecting all

areas of life — even history is being
re-written in a less mythical vein. But
perhaps, this demand for honesty has
had its greatest impact in the area of
entertainment.

To be successful today, we are told
by producers, directors, writers and
performers, movies must reflect life

as it is and people as they are. The
same conditions seem to be decisive
in the success of songs and perfor-
mances on record and on personal ap-
pearances. And that’s what Country
music has always been about — real
people singing honestly about real
things!

There are many indicators some ob-
vious and others more obscure, of the
increasing acceptance and popularity
of Country music and Country artists.

At the top of the list, of course, are
record sales. Many sales come from
the juke box market but more and
more record stores and department
store record departments are stocking
and selling Country product. At one
time, only two or three record shops
specializing in Country product
stocked singles in Nashville. In recent
months, a number of Country singles
have begun to show up in chain stores’
singles racks. In Cincinnati, Louis-
ville, Dayton, and Columbus, one dis-

tributor has gone into a Country single
racking operation in a big way. And
it’s paid off in increased sales.

Decca Records, which has been a

giant in the Country record business
for more than 35 years and is perhaps
the only major label that has been
successful with a Country-dominated
artist roster, has recently promoted
Chic Doherty to the position of Na-
tional Country Sales Manager and
named Gene Kennedy, National Coun-
try Promotion Manager. We, person-
ally, believe this to be the beginning of

,

a really concentrated effort to take
advantage of the growing market for

recorded Country product. We are par-
ticularly pleased that our label recog-
nizes the potential of their Country
department and with the respect it

has for Owen Bradley, the genius
behind Decca’ s Country success.

In another area, it really hasn’t
been too long ago that advertising
agencies thought the only products
Country artists could sell were snuff,

chewing tabacco and patent medi-
cines. Majgji agencies are now uti-_

lizing the talents of Country per-
formers to sell such widely diversified
products as chain saws, soft drinks„
beer, heating and air conditioning
units, various food items and dozens of

other products.
The success of Country-programmed

radio stations in major metropolitan
areas is public knowledge. Many of

these stations were nearly out of busi-
ness before changing to a Country
format as a last resort. As a result,

they moved from nowhere to high in

ratings in their areas — often to Num-
ber One in adult listeners and, in some
instances, to Number One across the
board. Likewise, the success of Coun-
try music and Country performers on
television is no longer open to debate.
It’s the real thing!

i

Just as radio and television soap
operas, which deal in real situations,
have survived all the critics, so Coun-
try music has survived and will con-
tinue to gain popularity because it is

in touch with reality . . . it is now,
more than ever, the music of the
people.
The prime contributing factor in all

of these success stories is reality. As
more and more of the audience is ex
posed to Country product, the fact that

|

Country music represents life as it is
j

(love, marriage, divorce, drinking,
death, prison are all part of life and
the “stuff” from which Country songs
are made), will make more and more ^
converts and, consequently, more and
more record buyers. And that means
just one thing for all of us . . . more
dollars, more profits, a more success-
ful business.

In order to take advantage of the
potential from the beginning of this
small revolution, you must be willing
to take a chance just as the Cincinnati ^
distributor did. He had dj Ysuy of
knowing whether he could sell Coun-
try singles, but he took the chance and
it paid off. There’s an untapped gold
mine in the real music and it’s up to
you to dig and find it and bank it.

So come on over to the real think!
Country music is, to use a phrase pop-
ular in that “other” area of music,

,

where it’s at! It’s a now happening
because it’s the real thing!

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Human nature, being what it is,

tends to relegate to indifference long-

running success. Nowhere is this more
true in the recording business than in

the area of R&B sounds. Somehow,
new sound fancies seem to cast a shad-
ow over the day-to-day sales momen-
tum of the R&B sound. R&B music is,

in a sense, a catalog sound, affording

labels involved in this field steady suc-

cess, not just in one section of the
marketplace, but in the broad spec-
trum of pop music buyers as well.

Each week, the Top 100 lists a num-
ber of more or less "pure-styled”

R&B sounds that, obviously, are win-

ning over a wide cross-section of the
record/tape buyer.

Interesting at this stage, the very
soul of R&B music, the sound of gos-

pel music, is adding an even stronger

dimension to the continued appeal of

this often understated music. Since
gospel music itself has often stressed,

with great beauty and poignancy, the
burdens of a people and their faith

in a better future, a gospel feel per-

vades a number of recent and current
hits that, like gospel, state without ran-

cor or remorse a message of time-

liness. There’s "Bridge Over Troubled
Water” by Simon & Garfunkel, “Let It

Be” by the Beatles, "Lay Down” by

Melanie & the Edwin Hawkins Singers,

“Are You Ready” by Pacific Gas & Elec-

tric, “United We Stand” by Brotherhood
of Man, “Everything Is Beautiful” by
Ray Stevens, whose gospel approach is

accented by a church choir-like cho-

rus.

Thus, R&B music, making social

commentary or not (though lately

there’s been an abundance of the for-

mer), and the gospel feel are combin-
ing to indicate the timelessness of

their own appeal. Perhaps the present
gospel touch which some years ago
maiile a vain try at a “new” trend in

music, is not the wave of the pop
future, it still serves to highlight the

R&B-gospel approach as one that of-

fers the industry tried-and-true accep-
tance, that acceptance of which we
sometimes take too much for granted.

As we noted at the start of this

piece, human nature sends out to pas-
ture, so to speak, some of the good
things in life. Like Broadcast Music,
Inc. (BMI), once pointed out with

great drama in an ad series called
“The Day Music Stopped,” the world
of rniusic would certainly be shocked
to find the sound of R&B no longer
available. That would bring a lot of

music to a grinding halt.

The group has been awarded RIAA/
gold records for their first two albums,

gles “You’ve Made Me So Very
Happy,” “And When I Die” and “Spin-
ning Wheel”. In addition to recording
and touring, the group has composed
and will perform the score for Barbra
Streisand’s new film, “The Owl and
The Pussycat.”

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Elektra's 'Age Of Maturity' Stresses

'image ' and Coping With Growth Pians
NEW YORK — Entering its own “Age
of Maturity,” Elektra Records is in

the process of learning how to retain

image values of the past while grow-
ing for the future. The label will cele-

brate its 21st birthday next year.
The day-to-day process of reaching

this goal is now in the hands of Bill

Harvey, general manager of the label,

a function he’s inherited from Jac
Holzman, owner of the label who is

now involved mainly in “visionary”
aspects of the company.
Harvey feels he’s charged with a

“constant concern of maintaining
Elektra’s image,” both as a label

with strong ties to its acts and one
with a responsibility to make state-

ments regarding social conditions in

the country (e.g. its recent trade ads
on the theme of “Violence Ruins Us
All”).
“We have reached, however, a phys-

ical and mental plateau where we
know where we want to go and how
to get there,” Harvey explains. One
project is to enlarge the exposure of

its product to include more AM radio
coverage of its wares, in addition to

long-standing FM exposure. To meet

Harvey Decentralizes

this increased exposure, the label has
just enlarged its promo dept., under
Gil Bateman, with the addition of five

“handpicked” field men.
Harvey also concedes that the

growth or “maturing” of the label
sort of “ivory towered” the company
in the area of its artist relations.
Elektra had always provided its acts

Harvey

with a “second home,” Harvey notes,
but growth factors, including a sepa-
ration of functions on the east coast
(administration) and west coast (re-

cording) has necessitated a need to

get to better “relate and have physical
contact with our acts beyond the A&R
staff.” This will be accomplished
through frequent visits by home office

staffers to the label’s west coast of-

fices, headed by Russ Miller.
Similarly, Elektra hopes to provide

more “guidance and expertise” for

the many “unproven groups” it’s plan-
ning on bringing on to its talent roster.

Harvey emphasizes that this doesn’t
mean the company’s venture into

management, but a greater involve-
ment in the acts it presents on re-

cordings.

Decentralization

A major part of Elektra’s growth
plans is a decentralization of func-
tion, a move mirrored in Harvey’s
recent appointment. The re-organiza-
tion now under way (“to keep us as
lean and strong as possible”) is de-
signed to strengthen each depart-

Gortikov Predicts

Strong Fiscal Yr.

For Capitol Ind.

SAN FRANCISCO — For the fiscal
year ending June 30, Capitol Indus-
tries expects to show significant pro-
fit and sales increases over the past
year, Stan. Gortikov, Cl president
reported last week (23) in an address
delivered before the San Francisco
Society of Security Analysts. “In
fiscal 1969, Capitol had sales of $153
million, net income of $6.6 million, or
$1.52 per share, adjusted for the ac-
quisition of Merco Enterprises, Inc.
In the nine month period ended March
31, 1970, sales were reported at $140
million and per share earnings
amounted to $1.66.

“We are confident that results for
the full fiscal year 1970 will show con-
tinued improvement in sales and earn-
ings,” Gortikov declared. “We plan
and prepare for continued growth in
sales and profit for fiscal 1971. A
most significant consideration is the
ecpnomy and its effect on industry
gains, and, therefore, our share of
such gains. However, it is far too early
for me to voice specific predictions
with any adequate degree of credibil-
ity.” The company president fore-
cast a continuing growth in the sales
of both cassettes and 8-track tape
cartridges, which currently comprise
about one-third of the company’s long-
playing product line.

The 600
acre Goddard campus was a pastoral
enough setting but proved too sprawl-
ing for continued close-knit comminica-
tion.

Sales Convention In September
NEW YORK — London Records is

planning a major convention of all its

distribs and regional and district sales
and promo personnel in Sept. The full-

scale, three-day conclave will take the
place of the company’s usual July
regional distrib meetings, according
to national sales and distribution man-
ager, Herb Goldfarb, who is blue-
printing the sessions.
Goldfarb feels the affair will be the

first full-scale distrib convention the
company has held in New York.
“These meetings are being given
class A priority all the way,” Goldfarb
asserted, adding that a number of

dramatic new departures in both prod-
uct and packaging are to be unveiled
at that time. The sessions will be held
at the Summit Hotel, commencing
Monday evening. Sept. 14 and contin-

uing all day Tuesday the 15th, and cul-

minating in a final luncheon on
Wednesday the 16th.

July Product Approach
The normal July release, which

usually is the subject of annual distrib
sessions, will be sold this year, Gold-
farb indicated, by personal, market-
by-market visits by the company’s
regional sales execs. The release, as
in the past, will represent all segments
of the firm’s activity, including Lon-
don, Deram, phase 4 stereo, Hi, Sire,
classical and the first LP product for
the Nashville-based Ashley label.
The July grouping is next on the

firm’s release list except for current
rush-release LP’s by the Brotherhood
of Man and White Plains, the com-
pany’s big singles hitmakers.

A general meeting, held during the
latter part of the gathering, was ad-
dressed by Realist editor Paul Kras-
sner. He spoke out against major rec-
ord companies, accusing them of ex-
ploiting the youth market. This charge
had also been made at a number of
the project’s workshops.
Several dozen of these informal

workshop sessions were held at the
four day convention. Topics included
“The Recording Artist And The Com-
munity,” “Radio Stations And Their
Relationship With Record Companies,”
“Jazz, Blues And Classical Program-
ming,” “Record Production,” “Selling
Progressive Radio,” “Rock Publica-
tions, Their Validity And Role” and
“The Underground Press And The
Record Companies.”
On the last named subject, there

was considerable discussion, both at
the workshop session and in other in-

formal gatherings. Since underground
newspapers traditionally depend, to a
large extent, on record company ad-
vertising, the editors of those publica-
tions face something of a dilemma,
when they feel compelled to attack
those companies for “youth exploita-
tion.”

Nevertheless, there were suggestions
that the newspapers discontinue na-
tional ads in favor of those which re-
late directly to their own community.
Record companies were also asked to
kick back money into community pro-
jects as a penalty for their “exploita-
tion” practices.
The convention was unique in that it

drew the most important members of
the underground media in the country.
A special charter flight from San
Francisco brought a West Coast dele-
gation, and there was a good turn-out
on the part of Chicago and Midwest
based media-ites, in addition of course
to a representative group from New
York.
Despite the disorganization, and a

persistent rain which fell during the
early part of the conference, the Alter-
nate Media Project did set the stage
for what, in years to come, may be-
come a truly effective means of com-
munication among the entire media
community.

Carlton Leaving
Command/Probe
NEW YORK — Joe Carlton is leaving
his post as vp and general manager of

Command/Probe Records, the ABC
Records division, effective this week
(30). Carlton said he had reached an
“amicable negotiation” of his contract
with Sam Clark, group vp of ABC,
and would pursue other opportunities.
Carlton, who had operated Command/
Probe for the past two years, exits

the label following the shift of most of

ABC’s operations to the west coast. At
Command/Probe, Carlton directed a
program of developing contemporary
acts on Probe, including the Zephyr,
Rare Bird and Soft Machine. He also
added a modern-sound touch to the
Commond label, one of biggest of the
“sound” labels.

The vet music man’s past associa-
tions include vp and A&R director for
Mercury, a similar post at RCA, the
formation of his own label, Carlton
Records, and director of A&R admin-
istration for CBS Records. He joined
Command/Probe in 1968.

NEW YORK — While virtually all

European acts to flourish in the
United States thus far have been from
Britain, Prophesy Records is now
banking on Germany to provide the
next wave of U.S. rock imports. With
accent being given to on-continent
rock by the Dutch acts that have
scored here, Mickey Shapiro, Prophesy
president, commented that “too many
American record companies have,
simply looked upon Europe as a
'dumping ground’ for excess U. S.

product. But those labels that haven’t,
those that have viewed Europe as a
creative market with something to

contribute to American rock have
been highly successful with product
they’ve brought over.
Spotlighting the German work in

contemporary rock. Prophesy is short-
ly to release two albums from a pair
of German groups that have caught
the attention of their homeland au-
dience. Shapiro noted that this ac-
complishment is something of a sur-
prise in itself since the Germans are
generally skeptical of native talent
performing blues or underground ma-
terial.

In fact, he pointed out, in the case
of one of the first two groups signed
to Prophesy from Germany, the team
would speak in its best English on
stage before performances to over-
come the indigent prejudice. On one
occasion, a viewer asked members of
the act where they were from, and on
being told they were Berliners he re-
plied, “well, I like your sound any-
way.”

First product in the drive by Pro-
phesy will be LP’s featuring Birth
Control and Amon Duul. Birth Control
has stirred interest in Germany with
its first single and will shortly have
its first LP release overseas as well
as in America. Amon Duul is already
represented by a strong selling LP in

Germany.
Prophesy’s product in the United

States is distributed through agree-
ment with Bell Records.

