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Healthy Sign: Less 
Product Coming 

To Market 

Preliminary product release sched- 
ules for the fall and winter sales sea- 
son ahead-particularly the new LP 
news from the just -completed Colum- 
bia Records sales meeting in Freeport 
(Bahamas)-indicate a healthy ap- 
proach to the industry's marketing of 
its wares. 

This view was described by Cash 
Box in the June 20 issue as a "less 
product, more punch" philosophy un- 
der the editorial theme of "Making All 
LP's `Project' LP's." It's useful to re- 
mind the trade that the editorial that 
week emphasized that "... easing the 
flow of LP's should be regarded not as 
a retrenchment of industry goals in the 
face of economic downturns, but 
makes sense during any economic sit- 
uation, bust or boom." "The 'less 
product, more punch' blueprint," the 
editorial concluded, "is designed to 
help guarantee LP's an increasing 
share of the leisure -time market." 

It's satisfying to note that the cur- 
rent round of manufacturer sales 
meets seem to be taking cognizance 
of the feelings conveyed by Cash Box 
at that time, especially at a time when 
the industry usually puts its best -foot - 
forward in terms of "heavies" in antic- 
ipation of the industry's strongest 
sales quarter. Interestingly, however, 
labels aren't holding back all their 
"heavy" acts for convention, but are 
marketing them throughout the year. 
Thus, there aren't too many strong 
acts competing with each other at one 

point in the year. In re -stating our be- 
lief, we would also make it clear that 
those labels with the capacity to do so 
should still try and make available to 
the record -buying public all kinds of 
LP product, not just those designed to 
reach one segment (e.g. youth) of the 
public. But in limiting the amount of 
product in all markets being penetrat- 
ed, these labels are better equipped to 
merchandise an entire release, simply 
by being able to envelop each LP 
around a more concentrated merchan- 
dising program. Assuming product 
that has it "in the grooves" with re- 
gard to its market, each LP in the re- 
lease can .be treated as a "project LP." 

And obviously, getting product into 
the right "groove" is easier to come 
by when the sources of product are 
not burdened or pressured into com- 
ing up with tonnage rather than well 
thought out LP concepts. It also fol- 
lows that this can lead to more crea- 
tive and concentrated merchandising 
and sales ideas in getting this product 
home to the consumer. 

Every label, of course, wants to be 
in on the establishment of a Beatles 
or a Simon & Garfunkel or a Rolling 
Stones. This can lead to a torrent of a 
new -act releases in the hope that 
something will stick. The future won- 
ders on the disk scene may only be 
created by their presence not as a 
needle in a haystack, but as an act that 
the label treats as a standout right 
from the start.

FREEPORT, BAHAMAS - Colum- 
bia Records will meet "more aggres- 
sive" industry competition attemp- 
ting to unseat its sales leadership by 
maintaining an in-depth operation, a 
"humanized" approach to record - 
tape marketing and maintaining a 
"quality, not quantity" approach to 
its artist roster. 

These were the main points out- 
lined by Clive Davis, president of 
Columbia, at the label's annual sales 
convention in Freeport (Bahamas) 
last week. Under the theme of "The 
Music Company Presents Conven- 
tion/70," both Columbia and Epic in- 
troduced new product before 650 
members of CBS Records organiza- 
tion. Columbia is marketing eight 
pop and seven classical LP's plus 17 
8 -track, 15 cassette and three reel-to- 
reel tape releases. Epic introduced 
seven pop albums plus two 8 -track 
and two cassette tapes. Also, Harmo- 
ny Records, introducing a variable 
pricing policy with a $2.98 line of 
"Headliner" sets, is offering seven al- 
bums, while Odyssey is offering nine 
albums. Two lines distributed by 
Epic, Barnaby and Kinetic, are offer- 
ing one album each. Special blues 
sets, kiddie record & book albums are 
also among the new product. 

Among the acts with new product 
are Miles Davis, the First National 
Nothing, Herschel Bernadi, Al Koop- 
er, The New York Rock Ensemble, 
Andre Kostelanetz, Compton & Bat-

Davis said that Columbia was con- 
fronted with a "perpetual attack on 
its position by tough, aggressive, 
well -financed" label operations. Da- 
vis, however, emphasized that the la- 
bel would not fall victim to "huge 
royalty deals" that in his view were 
"without exception . . . financial 
disasters." "Even the recipient of 
naive largesse," he commented, "has 
suffered." 

Davis felt that companies involving 
themselves in these arrangements had 
not probed the "faculty of the talent 
discoverer" (e.g. producer) enough to 
determine their ability to provide a 
continual flow of talent. 

As for Columbia's artist roster, 
Davis said that at least 100 artists 
had been cut from the label. He 
maintained that the remaining ar- 
tists-representing "quality not 
quantity"-would benefit to a greater 
degree from the label's national ad 
dollar, now amounting annually to $3 
million (the figure doew not include

tures, passive in its relationship to 
its film scores for most of its 40 
years, has in the past year moved to 
integrate music activities within its 
organization. 

The company is presently on a 
high film release schedule of 12 films 
per year. For these productions, Carl 
Prager, head of Allied Artists Music 
and vp of the parent company, is 
setting up scores designed to prove 
their worth not only in the films 
themselves, but as disk vehicles as 
well. 

When Prager moved into the setup 
over a year ago, the firm had been 
associated with more than 500 
feature films, none of the music 
scores of which were under Allied 
Artist control. Now, this has 
changed, one of the major recent 
moves being the assignment of writ- 
er -actor Mort Shuman to create the 
score for a film now in production 
called "The Romance of the Horse 
Thief," shooting in Czechoslovakia 
with Yul Brynner and Laine Kazan in 
starring roles. Shuman, who has a 
part in the film, is writing several 
songs, including a theme. 

Prager also points out that music 
had become an integral part of the 
thinking of all contemplated AA 
features plus TV properties. In this 
regard, he works closely with Manny 
Wolfe, president of AA, and Wilfred 

Dodd, exec vp and production head. 
For a number of upcoming proper- 

ties, Prager is seeking rock talent 
(e.g. groups who write their own ma- 
terial) to perform on soundtracks. 
Publishing deals are made either 
through an ASCA P affiliate, Allied 
Artist Music, or Soultown Music, 
cleared through BMI. Prager has set 
international deals for the firm 
through Croma in Europe; CBS In- 
ternational in South America; and 
Pacific of Tokyo in Asia. 

Prager's role at AA also includes 
all post -production music work, in- 
cluding re-editing and re -scoring. The 
company's present music unit is de- 
signed to give the company income 
on possible hit material from movies 
in addition to fees paid in certain 
parts of the world for theatrical ex- 
posure of AA films. AA lost out, for 
instance, on one of the big film 
scores of recent years, "A Man & A 
Woman," a box-office bonanza re- 
leased through A A. 

Prager says A A is not considering 
the formation of a record company, 
but prefers to make the best possible 
deal on soundtracks with existing 
record manufacturers. 

Virtually all of AA's operation is 
now headquartered at 15 Columbus 
Circle (Gulf & Western Building) in 
New York. 

Bell: Top 6 Months In History 
NEW YORK - Bell Records sales 
during the first six months of 1970, 
the biggest of any comparable period 
in the label's history, were 60% over 
the first half of 1969. Albums were up 
92% and singles 46% over the first 
half of 1969. 

"This fantastic sales jump," said 
Larry Uttal, Bell president, "is made 
all the more remarkable by the fact 
that it came at a time when the na- 
tion's economy is way off. It's a 
tribute to the truly unbeatable team 

of talented young producers, promo- 
tion and marketing people who make 
up the Bell family." 

Iry Biegel, Bell vice president and 
general manager, stated, ". . we are 
confident that the next six months 
will far surpass the first half of the 
year." 

Leading Bell's album success pa- 
rade was "Mountain Climbing" by 
Mountain, which became the label's 
first gold LP. Other Bell chart al-

In comments to the industry as a 
whole, Davis said he did not regard 
the business as "an experimental sta- 
tion financed by industrial Santa 
Clauses." He called for "prudent su-

Welles Begats New 
Radio Controversy 

HOLLYWOOD - Orson Welles, who 
stirred a national panic and contro- 
versy with his 1938 radiocast, "The 
War of The Worlds," is causing waves 
in radio again, this time with his first - 
ever record album, Mediarts' "The 
Begatting of The President." 

Controversy started when one lead- 
ing Los Angeles FM outlet, KMET, 
requested and secured Mediarts' per- 
mission to get an exclusive on the al- 
bum for its world -premiere airplay. 
Forty-eight hours before announced 
broadcast time, the album play was 
cancelled at request of Metromedia's 
(KMET's parent) Washington, D.C. 
legal counsel. Reason for the change, 
according to a company spokesman: 
"The record is not acceptable for 
broadcast on any Metromedia station 
because it involves too many questions 
under the FCC's fairness doctrine." 

Other stations immediately dis- 
agreed, with Mediarts getting nu- 
merous requests for permission to 
play the entire album. First to do so 
was LA's KRHM-FM, which devoted 
an entire hour of Sunday evening 
play, including a half-hour interview 
with Mediarts' chairman Alan Liv- 
ingston. In addition, several top AM 
and FM stations were running cuts 
from the album, with some DJs even 
reading on air newspaper reports of 
the album's banning on other stations. 

According to Bob Yorke, Mediarts' 
president, the Welles album also has 
been banned by LA's KBCA, but 
"many leading stations around the 
country are playing the album." Re- 
quests were such that Yorke pre- 
pared a special record of selected 
cuts from the album to faciliate play 
for DJs. 

Livingston, pointing out that "nec- 
cessity of giving equal time is im- 
probable since Welles' text bruises all 
political parties impartially," specu- 
lates the ban may reflect "that some 
people are nervous about their licenses 
because of attacks on the medium by 
Vice President Agnew and the Nixon 
administration. It is a sad commentary 
when they are afraid to play some- 
thing such as this in a free country," 
Livingston opined. 

