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Time Is Ripe For
Video Casters

Several years ago, Cash Box ad-
vanced the idea of making available,
if only for the record and/or educa-
tional use, original cast productions
of musical theatre works through
video tape or film. We based this view
on the fact that long after the original
cast stars of a musical leave their
Broadway performances, it would be
of great historical value to have their
performances on visual record for all
time. We also pointed out that Holly-
wood versions of hit musicals rarely
re-match their lead players, nor do
they offer exact replicas of the scores,
the staging, etc.

In view of recent technological de-
velopments, namely the video car-
tridge, we feel that we should restate
our case for this concept. Now, we
believe there is an added commercial
advantage. If feature films are to be
made available on video cartridge on
a rental basis, why not an original cast
performance of a hit musical? Save for
the aural reproductions of original
cast performances, it's tragic that
original cast reproductions of such
shows as ‘“My Fair Lady,” “‘Fiddler on
the Roof”” and ‘‘Hello, Dolly!"" are lost
to us in their audio-visual form. But,
there are certainly marvelous shows

to come, perhaps several this upcom-
ing season. Perhaps the cost-factor of
doing it “‘for-the-record’”’ was prohibi-
tive. There is now available a commer-
cially viable method of making such
an historical contribution to one of our
great native artforms a profitable ven-
ture.

More than a quarter of a century
ago, Decca Records gave us the first
recognized original cast LP with “Ok-
lahoma!”’ Sound has come a long way
since then, yet there is a special thrill
to hear Alfred Drake, Celeste Holm
and Howard Da Silva do the great
Rodgers & Hammerstein score. How
this thrill would be multiplied if we
could see and hear them perform
again on stage through the medium
of the video cartridge!

Some record company will, un-
doubtedly, also pioneer the video tape
original cast album. We hope this
historical event will not come at such
a time when many great shows are no
longer available in the original cast
forms. The time is now to view legal
and other matters that stand in the
the way of such projects. It's time for
history and a great new home enter-
tainment media to be served.

In his work with the Buffalo Spring-
field, Crosby, Stills, Nash and Young,
and his three solo albums for Reprise,
Neil Young has emerged as one of

the most creative and influential
writers and performers in contem-
porary music. His personal lyrics,
melodic skill and compelling perform-
ances have attracted a steadily grow-
ing following, one presently large
enough to have insured pre-release
gold record honors for his latest al-
bum, “After the Gold Rush.”

His second solo LP, “Everybody
Knows This Is Nowhere,” is on tha
verge of million-dollar sales, and
chart sales have accelerated for his
first Reprise outing, “Neil Young.”

In 1966, he left his native Toronto
in a hearse, which deposited him in
Hollywood and the Buffalo Springfield.
A couple of years later, he parted
company with Steve Stills and the
other Springfields to go it alone, a
move which resulted in his first Re-
prise album, early in 1969. Later that
vear, he rejoined Steve in Crosby.
Stills and Nash, where he remains,
but continued to manifest a dual iden-
tity by also recording on his own.

Current Anti-Drug Stand By Songs
Refutes Vice-President's Charges

NEW YORK — Vice President Spiro
T. Agnew seemed on shaky ground—
in the light of ~urrent contemporary
material, at least—in his criticism
of rock material as part of a ‘“drug
culture that threatens to sap our
national strength unless we move
hard and fast to bhring it under
control.”

The trend over the past year or so
has been a decidedly anti-drug ap-
proach by rock songwriters, while the
examples cited by the Vice President
in his fund-raising dinner speech in
Las Vegas last week were of older
rock songs. One of them was the
Beatles’ “With a Little Help From My
Friends,” which the Vice President
explained was a “catchy tune, but
unail it was pointed out to me T never
realized that the friends were asorted
drugs.” The Beatles have, several
years back, reversed their drug dog-
mas and bebhavioral patterns. Many
other pnp and rock acts have re-
corded messages, broadeast by sta-
tions throughout the courtry, for the
“Do It Now Foundation,” an anti-
drug agency aimed ot teenagers.

As for another so-called pro-drug
song cited by the Vice President, the
Byrds “Eight Miles High,” the tune

Label Introduces
Budget Cassettes

NEW YORK—London Records has
moved into the third phase of its
“Sounds of the 70’s” product and sales
program with the what the company
regards as its strongest album lineup
yet.

At a distrib gathering at the Sum-
mit Hotel in New York last Tues.
(15), Herb Goldfarb, London sales
head, declared that there wasn’'t a
“throwaway” or ‘“political” release
among the 31 new LP’s and cassettes,
and predicted a 509% chart showing
for the albums in the coming months.
Distrib orders on the new product
were reported as the “greatest” in
the label’s history.

London’s 13 cassettes comprise a
new Stereo Treasury and Richmond
budget series of orchestral and opera
works selling at $4.95 and $10.95, re-
spectively. In revealing the budget
cassettes, D. H. Toller-Bond, president
of the London, put the label squarely
behind the configuration. declaring it
would prove that it is “not a dead-

was termed pro-drug by Bill Gavin
at first, but he later reversed his
stand.

Commisioner Robert E. Lee before a
group of collegiate broadcasters in
New York last April. There had been
speculation at the time that the Vice
President was also preparing to de-
liver a similar criticism of rock
music.

NEW YORK — The Atlantic, Elektra
and Warner Bros. labels have set
their own branch distribution opera-
tion in Cleveland with the purchase,
from Paramount Records, of Seaway
Distributing, according to Ahmet
Ertegun, president of Atlantic and
exec vp of Warner Bros. in charge of
music.

The new branch setup, which be-
gins operation Oct. 1, will cover Cleve-
land, Cincinnati, and Pittsburgh. It
will be supervised jointly by Atlan-
tic’'s Dave Glew, Warner Bros.’ Joel
Freidman and Elektra’s Mel Posner,
all of whom hold key sales positions
at their respective labels.

Seaway formerly handled the At-
lantie line, and it’s expected that many
present Seaway employees will be
headed by Mike Spence, vet indie dis-
trib figure formerly chief of Main-
line Distributors in Cleveland.

There will be complete sales and
promo services in Cincinnati and Pitts-
burgh as well as Cleveland through
resident sales and promo staffs in
each city. All warehousing and orders
will be handled out of !Cleveland.

Grossman Studio
In Woodstock, NY

NEW YORK--Albert Grossman, folk-
rock manager, has set a Studio B as
part of his recording complex in
Woodstock, N.Y. The D. B. Audio
Corp., designers and manufacturers of
audio equipment, has just completed
the studio.

