Will U.S. Sign Int]
Anti-Piracy Trealy?

Wheels will be set in motion this
spring for a vital, historic international
document involving the music busi-
ness. In Paris, delegations for the
world community of nations will meet
to finalize the language of an inter-
national treaty to outlaw disk and
tape piracy. This final draft will be
submitted during the summer to the
Bern and Universal Copyright Conven-
tion gathering to revise and update
these international copyright docu-
ments. The anti-piracy treaty, however,
is not to be assimilated into the Bern
or UCC document, but will be signed
by the international community as a
separate piece of intl legislation.

The United States, as the major
supplier of pre-recorded music in the
world, has, of course, much at stake
in the implementation of such a treaty.
There is, however, one rub. The U.S.
cannot be a party to this treaty unless
it can provide copyright protection for
disks and tapes within its own boun-
daries. This, tragically, is not so, since
our antiquated Copyright Law, written
in 1908, does not include disks and
tapes under its protection. Such pro-
tection is granted in the new Copyright
Bill now before Congress, and if the
U.S. is to be a signatory to the treaty
it must be in a position to put teeth

into its commitment.

So it behooves members of the
music business to continue to press
—more urgently than ever—for pass-
age of this Bill into law. The trade is
well aware that current estimates put
the sale of unauthorized disks and
tapes—whether they be pirated. boot-
legged or counterfeited—at $100 mil-
lion each year. This for the U.S. alone.
There are grave bogus disk and tape
problems in other areas of the world,
especially in Asia, where a key Japa-
nese music executive stated recently
that the problem is ‘“rampant.” So
much U.S..oriented product goes
abroad that it’s logical to assume that
many millions of dollars are lost to
U.S. music company and artist royal-
ties on foreign shores. With the enact-
ment of the anti-pirating treaty, the
world community of music is ready to
put itself on record and, with proper
authority, to combat this evil.

The trade must let its members of
Congress know that it wants a new
U.S. Copyright Act with unquestioned
protection against the sale of bogus
disks and tapes. It means protection
here at home and, with U.S. commit-
ment to an international treaty riding
on such passage, all over the world,
too.

‘Pre-Beatles No Trend, Economy’
Spurs ‘Packaged’ Show Revival

NEW YORK A pre-Beatles no
trend and tight-money combination is
atfording a new look at the “pack-
aged” concert tour.

To Ira Blacker, vp of American
Talent Int’l, a six month old booking
agency  here, the situation is
“rough.” Besides the tight-money sit-
uaticn, Blacker sees a present “rough
time” for concert tours because “mu-
sic needs a boost” on the order of
exciting new acts which leads to
emulation, which, in turn, creates ac-
tivity.

RIAA Gold Awards
Hit High In 1970

NEW YORK -— RIAA gold awards
reached a new high in 1970. A total
of 169 awards were made, compared
to 158 in 1969. Tn 1970, 113 albums
and 56 singles earned gold, while the
vear before, 94 albums and 64 singles
carned awards. The leading record
label in the gold derby was Columbia
Records, with 21 awards, 16 for al-
bums, five for singles. Gold awards
are determined either by $1 million in
sales for LP-tapes, and 1 million
units in the case of singles.

A phenomenon like Chicago doesn’t
happen frequently but when it does,
America, and the world sit up and
take notice. Columbia Records is re-
leasing the third double-album simply
entitled Chicago by the seven-man
group with the Midas-touch.

Eaeh of Chicago’s earlier Columbia
doubla-record sets, C.T.A. and Chi-
cago, have recently sold over two-
millicn copies each, and both have
been awarded Gold Records for sales
exceeding one million dollars as cer-
tified by the R.ILALA.

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age” show is the work of ATI vp Sol
Saffian, Blacker notes. “It’s a ques-
tion of survival,” Blacker explains. In
pointing to an upcoming “package”
tour by Savoy Brown, Small Faces
with Rod Stewart and the Grease
Band, Blacker says that the difficulty
in booking a single heavy attraction
is being made-up in a “three acts to
compete with one” approach. The
exec indicates that the six-week tour
will probably gross a million dollars.

To Blacker, the current pop music
vacuum is exemplified by the emer-
gence to the surface of traditional
‘undercurrent” sounds, like R&B mu-
sic and standard pop sounds. He
claims a “conservative white back-
lash” that prevents the booking of
strong R&B acts. The lack of show-
cases, Blacker adds, is giving the
booking agency business a hard time,
too, especially on the west coast.
Savs Blacker: “Promoters used to bid
for acts, now they bid for big halls.”
Blacker also sees a trend toward acts
becoming more involved in “small,
tightly run agencies.”

