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The LP: Pre-Recorded
Music's Best-Seller

“RCA will be manufacturing records
far beyond the lifetime of anyone in
this room.” This was the comment of
Irwin Tarr, planning V.P. of RCA Rec-
ords speaking last week at the label's
press unveiling of its new Dynaflex LP
process (see separate story in this
issue). Thus, the exec, who, by the
way, spearheaded RCA’s drive in the
8-track cartridge field, firmly set the
record straight with regard to the LP:
it's hear to stay. So is, we must say
at this point, is the tape cartridge in
one form or another.

But, the point we'd like to make is
that the LP, the mainstay of the re-
cording business for the past 20 years
and still 75% of most manufacturer
sales, has been, perhaps, taken for
granted of late, especially in view of
the growth of the tape cartridge area.
Our intention here is not to pass on
the merits of Dynaflex, but to reiterate
the need for innovative thinking with
regard to the LP itself. The LP, as
good as it is, can stand improvement
in greater sound excellence and the
ability to withstand careless handling

and worn styli. As RCA president Roc-
co Laginestra put it: “‘although RCA’s
most recent technological advances
have featured Stereo-8 and Quad-8
cartridges, the engineering labs have
not abandoned the disk for tape.”

It's understandable for an industry
to take for granted its longtime best-
seller when its basic design has re-
mained basically the same. Add, too,
the emergence of the tape cartridge
and the considerable and often suc-
cessful attempts to improve the sound
qualities of the tape cartridge, which
still has some ways to go before it
measures up to the standards of the
LP. But, as label engineers work to
fine-tune the cartridge, they must not
neglect research-and-development on
a best-seller that stands to be one
““beyond the lifetime of anyone in this
room.”’

The LP, which can boast its own
set of conveniences in its friendly com-
petition with the tape cartridge, is here
to stay. The industry should see to it
that it grows in technical excellence
as befits pre-recorded music’s best-
seller.

FTC Seeks Rules
On Phono Power

WASHINGTON The Federal
Trade Commission has proposed a
trade regulation rule regarding the
advertising of power output of sound
power amplification equipment for
home entertainment products.

The proposed rule provides that it
would be an unfair method of com-
petition and an unfair and deceptive
act or practice to represent, expressly
or by implication, any power output
(in watts or otherwise), power band
or power frequency response, or dis-
tortion capability or characteristic of
sound power amplification equipment
without disclosing:

® the manufacturer’s rated mini-
mum sine wave continuous RMS
(effective) power output in watts per

RCA: Dynaflex(ing) Its LP Muscle

Better Traction,

Less Noise Claimed

NEW YORK—Those thin albums that
have been appearing in recent months
are not the result of economical
skimping, at least in the case of 12
million albums from RCA and sev-
eral labels serviced with custom press-
ings by the company. That figure was
released by RCA as part of a year’s
testing for the Dynaflex pressing tech-
nique unveiled by RCA last week.

Disclosure that the label’s thin LP’s
were in fact a means of providing
better record traction and eliminating
several causes of surface noise and
wear was bolstered by the company’s
statement that since the first issue of
Dynaflex disks, its complaint mail
had been significantly reduced. In fact,
only one-in-nine letters could be at-
tributed to Dynaflex pressed disks,
and the ‘“surface noise” gripes were
reduced by some 85%.

“The Dynaflex record,” according
to RCA president Rocco Laginestra,
“has proved so superior in a year
of initial testing that the bulk of
the company’s output of new LP’s
will employ the process.”

As described by Irwin Tarr, plan-
ning division vp, ‘“the slim Dynaflex
records are just a continuation in the
advancement of thinner, more flexible
and lighter disks. We have gone from
a 440 gram vulcanized rubber ver-
sion in the first flat disk recordings

to the 200 gram shellac 10”7 disk, to |

vinyl LP’s of 187 grams and the 135
gram conventional album. Dynaflex
weighs only about 91 grams slightly
lighter than several other thin disks
now being used at other labels.”
Technical Advantages

~ The weight reduction in Dynaflex
is matched by a shrinking of the rec-

ord thickness from 50/1000 of an inch
in conventional LP’s to 30/1000. This
gives the disk greater flexibility to
afford better traction and avoid warp-
age.

According to Rex Isom, RCA chief
engineer and head of the team that
developed Dynaflex, the thin disk is
four times more flexible than conven-
tional albums and because its elastic
limit is greater, it returns to original
flatness even when “abusively bent or
poorly stored.”

The flexibility also allows Dyna-
flex disks to adhere better to the turn-
table or other disks virtually doing
away with slippage in playing.

