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The FCC: Way Out Of Line

Recent court decisions, including
those of the Supreme Court, uphold-
ing what the Bill of Rights has been
saying for almost 200 years—the
Right of Free Speech—have appar-
ently made little penetration over at
the Federal Communications Commis-
sion (FCC). Five of six members of
the Federal agency have implied a
threat of license removal from those
stations who fail in their “‘responsi-
bility”” to keep off the air Iyrics “‘tend-
ing to promote or glorify the use of
illegal drugs.”” There are a number of
points, aside from a general abhor-
ance of any Governmental agency’'s
decree of what it wants or doesn't
want to hear over the air, that make
this decision wrong and dangerous.

There is no need for the FCC to
state a case for ‘‘responsibility’” by
stations when, in essence, the very
fact that stations are licensed to
broadcast is a privilege that implies
“responsibility” in itself. We're not in
favor of lyrics that “‘promote’” and/or
“glorify” the use of illegal drugs, but
we are in favor of lyrics or any other
artistic mode of expression that makes
“comment’”’ on the situation. Where
does the FCC expect stations to draw
the line between lyrics that advocate
drugs and ‘‘comment’” on a social

condition of great national concern?
It's bad enough to make someone fear
the ‘‘letter-of-the-law’ in the FCC's
decision; it's even worse to make him
fear any kind of expression that may
seem remotely connected to the FCC's
threat. From ‘“‘comment” on drugs,
one may decide not to program or play
works that take a stand, the FCC mem-
bers’ personal beliefs notwithstanding,
on any other social or political con-
dition. FCC dissenter in the decision
Nicholas Johnson is right when he de-
clares that the decision is ‘‘an un-
successfully disguised effort to cen-
sor song lyrics” or, for that matter,
any other form of controversial com-
ment that may not sit well with dis-
gruntled letter writers to the FCC.

The FCC of late has rightly tuned
itself into the use of the airwaves
for greater awareness of community
needs. That's totally in line with the
concept that the airwaves belong to
the people. Community needs require
open discussion of the issues of the
day—whether local or national or glo-
bal. The ‘‘drug lyric”’ threat defeats
this purpose and, in broader terms,
goes against the grain of the temper-
ament of the times, the coming of
which is fully protected by our Con-
stitution.

RCA Net Down 437
During 1970 Period

NEW YORK — RCA Corp.’s net in-
come fell 43% in 1970, the firm’s an-
nual report revealed. Robert Sarnoff,
president and chairman, said, howev-
er, that the fourth quarter was the
vear’s strongest. On sales of $3,325,-
562,000, net income came to $91,735,-
000 in 1970. This compares to sales
of $3,109,853,000 and net income of
$159,832,000 in 1969. Fourth quarter
sales reached $939 million against
$922 million in 1969, with net income
falling to $36.9 million from $47.3
million. Tn addition to the economic
downturn, Sarnoff cited a 101 strike
at RCA as contributing to the de-
clines.

CMA Reports

Record Earnings

NEW YORK Creative Manage-
ment Associates, Inc. reports it
achieved a record 89 increase in net
income for 1970, with earnings per
share rising to &1 from 88¢ per share
the previous year.

Freddie Fields, CMA president,
stated that 1970 income before taxes
and amortization of intangibles was
$2,056,000 compared to $1,773,000 for
1969. Net after tax earnings was a
record $986,337 for the vyear ended
December 31, 1970, compared to earn-
ings of $832,787 a year earlier.

Fields reported that commission
income increased to $11,310,008, rep-
resenting a gain of $202,000 over
1969, and client billings rose to $135
million.

Fields said that CMA’s manage-
ment believes the entertainment busi-
ness is entering a new era, with a
more efficient industry emerging as a
result of new and aggressive man-
agement teams at some major studi-
0s. These teams, he said, are reevalu-
ating present systems, providing
more careful, but aggressive think-
ing.

He said that CMA envisions long-
term development of other company
activities “using the skills of our
manpower and clients.” Such plans,
he added, consist of innovative financ-
ing, production, distribution and ex-
hibition of movies and TV, as well
as the continued development of the
electronic age entertainment, includ-
ing cassettes, cartridges and tapes
for home entertainment and visual
aids for education.

Last year, CMA was listed on the
American Stock Exchange, and re-
cently, William S. Fine, president of
Bonwit Teller, and Mark N. Kaplan,
senior partner of Burnham & Co,
were added to the board of directors.

CBS Direct Mkting

NEW YORK — Columbia House is
the new name of the CBS Direct
Marketing Services Division. Corneli-
us F. Keating, president of the divi-
sion, said the name will be used to
identify all the direct marketing
efforts of CBS Direct Marketing Ser-
vices Division.

Gm Reports _Higher
6 Mos Profits. Sales

NEW YORK — Gulf & Western Tn-
dustries, Inc., reflecting strong per-
formances from its consumer and
service-oriented operations, has re-
norted higher sales and earnings for
both the three and six months ended
Jan. 31.

Net earnings for the second quar-
ter of the current fiscal year were
$12,656,000, equal to 59 cents a share,
on sales of $402,717.000. This com-
pared with net earnings of $11,126,-
000, or 50 cents a share, on sales of
$399,671,000 in the same three
months of last year.

