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Tony Shows Grammy 
The Way 

By providing the same sense of 
style and commitment that one ex- 
pects to find on the Broadway stage, 
the recent Tony awards show on tv 
has a lesson to teach the recording 
industry. Of course, it's an embarrass- 
ment or sorts to discover that the show 
wisely used as its basic theme its own 
musical theatre, and largely because 
of this approach did the Tonys come 
across as a vastly entertaining enter- 
prise. Music is basically what the 
Grammys are all about-and it's own 
TV show did not do so well in this de- 
partment. The Tony show can choose, 
of course, from non-musical shows, 
but no three or four minute excerpt 
from a play can match the satisfying 
"completeness" of performing a selec- 
tion from a memorable musical. 

But, the decision to offer a caval- 
cade of musical moments of the past 
25 years (the age of the Tonys in 
1971) still might have proved a bore 
if the sequences weren't handled with 
such elegant simplicity and a remark- 
able turnout of stars who recreated 
their original cast performances. Score 
another vital point for the Tony show 
in the obvious commitment by the pre- 
senters to have some knowledge of 
what they were going to say and/or 
read in making the awards presenta- 

tions. Neither the Grammy TV or local 
affairs were distinguished by this basic 
concept of professional showmanship. 

So, the whole thing seems to boil 
down, as the above bold-faced words 
indicate, to commitment. A desire, 
no doubt demanded by Alexander H. 

Cohen, the Broadway producer who, 
within the limits of time and money, 
produced a TV presentation that would 
reflect the very professionalism and 
magnetism that is the real magic of 
most of Broadway's theatrical ven- 
tures. 

The Grammy TV show certainly has 
claim to the music. It has claim to 
some of the most popular entertainers 
around. Somehow, it doesn't seem to 
have claim to a sense of commitment 
by the industry it represents to put 
on an entertaining TV show, one that 
is not merely a tedious ritual of en- 
velope -opening. Is NARAS anything but 
a reflection of an industry-its artists, 
its composers and its sense of pride 
of accomplishment? When the sum of 
the academy's parts constitutes any- 
thing but pride of accomplishment, 
aren't the jibes at NARAS' annual pub- 
lic face self -incriminating? What are 
you, the individual NARAS member, 
going to do about it?

Motown Entertainment Complex 
At Peak In First Quarter Sales 
NEW YORK - Motown Record 
Corp. and its affiliated companies are 
riding the crest of surging sales and 
creative innovations in virtually all 
facets of the entertainment world, 
according to an informal first quarter 
report announced by Michael Rosh - 
kind, corporate vice president. 

Based on sales already racked up 
for singles, plus a projected unprece- 
dented album bonanza in April -May, 
the first half of 1971 will top all pre- 
vious years by at least 15%, he said. 

Barney Ales, exec vice president in 
charge of Motown's record operation, 
pointed out that several times in re- 
cent months a number one record on 
the charts was one of Motown's la- 
bels, only to be replaced at the num- 
ber one spot by another Motown 
artist. 

"It happened with Diana Ross' 
smash single `Ain't No Mountain 
High Enough,' after it sold more than 
two million copies. It was replaced 
by a Jackson 5 hit," Ales said. 

NARAS' Leanse

NEW YORK - David Leanse, re- 
cently named national director of

Phoenix Bogus Tape Raid Seen 

As Major Blow To Pirate Business 
3 Sue Radio Stations 
Settle Out Of Court 
NEW YORK - In a massive blow 
against record and tape pirates, one 
of the nation's largest manufacturers 
of bootleg tapes has just been sued 
in Phoenix along with three radio 
stations which advertised the pro- 
ducts and numerous dealers and dis- 
tributors which sold them. 

In addition, the U.S. District Court 
in Phoenix ruled for the first time in 
a case involving copyright infringe- 
ments that all the inventory, equip- 
ment and machinery used to manu- 
facture the illegal tapse could be 
seized. 

The suit was brought by The Har- 
ry Fox Agency, Inc. on behalf of 59 
music publishers in the country. The 
Fox Agency represents the publishers 
in connection with the mechanical 
reproduction of their copyrighted 
compositions and the collection of 
their royalties. 

Al Berman, managing director of 
the Fox Agency, noted that, `bootleg 
recordings unbelievably now account 
for more than one-third of the sales

HOLLYWOOD - To coincide with 
the mid -April start of his second 
year as president and the completion 
of the major aspects of his initial 
reorganization program, Mike Mait- 
land reports the formation of a new 
legal entity-MCA Records, Inc., a 
subsidy of the parent firm, MCA, Inc. 

Thus, the incorporation of MCA 
Records formalizes the major re- 
alignments that have occurred within 
the company during the past 12 
months. MCA Records, Inc., now 
oversees the production and service 
functions of its three totally distinct 
labels-Uni, Decca and Kapp Rec- 
ords. 

"All three of our labels are com- 
pletely separate record companies," 
Maitland said. "The fact is, they are 
even competing with each other-and 
other labels-for new artists. 

"But certain functions of running a 
large record company can be more 
economically done in the mass and 
that is the main reason for having an 
umbrella unit for the labels," he said. 

Product for the separate labels is 
produced in Los Angeles, New York, 
Nashville and London. Uni Records 
is headed by general manager Russ 
Regan, Kapp by general manager 
Johnny Musso and Maitland holds 
the title of general manager of Decca 
Records. A & R pop music head for 
Decca is Don Shain. Heading Decca's 
immensely successful country music 
operation in Nashville is Owen 
Bradley. 

Other Recent Moves 
In addition to the reorganization 

and streamlining program during the 
past year, MCA Records, Inc., has 
formed a new division-MCA Dis- 
tribution Corp.-which headquarters 
in New York and directs the total 
marketing, manufacturing and inter- 
national functions for the three la- 
bels. Exec vice-president Jack Loetz 
heads that operation and is assisted 
by Tony Martell, vice president of 
marketing and Bill Grady, vice pres- 
ident of manufacturing. 

In keeping with the reorganization 
and growth of the company, Maitland 
recently created the new post of vice 
president of artists acquisition and 
development and named Joe Sutton 
to the post as "one more step in our 
continuing emphasis of making our 
company dominantly artist oriented," 
Maitland said at the time. 

Reorganization program also saw 
the formation of a new record com- 
pany in Great Britain, MCA Records, 
Ltd., U. K. The British Company, 

headed by Derek Everett, focuses on 
two main functions: 

Fifty per cent of its duties are 
devoted to overseeing the marketing 
and promotion of its American pro- 
duct through its licensee, British Dec- 
ca, which has no connection with the 
U. S. label of the same name. Be- 
cause of that name, Decca product in 
the U. K. is released on the MCA 
label. MCA's U. K. operation devotes 
the other 50% of its time toward the 
searching out and signing of English 
talent for worldwide release. 

"Our growth during the past calen- 
dar year has surpassed even our most 
optimistic projections," Maitland 
said. "And we think this is all the 
more phenomenal because it occurred 
during a period of reorganization 
and a national record industry 
slump. 

"But with releases by Elton John 
and Neil Diamond and the Who and 
the international acceptance of our 
`Jesus Christ Superstar' album," he 
asserted, "the groundwork has been 
laid for our unlimited growth during 
the 70s." 

Broderick Exits 
MCA Intl Post; 
Manages New Act 
NEW YORK - Dick Broderick is 
leaving his post as vp of the interna- 
tional dept. of MCA Records. His 
first move away from the company is 
the signing of singer -writer Orville 
Stoeber for management. Stoeber 
will be released on the Uni label, a 
division of MCA. ". . Stoeber's tal- 
ents are so great," Broderick said," 
that I could never forgive myself if I 
did not take a direct and personal 
interest in his career." 

In accepting Broderick's resigna- 
tion, Mike Maitland, president of 
MCA Records, noted that in his three 
years with MCA, Broderick "more 
than tripled the royalty income for 
MCA record operations in the world 
markets." 

Broderick, who played a key role 
in the acquisition by Decca of the 
"Jesus Christ/Superstar" LP, will 
leave for England to attend board 
meetings of the Country Music Asso- 
ciation (CMA), of which he is chair- 
man. The meets take place April 11 
and 12.

The Phoenix operation, doing busi- 
ness as the National Manufacturing 
Company, was located in a 17,- 
200-sq.-ft. modern facility in an in- 
dustrial park. Private investigation 
reportedly revealed that the plant 
previously had been located in lower 
California, but had moved to Phoenix 
when its location was uncovered. The 
court agreed with the plaintiffs' con- 
tention that, "Now that the duplica- 
tion plant has been pinpointed, it is 
essential that the means for making 
the infringing recordings be seized in 
order to preclude transfer thereof to 
another clandestine location." 

Writ of Seizure 
The court then issued the writ of 

seizure, and five U.S. marshals confis- 
cated the entire operation which in- 
cluded approximately 150,000 tape 
cartridges, 17 winding machines, du- 
plicating equipment, wrapping and 
labeling machines, and numerous oth- 
er equipment. The highly organized 
plant had special areas for office 
work, maintenance, testing, quality 
control, labeling, shipping and re- 
ceiving, and even had a kitchen and 
lounge area for the employees. It is 
estimated that the plant employed 
approximately 100 people in around - 
the -clock shifts. 

