Sometimes 
the need is immediate, a desperate 
rush to save lives. It was this kind of 
need that evolved into the historic 
George Harrison -Ravi Shankar benefit 
to save as many lives as possible in the 
wake of the terror of upheaval in East 
Pakistan, the refugees from which 
form one of the sadder moments of 
man's inhumanity to man. 

While the benefit will not mean 
miracles in terms of saving all the 
lives of the victimized Bengalis, it was 
not merely a gesture, but a virtual 
guarantee that at least some lives will 
be saved. And since music and musi- 
cians helped, it is a triumph for both. 
It's good to see music and the people 
who make it offer such assistance. Es- 
pecially in these musical times, when, 
among other things, music often 
preaches the need to love the next 
guy, someone you may not even know. 
How cynical it would be if today's men 
and women of music did not practice 
what their music preaches. While the 
arts have long given of its talent in the 
cause of charity, music today finds it- 
self in comment about the world's 
needs, and unless it meets the occas- 

ions of need, whether those of the des- 
perate kind or those with a less sense 
of urgency about them, its poetry is 
hollow, its intent is a lie. 

Fortunately, many in the world of 
contemporary music have given of 
themselves to do a good deed, 
and rarely is their mission suspect. 
Few, indeed, are those who write 
and perform so movingly who will 
not make themselves available to 
see their vision of a better world take 
another step toward fruition. Cer- 
tainly, this is the case for George Har- 
rison, Ravi Shankar, Ringo Starr, Bob 
Dylan, Leon Russell, Billy Preston, Eric 
Clapton, Badfinger and others who 
worked diligently behind -the -scenes to 
realize this triumph of concern, par- 
ticularly the event's co -producer with 
Harrison, Allen Klein. 

Since this is a world of continuing 
need, there will be other events in 
which members of the musical world 
will be called upon to lend a concrete 
hand. They will be there and their mu- 
sic will entertain as well as enlighten 
and offer aid. Cash Box salutes such 
understanding and display of human- 
ity.

The production, which was pre - 
presented by the Canadian Rock The- 
ater, began performances at the Hil- 
ton International Hotel in Las Vegas 
on July 28, and was halted on July 30 
following Judge Lasker's order. 

In past weeks, numerous unauthor- 
ized productions of the opera have 
been similarly halted through court 
action, the most recent being in Mia- 
mi, Florida. On hearing of this deci- 
sion, Stigwood said: "We have every 
intention of continuing to defend our 
copyrights via the courts, and further 
intend in each case, to press for dam- 
ages as well." 

The authorized concert production 
of "Jesus Christ -Superstar," under 
the supervision of Messrs. Stigwood, 
Webber and Rice is booked for three 
full months. The opera will have its 
Broadway premiere in Oct. at the 
Mark Hellinger Theater. Just recently 
it was announced that the film ver- 
sion, to be released by Universal Pic- 
tures, will be directed by Norman 
Jewison. 

Stills Raises 
$30,000 At 
Anti -Drug Gig 
NEW YORK - Stephen Stills, fresh 
from his sellout concert at New 
York's Madison Square Garden on 
last Friday, July 30, broke all records 
at Meriweather Post Pavillion in 
Washington the next day and raised 
$30,000 for anti -drug organizations in 
the nation's capitol.

A denial of published reports that 
the American Rock Opera Company 
has been granted the right to resume 
its tour of "Jesus Christ Superstar," 
halted by an injunction obtained by 
MCA, was made by John S. Clark, 
litigation counsel for the Robert Stig- 
wood Organization, which is part- 
nered with MCA in the concert tour 
of the rock opera, the Broadway pro- 
duction and the motion picture ver- 
sion. 

Clark called the account of a green 
light being given to the group "er- 
roneous" and said that on July 15th, 
Judge Tom Clark, of the Second Dis- 
trict Court of Appeals in New York, 
had issued an injunction, which is 
still in effect, enjoining the American 
Rock Opera Company from: 

1. "Performing the overall opera 
`Jesus Christ Superstar'. 

2. "Performing songs or excerpts 
from the opera (accompanied by lyr- 
ics in the original work) accompanied 
either by words, pantomime, dance, 
or visual representation of the work 
from which the musical is taken. 

3. "Performing fragments of songs 
or instrumental selections (unaccom- 
panied by lyrics in the original work) 
except in so far as they are instru- 
mentally rendered without words, di- 
alogue, costumes accompanying dra- 
matic action or scenic accessory, and 
are unaccompanied by any stage ac- 
tion or visual representation of the 
work of which such music forms a 
part, and from advertising or in any 
way representing any presentation as 
being from `Jesus Christ Superstar,' 
or any song, instrumental selection or 
excerpt as taken therefrom in whole 
or in part." 

Clark added that in the event of a 
violation of Judge Clark's July 15 
injunction, the American Rock Opera 
Company could expect appropriate le- 
gal proceedings to be taken by the 
Robert Stigwood Organization and 
MCA.

NEW YORK-DAVY JONES: THE HEIGHT OF A MAN'S CAREER IS NOT MEASURED 
BY THE LENGTH OF HIS MONKEE OR REACH FOR THE SKY AND PULL WHAT 
YOU CAN, FOR TOMORROW YOUR HANDS MAY BE BROKEN 

"The only two things I can really do well are entertain and shovel horse shit." 
"I'm an actor by trade, and so The Monkees show was just another performance 
for me, and my bass, just another prop. "I don't mind singing songs like Rainy 
Jane. I just want the people to be able to recognize my voice as they recognized 
Sinatra and Martin." "I hope to be able to stay in the entertainment business 
for another 30 years." 

