Publishing & Labels: 
A Complex Relationship 

The relationship between music 
publishing and recordings is a study 
of interesting contradictions. On one 
hand, the bonds between the two 
seem to loosen; and on the other 
hand, they get stronger. 

Publishing today is not merely an 
effort to sign writers and hope that 
as a result a strong catalog of im- 
portant copyrights is established. With 
the emergence and the self-sustaining 
act who writes as well as performs, 
it's an effort that requires an in- 
ternalization of one's publishing or- 
ganization. It involves less of an effort 
to continually contact recording com- 
panies, but more of an effort to con- 
cern oneself with an artist's talent -on- 
stage as well as his talent -on -a -lead 
sheet. Yet, many publishers are draw- 
ing closer to the disk end of things by 
either entering into indie production 
or forming a label within their pub- 
lishing organization. 

In recent years, on the other hand, 
labels have pulled closer to publishing 
interests. This has been achieved by 
moving into the publishing scene for 

the first time or greatly strengthening 
existing publishing units. This is also 
a realization of today's facts of life. 
Labels, existing virtually on the efforts 
of indie producers who control artists 
and, in one way or another, the mate- 
rial that's recorded, are out to obtain 
a greater share of the income on suc- 
cessful product. 

There are also many long estab- 
lished publishing houses who have de- 
veloped contemporary writers who per- 
form for major labels. So while the 
demand for standards owned by these 
firms is down, a vital relationship of 
another sort fills the vacuum. 

And, as a final note, there is some 
evidence that the business is loosen- 
ing up somewhat in the use of copy- 
rights over a wider spread of talent, 
even among those who pen their own 
material. 

It all adds up to a complex liaison 
between two major music business en- 
tities which, at one time, had a distinct 
separation of functions. But, nothing 
is ever as simple as it once was, no 
matter where you turn to.

Bell Aids Talent Mgmt 
wi`Talent Guidance' Man 
NEW YORK -- With the difficulty of 
breaking through and sustaining hit 
acts today, there is a growing in- 
volvement on the part of many labels 
with the non -recording side of the 
careers of their key artists. In some 
cases, this has taken the form of di- 
rect subsidies for personal appearance 
tours, guarantees to promoters and 
club owners of advertising and public- 
ity, underwriting the cost of publici- 
ty, instruments and transportation. 
Bell Records says it's gone a step 
further. Label chief Larry Uttal has 
added the services of Bobby Brenner, 
vet talent agent, to the Bell team as a 
special consultant for talent 
guidance. 

Two Examples Cited 

The function of the Bell "talent 
guidance" team was demonstrated in 
the case of the ,Stampeders, the Cana- 
dian group who burst on the music 
scene with their "Sweet City Woman" 
single and album. Iry Biegel, vice 
president and general manger of Bell, 
and Brenner flew up to Canada with 
Sol Shapiro, head of the variety de- 
partment of the William Morris 
Agency to meet the group, talk with 
their manager Mel Shaw, see the

Stampeders perform and assist the 
act and their manager in planning the 
right moves and direction they should 
take. The result was that even before 
the record started its race up the 
charts, the agency was in action on 
the group, and into a program to 
make them a major attraction with 
staying power.

Acts Feeling Vibrations Of 
Impact Of Video Cartridge 
Acts Plan Moves 
NEW YORK - The predicted impact 
of home audio -video tape recording 
has already sent advance vibrations 
to alert musicians such as B. B. King, 
Frank Zappa, Ten Years After and 
Jethro Tull. 

Audio-visual record and playback 
units designed for consumer budgets 
and needs should be ready by mid - 
1972. While the consumer will need a 
new unit in addition to his tv, stereo, 
phonograph and tape deck, the per- 
former will need an entirely new set 
of rules. 

"Just remember what happened to 
the silent screen stars when talkies 
came in.

Columbia Court Action In 

Missouri On 23 Re: Pirating 
NEW YORK - Columbia Records 
has obtained a temporary restraining 
order in the Circuit Court of St. 
Louis County prohibiting 23 defen- 
dants located throughout Missouri 
from manufacturing and/or selling pi- 
rated tapes. 

The defendants are required to ap- 
pear before Circuit Judge George W. 
Lloyd on Dec. 2 to show cause why 
an injunction should not be entered 
against them. Of the 23 defendants, 
five are manufacturers and 19 are re- 
tailers. Columbia's attorney, Alan 
Kohn of Kohn, Shands & Gianoulak- 
is, St. Louis, stated that most of the 
defendants have been served with the 
Restraining Order and a few have 
already indicated that they have per- 
manently discontinued the sale of the 
pirated product. 

The six manufacturing defendants

The latter composition 
has received over 600 recordings to 
its credit. "Up, Up And Away" was 
also winner of the Grammy Award in 
1967 as Best Single of the Year and 
Best Song of the Year. 

The complete catalog also contains 
the score to the TV series "Then 
Came Bronson," which includes the 
hit song "Long, Lonesome Highway," 
written by James Hendricks. Other 
material by Hendricks includes "Sum- 
mer Rain" and "Look To You Soul," 
both of which have been recorded by 
Rivers. 

The Fifth Dimension has already 
recorded 23 songs in the catalog, in- 
cluding five in their current album 
"Fifth Dimension Live," and three in 
their newly -released "Reflections" al- 
bum. 

In total, there are over 200 songs in 
the catalog, over 90% of which have 
been recorded. The most current ex- 
ample of this type of coverage is the 
Glenn Campbell and Anne Murray 
version of "By The Time I Get To 
Phoenix."

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Revelation Readies First LPs, ' Steinberg Seeks To Double 
Rock 'Messiah' Via Butler Mercury Sales Over 2 Years 
HOLLYWOOD - Michael Butler, the 
man who produced "Hair" in this 
country and virtually every major 
world capital, is obviously not one to 
rest on his laurels. With Red Shep- 
ard, the star of "Hair" on both 
coasts, he has formed a new record 
company, along with publishing sub- 
sidiaries, and already has two albums 
ready for immediate release and at 
least two in the wings. 

Revelation's first release will be the 
Galt MacDermot's Mass in F, record- 
ed live at the Cathedral of St. John 
the Devine in New York. This album 
will be distributed by RCA, by prior 
agreement. 

The second, for which distribution 
has yet to be worked out (pending an 
independent deal for all Revelation 
product), is a rock version of Han- 
del's "Messiah." It will undoubtedly 
stand comparison with a soon -to -be - 
released "Messiah" updated by David 
Axelrod (Cash Box, Nov. 6). 

The Revelation "Messiah," produced 
by Shepard and Michael Shields, was 
finished last week. Recorded here 
at United Recording Corporation's 
Studio A, it calls for a chorus of 32 
mixed voices and an orchestra of 54, 
including pipe organ-in this case, 
the organ of the First Baptist Church 
of Pasadena, 22 miles away, in a re- 
mote pickup via telephone lines. For 
the first time on the West Coast, MCI 
24 -track equipment was used for the 
recording, which will be released in 
quadrasonic formats as well as ste- 
reo. The album should reach stores 
well before Christmas, probably 
around Dec. 1. A concert performance 
shortly thereafter, at the Dorothy 
Chandler Pavilion in Los Angeles, is 
being planned. 

`Spiritual Trip' 
While Butler and Shepard formed 

their record company because they 
both wanted to "take the spirit and 
the feeling of `Hair' and continue it 
without the confines of the theatre," 
Shepard told Cash Box last week that 
for his part Revelation grew out of 
"the spiritual trip we're all on" and 
that his "Messiah" was a logical ex- 
tension of it-"a church trip that 
began when I used to sing Handel's 
music as a kid." 

Said Shepard further, "I don't 
know whether Jesus was in fact the 
Messiah or just another human being 
no different from other human 
beings, but it is important that we 
follow His teachings and try to be 
happy and together and united as one 
in our basic understanding of God. 
I've tried to express these feelings in 
this rock version of Handel's 'Messi- 
ah,' to convey that idea of one-ness 
among people. 

"You ought to have seen, as we got 
further into the sessions, how all the 
egos involved began to fall into it- 
how, as people are creating, the posi- 
tive force that's in them can bring 
about that one-ness." 

