More Personality 

"Creative radio," a phrase tossed 
about in a decidedly negative thrust 
at the recent Bill Gavin Radio Pro- 
gramming Conference (see last week's 
issue), is likely to separate the men 
from the boys as far as "musical ra- 
dio" is concerned. 

In one respect in this area, the re- 
cording industry does provide a basic 
creative format in the very music it 
offers for exposure. But, that music 
is less well-defined as a programming 
entity as most of AM and FM radio is 
beginning to assume a catch-all sound. 
We have already commented here on 
the trend toward the- rock mainstream 
for so-called M -O -R radio. What, then, 
if this amalgamation of sounds con- 
tinues, as it most likely will? Part of 
the answer, it seems to us, lies in the 
very nature of the deejays who are 
called upon to tie-in the programming 
of music on radio. The truth is that 
too many deejays are too bland, too 
much the guy who seems to be the 
one assigned to recite the ad spots, 
the time and weather and not much 
else. Radio needs a "personality" up- 
lift, a factor in music programming 
that can be as entertaining as the 
music is supposed to be. Remember 
the "personality" deejay whose pres- 

ence on a radio station was an aid in 
audience ratings in itself? There just 
doesn't seem to be enough of these 
people, whose wit or sense of style 
constituted entertainment well worth 
the tuning into. 

And to add to the sad state of 
affairs, one program director at the 
Gavin meet noted the appalling lack 
of "personality" displayed on audition 
tapes by deejays who are already 
working on major market radio outlets. 

Perhaps "musical radio" requires 
more of the freedom of expression one 
gets in listening to "talk radio" and, 
in fact, in much of the music a station 
is programming. It all doesn't have 
to be a serious tone; it can be satire 
that can fit into a particular musical 
emphasis. Creative talent, as the re- 
cording industry is well aware, isn't 
easy to come by. Yet, greater energies 
have to be directed toward the dis- 
covery of such radio talent. A lot of it 
might flow from other areas of the 
entertainment world, if the supply isn't 
a flourishing one in radio circles. 

Whatever the source, setting one 
radio format apart from the other 
seems a crucial endeavor in order to 
establish a greater progressive, enter- 
taining approach to musical radio.

NEW YORK - Pick your pop musi- 
cal tastes and there's a new book 
waiting for you at your favorite 
bookstore. 

The music scene, past and present, 
is becoming one of the most 
documented of the arts-and some of 
the efforts are quite lavish in design. 
One new entry intends to offer an 
"insiders" view of the mechanics of 
today's music business. It's Roger 
Karsnher's "The Music Machine" 
(Nash Publishing. $7.95), which is 
subtitled "What Really Goes On in 
the Record Industry." Karsnher is a 
former promo vp at Capitol Records, 
who left the label about a year ago to 
form an indie promo service. 

Perhaps the prettiest new music 
book is "Cole" (Holt, Rinehart & 
Winston, $25), mostly a collection of 
lyrics by the late Cole Porter accom- 
panied by numerous photos and mem- 
orabilia. Its arte deco format is 
housed in a striking aluminum foil 
cover. The book was edited by Robert 
Kimball, curator of the Yale Ameri- 
can Music Theatre Collection, which 
includes the archives of Porter, a 
Yale alumnus. This year (June 9) is 
the 80th anniversary of Porter's birth. 
He died in 1964. 

FRONT COVER: 

While we tend to think of Sonny 
& Cher as a recording duo (and per- 
haps the first husband -wife team to 
emerge in the rock age), television 
has always been closely linked with 
their careers. Soon after the release 
of their first disk in 1965 on Atco, 
the pair became veritable fixtures on 
all TV variety shows-the dance par- 
ties as well as network variety 
shots.

The subject of 
a concentrated in-store campaign, the 
album's sales were predominently in 
this market. 

Eddie Shields, local retailer, con- 
curred with 'Porter's remarks concern- 
ing advertising, adding that in his 
marketing area, "the answer is air- 
play ... 95% of the new records we 
sell are the result of the customers' 
having heard them on the radio." 

Also discussed by those attending 
the meeting was the often inadequate 
training of store sales personnel. Gre- 
gar president George Grief suggested 
that staff members hold a periodic 
"audition" of new product, similar to 
the programming meetings held at 
many radio stations. 

Entertainment for the meeting was 
provided by singer Brenda Jones. 

Turnout for the event was small 
but enthusiastic, prompting label vice 
president Sid Garris to pronounce the 
event a success. "It's the people who 
are concerned about the state of the 
industry, and who want to find out 
how to change things for the better, 
who are going to be the most impor- 
tant figures," he said, adding that "if 
we're going to spend advertising 
money, we're going to spend it with 
people who are 'interested enough to 
come to these meetings." Date for the 
next session will be anounced.

penetration concentrating on a single 
market area. 

ABC/Dunhill's national sales direc- 
tor Dennis Lavinthal selected the 
Portland -Vancouver area as the test 
control location, primarily due to the 
Fred Meyer chain representation. 
Nine Meyer stores in the Seattle area 
were included in this project. 

32 -Page Catalog 
The multi -thousand -dollar merchan- 

dising program was launched Nov. 14 
and is scheduled to conclude Dec. 24. 
In the test control area, a 32 -page 
three -color "Super Grooves" consumer 
catalog was inserted in 450,000 copies 
of the Sunday, Nov. 14, edition of the 
Portland Oregonian. An additional 
150,000 catalogs are being distributed 
by the Meyer Chain. The catalog 
features informative bits about 
ABC/Dunhill artists and product, and 
includes a fold -in order sheet listing 
all available product, current hits and 
classic oldies on all the ABC/Dunhill 
labels. 

