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M-O-R Memo: What
About Show Music?

Now that the cat is out of the bag
(thanks to the recent staging of an
M-O-R concert in New York's Madison
Square Garden) that M-O-R music is
alive and can be well again, we think
it's appropriate to put in a pitch for
a subdivision of M-O-R: show music.

We believe that a staging of a
Broadway-only musical format in a
large arena will bear out the continu-
ing appeal of this type of music. Be it
Rodgers & Hammerstein, Lerner &
Loewe, Jerome Kern, Cole Porter,
frving Berlin etc., the music of these
masters need no longer be just rele-
gated to a role of ‘“‘our musical heri-
tage” without regard to the continu-
ing pleasure they give millions.

And speaking of millions, there
have been untold millions of dollars
invested by record companies in the
production of original cast albums.
Many, of course, have been all-time
recording sellers. We think, however,
that renewed activity could be realized

with greater exposure of this material
via the sponsorship of concertized
versions of the great hit shows or
evenings devoted to one or more of
the great show music writing talents.
The approach, we must add, is im-
portant. To simply offer Tin Pan Alley-
ized versions of show music would
miss the point. Many original cast
stars might be assembled to bring out
the true flavor of show music, which
can lose a lot in attempts to turn its
material into contemporary formats.
Some performers not directly asso-
ciated with Broadway appearances do
have, we must add, an affinity for
show music. These should be picked
carefully.

The labels who have extensive show
music catalogs know who they are.
Individually or in collaboration, they
should get the message of Columbia’s
recent M-O-R event and help renew
the vitality of a remarkable source of
great songs.

Label Earns
24 Gold Awards

NEW YORK — 1971 was the greatest
year in Atlantic Records history, re-
ports Ahmet Ertegun, president. Sales
were up 1095 over 1970, making the
seventh successive year that the firm
had enjoyed a substantial sales in-
crease, This was reflected by 24
RIA A-certified gold recordings, 13 al-
bums and 11 singles.

Atlantic’s year was marked by a
number of noteworthy events. The
most publicized was Atlantic’s acquis-
ition of distribution rights in the
United States to recordings by the
Rolling Stones on their own Rolling
Stones label. World-wide rights to

. recordings by the rock group were
| signed by Kinney Services last April.
Other important events included the |

release of two original cast allbums,
one of the movie sound track to the
film “Soul to Soul” starring Wilson
Pickett, Roberta Flack, Les McCann,
and Eddie Harris; and the other an
original cast album from the hit TV
comedy series “All In The Family”.
Both records were best sellers; “All
In The Family” became an RIAA
(Record Industry Association of
America) certified gold album with
sales of over $1,000,000.

NEW YORK -- London Records has
just accomplished the biggest single
sales month in its history. The rec-
crd-shattering Dec. tallies also capped
the biggest single quarter of sales for
the firm as it opens its silver an-
niversary year in business.
| In a year-end appraisal of the
company’s sales posture, Herb Gold-
farb, vice president for sales and
marketing, attributed the continuing
success to a combination of factors,
not the least of which is the emer-
gence during the last quarter of 1971
of singer Al Green. Green, star of the
London-distributed Hi Records of
Memphis, has had two million-selling
singles during that period in the cur-
rent, “Let’s Stay Together,” and his
first major hit, “Tired of Being
Alone.” Green’'s LP, “Gets Close to
You,” is also riding the album charts.

But beyond this single factor, Gold-
farb noted, is the combined impact of
several multi-LP sets, including the
new hit Rolling Stones “Hot Rocks,”
two-record set of major past singles
hits, rush-released 'in mid-Dec. plus
the Tom Jones “Live at Caesar’s Pal-
ace” two-disk package.

The entire Moody Blues family of
gold record award winning LP’s is
selling at record levels as well, keyed
by the major success of “Every Good
Boy Deserves Favour,” which has
been at the top of the album charts
since its release last fall.

Contributing in his own measure to
the sales success story is Engelbert
Humperdinck, whose current first live
album, “Live at the Riviera,” is also
doing chart sales. Humperdinck,
| whose entire LP catalog on London’s
Parrot label is in the gold category,
s to return to the U.S. soon for
another extended personal appearance
tour.

Goldfarb also pointed to the high
sales plateau occupied by the vet
maestro Mantovani, the chart success
of the Savoy Brown group from En-
gland; a bonus-pak two-LP John
Mayall set, and a recently released
album of earlier, not previously re-
leased Cat Stevens tracks. Stevens
composed all the songs in this album,
which has also just hit the charts.

Goldfarb also took note of the con-
tinuing success of the company’s clas-
sical catalog, which features such
] names as Joan Sutherland, Renata Te-

$Millions To
Bengla Desh On
Concert Album

HOLLYWOOD Capitol Records,
has presented a certified check for
$3,750,000 to Apple Records, Inc. as
an advance payment on sales of “The
Concert for Bangla Desh,” recording
of the historic Madison Square Gar-
den charity concert presented last Au-
gust by George Harrison and Ravi
Shankar on behalf of East Pakistan
(now Bangla Desh) refugees.

Announcement of the advance pay-
ment—largest in  Capitol’s near
30-year history—was made by Bhas-
kar Menon, Capitol’s president and
chief exec officer.

Apple Records, Inc. will make the
donation to the Bangla Desh charity
from remaining funds after deducting
whatever costs it incurs.

This album features some of the
most prominent artists of the day,
including the aforementioned Dylan,
George Harrison, Ringo Starr, Leon
Russell, and Eric Clapton.

Apple Statistics

According to representatives of
Apple in Hollywoood, 900,000 copies
of the disk and tape (thru Columbia)
have been sold. Allen Klein of Apple
estimates a final sale of 3 million
units, with a total of $15 million to
the Bengla Desh refugees. Five dol-
lars for each of the albums sold, at
$10 dealer cost, will he sent to
UNICEF Bengla Desh Refugee Chil-
dren’s Fund.

Donald Allan of UNICEF has re-
ferred to the situation as “the great-
est, single contribution from a non-
government source’” and specified that
the money will be used to help about
20 million people who are badly in
need of food, clothing, shelter, medi-
cal services and the transportation of
supplies to needy areas.

Klein views the marketing row on
the album as “unfortunate” and says
that the marketing terms were de-
liberately designed “to maximize the
money for the charity and to preserve
the artists’ integrity.”

He added: “I had a special client—
10 million starving children. If my
policies upset people, I'm sorry. I
think we’ll make a heck of a lot of
people happy. And it’s a great album.
Dealers and buyers should realize this
is not just another rock record but
an extraordinary benefit production.”

Jerry Lee Lewis

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC — The
evening did have its superfluous mo-
ments: Bobby Comstock & Comstock
Ltd. rushed a medley of 15 r&r tunes
on us in less than half that number
of minutes; Linda Gail Lewis seemed
out of place crooning “Joy To The
World” to an audience that equates
the 3 Dog Night with flying saucers
(believers being a cult unto them-
selves, at least this night). But all
in all, it was a grand way for the
hall to wrap up its rock concert year.

