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Copyr't Amendment: 

Still A Need For 

Constant Vigilance 

The recording industry reaches a 
legal milestone on Feb. 15 when 
the Copyright Law amendment grant- 
ing a limited copyright on recordings 
becomes the law of the land. 

For those who have followed the 
events leading up to this achievement 
-especially those who have been 
victims of the evil of unauthorized 
duplication-it is apparent that only 
wide industry concern and coopera- 
tion made this amendment possible. 
In essence, this law protects manu- 
facturers who make the real, down - 
the -line investment in time and money 
and, not the least, the vagaries of try- 
ing to appeal to the consumer. Those 
who make and/or sell the gamble that 
others take are merely cherry -picking 
the sure -things, with little doubt that 
their so-called "investment" will pay 
off. 

If there is one thing we'd like to 
impress on the business, it's simply 
that it can't afford to let its guard 
down. People daily flout laws on the 
books, whether they be Federal or 
otherwise. Even at this time, those 
who say they engage in "legal" dupli- 
cation of the efforts of others are test- 

ing the new amendment in the courts. 
And the industry should be well aware 
that the amendment only protects re- 
cordings made after Feb. 15. This still 
leaves the entire area of catalog mer- 
chandise recorded before this date 
open to the scourge of unauthorized 
recordings. 

Even with the entire enforcement 
agencies of the Federal Government 
now directly committed to enforcing 
the amendment, it's evident that the 
industry itself remains the single most 
important source of providing infor- 
mation that will lead to the apprehen- 
sion and conviction of violators of the 
new law. The industry, naturally, must 
continue to be on its toes with regard 
to pre -Feb. 15 product that is beyond 
the present scope of the amendment. 
The recent Florida bootleg arrest in 
which over 100 bootlegged tapes were 
seized by police, seems to further 
emphasize this need. 

While there is good reason to cheer 
the new recording copyright, there is 
also good reason to maintain constant 
vigilance against wrongdoers who have 
siphoned off $150,000,000 from legi- 
timate recording sales.

RIAA Petition Seeks To 
Intervene In Copyr't Suit 

NEW YORK - The Recording Indus- 
try Association of America has peti- 
tioned the U.S. District Court in 
Washington, D. C., for permission to 
intervene in a suit challenging the 
constitutionality of the recently - 
enacted amendment to the Copyright 
Law granting protection to sound 
recordings against unauthorized du- 
plication. 

The suit was brought two weeks 
ago by Ronald Shaab (also known as 
Ronco, Inc.) against the U.S. Attor- 
ney General, John N. Mitchell, and 
the Librarian of Congress, L. Quincy 
Mumford. It asked that a three -judge 
Federal Clurt be impanelled to hear 
the argument that the statute was 
unconstitutional. 

RIAA's petition was accompanied 
by an affidavit by Henry Brief, the 
association's executive director, and a 
brief by Ernest S. Meyers and the 
firm of Arnold & Porter, respectively 
RIAA's General and Special Counsel. 

Brief's affidavit described the 
"tremendous" losses as a result of 
"rampant" piracy of sound recordings 
incurred by the recording industry, 
performers, musicians, publishers, dis- 
tributors and dealers. It related the 
Association's efforts since 1964 to ob- 
tain enactment of a general copyright 
revision bill that would have included 
protection of sound recordings again- 
st unauthorized duplication. The 
affidavit also cited the recognition by 
the Congress of the emergency nature 
of copyright protection for sound

Sets Price 
Code System 
NEW YORK - Citing "price confu- 
sion in the marketplace, especially the 
confusion that's arisen since the pro- 
fusion of two -record sets currently 
being issued," Warner/Reprise has in- 
itiated a "find the price fast" pro- 
gram.

OK On Abkco

In Hollywood last week, Jagger, re- 
sponding to an article in England's 
New Musical Express that implied 
that the release of the tape meant 
"everything is all right" between the 
Stones and Abkco, commented: "It 
makes me sick to read his lies . 

He hasn't done anything to settle it 
(the suit)." 

Jagger claims that Rolling Stones 
masters and copyrights are the prop- 
erty of the Stones and are only avail- 
able to Abkco as part of a "trust -re- 
lationship" the two parties had dat- 
ing back to 1965-66. 

Jagger said he was never consulted 
on the "Hot Rocks" release on Abkco 
"until after it was out, as usual." 

There is a current action in New 
York Supreme Court over ownership 
of the masters and copyrights and an 
accounting of royalties. 

Abkco Reply 
In New York, an Abkco spokesman 

stated: "Mick Jagger's complaint 
should not be with Allen Klein or 
Abkco, but rather with the New Mu- 
sical Express, which chose to draw 
its own inference from the news that 
Abkco was releasing the Hot Rock 
album. 

"In fact, Mick Jagger spoke direct- 
ly with Al Steckler of Abkco and ap- 
proved the art work and the album 
itself. In addition, Mick Jagger in- 
sisted that two tracks which also were 
in the Atlantic album, Sticky Fingers, 
be included in the Hot Rocks album 
and this request was adhered to. 

"The action between the Stones and 
Abkco has not changed one iota and 
is reflected in the press release by 
Abkco on Dec. 30, 1971."

Grammy Finalists Mahalia Jackson Dies At 60 
CHICAGO - Mahalia Jackson, the 
most prominent gospel artist ever and 
a prime force in the civil rights move- 
ment, died Jan. 28 in Little Company 
of Mary Hospital in Evergreen Park, 
Ill. At 60 years of age, she had been 
hospitalized a number of times since 
1964 and finally expired from heart 
seizure. 

At the height of her career, she be- 
came a prominent musical figurehead 
who succeeded in bringing black gos- 
pel music to the public -at -large. Her 
annual concerts at Carnegie Hall 
which started in 1950 were major 
events and her records sold in the 
millions. In 1963, she was chosen by 
Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. to sing 
at his March On Washington as a 
preface to his "I have a dream" 
speech. 

Born in New Orleans on Oct. 26, 
1901 in a poor but decent household 
of six children, Miss Jackson was the 
granddaughter of a slave. Her father 
was a longshoreman and barber whö 
doubled as clergyman on Sunday. Her 
mother died when she was six, and she 
was raised by Aunt Duke who brought 
her to Baptist Church every Sunday. 

Because she was poor, Mahalia 
Jackson left school in eighth grade 
and worked as a cook and washer- 
woman. She moved to Chicago in 1928 
and worked as a hotel maid and joined 
the Greater Salem Baptist Church, 
where she became a soloist in the 
chorus. 

She initially gained her popularity 
with black audiences with tunes such 
as "He's Got The Whole World In 
His Hands" and "God Gonna Sepa- 
rate," and a performing style that 
involved high energy rhythm and 
bounce. She moved entire audiences 
to dancing. Her performances for 
white audiences tended to be more 
somber and serious, but she loosened 
up more as she gained more popular- 
ity with world-wide audiences of 
mixed nationalities. 

Maybelle Smith 
Is Dead At 48 
CLEVELAND-Blue singer Big May - 
belle Smith died in Cleveland Metro- 
politan General Hospital, Jan. 23 after 
prolonged illness. She was 48 years 
old. 

