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Looking At 
Other Sources 
For Material 

Most discussions on what factor is 
more important in a hit sound-the 
performance or the material-usually 
end in a Vet's -talk -about -it -again tie. 
One thing that isn't open to debate is 
that if the performance or material 
fail, no one's going anywhere. These 
two ingredients must work side by 
side to produce an overall musical ef- 
fect that pleases. 

In an era of the self-sustaining at- 
traction, one that writes and performs 
its own material, there is, of course, 
a double burden placed upon this 
modern day minstrel: the music as 
written and played. 

What concerns us is whether many 
fine -sounding new acts are going 
down the drain because they simply 
lack a real creative spark in the mate- 
rial they have to offer. True, the per- 
sonal nature of rock commentary may 
make it incumbent upon the act to 
devise its own musical message. Yet, 
at what price? Certainly, material of 
high quality exists and can come from 
other sources, spelling the difference 
between success and failure. There is, 
too, so much material around whose 

message can speak well for a particu- 
lar group's musical views. 

But, whatever the case, it's time 
that new groups or more established 
acts whose material has taken on a 
monotonous, assembly -line quality to 
re -assess and take a hard, critical look 
at their own material. This is not a 
very easy, objective thing to do, of 
course, but there's little sense in fail- 
ing on the grounds of inconsistency 
of material. 

There is, indeed, a waste of pre- 
cious talent on two ends. One is the 
act who has everything going for it, 
but the spark of a good song. The 
other is the composer and/or lyricist 
who does not make his own music, 
yet has a lot to offer in terms of what 
he is capable of declaring on a lead - 
sheet. We think these two factors that 
make up success, as they always have, 
should be getting together more often. 

To make real use of performing 
talents, it's a matter of maturity and 
intelligence to think in terms of the 
totality of one's art, even if this is 
achieved as the result of a helping 
hand when it comes to material.

NEW YORK - Bernie Lawrence, 
who represents the Steve Lawrence- 
Eydie Gorme music publishing inter- 
ests, is seeking to acquire for adminis- 
tration a select group of "working" 
artist publishing catalogs.

TROUBADOUR, L.A. - Returning to 
L.A. after a fairly long absence, Capi- 
tol's ace guitarist Leo Kottke found 
himself playing to a house that was 
well -filled. It all proves that his vir- 
tuoso picking has an audience, and 
apparently a fairly large one at that. 

Those who came to the Sunday 
show (12) saw and heard Kottke 
breaking strings and tuning up al- 
most constantly. A lesser performer 
would have made all this unbearable, 
it's to Kottke's credit that his hu- 
morous discussions while restringing 
and retuning made the wait for mu- 
sic about as much fun as it'll ever be. 
Most interesting, perhaps, was his 
discourse on the history of the thera- 
min and the dire consequences of 
listening to an out -of -tune guitar. 

A lot of Kottke's tunes, particular- 
ly when strung together like pop - 
beads, come off as tricky little finger - 
busters and of lesser musical conse- 
quence than one might hope for. For 
that reason, occasional inclusion of 
such fine material as Paul Siebel's 
"Louise" is particularly welcome. 

His style ? There's a lot of Merle 
Travis, and quite a bit of Doc Watson 

in Kottke's picking, but a sound on 
his 12 -string guitar that is nonethe- 
less unique. And, as I say, the fans 
eat it up. 

Second -billed were A&M's England 
Dan and John Ford Coley. Accompany- 
ing themselves on, variously, guitars 
and piano, they perform an interest- 
ing variety of original compositions. 
If the songs aren't particularly mem- 
orable upon first hearing, perhaps 
they will become more so with re- 
peated exposure. A bit more rock and 
roily than last time hereabouts, their 
change is for the better. They now 
sound more like Hearts and Flowers 
than Seals and Crofts. 

If, like Seals and Crofts, they tend 
to push their Baha'i faith a bit, at 
least it's a change from all those fake 
Baptists with their unbroken circles 
and amazing grace that keep crop- 
ping up. On the other hand, when was 
the last time you heard a performer 
say something like "this song was 
inspired by the writings of John Cal- 
vin"? No, and you're not likely to, 
either.

J. C. Curtiss 
Dave Reeves 

JACKIE'S JOINT, L.A. - The small 
showroom of P.J.'s night club in Hol- 
lywood has been renovated and re- 
opened as a showplace for comedian 
Jackie (J.C.) Curtiss. It takes a lot of 
nerve to start a comedy room with 
the nation's economy in its present 
state, but there are a lot of good 
signs that Curtiss will succeed. 

For the past year, he has been the 
house comedian at the L.A. Playboy 
club, winning a loyal audience who 
should stick with him. Also, Curtiss 
has brought to Jackie's Joint several 
Playboy staffers, including several 
waitresses-now "squaws" instead of 
"bunnies," but highly attractive still. 

Curtiss' strong point, more impor- 
tant than his definite skill as a shot- 
gun comedian and song parodist, is 
the fact that he virtually runs the 
show. He's at the door, greeting cus- 
tomers as they enter the room. He 
announces, and runs the lights and 
sound when a supporting or "guest" 
act is on stage. He literally makes 
friends with the audience, and works 
with them on a one-to-one first name 
basis that's bound to (1) impress peo- 
ple and (2) keep them coming back 
for more. 

A regular feature of Curtiss' Play- 
boy appearances, and one he promises 
to continue in the new club, is the 
featuring of celebrities who "drop 
in." The night reviewed, we saw brief 
but entertaining guest shots by Frank 
D'rone, comedian Dave Madden, and 
Roberta Sherwood. All went down 
well with the audience; Miss Sher- 
wood, in particular, killed 'em. 

Supporting Curtiss and his friends 
on a regular basis is Dave Reeves. 
Here, he's a singer and guitarist. Dur- 
ing the day, he's host of the local 
"Dialing for Dollars" TV program. 
As a performer on this stage, he's 
fairly quiet, pleasant, and sings good 
songs like "Just an Old -Fashioned 
Love Song" and "If," being careful to 
credit composers. His version of 
"Never Been to Spain" is quite good; 
more relaxed than the Doggies' and 
closer to Hoyt Axton's. At the begin- 
ning of his engagement, Reeves was 
visibly nervous; he needn't have been. 
He might consider removing the 
patches from his Levi outfit, however.

Mike Clifford 
Kay Dennis 

YE LITTLE CLUB, L.A. - Mike 
Clifford, who hit several years ago 
with "So Close to Cathy," has been 
appearing in this boite recently, 
presenting an "adult" program. The 
effect is kind of like when Bobby Ry- 
dell played supper clubs showing how 
a rock and roll star could appeal to 
the moms and pops, too. Professional 
as hell, but in a bit studied and su- 
perficial way. 

Clifford's at his best on ballads like 
"A Song for You" and "Rain Some- 
times." During the course of the 
show, when he dons a straw hat, 
throws in a few "yetthir"s and wan+s 
us all to be nostalgic for the 30's, it's 
a bit too much. But he's an altogether 
pleasant performer, of the type that 
will be popular many years from now 
for doing exactly what he's dong to- 
day-and others were doing twenty 
years ago. 

Second -billed was Kay Dennis, an 
attractive young lady with a good 
voice and a lot of style and taste to 
her singing. She comes on perky as 
all -get -out, and it's to her credit that 
her bouncy manner (do people still 
say "pert"? ) doesn't overwhelm in 
the tiny room. 

Her songs are well chosen, ranging 
from quite a bit of Motown material 
to a nice Laura Nyro medley of "Eli's 
Comin' " and "Stoney End" to "Can't 
Help Lovin' That Man" (of all 
things!) which she recalls having first 
performed ten years ago in a high 
school production of "Showboat."

Stage Review: 
Tommy 

AQUARIUS THEATER, L.A. - This 
latest in a series of adaptations of 
recorded "rock operas" must be con- 
sidered a success. As an experiment in 
bringing "Tommy" to life the Joel 
Rosensweig production has its share 
of faults, to be sure, but not enough 
to keep the young, rock -oriented au- 
dience at which it's aimed from hav- 
ing a thrilling experience at the the- 
ater. 

