Music Awards
Balancing Out

The winds of change in musical
styles have finally permeated on a
broad level into the traditional annual
awards festivities. In past years, a
good argument was made that con-
temporary sounds were not being
given their due, despite the fact that
creativity in this area was high.

Earlier this year, Carole King won
four key Grammy awards from the
membership of NARAS. Issac Hayes,
also a Grammy winner this year,
reached an exciting new level of
achievement by earning an Oscar for
his theme from ‘‘Shaft,” which be-
came the first Soul-oriented selection
to win an Academy Award. It also
marked the first time that a black
composer had won an Oscar. Most
recently, a Tony award for best mu-
sical was won by “Two Gentlemen
from Verona,” wherein Shakespeare
is in the company of a rock beat—at
feast for the most part. Even “‘Fol-
lies,” which won seven Tonys, repre-
sents in score and book a more
mature and modern approach to the
musical theatre.

We are not citing the success of
contemporary sounds among the var-
ious awards festivities in order to
wash away more traditional musical
vehicles. Instead, we would hope that
a new balance is being reached in the
consideration of all worthy works of
musical art. The criteria for music, as

the old saying goes, is not the factor
of one form being “more important”
than the other: it's simply whether the
music being created is good or bad.
Many have correctly felt that rock, for
instance, had been downgraded in
terms of category rather than sub-
stance.

We would hope that there now be
a more even-handed approach to mu-
sical awards, one based on the spark
of true creativity.

We believe this balance will also
do better for the more traditional
sounds of music. Perhaps the music
trade can do away with terms like
“now music” or even “‘contemporary
music.” For ‘“‘now’’ music, in partic-
ular, should really mean any kind of
music that continues to please and
entertain. And into this mold, cer-
tainly, fits music written generations
and generations ago. Sometimes, ad-
mittedly, it is the younger generation
that downgrades old types of music
simply because it is old. Historically
speaking, youngsters will find in mu-
sic of the past the seeds of today’s
newer sounds.

The lines between all forms of pop
music are thinning out. This means,
in our view, a greater respect for what
is great in all areas. And what is great
is what musical awards are designed
to pay homage to.

Sets Artist
Signing Plans

NEW YORK — Universal Awareness
Records, headed by Yogi Ramu
Michael Adonaiasis, spiritual warden
of Universal Awareness Foundation,
plans to spend up to $100,000 to “as-
sure signed artists of stardom.” This
sum will include expenditure of
wardrobe, food, lodging and medical
expenses, and, added Yogi, “even pay-
ing your unpaid bills, if necessary.”

Contracts being prepared for Uni-
versal Awareness Records will include
a release clause which may only be
activated by the artist and not by the
company. Writers, too, will get an
unusually  generous break from
UARC: 25% of the publishing rights
will be their take.

The release clause, designed by the
Yogi himself, works like this: an art-
ist wishing to disassociate himself
from UARC must appear in person
before the Yogi to file his complaint.
If after discussion with the Yogi, no
agreement is reached, the artist may
appear again before the president 24
hours later, and if once more no
agreement is reached, the Yogi will
immediately order the invalidation of
the contract with the artist, who is
immediately a free agent.

There is only one stipulation re-
garding the exercise of the release
clause, explained the Yogi. That is,
that the artist in question must ap-
pear in person. No-one may substi-
tute for the artist, neither managers,

personal representatives, nor even
lawyers will do.
Would-be  “ripoff” artists are

warned, however. “If you haven’t got
the goods, says Yogi, or you try to
pull a fast one, beware, The Yogi
reads past, present and future and can
read minds as well, which produces a
complete file on would-be contractees,
more concise than a private investiga-
tion.”

Knight Adds
Suits Against
Eastman, GFR

NEW YORK Terry Knight and
GFR Enterprises, Ltd., have filed new
lawsuits in New York Supreme Court
expanding charges against John
Eastman, attorney and brother-in-law
of ex-Beatle Paul McCartney, for
“malicious and intentional” interfer-
ence between Knight and Grand Funk
Railroad. The new lawsuits have
upped the amount of $5 Million previ-
ously sought to $10 Million in puni-
tive damages alone. The suit also asks
the Supreme Clurt to order Eastman
and his firm to “cease to interfere”
with GFR’s contracts.

Knight also filed another personal
damages suit against Eastman and
Grand Funk Railroad for statements
made “with malice and with the inten-

' tion of holding Knight up to public

and personal scorn and ridicule.” The
suits add that Eastman’s actions have
caused Knight “extreme anxity, men-
tal strain, anguish, and suffering, and
physical and emotional distress”.
Knight has asked the Supreme Court
for compensatory and punitive dam-
ages of an additional $6 Million, mak-
ing a total of $16 Million in damages
now being sought against Eastman
and Grand Funk Railrcad in these
new lawsuits.

