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Recommended Reading 

This space is not usually utilized 
to plug particular recordings, much 
less books. Yet, we believe that com- 
poser Alec Wilder's new effort, "Amer- 
ican Popular Song," is of such an un- 
usual nature as to warrant what is not 
intended as a mere plug, but an ef- 
fort to elicit the interest of younger 
musicians on the pop scene in what 
it has to say about the great musical 
theatre composers. 

Wilder has produced a detailed 
analysis of 300 songs, some exceed- 
ingly rare, others squarely in the 
evergreen class. It is, perhaps, the 
first serious study ever on the struc- 
ture of these songs and the degree of 
invention and skill it took to write 
them. As a review of the work in this 
week's issue indicates, we don't agree 
with everything Wilder has to say in 
his readable comments. But, he has 
done his homework with passion and 
objectivity. 

It occurs to us that much-if not 
the bulk-of today's young musical 
generation is ignorant of the high mu- 
sical standards set by the Rodgers, 
Kerns, Porters, Gershwins, etc., who 
produced not only music of melodic 
freshness, but of freshness of other 
aspects of song creativity. We are cer- 
tain that there is much that is excit- 

ing to be found in this material, and 
reasons are clearly demonstrated by 
Wilder, a "serious" -pop composer in 
his own right. 

There's no dispute that songs that 
reflect the rhythms of the day do 
date in time. But, we believe there 
is a goodly selection of songs-music 
and lyrics-that are worthy of new 
inspection and adaptation of sorts for 
today's record buying public. As we 
have pointed out in the past, even 
songs that are considered unques- 
tioned standards by older audiences 
have failed to make their mark among 
younger musicians and music fans. 
This coupled with the neglected songs 
that deserve a re -hearing can open 
what is virtually a new source of ma- 
terial, a much sought-after commodity 
today. 

Wilder's book, to be sure, is largely 
a technical exercise, and it's the 
younger musician who knows what a 
lead sheet is all about that we hope 
would at least browse through Wild - 
er's survey. They may be challenged 
by it; they may not. We feel that there 
are surprises in store for those who 
do learn, first hand, so to speak, about 
music that, to a great degree, really 
knows no season.

Disk, Tape Sales Show 
5% Increase During '71 
NEW YORK - Manufacturer's sales 
of records and pre-recorded tapes in 
1971 were up 5% over 1970 levels, re- 
ports the Recording Industry Associ- 
ation of America. 

At list price value, combined record 
and tape sales came to $1.744 billion 
in 1971, compared with $1.660 billion 
in 1970. 

Sales of records were up 5.8% to a 
new high of $1.251 billion against 
$1.182, billion the previous year. Of 
this total, long-playing records ac- 
counted for $1.086 billion in 1971, 
compared with album sales of $1.017 
billion in 1970. 

RIAA noted that the increase was 
at least in part attributable to rises in 
list prices instituted by a number of 
record companies during 1971. 

Total sales of pre-recorded tapes in 
1971 amounted to $493 million, an in- 
crease of 3% over the $478 million in 
1970. Sales of 8 -track cartridges were 
up to $385 million from $378 million; 
cassettes rose to $96 million from $77 
million and reel-to-reel tapes declined 
to $12 million from $18 million the 
year before.

NEW YORK - By this time next 
year, RCA Records' will be producing 
all its new diskings in its discrete, 
4 -channel Quadradisc system. 

'According to Rocco Laginestra, 
RCA president, the company's plants 
are now producing these disks for the 
market, and in the coming months, 
they will be pressing "more and 
more" of them. Price of the disks will 
be at the stereo level.

The all-purpose disk, playable either 
as a "superior" stereo record or as a 
4 -channel record with four distinct 
sources of sound, will serve the indus- 
try with one inventory and therefore 
"obsolete" all other 4 -channel play- 
back formats. 

"Through our joint efforts with 
JVC and Panasonic, RCA Records is 
now in the right four -channel mar- 
ket," Laginestra said, adding that we 
are ready to share their engineering 
know-how with other record compan- 
ies wishing to adopt the discrete, 
compatible 4 -channel disk. 

Chappell 
Amateur Rights 
To Williamson 
NEW YORK - Williamson Music, 
Ltd. has renewed its contract with 
Chappell & Co., Ltd. to represent it in 
the field of amateur stage performing 
rights. Renewal of the longstanding 
agreement for the United Kingdom 
contains the addition of three major 
territories in this field-South Africa, 
Australia and New Zealand.

NEW YORK - Development of the 
discrete 4 -channel disk by RCA Rec- 
ords is the key to a "total unified 
audio system," according to Keiichi 
("Tex") Takeoka, managing director 
of Matsushita Electric Industrial Co., 
Ltd., MEI and head of its Radio - 
Stereo Division. Matsushita products 
are marketed under the trade name 
"Panasonic" in the U.S. and Canada. 

"If we are to serve the consumer, 
we must talk not of a part, but of the 
sum total of the parts," Takeoka 
said. 

"Discrete 4 -channel is already the 
accepted standard for tape reproduc- 
tion. Discrete 4 -channel disc is now a 
reality. And with the discrete 4 -chan- 
nel FM broadcast techniques recently 
developed, completely compatible ra- 
dio playback is now possible as well. 

"Panasonic believes that these tech- 
nical breakthroughs mean that none 
of us has to settle for the synthetic 
any longer." 

By "synthetic," Takeoka explained 
that he meant the matrix systems 
presently on the market which he de- 
scribed as an "intermediate technolo- 
gy designed to simulate 4 -channel 
sound on disc until the real thing 
came along." 

Takeoka emphasized that the real 
breakthrough is in what he called the 
"compatibility" of the 4 -channel disk 
system: "It is the first time," he said, 
"that a new system has been intro- 
duced that does not obsolete existing 
hardware or software." 

He noted that the present discrete 
4 -channel disk system was developed 
originally by the Victor Company of 
Japan, another MEI subsidiary. 

