It's been said that untold numbers 
of laws have been passed to uphold 
the Ten Commandments. As vital an 
instrument for enforcement as are 
the Federal copyright on sound re- 
cordings and the too few statutes on 
state levels, there are many who find 
the rather easy chore of manufactur- 
ing or selling bogus recordings too 
tempting to resist. 

In recent weeks, Cash Box has been 
reporting on crackdowns of illegal 
tape operations in one form or an- 
other. In one area alone, a story in 
this week's issue relates, a lawyer who 
is part of the recently -established 
RIAA investigating team said that 
seizures of bogus tapes are planned 
in at least "five or six" instances of 
sales at the retail level. In Illinois, 
where this its taking place, there are 
no specific statutes against unauthor- 
ized duplication, and product seized 
must await an inventory check before 
it's determined whether the product 
was manufactured after the Federal 
law became active (Feb. 15, 1972). 

And it's certainly food for thought 
when reporting on the industry's sales 
for 1971, the RIAA pointed out that 
the growth of the tape market had 

been hurt by the evil of illegitimate 
merchandise, to the tune of about 
$150 million a year. 

It's plain, then, that the industry 
is dealing with individuals who feel 
they will not be made to answer for 
this nation's laws. Fortunately, there 
are concerned individuals as well as 
organizations who are taking these 
laws seriously, with no intention of al- 
lowing the thievery of their honest 
labors. Last week, we reported on one 
retailer who, at his own expense, has 
taken commercials on one of the local 
stations to explain the harm that il- 
licit recordings inflict on the legiti- 
mate dealer and manufacturer. 

We not only call upon the industry 
to continue to keep its guard up 
against phony recording manufacture 
and sale; we also call for a follow- 
through, to the fullest extent of the 
law, in the prosecution of guilty par- 
ties. They and others who continue 
to flout the laws must know that the 
industry means business in its crack- 
down on this brand of thievery. As 
colorful as many of these bootleg 
stories are, they must become more 
of the exception rather than the dis- 
tressing rule.

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RIAA Team Aids Seizure Of 
10,000 Tapes Near Chicago 
CHICAGO - An injunction prohibit- 
ing the future sale of unauthorized 
tapes has been issued against two 
men, following a raid on their busi- 
ness premises that uncovered 10,000 
allegedly bogus tapes. 

As part of the Recording Industry 
Association of America's network of 
investigators, a complaint was 
prepared by Gary Friedman of the 
law office of Arvey, Hodes & Man- 
tynband of Chicago against Albert 
Gale and his son, Michael, who oper- 
ate G&M Distributing in Skokie, Ill. 

Based on reports by investigators, 
Judge Dan Govelli of the Circuit 
Court of Cook County issued a sei- 
zure order without notice, whereupon 
Friedman and two deputy sheriffs 
raided the premises and seized the 
tapes. The outlet was reportedly mov- 
ing 8,000 unauthorized tapes a week. 
The injunction issued by Judge Covel- 
li prevents the Gales and others in 
their employ from selling phony re- 
cordings. 

Friedman pointed out that this was 
a civil action, since Illinois has no 
laws on the books against the sale of 
bogus recordings. Friedman said his 
office would consider action under the

new amendment of the Federal Copy- 
right law-giving a copyright to 
sound recordings-if, after examina- 
tion of the seized tapes, it was deter- 
mined that the tapes were produced 
after Feb. 15, the date the amendment 
took effect.

Company Financial Report 

CMA's 1st 
Qtr Is Down 
NEW YORK - Creative Management 
Associates, Inc. has reported net in- 
come for the first quarter of 1972 at 
$16,485 or 2$ per share. Income was 
$25,349 or 3e per share for the simi- 
lar period last year. 

Revenues were $1,949,939 for the 
first three months of 1972, compared 
to $2,191,035 for the like 1971 period. 

Freddie Fields, president of CMA, 
emphasized that traditionally the first 
quarter represents a nominal portion 
of the company's annual revenues, 
due to the seasonal nature of televi- 
sion and motion picture production. 

Fields said "GMA will enjoy a sub- 
stantial increase in television rev- 
enues in 1972. The agency will rep- 
resent no less than 16 series on net- 
work television and in TV syndication, 
including renewals on television's top 
program `All in the Family' (CBS), 
as well as 'The Dick Cavett Show' 
(ABC) and `The Newlywed Game' 
(ABC). 

"Among the new GMA programs to 
premiere in 1972 are `Anna and the 
King,' starring Yul Brynner and Sa- 
mantha Eggar (CBS), `Little People,' 
starring Brian Keith (NBC), `The 
Melba Moore Show' (OBS), and two 
animated series, 'Fat Albert and the 
Cosby Kids' (CBS) and `The Brady 
Bunch' (ABC)." 

Although the selling season is not 
yet completed, CMA now has six firm 
series in TV syndication. Fields point- 
ed out that 1972 promises to be a 
record year of television "specials" 
for GMA. These 60 and 90 minute 
shows include those starring Barbara 
Eden, Carole King, Liza Minelli and 
Burt Bacharach among others, and an 
original special, "The Comedy of Doc 
Simon." 

The CMA president predicts "con- 
tinued growth in earnings in the per- 
sonal appearance, concert and con- 
temporary music areas." 

In theatre film production, he said, 
"OMA clients still dominate the 
screen, and we should soon see re- 
turns from potential high -gross films 
including `The Godfather," ̀What's Up 
Doc,' `Junior Bonner,' `Hot Rock,' 
`The Candidate,' `Play It Again, Sam,' 
`Cabaret,' `Deliverance' and 'Owl and 
the Pussycat.'" 

GMA together with Steve McQueen, 
Paul Newman, Sidney Poitier and 
Barbra Streisand, has an equity inter- 
est in The First Artists Production 
Company. Fields expects that by June 
of 1972 First Artists will have com- 
pleted principal photography of five 
major motion pictures: 

"Pocket Money" starring Paul 
Newman and Lee Marvin, "The Geta- 
way" starring Steve McQueen and Ali 
MacGraw, "Up the Sandbox" starring 
Barbra Streisand, "Warm December" 
starring Sidney Poitier, "The Life and 
Times of Judge Roy Bean" starring 
Paul Newman and Ava Gardner, Rod- 
dy McDowall, Stacy Keach, Tab 
Hunter and John Huston.

Under Spar's aegis, tours were 
created for the Beach Boys, The 
Kinks, Sea Train, Tam Rush, the 
Mahavishnu Orchestra with John Mc- 
Laughlin, Gordon Lightfoot, Fairport 
Convention and many other American 
and English acts, including IFA's cur- 
rent Pink Floyd and Elton John tours. 

'Day By Day' 
Rare Caster 
Date On Chart 
NEW YORK - The appearance of 
Bell Records' "Day By Day" from the 
hit musical "Godspell" on the top 100 
singles charts probably marks the 
first time in more than 20 years that 
an original cast version of a show 
tune has achieved hit status, especial- 
ly one by unknown artists. Industry 
experts were unable to recall a simi- 
lar example since the 1940's. While 
many Broadway show tunes have be- 
come hits in recent years, only God - 
spell's "Day By Day" has done it in 
the original cast version. 

This achievement is the latest in a 
series of noteworthy accomplishments 
for "Godspell," which began as an 
off-Broadway show in New York one 
year ago. The Bell staff has 
maintained a constant, full scale, pro- 
mo effort.on "Godspell" for the past 
12 months. From the beginning, Bell 
Records believed that "Godspell" was 
a hit Lp in its own right. 

Successful companies have been in 
production in Boston, Washington, 
D.C. and Los Angeles as well as in 
London, England and in Sydney and 
Melbourne, Australia. Additional 
"Godspell" companies will be opening 
in Toronto in June and in San Fran- 
cisco in July. 

