On Columbia Records:
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Destroying Our
Musical Heritage

It's one thing for an old-line music
publisher to sow and reap the fruits
of a contemporary image; it's another
matter for a company of this sort to
simply walk away from its past, a past
that has flowed with remarkable
songs, whatever their ability at this
time to make a go at it in commercial
exposure.

What is particularly distressing is
word we have received that many
original manuscripts by some of our
foremost pop composers are being
literally discarded in the refuse pile.
We know of one particular instance
whereby a writer of more standards
than we can list in this space has seen
many of his original song manuscripts
thrown away without an attempt by
the publisher to contact him so he,
the creator, could decide their fate.
What a disastrous turn of events in
the documentation of our glorious pop
music heritage! If a music publisher
finds it's ‘‘clean-up-time,” surely the
writer himself or a musical historian
should be assigned the task to make
sure these precious documents find a
new home—so that in years to come
we can offer future generations a val-

uable portion of Americana in its orig-
inal form. ls it possible that this irre-
sponsibility is also affecting the works
of some of the major contemporary
writers?

It is surely time that the music in-
dustry play a role in seeing to it that
important musical documents find a
safe port. One or more of its organi-
zations should provide for this mate-
rial if it is the desire of the writer or
music publisher to make certain they
are not lost to posterity. The Library
of Congress would be happy to have a
hand in all this, of course.

It is the wise music publisher who
makes sure his catalog is ever serving
the needs of the current musical
scene. This does not mean, however,
that what ‘‘does not sell’’ is therefore
worthless. As a matter of fact, it would
behoove any old-line publisher to con-
stantly review his so-called “non-com-
mercial’” music to determine if mate-
rial, which once enjoyed good popu-
larity, is applicable to today's tastes.
Whatever the case, destroying original
musical manuscripts is something that
no one in this business should tolerate.

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Youth Audio Mag Formed
Under Buddah Distribution

NEW YORK — It’s supposed to look
good on paper—and on records. It’s a
new audio magazine called Current
Audio Magazine, which Buddah Rec-
ords has acquired for national dis-
tribution beginning in New York next
week (24).

Designed for an 18 to 35 year old
market, the magazine will combine
the printed word and audio interviews
to offer a magazine news concept. A
monthly dated at two-month inter-
vals, the first issue features inter-
views, all in stereo, with Mick Jag-
ger, Ted Kennedy, Elvis Presley’s re-
cent New York press conference.
Also, writer Ed Sanders speaks on
the topic of “Manson Will Escape.”
Stories and features also appear on a
special 10-page insert. A 4-color pho-
to of Jagger is featured prominently
on the sleeve.

According to Buddah co-president
Neil Bogart, the firm’s network of

NMPA To Study
Int’l Taxation

NEW YORK — The National Music
Publishers’ Association is undertak-
ing a study of the tax structure in all
major markets abroad as they affect
royalties earned abroad by American
music publishers,

Leonard Feist, exec vice president
of NMPA, in announcing the inten-
tion of the study, stated: “The inter-
national tax structure is highly com-
plex and it is difficult for the individ-
ual publisher to keep in mind the
regulations of various countries in
which he does business. It is not
NMPA’s intent to create a profession-
al analysis, but, rather, a simple guide
which a publisher may have at hand
for ready reference.” The study is
being made jointly with the Associa-
tion of American Publishers because,
to a great degree, the impact of for-
eign taxes is the same for book and
music publishers.

A noted government economist who
recently retired will make the survey.
It is hoped that it will be printed and
distributed to NMPA members by the
fall. It is contemplated that the study
will be maintained on a current basis
by the periodic distribution of in-
formation on changes as they occur.

Root Electronics of Wilkes-
Barre handed out the jackets, and ra-
dio station WSCR in the area sup-
plied this information as a public ser-
vice via deejay Vince Alpert.

Slavin, terming the effort a “won-
derful response” from the industry,
also had praise for the efforts of Bob
Summer and Gene Settler of RCA.
“Without their unquestioned initial
support, I don’t know if this project
would have gotten off the ground,” he
stated.

Concert Schedule

NEW YORK — Howard Stein Enter-
prises, Inc. has beoked what promises
to be the biggest summer season since
the inception of the organization.

In New York, Howard Stein’s first
production of the summer was a Bette
Midler sell-out at Carnegie Hall
(June 23) grossing $16,500. With the
exception of one date at the Academy
of Music (Uriah Heep, John Baldry,
White Trash on Aug. 5), Stein will be
outdoors for the summer.

1972 will mark Stein’s second year
at Gaelic Park, an outdoor, on-the-
grass concert facility in the Riverdale
section of the Bronx. Gaelic Park has
a gross potential of $100,000 ticketed
at $5.00 for the 20.000 general admis-
sion. A July 13 date with the Allman
Bros. Band, Captain Beyond and
Strawbs was the first of the series.
August Gaelic Park dates include the
Jeff Beck Group, Argent, Flash, Blue
Ovster Cult (2); Yes, J. Geils Band
Humble Pie, Edgar Winter
(22); Deep Purple, Fleetwood Mag,
Silverhead (30). Tentatively scheduled
is the Jefferson Airplane (13 or 14).