And while the youthful
audience obviously belonged to singer-
composer Laura Nyro, it was the
Prince of Darkness, Miles Davis, who
provided many of the evening’s most
memorable moments.
Miss Nyro has written some of con-

items. She has a commanding stage
presence which gives considerable .im-

pact to her renditions. Accompanying
herself ably on piano, sans other back-
ing, she performed fully up to the ex-
pectations of her fans. Chalk up the
Fillmore as another triumph for the
multi-faceted Laura.
Something may be in the process of

getting born these days out of the tur-

bulent musical explorations of the cur-
rent Mjles Davis group. Though his

sound was presented in very uneven
offerings at the Fillmore, Miles him-
self played truly exciting and moving
jazz figures, soaring to startling
achievements amid energetic rhyth-
mic patterns offered by his drummer,
Jack DeJohnette, and bassist David
Holland. The latter by the way is a
fine musician, whether playing guitar
or stringed bass.
Tenor and soprano saxophonist

Steve Grossman’s finest moments
came from his efforts on the latter in-

strument. Grossman has heard much
of John Coltrane, but this young mu-
sician has learned and not been over-
whelmed by Coltrane’s genius. Look
for increasing excellence from Gross-
man and Holland. And, of course, from
Mr. Davis, who is still the most inter-

esting jazz musician extant. j i

Hee Haw'
GARDEN STATE ARTS CENTER,
HOLMDEL, N.J. — Radio Station
WJRZ in Hackensack, New Garden
State Arts Center, a striking semi-
outdoor theater, and on Friday, June
19 we witnessed the “Hee Haw” night
of the festival, which starred per-
formers from the popular network
C&W TV show.
Grandpa Jones led off the evening

with his singing, banjo playing and
humor. Grandpa hails from an age
when country and folk music amount-
ed to about the same thing, and though
he is too much the entertainer to be
accepted by present day folk audi-
ences, his act, without the jokes and
with a little less polish, might go over
at the Newport Folk Festival. He’s at
his best as a foot-stomping, down
home belter of old time country songs.
Singer and comedienne Mary Tay-

lor was next on the bill. Miss Taylor
is sort of the Carol Burnette of country
music, and though her humor is at
times a bit labored, she gets her
laughs. Her singing is good, if not
extraordinary.
Comedian Archie Campbell, seated

upon a stool, delivered the sort of
routines which have gained him fame
on “Hee Haw.” The most memorable
was a re-telling of “Cinderella” in a
special language akin to pig Latin.
Like Grandpa Jones, Hank Thomp-

son hails from an earlier age in coun-
try music. But he’s younger than
Grandpa, and his style was developed
after commercial country music had
already gained a strong foothold. His

act is straightforward and uncompli-
cated and somewhat out of date.
Roy Clark was the star of the

show, and even if he had not been
billed as such, a person who had never
heard of him would have admitted
his superiority. He generated the kind
of excitement that only a star can.
Probably one of the top two or three
guitarists in country music, Clark has
fingers as educated as the feet of a
super-fast tap dancer. His voice is ser-
viceable, and his sense of humor
honest and unaffected. He’s an effec-
tive showman and represents present
day country music at its best.
Mention should be given to Hank

Thompson’s Brazos Valley Boys, who
provided back-up chores throughout
the evening. j.|<.

VILLAGE GATE, NYC - It’s under-
standable that regular television
viewers of evening newscasts can’t
find much in current political events
to laugh about. For those sensitive to

society’s problems but weary from the
depression that frequently accompa-
nies such concern, Dick Gregory’s
comic routines are perfect therapy.
As both a political activist and co-

median, Gregory is able to penetrate
issues deeper than most comics, who
dwell on such superficial items as the
looks of a president’s daughter or a
vice president’s tendency to misdirect
golf balls.

The Poppy recording artist delivered
predictable digs at vice president
Agnew and the Cambodian invasion,
but it was during his ad libbing with
audience members and his relating of
ghetto experiences that his comic
genius was outstanding.
Particularly hilarious were Greg-

ory’s constant references to his cousin
“Cuz,” through which he related
events in an earthy, simplified per-
fective of a slick ghetto dweller, and
Gregory’s business venture during
high school when he and a friend sold
imitation reefers cut with horse man-
ure.
Gregory’s material is largely polit-

ical, but appeals to the intellect and
funny bone rather than to fears or pre-
judices. To laugh uproariously with
Dick Gregory is by no means to pat-
ronize Gregory, who is unquestionably
one of the nation’s sharpest comic
minds.
Preceding Gregory was high-pow-

ered songstress, Esther Marrow, who
performs with the emotion and vocal
expression of a traditional blues
singer. Her deep, full, piercing voice
produced stirring treatments of
“Rainy Night in Georgia,” “When I

Die” and a moving “Trade Winds,” a
soulful ballad of societal corruption.

NEW YORK — Bob Lifton, chairman
of the board of Transcontinental In-

vesting Corp., told stockholders at the

company’s annual meeting held here
last week (25) that the individual parts

that make up Transcontinental “are
considerably more valuable than the

current market price our company in-

dicates.”
The make-up of the company con-

sists of The American Bank of Com-
merce, North American Acceptance
Corporation and the Security Mort-
gage Investors’ stock it owns, and
Transcontinental Music Corp. The ba-

lance of the company’s holdings con-

sists of real estate and other invest-

ments
“Therefore,” he said, “we are re-

viewing ways of enabling our share-
holders to participate directly in the
component companies through a spin-

off or other distributions of shares. For
example, we are currently exploring
ways to permit the distribution of TMC
stock to our stockholders. Based on the
current direction TMC is taking, the
shares distributed could prove highly
valuable.
“As part of such a program we also

have in mind the sale of the American
Bank of Commerce at a price which
will allow us to repay the relatively
small long-term debt we carry,” he
added.
“These steps,” Lifton said, “would

leave Transcontinental debt-free. Its

net worth would be over $65 million in

addition to its holdings in Security
Mortgage Investors which has a cur-
rent market value of approximately
$16 million. It would also be in an ex-
cellent cash position to concentrate on
its finance and land development ac-
tivities.

“The combination of TIC and TMC
stock, which our shareholders would
have as part of such a program, could
have a much greater worth than to-

day’s market value,” he said.

In discussing 1970 Mr. Lifton said
that it would be inappropriate to com-
pare the company’s earnings flow on a
quarter-by-quarter basis with 1969.

“This year we expect the earnings of

TMC to follow a different pattern with
lower earnings in the first three quar-
ters and a sharp upswing in the final

quarter. Also in 1969, the company
profitably sold some of its holdings in

the first two quarters. This year the
counterpart of that activity, namely
the extension of our real estate opera-
tions into land development will prob-
ably reflect mostly in the company’s
third and fourth periods.
“In view of these facts and the gen-

eral economic situation, including the
prevailing money market,” Lifton
said, “it was impossible to predict the
level of the company’s earnings for

the year.”
He pointed out that since the com-

pany was formed in 1961, net worth
has increased six times, gross income
has multiplied over nine times and
earnings have quadrupled. “I think the
decade ahead will see greater growth
whether as a single entity or as a com-
bination of component companies spun
off to our shareholders.

Buddy Miles/Chariot Bloomsbury People/SRS

WHISKEY A GO GO, L. A. — I’ve

been sitting here for the last hour try-

ing to think of a really clever way to

begin this Buddy Miles review, and I

guess this is it. It would have been
simple to pull all the old phrases out of

the review hat and remix them for the

1000th time, but Buddy Miles, finally,

deserves something better, much bet-

ter.

I’ve seen the old Buddy Miles Ex-
press over a dozen times, in small
clubs, concerts, dances, and though
Buddy always showed some talent, and
the Express was always somewhat
compentent, they were easily dismiss-
able as ‘having potential.’ The new
Buddy Miles Band, after an almost
disasterous debut at a recent Jimi
Hendrix concert, has turned into a
first rate rock & soul band, perhaps
the only one of its kind, mixing pro-
gressive riffs, contemporary lyrics and
moving, soulful, driving rhythm into a
supercharged show that had the Whis-
key overflowing with excitement.
Buddy, who at one time was afraid

to come out from behind his drums,
now spends more than half the show
center stage, leaving the drumming to

someone else. It would be nice to say
that Buddy moves with the grace of an
antelope, but that’s too much to expect
from one his size. Yet, Buddy has
started to develop a sense of inner mo-
tion that lets him appear at ease as he
moves across the stage.
The new band, 10 pieces with Buddy,

is super-tight, and while not as pro-
gressive as the Family Stone (and
they’re not trying to be), they are an
evolutionary step above the usual soul
band. Tunes ranged from Neil Young’s
“Down By The River’’ thru Otis’

“Cigarettes & Coffee” (an old Miles
favorite) to “Them Changes,” the title

tune of his latest Mercury LP.
Chariot is an enjoyable hard-rock

trio who lack the material to make
their musical knowledge leave a last-

ing impression on an audience.

ARAGON BALLROOM, CHICAGO -
Several thousand fans packed the Ara-
gon Ballroom for the Friday night con-
cert presented by Michael Butler’s
American Tribal Productions, which
successfully took over the room a cou-
ple of months back. Traffic, featuring
Stevie Winwood, was the headliner and
the obvious draw of the evening.

A new group, Bloomsbury People,
made their debut on the Traffic bill.

Together less than a year, they pos-
sess an unlimited catalog of original
material, some of which was recently
incorporated into their current album
on MGM. Group’s performance this

evening, after a rather slow start and
some mike difficulties, went over well
with the crowd; their outstanding con-
tribution being a number called “Vir-
ginia” which showcased their very ac-
complished individual musicianship.
Just prior to the end of the number
group members abandoned their in-

struments and continued the beat with
wooden boards on the floor of the
stage. Needless to say, the crowd went
wild. Members of Bloomsbury People
are: Sigmund Snopek III, keyboards;
Greg Janick, organ and saxophone;
Dennis Lanting, lead guitar; Ding
Lorenz, drums; Paul Du Jardin, bass
and Jon Wyderka lead singer.
Unfortunately, we only caught the

last few minutes of SRS who were also
on the bill, but judging from the condi-
tion of the crowd at that time we can
assure their reception closely equaled
that of Traffic. Sorry we missed them.

Producer's Profile

Where does it all begin for a person
like Ted Cooper who has, as a producer,
chalked up twenty-three chart records
in the last four years? Perhaps it was
when he began studying violin at age
four. Perhaps it was during his studies
at Julliard School of Music, where he
was the youngest student to ever be
enrolled there. Perhaps it was. . .

In 1965 he joined Shapiro-Bernstein
as general professional manager and
it was there that he created Alice In

Wonderful Productions. During his year
at S.B. he produced such artists as the
Flamingos, the Drifters, Dobie Gray and
Leslie Uggams. The firm, that year,

turned out over fifty chart records, in-

cluding six which reached number 1

in England.
He went on to Epic Records where

he was pop A&R head for three years.
The first record be produced for the
label was “Up Hill Climb To The Bottom”
by Walter Jackson, which hit the charts.
Eight other records by Jackson, also pro-
duced by Cooper, all hit the R&B and/or
pop charts. They include "Corner In The
Sun,” “After You” written by Cooper,
“Speak Her Name,” “Tear For Tear”
(also written by Cooper), and “Deep In

The Heart Of Harlem.” He produced
Damita Jo’s famous chart version of
“If You Go Away,” the song which was
to become Rod McKuen's best known.
He produced Vivian Reed’s chart suc-
cess, “Yours Until Tomorrow,” which
helped earn her a NATRA Award as
Most Promising Female Artist. He pro-
duced The Third Rail’s chart record,
“Run, Run, Run.” Other artists he pro-
duced for Epic include the Staple Singers,

Major Lance, Maxine Brown and an LP
with Godfrey Cambridge.

TED COOPER

He joined Mills Music in March, 1969
as vp. He created Double M Productions.
He worked out a deal at Atlantic Records
for Walter Jackson and recorded “Any
Way That You Want Me” as Walter’s
first chart record for Cotillion. He also
made a deal with Mercury to produce the
Magnificent Men.
He left Mills in October, 1969 and

formed a new association with Wes Far-

rell. He produced the Flamingos’ single

"Buffalo Soldier” on Polydor which went
Top 10 R&B and Top 50’s on pop. His
latest production is “Mongoose” by The
Elephant’s Memory. Also, he’s just fin-

ished the Flamingos’ album and is work-
ing on the completion of the Elephant's
Memory LP as well.

Sales Earnings

MASPETH, NEW YORK — Sam
Goody, Inc. has the results of opera-
tions for the first quarter and twelve
months ended March 31, 1970: Earn-
ings for the initial 1970 period
amounted to $57,900, or $.08 per share,
calculated on 683,000 shares, as com-
pared with $55,084, or $.08 per share
on 650,000 shares, for the comparable
interval in 1969. Sales of the company
for the 1970 first quarter amounted to

an initial period high of $5,024,556, as
compared with $3,584,507 reported in

the same 1969 period.
For the trailing twelve months

ended March 31, 1970, sales amounted
to $17,670,832, as compared with
$14,579,813 recorded in the comparable
twelve months through March 31, 1969.

Earnings rose to $623,072, or $.94 per
share, as compared with $383,703, or

$.67 per share for the respective
twelve months periods. The twelve
months ended March 31, 1970 included
extraordinary credits of $.11 per
share, while the preceding twelve
months included a $.03 per share
extraordinary charge.
Per share results for the 1969 periods

have been adjusted for the 2-for-l

stock split in December, 1969.

Sam Goody, president, noted that

start-up costs in connection with
establishment of the new wholesale

On the initial relase, Alexenburg

Based
on reactions, he will then send regular
directives about stations to contact
and areas or outlets that have begun
to move the single into other formats.
This gives MOR singles the power to

“While it’s comforting to have success
with major acts, a tremendous amount
of satisfaction is still in bringing about
something with new artists. A first

hit for a new act is excellent, but get-

ting a million-seller for performers
who are not teen attractions is the
greatest feeling.”
Supplementing the directives, Alex-

exburg is supplied with copies of cor-

respondence between national, re-

gional and branch representatives to

stay on top of the situation developing
for a record.
Each week is wrapped up by run-

ning down the radio status of the prod-
uct and compiling a “master sheet”
of all stations playing product, where
the song is charted and how frequently
he record is played. Separate tallies

are compiled for top forty, R&B and
country stations and these are on the
desks of all field people Monday
morning.
On the other side, Alexenburg is

kept supplied with computer rundowns
of sales figures with totals and re-

gional breakdowns to reflect growth
by area for various periods up to the
present. These include LP’s from
which singles can be pulled using
added information from radio play-
list samplings.
“This gives us the power to follow

through with sales by assuring that
stock is supplied to cities where the
material is played.” It also allows
Alexenburg and his associates to keep
the trades and tip sheets aware of the
course of a single or album on the
sales level. Handling disbursement of
this data are Steve Popovich, assistant
director of national promotion; Jim
Brown, manager of album promo;
Sheila Chlanda, supervisor of promo
administration; and Nashville based
Gene Ferguson handling promotion of
country product.

Last week Bill Graham wrote an open letter to agents and managers in the trade

saying that the very existence of his Fillmore rock theaters is being threatened by

the high prices of acts. His letter cited that no new acts have come along, that

there is no longer any place for them to gain exposure, and that the big acts are

making all the big money. In order for small acts to be exposed to the public a

bigger act would necessarily have to be the drawing attraction, in any concert in

which one of these smaller acts would appear. He says none of the big acts are

letting themselves in to that. He also says that his places can’t afford the asking

prices of these bands, citing the large amounts of cash an act can take home by

doing just one performance at a festival. Where will the next acts come from and
how will they get the exposure necessary to gain them the success due them?
One of the places some of them will come from is the Bitter End Coffeehouse

Circuit. Started three years ago by Fred Weintraub of the Bitter End Cafe, who has

since gone on to a job at Warner Brothers, and Mike Brovsky, now president of

the whole company called “Campus Directions”, the organization has incorporated

the whole company called Campus Directions, the organization has incorporated

two hundred colleges from coast to coast into its talent circuit. Some thirty-five

one week stints from one college's coffeehouse to another. All but 10% of their

transportation is paid for by the colleges and they’re put up at the expense of the

colleges.

The acts play in the college coffeehouses. A coffeehouse consists of a room
usually in the student union but always on campus. It's a university approved and
sponsored function. Each college has total autonomy over its set-up, and there-

fore each coffeehouse is flexible to the needs of the campus. The students are

charged around 50<t or $1.00 and in some cases it is free, sponsored entirely by

the college. When a college agrees to get into the circuit, someone from the orga-

nization goes and sets up the light system, the sound system, and makes the

room a total environment conducive to the artist as well as the student. Most of

them have facilities for serving coffee, soda, snacks and a few of them offer alco-

holic beverages.