Senate OK's `Al Hirt Bill' 
NEW YORK -A measure known as 
"The Al Hirt Bill" has been passed 
by the Louisiana State Senate making 
it a criminal offense for any person 
to "intentionally" throw something to 
harm someone in a parade. The bill, 
passed by a 33 to 2 vote, is a direct 
result of a serious lip injury suffered 
by Hirt when he was hit by a brick 
tossed from the crowds during his 
participation in the New Orleans 
Mardi Gras festival. It was feared for 
a time that the impairment might 
bring an end to the famed trumpet 
player's career. Fortunately, however, 
plastic surgery was able to be utilized 
and Hirt recovered. 

GWP Records has just released a 
new album titled "Al Hirt Country," 
the first album of country -pop ma- 
terial, recorded in Nashville, by the 
performer.

George Szell 
CLEVELAND - George Szell, con- 
ductor of the Cleveland Orchestra 
since 1946, died here at Hanna House 
of University Hospital last week (30) 
at the age of 73.

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FTC Reschedules 
Hearings On Club 
Negative Options 
WASHINGTON - The Federal 
Trade Commission has rescheduled 
the hearing on its proposed trade 
regulation rule concerning use of ne- 
gative option sales plans. 

The FTC has challenged this ap- 
proach by disk and book clubs where- 
by the clubs assume a member's con- 
tinuation in club when the club is not 
notified otherwise. Shortly after the 
FTC announcement, the Columbia 
Record Club defended its use of the 
plan. 

Originally set for Aug. 18 and 19, 
the hearing will be held at 10 a. m. 
on November 16 and 17 in Room 532, 
Federal Trade Commission Building, 
Washington, D. C. It has been 
rescheduled because several industry 
associations and corporations said 
they needed more time to collect and 
prepare the information they would 
like to present. 

Anyone wishing to make oral com- 
ments at the hearing should so in- 
form the Assistant Director, Division 
of Industry Guidance, Federal Trade 
Commission, Washington, D. C. 
20580, by November 10, stating the 
estimated time required for presenta- 
tion. Reasonable time limitations 
may be imposed. 

In addition, all parties who want to 
(1) file written views or (2) deliver 
prepared statements at the hearing 
should file them with the same office 
by November 10, 1970. To the extent 
practicable, persons wishing to file 
written statements exceeding two 
pages should submit 20 copies. 

Copies of the original hearing no- 
tice, including the proposed trade 
regulation rule, may be obtained 
from the Commission on request.

WTOD's accomplishment is note- 
worthy since it has faced consider- 
able competition in the Toledo mar- 
ket, including three Top Forty sta- 
tions. In accounting for a country 
format station winning out in the 
ratings race, WTOD's program direc- 
tor Jim Wight commented, "At the 
same time country grew. more sophis-

ticated, rock began to become less 
palatable to all but the teenage lis- 
teners." The inevitable result was 
that older members of the audience 
became more attracted to modern 
country sounds. 

Wight cited another important fac- 
tor, "We pay our jocks more than 
some stations in major markets. They 
work hard in promoting the station 
while they're on the air and while 
they're off. Professionalism is our 
format." 

Using the NAB recommended com- 
mercial load of 18 minutes, WTOD 
walks a line between rock or extreme 
sounding country music and what 
Wight termed "hard" or very tradi- 
tional country. Basic policy is to play 
two album tracks and two oldies per 
hour, using the remaining time to 
play selections from a playlist of 
85-90 singles. 

DROP RIGHT IN-That's what Cer- 
tron Records' Pozo Seco did at the 
studios of the Larry Kane Show in 
Houston. KTRK-TV personality Kane 
was on hand to welcome the pair, who 
brought along a copy of their new 
LP. 

Promotions are heard often on the 
station. A recent one, with the im- 
probable title "Send A Friend To 
Hell," rewarded winners with an all - 
expense paid weekend at the Satan's 
Holiday Fair in Hell, Michigan. A 
Country Clunker contest featured a 
run down 1957 station wagon as the 
first prize, while "Hi -Low" gave lis- 
teners the chance to zero in on an 
exact money figure in a fashion sim- 
ilar to the one used in the card game. 

Currently WTOD is involved in a 
whirlwind preparation for the Miss 
Lucas County Fair contest which is 
sponsored by them. In addition to 
selecting applicants, the deejays have 
the somewhat enviable task of 
screening them and choosing the 
finalists. Winner of the competition 
receives a bevy of WTOD-donated 
prizes. 

During the month of December, the 
station goes all out on a "Penny 
Pitch" campaign to raise money for a 
local crippled children's home. Jocks 
shovel walks, wash cars, allow pies 
to be thrown in their face, all for 
donations. "It's simply an emotional 
appeal for money," explained Wight. 
Last year the station was directly 
responsible for raising over $4,000 
for this charity. 

ABC newscasts are heard on the 
hour in addition to two minutes of 
local news. Editorials are aired four 
times per day and changed every oth- 
er day.

and the need to "never apologize for 
business acumen." 

To the CBS international unit, 
Davis said that the division will in- 
troduce more underground sounds 
abroad to gain a bigger share of the 
foreign market (see International 
News Report for CBS Int'l meet at 
Freeport). 

Mort Hoffman, vp of .Epic, told the 
convention that Epic's sales had dou- 
bled in the year it's been part of the 
Columbia distribution organization. 
He said, however, that the company 
required the breaking of new acts, 
since much of the label's volume was 
concentrated in the sales impact of a 
small group of performers, including 
Sly & the Family Stone, Tammy 
Wynette, Bobby Vinton, Donovan, 
Poco and Jeff Beck. 

Stan Snyder, director of sales and 
distribution, praised the Columbia or- 
ganization on its success, noting that 
in the past three years the label had 
doubled its share of the market. 

Others who addressed the meet in- 
cluded Bill Farr, marketing vp, who 
greeted the conventioneers last 
Thursday (30), plus various product 
area heads, including Pierre Bour- 
dain, Ron Alexenburg, Gene Settler, 
Bruce Lundvall, George Novak, Don 
Ellis, Milton Selkowitz. 

Person -to -Person Seminars 
The 1970 national sales convention 

took place at a time when Columbia 
Records tops the industry as the 
largest record company in the world. 
Particularly noteworthy were this 
year's person -to -person services held 
on Thursday and Friday, August 
30 and 31. These covered merchandis- 
ing/advertising and product, and were 
chaired by Bruce Lundvall, Vice Pres- 
ident, Merchandising, and George 
Novak, Director, Special Products, 
Sales and Distribution, respectively. 
Don Ellis, Director, Merchandising, 
Epic Records, also presided over a 
segment of the seminars which dealt 
with Epic product, specifically mer- 
chandising. Both days of conferences 
led to a tremendously advantageous 
and enlightening exchange of ideas, 
and each participant increased his 
knowledge, skill and enthusiasm for 
selling, promoting, merchandising 
and advertising Columbia and Epic 
product. There was also an opportu- 
nity, during the sessions, for Milton 
Selkowitz, Director, Audio Products 
and Accessories, to introduce the new 
additions to the growing line (see 
Separate Release). 

`Ludwigs' For Top 
Classics Staffers 

A special classical merchandising 
department luncheon was held last 
Friday (31) in the King Charles 
Room of the King's Inn, to honor the 
four recipients of Columbia's first 
annual "Ludwig" awards. These 
awards are presented to members of 
the national sales staff in four main 
regions for their "outstanding con- 
tribution and effort in the sales of 
classical product. 

The four award -winners, Don 
Dempsey, sales manager, Atlanta 
branch (southeastern region); Milt 
Goldstein, salesman, Elmhurst, New 
York branch (northeastern region); 
Jack Graves, salesman, Craig Corp., 
Seattle, Washington (western re- 
gion); and Dick Jester, salesman, 
Chicago branch (midwestern region), 
were all presented with an engraved 
bust of Ludwig van Beethoven. 

The luncheon was hosted by Peter 
Munves, product director of classical 
albums merchandising, and Pierre 
Bourdain, product manager of origi- 
nal cast, soundtrack and Masterworks 
albums. Sixty delegates and guests, 
including salesmen and branch man- 
agers who have large active classical 
accounts, executives from the classi- 
cal A&R department, and several spe- 
cial CBS International guests, were 
on hand for he presentations. 

There were four banquet/shows 
during convention week. Miles Davis, 
Donovan, Vikki Carr, Ray Stevens, 
Ronnie Dyson, Tom Rush, Ivan Re- 
broff, Lynn Anderson, The Byrds, 
Jam Factory, The Jerry Hahn Broth- 
erhood, The New York Rock Ensem- 
ble and Ballin' Jack, headed the 
heavy lineup of new and established 
Columbia and Epic artists. 

Other noteworthy events which 
took place during this year's 'Conven- 
tion, included the CBS International 
cocktail party, Friday, August 31, 
which feted world-renowned artist 
Ivan Rebroff (see Separate Release), 
and the presentation by Columbia 
and Epic 'of awards in the fields of 
engineering, promotion, sales and 
distribution (see Separate Release). 

Masterworks held a special lunch- 
eon on Friday, August 31, where the 
first annual "Ludwig" awards were 
presented (see Separate Release), 
and Epic and Custom Labels held a 
promotion luncheon, also on Friday, 
discussing the ideas for promoting 
the new product in all categories on 
the labels. 

Blues Series 
Columbia announced the release of 

five vintage blues albums by the 
blues performers Bessie Smith, Rob- 
ert Johnson, Bukka White, Leadbel- 
ly, and an anthology by blues scholar 
Paul Oliver, entitled: "The Story of 
The Blues," based on Oliver's out- 
standing book of the same name. At 
the same time, it was announced that 
Barnaby Records, which is distributed 
by Columbia, was releasing a long- 
awaited album by Lightnin' Hopkins 
and one by Otis Spann. 

It was stressed at the presentation 
that the current blues revival has its 
roots in the work of such legendary 
performers as Bessie Smith and Rob - 

Documentary, Clips 
Present The Product 

Columbia Records creative team 
headed by Arnold Levine, creative di- 
rector of advertising and sales, and 
film maker Steve Verona put together 
for the label's 1970 sales conven- 
tion, a 90 -minute, color documentary 
film to display the Columbia and Epic 
fall album releases. Over 55 different 
pieces of both labels' album product 
were woven into "The Music Compa- 
ny Presents The Music/Different 
Strokes" (the film's title). The new 
releases were woven around the rela- 
tionship of music on people's lives. 