D. B. Audio, consultants in the
original design and staging for the
entire project, have furnished Studio
B with equipment that includes a 16
track console and Ampex MM 1000
tape machine. The balance of the com-
plex will also house sound and re-
cording machinery, while the outside
architectural design promises to blend
in with Woodstock’s natural sur-
roundings.

Hendrix
was pronounced dead I'riday after-
noon, London time, at St. Mary Ab-
botts Hospital.

The new complex which will be
under the direct creative supervision
of Jeff Barry comprises two publish+
ing companies, Heiress Music, Incor-
porated (BMI) and Top Floor Music
(ASCAP). Both publishing companies
will operate independently of Famous
Music Publishing in the creative area,
however, administrative and exploita-
tion of the catalogs developed will
be under the direction of Famous Mu-
gic publishing vice president and gen-
eral manager Marvin Kane.

Staffed by a team of successful
voung writers Heiress Music and Top
Floor Music have already turned out
a large number of compositions for
Jeff Barry production deals.

Barry himself as a writer and/or
producer has been responsible for thé
success of such names as The Archies,
The Monkees, Neil Diamond, Shangri-
las, Sam Cooke, Andy Kim, Ron
Dante, The Illusion, Robin McNamara,
The Ronettes, The Dixie Cups, The
Jelly Beans, and others. He had pro-
duced the music for the new TV series
“The Globetrotters” and “The
Klowns.” Recently he has added the
“Banana Splits” to his roster.

Terry Wineriter was awarded the
company’s “Promotion Man of the
Year” award for his work with Cer-
tren in Phoenix, specifically with the
Pozo Seco track “Strawberry Fields/
Something” that will be released as
the act’s next single from their cur-
rent LP.

In his address, Dale pointed up the
cales and promotion growth already
logged by the 8-month-old complex
which is rapidly developing from its
Nashville and country music base to:

Release of the album marks a
return to Mercury for Garner who
recorded for the label on several
occasions beginning in the late 1940’s.
1t was during a term with Mercury
in the mid-195%’s that he composed
the all-time standard, “Misty.”

Garner, just completed a 6-week
concert tour of Europe, has more than
one hundred compositions to his
eredit including “Misty,” “Dreamy,”
“Dream Street,” “No More Shadows,”
“Gaslight,” “Solitaire,” and ‘“That’s
My Kick.”

Throughout his career, Garner has
received awards, including the Grand
Prix du Disque from the French Acad-
emy of Arts. He also was com-
missioned to compose the theme music
for the 1966 International Television
Festival in ‘Montreux, Switzerland.

Garner, who is managed by Martha
Glaser, is currently performing at
Mister Kelly’s in Chicago where he
opened last Monday to a standing

Beatles In ‘Melody’
Poll After 8 Years

LONDON—For the first time in
eight vears, British pop music fans
have selected an act other than the
Beatles as their favorite. The new
king of British pop is the Led Zep-
pelin, on the throne thanks to votes
cast in Melody Maker’s annual poll.
The Beatles are second. In other slots,
Bob Dylan was voted top male singer,
with Elvis Presley coming in fifth
and the Beatles’ Paul McCartney—
who bowed as a solo artist on LP
earlier this year—number nine. Joni
Mitchell replaced Janis Joplin—now
number three—as favorite female
singer.

ARIZONA—Elvis Presley, after a 13
year absence returned to the concert
stage and broke all attendance rec-
ords previously set at the Arizona

Coliseum and Exposition Center.

The show, promoted by Presley’s
manager, Colonel Tom Parker, was a
complete sell out well in advance.
Tickets were priced at $5.00, $7.50,
and $10.00, as 13,813 people attended.

LONG ISLAND CITY — 1970 will
be the biggest year in history for
economy-priced recordings and tapes,

assesses Ira Moss, Pickwick Int’l
U.S.A. president.
Moss, along with Rich Lionetti,

Pickwick’s director of marketing, has
just returned from a tour of the U.S.
and Canada on which he visited dis-
tributors, rack jobbers and retailers.
Moss said they received reports that
“retail record sales have not only held
the line but have zoomed.” Pickwick

is a leading producer of budget LP’s |

and tapes.

“Despite current economic condi-
tions,” said Moss, ‘“‘people are con-
tinuing to buy records. And according
to reports we received on our tour,
economy-priced records and tapes are
selling even better than full-price mer-
chandise.”

Moss and Lionetti noted that many
retailers are now switching to econo-
my product for standard catalog iner-
chandise, which represents half the
outlay of full-price product and in-
cludes many of the same major
names—Frank Sinatra, Jackie Glea-
son, Dean Martin, etc.

“The average rack jobber,” Moss
stated, “makes an 18 to 209 profit on
full-price merchandise; retailers 25%.

Shows 1st Qtr. Rise

NEW YORK—Cy Leslie, chairman
of Pickwick International, Inc., reports
that for the first quarter of fiscal 1970,
ended July 31, net income rose 15%
to $440,207 from $384,364 during the
same period of the previous fiscal year.
Sales were up 209% or $13,429,5673 as
compared to $11,177,243. Earnings per
share increased to 23.1¢ as against
20.1¢, a 15% increase. These figures
were restated to include Targ & Din-

Pickwick in Oct. of 1969. The average
number of shares outstanding during
the quarter ended July 31, 1970 was
1,903,735 as against 1,899,988 during
the quarter ended July 31, 1969.

For the fiscal year ended April 30,
1970, net income rose 24% to $3,135,-
344 as against $2,5626,997 during the
previous fiscal year. Sales for the year
were up to $61,410,415 from $51,664,-
724, an increase of 19%. Earnings per
share rose to $1.66 from $1.40, also an
increase of 19%.

“While it is difficult to forecast fu-
ture results in view of today’s uncer-
tain economic environment,” Leslic
said, “it is significant that the com-
pany’s growth trend has continued
during the first quarter of fiscal 1971.
This summer period is traditionally
the slowest period of the year. Our
second quarter sales continue to show
the same progress to date. We also
expect the prospective Northeast ac-
quisition to contribute additionally to
sales and profit growth.”