Among other contemporary acts
booked by ATI, whose president is
Jeff Franklin, are Badfinger, Curtis
Mayfield, Dawn, Four Seasons, Im-
pressions, Jay & the Americans, Ras-
cals, Mungo Jerry, Potliquor, Spooky
Tooth, Tokens, among others.

Elektra Into Multiple

Posner Cites
More Outlets

NEW YORK Elektra Records,
which previously held exclusive dis-
tribution of its tape, has established
a system of multiple distribution on
its tape product only.

Mel Posner, vice president in
charge of national sales, explained
that Elektra tape distribution would
now operate through Elektra’s 21
distributors across the country and
through certain key tape rack ac-
counts. Elektra’s regional salesmen,
Stan Marshall on the east coast, Stan
Schoen in the midwest, and Scott
Ross on the west coast, as well as
Posner himself and assistant George
Steele, will be calling on these ac-
counts.

Posrer declared that the reason be-
hind Elektra’s decision was twofold.
“First of all,”” Posner stated, “we
have found over the years that the
present distribution system excludes
certain very important tape accounts
that are simply not serviced by ree-
ord distributors.”

Dick James, ATV

Reach Settlement

LONDON — Dick James Music Ltd.
and Associated Television Corpora-
tion Ltd. report the settlement of the
action for damages initiated in the
Courts of New York State by Dick
James Music Inc. as a result of the
termination in August, 1970, by
Northern Songs Ltd. (now owned by
ATV) of the contract whereby Dick
James’ U. company managed
Maclen Musie Inc., Northern Ameri-
can subsid.

The writ against Maclen Music Inc.
is being withdrawn and an agreed
sum is being paid to Dick James Mu-
sic Inc. as compensation for the ter-
minated contract, which would other-
wise have had approximately two-
and-a-half years to run. In agreeing
the settlement relating to the North
American contract, AT has reaf-
firmed its confidence in the man-
agement of Dick James Music Ltd. of
Northern Songs Ltd. in the United
Kingdom and the rest of the world.
At the same time as arriving at the

settlement referred to above, ATV
and Dick James have mutually
agreed that, Northern Songs Ltd

having acquired in Dee. 1970, after
many months’ negotiations, the cata-
logs of Lawrence Wright Music Com-
pany and associated companies, the
management of those cataloas will be
in the hands of the newly-formed
music  publishing venture, ATV-
Kirshner. This arrangement accords
with the development plans of both
Dick James Muvusic and Associated
Television Corporation.

The new management team will in-
clude Mike Stewart as exec vp, Ron
Bledsoe as vp in charge of product,
Mike Lipton as vp in charge of mar-
keting and Bob Cato (who redesigned
the logo and look of the U. A. label)
as “consultant.”

McCartney Seeks

LONDON — The New Year opened
with final irrefutable confirmation
that the Beutles are no more as one
entity. Paul MecCartney initiated
High Court action to dissolve the
Beatles and Co., formed in April
1967, and Apple Corps. He wants
a full rendering of accounts and
assets and a four-way split of
these between himself and the other
three erstwhile group colleagues. It
has been common knowledge that the
Beatles have been glaring eye to eye
moie often than seeing eve to eye
since soon after the death of their
manager Brian Epstein. It’s under-
stood that MeCartney wanted Lee
Eastman, now his father-in-law, to
succeed Epstein in guiding their for-
tunes, but John Lennon, George Har-
rison and Ringo Starr overruled his
choice in favor of Allen Klein, That
decision was it as far as McCartney
was concerned, and Lennon went into
detail about his change in attitude
towards the rest of the group in a
recent interview published in an un-
derground magazine.

NTD’s Into The Black

For Full Fiscal Year

MILWAUKEE — National Tape Dis-
tributors have finished in the black
for the fiscal year ended Oect. 31,
though pre-tax income and the com-
pany’s net were down sharply from
the previous fiscal period.

NTD closed with a better than
break-even last auarter, making the
full year tally $39,614,829 in net
sales. This gave NTD income before
taxes of $229,342 and a net of $114,-
413 or 5% per share.

During the comparable period of
1969, the firm’s sales were $32% mil-
lion, but income before taxes came to
$1,424,179 and the net showed 34¢
per share with $717,938.

President James Tiedjens cited
several factors contributing to the
net decline including the reduction of
inventories which increased returns
and freight charges, expenditures of
funds to finance moving of four sub-
sidiary firms into market centers, and
investments in computer equipment
to sophisticate financial data reports
for all 12 companies under the NTD
aegis.