“The thinner profile,” he continued,
“allows more uniform molding dur-
ing the pressing process making for
a more homogenous disk to eliminate
much surface noise; and the thinness
also aids in elimination of gas in the
plastic ridding disks of blisters that
cause pops or skipping in replay.”

In addition, the thinner disk used
with standard grooveguard raised
edges provides a 2° flatter angle of
entry for the stvlus, cutting down the
violence to both stylus and groove
from the conventional record.

Tarr commented that the lightness
does give record companies a small
cost-saving factor since the weight
reduces shipping and postage costs,
but more important, the mass being
% less enables RCA to emvloy high-
est quality compounds whose cost
would have been prohibitive in con-
ventional weights. “Thus, Dynaflex
is giving the consumer a better rec-
ord without increasing the selling
price.”

RCA is now making available liter-
ature to familiarize consumers with
the advantages of Dynaflex and the
name logo which is included on future
record jackets.

Boulding To Industry: Reach
Black Buyer Outside Ghetto

NEW YORK — Reaching the black
record buyer outside the ghetto and
recent increase in the wholesale
recordings got the spot-
light at last week’s meet here of the
Association of Record Dealers.

Jerry Boulding of radio station
WWRL delivered a “take the blind-
fold off” address in which he accused
the industry of failing to rack black
records outside of black areas, on
the assumption that “. . . all black
people live in Harlem and shop only
in the mama and papa stores . . .”
“. .. why does a black record have to
be top 30 in the national charts or be
forced by a WWRL on WABC before
it cets racked ?” he stated. He added,
“Why would a white promotion man
bring a black record to black radio
station and ask them to play it and
not follow through to make certain
there are records in the stores to
back up that airplay?” “Do vou
think (the black listener) wants that
record so bad that he’s going to go
to Harlem to bhuy it?” (According to
a Stax Records survey, 50% of traffic
in key department stores are black).

Response To Boulding

Stan Kaiser, from Stans Record
Shop (Bronx), raised objections over

!

what he felt were inadequate survey
reports. Boulding, proceeded to ex-
plain the WWRL method of chart
movement. Kaiser asked that a com-
mittee be set up to meet with
WWRL and establish a closer rap-
port between stores and the station.
Mickey Gensler, ARD president,
added that this committee should
periodically meet with all of the ra-
dio stations in New York. A vote
was taken and passed & a committee
is now being formed. In commenting
on Boulding’s terms ‘take off the
blindfolds,” Neil Bogart called upon
New York stores to take the first
step by eliminating categories in rec-
ord stores (e.g. Melanie should not
be under female folk artist and Cur-
tis Mavfield under male R & B ar-
tist). Perhaps people will start to
consider music as music without the
color boundaries was the thought be-
hind this. The suggestion was met
with an enthusiastic response.

HOLLYWOOD Sal Iannucci’s
17-month post as president of Capi-
tol Records ended suddenly early last
week with announcement by Stanley
Gortikov, president of Capitol Indus’-
tries, of lannucci’s “end of tenure”’

at the company, effective immedi-
ately.
Gortikov, who also serves as

chairman of the board of the label,
will also operate Capitol as pres-
ident. The announcement was be-
lieved to have followed a recent
board meeting where it was decided
to end Iannucei’s association with
the label. Gortikov cited “. . . policy
difference between us” as the root of
the development. )

The overall financial picture at
Capitol Industries has not been good
of late. In the first fiscal quarter,
ended Sept. 30, the company showed
a net loss of $809,000 compared to a
profit of $1.3 million in the same pe-
riod a vear before. For fiscal 1970,
ended last June, profits came to $8.7
million, compared to $6.6 million a
year before.

As for Capitol Records, the com-
pany is understood to have had a
serious LP return problem. It has
also invested heavily in new acts
that received debuts in LP form. .

Before joining Capitol, Iannuceci
served as vp of National General
Corp., having been involved in the
formation of its music division. Be-
fore this, he was in the business
affairs department of the Columbia
Broadecasting System.

Gortikov indicated ‘“‘there will be
no interruption in the continuity of
company operations and plans, since
other executives are continuing in
their present capacities.”

HOLLYWOOD — Gary Usher, under
a “mutual agreement,” has resigned
his post as rock music division vp
for RCA Records, headquartering at
the label’s Sunset Blvd. address.

McCartney Suit
Hearing Questions
Beatles’ Finances

LONDON — Are the Beatles rich
enough to meet their tax liabilities?
This i1s the question posed as a result
of a hearing here last week to deter-
mine whether the High Court will
grant permission to dissolve Paul
McCartney’s partnership with John
Lennon, George Harrison and Ringo
Starr, and appoint a temporary re-
ceiver of the partnership business.
McCartney also wants information
about the finances of the team.