For the six months, net earnings
rose to $27,862.000, ecual to $1.32 a
share, from $26,989,000, or $1.21 a
share in the same period of fiscal
1970. Sales for the first half
amounted to $793,481,000 compared
with $785,586,000 a year earlier.

Chairman Charles G. Bluhdorn and
president David N. Judelson said
they were optimistic about the earn-
ings outlook for Gulf & Western,
which operates Paramount Pictures.

“We anticipate that earnigs for the
fiscal year ending July 31, 1971, will
show an increase of approximately
15 per cent over the previous year.
We also expect to see a similar in-
crease in earnings for fiscal 1972,”
the two executives said.

They noted that the economy was
beginnning to show signs of recov-
ery, but cautioned that any signifi-
cant upturn in economic activity still
appeared to be months away.

All of the company’s 11 major
groups operated profitably in the
first half of the current fiscal year.
The strongest performances were
turned in by Gulf & Western’s Finan-
cial Services, Food Products, Auto-
motive Parts Distribution, Consumer
Products and Leisure Time Groups.

Delaney & Bonnie are moving closer to the
gospel field.

Here they turn to some traditional hymns
and pepper things up with several origin-
als, to come up with a potpourri which at
times is quite moving and exciting. Joining
in as “friends’ are such stalwarts as Leon
Russell, Dave Mason, Duane Allman, Carl
Radle and John Hartford. Speaking of stal-
warts: how about ‘“Rock of Ages’ and “‘Will
The Circle Be Unbroken?' They find new
life in these grooves. Clap your hands, this
should be another hit album.

ANNE MURRAY—Capitol ST-667

Ore of the nicer events of the last year
or so has been the emergence of Anne Mur-
ray as a top flight talent. Now the ‘““Snow-
bird” thrush soars higher.

FCC Tells Radio, TV Stations

WASHINGTON — The Federal Com-
munications Commission touched off
something of a controversy this week
with a notice directed to all radio and
tv stations regarding records whose
“use of language tended to promote
or glorify the use of illegal drugs.”
Coupled with the reminder with the
implication that failure to comply
would raise “serious questions as to
whether continued operation of the
station is in the public interest.”

(See related editorial on page 3.)

“Just as in the case of foreign
language broadcasts,” the FCC said,
“this may also entail reasonable
efforts to ascertain the meaning of
words or phrases used in the lyrics.
While this duty may be delegated by
licensees to responsible employees,
the licensee remains fully responsible
for its fulfillment.”

Nicholas Johnson

was the sole member of the FCC to
dissent, terming the action “an un-
successfully-disguised effort by the
FCC to censor song lyrics that the
majority disapproves of; it is an at-
tempt by a group of establishmenta-
rians to determine what youth can
say and hear; it is an unconstitution-
al action by a Federal agency zimed
clearly at controlling the content of
speech.” ‘

While some broadcasters would not
go as far as Johnson, there was a
general feeling expressed by program |
directors that stations were already
screening releases for drug glorifica-
tion references and, in any cast, that |
the FCC statement was a bit tardy.

“This was quite a serious prcblem
about a vear and a half ago,” noted
WCBS-FM, New York station man-
ager Herb McCord. He cited his own
station’s policy of checking all rec-
ords out prior to airing. But,” he
pointed out, “what it comes down to |
is a question of judgment. We try to
decide by asking how a reasonable |
man would construe the meaning of a
lyric. There is, however, a potential
danger of people interpreting lyrics
who don’t understand the music in
the first place.”

Sebastian Stone of WOR-FM called
the screening process “just a matter
of common sense, provided you are
familiar with expressions and the use
of language in the community. And
you had better be familiar if you are
going to be the program director of ‘

a station.”

Rick Sklar, program directer of |
WABC in New York called the FCC
position “identical with our own.” He
added that of late he had not noticed |
very many records containing drug
references.

The FCC statement came on the
heels of a request by the NAB that
the record industry supply song lyric
sheets to broadcasters.

Hope the others are as good as this
one. Mary Travers positively shines on an
LP which is packed with beautifully lyrical
songs, among them Paul Simon’s ‘‘Song
For The Asking” and three John Denver
pieces Mary's approach, a blend of the wise
and the warm, is perfectly suited to her ma-
terial and the arrangements by Lee Hoid-
ridge are also eminently worthy of mention.

NEW YORK—REMEMBRANCE OF THINGS PAST (OR: FLEETING IMPRESSIONS
OF LONDON)

The worst is at the end. After seven and a half cramped, sleepless hours
breathing mechanically filtered air. All the night long metal-shelled and pro-
tected; stepping on at Kennedy and off at Heathrow.

London is home. For me. For many of us. It's the ancestral home of the first
radical white counter culture who came to the New World because the Old would
no longer tolerate them; who came and conquered. And London is a gentle
city; a picnic gathering of people free from the structural stress of high rise
urban living. People still saunter along the streets; cars move sedately, their
horns at rest. Rush hours are a peculiarly ordered ritual every day. Small cars
and tiny mini-Coopers choke the city’s quaint narrow streets in a stately dance
of departure and homecoming.

London holds a myriad surprises. Turn down any street and three or four bent
and crooked lanes appear, each holding their own small number of ancient
shops where individual craftsmanship still survives despite the economic pres-
sures of the outside world; where all the work is {aboriously and proudly shaped
by hand. Record shops hold listening booths where you may hear any record
you wish before you decide to buy it.