Prior to the raid in Phoenix, inves- 
tigators for the Fox Agency were 
said to have uncovered stores in 
Wichtia, Hartford, Tampa, and Hous- 
ton which were prime retail outlets 
for the illegal tapes. Suits have been 
filed against these business, closing 
them down until dispositions are 
made in court. 

Berman called the bootleg oper- 
ation "the most sophisticated we 
have ever discovered in our war on 
piracy. The perpetrators had a highly 
integrated system of national dis- 
tribution which could supply an un- 
limited quantity of illegal tapes of 
over 400 songs, including albums.

The National Manufacturing Com- 
pany allegedley operated as follows: 
distributors, usually one or two peo- 
ple, fanned out across the country 
establishing operations in various 
cities. They would hire an answering 
service, giving a phony name and 
address. The answering service was 
used for all contact between the dis- 
tributor and the customer (retail out- 
let), so that there was never a face- 
to-face confrontation between the 
parties. 

All sales were on a cash basis, and 
delivery was made by commercial air- 
lines. The return name and address 
were fictitious and packages were 
shipped to general delivery at the

Recording Industry Honors Nancy Hanks 

For Contributions To Nation's Culture 
WASHINGTON - Nancy Hanks, 
chairman of the National Endowment 
for the Arts and the National Coun- 
cil on the Arts was honored on 
Thursday, Mar. 25 by the recording 
industry for her "notable contribu- 
tions" to the nation's art and culture. 

The award was presented by the 
Recording Industry Association of 
America at the RIAA's Third Annual 
Cultural Award Dinner at the Wash- 
ington Hilton Hotel. Stan Gortikov, 
president of RIAA, made the presen- 
tation. 

More than 550 persons, including 
125 members of Congress, other digni- 
taries and leaders of the recording 
industry, were in attendance. 

The RIAA's citation called Miss 
Hanks "our nation's First Lady of 
the Arts." She was cited for her work 
in extending the National Endow- 
ment's "cultural programs to a na- 
tionwide, grass -roots level, and for 
the innovation of new programs," 
and for her "conviction that Govern- 
ment shares with industry, private 
endowments and individual citizens 
the responsibility for sustaining ar- 
tistic and cultural life in the coun- 
try." 

The RIAA Award is presented an- 
nually to recognize and encourage 
"those connected with the Federal 
Government who have made notable 
contributions to our culture and have 
helped make people more aware and 
appreciative of the many and diverse 
art forms that are part of a civilized 
society." 

Mrs. Patricia Nixon sent a special 
message to Miss Hanks, which was 
read at the dinner, saying: "Both of 
us are greatly pleased that you are 
being honored tonight . Through 
your own appreciation and extensive 
knowledge of American Art in all its 
forms, the Nation has benefitted 
immeasurably by the outstanding 
contributions you make in bringing 
to others a more meaningful under- 
standing of our country's rich cul- 
tural heritage." 

In presenting the award, the RIAA 
said, government "needs support in 
its efforts to stimulate and encourage 
the kind of climate in which creative 
and performing arts can flourish." 
Miss Hanks "has spent a major part 
of her young life as a concerned par- 
tisan of the arts." 

Among the Endowment innova- 
tions cited by RIAA in the award to 
Miss Hanks were: a program of 
grants to 67 symphony orchestras 
throughout the country, the first pro- 
gram of federal aid to the nation's 
museums and a national program to 
bring professional artists-painters, 

poets, sculptors, writers, dancers, mu- 
sicians and actors-into elementary 
and secondary schools. 

The RIAA Cultural Award was 
presented last year to Willis Conov- 
er, conductor of the Voice of Ameri- 
ca's daily worldwide radio program, 
"Music USA." The first such award 
went to Senator Jacob Javits (R., N. 
Y.), in 1969, for his efforts on behalf 
of legislation for the National 
Foundation for the Arts and the Hu- 
manities. 

The award is a piece of carved 
crystal designed by Steuben Glass 
Company, called the "Star Obelisk," 
which resembles the Washington 
Monument. 

Entertaining guests at the dinner 
were the Lettermen, Virgil Fox, and 
Ray Price. 

Dinner hosts were top officials of 
the 59 -member companies of RIAA, 
which produce and market more than 
80 percent of the records and tapes 
sold in the U.S.

NEW YORK - "Being aware of 
marketing, promotion, airplay, the 
charts and modern production methods 
is important for any producer who 
aims to create hit records, but it all 
has to begin with the music. Nobody 
is bigger than the music," believes 
Mike Post, president of Mike Post 
Productions, Inc., which enjoys an 
exclusive arrangement with Bell 
Records. 

"Basically, the business involves 
music people making musical product 
to be judged and marketed according 
to its musical worth. Luck decides 
when a record becomes a hit, talent 
determines if," says Post, a composer, 
arranger and record producer, who, 
at age 26, not only heads his own 
company but is currently musical di- 
rector for the Andy Williams Show 
on NBC-TV. Post arranged and pro- 
duced the three Grammy winning 
"Classical Gas" for Mason Williams 
as well as the First Edition's "Just 
Dropped In" and other hits. 

Songs & The Studio 

"There are so many different kinds 
of songs being written today," Post 
points out, "that the one most im- 
portant thing for a producer is to be 
able to hear a piece of material in 
terms of the studio, in terms of ar- 
rangement and, hopefully in terms 
of radio. Not so much in comparison 
with everything else on the radio, but 
in comparison with what could be 
done. A producer should ask himself, 
'am I getting everything out of the 
tune that I can, and will the tune give 
me everything I can get out of the 
arrangement or production?' 

"The first thing I do in assessing 
the feasibility of a possible record, is 
determine, 'Do I like it musically?' 
Next, I look at the money angle, be- 
cause that's a fact of life in the busi-

ness-if you don't make money, you 
can't continue to make records. 

"'Longevity' is a key word. To 
progress and to stay in the business 
you can't continue to just luck out. A 
lot of people get a piece of the 
action for a year or two, but they 
don't last. They come and go. But if 
you are good, can keep your ego in- 
tact, and pursue and persist, within a 
period of time you must make it. 

"A person can't deal in music with- 
out being musical or taking a musical 
approach. When I produce a record, 
I play strings, I play musicians, I 
play electronics. Some people put too 
much emphasis on the business end, 
the electronic aspect, or the promo- 
tional considerations . . . but for me 
the emphasis is always on the music. 

It's not unusual that Post chose a 
musical career. As happens in most 
musical families, he was given piano 
lessons as soon as he could find 
middle C. By the time he was sixteen 
he was working professionally, play- 
ing piano with small groups in and 
around Los Angeles. 

But he had also been introduced to 
the guitar and as the folk-rock trend 
began to develop, his love for this 
musical form led him to Texas, New 
Orleans, and points east, where he 
sat in with all brands of rock groups. 
The next step was a Hollywood studio 
date playing 12 -string electric guitar 
for an Anthony & Cleo session out of 
which came a single called "Baby 
Don't Go." The record was a hit and 
suddenly he was in demand as a studio 
musician. Anthony & Cleo later 
changed their names to Sonny & Cher. 

About this time, Post began to 
write and found that he was good .. . 

and fast. Later he decided to try his 
hand at arranging and his career took 
off immediately. 

POST, BELL'S VITAL 

When asked how he happened to 
land the job of musical director on 
the Andy Williams TV Show, Post 
explained, "When the show first 
started out several years ago, it was 
pre-recorded at NBC studios. But 
Andy was not satisfied with the sound, 
so he phoned me and asked if I 
could give him the same sound for 
the show that I get on my records. 
I assured him that this could be done, 
but that all the recording would have 
to be done at United. Andy agreed, I 
became musical director, and since 
the fourth show of last year, all the 
pre -recording has been done in Studio 
A at United." 

It is Post's belief that the basics of 
the record business will stay the same 
but that many changes are in the 
offing; For instance, marketing 
methods. Soon, he predicts, sight and 
sound devices-every tool that science 
makes available-will be employed in 
the marketing of records. 

One major change that is already 
occurring in the record industry is 
that the day of mistrust and mis- 
understanding between creative people 
and business people is coming to an 
end. "This," he emphasizes, "must 
come about. Creative people will have 
to understand the commercial function 
while business people must learn to 
appreciate the creative position."

Ampex Markets High Speed Duplication 

For Cassettes In One -Fifth The Time 
NEW YORK-Ampex now offers a 
new high speed cassette -to -cassette 
duplication system claimed to operate 
five times faster than any previous 
cassette duplicator. 

Model CD -200, the master repro- 
ducer, is able to duplicate up to 53 
hour-long cassette programs in one 
hour, using a single slave duplicator, 
according to Ronald Polster, vice pres- 
ident & general manager of the spe- 
cial products division. 

The reproducer can drive up to five 
slave units for a total of 265 hour- 
long copies per hour. 

The system is designed for use by 
medium size contract duplication com- 
panies or schools, libraries and busi- 
nesses which require cassette copies 
of educational or instructional ma- 
terial. 

Operating at a duplication speed 
of 75 inches per second, the CD -200 
system makes copies 40 times faster 
than a cassette can be duplicated in 
simple real-time duplication. (Other 
duplicators now in use operate at 
15 ips, or just eight times faster than 
real-time duplication.) 