Once upon a time, Davy Jones was a Monkee. But the days of screaming 
teenyboppers and Marx Brothers antics are long gone. What remains is a sensitive 
young man with a bright outlook towards the future. A future which he hopes 
will return him once again to Broadway and the Silver Screen. 

Davy's career began many years ago with the release of two solo singles, both 
of which did very poorly in America. Whereas most artists would have given up 
all hopes for success, Jones fought back. He was soon to be discovered by 
Bert Schneider, producer of The Monkees TV series who wrote the pilot script 
so'ely for Jones. Having been impressed with Jones' multi talents, Schneider 
decided to create a series based on the lives of two Englishmen and two Ameri- 
cans. As it turned out, Jones was the only Englishmen, which had to be in his 
favor. The scripts were written, the show was cast, The Monkees were hailed 
as a supergroup, and Davy Jones was a bit confused! 

"I never really took The Monkees seriously. I just thought of it as another 
step to further my professional career. There were so many outside influences 
working with the group, that there was very little for us to do. They handed me 
a script, and I acted out the part. Basically, I'm a song and dance man. Michael, 
Peter and Micky took it a bit more seriously. The Monkees had so many writers 
(Tommy Boyce, Bobby Hart, Carole King, Neil Diamond, John Stewart) that we, 
in effect, became puppets. On occasion, we suggested changes in songs, but 
mainly we just did what we were told." 

Bound by contractual obligations, Davy Jones and Micky Dolenz continued 
as the Monkees-very unsuccessfully for almost a year before they disbanded. 
Jones returned to England, to his wife Linda, and to thoughts of the future. 
It was during this time that Jones reaffirmed his need to entertain. 

"I hope to be able to entertain people for the next 30 years. I'd still want to 
record because you can reach millions of people that way, but I feel more at 
home on the stage. It would be great to have a record out and to be appearing 
in a play at the same time, and maybe some day it can happen-but right now, 
I must do everything I can to expand and further my career." 

Thirty years seems like a long time. One can certainly fulfill a lifetime of 
dreaming in those many years. For Davy Jones, the dreams are coming true. 
Slowly, but true nonetheless. The singer, dancer, actor, jockey and husband must 
travel a long, winding road before he will be completely satisfied with himself. 
Right now, Davy Jones is on that road. The road to find out.

HOLLYWOOD-THE BUTLER DID IT 

When Artie Butler walks into a session with one of his own tunes and/or the 
arrangement to go with it, he goes armed with the clear certainty that if his 
music has passed one crucial test, it's going work when he faces the musicians 
on the date. And that is: if it doesn't work at the piano, at home, it won't work 
in the studio. "If the notes don't swing on paper, they won't swing for the 
mikes. The best notes in an arrangement can sometimes be the ones you left 
on the piano." 

Artie Butler, Brooklyn -born and bred, is the writer picked by producer Mike 
Frankovich to score "The Love Machine," from which he's drawn a tune that's 
beginning to get a good deal of play around the country-"Amanda," with 
lyrics by Mark Lindsay (and sung by Dionne Warwicke for Scepter). He's worked 
with Lindsay before, on hits like "Arizona" and "Silverbird," as well as the 
current topper, "Indian Reservation." Artie's credits also include arrangements 
for Joe Cocker ("Feelin' Alright"), Andy Williams ("Love Story"), Janis Ian 
("Society's Child") and Tom Clay (the album built around "What the World 
Needs Now"). 

"Today," he says, "you sometimes find you sit down to write a record, not 
just a song. The song, of course, is ageless. A song lives forever. But while 
you're writing, you tend to listen for the way it's going to sound, for the re- 
cording artist who might sing it. I think it's one big turn -on to write a song and 
then hear a good record on it." 

If you're making you're own record, as Artie has, "coloring in the picture" 
(as he puts it), the kicks can be that much greater. "You can't write a song on 
schedule. An arrangement or orchestration, an under -score for a picture-yes. 
I enjoy film writing a lot, but I really like making records." His first was a side 
for the Jaynets called "Sally Go Round the Roses," for which Artie did the ar- 
rangement and then played all the instruments. It sold very nearly a million. 

Since then Artie Butler has come a long way, and consolidated his views on 
the music business in general: "I think acid rock is on its way out. It's run its 
course. Which is not to say there wasn't a lot of good music in it, but people 
want to hear something different now. In any case it's got to be 'authentic.' The

GOOD 
I've been wanting to write a piece on The Mandrake Memorial for some time 

but, for one reason or another, haven't. And now maybe it's too late. I hope not. 
It's an unfortunate part of our business but it's the rule rather than the ex- 

ception that mediocrity appeals to the masses. So while a thousand so-so groups 
prosper, one of America's finest rock groups fades into oblivion unnoticed. I 

don't blame the public, they're certainly entitled to get off on Dawn, if they 
choose. It's the critical rock establishment, whose rigid views on the origins of 
rock, makes them virtually blind to what a group like Mandrake Memorial are 
doing. 