Shepard, Belling 

The result of those sessions is a 
45 -minute work embodying ten titles 
from the Handel oratorio and rang- 
ing in style from hard rock to gospel 
and blues, and even a touch of Paul 
Whiteman. The arranger -conductor is 
Andy Belling. Following release of 
this "Messiah," Butler has scheduled 
an album by a Seattle groupcalled 
Joshua. Lead singer Les Carlen and 
lead guitarist Mike Elliot are both 
part of the in-house "family." Carlsen 
played the role of Claude in the tour- 
ing company of "Hair," and Elliot 
served Belling as co -arranger and sat 
in as guitar on the rock "Messiah." 

Another artist Revelation has 
signed is Keith Carradine, who played 
Claude in the New York production 
of "Hair." (Carradine is the son of 
actor John Carradine.) 

The company's publishing wings 
are Inner Light Music (BMI) and 
Chumash Music (A!SCAP), the latter 
named for an Indian tribe known to 
have lived in the Los Angeles area. 
Headquarters is a 24 -room mansion 
just off Hollywood Boulevard at 1724 
Camino Palmero, staffed by business 
manager Neil Ames and administra- 
tive assistant Tony Good. 

CHICAGO-Since its reorganization 
some months ago when Irwin Stein- 
berg took over the helm as president, 
Mercury Records has been experienc- 
ing a period of sales success. This 
past Sept. the label enjoyed the 
"largest sales month in its history" 
and subsequently surpassed this 
showing in Oct. 

At last tally Rod Stewart's "Every 
Picture Tells A Story" LP had sold 
1,800,000 plus units in the U. S. 
alone, according to label's publicity 
director Mike Gormley. Sales in the 
foreign markets have been equally 
impressive. At an upcoming ceremony 
in Amsterdam, Stewart is being 
awarded five gold albums represent- 
ing sales in various countries 
(France, Germany, Scandinavia, etc.). 
Steinberg will attend the function and 
present Mercury's platinum disk to 
the artist. Steinberg will also meet 
with the Phillips people out there and 
two "very prominent" artists which 
he hopes to sign during the 
trip.

Hodes, Moody Establish 
New Publishing Venture 
HOLLYWOOD - Lennie Hodes has 
moved his music publishing firms, 
Spectorious Music Corp. and Concer- 
tone Songs, Inc. from New York to 
Hollywood and has joined forces with 
Doug Moody. Moody will add his ca- 
talog of songs to that of Hodes. The 
new combined publishing venture will 
be called The Leonard Hodes Group 
and will officially start operations on 
Nov. 15 and its offices will be in The 
Mystic Music Centre, 6277 Selma Ave- 
nue, Hollywood, phone (213) 463-2116. 

The publishing operation, beside 
building up its own copyrights, will 
specialize in administering publishing 
catalogs for indie producers, artists 
and publishers who need international 
representation. Hodes will shortly be 
leaving for his 180th trip abroad to 
renew deals with various publishers 
and producers which he represents for 
the U.S. and Canada. He will also 
be looking for new material and new 
catalog deals and will be placing 
American songs and masters. 

Hodes will be in charge of music 
publishing while Doug Moody will 
concentrate in the area of artist ac- 
quisition and record production. Ho- 
des is on the look for new songs and 
writers and suggests that writers 
phone him for an appointment.

Moody moved to Hollywood from 
New York three years ago and 
opened Mystic Sound Recording 
Studios at the Mystic Music Centre. 
Prior to that he was an A&R director 
for Mercury and 20th Century Fox 
records. He further served as a vice 
president of Kama -Sutra Records. In 

line with the expansion program, 
Moody has enlarged Mystic Studios 
facilities by adding new 16 track 
equipment a Spectrasonic board and 
Ampex MM 1000 tape machine. The 
studio is equipped to record 
soundtracks, has quadrasonic mixing 
facilities, full engineering staff and a 
producers playback lounge. 

The studio is managed by Wally 
Moody, who is vice president and in 
charge of all studio activities. He was 
formerly chief A&R director in Lon- 
don of all EMI labels such as Parlor - 
phone, HMV, Columbia, MGM and 
Regal Zonophone. When he came to 
the U.S. he formed Lowell Music 
Corp. and Clock 'Records. Apart from 
managing the studio he is reactivat- 
ing his Clock Record Label which is 
known for its hits in the past with 
Dave "Baby" Cortez and Chuck Jack- 
son.

NEW YORK-Canopy Music, the pub- 
lishing company owning compositions 
written by Jimmy Webb, will be ad- 
ministered by Warner Bros. Music 
Publishing, reports Ed Silvers, presi- 
dent. The catalog, which includes such 
copyrights as "MacArthur Park," 
"The Yard Went On Forever," 
"Wichita Lineman," "A Tramp Shin- 
ing," "Little Tin Soldier," "Mixed Up 
Girl" and "Everybody Gets To Go To 
The Moon." Canopy will also own all 
future material written by Webb. 

Webb is currently completing his 
newest album for Warner Bros. He 
recently concluded a 30 -day U. S. 
college concert tour and is preparing 
for four major concerts in England. 
The Jan. appearances will take place 
in Birmingham, Manchester, Royal 
Albert Hall and Conventry Cathedral 
in Lancaster-all with the accompani- 
ment of a 60 -piece orchestra. 

The 25 -year old composer lists 
among his credits the soundtrack 
for the motion picture "Doc" starring 
Faye Dunaway and Stacy Keach. 
Silvers is now discussing future mo- 
tion picture and television music as- 
signments for Webb. 

The publishing agreement was ne- 
gotiated by Silvers with Webb's per- 
sonal manager Sandy Gallin and busi- 
ness manager Jerry Rubenstein.

Gary McFarland 
Is Dead At 38 
NEW YORK-Gary McFarland, 38, 
the major jazz performer, composer, 
arranger and producer, died of a 
heart attack last Monday night (1) 
hours after completing the final re- 
cording sessions for the original cast 
album of the Israeli musical, "To 
Live Another Summer (To Pass An- 
other Winter)," for which he had 
served as musical supervisor. 

Born in Los Angeles, McFarland 
was composing and playing the vibra - 
harp in his early 20s. He won a 
Downbeat scholarship to the Berklee 
School of Music in Boston (School 
Of Jazz at Lenox, Mass.), came to 
New York and began arranging and 
composing for such artists as Gerry 
Mulligan, Stan Getz, The Modern Jazz 
Quartet. Gabor Szabo, Bill Evans, 
Dizzy Gillespe, Benny Goodman and 
Barbra Streisand. He also recorded 
several albums of his own composi- 
tions, leading his own groups. 

In early 1968, he formed Skye 
Records with fellow artists Gabor 
Szabo and Cal Tjader, recording two 
well-known LP's, "Does The Sun 
Really Shine On The Moon" and 
"America The Beautiful-An Account 
Of Its Disappearance." As one of the 
heads of Skye he was responsible for 
guiding the recording activities of 
such artists as Lena Horne, Airto 
Moreira, Grady Tate and Ruth Brown. 

Late last year, Skye Records form- 
ulated a distribution agreement with 
Buddah Records. McFarland's most 
recent album is "Butterscotch Rum," 
made in collaboration with singer - 
lyricist Peter Smith. Just prior to 
his assignment with the Israeli 
musical, he worked on an LP with 
pianist Steve Kuhn, to be released on 
Buddah. 

Memorial services for McFarland 
were held last Friday (5) at the 
Presbyterian Church, 55th St. and 
Fifth Ave. Arrangements for the 
service were made by McFarland's 
longtime friend and manager, Norman 
Schwartz. 

Cycle Crash Kills 
Duane Allman At 24 
MACON, GEORGIA.-Duane Allman, 
lead guitarist and leader of the All- 
man Brothers Band, was killed in a 
motorcycle accident, Oct. 29. 

Riding his motorcycle in the Macon 
area where he resided, Allman ran 
into the back of a truck that was 
making a turn in front of him. All- 
man was rushed to the hospital 
where he died in the operating room. 

Known for his innovative work on 
electric guitar and especially slide 
guitar, Allman had done backup work 
for top artists such as Eric Clapton, 
Boz .Scaggs and Tracey Nelson. His 
group, which included his brother 
Gregg, played the closing set at Bill 
Graham's Fillmore East, N.Y., a few 
months ago. "The Allman Brothers 
Band at the Fillmore East" LP on 
the Capricorn label was recently cer- 
tified gold.