Retail pricing was set by George 
Summersby of the Meyer Chain. For 
example, the $5.98 suggested list for 
LPs reduces to $4.64 during this cam- 
paign, while Westminster Gold al- 
bums sell for $1.88. Suggested list for 
8 -track bid cassette Ampex tapes, sel- 
ling for $6.98, are going for $5.49. 
Through the handy mail order form 
in the consumer catalog, the con- 
sumer is able to order directly 
through the Meyer Chain. To date, 
the response from the mail order 
blanks has been substantial, as antici- 
pated. 

Stax Own Pirating Battle 
Utilizes Ex -FBI Agents 
NEW YORK - Stax Records has 
launched "a master plan" to fight rec- 
ord piracy. The plan, utilizing FBI 
methods and ex -FBI operatives, will 
go into effect with the release of the 
record album "Black Moses," sung by 
Stax's Isaac Hayes. 

A team of ex -FBI agents will insti- 
tute close surveillance tactics at the 
fabricating plants, pressing oper- 
ations, and known bootlegging oper- 
ations throughout the U.S. FBI meth- 
ods will be utilized in detecting and 
apprehending pirates. 

In addition, shipping information 
and the release date, known only by 
two top Stax execs, have assumed the

The Stax Organization and Hayes, 
the company noted, have been partic- 
ularly hurt by record piracy.

tape recordings of the concert in 
the U.S.A. and Canada, and that 
EMI would do the same elsewhere 
worldwide. Klein suggested a com- 
mercial basis for Capitol's releases 
of this product and undertook that 
Apple would obtain all necessary 
consents. This understanding, and the 
commercial terms thereof, were con- 
firmed by Len Wood in his letter to 
Klein dated 30th September 1971. 

(2) Subsequent to these conversa- 
tions, Klein informed me that he had 
met with Clive Davis, President of 
Columbia Records, in order to ob- 
tain permission for Bob Dylan's per- 
formance to appear in the album to 
be distributed by Capitol on the basis 
previously agreed; however, Davis did 
not then give permission and referred 
to an alternative proposal involving 
the participation of Columbia in the 
distribution of this recording, which 
he intended to communicate in due 
course. 

(3) On Thursday, October 7, Klein, 
telephoned from London and read us 
a proposal purported to be made by 
Columbia, which earlier that morning 
he had communicated to Len Wood 
as well. The Columbia proposal, as 
we understood it, involved dividing 
the distribution between Columbia and 
Capitol/EMI with one of the parties 
obtaining disk rights only in the 
U.S.A. and Canada, and the other 
obtaining all other rights world-wide, 
including tape and club. The proposal 
included the attendant economics in- 
volving pressing and duplication 
costs, retail prices and distribution 
margins with respect to the U.S.A. 
and the suggestion of a royalty ar- 
rangement with respect to outside the 
U.S.A. My reaction to this proposal 
was negative, as was Len Wood's on 
behalf of EMI. 

(4) On Tuesday, October 12, I met 
with Klein in his New York office 
and explained the reasons for which

Capitol was unable to consider the 
proposal purported to have been made 
by Columbia. The major reason was 
our firm belief that the concert was 
correctly described as by "George 
Harrison and His Friends", and that 
every single participating artist con- 
tributed to the magnetism of the event 
by his spirit of selfless benevolence 
and charity which brought them all 
together in support of George Harri- 
son's plea for mercy and conscience 
towards the Beugla Desh refugees. 
We believed that it was singularly 
inappropriate to quantify any in- 
dividual's artistic performance as a 
basis to apportion the commercial as- 
pects, such as the release of the rec- 
ords represents, of that magnificent 
evening. We believed that only appro- 
priate principle available in the busi- 
ness context was the contractual 
status of the different participating 
artists with regard to their respec- 
tive record labels. Entirely consist- 
ent with this position, we believed 
that EMI/Capitol had unquestionable 
rights to undertake the total distribu- 
tion of this product in all its con- 
figurations worldwide because of the 
preponderance of artists exclusively 
contracted to EMI/Capitol appearing 
in the recordings. I, therefore, sug- 
gested to Klein that in recognition 
of Bob Dylan's unique position, it 
would be appropriate for Columbia 
to receive an artist -use royalty con- 
sistent with the overriding principle 
of charity which characterized the 
concert and the record. Klein advised 
me that he would convey our posi- 
tion in the matter to Columbia. 

(5) Based on Capitol's clear un- 
derstanding that subsequent discus- 
sions between Klein and Columbia had 
resulted in Columbia's agreement that 
Capitol would distribute all configura- 
tions of this recording in the U.S.A. 
and Canada, an all-night meeting was 
held in Allen Klein's New York office 
on Wednesday, October 13th, at which 
Klein sought from Capitol complete 
information on commercial terms with 
respect to both disc and tape re- 
leases. On Friday, October 15, Capi- 
tol presented to Klein a written pro- 
posal in which Capitol would under- 
take exclusively the pressing and dis- 
tribution of all configurations of the 
Madison Square Garden Concert re- 
cordings in the U.S.A. and Canada. 
Klein promised to advise us without 
delay the price to be paid to Apple 
for each album and tape package. 
Obviously, had there not been an un- 
derstanding on both sides that Capi- 
tol was to have the right to release 
both disk and tape recordings, there 
would have been no need to negotiate 
those elaborate terms nor to submit 
them to Klein as Capitol did on Oc- 
tober 15. 