Personal prejudices will out. While
Jerry Lee Lewis received a stand-
ing ovation on his sweaty, shirt-dis-
carded egress, Chuck Berry got
twice the power from the crowd be-
fore he had even tuned up. Jerry Lee
made no effort to hide the fact that
he’s alive and well in country music;
indeed a vocal subcult in the crowd
had come with this well in mind. But
only his single “Would You Take An-
other Chance On Me” truly excluded
the revival erowd from getting a por-
tion of the JLL they had come for,
and only “Breathless” was omitted
from his perusal of his rockin’ roots.
“Me And Bobby McGee” was a suc-
cessful fusion of the best of both
worlds, and those who only classify
music by its socio-political packaging
might note that the master played
that piano with his left as well as his
right foot (not to mention just about
every other part of his body he could
pound with). He began with “Sweet
Little 16” and ended with a Little
Richard medley, being one of the
few early whites in the r&b world
to respect it rather than Pat Boone-
it into MOR acceptance. He might
have taken the same route screaming
to the bank, but Jerry did it with
style. And still does.

There’s little one can say about
Berry’s performance. He was in it
all the way from the beginning, on
stage as in rock history, and the only
thing he left out was more. Although
at one point a jam led him astray
from the exact tune he had begun
with, he proved himself to be totally
astute by quickly switching to “It
Hurts Me Too” as the Carnegie com-
mandos ordered the mob back into a
seated configuration.

Good old Chucko still knows his
crowd as well as his musie. Now all
that’s needed is a commitment from a
diskery backed up by solid, well-pro-
moted product. He’s still got the stuff
to do it, and to do it big.

James Cotton
MAX’S KANSAS CITY, NYC — Hot
on the heels of his first album for
Capitol, “Taking Care Of Business,”
veteran bluesman James Cotton
played a spicy one-night stand at
Max’s.

It’s been a long time since James
Cotton has been in town, and judging
from audience reaction, he’s been sin-
cerely missed. There’s something old
and something new in his act, from
choice of songs to personnel. Bassist
Bob Anderson and tenor saxist Jesse
Harkins were with Cotton for his last
visit, while drummer Jesse Green and
Matt “Guitar” Murphy are more re-
cent additions.

Cotton’s harmonica playing is in a
class by itself. Like Junior Wells and
Paul Butterfield, he can twist and pull
notes with the bluesiest curves. But
on top of this he places his personal
stamp of mellowness that comes from
deep understanding.

Starting his set with “Rocket 88,”
Cotton then cruised into “Don’t Start
Me Into Talking” and “Something On
Your Mind,” in addition to extended
solos from each instrument. Cotton
respects his musicians and gives them
each all the time they need to get
their personal music off their chests.
Because of this the group sound is
harmonious—they have the ability to
be tight and loose at the same time;
tight arrangements and loose feeling.

The evening program
opened with Keith in drag introdue-
ing a great comic duo, Cheech and
Chong. They really put the sell-out
crowd into the festive holiday spirit.

The imaginative duo took us into
TV land for a take-off on car com-
mercials appealing to various ethnic
groups. Next, an updated American
Bandstand and later into a game
show where the winner would become
a big dope dealer and the loser, as in
this case, got busted. They are an
exciting comic duo with excellent ma-
terial, and the reverberating applause
from the audience attests to their ris-
ing stardom.

Keith next intro’d the Sha-Na-Na
in a tux and top hat. Sha-Na-Na come
at you in a fantastic eye-opening
surge. First the pencil-thin singers
and players in skin tight black pants
and sneakers sort of explode onto the
stage. The long sideburns and greased
back hair of the bass singer who also
tinkles the ivories, to the pianist who
can switch to guitar and everyone
joining in harmonics becomes an exci-
ting spectacle. Three gents sporting
pants of skin tight gold lame and
bared chests set plenty hearts throb-
bing. Every gesture and hand move-
ment of the fifty era is successfully
portrayed by the group.

One member of Sha Na Na made a
plea that Rock 'n Roll is here to stay
judging from the tremendous
reaction to the performance, who is
to doubt that there is room for the
rolling rock of Sha-Na-Na?

Theatre Review:

Band

The Band played the first portion
of the show without the horns and
ran through the more popular songs
of its repertoire such as “The
Weight,” “Chest Fever” and “I Shall
Be Released.” When the horns came
onstage for the second half, the fare
was the lesser-known material given
super-funk treatment. The horns
added exactly the right bounce and
carnival feel, especially in “W. 5.

DR. GENEROSITY, NYC The
sound from Washington, D.C. is start-
ing to enter the picture. Nineteen-
year-old Nils Lofgren emerged last
vear with piano work on Neil
Young’s “After The Gold Rush” al-
bum and lead guitar on the “Crazy
Horse” LP, both on Reprise. Lofgren
now fronts his own group, Grin, on
Spindizzy Records, and also appeared
on a Roy Buchanan WNET-TV
(N.Y.) special. Buchanan is another
influential guitarist from Washing-
ton.

Washington’s music scene is prov-
ing that it’s strong enough to hold its
own in the national market. Another
sign of this came when Sky Cobb, a
group from the Capital City, came to
New York and wowed audiences with
its sets at Dr. Generosity.

Sky Cobb shares many roots with
both Lofgren and Buchanan; in fact
the group’s drummer, Mark Cuff, pre-
viously played in Buchanan’s group,
and the rest of Sky Cobb spend a lot
of time at the Crossroads Club swap-
ping riffs with Buchanan.

They have fun making fun of them-
selves and the audience, all in a good-
natured way. They have so much fun
making funky music, they could make
Commander Cody look like a sober
and serious band. There are five guys
on stage, but sometimes it looks and
sounds like a whole barnyard full of
assorted country funk sights and
sounds., Craig Warner plays bass, and
Bruce MacKinnon, Greg Pugliese and
Richard Sales all smoothly alternate
amongst guitar, piano, organ and
banjo.

Sky Cobb’s songs are originals in
every sense of the word. The melo-
dies, the beat, and especially the
points of view are all unique and
refreshing. A few examples are “The
Need,” “Drippin’ With Keys,” and

The Wedding Of Iphigenia
& Iphigenia In Concert

PUBLIC THEATER, NYC — This
coupling is a theatrical experiment in
making a one-act play into an entire
evening of entertainment. But more
importantly, it shows what a real
rock musical can do.

In case you don’t know the plot of
the Greek myth, the twelve counter-
culture Golddiggers who portray the
title role unravel it all quite quickly
and matter-of-factly. The evening be-
comes one of style rather than sub-
stance as we become entrigued with
the revitalization of the Greek chorus
concept. But above all it is a night of
rock women and their music. And oh,
that music!

An honest-to-goodness rock band,

Goatleg, ably supports the liberated
dozen Iphigenias to prove that
despite what seems like a century of
rock musicals, only a total absence of
footlight theatries can let the music’s
own brand come through. “Gate Tend-
er” is by far the most successtul
rock tune to emerge from any the-
atre; “Lead Me On” runs a close-sec-
ond. And SO the upcoming
ABC/Dunhill caster should be an
event indeed.

“Broadway” music has its unques-
tionable charm. But up until this
opening, it had seeped into ‘“rock
scores” and eroded exactly the impact
that rock beyond the stage is all
about.