Her illness was due to withdrawal 
symptoms from a 27 -year long nar- 
cotics habit that she acquired dur- 
ing her singing career, which started 
in the early 1940s. She leaves a daugh- 
ter and five grandchildren behind. 

Featured in a film, "Jazz On A Sum- 
mer's Day" and a headliner at the 
1958 Newport Jazz Festival, Miss 
Smith's best known records are 
"Candy," "96 Tear Drops," "Gospel 
Soul" and "So Long." 

Gene Austin, 71 
Dies In Fla. 
PALM SPRINGS-Gene Austin died 
in Desert Hospital of lung cancer, Jan. 
24. The 71 -year -old crooner and com- 
poser was known for his theme song, 
"My Blue Heaven," which sold over 
12 million records during his heyday 
in the 1920s. 

One of the first crooners, Austin's 
RCA recordings of over 100 original 
tunes sold more than 86 million copies. 
Among his hits were "Lonesome 
Road" (from the film, "Show Boat"), 
"Melancholy Baby," "Girl Of My 
Dreams," "Sleepy Time Gal," "Caro- 
lina Moon" and "Ramona." 

Austin also made three Hollywood 
films, "Melody Cruise," "Sadie Mc- 
Kee," and "Gift Of Gab." During the 
50s he made a comeback with tv and 
nightclub appearances. 

Born Eugene Lucas in Gainesville, 
Texas on June 24, 1900, he grew up 
in Louisiana and Maryland. Residing 
in Nevada in 1962, Austin unsuccess- 
fully tried for Democratic nomination 
as Governor of Nevada. He is survived 
by his fifth wife, Maxine, and two 
daughters from a previous marriage. 

Miss Jackson began touring abroad 
in 1952, with special attention in 
France and Israel. She played at the 
Newport Jazz Festivals in this coun- 
try when the fest set aside a special 
segment devoted entirely to gospel. 
Among her top selling Columbia al- 
bums were "Newport 1958," "Bless 
This House," and "I Believe." A two 
volume Columbia collection, "Gospel 
Sounds," contains many of her hits, 
including "When I Wake Up In 
Glory," "Just A Little While To Stay 
Here" and "I Will Move On Up A 
Little Higher." 

Mahalia Jackson was married and 
divorced twice and had no children. 
Her first husband was a chemist, Isaac 
Hockenhall. In 1964 she married 
Ministers Galloway, a contracting 
salesman. 

Jean Casadesus 
Killed In Crash 
ONTARIO-Jean Casadesus, 44, con- 
cert pianist, was killed in an auto col- 
lision, Jan. 20. He was enroute to a 
concert appearance in Sarnia. 

The son of pianists Robert and Gaby 
Casadesus, his musical family also in- 
cludes his greatuncles, conductor -com- 
poser Francois Casadesus and violin- 
ist Henri Casadesus. 

Casadesus lived in Paris, but was 
also artist in residence at N.Y. State 
University, Binghamton. He was born 
in Paris and studied at the Paris Con- 
servatory. After his family moved to 
the U.S., he studied under Eugene 
Ormandy. Since 1954, he had been a 
faculty member of the American Con- 
servatory in Fontainbleau. 

He is survived by a wife and daugh- 
ter, his parents, a stepson and step- 
daughter. 

Epilepsy Kills 
Michael Rabin 
NEW YORK - Michael Rabin died 
suddenly of an epileptic seizure in 
his Manhattan home last Jan. 19. The 
concert violinist who made his Car- 
negie Hall debut at age 13 is sur- 
vived by his parents. He was 35. 

Rabin's father was a first chair 
violinist for the N.Y. Philharmonic 
and his mother was a gifted pianist. 
Rabin studied piano under Ivan Gala 
and Galamian and then took further 
musical training at Julliard. In 1949, 
he won the Edgar Stillman Kelley 
Competition of the National Federa- 
tion of Music Clubs. 

Norman Foley Dead 
SCARSDALE, N.Y.-Music publisher 
Norman Foley died in his Scarsdale 
home, Jan. 22, at age 67. Survived by 
his wife, Gwen Williams, and two 
children, he had been retired for the 
last few years. 

Starting with the Feist wing of the 
Big Three in the 1940s, he worked 
up to general professional manager. 
Before that he was a songplugger for 
M. Witmark Publishers. After the Big 
Three, Foley started his own publish- 
ing firm for a few years and then 
joined Sam Fox Music as general pro- 
fessional manager until his retirement. 

Al Klein, Motown 
Alumnus, Dies 
NEW YORK - Al Klein, the former 
Motown album sales director, died 
last week. He had been with Motown 
through its earlier years before he 
went out on his own about four or 
five years ago. 

Harper As London's 
District Manager 
NEW YORK - John Harper has 
been named western regional district 
manager for London Records, ac- 
cording to Herb Goldfarb, sales and 
marketing vp. Harper is replacing 
Bert Annear, who is retiring after 25 
years with the company's San Fran- 
cisco -based post. 

Before coming to London Records, 
Harper worked for Trans -continental 
Distributing Corp. He will now cover 
markets in Seattle, Denver, Phoenix, 
El Paso, Great Falls and Honolulu 
and will coordinate all sales programs 
in the overall California market. Har- 
per will report to Herb Goldfarb in 
London's N.Y. headquarters. 

Famous Picks 
Larry Weiss 
NEW YORK - Marvin Cane, chief 
operating officer of Famous Music 
Publishing Co's., together with Julie 
Chester, have announced the appoint- 
ment of Larry Weiss to the profes- 
sional staff.

Known predominately as a writer, 
Weiss previously ran an indie oper- 
ation encompassing production, pub- 
lishing, jingles and performing.

In addition, he 
has been picked for an arranging, a 
best musical composition and a best 
motion picture score nomination, 
while his "Theme from Shaft" album 
appears as an engineering finalist. 

Miss King also has been nominated 
as performer and composer, in the 
latter department for "You've Gat a 
Friend," in the former for her "Tap- 
estry" album, picked as one of the 
five best Pop, Rock and Folk Female 
Vocal Performances, where she is 
competing against "Gypsys, Tramps 
and Thieves" by Cher, "Me and Bobby 
McGee," by the late Janis Joplin, 
"The Night They Drove Old Dixie 
Down" by Joan Baez, and "That's The 
Way I've Always Heard It Should 
Be" by Carly Simon. 

Miss Simon has also been nomi- 
nated as Best New Artist of the year, 
along with the jazz-rock instrumental 
group Chase, two vocal groups, 
Emerson, Lake and Palmer, and Ham- 
ilton, Joe Frank and Reynolds, and 
singer -composer Bill Withers. 

Withers is also up for another 
Grammy for his Best Pop, Rock and 
Folk Male Vocal Performance of 
"Ain't No Sunshine." He competes 
here with Neil Diamond's "I Am, I 
Said," Gordon Lightfoot's "If You 
Could Read My Mind," Perry Como's 
album of "It's Impossible," and James 
Taylor's single of "You've Got a 
Friend." 