For most of the difficulties with 
bringing "Tommy" to the stage seem 
to arise from the original work. The 
basic story of the deaf, dumb and 
blind boy who is "saved" and goes 
on to become a cult hero is bizarre 
and sketchy enough that a familiarity 
with the plot is mandatory, unless ex- 
tensive rewriting is done which, wise- 
ly, wasn't attempted by the adapters 
here. Instead, a synopsis is included 
with the program handed to audience 
members at the door. This isn't 
cheating; a libretto is often helpful in 
following a real opera. Another prob- 
lem with the story is that it has no 
real end; the music just keeps getting 
louder and then stops. It's a trick of 
sorts, and one you might not worry 
about too much until later what went 
on. According to the synopsis, Tom- 
my confronts himself and realizes 
that "each man must face his own 
problems in his own way ... and not 
impose an alien life-style on others." 
Well o.k. 

Mechanically, the use of multiple 
projections, quadrasonic sound and a 
near -studio miking system would be 
expected to have its share of hits and 
misses; by opening night most of the 
difficulties seemed to have been 
worked out. An occasional drop-off of 
voice here and there and an imbalance 
among the musical instruments were 
noticeable but that kind of thing can 

be worked out in time and, no doubt, 
will be. The use of slides and films 
was certainly adequately realized, but 
could have been a bit more imagini- 
tively conceived-with the exception 
of the pinball sequence, the projec- 
tions could have been dispensed with 
entirely without affecting the story- 
telling at all. 

There were lapses in timing, too. 
Act I, although long, ran smoothly. 
Act II has more "hits," but there is a 
three or four beat lag between some 
sequences that drag things consider- 
ably. 

As lengthy a list of reservations as 
that is, though, they are all very mi- 
nor when taken in the context of this 
super -professionally mounted produc- 
tion. Perhaps the most impressive as- 
pect of the entire show is the amazing 
consistency of it all. The musical di- 
rection, choreography, sound and 
lighting are all really topflight; imag- 
inatively conceived and smoothly per- 
formed. The acting from cameo to 
cameo is fine; just while you're ap- 
plauding one performance along 
comes another character and another 
brilliantly -etched moment in Tommy's 
eventful life. Particularly noteworthy 
are the actors portraying Cousin 
Kevin, Uncle Ernie and-with enough 
stage presence to command applause 
upon their first appearance even 
though neither was familiar to the 
audience-the couple portraying the 
Hawker and Gypsy Queen. 

All in all, this production of "Tom- 
my" is one I can recommend to any- 
one interested in contemporary the- 
ater, and to a lot of people who don't 
think that they are. Not at all a gim- 
mick, it is a piece of theater that 
deserves to be seen, heard and appre- 
ciated on its own terms.

It's with 
a system that needs deodorizing," 
Miss De Passe said.

votes and implied over-all dishonesty 
are "completely without any founda-

charges of corruptions are completely 
baseless. It would seem that Miss De 
Passe would have investigated the 
facts before releasing such a libelous 
statement. Moreover, she would have 
then noted that this year's Grammy 
Awards winners were spread among 
20 different labels, including Mega, 
Hob, Chess, Bell, Prophesy and Poly- 
dor. So where was that 'block vot- 
ing'?" 

Rose noted that because of the seri- 
ousness of the charges, and inasmuch 
as they have been released directly by 
Motown to the press, including the 
wire services, NARAS must, in order 
to protect the integrity of its awards, 
take appropriate action.

Peter Brown, president of the Rob- 
ert Stigwood Organization, hailed the 
present opinion as significant because 
in it the court distinguishes for the 
first time between dramatic and non - 
dramatic presentation. 

Court's Role Explained 
In writing his opinion, Judge 

Kaufman took the plaintiff's point of 
view in stating "the role of the courts 
must be to prevent exploitation of the 
opera in a manner that infringes the 
rights of the creators of the work and 
their assignees." 

Noting that the standard ASCAP 
agreement between ASCAP and de- 
fendants Stigwood, Leeds Music Ltd., 
and Leeds Music Corp., reserves and 
excepts. 

" . the right of performance of 
musical plays and dramaticomusical 
compositions in their entirety, or any 
part of such plays or "dramatico- 
musical compositions... " 

and that the standard ASCAP li- 
cense does not extend to presenta- 
tions of: 

"(a) Oratorios, choral, operatic, or 
dramatico-musical works. . . in their 
entirety or songs or other excerpts 
from operas or musical plays accom- 
panied either by word, pantomime, 
dance or visual representation or the 
work from which the music is taken;

time nothing was said whatsoever 
relating to any such other individual 
being involved in the group's profes- 
sional affairs." 

Additionally, Knight stated, the en- 
trance of a third party entering their 
mutual business relationships was not 
brought up when Howard Beldock, of 
the firm of Beldock, Kushnick and 
Buskin, representing GFR Enter- 
prises, Ltd. in New York, met with 
the group members, Mark Farner, 
Mel Shachner and Don Brewer, in 
New York and in their homes in 
Michigan. 

Knight said he and Beldock subse- 
quently met with Eastman, at which 
time Eastman alleged that he was 
complying with the wishes of his 
client, Don Brewer, who earlier told 
Knight he had named Eastman to act 
as his attorney, in strictly a investi- 
gatory manner in the personal affairs 
of Brewer. At the meeting, Knight 
declared, he first learned that East- 
man represented himself also to be 
attorney -in -fact for the other individ- 
uals of the group. 

Last Monday (20) Knight said he 
received a letter from the group that 
Eastman was to act in their behalf 
and that he was no longer to rep- 
resent or act as a manager or rep- 
resentative of the group. He was fur- 
ther advised that any and all agree- 
ments, including management, rec- 
ording or otherwise, were "termi- 
nated." "There was not then nor has 
there ever been a single word spoken 
in explanation of this outrageous, un- 
founded and inexcusable attempt to 
stifle my career," Knight said. 

"Additionally," he read from his 
statement, "this obviously guided 
scheme to recklessly walk away from 
contractual responsibilities and obli- 
gations unquestionably damages by 
relationship with other parties with 
whom agreements have been made 
with the full knowledge and direction 
and consent of the members of Grand 
Funk Railroad." 

He cited as examples additional al- 
bums and tapes by GFR to be re- 
leased and distributed by Capitol and 
EMI and contracts for an "un- 
precedented" one week long engage- 
ment at Madison Square Garden in 

June. 

Knight Actions 

In light of these circumstances, 
Knight said, he has brought suit 
against John Eastman in New York 
Superior Court seeking $5 million in 
punitive damages. He charges "delib- 
erate, wrongful and malicious inter- 
ference with the contractual relation- 
ships which exist between Grand 
Funk Railroad and myself and for 
inducing, persuading and enticing the 
members of Grand Funk Railroad and 
the board of directors of GFR Enter- 
prises, Ltd. to violate and breach 
those agreements... " 

Also, against Farner, Brewer and 
Schachner and the group he has ini- 
tated arbitration proceedings before 
the American Arbitration Association 
in New York seeking to enjoin them 
from further breach of contract. He 
has also called for additional albums 
to be provided the public within the 
next 30 days, despite "their open re- 
fusal to pursue their contractual obli- 
gations to that effect." 

Knight said he had refrained from 
seeking punitive damages in any 
amount "at this time" from GFR. "I 
simply cannot believe that a career 
which has in less than three years 
taken three young men from obscuri- 
ty in Flint, Michigan to the highest 
pinnacle in the entertainment industry 
could be so deliberately divided both 
asthetically and financially." 

As an immense concert attraction, 
Grand Funk Railroad reached a peak 
last year when it sold out Shea Stadi- 
um in New York. Since last year, the 
group's recordings have been mar- 
keted under the Grand Funk Railroad 
label, a move that Capitol Records 
said was in tribute to GFR's super - 
stardom. From the first LP released 
under the new label-"E Pluribus 
Funk"-Capitol has just marketed a 
single, "Upsetter." Knight himself has 
often been quoted in the consumer 
and trade press, frequently expressing 
his dismay that the group has failed 
to win over the rock critics for its 
so-called lack of "rock sophistica- 
tion." Their performances on rec- 
ordings and on stage have been sell- 
outs, however.