New details regarding the corpora-
tion’s business operations which
Knight had been reluctant to discuss
at previous news conferences were
also disclosed in the suits. It was re-
vealed that Grand IFunk members,
Mark Farner, Donald Brewer and
Melvin Schacher, were not only direc-
tors of GFR Enterprises, Ltd., but
were also salaried employees who had
sipned exclusive employee contracts
with the corporation.

According to Knight’s suit, Farner,
brewer, Schacher and Eastman have
now stated that the group “will no
longer perform through the auspices
of GFR Enterprises and it’s agents”.
Grand Funk’s agent is Frank Bar-
salona, president of Premier Talent
Associates, Inc., who has an exclusive
booking agency contract with the
group. Knight’s suit stated, however,
that Grand Funk has stated that the
group “will continue to perform as
Grand Tunk Railroad.” The lawsuit
asks the court to order Farner, Brew-
er, Schacher and Eastman to cease all
such acts and statements.

Knight also says that, unless the
rightful ownership of Grand IFunk’s
name and film of their Shea Stadium
appearance is declared soon by the
Court, “their value will be lost sub-
stantially or entirely”.

The new suit seeks an injunction
arainst Farner, Brewer, Schacher and
lcastman from claiming that the film
and name now belong ‘“solely” and
“abgolutely” to them and from “chal-
lenging such ownership”.

Cartridge Rental Industries Formed To
Distrib Video Cassettes; Beginning June

NEW YORK — On April 25th, Car-
tridge Television Inc. and Columbia
Pictures Industries, Inc. announced
the formation of a joint venture to
distribute rental videotape cartridges
for individual viewers throughout the
world. The mew company, Cartridge
Rental Network, will be jointly owned
by subsidiaries of Columbia and of
Cartridge Television, developer of the
Cartrivision system.

Lawrence Hilford has resigned his
post as vice president and general
manager of Columbia Pictures Cas-
settes, a division of Columbia Pie-
tures Industries, Inc., to become pres-
ident of Cartridge Rental Network;
Jerry Watner has left his post as di-
rector of cartridge distribution at
Cartridge Television Inc. to become
executive vice president of the new
program distribution company.

Cartridge Rental Network’s imme-
diate plans call for the establishment

of 51 area distributorships through- |

out the continental United States. The
first announcement of the availability
of distributorships will be made in
full-page advertisements in all edi-
tions of The Wall Street Journal
shortly.

Initially, distributors will have a li-
brary consisting of some 200 titles of
motion pictures and other special
programs available for rental. These
will be selected from several thousand
titles that are presently available to
Cartridge Rental Network from ma-
jor motion picture, television and ed-
ucational film companies. Cartridge
Rental Network plans to acquire ad-
ditional product from these and other
sources around the world.

At the outset, programming will be

contained on the Cartrivision “Red
Cartridge” capable of playing up to
112 minutes of tape, which is suffici-
ent to hold most feature films pro-
duced today. The Red Cartridge’s spe-
cially-designed, locked re-wind system
limits customers to only one showing
for each rental fee.

Included in the first group of pro-
grams are such titles as “The Bridge
On The River Kwai,” “High Noon,”
“Dr. Strangelove,” “It Happened One

Night,” “Guess Who’s Coming To
Dinner,” “The Anderson Tapes,”
“Hamlet,” “World Series Highlights,”
“Cactus Flower,” “Gulliver’s
Travels,” “Stagecoach,” “Divorce

Italian Style” and “The Quiet Man.”
Additional features will be released
for Cartridge Rental Network dis-
tribution on a regular basis. Titles
range from all-time classics to pic-
tures which have just completed the-
atrical release.

Cartridge Television’s Cartrivision
system has already been licensed for
Admiral, Du Mont,
Emerson, Teledyne Packard Bell and
Warwick. The systems will be offered
by leading retailers for delivery be-
ginning June 1972.

Hilford said that even before Car-
tridge Rental Network was formed
more than 100 companies and busi-
nesses approached Cartridge Televi-
sion and Columbia separately to in-
quire about entering the cartridge
rental business. The new distributors
associated with the Cartridge Rental
Network, Hilford said, “will have to
have aggressive marketing and mer-
chandising management, as well as
substantial amounts of capital to in-
vest in developing this new industry.”