He concluded that both Panasonic 
and JVC will "spare no effort" in co- 
operating with both software and 
hardware manufacturers for the suc- 
cess of the discrete system. He said 
that a number of well-known manu- 
facturers already have decided to 
adopt the system, and that many oth- 
ers are giving it serious consider- 
ation.

NEW YORK-TO GROUP OR NOT TO GROUP: JESSE COLIN YOUNG, CHRIS 

SM ITH ER 
For all our talk of individualism, we are a group oriented society, more quick 

to appoint an investigative commission than an investigator, fond of having 

committee meetings to aid in brainstorming although we speak of the great 

minds of our time as separate and solitary bodies of one. 

Though it's hard to keep any group together, especially one whose "job" it is 

to make music, the duet, trio, quartet and larger conglomerates proliferate. It's 
one thing to go solo once you've become part of a successful group, and quite 
another to maintain a completely solo profile. But in both cases, it's difficult being 

your own man. 
Jesse Colin Young started out as a solo, with one Capitol and one Mercury LP 

which made him a must at festivals and at home on the turntable. Those who have 

become fans of his group, The Youngbloods, still speak in raptured tones about 

these two cut-outs. And for them we have good news. Not only is Jesse coming 

back to us as a solo (while maintaining the group, at least for the foreseeable 

future), the Mercury "Youngblood" LP will be re -issued on the group's Warner - 

distributed Racoon records in August, and negotiations with Capitol are still going 

on for a similar agreement for his "Soul Of A City Boy" LP. 

Jesse is at long last thinking of getting his group's namesake song into shape 

for recording and live gigs. (The Coasters hit was not actually what gave his 

second solo LP nor the group their names, but "Young Blood" is now fair game, 

what with the r&r revival and all; everyone feels it's high time they tried it.) It 

may or may not be on the group's forthcoming double -pocket LP set, "High 
On A Ridge Top" one disk of which will be a continuation of the r&r they laid 

HOLLYWOOD-TONY MACAULEY: A GUITARIST'S GUITARIST? 
There's a long story about how Gail Roberts knew that I wculd want to meet 

with Tony Macauley. The tele has a lot of interesting names in it, like Long John 
Baldry, Herb Alpert, Tony Orlando and Gary Osborne. But since none of them 
will be mentioned any further here, we'll skip the long story. 

Tony, if there's anybody out there who doesn't know, is the English song- 

writer -producer responsible for a number of hit records including The Founda- 
tions' "Baby Now That I've Found You," Edison Lighthouse's "Love Grows Where 

My Rosemary Goes," and Glen Campbell's "Oklahoma Sunday Morning," to 
name three having special impact in this country., In England, his name is as 

well-known in pop circles as, say, Jeff Barry is here. 
It was known there in much the same way that Barry's was here until fairly 

recently. Now, Tony claims that his interest and endeavors lie outside the slick 

middle-of-the-road pop of "Here Comes That Rainy Day Feeling" and "Smile a 

Little Smile for Me." 
"I detest the term 'bubblegum.' If you're going to use it with connection with 

me, I hope you'll touch up my picture so that nobody will recognise the face. 

What we were doing wasn't particularly intellectual lyrically, I'll admit. But the 

melodies are strong, the beat was danceable, and the records were well produced. 

"In England, you must realize, there is only one radio station broadcasting 
pop music. And on it, a Top Five record will be played maybe only six times a 

day. So the kids have to go elsewhere to hear the kind of music they like. The 

answer in many parts of the country is discotheques. And the records played 

there are the ones that can be danced to. The same criterion applies on the radio: 

If a record doesn't have a beat that can be danced to, it just won't get played.

down on their last, "Good And Dusty," the other being in an acoustic country 

setting. 
But the group members are all on their own trips as well. Joe Bauer has already 

released his solo LP, Banana & The Bunch is due for June release and Jesse's 

"Together" LP is apparently the start of a renewed one-man show for Young, 

picking up about where he left off before forming the Youngbloods. Gigs in 

Washington, Seattle ("Youngblood City") and Boston will be worked into and 

around the group's itinerary. There is something in Jesse's voice that almost 

made this inevitable. Both on record and just rapping. Some things are better 

done alone, and Jesse is going to try them all; we doubt anyone will call his 

move "ego-tripping." It's more like a fated return. 

Poppy recording artist Chris Smither began his solo musical career somewhat 

later than Jesse's and thus a bit out of phase with the folk revival. He describes 

his move to Cambridge as a desperate, but at last successful attempt at keeping 

"one job ahead of a dying scene." By the time he got to Cambridge, the Club 

47 was on its last legs, and Chris seemed to be one of the last acts to play a 

variety of coffee houses like it in the area that were folding because they could 

not accommodate the rock revolution. 

"In the beginning, they'd let me do my own songs as long as I managed to 

sneak 'Railroad Bill' into the set. That was back in New Orleans." As that scene 

withered they wanted amplified sounds. With Chris' talent, stage presence and 

looks, offers did come his way to join various groups. He never even considered 

any of them. "I find it hard to work with anyone else." But his lack of interest 

in becoming an American Alvin Lee left him all the more time to devote to more 

personal songwriting. 
Sometimes he created monsters in his own image. When he took the tradi- 

tional tune, "The Titanic" and gardened it into a budding pre -"Alice's Restaurant" 

talkin' blues fantasy, it became the trademark he did not it want to be as a 

symbol of his own self. Although understandably annoyed when a similar version 

of the tune was recorded (and claimed) by Jaime Brockett "I soon saw that really, 

an albatross had been taken off my neck." Back to balladry and un -cutesy blues, 

and at long last, a recording contract and two LP's, the latest being "Don't It 

Drag On." Although far from being a superstar outside of the coffee house circles 

in Philly and Boston, he likens both his songwriting and his performing career 

to "rolling a tire down the street . . . First you have to find the tire, and then 

you let it take you where it wants to go."