The original cast album of "God - 
spell" won a Grammy Award for the 
best show album in 1971 and for 
many months it was the only original 
cast LP on the U.S. charts. The album 
plus the "Day By Day" single also 
made the British charts within three 
weeks of its release there. Plans are 
now set for "Godspell" to be made 
into a major motion picture to be 
released by Columbia Pictures. 

Jack Music 
Never Say Die 
On Older Copyr't 
NEW YORK - If publishers are con- 
cerned with pushing new material 
than in working a two or three year 
old semi -hit into the thin ranks of the 
"contemporary standard" category, 
than an exception to this policy is 
Jack Music Inc., and its work on "Ev- 
erybody's Reaching Out For Some- 
one." 

Written some two years ago by 
Jack Clement staff writers Allen Rey- 
nolds and Dickey Lee, the tune was 
first recorded by Shirley Jones. 
Though the Jones version was unsuc- 
cessful, the song was picked by Decca 
as a "B" side for Brenda Lee's "If 
This Is Our Last Time." Following a 
period of neck -and -neck play with the 
"A" side, the song was cut by Pat 
Daisy for RCA. 

The Pat Daisy version sold upwards 
of 85,000 copies, hit the top 15 and 
remained on the charts for quite some 
time. As part of the promo for the 
record, Jack Music prepared a special 
letter -writing campaign for RCA, and 
shot film clips of the artist for use 
both domestically and abroad. 

The Brenda Lee version has just 
been released as an "A" side in Great 
Britain, and a Japanese phonetic ar- 
rangement is in the works. Jack Mu- 
sic is continuing its drive for cover 
versions, and says it has a number of 
major artists interested in recording 
it.

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Infringers In All Areas 

Blasted By NMPA's Chiantia 
NEW YORK - National Music Pub- 
lishers' Association president Sal Chi- 
antia delivered a slashing attack on 
infringers of copyrights in all fields, 
promising increased action against 
infringers. 

Speaking at the association's annu- 
al meet here last week (9), he de- 
plored a diminishing respect for the 
rights of creative artists and the in- 
creasing profits which professional 
infringers see in appropriation of 
copyright. 

Chiantia head of MCA Music, said: 
"Modern technology has made the act 
of infringement easier and the protec- 
tion of copyrights more difficult. 
Copyright proprietors are con- 
fronted, on the one hand, by tape and 
record pirates who profit from their 
criminal activities and, on the other 
hand, by those who, out of ignorance 
or for their own convenience, repro- 
duce our printed product. As to the 
`professional infringer,' it is the obli- 
gation of NMPA to fight them with 
every resource at its command. As to 
the others, we must maintain constant 
vigilance to search out all the old and 
the new forms of infringement and 
conduct a program of education. Or- 
ganizations which should know better 
must be made aware of their sins." 

Decision Hailed 

Robert C. Osterberg, of Abeles & 

Clark, counsel for The Harry Fox 
Agency, the licensing division of 
NMPA, hailed the recent decision of 
the Ninth Circuit Court which stated 
that the compulsory license provi- 
sions of the United States Copyright 
Statute may not be invoked for the 
purpose of duplicating existing re- 
cordings, but only for new recordings. 
A recent petition by the defendants 
for re -hearing before the Court had 
been rejected. Osterberg noted that 
this decision, together with the ex- 
tended penalties provided under the 
Anti -Piracy Act of 1971, provide new 
weapons in the publishers' war against 
pirates. He cited a number of suc- 
cessful actions undertaken by his 
firm, as well as the many actions in 
various stages of litigation through- 
out the country. Cooperation and 
coordination of the drive against pi- 
rates with the Recording Industries 
Association of America and law en- 
forcement agencies is developing 
effectively, according to Osterberg. 

L. Peter Parcher, of Orenstein, Ar- 
row, Silverman & Parcher, special 
counsel for NMPA in the field of gra- 
phic infringement, outlined four chief 
problem areas which must be dealt 
with and presented a blueprint of 
action for dealing with each area. 
Professional infringement in the form 
of fake books, although diminished, 
continues to be a problem and must 
be dealt with, employing the full 
force of the penalties of the law. The 
degree of severity of action against 

other infringers must be a matter of 
individual judgment determined by 
the apparent intent. 

Both attornies stressed the impor- 
tance of effective investigation. 

Chiantia commented that: "Music 
publishers devote their energies and 
invest their money in creating and 
recreating catalogue and then find 
their writers and themselves cheated 
by looters. It is the function and, in- 
deed, the dedication of this Associa- 
tion to protect the rights of writers 
and publishers everywhere." 

Leonard Feist, exec vice president 
of the Association, summarized copy- 
right developments of the past year, 
including the association's successful 
activity in domestic anti -piracy legis- 
lation and the international Anti - 
Piracy Convention, as well as its role 
as an adviser to the United States 
Delegation to the Conferences for the 
Revision of the Universal Copyright 
Convention and the Berne Convention. 
He cited as a major accomplishment, 
the exemption of lyrics of musical 
works from compulsory license provi- 
sions which were written into the re- 
vised Conventions. The status of the 
long -pending Copyright Revision Bill 
and the necessity for further exten- 
sion of subsisting copyrights which 
would otherwise expire at the end of 
1972, were discussed by Feist and 
NMPA's plans for action at the ap- 
propriate times were outlined in 
broad terms. The Association's Ex- 
ecutive Vice President also indicated 
the scope of the Association's activi- 
ties vis-a-vis the government in the 
many areas which concern music pub- 
lishers. 

Leon J. Brettler, on behalf of the 
board of directors of The Harry Fox 
Agency, and Albert Berman, manag- 
ing director of the agency, brought 
the meeting up-to-date on the Agen- 
cy's progress. Reduction of the agen- 
cy's commissions on mechanical roy- 
alty collections to 314% a year one - 
and -a -half years ago had not in any 
way diminished the agency's effec- 
tiveness. The commission is the lowest 
for such services of any licensing and 
collection agency in the world. The 
number of principals who license 
through the agency continues to in- 
crease and the volume of royalties 
handled continues to mount. 

Several new projects in the plan- 
ning stages were briefly outlined with 
details to be subsequently announced.

In making the announcement of the 
meeting, Malamud stated, "The pur- 
pose of the meeting will be set forth 
and coordinate an initial program 
which will be handled through the 
nine regional chairmen of the Anti - 
Piracy Committee. Each regional 
chairman has a regional committee 
with whom he will work. All members 
of the Anti -Piracy Committee, both at 
the chairman and member level are 
volunteers, who have expressed their 
eagerness to participate.

NASSAU COLISEUM, NY - Jethro 
Tull provided one of the most out- 
rageous stage shows ever witnessed 
for about 30,000 people during two 
shows at the new arena; it was the 
last stop on their current tour. They 
had the audience with them all the 
way and eventually left amidst thun- 
derous applause. With the P.A. sys- 
tem suspended from the ceiling so 
as to provide a better side view, the 
quintet first performed their latest 
Reprise LP "Thick As A Brick." The 
rendition included added instrumental 
detours as well as a reading of the 
news by Jeffrey Hammond -Hammond. 
This featured the group dressed in 
assorted costumes such as a rabbit 
and gorilla and provided for a short 
humorous break near the end of the 
song. 

To single out Ian Anderson's flute 
solo might be somewhat unfair as 
each member played exceptionally 
well, but he was simply incredible. 
Anderson is the only original member 
left but Jethro Tull exhibited why 

they are one of the best groups 
around.

Stories 

BITTER END, NYC - Bette Midler 
is a star! Put her in Las Vegas (or 
Lost Wages as she prefers to call it), 
or a small club in the Village, and 
she's still a star! Miss Midler is a 
show business personality all the way 
around. She dances, sings and enter- 
tains-and the crowd at the Bitter 
End last weekend (13) could have 
watched her routine all evening long. 