In the Atlanta market, Stein’s July
productions began with Procol Harum
and Eagles at the Sports Arena (13).
Uriah Heep, John Baldry and White
Trash are scheduled at the Sports
Arena (19) with a capacity of 3000
and a $15,000, gross potential. Also in
July will be Black Sabbath at the
Municipal Auditorium (22), a 5500
seat hall with a $25,500 gross poten-
tial. August dates are the James
Gang, Captain Beyond at the Audito-
rium (14); Deep Purple, Fleetwood
Mac, Silverhead at the Auditorium
(28). Two shows are set with the
Allman Bros. Band at the Auditorium
(30 & 31) owing to their immense
popularity in the South.

Stein produced Edgar Winter,
Groundhogs and Black Oak Arkansas
at the Miami-Hollywood Sportatori-
um (June 17). Stein will be going
into the Miami-Hollywood Sportator-
ium on a regular basis beginning in
the fall. Stein also initiated his sum-
mer schedile in Chicago with Black
Sahbath and Groundhogs at the 4300
seat Arie Crown Theatre, selling out
two months in advance. Popular de-
mand for an Alice Cooper per-
formance at the 12,000 seat Am-
phitheatre (July 28) necessitated the
addition of a second show. Appearing
for Stein in August are the Jeff Beck
Group, Argent and Blue Oyster Cult
at the Arie Crown (8).

In the Minneapolis—St. Paul mar-
ket, Stein is introducing rock shows
to the Minneapolis Armory, a 7000
capacity facility grossing $35,000. The
“Grand Opening” of the Armory will
feature Alice Cooper (July 27). Au-
gust Armory dates are Emerson, Lake
& Palnier (10); Black Sabbath (28).

In addition, this summer Stein pro-
moted two dates on the Rolline
Stones American Tour *72: Metropoli-
tan Sports Center, Minneapolis (June
18) grossing $105,000; Knoxville Col-
iseum (July 7) grossing $40,000.

There are 111 titles
initially listed.

The titles were selected from a
library of several thousand programs
licensed for distribution by Cartridge
Television Inc to owners of the Cat-
ravision system, and new cartridges
will become available periodically.

To accommodate a broad range of
consumer preferences, the first group
of titles include a wide spectrum of
themes ranging from sports, personal
improvement, cooking and wine-tast-
ing mystique to color-accented music,
religion, travel, cultural enhancement,
cartoons and other children’s sub-
jects.

A number of the offerings in the
new sale catalog have been orig-
inally produced for the new cartridge
television medium.

Others are equally uncommon, such
as a short subject from the National
Football League, “Football Follies,”
depicting hilarious gridiron bloopers
made by pros. There are also sight-
and-sound recordings of Super Bowl
games and highlights of others fea-
turing such teams as the Dallas Cow-
boys, Baltimore Colts and Miami
Dolphins.

In the cultural area, one of the
Cartrivision originals is a new trans-
lation of Anton Chekhov’s “The Swan
Song,” starring Richard Kiley and
Michael Dunn. The adaptation, repre-
senting the first dramatic work made
expressly for cartridge television, is
by Daria Jitkoff of Rice University.

It was produced by Claude Wool-
man, creative director of CineRep
Productions, who described it as “bril-
liant entertainment.” In the play, he

Newport Folk Benefit

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC—Even in
this enlightened age, there are some
who still typecast Pete Seeger as a
rebelrouser. Would that this minor-
ity could have witnessed how Amer-
ica’s living folk legend prevented a
potentially dangerous situation from
ever getting started. Due to the time
overrun of part of a Newport Jazz
Festival date in the hall, ticket hold-
ers for this benefit were forced to
create a traffic jam in the street un-
til a half-hour past ticket time. Tem-
pers were high, but they were quickly
cooled upon entry. For there was
Pete, guitar in hand on the stage to
entertain you as the hall belatedly
filled. The only sound was tremen-
dous applause between songs. The
Columbia artist is unparalled in
crowd control as well as crowd pleas-
ing. An audience participation on
“Wimoweh” closed his set just as
the hall was totally packed. He also
helped close the first show debuting
with Arlo Guthrie. We can hardly
remember a more beautiful circle of
sound than that offered up in this
concert,

The bill’s blues choice was Robert
Pete Williams. First show, he told us
how he was sorrowed by the passing
of Fred McDowell and how he in-
tended to ‘““learn how’” to bottleneck
in his memory. He then proceeded to
prove that he already had been prac-
ticing quite a bit.

The first half of the first show was
closed by James Taylor; after inter-
mission the crowd was treated to the
debut of Mimi Farina with Carole
McComb and Eric Weissberg. It’s un-
usual that Mimi would have chosen a
voice so close to Joan Baez’s to ac-
company her, since both she and
we have had it up to here with
“sister” comparisons. But Carole’s
voice blends beautifully with Mimi’s,
and Carole also does wonders on pedal
steel. Together (with the help of
Weissberg’s proficiently funky bass)
they surely cast a spell that audi-
ences cannot break out of easily. The
A&M act will hopefully have an al-
bum for us soon.