At most of the colleges, coffeehouse week is a special event which takes place

only one week out of each month, and during the preceeding three weeks the col-

lege enters full scale into publicity by their own radio stations and newspapers.
The whole campus gets involved with the act that is coming in.

Mike Brovsky calls the network "a workshop of entertainment. The act becomes
something like the artist in residence of the classical period whereby he lives on

campus in private housing — guest houses or motel: whatever the college has for

them — and becomes part of the campus life.” Some of the entertainers have

been known to give lectures and attend classes. According to Brovsky, "For the

artist the coffeehouse circuit becomes an outlet for an appreciative audience. It’s

a place for talent development. For the school the coffeehouse network provides

the students a chance to have an entertainment workshop on campus, gives them
a chance to know entertainers as people as opposed to stars, and its low budget
is something that the school simply can afford.”

What can the entertainer make on this circuit? Actually there's noi that much
money involved: a starting act can get anywhere from $150 to $200 and someone
who has a record or has played the circuit for some time or has gained a lot of

fame can get up to $500 for a week.

HOLLYWOOD - ROCK PHOTOGRAPHY: A GROWING ART

“Rock photography,” said Columbia’s Michael Ochs recently, “is a rather un-

developed field.” Pun aside, the art of capturing musical artists in a way that con-

veys some of the same aura as their music is only in its infant stages. There are

several good rock photographers around these days, most of them connected in

some way with Rolling Stone. They include Baron Wolman (who’s now publishing

"Rags,” a contemporary culture fashion magazine), Ed Careff (who's so busy
shooting album covers that he doesn’t make the L.A. scene too often of late), Jim
Marshall and, in N.Y., the super album cover champ, Joel Brodsky.
Our favorite photographers, who can be found anywhere there is rock music of

merit, are Sam Emerson and Tony Loew, currently working together as "Emerson-
Loew.” We admire them as much for their persistence in freedom of movement
at big rock concerts (no easy task) as for their pictures (which manage to capture
the mood of the artist and the mood of the audience.

Sam, who worked at a taco stand and a car wash to get enough bread to sub-

sidize his yen for photography, is a native Mississippian who majored in such sub-

jects as accounting, business law, journalism and business management, before

deciding to move to L.A. His pictures of the Rolling Stones’ Altamont disaster, sold

to Rock Magazine, brought him his first major success.
Tony, on the other hand, is a veteran of the record business, having served as

West Coast regional promotion man for Kapp Records and local promoter for

Record Merchandising and organized and ran a division of J.B.L. for four years

before droppingout to become a photographer.

Sam and Tony, in their quest for pictures, kept running into each other at con-

certs. In their quest for sales, they kept running into each other at record company
and P.R. offices. Also, everyone got them confused because of their hair. In

March, they decided to try the first rock photographers merger on a limited basis.

Their first job together was the Led Zeppelin concert, and it was their first big

sale. Bill Yaryan, Atlantic's West Coast publicist, gave the boys a boost, and they

now do most of Atlantic’s picture work on the Coast. They’ve also become the

In the fall, the company plans to start an intermediate priced concert program

which works on the same idea as the coffeehouse but in a concert format. The
deal would be for one or two nights packaging one or two performers for each

concert. Act might get from $200 to $1,500 for a concert. Again, it’s something

that the schools could afford, concerts that big agencies wouldn’t bother to handle

because of the money involved and it also gives the performer someplace to go

after the coffeehouse circuit.

The Bitter End network is the only circuit of this nature in the country. Thirteen

circuit coordinators handle the colleges in the various areas throughout the coun-

try. All the colleges are kept informed of what’s happening by a monthly news-

letter.

One of the other things in the works is a film circuit in which specialized films

like an Incredible String Band concert film, or a film on woman’s liberation could

be passed around the circuit. A part of the plans call for a Movie Or^ which em-
ploys a concept of piecing together bits of film and sound for a six hour show
that has no plot but a central theme, so that anyone could enter or leave during

its runningtimeand not miss anything.

The main thing about Campus Directions is that out of one office comes the

management, booking and publishing facilities necessary for an act. The whole

idea of the company is sound and is one of the most promising things to actually

be working within the American folk and rock scene. Such artists as John Denver,

Jerry Jeff Walker, McKendrie Spring, Keith Sykes, Townes Van Zandt and Don
Crawford have been a part of the coffeehouse circuit and have gotten the proper

exposure each of them needed from it. As a certain publicity director said about

Mike Brovsky and his whole idea: “His head is in the right place.” Maybe instead

of going after the big, big money and the big, big bands, some other heads
throughout the country could start turning in the right direction.

EAST COAST GIRL OF THE WEEK
Would you call a Swedish girl who married an Italian a Swedish Meatball? Not

if she was Karin Grasso of Tonsil Records, where she is a production assistant,

sales person, bookkeeper, song publishing aide, etc. Married to BMI songwriter

Richard Grasso of Beechwood Music, Karin is 25 years old. She says, though, that

she’s been in the record/entertainment business for a hundred years!

As a teenager she worked in her home
town Miami with three dj’s as Radio Girl,

giving nightly reports on the Top 10
songs and the local scene. Upon gradua-
tion (two days after to be exact) she was
on a plane to New York where she turned

up a job as a dancer—something she
had done in Miami. She was a "twister”

at the Peppermint Lounge, The Round-
table, Trudy Heller’s and other clubs
around town. She also worked at free

lance fashion modeling during what she
calls her “ultra-skinny days” and appears
on a few Blue Note album covers. For 3
years she worked as Roulette president
Morris Levy’s secy, and for 2Vz years she
held a job at Liberty. The opportunity

came up late last year to work with a

new record company from scratch and
took it—Tonsil, started in January, 1970,
and now has one LP and two singles. She
loves her work and, between her hobbies
of cooking and athletics, finds a few
hours a day for it.

SHORTTAKES

When a group sits down to create a name that it can go under, the members
must always have things to say about words and phrases that will be associated
with it — complimentary or derogatory. Gulliver, a new group on Elektra, must
have had fun thinking about record reviews that would say ”... a group that
stands tall” or “Watch for this one to travel way up the charts.” The possibilities

are endless depending on your familiarity with English literature (Jonathan Swift

in particular) or your talent for making puns. While you mull over a few ideas on
this matter, let me fill you in on the group. I mentioned their album several weeks
ago and it is still one of my favorites to come from an American (Philadelphian in

particular) group in a long time. They came up and rapped about how they re-

corded it to get such clarity on the recording. The quartet, composed of ex-music
students, an ex-art student and an ex-transient apple picker/drive-in theatre at-

tendant, have all worked among one of the three dies of Philadelphia studio men
over the past two years. Together they have cut with The Electric Indian, Assem-
bled Multitude and others. So, studio techniques are very familiar to them and the
group uses them to their fullest to enhance their songs. And they say that the
strongest thing working for them is each of their songs which are simple and
flowing without a single unnecessary frill added. Harmonies and choise of instru-

mentation are tactfully chosen and worked out. The group says they go into the
studio knowing what to do and go after a tight, full and coherent sound. The
quietly amplified set-up of the studio makes it their creative workshop and the
album they have produced is a masterpiece. It’ll be out soon and the group will

be promoting it on-stage. (I’ll not end this item with a blasted pun about these
potential giants.)

Two of the most promising happenings slated for the New York area this sum-
mer — Mountaindaie and the New York Pop Concerts — are beginning to turn less

turn less promising each day. It seems that Brave New World, the producers of
the NYPC, is forcing several top acts slated for both tests on the July 11 and 17
weekends to be withdrawn from the Mountaindaie bill because of a lOO-mile/21-
day exclusivity clause in the contracts they signed with various agencies. Moun-
taindaie is trying to replace the acts with others, and seems to be doing a good job
of it considering the odds. This is one to keep an eye on. Meanwhile the only peo-
ple who are really suffering from the rip-off are ticket holders who are anxious of

LOUIE, LOUIE “As long as those pearly teeth hold out, Louie’ll still be playing

something new, and all the others will be running after him, trying to catch up.”

(Jazz pianist Richard M. Jones)
If anyone should ask we’d say that Louie Armstrong, Duke Ellington and Benny

Goodman are the Bach, Beethoven and Brahms of jazz. And if we had to name
one guy alone, we’d give Louis the title as the greatest jazz personality ever to

raise a horn to his lips and blast a rooftop.

Armstrong is 70 years old — today. He has been blowing into a trumpet (and
cornet) for nearly 60 out of those 70 barrelhouse years. The history books tell us
that he started in New Orleans, fooling around with a beatup trumpet and trying

it on for size. He was twelve when he was sentenced to the Waif’s home for “firing

firearms within the city limits.” And it was there that he learned to read music.

By 1917 he was playing in the excursion boats that moved up the Mississippi’s

muddy waters. By 1922 he was a member of King Oliver’s band at the Lincoln

Garden in Chicago. And two years later he was the star attraction with Fletcher

Henderson’s band at the Roseland in N.Y. By 1927 he had moved into the Sunset
Cafe with his own band. But Louis was always — and will always be — the main
attraction. So eloquent, so unique that kids who had jazz within them came nightly

to listen in awe-struck devotion. Kids who were screwballs at the time — Muggsy
Spanier, Bing Crosby, Frank Teschmacher, Bix Beiderbecke, Jess Stacy and Benny
Goodman.
What Armstrong did those nights at the Sunset he is still doing. And if he occa-

sionally hams it up a bit, we understand. It was in the mid-thirties when Holly-

wood finally discovered him — handed him a scene or two in a Crosby flick (“Pen-

nies From Heaven”) and Louis became a kind of clown. And in “Going Places” he
crooned Johnny Mercer’s “Jeepers Creepers” (where’d you get those peepers?”) to

a horse. Louis probably came off best in “Nnew Orleans,” a film based loosely on
his life. To our recollection it was (and probably still is) the most authentic jazz

incorporated into a film score.

Now he can be caught on TV occasionally, guesting on shows helmed by far

lesser talents than him. And in Europe, where he is revered, he’ll tour to standing

room only crowds with pick up all star combos. Soon he’ll be in town, we hear, to

celebrate his 70th with us, concertizing and compelling.

This then (since we don’t have his home address) is our open-adoration birthday

greeting to the King. Stick with the Swiss Kriss, man. Happy 70th.

A post-script on Ellington (also celebrating his 70th this year) who is currently

represented with a two pocket Solid State (Transamerica) LP, cut in Manchester,
England last November. We heard the LP just this morning. And we’re planning

to take it to bed tonight. To our ears they’re the best Ellington sides since he left

Victor ...and that’s a long longtime.

AND HOWE — Last week’s announcement that Macey Lipman and Bones Howe
had joined forces to form a new production firm (Mr. Bones Productions), we hear,

has been in the works for months. As a matter of fact songsmith Norman Gimbel
mentioned it to us when we were in N.Y. in April. “It’s not definite,” said Norman.
“I called Macey the other day but he refused comment.” Another case of Macey
nottellingGimbel — no?

Another sign of the coming times is

the formation of W. H. Smith Cassettes
Ltd. This new venture by the giant
book, newspaper, stationery and disk
retailing chain testifies to the growing
confidence in hitherto untried media
such as the video cassette, which is

the primary motive for the new Smith
company. The video cassette has also

been tagged the television cassette,
and Philips is expected to launch it on
the market here by the end of 1971.

The thinking behind the Smith move is

that initially this product will be best
handled on a hire-loan basis on ac-
count of its cost, and the chain will

utilize its experience and know-how
gleaned from the lengthy life of its

lending library service, discontinued
some years ago but easily possible to

revive to handle video cassettes once
sufficient demand is proved. Smith
will probably stock video cassettes in

bulk at its multi-million pound supply
center at Swindon. The directors of

the new company are Smith chairman
C. H. W. Troughton, deputy chairman
P. W. Bennett, Lord Brabourne, who
is a Smith director, and corporate
planning chief C. D. Yarrow, who will

act as managing director of Smith
Cassettes.

A campaign to overcome the tradi-

tional summer sales slump with a tar-

get of 500,000 sales on six LPs was un-

veiled at a promotion presentation by
Music for Pleasure, the budget album
specialists. The LPs concerned are
“Summer In Spain,” Dean Martin’s
“Hey Brother, Pour The Wine,” Count
Basie’s “Basie’s Beatle Bag,” “Viva
Tijuana,” “More Music From The
Greek Island,” and “Edith Piaf.” A
Consumer competition is being orga-
nized, open to customers buying one of

the six LPs, and the prizes are vaca-
tions in Rio de Janeiro, Torremolinos
and Paris. Dealers who sell albums to

the three prizewinners will receive

£100, £50, and £25, respectively. At-

tending the presentation were MFP’s
entire sales force and about 40 disk
retailers and other trade representa-
tives. A travel movie depicting
the three vacation destinations was
screened, presented by a British
United Airways hostess. BUA is col-

laborating with MFP in running the
competition.

The first four members of Warner-
Reprise’s embryo sales force hit the
road two weeks ago in their super de
luxe estate cars. They are Tony Zo-
nenblick, former Philips salesman
who will work out of Leeds; Trevor
Edwards, who has worked for Pye,
Major Minor and Saga and who will

cover London; Warren Taylor, who
worked for Saga after coming here
from the New Zealand Broadcasting
Corporation and whose Warner-Re-
prise sales bailiwick will be Surrey,
and Alan Wade, former Polydor Mid-
land and South Wales rep, who will

work out of Wolverhampton. Their
main initial task is to promote addi-
tional sales on W-R product by fixing
dealer and artist promotion on a local
and national basis. They will be
briefed regularly from the W-R head-
quarters in New Oxford Street, Lon-
don, by means of pre-recorded cas-
settes for use in their automobiles.
W-R sales manager Ron Smith inti-

mated that the selling quartet would
be strenghtened with new recruits as
and when circumstances indicated.

The smoldering controversy about
the abolition of the 5% returns allow-
ance by EMI and its partial abolition
by other companies shows signs of
flaring up again following an appeal
by the Music Trades Association to
its members for views on the subject.
582 dealers have responded to date,
and unanimously ask for the reinstate-
ment of the 5% allowance. Christopher
Foss, honorary secretary of the
Gramophone Record Retailers Com-
mittee of the MTA, stated that the
dealers want at least 5% allowed on all

product, including cassettes, and also
seek improved trading terms. Follow-
ing this response and the solidarity of
opinion, the MTA is expected to ap-

proach the record companies officially
for talks on the matter.

Adrian Rudge has been named pro-
motion manager for Polydor Records,
and took up his new duties on July 1st.

A former EMI and Page One staff-

man, Rudge has been working in

partnership with Tony Palmer, an-
other EMI alumnus, in a promotion
and production enterprise called
Finite. It is not likely to be finite for

this company, however, as Palmer has
busy recording commitments over the
next few months, and may appoint a
replacement for Rudge to handle the
promotion end. Rudge takes over from
Phil Greenop at Polydor, and Greenop
is now responsible for artist develop-
ment. Peter Knight, hitherto Polydor
A & R co-ordinator, has been named
label manager and all three men re-

port to creative division general man-
ager Alan Bates.