Actual unrehearsed statements on 
all types of music and music trends, 
the antics of the New York City 
Stickball team (a new improvisational 
group), and comment on today (part 
of this year's Bard College gradua- 
tion Valedictory address) added to 
montage filming of product. 

The label's soundtrack presentation 
featured film excerpts from a number 
of current Columbia Sound Track 
productions, as well as many soon - 
to -be releases including the Columbia 
Pictures film, "The Owl and the 
Pussycat," starring Barbra Streisand 
with music by Blood, Sweat and Tears. 

Forthcoming films featured in the 
presentation were "The Owl and the 
Pussycat;" the Paramount film, "Lit- 
tle Fauss and Big Halsey," starring 
Robert Redford with music by John- 
ny Cash; and the Authur Penn - 
Cinema Center film, "Big Little 
Man," which stars Dustin Hoffman 
with music by John T. Hammond. 

Among the already released albums 
featured were "The Reivers," starring 
Steve McQueen, "A Boy Named 
Charlie Brown" and "A Man Named 
Horse," all Cinema 'Center films; "Z," 
a Cinema V film featuring music by 
Mikix Theodorakis and "On A IClear 
Day You Can See Forever," starring 
Barbra IStreisand, and distributed by 
Paramount. 

The finale of the presentation con- 
sisted of a film excerpt from the 
Cinema Center film, "Scrooge," which 
stars Albert Finney and Sir Alec 
Guinness with music and lyrics by 
Leslie Bricusee. 

ert Johnson, and until now, it has 
often been difficult to find recordings 
of their works. Also, when recordings 
were found, they were often almost 
inaudible, due to surface noise. The 
release of these seven albums rep- 
resent the combined work of John 
Hammond, Chris Albertson, Jon 
Waxman and engineer Larry Hillyer, 
a project 'of nearly two years. It was 
Hillyer who devised a unique system 
for eliminating surface noises which 
marred many of the original 78's in- 
cluded in the albums. 

In some cases, the sets represent 
the total recorded output of a major 
blues artist. The Robert Johnson al- 
bum "King of Delta Blues 
Singers/Volume 2," for instance, is a 
follow-up to the first Johnson album 
released by Columbia a few years 
ago. Together they contain the com- 
plete recorded repertoire of a figure 
who has influenced such major pop 
performers as Dylan and The Rolling 
Stones. The new album contains 
much material which has never ap- 
peared on record before. Featured 
cuts by the legendary Johnson are 
"Love In Vain," "Phonograph Blues" 
and "Dead Shrimp Blues." 

The Bessie Smith Album, produced 
by John Hammond and Chris Albert- 
son, is the second in a five part dou- 
ble -record series being released by 
Columbia at a special price. The al- 
bum includes performances from the 
early and late stages of her career. 
Among these are "Wild About That 
Thing" and "Jailhouse Blues." 
Among the outstanding features at 
the Columbia presentation was a rare 
film clip of Bessie singing "St. Louis 
Blues" and downing a glass of gin. 

For Bukka White, it's the first time 
that this material will be available to 
American audiences. One of the few 
bluesmen who has lived long enough 
to witness the current blues revival 
and its assimilation into rock, White 
is bringing his brand of blues to fes- 
tival audiences throughout the coun- 
try. 

A comprehensive picture of the 
blues comes via blues scholar Paul 
Oliver's two -record anthology, "The 
Story of The Blues." Based on a best- 
selling book of the same name, 
"The Story of The Blues" traces the 
possible roots of the blues from 
tribal chants in Africa, to the urban 
bluesman of Depression days, and up 
to the present. Featured on this al- 
bum are all the great blues names, 
including Bessie Smith, (singing "In 
The House Blues"), Otis Spann doing 
"Bloddy Murder" and Robert John- 
son singing "Little Queen of 
Spades." 

The Barnaby releases of Lightnin' 
Hopkins and Otis Spann were taken 
from rare recordings previously 
available only to collectors. The 
Lightnin' Hopkins album features, 
among other classic cuts, "Black Cat 
Blues," which was not included in the 
original Candid LP from which the 
Barnaby release was taken. 

Special marketing techniques have 
been provided for these seven new 
blues albums, which will be marketed 
together and sent to reviewers and 
DJs in specially designed slipcases. 

One of the Columbia Masterworks 
releases spotlighted at the convention 
was a special two -record set featur- 
ing conductor Leonard Bernstein 
leading the London Symphony Or- 
chestra and Chorus in the Requiem 
Mass of composer Guiseppe Verdi. 

In addition to the American con- 
ductor and English orchestra and 
chorus, the featured soloists are 
Spain's Placido Domingo (tenor), 
Italy's Roggero Raimondi (bass), 
America's Martina Arroyo (so- 
prano), and England's Josephine 
Veasey (mezzo soprano). Arthur 
Oldham is Chorus Master. 

The recording was made on Febru- 
ary 23, 24, and 26 of this year in 
London's Prince Albert Hall, and is 
believed to be the first commercial 
recording to be made in the Hall. 

The recording was made using the 
new techniques of quadraphonic 

sound, so that a listener with 
quadrasonic equipment will hear 
sound duplicating that of the concert 
hall itself, with front speakers used 
for the sounds of the orchestra and 
chorus directly, and two rear speak- 
ers emitting sound reflected off the 
rear balconies of the hall. Listeners 
with conventional stereo equipment 
will hear simply some of the best 
stereo sound to be found on record. 

To improve the quality of sound 
reproduction even further, the center 
section of seats was removed from 
Albert Hall and the orchestra situat- 
ed there, the chorus situated on the 
stage itself, and the soloists grouped 
with Conductor Bernstein. The resul- 
tant separation of sound is truly out- 
standing. Thomas Z. Shepard, Mas- 
terworks producer, was in charge of 
the recording session. 

Peter Munves, product director of 
classical albums merchandising, and 
Pierre Bourdain, product manager of 
original cast, soundtrack and master- 
works albums, introduced the new 
Odyssey product line which will be 
released in Aug. and Sept. These rec- 
ordings, were first produced in stereo 
by teams and engineers at Columbia 
Records. Now, they have been re - 
mastered, using the most advanced 
cutting techniques to produce sound 
that is the touchtone of the recording 
art. 

Recordings in this Odyssey series 
will carry the suggested retail list 
price of $2.98, and will feature per- 
formances of musicians at their artis- 
tic peak. Artists in the initial release 
include: Eugene Ormandy and the 
Philadelphia Orchestra; George Szell 
and the Cleveland Orchestra; Bruno 
Walter conducting the 'Columbia 
Symphony Orchestra; and Zino 
Francescatti. In the future, many 
more outstanding classical artists 
will appear in this new Odyssey 
series. 

A special 'Sept. album release is 
Bruno Walter conducting the Nine 
Symphonies of Beethoven. This sev- 
en -record set was the first complete 
collection of the Nine Symphonies to 
be recorded in stereo. 

Harmony Records, Columbia's low- 
priced album line, is inaugurating its 
brand new "Headliner Series" in 
Sept. The special series, announced 
Herb Linsky, national sales manger 
of Harmony, will retail at $2.98 and 
will kick-off with six new albums by 
'Columbia and Epic artists. 

The initial September release will 
feature the performances of major 
artists on albums including "The 
Walls of a Prison" by Johnny Cash; 
"Andy Williams;" "Tammy Wyn- 
ette;" "Johnny Mathis;" "The Im- 
possible Dream" by Ray Coniff; 
and "Showtime ('The Best of Broad- 
way)." Plans are currently being for- 
mulated to release additional star at- 
tractions on the new "Headline 
Series." It is estimated that by Jan., 
1971, nine to 12 more stellar pack- 
ages will be available. Feature 
"Headliner" product will carry the 
new KH prefix preceeding the LP 
number. 
The Columbia 'Children's Book and 
Record Library is a unique series of 
distinctive, fully illustrated books 
with companion records. These books/ 
record sets are divided into three 
categories and geared to the age and 
reading ability of the child. They are 
also designed to correspond to the 
child's developing awareness of the 
world around him. The fall and winter 
line was introduced by Arthur Shim - 
kin, director of Columbia Children's 
Book and Record Library. 

Sesame Street-introduces six gaily 
colored board books featuring all the 
lyrics sung on the enchanting 
children's program, plus six compan- 
ion records of the original cast sing- 
ing these happy learning songs in the 
same irresistible style that has made 
Sesame Street the most popular chil- 
dren's program on television today. 

Each of the six books retails for

bums were "Protrait" by the Fifth 
Dimension, "Super Hits" by the 
Delfonics (which scored on the R&B 
as well as on the LP charts) and 
their latest album, "The Delfonics," 
which includes their million seller 
"Didn't I (Blow Your Mind This 
Time)", and "Rumplestiltskin," that 
act's first U. S. LP. 

Other heavy selling LP's during 
the first half of 1970 included "One 
Tin Soldier" by the Original 'Caste 
and "Early 'In The Morning" by Van- 
ity Fare, which features their million 
seller "Hitchin' A Ride." 

In the past six months, 15 Bell 
singles were high on the charts. Bell 
claims a 4.1% share of the action in 
the total singles market. In addition, 
the Bell -distributed Show Biz label 
placed two singles on the country 
charts. 

Oscar Fields, national single sales 
manager, announced that during 
March the label sold more singles 
than it had during any month in its 
history.

Columbia and Epic Records arrived 
at a unique way to display the suc- 
cess of the promo department in 
launching an impressive number of 
hit singles on both labels during the 
past year. The presentation, which 
also launched new singles product, 
was done using the format of a radio 
show with a nationally known radio 
personality handling the disk jockey 
chores. Call letters used were WCRS 
(code symbol for Columbia Record 
'Sales), and specially recorded WCRS 
"station breaks" were featured in the 
42 minute show. 

The program highlighted a "Hit 
Parade of the '70's" segment which 
featured excerpts from all of the 
'Columbia/Epic singles currently on 
the best-selling charts. This was fol- 
lowed by the introduction of new sin- 
gles product. 