The NARAS educational plans
center around a Nashville proposal
to create an Institute of Creative
Development and Training for the
recording arts and sciences, to be
housed in Vanderbilt University, and
to draw upon the facilities, faculties
and students of other area colleges,
such as Fisk and Peabody.

creation of a membership profile that
would enable the Academy and its
chapters to better serve its members,
and the continuance of the NARAS
Awards Guide program that makes
most of the industry’s outstanding
recordings availabie to all voting
members at greatly reduced prices.

BMI ‘70 Awards
To Young Writers

NEW YORK—A total of $15,000 is
available to young composers in the
19th annual BMI Awards to Student
Composers competition sponsored by
Broadecast Musie, Inc.

Established in 1951 by BMI in co-
operation with music educators and
composers, the BMI Awards project
annually gives cash prizes to encour-
age the creation of concert music
by student composers (under the age
of 26) of the Western Hemisphere
and to aid them in financing their
musical education. Prizes ranging
from $250 to $2,000 will be awarded
at the discretion of the judges. To
date, 153 students, ranging in age
from 8 to 25, have received BMI
Awards.

The 1970 BMI Awards competition
is open to student composers who are
citizens or permanent residents of the
Western Hemisphere and are enrolled
in accredited secondary schools, col-
leges and conservatories or are en-
gaged in private study with recog-
nized and established teachers. Ln-
trants must be under 26 years of age
on Dec. 31, 1970. No limitations are
established as to instrumentation or
length of manuscripts. Students may
enter as many as three compositions,
but no contestant may win more than
one award.

The permanent chairman of the
judging panel for BMI Awards to
Student Composers is William Schu-
man, distinguished American Com-
poser.

Others who served as judges in
the 1969 competition were Chou Wen-
chung, Felix Greissle, Ronald Herder,
Udo Kasmets, Otto Luening, Gustave
Reese, Nicolas Roussakis and Vladi-
mir Ussachevsky.

$727,210 To 2,125 Recipients

NEW YORK—ASCAP reports a rec-
ord-breaking distribution of $727,210
to 2,125 of its writer-members for
1970-1971. This represents the largest
aid to composers made by the per-
forming rights society through its
special panels. ASCAP president Stan-
ley Adams noted that in the 10 years
in which the awards have been made,
the Society has provided some $3
million to writers in both the pop and

London Budget Cassettes Stress
Label's Faith in Configuration

NEW YORK—Expressing strong
faith in the cassette configuration,
London Records will manufacture and
distribute a line of budget cassettes
culled from its Stereo Treasury
Series and Richmond opera line.

Thirteen Dbudget cassettes,
suggested retail prices of $4.95 for
orchestral works and $10.95 for com-
plete opera sets (mono only), were
introduced by the company at last
week’s sales meet in New York (see
separate story). All other London
tape cartridges and cassettes, it was
pointed out, will continue to be manu-
factured and distributed through
Ampex.

D. H. Toller-Bond, president of
London, expressed keen faith in the
cassette configuration. “It is not a
dead-duck. Enormous technological
advances, utilizing the Dolby char-
acteristic, have been made recently.”
In England, where the budget casset-
tes are being manufactured, the Lon-
don chief said he had heard cassette
product from which it was “hard to
tell the difference between the cas-
sette and top-rated records.” “The
cassette will be a very big thing in
the market,” he predicted.

Later, Herb Goldfarb, national
sales manager, said that London
would not engage in dual-distribution
for the new cassette line, but would
rely on its lineup of 29 indie distribs
to do the job.

As he unveiled the new product,
Terry McEwen, classical dept. head,
noted that “legible design” on the
cassette cover would enhance sales,
since most other cassette releases
merely employ original LP artwork
for cassette counterparts (see cut).
“Cassette classics,” McEwen said,
“will improve the future of cassettes.”

The budget cassettes will be shipped
from London’s three distributor ware-
houses, London Records, Servor, N.J.;
London Records Midwest, Chicago;
London Records Calif.,, Los Angeles.

NEW YORK — In a move to
“strengthen the cassette industry’s
quality control efforts and adherence
to uniform standards’, North Ameri-
can Philips Corporation announced
expansion of its program for making
Norelco test cassettes available to
playing equipment manufacturers and
service organizations.

Paul B. Nelson Jr., vice president
and general manager of the Home
Entertainment Products Division, who
recently stressed the importance of
cassette standardization and called
for elimination of “cheap, inferior
quality” software, said the test cas-
settes are basic measuring tools de-
signed to gauge performance of cas-
sette recorders accurately and mean-
ingfully.

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Elvis Presley

DETROIT OLYMPIA, DET., MICH.—
After thirteen years, since his last
Detroit appearance (1957) Elvis Pres-
ley came back to an unbelievable wel-
come. Unbelievable because the ex-
citement built up in the audience. made
up from 12 to 65 was just as frenzied
as when he last appeared,

Although the show was definitely
Elvis’ it would be unfair not to credit
the excellent performance of the Sweet
Inspirations. They soul-wacked each
number with such enthusiasm and
stage charm they actually got-to the
predominantly white audience.

When the Sweet Inspirations and
the other acts included on the bill
lined up to the left of the band and
intro’d “That’s All Right Mama” 16,-
000 plus rose from their seats to wel-
come Elvis. It was electrafying and
the somewhat inadequate sound sys-
tem prior to Presley’s entrance sud-
denly became loud and c'ear. Maybe
the audience was listening harder.
Dressed in a white jump suit with a
dandy collar and thong belt, Presley
harnessed himself into a guitar and
grabbing the mike with one hand he
commenced his show. “Sing it like in
church, now chillun” he chided his
back-up singers. At 35 he’s still
powerfully built and able to Elvis his
pelvis, not regarded as obscene today.

It wasn’t a modern-day Presley. It
was the same old-style rock-a-billy
Presley even when he did his most
recent releases, “I've Lost You”, “The
Wonder Of You”, “Suspicious Mind”.

He added his own styling to “Polk |
Sald Annie”, “Whole l.otta Shakin’
Going’ On” and others. He tried to
quieten the audience for his very
tender “Bridge Over Troubled Water”
but he had worked them up to such a
frenzy it was almost impossible to
grasp his obviously total involvement |
with the song.