Tiedjens last week also said that
NTD had hired several new execu-
tives to strengthen the management
team, and he noted that at the last
meeting of the board of directors
four men were elected to the body:
Paul Freund, operations vp; and
financial investing counsels Gregory
Pauly, W. J. Truettner, Jr., and Mat-
thew Betley.

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NEW YORK—STANLEY MYRON HANDELMAN: THE FRIENDLY MAN WHO SELLS
GOOD HUMOR

“Then God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness; and let
them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the birds of the air, and
over the cattle, and over all the earth.”” So God created man in his own image,
and called him Stanley Myron Handelman. And God looked down upon Stanley
Myron Handelman and saw that it wasn’t too good, but it was the best he could
do under the circumstances.

The years passed, and Handelman, now living in Brooklyn, New York, began
working as an ice cream salesman in Brighton Beach. The work was hard, but
Stanley soon put together a little song and dance routine and began selling Good
Humor at a record breaking pace.

Handelman has held just about every job imaginable except for selling pretzels
in the street. His place though, is on the stage in front of television cameras. For
Handelman possesses a certain kind of ‘good humor’ that is completely his own.
Abstract humor. Absurd humor, if you will.

Handelman’s first big break came in the 60’s when he toured with Vaughn
Meader who created the ‘First Family’ album. Since then, it's been success after
success, and | can think of nobody who deserves it more than he.

At first, Handelman was nervous and constantly forgot his lines. To overcome
this obstacle, Handelman wrote down the key phrases of his monologues in a
small notebook which he carried with him at all times. |f he then forgot a line,
he would reach into his jacket pocket, produce the notebook, and continue as if
nothing had happened. Strangely enough, the method worked. The audiences
thought it was part of the act, and Stanley was able to continue with his routine.

Handelman has appeared on every major television show in the country, and
if the audience doesn’t respond, ‘‘it really doesn’t matter.” “‘I always do my best.
I know when I'm good, and if the audience doesn’t catch on, it’s their fault—
not mine.”

Handelman'’s philosophy on his career can best be explained in his own words:
“My act isn’t a means to an end. | love comedy. My act IS the end!” His dialogues

HOLLYWOOD—'S DILEMMA: SUBSIDIZATION, WAGE CUTS?

A few months ago we came across an item in the L.A. Times that, at the
outset, seemed startling. 1t noted that recordings produced in Hollywood were
outgrossing films produced here. (But the graffiti might have been witnessed as
far back as '58 when a Columbia record (Johnny Mathis’ “It's Not For Me To
Say'’) topped the total grosses of ‘‘Lizzie,”” the film that introduced the song.

Fouad Said of the Cinemobile Systems has sent a letter off to Richard M. Nixon
which (in part) reads: ‘“ . . . the motion picture industry is in grave danger. Un-
employment in the various guilds—including writers, directors, actors and crafts
—ranges in the area between fifty and sixty percent; worse than in the darkest
big city ghettos. . . . today the American Government subsidizes the Aircraft In-
dustries, Merchant Marines, Qil Drilling, Farmers and other industries; but ne-
glects the Motion Picture Industry which once meant so much prestige to Amer-
ica . . . we need your help in initiating action for incentive programs similar to
other countries, based upon our accomplishments.”

It’s true that other countries (England, France, Russia etc.) offer subsidies
and tax relief to the arts. The U.S. did this with WPA backed Broadway and off-
Broadway productions during the early thirties. But there are many here who fear
government intervention in films, the nation’s new fabulous invalid.

Songsmith Arthur Hamilton offers an alternative. ‘‘l can’t understand why all
the heads of the unions don’t get together in one room and decide to accept the
responsibility of so called ‘runaway productions’ and perhaps lower their prices
accordingly—make it feasible to produce more films here.”” Hamilton believes this
shou!d include local 47 of the Musician’s Union as well.

In behalf of the Composers and Lyricists Guild, representing songwriters here,
Hamilton cites a number of contractual inequities with producers. But does not
feel the remedies will raise the cost of film making. He does not, for example,
suggest the increasing of front money payments to songwriters. “The writer, in
some instances, finds himself signing ‘for hire' contracts. There’s a phrase in that
contract that says the producer is, in effect, the creator of the song, the pro-
ducer ‘is author.” And most usually, under these antiquated contracts, the pro-
ducer has the right to use that song in any motion picture he ever produces
from that day forward—with no extra payment to the writer.”

Hamilon’s “‘Cry Me a River” received its second gold recording award this
past year, thanks to Joe Cocker (a dozen years back Julie London also hit the
million mark with the song—Hamilton also insists that Roberta Sherwood and
Barbra Streisand topped a million but neither is RIAA certified) and is currently
represented in the preliminary selection for Academy nominations with a song
from ‘“Madron,’”’ a ballad titled ‘‘Till Love Touches Your Life’’ which he composed
with Riz Ortolani. “Ours is a dark horse,” says Hamilton, ‘“‘since the film came
out recently and is not an enormously high budgeted production; it’s Four Star’s
first major full length picture.”