McCartney’s lawyer, David Hirst,
claimed that financial affairs of the
group are in “an appalling state”
and “there probably is not enough in
the kitty to meet” tax liabilities.

The hearing was adjourned after
counsel for the other three Beatles,
named as defendants in McCartney’s
action, agreed to deposit money due
the partnership into an account
jointly held by lawyers for the two
sides pending a full hearing in about
a month.

McCartney’s reasons for ending
the partnership, Hirst said, were that
the Beatles do not perform together,
that he had never been given audited
accounts in the four years since their
partnership was formed and that he
objected to Allen Klein, president of
ABKCO Industries, as exclusive busi-
ness manager.

Klein Answers

Klein made the following state-
ment in London last week in reply to
MecCartney’s counsel’s charges:

“Paul MecCartney’s Application in
the Chancery Court today before Mr.
Justice Stamp was ex-parte (without
hearing the other side) and therefore
without any opportunity of reply by
any of the people named in the alle-
gations.

“TIt should be pointed out that nei-
ther ABKCO Industries, Inec., nor
myself are parties to the action.

“While it would be inappropriate
to comment, item by item, on the
statements made in court, I wish to
categorically deny that the Beatles’
finances are in ‘an appalling state,
and I wish to make it clear that the
partnership is solvent and has more
than sufficient net current assets to
meet all income tax and surtax lia-
bilities on this income to the four
individual partners; Apple Corps,
Ltd. is solvent and has more than
enough cash to meet all its tax and
other liabilities and Messrs. Lennon,
Harrison and Starkey have more
than sufficient personal assets to
meet their own personal tax liabilit-

ies.

“At the hearing, the true state of
their affairs — financial and other-
wise will be made abundantly
clear.”

Advertising Could Boost Self
And Tele-Cassettes In Future

NEW YORK — Forecasting a time
when the market has stabilized “after
the splintering effects of CATV and
the visual cassette,” Manning Rubin
noted, “it will be the far thinking
advertiser with a full measure of
home programming who will reap the
rewards.”

The senior vice president and
creative director of Grey Advertis-
ing, reached this conclusion last week
in a talk to members of the Video-
tape Production Association.

WSM-AM Beams
Atomic Time

NASHVILLE — A few days ago
WSM-AM (650), Nashville, became
the only commercial broadcaster with
“Atomic Time,” the most accurate
time in the Eastern United States.
Pete Montgomery, veteran WSM en-
gineer, explains it as a four-tenth of
a second “beep” every 15 minutes
over the powerful, clear-channel fa-
cility whieh serves most of the Mid-
South during the day and most of the
nation at night.

Thus, WSM now supplements ser-
vice handled previously by the Bu-
reau of Standards. When the Bureau
transmitted its time standard from
Washington, D. C., the eastern
United States had the benefit of its
accuracy. But the Bureau moved its
stations WWN, WWVL, and WWVB
to Fort Collins, Colorado about a
decade ago.

Since then, by the time the signal
got to the east it had lost some of its
accuracy. Montgomery blames this on
“length of path changes” and al-
though it’s minuscle, it’s enough to
be noticeable where precision mea-
surements of time or frequency are
involved.

“WSM decided to do a little public
relations in the scientific field,” Mont-
gomery said. “The precision crystal
idea was to make the station suffi-
ciently accurate to be used as a sec-
ondary standard in the eastern
United States.”

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NEW YORK—LOTTI GOLDEN: WHERE THE SIDEWALK STARTS

Recent years have seen the emergence of country as a musical form of wide-
spread appeal. Country singers, once almost the exclusive property of Nashville
and the back roads of America, have ascended to national and even international
heights. But what of the city singers, the ones who pay their dues on fire escapes,
on the elevated railroad and on the ‘‘staircase between the floors?”

The last phrase belongs to Lotti Golden and Lotti Golden belongs to the city.
All the city and not just her native New York. Her voice is by turns like a paving
stone, like an August night on St. Mark's Place, like an early morning breeze
coming off the North River. Her stance is uncompromising but like most city girls
she is on the side of the angels.

At age 19 Lotti released her first LP, ‘“Motor-Cycle,’”” a critica! success, which
was one of the first ‘‘concept albums” in that it focused almost exclusively on the
world of the East Village. Two years pass. Little is heard from this Lotti Golden.
Then in the waning weeks of 1970, “Lotti Golden,” her second record, wider in
scope and richer in spirit, arrives.

With it arrives Lotti herself, a couple of years further on, a group of experiences
deeper. Lotti has the unusual ability to stand back from her material and judge it
as reflecting the station where she happened to be at the time of recording.