A hurried trip to the super market just before dinner. And there’s Procol Har-
um’s prime mover Gary Brooker with his beautiful wife and child. The group had
already begun work on their new album, the music, Gary said, somewhat more
complex than ‘‘Home” while still using what he termed the 'live’ approach they
utilized in the making of that album. ‘“Home” had been the first Procol Ip, Gary
had said, to use very few overdubs. Indeed some of the cuts were layed down
and recorded just as if the group were playing live on stage. “That’s why | think
“Home'' has the most natural feel of anything we've ever done. It pleased me—
all of us—greatly,” said Gary. “This new one has that same vitality, that im-
mediate aliveness that is now extremely important to us on our albums, while
the music is several steps further than ‘‘Home’’; there's a natural outgrowth
from that.”

The virtual lack of animosity between people of different ages and social
class in London is astonishing. “What's your one most vivid feeling about
America?”’ | once asked Elton John. ‘“The enormous gulf between the young and
old,” he answered without hesitation. ‘‘Their very thought processes seem to
be alien to each other. They refuse to understand one another. It's terrible
to see.”

Somehow older folk in London understand their children. They're more open;

HOLLYWOOD—JUST DEPORTEES

It cost L.A. taxpayers in the neighborhood of $1.3 million to discover that
Bel Air, Pacific Palisades and Westwood are among the most desirable places
to live in L.A. And that Watts and East L.A. aren’t. That's the report of the Com-
munity Analysis Bureau and it took over three years for them to come up with
that startling revelation. Something that any blind, Black or Brown man could
have told us and saved a small fortune.

After a hundred years of oppression, several demonstrations, and a couple
of riots, the Chicano is now front page news. There is even a minority newspaper
in town (P. M. which stands for Proud Minorities), devoted exclusively to needs
and notifications of L.A.'s Ghetto residents. And the music industry is awakening
to a polyphonism that has been with us for years. The Chicano sound is a com-
bination of the White, Black & Brown cultural influences in pop music. It appar-
ently comes natural to Chicano musicians because no place else in the world is
there a people so strongly influenced by the white Anglo style, the Black soul
sound and the Mexican ranchero style of music as the peoples of a Metropolitan
Mexican-American Community.

It is distinct because of the heavy use of percussion, obvious soul beat and
Mexican culture accentuation. It is, according to former Capitol Records, ad exec
Art Brambila, finally being recognized because of the national publicity that the
movement has created in the press, television and motion pictures. “What the
Black Movement of the 60's did for Soul Music, the Brown Movement of the
70’s will do for Chicano Music,"” says Brambila who has recently formed Brown
Bag Productions.

CBS has scheduled a one hour prime time network show (June 15) about the

awakening and growing Brown Movement. Anthony Quinn will start filming ‘‘Huel-

ga,” a film based on David Chandler’s novel dealing with Mexican-American agri-
cultural workers and the Chicano struggle for identity. Uni Records, a few months
back, picked up on a single that broke out of San Francisco and realized a 460,-
000 single chart maker in EI Chicano. Their new Ip, “Revolucion,” is currently
being shipped. Columbia tried with ‘‘Louis and the Lovers,” produced by Doug
Sahm, which received critical acclaim but, at this writing, no great sales. It is
Brambila's contention that there are a tremendous number of talented people
just 12 miles from the heart of L.A.’s music industry. ‘“Most of these rock groups,
folk singers, songwriters etc. do not play in nightclubs, on college campuses or
in concert. They're playing wedding dances, private home parties or jamming
with friends . . . that is why | explored the East L. A. area and talked with many
young artists, went over their material, cut demos . . . the commercial and social
value of this music cannot be denied.” Brambila has signed one of his acts to
Ode Records, has composed the theme song to the CBS documentary (titled
“Angry Giant Rising’’) and background score to an NBC series of ten half hour
weekly shows on the Brown Movement. ‘| don’t think that any of the majors yet
realize the untapped commercial potential of L.A.'s backyard talent,” says Bram-
bila, who is devoting all of his working hours to propagandizing the Chicano
Sound. He is being abetted by a UCLA teacher, Dr. Philip Sonnichsen, also ‘in-

almost always willing to at least listen to what the young people are trying to

say. This is especially true in the music business. In Britain it is regarded by the |

rest of the business world as a perfectly respectable part of the business. This
may be due mainly to the fact that the music industry is a vital and sizable
segment of the country’s economy.

Moreover, all the British rock musicians I've talked to feel that they are treated
as Jegitimate musicians in London. Older people are interested in what thzy're
doing and what their musica! ideas are. A short plane ride brought me within
close proximity to a Lord and Lady (they were sitting in the seats behind me) of
considerable years.

Cat Stevens had, the night before, played two excellent gossamer sets to a
highly appreciative international audience at MIDEM. Now we shared First
Class by ourselves on the way back to London. He looked superlative; a genuine
tan glowed his gentle face and delicate hands, a product of several weeks in
the rich Marrakesh sun. And while he taught me to play Trumps, we talked
of his holiday, his new flat which excited him greatly, his impending tour of
Australia, with a sightseeing stopover in Tokyo, and his two loves.