This higher speed is made possible 
in the Ampex system by use of vacu- 
um servo columns in both the master 
reproducer and the slave units. Tape 
is pulled out of the cassette into 
vacuum chambers where the duplica- 
tion process occurs. This results in 
close tape -to -head contact and assures 
gentle, precise tape handling despite 
the high tape speed. 

Castagna Gets Patent 
On 24 -Track Cassette 
BROOKLYN - Castagna Electronics 
was last week awarded a patent for a 
new 24 -track cassette recording and 
playback unit. The system is a basic 
single reel cassette system which en- 
ables the user to pre -select any of 
12 stereo or 24 monaural songs rather 
than hunt for them as on more con- 
ventional equipment. 

Manufacturing rights to the re- 
corder/player will be assigned on the 
basis of royalty payments by Castag- 
na. 

CD -200 is an outgrowth of the CD - 
100 cassette duplicator developed by 
Ampex as part of its Pyramid ran- 
dom access audio/video systems for 
educational users. The CD -100 was 
the first such unit to apply the vacu- 
um chamber principle, widely used in 
computer, instrumentation and video 
recording technology, in high speed 
audio dunlication. 

The CD -200 system consists of a 
master reproducer and a slave unit 
equipped with an automatic cassette 
loader holding up to 100 blank cas- 
settes. 

As both sides of the cassette are 
duplicated in a single pass, a 60 -min- 
ute recording is duplicated in 45 sec- 
onds at a tape speed of 75 ips. Re- 
winding the master cassette and the 
duplicate is done at 150 ips, which 
takes an additional 17 seconds. It 
takes another five seconds to eject the 
duplicated cassette and reload the 
slave unit with a blank cassette, for 
a total time of 67 seconds to dupli- 
cate an hour-long program and ready 
the equipment for the next duplica- 
tion cycle.

Lodi Facilities 
NEW YORK - Robins Industries has 
begun upgrading its Lodi, N.J., tape 
production facilities according to Her- 
man Post, president. 

Robins began making its own tape 
and cassettes after acquiring the Lodi 
operation of the former Ferrotape 
Corp. in 1966. 

The Lodi plant is used primarily 
for magnetic tape coating and for 
laminating perforator tape, another 
Robins specialty in the data proces- 
sing, computer, communications and 
numerical control markets. Slitting 
and packaging are performed at Col- 
lege Point. 

The Lodi program includes addi- 
tional test and quality control pro- 
cedures and new oxide -formulation 
programs, as well as augmented ca- 
pacity.

PHILHARMONIC HALL, NYC - 
New Yorkers are, by now, fairly used 
to the breakdowns, power failures and 
disruptions of life here. But, Isaac 
Hayes is a Memphian, and hardly ex- 
pected to be as cool about these things 
as he was. 

Halfway into his opening show at 
the Philharmonic, he discovered no 
sound created by his organ. Instead 
of panic, he displayed total command, 
calling for stage assistance and cover- 
ing for the repairmen by extending 
his quarter-hour talk into "By the 
Time I get to Phoenix" to allow even 
more opportunity to mend any 
damages found. 

When this proved fruitless, he 
broùght everyone in his Movement on- 
stage in "Walk on By." They then 
did so. 

Although cut short, the show had 
opened so powerfully that the bulk 
had already been shown. An exotic 
entrance, preceeded by an houri, the 
shrugging off of robes, Hayes' own 
body stocking costume and the mount- 
ing to a thronelike scaffolding to per- 
form all but made the performance 
anti -climactic. 

Then, to top off a fine show, the 
professional handling of disaster ex- 
panded the black Moses' stature in a 
subtle way he couldn't possibly have 
planned. Unshakeable.

Ike & Tina Turner 
Fats Domino 

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - One of 
the most highly polished and profes- 
sional units ever to take the stage 
before capacity audiences, the Ike & 
Tina Turner Revue, is also the most 
successful in combining good natured 
erotica with supercharged rock music. 

The basis of the act is Ike's ten 
piece band that constantly cooks like 
there's no tomorrow. Everyone, from 
the superb horn players to the bassist 
to the drummer to the keyboard man 
to Ike himself on guitar really knows 
each other and how to get into that 
groove that pushes the girls in front 
higher and higher. 

The three Ikettes, white minidresses 
swirling, brown arms and legs pump- 
ing, sing and dance up a storm for 
the first three numbers. They exit 
then, to return a moment later behind 
their queen, a crown jewel amidst a 
golden setting, Tina Turner. She leads 
them out and the choreography quick- 
ens. 

One got the feeling during Tina's 
first two songs that she wished she 
were doing some new material. She 
seemed to go through her paces more 
by will than pleasure. But after that 
it was full speed ahead. An incredi- 
ble superlong version of "Proud 
Mary," that began easily and switched 
midway into such high gear that the 
music seemed to smoke through the 
air and the energy was a palpable 
force throughout every corner of the 
hall. 

"I've Been Loving You Too Long," 
is a classic Otis Redding song of tre- 
mendous power. It has become some- 
what of an anthem for the group. 
Tina and Ike's duet is both moving 
and supremely erotic. It's performed 
with such intense love and pleasure, 
that when the song's implied message 
of sexual love becomes rather explicit 
in the throats of the duo, it only 
serves to enhance the song. 

"I Want To Take You Higher," 
has singers, musicians and audience 
at peak pitch for a finale. It seemed 
incredible that the energy level could 
climb any higher but it did just that. 
Rapidly blinking strobes combined 
with a smoke machine as the girls 
and Tina danced off the stage. This 
was the only time the spotlight `show' 
worked during their set. The rest of 
the time, the light man was so busy 
expanding and contracting spots and 
changing colors on them, that he 
often lost Tina and the Ikettes en - 

The Kinks 
PHILHARMONIC HALL, NYC - 
The entire bizarre precedings con- 
densed itself into a compact moment 
at the end. The Kinks were playing 
their one and only, for this night at 
least, encore. Ray Davies sang: "I 
might even end up a rock-and-roll god 

Now my record's up to number 3/ 
And a woman recognized me and 
started to scream/This all seems like 
a crazy dream . Now my agent 
just called me and said to me: `Son 
your record's just got to Number 
One'!" No one could see the group 
at this point because fully a third of 
the orchestra's crowd had scrambled 
and clambered on stage to join their 
idols. 

And idols the Kinks were this night. 
Since their last performance at Fill- 
more some months back, Ray Davies 
and company have made the trans- 
formation from rock group to rock 
gods. It no longer matters a whit 
what they play or if they play it well. 
When they come on stage the audi- 
ence goes wild, standing at the stage, 
jumping on seats, choking the aisles, 
sitting on each other's shoulders, all, 
not to hear the group better, but to 
get as close to them as possible. They 
wait hungrily to touch the Kinks. 

It got so bad that one immediately 
longed for the less visually over- 
whelming but certainly better patroled 
and controlled Fillmore. All of which 
would have been rather beside the 
point (or a minor annoyance at worst) 
if the Kinks had been good. That they 
weren't is a source of great disap- 
pointment to me. And being a long 
time (the longest possible, in fact) 
fan of theirs, it came as a deeper 
shock to me that their problems 
stemmed from Ray himself. 

He entered the stage the last, in a 
theatrical manner but it was immedi- 
ately apparent that he was not him- 
self. He kept weaving about the stage, 
teetering, several times precariously 
over the edge of the stage. Finally, 
during the third number he swayed 

backwards too far and, still clasping 
the mike to him, skittered across the 
stage to fall against a bank of amps. 
They both went down. Bravely, the 
rest of the Kinks played on while 
equipment men rushed from the 
wings to pick up both Ray and the 
amps. Until that happened Ray, 
seemingly undaunted or just unaware, 
continued singing from a prone posi- 
tion. 

The problems didn't end there. 
Despite brother Dave's herculean ef- 
forts to keep things running smoothly, 
Ray continued to forget lines, play his 
guitar not only out of tune but out 
of time, and to begin songs a capella 
that no one else in the group seemed 
to know. In order to cover his con- 
fusion as to what to sing next, he 
began, and frequently left off in the 
middle, outrageous monologues apro- 
pos of nothing at all. 

Poor Dave! He, along with the rest 
of the group tried gamely to keep it 
together. Dave, the rhythm guitarist 
(and a mighty fine one at that) tried 
no less than three times to begin 
"Lola," but Ray couldn't make it. On 
the fourth try Ray tried to strum 
the opening chords on his guitar, 
failed, and settled for a tentative a 
capella opening until the others found 
out what he was up to. Through it all 
the group smiled indulgently, but from 
where I sat in the second row, I 
could see that Dave was upset (he 
turned around, at one point, and 
uttered a curse at his amps) and, I 
surmise, a bit worried. 

The worst part, and it kept run- 
ning through my mind, was that our 
own dear Ray had s'iccumbed to his 
own hype. After brilliantly satirizing 
the 'rock god' syndrome throughout 
his songwriting career (and never 
more so than in the Kinks' latest LP 
"Lola Vs. Powerman"), Ray now is 
one. And he believes it with a fever - 
bright fervor that's frightening.