For those who believe that rock's roots are exclusively in the Blues, well, 
you probably won't dig Memorial, because their music stems from the classical 
and jazz traditions. The group's crowning achievement is their latest (last?) 
album now over a year old entitled "Puzzle," housed in a jacket illustrated on 

inside and out by M. C. Escher, the brilliant graphic artist. The group is a trio, 
Kevin Lally, Randy Monaco, and Craig Anderson although the sounds they 
create have their own orchestral world of color and texture because the music is 

absolutely non -derivative; it's absolutely unique. 
Their songs are as beautiful as their titles: "Earthfriend," "Ocean's Daughter," 

"Volcano," "Whisper Play," "Bucket Of Air." All the tracks are interrelated and 
so merge directly with one another. The musicianship is nothing short of ex- 
quisite, and the production by Ronald Frangipane is brilliantly innovative. For 
anyone seriously interested in music, this is one of the best albums that rock, 
as a genre, has produced. "Puzzle," is on Poppy Records (as are Memorial's 
earlier LP's): PYS-40,006.

Speaking of interviews, British weekly Melody Maker is in the midst of 
a three-parter with Ringo. Helps put a lot of conflicting stories to rest.... Com- 
ing from Elektra in the Fall: "Taupin" lyricist Bernie Taupin's debut album which 
is mainly spoken word (his) with instrumental backing. It succeeds in creating a 

marvelous Lewis Carroll (or Charles Lutwidge Dodgson as his friends liked to call 
him) atmosphere of otherworldliness; a live Judy Collin LP; and a double -record 
set, specially -priced titled "Weird Scenes Inside The Gold Mine."

In production: Carly Simon's second album, produced by Paul Samwell-Smith in 
London.... Atlanta Pop Festival double LP from Columbia seems set after what 
seemed like interminable hassles. It's going to surprise a great many people.... 
Besides sporting a beautiful color cover, Audience's "House On The Hill" (their 
first on Elektra, it's a composite of their first two British LP's) contains some 
interesting music. "Nancy" is so strong that one wonders why it wasn't the set's 
kick-off track ("Indian Summer" is disappointing). Howard Werth has a great 
voice, and he does a remarkably accurate impersonation of Van Morrison (circa 
Them days) on "I Had A Dream." At first I thought "I Put A Spell On You" a

subsequently plunged into that bottomless pit of total obscurity. Miss Weber's 
final recording for Columbia was, incidentally, titled "Gone." An epitaph. 

The last we heard, Weber was working somewhere in Jersey as a librarian. 
Twice divorced, still hoping for a comeback. Where is she today? 

A few weeks back, in this space, we lumped her name with the Pony Tails 
and Micki Marlo as among the "what-ever-happened-to's" of our industry. It 

was this reference, we assume, that prompted a letter, purportedly from Miss 
Weber, that arrived on our desk this morning. It reads: 

"Dear Mr. Geller, I've just about had it. Can you imagine yourself with enough 
sensitivity to be hurt, re -hurt and hurt again by snide reference after snide ref- 

erence to the one thing that follows you wherever you travel down life's highway 
-your name? 

"You have continued to use my good name as a 'hook' for some of your 
allegedly nostalgic humor in that so called 'column' you turn out. Over and over 
I see myself teamed with hussys like Norma Tanega, Micki Marlo, Cathy Carr, 
the Singing Nun and others as you continue to make fun of the older hit makers. 
Why do you do this, Mr. Geller? Why do you find it necessary to gain personal 
sadistic satisfaction by holding me up to ridicule? I ain't got no satisfaction 
when I see myself repeatedly scandalized in this manner! 

"Let me just say that as an upstanding member of the community, gold star 
mother, community chest door-to-door collector, league of women voters council 
member and swinging -husband -wife -swapping valley housewife, I think I've had 
it up to here! Please refrain from using my name in vain, or I will have to take 
legal action. There must be plenty of mileage you can get from Priscilla Wright! 

"Yours for a lot more Jesus and a whole lot less rock & roll." 
It's signed "Joan Weber (Mrs. C. Lemoine Blanchard)" and postmarked 

Granada Hills, Calif. 
Hopefully, one of these years, we'll be hearing from the authentic, original, 

real Miss Joan Weber. Offering still another excuse for a sulking, sorrow -sobbing 
sojourn down cobwebbed corridors convoking Ceratosiad celebrities. If not, there 
is still Don Rondo, Jimmy Bowen, the Champs, Patty McCormack, Sandy Stewart, 
Betty Madigan, the Dandleers, Joy Harmon, Erin O'Brien, Robin Luke, Eileen 
Rodgers, the Kalin Twins, Jerry Fuller, Pat Suzuki, Art Lund, Augie Rios, Tab and 
Ivory Joe Hunter, June and Rudy Vali, The Four Lads, Preps and Aces, Edgar and 
Polly Bergen. Next week-the sodden saga of Edmundo Ros! harvey geller

The Who 

FORREST HILLS, NY - Just what 
is a "rain or shine" concert? It 
doesn't have any unusual meaning 
when the sun is out. but when it 
poured as it did last Thursday night, 
it comes to mean delay upon delay 
and a potentially uptight situation 
for everyone concerned. 

Most of the audience came prepared 
with umbrellas, while others made a 
dash for the concession stand to pick 
up a box or two for shelter from the 
elements. Of course the best shelter 
came from The Who themselves in a 
set which proved that lightning can 
be seen as just another lightshow 
when the right group is on the 
boards. 