MGM Income 
Shows Gains 
CULVER CITY, CALIF.-Metro- 
Goldwyn-Mayer, Inc. is making a 
financial comeback. 

James Aubrey, president, reports 
that the fourth quarter ended Aug. 
31, operating net was $2.4 million, or 
41¢ a share. Also, there was an ex- 
traordinary gain of $8.2 million, or 
$1.38 a share, from the sale of Back 
Lot 3 in Culver City and theatre 
properties in Australia. For the same 
period last year, a loss of $3.4 million 
was reported. 

For the year, operating net was 
$7.8 million, or $1.32 a share, with an 
extraordinary gain of $8.5 million, or 
$1.44 a share, from the sale of the 
Lot and other items. Total profit for 
the year came to $16.4 million, or 
$2.76 a share, the most profitable 
year, Aubrey noted, in the past 25 
years. 

MGM grossed $38.4 million for the 
fourth period, down from $42.7 the 
year before. For the entire year, 
gross was $169.4 million, down from 
$170.7 million in fiscal 1970. 

Aubrey said that operations for the 
first quarter, ending Nov. 21, will 
show a profit, as will the showing for 
the remainder of the year. 

Robbins Sale 
Aids 20th Fox 
HOLLYWOOD-A $4.3 million profit 
for the third quarter at 20th Century 
Fox was largely due to the company's 
sale to MGM of its minority interest 
in Robbins Music Corp. This com- 
pared to a net loss of $5.1 million a 
year before. For the nine months end- 
ed Sept. 25, net earnings came to 
$9,885,000, compared with a loss of 
$21,303,000 in 1970. Third quarter re- 
venues reached $40,958,000 from $55,- 
771,000 in 1970. For the nine month 
period, revenues were down to $131,- 
774,000 from $150,845,000. 

TMC In Black 
In September 
NEW YORK-Transcontinental Music 
Corp. was in the black for the month 
of Sept., Howard Weingrow, pres- 
ident, told employees in a company 
report. "This means we are well on 
our way to achieving the announced 
target of turnaround results in the 
second quarter of the year ending in 
November," Weingrow said. The large 
music, record and tape rack jobber 
had posted a loss in the last fiscal 
year. 

The TMC president credited the im- 
provement to the sharp reduction in 
expenses by some $450,000 a month 
and tighter controls over purchasing 
and distribution procedures. 

"I am particularly pleased with the 
result of establishing each warehouse 
as a separate profit center. Our peo- 
ple have responded admirably to this 
concept and it is showing up in per- 
formance." Weingrow also stated that 
in the past few months TMC had re- 
ceived new business which could help 
substantially in exceeding the target 
of $90 million in revenues set at the 
outset of the year. 

TMC is a subsid of Transcontinen- 
tal Investing Corp., which recently 
announced a merger with Omega Al- 
pha to form a company with over 
$370,000,000 of assets and having 
sales of $350 to $400 million. The 
merger is expected to be completed 
around year end. 

Schwartz Bros. 
Net Income Up 
52% In 9 Mos. 
WASHINGTON, D. C. - Schwartz 
Bros., Inc. has reported an increase of 
52% in earnings for the ninth month 
period ending Sept. 30, with a net 
sales increase of 17%. 

For the nine month period, sales 
reached $13,467,593, compared to $11,- 
464,046 a year before. Net income af- 
ter taxes was $301,135, compared to 
$197,798. For the third quarter ending 
Sept. 30, net sales reached $5,015,418, 
compared to $4,593,657, with a net 
income after taxes of $146,794, com- 
pared to $103,120. 

Jim Schwartz made special note of 
a 24% sales increase in the record 
and tape distribution operation of the 
company. He attributed a substantial 
part of this increase to the expansion 
of distribution to the Philadelphia 
market. The company's chain of Har- 
mony Hut retail stores also con- 
tributed substantially to the increase 
in sales. The sixth Harmony Hut was 
opened in Aug., at the mall in Colum- 
bia, Maryland, and it is expected to 
figure significantly in fourth quarter 
sales. 

Earlier this year M. Schwartz had 
announced a management control 
program of operating costs and ex- 
penses and the expansion of the com- 
pany's central data processing sys- 
tem. In commenting on the success of 
this program, he pointed to the 29% 
increase in profit margin for the nine 
month period. 

Expansion of the company's retail 
operation continues with leases hav- 
ing been signed for the construction 
of new Harmony Huts in the Clover- 
leaf Mall, Richmond, Va. and in the 
Security Mall, Baltimore, Md. These 
locations will represent over 10,000 
square feet of selling space when 
opened in the fall of 1972. 

MJA Profits 
Increase 33% 
NEW YORK-Ending its first year as 
a public company, Marvin Josephson 
Associates, a division of which is In- 
ternational Famous Agency, showed a 
net income of $918,400 on revenues of 
$10,047,300 for the year ended June 
30. 

For the previous year, sales 
amounted to $10,478,900 with a net 
income of $689,600. Marvin 
Josephson, president, said the 33% in- 
crease in net income was due to a 
cost reduction program initiated in 
Jan. and lower interest costs.

Ray, at 31, is embarking on a new stage of a career that started, really, in 

1957 with his RCA recording of "Fever." "I covered Little Willie John's record.

version." A series of tremendous records followed-"Come and Get It," "The 

Wonder of You" (recently redone by Elvis) and his biggest hit of all, "Tell Laura 

I Love Her."

Peterson then formed Dunes Records, his own label. There, working with people 

like Tommy Boyce and Bobby Hart and Phil Spector, he recorded another string 

of hits. Of those, "Corrina, Corrina" may have been the biggest seller. The 

Dunes recordings were later sold to MGM, where they became available as part 

of a "greatest hits" package. Another Dunes star, by the way, was Curtis Lee 

with "Pretty Little Angel Eyes." Lee, according to Peterson, is now "... one of 

the most important construction people in Yuma, Arizona. He makes a quarter of 

a million a year building apartments and shopping centers."

BEACON THEATRE, NYC-May we 
beg the pardon and a rose garden of 
our high school English teacher and 
label Dr. John a "muse-itian ?" For he 
is clearly more than a vocalist - 
instrumentalist. There's something 
mythological about his presence on 
stage as he greets Terpsichore, Calli- 
ope and friends on their own 
turf. 

Performing for the first time in 
over a year, his ensemble featured 
two excellent female vocalists: Robbie 
Montgomery and the almost unbeliev- 
able range of Shirley ("Let The Good 
Times Roll") Jackson as well as a sax 
player who can imitate an entire au- 
dio jungle by his lonesome. Altogeth- 
er the ten gave the audience an al- 
most complete rendering of Dr. 
John's new Ateo LP, "The Sun, Moon 
& Herbs" while also dipping back 
into the files for `Babylon" and 
"Walk On Gilded Splinters." Even the 
Dixie Cups' "Iko Iko" was made into 
a mystical journey for the audience. 
After his long and lengthy explana- 
tion of just what a "zu zu" is, I'm 
still not sure I know, but there defin- 
itely was some strength in his efforts. 
Dr. John is Van Morrison, Leon Rus- 
sell, Flip Wilson, Moms Mabley, 
Jocko and Santa Claus file-gumboed 
into one. 

Perhaps it's just jazz ensemble 
manners, but it's annoying to have a 
group as fine as Weather Report on 
stage play four numbers without a 
word of explanation from any of its 
five corners. The Columbia quintet 
has been accepted by a significant 
portion of the rock audience but 
should they continue on their insular 
trip, they might well lose a large 
number of fans who, though not 
steeped in jazz previously would like 
to know just what's going on here. 
And you DO need a Weatherman to 
know which way the wind blows.

String Cheese/Earthquake 
WHISKY A GO GO, L. A.-Because 
of the instruments used and their use 
of male -female vocal harmonies, 
String Cheese will remind many lis- 
teners of It's a Beautiful Day and the 
early Jefferson Airplane. Their sound 
features Greg Bloch's electric violin 
to a great extent. He is "classically" 
(rather then "country") trained, as is 
singer Sally Smaller. The funkiness 
involved comes from the sound of 
lead and twelve -string guitar and in 
John Maggi's drums. 