(6) Klein, never furnished to Capi- 
tol the price information he agreed 
to give but rather suddenly on Fri- 
day, October 20, he conveyed to us 
an entirely new proposal involving 
Capitol obtaining disk rights in the 
U.S.A. and Canada, Columbia obtain- 
ing tape rights in the U.S.A. and 
Canada, and EMI obtaining all rights 
outside the U.S.A. and Canada. It 
contained no financial proposals. Capi- 
tol informed Klein that we were per- 
plexed at this totally unexplained 
change in the basic principles which 
had been agreed by both of us 19 

days earlier. 
Late on the evening of November 

11th, Klein called on me in Los An- 
geles at which time I delivered a let- 
ter to him setting forth all the above 
matters, and he reiterated his latest 
proposal as follows: 

1) Capitol Records obtains exclu- 
sive disk rights in the U.S.A. 
and Canada. 

2) Columbia obtains exclusive tape 
rights in the U.S.A. and Can- 
ada. 

3) EMI obtains exclusive disk and 
tape rights in all countries out- 
side the U.S.A. and Canada. 

4) There will be no club rights for 
this album. 

Recognizing the urgency of the mat- 
ter, I telephoned Klein the very next 
morning (November 12) and advised 
him that Capitol would accept his 
latest proposal, subject to its accept- 
ance by Columbia. Commercial terms, 
including two alternative financial 
bases, appropriate to Klein's proposal, 
were submitted to him in a letter 
dated November 17th. As recently as 
at 2:30 p.m. yesterday afternoon 
(November 23), I discussed certain 
specific aspects of these terms with 
Klein in New York City, and left 
for Los Angeles with his assurance 
that would telephone me about the 
alternative financial proposals. It was 
thus with very considerable surprise 
and regret that I heard George Har- 
rison's comments on the Dick Cavett 
show that very evening. I could only 
conclude that Mr. Harrison was clear- 
ly-not in possession of the complete 
facts as set forth in this statement 
and I was, therefore, particularly 
gratified to have had an opportunity 
to explain the circumstances to him 
when he called me this afternoon from 
New York. 

It is Capitol's belief that even now 
the negotiations can be brought to a 
swift and satisfactory conclusion if 
future discussions are characterized 
by a greater degree of clarity and 
less ambiguity than we have en- 
countered to date. I reiterate that 
Capitol shares in full measure the 
anxiety of George Harrison to make 
available to the public the Madison 
Square Garden concert album at the 
earliest possible date and will con- 
tinue to do everything in its power 
to achieve this objective.

Book Review: `Cole' 
(Holt, Rinehart, Wilson, $25) 

This is the most flattering kind of 
biography of a songwriter. It sticks 
to basics, a generous supply of Cole 
Porter lyrics, which you don't have to 
know the music to enjoy (if you do, 
that much the better).

NEW YORK - Ampex Corp sales 
for the second fiscal quarter ended 
Oct. 30, rose 11% over the prior year 
but resulted in a net loss of 24 cents 
per share, reports Arthur H. 
Hausman, president and chief exec 
officer. 

Sales for the second quarter totaled 
$82,315,000, up 11 percent from $74,- 
432,000 in the comparable period last 
year. A net loss of $2,625,000, or 24 
cents per share, is compared with net 
earnings of $139,000, or 1 cent per 
share last year. 

For the first half of fiscal year 
1972, sales totaled $155,290,000, up 12 
per cent from $138,960,000 last year. 
A net loss of $3,399,000 or 31 cents 
per share on 10,874,614 average 
shares outstanding is compared with 
net earnings of $136,000, or 1 cent per 
share on 10,874,314 shares. 

Fiscal year 1971 earnings are res- 
tated to reflect previously announced 
accounting changes. 

Hausman said he does not expect 
earnings in the last half to offset first 
half losses and that the company ex- 
pects a loss for the year. 

He cited an unfavorable mix of 
product sales that has severely eroded 
margins as the principal reason for 
the losses.

NEW YORK, N.Y. - Kinney Ser- 
vices, Inc. and TeleVision Communi- 
cations Corporation ("TVC") have 
revealed adjusted terms of the previ- 
ously announced agreement for the 
acquisition by Kinney of TVC, a com- 
pany engaged in the CATV business.

Steven J. Ross, president of Kin- 
ney, and Alfred R. Stern, president of 
TVC, noted that the consideration 
originally announced was approx- 
imately 1,264,000 shares of Kinney 
Common Stock subject to adjustment 
on a formula basis. 

Ross and Stern said that TVC in- 
tends, immediately prior to the mer- 
ger closing, to transfer the TVC radio 
and television broadcasting stations 
to a new Delaware corporation, Fed- 
erated Media, Inc. ("FMI"), and to 
distribute all of FMI's shares to 
TVC's stockholders. Thus, they said, 
Kinney will not acquire TVC's broad - 
sting businesses, and accordingly 
the original terms have been adjusted 
to reflect this change and to reflect 
market conditions. The distribution of 
FMI's stock to TVC's stockholders 
will be effected only by means of a 
prospectus intended to be filed with 
the Securities and Exchange Commis- 
sion. 

The broadcasting stations involved 
consist of WKJG-TV, Ft. Wayne, In- 
diana, KNWA-FM, Fayetteville, 
Arkansas, and WBNB-TV, Charoltte 
Amalie, St. Thomas, Virgin Islands. 