Canned Heat
Little Richard
Pure Food & Drug Act

L.A. SPORTS ARENA — Amidst a
gaggle of clowns, fire crackers, party
hats and dancing bears on roller
skates, a marathon music party star-
ring Canned Heat and Little Richard
brought in the New Year at the Los
Angeles Sports Arena.

According to the promoters and
press releases, the concert was aimed
at quenching the New Year’s Eve en-
tertainment void for rock fans. Judg-
ing from the half-empty auditorium
however, many people had found bet-
ter things to do.

The stars of the show offered vari-
ous contrasts. Canned Heat’s appear-
ance was limited by unnecessary
delays to only five songs, but the U.A.
group again demonstrated their sin-
cerity-—blues. Little Richard seemed
perfectly at home in the pseudo-circus
atmosphere and delivered one of his
finest local shows in a long time.

The Reprise performer gave the
crowd a taste of “Long Tall Sally,”
“Lucille” and most of his other early
hits, but incredibly received his
greatest resnonse with a double-time
version of “When the Saints Go Mar-
chin’ In” which found his band roam-
ing the aisles and carrying on like a
New Orleans jazz-funeral procession.

There was also time for some of
Richard’s routines; trademarks of his
latest reincarnation: a lavender jump-
suit, ecrowd-baiting, dancing on his pi-
ano and even a strip tease. As mid-

| night and 1972 rolled around, there

was “Auld Lang Syne” for the nostal-
gic. It wasn’t up to Guy Lombardo’s
standard, but pretty good under short
notice.

A new group, Pure Food and Drug
Act, preceded the headliners and
jammed for a while. The group works
mainly as a showcase for the ac-
knowledged talents of Don “Sugar-
cane” Harris on electric violin and
Harvey Mandel’s subtle guitar. What
they basically lack at this point is
strong material and the ability to
know when to get off stage. jb.

World’s Greatest
Jazz Band

| HONG KONG BAR, L.A. — Well of

course, they aren’t. But they’re excel-
lent at what they do play.

The World’s Greatest Jazz Band
(the name must surely be tongue-in-
cheek, although some of their fans
might disagree) play what sounds
like the Tommy Dorsey band of the
early 1940’s playing their version of
dixieland jazz.

The pleasure that comes from

With a group of total and
absolute pros like Bob Haggart, Gus
Johnson, Billy Butterfield, Vie Dick-
enson and Bob Freeman around, it’s
diffiecnlt to go very far wrong. But-
terfield, sadly, didn’t get a chance to
solo during the set observed, al-
though Bob Wilber had some exciting
moments on clarinet, and Ralph Sut-
ton glowed briliantly on piano.
Trumpeter and (with Haggart) co-
leader Yank Lawson served efficiently
as master of ceremonies, introducing
selections and band members with
complete aplomb.

The 250-seat room was comfortably
full of opening-nighters, most of
roughly the same age as the group.
And all seemed to be having a thor-
oughly good time. I know that we
certuinly did. t.e.

Tony Bennett: Now TV Special-ist Atlantic’s Best Year

NEW YORK — Tony Bennett has
pyramided his concert with the Lon-
don Philharmonic Orchestra into a
triple threat encompassing the con-
cert stage, television and an LP. The
event, now a TV special being syndi-
cated throughout the U.S., also
helped spur the singer’s full-scale en-
try into television, with additional
specials and his own musical series
soon to begin production.

The concert, held in early 1971 at
Royal Albert Hall in London, marked
the first time a vet singer had ever
performed as guest soloist with the
103-member London Philharmonic Or-
chestra. Bennett packed the Hall with
an SRO throng of 7,000 patrons, with
an additional 5,000 disappointed fans
turned away. The crowd gave him a
thunderous, standing ovation that
lated a full ten minutes.

The concert was filmed by BBC and
had its first showing in this country
on Dec. 26 on WNBC-TV in New
York. The special, “The Tony Ben-
nett-Super Special,” is a one-hour
colorcast which is being syndicated
nationally by 20th Century-Fox Tele-
vision.

The performance was recorded live
and the resulting LP is Bennett’s cur-
rent Columbia Records album, “Tony
Bennett: Get Happy, With the London
Philharmonica Orchestra.” The al-
bum, packaged with sketches drawn
by Bennett himself.

Bennett’s television plans include
two more specials, “Bennett & Basie,”
with Count Basie, and “Bennett &
Buddy,” with Buddy Rich. Both spe-
cials will be syndicated by 20th Cen-
tury-Fox Television.

The singer will begin production on
Jan. 23 of his new television series,
“This Is Musie,” in which he will star
and will co-produce, through Tony
Bennett Enterprises, with Thames
TV. The series, scheduled to air dur-
ing the 1972-73 TV season, will be

“To clear up any misunderstandings
that may exist, we want to emphasize
that the Gold Record Award is the
only authorized award issued by
RIAA to recognize sales achievement.
RIAA does not certify or issue plat-
inum, silver, diamond or other type
awards.

“The establishment of other types
of awards has been considered in the
past by RIAA and ultimately rejected
because they would tend to dilute and
demean the prestige enjoyed by the
Gold Record Award.

“When RIAA initiated its Gold
Record Award certification program
in 1958, it did so in response to a
chaotic indistry situation that pre-
vailed at that time. There was a pro-
liferation of awards with no basis in
fact, no method for verification or
authentication. As a consequence, the
veracity of all award claims was held
in disrepute both in and outside the
industry.

“The establishment of the RIAA
certification program with specific
sales achievement criteria and an aud-
it of the company’s books by a firm
of independent certified public ac-
countants to insure that these criteria
have been met, has restored prestige
to the Gold Record Award.

“In the past 14 years, RIAA has
relied on the voluntary cooperation
of companies within the recording in-
dustry not only to submit their rec-
ordings for certification but to refrain
from using gold records to recognize
other kinds of achievement.

“We hope this same spirit of coop-
eration will in the future act to inhi-
bit the bestowal of non-certified sales
awards.”

more West; and Los Angeles’ Ambas-
sador Hotel’s Now Grove. She played
The Montreaux Jazz Festival and the
Olympia Theater in Paris during her
European trip. She won a Grammy
Award for her record of “Don’t Play
That Song” and was a featured per-
former on the Grammy Awards TV
Show. Aretha also won many polls
during the year as Best Female Vo-
calist, including those by music trade
magazines, Cash Box, Billboard and
Record World.

Atlantic Records and ABC Dunhill
joined together in issuing the Ray
Charles Commemorative Album in
honor of his twenty-fifth year in
show business. The album contains
tracks from both firms. The album
was issued on ABC Dunhill in the
United States and on Atlantic over-
seas.

At the end of the year Atlantic
Records secured distribution rights to
Little David Records, the Flip Wil-
son-Monte Kay label, for which the
comic has recorded two best-selling
albums: “The Devil Made Me Buy
This Dress” and “The Flip Wilson
Show”. A new Flip Wilson album is
now in preparation and will be re-
leased early in 1972. Little David Rec-
ords also has albums scheduled for
early release for its potent artist ros-
ter including recordings by George
Carlin, Lenny Rankin, and Danny
Cassidy.

Ertegun, in his year-end report on
the activities of the firm, said: “197
was the greatest year in Atlantic Rec-
ords history, surpassing previous
years in sales, and strengthening our
position as the world’s leading record
company.