Two conductors, each with four 
nominations, head the list of classi- 
cal music nominees. Colin Davis' name 
appears twice on the Classical Album 
of the Year list for his batoning of 
the Berlioz "Requiem" and Tippett's 
"The Midsummer Marriage," both 
finalists also in the Best Choral and 
the Best Opera categories. Pierre 
Boulez has been nominated four times 
also. 

In the rhythm and blues field, last 
year's two vocal winners, Aretha 
Franklin and B. B. King, face strong 
opposition, as do Lynn Anderson, 
Ray Price, and Johnny Cash and June 
Carter, all winners in last year's 
country music field competition. 

In jazz, many -time Grammy recipi- 
ent Duke Ellington competes with 
Count Basie, Maynard Ferguson, 
Woody Herman and Buddy Rich in 
the big band division, while Bill 
Evans, last year's Grammy winner, 
heads against two separate groups of 
rivals in Best Jazz Solo and Best 
Small Jazz Group Performances. 

Flip Wilson, who unseated Bill Cos- 
by for a Best Comedy Recording 
Grammy last year, faces the same 
rival, plus several others this time. 
Cosby pops up again in the Best Re- 
cording for Children category, for his 
album of "Bill Cosby Talks to Kids 
About Drugs." 

Ballots, along with complete lists 
of nominations in all of the forty- 
four Grammy categories, go out to 
all Academy voting members the first 
week in February. They will be tabu- 
lated in utmost secrecy by the inde- 
pendent accounting firm of Haskins 
and Sells. Winners will be presented 
their Grammys on the Academy's 
hour -and -a -half television special, 
"The Grammy Awards Show," to be 
telecast nationally by the American 
Broadcasting Company on the eve- 
ning of Tuesday, March 14. 

The complete list of this year's 
Grammy nominations follows: 

Jones Earns 
Ninth Gold LP 
NEW YORK-Parrot Records art- 
ist, Tom Jones has been certified for 
his ninth gold LP, according to Herb 
Goldfarb, vp for sales and marketing 
at London Records. Parrot is a mem- 
ber of the London family of labels. 
The album, "She's A Lady," was re- 
leased in April. 

Jones recently returned to the U.S. 
for a tour lasting from February to 
September. He is currently on the 
charts with a double -LP set, "Live At 
Caeser's Palace." Two years ago, 
Jones received six gold LP's within a 
single calendar year.

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NEW YORK: DON McLEAN-THE GREAT AMERICAN PIE CONTROVERSY 
It's all a matter of interpretation! You can listen to it for its musical value- 

for its melodic content; or, you can spend countless hours trying to interpret its 
more subtle meanings. But which every way you cut it, Don McLean's "American 
Pie" has to be one of the most controversial songs ever written. So much so, 
that AM stations have been programming it in its entirety-and the full version 
runs well over 8 minutes. Though this writer termed McLean's "Tapestry" album 
a 'musical landmark,' it wasn't until the release of his 'Pie' LP that McLean 
broke through both AM and FM barriers to become the hottest single act in the 
country. 

As a matter of interest only (and mostly because the songs true meaning can 
only be discussed by McLean himself), we have decided to devote this week's 
Insight & Sound column to a discussion of the great American Pie controversy. 

The only clue that McLean hasn't hidden from us is that the album was dedi- 
cated to the late Buddy Holly. But other lyrical inferences seem to indicate that 
"American Pie" does in fact trace the history of rock 'n roll from the late fifties 
until the late sixties. The 'Miss American Pie' reference in the chorus of the song 
is McLean's stereotype for the young women who existed during his youth. They 
were the simple, every day -girl next door type who, according to the author, 
seemed to have disappeared when the (rock 'n roll) music died. 

But February made me shiver 
with every paper I delivered 
bad news on the doorstep 
I couldn't take one more step 
I can't remember if I cried 
when I read about his widowed bride 
but something touched me deep inside 
the day the music died. 

Like so many others, McLean must have held a part time job as a newspaper 
delivery boy. And according to him, the 'bad news on the doorstep' in February 
referred to the death of Buddy Holly on February 3, 1959-the day the music 
died! Holly was survived by his wife, Marie-the 'widowed bride'. This opening 
stanza gives us some indication of McLean's age and, based on other references 
to rock 'n roll, may indicate that "American Pie" was, in fact, written some two 
or three years prior to its release and then up -dated! 

I was a lonely teenage bronkin' buck 
with a pink carnation and a pick-up truck 
but I knew I was out of luck 
the day the music died 

McLean, in his solo intro to the song reveals that he had always wanted the 
chance to make the people dance. The weekend dances in the local high school 
gym were quite common, but the emphasis is on DANCE. And dancing was the 
basis of all rock 'n roll music. But, though McLean was very definitely a product of 
his time, (Lonely Teenager, A White Sport Coat And A Pink Carnation), he felt that 
he'd never get the chance to entertain now that some of the great r'n r stars 
(Buddy Holly, Big Bopper & Richie Valens) had been killed in a plane crash. Thus, 
the day the music died! 

McLean's next verse makes mention of a jester singing for the King and Queen. 
In tracing the history of music, the King would appear to be Elvis Presley, while

HOLLYWOOD-WHAT, ME AGGRESSIVE? 
It's not too often we hear from music publishers 'round the old Cash Box 

Tower, so we were especially pleased to hear from Warner Bros. Music Artie 
Wayne. "You've gotta do a story on us," he breathed heavily into the telephone. 
"Everyone else is. Crawd3ddy has done one. Circus has one coming up. And 
three of us were featured in Cosmopolitan. Our social life's perked up consider- 
ably since that one. Meet me for lunch Monday at 1:00 here in the office, and 
I'll tell you all about our operation." 

If you've ever had anybody tell you about their operation, you'll probably sym- 
pathize with our feelings at that point. But, always in search for a story, and 
typically hungry, we kept the appointment. 

"We've got an incredible catalog," Artie informed us over a bowl of lukewarm 
bean soup. "Over 60,000 copyrights. And we keep going back into the older 
material. When 'No, No, Nanette' came out it was a real windfall for us. 'I Want 
to Be Happy' and 'Tea for Two' have become valuable copyrights all over again." 

We asked Artie how Warner Bros. Music differed in operation from other pub- 
lishers. "Every week, we get together in a meeting. There are Ed Silvers, Mel Bly, 
Tony Byrne, Craig Aresti and myself here in Hollywood, Mary Goodman and Henry 
Marks in New York, and Tony Roberts and Rob Dickins in London. We've con- 

%r nected to New York and London by telephone and by memos that we pass out 
each week. Anyway, we have these casting meetings, as they're called. We check 
out our songs, and find out which artists have sessions coming up. And then 
we try and match the artist with the song. Or we have ten writers on staff, who 
we'll ask to come up with material for specific stars. Sometimes we'll go so far as 
to make up demo records with suggested arrangements for our songs, in the 
style of the artist we'll approach. 

"When we've got our strategy mapped out, we'll move into action. Recently, we 
wanted to place a song with a certain r&b artist. We had one man after him, one 
after his producer, and one contacted the record company president. 