Black Sabbath 
Wild Turkey 

FORUM, L.A. - No chances were 
taken when it came time to unveil 
Warners' new English band, Wild 
Turkey: they were billed at the bot- 
tom of the strong attraction of Black 
Sabbath and Yes, so a large audience 
inclined toward their kind of music 
was assured. 

The 16,500 or so who showed up 
were entertained by a group led by 
ex -Jethro Tull bassist Glenn Cor - 
nick, whose musical direction would 
come as no surprise to those fans of 
the louder, more ponderous material 
often performed by Tull. Most of the 
songs performed were from the 
group's new "Battle Cry" album, with 
the title tune one of the first per- 
formed. It begins with a reasonably 
quiet, acoustic bit and winds up a 
"heavy" electric piece with quite an 
amount of contrast along the way. 
"Butterfly," played later, was sort of 
a Hendrixy number of the "Can You 
See Me" variety with a lot of nice 
interplay between Cornick's bass and 
Alan Lewis' lead guitar. 

A lengthy instrumental, "Traffic 
Island," provided perhaps the best in- 
sight into Wild Turkeys work. Lew- 
is' work is very "English" in con- 
ception, and he's quite proficient at 
his instrument. Cornick leaps about 
on stage a bit more than one might 
expect from a non -singing bass pay- 
er, but about right for a group leader 
and (if only by benefit of familiari- 
ty) figurehead. Depending on how 

you feel about bass solos, Cornick's 
was quite extraordinary; he played 
the instrument as one might a gui- 
tar, with lots of held notes, chords 
and the like-not to mention a great 
deal of strength. Drummer Jeff Jones 
sounds like he's had some serious 
training on his instrument, or, at the 
very least, listens well to others. Vo- 
calist Gary Pickford -Hopkins and 
rhythm guitarist Jon Blackmore per- 
formed adequately throughout. 

Black Sabbath, who are occasional- 
ly termed England's answer to Grand 
Funk, performed a lively but fairly 
dull set of originals-rather like the 
effect Led Zeppelin would make if 
they did an hour or so of variations 
on "Whole Lotta Love." Interest in 
the tunes diminishes rapidly with rep- 
etition of familiar themes, chord 
changes and mood. 

Members of the group all wear 
crucifixes, and lead singer Ozzie Os - 
bourne wears what appears to be 
black calf -length boots and long, 
white underwear. He waves peace 
signs at the audience, who, curiously 
wave them right back (I thought that 
went out three or four years ago). 
He even removes his shirt at one 
point. 

As a whole, the set was not at all 
unpleasant, other than being rather 
numbing. The audience appeared to 
enjoy themselves immensely. 

Grateful Dead 
ACADEMY OF MUSIC, NYC-The 
Grateful Dead are getting ready for 
Europe. After a number of proposed 
tours that never happened, the San 
Francisco rock pioneers have genuine- 
ly finalized plans to tour Europe, in 
Grateful Dead fashion. 

One of the main reasons that the 
Dead are ready is the style of music 
they are currently playing and the 
kind of audience it attracts. Over the 
past six years, we have watched the 
Dead evolve as dedicated musicians, 
always growing and often exploring 
different styles along the way. And 
for each new style, they gained new 
listeners and sometimes lost a few of 
the older ones along the way. 

Grateful Dead started as the elec- 
tric outgrowth of a jug band, and 
were originally into blues -funk, play- 
ing for friends and neighbors. When 
the Frisco Flower Power movement 
started budding, the Dead became the 
symbol of acid -rock, with swarms of 
the hippie culture dancing at the ball- 
rooms. Stretched -out acid rock got 
tighter and funkier as "underground 
music" became a popular expression, 
and the Dead then became more 
sophisticated and song -oriented as 
their scope broadened beyond San 
Francisco into national prominence. 
The step that made them a commer- 
cial success came with the "Work- 
ingman's Dead" album, when the 
group adapted the country & western 
idiom with acoustic and steel guitars. 

An now, Grateful Dead have come 
full circle and face a similar audience 
to the friends and neighbors they 
started playing for; except that 
while the audience attitude is the 
same, the faces have changed and 
there are many, many, many more 
of them. The Dead are playing their 
original tunes, but instead of acid, 
underground or country, they are now 
using a basic, solid, funky and mag- 
netic old rock style. Their fans are 
mostly from the newer and younger 
rock audiences who are not mellow, 
but rather bursting with energy and 
looking for a good time. Everyone gets 
on his feet and a Dead concert is an 
all-night rave-up. 

This is the musical excitement that 
Grateful Dead wanted to bring to the 
young audiences in Europe, and this 
is the music they now have to bring!

The Beach Boys 
CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - Even a 
three -night stand here did not offer 
the opportunity for every Beach Boy 
fan to secure a ticket to watch and 
absorb firsthand. And those who 
managed to get their hands on one 
seemed too excited to quiet them- 
selves down to listen with the inten- 
sity the group's music deserves and 
demands. 

The Brother/Reprise group's con- 
templative numbers were marred by 
screams from the audience for more 
rockin' tunes and older material. 
Those who screamed at the screamers 
to shut up made almost as much 
noise. But nothing fazes the Beach 
Boys. They knew that bad manners 
are traceable to over -exuberance 
rather than rudeness or disinterest. 
The group remains extremely tight 
and does not waste half the time acts 
of half their size and talent do on 
tunings and a general lack of organi- 
zation. Yet their professionalism 
does not meld with superslickness or 
numbed routine blazes of puff -glory. 
What pours out from the band is 
nothing but organic, fresh happiness 
shipped directly from the source. 
"Little Surfer Girl" and "Surfin' 
USA" need no artificial preserva- 
tives. "Disney Girls" and "Surf's Up" 
need no added sweetners. And 
"There's A Riot Goin' On" needs no 
permit to happen. 

The additions of Ricky Fataar on 
drums and beautiful supertenor vo- 
cals and Blondie Chaplan on bass and 
guitar further enables the original 
quintet members to change off posi- 
tion and instruments when need be. 
As big as the contingent now is (in- 
cluding a fine horn section), it's nev- 
er a circus and always a carnival. 
Now working on their second decade 
of musical contributions, the Beach 
Boys remain the harmonic, rhythmic 
soul of the happier side of American 
music.

IUM, L.A. - One of the strangest 
booking combinations to hit this 
town since Ian Matthews and Donny 
Hathaway at the Troubadour, this 
three-way bill turned out to be an 
evening of many highlights, and no 
doubt one to win new fans for each 
of the three attractions. 

Atlantic's King Crimson, in their 
first local visit since the Whisky two 
years ago, show themselves to have a 
sort of an intellectual approach to 
heaviness. Lots of noise and volume, 
to be sure, but supplemented by lead- 
er Robert Fripp's easygoing asides to 
other members of the group and the 
audience, and a musicality to their 
material lacking in many other pow- 
er -oriented groups. Cross Mark/Al- 
mond with the Moody Blues and 
whaddya got? Two Mellotrons, a 
jazzy drummer, an equally jazzy reed 
and woodwind player, nice guitar and 
good vocals by bassist Boz (how 
cute, he doesn't give his last name!). 
Fripp, the only remaining member of 
the original group, has a good thing 
going-he's able to juxtapose color - 
laden pieces like "Pictures of a City" 
with more elementary tunes like 
"20th Century Schitzoid Man" and 
have them all work well. 

Fairport is another group in con- 
stant flow of personnel; none of 
their original members remain. Of 
those currently wearing the name, 
fiddler Dave Swarbrick has been 
there the longest and appears to 
lead.