30 CITY STONES TOUR SET TO GO

NEW YORK-—The 1972 tour of the
Rolling Stones, covering 30 cities, will
begin June 3 at the Pacific Coliseum
in Vancouver, B.C. and conclude with
three dates at Madison Square Garden
in New York on July 24, 25 and 26.
Other major stops in the tour are
Winterland in San Francisco on July

JOPLIN IN CONCERT—Janis Joplin—Columbia
C2X31160

iIn person Janis Joplin was a co_mpletely
unpredictable whirlwind capable of stirring an
audience as few performers could. This long
awaited double album features some of Jop-
lin's greatest live performances going back to
her Fillmore West days with Big Brother right
on through to the last summer of her life
when she was backed by the Full Tilt Boogie.
While the early selections are tighter and hun-
grier, the later things hold a strange fascina-
tion too, perhaps because of their intensity
but more likely because they took place such
a short time before her death. Prepare to cry
when you hear these disks.

PROCOL HARUM LIVE IN CONCERT WITH THE
EDMONTON SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA — A&M
SP 4335

Fifty-two musicians, twenty-four choral sing-
ers and a host of engineers were on hand last
November when Procol Harum essayed a live
performance in Alberta, Canada. Though the
group was performing familiar material, the
proceedings were transformed by the extra-
ordinary power of the total experience. Unl ke
many of the British groups who have been
most influenced by American R&B music,
Procol owes their allegiance to the great Ger-
man classical composers and never has this
been more apparent than in this absolutely
awesome record. Look back in angst and look
ahead to Procol Harum finally reaching their
proper place in the sun.

ROBERTA FLACK & DONNY HATHAWAY-—At-
lantic SD 7216

It's been a while since they scored with
““You've Got A Friend,” but in the intervening
period, both artists have released Top 20 LPs,
and Roberta’s had a #1 single. It's hard to
imagine two artists better suited to play and
sing together. But there is so much interaction
going on between them in a seemingly eternal
give and take of love and consideration, this
package would have to happen big if we had
never heard or either of them. In addition to
“Friend,”” there's a newly recorded version of
“You've Lost That Lovin’ Feeling,” Aretha's
hit of “Baby | Love You’' done up in a country-
ish setting and the omnipotent ‘I (Who Have
Nothing).”” Togetherness among giants may yet
prove to be bigger than the both of them.

GERALDINE/DON'T FIGHT THE FEELING—Flip
Wilson—Little David LD1001

Everybody's favorite femme fatale, Geral-
dine, returns with another helping of laugh-
provoking skits. Flip's alter-ego finds herself
in a brand new assortment of funny situations
and among the guest artists who pitch in are
Bing Crosby, Ruth Buzzi, Tim Conway, Phyllis
Diller, Billy Eckstine, Tony Randall and Jim
Brown. Best moments on the LP are in “The
Perfect Secretary’ track, wherein Geraldine
shows up as a replacement for a vacationing
office whiz. Album has already popped onto
the chart.

LAST OF THE RED HOT BURRITOS—The Flying
Burrito Brothers—A&M SP 4343

All things must pass. All good things come
to an end. And all that. Which brings us to the
Flying Burritos who have flown. This, their final
album, is a live set with plenty of country and
bluegrass flavor. With Al Perkins pumping the
stuffings out of the pedal steel and the likes
of fiddie champ Byron Berline sitting in, there's
plenty here to cheer about and more than
enough to get you on your feet. ‘‘Dixie Break-
down,” ‘““High Fashion Queen" and ‘‘Don't Let
Your Deal Go Down’’ can't be beat. Should be
the Brothers' biggest selling record.

GUMBO—Dr. John—Atlantic 7006

Dr. John brings his 1950's New Orleans r&b
roots full circle on his new atbum by perform-
ing a number of r&b classics as well as com-
posing an original in the traditional vein. Using
the group of musicians with which he has been
touring, the mystical doctor brews a piping hot
New Orleans stew with tunes such as Ahmet
Ertegun’s ““Mess Around,” Sugerbiy Crawford's
“lko lko,”" Roy Byrd's “Tipitina" and Huey
“Piano’ Smith’s “Don’t You Just Know It.”

MARK, DON & MEL, 1969-71—Grand Funk
Railroad—Capitol SABB—11042

“Greatest Hits"" LPs usually feature hit
singles and flip sides for filler. There is not
much of the former but none of the latter here,
as GFR have made their legend on the basis
of LP sales. Phenomenal personal appearances.
And a saga which has evolved without the
support of much of the consumer rock press.
This two-LP collection spans the fruitful two-
year period beginning with “Time Machines,”
their first demo record and extending through
their biggest single to date, “Foot-stompin’
Music.”” GFR doesn’t make hit singles, but they
have made hit tracks. They are here. And
though we suspect most of their fans own all
their previous LPs, there is a large untapped
market for this package in those who have
heard of but as yet have not experienced them
on disk.