But if you come over to America, you see an amazing variety of sounds on the 
charts. A couple of years ago, could you have imagined Roberta Flack's record 
making the Top Ten? But I'm proud to be part of the industry at a time when a 

record like that can be so popular." 
Tony is currently busy with negotiations involving the publishing of his songs 

and is working with Roger Greenaway on that singer -songwriter's solo effort, "The 
Ballad of Mae West." 

But especially close to Tony's heart these days is an organization called The 

Society of Distinguished Songwriters. "That's SODS, for short. It was initially 
the brainchild of Mitch Murray. He and Barry Mason and I were at a party one 

evening, and worked things up. The society currently has sixteen members. We 

meet every six weeks, each time at a different restaurant. We find the most ex- 

pensive places we can; and Obtain a private room fcr ourselves to make an 

occasion of it. To make it even more of an occasion, we all wear tuxedos to the 
dinners. Songwriters have a terrible reputation for being sloppy, and this helps 
improve things a bit. 

"The Society was formed for three basic reasons. The first is that we all have 

quite a bit in common, and this gives us a chance to get together a bit more than 
we might normally. Second, we can become a pressure group, if necessary. We are 

small enough, and composed of people of sufficient professional status, that we 

can move quickly and apply pressure hard. We have very few rules to encumber 
things; only two pages, in fact. The third reason for our being is to provide some 

sort of charitable good for songwriters who aren't doing so well as they might 
have been." 

Mitch Murray is currently King Sod I, with Roger Greenaway secretary and Tony 

treasurer. "Anybody can be a member, but they have to be nominated by one 

of us and elected by a two -third majority in secret balloting, Each member pays 

$260 annual dues. todd everett 

NEW YORK --GRETA KELLER: SINGER FOR ALL SEASONS 
Greta Keller is, of course, more than sweet rememberance. The husky voice 

that carried those in and out of love through the 20's, 30's, 40's, 50's, 60's- 
decades of incredible social change-is very much a part of today's show busi- 

ness scene, making frequent concert engagements and continuing her recording 
career on her great friend Rod McKuen's Stanyan label., McKuen is releasing 
her studio work of the 30's in juxtaposition with her performances of today, in- 

cluding "live" dates and, to come, a Kurt Weill set. She recalls that her first 
recording date took place Feb. 8, 1930, two days before her 20th birthday- 
and from that point on she recorded countless songs by the great composers of 
America and the Continent, She returns to her native Vienna soon to do a TV 

show tribute to the late composer Walter Yurman, a close friend whose credits

-an order for destruction of all infringing inventory.

American Popular Song 
(Oxford Press, $ 15) 

I know of no other previous pub- 
lishing effort to take the American 
theatre song so seriously. Alec Wilder, 
a "serious" and pop (i.e. "I'll Be 
Around") composer in his own right, 
played some 17,000 songs in their 
original sheet -music versions, dissect- 
ing 300 of them in terms of their 
construction. Fortunately, his writing 
is not as cold as all that, for he man- 
ages a good deal of emotional regard 
and bits of lore, so that even a lay- 
man interested in the American mu- 
sical theatre can absorb new insight 
into his favorite composer's music. 
As Oxford University Press, the 
book's publisher, makes quite clear in 
its press release, Wilder does have 
some naughty things to say about 
what could be your favorite songs, 
but he also writes from the point of 
view of astonishment on the quality 
of so much of the music, particu- 
larly the works of Richard Rodgers 
(though Harold Arlen seems to be 
his favorite). He also dismisses Cole 
Porter after "Silk Stockings," quickly 
doing away with only one song from 
the 1954 musical, "All Of You." He 
should be reminded that the film 
"High Society" came later and had 
a load of fine songs, including a little 
jewel called "Little One." Wilder's 
book comes at a time when theatre 
music is on the defensive-partly be- 
cause it's not getting what seemed 
to be the routine high -quality scores 
of the 30's, 40's and early 50's. And, 
of course, there's rock. . .

nificant is that the adult musical pub- 
lic is ready to accept the "contem- 
porary pop" entertainer as is, without 
the necessity of an overhaul a la Las 
Vegas. He has become so accepted, in 
fact, that Johnny Mathis, an unequiv- 
ocably successful nightclub performer 
for almost 20 years has had to incor- 
porate contemporary pop hits-as 
popularized by contemporary pop ar- 
tists-into his repertoire." 

Harris cites as a "plausible" reason 
for the decline of the generation gap 
in relation to pop music is likely to 
be the dissolution, to a large extent, 
of its extremes-acid rock on one end 
of the spectrum and pure folk on the 
other-with the resultant "sound" 
emerging much more mellow and infi- 
nitely less esoteric. 

Several top 40 artists who would 
have been placed in "folk" bins or 
"rock and roll" bins in record shops a 
few years back, are now conglomerat- 
ed into "pop" bins: in the early six- 
ties, Bill Harvey, art director for 
Elektra Records, geared Judy Collin's 
LP jackets specifically for a folk - 
minded audience, therefore, this 
change is evidenced in the designing 
of album covers, inasmuch as the per- 
former's are now conceived far more 
along the lines of universal appeal. 

Adults to Coffee Houses 

Moreover, Harris states, the adult 
audience is currently drifting into the 
coffee house type of entertainment 
spots such as the Bitter End (NY), 
the Troubador (LA), the Cellar Door 
(Wash. DC), the Boarding House 
(SF), and the Quiet Knight (Chica- 
go), formerly associated almost ex- 
clusively with a young adult patron- 
age. 

"In a recent conversation I had 
with Harold Leventhal, veteran artist 
manager and concert promoter, it was 
pointed out to me that such acts as 
Peter, Paul & Mary and Pete Seeger- 
considered folk, not nightclub, per- 
formers-worked their way up to the 
then supreme New York showcase of 
the elegant Blue Angel, a strictly 
Adult audience; combining this with 
their hit record successes, they util- 
ized the best of both possible mar- 
kets. It is my opinion that performers 
on today's pop scene will be able to 
take advantage of similar divergent 
avenues to success."