When singing, the marvelous 'Miss 
M' is absolutely marvelous. She is ca- 
pable of performing jazz, blues and 
popular material as was evidenced by 
her rousing renditions of "Delta 
Dawn," "Leader Of The Pack," 
"Chatanooga Choo-Choo" and Buzzy 
Linhart's "Friends" which was used 
to open and close the show. Her wit 
is sharp and effective, and her dance 
steps, used in most instances for 
comic relief, were totally refreshing. 

Though signed to Atlantic, no al- 
bum or single has been released to 
date. But Bette Midler fans can't 
wait. They seem to be on to some- 
thing good-and they know it. And 
Bette knows it. And soon, everyone 
will! 

Opening the show for Miss Midler 
was Kama Sutra quartet, Stories who 
provided the audience with a most 
melodic and enjoyable set of original 
material authored by group members 
Ian Lloyd and Michael Brown. 

Though Stories' musk was well re- 
ceived, it became obvious as the night 
wore on, that the audience who came 
specifically to hear Bette, was holding 
back-desiring to save its energies 
and standing ovations for Miss 
Midler. 

Gifted in both the writing and per- 
forming departments, Stories per- 
formed many selections from their 
debut album including "You Told 
Me," "High And Low," "Step Back," 
and their current single, "I'm Coming 
Home." Also performed was a new 
entry into the Stories catalog, "Top 
Of The City," 

There is no doubt that Stories will 
happen-and happen big. There's 
something about them that sets the 
group apart from most others. It's 
more than talent. It's the feeling of 
satisfaction and accomplishment that 
Stories projects when on stage. It's 
the easiness and accuracy with which 
they deliver their material. And, it's 
the material itself! Material that ap- 
peals to everyone-regardless of age 
or musical preferences. 

Bette Midler and Stories provided 
the Bitter End with an evening of 
absolute enjoyment, tremendous tal- 
ent, and fond memories. They are two 
acts that must not be taken lightly.

Van Morrison 
Grin 

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - Every 
other time I've gone to a Van Mor- 
rison concert, one of two things hap- 
pened. Either Morrison himself was 
having an off night or the crowd was 
so sparse as to provide little ignition 
for him to lift off on. Happily, though, 
my perseverance has won out, for 
Thursday night Van Morrison ap- 
peared before a packed Carnegie 
house and was nothing less than mag- 
nificent. 

In contrast to some of the boorish 
audiences which have been congre- 
gating at Carnegie in recent weeks, 
Thursday's people were respectful 
and attentive though their good man- 
ners never got in the way of some 
good natured boogie-ing when Van 
got down to the rocking bone. 'Mor- 
rison fans cover a wide spectrum- 
some going back as far as his Them 
days-others attracted by his recent 
Warner Bros. albums. But everyone 
was together in total appreciation 
from the moment he hit the stage. 

Well, hit the stage isn't quite ac- 
curate-Morrison sashayed onto the 
stage. Playing guitar about 50% of 
the time he ran through more than a 
dozen songs, several of which are 
from his upcoming album. Of these, 
the title tune, "St. Dominic's Pre- 
view," was particularly smashing. 
More familiar material included "Wild 
Night," "Into The Mystic," "Brawn 
Eyed Girl" and "Tupelo Honey." His 
rousing treatment of the Erroll Gar- 
ner standard "Misty" came as a gen- 
uine surprise. And his encores of 
"Domino" and "Blue Money" were 
impeccably done. 

Opening the proceedings was Grin, 
the group headed by Nils Lofgren, a 
superb guitar technician. They are 
an extremely tight playing unit which 
is most effective when going at a 
loud and furious pace. And that's 
pretty much the pace they maintained 
as they charged through several 
selections from their Spindizzy (Epic) 
LP's. e.k. 

Carly Simon 
TROUBADOUR, L.A. - Through the 
trick of time-lapse photography, we 
can watch a bud blossom into a 
flower in seconds. That's roughly the 
same effect created in Los Angeles 
over Carly Simon's three engage- 
ments at this club. The first time 
through, the potential showed. The 
second time, she was obviously a per- 
former to be reckoned with. By the 
third time, though, she has proven 
herself to be one of the brightest and 
most impressive performers making 
the club circuit. 

Miss Simon's act has changed con- 
siderably over the months, and all for 
the better. She now spends but one 
song behind the piano; the rest of the 
time she is up front where the audi- 
ence can see her as well as hear those 
fine songs. The program, too, has ex- 
panded. She has developed the self- 
confidence and sense of showmanship 
needed to present good material by 
other writers rather than struggle 
along under the all -too -constrictive 
"singer -songwriter" tag. 

Opening her set with Livingston 
Taylor's "In My Reply," Miss Simon 
alternates her own strong songs- 
"Anticipation," "The Garden," and, of 
course, "That's the Way I've Always 
Heard It Should Be"-with John 
Prine's "Angel from Montgomery," 
Kris Kristofferson's uncharacteristic 
"I've Got To Have You" and a couple 
of real surprises, and Everly Brothers 
medley and "Ob La Di, Ob La Da." 

Miss Simon's band, led by guitarist 
Jim Ryan, are all fine. The drummer 
is good on the electric numbers, but 
unfortunately uses the same warmed- 
over West Coast rock riffs on the 
quieter stuff, as well. Maybe if every- 
body in the band were to chip in and 
buy him a set of brushes ... t.e. 

The James Gang 
Elephant's Memory 

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - Every- 
thing about the James Gang is pro- 
fessional, from even before the walk 
onstage until the very end of their 
show (which usually doesn't end until 
after a couple of encores). Right from 
the four musicians, through the road 
crew -equipment handlers and road 
manager, they are one of the smooth- 
est running rock acts around. 

Their set went like clockwork. 
Walking onstage and plugging in, the 
foursome immediately achieved per- 
fect balance and launched right into 
"Funk #49," their really big hit. 
Most groups would save their big 
song for last as a climax but the 
James Gang began with it because 
they were justifiably confident that 
they could build the set from that 
point until the end. 

And the set was built by both the 
group and the audience, as crowds of 
fans swarmed to the stage, stomping 
and yelling in time as the Gang put 
out its special brand of rhythmic 
blues -rock. Old tunes were mixed with 
new numbers from the "Straight - 
shooter" album, and all the songs 
were neatly tied together with ex- 
tended improvisation and guitar, bass 
and drum solos. 

Elephant's Memory demonstrated 
the ",Power Of Boogie" by rocking 
its way through a powerful set that 
included "Mongoose", "Gypsy Wolf" 
and "Cryin' Black Sheep Blues" 
(that's a lot of animals for an ele- 
phant to remember). The five -piece 
group is tight and stable, sparked by 
the volatile sax and vocals of Stan 
Bronstein. 

Over the years, Elephant's Mem- 
ory has gone through a number of 
musical bags and then became at- 
tached to the end -the -war, freedom - 
of -expression movement, as can be 
demonstrated by "Liberation Special." 

No, John & Yoko Lennon did not 
show up to play with Elephant's 
Memory as some people had antici- 
pated, being as the famous pair pro- 
duced the group's last Apple album 
and has played with them in the past. 
A guest appearance would have been 
nice, but the group certainly has the 
musical strength to stand on its own.

Al Green 
COPACABANA, NY - Four years 
ago, a white soul singer named Tom 
Jones debuted at the Copa. It's taken 
about four years of opening nights 
to come up with a similarly sensa- 
tional Copa introduction. This time 
the performer is Al Green, a black 
singer whose soul -stirring perform- 
ance set-off an immediate spark of 
acceptance from the audience. 