Unquestionably, the highlight of
the first show was the performance
of Richie Havens. Although Taylor
did a beautiful set, the crowd had,
expected nothing but the most sooth-
ing best from him. Havens on the
other hand, surprised all by perform-
Ing with only Paul Dino Williams’
acoustic as back-up, yet outdoing the

excitement usually associated with
amped band sets. Havens’ raps
seemed clearer and more to the point
than ever, and the mood he created
was totally cosmic. If the stormy
Forest artist were to go back to his
original acoustic demeanor on his
next LP, it would no doubt prove his
most triumphant yet. Undoubtedly,
he gets more mileage out of less
clutter.

Havens used some of this mileage
to get to a recording session right
after his early set, so he couldn’t
play the second show. There was,
however, a surprise set by Eric An-
derson that nicely filled the Havens
slot for the later listeners .

James Taylor was incredibly anxi-
ous to leave—someone said that his
girlfriend, Carley Simon, was in the
hospital, but no one knew for sure.
He asked for an earlier set in the
second show, so he came out toward
the middle. When he stepped before
the mike, all his anxieties channeled
themselves into pure musical ener-
gy, and he delivered one of the best
sets we've ever seen him do, creating
his mood with “Close Your Eyes”
and “Something In The Way She
Moves.”

For his last number, Taylor then
called up Eric Anderson, who sang
his “Thirsty Boost” while Taylor pro-
vided distinctive backup guitar. At
the end of the song there was thun-
drous applause, and both Anderson
and Taylor bowed and left the stage.
Taylor split immediately, but Ander-
son didn’t know how much of the
applause was for him and how much
of it was for superstar Taylor. When
Eric went back onstage and played
“Blue River,” he found out that he
really didn’t have to worry, since a
large chunk of the applause was re-
turned to him on his own.

Arlo Guthrie used the most taste-
ful combination of folk and rock mu-
sic for the occasion. Folky enough
to be accepted by the purest purists,
but rocky enough to add lots of life
to the show Pete Seeger joined Arlo
for the evening finale of “Jacob’s
Ladder.” Like he began the early
show, Pete closed the late show—in
total control of everyone and having
the time of his life.

The concert was produced and co-
ordinated by Lew Linet with pro-
duction assistance by Alice West.

FELT FORUM, NYC — With rain
failing to dampen the spirits of both
hard core jazz afficionados and the
casually curious, Madison Square
Garden’s Felt Forum hosted “CTI
Summer Jazz”, a well-programmed
presentation of individual instrumen-
tal leaders reprising riffs with which
they’ve become identified and aug-
menting each other’s efforts in ensem-
ble play.

From the opening siren of Grover
Washington’s “Inner City Blues” au-
dience vibes got hotter, setting a pace
well matched to the music tempo.

Outstanding were Stanley Turrenti-
ne’s  “Sugar”, the aforementioned
Grover Washington tour de force and
solos by Freddie Hubbard, Hank
Crawford and Hubert Laws. Consis-
tently fine rhythm backup came from
bassist Ron Carter, drummer Jack De-
Johnette and Bob James on Electric
piano. Milt Jackson appeared all too
infrequently in ensemble and limited
his solo showcase to a brief hint of
his vibe virtuosity.

Brazilian percussionist Airto proved
a visual as well as an auditory

delight with his assortment of shakes, |

rattles, gourds, bells and other noise-
makers—some indigenous; others in-
novative.

Vocalist Ester Phillips, appearing
both in the opening stanza and after
intermission drew a standing ovation
for her blend of jazz, soul and earths
interpretations in her first New York
appearance in seven years.

hands! If you don’t feel like calppin’,
stomp your feet!! If you don’t feel
like stompin’ your feet, shake your
tail feather even if you have to do it
in your seat!!! So went the words of
Big Ella, and so went the people at
the Ashgrove. It was obvious that the
“Albert King I’ll Play the Blues For
You Review” had come to town. Hit
by good showmanship and down-to-
home blues, a jumping audience be-
gan chanting for the man. And when
things were finally at their highest,
out came Al to prove the acclaim was
well deserved.

The lefthanded King, who plays a
righthanded guitar upside down,
stepped on stage and let loose with
some real solid blues. Ranging from
old to new, King whirled through
numbers like “Born Under A Bad
Sign,” and his latest single, “I’ll Play
the Blues For You.”

The name Big Ella (57" and 200
Ibs.) should not go unmentioned as
she had set the tempo for things to
come with a bouncing, funky dance
and song routine that had the people
rolling right along with her.

Charley Pride

INTERNATIONAL HILTON, LAS
VEGAS — When describing Charley
Pride’s debut at Vegas words such as
entertainment, command, and profes-
sionalism must be used. With a large
orchestra backing him on all numbers
(unusual for a country music act),
Pride put together a show at the In-
ternational Hilton that touched upon
his last 17 albums, five of them gold,
drawing the best songs from each.

Though showing signs of nervous-
ness with some minor stage pacing,
Charley was very much in command
and showed why he was voted Artist
of the Year by the Country Music
Associt.tion in 1971, It is this knack
for great on-stage performing that
has made Charley one of the first
black men to reach stardom in this
particular vein of musiec.

Signed in 1965 by Chet Atkins for
RCA, Pride has been heaped with
honors for the very songs he in-
cluded in the Vegas act, including
“All T Have For You,” “Kiss an Angel
Good Morning” (his first gold rec-
ord), and Henry Mancini’s “All His
Children,” for which he received an
Academy Award nomination.