Hardie Ratcliffe, general secretary
of the Musicians Union since 1948,

intends to retire in the spring of next
year, and a ballot is being held this

months to decide his successor. The
32,000 MU members have three candi-
dates from which to choose, and they
are assistant general secretary Harry
Francis, executive committee mem-
ber John Morton, and south-west dis-

trict organizer Howard Rudge. What-
ever the outcome of the ballot, it

seems very unlikely that the MU will

modify its intransigent attitude on the
amount of needle time permitted to

the BBC for disk programs each week.
Francis particularly is a notable hard-
liner for maintaining the status quo.

P.R. man Paddy
Fleming has been appointed to the
newly created position of International
Promotion Manager teaming up with
both U.K. and European artistes in

all media activities with a view to

creating top exposure for “middle of

the road” artistes on an international
basis. Richard Swainson has been ap-
pointed U.K. Promotion Manager re-

sponsible for the co-ordination of local
artistes in the “pop underground”
area. Press officer Nick Massey will

work closely with both Fleming and
Swainson reporting directly to Marks.
The new appointments are effective
from July 1st.

Warners Opens Australian Co.;
Paul Turner Heads. Operation

On Content Ruling:

Record Men & Publishers Map
Assistance To BroadcastersSYDNEY, AUSTRALIA - Australia

will become the third foreign country
in which Burbank-based Warner Bros.
Records Inc. has established its own
local and totally self-contained record
company, reports Phil Rose, vice
president and director of overseas op-
erations.
Warner Bros. Records of Australia,

which formally begins operations Oct.
1, will be headed by 33-year-old Paul
M. Turner, Australian-born record in-

dustry exec.
Rose emphasized that the Australian

company, to be headquartered in Syd-
ney, will be an entirely autonomous
unit in the growing and lucrative Aus-
tralian market.
Turner and staff will have complete

control of release and promo policy in
the country to fit local needs and con-
ditions. Patterned after the United
Kingdom operation, formed June 1,

1969, the Australian operation will,

according to Rose, be a tight, aggres-
sive promotion-oriented operation.
Turner will report directly to Rose.
Warner Bros. Records has severed

its arrangement with its Australian
licensee by allowing its contract to

elapse. Pressing and distribution func-
tions of the new company will be leased
out to various Australian firms.
Both Turner and Rose stressed that

the new firm would be a “recording”
company in every sense of the word.
A talent building campaign is already
in operation.
“Any Australian artists signed by

our new label,” Rose emphasized,
“will have the added windfall of inter-

national exposure and exploitation via
our American concern, our companies
in Great Britain and Canada, and our
network of licensees around the
world.”
Turner said that he is currently com-

pleting the formation of a nation-wide
promotion staff.

Mo Ostin and Joe Smith, president
and executive vice president, respec-
tively, of the parent Warner Bros.
Records, stressed that the formation
of Warners’ own company in Australia
was a “natural step” hard on the heels
of the “unprecedented success” of its

Canadian firm, founded in 1967 and
now headed by Kenneth N. Middleton,
and its British unit, which is headed by
Ian Ralfini.

However, both Ostin and Smith em-
phasized that the company had no
plans “in the immediate future” for
the formation of any other company in

foreign countries. Except for these
three essentially English-speaking
countries, Warner Bros, product in

all other world markets is released,
distributed and promoted by foreign
licensees.

Turner’s Background
In selecting 33-year-old Turner as

the head of its Australian company,
Warner Bros. Records is following its

trend in choosing both youthful and

youthful thinking executives. Ralfini
was 32 when named to the head of the
U.K. company: Middleton had just

turned 40 when he was tapped to head
the Canadian company.
Turner has been in the record busi-

ness for approximately half of his life,

having joined Phillips Records at 17

in his native Perth. He had the advan-
tage of quickly becoming familiar with
Phillips' worldwide catalogues, includ-
ing—at that time—America’s Colum-
bia Records.
At 19, he moved to Melbourne to be-

come the representative for the state
of Victoria, of which Melbourne is the
metropolis. Two years later, at 21, he
became Phillips Records’ manager for

Victoria.
In 1962, Turner was further promoted

and moved to Phillips’ head office

in Sydney, where he became sales
manager for the state of New South
Wales, Australia’s largest market. In
1967, he became General Manager for

a then-new Phillips subsidiary label.

Phonogram Recordings Ltd., which
had been formed by Phillips in Holland
and D.G.G. in West Germany.

cording. 1968 citation was granted to
Leopold Stokowski; 1969 to Walter
Legge.

“Sunshine & Rain (Decca) is No. 24
this week, while Alan is topping the
bill on the “Eddy Ready (Jo” TV-
show next week. Phonogram rush-re-
leased a first album by Eurovision
winner Dana. The Irish singer had a
big seller with “All Kinds Of Every-
thing,” which is also included on the
Album (Rex) . The first Island single
by Cat Stevens, “Lady d’Arbanville”
has currently top-airplay on all sta-

tions. The record (taken from the
“Mona Bone KJakon” album) will be
one of the big sellers of the year with-
out doubt. It was rush released by
Phonogram last week.

Following the 25th anniversary of the
Dutch Swing College Band in May,
Phonogram released four re-packed
albums of the internationally famous
band. “Dixie Jubilee” features the best
recordings from 1949- ’69. “Gems Of
Jazz” includes many of the famous

Like a tornado,
Buddah’s “Up With The People,” the
American musical-rock phenomen,
stormed over our country. Concerts
were given in Amsterdam, Rotterdam,
The Hague, Utrecht and Apeldoorn.
The Dutch audience was very enthou-
siastic and the ones who did not have
the opportunity to see the show must
watch television on July 10th for the
half hour show “Up With The People.”
Holland was the first country Amer-

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EDITORIAL: Brunswick Introduces Coin-Op 'CB-8';

8-Footer With Basic Design of 'CB-7'

The Professional Operator

At this time, when all eyeballs are focused on the
dollar, it’s almost impossible to believe there are still

hundreds of thousands of people in this country who
take greater pleasure from what they work at than
from the money they make doing it. This is especially

true in artistic circles . . . composers, actors, writers,

and such, although everyone knows people who are

quite satisfied in whatever little nitch they may sit,

be it the Post Office or behind the counter of a coffee

shop.

Before the world learned that monetary currency
provided a more convenient means of trading services
and goods than bartering, people were measured by
what they did rather than by now much they made.
Folks chose careers on personal aptitude and interest

and eventually became slick professionals. The better
they became at making coffee kettles or shoeing
horses, the more goods they could ask in return, and
many got “rich."

Most of the successful music and games operators
who populate this industry are professionals in the

same sense. They make money from their routes be-

cause they are good operators, not because they’re

good money manipulators. This is, an all-but-forgotten

thought in this day of loans, gifts and other sky-rocket-

ing operating expenses. It is almost impossible to

conceive of an operator accepting a compliment from
a location on the quality of his service and equipment
without first thinking: “Hey, I guess I’ve got this place
locked up.” Shouldn’t the first thought have been:
“Hey, I’m doing a pretty good job.’’

Surely, the first priority at the operating company
must be to present entertaining equipment to cus-
tomers at the stops. After all, when Joe Doaks drops
a quarter into the jukebox, the last thought in his mind
is supporting your business. He’s either happy with
the good selection of music you offer or mad at the
lack of it. He’s either interested in playing your games
or he ignores them. In both cases, the bad collections
will clearly indicate what kind of job the operator’s
doing, but, if this is what you wait for before correct-
ing the situation, you’re not as professional as you
think.

The professional operator takes pride in his work.
He enjoys knowing his music boxes are cooking with
great music, his games are banging away because
they’re so much fun to play, and his location owners
are happy they deal with him because he knows his
business.

We often talk of creating ways to keep machines
out of the hands of the location, but there's one certain
method too often ignored. Call it operating talent,
coin machine sense or competent professionalism —
the message is clear. First comes the product and then
comes thesale.

CHICAGO — The Brunswick Corp.
recently introduced its new “CB-8”
coin-operated billiard table, a four
by eight foot table identical in design
to the “CB-7” which measures three
and one-half by seven feet.

The “CB-8” table has a registered
one-inch thick, one piece precision
ground bed, formica rails resistant
to burns, a bed clotb that can be
changed without removing the slate
and snap-in cushions that facilitate
service.

The coin box of the “CB-8” can hold
more than $250 in quarters and a
non-reversible meter is optional. The
table’s wire track ball returns prevent
clogging of the holes with debris as
small particles fall through the track
and larger pieces can be pushed out
easily.

Brunswick regional representative
Ron Bartos explained that the success
of the “CB-7” made it unnecessary
to develop major innovations in the
“CB-8”. “There’s no need to change
the design of the “CB-7” for our new
table,” he said, “because in the
“CB-7” we did everything we could
to make it acceptable from a stand-
point of playability and durability.”

Bartos also said that the “CB-8”
is coming off the production line and
is available for distribution through
Brunswick distributors. He revealed
that Brunswick expects to produce

a similarly-designed three by six foot
table in tbe fall, intended for locations
with limited recreation area and for

those in locales where legal restric-

tions do not permit larger tables.

Florida House Bill to Legalize Bingos Fails

After FAMA Opposition Lobbying Effort

WINTER HAVEN — Florida House
Bill 4755, proposing the legalization of
in-line pinball machines, failed to gain
passage during the recently concluded
regular session of the Florida Legis-
lature.

The bill, opposed by the Florida
Amusement & Music Assn., was
passed by a House committee but did
not reach the House floor. FAMA pres-
ident Wesley Lawson made two trips
to Tallahassee where he and FAMA
executive director Bob Rhinehart pre-
sented FAMA’s position to tbe House
Committee. After the bill’s passage
out of committee, it was removed from
the special order calendar and con-
sequently never reached a vote.

The FAMA says the pinball bill will

probably be again introduced in 1971.

FAMA expects the state legislature

will attempt to raise two hundred mil-
lion dollars of additional tax money in

order to maintain the operation of the
state government. According to

FAMA, governmental committee
meetings will soon be held throughout
the state that are likely to shape the
tax future of Florida’s coin machine
industry. FAMA plans to step up lob-

bying efforts in an attempt to influence
decisions that will be made concerning
additional taxes on coin-operated
equipment.

ENGLAND: The Past 12 Months
The year ended April 30th 1970 has seen
several major changes in the British
music industry. Like all changes, they
have taken their toll of victims, but
reflect the altering conditions and re-

vised philosophies as a new decade
dawned that will transpire to be the
most important and significant water-
shed in the history of international
popular music. The calendar year of

1969 proved to be the best yet in terms
of British record manufacture and
sales. The statistics hit their highest
peak yet, with the LP leading the
way — solid facts of success that might
surprise those aware of the regular
gripes and despondency expressed in

several quarters at regular intervals
about the viability and buoyancy of the
music industry’s future. Even the 45
r.p.m. disk showed distinct signs of

rallying towards the end of the year,
confounding those who had predicted
its imminent total demise. The year
under review began with further evi-

dence of the polarisation of the retail

market. EMI Records set forth its new
sales theory of the Music Center con-
cept, retail outlets comprising an elite

of about 500 of the top dealers account-
ing for a high proportion of total sales
throughout the country. These dealers
stock an agreed minimum of EMI
catalog material at all times, and are
classified in two categories according
to the volume of their trade. EMI pre-
pares the catalog packs and offers
regular dividends in the shape of spe-
cial promotions and favorable trading
terms, and gets action across the whole
range of its product in return. Song-
writer-musical director Les Reed laid
plans for his infant Chapter One label
distributed by Decca with the signing
of the Boumemough Symphony Or-
chestra, a pact that has not yet seen
its first release. Reed’s busy schedule
was increased with commitment to a
couple of TV spectaculars featuring
him and his music and a crop of disk
releases on his songs. Charlie Koppel-
man, Don Rubin and John Gross an-
nounced plans for the later launching

of their own music company here and
Shapiro-Bernstein Music captured the
score and cast album recording as-

signment for the Cyril Ornadel-David
Croft musical “Ann Veronica.” Britain
shared in the rather ludicrous result
of the 1969 Eurovision Song Contest
with no less than four songs tying for
first place. Lulu sang the U.K. entry
“Boom Bang-a-Bang.” Pye Records
won U.K. representation rights to the
new Metromedia label subsidiary of
the New York Metromedia Corpora-
tion and also acquired the remaining
49% equity interest of the Alex Strick-
land chain of retail shops. Mervyn
Conn readied the first International
Festival of Country & Western Music
at the Wembley Empire Pool on April
'5th with a star contingent from the
States and CBS did a manufacture
and distribution deal for the Reflec-
tion label offshoot of Artists Musical
Productions.
APRIL litigation ensued between Nem-
peror Holdings and the Triumph In-

vestment Trust on one side and EMI
on the other about whom should re-

ceive disk royalties earned by the
Beatles. EMI was upheld in its dec-
laration that it would pay no royal-
ties to anyone until the whole dispute
was resolved and the judge dismissed
the case. RCA opened a Red Seal
classical operation headquarters for
Europe at its London base in Curzon
Street, and Rosemany Schnutz was
named as its administrator. Charles
Curran succeeded Sir Hugh Greene
as director general of the BBC and
his appointment marked the beginning
of a bitter and acrimonious wrangle
inside the BBC and outside about its

future plans and policy. The Beatles
started their campaign to prevent
Northern Songs, their publishing out-
let, passing into the control of Asso-
ciated Television. The Paramount label
celebrated its first British release of
the “Oh What a Lovely War” sound-
track album with an old time lunch
at Flanagan’s and the Atlantic-Atco
month in Britain got underway with

The April budget slammed the amuse-
ment machine trade with increased
duty and a new exise duty, curtailed
evasive measures by big-earning stars
to minimise their tax assessments, and
hit the whole music industry with an
increase in the Selective Employment
Tax. Morgan Records and Morgan
Studios amicably parted company and
Tony Bennett arrived to an SRO tour
with Count Basie.
MAY saw The Beatles continuing their
battle for Northern Songs with a coun-

ter bid of over £2 million against ATV
and Essex Music European chief David
Platz emerged as a major adviser to

the Beatles on their publishing affairs.

RCA named Ian Grant as U.K. A&R
chief and Tommy Loftus as Head of

Promotion. Performing Right Society
general manager R.F. Whale lam-
basted the Singapore Government on
its denial of royalties on music broad-
cast over its radio station. The Fidelity

group announced plans for a $3 mil-

lion recording and movie complex in

north London to be called Advance.

JULY opened with the news of Pye
Reocrds^ major entry into the Ameri-
can market via a new company joint-

projects envisaged with a change of

government at Westminster. In a sur-

prise move, the British Phonographic
Industry organisation representing the
country’s major disk manufacturers
decided to abandon its case for the
retention of resale price maintenance,
opening the door to price cutting.

Sir William was originally assigned.
The Beatles exited from Nems En-
terprises, the company of their late

manager Brian Epstein, in a settle-

ment with Triumph Investment Trust.
The BBC published its future radio
plans, confirming fears that several
orchestras were for the chop, and
Pye Records chief Louis Benjamin
named budget line and special proj-
ects head Monty Presky director of

the company. Page One label chief
Larry Page sold his interest in the
enterprise to his partner Dick James
and announced the formation of Pen-
ny Farthing Records.