Featured upcoming releases on the

The M-7040 
carries a suggested retail list price of

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC -A crowd of 15,000 fans were on 
hand to welcome Blood, Sweat & Tears 
home from their recent venture be- 
hind the "Iron Curtain," where they 
were stopped short because of the 
riots their performances caused. The 
audience welcomed them warmly as 
the group did a fine job of combining 
their past LP's with their latest re- 
lease, "Blood, Sweat & Tears III." 

David Clayton Thomas did a fine 
job with the group since he possesses 
one of the best blues voices around, 
and he completely delighted the au- 
dience. 

The highlight segments of the show 
were renditions of "Fire & Rain" and 
the group's current single "Hi -De -Ho." 
There were also perfectly placed or- 

chestrations for the brass section to 
excel. 

They delighted their fans by doing 
two encores to complete a very en- 
joyable evening. 

Preceding BS&T was Miles Davis. 
Unfortunately Miles suffered by the 
enthusiasm the biased crowd had in 
seeing the main attraction. It's really 
too bad that such a giant as Miles 
Davis has to suffer the embarrassment 
of such petty displays. 

Besides that problem, there was 
some sort of trouble with the sound 
system (the Garden is noted for it) 
and his group sounded distorted at 
times. Miles himself, played so thun- 
derously that no sound system was 
necessary for him, and he came on 
beautifully. m.h. 

Hot TunalLeon Russell/Rig 
FILLMORE EAST, NYC - The Fill- 
more put on one of its finest shows in 
a long time July 24-25, and unfor- 
tunately not enough people seemed 
interested enough to come. There were 
three of the finest new acts playing 
and the usual boring two hours pre- 
ceding the main attraction was con- 
quered. 

The lead-off act was Rig, which is 
going to be a big asset to Capitol 
Records. The group includes Don Kerr 
on bass and vocals, Artie Richards 
handling guitar, pedal steel guitar and 
vocals. Rounding the group out is 
Kendell Kardt on keyboards, guitar 
and vocals, with Rick Shlosser playing 
drums. 

Don Kerr and Artie Richards first 
met while playing back-up for Neil 
Diamond, and that could give some 
evidence as to their ability. 

Following Rig was the one man 
show from Oklahoma, Leon Russell. 

Leon started out by doing some solo 
material and was later joined by some 
of his friends (borrowed from Mad 
Dogs) including Rita Coolidge a fab- 
ulous vocalist on her own. Leon did 
most of his album, including greats 
like, "Delta Lady," "Hummingbird," 
and "Roll Away The Stone." He left 
with a thunderous ovation and it was 
too bad his segment of the night was 
limited to a mere half hour .. . 

Finishing out the show was the 
featured attraction Hot Tuna, an off- 
shoot of the Jefferson Airplane. The 
group is a "dynamic duo" consisting 
of Jorma Kaukonen on acoustic guitar 
and Jack Casady on electric bass. They 
concentrate on doing material that 
will put their listeners in whatever 
frame of mind the individual is look- 
ing for, and by watching the intent 
crowd, they succeed easily.

And it was humid plenty 
humid. And it was Friday night. And 
as we entered the park we overheard 
people talking about "hillbillies- 

Leonard Cohen 
FOREST HILLS TENNIS STADIUM, 
NYC - Do you like Leonard Cohen? 
He is not a poet of predictable form, 
he puts sad images into the air and 
his voice ranges from conversational 
to strained. At Forest Hills, accom- 
panied by a new group called the 
Army, he made his local concert debut. 

Like many before him, Cohen is a 
songwriter whose works have been 
made famous by other artists. His 
"Bird On The Wire," with which he 
opened the evening, is an example. 
But while his rendition lacked the 
shimmering beauty of Judy Collins' 
treatment or the raw power of the 
Joe Cocker version, it was dis- 
tinguished by a peculiar reflective 
intensity. "Suzanne," his most well- 
known song, emerged as a recollection 
rather than only a reading. 

"Story Of Isaac," "You Know Who 
I Am" and "Tonight Will Be Fine" 
were among the other Cohen com- 
positions to be heard. "The Partisan," 
a song by Anna Marly and Hy Zaret, 
was an echo of things to come, while 
the Columbia artist's own "Please 
Don't Pass Me By" was an unadorned 
request for compassion of a kind. The 
last number, in particular, gave the 
Army, a group of six, including two 
"ladies auxiliary" vocalists, the op- 
portunity to offer a strong comple- 
ment to Cohen's acoustic guitar play- 
ing. 

Leonard Cohen is a serious poet 
whose vision is flavored with good 
humored irony. His words, at times 
bitter, at times wonderfully gentle (as 
in "Sisters Of Mercy") are always 
of interest. There is a certain brutal 
honesty about his presentation. He is 
a visionary of stature, a performer of 
quality. Maybe you like him too.

It was the night 
of Ian & Sylvia with Great Speckled 
Bird. 

Their performance was quite less 
spirited than the one they regularly 
turn in. Maybe it was the heat, maybe 
it was the size of the arena (they do 
so much better in smaller surround- 
ings) maybe it was a reaction to cer- 
tain people in the audience calling out 
for the "old Ian & Sylvia" (as opposed 
to the country/rock back-up they've 
been using over the past year)-what- 
ever it was, the feeling just wasn't 
there. They did most of the numbers 
they've been using as standards 
("Tears Of Rage," "Trucker's Cafe," 
"Wheels On Fire," "Four Strong 
Winds," etc.) and added to that selec- 
tion two new numbers that were 
equally as beautiful. 

Something that must be said about 
those individuals who desire the "old" 
duet, acoustic style back again: if a 
person comes to a Great Speckled Bird 
concert, he must understand what is 
going to be going down-country/ 
rock music at its best. Ian & Sylvia 
have changed and any harrassment 
from the audience is uncalled for. Any 
of those who want to hear the old 
sound can stay at home and put on 
Ian & Sylvia's ten or so albums (of 
various labels) and swim in nostalgia. 
Don't forget, the duo was doing all 
that material and style for more than 
a decade and it is only reasonable that 
their change has come. It remains that 
the Ian & Sylvia of 1970 are alive and 
fresh and their music and style follow 
the same pattern. 

Tom Paxton opened the show and 
said there was more of a breeze now 
than at the early show. There wasn't. 
He put in his hour in top form doing 
some old and some new (on a forth- 
coming Reprise album). He was 
brought back for an encore and a final 
bow. Funny thing was that the house 
was his, yet he was placed on the bill 
in the warm-up position. He has no 
voice to speak of, but what he does 
to a crowd with his lyrics, honest and 
warm attitude, and knowledge of en- 
tertainment is fascinating.

Buffy Ste. Marie does a song called "Now That the Buffalo's Gone," and 

know there must be some way to tie in a clever analogy about the death of the 
rock festivals with that title. Sorry, I can't, but it's the thought that counts. 

What is more important is to come up with a replacement for festivals and the 
music, attitude and vibes that go with them. I feel that rock music perform- 
ances are in for a trip back to the grassroots: that is, a return to small 
clubs and the very important atmosphere of playing in intimate surround- 
ings. I have a feeling that producers are going to start cutting back on all but 
top name shows and the price for a band to work is going to have to come' 
down if they want to get work. So, it'll be back to smaller rooms (Ungano's, 
Bitter End, Wheels, Troubadour, etc). And already it's beginning to happen- 
more clubs are opening up and established clubs are getting into rock like the 
Village Gate (formerly a mainly jazz club, the Gate has now gone to a solid rock 
format featuring up-and-coming rock groups) and The Downbeat (traditionally 
a jazz supper club has booked rock group Illustration for a six week gig). Maybe 
what kids want-after the credibility loss that happened when so many festivals 
failed-is just some down to earth entertainment. Maybe they'll again settle for 
a night of honest music, dancing and socializing that occurs at lots of clubs; or 
they'll content themselves with one or two acts in a concert club as opposed to 
the weekend rock band "wash" that is characteristic of the festivals. 

Just as an example, we went last weekend to the Gate to check out the set- 
up. There was a lot of music going down: half by a group called Dust and the 
other half by The Children Of God. Both groups are unsigned. Dust is a trio 
that lays down a strong set of original material that is mostly uptempo blues 
style rock. The guitarist (of the Clapton school) is in comfortable territory with 
the instrument at his side and the mike in front of him. The bassist is all 
fingers, driving through immense amplification. The group is interesting and 
worth a listen. The Children Of God have been playing around for a little while 
and were in good form on Saturday night. A six piece band with brass, they 
reminded me a good deal of The Electric Flag with a bit softer sound. The crowd 
dug both bands. 

There's a lot of music going on out there and the thing is to find it. And in 
finding it there's pleasure of discovery, or, in the case of more established acts, 
there's closeness and a breaking down of the impersonal atmosphere of festivals 
and rock halls that has become so commonplace. 

To this whole alternate festival concept, I make one exception: The Schaefer 
Music Festival in Central Park. I talked this week with the producer, Ron Del- 
sener. His credo is interesting (he laid it down in various phrases during the 
course of an hour or so of talking with him): he wants to "expose everybody to 
everything in music . . . concert series in New York needs to include folk, rock 
and all facets of pop, making it a family affair . . . people in the city desire 
and get freedom and mobility outdoors at the concerts . .. nice weather, good 
talent at cheap prices and you've really got something." And the something he 
has is a monster. The festival, now halfway through its fifth season, has sold

HOLLYWOOD-SEEMS LIKE RADIO AINT HERE TO SAY 
An early morning jock at a MOR station in town played the 5th Dimension's 

version of "Save the Country" the other day, following it with a disapproving 
dissertation. "Save the Country?," he asked. Why do people cut such records? 
There's absolutely nothing wrong with this country." 

And just about the same time Mediarts "The Begatting of the President, 
billed as "a political indictment of the office of president over the past eleven 
years," was being shipped to KMET-FM, a Metromedia station in L.A. It was 
heard, reviewed and banned. The banning extended to all Metromedia stations. 