Presley is a pro and he had his
teacher, Colonel Parker with him. To-
gether they pumped some of the old
contentment back into the American
scene that has been growing tenser
and tenser. Entertainment excitement
would appear to be the cure-all and
the valve to let it all hang out, at
least that’s what it was like at the
Olympia. The ticket prices were fair—
Presley and Parker could have walked |
away with much more had they been
interested only in money. The old
husker in the Colonel did however al-
low him a bit of pin money as he
kept close tabs on the program con-
cessions. But it would appear that
Presley is showing himself on this five
city (U.S.) tour to prove that he is
still very much the king. One might
speculate, with good odds, that Pres-
ley is even more popular than he had
suspected. The Beatles brought back
the sounds of 1956—it’s quite possible
we may be entering another era of
Elvis Presley. It would sure mean a
lot to us over 30’s to be able to put
down the under 25’s.

Unlike most groups
that perform ten minute guitar solos
and drum solos that last well into the
following day, the Byrds play a set
of standard three minute songs; the
kind that consist of a verse, a bridge
or chorus, a second verse, and an end-
ing; the kind that has been absent
from live performances for many

Mylon

CAPITOL THEATER, FORTCHEST-
ER, N.Y.—The thing about most
groups is the ‘But.” You know: ‘Oh
yeah, they were great . . .’ Which
means ‘I really dug the set except for
the third number which was okay and
the sixth number which turned me off.’

There are no ‘Buts’ with Mountain.

They came into the Capitol Theater
for four sets after a live lay-off of
over three weeks; they had been in the
studio working on a second album for
the past fourteen days. which is a
whole different thing. “It’s a simple
faet, I can’t live without playing,”
said Corky Laing as we talked be-
tween sets. As a matter of fact all
four Mountaineers were impatient to
get on stage.

And when they did, they exploded
with such physical and emotional force
that the quartet became as gargan-
tuan as their rareified music, giganti-
cally magnified within the macrocosm
of the timeless sounds of Mountain
until nothing existed in the world but
the men-the music-the audience all in
one.

Part of Mountain’s greatness stems
from the fact that their set is about
two-thirds improvisation. For example
no one knows what Leslie’s solo, a
prelude to “Dreams Of Milk And
Honey,” will be like until it happens.
And did it havpen! Leslie, laving into
his guitar until that incredible fusion
of man and machine occurred, came
up with a display of musical pyro-
technics such as even Mountain’s audi-
ences hadn’t seen before. As one the
bedazzled crowd leaped to its feet to
applaud him.

The weekend marked changes for
both Corky and Steve Knight. Corky
embarked on a completely different
kind of drum solo during “Stormy
Monday” than he had done early on
in the group’s appearances. In point
of fact the drum solo is not a fixture
in the act but depending on Corky’s

mood and the texturing of the piece
itself, he will or will not embark upon
the solo. Corky has learned so many
things and has employed them so well
of late that even the late die-hards
who still called him an ‘unsubtle’
drummer must now own up.

Steve is the person people tend to
ignore on stage but the truth is that
Mountain would not sound like Moun-
tain without him. He’s an ensemble
keyboardist-the best in the business-
and his sound is not supposed to jump
out from the rest of the group’s. But
next time you hear/see/feel Mountain
listen for the warm chords and notes
that act as a springboard and a back-
drop for Leslie’s guitar. Felix’s bass
and Corky’s drums. An of Felix,
master mason of Mountain, there is
little left to say, except to listen care-
fully to his genius.

With Mountain was Mylon. Who is:
Mylon LeFevre part of the famed Le-
Fevre family of the South who sing
and perform Gospel music. Ten days
before opening at the Capitol he com-
pleted the formation of his six man
group and at the time was still look-
ing for three black girls to back him
up vocally. He got them together three
days before the date,

So it might have surprised some
peonle that Mylon’s debut was an un-
qualified success. The group turned
out to be tighter than many acts play-
ing for a year or more. And Mylon
dressed in black leather suit em-
broidered with white crosses anpeared
like a dark angel of the morning as
he sang his songs. The set consisted
of many of the cuts from Mvlon’s
Cotillion album: “Sweet Peace With-
in.” “Searching For Reality,” “Hitch
Hike,” and the single “Old Gospel
Ship,” among others. They’re all his
songs and each displays an honesty
and directness that cuts through all
talk. hype, press talk, ete.

When Mylon begins to sing you
know you’re in the presence of some-
thing special. He believes in what he’s
doing, the whole group does, and it
makes all the difference in the world.

B.J. Thomas’ skill and appeal as a
singer is his ability to deliver the
songs of Burt Bacharach & Hal David
—uncommon melodies with uncommon
time signatures—with the assurance
one associates with his Scepter label-
mate, Dionne Warwick.

WHISKY A GO-GO, L.A.—Nearing
the end of their first American tour,
Blue Horizon group Chicken Shack
proved themselves to be of headline
quality, even if playing to a rather-
less-than capacity crowd.

“This is
music which appeals to the average
working American.” explained Paul.
“Because it is distinetively American
and because Philadelphia is America’s
birthplace, we like to wave the flag
every chance we get.”

Proof that WRCT appeals a wide
sector of age groups and tastes can
be gotten from a recent promotion
wherein listeners were asked to vote
for the 200 eveatest country records
of all time. Among the top ten items
were records hy traditional perfor-
mers such as FEddy Arnold, as well
as more rock-oriented artists, such as
Elvis Presleyv. Indicative of WRCP’s
enormous listenership is the fact
that more than 55,000 ballots were
cast in this promotion, all over
only a hundred hour time period.

Paul predicted that stations such
as WRCP would continue to grow in
listenership. “We have all of the ex-
citement hut none of the extreme
sound of the rockers, and we’re
vounger-sounding than the MOR
stationg.”

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NEW YORK—ONCE UPON A TIME IN THE WEST

‘And it’s good old country comfort in my bones
Just the sweetest sound my ears have ever known
Just an old fashioned feeling fully grown’
It constantly amazes me how little most Americans know or try to understand
about their own history. The American Public School System is notoriously nar-
row-minded and self-censoring about the facts on the founding of our land that
it dispenses to its pupils. They're long on the pilgrims (although in N.Y. fourth
graders are taught that the Pilgrims came to America to avoid persecution al-
though a look at any source material from the period in Britain will show that the
Pilgrims were forced to leave because of their own rigid bigotry) and the Con-
stitution while they completely ignore the fact that this country was founded in
blood.
‘And | came down to meet you in the half light the moon left
Come down in time and I'll meet you half way’

And there’s something happening in America. It's taken some time but now
it's near fruition. It combines so many elements that many people haven't real-
ized what it is. Kids are getting more interested in their heritage. Okay, they
realize there is much to be ashamed about when it comes to our past especially
the consistant actions of the formative government (example: the U.S. of A.
Gov't gave, as gifts, to Indian tribes blankets infested with cholera) but they also
realize that great things happened and great people lived during the pioneering
days of the West.