At the moment Hamilton is in N.Y,, attending ASCAP meetings, carrying along
a final draft of his 24 song musical tentatively titled ‘“Love Play.” “The book is
by Nick Boretz whose father wrote ‘Room Service.” It's a marvelous, unusual,
outrageous script.” ‘“Love Play” is planned as a off-Broadway production for the
fall of '71.

THE ULTIMATE LOVE STORY—'"‘To begin, place this record on your record player,
dim the lights, and take your favorite member of the opposite sex in your
arms. If you're still fully dressed at the end of the record, perhaps you should
discuss your early childhood with your analyst.” These are the opening lines to
the jacket notes written by Anthony Newley, introducing a new Bell Ip narrated
by Newley and titled ‘““For You.” Not unlike the runaway best selling sensual
“This is My Beloved,”” which titilated millions in the mid-forties, ‘‘For You” is
based on a book of poetasty by Jennings Cobb with original score composed and
conducted by Neely Plumb. As to album cover, it was Newley who suggested to
Neely that he (Newley) pose totally nude with ‘“a naked chick.”

are usually a combination of completely unrelated stories woven together to make
another unrelated story. ‘Do you know what the difference is between me and
Tolstoy? Before he wrote anything, Tolstoy would lock himself up in a room
without food. He never would sleep or eat or do anything until he finished writing.
This went on for weeks at a time. Then, when he finished, he would go out to the
finest restaurants, eat a 10 course meal, and fool around with the women. I'm
not like that, but my friend Bernie . . . .”

Handelman’s most recent project has been an album entitled ““Spiro T. Agnew
Is A Riot,” and the album is just that! Together with Rich Little and Vincent
Price, Handelman, who portrays Agnew, has put together an excellent comedy
album that pokes fun at the American political tradition, especially the Vice
President, whom Handelman wanted to get at.

Stanley Myron Handelman is one of America’s freshest and most original
comedians. He is dedicated to his career, and delights in making people laugh.
But for Stanley, that's an easy task. He's funny, and no one will argue otherwise.

A TOKEN GESTURE

In an industry that is frequently run by committee decisions, the domain of
the record producer often seems the last stronghold of the rugged individualist.
Yet five young men have applied the committee approach to record production
and instead of coming up with a collosal clash of egos, they've created an un-
broken string of hit records and commercials.

Hank Medress (who does most of the mixing and is the spokesman), Jay
Siegel, Mitch Wargo and Phil Margo (most active in jingles), known collectively
as the Tokens and their exclusive executive producer Dave Appell, have topped
off all their past triumphs with Dawn's ‘‘Candida” and ‘“‘Knock Three Times'’' on
Bell, both gold records.

in the past, the quintet have written or produced (or both) such hits as ‘‘He’s
So Fine" and ‘‘One Fine Day” for the Chiffons. They produced ‘| Got Rhythm”,
“See You In September” and ‘‘Mammy” for the Happenings. For themselves
they did “Portrait Of My Love’, ‘‘She Lets Her Hair Down’', ‘“He’s In Town"’,
‘“Tonite | Fell in Love", ‘I Have A Boy Friend”, ‘‘Sweet Talking Guy'’, ‘‘Love So
Fine'' and ‘“The Lion Sleeps Tonight” which was a smash hit.

Dubbing themselves the ‘'secret agents’” of the record producers, they will
tell you that they once had five records on the charts at one time as artists or
producers and no one knew they did anything but sing. ‘“We knew we were
real’”’, Hank Medress says ‘‘because we’'ve been together for ten years, ever since
we first left Brookiyn to take a shot at the music business. Now that we've de:
cided to concentrate strictly on production and give up personal appearances,
it’s important that the people in the business know our track record."

Not the least lucrative part of ‘‘what they've done'’ is the commercial area
that they went into four years ago. Since then they’ve come up wih ‘“Pan Am
Makes The Going Great”, ‘‘Chesterfield”, '‘Great Shakes'’, Adams Gum, HIS,
Nestle’s, Eastern Airlines and Burger King. In some cases they not only pro-
duced these and wrote them, they sang them too.

Okay, Tokens and Dave Appell, your secret agent days are over. Now every-
body knows.