Her songs are peopled with real men and women and they ring with authen-
ticity. Cuts like “Just Like The River (Ballad Of Jimmy Hill And Me)"” are edged
with the sadness of realization that those we love the most may be capable of
the ultimate violence. ‘‘Lately (I Feel Like | Wanna Wake Up Out Of This Dream)”
is personal anguish with deja vu undertones.

When Lotti visited our offices recently, she came across as a quietly confident

HOLLYWOOD—CONCERT ASSOCIATES ROAD: ROCKY & REWARDING

“The rock business is good, it's the political climate that’s bad,” says Jim
Rissmiller (Concert Associates, Beverly Hills), referring to the attitude of city
fathers from Anaheim to Azusa, San Fernando to San Diego, regarding rock
concerts.

"‘Auditorium managers know they must book rock shows. They are respon-
sible to the public. Almost every building is a civic facility,” reminds partner
Steve Wolf.

Both men admit that concert promoters have a grapevine about ‘‘no show”
and late groups. ‘““But groups have matured,” Wolf adds. They realize that
today concerts are big business. They know it’s not just a one night Killing.
They check out lighting, facilities, everything.”

How do they foretell ticket problems which might cause disturbances?

“If we see a sell-out, we try to reschedule a second show, if possible,”” ex-
plains Wolf. Rapport with the youngsters who go to concerts is attempted by
use of student security guards, who deter gate crashers. The Beverly Hills
promoters acknowledge that concert goers are, in the main, orderly and accli-
mated to concerts. ‘‘Audiences are expanding every year,” says Wolf. “They
are getting younger—and older. As more teenagers go into their 20's, they
continue the concert habit.”

One of the reasons for an older audience is that ‘‘the music is being watered
down to a softer sound,” says Rissmiller. ““There is more folk and country.”

Another point from Wolf—*The days of the quick buck operator are over.
Concert promotions have finally gone legit—it's a business.”

Concert Associates averages 6-7 concerts a month in this area, more than
most promoters. And many times they compete against themselves, staging
shows in nearby locations the same night.

“We’ll have to present even more shows in '71 to stay even, financially, with
70, says Rissmiller. “That's because everything has gone up but our ticket
prices.”” That includes newspaper ad rates, building rentals, wages—and groups
are certainly commanding more money than they were only a year ago.”

As a result Wolf and Rissmiller continually seek new acts. They work with
record firms, study the charts, listen to FM as well as AM stations, visit small
clubs. The pair who helped Jack Kent Cooke build his Forum into the ‘“Madison
Square Garden of the West’ allow that rock concerts may be setting new box-
office records year after year. But ‘‘economics’’ are a major factor. ““We have
to be aggressive. And let's not forget the competition—from other promoters,
colleges, clubs—‘‘no wonder my golf handicap has gone from a 12 to a 17
in the past two years,” Rissmiller mounrs, ‘‘you just can’t listen to KMET or
book Poco at Lakeside.”

AND WHO’'S TOM SHAW?—Speaking of Lakeside, one of its more illustrious
members gets our sport of the month award. Following his own L.A. Open,
Glen Campbell drove up to Pebble Beach a couple of weeks ago for the Bing
Crosby tournament, MC’d the NFL Pro Awards dinner on the 21st, tees off on
the Andy Williams Tourney near San Diego on the 26th and then on to the
Bob Hope Classic in Palm Springs on Feb. 10. Last time we checked. Camp-
bell’'s handicap was down to a seven. Could be a 4—by the time he gets to
the Phoenix Open.

Shelter Record officials
have been tipped off that a video taped version of Leon Russell’'s one hour
special aired over KCET last Nov. is now making the rounds of affluent under-

We discussed motion picture soundtrack trends with Al De Lory when he was
in town on a promotional trip for his “Theme From Love Story.”

Hot Tuna/Brethren
Taj Mahal

FILLMORE, NYC—Something’s been
happening at the Fillmore of late, and
with each passing week, it becomes
more obvious. There used to be a
time when week after week, the most
talented groups in the music business
would appear before sell out crowds.
Nowadays, almost anyone can ap-
pear there and sell out! Where has
all the talent gone?

Electric Hot Tuna (not to be con-
fused with acoustic Hot Tuna) appear-
ed at the Fillmore last weekend (15-
16) and did virtually nothing to de-
serve their standing ovations. Those
who came to see Jorma Kaukonen
and Jack Cassidy were satisfied.
Those who came because they heard
of Jefferson Airplane were satisfied.
But those who came to seek musical
enlightment were not satisfied at all.