“l Love My Dog” began Cat's first musical life. That and the singles that
followed, like ‘‘Matthew & Son’’ and “‘I'm Gonna Get Me A Gun’ were richly or-
chestrated throbbing numbers with melodies reminiscent of Bernstein’'s ‘‘West
Side Story.” After two albums Cat spent a year and a half in hospital recovering
from the brink of death and the terrible wrestle with tuberculosis that had sent
him there. Those long months worked a change on Cat and his music. The rasult
has been two staggeringly brilliant Ip's, ‘“Mona Bone Jakon,” ‘Tea For The
Tillerman,"” and now finally a hit single in *Wild World."”

London nights have a special magic all their own. If Paris is the city of lovers,
then London is the city of friends. The Speakeasy is very much like the Scene
used to be before the bad vibes started, when the late night crowd formed,
dressed in far out fashion and strutted like peacocks because that is the way
of the human being. But beneath all that there were good people to be faund,
profoundly interested in good music and proud of the fact. These are the in-
habitants of the Speak; easier to get to know than their New York brethren.
Inside it's new and dark, decorated in red and black with an acoustically screzned
dining area. Hookfoot played that night. It was virtually their first gig; it was a
delight. The group is made up of possibly the most well-known unknowns in
Britain. The quartet, Caleb Quaye, Roger Pope, Dave Glover, and lan Duck nave
been used continuously by Elton John on all his records. Caleb is the leader;
he plays lead guitar, electric piano, sings and writes for Hookfoot but he’s also
capable of playing almost any instrument devised by man, from string to per-
cussion. His material seems to be the most powerful and commercial that the
group plays. Hookfoot live is much like Spooky Tooth was on record. Tight,
hard, and aggressive with a controlled power that runs beneath the smooth
surface of their music. Roger is a powerful yet unflashy drummer who integrates
himself well with Dave's structured bass lines. The group will be accompariying
Elton on his imminent tour of the States due to begin the first week in April.
Hookfoot, given proper musical breathing room, could become an important
group this year. Caleb, especially, has the spark, that if developed, could turn
him into a huge star.

The worst part is at the end. As Heathrow rolls and drops away behind you.
The filtered air once more steams in and you touch the clouds. Gone are
jeweled days and nights, watered gardens and dark-paneled pubs, smiling faces
and friends.

War

FILLMORE EAST, NYC—When the
British showed American youth that
there was a blues form, they were
playing their own interpretation. At
this, Eric Burdon with the Animals
were fine. And thev helped waken top
forty listeners to the blues.

Now, he is on and off stage with
War, and that puts him a bit beyond
his depth.

Without him, War raises a phe-
nomenal energy level through stim-
ulating drum work, exceptional am-
plified harp solos and brilliantly un-
derplayed organ harmonies.

But theirs is a modern blues that |
leaves Burdon vears and tears behind.
He is still stimulating the black per-
formers whose style has sparked the \
completely new evolution of blues.
And all the “brother”-ing that Bur-
don injects into his speech can’t make
up the difference.

Unfortunately, in their sans-Bur-
don numbers, the group itself shows
a vital lack of lead vocal talent in
spite of their instrumental impact. So,
the group is locked into a dilemma.
Casting off one Burdon, thev take on
a load of another type. Eliminating
the distraction to their performance,
they come up with weak filler in front.

Luckily, War alone knows enough
to keep its vocals brief, then sweep
the clutter away with a series of solo
flourishes.

Quicksilver

Headlining Quicksilver, in their
fourth line up, appeared tired and
somewhat lackluster. Veteran Dino
Valenti who has been singing lead
with the group for their past two
albums has an interesting voice but
after four or five numbers it had
not varied in register or intonation
and seemed thin. Indeed thinness may
have been Quicksilver’s overriding
problem that night. Despite Nicky
Hopkins® darting piano the entire
group seemed to be playing in the
upper registers. There seemed little
bottom. Songs that came off well were
“What About Me,” “Just For Love,”
and a number of cuts from those
albums. The rock and roll numbers
seemed to be a waste of evervbody’s
talent and time. Specially disappoint-
ing was that brilliant guitarist Gary
Duncan continually took a back seat
to Valenti, and equally brilliant John
Cippolina failed to appear. Conse-
quently the fiery guitar duets from
these musical giants never happened.

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Mountain

CAPITOL THEATER, PORT CHES-
TER, N.Y.—This is going to be rather
informal; more a series of important
but random notes than a full scale re-
view. That will come later at Kaster
during the Fillmore dates.

Mountain played a special date at
the Capitol last week. Special berause
it was in the middle of a week (Wed)
with no holidays. Both shows were
sold out nonetheless. The band has
returned from a well deserved vaca-
tion invigorated, refreshed, and with
a largess of new musical ideag, to
wit:

Leslie now farther away from heing
a blues guitarist than he’s ever been.
His solos display a rapid fire eclecti-
cism that was being developed all
through last yvear but is, only now,
nearing fruition. Passages so resem-
bling a string quartet that one has to
look twice to be sure, issue with as-
tounding force and complexity. Gone
are the last vestiges of the limited
blues riffs; there’s a freeness to
Leslie’s playing now that goes bevond
the ordinary.

Steve has been released from his
shell. Traditionally the most reserved
member of Mountain on stage, he now
plays with a fiery bravado and con-
fidence that is beautiful to behold.
His sensitive musical lines, both
rhythm ensemble and improvisational
fills display rich depths previcusly
unfathomed and intensely exciting in
the new musical paths they are lead-
ing the group to. Wide spread recog-

nition is just around the corner for
Steve.