WHISKY A GO GO, HOLLYWOOD- 
Sha Na Na, essentially, has not 
changed since I first saw them some 
two years ago. There have been some 
personnel cna..ges, resulting in a 
slight increase in musical abilities, 
but perhaps those might have come 
about in time anyway. Their show- 
manship level remains as ultra -high 
as always, although they were slightly 
confined by the smallness of the 
Whisky's stage. In case their are any

LAS VEGAS - Consider this a 
standing ovation for Anthony Newley, 
who, in a business that uses the word 
with the precision of a cockeyed 
marksman, is in fact an artist. He 
also is one of those talents that 
erases boundaries, and it will be un- 
fortunate if moon landings aren't on 
a regular schedule before the con- 
quering Mr. Newley has exhausted 
whatever possibilities our planet pro- 
vides. 

And that well may be momentarily, 
using as a gauge the omnibus of 
entertainment he brines to his fourth 
engagement in the Circus Maximus 
theatre -restaurant at Caesars Palace 
here. People who do merely nine or 
ten things well might console them- 
selves with the notion Newley does a 
rotten job tying his shoelaces every 
morning. 

Supported by Nat Brandwynne's 
lush orchestra, conductor Ian Fraser, 
and a dash of arrogance. Newley util- 
izes an hour in reminding everyone 
how many exceptional songs he has 
written, most of them in consort with 
Leslie Bricusse. There are "What 
Kind of Fool Am I" and "Who Can I 
Turn To," naturally, the two that 
generally come to mind before 
memory blanks. 

But how about "Feeling Good,"

Sunday night, with regularity, Larry 
McNeely appears as Glen Campbell's 
sideman in front of millions of home 
viewers. The baby -faced banjo picker 
has been doing that for a while, and 
has decided that it's time for the real 
Larry McNeely to be seen and heard. 
Great! Except for the fact that the 
real McNeely is no different from the 
one on the Campbell show! 

So, to promote his solo career as 
well as his first solo album on Capitol 
Records, McNeely appeared by his 
lonesome at the Village Gaslight. 
There were no cameras, no cue cards, 
and no Glen Campbell. Just Larry 
McNeely-his guitar and banjo. And 
he was great. 

McNeely has to be one of the fast- 
est, smoothest and most accurate 
banjo pickers playing today. And 
though his set was a short one, his 
many talents shone through. If people 
can learn to accept him for his musical 
capabilities and appreciate his con- 
tributions, while forgetting that his 
weekly TV appearances only consti- 
tute a job, then the real Larry Mc- 
Neely will be seen and heard.

airports, so that at no time did any 
of the parties need to meet with the 
customers. It was, therefore, almost 
impossible to determine the source of 
supply. 

The "franchised" distributors sold 
the tapes to the retailers for $1.75, 
and they in turn were selling them on 
the open market for $3.25 or 50 per- 
cent Off the price of the regular pro- 
duct. Since the tapes were of a high 
quality, there was relatively little 
difference between the legal and ille- 
gal version. An indication of the 
bootlegger's expertise was his use of 
"high y sophisticated multi -colored 
labels reflecting . . . considerable 
effort on organization," as outlined 
in the affidavit filed by the Fox 
Agencçy. 

As the Agency began "knocking 
off" the retail outlets, the larger pic- 
ture began to emerge, and this led to 
the Phoenix raid. It was revealed 
that more suits are being readied 
against other retail outlets across the 
country in connection with the Na- 
ional Manufacturing Company. 

3 Stations Sued 
The three Phoenix radio stations 

being sued are KCAK, KTKT, and 
KWFM. In related case last Febru- 
ary, two New York City radio sta- 
tions were involved in similar litiga- 
tion, and they argued that their rela- 
tionship to the bootlegger was "too 
remote to impose liability." The 
court, however, ruled that record pi- 
racy was not of recent origin but was 
a "recognized and well -publicized evil 
in the industry," and that the sta- 
tions: 

.. intimately a part of the enter- 
tainment business, must have been 
fully cognizant of the record piracy 
problem (and) . . . must have been 
aware of the newness of (the) pro- 
duct and its suspiciously low price." 

The two radio stations settled out 
of court rather than stand trial. 

The Phoenix suit involves pirated 
recordings of 79 songs issued by the 
59 publishers. While many of them 
are current top hits, other are peren- 
nial favorites dating back, in some 
cases, almost 30 years. 

Labels Plan Action 
The Fox Agency, through its at- 

torneys, has notified the record com- 
panies involved, and many of them 
have indicated that they will also file 
suit to collect damages. As far as the 
music publishers are concerned, the

present copyright law provides for 
the collection a 2 cents statutory roy- 
alty plus treble damages of 6 cents, 
or a total of 8 cents for each song on 
each tape sold. 

In discussing the retail outlets in- 
volved, Berman said, "While we have 
brought suit against many of the sel- 
lers, there are scores of others impli- 
cated which for reasons of logistics 
we have not touched. While most of 
these people operate with the full 
knowledge that they are selling an 
illegal product, the ignorance and 
naivete of some of the merchants is 
surprising. How can they claim they 
can't recognize a bootleg record or 
tape when they are offered it at a 
ridiculously low price, are forced to 
pay cash, usually receive a product of 
inferior quality and deal with some- 
one who has no listed phone number, 
no business address, and in some 
cases no personal contact with the 
retailer ?" 

One rather novel aspect of the case 
involves the identity of two of the 
defendants. They could be identified 
only as "John Doe and Mary Doe .. . 

doing business by means of a Tan 
Ford Econoline, California license 
number 94-8451G, through a conces- 
sion at the Phoenix Swap Meets"

Diana Ross, named by the London 
New Musical Express poll as the 
outstanding female singer in the 
world, is proving just that at foreign 
record counters. The Supremes re- 
cently were Number One on Eng- 
land's charts with "Stoned Love." 
Other chart toppers in Europe include 
Smoky Robinson, R. Dean Taylor, 
The Four Tops and The Jackson 5. 

Perhaps ringing Motown's cash 
register the loudest is the phenomenal 
Jackson 5. This group of five young- 
sters, discovered about one year ago 
in Gary, Indiana by Diana Ross, has 
never had a single that sold less than 
two million-the equivalent of two 
gold records each-and none of their 
albums has ever been below number 
five on the charts. All of their con- 
certs are sold out just about on the 
same day they are announced. 

"The Jackson 5 are typical of the 
way Motown's creative juices flow," 
Roshkind said. "A year ago they were 
unknown. A new writing and pro- 
ducing group called `The Corpora- 
tion' was formed and their efforts 
launched The Jackson 5. The rest is 
record industry history." 

He said the A & R staff felt that 
Marvin Gaye should be producing his 
own records as well as for others. 
The result-his first attempt is now 
in the top five and earmarked for' 
number one. 

Jim White, vice president of Mo- 
town Productions, the television and 
theatrical arm of the company, re- 
ports that a new unprecedented deal 
is set for a Jackson 5 animation se- 
ries on the ABC-TV network starting 
this fall. Two Jackson 5 tunes will 
be heard on each show and the series 
will showcase Motown guest stars. 
Motown Productions will produce the 
series in association with Rankin and 
Bass, top animators. 

White also revealed that the "Lady 
Sings The Blues" project-a full 
length theatrical motion picture based 
on the life of Billie Holiday and star- 
ring Diana Ross in her first film-is 
rapidly moving forward. A screen- 
play is completed and White has bud- 

geted $5,500,000 for the movie. 
The film has been two years in 

preparation and is a Motown -Weston - 
Furie Production. Berry Gordy is ex- 
ecutive producer; Jay Weston is pro- 
ducer; Sidney Furie is director. 

White contemplates using various 
European locations as well as do- 
mestic in the production. 

"We have several other major file 
projects in the works, not only for 
theaters but for television as well," 
White added. "ABC wants us to pro- 
duce one or two original made -for - 
TV motion pictures and we are plan- 
ning on producing, financing and tap- 
ing our own TV Specials in Europe." 

White pointed out that Motown 
Productions' first solo effort in the 
TV production ranks, "Diana!" will 
be supported by an extensive promo- 
tion and exploitation program cost- 
ing more than $100,000. 

Motown's operations have expanded 
to both coasts. 

"When Berry Gordy decided to 
move his headquarters to Los An- 
geles less than two years ago, we 
had a staff there of three people. 
Now it is more than one hundred. 
Motown also owns and operates on 
the west coast perhaps the most mod- 
ern and creative audio and video tape 
centers in the world," White said. 

Meanwhile, its music publishing 
empire under the direction of vice 
president Robert Gordy, is also tap- 
ping out a sweet tune on the cash 
register. The publishing company, 
Gordy said, Jobete (BMI), topped the 
field with more chart action than its 
four nearest competitors combined. 
Writers for its sister publishing com- 
pany, Stein & Van Stock (ASCAP), 
are actively invading the Broadway 
and motion picture fields with the mu- 
sical version of "Bus Stop" in the 
wings and multiple title tunes and 
scoring assignments in Hollywood. 

Multi -Media Management is Mo - 
town's personal management opera- 
tion headed by vice president Ewart 
Abner. This phase of the corporation's 
efforts also is meeting with sensa- 
tional success.