The numbers ranged from old Who 
stand-bys like "Can't Explain," "My 
Generation" and "Substitute" to quite 
a large number of debut tunes from 
their new Decca LP, "Who's Next." 
One in particular, "Behind Blue 
Eyes" was given a rather lengthy, 
almost apologetic introduction which 
ended with, "But it doesn't really 
matter `cause you haven't heard it yet 
anyway." In the tradition of the visu- 
al jukebox, the crowd greeted "Pin- 
ball Wizard" and "See Me, Feel Me, 
Touch Me". 

The theatrical elements of the even- 
ing, Roger Daltry's mike -spinning 
and Peter Townshend's quickie two- 
steppin' have been much imitated of 
late by groups with far less musical 
ability. But they are meaningless 
without the music, and that's what 
15,000 got soaked for. r.a. 

Faces/Deep Purple 
LONG BEACH ARENA - About a 
year ago, in an interview, Rod Ste- 
wart told me that he didn't believe in 
playing to giant crowds. Well, his 
views have since changed. He and the 
Faces have become more and more 
popular, and able to get higher and 
higher prices. So, they've made the 
same move everybody else has. The 
benefits are questionable. A lot of 
intimacy is lost when playing to (in 
this case) about 15,000 people. 

Not that the Faces weren't good. 
They were a little out of tune, and 
Stewart wasn't in peak vocal form. 
But they were still miles ahead of the 
average band and certainly gave fans 
their money's worth. Their set in- 
cluded most of the old favorites like 
"Three Button Hand Me Down." "It's 
All Over Now," "Around the Plynth" 
and "Had Me a Real Good Time," 
plus occasional surprises like Stewart 
and Ronnie. Lane's duettine of the old 
Everly Brothers' tune "When Will I 
Be Loved." 

Second -billed was another Warner 
Bros. act, Deep Purple. The group has 
a certain amount of charm, and they 
certainly please their audience. But 
what that charm (and who their audi- 
ence) might be for the most part es- 
capes me. Deep Purple shows occa- 
sional evidence of ability at their in- 
struments, but seem to be aiming at a 
sort of 1967 psychedelia. 

Lead singer Ian Gillan specializes 
in a blood -curdling, ear -piercing yell, 
which he uses at seemingly every 
opportunity. Guitarist R i t i c h i e 
Blackmore was similarly interested 

- more in noise than in music. By con- 
trast, organist Jon Lord,. bassist Rog- 
er Glover and drummer Ian Pace 
seemed almost sedate. 

A word about the Long Beach 
Arena-it is more and more obviously 
the worse place in town to give a 
concert. Security is both lax and 
uninformed. The crowd was loud and 
obnoxious, crowding the aisles, until 
Rod Stewart came on stage and 
calmed them down. These are the con- 
ditions that lead to riots. There has 
been trouble of one sort or another at 
the last several concerts there; the 
promoters should know better by 
now.

Stephen Stills 
MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC - Ah, the marvels of the electronic 
generation! Television has really 
prepared them; and taught them well. 
Erect two giant closed-circuit TV 
screens (provided by Joshua Televi- 
sion), add Stephen Stills in three mu- 
sical guises (rock band, acoustic, rock 
band plus the Memphis Horns which 
Stills kept referring to as "The Big 
Band.") and when he says something 
`cute'; (pointing to guitar) "These 
here are the dang knobs, these here 
are the wures; when you turn the 
dang knobs, it tightens the wures," 
they laugh. 

Musically one found the band fine, 
and indeed, it was band members 
`Fuzzy' Samuels (bass) and especially 
Dallas Taylor (drums) who saved the 
evening from total boredom. They 
were consistently sharp -edged and in- 
teresting to watch, even when the 
Stephen Stills Music trailed off into 
sameness. 

But Stills' real mistake came in the 
acoustic segment, which seemed a de- 
liberate attempt to outdo Neil 
Young's live act and that, surely, is 
something Stills can never do. Most 
embarassing of all was Stills' lengthy 
raps between songs. Here was a man 
putting on an act that had the 
mechanical precision and unabashed 
slickness of a Las Vegas revue, and 
he continues to tell the audience how 
he left L.A. because "of all the jive" 
to move to the Rocky Mountains 
"where everyone helps one another." 
And to prove it all he introduces his 
down -home -funky friend whom he 
met there, Stephen Frumholtz, who 
then proceeds to give us another 
dose of the "danged knobs and 
wures" routine. It was all too much, 
this deliberate talking down to the 
audience. The last acoustic number, 
"49 Bye Byes" let Stills give the most 
incredibly simplistic pseudo -political 
talk that had no place in a concert. 
But the crowd ate it up and that, in 
itself, is an even sadder fact of rock 
life. 

The closing third of the concert 
featured the band with the Memphis 
Horns, playing, for the most part, 
tracks from the "Stephen Still 2" al- 
bum. They're a fine tight octet that, 
for the first few numbers at least, 
brought power and cohesiveness to 
the tunes. But after that, it became 
apparent that the horn arrangements 
were precisely the same for each 
number, ending with a short horn 
r;ff being repeated over and over to 
"build excitement." It was all so well 
rehearsed that everyone seemed more 
to go through their required paces 
rather than playing free music. 

I'm sorry, but I'd rather hear my 
music live. e.v.I. 