So, despite the classical influences, 
String Cheese do most certainly rock 
and roll, particularly on their closing 
freakout number, "Ducks." They 
brought a larger -than -usual number 
of Whisky dancers to their feet, 
which is the acid test at this estab- 
lishment. 

The sextet's chief difficulty lies in 
the fact that much of their material- 
no matter how good it is-sounds the 
same. If they'd switch instrumental 
textures around a bit more, and if 
more than one member of the group 
wrote (or if good tunes were brought 
in from outside), the group would 
make anyone pleased to take one of 
their Wooden Nickel albums. 

Top -billed at this one-night show- 
case was A&M's Earthquake, a group 
from the San Francisco Bay area. 
Featuring a strong instrumental 
sound of bass, drums and guitar, they 
choose good material including origi- 
nals and such others as "I Get the 
Sweetest Feeling" and "Shake a Tail 
Feather." Their lead singer tries his 
very damndest to look and move like 
an English superstar. His energy 
would be better used in trying to 
sound like one.

Seals & Crofts 
Jim Carroll 

TROUBADOUR, L. A.-Every time 
Seals & Crofts come to town, they 
seem to be more popular. Still not a 
sell-out attraction, they kept the 
Troubadour fairly full through their 
six -night run. 

The duo, now on Warners with an 
album due shortly, attracted an audi- 
ence that seems a bit younger than 
usual for the club, but with a higher 
rate of parents represented, too. All 
were responsive to a group of songs 
played' on guitar, mandolin, fiddle- and 
alto sax with the accompaniment of 
Bobby Lichtig's bass. Dash Crofts' 
work on the fuzz -tone, wah-wah man- 
dolin is particularly impressive, but 
Jimmy Seals' turns at sax and fiddle 
rated highly as well. The tunes in- 
cluded "The Boy Down the Road" and 
"Cottonmouth." 

Second -billed was A&M's Jim Car- 
roll, for his first big-time local ap- 
pearance. He's a pleasant enough 
singer and guitarist with a forceful 
voice-sort of a gutsier James Tay- 
lor. When not playing guitar, he ap- 
pears to have trouble deciding what 
to do with his hands. Perhaps he 
should stay with the instrument. 

His band was apparently a pick-up 
group, the most outstanding member 
of which was clearly guitarist David 
Spinozza, who also did a pretty fair 
impression of Leon Russel's piano 
playing for one number. Carroll's ma- 
terial was all originals the most 
immediately impressive was a number 
called "Did You Get Enough Today."

Johnny Mathis 
EMPIRE ROOM, WALDORF- 
ASTORIA HOTEL, NYC - After 15 
years in showbiz, Johnny Mathis still 
has that certain smile. His anniver- 
sary performance at the Waldorf's 
Empire Room demonstrated that his 
early material has withstood the test 
of time and that Mathis is wise 
enough and talented enough to 
change with the times. 

The keynote of the evening was 
tightness and gloss. Johnny's voice 
was firmly polished and his 30 -piece 
orchestra was cued to a 'T'.

BITTER END WEST, L.A.-Rhythm 
is the watchword when Big Black and 
his Congregation are in town, and 
the Uni group certainly has plenty of 
it. 

They sound a bit like Santana 
would if that band were led by a 
drummer rather than a guitarist. The 
front line of traps, congas and tim- 
bales can get pretty overpowering; 
drowning out even two guitars and, 
to a lesser extent, an electric bass. 
Part of the difficulty there may have 
been with the club's sound system, 
though. 

For the greater part of the set, Big 
Black's "songs" are largely phrases 
chanted over repeated rhythm riffs, 
which makes the band better suited 
to dancers than to concentrated lis- 
tening. A highlight there was 
"Across the Swamp," which featured 
nice. slinky guitar work by Sergeant 
Sonny. 

Toward the end of the set, Big 
Black, Sonny and rhythm guitarist 
Albert Ingrum picked up acoustic 
guitars (Black's instrument is usually 
the congas) and sang a couple of 
calypso -like songs that were alto- 
gether pleasant and a nice change of 
pace. One with a title that deserves 
inclusion here is "The Children's Phi- 
losophy on Our Environment." 

In addition to those mentioned, the 
Congregation consists of bassist Ron 
"Organic" Johnson, drummer Candy 
Finch and, on timbales and back-up 
vocal, Garry "Radar" Alexander.

GASLIGHT, NYC-You might expect 
Dan & John to sound a great deal 
like Seals & Crofts: Dan is Jimmy 
Seals' brother and the Ba'hai faith 
has become the religion and lifestyle 
of both..But there is a great deal less 
similarity here than there is amongst 
the Taylor family.

Dan & John performed many songs 
from their debut LP, switching off 
between 6- and 12 -string guitars. 
Their single of "New Jersey" went 
over with the most ease and please. 

Edwin Birdsong is blessed with a 
powerful feel for keyboards and a 
voice with the potential of becoming 
another Otis Redding. But he is also 
cursed with original material steeped 
in cliches to such an extent that his 
sincerity has to bow to his limited hip 
vocabulary. There are many more 
powerful spokesmen and women for 
the black cause in this world than he 
and Edwin would do well to leave the 
preaching to others and take the time 
thus saved to develop musically.

Oliver 
Swampwater 

Ellen Mcllwaine 
BITTER END, NYC-As the pop 
scene becomes more and more con- 
scious of country music, so goes Oliv- 
er. His new album was recorded in 
Nashville and his live backup is the 
traditional Fender bassman (Dominic 
Genova) and acoustc lead guitar, who 
also doubles on pedal steel (Jay 
Christopher Brooks). Although he's 
changed his image, the youthful 
brightness that originally sold his act 
still shines through. 

Onstage, Oliver brings to mind Kris 
Kristofferson and Tom Rush. He also 
does the cute vocal whines and twang 
that Richie Furay (Poco) and Rick 
Nelson use. But Oliver is a pop singer 
at heart-it's just that country music 
is now popular enough so that he can 
use c&w trimmings to dress up his 
pop style. 

Oliver's main course is the slow 
ballad -lament. He handles these well 
but sometimes overperforms and 
lapses into melodrama. He writes tas- 
tey tunes such as "Please" and "The 
Time Spent Not Knowing," and is 
clever in ranging outside material 
from Smokey Robinson to Jacques 
Brell and newcomer John Prine. His 
show has spurts of genuine appeal 
that he can develop once he gains 
better control of his new idiom. 

Talk about funky female folk - 
singers! Ellen Mcllwaine has Van 
Morrison's soul and Richie Havens' 
rhythm. Like Havens she chooses to 
remake other people's tunes in her 
own rhythmic style, such as Otis Red - 
ding's "Going" and Bobby Gentry's 
"Ode To Billie Jo" Like Buzzy Lin - 
hart, she enjoys taking off into scat 
singing in the middle of a song. 

But that's where all comparison 
ends. Ellen is a distinctive stylist with 
her own feeling gushing out from all 
directions. Her guitar and voice dance 
in and out of each other while some- 
how she manages to sway in time to 
both. She knows exactly how to build 
her crescendoes so that she takes the 
audience wherever she's going. She 
has masterful control of mood and 
harmonics. 

Swampwater makes backporch elec- 
tric music, which must require a pret- 
ty big backporch. The RCA quartet 
previously backed Arlo Guthrie and 
Linda Ronstadt and is now exploring 
a happy electric folk sound with 
fiddle, dobro, guitars and drums.

That's just what Elektra 
has in mind-he'll have a disk out 
shortly and anyone who heard him 
will no doubt annoy the heck out of 
the storekeeper until he gets it in 
stock. 

Sandy Baron headlined the show 
with his unique brand of livingroom 
comedy. He gets the entire audience 
to act as sound -effect machines for 
his sketches and it is to his power 
that no one feels the least bit reluc- 
tant to make the night that much 
more enjoyable for everyone.

Charles and Jerry Lee Lewis. Each 
is available on twelve ten -inch 
reels recorded stereo and mono at 
71/2 i.p.s., featuring interviews with 
the artist, along with his friends, 
family and fellow performers, sand- 
wiched between representative musi- 
cal seletcions. The series is being pro- 
duced for Diamond P by Philip 
Browning, one-time associate producer 
of "Shindig" for ABC Television. 