Ross said that the previously an- 
nounced acquisition by Kinney of the 
CATV properties of Continental Tele- 
phone Corporation for approximately 
550,000 shares of Kinney Common 
Stock, subject to adjustment on a for- 
mula basis, will be concluded at about 
the same time as the TVC acquisition, 
but the two transactions are not con- 
tingent upon one another. 

Stern said that the TVC transac- 
tion, which is intended to close by 
Dec. 31, is subject to the approval of 
the TVC stockholders, a favorable tax 
determination and certain other clos- 
ing conditions. Ross said that no Kin- 
ney stockholder approval would be 
required. Following the merger, TVC 
will be a wholly -owned subsidiary of 
Kinney. 

Ross said that Stern will become a 
Kinney director and chief exec officer 
of Kinney's CATV operations, includ- 
ing the present CATV businesses of 
both TVC and Continental Telephone.

RCA Free Campus 
Concerts On Coast 
HOLLYWOOD - Beginning last Fri- 
day, four RCA -affiliated groups be- 
gan a 12 -date tour of Southern Cali- 
fornia colleges. The package is being 
made available free to each campus 
by the label. Participants are RCA's 
Mike Nesmith and Swampwater, plus 
Daybreak's Larry Groce and Wooden 
Nickel's String Cheese. Last two la- 
bels are manufactured and distributed 
by RCA. 

The label furnishes talent and the 
Johnny Thompson sound system. Stu- 
dents at each campus are responsible 
for local promotion and setting up 
facilities for the performance. Admis- 
sion at approximately 75% of the dates 
will be free, with some schools charg- 
ing admissions "under $1.00" to help 
cover expenses. RCA also supplies 
transportation for the talent in the 
form of an air-conditioned bus equip- 
ped with restrooms and a bar, and 
cover incidental expenses. 

The project was devised by label 
West Coast product coordinator Don 
Grierson and developed by him with 
assistance from all other departments 
of the Los Angeles office with full 
cooperation and encouragement from 
RCA's New York headquarters. Inspi- 
ration, Grierson told Cash Box, came 
from the enthusiasm of representa- 
tives attending the College Radio 
Forums conducted by Los Angeles 
field promotion representative Ray 
Anderson, who was also quite active 
in the development of the tour. 

According to Grierson, the primary 
objective of the free concert series, 
believed to be a first by any label, is 
to develop public relations for the 
labels and groups involved, rather 
than simply to boost record sales for 
the specific acts. He indicated that 
response from both the students and 
the talent has been quite high, with 
some performers postponing paid 
dates elsewhere in order to partici- 
pate in the venture.

Yale Seminar 
CHICAGO - Irwin H. Steinberg, 
president of Mercury Records, recent- 
ly visited the Yale University Law 
School as part of a semester -long 
seminar on "law in the entertainment 
and communication industries."

Morrison was and forever 
will be a Door. That's the way the 
crowd wants it. That's the way fate 
planned it. 

Joined by John Conrad and Bobby 
Ray, the in -concert quintet is still a 
supergroup on more than a founda- 
tion of memories. Their "Other 
Voices" LP will no doubt be followed 
by more excellent music. Manzarek- 
Krieger-Densmore: they are one and 
they are three. They are the audience 
and the audience is them. Full circle, 
round circle, beautiful circle. Death is 
not an end when life is strong. 

The Wackers were cooly received, 
but with hefty -voiced straight -ahead 
Mike Stull in control, there is terrific 
potential here for musical excellence.

Billy Joel 
MEDIA SOUND STUDIOS, NYC-At 
long last, a singer -pianist who 
doesn't have to rip-off Elton John, 
Carole King or Jerry Lee Lewis! Billy 
Joel is ... well, Billy Joel, but a few 
comparisons might help explain his 
impact, which is considerable. 

Had Ray Peterson never told Laura 
he loved her, he might have developed 
into Billy, whose vocal range is 
phenomenally huge and powerful at 
each step. If one were really pressed 
to rattle off a list of already estab- 
lished talents in an effort to describe 
his music, then Nilsson, Paul McCart- 
ney and Emmit Rhodes would be 
mentioned prominently. But Joel is 
not a borrower of any of them, and 
this is what helps make his sets both 
enjoyable and unique. 

His Family/Paramount LP features 
some of the gems he performed to a 
press gathering that actually stopped 
eating food in favor of ingesting the 
music when he sat down at the key- 
board: "She's Got A Way" and "Why 
Judy Why" among them. But he also 
performed songs that are not on the 
LP, and if "Captain Jack" and "Jose- 
phine" are examples of what future 
albums may hold, then there is some- 
thing really developing here. 

Billy's lyrics display a tremendous 
sense of humor, and his wit is every 
bit as big as his bite. As for his piano 
technique, he may well become a stan- 
dard by which others are judged. And 
anyone who can sing in all those oc- 
taves and still be convincing in each 
has got to be considered a real find. 
Despite numerous technical difficulties 
(and Billy made no bones about how 
it all was bringing him down), Billy 
Joel gave a strong show. Expect this 
man with the two first names to daz- 
zle wherever he goes. 

The Kinks 
Glass Harp 

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - After the 
stunning party that RCA held at 
L'Etoile to welcome the Kinks to the 
label, it appeared as though Ray Da- 
vies and his group had prepared an 
equally stunning Carnegie Hall set 
for oldtime and newfound Kinks fans. 
Ray came out in formal tails and 
tophat (with a mod shirt underneath) 
and was quite the master of ceremo- 
ny, continually bubbling and very 
happy that the group was now on 
RCA. 