Wardell Quezerque (Pelican); Henry
Stone (Alston); Johnny Sandlin
(Capricorn); Jesse Lewis and Clinton
(Clintone); Quin Ivy, Paul
Rothchild, Peter Casperson, Jeff Bar-
ry, Bobby Lance, Gamble and Huff,
Jon Landau, Lew Merenstein, Bill
Szymezyk, Jerry Ragovoy, Peter Ash-
er, John Abbey, Mike Jeffrey, Hank
Medress, Paul Vance, and Lee
Pockriss.

Many English producers were also
responsible for hit album and single
product, including Robert Stigwood;
Maurice, Robin, and Barry Gibb;
Charles Chandler; Jimmy Page; Rob-
ert Fripp and Peter Sinfield; Jimmy
Miller; Gary Stevens; Nigel Thomas;
Greg Lake; and Eddie Offord.

They added to the hit singles and
albums produced by the Atlantic-
Atco-Cotillion A&R staff, which in-
cludes Ertegun, Atlantic exec vice
presidents Jerry Wexler and Nesuhi
Ertegun, vice presidents Tom Dowd
and Arif Mardin, and staff producers
Joel Dorn, Brad Shapiro, Dave Craw-
ford, Shel Kagan, Geoff Haslam,
Albhy Galuten and Neal Rosengar-
den.

Ahmet Ertegun was responsible for
the acquisition by Kinney Services of
the rights to recordings by the Roll-
ing Stones, which 1n the United
States are distributed by Atlantic

| Records. The first album by the Roll-

ing Stones on their new label earned
a gold record and became their big-
gest selling album ever. Led Zeppelin
were hotter than ever with their
fourth gold album, which hit No. 1 on
all Best-Selling charts. Many other
English acts were also released on
Atlantic during the year, including
Emerson, Lake and Palmer, Yes, Mott
the Hoople, King Crimson, Rory Gal-
lagher, Tin Tin, The Bee Gees, and
Juicy Lucy.

Jerry Wexler and Aretha Franklin
continued their winning ways togeth-
er, with Wexler, Tom Dowd, and Arif
Mardin producing Aretha’s million-
selling  singles “Rock  Steady”,
“Bridge Over Troubled Water”, and
“Spanish Harlem”, as well as her gold
album, “Aretha Live At Fillmore
West.” Wexler also produced albums
and singles by Donny Hathaway,
Tami Lynn, and a forthcoming Dr.
John album.

New Super-stars

Three Atlantic family artists broke
through as super-stars in 1971; Rob-
erta Flack and Emerson, Lake and
Palmer, and The Allman Brothers.
By the end of 1971 the label viewed a
number of new artists as headed for
stardom in 1972: John Prine, Jona-
than Edwards, Black Oak Arkansas,
TLoudon Wainwright III, the J. Geils
Band, Yes, and Donny Hathaway.

Hit Singles & Albums

It was an excellent year for Atlan-
tic with both single records and al-
bums and also with tape sales. The
company earned more gold records
than ever before: Eleven RIAA
awards for single record sales of over
1,000,000 each and thirteen RIAA
awards for album sales for over $1,-
000,000, making a total of 24 gold
records for 1971.

Many Atlantic-Atco-Cotillion al-
bums reached the No. 1 position on
the trade paper best-selling charts
during the year. Both Led Zeppelin
albums “Led Zeppelin III” and “Led
Zeppelin”; Crosby, Stills, Nash and
Young’s “4 Way Street”; and the Roll-
ing Stones’ “Sticky Fingers”
achieved this position. Singles that
made No. 1 included The Bee Gees’
“Lonely Days” and “How Can You
Mend A Broken Heart”, Aretha
Franklin’s “Spanish Harlem”; and the
Rolling Stones’ “Brown Sugar”.

As in other years, Atlantic jazz re-
cordings dominated the market. The
Eddie Harris-Les McCann album
“Second Movement”, a follow-up to
their best-selling “Swiss Movement”
of last year, became a best-seller and
a No. 1 jazz recording for many
weeks. Atlantic released close to fifty
jazz albums, more than half of which
became strong-sellers, including re-
cordings by Herbie Mann (on the Em-
bryo label), Rahsaan Roland Kirk,
Yusef Lateef, Gary  Burton, Joe
Zawinul and Mongo Santamaria. The
Modern Jazz Quartet, long one of At-
lantic’s top jazz acts, rejoined the
firm in the fall of 1971.

Custom Div.

1971 marked the first year in which
Atlantic-Atco-Cotillion Records and
records in the firm’s custom label di-
vision, were distributed by WEA
(Warner-Elektra-Atlantic) branches,
located in eight major cities through-
out the country.

During the year Atlantic set up its
custom label division for independent
labels. Johnny Bienstock took charge
of the custom label division for the
company, encompassing Rolling
Stones Records, Clean Records, Em-
bryo, Chimneyville, Capricorn, Win or
Lose, and Pelican.

HOLLYWOOD - The Village Recor-
der, one of the top independent studi-
os in the West, will as of this week be
virtually the best equipped, with two
rooms incorporating complete quadra-
phonic facilities. According to studio
manager Doc Siegel, who an-
nounced the increased capability, a
third room (Studio C) will be added
to the other two (Studios A and B)
in the near future. The Village Recor-
der is owned and operated by Geordie
Hormel.

Just returned from talks with Larry
Scully of the Scully Manufacturing
Company of Bridgeport, Conn., Siegel
also noted that the Recorder would be
installing a new lathe system manu-
factured by Scully utilizing a com-
puterized system device manufactured
by Capps Engineering in Valley
Stream, Long Island, to facilitate
four-channel disc recording.

Any real similarity between the latest ELP
record and the classical piece by Modest Mus-
sorgsky is pretty fleeting. Still the trio of Keith
Emerson, Greg Lake and Carl Palmer has done
an interesting experiment here, using the mu-
sic of ‘‘Pictures At An Exhibition”” as kind of
a jumping off point for their dazzling and
frenetic improvisations. Most spectacular work
on the set is that of Emerson who is his usual
whirling dirvish self on the keyboards, Album
was recorded live at Newcastle and the sound
throughout is first rate. Should be an enorm-
ously popular LP—perhaps the group's big-
gest ever.

TANTAMOUNT TO TREASON, VOLUME ONE—
Michael Nesmith—RCA LSP-4563

Now that the First National Band has run
its course with Michael Nesmith, it's time
for the Second National Band %o step up.
Fourth volume of Nesmith’s nine volume voy-
age through the canyons of western music
and general rock and roll is a beauty. Side
one, kicked off by a Chuck Berryish ““Mama
Rocker,” consists of four new Nesmith tunes,
while side two takes in some western scenery.
Sure is good to hear ‘‘Bonaparte’'s Retreat”
one more time. Liner notes 'to the LP include
a recipe for home-made beer and if that prod-
uct is as good as the disk itself it will be a
mighty potent brew.