"When we approach a performer, we'll go after the next single. We convince 7 him that our song is the ideal choice. He'll record it, and sometimes it'll be re- 
leased. Other times, it'll be the 'B' side or an album cut. We'd like to have the

in no way a mere glance over the shoulder 
in the direction of nostalgia. Also strong are 
The Supremes' "Love Is Here And Now You're 
Gore," a dynamically arranged "Marie You 
Were The Only One" and a new version of 
Bill Withers' "Ain't No Sunshine." Michael is 

a big man in music today, 'cause he's so 
strong, he's just got to be there. His first solo 
LP should fare as well as its namesame single. 

ELVIS NOW-RCA LSP-4671 
Don't believe everything you hear in eight 

minute singles-the King's crown is still firmly 
in place! Elvis proves once again that he is 

tops as he weaves his way through ten songs, 
among the "Help Me Make It Through The 
Night," "Put Your Hand In The Hand," "Fools 
Rush In" and "Early Mornin' Rain." Speaking 
of singles, the current Presley '45, which is 

presently coursing up the chart, is also fea- 

tured. Looks like another huge album success 
for Elvis. 

LOVE LUCK N' LOLLIPOPS-The Bells-Poly- 
dor-PD 5503 

Let the icy winds of winter rattle the win- 
dows. Let the rains fall. The music of the Bells 
offers a safe haven for those who would spend 
their time contemplating the niceties of life. 

Ten tracks-one a "Kris Collection" devoted 
to the songs of Kristofferson-spotlight this 
tuneful sextet.

BEADS AND FEATHERS-Carol Hall-Elektra

Carol Hall's second album is the beautiful 
fulfillment of the considerable promise evident 
in her initial outing. For a song by song break- 
down of "Beads And Feathers," cf. our fave 
rave in last week's Insights column. Speaking 
more consisely, all we can say is listen to these 
eleven songs and hear a new artist emerge 
in completely original fashion. Carol writes with 
perception, humor and grace; she sings like 
no one else. The production is simply fine- 
laid back and warm, giving her ample room 
to move. We won't even single out cuts on this 
LP-each one is something special. An abso- 
lute stunner of an album. 

JACKSON BROWNE-Asylum SD 5051 
This is the eagerly awaited first album from 

the young songsmith whose work has al- 
ready graced the repertoires of many popu- 
lar singers, including Tom Rush and Linda 
Ronstadt. Perhaps because it was a long time 
coming-but more likely because Browne's 
talent is unique and timeless-this LP is light 
years ahead of the average debut set. The 
jacket credit reads: "written and sung by Jack- 
son Brown" and that is an accurate descrip- 
tion. On ten of his original songs, Browne 
brings the listener into his world and keeps 
him in its folds. "Song For Adam," "Rock Me 
On The Water" and "From Silver Lake" are 
only three sparklers in this treasure trove. A 

record of great worth. The kind one keeps and 
wears out over the years, then replaces all 
over again. 

CHERISH-David Cassidy-Bell 6070 
Having already established himself through 

his work as member of the Partridge Family, 
teen idol Cassidy steps completely into the 
solo spotlight with an LP featuring eleven 
songs. Naturally, "Cherish," his big selling 
single, leads the way but the trip is nicely 
laden with the sort of tunes David does best. 
"My First Night Alone Without You" and "We 
Could Never Be Friends" stand out, as does 
"Being Together." Should be a high charter. 

YOUNG, GIFTED AND BLACK-Aretha Franklin 
-Atlantic SD 7213 

One of the marks of truly great artists is 
the ability to take a much -recorded song and 
make it their own. In her latest set Aretha does 
just that on numbers ranging from "Didn't I 

(Blow Your Mind This Time)," "A Brand New 
Me" and "The Long And Winding Road." Sev- 
eral of her own compositions, including the hit 
single "Rock Steady" are here along with her 
moving version of "Border Song." Should find 
a high niche on the chart in no time at all. 

WEIRD SCENES INSIDE THE GOLD MINE-The 
Doors-Elektra 8E-6001 

The initial shock of what Jim Morrison and 
the Doors achieved with their music is subsid- 
ing but the tremors should go on for years to 
come. A valuable seismographical aid during 
that time will be this two volume set which 
consists of 22 tracks. Elektra has done a com- 
mendable job of selecting the group's most 
memorable songs and has omitted hit singles 
in favor of longer items such as "The End" 
and "When The Music's Over." Should attract 
a ready audience among those who will never 
forget the greatness of the Doors. 

SUMMER OF '42-Tony Bennett-Columbia 
C31219 

Any week that brings with it a new Tony 
Bennett album has at least an element of 
class and polish for it. For us the extra appeal 
of this one lies in the fact that Tony has dipped 
into a bag of lesser known songs rather than 
simply covering the hits of today. Sure, the 
title track is smooth and beautifully delivered 
but listen to what he does with "Somewhere 
Along The Line," "The Shining Sea" and "My 
Inamorata"-just fine! Chalk up another stellar 
effort for Mr. Bennett. 

TRACY NELSON/MOTHER EARTH - Reprise 
2054 

To many in the critical end of the industry, 
Judgement Day is more than a personal day 
of reckoning: it will be the time at which an 

artist like Tracy and a group like Mother Earth, 
having made five solid, unique and powerful 
albums, will be reckonized by the public at 
large for the music they make so well. Tracy 
doesn't like this LP, but she's rough on every- 
thing she does and that's probably why she 
does everything so well.

It is now aired on 
501 stations internationally. These in- 
clude 140 U.S. stations, the 353

da, Fiji, Singapore, Hong Kong, Trin- 
idad and Puerto Rico. An AFRTS 
spokesman stated that the audience of 
the military stations, including both 
armed forces personnel and citizens 
of the countries in which they are 
located, is figured to come to some 
500 million. 

"The Elvis Presley Story" has been 
sold in all U.S. "American Top 40" 
markets, in England to the British 
Broadcasting Corp. (BBC), and to 
stations in Japan and Malawi.

ments are lasing tax revenues." 
Also cited was a letter by Deputy 

Attorney General Richard Kleindienst 
stating: "The competition provided by 
the pirate record industry does not 
promote any of the traditional ben- 
efits of competition. Although the pi- 
rate record companies may greatly 
undercut the prices charged by the 
creative industry, their ability to do 
so results in large part from the fact 
that they do not compensate the 
creative writers and artists involved. 
Such practices discourage the invest- 
ment of money and talents in new 
performances and has the potential to 
gravely injure creative recordings." 

The brief by RIAA's Counsel fur- 
ther described the extent to which the 
legitimate record manufacturers have 
been victimized by record and tape 
piracy and declared that "RIAA's in- 
terest in the defense and prompt en- 
forcement of the act (Public Law 
92-140)-the subject matter of this li- 
tigation-could not be more compel- 
ling."

Len 
Taylor of Bourne Music was at 
MIDEM again this year to promote 
new recordings of Charlie Chaplin 
compositions. "Smile" from the film 
"Modern Times" has been a success in 
the States and will be released in Bri- 
tain in February coincidental with the 
Royal Gala Performance of the film. 
Mrs. Bonnie Bourne came in from the 
States to aid Len Taylor in the pro- 
motion. Mild Dallon of Youngblood 
Records was at MIDEM and happy 
that "Joy" by Apollo 100 was climb- 
ing high in the US charts having 
negotiated world wide release sched- 
ule. 