If sometime dur- 
ing the fall of '68 you were mesmer- 
ized by an incredible throaty voiced 
newcomer doing "With A Little Help 
From My Friends," skip this review. 
If you saw him with the Grease Band 
(luring their first U.S. tour, skip this 
review. If you witnessed the wild- 
ness of Mad Dogs And Englishmen, 
pass over this review. Don't bother to 
read it. And if you were one of the 
20,000 present last week when Joe 
Cocker returned to New York after 
a year and a half's absence, skip this 
review because you already know what 
happened. 

With a burst of confidence seldom 
equalled since Barnum, it was billed 
1s The Concert. The indefinite article 
would have been far more appropriate. 
It was a concert. It was "a musical 
performance in which a number of vo- 
calists or players participated." So 
much for semantics. The sad truth of 
the matter is that Cocker at the Gar- 
den was one of the major disappoint- 
ments of the year. His singing was 
sloppy. His voice sounded as if it was 
being squeezed out of his body. His 
introductions were virtually unintelli- 
gible. He made numerous false starts 
and twice as many false finishes. It 
was all Chris Stainton and the other 
accompanists could do to keep up a 
front as Cocker led them down a jag- 
ged path. The set dragged on for more 
than two hours and as it wound down 
to its conclusion, the house lights came 
up to reveal a half empty arena. Many 
of those who remained were waiting in 
vain for a shred of familiar material 
-others seemed merely curious, like 
witnesses to a street brawl. 

Also on the bill and providing an 
energetic and thoroughly professional 
set was Redbone. They displayed ver- 
satility and assurance, as they sailed 
through a set consisting of material 
from their Epic albums, as well as 
several of their hit singles, including 
"Witch Queen Of New Orleans." e.k. 

Loudon Wainwright 
GASLIGHT AU GO GO, NYC-Few 
appellations can dim an artist's ca- 
reer like the one "cult hero." Yet 
Loudon Wainwright might have gone 
down that disappointing path save 
for a couple of factors-his com- 
pletely original talent and the belief, 
verging on religious fervor, of his 
earliest fans. But once a person has 
been exposed to Loudon, often as not 
he begins to proselytize with the 
same missionary zeal. 

Loudon is with Columbia now and 
his new label decided to toss a party 
for him at the Gaslight Au Go Go. 
An overflow crowd turned out, attest- 
ing to the growing appreciation of 
this artist on all levels. Wainwright 
responded with a set which was pure 
joy. 

Time was when a voice like 
Loudon's would be termed "an ac- 
quired taste." Fortunately, those days 
are gone. Someone with perfectly 
rounded vocal chords would sound ab- 
solutely ridiculous singing the mate- 
rial which this artist writes. And 
I've become convinced that Loudon 
can write about literally any sub- 
ject. This particular set consisted of 
songs from his upcoming Columbia 
album, and though the words and 
melodies were new to us, Loudon's 
self-effacing stance and humorous out- 
look were as of old. The behavior of 
drunks, the frustrations of relation- 
ships ("Say that you love me, I 
said it to you!") were just two of 
the topics which Wainwright touched 
on as he breezed through his superb 
performance. Joining him for the last 
few numbers was White Cloud, an 
exuberant and musically rich band 
which complemented Wainwright's 
singing and guitar playing quite 
nicely. 

It looks as though Loudon's "cult" 
is turning into an honest to God 
movement. And it is really about 
time! e.k.

through such staples of their reper- 
toire as "Walk Awhile," "Dirty Lin- 
en" and "Sloth," plus a trio of selec- 
tions from their A&M album, "Bab- 
bacombe Lee." In the middle of the 
lengthye olde Englishe ballade "Matty 
Groves," Swarbrick slipped into a 
credible "Devil's Dream," which was 
a nice touch. Their two encores in- 
cluded a nifty "Country Pie." If they 
were more careful about their slop- 
piness in performance and sound, 
Fairport would be one of the five or 
six most entertaining "live" groups 
around. 

The surprise of the evening, for me 
at least, was Capitol's Blues Project. 
A legendary band in these parts be- 
cause they have so rarely played here 
during their long career, the group 
gave ample justification for their rep- 
utation. Instrumentally, they're tight 
and true, their original and borrowed 
material is fine in sort of a mid -60's 
Eastern Blues Establishment vein that 
they all but invented ("Nadine," "Dan- 
ville Dame," "I'm Ready"), and lead 
singer Tommy Flanders has all the 
earmarks of a major star. Coming on 
stage wearing a double-breasted suit, 
the lapels on his jacket turned defi- 
antly out, he tosses his head, ambles 
about the stage, and somehow manages 
to appear totally stoned while retain- 
ing complete control of himself and his 
act. He sings well enough, but that's 
not the point. Even if he's not a 
great singer, he most certainly has the 
aura of a star about him. 

The group includes Danny Kalb 
and Bill Lussenden on guitars, David 
Cohen on organ, Don Kretmar on 
bass and Roy Blumenfeld on drums. 
Gabriel Mekler sat in on piano. All 
performed very well indeed.

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NEW YORK-MARY TRAVERS: "THE FOLK SINGER DOWN THE STREET" 

Not that you blame them for wanting a small piece of privacy, but interviews 
hardly ever take place in an artist's own home. Usually you rap in a motel room 

or backstage. Once in a while, the artist will drop over to your own turf. But Mary 
Travers invites you up for coffee. She gives you her phone number in case you 

get lost on the way over. 
I got lost. In copying down the east side street address, I reversed two digits 

and walked in on a carpenter. But I didn't have to hunt for a phonebooth when I 

explained to him just who I was looking for. "Oh sure, the folksinger down the 
street." And he pointed me in the right direction, assuring me a most pleasant 
afternoon. I don't know about his professional estimates, but his human account- 
ing was quite accurate. 

Mary Travers' new LP, "Morning Glory" (Warner Bros.) is about to be released, 
and we talked about some of the writers represented on it: Paul Williams, Allan 
Thomas and especially David Buskin. He's been playing guitar in her band for 
over a year now, and Mary calls him the "best writer of lovesongs since John 
Denver and the only true extrovert since Dylan!" She chose one of his tunes as 

her single, "It Will Come To You Again." He's doing an LP of his own for Epic, 

and she's wishing him all the solo success in the world, even though she well 
knows it will eventually cause him to split from her own group. 

Mary loves people, and loves certain people who work for companies, but 
has a rather realistic attitude toward labels. "I don't love any company ... I buy 
Westinghouse washing machines because they work, not because I love Westing- 
house. It's the same with record companies. Warner's is one of the best, if not 
the best, but I don't love them. They work for me, they are the agent of my 
work. If push comes to shove, a label can always bring out that contract you 
signed. If companies were only people, we wouldn't need that piece of paper 
now, would we?" 

According to Ms. Travers, a person should always strive to treat another per- 
son with dignity and graciousness. She exploded in front of Dick Cavett on the 
air when he wrote while she was singing a song he later told the audience was 
"just terrific." Business seems to make people forget about dignity and gracious- 
ness. 

Mary Travers: Morning Glory 

Mary is far from paranoid about people. She's lived with the same New York 
phone number for six years. She will never accuse people of "bigotry" even 
though she has very definite moral convictions she expects others to emulate. 
Using the term "un -Christian," she explains it in specifics, rather than fiery 
ambiguities and generalizations. Peter, Paul & Mary changed many more minds 
around that way than they would have merely being holier-than-thou righteous. 
And while her own career is charting an individual musical course, her philosophy 
stems from that particular collective. And it's growing. 

There's still talk of a "reunion" LP, but with three itineraries now to correlate 
for session work, and with musical director Milt Okun now residing in England, 
the possibility does seem more remote than their public was first led to believe. 
They want to do it "just because there's still some things we do best together." 
And good things come to those who wait. 

You can trace musical fads through genres (folk, folk-rock etc.), cities (N. Y., 
L. A., S, F.) or personalities, but to Ms. Travers, music is at zenith when to hear 
means to sing and dance in unison. When audiences sing along and move to the 
music, it's meaningful. "Watch young children do this and you'll realize that, tribal 
or whatever you care to call it, this is the natural state of behavior. Anything else 
is trauma." 