THE ROAD GOES EVER ON—Mountain—Wind-
fall 5502

The volatile group sparked by Felix Pappa-
lardi and Leslie West has split its energy into
several directions now but what these two
men, drummer Corky Laing and keyboard play-
er Steve Knight achieved can be expected to
live on. All four of the tracks on this LP were
recorded live and the dynamism and sheer
power of the group surges forward with every
revolution, <Listen to the super long ‘‘Nan-
tucket Sleighride,” (which encompasses one
whoie side) and the always exciting “Waiting
To Take You Away.” Album is a Mac truck
with subtle undertones.

STILL BILL—Bill Withers—Sussex SXBS 7014

He's not carrying his lunch pail on this cover,
but success still hasn't spoiled Bill Withers;
thus the title. A concept LP in a loose but
meaningful way, ten tunes (nine originals) tell
of love and the varying qualities of personal
relationships. His new single ‘‘Lean On Me"”
is an obvious stand-out, but “Use Me,”” “Kiss-
ing My Love” and “l Don't Want You On My
Mind" are also superb. Now that folks have
stopped trying to decide whether he’s soul,
folk or pop, they can just listen to more fine
terse but tender music in the Withers manner
that made his first LP, ‘““Just As | Am’’" such a
hit.

COME FROM THE SHADOWS—lJoan Baez—
A&M SP4339

Each album of Joan Baez is more than just
a musical experience — it is a statement of
personal beliefs. This one goes a step further
in that it is a call to arms. With the beauty
of her voice and the sincerity of her heart, Ms.
Baez extends a message to oppressed people
everywhere and the message is one of uni-
versal brotherhood and individual resistance.
“To Bobby,” a song of her own composition
should be clear enough even to the casual ob-
server. John Lennon’s ‘‘Imagine’ becomes a
reinforced anthem in Joan’s hands, and the
Greek outlaw song ‘‘The Partisan’ is given a
spirited treatment. “In The Quiet Morning,” a
song for Janis Joplin, is another memorable
offering. One of this artist’'s most eloguent
records.

JEFF BECK GROUP—Epic 31331

Jeff Beck's last album might have been
“Rough And Ready,” but for this LP, he's
working on the third of the three ‘r's—Raw!
Beck is riding right on top of his whirlwind
guitar, bending notes over, under, sideways,
down. His band is tight, economic and brutally
rhythmic. The music is dirty and gristy, but
‘Steve Cropper's production is appropriately im-
maculate. Listen to ““Goin’ Down,"” “Ice Cream
Cakes,”” Dylan’'s ""Tonight I'll Be Staying Here
With You" and Stevie Wonder’s ““| Got To Have
A Song.”

EVERYTHING STOPS FOR TEA—John Baldry—
Warner Bros. 2614

He who would know how British rock evolved
could do a lot worse than to trace the career
of Long John Baldry. Latest effort by Baldry
follows the same pattern as his ‘It Ain't Easy”
album in that he has engaged Rod Stewart and
Elton John to produce a side apiece. It all
works beautifully especially when John and
Rod team up for some vocalizing. This track,
“Mama Ain't Dead,'” is a joy and a natural for
singles plucking. But the other numbers are
just about in the same league. Could develop
into a sizable item.

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NEW YORK—JOHN DENVER: ANOTHER TIME, ANOTHER TRIO

Good things come in threes. So does John Denver, in many respects. The first
trio was a performing one, The Mitchell Trio: John was selected out of a field of
250 would-be pop/folk stars when Chad Mitchell left the group as his replace-
ment. It was here that John first came to national attention, but The Mitchell
Trio soon gave way to Denver, Boise & Johnson, who recorded a few tracks for
Warners including ‘“The '68 Nixon.”" (It could well see a revival this election year.)

His first three solo releases for RCA could be considered a trio too. All were |

recorded and released without benefit of a hit single, but they served to build
a firm foundation for his growing popularity in the college circuit and clubs. First
of the three, “Rhymes & Reasons” did spawn ‘“Leaving On A Jet Plane,” but
even to this day, Denver is surprised many people still assume Peter, Paul &
Mary wrote it. And it took almost four years for their version to make it to #1.