NEW YORK-FLASH: A BIT MORE YES 
It has become customary for members of a splinter group to carry on in the 

musical tradition of the group from which they came. This was true of Jefferson 
Starship, the Airplane spinoff group, and of Hot Tuna for a while. It was true at 
firist for the New Riders of the Purple Sage who split from the Grateful Dead, and 
true of Wild Turkey featuring Glenn Cornick, late of Jethro Tull. In each case how- 
ever, the departing members left after their respective groups had attained popu- 
larity and widespread acceptance. 

Not so for Flash. Those who recall the early days of Yes will remember the 
names Peter Banks and Tony Kaye. Banks and Kaye were most instrumental in 
originating the Yes sound. Along with Jon Anderson, they gave to the group the 
inventiveness and creativity that has made Yes a supergroup. But the interesting 
thing is that both Banks and Kaye left Yes before the group had risen to super- 
group heights. 

As key members with Flash, both Banks and Kaye are now fully responsible 
for the sound of their newest endeavor. And not surprising at all, Flash seems 
to be an extension of Yes, though not as intricate on their debut album on 
Capitol Records. Listen if you will to side one, track three, "Children Of The Uni- 
verse," written by group member Ray Bennett. It appears to be a bit more Yes. 

The dynamics, the lyrics, the syncopations have all been influenced by Yes. 
Though this brief article was written merely to serve as an introduction to 

Flash, the true destiny of the band is left entirely in the hands of the record buy- 
ing public. And noticing the direction that music has taken over the past year, it 
wouldn't surprise me a bit if Flash soon became a huge recording and stage act. 
In fact, we should do everything possible to insure their success. Music must be 
left to the musicians, and Flash certainly qualify. kenny kerner

Wayne's act is also tighter than 
ever before. It moves through a re- 
pertory of standards, including the 
expected number of his own big hits, 
with a sure-fire pace that any enter- 
tainer might envy, and it explores ev- 
ery facet of this artist's remarkable 
talent. Following some introductory 
rousers, like "Red Roses" and "Mack 
the Knife," Wayne sits down with 
guitar for reflective readings of "Help 
Me Make It Through the Night" and 
"Born To Lose." Then into "Release 
Me." And then a truly affecting ver- 
sion of "Daddy Don't You Walk So 
Fast" and a spirited down-home 
country segment concluding with 
"When the Saints Go Marching In." 
Along the way a bit of fiddle playing 
and some fine banjo pickin'. Then 
"The American Trilogy" winds it all 
up, some ninety short minutes later. 

As we've noted before, Los Angeles 
audiences give visiting artists stand- 
ing ovations at the drop of a pin. In 
Vegas they're a little more reserved 
about it, though not on Wayne New- 
ton's return last week. His opening 
night was a triumph of artist over 
artifice. Wayne has certainly paid his 
dues, and he is due, now, every bit of 
the recognition he gets as one of the 
industry's leading entertainers.

It might also be mentioned 
that, save for these two numbers, all 
of Little Richard's songs sound the 
same.

Preceding Richard was Columbia 
group, Boone's Farm, who presented 
an uninspiring acoustic set followed 
by an energetic if unoriginal power 
rock presentation. The crowd loved 
this very promising group, calling 
them back for two encores. They 
would benefit from some better mate- 
rial.

times it was knock -down -dirty time 
when boogie comes to town. Per- 
cussionist and conga player Joe Lala 
proved his vocal prowess as well time 
and time again. Of all the voices in 
the band, his is best equipped to 
handle blues. And bassist Fuzzy 
Samuels was pleasantly lewd as he 
shook and plucked for all he was 
worth. 

Dallas Taylor's drums were quite 
impressive for many purple passages 
during the evening's almost three- 
hour musical offering. The sound 
system did not have trouble with two 
percussionists, although the steel gui- 
tar was hardly audible. 

This band has lots going for it, 
not the least of which is unquestion- 
able audience support. From down in 
the orchestra up to the nosebleed tier 
of the balcony, Manassas really made 
it in their first New York gig. r.a. 

Pink Floyd 
CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - No one 
can play before them for two rea- 
sons. Firstly, their 360 degree sound 
system, smoke bombs, lights and flam- 
ing gong set-up would necessitate at 
least an hour's intermission after an- 
other act left the stage. And second- 
ly, Pink Floyd fans cannot sit 
through anything that does not 
emanate from their favorite cosmic 
quartet. 

Floyd fans have changed over the 
years. They are more in line with the 
average boisterous rabble that attend 
rock nights in large halls nowadays, 
not the beautiful people of yore. But 
they know what they like. No other 
group could come out and do a fifty - 
minute number that hasn't yet been 
recorded. Most would be drowned out 
in a sea of screams for better known 
material. But a Floyd concert is like 
a seance. You come for the unex- 
pected and you get it. 

After the unveiling of "Eclipse," 
described by its composers as "a 
piece for assorted lunatics" and a 
brief respite, the show continued with 
Pink "gold," but as the band saw fit 
to mine it. They make little effort to 
gain audience acceptance through any 
means but their music as they 
choose to play it. And while the 
lights and the smoke and the taped 
effects may be showmanship to some, 
they are more exactly extensions of 
the art that Pink Floyd addresses it- 
self to. If you want to be wrapped in 
sound but not smothered by it, this is 
the act to spend an evening with: the 
world's most self-contained group.

Tim Rose 
WHISKY A GO GO, L.A. - Tim 
Rose, it appears, is tired of being a 
legend. The singer -songwriter - 
guitarist now has a record company 
(Playboy) firmly behind him and is 
hitting the world of rock and roll 
right where it might do some good. 

Rose, who has been kicking around 
since he and James Hendricks and 
Cass Elliott formed the Big Three 
years ago, made his biggest impres- 
sion so far with an album on Colum- 
bia containing versions of "Morning 
Dew" and "Hey Joe" that have since 
been copied by everybody and his 
brother. He made an impression in 
England, had a minor hit a year or so 
on Capitol with "I've Gotta Get a 
Message to You," and has been seen 
hanging out a lot. 