Shortly after going soul with a 
variation of "Hello, Dolly," the audi- 
ence was with him all the way, lead- 
ing someone to remark: "He's got 
them already!" And he kept them 
from that point on, whether doing 
his London -handled Hi hits (e.g. 
"Tired of Being Alone," "Look What 
You Done for Me") or bringing new 
soul meaning to "How Can You Mend 
a Broken Heart" and "We've Only 
Just Begun." Usually, I find soul 
versions of top tunes more than a 
trifle artificial. Green seems to make 
pop renditions of these songs sound 
artificial! 

Green, who is warm, confident and 
sincere, gave what can only be 
described as a "soul recital." This 
may sound stuffy, but he brings his 
art to that kind of level without 
losing sight of its roots.

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HOLLYWOOD-MICHAEL JACKSON: SUPERSTAR 

Don't hear much about superstars in this column. And we've been hearing 
about. "Why do you spend all that space in the Hollywood column on people 
we've never heard of? Just because they're good doesn't mean they're famous." 
"We want to hear about Rod, and John & Yoko, and where's that exclusive inter- 
view with Elvis we've all been waiting for? "I don't have all day to read this junk. 
Why don't you write about somebody I've heard of?" Just some of the questions, 
folks, that pile in every day. 

Right they are, too. We don't talk to enough superstars. It's been ages since 
we've seen Mick, and Mark, Mel and Don just don't drop by like they used to. 
I saw Merle Haggard the other day, but it was from across the room and he's too 
country anyway. Or, as somebody at a country -supported record company told 
me with a perfectly straight face a couple of weeks ago, "Country music doesn't 
need the publicity. The fans are faithful, and just wait for the next album to 
come out." But I digress. 

Michael Jackson. What do you say to a 13 -year old kid? What if he's got a lot 
more money coming to him in a year than you're likely to make in your life?" 

You could ask him about his snake. Michael has a boa constrictor, and I'll 
bet that Donny Osmond, despite his other considerable virtues, doesn't. Michael 
also has several German shepherds, one of which, Lobo, has been known to take 
chunks out of the Hollywood Press Corps. Nobody's told him that horsemeat's 
more nourishing. Less fat. 

Familiar territory. We asked him about "Rockin' Robin." The song, having 
come out in 1958 (Bobby Day Class Records), is older than Michael. "I remember 
the song. My dad had the record. Before we were professionals, my brothers and 

NEW YORK-LATIN: POP'S LAST ETHNIC FRONTIER? 
It's been heard a lot around here of late: "This year, it's in to be Puerto 

Rican." You know, how everyone last year was into Indians, and before that, 
blacks? To be less trendy and more accurate, "Latin," catch-all phrase that it is, 
would probably be a better term as far as music's concerned. As broad a term 
as "European" (taking in a variety of old and new world cultures) "Latin" power 
is nevertheless being clearly felt today in rock as one supertrend. Santana alone 
might have been dismissed as a fad; but now with Malo a Top 10 LP and 
singles act and the existence of an increasing interest in the "roots" of it all 
(most notably in Tito Puente) "Latin" rock is obviously here to stay. 

It's been a long fight. Firstly, the novelty image of a Latin sound had to be 
shaken off. Much of this problem can be traced to the dance tune syndrome, 
which as far as Latin is concerned can be traced as far back as the thirties, in 
hits like Artie Shaw's "Begin The Beguine." Too many thought of the music as 
what you merely moved with rather than listened to. And basically, it was the 
non -Latin American artist who saw the early successes. It was not until the 
late forties and early fifties that the Latin bandleader became an accepatable 
part of the nation's music scene. Here too however, it w2s the dance band that 
triumphed in the form of Xavier Cugat, Perez Prado ("Cherry Pink And Apple 
Blossom White, "Patricia") and, via the tube, Desi Arnez and his "Babalu." 

The non -Latins were still very much in the public eye too in the fifties: Leroy 
Anderson ("Blue Tango"), Perry Como ("Papa Loves Mambo") and Martin Denny 
("Quiet Village") to cite a few. But the music was changing. Rock began to feel 
the Latin urge: first with American flavor (The Champs' "Tequila") and then with 
the first Latin rock idol, Ritchie Valens. 

Michael Jackson Mandrill Tito Puente 

I would work together on an act. We'd do a lot of James Brown things, and 

other songs that were popular then. I was always the lead singer for the group; I 

started when I was five. Jermaine's only started singing lead recently. Don't 
know why, but it was always me. Jermaine's working on a solo album, now." 
"Rockin' Robin." "Some of the people at Motown suggested it to me. It's one of 

my favorites." 
We asked Michael what other songs he's done that he especially enjoys. The

While it is impossible to know for sure how much staying power Valens would 
have had, had not the plane crash of '59 ("the day the music died") occured, 
he did obviously fill a need while he was alive and paved the way for other Latin 
vocalists. And obviously, "La Bamba" had proved that there was more to the 
sound than a "Tea For Two Cha -Cha" or a "Lisbon Antigua." 

Harry Belafonte brought an island sound, calypso, to the American scene in 

'57 ("Day -O," "Jamaica Farewell") but it appeared to be too limited in scope 
for even he to carry through into the bulk of the sixties. In that decade, the pri- 
mary thrust in Latin came through the back door of jazz: Getz & Gilberto and the 
bosa nova influence, Mongo Santamaria ("Watermelon Man") and later, Sergio 
Mendes and his various Brasil's. The decade still applauded things like Marty 
Robbins' "El Paso" and Jay & The Americans "Come A Little Bit Closer," but a 

blind youth by the name of Jose Feliciano brought the Valens legend up to date, 
turning the tables on American artists with his version of "Light My Fire." Trini 
Lopez, in addition to accomplishing similar feats, was also one of the first artists 
to bring the rock beat to the MOR audience. And a truly ethnic revival of sorts 
took New York and much of the east by storm with the success of Joe Cuba's 
"Bang "Bang" and Jimmy Castor's "Hey Leroy." While these successes didn't 
measure up in record sales to the power of "Limbo Rock" by Chubby Checker 
or the phenomenal Herb Alpert's reworking of the mariachi sound, it proved that 
hard, unabashed Latin post -rock sounds could make it in the pop market. 

Santana's explosive "Oye Como Va" brought the name of its originator, Tito 
Puente, to a modicum of pop respectibility. The Roulette -affiliated Tico artist is 

making tremendously inventive and fiery recordings now which could at any mo- 

ment break through with the right push. Another Tico artist, La Lupe, has become 
a TV talk show staple. The pre -Joplin Latin dynamo also now has the public 
notoreity to make it on the Top 40, ripping apart her material with machete -like 
precision and Academy award -winning dramatic intensity. 

Malo, Santana, El Chicano and others represent the younger generation of 
American -born, rock -weaned Latins now finding the barriers to pop stardom at 
an all-time low. Eddie Palmieri (Tico) has proven B. B. King and Johnny Cash 

haven't got the penal circuit all sewn up yet with an LP "Recorded Live At Sing 
Sing." Mongo Santamaria is hard at work at Atlantic and Joe Cuba's Sextet (Tico) 
is making finer music than ever. There could just be a Latin musical revolution 
in the making now that will make everything that has preceeded it look like just 
a bowl of cold frijoles. The multi -influences of Jamaica, Puerto Rico, Brazil, Cuba, 

Spain and Mexico are growing on their own turf and could easily march ashore 
a victorious army of conquerors. robed adels 
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LOOKIN' THROUGH THE WINDOWS-Jackson 
5-Motown M750L 

Jackson 5 fans come in three varieties. One 
gets misty -eyed over their ballads, and for 
them their latest features "To Know," the title 
tune and the mighty "If I Have To Move A 
Mountain." For the kind of fan that likes to 
move with their music, there are the chuggin' 
"Don't Let Your Baby Catch You" and "I Can 
Only Give You Love" in addition to their hit 
single, "Little Bitty Pretty One!" The third 
variety, which includes most everybody, loves 
whatever they do. Especially for them, a ver- 
sion of a Motown oldie, "Ain't Nothing Like 
The Real Thing" and the album's surprise 
monster cut, "Doctor My Eyes." Expect this 
to be no exception in their career of hits. 