Aside from his on-stage charisma,
Pride’s (main) strength lies in his
voice. With little of the “twang” that
is so prevalent in country musie,
Charley delivers lyrics with a power-
ful, mellow style that flows pleasantly
to the listeners ear.

To hear the Charley Pride sound
one can easily pick up his latest LP
“Charley Pride Volume 2.” But to
fully appreciate the man he must be
Seen in his element——on stage, sing-
ing to the people.

Also on the bill were the North
Door Singers, who provided some fine
hackground vocals for Charley in ad-
dition to their own act.

Dave Mason

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORI-
UM When it comes right down to
no-nonsense, well-played rock music,
Dave Mason has a way of establish.
ing and then re-establishing his posi-
tion as one of our finest and most
dynamic performers. He was in the
best of form on this date and was
backed up by a group of musicians
totally into his music. The organist,
Mark Jordan, was especially brilliant,
perfectly countering Dave’s guitar
and supplying the voeal harmony.
The unusually talented band also in-
cluded Lonny Turner on bass, Richie
Jaeger on drums, Rocky Dezaveau on
congas and the singing Pebble Sis-
ters.

There was none of the tension or
uncertainty that has characterized
much of Dave’s career. This night his
confidence and strength were more
than evident, and the erowd respond-
ed immediaely. Mason’s music is also
very strong and often quite unique in
an oddly familiar way. It is rock,
without apologies and without gim-
micks, and Dave himself never suec-
cumbs to staged or stagey behavior.
Mason is content to expose himself
through his music only, and as a re-
sult, the feeling and effect of the mu-
sic itself is more apparent.

In all aspects, Mason’s performance
more than lived up to the notices he
has been unanimously receiving on
this tour. He has unquestionably
come back strong from the confusion
that marred his last record and seems
to finally have his future well in
hand.

The concert opened with an excel-
lent introduction to the newest addi-
tion to Asylum’s stable of artists, J.
D. Souther, with a hidden Linda Ron-
stadt backing him up vocally. He was
followed with a set by Cold Blood.

Anne Murray
England Dan &
John Ford Coley

TROUBADOUR, L.A. — Anne Mur-
ray’s Troubadour debut was trans-
formed from an anticipated evening
of country folk music to a snowbird
of a different color. Anne Murray,
like so many artists who become iden-
tified with their biggest hit, has out-
grown the hit, so muceh so that her
performance of “Snowbird,” although
enthusiastically greeted, was a low
point of a beautiful set.

Miss Murray performed much of
the material from her new Capitol
album “Annie,” but with an important
musical difference, which was evident
even before the charming Canadian
songstress appeared on stage. The
difference is her six piece back up
group named Richard. Once on stage,
Anne Murray broke immediately and
somewhat nervously into “You Can’t
Have a Hand on Me,” a Billy Gale
tune with a pronounced bass line,
heavy beat, meaningful lyrics and a
chorus that would hang perfectly on
The Band. In her other songs Miss
Murray sounded surprisingly gruff,
allowing the country sweetness of her
voice to peak out only during less
powerful, softer songs. It is apparent
she is trying to make, or has made,
the ever-more-subtle transition from
a country artist to a *“city” artist.
There is no doubt that the petite
blonde has the talent to entertain any
audience she choses; the question is
whether the audience, particularly the
record buyer, will disregard the old
labels, watch the snowbird melt away,
and let Miss Murray work her magic.

Opening the evening at the Trou-
badour were A & M’s England Dan
and John Ford Coley, two young men
from Texas whose soft accoustic
sound and gentle harmonies are
pleasant yet not quite distinctive
enough to make much of a lasting
impression. “Free the People.,” soon
to be released as a new single, was
the high point of the set. Like their
other material, it is a tasteful, full
song, slightly lacking in the excite-
ment necessary for a hit. 1

RAINBOW GRILL, NYC — Lionel
Hampton and his aggregate opened
July 10, in the local nitery for a
3-week stand and a celebrity packed
dinner crowd was on hand to greet
Hampton, a major musical person-
ality and, above all, one of the finest
representatives as a musical goodwill
ambassador for our state department.

There was a considerable opening
delay while a camera crew completed
preparations for filming the Hamp’s
entire first set; but, once those vibes
went into action there was no stop-
ping the show and the audience
thrilled to every moment.

The Hamp band, sparked by the
exuberance of Lionel, effortlessly
breezes along regardless of what mu-
sical bag is reached into, and the of-
ferings, swinging or mellow, bluesy
or funky, magically carry one along
with the jazz and vibe master. Hamp-
ton is also featuring a sultry vocal-
ist, Stella Marrs who did an excel-
lent version of, ‘Let’s Stay Together’,
the Al Green chart rider. This partic-
ular set included musical selections
from all over the world that have
been given the special Hampton
stamp. Aside from the standard hits,
a funky jazz version of the theme
from ‘Shaft’, ‘Aquarius’ and ‘Spin-
ning Wheel’ kept things rolling along
at a spine tingling pace. Even after
an extended opening set, the Hamp
kept moving along for the dancing
pleasure and the floor was packed.
They could have continued straight
through the night and nobody would
have left.