AUGUST began with Pye capturing
exclusive licensing rights for the U.K.
and Ireland for Festival Records, the
newly established British subsidiary
of the Australian firm of the same
name which is part of newspaper
magnate Ruper Murdoch’s business
empire.

changes at Philips resulted in Olav
Wyper becoming marketing manager
after service with CBS and producers
Jack Baverstock and Terry Brown
leaving. CBS announced its entry into

the musical instrument and acces-
sories market and increased involve-
ment in the tape field at its regional
sales conferences. Decca also fore-

cast its entry into the tape market
via cassettes at a later date and bowed
a new budget line called Eclipse and
details of its deal with the Moody
Blues’ new Threshold label. A huge
open-air festival on the Isle of Wight
with Bob Dylan headlining passed off

with only minor incidents. Philip
Solomon’s Major Minor label set a
three year deal with the French Bar-
clay company and EMI announced
its Regal Starline budget series. For-
mer Radio Caroline pirate chief Ronan
O’Rahilly gave details of his projected
TV pirate station to be located in an
aircraft flying over the North Sea,
and the Management Agency and Mu-
sic enterprise of Tom Jones, Engel-
bert Humperdinck and their manager
reached dizzy new heights of success
in the stock market. Pye chief Louis
Benjamin referred to the unrealistic
attitude of artists and managers on
the question of advances during the
Pye sales conference and said British
industry was becoming more like Las
Vegas every day in terms of risk.

Pye took the Delyse label headed by
Isabella Wallich and specialising in

children’s records and ethnic music
under its administrative wing.

OCTOBER marked the increased in-

terest at Philips in the indie produc-
tion market by the signing of a deal
with Monty Babson of Morgan Stu-
dios, producers of the Blue Mink hit

“Melting Pot.” AIR London head and
Beatle producer George Martin set
plans for the company’s own record-
ing studios to be located at London’s
Oxford Circus. Norrie Paramor ended
a 20 year association with EMI, and
set up independently with a Polydor
affiliation. Elektra named Clive Sel-

AUDIO — VISUAL COPYRIGHTS:

A Situation Without Precedent In England

bite deeply for an ever-growing share
of the music market, and just around
the comer is the audio-visual device,
enabling video performances to be
seen and heard tnrough television re-

ceivers.
This latter development will be a

slow starter in domestic terms on ac-
count of its heavy cost. But the Brit-

ish music business anticipates an in-

itial hiring system until the audio-vi-

sual branch of entertainment comes
within reach of the pockets of the gen-
eral public for use in their own homes.

Copyright View

Dick James of Northern Songs has
been pondering the resultant circum-
stances from a copyright point of view.
The advent of audio-visual systems
poses a situation without precedent,
and James wants the matter of roy-

alties and copyright protection to be
defined and settled at the outset.

“Don’t get me wrong,” he said.

“I’m not disturbed or opposed to these
developments. I think they are fan-

tastic and inevitable, and I welcome
them, although they’ll probably give
the cinema and television something
to worry about.
“I know several expert bodies al-

ready have the copyright and roy-
alty aspects under consideration, and
they’re as aware as I am about all

the angles. But now is the time to get
the whole matter ironed out and re-

gularised in readiness.”
James referred to the long-standing

statutory royalty rate of 6V4% for a
double-sided record or tape established
in 1928 and unvaried ever since.

“We’re still living with that rate,”
he commented. “Overheads have in-

creased, so has the cost of living, and
the value of money has decreased.
Consequently a hit now is actually
worth less than it would have been in
1928.”

Like everyone else involved, he ob-
viously would like to see this royalty
rate raised, and raised in time to meet
the audio-visual development in the
market. James has ideas on how roy-
alties could be collected.

German Answer

“I believe that in Germany the price
of video sound tape incorporates roy-
alties for publishers with material
used on the tape. Alternately I think
people should buy a performing li-

cense with their audio-visual machines
which is renewable each year like the
one we have now for radio and TV
receivers unless it is proved that the
machine is no longer owned or in use.”
This remedy would overcome the

impossibility of the Performing Right
Society licensing every individual
household. Audio-visual equipment
employed regularly for non-domestic
private performances could be li-

censed by the PRS in the same way
applied to music societies giving rec-
ord recitals now.
James’s hope for clarification and

formulation of rates and safeguards
for this new entertainment medium is

strengthened by recent experience.
The Ivor Novello Awards show was
filmed for closed circuit TV in the
States, and it was not until after the
event that it was realised that this
was the first international closed cir-

cuit project of its kind, and no copy-
right royalty basis had been set to

cover it.

leased details of his projected Aquar-
ius enterprise involving disk produc-
tion, label and artist management
and publishing. Pye Records chief

Louis Benjamin was named head of

the Moss Empires Theatre chain in

succession to the retiring Leslie Mac-
donell, and retained his Pye duties.

NOVEMBER marked EMI's entry in-

to the 8-track stereo cartridge field

with a star-studded first release: Les-
lie Gould announced his departure
from the London helm at Philips Rec-
ords and John Robinson was named
European marketing manager for

MCA Records. ABC Records appoint-
ed John Snell as its European repre-
sentative and Stuart Reid headed up
a new pop division of Chappell Music
with a brief to revitalise the publish-
ing giant's activities in the pop field

on an international scale. RCA fixed

to handle Audio Fidelity product in

the U.K. and Ireland and the Man-
agement Artists and Music group
launched MAM Merchandising to

cover goods being marketed with the
name or endorsement of MAM stars
Tom Jones and Englebert Humper-
dinck. Songwriter-producer Tony Ma-
caulay signed five year pact with Bell
Records and Stan West was named
product manager for the European,
African and Middle East divisions of

Ampex Stereo Tapes. Bandleader Ted
Heath died aged 67 after several years
of declining health.

DECEMBER kicked off with the BBC
giving details of its initial twelve new
local radio stations, a number which
would rise eventually to forty over
the next four years, and IBC record-
ing studios proclaimed its new label

to be called UPC and headed by Ed-
die Tre-Vett. Radio North Sea Inter-

national began its pirate transmis-
sions off the Dutch coast and the
Beatles reached final agreement on
the sale of their Northern Songs stock
to ATV while publisher Sean O'Ma-
hony closed down the six-year old

Beatles Monthly magazine. A multi-
million deal involving exchange of

shares between Decca and Tom Jones
and Englebert Humperdinck of MAM
ensured their continued presence on
Decca for another six years. Carlin

Music and others took High Court
action to stop pre-release importation
of disks from the States with con-
sequent alleged evasion of copyright
royalty payments by the importers.

JANUARY 1970 began with the cus-
tomary pre-Midem flurry of prepara-
tion and activity. Fred Marks of Fes-
tival Record? in Australia was named
as successor to Leslie Gould at the
Philips helm in London and the Rob-
ert Stigwood Organisation ceased its

plans for a reverse takeover of Arbi-
ter and Weston. Festival made its

British bow with a single by Israeli
movie star Dahliah Lavi and disk jock-
ey Pete Murray collected the Order of
the British Empire in the New Years
Honours List. Warner Reprise out-
lined plans to present concerts by art-
ists on its roster at major British ven-
ues as a promotional vehicle, and Re-
prise founder Frank Sinatra's May
charity gigs in London were announced.
The newly formed Country Music As-
sociation of Great Britain blueprinted
plans for a larger slice of country mu-
sic on the air and Leslie Gould was
named chairman and managing direc-
tor of Famous Chappell. Bob Kingston
who heads up Southern Music in Lon-
don visited Hollywood to record, in as-
sociation with Denny Diante, an album
with Eartha Kitt recently signed to the
Peer Southern Organisation for re-

lease on the Spark label. A full crop of
deals were set at the Midem meet in
Cannes where EMI held a conference
of its international publishing affiliates

and branches to introduce the newly
acquired Keith Prowse-Peter Maurice
group to the family. Bob Kingston
given further responsibilities within
the Southern Music Organisation in-

cluding closer liaison with branch of-

fices resulting in extensive continen-
tal travel.

FEBRUARY brought a sudden execu-
tive move when John Fruin left his

merchandising director’s chair at EMI
to head Polydor in succession to Ro-
land Rennie who took the helm of Poly-
dor International. Lord Willis made an
unsuccessful attempt to up the song-
writers’ royalty rate via a defeated
bill in the House of Lords, and the bud-
get Music for Pleasure label announced
its entry in the language instruction
market. CBS demonstrated its confi-

dence in the future of underground mu-
sic at its London Sales conference at-

tended by international licencees. A
& M Records headed here by Larry
Yaskiel welcomed Sergio Mendes to
Britain prior to their appearances in

were not providing enough business
and Novello and Co. the educational
publishing specialist became the target
of a takeover bid. Liberty/UA preluded
plans for a major entry into the Europe-
an tape market later in the year. CBS
continued its progressive campaigning
with the announcement of its “Fill
Your Head With Rock” drive sched-
uled for March launching. Rumours
about Immediate’s financial health
continued to grow and Carlin Music
head Freddy Bienstoek gave details of
the later activation of the group’s CMC
recording enterprise to be based in
London. Radio North Sea Internation-
al began test transmissions to Britain.

MARCH brought about the promotion
of Chappell director Frank Coachworth
to general manager of the London of-

fice, relieving M.E. Ricketts of much
of the administrative duties and the
first International Conference of Chap-
pell Managers was held in London.
Noel Rogers was named director of
European music co-ordination for
United Artists Pictures, retaining the
helm of United Artists Music mean-
while, and AIR London chief George
Martin concluded deal with Herman
Edel Associates for ioint music pro-
duction company. Other record com-
panies proved slow in reacting to

EMI’s price hike and abolition of the
returns allowance conditioned by hos-
tile reaction of retail trade. Margaret
Davis, head of EMI’s educational de-
partment was named training officer
tor the Music Trades Association train-

ing centre to be set up later this j^ear.

Jack Boyce named as special projects
manager for Music for Pleasure after
two years as classical promotion chief
at Philips. Music for Pleasure also re-

vealed plans to increase its share of
the children’s market and David
Jacobs named consultant with regard
to talent and recording by RCA. Philip
Solomon of Major Minor Records an-
nounced the formation of a new Coun-
try label to be devoted to country &
Western music and Larry Page of Pen-
ny Farthing Records signed Lincoln
Black, Judd and The Larry Page Or-
chestra to Fred Foster’s Monument
label for three years.

In APRIL Dick James named David
Rosner to handle his catalog in the U.
S. A. and launched Elton John on a
disk career. Immediate Records, the
company started by Andrew Oldham,
went into voluntary liquidation. Larry
Page’s Penny Farthing label signed
Dutch group George Baker Selection
to three year deal and Terry Noon
named Dave Williams professional
manager of Page Full of Hits publish-
ing company. Eurovision songwriters
Bill Martin and Phil Coulter produced
and published, via their Mews publish-
ing outlet, this year’s Eurovision win-
ner for Ireland “All Kinds of Every-
thing” sung by Dana and written by
Denny Lindsay and Jackie Smith and
also released a single of the England
World Cup Squad singing “Back Home”
destined to be an enormous seller.

The sale of low-priced LP’s was
much the same as those of the nor-
mal-priced ones but in the past
year the lowmriced LP’s sales rose
significantly. The turnover of normal
priced LP’s stagnated with 14.3 mil-
lion.

The classical music sales reached
25.6% increase for the past year. In
other European countries that field

reached 20%. The sales of EP’s and
10" LP’s showed still a downward
trend. By the export of 19.1 million
records the 12" LP is leading.
On the single scene, 59 records made

the top 10 in the last 12 months, com-
pared to 89 records the year before.
Only about 32% of the songs listed

were German original songs. As in

the years before, record sales in

large cities accounted for most of the
English language volume with the kids
all over the country favoring the for-

eign product.
On the LP scene it looks a little bit

different. 36 LP’s made the top 10 in

the last 12 months on the LP charts.
About 19 LP’s that means 47%, were
recorded in Germany.

and we may think that in Italy the
proportion between singles and al-

bums could be 8: 1, which is the lowest
in the western hemisphere. On pre-

recorded tapes, we probably have a
very good position, in Europe at least,

for Italy has two different markets,
both in fast expansion. The Philips
system is leading, but RCA cartridges
had last year a very good increase in

sales. The proportion between pre-re-

corded tapes and albums is, in case
of albums and tapes similar in prices,

1:4. But in many cases we discover
that an album cannot be sold at a
price of 3 dollars, while the same cas-
sette has a market at over 5 dollars!

Classical music has largely helped
the development of the album and
tape market, and Beethoven’s bi-cen-
tenary is proving a good promotional
medium, but to attain real satisfacto-
ry sales we must have a couple of

such events each year.
In publishing, the main fact of last

twelve months was the end of an era
in the administration of mechanical
rights. Sedrim, Italian agent of Biem,
disappeared and Siae, which was in-

volved only in performing rights, has
taken its place. By the way, Siae was
already involved in collecting many
rights (besides performing) and taxes
on books, public entertainment, shows,
etc., and it is also a State Agency.
This particular position gives to Siae
a greater power to inquire and a larger
authority to intervene, and that is

very important to prevent underhand-
ed sales. We know that record market
had a serious drop, but many publish-
ers expect to receive higher figures
for mechanical rights. Likely they
will not, but this may give an idea of

the damage caused by covers and un-
fair and underhanded sales.

DISTRIB. MESSAGGERIE MUSICALI - MILANO - ROMA
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Italian Festivals:

A NEW APPROACH
by Giuseppe Velona, Manager of RiFi’s Int’l Dept.

The proliferation of contests and fes-

tivals telecast has been one of the

most bewildering phenomena in the
Italian world of music in the 60’s.

From the festival of San Remo, which
has been, for many years, the prince
of festivals on a European scale, we
have landed on a myriad of festivals,

some of which have lasted the flicker

of an eyelash, while others are now
established. What have been the neg-
ative ends of this proliferation?

First of all, the fact that, according
to a general belief, such festivals have
to have losers and winners. This in-

evitably exposes most of the partici-
pant artists to the risk of blowing their
chances, if they turn out to be losers.
As a consequence, the anxiety of of-

fering a product that can be accepted
by random juries causes record com-
panies to present songs penned ac-

cording to a formula of convenience,
but that are miles away from the

musical reality of the moment.
Secondly, such large TV exposure

limits when it doesn’t even cancel, the
space would be available for TV shows
of different kinds that could be pro-
duced in a far better way than a
festival.

But the most dangerous side of this

situation is the utmost difficulty to

promote foreign artists. Forced to

face such a situation, Italian record
companies have no alternative: either
they present a foreign artist at a fes-

tival, risking his career (in Italy) if,

by chance, the artist is not among the
winners (and, incidentally, not all the
festivals admit foreign artists)

,
or

they have to hope for good luck. And
nobody forgets that, today, to take
part in a festival is very expensive, as

the organizers — taking advantage of

the TV presence — not only refrain

from paying any fee, but exact exor-
bitant admission and participation
charges.
Naturally,- also our company has

gone through such experiences, has
taken its own risks, by bringing to

Italy foreign artists (together with
their own bands and equipment) and
by bearing substantial expenses. We
have been lucky and, just from festi-

vals, have drawn (for our Italian and
foreign artists) excellent results,
being twice the winners of the San
Remo Festival, always placing our

entries into the finals, winning a “Can-
tagiro,” winning a Venice Festival.
Apparently, we shouldn’t have any

reason to complain about festivals.

However, it was just RiFi, on the ini-

tiative of its managing director Gio-
vanni Battista Ansoldi, that has pre-
sented to the Italian Association of

the Phonographic Industry (AFI) a
motion for the retrenchment of con-
tests and festivals, for a more direct
cooperation between AFI and the Ita-

lian Radio-TV, with the purpose of

reorganizing on a new basis the
promotional media that TV makes
available, with the purpose of offering
a fresh and vital product, free from
the fear of votes, juries, finals, etc.,

without risks, without asking Italian

record companies to be brave pio-

neers.

Renouncing a selfish defense of our
position as well as of our direct in-

terest, we believe we have developed
an action of common benefit for all

the Italian Industry, for the artists

(domestic or aliens), for catalogues
we represent in our country.