"They said their attorneys in Washington were a little uptight, that they 
thought they might have to give equal time to anyone mentioned in the album," 
said Mediarts g.m. Budd Dolinger. The LP, a political satire in biblical lingo, was 
produced by Ben Brady and Alan Livingston, written by Myron Roberts, Lincoln 
Hayes and Sasha Gilien and features Orson Wells as narrator. It is an important 
album, a document in the tradition of radio's Columbia Workshop shows of the 
late thirties, the Mercury Theater's radio dramas and the writings of Norman 
Corwin, Archibald MacLeish and Wells. It belongs with the current (and wel- 
come) fad of non-fiction novels from writers like Mailer and Capote. 

It was back in '41 that Corwin did a half hour radio show titled "Seems that 
Radio Is Here to Stay." The piece is dated, perhaps simplistic. But the following 
quote is eternal: 

"Let men's opinions be as varied and as free to come and go as the weather 
is-Like wind, spontaneous; like storm, forthright." 

The saying is that difference of opinion makes the world go 'round-and 
that's a platitude you tip your hat to when you meet it on the street. 

You'll find, whenever viewponits must be such and such or else-and 
opinions smuggled out like contraband, in such a place the world stops short, 
and goes around no more. 

The world stands still because it is afraid to move-and Liberty's convulsed 
for want of air. 

The air we listen to must be as free as that we breathe. 
Or there will rise such dissonance and such cacophony 
As will stave the eardrum." 
And while we're about it-another quote-the last line from Mediarts "The 

Begatting of the President"-I say unto you, my brethern, let us pray."

out two shows for nearly all concerts since it began. Ticket prices are only $1

He says that Schaefer Beer picks up a large portion 
of the tab in order to bring entertainment to all of New York at prices every- 
body can afford. There's a feeling of oneness among the audience, almost like 
simple park bandshell concerts in Americana hamlets where everybody, young 
and old, can go to get it on. Ron Delsener knows his business and delivers in 

top form and New Yorkers and especially the industry should let their apprecia- 
tion be known to city officials. The Schaefer Festival should stand as a model 
of competence through simplicity in music presentation.

Although Soul City seems to be rapidly 
running out of the group's tracks this latest 
5th Dimension LP release should be set 
for a sizable chart run.

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ELTON JOHN-Uni 73090 
The question before us, dear friends, 

is all we've heard about Elton John true, or 
are we again the unwilling victims of the 
Hype Machine? And the proof, as they say, 
is in the pudding. Elton and his lyricist (in- 
deed everyone connected with it) have 
poured their lifesblood into this LP. It is 
a genuine labor of love. It is also one of 
the two or three most beautiful albums re- 
leased this year. Everything starting with 
the songs themselves (many of which are 
being covered) through Elton's infinitely sen- 
sitive voice and piano, through Paul Buck - 
master's constantly exciting and inventive 
arrangements to Gus Dudgeon's inciteful pro- 
duction blends to form that rare unity that 
only great projects achieve. Album is already 
receiving strong airplay. 

GONE IS LOVE-Paul Mauriat-Philips PHS 
600-345 

Paul Mauriat has few peers in the field 
of orchestrating contemporary ballads and 
this album may well be his finest effort to 
date. Along with "Bridge Over Troubled 
Water," "Let It Be" and "Raindrops Keep 
Fallin' On My Head," the maestro serves up 
a bouncy "Classical Gas" and a hum -able 
tune of his own composition entitled "My 
House And The River." Those who prefer 
their music MOR will give this decker a 

warm reception. 

URIAH HEEP-Mercury 61294 
Those lil Dickens, Uriah Heep, lay down 

some of the 'heaviest' music this side of 
Led Zeppelin and Mountain. "Walking In Your 
Shadow" is all pounding rhythm, fierce 
double -tracked guitar from Mick Box and 
echoing harmonic vocals by David Byron. 
"Come Away Melinda," the poignant Fred 
Hellerman tune, is given a delicate but un- 
usual treatment and shows off to excellent 
effect the full range of Byron's strong voice. 
And "Dream -mare" starts off with quiet or- 
gan work from Ken Hensley which leads into 
much flaming guitar fireworks. This one is 
definitely not for the folk -freaks. But for the 
hoards of PLAY IT LOUD fans this will be- 
come a staple. 

FIVE BRIDGES-The Nice-Mercury SR - 
61295 

The farthest out of the rock classical col- 
laborations and decidedly one of the most 
successful is this blending of the Nice and 
the Sinfonia of London under the direction 
of Joseph Eger. "Five Bridges Suite," an 
original work by Nice organist Keith Emer- 
son, is presented in live performance as is 
"Country Pie/Brandenburg Concerto No. 6." 
Latter combines Dylan and Bach in a most 
unusual fashion. Emerson has since left the 
group so this represents the last Nice album. 
Set has done extremely well in Britain and 
should do likewise on this side of the water. 

IF-Capitol 539 
If is a seven man jazz/rock aggregation 

from Britain. They play tight original mate- 
rial all of substantial length to allow the fine 
musicians to solo successfully like "What Did 

I Say About The Box, Jack." Flute and sax 
highlight the track that features excellent 
ensemble horn playing. On another level, 
"Raise The level of Your Conscious Mind" 
with a good vocal workout by J. W. Hodg- 
kinson would make a fine single. Set should 
be picking up FM airplay almost immediately 
with substantial sales to follow. No ifs about 
it. 
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Pop Best Bets 
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LET ME TOUCH YOU-Bob Crewe Generation 
-CGC 1000 

Here's the first release from the Bob 
Crewe Generation for some time and a fine 
set it is, too. Included are oldies like "Stella 
By Starlight," contemporary material such as 
Mancini's "Moon River" and "Two For The 
Road," and Bacharach's "Wives And Lovers." 
There's also a host of Bob Crewe penned 
songs like the title cut and the theme from 
"Barbarella." Each track is handled in an 
interesting manner and the LP should do 
well with MOR listeners. 

DEVOTION-John McLaughlin-Douglas 4 
After nearly a decade of studio work and 

limited notoriety, guitarist McLaughlin has 
burst into the spotlight with an album of 
superior musicianship. He is a master of his 
instrument but, more than that, he is an 
artist of unusual sensitivity-one who goes 
beyond the technique of playing to actually 
use the guitar as a means of articulating. All 
songs on this, his Douglas debut LP, are 
his own compositions; among the accompan- 
ists for the set, Buddy Miles and Larry 
Young. Exciting and original entry which 
should establish McLaughlin firmly. Album 
could spiral into a really sizeable item. 

THE NAKED PIANO-Robert Allen-Gregar 
100 

Pianist Robert Allen takes nine selections 
from some of today's finest songwriters and 
gives them fine instrumental treatments in 
this LP. Melodies from the pens of Burt 
Bacharach ("Promises, Promises"), Lennon - 
McCartney ("Yesterday"), Jim Webb ("By 
The Time I Get To Phoenix"), Joni Mitchell 
("Both Sides Now"), Paul Simon (Suite from

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Membership Growth And '11 Plans 

Covered At CMA's Int'l Conclave 
TORONTO - A series of interna- 
tional events were detailed during the 
Country Music Association's recently 
concluded three-day meeting in To- 
ronto. Held in Canada to emphasize 
the international direction being tak- 
en by CMA, the Toronto Conference 
has established two non -Nashville 
meetings for the next year, one to be 
held in Houston (Jan, 1971) and an- 
other in London coinciding with the 
3rd International Country Music Fes- 
tival (April, 1971). 

The cementing of relationships and 
deliberate expansion overseas were 
two reasons cited for choosing Lon- 
don as the second meeting site. Also 
influencing the decision was the cur- 
rent growth of interest in country 
music and the anticipated effect 
which Board meetings are expected 
to have on continued buildups. 

Membership High 
A second major topic of coverage 

at the conference was the growth in 
membership which resulted from the 
recruiting campaign of the last quar- 
ter. Plans were further revealed to 
make personal contact with new and 
renewing members to expand on the 
opinion sampling that has proved 
successful at weekly luncheon meet- 
ings in Music City. 

The opinion gathering has been 
conducted under guidance by Joe Tal- 
bot, chairman of the Open Forum 
committee that is now planning to 
expand the Open Forum program to 
other cities with country music activ- 
ity. 

Hall Of Fame 
Noting a 50% increase in atten- 

dance at the Country Hall of Fame, 
trustees addressing the Toronto ses- 
sion also presented a special report 
on the progress and expansion of the 
Hall and Museum. CMF board chair- 
man Frank Jones disclosed plans for 
the full furnishing of the newly com- 
pleted library and media center and 
announced completion of the parking 
lot project with traffic markers and 
night lighting already installed. 'Co- 
chairman Roy Horton also explored 
future ideas for updating exhibits 
originally created in 1967. He also 
said that a new film had been re- 
viewed and will be in use depicting 
the history and growth of country 
music. 

Further Topics 
Other matters covered during the 

conclave included the status of this 
year's Music City Pro -Celebrity Invi- 
tational Golf Tournament with a 
build-up in publicity set for the Octo- 
ber event; the latest progress report 
for the up -coming Ed Sullivan Show 
to feature country artists and the 
October CMA banquet that will 
feature a show produced by Frank 
Jones; announcement of an expan- 
sion in this year's international semi- 
nar to host 160 members of the Brit- 
ish CMA and extension of this year's 
GMA Broadcasters Seminar to a full - 
day with details yet to be forwarded 
to country music stations.

Last week the Negram recording 
act Tee -Set was awarded a gold disc 
for sales of their release "Ma Belle 
Amie," exceeding 100,000 copies in 
Canada. Hans van Eyck and Peter 
Tetteroo, the composers of almost all 
Tee -Set songs, expect to receive soon 
a gold disc for sales of the same 
record in the U.S.A. The award was 
handed to the group by A. W. Rob- 
ertson, of the Canadian Embassy. At 
this moment the Tee -Set gains a lot 
of success with "Finally In Love 
Again" and "If You Do Believe In 
Love." 'A new Tee -Set song, recorded 
in New York, will be released soon as 
a new international hit. 