Lone men and families journeyed out from the burgeoning Eastern towns to
push Westward; some to settle, others to move from place to place wherever their
horses took them as long as it wasn’t back towards the East because there

But that ain’t natural, so old Clay would say, he’s a
horse drawn man until his dying day’

Kids are learning about the history of their country through the reading of
source material, films, and music. Those three media sound strange in this
context but they’'re not. What is strange is that the people using the last two
media are for the most part not American. As far as films go lItalian director
Sergio Leone has done more to wake young people up to the heritage of America
than John Ford and Howard Hawks put together. His westerns began with “A
Fistful Of Dollars” and have culminated with ‘“The Good, The Bad, And The
Ugly,” and “Once Upon A Time In The West.”” They are phenomenally successful
among young people (three Leone films are currently on their seventh revival
in N.Y. after record breaking return runs recently on the West Coast).

‘From this day on | own my father’s gun

| dug a shallow grave beneath the sun

! laid his broken body down below the Southern line
It wouldn’t do to bury him where any Yankee stands’

Despite their success (or perhaps because of it) most critics generally find
Leone films distasteful: too much violence, they claim and boy doesn’t leave with
girl: no sex. But inside they can’t understand what Leone is doing just like they

HOLLYWOOD—THE GHOST GOES WEST

The Brill Building is a remembrance of things past, a great gray ghost which
has known the blurred hum of a thousand standards. Thirty years ago its tin
pan cubby holed pianos would spit out the weekly hit parade. Twenty years
back most of the songs America sang and whistled poured out of its rectangled
corridors onto the national charts. It was once the bible. Now it's merely an old
testament.

Most of the affluent publishers have moved east and uptown. Like Hal David’s
old Kentucky Bluebird, many have spread their wings with a message for more
fashionable sections of N.Y. while others have been newborn in far away places
(some with strange sounding names) like Muscle Shoals, Oakland, Memphis,
Atlanta, Springfield, Nashville, Hendersonville, Detroit, Macon, Chicago, Phila-
delphia, Houston, San Francisco, Sheffield (Alaska), Santa Monica, Beverly
Hills and L.A.

Still ancient-rusted music men bask in the past glories of the Brill, recalling
afternoons when kids who were punks at the time would fall by to sample its
wares or come begging for a complimentary lead or stock, fledglings who were
later to become giants in our industry—Libby Holman, Rudy Vallee, Buddy
Clark, Russ Columbo, Como, Sinatra, Lombardo, Goodman, Shaw, Miller.

Union Square was actually N.Y.'s first music center, more than 70 years ago.
That was the era when entertainment was located near 14th Street, when
theaters and restaurants were prime “plugs.”’ At the start of the 20th century,
they moved uptown to the 20’s and 28th Street (between 5th and Broadway)
became the hub of Tin Pan Alley. 1t was Monroe Rosenfield, a part time press
agent, arranger, adaptor and composer who baptized that area as *‘Tin Pan
Alley.” In a story in the N.Y. Herald he used the phrase to describe the out of
tune instruments that, to him, sounded like reverberations from the clashing
of pans. He called it “tin pan music” and the logical progression, used to describe
28th Street in particular, later meant the music business,

There's an apocryphal tale that might partially explain the move further up-
town to 1619 Broadway, though we’d guess that most of the credit must go
to the arrival of the Broadway, stage and nitelife in the alleys between 44th and
57th Street. Mills Music was the Brill’s first tin pan tenant, the story goes, and
the firm did not fare well. On the vege of bankruptcy and as a last dying gasp the
Bros. Mills decided to take a few tunes off their dusty shelves and try again.
One of those songs was titled “Stardust.” Word of the firm’s good fortune
spread and many young publishing houses gravitated to that “lucky” building.

The legends of the Brill still remain; only a small percentage of the charts
reflect its once preponderate power. Now the Turf is gone, that redolent restaurant

can’t understand what today’s kids are doing. Basic to all of Leone’s films through

his love and understanding of the Western mystic are total honor in an individual
no matter whether hero, villain, or inbetween, and a hatred of what industriliza-
tion did to men and land alike. These are two basic issues that underneath, many
young people concern themselves with. As a matter of fact the former is the
central issue surrounding the matrix disagreement with today’'s government:
what the media has so euphemistically called the Credibility Gap. There are no
villains in ““Once Upon A Time'’; rather the railroad extending itself grotesquely
across the country represents the ultimate evil that either corrupts individuals
to its needs or destroys them,

Recently rock music (it would be more accurate to say elements within the
industry) has become involved with the same issues that Leone deals with: the
Band, the Stones, Neil Young, Traffic, Quicksilver, CSN&Y, and the list goes on.

‘Just lately I've been thinking how much | miss my lady
Amoreena’s in the cornfield brightening the daybreak
Living like a lusty flower/running through the grass for hours’

This whole train of thought I've just traced occurred to me while listening to
tapes of the new Elton John album, “Tumbleweed Connection.” In the same
uncanny way that Mick Jagger captured the total essence of an important seg-
ment of the American personality in ‘‘Street Fighting Man''—as an outsider not
who is commenting on a foreign situation but rather as a person who has be-
come an American involved in the situation itself—so Bernie Taupin, half of the
John-Taupin entity, has captured in infinitely pure form the core of what made
the West strong and what is seething under the confusion of most young people
today.

‘As soon as this is over we’ll go home

To plant the seeds of justice in our bones

To watch the children growing and the women sewing
There’ll be laughter when the bells of freedom ring’

A sense of wonder at nature and the elements, a sense of personal honor, a
code of justice, and an inborn love of people as individuals. Bernie’s lyrics, inter-
spersed throughout the article, have, with the new album, an immediacy that
resembles in many ways the feelings that have come with the last two Stones
albums causing the group's return to superstardom. ‘‘Tumbleweed” deals with
feelings kids have and that’s the surest sign of a top seller. It's a powerful, vital
trend for the music business and it has already proven successful.