TROUBADOUR, L.A.—A rough dia-
mond is a beautiul thing because it’s
a work of nature. A masterfully cut
and finely polished diamond, placed
in a carefully handcrafted setting, is
an even more wonderous thing be-
cause it combines the work of nature
with the work of man. It’s taken a
long time, but Linda Ronstadt, L.A.’s
adopted diamond-in-the-rough, has
finally had her edges smoothed, and,
set within the framework of Swamp
Water, one of the finest instrumental
country-rock ensembles that’s ever
picked its way to the Troubadour, has
emerged as rock’s Star of India.

It’s hard to know what changes
Linda’s gone thru, or who caused
them, but judging from the recently
acquired aura of poise and confidence
surrounding her decidedly trimmer
figure, they’ve done nothing but good.
Not only that, but Miss Ronstadt has
learned some new songs, which made
her opening night set even more ap-
pealing to the full house of under-
ground notables and just plain fans
who witnessed her ascent to the
zenith. Even her voice, always re-
garded as one of the best, seemed to
take on new life.

This week, for the fifth year run-
ning, music men from all over the
world are converging on Cannes to
take part in the MIDEM (Marche
International du Disaue et de I'Edi-
tion Musicale). Once again Cannes
will be the world city of pop music
where music publishers, record com-
panies, composers, producers and ar-
tistes will meet together to buy, sell,
discover and discuss that one vital
ingredient — Music.

The British Board of Trade has
supported British participants at
MIDEM for several years — this
year being no exception which ac-
counts for the fine British turnout.
Now aware of the vast impact of
MIDEM on the music industry two
other governments have followed the
British examnle. The Italian Foreign
Trade Commission has granted a sub-
sidy of 7 million lira to all participat-
ing Italian firms. Moreover, the Ital-
ian Government is sending top
officials to MIDEM 1971 in order to
assess the situation and study the
possibility of granting Italian firms a
subsidy which would cover the total
cost of their participation at MIDEM
1972, The Canadian Government also
is sponsoring ten Canadian firms
making their first MIDEM appear-
ance.

FIDOF — International Federation
of Festival Organisations will be cel-
ebrating their third year of existence
having been born at MIDEM as will
S.P.P.P. Union of Independent Pro-
ducers.

A “JUDICIAL COMMITTEE” AT MIDEM ’'71

For the first time in 1971, the
MIDEM will put at the disposal of
the 5000 participants an information
committee commnosed of international
well-known lawyers specializing in
music judicial matters.

Thus each participant will have the
unique opportunity  during  the
MIDEM of getting free and immedi-
ate information on legal matters that
concern him. General matters such as
the establishment of a new firm
abroad, the intricasies of copy right
law will be explained by competent
international lawyers.

As of 1971, this Committee will be
made up of lawyers from France,
Great Britain, the U.S.A. and Germa-
ny under the general direction of Al-
fred SCHENZ, lawyer to the Su-
preme Tribunal in Bavaria and to the
Munich Tribunal. Then in 1972 the
major countries of the record world
will be represented.

The members of the Committee
will be available for consultation to
all participants at a special office re-
served for them at the Palais des
Festivals. They will be free from any
interference either from Record Com-

panies or Publishing Houses. General
information on legal matter is the
main reason for setting up this Com-
mittee, any particular project will
come in the second place and will
have to be arranged for individually.

The international makeup of his
committee will also allow for fruitful
exchanges of views and information,
and the organizors of MIDEM are
persuaded that such an initiative will
be of a great help to many partici-
pants.

TORONTO — The record producer
versus radio station record producer
controversy continues to be the chief
topic of conversation with music peo-
ple in Canada.

Don Hunter, manager of the inter-
nationally famous Canadian group,
The Guess Who, recently made wvail-
able his views on the subject. This is
the beginning of a trend of influen-
tial figures making known their
views on the Canadian music scene
which appears to be facing a survival
crisis, Canadian disk and production
luminaries heretofore have remained
silent with regard to criticising those
in the important radio industry.
There always looms the threat of
blacklisting by radio stations. This
may be prevalent in Canada, but like
any country, hard to prove. Hunter
was quite outspoken, noting: “At this

Farrell, Grever Launch Joint

NEW YORK — Wes Farrell, pres-
ident of The Wes Farrell Organiza-
tion and Bob Grever, president of
Grever International of Mexico City,
have set a joint venture for the pro-
duction and publishing of Latin ar-
tists for distribution in Central and
South Amerida.

We want to
develop a minimum of three acts dur-
ing the first year and more after
that.

Bob Grever and Wes Farrell have
an association stretching back many
years. In addition to representing
Farrell’s Pocket Full Of Tunes pub-
lishing firm in the Mexican market,
Grever also represents such major
publishing houses as E. B. Marks,
Chappell Music and the Big Three
(Robbins, Feist and Miller).