Now electric, Hot Tuna performed
a set of country, blues, and semi rock
material that went absolutely no-
where. In fact, the only interesting as-
pect of Hot Tuna is the addition of
Papa John Creach on electric violin.
And even he was unable to add any vi-
tality to the set!

Imagine if every big rock group
followed in the footsteps of Jeffer-
son Airplane and the Grateful Dead!
Imagine if Led Zeppelin, Mountain,
The Who, Grand Funk, Santana,
Jethro Tull, Creedence Clearwater,
and dozens of other top name attrac-
tions all subdivided into two or three
additional groups! Where would we be
then, my friend? Then, as is the case
with Hot Tuna, we would be paying to
SEE a performer, and NOT to hear
his music!

Picture, if you will, Robert Plant
and Jimmy Page as Stuffed Cabbage,
performing gospel songs to a sell out
crowd; or Ian Anderson singing Polish
folk songs—Eric Clapton with John
Doe and Friends doing their rendi-
tions of the Ventures greatest hits—
Leslie West and Felix Pappalardi
running through their favorite Rus-
sian dances . . . Funny, isn’t it? But
if the present trend continues, it may
become a reality.

Fortunately, the two aects that
preceeded Hot Tuna had something

‘No, No, Nanette’

MUSICAL comedy has not really
given way to musical theatre. Show
music buffs may want us to believe
this as they talk of “integrated musi-
cals” (not racially, but song-and-
book) and the like. Afterall, isn’t
Broadway’s all-time musical champ,
“Hello Dolly!” really a musical com-
edy circa the middle 60’s?

And
the dancing by Bobby Van, Helen Gal-
lagher and, yes, Ruby Keeler, is joy-
ous. And the sets and costumes are
an entertainment in themselves. Musi-
cal theatre may have to play the Met
after “No, No, Nanette.” The -cast
LP’s coming on Columbia. I hope it
includes the wonderful sound of good
old tap-dancing, too. il

to offer. Taj Mahal, complete with a
four piece tuba section, managed to
add a new dimension to the blues,
Performing selections from his most
recent album, he proved his versatility
both as a musician and as a fine
vocalist. Taj Mahal should be seen
to be believed, for he is a showman
in every sense of the word.

Opening the show were Tiffany re-
cording artists, Brethren, who pro-
ceeded to overwhelm the audience
with their individual talents and im-
aginative blend of country/gospel
music. Highlighting their set were
“Everybody In The Congregation,”
and final, “Provided For,” two first
rate, original compositions. Tom Cos-
grove, Stu Woods, Rick Marotta, and
Mike Carson are all studio musicians,
and their respective talents shone
through., Before Brethren, they per-
formed with all Kooper, Ten Wheel
Drive, and Bob Dylan, to name a
few. They are unique, and as tight on
stage as can be expected. Look for
Brethren to make it’s mark during
the coming year. They deserve to be
heard.

B.B. King
CAESARS PALACE, LAS VEGAS—
Last year, Caesars took a long shot
and put Blood, Sweat & Tears in the
main room for three days and got paid
off handsomely with SRO crowds.
This year, the same hotel has taken
another long shot by featuring B. B.
King in the main room for a series
of special 2:00 a.m. shows, and while
the financial results aren’t in yet, the
musical results were outstanding.
B.B. was called upon for the task
because of his handsome showing in
Caesars’ now-defunct lounge earlier
in the year, and despite a serious ob-
stacle placed in his path by the ho-

tel itself, came thru again. The afore- |

mentioned obstacle was provided by
the opening act, Scherri St. James and
the Company, a below par musical ag-
gregation even by Vegas’ not-to-con-
temporary standards, who were cer-
tainly out of place before the mostly
knowledgeable audience that the
King pulled in.

How does one review a man who has
just been presented (by ABC/Dunbhill
topper Jay Lasker) with a plaque be-
stowing upon him the “Biggest New
Star of 1946 Award—In belated rec-
ognition of 25 vears of paying dues
the hard way”? I guess the right way
would be to say that B.B. King is
one of the greatest electric guitar
players around, that he can pack
soul into his voice and his body even
when wearing a tux, that age only
seems to make him better and that he
weilds, even at 3:00 a.m., a stage
presence that crushes any resistance.