Corky is drumming better than he
ever has. Much of the stylistic confu-
sion that seemed to plague him at
vear’s end has departed. Leaving him
just as aggressive (that’s one of his
major strengths after all) but also
with a knowledge of how to control
his tremendous power. A certain deli-
cacy and finesse is creeping into his
percussive creations, and this is al-
lowing him to develop the incredible
number of textural sounds available
to him from the drum kit.

“Dreams Of Milk And Honey” is
being used for the most remarkable
experiment Mountain, or any group
for that matter. has ever attempted.
Midway through the number, Leslie
and Steve leave the stage and Felix
and Corky embark on a rhythmic and
tonal odyssey that, structurally, is
staggering in its complexity. Tmpro-
visational dual and treble time
changes reminiscent of the old Dave
Brubeck Quartet days built, burn
themselves up, and drift away. This
is the closest any rock group has ever
come to the true principles of jazz,
and makes a mockery of the jazz-rock
claim of other groups. And Felix is
playing so breathtakingly well that
no other bassist can even come near.

Just some random thoughts and
observations, hastily written, to think
about until Easter.

Joe Cocker
Mad Dogs And Englishmen

TRANS LUX EAST, NYC—They
stood holding hands. Man, woman and
child. Silent, Some in deep thought,
some smiling-but silent. They loved
each the other. It was their own way,
and they were grateful. The circle was
unbroken. They all came. Their spirits
were lifted, and their individual en-
ergies strengthened. They were at
peace—with each other, with them-
selves, and with the world. They were
one. An endless circle with no begin-
ning and no end. Forty-two thoughts
soon became a single idea. They were
a family. It was more ceremonial than
religious, but was breathtaking none-
theless. A ritual perhaps, but they
were in love—and it showed.

It has become the age of the docu-
mentary. Tours are being filmed, con-
certs are being taped. We have seen
“Let It Be,” with the Beatles in a
recording studio working on new ma-
terial, “Gimme Shelter,” the Rolling
Stones” most recent American tour,
The Incredible String Band have even
filmed one of their concert shows, and
“100 Motels,” a tour with the Mothers
Of Invention is currently in preduc-
tion. Now, there is Joe Cocker with
Mad Dogs and Englishmen. Tour of
tours, film of films. A complete musi-
cal and visual experience. Split screen
images, four track stereo scund,
nothing was overlooked.

It should be noted that the film

had no single star, it was a communal |

effort. Even Canina the dog shared
in the excitement. Though Cocker
seemed to be the center of attraction,
equal time was given to his band and
choir. At one point in the film, vocal-
ist Claudia Linnear was featured
doing the Lennon/McCartney tune,

“Let It Be,” with Cocker soloing on
his imaginary guitar somewhere in
the background.

The film itself depicted the joy and
hardships of touring with a rock
group. The fans. The interviews. The
disk jockeys who know virtually noth-
ing about music. The receptionists.
The groupies. The college kids. The
many tiring hours spent confined in a
plane or bus. The dreary hotel rooms.
The task of preparing food for 42
people. The silence which is often
rewarding, and the standing ovations
which seemed as if they would never
end. Congratulations. Hand shakers.
Well wishers. And the loneliness.

The avid Cocker fans will delight
in this musical extravaganza. “Delta
Lady,” “Feelin’ Alright,” “Space Cap-

tain,” “She Came In Through The |

Bathroom Window,” “Darling Be
Home Soon,” “The Letter,” “Some-
thing,”—a festival of song and dance.
Joe Cocker at his best! Those just
getting into Cocker will be hypno-
tized both by his raspy, crying voice
and his contorted facial and bodily
nmovements.

Less a snectacle. Miss Hall offers
a totallv different quality to the bill.
She is essentiallv a writer whose ma-
terial, as she performs it, might have
come from the portfolio of a cabaret
chanteuse. The subject matter is al-
most allegorical-—but points not to a
moral so much as to an emotion.

Accompanving herself on piano, she
reiects mel~dy for chords as a stac-
cato recitative to hammer home each
word or phrase.

Angeles Police Department officers
who seized bootleg tapes and tape du-
plicating equipment, Wed., March 3,
at the headquarters of Sonar Distrib-
utors and Muntz Stereo Pak, Inec.,
4930 Lankershim Blvd., North Holly-
wood, was the result of complaints
filed by several major record com-
panies with the Los Angeles City At-
torney’s office. Labels charged bootleg
activities on the part of Sonar and
Muntz, said David Margulies, Deputy
City Attorney in charge of investi-
gation and prosecution of all tape
piracy complaints for the City of Los
Angeles.

Margulies stated that the initial in-
vestigation of bootlegging activities
had been started four months ago by
A&M, ABC-Dunyil, Columbia, and
Warner Bros./Reprise, with their re-
spective attornies.

“These companies finally provided
my office with enough evidence for
the issuance of a search warrant of
the Sonar-Muntz premises under Vio-
lation of Section 653 H of the Cali-
fornia Penal Code (unauthorized du-
plication for sale of recorded sound,
on tape, phonograph records and on
film).

The search warrant was signed by
Judge Pay Mullendore, of the Los
Angeles Municipal Court, and issued
March 3rd when the search of the
premises took place.