Motown is not overlooking ancil- 
lary forms of accumulating revenue 
such as merchandising. A mammoth 
program for the Jackson 5 is under- 
way under the aegis of Fred Rice 
who masterminded much of the mer- 
chandising success of The Beatles and 
The Monkees. All sorts of soft -wear 
goods and paper goods keyed to 
Jackson 5 identification are being of- 
fered via a special magazine, TCB, 
now being sold on newsstands 
throughout the nation. 

What about the future with video 
cassettes and other electronic won- 
ders? 

"Berry Gordy has assigned a task 
force to come up with some answers 
for programming these devices, and 
when they do, you can be certain, Mo- 
town will be leading the pack," Rosh - 
kind said.

NEW YORK-THE DOORS: DARKLING GYPSIES, PERVEZ'ORS OF L'IMAGE 

Triptyche countryside roiling by, dark and empty; towns passed in profusion, 
grey and beaten, mired on either side of the arrow highway pointing always, 
despite turns and snaking twists and detours, westward, the dying sun pasted 
forever ahead. Shadowed mist streaks by beading the windscreen, violent pressure 
hurling the wetness to either side. West Texas radio pounds the air inside with 
rock rhythms but outside the stillness is palpable; birds and insects have 
abandoned the land. White faces old and deathless cling here, they've not gone. 
Lichen -like they embrace the old, ingrained by a lifetime of habit, because it's 
all that's left them. 

Peering out of their barred windows, they see it approach, materializing from 
the purple encrusted hills of the east that the sun has already abandoned in its 
haste to leave this land. And as the pale mojo moon rises coldly from steep 
banks of blackened trees, it comes riding down the highway of night at top 
speed, fierce lights clawing back the shroud of the darkness, changing as it 
comes. 

They see it and are afraid. 
Deepthroated sounds increase in volume at its approach; they cover their 

ears but the sound penetrates as, momentarily, it draws abreast, its screams, 
"DON'T YOU LOVE HER MADLY?" dopplering away as it sails onward towards 
the west. 

For me, "Break On Through," rather than "Light My Fire" established the 
Doors as a group apart. In those days it was listen to WMCA or WABC or listen 
not at all. Consequently I sat glued to WMCA in the hopes of hearing new records. 
"Break On Through" was one of those, and although I listened night and day, 

I heard it just that one time. 
I haunted Sam Goody's during that period, in my unquenchable thirst for new 

albums. That was where I came up with the first Love album way before it got 
any airplay, and where, after hearing "Break On Through" I rushed to see if 
they had an album. Nobody there had heard of the Doors but being well ac- 
quainted with the huge west 49th St., store, I checked the stacks where records 
are placed in numerical, order by label. Sure enough, the last album in the 
Elektra row was "The Doors." One copy. But that was enough. 

Since then the Doors have blossomed into one of the most enigmatic groups 
in the business. Most of the problems have stemmed from Jim Morrison, who 
has, because of his incredible self indulgences, created an aura of unreality about 
the group. Because many people in rock circles are more impressed by image 
rather than music, they have failed to even try to peer beyond Morrison's formid- 
able and freaky exterior. The popularity of the Doors has been unmistakable 
from the outset, yet whether Morrison has received the universal acclaim he de- 
serves as a serious rock composer and singer, is highly questionable. 

Perhaps people are too lazy to dig beneath the surface of music, or maybe 
they think rock and roll is the wrong medium to express serious lyrical state- 
ments. In any case there seems to be a general failure to understand what the 
Doors are and what they're doing. 

Long before the story line of "Easy Rider" was born in the minds of Peter 
Fonda and Dennis Hopper, the Doors on each new album were taking us on a 

trip through America. Four basic subjects pervade Morrison's work, and have 
done so from the beginning: change, motion, mechanized transportation and 
highways. 

Forever restless, the Doors have moved from town to rural, village describing, 
through the Morrison imagery, the old and new guard American. "I live uptown/ 

I live downtown/I live all around/I had money/I had none/But I never been so 
broke I couldn't leave town." And commenting on them "I'll tell you this, no

HOLLYWOOD-MY FRIEND SOOZIN 
My friend Soozin never really wanted to be in the music business. It's just that 

she needed money and didn't want to work, so the music business seemed the 
only logical choice. After all, her very best friend in the whole world was in the 
music business and he didn't seem to be working, what with running around to 
the Scene (which has now become portable and is travelling with Johnny Winter), 
the Bitter End and Ungano's all the time, and going to press parties and meeting 
all these ... these famous musicians . .. these pop stars .. . and not having 
to go to work in a suit and tie and ... and ... well, lots of other things. Soozin 
had met some of the people who helped make the music she was always listening 
to. People like Shadow Mann, whose record was being played over WMCA all the 
time and had even gotten to #25 on the fabulous Good Guys survey. Like Kenny 
Schaeffer, the weirdo publicist who seldom left his house. Like Chris Hodenfield, 
then with Go Magazine and now with Stone's London office, and his girl to be, 
Gina Gangi, who had this really groovy job with a big publicity firm. Like Bobby 
Columby, who was with this really great group that just had to make it even 
though their singer/leader/songwriter and songfinder, Al Kooper, had just left. 
And they were all ... fun. 

Unlike a lot of chicks who try like hell to get into the business and wind up in 
the garment district, or who wind up as secretaries in the accounting depart- 
ment, Soozin got an honest -to -goodness job right in the midst of all the fabulous 
things that were going on. She became assistant to publicist/brainchild/disc 
jockey/pop writer/producer-to-be Richard Robinson at Buddah Records. Buddah 
Records, at that time, was just making the conversion from bubble -gum singles 
label to contemporary album label. It wasn't any easy change. Rock intellectuals 
don't easily forgive such transgressions as "Yummy, Yummy, Yummy" and "One 
Two, Three Red light." After all, they reasoned, what kind of artists can a man 
who dug the Ohio Express really appreciate? 

Neil Bogart is probably the hero of this piece, even though it's taken him so 
long to make his entrance. I never had anything against "Yummy, Yummy, 
Yummy," but I really didn't believe that a label could make such a drastic 
change of artistic direction in such a short time. (Part of the credit must go to

eternal reward will forgive us now for wasting the dawn." 
"L. A. Woman," the new Doors album is 'sonic cinema.' It comes to us after 

the "Absolutely Live" two records set, that, despite its flaws, is both an ex- 
cellent example of a 'live' recording and an accurate representation, atmosphere 
and all, of the Doors on stage. Part of the Doors' success on wax is due to the 
sure production of Paul Rothchild. This was never more apparent than on the 
'live' album, where the clear mike set ups, the inclusion of the active audience 
participation along with the pre- and post -concert announcements, all helped 
create the clearest aural picture of a Doors date possible. 

Especially fascinating is Morrison's epic "Celebration of the Lizard," which 
becomes less and less strange, the more one listens to it. It's the imagery that's 
central to Morrion's lyrics, not necessarily the exact words themselves. Within 
the stage presentation 'Lizard' becomes as important a statement as "The Soft 
Parade" where Morrison sings "There's only four ways to get unraveled/One is to 
sleep and the other is travel/One is a bandit up in the hills/One is to love your 
neighbor till/His wife gets home." When you can't make it any more, you've got 
four choices: remove yourself from consciousness, remove yourself from the area, 
turn against society in a legal context, or in a moral context. 

Similarly in 'Lizard,': "He fled the town/He went down South and crossed the 
border/Left the chaos and disorder/Back there over his shoulder." And "Once 
had a little game/I liked to crawl back into my brain/I think you know the game 
I mean/I mean the game called 'go insane'/Now you should try this little game/ 
Just close your eyes forget your name/Forget the world, forget the people/And 
we'll erect a different steeple/... And I'm right there, I'm going too/Release con- 
trol, we're breakinug through." Here change is entirely inside oneself. 

Outwardly "LA. Woman" is new Doors as "I'm leavin' town on the midnight 
train/See me change, hear me change," the music is more immediately powerful 
than anything they've ever done before. Bass, drums, and vocals in the center 
while Ray Manzarek's facile organ work, sometimes split into two parts, carries 
"Changeling" through the first two verses until Robbie Krieger's guitar comes 
screaming in from the other side. 

On the other hand "Love Her Madly," is held, spinning, by the bass until 
Ray's carnival -like organ makes it's appearance. The title song is one of two 
lengthy cuts on the album and there's a nice loose feel generated by both Ray 
and Robbie as they trade off riffs on piano and guitar as Morrison sings "I see 
your hair is burning/Hills are filled with fire/If they say I never loved you/You 
know they are a liar/Drivin' down your freeways/Midnight alleys roam/Cops in 

cars/The topless bars/Never saw a woman so alone, so alone so alone." 
The Lizard image returns via the opening bars of "L'America" and "I took a 

trip down to L'America C'mon people don't look so down/You know the rain is 
comin' to town/Change of weather/Change of luck/And that'll teach you how to 
find yourself ... Friendly strangers came to town/All the people put t' =m down/ 
But the women loved their ways/Come again some other day/;Like the gentle 
rain that falls." Notice how Morrison sets up the image of change through rain 
and then equates the rain with the strangers. 

"Hyacinth House" is fascinating both musically and lyrically. Again Ray plays 
two parts on organ, but this time some echo is added to increase the depth of 
the sound and to 'open up' the track; to make it sound wider. And Morrison sings 
"I need a brand new friend who doesn't trouble me/I need someone who 
doesn't need me." 