The Mother/Brothers/ 
Baldry/LaBelle Show 

TOWN HALL, NYC - The War- 
ner/Reprise promotional touring show 
sold out here. Small wonder, as 
tickets went for $2.50 for a long, 
long night of entertainment. WPLJ's 
John Zacherle threw some spare 
change and a banana into the crowd 
to start the night off. Only the ba- 
nana came back. 

First on stage were the Doobie 
Brothers. You must say they have a 
lot of effort to expend, but the act 
emerges loud and undistinguished. 
While the drum solo received a stand- 
ing ovation, the rest of the band 
hardly deserved an oh. Despite what 
the Doobies do, they are bound to 
remain musical strangers in the night 
to the vast majority of record 
buyers. Umph can only go so far. 

When power is coupled with a dis- 
tinctive sound, as was the case with 
LaBelle, then you've got something. 
Patti La Belle and two original Blue - 
belles have learned a lot from their 
recent years singing back-up vocals

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC-Remember that girl? Looking in her 
eyes, locked in the cyclic struggle of commitment and re-emergence, rain - 
washed windows waver and smoke, buildings no longer exist, trees and sky 
fade from memory as entropy takes control and the world blurs and tears- 
ripping, ripping-grey and fragmentary, as the golden time sparks and bursts 
and fills the darkness, terrifying in its infinite power, awesome in its exquisite 
beauty ... catch that time, hold it close to you, cherish it because it makes 
life worth living .. . ... time never stops, events pass, as all things must, but their ghosts live 
on, beacons bright and shining, encased in our brain and bone, moments to

Music begins very slowly, hesitant and tentative, until . wherever it was, 
suddenly they were there and music flowed and grew and ended and the ap- 
plause began .. . 

stage darkened, they showed the film, then. To remind us why we were 
there, why Ravi came to George and asked this favor. "You have the power, 
my friend; please use it. Play for them and they will come." The film of 
Bangla Desh moved us, stayed with us, as spectres should .. . 

and the moment of pure courage has arrived; how hard it must have 
been, that moment endless and breathless, to take the stage knowing that 
everything, everything was riding on your voice; how unutterably sweet, 
then, was George's triumph as the band swung into "Wah Wah," and he began 
to sing and there it was, so simple, the man, the individual, his music playing, 
soaring, unstoppable, with everyone grinning, Ringo and Billy Preston and 
Eric Clapton and Klaus Voorman and Badfinger and the horns and singers 
too numerous to mention, why even Leon Russell's face held the ghost of a 
smile . 
. . . "My Sweet Lord," "Awaiting On You All," they slipped on by, each 
more incredible than the next, the ears literally straining greedily to soak 
up every tone -overtone -vibration and, this is very important, it wasn't Harri- 
son's presence that we applauded so wildly and it wasn't his songs in them- 
selves, either, but this thought, that made our pulses race, our minds boggle: 
here was a man, one of literally only a handful, who has been directly respon- 
sible for radically changing not only rock music as a genre within the totality 
of Music as a whole, (giving it a great deal of its validity as an art form,) 
but much of the world outside the scope of rock. Here he was, playing his 
music and it was absolutely beautiful .. . 

spot swings to organ. Preston grins, as he and band launch themselves at 
"That's The Way God Planned It," he sings and plays, and then begins to 
dance across the stage, clapping infectiously, huge honest applause, well 
deserved . 

spot swings to drums, and, lifting his drumsticks high above him, Ringo 
begins "It Ain't Easy," as audience thunders. He stood as it ended, genuinely 
pleased at the crowd's reaction .. . 

. "While My Guitar Gently Weeps" was George's only concession to his 
earlier writing, an unbelieveable choice, rich and warm and satisfying ... it 
merged into Harrison's duet with Leon on "Beware Of Darkness," a song from 
"All Things Must Pass," that has become, on Russell's latest LP, his most 
interesting recorded track. Their voices blended perfectly .. . 

. the band walked off, leaving George and Leon to back up Bob Dylan, 
walking on stage with no fanfare or introduction. Looking much as he did, 
six years ago, with acoustic guitar and mouth harp, Bob breezed through 
some of his earlier work, "A Hard Rain Is Gonna Fall." Blowin' In The Wind" 
(so apt for the occasion), "Mr. Tambourine Man," and "Just Like A Woman." 
On the last number George and Leon's voices joined his on the chorus in 
harmony and off he walked .. . 

the band returned for "Here Comes The Sun," "Something" (on which 
George took the only guitar lead of the evening), and "Thank you, goodnight," 
he said and they disappeared. Stunned silence and then twenty thousand 
"More!" They returned for a roaring, exhilarating version of "Bangla Desh" 
and suddenly the stage was empty; the air hanging heavy with feelings-the 
euphoria was tangible . . . ... it lasted well into mornings stretching gratefully away ... e.v.I. 

for. just about everybody (most re- 
cently for Laura Nyro's upcoming 
Columbia album). When they inter- 
pret "Get Off My Cloud," or "You've 
Got A Friend," they bring new life 
and sounds to tunes that could not 
have been handled by most and still 
compare favorably to the originals. 
"Say It Again" and "Take Me To The 
Pilot" brought well -deserved and vo- 
cal praise from the crowd. With a 
strong r&b as well as underground 
following guaranteed, this is indeed a 
trio about to bust out. Patti is all 
that's good about Aretha and Diana 
Ross, yet still uneffected enough not 
to be dazzled by the spotlight. 