According to 'Browning, the project 
has been several months in the mak- 
ing, involving extended travel on his 
part to all corners of the country, 
ranging from a pleasant couple of 
days with Bacharach on the beach at 
Del Mar to an arduous two -weeks on 
the road with Jerry Lee.

Tull for their record labels. These ta- 
pes were rehearsed in advance, but 
tapes were also made candidly of 
Jimi Hendrix and Miles Davis while 
they were jamming. Ahmet Ertegun 
has been down to the Kitchen to 
glean video ideas for Atlantic Rec- 
ords. 

"Although we're videotaping rock 
groups, our main interest right now 
is feeding musical instruments direct- 
ly into the video circuits," Kitchen 
coordinator and business manager Di- 
mitri Devyatkin informed us. "By en- 
abling electronic musicians to see 
what they're playing, we can get 
much more than a light show; we can 
project the actual energy patterns of 
the notes exactly simultaneous to 
their conception." 

Devyatkin, who works with video 
producers Woody and Steina Zasulka, 
feels that this might be another ma- 
jor direction for the audio -video tape 
market. "Many electronic -minded ar- 
tists who would have been painting 
ten years ago are now discovering 
that they can express their abstract 
light and sound ideas on videotape." 
Dimitri also plays violin. Woody 
plays the Putney synthesizer, and 
Tschudin is the keyboard man for 
Cynara, an avante garde jazz-rock 
group formerly with Capitol Records. 
All are involved in the Kitchen on 
both musical and visual levels. 

Soundtrack Too 

Movie soundtracks hold strong po- 
tential in the videotape market since 
they are already connected to visual 
segments that can be transferred 
from celluloid film to videotape. 
Frank Zappa recently released a War- 
ner Bros. soundtrack LP for his mov- 
ie, "200 Motels." This was the first 
movie to be initially shot on video- 
tape and later transferred to celluloid 
film. One of the reasons for this is 
because editing is much faster and 
more economical. (A cameraman can 
get instant replay without having to 
wait for film to be developed. Sec- 
tions that are spliced from the film 
can be reused rather than discarded.) 
Zappa is holding on to the videotape 
awaiting further market develop- 
ments.

Fairport Convention 
ANAHEIM CONVENTION CEN- 
TER, L.A.-Traffic, highly -touted 
among fellow musicians as being one 
of the best groups around, turned in a 
largely disappointing performance 
here as they neared the end of their 
current American tour. 

By most standards, the show went 
well. Certainly the audience was 
pleased as the sextet went through a 
turn including lesser -known old mate- 
rial like "Medicated Goo" and tunes 
from their upcoming Island (Capi- 
tol -distributed) album, "The Low 
Spark of High -Heeled Boys." Of the 
new songs, "Rock and Roll Stew" 
makes the strongest first impression 
(it has a good beat, and you can 
dance to it), but the acoustic "Like 
Hidden Treasure" and the title num- 
ber were also noteworthy. Jim Ca- 
paldi, freed from the drum chair (re- 
placed there by Jim Gordon) acted as 
the group's front man in what was 
the only attempt at a stage costume` 
black sequinned trousers and a purple 
and magenta shirt. He sings, dances 
around and shakes his tambourine, 
adding visual appeal to what is pri- 
marily an act to be listened to. "Ree - 
bop" Kwaku Baah's line-up of conga 
drums helped in that area, too. Bas- 
sist Rick Grech and reed -woodwind 
artist Chris Wood didn't seem to be in 
top form, although they did well 
enough. 

The whole performance, though, 
was rather uninspired. It might not 
have showed up as strongly as it did, 

Phil Ochs 
Country Joe McDonald 

HUNTER COLLEGE, NYC-Folk 
music is a tricky term to define 
nowadays, especially when comparing 
Phil Ochs with Country Joe McDon- 
ald. Both could be called folksingers 
since each backs himself with a folk 
guitar (or should I say acoustic gui- 
tar?), but their viewpoints of the idi- 
om are totally different. 

Ochs started many years ago as a 
folkie, perhaps the first of Dylan's 
children. He jumped on the protest 
bandwagon since, as he put it, he 
wasn't marching anymore. Two years 
after Dylan had gone electric and ev- 
eryone followed him, Ochs thought it 
was safe to go electric without being 
accused once more of imitating Dy- 
lan. So he got a gold lame suit, sun- 
glasses and a bright cherry Fender. 
He totally changed his songwriting 
and performing style so that he could 
be a rock 'n' roller. Now that the 
good old Phil is back, he is once 
again singing folk songs of his origi- 
nal genre. But now, as he mellows, 
Ochs is becoming aware that love, not 
protest, makes the world go round. 
"Miranda" and "When I Was A Boy 
In Ohio" are fine love songs, and even 
"Shores of Santo Domingo," a pro- 
test song, has traces of ro- 
mance. 

Unlike Ochs, who had to realign his 
ego switching from folk to electric, 
Country Joe McDonald just writes 
and plays songs, plugged or un- 
plugged. Formerly backed by a bunch 
of hard-core rockers called the Fish, 
Joe switched to folk guitar for his 
solo act. But he plays the same kind 
of songs ("Not So Sweet Martha 
Lorraine," "Vietnam Rag") and wears 
the same kind of clothes, all of which 
settles closer to reality than Ochs' 
masquerade. Although his voice and 
guitar playing aren't the strongest, 
Joe is selling his playful but sincere 
personality. He has little trouble get- 
ting the audience on his side for tunes 
like "Tricky Dickie" and "Entertain - 
men is My Business," not forgetting 
his medley on assorted Mickey Mouse 
wind-up plastic guitars.

were it not for the surprise guest 
appearance of former group member 
Dave Mason on guitar and vocals. 
When he appeared on stage he re- 
ceived a standing ovation from the 
audience; something that had not 
happened prior to that point. 

Mason's presence and his stunning 
guitar playing seemed to put every- 
one on stage in a better mood. For 
the last two numbers, "Mr. Fantasy" 
and "Gimme Some Loving," the whole 
group took on a new and vastly im- 
proved life. Steve Winwood's guitar, 
up until then only adequate, took on 
a fiery new dimension as he traded 
licks with his old friend. By the end 
of the evening, the show was indeed a 
rousing success for all concerned. 

Opening was Fairport Convention, 
an A&M act. Their set of rock ver- 
sions of traditional British folk mate- 
rial and occasional originals could 
have been better had the sound sys- 
tem allowed some bottom to creep in; 
but in terms of overall performance, 
the group did quite well. For one 
number, they became a "string quar- 
tet" of three fiddles and a bass gui- 
tar, which was more of a visual than 
a musical success, but their instru- 
mental work was generally of a high 
order-particularly on the two dance 
medleys. Fairport seems to be much 
better suited to a club or small -hall 
environment than they do to the Con- 
vention Center.

Jeff Beck Group 
Flash Cadillac & the Continental Kids 

LONG BEACH AUDITORIUM, L.A. 
-"Sorry about the delay," mumbled 
ace guitarist Jeff Beck as he opened 
his set ... "the two year delay." And 
that it had been. The last time Beck 
had played the area, it had been with 
a band including Rod Stewart, Ron 
Wood and Mickey Waller. Strong 
company indeed. The kind that de- 
mands comparison with whatever 
comes next. 

Well, Beck is back, and those look- 
ing for comparisons came out in 
droves. The group's new Epic album 
hasn't really been out long enough to 
have made any lasting impression: it 
was the "in person" Beck that the 
audience was to judge. 

They've made a wise move. Even 
though some of the material remains 
("Morning Dew"), vocalist Bob Tench 
is enough of his own man to be 
judged as such. (Sigh of relief) He's 
just fine. Not nearly so much of a 
wild man on stage as his predecessor, 
he's a strong interpreter of songs. 
And the rest of the band-drummer 
Cozy Powell, bassist Clive Chapman 
and pianist Max Middleton-stand up 
well against just about any similarly 
instrumented group you care to 
name, despite the fact that the on- 
stage monitor speakers weren't ap- 
parently working, and the members of 
the group were having difficulty hear- 
ing each other. They were together 
enough for rip-roaring versions of 
"Going Down," "Jeff's Boogie" and 

"Tonight I'll Be Staying Here With 
You" and an offhand Beck solo of (of 
all things) Chet Atkins' "Trambone" 
which I wish he'd completed. 