Unfortunately, Ray never got 
around to telling the rest of the 
Kinks what songs he would be unpre- 
dictably pulling out of his tophat. 
Without warning he would launch 
into a song and after a few bars, the 
rest of the group would catch up to 
him, unless of course, they hadn't 
heard it before (Ray started a couple 
and stopped when he realized he 
hadn't shown them to the group yet.) 
Also, little surprises like an off-the- 
cuff version of Connie Francis' 
"Who's Sorry Now" filled the set. 

Once they caught the groove, the 
Kinks were quite kinky, with plenty 
of tasty British rock. It just seems 
that the fellows were somewhat dis- 
concerted with Ray's capriciousness. 
Tunes from the new RCA album such 
as "Paranoic-Schizophrenic Blues" 
were included with old favorites as 
"You Really Got Me," "Lola," and 
"Victoria." 

The Glass Harp works with the 
guitar -bass -drums trio format, but 
handles the medium differently than 
anything previous. As a whole, the 
group concentrates on tone, and 
achieves some sounds that many mu- 
sicians can only dream about. Virtu- 
oso electric guitar that encompassed 
the rock, jazz and classical idioms 
within scant notes of each other high- 
lighted a set that included a well - 
planned drum solo and dynamic bass 
playing.

WHISKY A GO GO, L.A.-Mama 
Lion, first group from Artie Ripp's 
Family label (Paramount -distributed) 
to receive extensive local publicity, 
proved at this Whisky appearance to 
be a basically good band that's in 
need of some good outside consul. 

As musicians, they're all fine; the 
pianist, especially, shows evidence of 
being a potentially outstanding tal- 
ent.

"Ain't No Sunshine," "Ain't Too 
Proud to Beg" and a lengthy medley 
of "Spoonful," "Fever," "Fannie 
Mae" and the like. 

What's causing the commotion, is 
their lead vocalist, Lynn Carey, who 
simply must take 'a listen to herself 
and settle down. At this point of her 
career, her voice, which cuts into your 
head like a dentist's drill, is all 
wham -ham, leaving no chance for a 
breath or a minute's rest. 

Second -billed was Atlantic's Free- 
dom. The sheer volume of their open- 
ing night set had caused the group to 
be reprimanded by club management. 
By Friday night, they had calmed 
down considerably. Their set con- 
tained standards like "Stormy Mon- 
day," "Going Down," (which is be- 
coming as much a cliche as "Johnny 
B. Goode" was around here a few 
months ago) and "Oh, Pretty Wom- 
an," plus a couple of originals. Of 
them, "Ladybird" was quite fine. On 
the basis of one set, they seem to be a 
relatively ordinary British blues 
group, with above -average writing 
ability.

New Riders 

PAULEY PAVILION, U.C.L.A. - 
When the Greateful Dead come to 
town it's a real event, and this college 
concert was no exception. License 
plates in the parking lot indicated 
attendees from all over Southern Cal- 
ifornia and, no doubt, most felt this 
to be one of this year's real biggies. 

There was dancing on the lower 
level and fairly comfortable seating 
for those of us who vastly prefer 
such arrangements. And glory be! - 
the back of the stage area was roped 
off so that nobody was forced to sit 
behind the Warners' group. This 
should be the practice of every group 
and every promoter but, sadly, isn't. 

The music went on for hours, 
again, Dead fans were probably 
thrilled. Selections from albums going 
back to the first were presented, plus 
additions such as "El Paso." Pianist 
Keith Godchaux more than filed in for 
an ailing Pigpen; he's now a perma- 
nent member of the group. (Mr. Pen 
will in the futre, forsake his organ 
playing and concentrate on singing 
"Good Morning Little Schoolgirl" and 
"Turn On Your Love Light"). 

Secondbilled were Columbia's New 
Riders of the Purple Sage, who start- 
ed as sort of a Dead equivalent to the 
Airplane's Hot Tuna but who have 
now apparently given up any sharing 
of personnel-they have their own 
steel guitar player and drummer. 
They performed an opening set that 
ran for at least an hour. Most of the 
songs were from their first album, 
with a couple of ringers like "Down 
in the Boondocks" thrown in. 

Both bands are pretty good for the 
idiom (long-haired pseudo -country) 
that they have chosen to work in. 
And they put on a pretty good show, 
even if the Dead seemed to take ten- 
minute breaks between every number.

PERSIAN ROOM, PLAZA HOTEL, 
NYC - New Zealander John Rowles 
has enough warmth and international 
flair to add new and vital fuel to the 
musical melting pot. Introduced to 
American audiences in 1970, the dark 
haired and twinkly-eyed cabaret 
crusader has already broken through 
many barriers and is well on his way 
to capturing middle America's fancy. 

For example, Rowles' musical style 
bridges the gap between mature lis- 
teners and youno-er fans. Not that 
singers like Tom Jones and Englebert 
Hurnperdinck haven't done this be- 
fore, but the middle-of-the-road con- 
tinually moves to the left as tastes 
change and new styles become assimi- 
lated. And Rowles is on the new road; 
when he rocks with medleys such as 
"River Deep/Proud Mary" and "Hard 
To Handle/Soul Man," he really rocks 
in a way both young and old can 
understand. 

Personality is an international 
affair for Rowles also. He's a go- 
getter, and will bend over backwards 
to win the audience's favor and rap- 
port. He does this by appealing to 
national origin and by relating his 
various experiences around the world 
in both monolog and song. His origi- 
nal about his sister, "Cheryl Moana 
Marie" radiates island flavor while 
"Mrs. Smith" hits suburban America 
right between the eyes. 