HANDS OF JACK THE RIPPER—Lord Sutch
And Heavy Friends—Cotillion SD 9049

The last time Lord Sutch went to the studio
with his ‘“heavy friends,”” he came up with a
top selling album. Now he’s back, in the com-
pany of such rock stalwarts as Keith Moon,
Matthew Fisher and Noel Redding. Good old
time rock and roll is the name of the game
here as the boys do up ‘“’Roll Over Beethoven,”
‘“Great Balls Of Fire,”" ““Good Golly Miss Molly”’
and a “Tutti Frutti Medley.” There’'s even a
tribute to Jack The Ripper, penned by the
Lord himself. Set was recorded live at several
London night spots and there is a nice raw
feeling of the club running throughout the pro-
ceedings. It all makes for lots of fun and yes,
you can dance to it!

FEARLESS—Family—United Artists UAS-5562

It is incomprehensible to us why Family, one
of tthe best British groups for a number of
years has not enjoyed similar success on this
side of the Atlantic. Oh, well (as Fleetwood
Mac) might say, Here's the new Family album
and it matches the earlier ones in quality and
musical vigor. Roger Chapman and John Wet-
ton handle the vocals with ease and the Lad-
broke Horns acquit themselves nobly as the
brass section. There's a lot of variety to this
album. It’'s most arresting track, ‘‘Between
Blue And Me,”” evokes a bizarre assortment
of lyrical images, while something like ““‘Sat’d’y
Barfly'’ is content to romp along right raunch-
ily. Let's hope Family finds a home on U.S.
charts with this one.

MARY, QUEEN OF SCOTS—ORIGINAL SOUND
TRACK—Decca DL-79186

John Barry, no stranger to the film score
business, has created an exceptional work
here. He takes the feeling of elegance of the
English court, mingles it with the strains of
bagpipes and spices the mixture with the
drama and import of the picture’s story. Here
too, the listener gets the rare chance to catch
Vanessa Redgrave sing—her voice is quite
intriguing. In all, a regal package which could
easily become a big sales item as the film
hits the box office.

HOW ARE THINGS IN YOUR TOWN?—Ken Nor-
dine—Blue Thumb BTS 33

This is hardly your run of the mill spoken
word record, Nor is it simply jazz, But the term
“word jazz’’ has been used %o describe the
ramblings of Ken Nordine. During the late
fifties Nordine began to acquire an under-
ground reputation by his facile use of lan-
guage and compelling delivery of what are
essentially stories. Now the best of his early
works have been assembled in a specially
priced two record set. If you like your narra-
tives spacey and the atmosphere mellow, you
may want to submerge yourself in the mental
pool provided here. A startling adventure of
the mind.

BIG SCREEN-LITTLE SCREEN—Henry Mancini
—RCA LSP-4630

As the title might indicate, this is a collec-
ticn of themes from motion pictures and tele-
vision series. In the former category are such
as “Theme From Shaft,”” ‘““The Summer
Knows'' and ““Theme From Nicholas And Alex-
andria,” while the tube is well represented
via ‘Those Were The Days,” ‘Johnny’s
Theme,"” (from the “Tonight” Show) and “The
lronside Theme.” Orchestrally and chorally,
this is another stellar Mancini effort.

LINDA RONSTADT—Capitol SMAS 635

This rezord is entitled simply ‘Linda Ron-
stadt’” and rightly so, because more than any
of her previous releases it represents a com-
rosite picture of her as an art'st. With her
roots firmly in country and her heart belong-
ing to rock and roll music, Linda delves into
the song catalogs of Jackson Browne, Liv Tay-
lor, Neil Young and Eric Anderson and emerges
with one of the first top drawer albums of the
new year. Best of the best: “Birds” and ‘‘Res-
cue Me.”” This one deserves to be a high fly-
ing charter.

TIGERS WILL SURVIVE—Ilan Matthews—Ver-
tigo VEL 1010

One of the genuine troubadours of our day
and one of the premier songwriters, lan Mat-
thews has fashioned another exceptional al-
bum. Most spellbinding of his own works here
are “Midnight On The Water”” and ‘‘Please Be
My Friend.”” When he turns to the catalogs
of others, it is with a sincere appreciation and
respect. Listen to his treatments of Eric An-
derson’s “Clecse The Door Lightly” and Richard
Farina's “House Of Unamerican Blues Activity
Dream.” There's even a jaunty version of “Da
Doo Ron Ron (When He Walked Me Home)."”
A beautifully polished set.

'S Wonderful, 'S Marvelous, 'S Gershwin—Orig-
inal TV Cast—Daybreak DR-2009

This TV special airs next week (17) over
NBC, and the title of the show aptly describes
its treatment of the great Gershwin Bros. mu-
sic and, of course, the music itseif. There is
no attempt, thank goodness, to “‘update” the
songs. Fred Astaire, Leslie Uggums, Peter Nero,
Larry Kert, Linda Bennett, Robert Guillaume,
Alan Jchnson and the Elliot Lawrence Orches-
tra marvelously lead this parade of 's wonder-
ful songs.

ﬂ HANN WILLAMS
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MUSIC FROM THE ORIGINAL SOUND TRACK,
THE LAST PICTURE SHOW—Hank Williams—
MGM 1SE-33ST

The music in Bogdanovich's deservedly
touted picture is not intrusive on the screen
—the Hank williams tunes that crop up to
pinpoint the action in historical time are al-
most subliminal in the film, Those who have
never heard it before may only be aware that
there was some ‘‘hillbilly” music going on at
first. At the same time, the film offers the
memory of Williams a fitting tribute as the
exposure his works are thus receiving leave
an impression that's hard to erase. Thus
‘hillbilly’”” takes on new meaning for many
people ‘and a collection of the tunes on this
LP offer the many viewers a chance to listen
more closely. The film’s impact should lead
to strong sales.

GUILLOTINE—Ampex A-10122

Once the inevitable comparisons between
Carol Breval and Janis Joplin have been taken
care of, it should be apparent that the lead
singer of this new group is quite a belter in
her own right. Let her show you on “If You
Don't Call That Love.” Or “Those Years Have
Gone By.” But this is more than just an out-
standing solo performance. The instrumental-
ists here come through in fine style, giving
excellent support throughout, particularly those
in the brass section. By the way, the cover
is every bit as striking as the record itself.
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MARK-ALMOND II—Blue Thumb BTS-32

You put this album on the turntable, and out
of necessity, the rest of the world draws a rosy-
colored blank. Few artists are as successful in
creating a totality of mood, one which can ex-
tend from opening to closing band on one side
of the LP and still compel you to flip it over to
begin the cycle anew. If this be understatement,
then may we be forever destined to walk softly
and carry one Mark-Almond LP under each arm,
should one lonely phonograph approach us in
the distance. No doubt it will soon want to bring
along a friend. If life can’t be a dream, at least
this concept can approach the ideal.

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- NEW YORK-—PICTURES AT AN EXHIBITION ARE iN THE EYES OF THE BEHOLDER
iL’ix& To the average rock enthusiast, the name of Mussorgsky is probably mean-
ingless. He died in 1881, long before the word ‘rock’ was ever used. Amongst his
more famous works was a piece entitled “Pictures At An Exhibition” which was
Mussorgsky's musical interpretation of the works of Russian artist/architect
Victor Hartmann. Mussorgsky was not trying to depict in music the impressions
the paintings left with him, but rather, he was trying to capture musically their
moods and sensitivity as illustrated on canvass by Hartmann.