In addition Mac and Katie Kissoon 
have been signed to a three year con- 
tract with Bell Records in the U.S. 
Publisher Paul Rich of Carlin Music 
negotiated a deal with Germany's Me- 
lodie der Welt for Genesis. He spent 
much time in discussions on future 
projects which will come to fruition 
in the weeks ahead. The many other 
deals which began as discussions at 
MIDEM and which will be finalised in 
the future will, of course, be reported 
as they mature.

Nitty Gritty Dirt Band 
TROUBADOUR, L.A. - It's a not 
uncommon phenomenon that a person 
with a current chart record (#5 in 
this case) should be second -billed at a 
fairly prestigious club such as the 
Troubadour. But the fact remains- 
witness the general lack of recogni- 
tion among the crowd of his Capri- 
corn single "Sunshine"-that Jona- 
than Edwards might as well have 
been a total unknown. 

With that in mind, his impact at the 
club is all the more startling. Within 
the course of his opening set midway 
through the week, the young per- 
former had given more than ample 
evidence of the kind of talent and, 
perhaps more important, charisma, it 
takes to be a very big star indeed. 

His fairly brief set included tunes 
from his first album, plus "Sugar 
Babe." That number, particularly, 
made evident his obvious debt to 
Jesse Colin Young, who, with Cat 
Stevens and John Sebastian, appear 
to be Edwards' spiritual mentors. His 
between -the -songs patter is witty and 
engaging; his musicianship is ade- 
quate, certainly, on guitar and a 
great deal more than that on harmon- 
ica. He received a legitimate encore 
from an audience almost entirely 
lacking record company representa- 
tives to "help things along." 

Watch this man! 
The Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, head- 

lining, are long-time Troubadour fa- 
vorites. Their set doesn't seem to 
have changed a bit in 17 years. That's 
not true, of course, they haven't been 
around 17 years, for one thing, and 
they always manage to insert a cou- 
ple of songs from their most recent 
United Artists album. Aside from 
that, the only really noteworthy as- 
pects of the fine group's set was the 
addition of a Hawaiian guitar to their 
extremely varied instrumentation, the 
fact that Jim Ibbotson has started 
playing piano, that John McEuen has 
(fortunately) tone down his Doug 
Kershawisms a bit, and that their 
usually well-oiled act went to 
smithereens when the head broke on a 
snare drum.

David Bromberg 
FOLK CITY, N.Y.-Until this en- 
gagement at Gerde's Folk City, David 
Bromberg was known as a singer - 
songwriter, but his main claim to 
fame was his role as backup guitar- 
ist for many top folk figures, includ- 
ing Bob Dylan. Although his back- 
up jobs certainly didn't hurt his ca- 
reer, they caused audiences to stereo- 
type him as backup guitarist. But 
from this point on, there will be no 
question about Bromberg's position 
as front man, performing material 
that he chooses. 

Bromberg really gets into his audi- 
ence. Literally! He will leave the 
stage and step into the audience to 
especially convey a lyrical point in 
tunes such as the extended "Bull- 
frogs On Your Mind," which includes 
a humorous Arlo Guthrie -type mono- 
log as well as fine singing and play- 
ing. His originals, such as "I'm A 
Wizard," "The Hold -Up" and "You've 
Got To Suffer If You Want To Sing 
The Blues" have solid blues roots with 
refreshing innovations, and most im- 
portant, they have a wry and clever 
point of view. 

The fact that Bromberg is giving 
monologs and writing songs instead 
of just running through folk stand- 
ards proves that he is a front man. 
He has stage personality which has 
been developing over the past year 
and which came to the foreground 
at Folk City.

Hooteroll 
Jim Carroll 

ACADEMY OF MUSIC, N.Y.-Jerry 
Garcia probed his guitar style through 
a set of loose arrangements and free- 
lance improvisation with organist 
Howard Wales and his recently formed 
group, Hooteroll. The group is tour- 
ing with the Grateful Dead's lead 
guitarist as a spin-off to a Douglas 
album recorded by Garcia and Wales, 
also called "Hooteroll." 

Because of the fact that Garcia 
justs casually jams with Wales most 
of the time rather than going through 
the rigorous rehearsals the Dead are 
known for, the set at the Academy 
was loose and on -the -spot. Being sub- 
ject to the moment, the music had 
many peaks as well as many valleys, 
with extended solo tradeoffs between 
guitar and organ. The only vocals 
were some fairly conventional blues 
shuffles, so the show was definitely 
geared more toward instrumentally - 
oriented fans. 

Jim Carroll plays acoustic nylon - 
string guitar and is backed by an 
electric rock band that includes top 
session men such as guitarist David 
Spinoza and drummer Marrata. His 
instrumentation is fitting for his sing- 
ing-songwriting style, which is some- 
where between rock and folk, demon- 
strated by tunes such as "I Don't 
Know".

Rita Coolidge/Crazy Horse 
TROUBADOUR, L.A. - Both bands 
on this bill have played other loca- 
tions in Los Angeles within the last 
few months, Crazy Horse at a dance - 
concert and Miss Coolidge at the 
Whisky. This was their first local 
teaming and the first time at the 
Troubadour for each. 

Opening night found Crazy Horse 
nervous and untogether. The material 
was there, selections from their two 
Reprise albums. The arrangements 
were there, nicely put together. The 
band members are obviously capable 
musicians. But the elements didn't jell 
for the first set opening night, at 
least. Part of the difficulty might 
have come from having to adjust to 
the relatively small -room atmosphere 
of the Troubadour. Part of the diffi- 
culty was obviously nervousness. 

Miss Coolidge appeared with the in- 
strumental support of the Dixie Fly- 
ers, group of Atlantic session musi- 
cians, as she has in recent months. 
Their backgrounds are impeccably 
constructed (although a bit busy at 
times) but were not so well played as 
one might expect from musicians of 
this calibre. 

The A'&M singer's strongest assets 
are her personal appearance-quite 
stunning-and her choice of material. 
The songs include Dylan's fairly ob- 
scure "Most Likely You Go Your 
Way and I'll Go Mine," Otis Red - 
ding's "Old Man Trouble," and Van 
Morrison's "Crazy Love," all deliv- 
ered with an all -too -even approach 
and a sort of Southern laziness that 
many might find attractive. Lae 

Bobby Darin 
The Good Humor Co. 

DESERT INN, LAS VEGAS - The 
word filtering down from Tahoe the 
past few weeks was that Walden Rob- 
ert Cassato, after a couple of years of 
blue jeans, Big Sur, and small com- 
bos-and another year recuperating 
from open-heart surgery-was resur- 
recting his tight tucks and the big - 
band splish-splash redolence of the 
early '60s. 