Mary Travers is the most realistic and happy/serious extrovert we've encount- 
ered in a long time. It shows in her music. And as we again become accostomed 
to really experiencing music with each of our senses, hers will become all the 
more primal and significant. She proves you can rock an audience without King 
Kong decibels if you have something to rock 'em with. And you can make other 
people's songs your own if you have something of yourself to give to them. The 
credentials of that folksinger down the street are indeed impressive, and graciously 
worn. robed adels 

HOLLYWOOD-PAUL ANKA: DOING IT HIS WAY 

We took one of our infrequent junkets a few weeks ago, to see and meet Paul 
Anka who was headlining at Caesar's Palace in Las Vegas. It was, frankly, our 
idea; Paul has recently reappeared in the limelight after a relatively "cool" period. 
Within the last several months, Paul has shown up as manager of two new in - 

crowd favorites, John Prine and Steve Goodman, sold his considerable publishing 
interests to MAM and joined Gordon Mills' company, signed with Buddah Records 
as an artist, released a pretty good album and incredible single for that company, 
and brought a super -professional show into Vegas. The time was right we felt, if 
not past due, for a conversation with the talented tycoon. 

We managed to find Anka's dressing room (suite, actually) after Saturday's 
dinner show. Elvis had stopped by the night before, and Johnny Carson's parents 
were waiting to greet Paul, plus a couple of agency bigwigs. So the excitement 
and pressure were high. 

Our first question regarded his recent diversification. "After I sold Spanka 
Music to MAM, I had some free time. The administration of the music companies 
had really been draining a lot of my energy. I wanted to become involved with 
some talented newcomers. I was in Chicago and went to see Kris Kristofferson. 
Steve Goodman was second -billed, and I was really impressed. After the show, 
we went to another club, at Steve's suggestion. We were just about the only cus- 
tomers there, and John Prine was sitting on a stool at the bar. We asked him to 
sing for us, and what he had to say just hit home with me. His lyrics are just in- 

credible. Jerry Wexler heard John with Kris at the Bitter End and wanted him; I 

brought Steve to Buddah." 
Rock and roll trivia freaks will want to note that Paul's first record was a thing 

called "Blau Wile de Beest Fontaine," for Modern Records. "It's the name of a 

town in Africa. Ernie Freeman produced the record. I was 13 years old and park- 
ing cars in L.A." His first real break, though, came when he was signed to ABC- 

Paramount's publishing company, Pamco Music, in New York. "When I was living 
in Canada, I used to hang out with the local groups backstage-The Diamonds, 
The Four Lads, and people like that. I went to New York on a vacation one year

and just made the rounds. I started writing; the only reason I recorded 'Diana' 
is that no one else could sing it as well. It was the genius of Don Costa that 
made it all happen. There aren't that many good ears around. I wasn't a particu- 
larly good singer, or a good piano player. I just sang with a lot of emotion. The 
fact that I was a writer saved me from being packaged like a lot of my con- 
temporaries were." 

The "lot of emotion" and a genuine talent for easy -to -remember lyrics and 
catchy melodies turned into a string of hits to be envied by anyone; the fact that 
Paul started at 15 made his success all the more noteworthy (he was 20 when 
he wrote "The Longest Day.). "When I sold my publishing to Gordon Mills, it was 
on the strength of tunes like 'She's a Lady,' which Tom Jones had recorded, and 
'My Way,' of course. It's funny," Paul notes, "but the first big success since the 
sale was Donny Osmond's version of 'Puppy Love,' a song I'd written twelve years 
ago." 

Paul's gotten back into live appearances in a big way, working hard on his 
presentation. The show includes arrangements by Al Cohn, Don Costa, Tommy 
Newsome and Johnny Harris (who co -wrote and arranged "Jubilation"), and a 

large, percussion -oriented orchestra ("You don't need five saxophones unless 
you're Glenn Miller). Sections of the orchestra are individually baffled by glass 
partitions to facilitate control of sound; the night we caught Paul's set he was 
testing a new -design microphone. "I'm putting together a company to package 
night club acts. We'll furnish everything from arrangements to sound and 
lighting. We've always been a leader in putting shows together, now we're in a 

position to help others with our experience." 
Another goal of Anka's is to become an impresario of sorts; as part of his 

contract with Caesar's, he wants to bring in deserving talent. The first, which he's

HOLLYWOOD -A donation of $10,-

High on the list of Clinic priorities 
are control of the epidemic of venere- 
al diseases, and education and treat- 
ment of young people who fail to 
understand the realities of drug 
abuse. The Clinic was originally 
founded to help meet the needs of the 
huge numbers of runaways who con- 
verged upon the Sunset Strip area in 
the late Sixties.

Is Dead At 59 
HOLLYWOOD - Jimmy Carroll, 
noted composer, arranger and instru- 
mentalist, died in his home here of a 
heart attack on Sat., March 18. 

Born in New York on Dec. 13, 
1912, Carroll was raised in Auburn, 
N.Y. He graduated from the Eastman 
School of Music, and attended both 
the Yale Music School and the Juilli- 
ard School of Music, in addition to 
private studies with Vittorio Gian- 
nini, Nathan Van Cleave and Joseph 
Schillinger. 

Long associated with Columbia 
Records, Carroll played solo clarinet 
on the classic Alex Wilder albums, 
and provided arrangements for Frank 
Sinatra while the singer was on that 
label. Later, Carroll arranged "The 
Yellow Rose of Texas" and "March 
from 'The River Kwai' " and the 
"Sing Along with Mitch" albums for 
Mitch Miller, Rosemary Clooney's 
"Come On a My House," Frankie 
Laine's "High Noon" and "Mule 
Train" and the "Charlie Parker With 
Strings" album. Carroll also wrote 
for television and commercials. 

Most recently a resident of Los An- 
geles, Carroll was working with syn- 
thesizer and computer musics. He had 
just completed an album, and was in 
the process of negotiation for its re- 
lease. 

Carroll was a member of ASCAP, 
the American Federation of Musicians 
and the American Society of Music 
Arrangers. He is survived by a 
daughter, a sister and two brothers.

MEMPHIS - The Stax Organization, 
as part of its community interest in 
the state of Tennessee, has con- 
tributed $6.000 to the penal rehabili- 
tation project, First Offender. Stax 
will finance the national distribution 
of Juge W. Otis Higgs' "Project First 
Offender (first draft)" booklet.

Sales should reflect the impact 
of her music. 

SILENT RUNNING - Original Soundtrack -

DAVID CLAYTON -THOMAS - Columbia KC 
31000 

Whatever you expected a David Clayton - 

Thomas LP to be, this is it. The former lead 
vocalist with Blood, Sweat & Tears now builds 
everything totally around his own capabilities 
which are skyscraping in and of themselves. 
His charted single, Gary Wright's "Sing A 
Song" is but one shining moment. The tunes 
he's selected are not easy to put across, but 
once mastered, they sound easy, and this is 
part of the Thomas secret:"Magnificent Sanc- 
tuary Band" is where gospel rock ought to be 
always, and Neil Young's "Don't Let It Bring 
You Down" is an up throughout. Few singers 
gone solo have experienced the private glow 
of the public acceptance that's bound to greet 
this powerhouse vocalist. 

MERRIMACK COUNTY-Tom Rush-Columbia 
31306 

As the continuing tale of Tom Rush unfolds 
with another album, we find a mature and 
evolved folk artist -trendsetter who has kept 
well abreast of the changing times. One of 
the first wave of the early '60s folk boom, 
Rush was also on the front lines of folk-rock, 
as well as being the first to record songs by 
Joni Mitchell ("Urge For Going") and Jackson 
Browne ("These Days"). "Jamaica Say You 
Will" shows a continuing interest in Browne, 
while "Mink Julip" and "Seems The Songs" 
showcase Rush's further development as song- 
writer. Judging from Rush's knack to uncover 
talent, we should keep our eyes open for Bob 
Carpenter, who wrote "Gypsy Boy" and "Roll 
Away The Grey" for this set. 