‘“‘Poems, Prayers & Promises’’ seemed to begin a new triple ripple for John. That
album contained the now legendary “Take Me Home Country Roads” which has
since been recorded by everyone from Loretta Lynn to Ray Charles. John's version
became #1 last summer and John was at long last asked to play the really big
halls. That song was written by another trio, being co-penned by Taffy Nivert &
Bill Danoff (otherwise known as Fat City, now with their own LP on Paramount).
Taffy & Bill became a combination second act and back-up group for John at a
number of gigs as a result of the success of the tune.

To somewhat allay the fears of his becoming that ‘‘one-hit single’’ artist, the
following album, ‘‘Aerie’’ also went gold. It also brought John to believe that he
was now into yet another trio, aided and abetted by guitarist Dick Kniss and bass

! HOLLYWOOD—ROGER MC GUINN: STRICTLY FOR THE BYRDS

There’s no real justification for our wanting to chat with Roger McGuinn, or so
we thought, other than that he’s always been one of our favorite Byrds. No mean
accomplishment that, when you consider that they were one of the first bands to
bring things home during the initial hysteria of the “English Invasion.” The
group is still around, in name at least, though the personnel and sound have
changed so much as to make them almost unidentifiable at times.

The first time we met Roger was a couple of years ago at his home in the
hills viewing the San Fernando Valley. The present line-up of the group had only
recently been assembled, with Clarence White on lead guitar, Gene Parsons on
drums, bassist Skip Battin, and McGuinn on rhythm guitar and lead vocals. The
arrangement was a new one for the group; rather than being under McGuinn's
direction, they were working as a partnership. The results of that arrangement
showed up as a couple of albums’ worth of material that was not, to say the least,
well received by either the critics or the general public.

The Byrds seem to have realized something was amiss; their latest single-to-
be, just finished, is a McGuinn original called ‘‘I Was Born to Rock and Roll.”

There’s the traditional 12-string intro, a melancholy McGuinn lead vocal, and

some fancy woodwind playing by Charles Lloyd—there, one might suppose, for
the same reason Hugh Masakela played on ‘'So You Want To Be a Rock and Roll
Star.” Revelation! Happiness! We asked Roger what, finally, had persuaded the
group to begin sounding like The Byrds.

““I think it was the last Rolling Stone review. We all knew that something was

player Mike Taylor. Having just completed his sixth album, scheduled for June
release, he now believes ‘‘the music is no longer mine anymore, it's ours.”” The
LP due for release on RCA also completes a musical trilogy for John, to which
“Leavin’ On A Jet Plane” and “Follow Me"” belong. The third element is a song
called “Goodbye Again” and it is one of three newly-penned Denver songs.
“Prisoners,” which is about POWs and “‘all others in a state of mental or physical
incarceration’” and ‘““Rocky Mountain High” are the other two.

The upcoming LP also includes “For Baby (For Bobbye)' with which, shades of
“Jet Plane"” PP&M also enjoyed great success. The Beatles’ ‘“Mother Nature's
Son”, (the album’s probable titlebearer) is here, as well as interpretations of
Steve Gillete’s “Darcy Farrow”" and John Prine’s ‘‘Paradise.” The album is rounded
out by a five-part (no, not three this time) piece originally written for a North-
western Bell promotional flick, ‘‘Season Suite.”

Denver is still modest, six albums later. “‘I'm not that good of a guitar player,
and sometimes | wish | could just sing, so | could concentrate all my efforts in
one direction.” He also notes that despite the lyrics of “Country Roads” (which
by rights should have made him West Virginia’s honorary folk hero of the decade),
he failed to draw a capacity crowd the last time he played there. This worries—
no, he doesn’t like that word: try ‘‘concerns’’—him. Don't people listen?

We think they do. John has become one of the few non-Nashville, non-Bakers-
field performers to sell LPs in the country market while maintaining a strong
pop/rock base of support. (John lives with his wife Annie in Aspen, Coloradc_).)
He is also one of the few artists who has appealed to that audience while main-
taining a political consciousness rather apart from theirs.

Denver still seeks the attention of your common garden variety rock freak, and
he felt he got it recently while blue-eyed soulin’ it with a local band in Aspen.
“That was the first time any of the natives ever really came up to me and said.
‘Damn, you're good!”” This may lead him to consider a hardrock/r&b album
of some sort, not really that strange since John did that kind of thing while at

When we came back, he’d added a big vocal
chorus to the record.” McGuinn shuddered. ‘‘We're producing ourselves now, with
some help from Steve Desper, who's worked with the Beach Boys for the last few
years.”’