For his current show, Rose has as- 
sembled a band including drummer 
Aynsley Dunbar and pianist Don 
Preston from the Mothers, and bassist 
Steve Knight and guitarist Bob Zin- 
ner. The numbers performed in Rose's 
characterist rough growl range from 
the songs mentioned above to materi- 
al like "Takes a Little Longer" and 
"You've Got To Hide Your Love 
Away" from the Playboy album. Be- 
tween the songs, Rose is an amusing, 
irreverent conversationalist who actu- 
ally seems to enjoy bantering with 
hecklers but knows when to shut up 
and rock and roll. 

Rose's performance was greatly 
hampered by a badly balanced sound 
system. Hopefully he'll be more care- 
ful in the future. He's a strong per- 
former who's fun to watch and enjoys 
himself tremendously onstage. It's 
good to have him back. t.e. 

Eddie Heywood 
THE COOKERY, NYC-Eddie Hey- 
wood and his piano are a unique re- 
lationship. Playing New York for the 
first time in about twelve years, Hey- 
wood has been turning out mellow 
nightly sets at Barney Johnson's 
Cookery, on the corner of 8th St. and 
University Pl. 

In the low-key atmosphere of the 
Cookery, where food is the main fare 
and music is secondary food for 
thought, Heywood proved that his 
piano is far more personal to him 
than to most others. When Heywood 
sat at the keyboard, music quickly 
became the main course, and he 
didn't win his audience with attention - 
grabbing tricks-his subtle intensity 
and wisely -tempered style were what 
captured his dedicated listeners. 

Known in the past for composing 
"Canadian Sunset" and "Soft Summer 
Breeze," Heywood has placed his re- 
cent energies into "Martha's Vine- 
yard Rhapsody," an original musical 
vignette about his home that covers 
a wide scope of emotions as it runs 
through the four seasons. Music is 
ajoy that Heywood radiates with lus- 
ter and finesse. He is at home at the 
Cookery-his show is full of life and 
compatible with any mood.

COPACABANA, NY-Julie Budd is 
a gifted singer, especially so when, 
at 18, she could still be performing 
at a senior show in high school, or 
for her freshman class in college. 
This inherent dynamism as a vocalist 
remains, however, much too much a 
salute to her obvious frame of ref- 
erence, another rare talent, Barbra 
Streisand. 

Perhaps this is to be expected by 
so youthful a performer, for isn't it 
true that you could count on one 
hand the number of great female 
vocalists of the pop genre who've 
come along in the last decade? But, 
Julie has three or four professional 
years under her belt, and should be- 
gin to step into an identity of her 
own. This ought to include the drop- 
ping of Streisand numbers in both 
vocal style and mannerisms, a matter, 
one must admit, that is further under- 
scored by her resemblance to Strei- 
sand. Really, this is a true talent 
who ought to start thinking in terms 
of going solo. Importantly, this will 
give her RCA diskings a greater 
identity.

NEW YORK- The first major book 
on the Rolling Stones will be pub- 
lished June 1 by Amsco, a division of 
Music Sales Corp. Publication of the 
book coincides with the beginning of 
the supergroup's summer tour to ma- 
jor U.S. cities. 

Rolling Stones, An Unauthorized 
Biography in Words, Photographs 
and Music, is edited and in large part 
written by David Dalton, contributing 
editor of Rolling Stone Magazine, 
and includes additional text by such 
rock critics and observers as Al 
Aronowitz, Griel Marcus, and Sue C. 
Clark. In all, it contains over 50,000 
words of interviews, journalism, and 
commentary, tracing the Stones' mu- 
sical development and their influence 
in today's pop culture. The subtitle 
notwithstanding, the book was in fact 
created with the co-operation of the 
Stones. 

Jon Goodchild, San Francisco art 
director, designed Rolling Stones. The 
352 -page book incorporates over 350 
photos, some never before published.

The first Hookfoot album signaled 
the talent they possessed but "Good Times 
A'Comin' fulfills the promise in a most extra- 
ordinary way. Hookfoot is now a really cook- 
ing quartet. Whether it's a funky instrumental 
featurinng 'Ian Duck on harp, ("Slick's Blues 
For Jumbo") or a throbbing, lyrically poignant 
piece like "Is Anyone There," Hookfoot leans 
right into it and doesn't let go. Look for this 
LP to establish Hookfoot as an important chart 
group.

Audio Magnetics will now be pro- 
ducing audio tape in seven manufac- 
turing facilities: Gardena, Irvine and 
Compton, all in California; Indi- 
anapolis, Mexico, Canada and Portu- 
gal. The company has its European 
headquarters in 'Switzerland. 

"The acquisition of the RCA plant 
enables the company to focus on 
more long-term marketing and manu- 
facturing goals in 'all segments of the 
tape industry and provides Audio 
with a strong base for moving for- 
ward in more sophisticated areas," 
said Irving B. Katz, president. 

"The future growth of the firm will 
take place in several principal areas: 
audio cassette, cartridge and open 
reel magnetic and video tape to the 
consumer, education, industrial/insti- 
tutional and government markets; 
tape related plastic parts; and con- 
sumer products," Katz said. 

The emphasis will be in video tape 
at the company's new Indianapolis fa- 
cility. 

"Video tape, with its limitless po- 
tential, is where the revolution in con- 
sumer electronics is now occurring," 
Katz believes. "When video tape be- 
comes a household word, and there is 
still much to do in its technological 
development.

"Seal of Approval" 
NEW YORK - The International 
Tape Association is in the process of 
finalizing its cassette evaluation pro- 
gram in a giant step toward estab- 
lishing the ITA Seal of Approval for 
cassettes. 