FREE AT LAST-Free-A&M 4349 
Free was one of the few rock groups that 

had the power to mesmerize audiences, live 
and recorded. When the English quartet broke 
up, the loss was deeply felt. They probably 
realized this, because now they are back to- 
gether, Free at last, and more potent than 
ever. This is the high power rock group that 
applies classy subtley with clever craft. Free 
radiates incandescent energy, but with finesse 
and beautiful simplicity, making it enjoyable 
to listen again and again to cuts such as 
"Magic Ship," "Garden Of The Universe," 
"Child" and "Little Bit Of Love." 

THE RISE AND FALL OF ZIGGY STARDUST 
AND THE SPIDERS FROM MARS-David Bowie 
-RCA LSP-4702 

If they are still putting phonograph records 
in time capsules, then we would like to recom- 
mend the new Bowie for inclusion. David's 
latest full-scale invasion of the mind is the 
telling saga of a rock and roll star's trek 
through a garden of unearthly delights. The 
songs are uniformly brilliant and the produc- 
tion by Bowie and Ken Scott is virtually flaw- 
less. It's an electric age nightmare. It's a cold 
hard beauty. It's another example of the shin- 
ing genius of David Bowie. An album to take 
with you into the 1980's. 

BLOODROCK LIVE-Capitol SVBB-11038 
The best things on this double album by 

Bloodrock are the tracks where the band gets 
a chance to stretch out over an extended 
period of time. Like most good rock groups, 
Bloodrock is at their most effective when they 
can lay the foundation for a song and then 
construct layer upon layer of sounds. Listen 
to "Breach Of Lease," "Gotta Find A Way," 
"Lucky In The Morning" and ,of course, 
"D.O.A." which fairly sizzles. The LP was re- 
corded live at the Chicago Amphitheater. 

CASTLES - Joy Of Cooking - Capitol ST - 
11050 

This is the third Joy of Cooking album and 
quite probably the best. They are one of those 
groups whose talent is so readily apparent, 
even from the outset, that you tend to take 
them for granted. But "Castles," despite its 
similarity to the previous two LP's, us still 
capable of surprising a listener. The bulk of 
the songs here were composed by pianist 
Toni Brown but the two Terry Garthwaite 
compositions impressed us as particularly 
thoughtful and sincerely executed. These are 
"Home Town Man" and "Three Day Loser." 
The Blind Lemon Jefferson blues song, "Bad 
Luck Blues" also comes in for a strong rendi- 
tion. Another joyful disk from J of C.

WATERBEDS IN TRINDAD-The Association-

The Association makes its Columbia debut 
with an LP as relaxing and refreshing as its 
title.

Recently released 
single "Darling Be Home Soon" is only one 
of the pleasing entries to be found here. 
Among the others: a fine Ron Davies tune,

"Snow Queen." Long time fans of the Asso- 
ciation will want to add this to their collection 
and those just discovering the group's worth 
will no doubt treasure a copy too.

SO TOUGH-The Beach Boys-Reprise 2MS

If any further proof were needed that the 
Beach Boys have been ahead of their time, 
it should be the fact that their "Pet Sounds" 
album, originally released in 1966, and now 
re-released as half of this two record set, 
sounds new as this morning. As for "Carl And 
The Passions-So Tough," it's every bit as 
adventurous and tightly knit as we could have 
hoped. "He Come Down," "Marcella" and 
"Cuddle Up" should quickly assume positions 
as Beach Boys classics. "So Tough" is right! 
The Beach Boys aren't merely ahead of their 
time-they're outside of time! We can go 
ahead with summer now that this stupendous 
record has come. 

SAIL AWAY - Randy Newman - Reprise MS 
2064 

This is the studio Newman on God, country 
and love. From an early tune already recorded 
by Alan Price and Nilsson, "Simon Smith And 
The Amazing Dancing Bear" to the embittered 
"God's Song (That's Why I Love Mankind)," 
it's the most straightforward yet enigmatic 
stuff to be written in the post -WWII era. Or, 
should we say, pre-WWIII (for details, see 
"Political Science" or as its known to his 
followers, "Let's Drop The Big One"). Our 
resident poet/pianist/vocalist rides again. 

THE CHUCK MANGIONE QUARTET-Mercury 
1631 

Chuck Mangione is an explorer of tonal 
combinations. With two previous albums under 
his belt, both recorded live with a big band 
setup, this versatile flugelhornist-pianist has 
changed format to a tight quartet comprising 
Gerry Niewood, sax, flute, tuba; Joel Di Bar - 
tolo, electric bass and drummer Ron Davis. 
Although his quartet doesn't have the tone 
spectrum of his orchestra, it is able to change 
direction with more speed and flexibility, 
thereby exploring regions of experimental jazz 
where an orchestra could never fit. Vivid sound 
pictures can be found in "Self Portrait" and 
"Floating." 

HOBO'S LULLABY-Arlo Guthrie-Reprise MS 
2060 

His latest album features 10 songs, chiefly 
contributed by writing talents other than his 
own. From the songbag of Kweskin's Jug 
Band, there's "Ukelele Lady," from Dylan; 
"When The Ship Comes In," from the country 
hall of fame; "Anytime," "Shackles & Chains" 
and "Hobo's Lullaby." Hoyt Axton is repre- 
sented by two more, as is Arlo himself. Father 
Woody's "1913 Massacre" is a standout as is 
"Lightning Bar Blues." You can get everything 
you want from Arlo, satisfaction guaranteed. 

DIXIE LEE INNES-Bell 6074 
The Original Caste rose to national promi- 

nence with their single of "One Tin Soldier" 
but never reached their true station after that. 
Now the lead singer of that group makes her 
bid for the solo sweepstakes and what a bid 
it is! Dixie is a sure-footed belter and a fan- 
tastic singer of sweet songs too. Working 
under the sure production hand of Rick Jar- 
rard, she excels on pieces by Fred Neil, Ian 
Tyson and Gordon Lightfoot. This whole album 
is a joy but among the choicest cuts are 
"Hymn" and "Nous Vivons Ensemble (We've 
Got To Stay Together)." 

ROOTS AND BRANCHES-Dillards-Anthem 
5901 

The Dillards have an interesting family tree 
that culminates nicely to date on their new 
"Roots And Branches" album. Beginning their 
collective career as a pure bluegrass -folk 
group, they became fully electric for the first 
folk-rock boom and reshuffled personnel, los- 
ing bassist Mitch Jayne in the process. After 
a while, they returned to acoustic folk and 
Jayne rejoined. And now that the whole music 
scene has merged and mellowed, the Dillards 
have emerged with an album that mixes both 
acoustic and electric sounds; roots and 
branches merge on Anthem Records with 
"Forget Me Not," "Redbone Hound," "Big 
Bayou."

NEW YORK-MANDRILL: ON THE STREETS WHERE YOU LIVE 

It has been difficult, in many cases, for audiences to identify with performers 
on the stage. Many performers are isolated from their audiences by an invisible 
shield that seems to divide the "stars" from the "star -seekers." Few groups 
have been able to shatter that shield-Mandrill is one. 