It will take you a while to get past the
beautiful boxed jacket which also includes
seven suitable for framing color cards depict-
ing each member of the group in an appro-
priate role.

TRILOGY—Emerson Lake & Palmer

Latest venture from rockdom’'s most ex-
plosive trio finds them working out once again
in a near-classical vein. As per usual, Keith
Emerson provides most of the sparks, caper-
ing grandly on piano, organ and Moog syn-
thesizer. Of the new pieces we particularly
liked ““From The Beginning,”” a tune composed
by Greg Lake. For the more traditional minded
there is a treatment of a selection from Aaron
Copland’s ‘“Rodeo.”” This group grows more
popular with each passing day—this album
should find its way onto the top ten in nothing
flat.

WAKA/JAWAKA-HOT RATS—Frank Zappa—
Bizarre Reprise 2094

“Sometimes | feel like a Motherless child,”
Frank Zappa might well have sung on this ex-
cursion sans his usual traveling mates. In-
stead he has chosen to concentrate on a free-
wheeling improvisational semi-jazz type set
which has much to offer. Side one which con-
sists of a seventeen minute thing called ‘‘Big
Swifty,” is a fascinating example of Zappa's
instrumental technique while side two con-
tains a couple of vocal numbers more in keep-
ing with the Mothers’ standard madcap fare.

SANFORD AND SON—RCA LPM—4739

First came the television show and now
comes the record. And the same success story
which took place with “‘All In The Family"”
should be in the cards for this album featur-
ing dialogue from the popular series ‘“*Sanford
And Son.” No stranger to records, Redd Foxx
is nothing short of devastating as he delivers
each comic line in incomparable fashion. Slap
this disk on the turntable and get set to
laugh a lot.

SUNDEGO’S TRAVELLING ORCHESTRA—Jim
Price—Dunhill DSX 50125

Long respected as a session man and an
integral part of the accompaniment to such
groups as Delaney & Bonnie and The Rolling
Stenes, Jim Price now emerge with a beauti-
fully crafted debut album on which he plays
a variety of brass instruments and sings in a
winning style. Price is at his best when he’s
romping and stomping—check out ‘‘Roll &
Rooll & Roll,”” “lI Can’t Find The Road” and
“I Ain't Got The Blues No More."”” They're like
powerful blasts of fresh air. LP is already be-
ginning to pick up considerable airplay and
should make a chart appearance soon.

CORNELIUS BROTHERS AND SISTER ROSE—
United Artists UAS-5568

On the basis of their two Top 3 singles
alone (their debut item, ‘‘Treat Her Like A
Lady” and their current ‘““Too Late To Turn
Back Now,’’) this one can be expected to be a
huge sales item. But there’s some more fine
music going down here: ‘“Just Ain’'t No Love
(Like A Lady’'s),” “Good Loving Don’t Come
Easy’”” and a treatment of Al Green's ‘‘Let's
Stay Together” (the only non-original in the
package). For those wondering what Sister
Rose can do in the spotlight, there’'s ‘““Gonna
Be Sweet For You.” Recorded in Miami, this
group could well start a ‘‘city thing” going
for the town, a la Memphis and Detroit. This
is indeed a sound to be reckoned with.
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TOO YOUNG—Donny Osmond—MGM SE 4854

The heartthrob of the younger set has come
up with his tastiest album yet. Donny’s cur-
rent hit single, “Too Young,” is only one of
the vintage songs revived. Others include
“Donra,”” ‘‘Pretty Blue Eyes,” ‘“Lonely Boy”
and a likely contender for singles honors, A
Teenager In Love.”” But it's not all a nostalgia
trip—‘'Last Of The Red Hot Lovers’ and '‘To
Run Away'’ are a couple of catchy new items.
Donny's legions of loyal fans will put this LP
on the high rungs of the chart pronto.

FOXY LADY—Cher—Kapp KRS-5514

Here's the new Cher album and it's great.
How’s that for a smart opener? Well, it's true.
The Foxy Lady has done it again—taken ten
songs and stamped them indelibly with the
imprint of her personality and style. Her chart
single, “Living In A House Divided,” kicks it
off in splendid fashion and the artist never
lets up, turning in fine renditions of Leon
Russell’'s ““A Song For You,” Hoyt Axton's
"“Never Been To Spain’ and a lovely number
called ‘It Might As Well Stay Monday.”
Superior listening fare here.

PEACE WILL COME—Tom Paxton—Reprise
2096

For his second album on Reprise Records,
Tom Paxton has again produced a collection
of subtle persuasion. The folk troubadour
whose career started with the almost autobio-
graphical ''Ramblin’ Boy' has evolved the
social commentary song to far-reaching hori-
zons—the surface simplicity of a Paxton tune
adds even further to the depth and sophistica-
tion of its inner meaning. His songs stress
evolution rather than revolution, as evidenced
by the title tune, ‘““Peace Will Come.”” Other
featured selections are ‘‘Jesus Christ S.R.O.,"”
“You Came Throwing Colors,” ‘I Lost My
Heart On A 747/ ‘California” and ‘Retro-
spective.”’