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JAPAN: The Past 12 Months
OUTPUT OF RECORDS:

The total output of records for the
period, January through December
1969 has reached 130,000,000 copies
and 60,400,000,000 in value, showing
the increase of 23% from previous
year. However, output of 45 r.p.m.
records remained about the same as
the previous year . . . output of 12

inch LP has shown a sudden increase
to keep well above the percentage in-

crease of the unit output and sales.

It can be said that our record industry
has entered on it’s new phase.
Monthly output of discs in 1969 has

shown the same tendency as in pre-
vious years. That is, steady increase
in the first part of the year and a
tremendous increase during October
to December. The share percentage
of increase in our market of various
discs, 45 r.p.m., 10 inch LP, and 12

inch LP’s has shown a drastic changes
in 1969. 45 r.p.m. has shown increase
of only 3% and value and 9% in value
of 21,000,000’ 10 inch LP has shown
a sudden increase of 300% in 1968

volume and 200% increase in value due
to releases of 10 inch LPs by the var-
ious book publishers. However, it has
shown a decrease of 31% in volume
and 45% in value for the year 1969
as compare with the year 1968. The
year 1969 has brought phenomenal
increase in the output and sales of 12

inch LPs, showing the increase of 44%
in volume and 41% in value as com-
pared with the previous year. This
remarkable increases in the sales
of 12 inch LPs has brought on new
demension to our market.
Another important phenomenal

changes in the picture of our market
is the rapid increase in the output
and sales of local products (Japenese
originated records). It has shown a
steady and noticeable increase in sales
since 1966 and have overcome the out-
put and sales of the discs from im-
ported matrics, since then this trend
in local products have increased to

an tremendous proportion. Today,

the ratio of production and sales of

local (Japanese) products and import-
ed matrics is about 10 to 2 and shows
a steady widening of the ratio gaps.
However, in the field of classical

music, imported matrics is still far

ahead of Japanese classical release.

It is interesting to note that foreign
of 19%. Number of 12 inch LPs re-

leased in 1969 have increased from
1374 in 1968 to 1638 in 1969 as compared
with decrease of 40% on Japanese
classical from 203 to 302 albums.

OUTPUT OF RECORDED TAPES;
CARTRIDGES, CASSETTES:

Recorded tape field have come into

it’s own in the past year after it was
introduced into our market in 1966.

It has kept abreast with the develop-
ment and output of automobile indus-

try, rise of standard of living, comple-
tion of many through ways and high-

ways. The output of recorded tapes in

1969 has shown rapid increase and
amounts to 20% of the entire sales of

recorded music output.
Cartridge Tapes occupys about 90%

of the total output and sales. With in-

creased inroad into recorded tape
field by the major electric companies,
the future of the recorded tapes is

very bright and are attracting strong
attention.

REVISION OF COPYRIGHT LAW:

A bill of new copyright law which
the Government introduced in the
Diet this year has passed Houses of

Representatives and Councilors in

April 1969, and new copyright law will

be effective from January 1971. Old
copyright law was promulgated in 1890
when Japan became a member of the
Berne Convention. Thereafter, partial
amendment of the law had been made
several times, the old state of the
provision is not applicable to the pre-
sent situation for the practical use of

the works to be protected in Japan.
Accordingly, the old copyright law was

required to be amended in order to

meet the requirement of the present
times to provide more protection for
copyrights. In 1962, the Government
submitted the revision of the old copy-
right law to the Copyright Revision
Committee for consideration for
through study of the law for revis-
ion, and for the possible revision of the
Intermediate Service Law concern-
ing Copyrights which is closely related
with the practical use of the Copy-
right Law.
Based on the reports from the Com-

mittee in May and October of 1966,
the Government have been trying
to take up the registration of the Law,
concerning “Copyrights”, and another
“Intermediate Service concerning
Copyrights”, and both bills were ex-
pected to become effective from 1968
upon the approval of the Diet. How-
ever, because of the fact that the re-
vision should be a sweeping all-out one
and additional regulation of Neigh-
bouring Rights should be newly
regulated, it took considerable time
in the drafting stage of the Law. Under
the above mentioned circumstances,
the Government gave up the submis-
sion of the bill to the Diet in 1966.

In 1969, the Government introduced
the bill for new copyrights law into
the Diet. But, it had been shelved at
the session which had to take up the
problems of Okinawa, Vietnam and
other important affair prior to the
deliberation of the bill, and carried
over to the session of the Diet in 1970.
Mainpoints of revisions are;
Although the original bill called

for payment of royalties for every
commercial use of recorded music by
all establishment, it was modified due
to the strong pressure from the users
as an incidental condition that the
licensor must take a cautious atti-

tude for the collection of the fees by
mutual understanding between licen-
sor and users. It is said that copy-
rights royalties will be exempted from
the use of recorded music in ordinary
coffee shops, bars, stores and other

business establishments, but special
shops and night clubs designed for

the entertainment for customers to ^

listen to music are not exempted.
Considering the length of copyright

protection in the world, postmortem
duration of copyrights for protection
was extended to 50 years from 38
years in response to the long-standing
demand from the authors, writers,
composers, and copyright owners
as well as to the Government require- .

ment to bring the copyright system
up to international level.
As Neighboring Rights, the rights

of performing artists, record manu-
facturers and broadcasting stations
are strengthened, and these rights
are preserved separately.

POPULAR MUSIC: *

In 1969, popular music has made
inroads extensively into the public
through the medium of Radio and
Tv. Meiji Confectionery Co. took pop-
ularity vote to select the best 30
songs for “Young Japanese Popular
Song Artists Festival” which was held

'

at EXPO in May of 1970. They intro-
'*

duced the artists and their hits on a
half hour Radio program every week-

|

days since October of 1969. They also
invited the Osmond Brothers to make
personal appearance at the Budohkan
in December. On the other hand,
Nippon Gakki Co. held “Popular Music I

Festival” at the national park called
1

Nemuno Sato in Shima Peninsula in

July 1969.

The popularity vote for “Young
Japanese Popular Song Artists Festi-
val” was taken during the 6 months
period by the 3 radio stations hook up
with TBS, NIPPON and BUNKA with
the vote from several million Japan-
ese Popular Song fans. This event
was the largest scaled vote getting
campaign for Japanese Popular
Songs. “Osmond Brothers Concert” *

drew 15,000 fans at Budohkan, and it

TV stations in Tokyo were 20 in total

1967 — 1968 season. But, after the
change of programing in October of

1968, the figure of weekly musical
programs by above 6 stations has
jumped to 42 including 10 or more
one hour programs. With the increase
of TV and radio programs, many hit

songs and singers have appeared on
these programs. But, due to over
exposure, the life of hit songs and
sales of recordings have dropped. It is

not a rarity to see the same singer
singing the same song at the same
time on different channel. Main rea-
son of such great advance of music
shows on TV and radio program is due
to the fact that musical programs
can be produced at much lower budget
as compared with dramatic programs.

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ARGENTINA: The Past 12 Months
As every year we handle the job of

describing in a few pages the whole
life of the record, publishing and
producing industry of Argentina, it

becomes increasingly evident that the
policy of global information started
by Cash Box more than ten years ago
foresaw an era of mutual interdepend-
ence between markets that were pre-
viously completely isolated, and now,
entering the seventies, are following
the world trends with a delay of only
a few days and, in some cases, hours.
Only the advent of the jet plane, reduc-
ing travelling distance by two thirds if

measured in hours, equals the impact
of this availability of “instant informa-
tion” about what’s happening in the
fifteen or twenty most important
places of the five continents, and mak-
ing it necessary to make decisions in-

volving policies, money and talent so
often as to maintain one’s company
at the pace of the whole International
industry.
The 1969/70 period has been out-

standing because of many reasons:
first of all, it marked the appearance
of the independent producer as an in-

stitution, after experiments that could
be considered as essays or attempts
during the previous two or three years:
at a certain moment, indie producers
dominated about fifty percent of the
charts, and a good part of the rest of
the local product was, in a way or
other, also produced by indies not de-
pending directly on a payroll.
Another reason for excitement was the

revelant share of the sales obtained
by locat beat music, channeled
through beat groups and also by solo-
ists giving it a more or less local
flavor, but undoubtedly related to
the music and recording techniques
coming from Europe, Britain and the
States. Unfortunately, the movement
was unable to maintain itself at the
same level of development of the ori-

ginals, and its crisis brought a lowering
in the total sales of the industry, evi-
dent in the first months of 1970, and
which hasn’t still been recovered, al-

though there are some promising
signs for the near future. This decay
opened the door for the entry of a
strong bunch of American product,
headed by Johnny Rivers, Creedence
Clearwater Revival and others, and
a new kind of hybrid recordings, al-

ready tried before, but never in such
a scale: Italian songs, by its original
artists, in Spanish. This move, led and
successfully mastered by RCA, is one
of the most significant events in the
history of record business in this

country, and confirms our statement
of the first paragraph: When the San
Remo songs appear released in

Buenos Aires twenty four hours after
the event, and in Spanish, it means
that the business is swinging!
The advent of Global TV through

the satellite system has also started
to influence the record trade, as it

could be expected, and it took by sur-
prise some of the manufacturers.
Only in May, several months after
the start of the system, promotional
uses of the device started to appear,
with the airing of the Sandro concert
at Madison Square Garden, in New
York, and a concert by Los Fronterizos
in Washington. Of course, there was
also the San Remo airing, with the
RCA operation already mentioned,
but the case was somewhat different.

The EVR technique will also change
substantially all the known patterns
on promotion, sales and talent, and
we must hope that the industry will

be prepared at that moment (1972?)
to face it.

Tapes and cartridges, and mainly
cassettes, which received a strong
backing from Phonogram and after-

wards by other manufacturers, who
joined the movement, marked sub-
stantial sales for the first time; many
developments in this field may t)e ex-
pected for the future, since the in-

dustry is rapidly building producing
facilities, and on these days Music Hall
is adding its new factory to the exist-

ing ones. The little availability of good
playing equipment is still a strong

difficulty, solved partially by the use
of cassette recorders as reproducers,
which isn’t the best way to listen to

a cassette. In spite of these troubles,

the cassette sales volume is expected
to grow by ten fold, in the next three
years, by some of the leading manu-
facturers.
Another factor of growing import-

ance has been the increasing cost of
promotion, due to the lack of a real
cooperation between the manufactur-
ers and radio stations and disk jockeys
— the Top Forty station practically
does not exist yet — the scarcity of
musical programs on TV that would
back recent releases and the little de-
velopment of other means of promo-
tion, like music festivals, contests and
fan magazines and papers. In some
cases, the festivals are handled on a
non-competitive basis, resulting in

artists singing standard tunes to get
the biggest possible applause, instead
of trying to plug new product. In
others, the jury is oriented not on a
pop or commercial basis, but on cer-
tain musical and artistic qualities,
which result on prizes awarded to

tunes lacking the necessary “feeling”
as to appeal to the crowds. This and
other problems are discussed in detail
further, in the following paragraphs.

THE MARKET. The total volume of the
industry showed a sharp increase dur-
ing the second part of 1969, with a
strong participation of local product,
both in the pop and beat fiela, and a
lowering in the proportion of imported
songs, to a point where nearly 80% of

the songs appearing in the Top Twenty
charts were locally produced. After
the peak Christmas sales, however,
a downfall made everybody look ser-

ious, and February and March showed
only fairly better results than Jan-
uary, which suffered from the lack
of strong Summer hits. April, May
and June looked somehow better, but
nevertheless, most of the companies
had difficulties to reach the budgeted

volumes, and cost-cutting ideas were
being applied everywhere. The slow-

down didn’t affect investments, which
continued strong, but created nervous-
ness regarding new artists and trends,

since it didn’t appear clear as to what
to do.

There could be many reasons for the

slump: the main one could lay on the

increased collection of taxes and the

anti-inflationary measures taken by
the government, which affected the

terms of payment and, since the cre-

dit had to be maintained at the same
level due to the increased investments ^

in equipment and recordings facilities,

sales were hurt. However, we feel that

the main point is that the local record-
ing movement, in 1969, had been based
on locally-produced beat music, of

certain quality. This resulted in the

absence of new groups, that could
develop a new sound in accordance
with the new recording coming from '

abroad: only one exception appeared,
the Trio Galieta, and it was successful
covering artists like Creedence Clear-
water Revival or Bill Deal and the

Rhondells, but was unable to get a
sound of its own.
Another fact that should be kept in

mind is that the market is lacking
new soloists, since those in the charts
(Sandro. Palito Ortega) have been
there for several years; no fresh
influence has been noticed from new
male soloists during these twelve
months, and only one female soloist

(Tormenta) has reached the Top Ten.
This offered renewed possibilities

to the foreign soloists singing in Span-
ish and sometimes even recording local

products, but led to little activity in

the Buenos Aires studios. This is a
paradox in itself: although many re-

cordings by chanters and songstresses
are recorded or released every month,
most of them don’t have enough
interest for the disk jockeys as to re-

ceive backing. This takes to diskeries
to try more and more new waxings,
with little better results, instead of

concentrating themselves in thinking
what could be the gimmick to reach
the desired results. In the meantime,
the foreign records flourish . . . and
have reached nearly 70% of the Top
Twenty posts, starting from the mod-
est 20% they had less than one year
ago. The record executive in despair
will often look at the foreign charts,

choose the best-looking items, and
release them, as a way to survival.

Of course, this won’t bring prosperity

to an industry based already on a

strong percentage of local product,
and opening new recording studios
and pressing plants every year.

Prices haven't increased as much as

in the previous years, due to the al-

ready mentioned Government plans to

fight inflation. Regular LP’s sell for

about $4 to $4.30, promotional albums
—in most cases carrying a selection
of the current hits on singles mar-
keted by the diskery at the time—sell

for about $2.80, and budget priced re-

cord go from a low of $1.40 to an
average of $2; many regular LP’s
after some time in the high priced
category, are labeled under one of the

budget collections, even with the same
package, and priced at $2. In other
cases—folk music from other coun-
tries, Classical music—they are direct-

ly oriented to this branch of the
catalog. Some labels maintain also an
intermediate level, also at $2.80, but
with a different policy from the one
used with the “promotional” albums.
Since single prices are at the $1.10 to

$1.20 level, it is easy to see that
budget albums compete directly with
them, and that there is little room
left for EP’s or Compact 33’s, a format
that seems to work only for certain
artists and kiddie music. It is impor-
tant to note that the quality of records
themselves is mostly the same in the
budget, promo and regular albums,
and that many dealers practice a bud-
geting” policy of their own, buying
big quantities of records retired from

catalogs and selling them for as little

as $.60.

The main problem for cassettes and
cartridges is their price: they range
from nearly $7 in the best of cases to

$9 for those cassettes that are wholly
imported. This originates a problem
with the customers that buy blank
cassettes for as little as $2 and $3, and
afterwards copy from records. Of
course, nothing can be done, but it will

be in the interest of the industry to
lower prices as to reach a comparable
level with records. No counterfeiting
has been noticed up to the moment.

Records clubs and discounts aren’t
very popular now, due to the increase
on production costs (and retail); this
happens after several years during
which it seemed that clubs would
gather a good share of the market. As
a matter of fact, the practice has been
discouraged by the same companies,
and gladly accepted by the retailers.