On the Negram label the Dizzy 
Man's Band climbing the Dutch 
charts in a hurry with their song 
"Tickatoo." On the Warner label 
their initial LP will be released soon, 
and "Tickatoo" is expected to enter 
the international charts as a big hit. 
On the same label another famous 
group, The George Baker Selection, 
will enter the international top ten in 
a week with the single "Midnight." 
Their releases "Little Green Bag" and 
"Dear Ann" were number one in their 
times, "Midnight" sure will do the 
same. 

On Reprise three incredible singles 
are released: Kenny Rogers and The 
First Edition will "Tell It All Broth- 
er," a song even better than the fa- 
mous "Ruby, Don't Take Your Love 
To Town," John S. Sebastian with a 
marvellous track of his latest LP: 
"What She Thinks About" and Neil 
Young with "Cinnamon Girl," to con- 
tinue the fame, made by "Oh 
Lonesome Me." At this moment it is 
quite possible that Neil Young will 
do some TV work in Holland. 

On the Elektra label Bread finally 
also is doing well in Holland. Their 
hit single "Make 'It With You" prob- 
ably will enter our charts next week. 
On Elektra too The Incredible String 
Band made their best LP ever since, 
named "I Looked Up." Sounds in- 
credible. The String Band is expected 
to fly over to Holland on October 
1st. Some more new LP's of big 
groups released by Negram within a 
month: on Warner/Reprise Fleet- 
wood Mac's Successor of the album 
"Then Play On" will be "Kiln 
House," and the Doors did some live 
performance, which resulted in the 
LP "Absolutely Live" on Elektra. 
While Frank Zappa and The Mothers 
Of Invention were in England, they 
recorded their latest single, entitled 
"Charlena" and "Wine 0 Man," and 
it will be released on the Warner/ 
Reprise labels. Also released is the 
fabulous "Best Of Peter, Paul And 
Mary-Ten Years Together." 

Phonogram released an ESP re- 
cording of Dutch jazz musician 
Nedley Elstack, called "The Ma- 
chine." The Album features the voice 
of Miss Sofie van Leer. Four new 
Island albums were rush released by 
Phonogram. Big sales are expected 
since Fotheringay, Quintessence and 
Free did some very successful con- 
certs in Holland recently. One of 
Holland's top groups, Cuby & The 
Blizzards, had a new album released, 
called "Too Blind To See" (Philips). 
The LP features the group's recent 
hit "Thursday Night." Pre -sales were 
impressive. 

Last week English top group Free 
arrived in Holland. The group en- 
joyed the atmosphere of Amsterdam 
for some days, before teaming up 
with Traffic and Bronco. The three 
Island groups did three concerts in 
Amsterdam, Rotterdam and The 
Hague, promoted by Red Bullet Pro- 
ductions. Phonogram released the 
Free album "Fire And Water" and 

the Traffic single "Empty Pages," 
while a new Traffic album will be 
rushed out within a weeks time. Free 
is currently riding high in the Dutch 
charts with "All Right Now." 

Phonogram reports good sales for 
the first Atomic Rooster LP, a B & C 
recording released on the Fontana 
label. A single from the album, "Fri- 
day The Thirteenth" was simultane- 
ously released. Following the succes 
of "Them Changes," Phonogram re- 
leased a new album by The Buddy 
Miles Express, called "Electric 
Church" (Mercury). 

Vogue Nederland N. V. got the dis- 
tribution of the Pye catalogue since 
July 1. On the same date Vogue's 
first local recording was released. 
The group is called Flashback and 
the titles are "There He Comes" and 
"It's Your Own Life." Both songs 
have been composed and written by 
Cees Stolk, the organ player of the 
group. At the same time France, 
Germany and Belgium also released 
the record. 

Creedence Clearwater Revival's 
latest album "Cosmo's Factory" was 
released by Bovema, close on the 
heels of the U. S. release. Judging by 
continuing strong sales of this 
group's former albums, this one is 
sure to collect gold in Holland. 

Former CBS artist and Montreux 
Jazz Festival prize winner Chris 
Hinze has joined the Catfish label. 
Last week he presented his new 
formation consisting of Henk Alke- 
ma on piano, Roger Cook on bass 
and Ican Krill on drums. 

The Shirley Bassey Lennon/Mc- 
Cartney single "Something" is expect- 
ed to break into the Dutch charts very 
shortly, following heavy airplay. 

Frans van Rijswijk has joined Bo- 
vema's 3P Department as label man- 
ager responsible for the exploitation 
of the Monument, Dunhill, Bell and 
IInvictus repertoire, reporting directly 
to Joop Visser. Together with Hol- 
lands VPRO radio, Bovema is organ- 
ising the first free concerts ever to be 
held in Amsterdam. First one 
featured Michael Chapman, followed 
by Brainbox and the American/Brit- 
ish group The World Band, all being 
held in Amsterdam's famous Paradiso 
club.

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Pickettywitch-maina is spreading internationally. "That Same Old Feeling" reached No:5 in the U.K. charts 
for Pye and is currently hurtling up the American charts on Janus. Follow-up, "Sad Old Kinda Movie," has 
been rush -released in 42 territories and the group are scheduled for TV appearances in America, France, Bel- 
gium, Germany, Spain and Portugal. 
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The pressing and distribution of Lib- 
erty Records repertoire went back to 
EMI with effect from July 27th after 
talks to renegotiate the deal between 
Liberty and Philips had failed. There 
was a further nine months to run on 
the existing pact, but Liberty -UA 
London chief Martin Davis invoked a 
fail-safe clause in the contract to end 
the arrangement. Liberty thus re- 
turns to the EMI fold, where the UA 
label is already being handled, and 
the Liberty -UA sales force will now 
operate with both labels in the same 
rational neck of the woods. The 
agreement with EMI does not include 
the imported Blue Note jazz line or 
any tape or budget product. Davis 
was one of the indie chiefs most con- 
cerned by the horrendous hang-up 
that occurred at Phonodisk, the Phil- 
ips-Polydor distribution service, 
when it began its Ilford operation 
last Easter, but he has denied that 
this hiatus motivated the move of 
Liberty back to EMI. Philips - 
Phonodisk supremo Stephen Gottlieb 
confirmed that talks had started to 
renegotiate the Liberty -Philips deal 
but ended because the parties could 
not reach a mutually satisfactory 
financial arrangement. Davis fixed 
the pact with EMI in discussions with 
EMI Records managing director Phil- 
ip Brodie and sales and marketing 
chief Cliff Busby in which he was 
joined by Liberty -UA legal and ac- 
counting vp Sy Zucker. 

Recent activity at United Artists 
Music publishing companies indicates 
a surge of important releases be- 
tween now and the autumn. On the 
film music front singles and albums 
include the soundtrack of "Ned Kel- 
ly" which features a track by Mick 
Jagger, all other music composed by 
Shel Silverstein. Later in the year 
two major United Artists films are 
"The Private Life of Sherlock Hol- 
mes" with score by Miklos Rosza and 
"The Music Lovers" based on the life 
of Tchaikovsky with Andre Previn 
conducting the London Symphony 
Orchestra. Other future productions 
are "The Landlords" music by Al 
Kooper; "Cotton Comes to Harlem" 
score by Galt McDermot and "Good- 
bye Mr. Tibbs" music by Quincy 
Jones and Dave Grusin. Noel Rogers 
is excited about the current success 
of Shirley Bassey's version of 
"Something" and forecasts her Sep- 
tember album will reveal a new inter- 
pretation of contemporary, standard 
and original material. Of "Oh Calcut- 
ta," Rogers is of the opinion that it 
could be the most exciting musical 
review to arrive in London for many 
years. 

The days of open-air pop festivals 
seem to be numbered, judging by re- 
cent events. The upcoming event in 
the Isle of Wight is encountering 
difficulties in finalising a site which 
may culminate in a legal injunction 
to stop the fest taking place at all. 
At a recent public meeting in Fresh- 
water to discuss the event Brigadier 
C. G. Phipps, a county councillor, 
was howled down by a contingent of 
hippies as he tried to chair the meet- 
ing and ended up wrestling for the 
microphone with festival producer 
Rikki Farr of Fiery Creations. Island 
authorities have threatened an in- 
junction if agreement is not reached 
with Fiery Creations on festival ar- 
rangements. Meanwhile a storm of 
protest has arisen about the recent 
blues festival which took place at 
Shepton Mallet, Somerset, on the 
Bath and West Agricultural Society's 
showground. The National Farmers 
Union is complaining to the Home 
Secretary about damage done to the 
ground and the amount of garbage 
left behind, and also because a farm- 
er whose property is adjacent lost 
five hundred fencing posts and seven 
gates. The NFU is also considering 
action against members who lease 
their land for pop festivals, on ac- 
count of such hiring out for non- 

agricultural purposes of profit is 
unethical in view of the agricultural 
subsidies being paid to farmers by 
the state. The Hollywood festival in 
Staffordshire has left several credi- 
tors with egg on their faces and a 
Conservative Member of Parliament 
is seeking legal measures to stop the 
forthcoming Plumpton festival from 
taking place on behalf of objecting 
local residents. A free concert was 
staged in Hyde Park July 18th by 
Blackhill Entertainments and attend- 
ed by an estimated 50,000. It was 
marred by several ugly incidents, 
mostly caused by Hell's Angels, the 
self appointed stewards, and a hot 
dog stand overturned, giving first de- 
gree burns to a girl who was taken 
to the nearby St. George's Hospital 
in company with ten other young- 
sters on bad trips. It seems debatable 
whether the Greater London Council 
will continue to grant permission for 
these mass pop happenings in Hyde 
Park in view of these incidents and 
the underlying current of violence at 
this last concert, plus the growing 
hostility throughout the areas select- 
ed as venues for such events. 

John Morton was elected general 
secretary of the Musicians Union in 
succession to Hardie Ratcliffe, who 
retires next spring. Morton will 
resign his post as senior lecturer in 
industrial relations and administra- 
tion at Solihull Technical College at 
the end of the year and will have a 
major task on his hands when com- 
mercial radio is officially introduced 
here. He has already stipulated that 
commercial stations must use a fair 
share of live music in addition to 
records in their programming, and a 
lot of hard bargaining obviously lies 
ahead on needle time allocation. A 
July 1st increase of 33% in recording 
fees for musicians in the dance band 
and light orchestra categories means 
that the session rate has risen by £3 
to £12. 