BROKEN ENGLISH FROM AN UNHAPPY POP FAN

The English is far from perfect, but the tragedy of a land where one must
pay a penalty for artistic dissent comes through loud and clear. We received a
letter from a 23-year-old pop music performer (now a deejay) from Czechoslovakia.
He was part of a “‘beat group’ in his hometown of North Bohemia, where among
the 100,000 population the group had many fans. After the Russian invasion of
his country in 1968, the group added to its repertoire a protest song against
the Russian presence in his country. Last Oct., he and his group were pro-
hibited by Czech authorities from performing the protest song. There were also
monetary penalties which were increased everytime the group performed. At one
point, the group had to turn to the townspeople to come up with a payment
He would now like to receive records from the west, but 1. doesn’t have enough
money (he's married and will be a father this Nov.) and 2. finds that Czech
currency is not readily accepted in western countries, anyhow. ‘‘But, | really
can’t be without music. Everyday | listen (to) radio station Luxembourg.” He's
willing to accept ‘“‘older, cheaper singles or LP’s.” He signs his letter, “your
biggest friend from the east world.”” We'll supply this young man's name on re-
quest.

where songsmiths and neophyte publishing execs would split a coffee and danish
at 10:00 A.M. and a ninety-nine cent three course special at noon. Of course
the more prosperous pub execs used to wander uptown (or across the street)
to the 2 Lindy’s. But the Astor and the Paramount and the Capitol are gone too.

It's just possible that the new found glory of the music biz is a building
located 2200 miles from the Brill, on the corner of Sunset and Cahuenga in
Hollywood. Housed in its 14 stories are nine record labels (Columbia, Epic, Dot-
Paramount, Vanguard, Kapp, Vault, Beverly Hills, Century and Sussex), ten
publishing houses (Irving Berlin, Famous, United Artists, Suite Seven, Lucan,
JVP, Green Apple, Grass Roots, Goose Creek, Diane Lisa, and the American
Guild of Musical Artists as well). ASCAP is here and NARAS. There are managers
and producers (Jackie Mills’ Wednesday Child Prod., Dick Glasser’s firm, Neely
Plumb, Sam Riddle and Nick Brainard, Jeff Cooper’s Bar-Rich Prod., Herb Cohen,
Leonard Poncher) and artists (Tim Buckley, Frankie Randall, Linda Ronstadt,
Glenn Yarbrough). Several publicity offices (Bob Abrams among them), Hubert
Long's coast operations and Clarence Avant’s Avant Garde Enterprises—every-
thing from A to Z — ASCAP to Zappa, Frank is proclaimed on its registry. The
structure known as the Crocker-Citizens Bank Building, was originally set to be
tagged the Paramount Building. But that was before Gulf-Western elected to
move its main base to N.Y.

Now it's the Jolly Roger Restaurant that hums each noon with talk of copy-
rights, acquisitions, new releases, contracts, royalties, master purchases and
co-publishing. The Jolly Roger, supplanting the Turf and Lindy’s, is located on
the ground floor at 6430 Sunset and takes no reservations. With the dearth of
good restaurants in the area, it does a booming business, despite its limited
menu. As Nelson Riddle (another Crocker-Citizens tenant) suggests, parking
facilities are so insalubrious that few care to journey far from the building.
Anyway, it's new, clean and air conditioned; a far cry from the ancient Brill. In
the evening it's Martoni's, only a hundred steps away, that caters to our
industry. At the moment and from 12 to 2, it's the Jolly Roger. Still, the more
affluent will occasionally wander the few blocks eastward to the Derby for
conferences with Capitol or W-R execs; the caste system dies hard in our trade.

It's just possible that a decade or two from today there’ll be a piece on
the past glories of the Crocker-Citizens Bank Building. The foolish and the
dead don’t change. But even ghosts gravitate.

Diamond’s next LP for Uni will be a decided departure from his other works,
including a 24 minute ‘“‘serious’ cut which’ll be titled ‘“‘African Suite.”

HOLLYWOOD—Capitol Records and
the Nat’l Association of Record Man-
ufacturers are now seeking applicants
for their 1971 joint scholarship award.

David Rea has been acknowledged as one
of the industry's finest and most tasteful
guitarists. What can be more natural than a
solo album for him. He along with musician
(he plays bass and piano on the set) pro-
ducer Felix Pappalardi, and many well known
friends have constructed a crystalline ice-clear
LP of David Rea compositions. The songs are
eclectic: the title track is softly country-tinged
with a familiar voice providing fine harmony
for David’s lead vocals, ‘‘Bad Luck Blues' is
just what it says and, consequently has a much
harder feel to it. ‘Little Lady Margaret”
sounds like authentic Cajun and is attacked
with great elan by David. Standout tracks are
the duets between David and Felix, ‘‘Cannibal
Christians” and ‘‘Bird Of Paradise,” which are
superb and highly atmospheric. And of course
Felix’s brilliant production work lifts the LP
into the stellar class. An auspicious debut.

ASHTON, GARDNER & DYKE—Capitol 563

Premier album in this country by Britain’s
freaked out trio comes on like the six-o-nine
express roaring down the tracks flat out. Tony
Ashton, on keyboards and vocals reminiscent
of Chris Farlowe, wrote or co-wrote the highly
original tracks which effectively blend rock
with jazz on ‘‘Let It Roll,” with blues cn “I'm
Your Spiritual Breadman,” (which features
George Harrison on electric swivel guitar), and
with gospel on “Hymn To Everyone.'” Ashton’s
playing is faultless and, at times even inspired.
Kim Gardner plays fine bass lines on both
electric and string bass, And Roy Dyke dis-
plays a total knowledge of his drum kit and
how to use it to the fullest extent. All in all
a hard hitting, well thought out album.

HIT MOVIE THEMES — Enoch Light and the
Light Brigade — Project Three-5051

Enoch Light and company mix the selec-
tions beautifully on this new album, beginning
with the powerful “Theme From Z,”” which
combines mandolin and guitar, to the more
relaxing “Airport Love Theme” which features
the strings. Side two opens with the dynamic
percussion filled “Theme From Patton” and is
followed by “The Out Of Towners,” ‘‘Pieces Of
Dreams,” ‘‘On A Clear Day,” ‘“‘Love Is A Funny
Thing,” and “‘Song From M.A.S.H.” The album
is delightful and enchanting.

Like many other musicians with roots in
jazz, pianist Mance has been making the
transition to a rockier contemporary sound
and the news about this album is that he has
succeeded and in quite an extraordinary
fashion. Foca! point of a quartet which also
includes Eric Gale, guitar; Chuck Rainey, bass
and Billy Cobham, drums, Mance applies his
established artistry on the fresh likes of
“Spinning Wheel” and the Sly Stone favorite
“Thank You.” Keep an eye right on this LP;
it's got it all.