New Label Planned

Farrell indicated that it is very
likely that he and Grever will estab-
lish a new record label to market
their product. According to Grever,
several established Latin artists have
already been approached to record
for them and for other producers in
the Wes Farrell Organization.

It was pointed out by Farrell that
“we will, in many cases, be making
cover-records of contemporary Eng-

dian record industry, there must be
distinet separation—record compan-
ies must be record companies and
radio stations must be radio sta-
tions.” He added, “The Canadian
scene is too young, too much in a
state of flux. Anyone who expands at
this time, too rapidly into too many
fields has to be hurt.”

Hunter pointed up the fact that
record sales of Canadian groups have
improved over the past year. The
Guess Who’s “These Eyes” although
receiving certification for U. S. Gold
failed to make the 100,000 mark in
Canada but both “Hand Me Down
World” and “Share The Land” have
topped this previously hard to cap-
ture figure.

Hunter outlined a personal experi-
ence which indicated to him that in
the U. S. it was nearly impossible for
a group (associated with a record
company having a tie-in with a radio
network) to get exposure on that
media because of a very good and
strong anti-trust law. He indicated
there were no such laws in Canada,
noting: “We don’t have the same
laws in Canada. In the U. S, every-
one is faced with the possibility of an
anti-trust suit, and they’re terrified
of even appearing like they’re help-
ing an act from an associated com-
pany.”

Zeroing in on broadcasters Hunter
expressed: “I don’t think radio sta-
tions should be allowed into record
production, and especially not into
publishing, not at this time. It can do
nothing, but hurt the situation now.
Later on it might be fine, but right
now it should not be allowed. No
matter what anybody says, there has
to be a potential conflict of interest.
It can’t be anything else.”

In summing up Hunter was of the
opinion that “The fate of the Canadi-
an record industry depends on the
CRTC. One of two things is going to
happen in the next 12 months—we
will have a record industry or we’ll
be right back where we started—
nowhere at all.”

Lang To Europe

NEW YORK — Michael Lang, pres-
ident of the newly-formed Just Sun-
shine label, embarked last week (14)
on a three-week European trek.

During his stay Lang, who recently
completed a deal with Paramount
Records for distribution, will meet
with foreign distributors, publishers
and concert promoters and generally
familiarize himself with the Europe-
an markets. He will additionally set
up European tours for the artists
signed to Just Sunshine.

His duties will be assumed by Olav
Wyper prior to the naming sales and
marketing managers. Sparksman pre-
viously worked with Glaney and
Wyper during his time as sales man-
ager at CBS Records, and left that
psost to take up an appointment out-
side the record industry before retur-
ning via RCA.

Another RCA departure is market-
ing development and planning man-
ager Alan Bull, who has been named
general manager of the Keith Prowse
Wholesale network and associated
companies. Bull was prominent in the
pioneering of eight-track cartridges
in the UK during his RCA service,
and is expected to be actively en-
gaged in tape product being sold
through non-record retail outlets and
racking operations in his new post.

RCA. This time it’s Geoff Hannington
who takes up the position of market-
ing manager responsible for creative
services, radio and television promo-
tion, new release co-ordination, pon-
ular and classical product, manage-
ment and press and public relations.
He, tc¢gether with sales manager Ray
Hunt and A&R manager Mike Ev-
erett, will report to RCA’s commer-
cial manager Olav Wyper. The com-
pany’s managing director Ken Glancy
commented “The effectiveness of the
commercial operations are essential
to the planned growth of RCA in
Britain. We have now assembled a
team to work -closely together in
achieving our objectives, and this re-
organization will ensure the flexibili-
ty to the success of such an oper-
ation.”

An
EMI recruiting team is currently
touring British universities, and will
interview over a thousand graduates.

sure budget LP company to EMI is
not expected to cause any alteration
in MfP’s operation. EMI has held the
other 50% share in the company since
its inception in 1965, and acquired the
Reed holding for $619,000. The deal
covers MfP activities in the United
ingdom, Europe and South Africa,
but does not affect its Australian
offshoot, which is wholly owned by
Reed. It is understood that negotia-
tions are in progress which may re-
sult in EMI acquiring the Australian
operation as well. Meanwhile the UK
MfP company remains at its
Feltham, Middlesex, headquarters as
a tenant of Reed.