In Sony Freeman and the Unusuals,
B.B. has found a backup band that
perfectly frames and intensifies his

own enormous talents, and the result |

was evident in the well-paced show,
which included such standard King
fare as “Every Day I Have The
Blues,” “All T Want Is A Little Bit
Of Love,” “Someday Baby,” “Why I
Sing The Blues,” “Please Accept My
Love,” and, from the far distant past,
“Sweet Sixteen.” B.B.’s recent chart
hits, “The Thrill Is Gone” and Leon
Russell’s “Hummingbird” (also the
inspiration for a dog) were the only
new numbers, and, in truth, it must
be said that perhaps a little more
new material might have been in or-
der. Minor quibbles and Scherri St.
James aside, it was an exciting eve-
ning, which, hopefully, will pave the
way for more recognition of contem-
porary talent. After all, even us hip-
pies like to feed the slots once in
awhile. a.r.

channel,

o the load impedance (e.g., 4, 8,
16, ohms) for which the manufactur-
er intends the equipment to be used,

o the rated power frequency re-
sponse, and
| o the rated percentage of max-
imum total harmonic distortion at
any power level from zero watts to
the rated power output.

The proposed rule permits optional
disclosures under certain conditions.

A hearing on the proposal will be
held at 10 a.m., Tuesday, April 13, in
Room 532, FTC Building, 6th St. and
Pennsylvania Ave., N.W., in Wash-
ington, D.C. Interested parties may
orally present data, views or argu-
ments. Those desiring to deliver
prepared statements should file them
with the Assistant Director, Division
of Industry Guidance, Federal Trade
Commission, Washington, D.C.,
20580, not later than April 6.

The rule would extend to radios,
record and tape players, radio-
phonographs and/or tape combina-
tions, components audio amplifiers and
the like.

The industry has, for a number of
years, been unable to agree on a sin-
gle standard for rating amplification
equipment. The Commission said,
wide abuse of output ratings has oc-
curred as a result of the use of ra-
tings based on numerous standards
and testing methods. For example,
the rating of amplification equipment
in terms of music power or peak
power permits a gross exaggeration
of the output figure, a Commission
staff member said. In such cases, a
consumer might purchase a stereo set
represented as capable of 100 watts
output in preference to a set rated
only 50 watts output, believing the
100 watt set to be superior. In fact,
the stereo rated 50 watts output may
be comparable or superior.

Based upon information presently
available, the Commission believes
that the most reliable method of ra-
ting power output of amplification
equipment is by its RMS or continu-
ous power output capability.

In the absence of a single industry
standard, therefore, the Commission
believes that the rating of power out-
put of amplification equipment ac-
cording to the RMS or continuous
power method will provide the con-
sumer with a valid and meaningful
basis for comparison in the market-
place.

With Buddy Lee Radio Contest Winners

NASHVILLE — Artist-agent Buddy
Lee has announced the signing of
Kitty Wells, Johnny Wright, and Bill
Phillips to an exclusive booking con-
tract. Known world-wide as the Kitty
Wells Johnny Wright Family
Show, the group was all smiles as
each member officiated the new pact
with Lee.

Kitty Wells, known as the “Queen
of Country Music” since 1952, began
her career as a featured vocalist with
the “Johnny and Jack Show.” A few
years later, she became Mrs. Johnny
Wright. Her first big record came in
1952 on the Decca label entitled “It
Wasn’s God Who Made Honky Tonk
Angels.” An immediate smash, Kitty
rapidly became the first female artist
to rise to the top of the country
music world. She became a member
of the Grand Ole Opry the same
year, and has reigned as ‘“Queen of
Country Music” to this day.

Johnny Wright is a native Ten-
nessean, hailing from nearby Mount
Juliet. Son of a well known 5-string
banjo picker, and grandson of an ex-
cellent fiddle player, Johnny moved
to Nashville where he met Jack An-
glin and formed the team of Johnny
& Jack. Before long the two were
signed to a recording contract with
RCA, and began a rapid succession
of hits such as “Poison Love,”
“Ashes of Love,” “Down South In
New Orleans,” and others. Joining
the Grand Ole Opry in 1947, Johnny
& Jack began touring with Roy
Acuff and The Smokey Mountain
Boys. The act was broken up in 1963
by the death of Jack Anglin, and
shortly thereafter Johnny moved
over to Decca Records where he has
remained. His hit singles include
“Hello Viet Nam,” “Smellin’ Like A
Rose.” “Love Ain’t Gonna Die,” “Mu-
sic To Cry By,” “Love Everybody
and Everybody Will Love You,” and
recently, “A Place Where Heartaches
Hang Around.”

Johnny and wife, Kitty, co-host
their weekly syndicated TV show,
The Kitty Wells-Johnny Wright
Family Show, which features Bill
Phillips, and their band, The Ten-
nessee Mountain Boys.

More than 100 Jobete (BMI) and
Stein & Van Stock (ASCAP) songs
have climbed into the Top 10 on best-
seller charts during the past decade.