“Investigating officers discovered
more than 5,000 unauthorized 8-track
tapes, 236 tape masters made from
cartridges purchased from retail out-
lets, 2 tape duplicating machines, and
1 cellophane shrink wrap machine,”
said Margulies.

He added that “We also found a
book containing the names of all cus-
tomers, distributors and retail out-
lets, through which Muntz and Sonar
funnelled their tapes.”

Filing and issuance of the actual
complaint and arrest warrants will
follow.

Sen. Cranston Asks
For Country Stamp

WASHINGTON-—Senator Alan Cran-
ston (D. Calif.) has asked the Post
Office Department to issue a com-
memorative stamp honoring the
memory of Jimmie Rodgers, “The
Father of Country Music”.

In a letter to Postmaster General
Winton M. Blount, Cranston asked
that the Citizens’ Stamp Advisory
Committee consider such a stamp as
“a most appropriate way to mark the
value of country musie”.

Cranston said the idea for the stamp
was suggested by “many of my con-
stituents, including Merle Haggard,”
who was named country music’s “En-
tertainer of the Year” by both the
Country Music Association and the
Academy of Country & Western Musie
in 1970. He was recently honored by
his hometown Chamber of Commerce
as “Man of the Year” in Bakersfield,
Calif.

Commercial country music dates
from 1927, when Rodgers issued his
first record. In the six years before
his death from tuberculosis at the age
of 35, Rodgers established country
music as a distinect form. He left a
legacy of 112 songs, many of them
classies like “My Carolina Sunshine
Girl”; “Peach Picking Time in Geor-
gia”; and “In the Jailhouse Now”.

Rodgers, known as “The Blue Yodel-
er” and “The Singing Brakeman” (he
had once worked on a railroad), be-
came a legend in the music industry,
Cranston said. Rodgers was the first
country or western singer elected to
the Country Music Hall of Fame.

“The origins of country and west-
ern music are not hard to find, com-
mented Cranston. From Roy Acuff
to Merle Haggard to Ray Charles to
Bob Dylan to Joan Baez, country and
western has been sung and played be-
fore all kinds of audiences with all
kinds of ideas about life and beauty
and happiness.

It is appropriate and proper that
America commemorate country and
western music by honoring the mem-
ory of Jimmie Rodgers.”

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Upswing For Canadian Productions

TORONTO — Although there has
been much criticism written about
Canadian radio broadcasters entering
the area of record production, pro-
ductions other than from this area
continue to be released. Radio sta-
tions have, generally, accepted the
ruling and have in fact surpassed the
required 30%, as laid down by the
Canadian Radio Television Commis-
sion (CRTC). One of the leaders in
this field has been CKLW Windsor,
Canada’s most powerful radio sta-
tion.

Ironically, and against all specula-
tion, the 30% requirement for this im-
portant two nation broadecast outlet
has not altered its importance in the
Detroit/Windsor area. In fact, the
playing of Canadian disks on CKLW
has reportedly created a U.S. dis-
tribution problem. Many other sta-
tions suffering from being in the
shadow of the 50,000 clear channel
CKLW have requested copies of the
Canadian disks. This has created a
demand for this product by American
listeners. Canadian companies are not
attempting to beef up their U.S. dis-
tribution.

Top Canadian disk is the Guess
Who’s “Hang On To Your Life”. Un-
fortunately there are some broadcas-
ters, particularly in the Toronto
area, who will not program this disk,
already a proven hit in the U.S. This
has added to the rumor that Canadi-
an broadecasters do maintain a
blacklist. The Guess Who’s manager,
Don Hunter, recently sounded off on
Canadian broadcasters entering the
disk production business.

Polydor’s Bells have shown good
national gains with their deck of
“Stay Awhile” while “Carry Me” by
the Stampeders on the Music World
Creation label, has become a top con-
tender for the number one position
on the national charts.

Canadian country productions have
gained much importance over the
past few weeks. Stompin’ Tom Con-
nors, who won a Juno Award as
Canada’s Top Male Country Singer,
has moved from Dominion label to
his own Boot Records, which he
shares an executive position with his

To Eurovision

LONDON — The winner of the
Song for Europe eliminating contest
for this year’s Eurovision Song Con-
test was “Jack in the Box” written by
John Worsley and David Myers and
published by Southern Music.

The result of the eliminating round
was announced on the Cliff Richard
BBC TV show and sung by Clodagh
Rodgers, the RCA artist who will
represent the U.K. in Dublin on April
3. Worsley and Myers are contract
Southern songwriters and also pro-
duce disks for Southern’s Spark la-
bel. The results were obtained by
eight juries throughout the U.K.
comprising ten people on each assem-
bled by the BBC as an alternative
method to the normal postal voting
by viewers which was prevented this
year by the strike of Post Office
workers.

Zealand division of EMI Internation-
al, His Master’s Voice (NZ) Limited,
kicked off its 1971 trading period
with a hang recently.

Dividends included special dis-
counts to mark the occasion and
when the orders reached a certain
level dealers became eligible for
“double dividends” which comprised
free radios, record players, and appli-
ances.

The recorcs and appliances were
displayed in attractive display sec-
tions, with special sections being de-

Both dealers and HMV personnel
voted the fair an outstanding suc-
cess. “We were looking for some-
thing different,” HMV Marketing
Manager, Berry Peace, commented,
“and I think that this sort of
thing is the answer. If the dealers
can enjoy themselves at the same
time that they can see new stock,
you’ve made for happy dealers. And
happier dealers mean more sales, for
them and for us. The fair was very
well attended and our sales were con-
siderably up on previous periods. On
top of it all, we all had a ball.