"The Wasp (Texas Radio & The Big Beat)" continues the journey through 
America. "Some call it heavenly in its brilliance/some need a roof over the 
Western Dream/I love the friends I have gathered together at this thin route/ 
We have constructed pyramids in honor of our escaping . .. The negroes in the 
forest brightly feathered/Play or sing/Forget the night/Come live with us in 

forests of azure/Out here in the perimeter there are no stars . . . I'll tell you 
about loss of God ... I'll tell you about the maiden with the wrought iron soul." 
Again the life -in -motion outside and divorced from society. 

"Riders On The Storm," the lengthy finale, is the quintessence of all that 
makes Doors music great. Some of the finest imagery Morrison has yet written 
combines tightly with some supercharged music from the group. "Into this life 
we're thrown/Like a dog without a bone .. . There's a killer on the road/'His 
brain is squirming like a toad/If you give this man a ride/Sweet family will die" 
as thunder crashes "Girl you gotta love your man/Take him by the hand/Make 
him understand/The world on you depends/Your life will never end/Gotta love 

your man."

THROUGH THE LOOKING GLASS 
'Soul!' 

Spinning the of tube dial on Sunday nights is a bleak experience indeed. 
Unfortunately the past definition of TV as a "vast wasteland" is a present reality. 
And never more so than for shows dealing with music. A current series on the 
local NET network, channel 13, then, comes as a refreshing oasis. Titled "Soul!" 
it deals with interesting black artists, producers, etc. in the performing arts. 

Last week's show featured a long and quite fascinating interview with Kenny 

Gamble and Leon Huff. Some years back they were working in the same build- 
ing, although in different companies. A chance meeting brought them together 
as friends and as songwriting partners. The Intruders were their first project. The 

duo wrote material for them and then began producing their records. With the 
success of the Intruders Gamble & Huff began their production work in earnest. 

From there, they began the Neptune label that was affiliated with GRT taper., 
(but that deal has now expired), and did some producing for Cameo Parkway. Now 

they've just signed a deal with Columbia Records for production work and have 

formed a new label, "Philadelphia International," that Columbia will market and 

distribute. "We found out from our previous label that you can run into a lot of 

problems merchandising your product," said Kenny. "That's the main reason we 

went with Columbia, they can give us great support in that area." 
Among the stellar talents that are currently being produced by the pair in indie 

deals are Wilson Pickett (his "Don't Let The Green Grass Fool You" was written 
and produced by them along with his current "Wilson Pickett In Philadelphia" Ip, 

which contains a number of their tunes), Nancy Wilson (her new LP), Jerry But- 
ler, the O'Jays, and, of course, the Intruders. Now with their new Columbia deal,

Jerry Kasenetz and Jeff KEtz for timing their withdrawal, from the public con- 
sciousness so appropriately). In the past year or so, Buddah has built up an 
impressive roster of ta'ented artists, both old and new. Joining Melanie and 
Curtis Mayfield were Biff Rose, Brewer and Shipley, Bert Sommer, Buzzy Linhart, 
the Flamin' Groovies, Risa Potters, Evie Sands and several top jazz artists. More 
importantly, they have treated their artists with tender lovin' care, supplied 
personalized attention and taken care of all the little things that help an artist 
become secure enough to grow. Neil, whether being foresighted enough to 
mastermind the change, or openminded enough to adapt the progressive ideas 
of a hip young staff, obviously deserves a lot of credit. And we shouldn't forget 
Soozin. She's head of the publicity department now, and even though she's 
found out that there's an awful lot of work to do in the music business, she's 
also found that she doesn't really mind it at all. 

Buddah hasn't exactly forgotten the singles market. They've replaced bubble 
gum with R&B clicks by the Impressions, the lsleys, the Honey Cone, 100 Proof, 
Flaming Ember and others, and entered the pop scene with Wadsworth Mansion 
and Ocean. And, as Neil might say, you ain't heard nothing till you hear the new 
sound Johnny Tillotson picked up for his debut Buddah single, shipping n a few 
weeks. 

Remembering that there are other record companies who are happening, 
we'll pass along the rumor of the week as reported in John Gibson's Soundtrack 
column in the Hollywood Reporter, namely that Al Kooper will become reinvolved 
with Blood, Sweat & Tears, the group he helped put together, but this time 
strictly on a production level. 

Other rumors and facts, mixed together indescriminately include: Stan Cornyn's 
marriage yesterday to Theodora Tyler (and does that mean that Warners ads 
will take on a family aspect?) ... Bob Gibson, disappointed with the Grammys, 
is getting ready to reactivate HYPE, the mythological conglomerate of leading pop 
figures on the West Coast, and present an awards alternative to the industry .. 
Artie Wayne and Tony Byrne, the creative force behind the new Warner Bros. Music 
image, sent a tap dancer around to several top producers to stir up additional 
interest in the "No, No Nannette" score.

Country Artist Of The Week: 

FARON YOUNG 

YOUNG, AT HEART-Faron Young, now in his 18th consecutive year in 
Country Music, has to date recorded more than 35 long playing albums; and 
nearly 500 songs. During the last 18 years, a music fan could hardly pick 
up a trade publication that Faron did not have a record listed in the national 
charts. His biggest hit was "Hello Walls", which currently is nearing the 
two million mark in sales. 

Since he began recording in the early 1950's, 56 of his songs have been 
in the Top Ten charts of the national trade publications, an average of three 
every year. Some of his other great hits include "Goin' Steady", "Live Fast, 
Love Hard and Die Young", "Wonderful World of Women", "She Went A 
Little Bit Farther", "Wine Me Up", "Occasional Wife", and "If I Ever Fall 
In Love", and many more. 

1971 has the portent of being the biggest year in Faron, Young's life. To 
date, this year, he has filmed the Johnny Cash, Mike Douglas, and David Frost 
Shows, in addition to the syndicated Jim Ed Brown, Hugh X. Lewis, Porter 
Wagoner, and Del Reeves Shows.

The name selected for the new joint 
budget company handling product 
from Philips and Polydor is Musical 
Rendezvous and it will be head- 
quartered at 16, St. George Street, 
London, W.I. Chairman of the enter- 
prise is Stephen Gottliebm chief rep- 
resentative of the Philips-Polydor 
group in the UK and the other di- 
rectors are Philips chief Fred Marks 
and John Fruin who heads the Poly- 
dor operation here. General manager 
of the Musical Rendezvous enterprise 
is Dave Allwood who has been head- 
ing the Fontana Special budget label 
from the same address. The sales 
manager is Ted Hughes, and regional 
sales heads will be David Keiller 
(Scotland); Roy Derbyshire (North 
and North Midlands); John Reynolds 
(Midlands, Wales and the West); and 
Arthur Johnson (London and the 
Home Counties). Musical Rendezvous 
has its own sales force already func- 
tioning on the Fontana Special series 
but will announce details of its own 
label within the next few months. 
All distribution, accounting and or- 
dering for the organization will be 
handled by Phonodisk, the joint Phil- 
ips-Polydor distributing organization, 
and sales and marketing will be di- 
rected from the new company's St. 
George Street address. Its name has 
caused some speculation that there 
might be retail outlet plans later but 
Allwood refuted this, saying that the 
retail activities of the Philips-Poly- 
dor-Chappell group will be handled 
exclusively by the retail section set 
up under the direction of Alex Strick- 
land. 

1970 was the best year for records 
since the Board of Trade began com- 
piling statistics in 1961. Sales 
peaked at £39,214,000 and the value 
of disks exported also reached a new 
high at £6,494,000. The production 
figure for the year was 112,941,000 
disks, 6% higher than the previous 
record -breaking year 1969, and al- 
bums rose by 11% compared with 
only a slight increase in single pro- 
duction. The pre -Christmas trade 
made December the boom month of a 
boom year, notching sales of nearly 
£5 million records and bettering the 
1969 figure for the month by 9%. 

Radio Monte Carlo International 
ceased its British late -night transmis- 
sions on March 27th and will not 
resume the service for at least eight- 
een months by which time its power- 
ful 800 kilowatt transmitter will have 
been erected in the mountains behind 
Monaco. The reason for the shock 
closure was given as poor reception 
and interference from neighboring 
stations near the RMCI 205 meters, 
and the general economic climate in 
Britain was also cited as unlikely to 
produce a sufficient volume of adver- 
tising revenue to sustain the station's 
activities. Maurice Gardett declared 
at a farewell lunch at the Sonesta 
Towers Hotel that RMCI would def- 
initely return. It is likely that within 
eighteen months time there will be 
some commercial broadcasting sys- 
tem operating within the U.K. 

Gerry Brown and David Betteridge, 
director of Island Records, have 
signed a pact for Island to handle 
Bron's new Bronze label for three 
years in all world territories except 
Japan, Australia, New Zealand and 
North America. Island will have man- 
ufacturing, distributing, marketing 
and merchandising rights for all 
Bronze products which will probably 
appear in Europe on the Island label 

with a Bronzo logo. Acts who will be 
released on Bronze include Colosseum, 
Juicy Lucy, Richard Barnes and 
Uriah Heep, and a new brand called 
Paladin who will launch the Bronze 
label on April 30th with a single and 
album release. 