Personal biases will out. About 
three-quarters of the audience came 
to see Tracy Nelson and Mother 
Earth while the remaining quarter 
just simply read their Village Voice 
or slipped out the door. As an avid 
fan for a long time, I was far from 
disappointed with their set and espe- 
cially on their stand-bys like "Down 
So Low" and "Mother Earth." they 
seemed more animated than ever. Al- 
though the entire band works as a 
unit rather than a bunch of soloists, 

the keyboard work of Andy McMa- 
hon must be singled out as just short 
of unworldly. Tunes from their new 
LP also went down well: "Tempta- 
tion Took Control" and "The Sky's 
About To Cry" among them. And 
Tracy is a most underrated female 
vocalist. 

Their music is totally their own 
and if some folks can't get into 
something that doesn't fit a clear-cut 
category, it's only their loss. Sooner 
or later, the group will get the mass 
recognition they deserve. 

As for Long John Baldry, it would 
seem that the legend has outrun the 
music. A blond Tom Jones on stilts 
could have easily done his whole act 
with little effort, given that Tom 
could simulate a frog in his throat 
effectively. John cuts a very strong 
figure on stage, but his uninspired 
homage to blues and rock 'n roll just 
does not sit well with those who have 
experienced the real thing. Perhaps 
the years in which he was passing as 
a straight pop star have taken their 
toll. But charisma is a strange and 
wonderful thing in itself and it's 
quite enough for the faithful. r.a.

The 99p price tag will be retained 
for sampler albums only, and the first 
will be "Country Comfort," scheduled 
for Oct. release and featuring Hank 
Williams Jr. and Conway Twitty 
among others. Harrold also gave de- 
tails of a promotional campaign 
being mounted around German band- 
leader James Last, who is touring 
the UK in October. Harrold stated 
that Last is "a household name" 
across the European mainland, but is 
scarcely known in Britain, and the 
promotion drive will seek to rectify 
this situation. There will be four new 
Last albums released in the fall on 
record and in musicassette form, and 
the major effort will be placed behind 
"Last Of Old England," an album of 
British material which he has specifi- 
cally recorded for the UK market. 

A single "Music From Across The 
Way" will be released to coincide 
with the tour, and it will be in a 
special bag listing Last's itinerary 
and giving details of the "Old En- 
gland" LP. A sixteen -page four-color 
leaflet encompassing his complete rec- 
ord repertoire will be circulated to 
retail outlets, and form the nucleus of 
the souvenir programs on sale at his 
concerts. Handbills and posters are 
also being prepared, and the World 
Record Club will mail a quarter of a 
million flexi-disks publicising the six - 
LP boxed set of Last repertoire which 
it has released. 

EMI is nlanning a multi -million 
property development in the Totten- 
ham Court Road area of London, 
comprising over 150,000 square feet 
of offices, studios, stores, cinemas, 
bars, residential accommodation and 
car parking facilities. EMI, which al- 
ready holds an office development 
permit, has lodged its outline plan- 
ning application with the Westmin- 
ster and Camden local authorities. If 
the scheme materializes successfully, 
EMI will centralize its entire oper- 
ation in the office section of the plan, 
and will dispose of the eleven differ- 
ent London buildings now housing its 
various branches. 

Jack Heath, managing director of 
RCA's publishing arm Sunbury Music 
in the UK, and his son Andrew, who 
was professional manager, have left 
the company after several weeks of 
rumors forecasting such a develop- 
ment. RCA record division managing 
director Ken Glancy stated that Heath 
had elected to take an early retire- 
ment before next January, when he 
reaches the age of 65. No exact rea- 
son was given for the double depar- 
ture, but the same rumors suggested 
disagreement over policy matters. 
Glancy denied that Sunbury's British 
operation was being closed down, and 
promised details of an expansion pro- 
gram, including the naming of new 
managerial staff, later in the year. 
Meanwhile the company will be run 
by copyright and royalty manager 
Sunny Damley at its Derby Street 
offices near the RCA headquarters in 
Curzon Street. Heath, a veteran of 
British music publishing, has been a 
staffman and executive with Boosey 
and Hawkes, Campbell Connelly, 
Good Music and Millwick Music over 
the past forty years, and said that he 
intends to remain in the business in 
some capacity or other. His son An- 
drew, who worked for Planetary Nom 

and Robert Stigwood's publishing 
arm prior to joining his father at 
Sunbury, has already secured another 
publishing post with an unnamed 
company. His brother Geoff is chief 
of the ATV Kirshner publishing 
group. 

Chess, Westbound, Janus and GRT 
repertoire will be distributed in the 
UK by Philips following a long-term 
pact reached between Chess/Janus 
president Marvin Schlacter and Phil- 
ips Records UK managing director 
Fred Marks. The first release under 
the deal is set for next month, and 
will include Etta James, Muddy 
Waters, The Dells, a Charlie Parker 
memorial concert album, Rotary Con- 
nection, Funkadelic, Ramsey Lewis, 
Bo Diddley, Howlin' Wolf, Shirley 
Scott, Detroit Emeralds and Chuck 
Berry. Marks commented: "We intend 
to exploit the catalog in depth-much 
of this fabulous repertoire has not 
been available here before-and it 
will find an eager and growing mar- 
ket." 