At the end of his set, Beck apolo- 
gized for the group's performance, 
stating that he felt the audience to be 
the victims of "an enormous rip off." 
Most, including myself, were so hap- 
py to see him back that for once the 
legendary terrible L. A. concert sound 
didn't really matter. 

Second -billed were Flash Cadillac 
and the Continental Kids. It's a sec- 
ond act I wouldn't wish on anybody 
except a totally super performer; 
these guys'dl steal the show from any- 
body less than totally first-rate. 

Theirs is a rock and roll revival 
act, probably the best in the country. 
Others doing this kind of thing are 
just like kids dressing up in leather 
jackets and miming old records. 
Flash, with the help of Spike, Angelo 
and the rest of the gang, gives all 
appearance of actually living in the 
50's. They stick carefully to perfor- 
ming only "originals" like "Palisades 
Park," "Mule Skinner Blues," an an- 
achronistic "409" and the like; and 
their act is probably the only place in 
the world you're likely to hear a 
medley of "Johnny B. Goode," "Lim- 
bo Rock" and the "Mickey Mouse 
Club March." Totally fantastic- 
wait'll these guys make it to England.

"200 Motels" 
LOS ANGELES-One asset not mentioned in Transamerica's nine -month 
earnings statement last week was this Frank Zappa film, screened here last 
week. Perhaps United Artists' parent company preferred to overlook it. I can 
see why. It may not find the audience that "Fiddler on the Roof" will in movie 
houses all over the country. "200 Motels" won't make it into half those 
markets, but they will be the losers. 

Zappa has turned in a flawed masterpiece-seriously flawed, and maybe not 
anywhere near a masterpiece. But certainly not altogether the obscene junk 
it's bound to be called. (EMI in England has already refused to distribute the 
album; CBS will.) The pity of it is that Zappa has a Fellini -like imagination 
that, without the Italian director's "humanity," glows with the same gem- 
stone brilliance-yet never cuts so deep. The idea behind "200 Motels" and its 
technical execution are brilliant, but the whole thing gets bogged down with a 
kind of bathroom humour, even a number of scenes staged in a bathroom, that 
all grows very, very thin. And it soon becomes apparent that Zappa is unable 
to get any further. 

The music by the Mothers, composed and arranged by Zappa, is almost 
always fascinating; he rings in the Royal Philharmonic at several points with 
considerable success (and wit). The opticals by Tony Palmer are done with 
great flair= but probably overdone; I hate to use that now -outlawed word 
"psychedelic," but the film basically stands to date pretty quickly anyway 
and this is just one of the ways. Truly brilliant, and worth the price of admis- 
sion, is an animated segment by Mumakami Wolf Productions. 

Equivocation aside, "200 Motels" should still be seen. After all, a film that 
casts a vacuum cleaner in a featured role can't be all bad.

TO LIVE ANOTHER SUMMER 

To Pass Another Winter 
HELEN HAYES THEATRE, N.Y.-The songs are responsible for 75% of 
what makes "To Live Another Summer" the hit it is. If you're Jewish or a 
Zionist, or believe that Israel should live, "T.L.A.S." warms the cockles of the 
heart. But just as you don't have to be Jewish to enjoy "Fiddler On The Roof" 
or Levy's real Jewish Rye, it doesn't hurt if you are. 

Basically the show is an advertisement for Israel. With three male and two 
female leads, all looking very American and hip in their jeans and long hair, 
the cast sings and dances thru a simple history of Israel, much of it to a good 
rock beat. The story line (all in English) covers how Israel came to be; goes 
thru some of its growing pains right up to the present and its many current 
problems. The songs, many of which are absolutely beautiful, sing the history 
while a refreshing dance troupe of healthy Israeli boys and girls supplies the 
movement. The dancers (some 20 of them) are alive and fun to watch even 
tho the choreography is not of the Michael Kidd -Gower Champion inventiveness. 

However, the songs turn -the -viewer -on. Music and lyrics written by a host 
of people including Dov Seltzer, David Kiroshei, Alexander Argov, Naomi 
Shemer and others. 

The title song, a good rocking, handclapper, is perfect as the finale. You 
leave the theatre singing a song, a rarity on B'way today. "The Grove of Eu- 
calyptus" is warm and melodic. "The Boy With The Fiddle," sung by Aric 
Lavie (who we felt held the whole show together) is the one piece in the show 
that refers to the Nazi oppression aspect as it relates to Israel. The song ends 
just as it's about to bring a tear to the eye. There are a few strong Hebrew 
numbers. We loved "Give Shalom and Sabbath to Jerusalem." Although "Sorry 
We Won" goes over well, we walked out not liking it. The song is about win- 
ning the 6 Day War and the UN's seemingly continuous rap for having done 
so.

BITTER END, NYC-Donny is a 
star, under or out of Roberta Flack's 
protective wing. He brought people 
down to Greenwich Village who 
would never bother to come for any- 
one else. Hathaway is in the van- 
guard of progressive black music, no 
soul labels tonight thank you. 

With a combo consisting of two 
guitars, bass, conga and drums-his 
keyboard weaving it all together and 
his voice triumphant over all-his 
r:aund lacks the clatter and clutter of 
acts that lie in the crack between jazz 
and rock, substituting tremendous 
furor, fire and finesse in their place. 
Be it his interpretation of Lennon's

ways takes us to the finish line early 
enough to appreciate where we've 
been and where we are. The Ateo ar- 
tist is a winner, no doubt about 
it. 

Elektra's Uncle Dirty is a stream of 
consciousness -III satirist who at times 
goes too fast for his audience to 
relish every morsel of mirth. But then 
again, it's refreshing to see an act 
that overrates your intelligence. His 
humor ranges from the bizarre ("Do 
hunchbacks worry about pimples?") 
to the minutiae of socio -musical in- 
jokes ("a porpoise with a Fred Neil 
album tucked under one fin"). His 
pace is hectic, his barb unbridled and 
his end effect most enjoyable. In a 
world of Auntie Cleans, Uncle Dirty 
is a relative matter. 

Bonnie Brown is Grace Slick gone 
jazz combo and beat -spangly. We 
were waiting for "Make It With You" 
(this type of singer usually gets to it 
sooner or later) and we weren't dis- 
appointed. Nor surprised. But casual- 
ly entertained. Tinsel in limited quan- 
tites can work once in a while, and at 
the Bitter End, it's a novelty.

LIVING AND LEARNING/TAKE MY HAND-Mel 
Tillis & Sherry Bryce-MGM SE -4800 

Mel Tilis has a new complement for his 
distinctive vocal style and it fits like a very 
shapely glove. For this new MGM LP, Tillis 
teams with Sherry Bryce for a set of tunes that 
the two sing to each other (there are no 
"Rubies' or "Julies" on this record, only Sherry 
and Mel). Both voices are predominately mid- 
range so the harmonies are very c!osely knit 
rather than spread; the effect is lowkeyed and 
subtle with very mellow and warm emotions. 
Backed by the Statesiders, the duet is sure to 
capture their already loyal audience with tunes 
like "What Money Can't Buy," "In The Vine" 
and "Back To Life." 

CONWAY TWITTY HITS-MGM SE -4799 
Conway Twitty has a firm grasp on country 

blues, much as Elvis did before he crossed 
the tracks and entered the world of rock 'n roll. 
Twitty's voice and phrasing have the Elvis 
twinge, and for uptempo tunes such as "Just 
Because" and "Long Back Train" he uses 
Jordanaires-type backup harmony and Scotty 
Moore style guitar picking. But Conway's ballad 
sty:e is all his own, exemplified by "I Hope, I 

Wish, I Think," "Portrait of a Fool," "What A 
Dream," and "I'm In a Blue, Blue Mood." This 
is a well "rounded set that should sell" in all 
branches the c&w market. 

PLEDGING MY LOVE-Kitty Wells-Decca DL 
75313 

Like fine wine, Kitty Wells voice has gained 
fuller body and sublety over the years. She 
started singing when she was 15 and today 
she's a grandmother; the songs on this record 
almost span the same length of time. The old 
but not forgotten titre tune is followed by 
Kitty's version of "Rose Garden," one of the 
year's top tunes. Slow ballads as "He Don't 
Make Me Cry" are blended with bouncy fiddle 
numbers like "Step Aside" for an all-around 
album with strong market potential. 