Rowles is a smooth talker and a 
suave performer, and he makes it ob- 
vious that he wants to win over any 
audience placed in front of him. As 
long as he continues exuding his win- 
ning personality, this shouldn't be a 
hard task for him.

Seals & Crofts 
Boz Scaggs 

PHILHARMONIC HALL, NYC - 
Seals & Crofts know how to get peo- 
ple on their feet. They possess a cer- 
tain charisma that makes their audi- 
ence stomp in time and promenade 
down the aisles. The dignifieed aura 
of Philharmonic Hall gave way to a 
barnstormin' hoedown, and no one, 
not even the ushers, seemed to mind. 

The funniest part of the audience 
reaction is that Seals & Crofts aren't 
a high volume, big -beat rock group. 
They're a tasty folk duo with subtle 
electric bass backup. In fact, many of 
the songs they performed, such as 
"Irish Linen" and "Tin Town," were 
delicate and lilting ballads. Actually, 
the numbers that brought the crowd 
to its feet were the Virginia Reel -type 
fiddle tunes and rhythm grooves like 
"Cotton Mouth," but on their feet and 
in the aisles they stayed, giving rapt 
attention to the more intimate songs 
as well. 

Boz Scaggs opened the show with 
his powerful and well -lubricated big 
rock -blues band. Belting out tunes 
such as "I'm Easy" showed his 
prowess at laying down a beat, while 
"I'll Be Long Gone" demonstrated his 
capabilities at creating a mood that 
blends blues, jazz rock and pop. Al- 
though he recently switched second 
guitarists, the personnel in his group 
is starting to stabilize so that he can 
develop his talents as a bandleader.

Doug Kershaw 
Buzzy Linhart 

TROUBADOUR, L.A. -- Buzzy Lin - 
hart provides, among other things, 
the answer to the age-old question 
"Who, besides Manfred Mann and the 
Strawberry Alarm Clock, uses vibes 
in a rock context?" 

First, though, it should be men- 
tioned that when Linhart finally felt 
prepared to play (starting half an 
hour late), he and his band got right 
into it with a rocking version of the 
"You Can't Catch Me" melody with, 
presumably, Linhart's own lyrics 
(well, if Lennon can get away with it. 

). Things got considerably more 
interesting as the set progressed 
through the group's current Buddah 
single, "Friends," and a flock of oth- 
ers. 

The band consists of a highly capa- 
ble lead guitarist Jeff Baxter, who 
also threw in some steel guitar, a 
bassist and former Ten Wheel Drive 
drummer Luther Rix. Linhart, on lead 
vocals, rhythm guitar and vibes, is a 
fine musician and a capable per- 
former, striking an easy rapport with 
the audience. And watch out for Jeff 
Baxter. Don't know where, he came 
from, but he could well be headed for 
the top. 

Doug Kershaw is the Cajun Chuck 
Berry, and you can infer as much as 
you like from the generalization. It'll 
still stand up. He started his set with 
a trio of sure winners, "Diggy Diggy 
Lo," "Battle of New Orleans" and 
"Orange Blossom Special." To say 
that he tore through them would be 
an understatement; it was obvious 
that he couldn't get through with 
them quickly enough. He then sat 
down with an acoustic guitar for 
three numbers and accordion for a 
fourth. He finished with "Louisiana 
Man" and encored with "Uncle Pen," 
both back on fiddle. The audience was 
more receptive to the loud fiddle 
pieces than to the more subtle materi- 
al. They also liked it when everybody 
in Linhart's band played various per- 
cussion instruments for a four -man 
drum solo. His nine number set ran 
under half an hour.

NEW YORK-OLD ROCK, LET'S TRY IT AGAIN 

The rock 'n roll revival movement started in concert (well, actually in a sports arena) in 1969, with Richard Nader's help and Madison Square Garden still regu- larly reels with the sounds. But only in the last few weeks have we witnessed a true resurgence of old rock acts as recording entities. RCA now has The Shirelles, James Brown's People now's got Hank Ballard; The Playmates are on Bell and Dion has recorded some of his old stuff again for Warners; The Coasters are back 
on King. But can we lindy again like we did last summer, when we have trouble 
doing the twist? Dick Clark has dis -owned the movement, not wanting it to inter- 
fere with his current work. And Alan Freed's dead. 

The whole direction of rock has changed so drastically, it would be anachro- 
nistic to expect a true r&r renaissance. For one thing, many classics were recorded 
in sewers, viaducts, hotel rooms or at best, radio announcing booths, with one or 
maybe two mikes. Now we have 16 and more -tracked studios and invention is the 
mother of necessity. Try pulling an old rabbit out of a pair of hot pants and 
see what it gets you. 

The studio musicianship (or lack thereof) which gave the records their particu- 
lar sound is lost. Those working sessions today cannot (or will not) re-create a 
'63 sound, let alone a '58 model. In the arenas, nostalgia can take you higher, but 
in the studios, it's technological future -shock all the way. Time's not on our side. 

So the best you can hope for is the act's trademark harmony or style trans- 
formed with new material, or at least old material never before associated with 
their former life. So The Coasters revive Clovers memories with "Love Potion #9" 
(The Searchers revival will just have to wait till Herman's Hermits and The Dave 
Clark Five acquire an oldies veneer). The Shirelles have got The Guess Who's 
"No Sugar Tonight" modernly cubed, while The Playmates take "Dayenu" out 
of the temple and into the heathen marketplace. This is all fine, well and good. 
Pop -rock is seeking new directions and this is in many ways a most admirable one. 