As rock music evolved, it became common practice to borrow from the masters.
Procol Harum, The Nice, The Mothers of Invention, Emerson, Lake & Palmer; and
before them, (believe it or not) Jack Wilson's ““Night,” The Toys' “Lover's Con-
certo,” and Miguel Rios’ “Song Of Joy’’ to name just a few. When British guitarist
Jeff Beck performed a tune which he called “‘Beck’s Bolero,” audiences were
astonished at the dynamics of the piece not realizing of course that it was a
thematic variation borrowed from Maurice Ravel who originated the Bolero some
25 years before Beck had taken his first step.

But history has a way of repeating itself. This week Cotillion Records will re-
lease the third album from Emerson, Lake & Palmer which is entitled, coinci-
dentally, *‘Pictures At An Exhibition.”” And although the trio is well versed in
musical technique, they fail, with the exception of the Prcmenade, or original
theme, to accurately portray Mussorgsky’s work.

In its original format, Mussorgsky has divided his ‘Pictures’ into 10 frames, if
you will, each connected by the reoccurring theme called the Promenade. Each
frame, (The Grrome, The Old Castle, Children Playing, An Ox Wagon, Ballet of the
Unhatched Chickens, Samuel Goldenberg, The Market Place of Limoges, The
Catacombs, The Hut of Baba-Yaga, and The Great Gate of Kiev) sensitive and
picturesque, captures the feeling of a particular scene.

ELP, while making reference to the Promenade throughout their interpretation,
only touch on the remaining themes and have omitted some to include their
“Blues Variation” and ‘“Nutrocker.” But ELP were and always will be a tightly
knit unit, who, though well rehearsed, give the impression that much of their
stage act is adlibbed. After several listenings, one gets the feeling that ELP's
“Pictures At An Exhibition” is nothing more than their own interpretation of
Mussorgsky’'s interpretation. And that in itself is not bad at all!

ELP have always displayed an incredible uniqueness for being able to perform
both classical music and jazz. Much of this ability if not all, is directly attributed
to the musical training of one Keith Emerson. Emerson, as you recall, was the
founder of The Nice some years back. With them, he did much of his experiment-
ing and planning-but the magic wasn’t there. But Emerson’s affiliation with Greg
Lake and Carl Palmer touched off an immediate understanding between them
which, unfortunately, excluded their audiences. You see, the screams and shouts
are for Emerson, Lake & Palmer—not for ‘‘Pictures At An Exhibition,”” or “Knife
Edge,” or for the occasional return to ““Rondo’ or “America!”’

HOLLYWOOD: T. REX—REBORN AND BOPPING.

Since T. Rex has finally begun to achieve some degree of the fame the group
has long deserved, it is almost pointless to speak of their older, pre-electric days.
Or is it? There are two albums on Blue Thumb, “Tyrannosaurus Rex'’ and “‘Uni-
corn,” music that's been described as everything from a rock version of The In-
credible String Band to a rock extension of 30's jazz. The key word, of course,
is “rock.” The music is a force that is a part of leader Marc Bolan to an extent
that may be unmatched in any other musician.

Bolan, in town to promote his most recent Reprise album, “Electric Warrior,”
took time off to discuss some of his early days with us. Bolan’s first major break
came when he was hired by producer Simon Napier-Bell to join a group called
John's Children.

“It was a session group—people like Jimmy Page played on their first single,
‘Smashed, Blocked.’ The record was a hit, and so, Simon was working with John
Hewlitt, the bassist with the group, to put something together. They wanted a
flashy lezd guitarist, somebody like a Pete Townshend. So | joined the group.” It
was a period Bolan doesn't like to discuss much now, but the group had a couple
more hits (one, ““Desdemona,” a Bolan composition) and cut an album to which
applause was overdubbed (‘“They spent more time putting the audience tracks
on it than the musicians had spent in the studio’) and released as “live.”

The first major determination of direction for Bolan came when he was doing
a TV program. “It was my third or fourth and Jimi Hendrix’ first. It was right at
the beginning of his solo career, and he was worried about his voice. He heard
me singing and told me ‘with a voice like that, you'll be a star.’ | respected his
opinion, and liked his music. So | worked at putting my voice with what was
roughly his music. I've gotten past that stage now, but that was the original idea.”

Bolan’s rock roots don’t put him into the “‘revival’” category, even though he's
recorded “Summertime Blues’ as a throw-away “‘B” side and despite that ‘““Little
Queenie” bit at the end of ‘“Bang a Gong” (“Why did | put it in? How could I
not put it in?”’) No, T. Rex’s music is nothing, if not contemporary. Perhaps, until
now, they've just been a bit ahead of their time.

THE RETURN OF THE PRODIGAL PUBLICIST—BIll Yaryan, former Atlantic west
coast publicity director and Fantasy publicity chief, recently returned to Los
Angeles from a couple of months’ rest and recreation in Europe. We asked him
his impressions of the scene over there. ‘‘What really struck me was the difference
between English and American audiences. Within a short periad of time, | szw the
Beach Boys at Carnegie Hall and Creedence at the Royal Albert Hall. In New
York, the crowd was unruly and noisy. There was a guy on the balcony for the
entire concert, threatening to jump off. People were crowding the aisles, being
generally pushy and rude. In England, they were apprecizctive, but remained in
their seats. When someone would come up to the stage, a line wauld form behind
him, all the way up the aisle. A girl came up to the front at one point and started
dancing. The kid who was at the head of the line very gently put his arms around
her and passed her to the person standing behind him. She was passed all the
way to the back of the line.”

THE PERSUASIONS—THEY CAME TO PLAY—Ending the year with one of the
more interesting shows to have played in 1971 was the Troubadour bill of
Cheech and Chong and the Persuasions. The latter group (as has the former) has
received a high amount of recagnition locally, enough to make us wonder why
a cappella hasn't been tried here before. Their second Capitol album, ‘‘Street
Corner Symphony,” was released last week, and we asked producer Eric Malamud
the techniques he used in working with the rather unique group. “They record live,
standing at three mikes. One's for the lead singer, one for the bass, and one for
the harmony parts. There’s no baffling, we don’t worry about leakage. The first

| Capitol album was all pure a cappella. For the new one we did some slight over-

dubbing—a high tenor here and there, and a 30-voice chorus on one number.
But it's all the same five guys. The first album took ten hours to finish, the second
took about fifty. The group works well together; sometimes we'll get three good
takes in a three-hour session. Because there's no bassist or drummer, there's
occasionally trouble keeping a steady time throughout a number. The normal
tendency is to speed up a bit. But we don’t use click tracks or anything like that
because it would take all the soul out of the music. We try to do the best job we
can, but the guys aren't machines. Who wants to be perfect?”

The new album contains an interesting and adventuresome range of material
from the more ‘‘obvious” ‘‘He Ain’t Heavy, He's My Brother” to a reading of
Dylan's “The Man in Me' that you’ll swear is an obscure Smoky Robinson tune.
“Buffalo Soldier’” came from the The Flamingos album on Polydar. And, of course,
there are salutes to Motown (“Tempts Jam” and “‘I Could Never Love Another’)
and to Curtis Mayfield (‘‘People Get Ready"). It's pleasant and smooth, but always
interesting—in short, the kind of album you can take (or play) anywhere. t.e.