His D. I. return dispells the rumor. 
The toupe, tucks, a 20 -piece band, 
"Mack the Knife," and even "Splish- 
Splash," are in the act. But there are 
added dimensions culled from years 
of experimentation, assimilation and 
devaluations. What emerges is a 
remembrance of things past, fused to 
a contemporary multitude of re- 
lentless talents. A repertory of some 
of the cream songs of the last decade 
include a few of the artist's own 
copyrights. Along the way he 
shuffles, bugaloos, jokes, assays ma- 
terful impressions of Hollywood stars 
and celebs (even Howard Hughes), 
plays drums, piano, guitar, puffs out 
a few blues harmonica soles, and gen- 
erally unleashes a torrent of versatili- 
ty. 

In these parts D. I. is the endear- 
ing abbreviation for the Desert Inn. 
For the next few weeks, at least, it 
means Darin's Incomparable. 

Opener act was the Good Humor 
Co.; a sextet of attractive youngsters 
first encountered on Dave Garroway's 
'71 CBS summer show. The metamor- 
phosis from improvisatory short 
scenes to "blue" comedy blackouts 
was unfortunate, if obviously aimed 
at a Vegas audience. 

Gideon 
GASLIGHT AU GO GO, NEW YORK 
-Gideon, whose first LP recently 
bowed on the Bell label, is an original. 
He is a completely different enter- 
tainer who makes you feel you're at- 
tending a revival meeting. Unfortu- 
nately he was working in a terrible 
room for his kind of "get down among 
'em and talk with the people" per- 
forming: because the Gaslight is a 
long, narrow, dark club and the person 
on stage is working into a black vac- 
uum, seeing no faces. When you walk 
away from the mike, your voice 
doesn't carry more than ten feet, (and 
Gideon has a powerful voice.) But 
even with these adverse conditions, 
you could see that with the right set- 
ting, Gideon could tear you up. 

He sings gospel, works with three 
rock musicians who supply an excit- 
ing backdrop: with a bass and piano, 
you've got that "ole religion" feel 
coming thru on each number. How- 
ever, it's when Gideon gets off the 
stage, steps right into the middle of 
everyone, and raps with the people 
about the hipocracies of religion and 
the over dependence on the Lord, that 
he's at his best. Because he's always 
in good taste, and he's very funny, 
and with the audience egging him on 
with cries of "yeah," and "go Gideon" 
and "right on" that the room is alive. 
Gideon's tambourine dance is also 
something to behold. 

Tom T. Hall 
PALOMINO, L.A. - Fans who came 
to this North Hollywood club to catch 
Mercury's star singer -songwriter 
could hardly have been disappointed 
with his in -person performance. For, 
"live," Hall's abilities as a performer 
are vastly more evident than on his 
widely -popular singles and albums. 

"A man can't write if he ain't relat- 
in' the things he sees in hi's life," Hall 
says in one of his newer songs, and 
it's a philosophy he lives. Songs are 
drawn from personal experiences. He 
knew Clayton Delaney; he very likely 
spent that week in a country jail. As 
a result, and due to his expertise at 
putting these experiences into plain 
English (more of a trick than you 
might expect), reservations a listener 
might have, concerning the fact that 

Hall apparently knows only about 
three melodies, are all but overcome. 

In person, Hall adds a lot of extras 
to his songs. There's a pretty good 
impression of Bill Anderson, a nice 
harmonica solo on "Shoe Shine 
Man," and an unexpected turn at the 
piano for "Whole Lotta Shakin' 
Going On." Plus the anecdotes, plus 
the sly, warm humor-all very im- 
pressive. A "live" album might well 
be in order. 

Hall's band, the Storytellers, 
opened with a number or two of their 
own, supported capably, and at one 
point featured Rocky Hutchins in a 
change -of -pace "Foggy Mountain 
Breakdown," which was well -received 
by the capacity audience.

Genya Ravan 
Jimmy Spheeris 

BITTER END, NYC - Once upon a 
time there was a little girl from Po- 
land named Genya Zelkowitz who 
came to this country because her par- 
ents were coming and she thought it 
a good thing to come along too. Rut 
the man at the immigration desk 
could not grok "Genya" so she took 
Goldie as second best. She has never 
accepted anything second best since, 
and when Goldie & The 'Gingerbreads 
went the way of Henrietta & The 
Hair -'Dos, she decided to drop the 
Zelkowitz and restore the Genya. She 
became the lead vocalist in Ten Wheel 
Drive and earned her place on the 
mantel piece along with Grace and 
Janis and maybe one or two others as 
a screaming lady with many throb- 
bing admirers. 

Genya still throbs herself, but much 
more on her own terms now, fronting 
her new group, Baby. Be it a Ray 
Charles tune like "What Kind Of Man 
Are You?" or Rod Stewart's "Fly- 
ing," she soars on the wings of 
whoever is the patron goddess of fe- 
male explosions. Although her group 
does need some work on its vocal 
harmonies, instrumentally they are 
superb, with special kudos to drum- 
mer Brian Keenan. Her new career on 
Columbia. should know no bounds as 
Genya is Prometheus unchained, un- 
bridled and totally in control: she 
calls Mr. Davis "Clive." 

Jimmy Spheeris comes out of the 
west (coast) with a hefty reputation 
for a singer/song-writer whose re- 
cording life can be counted in days. 
His lyrics are exceptionally poetic, al- 
though he has a bit to learn about 
audiences and their tolerance for 
drawn-out patter that doesn't seem to 
serve any specific purpose. He per- 
forms with his own acoustic guitar 
and one "handsome hobbit" who aids 
and abets on vocals, flute and guitar.

Tracy Nelson 
Jack Schechtman 

CASTAWAYS, NYC - In a move 
which in no way augers the break-up 
of Mother Earth, lead vocal power- 
house Tracy Nelson has launched a 
mini tour of the group in a new 
sense: The tour will be long, the 
group will be mini: being Tracy, key- 
boardman Andy McMahon and gui- 
tarist Jack Lee. For club dates, this 
may be an exceedingly good move as 
the entire entourage requires much 
spreading room to really show their 
stuff. In this setting, Tracy's voice 
comes through clearer and less clut- 
tered than ever, and this is a supreme 
goodness. 

The set spanned such soulful en- 
tries as Percy Mayfield's "River's In- 
vitation," Joe Tex's "The Love You 
Save" and of course, "Down So Low" 
which happily, Tracy has not tired of 
singing, five albums later. Andy and 
Jack proved their abilities through- 
out, but a highlight of the evening 
had to be the surprise appearance of 
Maria Muldaur for a duet with Tracy 
on "The Memory Of Your Smile" 
from Earth's latest LP. An LP of 
such duets should seriously be consid- 
ered by Reprise, the label for both 
vocal unbelievables. And may mini - 
Mother provide for us all many more 
evenings of Earth music in the fu- 
ture. 