EVERY DAY OF MY LIFE-Bobby Vinton-Epic 
KE 31286 

A pleasing mixture of ballads and uptempo 
songs comprises this new release from Bobby 
Vinton. The seasoned artist does well by the 
Tom Paxton song, "Whose Garden Was This" 
and the Don McLean piece "And I Love You 
So." Bobby also includes a composition of his 
own called "She Loves Me." Eight more tunes 
round out the set in fine fashion. One of Vin - 
ton's strongest album ventures-certain to 
please his many fans. 

GALLAGHER & LYLE-Capitol ST -11016 
One of the better groups to emerge on the 

English scene in recent times has been Mc- 
Guinness Flint. Those who are familiar with 
that band will instantly recognize the names 
of Benny Gallagher and Graham Lyle for these 
two gentlemen wrote most of the McGuinness 
Flint songs. This is their breakaway album 
and it affords them ample opportun;ty to 
weave a spell consisting of melodic and 
memorable tunes done up with a minimum of 
accompaniment. "Mrs. Canatelli's" is mirthful 
in a sort of Paul Simon type way, and other 
standouts include "Great Australian Dream," 
"Broken Wings" and "To David, Charlie And 
Ian." 

MADE FOR EACH OTHER-Original Soundtrack 
-Buddah BDS 5111 

This is the soundtrack of the hit movie fea- 
turing Renee Taylor and Joseph Bologna. Its 
main theme is a lovely and intriguing work and 
the remainder of the LP is strong and varied 
enough to set this one apart from more con- 
ventional and predictable soundtracks. Com- 
poser Trade Martin, now of Gorgoni, Martin & 
Taylor, is heard in a singing role on several 
of the cuts, among them a fiftyish spoof called 
"Da Dum Bop A Dum" and a countryesque 
number "Light Country Rock At O.J." A most 
unusual record. 

INVICTUS' GREATEST HITS-Invictus ST -9807 
In a relatively short period of time the In- 

victus label has come up with an impressive 
string of hits. As the title signifies, this is a 

collection of the most popular songs. Freda 
Payne is well represented via "Bring The Boys 
Home" and "Band Of Gold," while the Chair- 
men Of The Board offer "Pay To The Piper" 
and "Give Me Just A Little More Time." Eighth 
Day's "She's Not Just Another Woman" makes 
for more good listening, as do selections by 
Ruth Copeland and The Glass House.

TOMMY "SNUFF" GARRETT: THE FIFTY GUITARS GO GOLD 
What with watching the charts every week to see who's copped the number one 

spot, some of us tend to forget a vital aspect of the record industry-the so- 
called catalog album. It is, by definition, something that might not zoom to the 
heights upon release, but something that can be counted on to sell steadily over 
the years. 

A perfect example of the material to be found in such LPs and the way they're 
put together was brought to our attention a couple of weeks ago when we dropped 
into a session of the Fifty Guitars of Tommy Garrett. 

It's something like the 31st album; the guitarists have got it all down pretty 
well by now. The band works off arrangements by Pete King, who's been doing 
the sessions for some time. It seldom takes more than a few runthroughs before 
the "take" is satisfactory. "I don't really see a lot of reason to spend much time 
in the studio," says producer Tommy "Snuff" Garrett, "when everybody knows 
what he's doing. You see rock musicians who come in saying 'I've just spent seven 
days and seven nights on one tune, and it's great.' Hell, I could do Columbia's 
whole April release in that much time, and it'd probably sound just about as 
good. I did 'Gypsies, Tramps and Thieves' with Cher in 45 minutes, and it sold two 
million." 

The Fifty Guitars were never that many, they started as 35. "But I just couldn't 
picture 'The Thirty -Five Guitars of Tommy Garrett!" By now, the number is 
down to ten, with some echo and tape delay in the mixdown. "But I never over- 
dub." Indeed, the sessions are "live." Most of the musicians have played on all 
of the albums, with Tommy Tedesco and Bill Pitman in the lead, then as now. 
For one album, "Maria Elena," listeners heard the Six Guitars of Tommy Garrett. 
"The song was really hot, and we had one day to do the album. I got as many 
guitarists as I could, which was six. I don't think that there are fifty guitarists in 
Los Angeles who can play the way we need. We finished the album in a day. We 
still do, but before then we'd take two days." 

The musicians, obviously falling into the "seasoned pro" cliche, were finishing 
a song in which, for some reason, they were particularly disenchanted. In an 
effort to get it out of the way, they finished in two takes, and it sounded fine. "Do 
you want to hear it back?," Snuff asked the Ten Guitars. 

"Snuff," replied soloist Tedesco, "after thirty one albums, I think we're entitled 
to one song we don't want to hear back. This is the one." 

The only reason for including the above anecdote is to pose a challenge. When 
the album comes out, listen to it. Bet you can't tell which was the two -take 
wonder. And that, friends, is professionalism. 

PASSING REMARKS-Certainly one of the best music parties ever held in 
New York occurred Thursday, March 16th at New York Central Park's Tavern 
on the Green where Columbia Records' president Clive Davis hosted a mid- 
night buffet for Delaney and Bonnie and Ken Loggins and Jim Messina after 
their Carnegie Hall concert with Billy Preston. 

Over 450 people representing all elements of music, the music industry, 
press and radio attended the affair. Messina and Loggins performed at the 
party and their set was broadcast live over WCBS-FM radio as many party- 
goers danced near the stage. Clive Davis introduced John Hammond, Rita 
Coolidge and Billy Preston who jammed onstage with Delaney and Bonnie as 
the dancing continued. Other celebrities included Omette Coleman, Kris 
Kristofferson, Loudon Wainwright, David Blue, John and Leni Sinclair, Sweat - 
hog lead singer Lenny Lee Goldsmith and Jimmie Spheeris. And on it went 
until after 4 AM ... 

Achieving a measure of success in the music arena is neither a simple task nor 
a swift journey to a headline status. Above all, it takes a total commitment to 
pursue the career. Everyone concerned with the act has to suffer the defeats as 
well as the moments of glory. And, importantly, talent, money and faith are 
necessary requirements-all needed in proportionate shares-to get into the 
spotlight; and possibly, after arriving as a headliner, the act has to continually 
strive to remain one. Hopefully, it all happens, after years of toll at getting it 
together. 

A showcase is an excellent method of launching a new act. A format for testing 
audience reaction is the policy of showcasing a new act with the established act. 
It is an invaluable tool for everyone present. Also the successful showcase spots 
have great house bands. One example, is the Boston Road BallRoom in the East 
Bronx. Sammy Gordon & His Hip Huggers serve as the house band and they 
do their thing for plenty of dancing action as well as backing up the showcase 
talent. 

WWRL's personable DJ (The Dixie Drifter) Enoch Gregory kicks off showtime 
every Thursday evening and, I might add, he does one helluva job. On a recent 
Thursday evening, I was invited to stop in at the popular dance mecca. As an 
example, (apart from dancing). Curtom recording artists, 'The Impressions' made 
a surprise visit and really walloped the crowd with a rendition of their new single 
release, 'This Love's For Real'. 

In addition on the particular Thursday evening that I attended, it was an occas- 
sion for a Ghetto Records happening. Several of the acts, signed to the Leonard 
and Nellie Williams owned Ghetto Records label, were given the spotlight. 'The 
Family Portrait', two guys and a gal, won plenty of plaudits from the audience. 
The swingin' group performed two new pieces of material that are soon to be 
released. '40 Acres And A Mule', is another Ghetto Record group that can sing 
up a storm. I might add, that I had a fantastic evening and almost wished the 
evening would last and last. The Hip Huggers really put the ballroom in the 
groove and this Sammy Gordon unit consists of: Yogi Bear, drums; Sammy 
Gordon, guitar, Douglas Barry, Bass; Lawrence Lance, organ and Gene Burks, sax. 
The group now has a single release of, "Breezin", b/w Just My Imagination (Run- 
ning Away With Me). And, judging from the live performance talents of this group 
they are definitely headed toward the top of the ladder.