We asked Roger how Columbia, his record company for all these years, was
treating the group. “Just fine. They keep hearing rumors that we want to leave
the label. And every time they hear the rumor, they come up and ask what they
can do for us—more advertising, more promotion, or whatever. So we're very
happy.”

The subject of the proposed up coming original Byrds reunion album came up.
‘“It's possible, but we haven’t really done anything about it.”” How do the present
Byrds feel about the project? “They don't like it at all, but that doesn’t really
bother me.” We suggested that perhaps the present group could work on an
acoustic, folk-country album that would, among other things, give Clarence
White a chance to show off his talents as one of the finest guitarists around. The
group has been performing a couple such numbers “live’” during the last couple
of years; a complete album would be a real treat. ‘‘It's possible,” said Roger,
trying to find another piece of beef in his stew. ‘““We should think about it."”

night, this bill proved to be an ex-
tremely enjoyable presentation, one
possible to see several times without
incurring “listener fatigue.”

Cooder, known primarily as a ses-
sion musician, has been fronting his
own band on and off since the release
of his first Reprise album a year or
so ago. The unit formed for this per-
formance included Chris Ethridge on
bass, Jim Dickinson on piano, George

Bohanon on Trombone and various
other horns, and someone identified
as “The fantastic Johnny C” on

drums. The group rambled through a
selection of old-timey tunes, the most
recent of which being Jesse Stone’s
“Money Honey” from the early 50’s
and a Sleepy John Estes tune con-
cerning the John F. Kennedy assas-
ination.

Cooder is certainly an ace instru-
mentalist, shining especially on man-
dolin, though no slouch on guitar.
either. His “presentation” consists of
sitting on a chair, instrument in
hand, singing, playing, and talking
briefly between numbers—not flashy,
but appropriate to the kind of guided
tour through the Depression South
that constitutes Cooder’s act.

Todd Rundgren’s act, in contrast, is
high on showmanship. Billed as “The
Big Asshole Review,” his half of the
show opens with the Hello People,
adds a couple more musicians, and
winds up with Rundgren himself com-
ing onstage.

The Hello People are local favor-
ites, although they don’t play the

whiteface, they manage to combine
mine and music in a thoroughly en-
tertaining and orviginal fashion. Their
first number, “So Good To Be Alive”
Is prime single material, and the rest
of their songs come across nicely as
well. As the week progressed, their
portion was cut down to cut the over-
all length of the show. Too bad, but
perhaps if they can get some record
company muscle behind them, they’il
come back in the future.

Joining the Hello People for the
second third of the aect were Cos-
erove, Woods, and Lang, Rundgren’s
rhythm section. For the rest of the
show, the Hello People filled in empty
spaces behind the three and Rund-
gren. Tommy Cosgrove is an excellent
guitarist (one of the three highlights
of the set was his instrumental duet
with Rundgren) and adequate vocalist.
The trio did a number on their own.

I'ollowing all that was no easy
task, but Rundgren’s enough of a
showman to be up to it. Appearing in
a sequined jacket, he led the band
through numbers ranging from his
current Bearsville/Reprise hit “I Saw
the Light” to the aforementioned in-
strumental, “Blaze,” to Curtis
Mayfield’s “I’'m So Proud,” with nice
background voices by the Hello Peo-
ple. Also noteworthy were “Wolfman
Jack,” with Rundgren switching from
guitar to drums, and “Piss Aaron,” a
Nilsson-ish chronicle of high school
life.

All in all a highly entertaining
show, and one that could well be ex-
panded for concert presentation.

BITTER END, NYC—Billy Preston
is a human dynamo. There is so much
energy constantly beaming from him,
he probably glows in the dark.
Now is the time for Billy’s shot
at full-fledged super-stardom. His out-
standing performance at the Concert
for Bangla Desh and his role in the
film that followed have placed him
in the public eye. However, at this
point, the public is only aware of a
small portion of his talents, perhaps
to the extent that they knew of Leon
Russell’s when he was playing back-
up guitar for the original Delaney &
Bonnie & Friends. But the public's
eye is on him, and Billy isn’t going
to blow it. Once you hear and see
him, you know where he belongs, and
he has the energy and ambition to get

up there in no time flat.

Preston’s energy is contagious—he
instills high-geared drive into his
band and the people in the audience
don’t just “sing along,” they wail
soulful harmonies while shouts of
“mercy” and “right on” give the feel-
ing of a revival meeting. And that’s
exactly what it is; Preston’s band
is the God Squad and his source of
ingpiration is Jesus. One time
through “That’'s The Way God Plan-
ned It” says it all.