Eugene M. Barker, director of qual- 
ity control for Audio Magnetics and 
chairman of the ITA plastics commit- 
tee, conducted a combined meeting of 
the association's plastics, raw tape 
and duplicator committees at the Am- 
pex Music Division in Elk Grove, Ill. 

The meeting of the companies who 
participated in the study on quality 
and performance of C-60 cassettes, 
conducted for ITA by Ampex, was 
held to review the proposed cassette 
specification for consumer applica- 
tion. Companies whose product was 
tested included Agfa -Gevaert, Ampex, 
Audio Devices, Audio Magnetics, 
BASF, Irish Magnetic Tape, Maxell, 
Memorex, 3 M Company, TDK and 
Wabash Tape. The report of the test- 
ing was made by Kevyan Mokhtarian, 
supervisor of product engineering for 
Ampex and Allan E. Heath, 'project 
engineer for Ampex. 

Minutes of the meeting together 
with the review of test methods and 
changes agreed upon at the meeting 
are now being distributed to ITA raw 
tape manufacturers, blank cassette 
manufacturers, duplicators and mem- 
bers of the plastics committee who 
produce components for cassettes.

Double Headers In 

Double Ended Cases 

NEW YORK - Two unusual prod- 
ucts for eight -track maintenance, 
both double headers, have been mar- 
keted by Robins Industries as their 
newest in a broad line of consumer - 
electronics accessories. One combines 
a tape -drive capstan cleaner and a 
"beeper" head gleaner end -to -end in a 
unique flip-flop cartridge case; the 
other provides a non-abrasive drive 
cleaner and a head cleaner in similar 
siamese -twin fashion. 

The new double-header cartridges 
fit eight -track players from either 
end. 

One tuneup unit, THC-14, lists at 
$3.85. At one end it has a cleaning 
tape with recorded beeps to signal the 
number of times the player head has 
been contacted. (I't should be run for 
three "beeps" after 40 hours of equip- 
ment use.) Back-to-back is the cap- 
stan tape (for a 10 -second application 
after 40 hours), which cleans and pol- 
ishes the capstan drive to help elimi- 
nate "wow" and "flutter" and prevent 
tape pull out and breakage. 

The second double -ended cartridge, 
THC-15, lists at $5, including a sup- 
ply of special head -cleaning solution 
designed to work with the non- 
abrasive polyester cleaning fabric in 
the cartridge. One end is for cleaning 
the player head after 15 hours usage.

Country Artist of the Week: 
JOHNNY DUNCAN 

TALL, DARK TEXAN-Black-haired John Richard Duncan, 6'-4" was born on 
a farm near Dublin, Texas into a family that loved music. By the time he was 
twelve the guitar had become a magic thing to him-and his world. At first 
he wanted just to be a guitarist-"Chet Atkins, Les Paul, and Merle Travis 
were my idols then," but in his mid -teens he decided to sing also. 

In Clovis, New Mexico, he worked for another great musical influence on 
his life, Norman Petty, from 1960 until 1963 and "more or less tried for the 
so-called pop music field." 

But country music beaconed and Nashville became home where he worked 
as a disc jockey and on club and TV shows.

In Fiscal Yr

records account for 45% of the sales of 
Sony Family Club, while they account 
for less than 10% of the sales of CBS - 
Sony Records, the company president 
Mr. Ooga felt keenly there are many 
potential purchasers of classical mu- 
sic. 

CBS -Sony Records, for its fifth an- 
niversary year, has employed some 
new policies: 1) to promote young 
and able personnel, 2) to take a wider 
point of view of the business and 3) 
to promote personnel effectively.

Twenty 
groups of three to four staffers of the 
company each will interview 20 
groups of about 2,000 applicants and 
select 10 applicants, each to whom the 
exec people will interview to select 30 
employees.

IFPI Meet 
In Hong Kong 
TOKYO - Yutaka Ando, president of 
the National Record Association Of 
Japan, talked about the meeting of 
IFPI's Pacific Committee held on 
April 12-13 in Hong Kong. 

At the meeting, the main subject 
was the effective way to stamp out 
pirate recordings in Asia -Pacific area. 
Pirate recordings, particularly coun- 
terfeited cassette tapes, are rampant 
in the area where most countries are 
not enforcing the copyright law, ex- 
cept Japan and Hong Kong. Howev- 
er, in Hong Kong, controls of pirate 
recordings are ineffective because the 
existing law was legislated in 1911. 
So, the committee will ask the British 
government to amend the law to the 
copyright law which was legislated by 
the government in 1956. After that, 
the committee will make effort to en- 
act the copyright law which is able to 
hold back pirate recordings in 
Singapore, Malaya and the Philippi - 
enes. 

In Hong Kong, many pirate rec- 
ordings are of EMI and British Dec- 
ca. As for the pirated recordings of 
Japanese recordings, many of them 
are Japanese songs which were rec- 
orded without permission of Japanese 
copyright owners. 

Alithia Thru 
Quality In Can. 
NEW YORK - Quality Records of 
Canada will release product from Al- 
ithia Records Ltd., according to Vito 
Samela, vp and general manager of 
Alithia, and George Struth, general 
manager of Quality. Quality is rush - 
releasing two albums, "Walden" and 
"Everybody Hears A Different Drum- 
mer." Deal marks Alithia's first inter- 
national licensing agreement. 
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Phonogram International have 
completed a deal with Artie Ripp to 
represent Family Productions Inc. for 
the world outside of the USA and 
Canada. A Los Angeles based compa- 
ny, Family Productions is "a spiritual 
and business evolution from my pre- 
vious companies Kama Sutra and 
Buddah" says Ripp.

Jackson on the Crescendo label which 
looks like breaking big there. Other 
news from Youngblood is that Dallon 
has signed a recording contract with 
RCA for Don Fardon and first single 
release looks like being "Devil's 
World." 