Raised in Brooklyn's Bedford-Stuyvesant section, Mandrill is more than familiar 
with the likes and dislikes of the people. They are a part of the people. And once 

you're aware of what the people are after, you've won half the battle. 
Mandrill's music is an angry blend of Latin and rock, with each members in- 

fluences contributing to the overall sound and style of the group. Their first Poly- 
dor album served only as an introduction to the group, and it came at a time 
when Santana had already gained the acceptance of Latin -rock enthusiasts. So, 

we wondered whether or not Mandrill would survive. Well, they did more than 
just survive. They progressed. Both as writers and as musicians. 

The seven man band just recently released its second album, "Mandrill Is," 
which is an enormous step forward from their previous LP release. Mandrill, con- 
sisting of Louis, Ric & Carlos Wilson, Omar Mesa, Claude Cave, and Fudgie Kae, 
and Charlie Padro, employ the use of trumpets, flutes, sax, trombone, apart from 
the standard guitar, bass, congas and drum set up. Thus, they can achieve a 

more varied and diversified sound. 
What makes their new album so interesting is the group's ability to perform 

tightly constructed material. Though "Ape Is High," and "Children Of The Sun" 
run for five minutes or more, no interest is lost in the tune because of Mandrill's 
ability to both play well and create exciting, moving music. 

On stage though, Mandrill's music really comes alive with all the savage 
vibrance of a tribal celebration. All the energy and power, all the feeling and 
sentiment that went into the creation of the songs is transferred to the audience, 
who immediately become an integral part of the group's performance. Man- 
drill will return to New York's Carnegie Hall in early June. And if you haven't 
been lucky enough to see them live, you ought to make every effort this time 
around. k.k.

"The group sounds entirely different 
when we're all playing together 'live' when we're in the studio with all that 
overdubbing. When we heard the concert tapes, we were just knocked out." 

At Chino (Calif.) Men's Prison, watching B.B. King turn a hot gymnasium into 
a torrid concert hall, we chatted with a con or two. What they need there, indus- 
tryites, are books, magazine subscriptions, musical instruments, and equipment 
for the penal institute's radio station. 

Jeff Thomas and 'I played the inquiring reporter, and asked B.B. what he 
thought of his British sidemen from a couple of albums ago. "Well," he told us, 
"even though they're English, their form of the blues isn't too different from our 
form of the blues. They knew a lot of my songs, and that made it easy. Every 
once in a while one of the newer musicians would try to put in some modern 
licks and change things, but I didn't have to worry about it. Anytime something 
went down that wasn't right, Ringo Starr or Klaus Voormann would tell the guys, 
'Hey, that's not B.B.!' Imagine-Ringo's a millionaire and I'm just a pauper, and 
he's wants to make sure that the sound on my record is just right! King's next 
album will be self -produced, most likely, "the way we used to sound." Jeff asked 
if he was going to return to recording in Memphis, the town he calls home. "I 
haven't recorded there in twenty years, but it's an idea. There are lots of good 
studios there. My first hit was recorded in a Y.M.C.A., and the second was in a 
guy's apartment. It doesn't make much difference, though, if the presentation 
is right." 

The Guess Who had added Donny McDougall, formerly of Mother Ticker's 
Yellow Ducks. Cute, but what instrument does he play, if any? 13 -year -old Tanya 
Tucker, a resident of Las Vegas, has been signed to Columbia.

Fillmore 

PLAZA THEATER, NYC - Last 
Tuesday night might have been sub- 
titled a quiet evening of sentimental 
bliss and amity with Bill Graham. 
"Filmore," a color documentary de- 
picting the last days of that venerable 
West Coast rock emporium, was given 
an invitational screening at the Plaza 
prior to its non -release. Graham has 
cancelled regular showings of the 
movie pending an appeal on its R 
rating-a classification which would 
limit its audience to the old folks of 
the over seventeen bracket. 

The film is about evenly divided be- 
tween performances of various San 
Francisco based bands and footage of 
Graham handling over the telephone. 
Needless to say, unless you're a blood 
relation or a close chum of Graham, 
the former holds more interest. It's 
not that Graham doesn't have some 
engaging moments and it's not as if 
his day to day life is humdrum, but 
the main thrust of the movie (just as 
it was with the hall itself) has got to 
be the music. Obviously the film- 
makers set out to paint a sympathetic 
picture of Graham and, once it be- 
comes apparent that they are succeed- 
ing in portraying him as a well- 
intentioned though hardnosed sort of 
guy, the viewer can't be blamed for 
wanting to get back to the rock and 
roll. 

The performers roster reads like a 
Who's Who of Bay area bands. A 
few, like the New Riders Of The Pur- 
ple Sage, are shown only in fleeting 
rehearsal glimpses and others, most 
noticeably the Jefferson Airplane, are 
barely seen at all. It's A Beautiful 
Day, one of the better ensembles of 
the day, gets pretty short shrift too, 
though they manage to come off 
looking and sounding fine during 
their all too brief appearance. 

Hot Tuna, the Grateful Dead, 
Quicksilver and Santana get lots of 
coverage. Split screen effects and the 
zoom lens are employed almost to the 
point of distraction. And there are 
plenty of interesting feet shots, 
though none as dramatically involv- 
ing as in "Monterrey Pop." Natural- 
ly, your own taste will have much to 
do with how you evaluate the groups 
in the picture. My own view is that 
Lamb, Cold Blood, the Dead and 
Quicksilver walked away with top 
honors. Visually, the Santana seg- 
ment was the most arresting. 

Like the Fillmore itself the movie 
passes by quickly. And by the end one 
has a little better understanding of 
exactly what the Fillmore experience 
meant, the part it played in our lives, 
and the void which was created when 
it ceased to be.

Tony Bennett 
EMPIRE ROOM, N.Y. - The world's 
best singer, according to Frank Sina- 
tra, certainly sounded like the world's 
best singer at his opening at the Em- 
pire Room. 

It's Sinatra on tape, no less, who 
introduces Bennett in those terms, 
and the Columbia Records' performer 
doesn't let the other world's best 
singer down. Bennett is as much a 
"musician" as he is a singer. Apart 
from . his uncanny sense of what a 
lyric stands for, Bennett seems a part 
of orchestra that accompanies it. And 
the one at the Empire, directed by 
pianist/arranger John Bunch, is, Ben- 
nett has seen to it, a continuous de- 
light to the ear. His bill -of -fare is, of 
course, the good pop stuff, including 
"Summer of '42," "Smile," "Get Hap- 
py," "Something," "Let There Be 
Love," "There Will Never Be Another 
You," and "Mabe This Time," that 
instant standard from the film version 
of "Cabaret," and Tony's new single. 
"Dignity" may be a stuffy word, but 
that's what Bennett pours into the 
heart of a song.

Milton Chesley Carroll 
CASTAWAYS, NYC - Up from 
Waxshatchee, Texas, Milton Chesley 
Carroll is a man of many voices. He 
could have been a disk jockey with 
little trouble, his sonorous tones 
filling a room before he has even 
stepped both feet inside, a variety of 
accents from a British "'Ello Luv!" 
to his native "Well, how do!" shined 
and sparkling in his narrative reper- 
toire. 

But Milton writes and sings in a 
very carefully etched voice all his 
own. The RCA artist is vaguely remi- 
niscent of the early sounds that 
ementated from the Sun studios in the 
fifties down Nashville way-Jerry Lee 
Lewis, Charlie Rich, Roy Orbison. At 
least in the sense that each note 
comes out with the force of a team of 
wild horses. You don't usually mess 
with that kind of power. But Carroll 
tempers 'it with the right touch of 
honey and jam, thus making his per- 
formance both strong and mellow.

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - Not only 
is a Younglbloods' crowd gung-ho for 
their favorite group, they are also 
open-minded and more than passively 
aware of the current music scene. At- 
lantic's Batdorf & Rodney were virtu- 
ally overwhelmed with the response 
they received from the warm and 
willing crowd and as their set prog- 
ressed, their spirit peaked to a point 
far above that displayed on their de- 
but LP.