EARLY FACES—The Small Faces—Pride PRD-

Long before Rod Stewart happened to join
them, the Faces were making beautiful music
together. This collection of ten songs really
goes back to their earliest years. It is really
Farly Faces. It is also really good to listen to,
thanks mostly to the energetic vocal per-
formance of Steve Marriott, who, of course,
is now the driving force behind Humble Pie.
Listen to the boys do the old Del Shannon
hit ““Runaway’” and pick up on ‘“‘Come Back
And Take Hurt Off Me.” Prime stuff. Should
find ready acceptance among Faces and Pie
fans alike.

PLAY IT AGAIN, SAM—Original Soundtrack—
Paramount PAS 1004

Everybody's favorite schnook enlists the aid
of Humphrey Bogart to enhance his love life
and the results are a hilarious movie. This
soundtrack features original dialogue and
music from the film; lots of laughs in the form-
er and some nicely swinging jazz in the latter
courtesy of the Oscar Peterson Trio. Naturally,
“As Time Goes By’ is here too, as conducted
by Billy Goldenberg, who also composed the
score.

NICE TO BE WITH YOU—Gallery—Sussex
SXBS 7017

The title tune went #1, and the group could
well prove a stable and successful pop band
with this easy-on-the-ears LP. They re-do two
oldies in fine fashion: Jerry Butler's ‘‘He Will
Break Your Heart” and The Innocents’ “Gee
Whiz,”" but the accent is on more recent and
largely original material, penned by the group’s
lead vocalist, Jim Gold. In the latter category,

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NEW YORK—ROBIN & JO: PICK A PAIR Husband and wife performing duos aren't
exactly a new show business phenomenon. Without even trying, teams like Les
and Mary, Steve and Eydie and Sonny and Cher pop to the mind. Which brings
us to Robin & Jo who are completely unlike any of those acts. Pretty catchy
beginning for this article, eh?

Robin & Jo are Robin McNamara and his wife Joanne and their first single, a
new version of the Dixie Cups ‘““Chapel Of Love,” (a blasto from the pasto all
right) has just been released on the A&M label. If your recall of seasonal smashes
is intact, you no doubt remember that Robin’s *‘Lay A Little Lovin’ On Me" was
one of the really fine summer hits of 1970. And chances are you caught him in
the New York production of ‘‘Hair,” in which he appeared for several years,
eventually performing in the lead male role.

Robin is your classic case of being in the right place at the right time. He
wandered into an audition for ‘““Hair” more out of curiosity than any real con-
viction that he’'d win a part. But win one he did, enabling him to put as ornery
a string of odd jobs as you could imagine (exterminator, warehouse worker, etc.)
firmly behind him. When we spoke to Robin, he had been out of the show for
more than a year but was on the verge of re-uniting with the cast for a McGovern
fund-raising benefit. “Whenever the ‘Hair’ people get together, he said,” we have
some kind of party. There is still a strong bond among the players.

But though Robin agrees that it’s fun to reminisce, he has his eyes fixed on
the future. ‘I was offered a role in a Broadway show,”” he pointed out, “‘and it
was really tempting. But | had to turn it down. | had three years of that and what
| really want to do now is work with Joanne and make Robin & Jo a hit act.”

‘‘Performing together just sort of happened, | guess. We've been married
for five years and we’ve known each other since high school so obviously by now
we have our thing together.”

HOLLYWOOD—MARK VOLMAN & HOWARD KAYLAN: EVEN MY MOTHER LIKED

ME AS A TURTLE

He was respectful to his elders. He never used dirty words. Most of his rec-
ords sold a million copies. And so what if he was a little overweight?

But everything changed for Mark Volman when the Turtle joined the infamous
Frank Zappa and became a Mother. When Mark and his high school friend and
fellow Turtle Howard Kaylan joined Zappa, they experienced a terrific backlash by
instantly going from respectable to despicable—a big overnight change. Now
Kaylan and Volman are lashing back as the Phlorescent Leech and Eddie, a new
Reprise act and album able to leap tall metaphors with a single belly roll, and
a show full of laughs.

Kaylan and Volman inaugurated their new act at the Funky Quarters in San
Diego where, between sets, they tried to explain their incredible name, “We got
the names Leech and Eddie because one of our old road managers was real
straight and the other was real square,” explained Mark. ‘*Actually,” fabricated
Howard, ‘‘we had three hats. In one, we had adjectives. In the other, nouns. And
in the third boy's names. We picked one from each. We could have been the
Incredible Fig and Roger.” .

The truth of the matter is that Kaylan and Volman were involved in litigation
when they joined the Mothers and so couldn’t use their real names. But what's
in a name? “Nothing,” said Mark. ‘“At least even if people can’t remember our
name, they’ll call us the guys who call themselves that even though they're not.
Some promoter called us up and said ‘You can't call yourself that. It's dumb.’
But we were with Frank for two years, so anything goes.”

Touring the country with Kaylan and Volman are four musicians including
Ansley Dunbar and Don Preston both of whom are also ex-Mothers. The dis-
association of the four musicians from the Mothers is in part due to the fact
that Zappa is still recuperating from leg injuries inflicted at a European concert

of Jo and she and Robin sing a few songs together. Then she gets the solo spot-
light to close out the show. If it sounds uncomplicated and laid-back, it's pro-
bably because it is. Robin & Jo are that sort of people.