One stops or “wholesalers”, as they
are called here have been gaining force,
simply by the fact that they can oper-
ate on special discounts offered by the
diskeries—partly justified by the vol-

ume of purchase, partly by the will-

ingness of sales managers to build a
volume and fulfil the budget—and that
they offer to small shops the advan-
tage of only one account instead of ten,

and faster service in many cases.
There are five “wholesalers,” and they
account for 50% or more of the whole
business in some places. The total of
sales points may be estimated in 1400,

but only 700 of them is important.
Supermarkets, having entered the busi-
ness in the past three years, are also
handled in many cases by these whole-
salers. As we have mentioned in this

column before, the Chamber of Record
Producers keeps in secret the actual
sales figures, in a decision that has
been frequently and severely critizised
by the press and even by members of
the own Chamber; however, a $3 mil-
lion monthly figure could be guessed
as correct, not counting special prod-

ucts or projects handled by The
Readers Digest and others. The sales
volume is, as already noted, limited by
the distribution system, which has been
suffocating the industry for many
years; racks haven’t been very succes-
ful yet and the production has to be
channeled through the usual ways, ex-

cept in the case of Microfon, discussed
later.

PUBLISHERS. Times are hard, and
they seem to be looking the same for

the future, unless a change in the
collecting society, SADAIC, happens
soon. The main trouble is that there
is a delay of many months between
the actual happening of the hit and the
receipt of the performance money: in

some cases, it has amounted to about
two years. It can be imagined that it

is difficult to invest a strong initial

payment in a song, when you expect
to recover the money, if you ever do,
after three years. Thus, it is easier to

concentrate on those tunes that de-
pend on mechanical rights (records)
which are paid sooner. In some cases,
small companies are even avoiding
SADAIC copyrighted tunes, favoring
ghost composers or BIEM. A few
months ago, a long lasting crisis was
apparently solved by tbe election of

Ariel Ramirez as president of the
society; in the next months, it will be
seen if Ramirez is able to obtain re-

sults and improve the collection system,
which has been severely discussed in

the past. As a point of irony, the com-
posers having their money retained
by SADAIC are able to obtain loans,
from the society, at a very low inter-

est.

Another matter of change is that,

since the composers’ royalty amounts
to 4% per side, in most cases the artist

wilt earn more money for the hit re-

cord (if he composes both tunes) as an
author than for his performance. This
has created a whole generation of

singers-composers, and, consequently,
a trend among the diskeries to form
their own pubbery and try to control

the catalogs most used in the record-

ings; as a second step, they seek the

catalogs used by other diskeries. As a

results, the traditional have to limit

their operation and expand only very
cautiously, merge with a record com-
pany or start to produce records by
themselves. All the three things have
happened here, and it is commented
in each case in detail.

If the artist considers to be suffi-

ciently strong as to create a catalog
by himself, with the aid of other com-
posers or alone, we have the third

possibility. Of course, the existance of

these pubberies may be limited to the
career of the artist, but the group of

songs may be always sold to some
other organization, and the cost of

maintaining a publishing outfit is rath-

er low; no pubbery of this sort has
closed till now.
As before, the percentage allowed

to the pubbery on the composer’s
rights is only 25, against the usual

international standard of 50 or, at least

33%. This is reflected on little invest-

ment on the tune from the pub-

lisher, and puts this branch of the
industry in the position of an appen-
dix of the record companies. The low
performance rights from TV and radio
stations, and the existance of few mu-
sic spots (apart from the Carnival
dance parties, a seasonal phenomenon)
where performance royalties could be
collected in big scale, have marked
the decline, as a whole, of the pub-
lishing industry as an independent
institution, like it was ten or twenty
years ago.

PROMOTION. The situation has
changed little during the past 12

months. We may recall that there are
16 radio stations in Buenos Aires, about
50 more in the rest of the country (the
biggest cities, Cordoba, Rosario and
Mendoza, have although in a commer-
cial way and allowing them to run

independently during nearly 100% of the
time. There is also an official network.
Radio Nacional, which works mostly
with folk, tango and Classical music,
and does not count very much for pop
music promotion. The number of TV
channels is increasing steadily, but
not in Buenos Aires, where there are
five. Cordoba, Mendoza, Mar del Plata
and Rosario have two channels each,
and the total amounts to about fourty.
The programming is originated mostly
in Buenos Aires, and aired through
video tape. Special events allow for a
direct connection between Buenos
Aires, Mar del Plata, Rosario and
Santa Fe, and in the future will link
several other points, but this is not
used very often because of the cost.
The filming of short features, with a
song by one or two artists, is a
custom not too extended yet, due to
the cost and limited possibilities for
airing.

Music Festivals have been also in-

creasing in amount and force, al-

though from the promo viewpoint they
are in most cases severely limited by
their non-competitive nature (most of
the top artists refuse to appear unless
they are granted an award) or the
criteria of selection, which is not
sales-oriented. The two events which
resulted in strong sales took place in

November, and were the Festival
Buenos Aires and a song contest orga-
nized by the City of Buenos Aires. As
it usually happens, it wasn’t the winn-
ing song, at both places, the one which
afterwards reached top sales, but two
of the losing finalists. The array of folk

music shows that are placed in the
|

provinces during the summer season
didn’t result, as it was expected, in

new names of commercial value. Last
April, Channel 13 of Buenos Aires
started, with the cooperation of four
of the major labels, a song contest,

which hasn’t yet finished.

ARTISTS. As we mentioned before,
no leading artists have appeared dur-
ing this period, although some of the
old names have lost their attraction,
resulting a lack of top artists that has
had to be filled with foreign names.
As it has always happened, there are
no barriers for singers and groups of

other countries and their perfor-
mances, and the Carnival dance parties
are the best season for them, due to

the high fees that are paid for each
25 minute performance.

In the soloist field, Sandro has been
the number one, with a strong attrac-
tion not only in Argentina but also in

the rest of the Latin American mar-
kets, and in the Spanish-speaking parts
of the United States, where he ap-
peared at the Madison Square Garden.
Palito Ortega didn’t shine as high as
during the previous years, but never-
theless stays at the top level and his
TV appearances have obtained a 23
plus points rating, on Channel 13.

Leonardo Favio rated under his per-
formance of the previous period, but
still appeared consistently among the
top sellers. Carlos Javier Beltran, a
newcomer, got good sales, as did
chanter Piero, who returned to the
scene after several years of absence
with two strong sellers. Among the
girls, only Tormenta a newcomer, de-
served strong attention. There are at
least two good duets, Fedra y Maxi-

which will represent all Deutsche
Grammophon labels and Liberty/UA
artists . “MPS-classic-serie”
and “Session,” two new labels
which were taken over by MPS . . .

The generally known American music
publishing concern Chappell is no
longer represented by the August
Seith music publishing houses in

Munich. The new German publica-
tion manager Dr. Michael Mueller-
Blattan opened a Chappell office in

Hamburg . . . As first German firm
Phonogram Ton, Hamburg, published
double MusiCassetts with more than
80 minutes music which are 10 DM
(approx. 3 dollars) cheaper than the
normal two ones . . . AEG Tele-
funken-Decca, Berlin, demonstrated
a new video-store system . . . Peter
Kirsten founded beside his firms
Global-Musik, Fanfare and Altus
the Fund of Music company which is

for distribution of background music
for all purposes. The record office

includes more than 25,000 titles also
from American and English firms.

In Munich the 19th Internationa!
Music Competition of the Germar
broadcasting stations will take place
from the 1st till 18th of September
1970. The competition, among artists

from all over the world, will feature
vocal music, piano, harpsichord, flute

and string quartet participants. For
more detailed information, write:

Last period for registration is on July
1, 1970 . . . In Germany the Musicas-
setts business gets more and more
important. As a computer has cal-

culated, in 1973/74 the sales will as-

similate to the sales of LP’s. Till 1972

the cassette sales shall run to more
than 17 millions. Therefore in the fu-

ture a rapid upward movement on
the tape deck and cassette sector can
surely be expected. It is prophesized
that before the end of this decade 40-

50% of the total turnover will be made
on the sector of Musicassetts . . .

Seven North European countries has
planned to hold off in the beginning
of August a pop-in on the Isle of Hel-
goland in the North Sea. Participants
are Germany, Holland, Belgium,
Great Britain, Denmark, Norway
and Sweden. The programs then would
be broadcast daily over several sta-

tions. First class beat groups from
all participating countries will take

part. The pop-in will end on the 15th

of August with a three hour show,
with all countries taking part . . . On
the 4th of July, the supertour of

Udo Juergens will be finished. This
tour runs over ten month and in-

cludes 222 concerts. It is the biggest
concert tour, which ever has been
made in the whole world . . . Rudi
Slezak, managing director of the
music publishing companies con-
trolled by the Robert Stigwood Or-
ganisation Ltd. since 1967, has de-
cided not to renew his agreement
with the Stigwood Organisation. The
first foreign companies to be repre-
sented by Rudolf Slezak Musikverlag
were Dratleaf Limited and Abigail
Music (London) . . . Tbe Rolling
Stones concerts are scheduled for
the 18th of September in Cologne,
20th in Berlin, 22nd in Hamburg,
24th in Munich and in the beginning
of October in Frankfurt and Essen
. . . Another festival of 100,000 in

Hamburg and Berlin is planned by
the German organizers Hans-Werner
Funke and Lippmann Rau after the
example of the big festivals in Wood-
stock and of the Isle of Wight in au-
tumn. If wil become a supermeeting
of leading English and American
pop groups. Scheduled dates are the
30th of August in Berlin and the 4th
of September in Hamburg . . . The
German trade looks good in the
future. They are sure that in the
face of Musicassetts and the coming
video cassetts the record turnover —
especially on the LP sector — will
increase. During a stay in Germany
Cash Box president George Albert
briefly discussed the German mar-
ket situation as follows:
“The German market, like every

other market, has developed and
increased in the past 15 years since
we originally in Cash Box had started
the international complex of the world.
As a trade publication we have been
the pioneers in development of crea-
tive material for the whole world.
Germany has been the first market
which has developed to such a great
degree and expand so that it became
one of the major markets of the entire
world. Their materials have been ex-
panded to all the other major markets.
They have changed; they have im-
ported, exported and they have created
and been a tremendous contribution
to the music and the entertainment
world through their continual growth
in this market.”

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miliano (with several entries) and
beat duet Juan y Juan, breaking into
the charts lately with a single and
seeming to have a good potential for
1970.

Beat groups held the greatest slice

of the market, and many of them
reached the Top Twenty and appear
among the top sellers of the year.
Some of the names are Los Naufragos,
La Joven Guardia, Los Gatos, Al-
mendra, Manal, Los Walkers, Trocha
Angosta, Pintura Fresca, Septima Bri-
gada, Piel Tierna, Carlos Bisso
y Conexion Numero Cinco, and others,
ranging from a straight approach with
a language much alike the slang used
in Buenos Aires to experiments in psy-
chedelia.

As a whole, however, it is interest-
ing to mention that the individual force
of the artists decreased during these
twelve months, to the point where
most of the top selling albums in May
and June 1970 were formed with a se-
lection of the hit tune by each of these
artists, rather than by twelve songs
by one artist or group.

From the foreign visitors, the big-
gest hit was undoubtedly Spanish chan-
ter Joan Manuel Serrat, who produced
an explosion with his tunes and was
forced to return a couple of months
after his first appearance and schedule
several others for the near future. Two
LP’s and several singles headed the
way to the charts, and there is big
interest towards the new production by
this artist. Spanish chanter Dyango
obtained also a very strong success,
via personal appearances and through
a selected way of recording tunes
suitable for this market. Another top
name from Spain, Raphael, also sold
very well after some time of unavail-
ability of his records because of his

lawsuit against Hispavox, which fi-

nally won it. Italian artists like Nicola
De Bari, Jimmy Fontana, Gabriella
Ferri, Nada and Sergio Endrigo have
been also very popular, and the same
may be said about Gianni Morandi,
Lucio Dalla and Rita Pavone. From
the Latin area, the leading artist has
been Venezolan chantress Mirtha
Perez, and one more Spanish artist:

flamenco star Peret.
As tor American and British artists,

the biggest sellers have been Johnny
Rivers, Creedence Clearwater Revival,
Bill Deal and The Rhondells, Led Zep-
pelin and of course The Beatles and
The Rolling Stones. Soul artists like

Aretha Franklin, Wilson Pickett and
Otis Redding also ranked high, with
steady but consistent popularity;
Herb Alpert and his Tijuana Brass
had a good comeback after his Singer
Special was aired on TV.
How much did a hit mean? During

these twelve months, top smashes
could reach the 150,000 mark, both in

the singles and LP field. Good regular
hits averaged between 80,000 and
110,000, and a “strong" record should
not sell less than 50,000. For LP's,
figures could be a 20%. Resulting artist
fees for TV and public performances
can amount to $1,000 tor top artists and
hits, $500 to $800 after or before the

summit. In general, top artists are
avoiding TV exposure, and a good
example is set by Palito Ortega: he
usually appears on television about
twelve times a year, stars on two or
three spectaculars, and does only one
appearance in person in the year, gen-
erally during Carnival. For the inte-

rior of the country he arranges a tour
that lasts two months, once a year.

Other groups like Los Iracundos prefer
to spend most of the time in the inte-

rior, and usually do not appear on TV
at all. The same applies to those with
a strong disk image, who try to avoid
the cameras.

THE TRADE

CBS RECORDS — The company en-
joyed record sales through the
smashes by solo chanter Sandro, with
titles like “Asi”, “Penumbras” and
“Se Te Nota”, and two LP’s, beat
music group Los Naufragos: “Za-
patos Rotos”, “Yo on Mi Casa, Ella
en el Bar,” Leonardo Favio and folk

artists Jorge Cafrune and Roberto
Rimoldi Fraga. In April the company
stopped its production plant to allow
the building of new facilities. The
launching of the new (for Argentina)
label Epic, under the management of
Douglas Taylor, marked the develop-
ment of new markets for the diskery,
along with the increase of releases
under the Harmony low-priced logo.
Harold Morris named John Lear as
general manager, Roberto Aguado as
commercial manager and Hugo Pi-
ombi as top A&R man in November,
as part of a revamping of the diskery.
The policy of the label was to intensify
local releases, counting on producers
Techeiro, Figueroa Reyes and Francis
Smith, responsible for many hits.

DISC Jockey — The Rodriguez
Luque-directed diskery based its oper-
ation mainly on the exploitation of
the French Barclay, Spanish Vergara
and British Major-Minor labels, and
the marketing of beat music groups
and soloists as Pintura Fresca and
Carlos Javier Beltran. There is also
a regional music branch, designed for
the markets of the interior, sometimes
with a cover of International hits with
a local flavor, and also an eye on the
melodic music market through artists
like Chilean top seller Rosamel Araya
and local star Pepito Perez. One of the
biggest hits of the season was Peret,
who came to Buenos Aires for ap-
pearances at the Mau Man discotheque
in April.
EMI SUPPLIERS — The newest big
diskery in Argentina, it was origi-
nated by a decision of Odeon — the
EMI Ltd representative in this coun-
try — to open a branch that would
operate independently with the labels
that Odeon was unable to service at
its best in this country. Starting from
nothing less than three years ago, the
Juan Carlos Menna-directed diskery
has reached a 10% share of the mar-
ket, expanding itself into other
rnarkets like poetry, jazz and distribu-
tion of other labels. The latest acquisi-
tion was the representation of Belter,
which folded as an indie after several
years of struggling: Dunhill, previ-

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ously represented by RCA, was also
acquired during this period.

FERMATA’PROD'UCTIONS'' — The
main effort of the diskery was the
moving to a four-story building, out
from its old offices on San Martin
Street, and the huge investment re-

quired to relocate all the publishing
and record-distributing facilities. The
year was devote to an increase of local
recordings, involving the contracting of
local pop and Classical music talent
like Las Trillizas de Oro, the Melos
Ensemble of Buenos Aires, poet-singer
Anzoategui, chanter Ricardo Ceratto
and others. The international connec-
tions were improved through several
trips to the States and Europe paid
by Lebendiger from Brazil, which put
Fermata on a competitive basis for all

the changes in the International scene
that have been taking place during the
recent past.