EMI group managing director 
John Read denied Israeli allegations 
that the company had bowed to pres- 
sure from Arab countries in ending 
its disk pressing arrangement in Is- 
rael with the Palestine Orient compa- 
ny. The move resulted in a ban being 
imposed by Israeli Commerce Indus- 
try officials on the import of all EMI 
records. Read explained the termina- 
tion of the deal with Palestine Orient 
was in purely commercial grounds 
because EMI was not satisfied with 
merchandising arrangements. 

It's just one year ago since Chris 
Denning vacated his disk jockey 
chair to become director of promo- 
tion for Decca Records. Since that 
time he has notched up considerable 
success for the company establishing 
new British groups in the interna- 
tional market. Names like White 
Plains "My Baby Loves Lovin' " and 
The Arrival "I Will Survive" as well 
as "Reflections of my Life" by the 
Marmalade, making their debut on 
Decca after leaving CBS; Moody 
Blues "Question;" Brotherhood of 
Man "United We Stand"; Ten Years 
After and Frijid Pink. Chart success 
was also achieved for American pro- 
duct Cuff Links "Tracy" (MCA) and 
Tony Joe White "Groupy Girl" 
(Monument). A great enthusiast 
'Denning looks to the future audio 
visual entertainment media with 
much excitement.

val. Mexico utilized film, slides and 
tapes to introduce the music of 
Vicente Fernandes, Sonora San- 
tanera, Las Ventanas, Mario y su De- 
safinado 4, and Los Piccolinos. 

CBS France 
A number of European subsidiaries

Germany also 
showed its classical strength with 
new product by the celebrated Ger- 
man tenor, Rene Kollo, as well as a 
new LP by pianist, Nelson Freire. 
Pert songstress, Mary Roos, exem- 
plified German pop sounds of today. 

Italy & Holland 
From Italy, a 16mm. film featuring 

leading top -sellers such as Massimo 
Ranieri, Renato dei Profeti, and 'I 
Cameleonti was shown. Also high- 
lighted on film were new iItalian ar- 
tist Gianni Nazzaro, Orlando & Pis - 
tocchi, and Nieman, a sensational 
young singer from Poland, now liv- 
ing in Italy. 

From Holland, CBS-Artone pre- 
sented new LP's by jazz pianist 
Louis Van Dyke and vocalist Chris 
Hinze. 

England 
CBS England unveiled new rec- 

ordings by some of their top -selling 
acts including Christie, whose first 
single, "Yellow River," made number 
one in Great Britain; the Tremeloes; 
and Georgie Fame. A sampling of 
new British contemporary talent was 
also presented. On the classical side, 
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a new recording of Debussy's "Pel- 
leas," conducted by Pierre.

Film Music Upsurge In Japan; King 
Offers `Definitive' 7 -LP Package 
HOLLYWOOD - Japan is the most 
rapidly growing record market in the 
world. 'It should soon be second to 
the U. S., topping even Great Bri- 
tain's burgeoning sales. This, ac- 
cording to Ron Eyre, deputy director 
of Liberty-U.A.'s International divi- 
sion and Patrick Boyle, L. A. office 
International manager for the labels, 
can be directly attributed to that na- 
tion's fascination for and tremendous 
interest in the western way of life. 

"Baseball was probably the first 
indication of that interest," says 
Eyre. But our western flicks started 
to catch on in the 50's. It now encom- 
passes a variety of western cultures. 
And particularly classical, jazz and 
motion picture music." 

"Japan probably does more with a 
movie soundtrack album than any 
country outside the U. S., occasional- 
ly outstripping the states," says 
Boyle. He points to "Battle of Bri- 
tain" as an example. The soundtrack 
LP outsold both Britain and the U. 
S. "Man and a Woman" topped the 

Eurovision Contest Revisions 
Aim At Reviving Fest Interest 
LONDON - Major changes will be 
made in the organization of next 
year's Eurovision Song Contest to be 
held April 3rd at the Gaiety Theater, 
Dublin. 

Staging the event at an estimated 
cost of £10,000 will be Radio Telefis 
Eireann, and the different set-up is 
being introduced to overcome the 
controversies and disagreements of 
past Eurovision tournys which have 
caused several countries to drop out 
and also revive a waning public in- 
terest in the event. The 1971 juries 
will consist of two members only 
from each country instead of the ten 
used hitherto. One juror must be un- 
der 25 years old, and the other above 

that age level, but none will be per- 
mitted under 18 or over 60. Each 
juror will have five votes and will 
award each song in points out of five 
and for the first time in the contest's 
history, the juries will attend the 
event instead of voting by radio tele- 
phone. Their travelling expenses will 
be paid by the countries they rep- 
resent but this will be the only pay- 
ment they will receive. 

Public Exposure 
The public will be able to hear all 

the contesting songs before the actu- 
al vocal joust takes place by means 
of telerecordings made by the partici- 
pants. 

Nimbus 9/RCA Productions Increase 
TORONTO - Nimbus 9 and RCA 
have been working so closely togeth- 
er it's only natural they are being 
regarded as a team of one. 

Jack Richardson, one of the princi- 
ples of Nimbus 9 and producer of the 
Guess Who, has been cranking out 
productions under both labels. His 
anchor group, The Guess Who from 
Winnipeg, are now making the big 
chart noise with their recent release, 
"Hand Me Down World." On the do- 
mestic front RCA has just released a 
couple of Bill Misener productions 
that could shake the recording scene. 
The disk having the most potential 
would appear to be ".I Don't Believe" 
by Vancouver's Canada. The plug 
side was written by group organist 
Clyde Harvey.

seven LP's, handsomely packaged 
with a 100 page four-color hard cov- 
er book -brochure.

A similar 
package of five additional LP's is 
currently in preparation.

LONDON - The Board of Trade 
subsidy for British partipants in the 
1971 MIDEM meet has been reduced 
by approximately 150.

The last four weeks have shown 
that open-air concerts and beat fes- 
tivals are rather demanded in Germa- 
ny but for the organizers they are no 
commercial success. The reasons are 
that the entrance -fee is too high, be- 
cause the foreign bans (from Eng- 
land and from the USA) require to 
much advance payment and, further- 
more, a German organizer is not able 
to pay more than 25,000 English 
pounds for acts. The only consistency 
is that the English and American 
beat -groups conform to the German 
market situation, otherwise they and 
their managers couldn't earn money 
here. For example the Rolling Stones 
will not give in September and Octo- 
ber open -air -concerts, but they will 
play in concert -halls ... Here comes 
a view on the results of the hitpar- 
ades of radio Luxemburg's German 
program: number one of the foreign 
hits: Mungo Jerry with "In The Sum- 
mertime" (Deutsche Vogue); number 
one of the German hits: Chris Rob- 
erts with "Ein Maedchen nach Maß"

The German hit singer Roy Black 
reached a new record.

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The Japanese music industry, the 
2nd -world wide market of the world 
today, is bringing up such new labels 
as Toho, Pop, Canyon, and Pioneer 
this year and simultaneously they 
are getting ready to sell the 1st com- 
positions for a large demand in the 
coming year. In addition, there is an 
outstanding personal transfer-young 
recording directors and sales promo- 
ters from companies of established 
fame. Some foreign recording firms 
are striking into the market of 
Japan which has been raised with 
pure domestic capital. Therefore, it 
seems that the sales activity of the 
commercial field toward the coming 
year-end will be engaged in a con- 
fused free fight among established 
firms and new ones. 

Toho Records is a subsidiary com- 
pany of Toho Movie Co., which is 
famous for its movie and drama pro- 
ductions all over the world. It is 
scheduled to make up catalogs main- 
ly consisting of singing film actors 
and actresses in order to release its 
1st records arranged by directors 
and sales promoters moved from its 
movie division on 1st of October. 

Pop Records, a Nippon Victor and 
Bunka Broadcasting !Co., joint-stock 
enterprise will cultivate the new 
broadcasting fan through the TV and 
radio program. 

Canyon Records, founded by the 
stock introduction of Pony (Pres- 
ident: Tatsuro Ishida), a subsidiary 
firm of the Nippon Broadcasting 

Co., will be managed by Takanori 
Kamata (former production dept. di- 
rector and representative to manager 
of recording operation). Six direc- 
tors, five sales promoters and two 
advisers from Nippon Columbia Co., 
already have transferred from Nip- 
pon Columbia Co., and a fairly large 
number of salesmen will be added be- 
fore the establishing day of August 
3 and this is a "Standing Menace" to 
every records company. 

Pioneer Records is about to be es- 
tablished by Pioneer, a maker of 
sound parts and Watanable Produc- 
tion and it has such labels abroad as 
Waner, Ripleese and Atlantic dis- 
tributed by Watanabe's source. How- 
ever, one difficulty in the personal 
organization in Pioneer is that 
Hizuru Kaneko (former manager of 
foreign dept. division) suddenly 
changed his idea to enter into Toshi- 
ba Records, though he is supposed to 
work at the post of managing big 
foreign labels. Instead, Atsutaka To- 
rio is marked out for the post of 
managing them. However, Japanese 
music industry will be dividing the 
power into wings-one is established 
firms of fame founded by makers of 
acoustic parts-the other, the radio 
and TV production capacity which 
takes advantage of music tapes and 
video production is wildly going into 
the recording industry. A few minor 
record companies will be joining the 
market at the end of this year.

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The record dispute between broad- 
casters and major record companies 
came into effect in the second half of 
May, and figures released for the 
month by the Commonwealth Statis- 
tician are most interesting: Single 
record production figures were down 
exactly 100,000 units over April, and 
were at their lowest since June last 
year. On the other hand, album pro- 
duction is substantially up on the 
previous month. 

(With so many potential hits from 
Australia and England not available 
for broadcast because of the dispute, 
more and more LP's are being ex- 
posed over the 114 stations involved 
in the ban.) Numerous radio outlets 
who rarely played album tracks be- 
fore the dispute are giving much at- 
tention to them now. It's safe to say 
the record business here is having its 
"ups and downs," but tapes are real- 
ly coming into their own. Last year 
Aussie cassette manufacturers in- 
creased sales by a reported 100%, 
and look forward to bigger and bet- 
ter sales this year. 