Of harpsichordist Anthony Newman the New
York Times has said ‘‘dazzling and phenomen-
al.”” His third LP for Columbia proves just how
right they are.

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Two majors, Polydor and EMI, un-
veiled their plans and campaigns for
the fall and beyond, at marketing
conferences on September Tth. Two
more, Decca and Pye, held similar
meets at that time, but in closed ses-
sions with details promised later.

Polydor’s managing director John
Fruin gave news of the first two-LP
sampler to retail at less than £1. Set
for October release, it will be titled
“Easy Listening” and will have twen-
ty tracks by the orchestras of James
Last, Bert Kaempfert, Max Greger,
Kai Warner, and Roberto Delgado,
plus the Gunter Kallman Choir. Fruin
stated that it will be available for a
limited period, and the company did
not expect to make any money on it
during this period at a recommended
retail price of 19 shillings and ten
pence, but the inner sleeve would
reproduce more than thirty full-price
sleeves which he reckoned would be
as effective, if not more so, than
reproducing them in posters and
leaflets. Fruin said the sampler
would be the hottest lead line for the
fall, and anticipated a minimum sale
of 250,000. From January its price
would be raised to 39 shillings and
ten pence. Fruin said that the Po-
lydor sales staff would become more
merchandisers than salesmen in the
future, and he was “appalled” at the
way in which record product in gen-
eral was being presented to the pub-
lic. It was “heartbreaking” to see the
way in which promotional material
was used when it reached the stores.
He wanted to see a better standard of
merchandising of Polydor product in
retail outlets, and this meant concen-
tration on dealers in the Sound Seller
scheme and helping them to merchan-
dise. The latter scheme was now en-
tering its second phase with a list of
twenty-five “super pop product” al-
bums for the 700 retailers already
participating. There would also be
six two-record “Party” box sets in a
Christmas campaign specifically
aimed at the gift market.

Fruin spoke of the competition Po-
lydor would be facing with the emer-
gence of the American Kinney Na-
tional conglomerate comprising At-
lantic, Warner-Reprise, and Elektra.
He added Atlantic’s contract with Po-
lydor ran till mid-1971, “but there is
bound to be some serious thinking as
to how they are going to develop in
the UK”. Tony Muxlow, head of the
Polydor-Philips distribution organi-
zation Phonodise, admitted “absolute
calamity” during the first four
months of its operation, and could
not promise the immediate imminence
of a totally smooth system. But Pho-
nodisc was due to move into custom-
built premises next year with the tar-
get of 979 completion of orders with
the most sophisticated computer in-
formation svstem of any record com-
pany in Europe.

EMI's marketing meet was tagged
“One Jump Ahead”, reflecting the
company’s motto concerning its posi-
tion in relation to its competitors.
Pop repertoire and marketing gener-
al manager Roy Featherstone said
the 100,000 album seller was now a
reality, and the single still had vitali-
ty and value, accounting for 809 of
the needle time over the BBC air-
waves. Featherstone welcomed Mickie
Most as executive adviser to the pop
repertoire division, and revealed that
Tony Hatch would be producing cer-
tain artists for EMJI and Capitol Rec-
ords in the future. The company was
strengthening its own disk produc-
tion team and had named Jeff Jarrat,
formerly a studio engineer as a pop
producer. The Move had been signed
on a direct artist contract, and their
debut in this capacity would be
backed by an international promotion
campaign.

Rumors concerning the Major Mi-
nor label were finally ended by the
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| announcement that EMI has pur-
[ chased all MM repertoire and artist

contracts from the label’s chief Phil
Solomon for “quite a lot of money”,
according to EMI Records deputy
managing director Ron White. MM
artists such as Malcolm Roberts,
Karen Young and Neville Dickie will
henceforth appear on various EMI
labels as will back catalogue material
which is considered as still sales-
worthy. Although he has dispended
with all artists and repertoire under
the deal, Solomon is understood to
have retained the Major Minor name
for possible future use.

EMI will mount a major campaign
in October to establish label identity
for Probe, which is to be the release
medium for artists previously on
Stateside-Dunhill, and motorized
window display will be a feature of
the drive. Other promo boosts will
center on Invietus, Hot Wax,
Paramount, Famous and the progres-
sive heavy Harvest label. EMI classi-
cal division manager Leonard Smith
reported increased sales on full-price
repertoire, and his colleagues dis-
closed details of new product, includ-
ing material from the Soviet Melo-
dyia catalogue, albums by the Chica-
go  Symphony Orchestra  under
Giulini and Ozawa, and recordings
conducted by Herbert von Karajan,
back in the EMI fold after a lengthy
absence.

The Eric Winstone Organization
has joined forces with London Man-
agement and Representation as a
subsidiary company, making LM
unique among theatrical agencies in
controlling an organization that spe-
cializes 1In bands, orchestras, ar-
rangers and musicians. LM director
Michael Sullivan has been named
managing director of the subsidiary
company with Michael Grade,
William Marsh and Eric Winstone
serving as directors and Henry Cam-
well acting as company secretary.

Sanyo will act as host to twenty-
four of its UK dealers next year in a
Dealer Invitation Plan whereby one
small independent dealer and one
multiple operative will be drawn each
month by a well-known trade person-
ality from the names of approx-
imately 1000 dealers handling Sanyo
product in the UK. The lucky twenty-
four names will visit the Sanyo fac-
tories in Japan, and go sightseeing in
Tokyo, Osaka and Kyoto on trips
estimated to cost Sanyo £40,000 for
the year’s program.

The record dispute which has the ma-
jor record manufacturers and com-
mercial broadcasters at logger-heads
is still very much a part of the scene
in this country. The dispute arose out
of a new copyright act which enabled
the record companies to seek a royal-
ty from broadcasters for the right to
play their records. Right from the
start, broadcasters from 114 stations
refused to pay a royalty and there-
fore have not been able to broadecast
any material originating from Aus-
tralia or from any other country
where such a copyright act exists.
Since mid May when negotiations be-
tween the parties broke down, the
only disks played have been Ameri-
can, apart from an ever increasing
number of local sides produced here
by newly-formed independent com-
panies. (These independents are tak-
ing advantage of the current dispute
by not asking for any royalty for the
performance of their records.) So,
the dispute wears on with no signs of
any agreement, although regular dis-
cussions are still taking place with
neither side eager to make a state-
ment for fear of making the situation
worse. Much worse it could not be,
because every day that the dispute
continues, puts the new independents
in a stronger position, while the ma-
jor companies continue to lose valu-
able ground on the local recording
scene.