The above mentioned foreign rec-
ords sales growth has been caused
by the positive attitude of each com-
pany which has been handling foreign
records, and the effects of live per-
formances in Japan. For example, the
public performance of Jose Feliciano,
Blood Sweat & Tears, Burt Bacha-
rach, The Original Cast and B. B.
King are scheduled in the near future
in Japan.
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Following our comment on the
current trends in the local market,
appearing last week in this same
column, it is interesting to add what
seems to be a possibility for getting
more involvement of the record buyer
in products: during 1970, an increas-
ing number of tunes have been some-
what related to places or cities of
this country. At first, it was tried as
a way to open certain regional mar-
kets which weren’t too active before,
although their book, cinema and the-
ater indexes were high. Afterwards,
the songs became related to the capi-
tal, Buenos Aires, and the summer
has brought a number of songs for
Mar del Plata and other touristic
resorts. The observers expect another
increase in the trend for 1971, and
some of them believe that this move
could bring even a sort of new popu-
lar musie, something that has been
tried to establish during the past five
years, departing from folk and tango
basis, without too much success, ex-
cept 1n a few cases.

The Mar del Plata Pop Music Fes-
tival will be held next week in Ar-
gentina’s main summer resort, and
the entries have been divided into
rock and other categories to widen
the range of songs and allow better
exposure. As happened with the other
song contests held recently in Buenos
Aires, the winning songs may expect
strong promotion and good chart ac-
tion, both in the National and Inter-
national scenes.

Manuel Rodriguez Luque of Disk
Jockey sends word about the extraor-
dinary success of the second volume
of the “Todos Juntos” album, which
contains, as the first one, a selection

of the current hits by the label’s ar-
tists. There is also another strong
potential seller in the new Abracada-
bra single, “En Mi Pais”, although
the biggest seller, according to the
diskery’s last week statistics, contin-
ues to be the Pepito Perez recording,
“El Retrato de Mama”,

Luis Calvo of Music Hall reports
very strong sales during the past
month of December, along with a
very strong new item, released by
Johnny Magac’s Fania label through
Music Hall, featuring The Mardi
Grass. The single appears as one of
the hottest items of the summer, and
there are also good hopes regarding
the new Hector Cabrera single. An
LP featuring this artist is also under
way.

Notes: RCA is outing in a couple
of weeks the first LP of Facundo
Cabral, with strong sales expectan-
cies; a new album by Almendra, with
two LP’s, is already in the market . .
. Leo Bentivoglio reports chart ac-
tion for “Chippy Chippy Cheep
Cheep” by Lally Stott and the album
“Mujeres Argentinas” . .. Fermata’s
Mauricio Brenner expects strong re-
sults from the Toquinho LP, recorded
by the Brazilian guitar player cur-
rently appearing in Mar del Plata
with Vinicius de Moraes . . . Korn
Publishers report control on several
tunes that appear in the charts, in-
cluding “Candida” and “Quiero Abra-
zarte Tanto” .. .

EDITORIAL:
Straight Talk on Games

Where the audio-visual novelty games used to
dazzle your eye, the most recent brace of games
coming from the factories dazzle your imagination.
Unless you're a crack mechanic, with a little me-
chanical engineering background to boot, it's almost
impossible for the layman to figure out how some of
these new novelties achieve the near life-like effects
they do.

We are talking about the target games, especially
the units which feature a combat situation for their
themes. We are talking about them for the simple
reason that some people in this trade have the foggy
idea that a combat-styled game may not be in the
“best of taste’” in today’s consumer market.

This thought is not only wrong, it's rediculous. If
anything, a combat game gives our young people a
safe and exciting way to do something they may or
may not find abhorent—actually flying a fighter in
combat. Such games, simply, are great fun and any-
one who'd find some psychological connection be-
tween these and the real thing should spend some
time in therapy.

The worse thing about this is that some operators
are flaunting the combat-syndrome issue as a real
crisis—criminal in this respect because there are real
problems besetting the games industry which are
being ignored in the process. Those real issues we
speak here of today are the restrictive laws which
inhibit the operation of certain amusement games
because some area legislators think there’s gambling
involved or because they don’t like kids playing them
with their “‘lunch money”’.

Let's get serious. We have operator associations
all over the joint. We have them in liberal areas and
in restrictive areas. But have we one association now
actively trying to lobby for fairer play in games oper-
ation? We're not pointing any fingers but there are
big cities with big operator associations that are so
accustomed to doing without pingames they don't
want a liberalization of laws. They don’t want to make
waves or upset the ‘“status quo’ and invite outside
competition from other operators.

There are actually areas (we know of one state)
where pingames are illegal, but are operating anyway.
From time to time, the police pull a raid and the
operator simply says, ‘“‘well, | guess it was my turn.”
Why doesn’t that operator and his brothers get off
the defensive and strike out like any other industry
would to get its just treatment under law!