CMA Board Hears
NARM Film Format

NASHVILLE — The CMA’s special
presentation on Country Music to the

NARM convention, March 1st in Los |

Angeles was revealed to the board of
directors by Bill Farr and Bill
Williams, co-chairmen of the presen-
tation committee at their quarterly
meeting in Houston, Texas.

The entire presentation will involve
several minutes of introduction by
one of the statesmen in the country
music industry, followed by the film
slightly less than 15 minutes long.
The film will be followed by a live
Country Music presentation by Merle
Haggard. The live show will be ap-
proximately 40 minutes in length.

A special brochure of facts is being
printed for distribution to the con-
ventioneers.

The feature film makes use of a

specific character named ‘“Albert”
who has no feeling for Country Mu-
sic whatsoever but figures and facts
turn him on. With this clever ap-
proach the film portrays the awaken-
ing of Albert to America’s best sell-
ing entertainment product — country
music. He becomes so overwhelmed
by the tremendous growth of country
music in figures and facts that his
attitude . . . NARM conventioneers
will find out what happens.

Incident to production of this mul-
tithousand dollar film has been the
assembly of vast amounts of figures
and facts from every facet of the
entire business where country music
has been exposed. The effort under-
taken by CMA and its members has
involved much of the large and small
companies in the country music busi-
ness.

The board meeting took up other
matters of importance among which
were the following: Tentative pro-
posals for a Spring Country Music
Festival oriented toward the fan
rather than trades people. Estimates
of several thousand who would be
interested in participating in such a
festival were disclosed by Commit-
tee heads, Irving Waugh and Hubert
Long. Live shows and televising are
considered as essentials to such a fes-
tival.

1971 Country Music Month Cel-
ebration was the subject of extensive

| planning according to country music

chairman, Roy Horton, who reported
his committee expects to move into
exploitation of untouched areas for
promotion of October as Country
Music Month. He mentioned the pos-
sibility of reaching the national mo-
tion picture theatres with public ser-
vice promo slides or film strips.

CMA’s participation in the Third
International Country Music Festival
at Wembley Pool, London, England
during Easter holidays in conjunc-
tion with the quarterly CMA Board
Meeting. Announcement was made of
numerous business and social func-
tions correlated with the meeting and
festival. The board meeting will be
held at the Churchill Hotel April
10-11.

The new Country Music Radio
Sales Kit was reported by chairman
Don Nelson. The new kit is 75% laid
out and artwork should be completed
by the April meeting.

Record Merchandising Committee
report by Jim Schwartz included the
heavy cooperation by the record men
in the NARM presentation.

Other items included Bill Williams
reporting on public relations and the
passing of a resolution offering
CMA’s support to efforts by various
organizations across the nation to
instigate a Jimmie Rodgers Memorial
Stamp release by the post office in
1971; announcement by the banquet
chairman, Frances Preston, of con-
sideration for innovations which may
increase the number of conven-
tioneers who can see CMA’s Banquet
Show.

Other committee reports were made
by Ralph Emery, membership; Joe

Talbot, meeting arrangements; Bill
Denny, awards; Jim Schwartz, by-
laws, Bill Lowery, CMF; Harold

Hitt, finance; Wesley Rose, elections;
Richard Frank, insurance; and Gary
Buck, international.

The meeting was chaired by Rich-
ard Broderick, board chairman and
Wade Pepper is president. All but
five of the forty-one officers and di-
rectors of CMA were in attendance.
Also present were Jo Walker, execu-
tive director and Cecil Whaley, public
relations director. Dick Frank, coun-
sel for the board was also present.

the introduction of commercial radio
is expected to be published within the
next four weeks, and speculation
about the exact nature of the inde-
pendent service is gathering monren-
tum. One widespread theory is that
the BBC will be deprived of its 247
metres slot on the medium band over
which it broadcasts its Radio 1 pop
service, and this wavelength will be
given to a commercial operation.
There is no official confirmation that
this is so, and Radio 1 controller
Douglas Muggeridge has stated that
the Corporation would fight such a
proposal tooth and nail. Radio 1 was
the direct result of the former Social-
ist administration outlawing and
closing down the offshore pirate ra-
dio stations with its Marine Offences
Bill, and it is the BBC radio channel
which attracts most listeners while
being the cheapest to run. The Cam-
paign for Independent Broadcasting
has revised its original recommenda-
tions to Minister of Posts and
Telecommunications Christopher Cha-
taway.

The first CIB proposals envisaged
regional rather than local indie radio
stations broadcasing on VHF, but
the organization now believes that it
will be advisable and necessary for
the VHF transmissions to be supple-
mented by medium wave output dur-
ing the daytime. The CIB blueprint
anticipates about 30 regional stations
around the U.K, plus approximately
a dozen city center operations and
believes that ample needle time for
disk programming can be agreed
with the Musicians Union providing
the regional stations tape shows
using local MU members in sufficient
quantity.