Everett will
present two hour-long shows in the
small hours of Sunday and Monday
as part of a new weekend pattern of
broadcasting introdnced on March

end.” Other participants are Monte
Carlo regulars Dave Cash and Tom-
my Vance with cash presenting the
top ten and a selection from the sec-
ond ten and Vance concentrating on
the heavier type of progressive mate-
rial. Everett was fired by the BBC
last year for what were considered
injudicious remarks and jokes on the
air but is rated very highly in the
business for his own zany brand of
microphone brillance. He will be rec-
ording his Monte Carlo shows in his
own studio in his home in Holland
Park, London and the content of the
programs is being left entirely to his
own discretion, apart from the adver-
tisements.

Decca expedited 2 Rolling Stones
LP release to coincide with their con-
cert swing through the UK. Entitled
“Stone Age’’ it contains four new
numbers “Look What You've Done,”

“Blue Turns to Grey” plus items
culled from previous albums and sin-
gles. Decca is offering 10% discount
on all Stones albums and cassettes
during March covering a dozen LPs
and cassettes in all including the new
one, as an additional stocking incen-
tive to capitalise on the tour. TIrrita-
tion with sharp-practising agents
will be voiced at the next conference
of the National Union of Students. A
motion tabled for discussion asks the
conference to note “with disgust”
that “the prime aim of agencies, pro-
motors and bands alike is to extract
as much as possible from social
secretaries” and refers to the “gross-
ly inflated costs of entertainments”
and “the increasing number of pro-
motors ete. making massive profits
out of constituent organizations.”

The motion
for the NUS conference wants a
black list of such acts, agents and
managements to be compiled and
boycotted by all social secretaries.

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EDITORIAL:
The Copyright Scene

While the coin machine industry is beset by several
chronic problems—Ioans, bonuses, direct sales, bad
public image, etc.—no more serious threat to its
profitability exists than in the Senate’s amended
version of the broad copyright revision bill. Truly,
the “‘additives’ tossed onto the 1967 House version
by certain interest groups, if joined to the $8 flat
fee figure and passed, will open Pandora’s Box for
jukebox people and create all sorts of grief for the
industry in the years ahead.

The copyright situation, like most of your present
socio-political problems, involves two separate op-
posing parties who are both right and wrong at the
same time. While the jukebox industry sincerely be-
lieves it has reimbursed songwriters and publishers
for the use of their music by paying the initial me-
chanical royalty, the operators (thru MOA) neverthe-
less compromised in 1967 and offered to pay a very
generous $8 per box per year check to the Registrar
of Copyrights in order to get the whole confusing
mess off dead center and moving toward a just and
permanent conclusion.

But the whole work was stymied when it went over
to the Senate Judiciary and additional interest groups
sought to get in at the eleventh hour and tack on
another dollar, plus 50¢ to pay for “‘registration work"’,
plus the worse notion of all—a *‘periodic review of the
payment table.”” The latter only means a chronic, con-
tinuing irritant—not only to operators but to those
people in the copyright office who would dearly like
to be done with this thing once and for all.

MOA's prestigious board of directors gathered in
Washington last weekend once again to present their
position to the respective state senators. Fred Granger
estimates that at least half of the senators were called
upon, each receiving their operator constituents cor-
dially, and while certainly not going on record with
their own thoughts at this time, were very receptive
to the trade’s stated needs.

Clearly, this industry should thank heavens for the
highly effective legislative machinery MOA, its attor-
ney Nick Allen and manufacturers’ attorney Perry Pat-
terson have set up. In the eyes of Washington, we are
a small industry but thru the cumulative effect of our
work, our voice is large.

To be sure, jukebox operators are the silent minor-
ity of the music business. At the very least, operators
purchase 33% of hit singles; some surveys have put
that figure closer to 50%. As a major buyer of singles,
the record industry owes respect and an open ear to
the operators. Likewise, the operators, who earn a
good chunk of their weekly collections from the music
boxes, owe respect to the people who make the music
those very boxes sell.

Therefore, it’s high time both parties stopped war-
ring on this copyright thing and got back to basics—
the $8 fee and period! The music industry may be
interested to know that a motion was made by an
important operator at last October’'s general mem-
bership meeting to scrap the whole $8 compromise
and go back to the original exemption stand. What

'MOA Brass Talk On Copyrights
With Senators During Board Meet

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The posi-
tion of the music operating industry
on the proposed amemdment to the
Copyright Law was effectively re-
stated to the nation's senators last
weekend as directors of and officers
of MOA descended upon capitol hill
last weekend to lobby for retention
of the $8 per year per machine pro-
vision as passed by the House of Rep-
resentatives in 1967.

The occasion—MOA’s 1971 Mid-
Year Board Meeting (March 7-9)
brought out nearly 100% of the or-
ganization’s directors to the nation’s
capital, both to visit senators on be-
half of the industry’s copyright posi-
tion and to complete business on sev-
eral new programs MOA is consider-
ing.