CBS is mounting its biggest tape 
promotion campaign this month cen- 
tered on the first releases from its 
low -price Harmony range. The prod- 
uct features the best-known works of 
thirteen classical composers, and the 
price of the cassettes and cartridges 
is £1.79. CBS is also releasing for its 
spring drive thirteen double -play cas- 
settes in two categories. One is ma- 
terial that has been previously avail- 
able on record and sold consistently 
and will cost £2.99 in its new guise. 
The second is recent progressive ma- 
terial which will retail at £3.49. The 
thirteen classical releases in the Har- 
mony series and the double -play cas- 
settes will be backed by advertising 
and point -of -sale aids in the form of 
merchandisers complete with browser 
cards, leaflets, window streamers and 
a special display board. CBS salesmen 
conducting the campaign have an in- 
centive scheme for the highest sales 
results with a tape player as the 
prize. 

From the beginning of this month 
the Walt Disney Organization labels 
Buena Vista and Disneyland are dis- 
tributed exclusively in the UK and 
Eire by CBS under a three-year deal 
covering both sales and distribution. 
Disney disk product has been handled 
here for the past two years by Pye 
under an agreement which expired 
at the end of March and Disney mu- 
sic and record director in Europe 
Frank Weintrop stated that the as- 
sociation had been a happy one and 
the break entirely amicable. CBS as- 
sistant managing director Maurice 
Obertsein welcomed the new pact and 
remarked that it gave CBS children's 
range a record repertoire which it 
had not had before. 

MCA UK ham captured Osibisa, 
the Afro -Latin group, under a five 
year deal negotiated between the 
group's manager Gerry Bron and 
MCA UK chief Derek Everett and 
finalized during a recent London visit 
by MCA president Mike Maitland. 
The seven -strong band debuts this 
month with an LP named after them 
produced by Tony Visconti and the 
name Osibisa means "criss-cross 
rhythms." 

Quickies: Major Minor Records 
compulsorily wound up in the High. 
Court last month on a petition by the 
Mechanical Copyright Protection So- 
ciety claiming a debt of £8,153, sup- 
ported among others by Decca, cred- 
itors for £22,682 . . . EMI Records 
press officer Norman Divall is leaving 
at Easter to become an account ex- 
ecutive with Tony Barrow Interna- 
tional . . . Music Business Weekly, 
the 18 -month old music industry trade 
paper was folded March 27th by its 
publishers, IPC Business Press on 
the grounds that sharply rising costs 
and the likely future levels of ad- 
vertising gave no prospect of the 
journal becoming commercial viable 

. Ember has acquired UK rights 
to the American Catalyst catalog .. . 

KPM Music and Ardmore & Beech - 
wood are joint owners of the newly 
formed Nightingale Music ... Rich- 
ard Barnes representing Britain in the 
Mexican Song Festival in Mexico City 
April 18th through 25th. 
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Had lunch with Leon Cabat (gen- 
eral manager) of Vogue Records to 
talk about the situation of his record 
company. Vogue is about to lose most 
of its international catalogue with 
the birth of the Kinney Record Com- 
pany in France. Vogue was releasing 
the Ekeltra, Warner and Reprise cata- 
logues in France until now. Says 
Cabat "we intend to produce more 
and more French products aimed at 
the French public. Their products 
reach very important sales. Our turn- 
over has been regularly getting big- 
ger. The problem of the American 
catalogues is not that important to us 
since these catalogues were always 
very expensive to handle. We had to 
pay very high royalties. I think it is 
much better for the American to come 
over here to take care of their own 
products. This way they can really see 
the cost of things. As for the Kinney 
group we are helping them as much 
as we can and we have even agreed 
to keep on releasing their labels 
until they are ready to operate in 
France. This should be around the 
beginning of July. 

What I regret really in this line of 
business, on a more general point of 
view, is a sort of standardisation 
which tends to kill the artistic side of 
music. More and more, music business 
is being handled by sorts of robots 
who are not really involved in what 
they do. They are just pieces of an 
organisation. They do not have to 
fight for what they believe in. On the 
commercial side, Vogue has been 

heavily pushing their LPs sales. Con- 
sequently they have reached sales they 
never dreamed before. On the budget 
line labels as well (Vogue holds 35% 
of the budget line total turnover even 
with hold competition from the 
labels specialised in budget line 
LPs). A few instances: the Armstrong 
Ellington 2 LPs set which reached the 
1,500 copies when first released sold 
over 50,000 copies on budget line 
Count Basie sold 3,000 copies and on 
budget lines 40,000. Sidney Bechet 
who had his highest figures with 
30,000 copies reached, on budget line, 
200,000 copies. 

This week I met Eddy Palmans 
International Label Manager of Dec- 
ca: "Generally speaking the whole 
market has been healthy this past 
months and Decca has been climbing 
up. We have strengthened our com- 
mercial team with 7 new people to 
push our sales. Our travelling sales- 
men now only work for us whereas 
before they could work for several 
companies. We have also hired a 
classical music specialist to visit our 
clients and help them sort out their 
problems. In the near future we in- 
tend to make a very strong promotion 
on our "phase 4" stereo label. We 
have doubled our turnover on this 
label in only 4 months. We intend to 
use promotion methods never used 
before in the record industry. We also 
have hired several new "a. and r." 
men and the results are very good, we 
already have hits with several young 
artists.

of a pop composer: according to the 
latest statistics by his publisher, Melo- 
graf, his tunes have sold more than a 
million records in Argentina, in a 
couple of years. Smith will be award- 
ed a Golden Record by Buddy Mc- 
Cluskey, head of Melograf, at a 
Special program on TV with some of 
the top pop names of Argentina sing- 
ing Smith's tunes. 

RCA is releasing this week what 
may be one of its strongest products 
in the Latin American markets (and 
the Spanish speaking part of the 
States) for the season: a new LP by 
duet Juan y Juan. The group has been 
taking part at International contests 
in the area and has received strong 
promotion during all 1970, and there 
are big hopes about the results of this 
record. There will be also a new selec- 
tion LP soon, after the success of the 
Summer edition of "Sotano Beat", 
which reached 190,000 albums sold. 

EMI Suppliers has released the LP 
outed originally by Dunhill with the 
songs featured in the film "Easy 
Rider". One of the aspects of the re- 
lease is that the film has been for- 
bidden here, because of its relation to 
drugs, but in spite of that fact the dis- 
kery expects very much from it. 
There is also a single culled from the 
latest LP by Creedence Clearwater 
Revival, and a new record by local 
artist Roberto Vi'ario is coming. 

Phonogram is releasing an LP dedi- 
cated to the songs penned by Mexican 
composer Agustin Lara, and recorded 
by local group Andre. Another of the 
instrumental artists of the diskery, 
Vincent Morocco, is outing an LP 

with a selection of songs from every 
Latin American country. It is worth 
mentioning that these LP's find in 
strong market in several African and 
European markets, and in Asia, where 
this type of music is strongly appre- 
ciated. 

Fermata's Brenner reports the re- 
lease of an LP with a selection of 
French tunes, tagged "Musica Mod- 
erna Francesa" and carrying the AZ 
logo; there is also the second volume 
of the Trio Porteno recordings (two 
guitars, and a "bandoneon") ; as well 
as an LP by Gatillo Mangoni, with 
the top hits of music 25 years ago. 

CBS has released a new single by 
Sandro, with the two tunes from his 
latest film; initial orders ran to 60,- 
000 copies. There is also an LP by ex- 
cellent guitar player Cacho Tirao 
with folk tunes, tangos and Interna- 
tional music; this record has been 
very well received by the critics. It 
has been reported by the press office 
of the diskery that Johnny Mathis 
will be visiting Argentina next Sep- 
tember. 

Music Hall's Luis Calvo reports 
strong satisfaction about the talks 
held by the diskery's toppers with 
Leslie Gould, about whose visit we re- 
ported last week. Gould is in charge 
of the International operations of 
Paramount -Dot and Famous Music. 
On the local side, the label has put to 
sale, with good results, the second 
volume of "Super Music Hall", with 
a selection of the latest hits.

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SIAE, the Italian Performing Rights 
Society, that has recently assumed 
also the direct management of the Me- 
chanical Rights, has decided to give a 
stronger impulsion to the battle 
against the counterfeiters of records 
and tapes and against the producers 
of unauthorized recordings.

The marking machines 
also embody a recorder for the pro- 
gressive numbering of the labels. 

The 56 available places of the 1971 
edition of the Italian Radio pro- 
gramme "One Record For Summer" 
have been assigned as follows: 3 
places each to CBS -Sugar, Durium, 
EMI Italiana, Fonit-Cetra.

EDITORIAL: 

Our Liberalizing Cities 

The reaction to last Tuesday's demonstration of a 
payout machine in New York's City Hall by one of the 
city's most respected councilmen, and his recommen- 
dation of it for installation in the traditionally -conserv- 
ative city, was nothing short of sensational. Widely 
publicized by all the mass communications media, and 
roundly acclaimed by many private citizens including 
City Hall staffers themselves, the proposed gaming op- 
eration points to a long -supposed but now certain fact 
-your big cities will bend their rigid anti -coin ma- 
chine attitudes (and laws) when their treasuries cry 
out for help. And it's common knowledge that many 
of our larger cities across the land are in fiscal trouble. 