Ian Smithers and Johnny Jones, 
who head the progressive/under- 
ground department of the Manage- 
ment Agency and Music organization, 
are lining up some top American tal- 
ent for British appearances in the 
fall. The artists include Tom Paxton, 
Velvet Underground, Al Kooper and 
Freeway, who will visit in October or 
November, and Poco, Cactus, Hot 
Tuna, John Sebastian, and Leonard 
Cohen are being set for 1972. Making 
the reverse trip in October and 
November will be Deep Purple, Ash- 
ton Gardner Dyke and Co., Keef Har- 
tley, Dave Edmunds, the Moody Blues 
and Hardin and York.

British Sales, 
Production 
Gained In April 
LONDON - British record produc- 
tion and sales in April of this year 
showed an increase on the correspon- 
ding month of 1970. The total 
pressed was 9,455,000, a climb of 4%, 
with LP's up by 10% at 5,506,000, but 
singles dipping by 4% to 3,947,000. 
The total value of disk sales in April 
was £3.3 million, an increase of 5% on 
the preceding year, with UK sales 
climbing by 12% to £3,251,000, but ex- 
ports slumping by 23% to £472,000. 
Despite this latter setback, the export 
results for the first four months of 
this year reveal a 3% increase on 
those for the same period in 1970.

The Stampeders have only been 
trying for seven years but they've 
finally broken through the apathy of 
those in control of this country's suc- 
cess in the world disk market. 
"Sweet City Woman is being pro- 
grammed by almost every MOT, 
MOR and country radio station in 
the nation, and it has shown extraor- 
dinary moves up the Cash Box 100. 
Mel Shaw, who has been a believer in 
the group since he first began manag- 
ing them, seven years ago, has been 
responsible for much of the success 
of the three man recording unit. They 
are now close to certifying for Cana- 
dian Gold with this single as well as 
their album "Against The Grain" 
which includes their current hit. They 
release on their own label, Music 
World Creations in Canada and on 
Bell in the U.S. 

The Poppy Family are back on the 
international scene and it's only taken 
them eight months. "Where Evil 
Grows" on the London label, has been 
up and down the charts for the past 
six months, never showing as a sig- 
nificant hit. Now, it has entered the 
Cash Box 100 at the same time it has 
become a top ten item across Canada. 
London's promotion team, under Mike 
Doyle, can take much credit for this 
long delayed action. 

The Five Man Electrical Band has 
made phenominal strides up the 
charts in spite of what looks like a 
lack of interest by their label. This 
Ottawa group, like The Stampeders, 
has been around for seven years, and 
have been able to survive the short 
changing they have experienced from 
an immature industry. The next few 
months should tell the real story of 
The Five Man Electrical Band. 

Capitol's pride and joy, Anne Mur- 
ray, has moved back into prominence 
once again after being cooled some - 
ghat by overexposure. Capitol (Can- 

ada) flew Brian Aherne into Holly- 
wood to take advantage of Miss Mur - 
ray's West Coast appearance and to 
cut a session while she was there. 
Result has been a rush release of a 
Paul Williams penning of "Talk It 
Over In The Morning". Capitol's ini- 
tial pressing was unusually large to 
begin with but because of the instant 
reaction of Canadian programmers, 
rackers and dealers, Arnold Gose- 
wich, president of the Canadian op- 
eration, has ordered a second press- 
ing of 20,000 copies. The label's next 
hot chart potential, Pepper Tree have 
just completed their session at RCA's 
Toronto studios under the direction of 
Nimbus's Jack Richardson. A single 
is expected within the next few weeks. 

Ampex have moved deeper into the 
Cancon race and a release by Young 
that is showing early indications of 
making it. "Let It Pour" is the side 
which was produced in Toronto by 
John Driscoll with Joe Pariselli as ex- 
ecutive producer. Ampex is also dis- 
tributing Yukon's initial single re- 
lease "Understanding Is Sorrow" on 
the Sussex label. 

Wes Dakus, one time Canadian disc 
star, is the new manager of Brahman, 
who have just completed their album 
session in Chicago for release on the 
Mercury label, London in Canada. The 
group is based in Vancouver and will 
shortly be the object of a large pro- 
motion push to get them off the 
ground in both Canada and the U.S. 

The Creamcheeze Good Time Band, 
who hail from Perth County, dis- 
played their talents at a special 
Grumbles' Coffee House night. They 
have released their first album on the 
Dominion label and Terry Regan, 
from Dominion, is currently getting 
together a large sized promotion 
push for the young and highly tal- 
ented group.

000 mark after only one week. This 
means the LP also has qualified for a 
Gold Record award. The next few 
days will see Daddy Cool arriving 
Stateside for their appearance at Hol- 
lywood's Whisky A Go Go; in doing 
so they become the first Aussie rock 
group to be booked directly into a 
major U.S. club. 

Philips Records here are prominent 
with a batch of local releases headed 
by by the soundtrack of the movie 
"Nickel Queen" with music by Sydney 
resident Sven Libaek. Alan Shepherd 
from the label reports strong action 
on the new single by Tin Tin "Is That 
The Way". Tin Tin consist of two 
Aussie boys working in England, 
Steve Groves and Steve Kepner. 