CHARLOTTE FEVER-Kenny Price-RCA LSP 
4605 

Kenny Price combines his polished and wide - 
ranged voice with funky and rhythmic backup 
for a very contemporary c&w sound. The title 
cut sets the pace as bouncy and energetic- 
"Ruby (Are You Mad At Your Man)" and 
"Workin' Man Blues" keep the ball rolling 
while demonstrating that Kenny fits nicely in 
the highly commercial Jerry Reed bag. A few 
ballads are present, including "She Cried" and 
"Jody and the Kid," and they're more than 
breathers between the fast hoedowns. The 
happy feeling of Price's music should tickle 
the charts. 

HIGH COUNTRY-W:rner Bros./Raccoon WS 
1937 

The young's devotion to bluegrass shall not 
be moved! This collection of fourteen tunes 
ranging from the traditional ("Grey Eagle," 
"Tennessee Blues") to the current (Johnny 
Cash's "Big River") shows this quintet rank- 
ing with the best of the more established blue- 
grass groups. This is not bluegrass- or coun- 
try -rock, but the real thing. And now that Buck 
Owens has brought the form to a new genera- 
tion of country music fans, this LP should do 
well in continuing those worthwhile efforts.

Marguerite Piazza: After Battling 

Cancer, In Music City For Material 
NASHVILLE - Music City attracts 
the greats and near -greats in the mu- 
sic world to Sixteenth Avenue South 
at one time or the other. "I'm in 
Nashville because it's where it's hap- 
pening," Marguerite Piazza reports. 
"I'm looking for some good country 
material to record with nothing too 
far out because I want to appeal to 
the masses. Music is a reflection of 
the times." 

Marguerite is not forsaking her 
club engagements nor is she reducing 
her guest appearances with the coun- 
try's leading symphony orchestras. 
She is merely following her lifelong 
creed of giving the people what they 
want in the way of music. 

Her first success came as star of the 
New York City Center Opera. Then, 
when television was beginning to re- 
ally roll, she appeared on the nation's 
top shows singing the music of 
Broadway combined with opera arias 
and became as popular with TV audi- 
ences as she was with opera goers. 
Making her formal supper club bow 
in New York, Marguerite presented a 
new concept in supper club acts-a 
self-contained show, with specially 
designed costuming, lighting and ma- 
terial that comprised a framework for 
the singing and dancing pace. 

It was a constant whirligig of night 
spots and concerts and television 
shows until she was stricken with 
cancer which necessitated undergoing 
radical surgery in New York City in 
which she lost much of her right 
cheek to the disease. She has now 
undergone many plastic surgery oper- 
ations, and her audiences are usually 
unaware of any sears. This bout with 
cancer caused a mere "recess" from 
her career. In fact, five months after 
the original surgery Marguerite was 
performing her supper club act in 
Houston, Texas. 

Continuing to work regularly ever 
since, she has spent much of 1971 
traveling for the American Cancer

Society as the National Chairman of 
the Cancer Crusade. Marguerite's 
crusade raised more money than any 
previous campaign. Marguerite's 
plans for the future include not only 
supper club engagements but a tour 
of the country as guest artist with 
symphony orchestras.

TOWNES VAN ZANDT-HOME ON THE RANGE OF POSSIBILITIES 
Some say that Texas is its own best of all possible worlds and an insular state 

of mind. Stereotypes of cowboy hats, boots and oilwells and a vague collection 
of a Texas friend who once told me how hurt he was when I called him a southern- 
er. "Texas is the WAYest," he lectured me, as if direction speaks for itself. 

Townes Van Zandt is from Texas, and his fifth LP is out on Poppy, "High, Low 
And In Between." Although his roots are western (and to a large degree, this 
is what makes his music unique in a sea of nowhere acoustic acts), he really 
doesn't live anywhere these days. Just kind of travels around from gig to gig. 
Last year, the college coffee house circuit kept him going. This year he's hoping 
for larger -hailed concerts. And when a label has stuck with you for five LPs and 
your following grows not by miles, but by inches and feet, slowly and methodi- 
cally, it can indeed happen. Not in a burst of James Taylor, but in his own way 
and time. 

The 11 originals on his new album run the gamut from very firm -foundation - 
oriented story songs to the middle ground of mild-mannered imagery and from 
thence to the realm of the omnipotent seer who both makes no sense and all 
the sense in the world simultaneously. "Highway Kind" represents the former, 
a tale of the man on the move: 

"Time among the pines, it feels like breath of air. 
Usually, I just walk these streets and tell myself to care. 
And sometimes I believe me, and sometimes I don't hear. 
Sometimes the shape I'm in won't let me go." 

His middle -ground can best be illustrated in some lyrical snatches from "To 
Live Is To Fly." These are meaningful statements compounded by imagery which 
is so visually stimulating, that we tend to forget its original intent and simply 
enjoy the view: 

"Days up and down they come, 
Like rain on a conga drum .. . 

Well, I'll miss the system here, 
The bottom's low and the trouble's clear." 

And for those who like their lyrics totally Dylanesque, there's the entire lyrical 
maze of "Mr. Gold & Mr. Mud" which begins: 

"Well, the wicked king of clubs awoke and it was to his queen he turned. 
His lips were laughing as they spoke, his eyes like bullets burned. 
'The sun's upon a gamblin' day,' the queen smiled low and blissfully. 
'Let's make some wretched fool to pay!' 'Plain it was!' she did agree." 

Shades of "Frankie Lee & Judas Priest!" 
We summon the vision of Dylan only as an example, not as a mold. Van Zandt 

has somehow managed to avoid copying the style as well as the form; his musical 
patterns for his verbal dress are totally unlike anything Dylan has ever done. 
Townes' inspiration most likely stems from a non-musical source-'cause when 
you are homeless and on the road, you sure don't get to hear much from the radio 
to inspire you; and he hasn't taken to toting stereo components on his back. 

Van Zandt copes much better than he copies, and this is the sure sign of 
something significant happening, 'though you might not have heard it yet, 
Mr. Jones.

While in Amsterdam next month, 
McKuen will also accept a gold record 
for his "Greatest Hits Volume 3" al- 
bum, and "Without A Worry In The 
World,"-the follow-up single to 
"Soldiers."

The gross sales of recording prod- 
ucts were Y6,051,340,000 (previous 
term: Y6,211,130,000, same term of 
the previous year: Y5,658,900,000), 
2.6% down the previous term and 7% 
over the same term of 1970. The per- 
centage of disks to .pre-recorded tapes 
was 67% to 33%.

Several producers flew into 
Montreal from Toronto and other 
parts of Canada.. 

"Earlier this year," Fach continued, 
"we released an album by a Canadian 
group called Brahman, and we would 
like very much to expand our activit- 
ies with our northern neighbors. I'm 
always looking to meet and talk with 
Canadian artists and producers."

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Great Britain 
Premier Ted Heath will make his 

symphonic conducting debut on 
November 25th at the Royal Festival 
Hall on the occasion of a gala concert 
in aid of the London Symphony Or- 
chestra's pension fund. Premier Heath 
will conduct the 100 -strong orchestra 
in a performance of Sir Edward El - 
gar's overture "Cockaigne, which is 
an orchestral impression of Cockney 
life in London during the Edwardian 
era. Premier Heath, whose conducting 
activities hitherto have been carol 
concerts at Christmas in his home 
town of Broadstairs on the Kent 
coast, was persuaded to undertake 
this guest baton stint br Andre Prev- 
in, principal conductor of the LSO, on 
the grounds that his appearance 
would give the orchestra's pension 
fund an immense boost. The fact that 
he will be the first British Premier to 
perform in this capacity amply 
confirms Previn's opinion. Previn will 
conduct the rest of the concert, which 
includes the world premier of his gui- 
tar concerto with John Williams as 
soloist, and stall seat prices are fixed 
at £15.50 whilst the price of a box for 
the evening will be £100. Premier 
Heath is an accomplished pianist and 
organist, and is a former chairman of 
the LSO Trust with a good track rec- 
ord in fund-raising efforts. The only 
other precedent of modern times of a 
politician with close associations with 
such exalted realms of music is Pad- 
erewski, the Polish concert pianist 
who later became premier of his 
country. 