But still the best way to hear fifties rock is to go back to mother earth-the 
disks themselves, as originally produced. Roulette Records has re -pressed mile- 
stone albums by The Chantels, The Teenagers and The Flamingos and while their 
new two -record oldies collection LPs are not innovations, they seem to be the 
only company left still actively interested in releasing such packages. And trying 
to get the singles themselves can be a task "for collectors only." 

A few lights shine through the musty, dusty window: Smash has re -issued 
Bruce Channel's "Hey Baby" while Carole King's ex -baby sitter, Little Eva, has 
been doing the "Locomotion" in an LA record store, selling almost as heavy as 
the outlet's number one record on occasion. The Record Exchanger (Box 2144, 
Anaheim, Cal. 92804) has just published the Atlantic-Atco discography, from the 
beginning, and continues to publish a readable, lively and accurate mag for 
oldies freaks. They have even kept the tradition of "swapping" alive with their 
auctions. 

A capella is alive and well with The Persuasions, now recording their second 
LP for Capitol. The group never had hits (outside the street corner or the stoop) 
during the era, but they lived it and sound great with any kind of material. The 
label took a chance signing them (Zappa who loved them and signed them to 
Straight couldn't get their first LP off the ground), and should be lauded for 
confidence in the group. 

But we don't give a hoot for The McGuire Sisters today. And although musically 
far removed from The Five Satins or The Four Seasons, their nearness in time 
is frightening. Rock 'n roll could easily fade away from consciousness (despite 
Danny & The Jrs. insistance that it's here to stay) without the right kind of 
force behind it. And where's an Alan Freed when we really need him?

HOLLYWOOD-HOW CAN YOU BE LISTENING TO FOUR CHANNELS AT ONCE, 
WHEN THERE'S REALLY NO SEPARATION AT ALL? 

What with Christmas coming up (now that Thanksgiving's passed, we think 
we're safe in reminding you), you're probably wondering about gifts: perhaps 
even if you should buy your daughter one of those new-fangled four -channel 
component sets. So, we thought we'd check around and see what's up. 

As our authority, we chose Stephen Desper. Steve's been with the Beach Boys 
for about six years, having joined them after building a public address system 
for their personal appearances. He was, shortly thereafter, made their engineer. 
He built a studio in Brian Wilson's den (the house used to be Johnny Weiss- 
muller's and boasts unusual spaciousness including very high ceilings), and has 
operated it ever since. His interests have diversified, and now Steve's going the 
independent route-you can get the same treatment given "Surf's Up." 

As an engineer, Steve's been asked by the group to create everything from 
"the mood of a strawberry milk shake" to "the hollow trunk of a dying tree," and 
he accepts these challanges without so much as a flinch. 

Steve and the Beach Boys have been involved with quadraphonic for quite 
some time; some of the material on the group's "Sunflower" album issued in 

July 1970, and all of the Flame's LP from October of that same year was matrixed 
for quad. All of the "Surf's Up" album and the upcoming Spring LP on United 
Artists has four -channel information in the grooves. 

"I'm a member of the ambient camp," he explained. "I believe in spaciousness 
and non -point source, except for effect purposes. The approach to the Beach Boys 
albums is that way. 

"The art of recording is good until it takes away from the music. When your 
mind becomes more aware of a sound effect or a spatial effect than it is of the 
music, then you're defeating your own purpose. I don't think quad is going to be 

as big as stereo because it's really taxing the living room and the listener, you 
have to be even more serious about listening if you're going into quadraphonic .. . 

you have to have your speakers exactly placed, and yourself, too." 
We asked him why the Beach Boys albums were processed for quad. "We have 

to learn. But my main consideration if for the tereo. If 1% of the market wants 
quad it should be superb quad, but it shouldn't interfere with the stereo. I do 
all my mixing in stereo first and then process it for the quad matrix. Most studios

GAYLE McCORMICK: BEHIND GREEN EYES 

"In New York people don't look you in the eye," remarks Gayle McCormick 
who looks you in the eye. Gayle is from St. Louis, proving ground and ofttimes 
burial ground for great rhythm and blues performers. Gayle grew up on the right 
side of the tracks there but, judging from the way she handles a song, she 

managed to soak up more than a little of the pure funk which grows up through 
the pavements of the poorer sectors. 

Gayle is a personable young woman, shy but direct. At 22 she has already 

had a considerable amount of acclaim-most of it as lead vocalist for the now - 

dismembered Smith. Describing her upbringing (church choir, high school musi- 

cals) and her first taste of success (a 45 she recorded with a group called the 
Klassmen made it to the top ten in St. Louis), she is as casual as when com- 

menting on her first solo album for Dunhill, which is entitled simply "Gayle Mc- 

Cormick." 
If, like us, you just about wore out the tracks on the Smith albums which fea- 

tured Gayle, then the new LP is just the thing. It's all Gayle and the selections 
are varied enough, ranging from "Superstar" to the Fontella Bass number 
"Rescue Me," to allow her to demonstrate her remarkable versatility. Even 

something like "Natural Woman," which, God knows, has just about been re- 

corded to death, sounds new when Gayle gets around to singing it. And when 
she tears into "You Really Got A Hold On Me," a person can't be blamed for 
wanting to do the Mickey's Monkey right on the spot. 