NEW YORK—WHAT HATH GOD ROCKED?

Almost everything about pop music should be kept on a subacademic plane,
for to elevate it higher is to destroy its very essence. But Jesus-rock is quite an-
other matter. To discuss it brings us into the realm of theology and philosophy,
and merely to ignore it because of this is more than sinful.

Jesus-rock is upon us and has been for well over a year now. Yet the music
community has never truly attempted to understand it above and beyond the net-
work news platitudes that have been served up like loaves and fishes to a public
hungry to understand why the return to God all of a sudden. Especially when the
rumor that He was dead seemed to be going so well. But then the same rumor
has been spread about rock too.

There has always been gospel-pop. Even in the fifties, Laurie London brought
a mini-revivalistic fervor to the charts with ‘“‘He’s Got The Whole World In His
Hands.” But the success was tagged a mere novelty hit, one shot in the ever-
present darkness, and despite a few sidesteps like Ferlin Husky’s ‘“‘Wings Of A
Dove” and Cile Turner's “The Golden Rule,”” the rule held true for a good decade
or so. Then came The Edwin Hiwkins Singers’ “‘Oh Happy Day,"” but again not
one huge religious item was there to follow it up. We seem to like our old-time
religion in large but infrequent doses. The gosgel shoutin’ Staple Singers had to
leave the church to bring home the hits like "Heavy Makes You Happy'’' and
“Respect Yourself'' although they couldn’t too easily leave their message behind
as well.

Something really clicked when James Taylor wrote “Won't you look down upon
me Jesus'' and George Harrison simultaneously praised ‘‘My Sweet Lord” late
'70. “‘Lord” had known a long tradition of expletive use, chiefly in black music,
but also in its white counterparts (like the Animals wailing, *‘Oh Lord, please don’t
let me be misunderstood” or even the McGuire Sisters in ‘“‘Sincerely’’). But sub-
stituting Jesus did more than break the scan, it broke two commandments. One,
the historical bit about taking the Lord’'s name in vain and the second, more
pragmatic and recent about maintaining the largest possible audience by alienating
no one. The gospel market—black and white—would always exist, but not as
part of the mainstream of musical life. At least we used to think so.

Exactly what do we mean by the successes of ‘“‘Jesus Christ Superstar” and
“Godspell?”” When we sing along with “‘Put Your Hand In The Hand,” can we do
so with the same romantic feelings the Beatles first evoked in an earlier hand-
holder? If the Teddy Bears’ *'To Know Him Is To Love Him'' were re-issued, could
we be oblivious to a possible re-interpretation of theme? It simply is a fact that
we no longer allow ourselves to be ruffled when ‘‘loving God’” is mentioned,
especially if there's a good beat and melody alongside.

But is Jesus-rock a return to God at all? More likely it is a simple mode of
musical-lyrical expression no longer prohibited by petty hang-ups. Interchange
“Oh, baby" for ““Oh Jesus’ in most tunes and bet you a miracle it doesn't change
the meaning or focus. We have redefined God to fit our new lifestyles. You say
you don’t want an authoritarian figure as your God, friends? Well, trade your old
definitions in for this year's model. You say you want love and peace? Well, they
can be the new Savior in more ways than one. “Jesus,” ““God" and a literal “Lord”
all pass the Lenny Bruce acid test now—having been repeated so often they
have lost their effect to cause visceral reactions. We let the music handle that
department in its total effect.

Some will maintain we have cheapened the whole idea of the kingdom of God,
while others have maintained all along that organized religions have been doing
that all by themselves for years with their close social consciousness. It all comes
down to the fact that if freedom is to be extended to the realm of music, there
must be room for both the Gospel according to St. Luke and that of Webber &
Rice, for a Mahalia Jackson heavenly belt as well as for a ‘“‘Fire And Rain’’ Jesus-
in-passing.

David Buskin

GASLIGHT II, NYC — Singer/song-
writers, especially the guitar-playing
variety are supposed to bask in un-
der-hype. Part of the life style al-
legedly. But when a bill is this strong,
though shouts be out of place, they
must be shouted.

Epic’s David Buskin is a gentle
lad who could, given the chance, sing
and strum his way into America’s
Top 40 heart. Many of his songs
while pleasing to the coffee house
crowd, also offer the kind of lyric
and charm that has made Don Me-
Lean a recent household word. Not
that he sings or writes like anyone
else, really; if his manner is familiar,
you may have caught him backing
Mary Travers or heard her sing a
few of his own bhrand. David can play
with an inner-rhyme scheme until we
all cry uncle (“After All”); he can
rip apart such an American non-in-
stitution as Holiday Inns and even
cause the guests to laugh at them-
selves; yet he still manages to get
down to the pure and humorless
vagueries of life (“For The Chil-
dren”) without verbal tricks of any
sort. No matter the subject matter,
his tunes and themes are of enrap-
turing proportions.

Mimi Farina’s new partner, Tom
Jans, knows that there was a Richard
before him and is quite aware that
his memory lingers on. Yet, he’ll join
in on a “Pack Up Your Sorrows”
with a joyous reverence equal in
strength to his camp-delight in tac-
kling Johnny Burnette's “You're Six-
teen” (you're beautiful and you're
my-hyne . . .) He's well equipped to
bring both Mimi’s voice and the audi-
ence’s loving attention out into the
open, and their material from the
“Take Heart” LP works even better
live than on disk.

One of their more curious numbers

| is “Letter To Jesus,” and whether it

strikes you as a down thing about
suicide or an up on spiritual re-in-
carnation (or both) will probably de-
pend on your given mood. But the
acoustic music of the pair is quite
capable of shaping the vibes that sit
before them, and by evening’s end,
everyone kind of feels reborn, at least
musically. Anyone who comments
that Mimi is Joan Baez's sister, while
speaking truth, is also making little
contextual sense. This is no family
dynasty going down here, just good
music.

Johnny Otis
ASH GROVE, L.A. — For his latest
in a continuing series of visits to this
club, Epic’s Johnny Otis brought with
him a somewhat abridged version of
the revue he’s been fronting for the
last couple of years.

Still with him are blues veterans
Joe Turner and Eddie “Cleanhead”
Vinson, Otis’ son Shuggie and a good
back-up band. The announced theme
was the history of rock and roll; it
started with Turner singing such hits
as “Hide and Seek” and “Honey
Hush,” proceeded to include relative
newcomer Margie Evans’ try at “Jim
Dandy.” From then on the “history”
was dropped, and the show went into
such staples as trombonist Gene
“Mighty Flea” Connors’ workout of
“Preachin’ Blues,” and Otis’ singing
of “Rock Me Baby” and “Willie and
the Hand Jive,” his 1958 Capitol hit.

Shuggie’s guitar playing continues
to impress greatly, his singing con-
siderably less so. Perhaps as he ac-
cumulates more confidence, his vocals
will become gutsier, The “Otisettes,”
a quartet of young ladies, are fun to
watch as they shimmy through some
Sly and Ike & Tina material.

Even in the present version (previ-
ous editions sported a much larger
cast, many of whom are really
missed), the Johnny Otis Show is a
solid, well performed act.