Columbia troubador Jack Schecht- 
man has a way with a crowd far be- 
yond that of mortal singer/songwrit- 
ers. While his voice is almost alarm- 
ingly similar to that of Shawn Phil- 
lips, he is very much his own man on 
originals like "Folk Remedy Rag" 
and "Let The Morning Come To Car- 
ry Me On." Should the Toronto talent 
be able to transfer successfully his 
ease and craft onto disk, then Canadi- 
ans can truly be proud once more 
that one of their own has done it 
again.

the queen could have been one of many female pop music stars. We are now 
left with the task of deciding upon a 'jester' who sang in a coat he borrowed 
from James Dean. Dean, who also died in the mid 50's, would almost always 
appear on screen with a black motorcycle jacket. And the only other prominent 
artist to emerge with that image was Dylan who sported a similar black jacket. 
Thus, we have a King, a Jester, and several possibilities for the Queen. Though 
Teresa Brewer, Patti Page, Doris Day, and Peggy Lee are all eligible, a study of 
record sales indicated that the honor of Queen should go to Connie Francis who 
out -sold all of her contenders. 

When the jester sang for the king and queen 
in a coat he borrowed from James Dean 
in a voice that came from you and me 
and while the king was looking down 
the jester stole his thorny crown 
the court room was adjourned 
no verdict was returned 

Other indications leading us to believe the reference to Bob Dylan occur in 
the same verse. McLean mentions that the jester sang 'in a voice that came 
from you and me.' This line can be interpreted in two ways: Dylan's early singing 
voice was harsh and nasal, and many felt that Dylan wasn't really singing at all. 
Assuming this is correct, the lyrics imply that anyone could have copied his 
style-even you or me-because of the fact that he was always partly speaking his 
songs. But Dylan's earlier songs were always songs to the people about the 
times. And using this meaning-Dylan's songs were the voice of you and me. 
The verse goes on to describe how Dylan became the new musical leader while 
Presley experienced a decline in popularity. The new King though, reigned only 
until the formation of The Beatles. 

Continuing now with the music of the mid 60's, McLean goes into further 
detail regarding The Beatles, The Byrds and Dylan's motorcycle accident: 

and while Lennon read a book on Marx 
a quartet practiced in the park . . . 

Hefter Skelter in the summer swelter 
the Birds flew off with a fallout shelter 
eight miles high and fallin' fast 
landed foul on the grass 
the players tried for a forward pass 
with the jester on the sidelines in a cast 
now the halftime air was sweet perfume 
while the sergeants played a marching tune 
cause the players tried to take the field 
the marching band refused to yield.... 

The quartet in mention is The Beatles, and 'Helter Skelter' a tune on their 
white double album. The references to the Byrds are quite interesting consider- 
ing they became popular for their own interpretations of Dylan songs. And while 
Dylan (the jester) on the side lines in a cast, the players, (The Byrds) tried for 
a comeback! The sergeants tune refers to The Beatles' Sergeant Pepper album 
and reminds us that nobody has been able to take their place as the new musical 
leaders. 

The following verse seems to be the most interesting because it reveals 
McLean's disapproval of The Rolling Stones. McLean seems to equate Mick 
Jagger with the Devil, and says that he saw "Satan laughing with delight the 
day the music died." McLean also states "and as I watched him on the stage, 
my hands were clinched in fists of rage." He naturally reminds us of the Altamont 
tragedy when members of Hell's Angels were brought in as a security measure. 
Thus: "no angels born in hell could break that Satan spell." 

I met a girl who sang the blues 
and I asked her for some happy news 
but she just smiled and turned away 

It is possible that in bringing the song up to date, McLean makes brief mention 
of Janis Joplin-the girl who sang the blues and then turned away. But the final 
verse is perhaps the most puzzling of all. 

and the three men I admired most 
the Father, Son and Holy Ghost 
caught the last train for the coast 
the day the music died 

McLean doesn't go into very much detail about these three men, nor does he 

talk about religion in the song other than asking 'can music save your mortal 
soul?' Just to venture a guess at the meaning, McLean could have been talking 
about Buddy Holly, Bob Dylan and The Beatles (Holy Ghost) who are no longer 
together as a group. But then again, it's anybody's guess. All we can be sure of 
is that "American Pie" can mean almost anything until Don McLean tells us 

otherwise. kenny kerner

I've 
had over 200 of my compositions released over the years, and most of them 
were 'B' sides. 

"We're picking up a considerable number of new copyrights. There was a time 
in the past when everybody would want to do his own publishing, to pick up the 
extra couple of cents on each record. But we're convincing people that we're in 

a better position to place their songs with more artists than any small in-house 
publisher, and that it's far and away worth the difference. For instance, we picked 
up the administration of Sly Stone's two publishing companies two years ago. In 

that time, with virtually no new material to work with, the value of those com- 
panies has increased eight to ten times. Statistics like that are hard to ignore." 

We finished up our bean soup and cheese sandwiches, and moved to the 
Warner Bros. publishing office. "We just moved the copyright department out 
here. The sheet music department's still run out of New York. We're also a tre- 
mendous sheet music publisher, handling a lot of the companies we don't repre- 
sent in other ways. For instance, we don't publish Elton John or Paul McCartney, 
but we handle their sheet music sales for them. 

"Oh, here are some of our people. Have you met Mel Bly? And here's Tony 
Roberts, from London. We have the $k3 record there. And Ed Silvers? And, oh, 
before you go, I'd like you to hear a couple of our demos. George Clinton and I 

made these up; he plays piano, and he and I do all the voices." He played the 
demos. It was obvious whom he had in mind for the songs. 

"Now here's a list of our executives' names, so you'll get the spelling right. 
And here's the photo we'd like you to use. It was our Christmas card. If there's 
any other information you need to know, just give us a call. Did I tell you that 
we'll have a whole floor of the Warner Bros. Music Building in Burbank next year?" 

The door closed on the elevator, and we made our way back to the office. Time 
being short and deadlines being as they are, we never did have a chance to ask 

Artie why the publishing crew call themselves "Warners' Raiders," though. The 

term implies an aggressive spirit extremely uncharacteristic of the laid-back 
office. todd everett

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CBS I Sony Sets Closer Ties 
To Field As 1972 Project 
TOKYO - CBS -Sony announced its 
policies for 1972 at meetings of its 
branch managers and of execs held on 
Jan. 15 and 16. 

The company expects that the gen- 
eral severe economy will have much 
influence on the record industry. To 
deal with this situation, the company 
believes the intimate contact between 
manufacturing field and sales field, 
or, to develop the market joining 
forces with the local affiliated stores, 
is the most important thing. To do 
this, the company will re-examine 
the territory of the salesman and the 
usefulness of the group business. 

The company's other major aims 
for this year are 1) more promotion 
of young able personnel, 2) expan- 
sion of its tape department and its 
mail service company CBS -Sony 
Family Club and 3) penetration of 

4 -channel disks. 
As for the tape department, the 

company has established a division 
concentrating planning, publicity and 
sales of tapes as of Dec. 16. Also, a 
planning department was established 
in Family Club as of Dec. 16. 

Financial Statement 
At the meeting of its execs, the 

company reported sales for the fiscal 
year ended Feb. 20. 

The gross sales for the period are 
9.5 billion yen, 30% over the sales tar- 
get, 64% over the sales of 5.8 billion 
yen for the previous year. As for the 
fisa1 1972, the company sets the sales 
target of 12.5 billion yen, 32% over 
the previous year. The company ex- 
pects overseas products will account 
for 65% of the gross sales and tapes 
will account for 15%. 