IT'S JUST BEGUN-The Jimmy Castor Bunch 
-RCA LSP-4640 

You might remember Castor's big Latin/ 
pop/novelty hit, "Hey Leroy" some years back. 
Well, his music has progressed much since 
then so that it is now a gifted fusion of San- 
tana, Sly Stone and r&b/jazz. Because he 
fuses these genres together so well, he has 
the potential to reach the sum of all those 
specific audiences and then some. Already, 
there's been much airplay on the "Troglodyte" 
cut, and what's in the grooves of "Bad" is 
bound to draw nothing but good reaction too. 
This will be the stepping stone to a major 
new career for the guy who started way back 
with Frankie Lymon & The Teenagers. 

SCRAPS-NRBQ-Kama Sutra 2045 
NRBQ (which stands for New Rhythm & 

Blues Quintet) have undergone a record label 
odyssey that now finds them comfortably on 
Kama Sutra with a batch of new sounds and 
even a new face in the group. Former Wild 
Weed leader Al Anderson is now playing guitar 
for NRBQ, further contributing to the funky 
simplicity that is the group's hallmark. Drum- 
mer Tommy Staley and bassist Joseph Spam- 
pinato provide a subtle but highly percussive 
rhythm backbone for pianist Terry Adams and 
vocalist Frank Gadler, who are forever soulful 
and directly to the point on clever material 
such as "Howard Johnson's Got His Ho -Jo 
Workin'," "Boys In The City," "Ain't It All 
Right" and "Tragic Magic." 

MOTHERN HEN-RCA LSP-4641 
She plays piano, organ, pump organ and 

harpsichord. Her accompanists include Clar- 
ence White, Danny Kootch, Russ Kunkel and 
Lee Sklar.

"Diamonds Are Forever," "Mary, 
Queen Of Scots," "The Godfather," and "Fid- 
dler On The Roof" are joined by a half dozen 
more. 

FOR THE FIRST TIME - Razmataz - United 
Artist UAS 5564 

The American Heritage dictionary does not 
define Razmataz. But we think we know what 
it means. Musically speaking it means a new 
group who, despite the title of their debut 
album, should be with us for quite a number 
of times. There are echoes of such diverse 
groups as Procol H'rum, Chicago and even the 
Clancy Brothers (listen to "Sailor Suite" and 
decide on that one). Still, Razmataz has their 
own freshness and it carries them through. For 
sheer imagination, you can't go wrong with 
"Car To The Moon" and "Drunk." An uncom- 
monly enjoyable experience. 

LOVE UNLIMITED-Uni 73131 
One might call this a soul concept album. 

It's intended to give an overall view of the 
subject of love from "a girl's point of view." 
This is the thread which binds the nine selec- 
tions together, but far more cohesive is the 
fine singing of the vocal trio, and the produc- 
tion by Barry White (who also wrote many of 
the tunes). Marvin Gaye's "If This World Were 
Mine" and Gamble -Huff's "Together" fit nicely 
into the proceedings. The kind of LP which 
could really take off.

NASHVILLE - Another first for 
country music is the Far East tour 
set for May 1-22, 1972. To be co- 
sponsored by UNICEF and CMA, 
New Zealand, Australia, and Japan 
are the three countries chosen for the 
tour.

Lendvai 
started his career as a record pro- 
ducer in Geneva and later gained ex- 
perience in the music business with 
Philips Holland, West German Radio 
in Cologne and later with Ampe3; 
Stereo Tapes, responsible for Germa-` 
ny, Austria and Switzerland before 
joining EMI last Sept. 

CHUM Action Vs. 
Globe & Mail 
TORONTO: - Radio station, CHUM - 
FM recently bowed a pubic affairs 
program, "You and The Law," which 
features Toronto lawyer Clay Rub. 
Their first series was reported on by 
Blaik Kirby in the Toronto Globe & 
Mail (March 8) in which he termed 
the program "terribly irresponsible 
on the part of the station." Kirby 
also expressed his opinion that 
"Hopefully, the CRTC will have 
something to say about them." 

CHUM president Allan Waters was 
quick to use the facilities of both his 
AM and FM operation to editorialize 
on the Kirby article and advised 
CHUM listeners that "yesterday 
(March 9), CHUM Limited served a 
notice on the Globe and Mail under 
the Libel and Slander Act." 

In explaining the action, Waters 
advised that "This action was taken 
because of an item by Blaik Kirby on 
Wednesday which referred to as `ter- 
ribly irresponsible' a program series, 
"You and the Law", broadcast on 
CHUM -FM." He went on to explain, 
"This is a libellous statement which is 
damaging to CHUM Limited and its 
FM station. The program series is 
factual, accurate and timely, and the 
subject matter is, in our opinion, of 
considerable importance and concern 
to all Canadians." 

GOLD FOR SONET - Top Swedish 
singer Stefan Demert has just been 
awarded a gold disk for his alubm 
"Marsch Pa Er Alla Pannkakor," 
which has now sold over 25,000 cop- 
ies. This is the second gold disk for 
Demert, last Nov., his "Visor For 
Smutsiga" album reached the quarter 
million mark, which is eligible for a 
gold disk in Scandinavia. Picture 
shows Stefan Demert with Lars Pet- 
terson, director general of the 
Swedish State Railways at a celebra- 
tory luncheon at the Central Station's 
restaurant. 
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The old Finsbury Park Astoria, 
which last November was renamed 
the Rainbow and was to be the show- 
case for rock music in Britain, has 
fallen on hard time. In fact, the com- 
pany responsible, Sundancer, went 
into liquidation last week. Man behind 
the venture was John Morris, previ- 
ously in charge of New York's Fill- 
more East, with Air London and EMI 
as investors. Many top line artistes 
have played the Rainbow but econom- 
ics and financial difficulties could not 
keep pace with the available talent. 

In his yearly report Robert Stig- 
wood announced that the Robert 
Stigwood Group profits in the current 
year will show "a substantial in- 
crease" over those reported in the 
year under review. Last month the 
company forecast that profit for the 
six months to March 31st 1972 would 
be "not less than £600,000" compared 
with the £535,000 earned for the 
whole of 1971. Stigwood added that 
the company is continuing its policy 
of expanding its overseas entertain- 
ment interests which accounted for 
around eight per cent of Group rev- 
enue in 1971. The company plans to 
co -produce the film of "Jesus Christ 
Superstar" this year and also produce 
the film "Peter Pan". The Group will 
continue its policy of putting no capi- 
tal at risk in film or theatre produc- 
tions but operate on a profit sharing 
basis. "Hair", "Oh Calcutta" and "The 
Dirtiest Show in Town" continue to 
contribute to profits said Stigwood, 
and added that future UK theatre 
productions in Great Britain this year 
will include "Jesus Christ Superstar" 
and the Broadway hit "Lenny". He 
concluded that profits for the current 
year are running "at a much higher 
level than last year". 

Their stake in the country music 
scene is reaping benefits for Burling- 
ton Music. Mary Reeves comes into 
Britain Easter weekend for the Inter- 
national Country Music Festival at 
Wembley where Burlington will have 
a stand at the two-day event and they 
have four Jim Reeves albums current- 
ly in the mid -price charts i.e. "God Be 
With You", "Jim Reeves Golden Rec- 
ords", "The Intimate Jim Reeves" and 
"Young and Country". A new Reeves 
album "My Friend" is to be issued by 
RCA to coincide with the Festival. 
They also have prolific country cata- 
logs in Four Star, Blue Crest, Pass 
Key and Glad Rags tracks of which 
have been recorded by top names in- 
cluding Tom Jones, Engelbert 
Humperdinck and Val Doonican. Last 
November Burlington acquired the 
catalogs of Bambi -Ben Gazi Music, an 
offshoot of All Platignum Records, 
which contains many Donnie Elbert 
songs including the flip side of his 
smash hit "Where Did Our Love Go". 
Last November they renewed their 
contract with Jec Music and 
oonsquently had two chartbusters by 
Al Green "Tired of Being Alone" and 
"Let's Stay Together". They also 
have The Poppy Family's "Good 
Friends" out on Decca and the group 
come into Britain in April for promo- 
tion on the single. A recent visitor to 
Burlington was Andy di Martino, 
producer of American group Buck- 
wheat who have a single "Simple 
Sound of Freedom" published by Bur- 
lington. 