If anyone can make a hit out of
an instrumental, it’s Billy Preston.
His “Outa Space,” also cut as an
A&M single, reignites the dance-to-
the-music groove that even Sly has
vacated for mellower pastures.

Kris Kristofferson

RCA RECORDING STUDIOS, NYC—
Kristofferson has been known
to get pretty mellowed out for a
concert. But Tuesday night he was
more in the realm of the subdued.
The occasion was a live one hour
concert emanating from this vast and
adjustable studio and aired over
WPLJ-FM.

“I just read page two of the con-
tract and I could go to jail if I say
that word,” Kris laughed as he
launched a program of songs from
his three Monument LP’s. The FCC
laws may have curtailed a good
amount of Kristofferson’s between
songs chatter but the malaise which
settled over the room from the open-
ing number was directly traceable to
the artist himself. Still it would be
wrong to criticize Kris for not exactly
igniting the studio audience since
presumably he was concentrating on
the radio listeners.

Songs like “Sunday Morning Com-
ing Down” benefitted from the low-
key approach but the real excitement
of the evening came with the appear-
ance of Rita Coolidge. Sporting a
smashing white eye Dbandage. Rita
ripped through a couple of gospel-
edged tunes before joining Kris for
Make It Through The Night.”

GASLIGHT AU GO GO, NYC
With their debut LP, “Movin’ On” and
a charted single helping them do just
that (“Simple Song Of Freedom”) the
London quintet bridges the musical
gap between Arvetha Franklin and
McKendree Spring. Their female lead
singer sounds very much like Lady
Soul. but the similarity, like the com-
parison is anything but forced. When
the group tackles “Baby, I Love You”
that becomes most evident; but even
here, the sounds were innovated by a
mid-tune jam on King Floyd’s “Baby
Let Me Kiss You.”

It was on “Eleanor Rigby” that
Buckwheat showed thev’d been listen-
ing to Spring’s fiddlin wonderboy
Mike Dveyfus (and probably to some
Bartok as well). But at no time does
this group settle solely for sound-
alikes. They always seem to give
everyvthing a twist of the commercial-
ly eclectic.

The group mainly relies on outside
material, but they more than make it
their own, be it a Bobby Darin or
traditional blues epistle. They have
drive and judging from this press
party’s response, it should take them
far.

Lou Rawls

MAISSONETTE, NY Cool and
funky are the main ingredients of
Lou Rawls’ nitery act. For a while it
seems that the star songster is going
to settle for readings this side of M-
0O-R, which might be the best ap-
proach in a showcase that caters to
well above 30 patrons. One couldn’t
ask for nicer renditions of such
“safe’” contemporary items as “On
Broadway,” “You Made Me So Very

fine hit material, like “Love Is a Hur-
tin’ Thing,” “A Natural Man” and
“Dead End Street,” all biggies on
Capitol before his recent switch to
MGM Records. It should be noted that
while Rawls works with a four man
combo the sound he receives is mean-
ingful, robust and always aware that
the audience is there to listen to
Rawls. While the performer some-
times tends to overplay his narratives
about himself and his songs, he is an
exceedingly warm personality. Al-
though he sets the proper mood for
romantic stylings, Rawls treats his
listeners best when he’s going all-out
in a soul-shout format.

Cash Box — May 6, 1972
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NEW YORK—THE JOE SIMON KIND

Don’t categorize Joe Simon. And don’t make Joe Simon categorize himself. If
you asked Joe Simon what kind of style he has, he would probably tel! you it's
the Joe Simon kind.

**Joe Simon is Joe Simon,” he would tell me often as we talked, emphasizing
the simple and basic truth of his personality. This basic truth is what made the
sound of his recent back-to-back hit singles on Spring Records, “‘Drowning In The
Sea Of Love” and "Pool Of Bad Luck.” The emotions expressed by his singing
are simple and uncluttered, because they are very real and urgent. They are
emotions that people from manv different walks of life can relate to.

There are reasons why Joe Simon is the kind that can reach so many—he
speaks in feelings that everyone shares, and his background covers many different
musical experiences that have melted together into a distinct, expressive approach.

Born in Simmesport, Louisiana, Joe started his life only a stone’s throw from
New Orleans and its rich heritage of gospel, jazz and r&b. Gospel was his main
source; singing in church choirs gave him the feeling that he would pursue
throughout his career.

When Joe's family moved to Oakland, California in his early teens, his gospel
feel was joined by country & western and pop influence. Ballads by Ray Charles
and Arthur Prysock guided Joe as he bridged his talents into the new styles. In
combining these styles, he often brought other people along, with quite inter-
esting results.