Pye Records have signed a licensing 
agreement with American producer 
Creed Taylor for distribution in the 
UK of his labels CTI and Kudu. Peter 
Prince, Pye's creative director negoti- 
ated the contract with John Nathan 
acting on behalf of Taylor and the 
signing will bring to the Pye cata- 
logue some outstanding album materi- 
al. Initial release in June will include 
albums by Grover Washington Jnr., 
Astrud Gilberto and Esther Phillips. 

Carlin Music and their offshoot in- 
dependent record label CMC hosted 
reception at Command Studios to 
launch the first CMC album which 
was also first album release for Roger 
Morris titled appropriately "First Al- 
bum."

This 
group first hit on the London label 
with "Out Of My Mind" when, after 
almost seven months later through a 
whim of CKLW's Rosalie Tremblay, it 
was included on this Windsor -based 
station's playlist. There was an al- 
most immediate acceptance of the 
deck and producer Greg Hambleton 
had no difficulty in setting a U.S. 
label moving on the single. Unfortu- 
nately after all the excitement CKLW 
dropped the single and the group 
dropped out of sight. In forming his 
new label Axe Hambleton protected 
himself and signed a U.S. deal first 
which allowed for a simultaneously 
released single in Canada and the 
U.S. Bell distribute in the U.S. Their 
new single has already picked up im- 
portant numbers across Canada which 
has brought much attention to their 
album. 

Stan Kulin, who heads up the 
Canadian operation of United Ar- 
tists, has made good his promise of 
hitting in the spring with a strong 
Canadian entry. Former member of 
Lighthouse, Pinky is all he's going by 
and the single is "Tell Me Who" pro- 
duced by Andrew Melzer. The label is 
launching a major campaign through 
its national promotion manager. Al- 
lan Matthews, to get the deck off the 
ground. 

Quality have reserviced the Linda 
Lane single "(Best Part) Of Breaking 
Up" which broke at CKGM in Mon- 
treal and spread eastward. Quality's 
new Hit label has releas' d the first of

ry. All artists and productions are 
Canadian. The Cycle are back on the 
scene again. This time with "And 
Still I Keep On Coming Back Again". 
The single was produced at Toronto's 
Sound Canada studios by group mem- 
ber Paul Clinch. 

OFCF-TV's "Like Young Show", 
hosted by Jim McKenna, has proven a 
consistent winner over the past few 
years. Much of this is due to the re- 
spect the staff shows for the perform- 

ers. Unlike some of the Toronto efforts 
this Montreal youth show affords all 
that's necessary to make the per- 
former feel important. Tom Hanson 
picks them up and delivers them to 
the airport by limo. They are advised 
of their schedule so as not to have to 
wait for many hours before they are 
on. Most important there is no 
discrimination between domestic and 
foreign talent. Toronto produced 
shows show a perference for the for- 
eign performer making their Canadian 
counterparts wait indefinitely and 
generally treat them like "fillers." 
Most recent "Like Young" happening 
was with Sea Dog, currently catching 
national attention with their Aquari- 
us deck, "I Don't Wanna Hear". This 
single won the Maple Leaf System 
vote and picked up two weeks of im- 
portant play on these stations. Shar- 
ing the bill with Sea Dog was Quali- 
ty's Linda Lane and Rick Jones. The 
latter is showing strong coast to 
coast action with his London single, 
"Saskatchewan Sunrise". 

Ocean are hitting hard with their 
recent Yorkville release, "Make The 
Sun Shine". They have just returned 
from a tour of the far east where, 
through their giant hit, "Put Your 
Hand In The Hand", pulled capacity 
crowds wherever they appeared. 

Columbia is zeroing in on Bruce 
Cockburn's latest True North single, 
"It's Going Down Slow". Exposure 
has come primarily from the free 
formers but the label's national pro- 
mo chief, Charlie Camilleri, is con- 
vinced the single can go MOT. Colum- 
bia finally had a MLS winner. The 
Marty Butler single, "We Gotta Make 
It Together", produced by Ben Kaye, 
was picked by the System and now 
receives two weeks of play on mem- 
ber stations. Ironically, the single 
has already picked up a berth on most 
of the major stations and this boost 
could give it the necessary push to 
move it into a top ten item. Butler's 
album release contains the "Time" cut 
which was written by Marc Hamilton 
and !became a 200,000 seller in Quebec 
as "Comme J'ai Toujours enzie 
d'aimer". It's expected to be Butler's 
next single. 

Capitol's Ontario promo rep, David 
Bergler, has taken newly acquired ar- 
tist Christopher Kearney under his 
wing for an extensive hand -shaking 
tour of Ontario. Kearney appeared on 
the same bill with Lighthouse at a 
sold out concert at Queen's University 
(Kingston) where Skip Prokop per- 
sonally introduced Kearney. He per- 
formed for forty minutes and left 
them cheering for more. Bergler also 
took Kearney into Detroit. The single 
has been released in the U.S. Edward 
Bear's "Masquerade" single is off and 
looks good with numbers on 30 sta- 
tions first week out. Fergus is ready 
with "Here With You" culled from his 
new album produced by brother Greg 
Hambleton. Tommy Graham will soon 
bow his "After The Goldrush", writ- 
ten by Neil Young, a departure from 
Graham who usually relied on his 
own material. 

NRA Talks In Okinawa 
TOKYO - On April 10, one of the 
member groups of the National Rec- 
ord Assoc. of Japan, which consists 
of business managers of record com- 
panies, talked with seven wholesalers 
from Okinawa, which returned to 
Japan on May 5. 

Though the business managers of 
each company visited the Okinawa 
market in November, and Okinawa 
dealers visited the mainland's record 
companies as well, this is the first 
time that the parties talked officially. 
The business managers told the deal- 
ers that, after Okinawa is returned to 
Japan, the business terms in the area 
will become the same as the ones on 
the mainland. Okinawa has been an 
export market for the mainland, and 
exported disks have been to date ex- 
empted from sales taxes. 