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Columbia Signs Sonny James 
To Non -Cancellable Contract 
NASHVILLE - Sonny James, whose 
career has covered twenty-seven #1 
national chart hits within the last 
seven years, has announced his new 
affiliation with Columbia Records. 

Expressing his regret on leaving 
Capitol Records, on which he has en- 
joyed his success, and his apprecia- 
tion to the Capitol personnel, espe- 
cially his long-time friends, Ken Nel- 
son, who discovered Sonny, and Wade 
Pepper, Capitol's country promotion 
head; Sonny's contract has been 
signed with Columbia Records after 
months of negotiating with recording 
companies, both on the east and west 
coast. The negotiations were handled 
by James' New York -based law firm 
of Kronfeld and Machette. The deci- 
sion to sign with Columbia Records 
came after wavering offers in excess 
of $3 million. According to Eric 
Kronfeld, the decision to sign the 
long term, noncancellable contract 
with Columbia, rumored to ', be the 
best contract ever given a country 
artist, was based on "the consider- 
ation of the organization of Columbia 
Records, their marketing knowledge, 
world-wide distribution, and enthusi- 
asm over Sonny's future". All parties 
declined to comment on figure and 
terms but it is believed that the figure 
involved was quite large. 

Clive Davis, president of Columbia 
Records, who traveled to Nashville to 

host the luncheon honoring Sonny 
James, opened his remarks with, "It is 
with enormous delight we welcome 
Sonny James to Columbia. He is one 
of the most respected and admired 
performers in country music. Son- 
ny's widely -recognized talents have 
brought him tremendous success. His 
deep interest in his music and the 
unceasing energy and taste he brings 
to it insure that his appeal to millions 
will not only continue but will grow. 
I am delighted that Columbia will be 
sharing the future with Sonny 
James". 

James, a favorite not only on rec- 
ords but with personal appearances as 
guest on many national television 
shows, stated, "I'm looking forward 
with great anticipation to my new 
association with Columbia Records. 
I've been assured by president Clive 
Davis and his organization that they 
will create an enviable record for me. 
The agreement we've reached be- 
tween us is such a fantastic arrange- 
ment that I had no alternative but to 
accept and join the Columbia group. I 
know the relationship with them will 
be just great and I'm anxious to be- 
gin working with Columbia". 

George Richey, independent pro- 
ducer and long-time friend of James, 
"The Southern Gentleman", will con- 
tinue as producer of all recording. 

Sundi Rushes Wallace Jr. Disk 
HOLLYWOOD - Sundi Records will 
be rush releasing "Plastic Faces" by 
George Wallace, Jr., son of Presiden- 
tial hopeful Governor George C. Wal- 
lace. 

"We have talked with a number of 
major labels about a possible dis- 
tribution arrangement for George, 
Jr." said Gil Cabot, president of Sun - 
di Records, "and we almost made a 
deal, but I decided to wait. Now, after 

the tragic shooting of Governor Wal- 
lace we're getting offers like you 
wouldn't believe." 

Approximately a year ago Wallace, 
Jr. made his recording debut on the 
Sundi label with a Top 40 tune, 
'iMissing You", and then with a coun- 
try song, "Able -Bodied Man". Plans 
are to have the new single available 
within two weeks, and his album fol- 
lowing shortly thereafter.

Operating out of offices at 450 
Tenth Circle North, in Nashville, the 
Open Door Agency launches its busi- 
ness with clients including Danny 
Davis and the Nashville Brass, Chet 
Atkins, Welton Lane and the Oak 
Ridge Boys.

Departments of State and Labor on 
behalf of Canadian artists who have 
been having problems with work visas 
when they want to perform in the 
U.S. The appointment was made dur- 
ing the 2nd quarterly board meeting 
of the CMA which was held in Bakers- 
field, California. 

Present U.S. regulations require 
non-U.S. performers to have visas or 
work permits in order six months in 
advance of show dates. Because Cana- 
dian performers have so often missed 
their bookings due to the red tape and 
interference, Canadian authorities 
have moved to limit and prohibit U.S. 
performers in Canada. 

Neal, along with Committee mem- 
bers Jack McFadden and Gary Buck, 
will meet with Tennesse Senator 
Howard Baker and representatives of 
the State and Labor Departments in 
Washington in the near future.

Canadian Brewery Brews 
Huge-Songwriting Contest 
TORONTO - Private business has 
entered the hunt for Canadian 
songwriters and early indications 
have it paying off, in interest, initial- 
ly. 

Molson's Brewery-to be specific its 
Canadian (brand) division, has tied in 
with the Canadian Conference of the 
Arts and launched a competition 
flying the banner "Hear Canada 
Singing." The giant brewery, through 
its advertising facilities, is concentra- 
ting a large sized budget in getting 
the news of its competition into every 
part of Canada where it is expected 
to touch every walk of life. 

Through agency reps, Bennett 
Solway and Richard Lafferty of Carle- 
ton, Cowan Public Relations, the 
brewery recently held separate con- 
ferences with record company A&R 
men and promotion reps. 

Theme for the songwriting com- 
petition was penned by Russell 
Thornberry, a Texan now a resident 
of Canada. Thornberry has released 
product on the MCA label and is ex- 
pected to wax a single using the mu- 
sic from the Molson's jingle. Dinah 
Christie was the first out with a sin- 
gle, which has been mailed across 
Canada on the Kanata label, dis- 
tributed by London. Other versions 
are expected to follow. 

Deadline for entries is July 15, 1972 
and is open only to resident Canadi- 
ans. Compositions should be restrict- 
ed to about two minutes and may be 
in either of Canada's national lan- 
guages. They must be new material, 
not previously published or recorded 
prior to Jan 1st., 1972. 

Prizes 

First prize will be a grant of $10,- 
000. There will also be five other 
grants. Winning songs will be offered 
to labels for recording with some 
being used, in part, in Molson Ca- 
nadian commercials. Except for the 
right to use winning songs in com- 
mercials, all copyright licenses to the 
songs, remain the property of the 
composers. Use of the Canadiana 
theme will be preferred over the usu- 
al trite fare for songwriting material. 

Preliminary screening and final will 
be the phases in judging material. 
The preliminary screening will utilize 
two separate pop music resources op- 
erating independently of each other. 
Ben McPeek will be in charge of the 

Toronto area while Stephane Venne 
will look after Montreal. Final judges 
are Juliette, Paul Hoffert, Dinah 
Christie, Jean Pierre Ferland, Richard 
Johnston, Ian Tyson and John Rob- 
erts. 

Strong support for the competition 
has come from the Canadian Re- 
cording Manufacturers' Association 
whose president, Fred Wilmott (vice 
president and managing director of 
Columbia Canada) stated: "It's a 
great step ahead for Canadian popu- 
lar music to receive the encourage- 
ment, the recognition and the involve- 
ment of organizations of the stature 
of the Canadian Conference of the 
Arts and Molson Canadian." 

Girls March 
For TV Return 
Of `Partridge' 
LONDON - More than 1000 irate 
teenage girls staged a march on the 
BBC -TV Centre on May 13 demanding 
the return of "The Partridge Family" 
TV series and its star David Cassidy. 
The show was dropped by the BBC 
last Dec. after 13 episodes. 

Over 13,000 letters have already 
been written to the BBC further sup- 
porting the girls' cause for the show's 
return.

TOKYO - Nippon Phonogram an- 
nounced the settlement of accounts 
for the 4th term (Sept. 21, 1971 to 
March 20, 1972). 

Gross sales showed Y 2,213,000,000 
($7,343,333) (previous term Y 2,150,- 
000,000), 10% more than the previous 
term. This means total sales increased 
over the sales target. In this, disk - 
records were Y 1,925,310,000 (87%) 
and tapes Y 287,690,000 (13%). 