Last week when we got together for a long lunch, it was like being with old
friends, though we scarcely knew Robin and were only meeting Joanne for the
first time. Robin recalled a single he made some time ago called ‘“Mary, Jane &
Me.” “It was a great song but a ot of radio stations got scared off because they
thought we were talking about marijuana. What it was though was a song about
a guy getting it on with two different girls at the same time. The flip side was a
litle number called ‘‘Beer Drinking Man.”

Neither Kaylan nor Volman wanted
to remain idle while Zappa recovered; so the separation may or may not be per-
manent, but certainly is amicable.

Kaylan and Volman will admit that they are not the most serious of musicians
and in fact refer to themselves as ‘‘a couple of schleps who are just doing a job.”
The job that they are doing is “to reflect the concept of our emotional environ-
ment.”” The surprisingly serious songs that do just that ‘“‘are songs about what
we all go through every day. Fighting one minute and loving the next minute. The
songs are a reflection of our lifestyle, and that's just a reflection of your lifestyle.”
Their new-found seriousness comes as a reaction to doing only comedic music
for the last two years. Besides, this time Kaylan and Volman claim not to be
striving to be pop stars (‘“We're not skinny enough’).

The fun of the Phlorescent Leech and Eddie for Kaylan and Volman is playing
second bill again for the first time in seven years. The boys don’t miss the tension
and pressure of the top bill and in fact enjoyed warming up the San Diego
audiences for Sweathog. Later in the tour, they'll be opening for Sha Na Na, Rare
Earth and other top name artists. They've decided that starting at the bottom
is the only way to get to the top and still be able to look down with pride.

“l just want to be able to look back and say | made it without using the name
Turtles,” said Mark. ‘“We worked with Frank, and we worked with The Turtles,
and we worked with T-Rex. We joke about all those big pop stars in our act, and
we say that they’d be nothing without us, but it’s only out of jealousy. We want
to be as big as those people so they’ll mention us in their show. But, they’d be
nothing without us anyway."”

NEW YORK—LARRY GROCE: THE COMPLETE MEDIA MENTALITY WITH A SMILE
There are a few creatives among us who can’t bottle their gifts or themselves,
at least not in a standard-size container. Daybreak’s Larry Groce is into so many
things, it's hard to know just where to start telling you about him. But while
he's serious about everything he does, there is also a cherubic slant to all his
efforts. His creations come in various sizes and shapes, but in each non-con-
tainer, there's something that bubbles and refreshes.

In addition to writing lyrics for his music, he's also written a number of
children’s books which are currently being illustrated by friend John Beland,
guitar and dobro player with Swampwater. One’s about ‘“The Little Kid Who
Grew A Moustache” and winds up saving the mayor's daughter by rescueing her
from a well with his unusual growth. Another is ‘“Oscar Drooley And The Blame-
It Machine’” and concerns a boy who constructs a mechanical device to take all
the hard knocks he always seems to encounter because of his age and size.
Larry is also a playwright, and here the accent is also on semi-fantasy based in
reality. In one, a gunman interrupts a TV talk show in progress. In another, a
Howard Hughes type attempts to replace New York’'s Grand Central Station with a
cornfield.

Larry Groce is a poet without as well as with musical accompaniment. A few
years ago, he wrote four parodies of Rolling Stone verse and later discovered
that a friend had sent them to the bell-bottomed equivalent of Fortune where
they were immediately accepted for publication. Three have already run and the
fourth will, unless Jann Wenner is reading Cash Box regularly these days.

Groce has two fine albums on Daybreak, but his greatest “hit”” thus far isn’t
even on a label in the industry sense of the term. A number of years ago he
recorded an LP of hymns of the Christian Science church (he became actively
involved with the faith at the age of 16), and to date, it has sold in excess of
100,000 disks and tapes. The baroque style of the session (dominated by record-
er and harpsicord) is far removed from his commercial, secular moods, and he
even sang in different ‘‘voice’” because he felt it was warranted. The organization
frequently flies him to various meetings and convocations to perform, but since
he has been able to support himself through his other endeavors, he no longer
accepts payment for these appearances. He does receive royalties from the hymn
LP and feels that is remuneration enough. He has also been asked to do another
sacred LP, and Daybreak has no objections to what some other labels might feel
is a rather unconventional arrangement,

Though he now calls L. A. home, Larry works chiefly on the Texas college and
club circuit (he's originally from Dallas) and is considered very much a part of
the Dallas scene which also includes B. W. Stevenson, Mike Nesmith and Michael
Murphey. The rest of the country is also l2arning about Larry, and not to belittle
his company’s promo efforts, much is due to his personal touch. Groce is rather
successful at walking into an FM station and walking out having been interviewed
on the air or having done an on-the-spot live concert. He's visited KDNA in St.
Louis, Dallas” KRLD-FM and Columbus’ WCOL-FM to name a few with very positive
hopes and he is hardly ever disappointed. Larry has found that (interestingly
enough) commercial stations are usually more willing to let him do his thing on
the air than are college outlets.

Larry is also his own manager and booker. Not that he doesn’t trust anyone
else with his career—it’s just that as long as he can find time for everything,
he'd just as soon do it himself.