MICROFON — The diskery changed
somewhat his policy of previous years,
orienting itself towards the budget
market and its unexploited possibil-
ities, ranging from tie-ins with maga-
zines to direct mail selling. The com-
pany moved to new headquarters, on
Sarmiento 1983, and revamped its or-
ganization, starting new series and
relabeling part of its product, with ex-
cellent results and a strenghthening of
its position in the market, without de-
pending too much on a single chart
hit. The contracting of radio emcee
Julio Marbiz folk music producer
brought in artists like Los Quilla
Huasi and Los Huanca Hua, and
helped to better use the talent of
names like Chacho Santa Cruz. On the
tango side the diskery’s main artist
is Virginia Luque, whose LP devoted
to Enrique Santos Discepolo sold very
well.

ODEON — The diskery has one of
he biggest hits of the year in Spanish
chanter Joan Manuel Serrat, and also
profited from the strong sales ob-
tained by nearly all the Beatles and
Rolling Stones recordings released
and mainly the albums “Abbey Road”
and “Pentagon,” which appeared
among the top attractions of the year.
In the local field there were good

results with Trio Galleta, folk chan-
ter Coco Diaz, tropical music group
Los Wamanco and, of course, the large
catalog of standard tango music, which
includes Carlos Gardel and other big
stars, and the folk music albums re-

corded by Atahualpa Yupanqui and
others. The appointing of Denis Dunn
as Top A&R man brought new
strength to the chart action of the
label, and an increase in the market
share held by it.

PHONOGRAM — The hit of the sea-
son, from the point of view of the
charts, and mainly in the first months
of 1970, when a string of smashes al-

lowed the three main labels distributed
by Phonogram (Philips, Polydor and
Atlantic) to invade the Top Twenty,
pushed by a dinamic indie producer
organization and a fresh approach to

the handling of young artists like Elio
Rocam that had been already with the
label for several years but never
at their full potential. In the folk mu-
sic field, the naming of Cesar Isella

as man in charge of developing new
talent brought also good results. The
company has also pioneered cassettes
and improved susbstantially its distri-

buting and recordings facilities, and
wiir start building new studios next
year, in its own building, which is

prepared for this. The acquisition of

Korn Publishers brought the necessary
backing and allowed to combine efforts
in both fields and improve results.
One of the leaders in the export of
local music, through the Philips and
DGG organizations in Europe, where
several recent recordings by Ariel
Ramirez and other artists have been
released.

PRODISA — A diskery oriented mainly
to the big sound and orchestra record-
ings, has been also profiting from the
increase in cassette and cartridge
sales, and a steady development in

the stereo music market, where
Prodisa is strongly represented through
the Command, Project Three and Mon-
ument catalogs. Jorge Cesar Esperon
its manager, has been operating on the
basis of luxury-printed jackets and un-
matchable pressing, and has been able
to obtain both good sales on certain
singles (like Tommy Roe) and albums
of permanent value.
RCA — The most aggresive attitude
in the whole industry, battling always

for the first place in the charts and
developing TV, radio and newspaper
promotion through a fast moving ad-
vertising dept, headed by Carlos Gar-
barino. Adolfo Pino, in charge of the
general management, increased action
in the publishing field, through the Re-
lay affiliated outlet, headed by Beatriz
Lupo, and opened the way into artists

management in May, under the direc-

tion of Charlie Levy Leroy. Top coun-
try artists like Los Iracundos, folk

stars like Jose Larralde and Los Char-
chaleros, and active moving in the
tango field through Aquiles Giacometti.
The diskery re-opened the trend to-

wards selection albums and launched
the block release technique, marketing
ten LP’s at the same time under a
strong advertising campaign. The
handling of the MCA, Groove, Tamla-
Motown and Jubille catalogs gave also
several strong sellers, and among
them The Cuff Links, Sam Shay and
others.

SICAMERICANA — Operating in the
budget and medium price fields, with
the biggest collection of Classical mu-
sic and folk standards selling for about
$2.20, on a large scale. Present in the
charts through the Hispavox star Ra-
phael, locally recorded Venezolan star
Mirtha Perez, several beat groups
and artists from the States under the
Reprise label and from Britain under
Pye. Opened recently a cassette and
cartridge producing factory, new stu-

dios and importing new and up-to-date
equipment for these facilities. Expan-
sion plans include new stories for its

building, and the acquisition of more
representation rights. Also working
hard on the export of locally-produced
music to other Latin American and
Spanish-speaking countries.
INDEPENDENT RECORD PRODUC-
ERS — The biggest and most impor-
tant of them is Ricardo Kleiman, one
of the top disk jockeys of the coun-
try, who a few years ago decided to
get into the business and has how been
producing deals with several labels,
a publishing outfit and an artist man-
aging agency. Kleiman’s hits are based
on the cover of American and Euro-
pean hits and on the deep observation
of the likes and dislikes of the Argen-
tine teenagers; the records usually ap-
ply the current slang words most used
by the youth and the tunes, in most
of the cases especially composed (if

local) have even obtained string suc-
cess in other countries and have been
translated to English and French.

Litto Nebbia is also an example of
the young chanter and composer who
believes in a certain sort of music;
after starting several years ago with
the Los Gatos Group, credited with
several golden records, he started a
career as a soloist, then joined once
more the Los Gatos Group, which had
travelled to the States, and now pro-
duces their records and also other
groups like Los Mentales, besides writ-
ing and singing his own production.
Palito Ortega, who started as a

singer and author, has been able to
develop a whole entertainment com-
plex, with his own pubbery, a record
producing outfit and an artist man-
aging agency, with plenty of interna-
tional action. He also writes and pro-
duces his own TV shows, and has
been one of the main factors in the
success of artists like Los Tios Queri-
dos and Freddy Tadeo. Has also built
a career as cinema actor, and plans
to enter the European market in the
near future, taking part at several
song festivals and having his songs
translated to English, French and
German.

This month Shocking Blue’s ‘Venus’
was released by Dureco; it became a
worldwide hit in 1970. Negram launch-
ed ‘Ma Belle Amie’ by Dutch top-for-

mation Tee Set. Dutch rock-group The
Motions were one of the first acts from
Holland to perform in the US; Mercury
released their “Electric Baby" al-

bum. Dutch pirate radiostation Radio
Veronica had world premiere of new
Rolling Stones record ‘Honky Tonk
Women'. Beach Boys - Paul Revere
and the Raiders concert in Amsterdam
and Les Compagnons de la Chanson
concert in Emmeloord. Thirty-five
thousand people were visiting the
first Amsterdam open air stadium
concert with top of the bill Dutch sing-

ing couple Gert & Hermien. During
this unique happening they received
their twelfth gold disc for 50.000 ‘Gert
en Hermien Show’ LP’s. The Edwin
Hawkins Singers caused a stir with
their Buddah-bomber ‘Oh Happy Day’,
within 3 weeks time no. 1 in Holland.
Polydor started the re-release of the
Verve-Jazz-catalogue. Richie Havens
in Holland. Release on the Track label
of the complete popopera ‘Tommy’ of

the Who. Messrs. Oeges and Knipschild
with Polydor. Although the interna-
tional attractions (Gilbert Becaud,
Dusty Springfield, Melanie, Sandie
Shaw, etc.) were great, Hollands first

International Song Contest ‘Singing

a smash at the Plumpton Festival.
Melanie in Holland to promote her
album ‘Back In Town’. Another big
star visiting sunny Holland was Mireil-
le Mathieu, Barclay’s number one
singer. Jan van Schalkwijk attended
the Split Songfestival in Yugoslavia
and bought a.o. the winning song for
Germany, Switzerland and Austria. A
first album by the known Dutch opera-
singer Christina Deutekom was re-

leased by Phonogram (Philips) . DGG-
label started the ‘Beethoven Year’ with
the release of the complete works by
Beethoven. Bovema did a heavy cam-
paign for the Walt Disney catalogue.

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The Record Ban:
At this time each year it is generally

encouraging to report the continued
steady growth of the recording indus-
try Down Under; this year however
the entire Aussie scene is hidden un-
der a dark cloud, called for want of a

better word; The Record Ban. No one
thought it would actually come to

pass; not one that is, except those ex-

ecutives at the very head of the dis-

pute. But what has come to pass is the
record industry’s “blackest year’’. The
disasterous state of affairs as it now
stands, means that none of the one
hundred and fourteen commercial
radio stations in this country playing
records originating out of English or
Europena countries. Worse still, only a
handful of local Australian records are
being aired.
Each and every one of the stations

aligned with the Commercial Federa-
tion of Broadcasting Stations (FACB)
are involved, and are programming
only American-originated discs. The
nation-wide network of government-
owned stations operated by the Aus-
tralian Broadcasting Commission are
not affected by the ban because they
already pay an annual fee to the rec-

ord companies for performance rights.

(Also exempt from the present dispute
are television stations and juke box
operators.)
The broadcasters (FACB) are hold-

ing their ground, refusing to pay; and
indications are that they will not re-

lent.

Since the dispute came into effect a
month ago, the Federation has sup-
plied master lists of records (mainly
American) to the stations, which are
regarded as “safe’’ to play on air. We
use the term “safe”, because it is only
American records which do not con-
stitute an infringement of a new Copy-
right Act passed last year by Federal
Parliament giving the record com-
panies the right to seek a fee of up to

a maximum of 1% of the total revenue
earned by broadcasting stations. Cash

Box understands that the manufac-
turers (ARMA) are asking for only
1/2%, which would amount to some-
where in the vicinity of $370,000 (Au-
stralian) per year.
Aussie stations look as though they

will be sporting the “All American
Sound” for some time to come. The
broadcasters stress that the record
companies forced them into dropping
the records in question because of an
unjust levy. (The radio industry al-

ready pays an amount close to $740,000
to the Australian Performing Rights
Association (APRA), but this is for
direct payment of composer’s royal-
ties.)

Broadcasters believe that they pro-

vide invaluable publicity for the rec-

ord industry, claiming that proof of

this is the fact that sales of English
and local Australian discs are now in

rapid decline. Key commercial broad-
casters in capital cities across the na-

tion have suspended printing and pub-
lication of their hit charts which have
been an important part of the scene
here for some years, to say nothing of

the good-will they have provided for

individual stations.

The far-reaching effects of this dis-

pute cannot be stressed too strongly,

and the side-issues affecting record
manufacturers are as important as
they are numerous.
High on the list must surely be the

big drop in over the counter sales . . .

few people buy records they’ve never
heard before. Most English/European
records issued here by the major dis-

tributors enjoyed a large share of pop-
ularity in air-play and sales until last

month; now they look like taking the
biggest knock of all. English artists

who realise the potential of the mar-
ket here are up in arms because most
of them, being as they are on long-

term overseas contracts, are power-
less to switch to an independent com-
pany.
Few people in this country dispute

five for a record’s success on the pop-
ularity-sales charts, and the “famil-
iarity” patter where the top hits are
played every hour or so is the current
policy on most Australian air outlets.

Australian artists affected by the
dispute are even more aware of its

consequences than their European
counter-parts. Top stars like Johnny
Farhnam, Normie Rowe and Ronnie
Burns realise only too well the disas-
trous effects the ban is having on their

careers.

Most of them work regularly on
television shows, but all agree that it’s

the consent radio exposure that keeps
them in demand. (Ex-Seekers girl

Judith Durham for example, sings
with A&M Records in the States so she
is un-affected by the ban.) With their

careers hanging in the balance, several
top names have felt strongly enough
about the present state of affairs to

contact the Federal Attornye-General,
requesting him to intervene on their

behalf.

Many top disk names have told Cash
Box that they have not been officially

informed by the record companies to

which they’re contracted.
Understandably they’re hopping

mad and plans are under way to hold a
nation-wide meeting of recording art-

ists to voice an offician protest and to

decide a further course of action.

So now the diskeries have to face

the fact that most of their big star

names are planning to part company
with them as soon as their contracts

expire. Some artists, not on water-
tight agreements have already left to

join the handful of independent labels

that have sprung up.

It is these independents who are

really coming into their own; they’re

not involved in the dispute simply be-

cause they are not demanding royal-

ties. One such independent has no less

than eight singles represented on the

best seller lists. The loss of revenue
from locally-produced records is not

the only worry facing the big disc

companies. They are even more con-

cerned about the independents ever-

increasing practise of using their

newly-signed talent to record big hits

from America and Europe. The indies

get hold of a fast flying hit from Am-
erica and record their own versipn

with-in a few days, thereby short-cir-

cuiting the major distributors who
hold the rights to the original master.
’This so-called practise of “cover ver-

sions” was all the rage here fifteen

years ago when the top forty format
first came into being, but the cover
versions now being produced in Au-
stralia are not just cheap imitations;

they are very often top-class works in

their own right.

Contributing to the success of the

cover version is the copyright regula-

tion that forbids any broadcaster to

play an imported record until a period
of seven weeks has elapsed since the
disc was first issued in its country of
origin.

As reported some weeks back, this
regulation has never really been en-
forced, but it now seems likely that
the major disc concerns will use it to
the full in an effort to block the broad-
casters. The regulation originally
came into being because stations were,
and still are to this time, receiving
imports so quickly and getting them to
air far in advance of record companies
receiving their copies.
The imports often receive heavy

radio saturation, whereupon a large
slice of actual disc sales is lost by the
time the record company gets the disc
to the local market.
Locally-produced cover versions do

not come under this restriction and
can be broadcast within the seven
week embargo period. So it can be
seen that “cover” versions of over-
seas originals have every chance pos-
sible chance of gaining acceptance
with radio station programmers and
the buying public many weeks before
an imported hit has the chance of be-
ing heard. The major companies have
still bigger problems on their hands.
With no end to the dispute in sight,

some influential factions are going
ahead with plans to move into the rec-
ord producing business themselves.
One such company will bring together
the Herald and Weekly Times Ltd; the
Macquarie Broadcasting Network, and
a Sydney-based television station ATN
Channel Seven. Several other key
broadcasting concerns also have plans
well in advance in this regard. These
new companies will operate to the

obvious detriment of established rec-

ord companies. But it must also be
understood that if it were not for the
established companies insistance in

enforcing the new Copyright regula-
tion in the first place; there would be
no need for rival companies to come
into being at all.

Competition is of course a good
thing, but many people involved in the
industry find it regrettable that new,
relitively inexperienced factions
should have been allowed to spring up
out of the present dispute.
These new interests while concern-

iug themselves initially with local pro-
duction on the home-front, will no
doubt have plans to enter into fran-
chise arrangements with overseas out-
lets for the manufacture and market-
ing of overseas records throught Au-
stralia. This latter point is naturally of
increasing concern to the established
record companies.
We made mention earlier of the fact

that television stations are not affected
by the dispute. Many record execu-
tives feel that in the light of the pre-
sent radio shut-down on their local
and English material, television could
be an important outlet for exposure of
product. Several reports claim disc
programmes are in tne wind, and this
form of exposure could well result in
the discovery of a completely new
disc promotion medium.
What with our population growing

so rapidly and tne ever-increasing
demands of a keen record-buying pub-
lic, it may not be such a dark cloud
hanging over the Australian scene as
was first thought. No matter what the
eventual outcome of this business, the
winds of change are definately begin-
ning to blow, and one can perhaps
forecast a bigger and brighter future
stemming out of what is undoubtedly a
tragic and to many, unnecessary dis-
pute.