The record dispute here is particu- 
larly unfortunate when it's consid- 
ered that so many big hits from Eng- 
land are not seeing the light of 
air -play. One such single is "Apple 
On A Seesaw" by local Geelong -born 
thrush Maggie Joddrell, now singing 
under the name Maggie Britton; it's 
released on United Artists through 
the Festival Company. Miss Britton 
has one of the really big groups 
backing her, the Blue Mink whose 
lead guitarist Alan Parker handles 
her music arrangements. The disc 
was produced by Whistling Jack 
Smith who had a big smash with the 
novelty hit "I Was Kaiser Bill's Bat- 
man." The twenty two year old 
singer will represent her record com- 
pany in August at the Sopot Inter- 
national Song Festival in Poland. 

One of the brightest young musi- 
cians on the local scene John Farrar, 
a member of the group the 
Strangers, has accepted an offer 
from former member of Cliff Rich- 
ard's supporting group Bruce Welch, 
to become a member of a trio made 
up of Welch and another member of 
the Shadows team Hank Mar- 
vin. 

'Marvin formed the group which 
enjoyed many international successes 
including the Jerry Lordan composi- 

tion "Apache" and "Atlantis." With 
Cliff Richard they enjoyed even more 
success but several years ago the 
partner -ship broke up and the team 
went their seperate ways. Now John 
Farrar will join Welch and Marvin 
to perform as a trio. Farrar will 
leave for London in September with 
his wife, Pat Carroll who is one of 
Australia's top female performers. 
(Her current hit is "All Kinds Of 
Everything," doing well on the Fable 
label.) 'Farrar is leaving the 
'Strangers at a time when they are 
enjoying their biggest -ever hits "My 
Melanie Makes Me Smile," again on 
Fable Records. Pat Carroll and 
former Melbourne girl Olivia New- 
ton -John performed as a duo back in 
1966 and performed in England un- 
der the name Liza and Jane; the 
girls broke up when Pat struck visa 
trouble and returned home. Olivia, 
born in Cambridge, stayed on and 
recently was signed as a member of 
Toomorrow, a group of four young 
people created by film producer Har- 
ry Saltzman and disc producer Don 
Kirschner. The quartet have their 
first disc on release in England 
called "Your'e My Baby Now." Inci- 
dentally Miss Newton -John is en- 
gaged to guitarist Bruce Welch, so 
the whole business ties in rather 
nicely. Congratulations all 'round. 

Big influx of stars expected here 
for a coast to coast television spec- 
tacular on September 27th. Top disc 
names Nancy Sinatra, Leslie Ug- 
gams and Lee Marvin will appear 
together with Jane Fonda, Anne 
Bancroft and Rod Taylor. Morey 
Amsterdam will also appear in the 
show on behalf of the Freedom 
From Hunger campaign; Cash Box 
understands the artists will give 
their services for nothing, but it's 
not yet known if they have any oth- 
er personal appearance commitments 
during their stay. 

Festival Records have good reason 
to be elated at the press reception 
given the release of their Atlantic 
set, "Woodstock." Aussie critics have 
hailed the three -record set as a win- 
ner despite the price tag of $17. 

Phonogram Recordings are out 
with a single to cash in on the per- 
sonal appearance of the Three De- 
grees in Sydney.

EDITORIAL: 
Breakthru Against Break -Ins 
Everybody's been talking about it but finally some- 
body's doing something about it. Thanks to our na- 
tional and regional trade associations, legislation is at 
last being enacted which specifically spells out penal- 
ties for those who wrongfully break into coin -operated 
equipment on location. And surely the most notable 
such measure was passed by the United States Con- 
gress on July 23rd, threatening any would-be machine 
raper with as much as three years in prison and 
$3,000 in fines for breaking into any coin or currency - 
activated device on location in the nation's capital. 

Termed Section 203, the anti -break-in measure is 
one small but significant part of the administration - 
sponsored and much -publicized Washington D.C. Anti - 
Crime Measure. It is significant both by the fact that 
it clearly spells out a definition of the break-in offense 
and especially because the entire measure itself is in- 
tended by the administration to be a model law for 
state and municipal enactment. 

Much credit must be accorded NAMA's legal Dept., 
to MOA for its advice and support and to other na- 
tional coin associations for the inclusion of this sec- 
tion in the D.C. crime bill. It now provides concrete 
ammunition to be picked up and used to its fullest by 
state and local associations for the protection of their 
machines on location by promoting similar and equal- 
ly precise anti -break-in legislation in their area. 

To be sure, almost a dozen states have already 
passed anti -break-in measures into law, again thanks 
to local groups who did more than complain; they 
stormed their respective state capitals with demands 
for greater protection thru prevention. KAMA has re- 
cently gained such a victory; ICOMA is halfway home 
on a similar measure; others, even municipal groups 
like the Bridgeport Music Operators (Conn.), are push- 
ing their own programs in that direction (see separate 
items). 

The break-in problem, of course, cannot be com- 
pletely solved by placing more stringent penalties 
against those who commit this crime; surely the death 
penalty has had dubious success in preventing homi- 
cides. But it cannot hurt to have such legislative pro- 
tection for this business where operators have often 
considered themselves at odds with lawmakers and 
in a "twilight zone" when it came to police protection. 

We all know that the break-in problem manifests 
itself in the metropolitan areas of the nation where 
every reckless, lawless ne'er-do-well, from junkies to 
just plain vandals look at music, games and cigarette 
machines as a quick source of extra change. We also 
know that "professional" thieves normally shy away 
from hitting the machines . . . it's a little too penny - 
ante for that type. Therefore, we know we are fighting 
kids and creeps, people a bit more impressionable. 
So this trade must do more than just gain anti -break- 
in legislation . . . it must first get it and then publi- 
cize its penalties thru such devices as the KAMA 
sticker (separate item).

Nixon Signs Bill 

Curbing Break-ins 

In Wash. DC Area 
WASHINGTON, D. C. - A short 
section of the widely discussed Wash- 
ington, D. C., anti -crime measure 
passed by both Houses of the Con- 
gress has been hailed as a landmark 
decision by officials of the national 
and regional coin trade associations. 

The section (203) establishes a 
prison term of up to three years and 
a fine up to $3,000 for breaking into 
coin or currency -operated music, 
amusement, vending machines and 
similar devices. 

"The fact that the Congress of the 
United States has acted to deter ven- 
ding machine break-ins and rob- 
beries, even though it applies only to 
Washington, D.C., will set an impor- 
tant precedent for numerous state 
legislatures in which our industry 
will now encourage similar laws," 
stated Richard Funk, NAMA legisla- 
tive counsel. 

He said 11 states already have 
passed such legislation and that bills 
are pending in Delaware and in Illi- 
nois. 

Sponsored by NAM A and sup- 
ported by other coin -operated indus- 
try groups, the section dealing with 
vending machines was originally in- 
troduced by Congressman Lawrence 
J. Hogan of Maryland. 

Specially Section 203 of the Dis- 
trict of Columbia Court Reform 
Criminal Procedure Act of 1970 
states that: "Whoever in the District 
of Columbia breaks open, opens or 
enters without right, any parking 
meter, coin telephone, vending ma- 
chine dispensing goods or services, 
money changer, or any other device 
designed to receive currency, with in- 
tent to carry away any part of such 
device or anything contained therein, 
shall be sentenced to a term of im- 
prisonment of not more than three 
years, or to a fine of not more than 
$3,000, or both." 

Approved by the U. S. Senate by a 
vote of 54-33 on July 23, the law was 
sent to the White House for Pres- 
ident Nixon's signature. In news re- 
ports the anti -crime legislation was 
said to be favored by the Administra- 
tion as a possible national model 
law. 

Funk said that vending industry 
representatives plan to meet with 
officials of the District of Columbia 
to offer help in the enforcement of 
the vending machine provisions of 
the new law. 

"We expect to assist NAM A 
members in other states with draft- 
ing and introduction of similar legis- 
lation, just as we have done in the 11 
legislatures where such laws were 
passed in recent years," Funk added. 

"For companies in all the coin - 
operated businesses this Congression- 
al action will stand as a landmark 
along with the anti -slug laws in 
which NAM A played such an im- 
portant role in earlier years," Funk 
said.

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Bally Releases Report 
For First Half of 1970 
CHICAGO - Bally Mfg. Corp. has 
announced that sales for the first six 
months of 1970 increased more than 
30 per cent and after tax profits rose 
70 per Bent above those reported for 
the first six months of 1969. 

Total sales for the six months end- 
ed June 30 were $17,525,336, com- 
pared with 113,474,552 for the same 
period in 1969. Net income after 
provision for taxes rose to $1,613,622 
from the $950,919 reported for the 
first half of 1969. 

Bally reported earnings per com- 
mon share of 62 cents based on 2,608,- 
612 average shares outstanding, com- 
pared with 42 cents per share for the 
first six months of 1969 based on 
2,259,112 average shares outstanding. 

The average number of shares was 
adjusted to reflect the 3-2 split of 
common stock which took effect in 
February, 1970. 

Commenting on the six-month re- 
port, Bally president Bill O'Donnell 
said, "We are delighted at these re- 
sults achieved during a very difficult 
business period. This new higher 
level of earning power is a direct 
result of investments we have made 
both internally and externally over 
the past 18 months. We expect a con- 
tinued strong showing in the periods 
ahead." 

During July, Bally reported contin- 
ued expansion of its overseas oper- 
ations by announcing a 50 per cent 
interest in three distributing compa- 
nies recently formed in three capital 
cities. They are Balfan G.M.B.H. in 
Vienna, Austria; Oy Finn Bally AB, 
Helsinski, Finland and Norske ,Speil- 
leautomater AS in Oslo, Norway.

NEW KANSAS LAW 
ENACTED BY THE 1970 LEGISLATURE 

STATES: Any person who shall 
willfully or wrongfully open or 
damage any coin operated machine 
dispensing goods and or services; 
or possess any key, tool or other 
device, with intent to commit theft 
shall be guilty and be sentenced 
up to one year in prison.