NY Ops Watch & Wait
As New Tax Resolution

Confronts City Council

NEW YORK -— MONY attorney
Teddy Blatt, speaking before some
50 operators at a MONY general
membership meeting last Tuesday
night at the Park Sheraton Hotel
here, outlined a course of action to
combat City Council Resolution 220
which urges the New York State
Legislature to levy a sales tax
on collections from *“coin-operated
amusement devices.”

Blatt explained that the resolution
is presently before the Council’s Com-
mittee, “it is best not to discuss it
too widely.”

Blatt is hopeful that the resolution
will be killed in committee, adding,
“But if not, the help will be needed of
all local city operators.” He continued
that if efforts on the city level failed,
and it reached the state Legislature,
the help of upstate operators would
be depended upon.

Trade leaders on city and state
levels were instrumental in quelling
a similar tax proposal two years ago
initiated by the state Attorney Gen-
eral’s office.

Blatt also discussed the prevalence
of coin machine “hijacking” in New
York City and the illegal copying by
some non-members of MONY’s copy-
righted Installation and Security
Agreement. The attorney suggested
legal action the association will take
to eliminate these problems.

He said MONY will contact legis-
lators, urging them to propose bills
that would list the machine’s opera-
tor, his address and phone number.
MONY would further ask for legis-
lation that would make the removal of
the label illegal.

Blat® explained that such legislation
would discourage machine hijacking
and would make hijacked machines
more readily identifiable.

In cases of contracts copied with-
out permission, Blatt said MONY will
institute suits in federal court against
offending operators for infringement
of copyright and ask for a restrain-
ing order that would prevent the
further unauthorized use of the docu-
ments.

In such cases, Blatt asserted, of-
fending operators would be required
to show in court a complete list of
locations which they maintain. MONY
president and meeting chairman Al
Denver promised that strong mea-
sures would be taken to prevent fur-
ther contract copying.

After Blatt’s talk and general an-
nouncements, the floor was thrown
open and a lively discussion on front
money ensued. Gil Sonin of Gil’s Mu-
gic in Brooklyn asserted that all op-
erators should adopt a policy of de-
manding front money from location
owners to prevent the drain caused by
service and record fees.

Sonin proposed that New York City
operators all ask $7.50 a week before
the split with location owners. He
explained that it costs the operator
$3.75 a week for service and record
fees and that amount would be com-
pensated by the location owner’s half
of the front money.

“If you don’t demand front money,”
Sonin said, “then you're not getting
50 per cent of the collections, you're
getting maybe 35 per cent.”

Another operator suggested that
the solution to excessive costs was not
front money, but elimination of exces-
sive loans and bonuses to locations.
“Those are pipedreams,” Sonin an-
swered. “You’ll never get rid of
bonuses and you’ll never get rid of
loans.”

Put it all
together and it spells out one undeniable fact—the
manufacturers are not content to sit idly by during
a slack sales period, and are attacking the problem
in the most logical fashion—by issuing the very ulti-
mate in new merchandise. By doing it in concert at
the MOA, they are assembling a trade show of ulti-
mate value to the operator.

The 1970 Expo may very well prove to be the only
show of its kind in many years to come, in respect
to the volume of new machines on display. With the
machines coming to Expo, it's left to the other half
of the industry—the men—to round the event out.
By early registrations received thus far at MOA head-
quarters, attendance will be at the very least equal to
last year’s, but in this case, nobody’s really interested
in merely surpassing a number—the entire industry
should be progressive enough at this point to demand
a veritable doubling of past figures.

It is important to note that the MOA Expo is not a
service to MOA members alone—it is a general as-
sembly of every businessman who deals in any
phase of the industry, whether it be selling cue sticks,
jobbing records, exporting shopped games, operating
big or small, full time or part time, and so on and so
forth. It is an obligation both to one’s business and to
one’s industry to be present and to participate in the
activities at this most significant of trade assemblies.

Complaining about the competition
among operators who offer loans to
locations, Denver said, “Some opera-
tors would rather sell their wives
than lose a location.”

Also discussed were after-hours

otherwise be gained in legitimate
spots.

Denver said that the responsibility
to complain about such spots lies
with location owners rather than with
operators. Those present who have

CHICAGO — Williams Electronics,
Inc. has developed “Strike Zone”, a
two-player flipper game with a bow-
ling motif. The appeal of the colorful
game is highlighted by an unclut-
tered, attractive playfield that in-
cludes four bumpers and a simulated
ten-pin setup.

The four bumpers, lettered A, B, C
and D, are located at the top of the
playfield and score 10 points each
when lit. When all four bumpers are
hit with one ball, the free ball gate is
opened.

Three strikes, each of which is
worth 300 bonus points, give the
player an extra ball. Additional
strikes beyond the free ball each earn
a free game for the player.

Millie McCarthy will be sending cards out to her
members soon with definite info . . . Al Kress of Cortlandt Amusement (Peeks-
kill, N.Y.) will be attending the MOA Expo for his first time and will go as repre-
sentative of the Westchester Operators Guild. The Guild’s president, Carl Pavesi,
always attends but is unable to this year due to a conflict in his business sched-
ule . . . The UJA group held its last meeting prior to the Sept. 26th victory dinner
last Wed. night. Meeting took place at the 1407 Club on Broadway where the
committee enjoyed a sit-down dinner . . . Heard from John Bilotta whose North
American Soccer League team, the Rochester Lancers, captured the league cham-
pionship.

Matter
of fact, Belam chief Vic Haim thinks Morris might fly into Chicago direct from
Europe for the Expo . . . Speaking of Europe, many coin people from overseas
will be attending the Expo, judging from early registrations Fred Granger's re-
ceived. Last year he had 107 foreign visitors there (not counting exhibitor peo-
ple) and expects to see more than that at this year’s event.

Again on vending, big con-
troversy in the cigarette commercial ban is shaping up between anti-smoking
forces and broadcasters. The former think radio and television should continue
airing anti-smoking promotions even tho cigarette ads will be discontinued en-
tirely after Jan. 2nd. The radio-TV guys, for the most part, feel their obligation
to show the free anti-cig spots will disappear after they drop the paid ads but the
other side say there’s a long debt to be paid the public in as much as cig ads
were broadcast many years prior to the ‘‘stop smoking'’ spots.