You say this industry doesn’t give the local and
state governments enough money in taxes to afford
it a strong enough voice? You may be partially right
but there is some money for them there. and con-
sidering the fiscal poverty of some big cities, more
games in more types of locations could bring them
more in taxes and anything that would help these
cities—Ilarge or small—shouldn’t be overlooked.

That's where our associations should pitch—more
money for the cities and states thru more games on
more locations. Sure, it's a tricky business to get
across, especially for those among us who fear that
present taxes would be increased in the process. But
you think it out. It's your business.

HIALEAH—Samples of Allied Lei-
sure Industry’s much-heralded ‘Sonic
Fighter’ aeral aircraft dueling game
are en route to the factory’s U.S.

the stand of their British agent Lon-
don Coin Machines Ltd. at the A.T.E.

Described as “the most total audio-
visual experience ever incorporated
into any amusement game every
made” by ALI sales manager Gene
Lipkin, the Sonic Fighter combines
the thrills of flying a jet fighter in
hot pursuit of a weaving and dodging
enemy aireraft, with extremely au-
thentic hit explosions and 3-dimen-
sional visual effects.

Play of the game——-After insertion
of coin (straight quarter is recom-
mended), a fleeing jet fighter is pro-
jected onto the screen. The sensation
of movement is aptly provided by
passing scenery and clouds which
pass right and left of the player’s
periferal vision. The enemy plane “at-
tempts” to elude the player’s ‘““plane”
by dodging and banking (a random
scanner in the game gives a different
dodge pattern to the enemy’s plane
each game).

The player then trys to fix the
enemy’s position thru a cross-hair
target scope. When he zero’s in, he
pushes the firing button in the con-
trol handle and if he hits, an ex-
plosion, accompanied by a red fire-
ball effect, knocks the plane out of
the air. (The firing button sends out
machine gun tracer bullets.)

The game’s skill is both in lining
up the fleeing enemy in the cross
hairs and in maneuvering the pur-
suing plane to get into firing posi-
tion. Maneuvering is controled by the

| player’s wheel which if raised will

| drop his trajectory, if lowered will
raise it, and left and right turns will
bank it.

“The plaver really feels like he’s
in a cockpit of a jet fizhter.” Lipkin
stated. “The game action is accom-
panied bv other authentic effects, such
as realistic indicators, blinking lights,
ete. The piece is a real credit to our
chief engineer Ron Haliburton,” Lip-
kin declared. “Tt should be set at 25¢
plav, but it can be switched down to
9.95¢. The game time length is also
adjustable by the operator,” he added.

“We consider this
our most important meeting of the
year,” Granger said. “It’s a three day
conference during which a great deal
of substative work is done. We have
accomplished much at past mid-year
meetings and T am confident this
year’s session will be equally construec-
tive.”

In the event of legislative prob-

lems or heated copyright difficulties,

in Washington, Granger stated.

WASHINGTON—According to the
1971 edition of the Tax Guide for
Small Business, published by the In-
ternal Revenue Service (Dept. of
Treasury), a special tax of $250 for
each gaming device is now imposed
on every person who maintains for
use or permits the use of, a “gaming
device,” on any premises occupied by
him, whether or not it is operated by
coin.

“Free game machines”’—a machine
that has no payout mechanism and
no reels or drums, but which appears
to have all other characteristics of a
“slot machine” and awards free games

able as a gaming device.

Free play machines—A pinball ma-
chine designed to increase chances of
a high score by insertion of additional
coins, and which registers far more
free plays than a person playing for
amusement would normally play off,
is a gaming device. The $250 rate
applys regardless of payoff evidence.

One-ball pinball machines are con-
sidered gaming devices whether or not
payoff evidence exists.

Form 11-B is prescribed for the
registration and payment of this tax.

Devices exempt from tax include:
bonafide vending or amusement ma-
chines in which no gaming features
are incorporated, are exempt from
tax.

USDA had previously ruled
that these ‘“‘caterers’ were subject to
federal or state inspection under terms
of the Wholesome Meat Act of 1967.

This new development was an-
nounced by NAMA public health coun-
sel David Hartley. He is presently work-
ing with USDA officials to define classi-
fications of operations which now ap-
pear to be exempt from inspection.
NAMA members and industry publica-
tions will be informed of the outcome,
Hartiey said.

““Under these new regulations the
so-called restaurant and retail store
exemptions from inspection have been
broadened to include ‘caterers’ who
deliver or serve meat food products
and who meet other qualifications con-
tained in the regulations,” Hartley said.

Hartley and NAMA government af-
fairs department director Richard W.
Funk have been working with USDA
authorities on various aspects of the
Wholesome Meat Act since its passage
by Conzress in 1967.