EDITORIAL:
Security Now!

As most in the nation know by now, New York
City’s Police Dept. pulled a ‘‘job action’ last week
which took almost 85% of the patrolmen off the street
for six days before returning to duty. While the news
media, whether accurately or inaccurately, “‘reported”
no appreciable increase in street crimes during that
period, more than a few music and games operators
in the city suffered an undue number of machine
breakin's just the same.

The New York trade’s reaction, for the most part,
consisted of a route-protective action based on more
frequent visits to locations. Some even collected from
their more “insecure’’ stops every day during the
“job action’’, to keep the cash boxes as empty as
possible, as well as the cigarette inventory down. If
the machines were going to be hit, at least they'd
save something in coins and smokes.

The ‘‘six day breakin war’ kind of brought a grow-
ing big city problem to a new head. Most, if not all,
big city operators can recount many incidents over
the past few years of tables being pried into, jukes
raped, cigarettes smashed, all apparently by inexpe-
rienced but desperate vandals who are satisfied to
spend a couple of tense hours breaking into a stop,
then into the machines—and risk all for the few
dollars they’'d take out.

Like everything else in big cities these days, the
breakin problem’s going to get worse before it im-
proves. There are plenty of ‘‘answers’ around—from
burglar alarms, to safe-type cash doors—but none,
we think, are 100% effective against a dope addict
bent on getting at your dough. The real answer is to
triple and quadruple police protection, stiffen punitive
penalties against captured offenders and immerse all
equipment in concrete every night. But until that day
comes, the best answer is to visit the stops as fre-
quently as possible and at least minimize the loss
should that stop get hit.

Another good trick is to permit your customers to
empty your cash boxes every night and leave the cash
doors wide open. Totalizers would give you more
peace of mind if you did this, but be honest, there
are plenty of your customers you'd trust to give you
an honest count, totalizer or not. But one thing your
customers should do, especially those in “‘hot’’ neigh-
borhoods, is keep all the lights going every night. If
they complain about the electric bill, so throw them
a few bucks.

It's difficult for the operator with over a hundred
stops to consider safeguarding every single location
on his route by more frequent service and the rest.
Costs too much in time and labor, maybe. But measure
the cost of this kind of security against how much
you've lost thru breakin’s and see if it makes sense.

Bowed by CM.L

NEW YORK — Cameron Musical In-
dustries Ltd. held a private press
‘ showing here on Tuesday (19) at the
Edison Hotel to demonstrate the
| Cameron version of a 4-channel ster-
eo jukebox.
Jack Gordon, Cameron president,
| revealed that by the addition of two
more component speakers to the
original two, another 200 watt stereo
amplifier and several other conver-
sion units — then utilizing the new-
ly-introduced Electro-Voice 4-chan-
nel decoder, a stereo record could be
electronically separated into four
separate pieces of musical informa-
tion and play authentic 4-channel

music for the location patrons
through four separately positioned
speakers.

“Sound is a major sales factor,”
Gordon advised. “While the mechan-
ism is essentially designed to use
stereo singles and Little LP’s, the
new 4-channel mechanism would also
greatly enhance the playback fidelity

| of a standard monophonic disk.
‘ However, Gordon stated that the ide-
al record would be one which had
used the Electro-Voice ‘“encoder”
| during the mastering process before
the record is plated and pressed.

Dick Murphy, Cameron sales, also
displayed a 4-channel San Sui Syn-
thesizer, adaptable to the Cameron
unit, which does basically the same
job as the Electro-Voice. The San
Sui serves as a channel mixer; the
front panel has 4 view-meters, regis-
tering needle readings of the 4 chan-
nels. “While the San Sui is expressly
‘ designed to perform the same sepa-
rating task as the Electro-Voice de-
coder, it is also viewed as a powerful
merchandising gimmick for increas-
ing jukebox play as well as better
bar business. We call it the ‘adult
toy’,” Gordon said, referring to the
San Sui mechanism. “We want loca-
tion people to set it up right on the
back bar shelves where the foli“s can
see it. The bartender can fascinate
‘ the customers by toying with the

‘ dials and demonstrating thru the
four speaker meters how quad-
phonic sound really works.” He

‘ stated though, that the San Sui is
optional equipment.
Basically, Gordon feels that the
| operator can now increase his mini-
mun guarantee because he can go to
the location and present the
Cameron 4-channel stereo and Elec-
tro-Voice decoder as a traffic build-
er. “The operator is offering a new
sound to location customers.