The board meeting opened Sunday
noon with lunch at the Washington
Hilton, followed by a legislative brief-
ing delivered by MOA attorney Nick
Allen and manufacturers’ attorney
Perry Patterson. Position papers on
the industry’s copyright stand were
passed out to directors who would
later present them to their respective
senators on the hill after delivering a
verbal explanation on why MOA
stands rigidly behind the $8 per box
per annum fee as set down in the 1967
House version of the bill.

The copyright bill is presently
sitting in the full Senate Judiciary
Committee and MOA expects that

| once the committeemen have decided

on its wording (probably this spring),
it will be reported out to the full Sen-
ate for a floor vote. Should the
measure carry the Williams Amend-
ment with the additional dollar fee,
the 50¢ registration fee and the neri-
odic review clavse—all of which MOA
is vigorously fighting—and passed by
the full Senate, it would then be re-
ported back to the House for their own
revision. If the House amends the bill
uniformly with the Senate’s version,
the next and final sten to become law
would be the president’s signature.
Needless to say, the timetable for all
this legislative business is impossible
to predict by anyone at this time.

MOA executive vice president Fred
Granger, who accompanied several of
the operators during their Senate
visits, stated that the meetings were
“yery warm and cordial, the senators
listened attentively to our position,
often interrupting for clarification,
and in general left us with a positive
feeling that at least our ideas are
understood by the people who can
affect our industry the most.” Granger
went on to say: “the senators, of
course, could not indicate their own
positions in the matter but it’s safe
to say that right will certainly out
when this thing finally comes to a
vote.”

New Programs

Among the most impressive new
services the mnational association
adopted at this year’s board meeting
was a program submitted by South
Dakota operators (and MOA secre-
tary) Johnny Trucano. The program
will begin in 1972 and will comprise
a series of four regional seminars for
music and games operators. The first
such seminar will be held sometime
in February or early March at Notre
Dame University in South Bend, In-
diana (Trucano’s own alma mater).
The seminar will be open to only 100
operators and will last two days. Sub-
jects under discussion will include
location and route security, account-
ing methods, personnel and marketing.
A nominal registration fee will be
charged MOA members, with non-
member fees to be set slightly high-

er.

“John and I have already visited
the college and discussed this seminar
with Tom Bergen of their school of
Continuing Education. This school
conducts seminars for a variety of
industries and their credentials and
worth are very well known in the
business community,” Granger stated.
Specifics on the new regional seminar
program will be announced shortly
from Granger’s Chicago office.

The board of directors also approved
the institution of president Les Mon-
tooth’s Standard Computerized Ac-
counting Service, a plan which like a
group life insurance program, would

sparked this motion was this operator’s genuine feel-
ing that the music interests acted in bad faith by
accepting the $8 fee in the House version, only to
tack on more clauses in the Senate. But MOA wouldn’t
answer ‘‘bad faith with bad faith” and voted to re-
main behind the $8 position. And we can tell you,
they’ll never budge any farther.

Fred Granger thinks the Senate Judiciary may pass
the bill out for a vote in late spring. What that bill
says is up to the members of that committee. We in
the Coin Machine Section hope the spirit of the $8
compromise remains with those senators and that the
good faith of MOA is rewarded with a workable law.
And as everyone in the broad music industry knows,
good faith is the foundation for good business.

and paperwork in modern accounting
methods. Montooth has secured the
professional services of Herman
Wolske of W/3 Data Systems of Chat-
ham, Ill.

The question of the long 45 single
was brought up. Some of the directors
wanted the association to issue a
formal protest to all record manu-
facturers to keep the music three
minutes or less in length. The vote,
however, did not pass and the board
decided in favor of Granger sending
informal letters to the recording com-

panies to tactfully explain why the
operator hopes all production and
A &R people take this situation into
congideration, in as much as the prime
earning hours of a jukebox on loca-
tion are limited and super-long rec-
ords only serve to hurt.

“We realize that artistic expression
cannot be limited purely because of
economic necessity,” Granger advised.
“But there are really just too many
records on the market which seem
to go on and on after the creative
thought was duly expressed. We only
ask that recording companies consider
the operator’s needs a bit when pro-
ducing their masters.” Granger fur-
ther advised that this very subject
might make for a lively topic at the
next Convention Seminar.

ON ZODIAC PHONOGRAPH

NORTH TONAWANDA — Wurlitzer
field service engineers Hank DPeteet
and Karel Johnson have been using
their company’s extensive service
school program to show-off the Zodi-
ac’s easy-to-reach mechanism. In ser-
vice schools held recently in New
York and Oklahoma City, the phono-
graph’s “open door” service policy
was explained in conjunction with a
study of its schematics and parts.

The Wurlitzer Company is calling
the Zodiac its greatest service time-
saving phonograph. A serviceman
simply releases two service door
latches, disconnects the lamp and
speaker cables, disengages two
hooks, and the service door can be
completely removed. The record
changer slides out and tips up for
complete service accessibility. When
operating the Zodiac, servicemen can
reach any service part on location,
without moving the phonograph
away from a wall or other backing.

President Lawson explained in
the article that “‘while the first offense for vandalism or robbery of a vending
machine is still a misdemeanor punishable upon conviction by up to six months
or by fine not to exceed $300.00 for vandalism and $500 for larceny, the second
offense of larceny is a felony. Upon conviction of the second felony offense the
penalty is imprisonment in the state prison for not exceeding two years or by
fine not exceeding $1000, or by both such imprisonment and fine.”