Councilman Matt Troy is to be commended-not so 
much for courage but for common sense. His city 
needs all the financial help it can get so why not a 
gaming operation run by that city? It is worth men- 
tioning that New York has not only been down on pay- 
outs but on all pinballs and all coin games per se in 
most non-alcoholic locations, so it clearly shows that 
even the most ardent anti -games municipalities can 
have their ardor cooled if fiscal calamity stares them 
in the face. But understand it's not merely a matter of 
"the means justifying the end" in Troy's proposal. 
It's really a case of legislators being forced to take a 
realistic look into their unrealistic prejudices. 

For the record, the New York City payout proposi- 
tion is only on first base at this time, but a very stable 
first base. Insiders do expect some "interesting" 
weeks ahead as this thing moves along the legal chan- 
nels, but indicate that several key people are behind it. 

Clearly, the primary factor which has gotten the 
payout machine this far along has been simply the 
need for city money. Therefore, your average amuse- 
ment games, which cannot claim to earn great chunks 
of dough for cities like payouts (especially since 
amusements are owned by operators and city revenues 
come only thru licenses and taxes), are not really in the 
same league. But money is money, large or small, and 
if New York and other rigid cities opened up more 
places for more games, they'd be in better financial 
shape than they are now. 

Palm Sunday, the "unofficial opening" of the ar- 
cade season, has just passed. It's games time in coin - 
biz. Wouldn't it be fine if all these restrictive laws could 
be erased and operators could reach out for the leisure 
dollar uninhibited. Our national, state and local asso- 
ciations should take the signal and start taking advan- 
tage of the liberalizing climate in their areas to rid 
themselves of discriminatory games legislation. The 
time is ripe. Maybe something good will come out of 
this:recession after all. 

Montooth /mugs Accounting System 
for MOA ers; Package Mailed Out 
CHICAGO - MOA has established a 
standard computerized accounting 
service, available to members at a 
reasonable monthly charge-"reason- 
able," according to MOA president 
Les Montooth, "when compared to the 
fees charged by professional account- 
ants and systems specialists." 

The service is designed to provide 
operators: 1. with records that will 
meet with the approval of federal and 
state taxing agencies; 2. maintain a 
standardized chart of accounts that 
may be used for statistical informa- 
tion by MOA members and 3. will as- 
sist in counseling in matters pertain- 
ing to buying and selling of a business 
as well as offer tax advice in estate 
planning. 

A brochure detailing the various 
services in this system was mailed to 
the national association's member 
firms last week. Specific services were 
spelled out and included the following: 
Upon acceptance, a complete audit 
of the operator's accounting records 
will be made at his place of business. 
The records will be updated from the 
beginning of the operator's fiscal or 
calendar year to the signing of an 
MOA service agreement, up to and 
including six months from the begin- 
ning of the current taxable year. All 
accounting forms to be used in the 
system will be provided the operator 
at no additional charge, including 
postage -paid envelopes. Monthly 
bank reconciliation and statements 
will be prepared. Monthly and quar- 
terly payroll, sales taxes and other 
local tax forms will be accurately 
prepared. Annual local, state and 
federal income tax returns will be 
prepared in detail as reflected by the 
operator's accounting records. In case 
of IRS audit, the operator will be rep- 
resented at no additional charge by a 
qualified representative, relieving the 
operator of the personal responsibility 
of dealing directly with federal agen- 
cies. 

Operators who subscribe to the serv- 
ice will be required to furnish the

following: duplicate check stubs. dup- 
licate bank deposit slips, invoices on 
all new equipment purchases, con- 
tracts on any new loan acquired, and 
monthly bank statements. 

The system offers check register, 
analysis of expenditure, income and 
expense statements, balance sheet, 
payroll summary, individual payroll 
sheets, bank reconciliation and depre- 
ciation detail including net value each 
year. 

"The MOA Standard Computerized 
Service is under the direction of Mr. 
Herman Wolske, of W/3 Data Sys- 
tems Inc., which is a computerized 
accounting firm serving MOA mem- 
bers exclusively," president Montooth 
stated. Their address is PO Box 112, 
Chatham, Ill. 62629. 

A reply card was enclosed with the 
mailing and Montooth urges all his 
members to fill them out and return 
them as soon as possible, should they 
be interested in subscribing to the 
service.

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New York City Councilman Backs Payout Games for Metro Operation; 

Likes A CA. "s "Rotomint " Import 
NEW YORK - They said it couldn't 
be (lone and while the final go-ahead 
is yet to come, pay -out machines may 
return to New York City. With pride 
in his rather singular accomplishment, 
A.C.A. president Henry Leyser 
brought a Rotomint payout game into 
New York's City Hall last Tuesday, 
March 30th-the first since Mayor 
LaGuardia banned them back in the 
twenties. 

Before the eyes of the city's news- 
paper, radio and television reporters, 
Leyser announced that definite plans 
were underway in the City Council 
and in the Albany Legislature to place 
the games in locations such as taverns 
and other public places. Queens coun- 
cilman Matt Troy, prime mover in 
the drive to establish the Rotomint 
games operation in the city. told the 
press the machines would be leased 
from A.C.A., and operated by the 
City with an expected annual net 
gain of between $50 million and $70 
million for the city's well -depleted 
treasury. 

Councilman Troy and Leyser ex- 
plained to newsmen that maintenance 
(service and collection) would be per- 
formed by a job force that would 
offer new opportunity to the city's 
johles. and underprivileged. 

"I like the idea very much." Troy 
declared. "Since we'd be leasing the 
equipment from A.C.A., there would 
be no investment from the city in -as - 
much as we'd pay for the equipment 
from the collections. The net gain 
from the operation could be extra- 
ordinary. Besides, it would bring some 
fun back to Fun City." 

Troy and Levser detailed the work- 
ings of the Rotomint to newsmen by 
actually demonstrating the lastest 
"Exquisit" model before their cam- 
eras. They advised that the game, a 
"first cousin" to the standard fruit 
slot machine, did not pay off as highly 
as the latter and fell as much into 
the category of amusement as it did 
gambling. "You really can't get rich 
playing one of these, but you sure 
can have a heck of a lot of fun try- 
ing," Troy stated. 

Leyser advised that the machine 
is manufactured by Lowen Automaten 
of Germany, sister company to NSM, 
the products of both factories A.C.A. 
distributes on an exclusive basis in 
the United States and throughout 
North America. "There are about 
130,000 of these operating in Ger- 
many right now," Leyser stated. 

While many members of the coin 
machine industry, who've visited Ger- 
many, are familiar with the Rotomint 
machines, newsmen and City Hall 
personnel had never seen the piece 
and were instantly taken with its 
flashy appearance, and obviously with 
the fact that it payed out coins. 

Leyser advised that plans were 
already underway in Albany to pre - 

City Hall personnel crowd around 
the Rotomint during initial press 
showing, one joking "if LaGuardia 
could only see this." 

sent a bill to the legislature which 
would exempt the City from the State 
Penal code which prohibits the opera- 
tion of payout equipment. If and 
when the exemption is passed, the 
City Council must approve the idea. 
Specific logistics as to where the 
machines would initially be installed, 
how many, who would administrate 
the program and implement the serv- 
ice and collections, are now being dis- 
cussed by the parties involved. 

Leyser said a maximum number 
of machines on location in the city 
could reach 50,000. It is thought that 
established coin machine industry 
members could fill a role in the serv- 
ice of the City Rotomint route, al- 
though as stated, the table of organi- 
zation has still to be finalized. 

Assisting Leyser and Councilman 
Troy in the press demonstration were 
A.C.A. sales manager Mickie Green- 
man (who had coordinated two pre- 
vious closed meetings with council 
members on this subject), Mutoscope 
president (and A.C.A. distributor) 
Larry Galante, and Mutoscope staffer 
Fred Kornhauser. 

Press coverage was excellent. All 
major papers, radio stations as well 
as the three television networks gave 
good reports on the City Hall demon- 
stration.

legislation which would substantially 
boost the cost of cigarettes to con- 
sumers. Similar hikes are under con- 
sideration, not only in New York but 
in other parts of the country. 

"Two groups stand directly to be 
affected most," Judge said. "They are 
the millions of smokers and thousands 
of small independent merchants, who 
depend more than a little on customer 
traffic generated in part by cigarette 
sales. 

"Secondly, the general tax -paying 
public-whether or not they smoke- 
will foot the bill also for any in- 
creases, since records show that ciga- 
rette tax revenues traditionally have 
a heavy fall -off with each tax in- 
crease because of the inroads made 
by illegal cigarette sales. 

"Further, the proposed tax boosts 
are discriminatory and unfair since 
they single out part of the population 
to bear an undue and disproportionate 
tax load. It is hoped, in the interest 
of fairness if nothing more, that 
smokers and non-smokers alike, will 
see the logic in this position and will 
ask their lawmakers to turn down 
these unjust tax boosts wherever they 
are proposed," Mr. Judge concluded. 

To support their position on pend- 
ing local and state legislation on the 
matter, tobacco distributors across 
New York closed Monday, March 29, 
to enable them to personally express 
their viewpoints to the public as well 
as legislative and other officials.