Festival here recently played host 
to the Bee Gees who did absolutely 
fantastic business on concert dates 
across Australia. The boys were sup- 
ported by a large orchestra, choir, in 
fact the works. It all resulted in the 
most successful pop appearance in a 
long time. Festival meanwhile contin- 
ue the big push with local singles by 
Issy Dy, Hazel Phillips, Chain, 
Kahvas Jute and local dj Donnie Su- 
therland. The label has also gained 
exclusive release rights to England's 
Transatlantic label with six initial al- 
bum releases. 

Nancy Wilson has completed a suc- 

cessful stint at Sydney's Silver Spade 
in the Chevron Hotel. The hotel is the 
main outlet in the harbour city for 
visiting disk names. 

Castle Music Pty, Ltd; has acquired 
the sole Australasian rights to 
Charles Hansen Publications and the 
David/Micky Most Music Publishing 
Company, Rak Publishing Ltd. 

Many of the most successful Aussie 
disks come out of the Bill Armstrong 
Studios in Melbourne. One such rec- 
ord is Dig Richard's debut single for 
RCA, "A Little Piece Of Peace" which 
is the first single to be recorded on 
the studios new 16 -track equipment. 
Dig was one of this country's first 
teen stars back in the '50's. 

RCA also have out what must be 
one of the most unusual singles ever 
made in this country. Its "Gurindji 
Blues" by aboriginal singer, 23 year 
old Galarrwuy Yunupingu who also 
features on the instrument, the 
Didgeridoo. The disk was released on 
behalf of two aboriginal tribes in 
Arnhem Land to spotlight their 
efforts to gain legal ownership of 
their tribal lands in the Northern 
Territory. 

Fourth Media Management have 
formed a nation-wide Rock Concert 
Club with five concerts planned for a 
yearly membership of $9.95.

NAMA Vending Survey Shows 
Sales Up In 6 of 10 Co.'s 
CHICAGO - Six out of 10 vending 
and food service management firms 
had increased sales during the first 
five months of 1971, while four out 
of ten reported increased net profits, 
according to a nationwide member 
survey conducted by N A M A. 

Total sales for the five -month pe- 
riod, compared with the same period 
last year, rose in 58.7 percent of the 
companies, declined in 22.8 percent 
and remained even in 18.5 percent of 
the responding companies. Net profits 
rose for 44.5 percent of the companies, 
declined for 36.3 percent and remained 
even for 19.2 percent. 

Those companies reporting im- 
proved sales averaged an increase of 

14.3 percent and those reporting a 
decline averaged an 11.3 percent 
drop. Of the companies reporting in- 
creased sales, 69.4 percent credited 
increased vending prices for part of 
the rise. 

The survey also shows that total 
1971 sales are expected to rise over 
the 1970 total by 63 percent of the 
respondents, and remain even by 18.1 
percent. A drop in sales is expected 
by 18 percent of the companies. 

The report is broken down into 10 
regions. It compares first quarter 
sales, first five months sales, effect of 
price increases, five months net profit 
and sales forecast for 1971. 

EDITORIAL: 
What Price Good Will 

"Good will", that almost intangible factor which 
binds location and operator together, has often proven 
a most difficult thing to put a price on during negotia- 
tions for the purchase of any route operation. After 
the market value of the route equipment is added to 
a projection of collections over X number of years, how 
much extra is the operator entitled to for the good 
will he's built up with his customers? 

There are really no universal figures on the worth 
of location good will and secular prices are usually 
negotiated between buyer and seller before the sale 
of each individual route. The buyer is aware that once 
he takes over, it's his job to keep the good will ball 
rolling in the locations, especially at the stops not 
secured by contracts. Should the relationship of any 
said location with the former operator be predicated 
solely upon friendship, the new operator must beware 
of taking on what could turn into a "lame duck" loca- 
tion. In short, when a bar owner is only staying with 
an operator for friendship reasons, always refusing 
lucrative advances from competing operators, what 
chance does the new operator have of keeping that 
spot now that the friend is out of the picture? 

These are fears which only find their answer in the 
test of time. Sure, the easy way is to demand that the 
former operator stay on the job for a year or so after 
the sale. But the independent op who may have "sale" 
in the back of his mind today, in lieu of retirement 
tomorrow, should consider steps now that will bend 
location good will toward the company and away from 
himself personally. And the best way to accomplish 
this is thru visibly professional route service accom- 
plished by visibly professional route employees . . 

and by securing as many "transferable" contracts with 
route stops as possible. 

Let's create an analogy. There's a "mama and 
papa" grocery store down the street which enjoyed 
brisk neighborhood trade over the years, until a big 
supermarket moved into the area. After a while, the 
bulk of the grocer's business comes from "customer - 
friends" who come by from habit and because they 
know mama and papa. The store may continue to do 
a good amount of business but what happens when 
they sell to new owners? Often, it's disaster. 

The trick for operators then, is not to run a "mama 
and papa route". Sure, personal, friendly relations 
with locations is important but it can cripple the selling 
value of the route if these relations supercede the 
quality of the service. Your route should be identified 
first and foremost as a company, and only secondly as 
your company. 

Lots of ops have built fine routes by keeping tight 
with their locations, to be sure, but today's faster - 
paced, extremely competitive trade, calls for a dif- 
ferent approach. We must realize there are new people, 
big money people, actively searching out locations and 
routes in the music and games field. When they can't 
"buy" a spot away they'll start thinking of buying your 
whole route. Make sure you have your paperwork in 
order, both to protect your holdings and, in case you 
might be coaxed into selling, to get a better price.