The Mechanical Copyright Protec- 
tion Society is opening a special divi- 
sion next January to be called Royal- 
ty Services. The new section will 
provide music publishers with a com- 
puter service evaluating royalties due 
to individual composers and copy- 
right owners. It will also offer similar 
facilities to record companies. MCPS 
general manager John Edwards 
stated that the new service would en- 
able users to reduce administration 
costs and result eventually in an 
economy on staff costs as well as 
expedi$ng the distribution of royal- 
ties and providing comprehensive 
management information. Running 
the computer processing is Bark 
Computing Services, an enterprise 
jointly owned by International Com- 
puters and Barclays Bank, and 
amongst early clients of the scheme 
are the companies of Joseph Weinber- 
ger and Consortium. £1,250,000 was 
distributed in royalties by MCPS to 
more than three thousand different 
music publishers during the last 
financial year ended June 30th. 

A&M has set up a series of seven 
trade shows this month to bring its 
product to the attention of British 
disk dealers. Organized by marketing 
manager Robin Blanchflower, the 
presentations include a movie "Listen 
To Your World," and Blanchflower is 
in charge of the tour assisted by his 
colleague Stephen Pritchitt. Dates 
have been fixed in Glasgow, Leeds, 
Manchester, Birmingham, Bristol, and 
Southampton, and the project culmi- 
nates in London on November 24th at 
the Westbury Hotel. Invitations to 
the presentations are being dis- 
tributed by post and through the Pye 
sales force. 

In conjunction with EMI, Time -Life 
Records inaugurated a new series of 
recreations of the big band sound at 
the beginning of this month. The 
series is available through postal sub- 
scription, and has been recorded at 
Capitol's Hollywood studios with ar- 
rangements and direction by Billy 
May, adhering to the original historic 
charts on a virtual note -for -note ba- 
sis. The first volume comprises hits 
made famous by Tommy Dorsey, 
Charlie Barnet, Benny Goodman, Ar- 
tie Shaw, Harry James and Glenn 
Miller, and consists of three LPs and 
a 64 -page booklet depicting the life 
and mood of the nineteen thirties and 
forties under the tag of "The Swing 
Era." 

Plans to incorporate another classi- 
cal event immediately before next 
January's pop Midem in Cannes have 
been shelved. Classical Midem made 
its bow in 1970, and was intended to 
become a regular feature of the world 
music meet every other year, orga- 
nized in association with the Paris - 
based International Music Council 
section of the UNESCO organiza- 
tion. The idea has now been indefin- 
itely postponed, and it is believed that 
if it resurfaces, it will be an entirely 
separate event staged perhaps in 
Monte Carlo in 1973 and totally re- 
moved from the pop convention in 
Cannes. 

Tony Palmer has been named Pye 
Records A&R controller, and took up 
his new post on November 1st report- 
ing to the company's head of 
creative services Peter Prince. Palmer 
was an EMI staffman for ten years, 
the latter spent as a disk producer, 
and then formed Finito Productions 
with Adrian Rudge, who has since 
joined Polydor. Latterly Palmer has 
been operating as an independent 
producer for Pye, notably on LP proj- 
ects with famous dance music maes- 
tro Victor Silvester. 

Ron Kass, former UK helmsman of 
MGM Records and Apple Records, is 
activating Hillary Music, the publish- 
ing subsidiary of movie mogul Harry 
Saltzman's CDF operation which han- 
dles all Saltzman's film projects out- 
side the James Bond pictures. Kass 
will soon name a professional manag- 
er for Hillary, and has set sub - 
publishing deals with Editions Gilbert 
Marouani for France, Riccordi (Ita- 
ly), and Basart (Holland and Belgi- 
um). Hillary will be based in offices 
in London's Mayfair, and Kass, now 
managing director of CDF, is travel- 
ing widely this month negotiating 
pacts for other territories. Hitherto 
Hillary has specialized in movie 
charts, but Kass plans a wider in- 
volvement for it in the UK and world 
publishing markets and is in quest of 
a large catalog deal to this end. An 
early copyright for the company un- 
der its present activation is Roy 
Budd's song "All My Days" composed 
for the movie of Robert Louis Ste- 
venson's "Kidnapped" (re -titled "Da- 
vid And Catriona") which stars 
Michael Caine and Donald Pleasence, 
and whose soundtrack will feature 
Mary Hopkin singing the song. 

Summer slack affected the July disk 
sales statistics, with sales at £2.4 mil- 
lion 3% down on July 1970. Home 
sales dropped by 2%, and exports 
dipped by 6%, whilst the production 
total of 8.2 million records was nota- 
ble for a plummeting singles dive of 
18% to 2.9 million. 

Kay Isbell who, with Sylvia Mead- 
ows, was in charge of Peter Walsh's 
music companies has now set up Shel- 
ter Music. An off -shoot of the well- 
known charity organization proceeds 
from the company, apart from a 
working salary, will be donated to the 
charity. Kay is currently making the 
rounds persuading artists/writers to 
donate one copyright to Shelter to 
get them off the ground. 

"Godspell" the Stephen Schwartz 
musical with David Essex as "Jesus 
Christ" opens at the Roundhouse 
November 18th. Bell are issuing a 
soundtrack album as well as a single 
from the show "Day by Day" by Hol- 
ly Sherwood. 

Quickies; David Essex signed to 
Gem Group with producer Mike Lean- 
der for release on Bell label ... Rolf 
Harris' new Columbia single "A Ram 
Sam Sam" features unusual rhythm 
instrument from Australia-an 18 
inch dried seed pod from a poinciana 
tree.

Skriver advised that many Europe- 
ans have an opinion that arcades 
stateside are in disrepair and cater 
predominantly to a honky tonk 
crowd. "I must tell you I visited Max 
Shaffer's Playlands, Al Simon's 
Broadway Arcade and several others 
and was most impressed with their 
appearance, family appeal and, most 
important, with the size of the clien- 
tele they serve," he stated. "I've been 
preaching the clean 'red carpet' look 
to arcade operators for over 15 years 
now. We have made great strides in 
Germany, from a low point a dozen 
years back to great public acceptance 
today.

MOA Stretches Its Legs 
MOA president John Trucano's novel and altogether 

enterprising plan to "bring MOA right out to the 
nation's operators", thru the series of professional 
management seminars he will and Notre Dame Uni- 
versity will stage early in '72, will literally hit the 
four corners of the country. The seminars, slated for 
South Bend, Atlanta, Las Vegas and New York, will 
bring the association's benefits within the logical geo- 
graphic radius of virtually every operator in the coun- 
try. And the very nature of the professional curricu- 
lum will no doubt entice more registrants than the 
four seminars can logically serve. 

The program is an authentic original for this busi- 
ness. Notre Dame's Center for Continuing Education 
(faculty cadre for the seminars) have been holding 
such two-day "finishing schools for businessmen" for 
many years, tailoring their basic program to fit the 
needs of such secular industries as food salesmen, 
auto dealers, et al, but never for the coin -phonograph 
and games operating business. 

Notre Dame's people, according to Trucano and 
MOA executive vice president Fred Granger, are not 
only intrigued by this new challenge, but raring to put 
their ideas and techniques before the operators. The 
professors at the Center (who will be conducting all 
four of the seminars) have been hitting the phones, 
talking with leading coin tradesters and meeting with 
MOA execs to learn all the nuts and bolts issues and 
business techniques of this industry. They have done 
their homework well, says Trucano, and the seminars 
should impart an enormous amount of knowledge to 
registrants and in some cases even give operators 
a whole new attitude toward the business they thought 
they knew all about. 

Each two-day seminar is confined to only 100 oper- 
ators. While the geographical facility of the four meet- 
ings should make attendance rather convenient for 
locals, there is no geographical restriction as to who 
may register for a particular seminar. In other words, 
a New York operator can elect to go to the Las Vegas 
meeting, and vice versa. 

MOA members are receiving registration blanks for 
the first seminar (at Notre Dame itself, Feb. 4-5). It 
is suggested that every operator who plans on attend- 
ing to let MOA know as soon as possible. First come, 
first served and remember, registration is limited to