We were trying to pin down exactly what it is that this woman has a record. 
Maybe it has something to do with purpose-with knowing your mind and doing 
what you feel. Gayle was whiling away her teenage years in St. Louis when Smith 
-then an all male group-came to town to play. She joined them. They were 
her ticket out of there and she took it. By the same token, when it was in the 
cards for the group to break up, Gayle packed her stuff and set out on a solo 
career. 

Some time in the future she would like to do some acting, particularly in the 

field of mime. With her sense of purpose there's a good chance she'll succeed 
in that too. Then maybe go on to something else. In New York people don't look 

you in the eye. Except for Gayle McCormick. And she's only visiting.

There are differences in the way the matrices are set up, but there's 
so little separation in any of them-only 3 or 4 db-that it doesn't really make 

any difference." 
We thanked Steve for the information, and left. But all the while we were 

amazed at the irony of the situation. Brian Wilson, the acknowledged guiding 

genius of the Beach Boys, plays no part in the four -channel mix. For Brian can't 
even hear two -channel stereo-he's almost totally deaf in one ear.

School of Broadcasting, which, as it turns out, is housed in the "Cash Box 

Building" on Sunset Boulevard: 
"Regular listeners to KCIM won't be disappointed if they never hear it again. 

The reason is explained starkly in the translation of its call letters: Chino In- 

stitute for Men. 

"There are concerned people who want to make the prison radio station a 

meaningful and profitable experience for the inmates who desire to become 

involved in its operation and particularly in its future. 

"There are several individuals who are making special efforts to improve the 

radio facility with, of course, the eager cooperation of the Institute. Ivan Haynes 

is one. Haynes, an inmate, voluntarily extended his sentence two months in 

order to stay on and assist in the overall project. Another is Harvey ("Humble 
Harve") Miller, former top -rated personality at KHJ, Los Angeles. Miller, also 

an inmate, is KCIM's program director. 

"The main contributors are Bill E. Brock, general manager of the Columbia 

School, and John Jenney, audition director. Columbia is providing free radio an- 

nouncing courses as sponsor for KCIM. And there is Bob Light, president of the 

Southern California Broadcasters Association, who is soliciting the donation of 

equipment from commercial radio stations. 

"'We plainly need help," Brock said. "We need equipment, especially a small 

console and two turntables.' 
"Jenney is organizing the volunteer services of disk jockeys, engineers, pro- 

gram directors and newsmen to visit Chino once a month and to help the sta- 

tion. Los Angeles station KGIL and KNBC have donated records, Bo Donovan 

has offered his syndicated show to KCIM and 'Rod Gregory Interviews the Stars' 

has been donated.

LOSING THEIR HEADS-Hudson & Landry- 
Dore 326 

The comedy team of Bob Hudson and Ron 
Landry did not really come out of nowhere- 
they are top rated disk jockeys at KGBS in Los 
Angeles-but their first album was certainly a 
sleeper. Follow-up set finds the boys taking 
pot shots on such subjects as obscene phone 
busts, hip men of the cloth, airline travel and 
misplaced astronauts. A wild and whacky romp 
which will be a top charter. 

FARTHER ALONG-The Byrds-Columbia KC 
31050 

Roger McGuinn and his accomplices return 
with another joyful set. During the past several 
years as the Byrds have grown closer, their 
albums have become more varied and "Farther 
Along" is no exception. In the down home 
stomp catergory and benefitting immeasurably 
from the banjo picking fever of Gene Parsons 
is a mighty tasteful thing called "Bristol Steam 
Convention Blues," while in the area of the 
welcome but unexpected, there's the Byrds' 
tip o' the Stetson to the Fiestas via a version 
of "So Fine."

In case the packaging doesn't tell you loud 
enough that this is a two LP set on one disk, 
the material will.

YORK - The Wurlitzer Company is 
offering for the first time a break-in 
alarm for its line on new Model 3600 
Super Star phonographs. Available to 
operators as an optional feature, it is 
being advertised as low-cost practical 
measure to discourage casual break- 
ins and on -location tampering during 
business hours. 

The alarm sets off an ear -shattering 
scream if the cash box door or its 
frame is pried open even as little as 
one -eighth of an inch. If the door is 
opened properly with a key or pushed 
inward from an accidental kick or 
bump, the alarm will not sound. 

The Wurlitzer break-in alarm is 
easily installed by the operator, re- 
quiring no more than several screws 
to attach the unit to the phonograph 
sidewall. No drilling or precision 
shaping is necessary. Although the 
break-in alarm is designed specifically 
for the Super Star phonograph, it 
also fits the new credenza -styled Cab- 
aret a 200 selection furniture piece 
phonograph soon to be available 
from Wurlitzer. 

The principle ingredients of the 
alarm include a liquid freon con- 
tainer, triggering lever, mounting 
bracket, screws, and horn. The only 
replacement part is the liquid freon 
container. It is readily available in 
sporting goods stores or any place 
where ship to shore signal devices are 
sold. The replacement factor, howev- 
er, comes into play only if the phono- 
graph cashbox is broken into and the 
alarm is set off. A printed stick -on 
label warns intruders that the system 
is installed. 

Says Stan Grajek, The Wurlitz- 
er Company's Manager of Phono- 
graph Engineering, "The new Break- 
in alarm is a great deterrent to van- 
dalism, especially during business 
hours. Even if the premises have been 
cleared, it would take an enormously 
steel -nerved criminal to concentrate 
on his work while the blast from the 
alarm is being sounded. The unit 
should be extremely popular with 
smart operators who recognize the 
alarm's relative low-cost, not to men- 
tion its potential for keeping in- 
surance costs down."