Tom Rapp

GASLIGHT AU GO GO, NYC—Tom
Rapp, founder and leader of Pearls
Before Swine, did a solo performance
during his closing night. His new role
was bestowed upon him when the
other members of his group took sick
and/or bowed out for contractural
reasons.

Gary White

ASH GROVE, L.A. — Making his lo-
cal club debut for a week long run at
the Ash Grove was Gary White, a
New York-based singer and songwrit-
er who deserves a lot of attention.

Known most widely as composer of
“Long Long Time,” the Linda Ron-
stadt hit, White does a version that’s
perhaps less musical, but is a lot
more credible. Phrasing somewhat
like a less-gravelly Dave Van Ronk,
White has a voice that’s pretty un-
mistakable—he somehow appears to
be singing tenor and baritone simul-
taneously. and he has an amusing, if
a bit rambling, conversational manner
between songs.

But his main gift is as a writer.
“Long Long Time” is, perhaps a typi-
cal example of his approach—strong
on melody and with words that mat-
ter. Another is “Don’t Make Me
Laugh, I'm Crying.” Another is “Ex-
cuses.” Another is “Conversation,” a
three-minute condensation of hip
cocktail-pot party cliches. White
closed his set with W. C. Handy’s
“Yellow Dog Blues,” in a version that
showed his powerful capabilities as a
singer. He mentioned somewhere
along the way that he doesn’t get
along wtih “club owners or record
companies.” He might well be worth
the gamble, anyway.

THE RIGHT COMBINATION/BURNING THE
MIDNIGHT OlL—Porter Wagoner & Dolly Par-
ton—RCA 4628

Judging from their popularity it's undis-
putable that Porter Wagoner and Dolly Parton
have the right combination to open the doors
of success. Unlike most other c&w duets who
spend most of the time harmaonizing with oc-
casional solos, Porter & Dolly are not only
adept at their harmonies, they allow each
other room for individual expression within the
scope of each arrangement.

Nat Stuckey should see a lot of action with
this album.

Mixing hits with snappy re-
partee, the UA artist scored most
highly with his set-capping set of im-
pressions including Little Jimmy
Dickens, Ernest Tubb and especially
“the old Johnny Cash—you know,
when he kept forgetting the words.”

Hand” and a reading of “God Bless
America Again” that earned her a
heartfelt standing ovation.

Twitty, assisted by a band including
bassist Joe E. Lewis, Miss Lynn’s gui-
tarist and the remarkable (if a bit
loud, vocally) Pork Chop on drums,
poured his soul into a sprinkling of
old songs (“What Am I Living For”)
and newer hits, plus an exceptional
Hank Williams medley. Miss Lynn
joined him for a couple of their hit
duets, Twitty performed a credible
guitar solo on “Folsom Prison Blues”
and ended his set with the classic “It’s
Only Make Believe.” Both Twitty and
Miss Lynn are Decca mainstays. And
vightly so.

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CRTC To Waters: ‘Yes’ & ‘No’

Allan Waters,

the CRTC. One Toronto daily devoted
a half page to Waters’ appointment
to the newly formed Canada Develop-
ment Corporation and being that he
has been closely allied to the Liberal
party, it was easy to assume that the
story, which came at a time when the
CRTC was considering Waters’ pur-
chase of the Marconi complex, could
have a double meaning.

In any event, with the approval of
the Montreal purchase, Waters will
become the largest single broadcaster
in Canada.

The Route Manager

There's something quite unique about that fellow
we call the ‘“‘route manager”. He doesn’t own the
operation but the better of our paid managers act
as if they did. They are a combination of master
mechanic, record programmer, financier and public
relations liaison between the route and the location.
The bigger the route they work for, the better the
dollar they take home in salary and the fancier the
title they prefix their signature with on mail.

Route managers usually start off as collectors or
mechanics, and gradually work their way up thru
the operational ranks to take the place of the opera-
tor-owner in top management. Many large operators
are in a state of well-earned ‘‘semi-retirement” today
because they had the good fortune of having an
honest pro on the staff who could run the ‘‘hot seat”
with responsibility. Others, reluctant to ‘‘give up” the
bitter-sweet thrills of working on the front line of the
route, can't bring themselves to give up any of the
more important tasks to route people, and then won-
der, years later, why there’s nobody on the staff who
can take over when retirement comes.

Point is, there are many, many larger music and
games operations in the country where the “‘aging”
operator simply doesn’t want to relinquish the posi-
tion of absolute commander in all major matters. Cry
as he may about pestering locations, hiring and firing
personnel, sending the truck for a service job and
all the other nuts and bolts decisions, he secretly re-
lishes his role. Maybe everybody would like to feel
like the indispensable man? Fine. But the operator
who doesn't cultivate a trusted, responsible manager
for his business is building a house of cards that will
surely hurt the day he wants to step aside and relax,
and CAN'T!

Think about it.

New BO/AC Accumulator Display

workings of its new BO/AC all-coin
accumulator (shown above), stan-
dard in Model 3600 Super Star and
Model 7500 Cabaret credenza-styled
phonographs. The eye-catching,
three-paneled, folding display is being
made available within the week to
Waurlitzer distributors. It stands 30
inches tall and unfolds to 45 inches
across.

The BO/AC was developed by Wur-
litzer to encourage more pre-deposit
money before program selection.
The unit enables the patron to deposit
up to $2.25 in mixed coins and dollar
bills in any sequence under normal
pricing before the first selection. Ac-
cumulated credits are shown on the
phonograph coin plate,

The BO/AC, completely dependent
upon integrated circuitry, has no
moving parts. Mounted in the phono-
graph under warranty seal, it has
nevertheless been a pleasant mystery
to satisfied Wurlitzer operators.
“Despite the almost universal secrecy
surrounding the BO/AC, the unit has
proved itself to be a service-free im-
provement of coin accumulators to
date,” said Wurlitzer sales manager
Bob Bear.

Wurlitzer intends to satisfy some
of the operator’s curiosity by moun-
ting the BO/AC in a clear plexi-glass
cover on 3 inch masonite. By means
of supportive copy which links the
unit itself to the functions it per-
forms, the display helps operators to
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understand what takes place inside
the BO/AC when coins are placed in a
phonograph.

Also included in the display is a
sample pricing card. “Quick change”
printed circuit cards are easily insert-
ed in the BO/AC, and are pre-
programmed for specific tailored price
combinations.

CALIFORNIA CLIPPINGS

A California law which eliminates per machine taxes on vending machines
and substitutes a gross receipts method for determining taxes becomes effective
next month. The bill was sponsored by the California Automatic Vendors Council
(CAV C), an N A M A state council.

The law is an addition to the California Business and Professions Code. It
will eliminate the per machine tax in some 350 general law cities. The law will
not apply to California’s 70 charter cities, most of which currently use the gross
receipts method of taxation. N A M A president G. Richard Schreiber said the
new law is a major legislative accomplishment in California. ‘“We have been
encouraging our state councils to seek this type of positive approach to local
business license taxation for many years. This law could well serve as a model
for other state councils to follow in their legislative programs.”

The bill was introduced in the California Legislature by Assemblyman John
Quimby of San Bernardino. Working with him were C A V C president Joseph
Kitts, government affairs committee chairman Dwight Dickinson, public relations
counsel Joe Mahoney and N A M A western manager, counsel Sidney S. Kallick.