Andreae Discovers 
New Schumann Work 
NEW YORK - Marc Andreae, the 
young music director of the Italian/ - 
Swiss Radio Orchestra, discovered in 
the library of his late grandfather 
Volkmar Andreae (first music direc- 
tor of the Zurich Tonhalle Orchestra) 
a copy of a manuscript of an unfi- 
nished symphony by Robert Schu- 
mann.

This summer Marc Andreae will rec- 
ord the symphony as the first in a 
series of recordings for BASF/Germa- 
ny. It will be coupled with an uncut 
version of the Schumann piano con- 
certo played by Malcolm Frager. 

Marc Andreae who has done exten- 
sive research to discover unknown 
works by the great masters, was very 
successful last summer at the Como 
Festival with an unknown Schubert 
oratorio and will premiere this season 
an unknown symphony by Cherwbin.i.

LONDON - Ember Records Ltd., 
oldest of the United Kingdom's inde- 
pendent labels, will distribute its sin- 
gles and album product through the 
Pye organization beginning March 1, 
under terms of an agreement being 
concluded by Ember president Jeff 
Kruger and Louis Benjamin, Pye's 
managing director. 

Agreement also calls for Pye, divi- 
sion of Sir Lew Grade's Associated 
Television, to manufacture and pro- 
mote Ember product, according to 
Kruger. 

There will be no change in the day- 
to-day administration of Ember, ac- 
cording to Kruger, and the label will 
retain absolute creative control over 
all product. 

Kruger noted further that, while 
the arrangement with Pye will be ex- 
clusive, "with Pye's knowledge and 
consent I am also keeping my inde- 
pendent distributors who have been 
loyal to me for the past 12 years." 

Ember otherwise has been distribu- 
ting musical product through Decca's 
Selects group. 

Kruger formed Ember in 1960 and 
last year branched into motion pic - 
25 at the Grand Gala du Disque in 
Holland, and tape a TV special in 
Amsterdam. 

On Mar. 9 the group tours in the 
Pacific with an appearance at Senajan 
Stadium in Djakarta. From In- 
donesia, they move on to Singapore, 
Kuala Lumpur -and Hong Kong, on 
Mar. 10, 11 and 13. 

Arriving in Tokyo on the 15th, the 
group will hold press conferences be- 
fore continuing with appearances at 
the Metropolitan Hall on the 16 and 
17, and Osaka's Grand Hall on the 
19th.

Bally Buys Its Aussie Distrib; 

Also Acquire SE Asian Outlet 
CHICAGO - Bally Manufacturing 
Corp. recently completed the purchase 
of its large Australian distributing 
company and also announced an 
agreement to acquire its distributor 
for all of Southeast Asia. 

William T. O'Donnell, president, 
said Bally, which previously owned a 
50 percent interest in its Australian 
distributor, Electronics Amusements, 
purchased the remaining shares out- 
standing for an undisclosed amount 
of cash. The acquired company will be 
renamed Bally Australia. 

At the same time, O'Donnell said 
Bally has signed an agreement to ac- 
quire all of the assets of Jack Rooklyn 
Amusements of Hong Kong Ltd., its 
distributor for countries throughout 
Southeast Asia. The purchase price 
is payable primarily in stock and 
could call for the issuance over a five 
year period of up to approximately 
150,000 shares of Bally common stock, 
subject to the requirements of an 
earnings performance formula. 

Under the agreement, Bally will be- 
come the lessor under long term 
leases of slot machines located 
throughout Indonesia and Thailand 
and also will acquire Rooklyn's dis- 
tributing operations in such countries 
as Malaysia, Indonesia, Thailand, 
Macao, Hong Kong and Singapore. 

O'Donnell noted that the transac- 
tion is subject to customary condi- 
tions of closing. 

Jack Rooklyn, owner of the Hong 
Kong operation, was also the selling 
stockholder in the Australian distrib- 
utorship. He will become president of 
Bally Hong Kong Limited, a subsidi- 
ary now being formed and will also 
continue to guide the Australian com- 
pany. Rooklyn has been active in the 
distribution and operation of Bally 
equipment throughout Southeast 
Asia for over twenty years. 

In Australia, the "poker" machine, 
which is the popular name there for 
a slot machine, is the only form of 
gaming equipment permitted in clubs. 
There are approximately 30,000 such 
machines now in operation in some 
1,400 clubs and the demand for such 
equipment continues to be strong. 

EDITORIAL 
Machine Sales Swing Up 
While the winter months are not the most active 

in terms of new equipment sales, 1972 so -far is run- 

ning at an abnormally vigorous pace, according to 

reports from distributors and factories. An unex- 

pected sales spurt is always good for the trade's 
overall health, but coming at the tail of one of the 

longest sales lags in the industry's history, it bodes 

very well indeed. 
Music machines are selling briskly, pool tables right 

now are going unbelievably well, pins, shuffles and 

rifles continue their three months of vigorous trade 
and quarter -games are holding well. Is it all because 

the machines themselves are commanding superior 
sales? Maybe. Is it more especially because the logical 

attrition of machines on locations demands a fixed 
turnover and that the turnover was surpressed by 

operators who arbitrarily cut back their purchases? 
Probably. 

Whatever the reason, the national route is getting 
a much needed face lift. New jukes and games are 

appearing on locations across the length and breadth 
of the land like lights shining on a Christmas tree. 
New locations are also opening up, thanks to opera- 

tors using a new machine brochure as a foot in the 
door. Rock-Ola's Ed Doris, commenting last week on 

the impact of the furniture -styled console phono- 
graphs said: "we have conservatively estimated that 
the market for coin -operated phonographs in this 
country has expanded by at least 50% with the in- 

troduction of these new models." 
Hopefully, the upsurge in new machine purchases 

will put many used machines back into circulation, 
especially certain types of five -balls which have been 

eluding distributors and exporters for some time now. 

The tide's been out long enough; it's grand to see the 

sales flowing back in.

The highly -color- 
ful game is based roughly on the 
principle of TV's popular daytime 
quiz show `Concentration' in that 
players attempt to identify an object 
(e.g. pair of shoes) when only a small 
portion of that object is on the view- 
ing screen. 

There are five objects projected per 
game, and each is projected in five 
four -second segments with each seg- 
ment adding more to the photo than 
the previous. If the player guesses 
what it is in the first segment, he 
scores 80 points; if he waits for the 
second segment to be added and then 
guesses, he scores 60 points. Guess- 
ing on the third scores 40, the fourth 
20 and no points are scored when the 
complete picture is finally formed. 

Players select their answers from 
four multiple choices projected on the 
right of the playboard by pressing 
a button corresponding to the answer 
of their choice. Should they guess 
wrong, no second choice is afforded 
and the game rolls on to the next 
series of photo segments. 

Allied's sales manager Gene Lip- 
kin said What -Zit contains 500 dif- 
ferent identifiable objects, and in vari- 
ous combinations, offers 2,500 dif- 
ferent games, precluding any given 
player from,mastering the game. 

If a player can score 200 or more 
points in a game, he's entitled to an 
extended game which is termed 'Bo- 
nus Time'.