At a press conference at Radio 
Luxembourg general manager Alan 
Keen revealed that revenue in the 
first three months of 1971 equal that 
of the whole of 1971. Point of the 
conference, however, was not the 
financial balance sheet of Radio Lux- 
embourg which is excellent by any 
standards but that fact that yet an- 
other new image is to emerge. The 
'new look' program format has been 
expanded and they have introduced 
another "first" with the news that 
The Beach Boys are to play a two 
hour live concert over the Radio Lux- 
embourg network on May 10th. This 
is to be followed by a two hour live 
concert by The Grateful Dead on May 
16th. Both concerts will be continuous 
with no commercial breaks or news 

bulletins. These new live per- 
formances follow the success the sta- 
tion had recently with whole evenings 
devoted to The Beatles and Tamla 
Motown. 

A massive promotional and market- 
ing campaign on a par with the David 
Cassidy complex in the US is to be 
launched here with a group of foot- 
ballers to be known as The Clan. Lar- 
ry Page recently signed the group to 
his Penny Farthing label thus adding 
another team to established recording 
artistes Chelsea ("Blue Is The 
Colour"). Page commented that The 
Clan would be more generally ac- 
cepted by the public as a selection of 
players made up the group while 
Chelsea had to rely on its own sup- 
porters. The group's emblem, yet to 
be designed, will appear on T shirts, 
posters, etc. 

Philip Symes has been appointed 
press officer for Tamla Motown 
working out of EMI. He advises that 
The Temptations will be in for a 
three week tour commencing March 
28th and a single "Take a Look" and 
album "Solid Rock" will 'be released 
to coincide with the visit.

EDITORIAL: 
The Record Specialist 

If there's anything an operator hates worse than 
losing his best location it's reading another editorial 
on record programming. But from time to time, it's 
always good to reappraise one's attitude on record 
selection in particular, and even music in general. 

Many operators, let's face it, personally dislike 
"today's music". It's a natural prejudice, since many 
in the trade think "Sinatra" and "Dorsey" when music 
is discussed, rather than Led Zeppelin and Grand 
Funk Railroad. But when that prejudice leads to in- 
difference when record purchases are to be made, 
then it can only hurt in the cash box. 

In addition to this personal disinterest in current 
music trends, many operators have too little time on 
their hands to delve into trade charts, reviews, one 
stop racks and whatever to search out the best 
changes for their stops. They treat record buying 
much like buying any other replacement part, and 
find it an annoyance at best ... an outright drudge 
at worst. Add to this the fact that many operators 
actually get guilt feelings if they sit around the shop 
listening to record sales, thinking they should be out 
on the route with the men or on the horn with distribs, 
other operators or prospective locations. 

It must be remembered that today's jukeboxes, as 
fine as they look, are really the packaging for the 
product you sell-music. You can have the finest look- 
ing cabinet on a new TV but if the reception stinks, 
you've got a fine looking dust collector in your living- 
room. Same goes for the jukes, obviously, although 
good looking machines can do a selling job on even 
the worst record playlists. 

Point is, if the operator can't find the time (or 
doesn't want to find the time) to dope out record 
purchases, it's okay, provided he's got someone on 
the staff, who's hip to the music scene, to do it for 
him. In some cases, good one stops provide this 
service, but they can only be as accurate as the loca- 
tion information you give it (and that's not very 
much). Therefore, your best guide to choosing the 
best records for each specific location is someone 
who's tuned to that location, be it you or an employee, 
a son or a daughter. 

Music is the product the jukebox vends and that 
product is highly perishable. Some disks have an 
earning life of four weeks and if you don't jump on 
them fast enough, that's money lost. Every big vend- 
ing operation runs some sort of food commissary, 
the manager of which knows those types of sand- 
wiches which sell best. Sticking the wrong goods into 
any machine ... be it a food vender, a cigarette unit 
or a jukebox, leads to stale goods and skimpy col- 
lections. 

Effective record programming requires special 
knowledge of the new tunes now on the market and 
special skills to shuffle and deal the right disks to 
the right stops. In other words, it requires a specialist.

Ballly Drive Game 

Has 'Cycle Thrills 

BALLY HILL CLIMB 

CHICAGO - Announcing delivery 
this week of "Hill Climb", a motor- 
cycle hill climbing contest game, Paul 
Calamari, sales manager of Bally 
Manufacturing Corporation, described 
the game as the fastest action, fast- 
est earning item to hit the arcade 
type market in years. 

"The player", Calamari explained,

R.P.M. Then Wurlitzer decided to try 
programming a 200 selection Cabaret 
completely with Little L.P.'s and set- 
ting the unit on straight quarter 
play. A first step to accomplish this

MOA To Poll Members For Record Programmer Names 
PHOENIX - MOA's 1972 Mid -Year 
Board of Directors Meeting (held 
here March 17-19) enjoyed just about 
100 attendance by the association's 
directors, with 42 prominent trade- 
sters joining the organization's officer 
staff for three days of business dis- 
cussions. 

Among the most important deci- 
sions reached at the meeting is the 
organization's campaign to survey its 
membership and prepare a list of ev- 
ery operator (or employee) in charge 
of each specific member firm's record 
purchasing. This "programmer list" is 
being prepared especially for dis- 
tribution to record companies, who 
have indicated their desire to have 
such a roster of buyers for their mer- 
chandising needs. MOA executive vice 
president Fred Granger advised that 
the programmer list will be dis- 
tributed free to record companies re- 
questing such. Granger will advise 
shortly when his survey gets under- 
way. 

The directors, under the chairman- 
ship of current president John 
Trucano, appointed the numerous 
Sommittees who will set the stage for 

the Sept. 15-17 Exposition in October 
later this year. (The show will be held 
at the Conrad Hilton this time, a tes- 
tament to MOA's growth as a promi- 
nent trade association.) 

Operators Ray Barket and Garland 
Garrett were appointed co-chairmen 
for the 1972 Expo. Hy Lesnick, Fred 
Collins Jr. and Maynard Hopkins will 
chair the banquet and stage show, 
which concludes the convention. 

The meeting also decided to aug- 
ment the categories for the Jukebox 
(JB) Awards and appointed the fol- 
lowing committee to conduct the op- 
erator poll which decides the winners: 
Ted Nichols, Wayne Hesch, Vic Scola, 
Joe Silla and Clayton Norberg. The 
new categories of awards will be: 
Record of the Year, Artist of the 
Year, Pop Record of the Year, C&W 
Record of the Year and Soul Record 
of the Year. The committee will poll a 
cross section of operators some weeks 
prior to the Expo for nominations in 
the above categories, then distill the 
nominees down to a workable number 
and mail a general ballot to the entire 
membership in time for tabulation 

and presentation at the Expo ban- 
quet. 

MOA counsel Nick Allen delivered 
a brief summation on the copyright 
situation, and while once again de- 
claring the bill to be thoroughly 
bogged down in Congress, neverthe- 
less warned the directors that the as- 
sociation will remain on its toes until 
final disposition is reached. (Allen ad- 
vised that no action is expected this 
session). 

On the subject of the Expo again, 
Granger advised that the board has 
decided to go "all-out" in promoting 
the affair. "We discussed the possibil- 
ity of picking some slogan for the 
affair, perhaps one of international 
flavor, since over one hundred foreign 
visitors came to the last show. Per- 
haps we'll have something along the 
leisure time there, but something will 
be decided soon." 

Granger further advised that a rib- 
bon -cutting ceremony will be held at 
the official opening of the Expo, cel- 
ebrating it's first showing at the Hil- 
ton. 

Next year's board meeting will be 
held in Florida.