Because of his closeness to country & western, Joe did a number of Nashville
recording sessions, while his r&b roots were responsible for a few Memphis
sessions. The rather unique quality of Joe’s sessions lie in the fact that he would
often mix soul musicians with country musicians, achieving a new sound that
appealed to both musical audiences. For example, placing country guitars and
piano over r&b bass-and-drums gave him a mellow feeling on top, with a cooking
rhythm section still supplying the catchy dance beat in the background. Using
c&w bass-and-drums with soulful lead instruments would cause another different
and new effect.

When Joe journeyed to Los Angeles to record for Sound Stage 7 Records,
he topped his Simmesport and Oakland roots with a healthy dose of new pop and
soul sounds. The results were *The Chokin’ Kind” (his first million-selling single)
and “You Keep Me Hangin’ On.” His primary market was the soul audience, but
like his talents, his listeners overflowed into other areas.

At the time when he changed labels and signed with Spring Records, Joe was
gathering multi-market attention. His ‘‘Sounds Of Simon’’ album re-affirmed his
versatility. But the added attention didn’t cause him to overglamorize his image;
he continued with his simple and basic clothes and his honest, uncluttered per-
forming.

The most recent development for Joe is teaming up with Philadelphia hitmakers
Kenny Gamble and Leon Huff, who in the past have been responsible for author-
ing and producing hits such as the Intruders’ ‘‘Cowboy To Girls”’ and Dusty Spring-
field's ““Brand New Me.” The combination of the Simon sound with the Gamble
& Huff sound has even further widened the possible range of the listening audi-
ence. Their first collective effort was “‘Drowning In The Sea Of Love,” which
quickly sold a million copies, to be followed by another hit, “Pool Of Bad Luck.”
Both tunes were written and produced by Gamble & Huff, who also wrote five
tunes on Joe’s new LP, “Drowning In The Sea Of Love,’”” which they produced as
well.

And Joe has future plans for working with Gamble & Huff, because, like him,
they have travelled many musical roads but still remember the importance of
basics. The sound they're into is the Joe Simon kind. mark pines

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COIN MACHINE NEWS

Thru The Years
With Wurl. Exec
Roy Waltemade

NORTH TONAWANDA—It has been
almost two years since Roy F. Walte-
made was actively involved in the
music industry, but his death Febru-
ary 18, 1972 brings back memories of
his long tenure as manager of The
Wurlitzer Company’s North Tona-
wanda Division, Waltemade, a trusted
and loyal friend to thousands of music
operators, was the central figure in
Wurlitzer’s sizable phonograph manu-
facturing operation for twenty-six
years. Upon his retirement in 1971,
he had completed thirty-six vears with
the Wurlitzer Company and was sue-
ceeded by the present Vice-President
and Manager of the North Tonawanda
Division, Amile A. Addy.

Waltemade was born in Chicago on
April 29, 1903. He joined The Wurl-
itzer Company in 1934 and was as-
signed to the North Tonawanda Di-
vision as comptroller. During World
War II, Waltemade co-ordinated the
work of several national electronie
firms working on the proximity fuse
for the U.S. Navy which was pro-
duced by Wurlitzer. In 1946, following
World War II, he was made manager
of the DeKalb, Illinois piano division
and achieved record keyboard produc-
tion during the period of his respons-
ibility. In 1954, having been appointed
a vice-president, he returned to North
Tonawanda as manager of that fa-
cility.

Under Waltemade’s direction, Wurl-
itzer produced its famous 200-selection
Carousel mechanism and the first
Waurlitzer console coin-operated pho-
nograph. Popular Wurlitzer features
such as the Little L.P.’s, Pre-select
bonus buttons and 33% and 45 RPM
intermixed record-playing capability
were developed during his years as
manager of the division. Highlight of
the executive’s career, however, was
the Wurlitzer Company’s Centennial
Year, a gigantic celebration marking
100 years of Wurlitzer participation
in the business of music.

Comments Bob Bear, Waurlitzer
Sales Manuger, “Roy Waltemade’s life
was one of love—for his family-—his
work and his humanitarian interests.
Few men ever devoted more produc-
tive thought and effort that resulted
in the successful operation of that part
of their company’s business for which
they were responsible.

“] was so impressed by his con-
fidence in and dedication to Wurlitzer,
expressed during an interview in 1939,
that I felt privileged to join his staff.
He was very demanding of those who
worked with him yet, if a mistake
was made it would always be discussed
in a calm and deliberate manner. His
friendship, as well as his guidance and
advice, has meant very much to me
over the years of our association.