With the new business terms, disks 
will be sold at a fixed price, as on the 
mainland, with the margin of 30% for 
wholesalers in Okinawa. Record com- 
panies will stand shipping charges. 
The business with Okinawa will be 
done through Tokyo offices of each 
companies basically. 

There are three leading record deal- 
ers in Okinawa; Takara Tokei is 
related to Victor Co. of Japan; Ok- 
inawa Record Shoji and Sony Shoji 
are Okinawa branches of Sony. Rec- 
ord companies hope two dealers ex- 
cept Sony Shoji will unite. It seems 
that the request will be accepted by 
them. 

There are about 80 record stores in 
Okinawa with the business of about 
50 to 60 million yen a month.

EDITORIAL: 
The Face Is Changing 

The jukebox and games operating industry is going 
through its most profound changes since the years 
immediately following the end of World War II. From 
styles of operating, to new types of locations, to new 
companies coming into operating, down to the shrink- 
ing number of old line juke operators, today's indus- 
try is changing so fast you can hardly get a bead on 
where it's going, much less on one's own role in it. 

Take the City of Philadelphia, for example. Several 
years ago, you could count almost 200 music and 
games operators working stops there. Today, sources 
estimate maybe 60 or 70 at the most are plying the 
trade there. With routes all over the country selling, 
merging or disintegrating, distributors and factories 
see fewer customers out there, altho (gratefully) they 
are still moving relatively the same numbers of ma- 
chines. This attrition of the smaller route, happening 
simultaneously with the birth of a couple of routes 
that would have to be called "national" in scope, has 
already affected the marketing policies of several ma- 
chine sellers. It's probably having its most profound 
effect upon the machine jobber who traditionally re- 
lied upon a great many customers to move his wares. 

Some say the business is maturing, getting more 
streamlined, more modern in its sales and service 
techniques. Others think that "new blood" everyone 
hoped to see enter the industry has, and these young 
tradesters have brought their young, open minds to 
bear upon a business the old timers still think is just 
taverns and diners. Perhaps the sweep into the mod- 
ern age is healthy for the industry per se, but what 
about the "mom and pop" style route? Where does it 
fit in, and worse, will it be able to withstand the com- 
petition from companies twenty times bigger or more? 
The small route's calling card has always been "better 
personalized service to each individual location" but 
is that enough to beat away huge bonuses and ad- 
vances from the big boys? Often yes, often no. 

And take the big route's problem ... the very dif- 
ficulty of giving its enormous number of stops the 
personalized service required. One "operator baron" 
we spoke to recently said each time he buys another 
route, he can expect a 15% decrease in that route's 
profits, simply because that close personal attention 
just isn't there any longer between local operator and 
local stop. 

To assess one's own strength and weakness in to- 
day's industry, each operator need only look at his 
route policies and find out if he's really in tune with 
what's happening. Are most of his music boxes onto 
2-25¢ play? Do his customers respect him and his 
men as straight businessmen giving straight answers, 
rapid service, new machines and up-to-date records? 
Are his commissions sensible or is he giving away 
too much here and (think about this) not enough 
there? Does he pay his bills on time or is he having 
difficulty buying a new machine some location de- 
mands because he's ducking the distributor? 

More important than anything, ask yourself if 
you're in communication with the people in the in - 

Allied Leisure Bows Flipper Game; 

`Sea Hunt' Intro's Moving Playfield 
HIALEAH-Allied Leisure Industries 
has officially entered the flipper game 
manufacturing arena with the release 
this week of "Sea Hunt," first in a 
series of flippers under the banner 
name "Shakerball." The single -player 
game, which literally incorporates 
player body english into the play of 
the game, is also one of the most 
dramatic design breakthroughs in 
flipper play since the original con- 
ception of pinball itself. 

Sea Hunt's playfield presents the 
familiar flipper game appearance (re- 
plete with thumper bumpers, roll- 
overs, flipper bats, out -lanes, etc.) 
but resides in an upright cabinet (see 
photo) which stands 70" high, and 18" 
closer to the wall than traditional 
flipper pieces. 

The most dramatic feature of Sea 
Hunt, though is its movable playfield. 
By a push-pull motion of the two 
front handles (which move in unison) 
the player actually moves the play - 
field forward and back (a maximum of 
%" either way) affording him the 
rare opportunity to literally jockey 
the board beneath the rolling ball and 
do all sorts of imaginative things to 
boost up the score. For instance, 
should he be skillful enough to get 
the ball between two' of the thumper 
bumpers, he can jockey the board 
forward and back and ring up score 
points like crazy, as long as he can 
keep it in that position. 

In addition, two extra -long flipper 
bats are located toward the front end 
of the playfield and are activated by 
pushing buttons located atop the 
Shakerball handles (similar to the 
firing triggers in jet fighters). The 
game, which incorporates a bullseye 
feature, has 27 ways to score and can 
be set to vend either 5 or 3 balls. 
Play pricing is optional for either 100 
play, 2-25¢ or 3-25¢ (twin chutes are 
standard). 

Sea Hunts, shipping this week to 
Allied distributors throughout the 

ALI Sea Hunt 1 -PL 

USA (and shortly to the foreign 
markets thru Mondial) are available 
in free -play, add -a -ball and amuse- 
ment only versions. 

Allied's sales director Gene Lipkin 
advised that the game's play time is 
faster than traditional flippers and 
that tests have shown Sea Hunt to 
"out earn many of the best pins on 
the market." Lipkin further declared 
that "the unusuality of the cabinet 
will permit Sea Hunt access to many 
stops which do not normally take 
pingames, while the piece is a natural 
for every existing stop now using 
pins." 

He also advised that Sea Hunt is 
just the first in a long planned series 
of Shakerball games and that a two - 
player version, followed by a four - 
player is in the works.

The following day 
brought Findlay and Grillo out into 
the field where they visited at least 
four rural route shops and discussed 
Rock -Ola phonographs with the op- 
erators there. 

Grillo advised that the Rock -Ola 
session will be an annual event for 
Flower City and its customers.