The percentage of Jananese music 
and western is 40% to 60% (previous 
term 50% to 50%), and the increase of 
western -music was very prominent. 

For the 5th term, the company has 
set a sales target of Y 2,200,000,000, 
same as this term, notwithstanding 
the economic depression in this year. 
To achieve this aim, the company has 
a plan to increase the percentage of 
tapes from 13% to 15%, and Japanese 
music from 40% to 45%.

NEW YORK - Sergio Mendes & 
Brasil '77 began a two -and -a -half 
week tour of Mexico last Friday 
(19), following their sellout engage- 
ments in the Far East for six weeks. 

The Latin musical octet will play 
five one-night concerts in Monterrey, 
Acapulco, Puebla, Guadalajara and 
Toluca before arriving in Mexico 
City. 

Following a concert in the capital 
city, Mendes will perform at the El 
Patio night club for eight nights, and 
will conclude his stay with a charity 
show at the Fine Arts Center. 
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The Les Reed Organisation which 
embraces record production and music 
publishing has now been centralised 
under one roof and will operate with 
Les Reed remaining as managing di- 
rector, administrative control by John 
Evans whilst promotion and press 
publicity will be handled by David 
Balfe and Gloria Bristow. With a 
large catalog of artistes built up on 
the Chapter One label emphasis will 
now be put on the promotion of acts 
and this week a party was held at the 
Empire Rooms to launch two signings 
to the Chapter One label-Delsey 
McKay and Erasmus Chorum. Delesy 
makes her debut with a self penned 
song "I've Been There" and Erasmus 
Chorum will debut with an album in 
September trailed by a maxi single 
from the album in June. Reeds music 
publishing interests will also be ad- 
ministered from Soho Square and re- 
building of offices in now taking 
place. American singer Rocky Rob- 
erts, who sells literally millions of 
records on the continent will be mak- 
ing his U.K. debut on the Chapter 
One label at the end of the month via 
a Les Reed -Barry Mason composition 
"Girl of Mine." 

Following their publishing deal 
with Dick James writers Chris Ar- 
nold, David Martin and Geoff Mor- 
row have now concluded a production 
deal with Stephen James whereby all 
Ammo Productions will be relased on 
the Jam label. It is a three year deal 
and first release is "I Want to Save 
You" by The Rescue Company No: 1 
followed by a June release of "Can't 
You Hear The Song" by The Butter- 
scotch. 

Noel Rogers who heads up United 
Artists Music has secured European 
rights to songs penned by Brazilian 
songwriter and singer Sandro.

cently formed by Tro/Essex and Dirty 
River Productions, Ferry Wienneke's 
new music firm which is located at 
Singel 512, Amsterdam -Centre. 

Thijs van Leer, considered as one 
of Holland's most popular pop musi- 
cians of today (he is the inventive 
and surprising flutist of Focus) rec- 
orded his first solo -album for CBS: 
"Introspection". The LP contains 
mainly classical compositions by 
Johann Sebastian Back, Gabriel Faure 
("Pavane"), "Rondo" and the title - 
song "Introspection".

A&M's album release, "Procol 
Harum Live In Concert with the 
Edmonton Symphony Orchestra" 
qualifies as Canadian content al- 
though early indications reveal the 
set doesn't need this crutch. AM and 
FM progressive and commercial pro- 
grammers from coast to coast in 
Canada have moved in on this unique 
album on their own. The album was 
recorded "live" at Edmonton's Jubilee 
Auditorium before a capacity audi- 
ence of more than 3000. Taping 
equipment was supplied by Wally 
Heider's Mobile Studio. Backup vo- 
cals were supplied by the Da Camera 
Singers. 

The RCA single release of "The 
Theme" by Robbie McDougall is giv- 
ing the A&M version strong com- 
petition. Originally written by 
McDougall, one of Canada's most 
promising young musicians, RCA 
have mustered their national promo- 
tion network into action and it would 
appear to be paying off. Unlike the 
Bob Burns A&M production, the RCA 
deck was wholly produced in Canada 
which gives it an opportunity for vot- 
ing on the all important Maple Leaf 
System, although these new condi- 
tions didn't come into effect until 
April 1st, there is a possibility A&M 
may have been able to squeeze in un- 
der the wire. The RCA entry was pro- 
duced and arranged by Ben MePeek 
at RCA's Toronto studios. 

RCA have captured the imagination 
of the Candian market with what 
could become the novelty single of 
the year-"Amazing Grace" by The 
Royal Dragoons. DKLG in Vancouver 
was one of the first stations to realize 
the potential of the single and it 
ouickly spread throughout the rest of 
Canada. Toronto's branch office for 
RCA, under Jack Morsision have al- 
ready shipped 15,000, almost a record 
in view of non -play by the giant 
CHUM, expected to chart the single 
this week (8) which will automatical- 
ly add another 8 to 10 thousand sales 
orders. 

Jack Herschorn into Toronto from 
his Vacouver-based operations finaliz- 
ing negotiations for the Canadian 
distribution of his Can -base Record la- 
bel. Initial release is "Christian", pro- 
duced by Mike Flicker at Can -Base 
Studios in Vancouver for Herschorn 
Productions Ltd. Paul Horn, who 
formerly released on the Epic label, 
and is now a resident of Victoria and 
an officer in Can -base accompanied 
Herschorn. Horn released an album 
recently on the Pacific North label 
which sold in excess of 8000 copies 
but because of a lack of national dis- 
tributor, was unable to break over the 
Rockies. 

Molson's "Hear Canada Singing" 
competition is moving into full gear 
with a national push expected to show 
a massive return of material from 
Canadian songwriters, professional 
and amateur. Deadline for entries has 
been set as July 15/72 and is open 
only to residents of Canada. The 
theme, "Hear Canada Singing" was 
written by ex -Texan Russell Thorn - 
berry, an MCA recording artist. 
Dinah Christie has already taped a 
version of the theme with different 

lyrics and it's expected several folk 
groups and a commercial rock group 
will also lay down a single for com- 
mercial release. 

Vancouver is one of the few Cana- 
dian centres putting muscle into the 
pollution battle. Radio CKLG AM and 
FM have begun a campaign bringing 
the attention of its listeners, particu- 
larly the under 25's to the potential 
dangers to the B.C. coast line from 
possible spill and collision of tankers 
using the Juan De Fuca Strait. These 
tankers will carry a payload of 940,- 
000 barrels of crude oil with an antic- 
ipated increase of up to 2 million bar- 
rels within a short time. The public 
service conscious station has already 
distributed more than 5000 posters to 
schools throughout southern British 
Columbia and Vancouver Island urg- 
ing school children to send letters to 
Prime Minister Trudeau urging him 
to pass on special recommendations 
laid down by the Special Committee 
on Environmental Pollution. Mean- 
while a release through Vancouver - 
based Doell-Lundgren Productions 
also takes a swipe at pollution. The 
single, "New York's Closed Tonight" 
is preformed by Greenfield, a Canadi- 
an singer/composer, who last year 
picked up a Record of the Week nod 
from British tradesters with his 
"Sweet America" single. The deck is 
to be released on Laurie in the U.S. 
and distributed in Canada by Quality 
Records. The release was negotiated 
by Fred Ahlet of Thursday Music, 
New York. 

United Artists' first Canadian sin- 
gle, "Tell Me Who" by Pinky has 
shown strong moves towards the 
charts. Gord Morrison, Ontario pro- 
mo rep for the label has been work- 
ing closely with Capitol and touring 
Pinky throughout the province with 
good results. Allan Matthews, nation- 
al promo chief for U.A. will take the 
young Canadian chanter (former up- 
front vocalist with Lighthouse) on a 
tour of many of the major centers 
across Canada.