One intriguing gig he got with the help and support of Daybreak was a spot
in the Ondo Nueva Festival in Caracas. He was the only solo act on the bill,
and was able to communicate well with the audience no matter what their
native tongue.

Larry’s characters in his music are varied, but always vivid and totally con-
vincing. One of his tunes is about The Duke Of Windsor, another about the busi-
ness-oriented everyman behind his desk-fortress and his secretary who cannot
go along with his innatentiveness to human problems. His ability to set life to
music has brought in comments from reviewers both over-and underground of
the kindest sort: ‘‘the best thing to come along since Kristofferson,”” ‘‘did more
for me in two listens than James Taylor did in 20.”

He's working on his third LP for Daybreak, using quite a few tunes penned
by ‘“new’ Texas composers who are old friends, one or two traditionals, and
tunes by Marty Robbins and Frank Wakefield. He described his production goal
(yes, he produces himself too) as ‘‘simplicity.” And it’s a simple fact that more
and more people will be finding out about him very soon. robert adels
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TOM RAPP—Reprise 2069

Here we have a specially-Rapped package
of tunes for which the Pearis Before Swine
were best known. Perhaps the uitimate in un-
derground groups, the Pearls built a loyal if
not large following, and were the first to use
many concepts and sounds that are now
common to pop music. The group always re-
volved around the creativity of Tom Rapp,
and what's so special about this set is that
he has recorded new versions of the old
tunes, and has thrown in some very recent
originals. Highlights are ‘‘Grace Street,” ‘‘The
Jeweler,”” ‘‘Charley And The Lady,” ‘‘Margery,”
“‘Sail Away' ““Snow Queen’’ and ‘‘These Things
Too.”

MAMA LION—Family FPS 2702

Mama Lion is a quintet that hits you right
between the eyes. Sparked by the intense and
throaty vocals of Lynn Carey, they tear into
songs like most people tear into an ear of
buttered corn. Comparisons between Lynn and
inevitable but
superfluous. Lynn is very much her ow
woman as she demonstrates on songs like
‘‘Can’t Find My Way Home,” “Ain’t Too Proud
To Beg” and especially “‘Cry.” Her accom-
panists are excelient throughout. Look for
this Artie Ripp produced group to create excite-
ment over the coming months.

W.C. FIELDS FOR PRESIDENT—Rich Little—
Caedmon TC 9101

Revivals of W.C. Fields films abound
throughout the land as does interest in the
Presidential election. What better time then
to combine the two with comedy in mind. Im-
pressionist Rich Little hzs taken the words of
Fields on a host of subjects including marriage,
the federal income tax, etiquette, business
knowhow and babies. His voice is practically a
duplicate of Fields. It all adds up to a topical
and highly amusing LP. Caedmon might have
a strong charter here.

RICK SPRINGFIELD—Capitol SMAS-11047

Rick Springfield is a talented young new-
comer whose first album is an interesting as-
scrtment of original songs—most of them
melodic end up-tempo. “Come On Everybody,”
““Hooky Jo,” and ‘‘Speak To The Sky' are the
sort of rhythmic items which are immediately
likeable but it is on the softer numbers that
Rick really excells. Listen to ‘“What Would The
Children Say” and particularly to ‘1,000
Years.” Latter's as good a song as has come
along this year.

LOVE MUST BE THE REASON—James Last—
Polyder PD 5509

Love is the bond which ties together these
eleven songs, performed by James Last, his
orchestra and chorus, There are ‘‘Speak Softly,
Love,” ““The Way Of Love,” *| Don’t Know How
To Love Him,” ‘““Wedding Song (There Is
Love),” and several more tunes on a romantic
theme. Just the thing for MOR programmers
to make the summer days that much more
pleasant.

A ROCK & ROLL COLLECTION—Buddy Holly
—Decca DXSE7-207

The current oldies revival and the tribute
paid to Buddy Holly via Don MclLean's ‘“‘Ameri-
can Pie’’” smash are only two reasons why
response to this gathering of two dozen songs
will meet with good response. The overriding
reason is that these selections, half done with
the Crickets, represent important contributions
to the history of rock even while they sound
great right here in 1972. All the Holly hits are
here plus some lesser known stuff which is
also first rate.

EDITORIAL:
Professionalism

The music and games operating trade is slowly
and inexorably moving into an era best described as
“business professionalism.” Chit sheets, notes writ-
ten on napkins and backs of envelopes have given
way to data processing equipment at many opera-
tions. Barrels of old records are now neatly filed on
bookshelves. Collections are metered and/or totalized.
Loans are measured by a banker's criteria instead of
on an educated guess spiced with greed. Play-pricing,
minimum guarantees and new machine requests are
decided upon in the operator’s office and passed down
the route as policy rather than thru the traditional
operator-location argument in the back booth of a bar.

Such is the direction of this trade—professional-
ism. And such is the distinction of the more successful
routes. This professionalism in staff, route and office
procedure makes for a slicker, better integrated, more
vigorous route—a route under total finger-tip control
of its operator-owner.

Many tradesters from the “mom and pop” school
of back-pocket operating have found that by getting
all their records in order and by establishing an or-
ganized work schedule for themselves and their em-
ployees, the operation runs smoother, grows more
consistently and nets a more sensible dollar with less
