To Boost The 

Sound Of Memphis 
MEMPHIS - The music industry of 
Memphis has received a boost with 
the formation of the Memphis and 
Shelby County Music Commission. 

The commission was formed by a 
joint resolution of the Shelby County 
Quarterly Court and The Memphis 
City Council. 

The purpose of the commission is 
to promote the Memphis Music Indus- 
try throughout the world in addition 
to assisting the industry in becoming 
involved in various community proj- 
ects including the proposed $3 mil- 
lion Memphis Music Hall of Fame. 

At the first meeting of the commis- 
sion Marty Lacker, Mempro, Inc., was 
elected Chairman; County Court 
Squire Billy Ray Schilling, vice chair- 
man; City Councilman Fred Davis, 
secretary; and Willie Mitchell, Hi 
Recording Company, treasurer. 

In addition to Lacker and Mitchell, 
members of the commission from the 
music industry are Stax President, 
Jim Stewart; James Eikner, Jr., vice 
president, Transmaximus Studios; 
Knox Phillips, vice president of Sam 
Phillips Recording Studios, Isaac 
Hayes, and Don Burt, co-owner of 
Mempro, Inc., and the current pres- 
ident of the board of directors of 
Memphis Music, Inc., to be rotated 
each year. 

Additional members of the commis- 
sion are Memphis City Councilwoman

Industry Continues Limited 
Schedule Of Yule Product 
NEW YORK - The recording indus- 
try counts on the Christmas selling 
season for the bulk of its volume, 
but-continuing the trend of recent 
years-it's not counting on Christ- 
mas oriented product to do the job. 

In the LP area, the industry at one 
time 'would offer dozens of new al- 
bums by its key acts. This heavy re- 
lease schedule was bolstered by the 
advent of stereo and a somewhat 
fleeting trend toward contemporary 
acts paying tribute to the Yule season. 
So far this year, the reviewing de- 
partment of Cash Box has received 
six album's, four newcomers and two 
re -issues. The newcomers, in fact, 
have a decided concept approach. 
"Christmas at the White House" 
(Caedmon) features Burl Ives favors 
selections of favorites of various 
Presidents; "Hark, The Herald Angels 
Swing" (World Jazz) is a band 
tribute by the World's Greatest 
Jazzband of Yank Lawson & Bob 
Haggart; "Merry Christmas from the 
Hillside Singers" (Metromedia) 
features the singers without any ac- 
companiment. In a more traditional 
vein is Jim Nabors' "Merry Christ- 
mas" (Columbia). 

The two re -issues are Robert 
Rheims' "Christmas Organ & Chimes" 
(UA), a classic Christmas offering, 
while various artists perform in a 
budget LP from Harmony, "We Wish 
You a Merry Christmas." 

Singles Product 

The singles area also shows a lim- 
ited Holiday approach. The trade, 

well -aware of tight playlists and 
Christmas programming that takes 
place closer -and -closer to Dec. 25, 
also plays it cautious in trying to get 
a Christmas single to catch -on. Many 
"Christmas" disks, in fact, are de- 
signed in content to remain around 
after the Holiday Season. Thus, such 
titles as "The Rest of the Year." a 
re -issue by David Buskin (Epic), "Let 
Us Love"/"Gift of Giving" by Bill 
Withers (Sussex), "Remember 
(Christmas)" by Nilsson (RCA), 
from the star's album, "Son of Sch- 
milsson." Also, there's Leon Russell's 
"Slippin' Into Christmas" (Shelter), 
"Christopher the Christmas Tree" 
(Paramount), a song, penned by 
George Bowers, that will accompany 
the album that is sent around to the 
168 Veteran Hospitals in the U.S. by 
the President. 

Finally, Polydor is making the an- 
nual release of James Brown's "Santa 
Claus Go Straight to the Ghetto" and 
"Sweet Little Boy." It's been available 
since Brown's days with King Rec- 
ords. 

A new Christmas disk with a social 
message is Martin Mull's "Santa 
Doesn't Cop Out On Dope" (Capri- 
corn), a warning on the dangers of 
dope. Another re -issue is Ode's 
Cheech & Chong novelty, "Santa 
Claus & His Old Lady." 

By way of England, RCA is releas- 
ing the famed Yule number, "Little 
Drummer Boy," in a version by the 
Scottish Bagpipe Band, which hit ear- 
lier this year with "Amazing Grace." 
The disk is already a click in Eng- 
land, the label reports. 

Fantasy Buys Milestone Rights 
BERKELEY - Fantasy Records has 
acquired the U.S. and Canadian rights 
to the Milestone catalog, and current 
artists under sub -license, from Locele, 
a British Commonwealth firm which 
has purchased the label. Fantasy will 
take over the production, packaging 
and distribution of Milestone in the 
U.S. and Canada immediately, accord- 
ing to a joint announcement by Saul 
Zaentz, president of Fantasy, and 
Herman Gimbel, president of Audio 
Fidelity (of which Milestone became 
a division in 1970).

O. Stone, doing business as Stone 
Electronics, as part of the same liti- 
gation. 

In another development in Salt 
Lake City, a preliminary injunction 
was issued against R. A. Ridges Dis- 
tributing Co., Inc.; Tape Head Com- 
pany, Inc.; Solo Music Corp., Music 
City and a number of individuals bar- 
ring them from manufacturing, adver- 
tising or selling unauthorized dupli- 
cations of tape recordings. 

The order, signed by Judge Gordon 
R. Hall of the Salt Lake County Dis- 
trict Court, was issued as a result of 
a civil suit brought by Warner Bros. 
Records, Inc., United Artists Records, 
Inc., Mercury Record Productions, 
Inc., A & M Records, Inc., Atlantic 
Recording Corp., Buddah/Kama Sutra 
Records, Inc., GRT Corporation, Bell

named, the injunction also covers, as 
individual defendants, Rick Goeller, 
doing business as The Sound Track; 
Daniel L. Murphy, doing business as 
The 8 Track Stereo Systems, and 
Richard A. Ridges.

Right On! 

This week's Cash Box editorial 
("The Liner -Note Vacuum") com- 
menting on the absence of liner notes 
evident in today's product is a valid 
commentary. With so many manufac- 
turers wondering how to launch a 
new group or present a new artist, it 
seems a paradox that the potential 
consumer is given so little informa- 
tion. 

There is a root cause, though. As 
one who spent a number of years 
with various manufacturers, invested 
endless hours of discussion with 
countless new artists and written 
scores of liners, I experienced a de- 
veloping disdain for liner notes-not 
from the manufacturer, but from the 
artist and/or producer. As the indus- 
try passed into the era of the self- 
contained artist and the independent 
producer in the post Beatle period, 
more and more "independence" was 
asserted by these people. So called ar- 
tistic considerations took precedence 
over marketing considerations and 
the new breed of music makers said 
"the music speaks for itself . . . 

what's in the grooves is our state- 
ment". Great, except few people got 
to hear their "message" because they 
weren't sufficiently motivated by the 
written word to pick it up! 

The information provided by jazz 
authorities such as Feather, Gleason, 
Gitler, etc. et al is, as you stated, an 
anthology of the period and the music. 
Unless one saves random in-depth re- 
views of current pop and rock rec- 
ords, there is no archive for this peri- 
od. 

With everyone in the industry com- 
plaining, though, will they ever really 
go forward into the past in search of 
good old days?

Conference; Rap Session Panels Set 
SAN FRANCISCO - Mayor Joseph 
L. Alioto has declared the November 
30 -December 2 period as "Radio Pro- 
gram Conference Days" here, in con- 
junction with the annual communica- 
tions event expected to bring some 
800 broadcast and record industry ex- 
ecutives to San Francisco's St. Fran- 
cis Hotel. It will mark the first time 
the conference has been hosted by 
this city since it was created seven 
years ago by a local resident, Bill 
Gavin. 

Alioto observes, "The unique serv- 
ice which Bill Gavin now so faithful- 
ly renders to the radio industry has 
brought him the high esteem of the 
record industry and of those in radio 

any person who functions as a 
leader in the betterment of radio pro- 
gramming is indeed a valuble citi- 
zen." 

The three-day, non-profit Confer- 
ence opens Thursday morning (Nov. 
30) with a keynote address by R. 
Buckminster Fuller. Federal Commu- 
nications Commissioner Charlotte T. 
Reid also is scheduled to make a ma- 
jor presentation, on Friday morning 
(Dec. 1), while other sessions will 
feature panels reviewing various as- 
pects of contemporary radio. 

"Rap Session," one of the few op- 
portunities broadcasters have each 
year to dissect radio formats, will 
remain a major feature of the confer- 
ence. Formats get their annual ins- 
pection all afternoon on Friday (Dec. 
1), with five panels running simul- 
taneously on an informal, unstruc- 
tured basis.

U.S. Wave Length 
NEW YORK - The Beatles have 
completed the first six months of 
their two-year "tour" of the U.S. on 
syndicated radio. London Wave- 
length, Inc., syndicator of "History 
of the Beatles," has now announed 
plans to create a permanent British - 
American radio programming pipe- 
line, drawing on BBC tapes. 

The second installment of BBC pro- 
gramming to reach the U.S. via LW 
is "Live Concerts from London," 26 
one -hour productions. The stereo/ 
monaural concert series includes 
live performances by groups such as 
Deep Purple, Led Zeppelin, and 
Faces, while on tour in England. 

"The British Broadcasting Compa- 
ny has literally thousands of hours of 
top-quality programming available 
for American syndication," says 
Wavelength executive vp Tony Faso - 
lino, "and every station man who has 
aired the Beatles is already inquiring 
about additional BBC programs." 

Strong British musicians' unions 
are responsible for the extensive in- 
ventory of original radio program- 
ming, according to Fasolino. Govern- 
ment owned British radio stations 
work under "needle time" legislation 
which requires substantial daily doses 
of original program content. This 
frequently includes live rock concerts. 

As of November first, "The Beat- 
les" had already run in fifty American 
markets ranging in size from New 
York and Los Angeles to Hobbs, New 
Mexico. Already signed in twenty 
more markets, the series has run on 
top progressive rockers, upbeat M -O- 
R's, and many contemporary stations.

Free Yule Phones 
For Servicemen 
NEW YORK - For the fifth consecu- 
tive year, the American Federation of 
Musicians will pick up the phone bill 
far Christmas phone calls made by 
overseas servicemen and women to 
their homes. Hal C. Davis, interna- 
tional president of the AFM, an- 
nounced that the musicians' union 
would pay for phone calls which 
are made from abroad by U. S. 
servicemen and women during the 
three-day period from Dec. 24 to 26. 
Specific instructions for placing calls 
follow this release. 

The calls are transmitted from 
overseas by the Military Affiliate Ra- 
dio Service (MARS) to a HAM radio 
station in Mansfield, Ohio, manned by 
Robert Altomonte, president of the 
Federation's Local 159. From Mans- 
field the calls are sent through regu- 
lar telephone lines to the serviceman's 
home. It is this phase of the oper- 
ation for which the AFM pays the 
charges. 

In past years the majority of calls 
have been made from Vietnam, but 
service personnel have called home 
from such faraway places as Korea, 
Ethiopia, Japan, Okinawa and the 
Canal Zone. It has become a tradition 
for men in Antarctica to use the 
AFM's facilities, and servicemen on 
Vieques Island in the Caribbean are 
especially grateful for the accom- 
modation because that island has no 
telenhone connection with the main- 
land. Other calls have beeen placed 
from hospital ships in the South Pa- 
cific and planes in flight over the At- 
lantic Ocean. 

Bob Altomonte has been a HAM 
Radio Operator for many years. He 
first became interested in helping 
service personnel contact their fam- 
ilies when he was assigned to a 
MARS Operation while serving in the 
U.S. Navy. Since returning to civilian 
life he has helped literally thousands 
of GI's to make telephone contact 
with their loved ones. The service 
which he and hundreds of other HAM 
Operators perform goes on through- 
out the year.

ACA & PFA Join Forces In Art Drive 
NEW YORK - The Associated Coun- 
cils of the Arts (ACA) and the Part- 
nership for the Arts will join forces 
to unify the effectiveness of a nation- 
al drive aimed at securing meaningful 
government support for the arts. This 
merger, in which the Partnership for 
the Arts will become a division of 
ACA, was announced recently by Part- 
nership chairman Amyas Ames. 
speaking to the National Assoc. of 
Schools of Music, and John B. 
Hightower, president of ACA. Ames 
will become a member of the board of 
ACA, heading a special partnership 
committee known as the Partnership 
for the Arts (A Division of ACA). 
The merger will take effect immedi- 
ately. 

In his speech explaining the mer- 
ger, Mr. Ames said, "Both organiza- 
tions have been concerned with the 
priorities of the arts in American life 
and the amount of public support 
they receive. The Partnership for the 
Arts was formed in 1970 to focus 
national attention on the financial 
needs of our cultural organizations 
and to organize the political action of 
citizens seeking substantially higher 
funding for the arts at all levels- 
federal, state and municipal. 

In its seven year history, ACA has 
shared these goals. While serving as 
the national service organization for 
state and community arts councils, 
ACA has acted as an advocate for the 
place of the arts in our society. John 
Hightower and I have announced this 
united front for a more effective fight 
for government support. As a com- 

plement to ACA, the Partnership will 
be that much stronger and more effec- 
tive in its mission." 

John Hightower, president of ACA, 
who will be responsible for the day to 
day operation of the Partnership, said 
"Today more than ever the needs of 
individual artists and of cultural or- 
ganizations necessitate increased sup- 
port both from the private and public 
sectors. Inflation and increasing costs 
arising in great part from un- 
precedented public interest and partic- 
ipation in the arts present financial 
problems of massive scale. A strong 
and united voice is essential if these 
needs are to be articulated and heard. 
We believe that, given the support 
and participation of all citizens, a 
united ACA and Partnership for the 
Arts can be that voice." 

The merger has been approved by 
the individual leadership of the Part- 
nership for the Arts across the coun- 
try, by the board of ACA and by the 
respective executive committees of the 
National Assemblies of State and 
Community Arts Agencies. 

Amyas Ames is chairman of the 
board of Lincoln Center for the Per- 
forming Arts and chairman of the 
board of the Philharmonic Symphony 
Society of New York. He is the 
Chairman and organizer of the Na- 
tional Partnership for the Arts. John 
Hightower, who has been president of 
ACA since September of this year, is 
a former director of the Museum of 
Modern Art and of the New York 
State Council on the Arts.

They are one of 
a kind. For apart from creating their 
very own sound, they have also 
created a new kind of music. Yes mu- 
sic. Music that displays their techni- 
cal virtuosity as well as their creativ- 
ity as composers and arrangers. 

Yes opened their Nassau Coliseum 
date with "Siberian Khatru," a song 
that combines, in a little more than 
eight minutes, all that Yes is about. 
Superb vocal harmony. Tight musical 
interplay. And a dramatic flair for 
astounding dynamics. Yes leave no 
room for mistakes of any kind. They 
are too well rehearsed. Too profes- 
sional. Too dedicated. They can and 
do produce, note for note, every 
sound that appears on their albums. 
A spectacular accomplishment when 
you consider the complexity of their 
arrangements! 

The songs themselves are not com- 
plex, but rather bits and pieces of 
themes contributed by the individual

PALLADIUM, L,A. - An evening of 
inconsistent music battled head on 
with the sound difficulties and poor 
acoustics that so often plague the 
vastness of the Palladium. 

Hot Tuna headlined this triple bill 
and turned in a less than satisfying 
performance. Of course, the Palladi- 
um didn't help much. The music of 
Hot Tuna is better suited to smaller 
clubs, and their sometimes too -loose 
style failed fully to come across to 
the huge crowd. Hot Tuna is certainly 
capable of putting on a good show 
with the proper location, atmosphere, 
and attitude. It really should be 
chalked up to just one of those 
nights. 

The New Riders of the Purple Sage 
were back in town for another fine 
set. Pleasant vocals and crisp guitar 
work are the New Riders trademark, 
and this performance was no excep- 
tion, proving again that they are 
there own strong band and not just 
an extension of another. 

Britain's Wishbone Ash encoun- 
tered some early sound problems, but 
it didn't prove to be a terrible hin- 
drance. As a total unit, Wishbone Ash 
keeps their set tight, but allows ample 
freedom for instrumental creativity. 

The Elton John Slfn®w 
CARNEGIE HALL, NY - Rock the- 
atre that isn't serious drag or ultra - 
violence ? Yes, Elton John brought it 
to Carnegie. But we also thank the 
good Muse that there was some 
meaty music on those bones of stage 
business. 

Let's dispense with the obvious 
visual elements of the evening first. 
Elton set the tone with his outfit: a 
red, silver and blue Uncle Sam -type 
suit. Ex -Bonzo "Legs" Larry Smith 
made two guest appearances. The first 
was as "Wedding Man," kind of 
a limp-wristed Kaiser headed for the 
church on time. His/her train was 
supported by two militarily -donned 
dwarfs. His second shot was in a 
trench coat, as he dueted "Singing' In 
The Rain" with Elton, supported by 
eight chorus girls, a black -tie pianist 
and the dwarfs again. The "rain" was 
first flung about by a thirties -garbed 
dancer, but by song's end, it was com- 
ing down in tinsely torrents from up 
above the lights. And of course on his 
own time, Elton kicked the stool back 
and played piano standing, crouching 
and jumping depending on the occa- 
sion. 

Musically, Elton garners hushed 
silence or frenzied audience participa- 

tion as most befits the song. He un- 
veiled a number of new tunes from 
his upcoming LP, "Don't Shoot Me, 
I'm Only The Piano Player." The first 
was "Daniel," a piano/vocal solo of 
a dreamy nature with somewhat 
amorphous, though poetic lyrics. 
"Crocodile Rock," his just -released 
single about the days when music was 
pre -camp shtick went down well. The 
closest thing to a blues he and the 
band has ever done-"Have Mercy On 
The Criminal"-was a successful ex- 
tended number. 

The time champ of the evening, 
however, was one of longest jams on 
"Madman Across The Water" we've 
heard. The set which ran well over 
two hours, was spiced by "Your 
Song," "Take Me To The Pilot" and 
the enormously well -received "Rocket 
Man." Dee Murray, Nigel Olsson and 
the newest band member Davey 
Johnston (on guitar and mandolin) 
was very much on a winning streak. 
The evening went by with melody, 
style and fervor. 

English quintet Family opened the 
show. They came out with a negative 
attitude about the audience and were 
a self-fulfilling prophecy.

BITTER END, NY - When this club 
goes for the black audience, they do 
it in style. Nash has always been a 
vocalist of merit, but his newfound 
group, Sons Of The Jungle, will truly 
cement his relationship with an audi- 
ence. 

Something like a War with mel- 
lotron (or a Moody Blues with conga 
and bells?), this nine -man band 
shocked the audience with a sound 
that completely takes you by sur- 
prise. They play and sing/chant on so 
many levels of music, it is inaccurate 
to view them merely in the light of 
the afro -rock scene. While the sets 
bands usually play before introducing 
the vocalist typically make you fidg- 
ety, theirs hardly seemed long 
enough. 

Nash continued in the groove of 
their excitement with songs from his 
"I Can See Clearly Now" LP, inter- 
spersed with oldies like "You've Got 
Soul" and "Hold Me Tight." "Stir It 
Up," his single release prior to his 
#1 "Clearly Now" went over ex- 
tremely well. He's been around the 
business for a long, long time. It 
shows in all the right places. 

We were unfortunate in that we 
obviously caught Billy Paul on an off 
night. His voice was not in top form; 
because of his normal use of his 
range, the loss of the high notes were 
particularly missed. The back-up for 
the inventive Philadelphia Interna- 
tional artist seemed a bit too freeflow 
to our liking. The tightness he 
achieves so easily in the studio was 
just not there. "Me & Mrs. Jones" has 
made him the star he deserved to be. 
Now he has to learn to make every 
performance count.

Appearing with 
bass (Wayne Leslie) drums (Brian 
Post) and long-time guitarist/friend 
Trevor Veitch (the audience loves him 
almost as much as Rush), he proved 
himself still very much the master of 
his musical fate.

He has only one "gimmick" per se- 
that's his frog -in -heat voice which 
first came to light on "Who Do You 
Love?" and which he also uses on his 
interpretation of Randy Newman's "A 
Lover's Prayer." Aside from this en- 
joyable trickery, Tom gives it to you 
plain, straightforward and strong. 
The group harmonizes well vocally 
(as on "Merrimac County") and apart 
from not playing upon this facet of 
their talents quite enough, his set was 
well-paced-full of slight variations 
on the theme that brought him fame 
that won't quit. 

Elektra's English quintet, Lindis- 
farne is not yet half the draw here 
they are in Merry Olde. They have 
three albums out (the latest, "Dingly 
Dell"), but of the eight tunes they 
did, four were taken from their first, 
"Slightly Out Of Tune." For good 

reason. The LP still ranks with the 
finest ever recorded by any group; it's 
a harder act to follow when it's your 
own. The finale, "We Can Swing To- 
gether" and quite a few standing ova- 
tionary fans proved their worth to 
this side of the Atlantic.

principles of American citizenship, 
deserves our commendation.

Community Action Committee.

Speak About Black 

Experience & Music 

On WOR-TV Program 

NEW YORK CITY - The universal 
language of music is enabling per- 
formers to communiate the Black ex- 
perience to other groups, thereby 
bringing people closer together and 
"making the barriers a little easier to 
hurdle." 

This was the opinion voiced by Kel- 
ly Isley of the Isley Brothers, the hot 
T -Neck recording artists; Millie Jack- 
son, the new young singing talent on 
Spring Records, and Ruth Bowen, 
president of the Queen Booking Corp., 
appearing on "Right Now!" the State 
Division of Human Rights weekly 
WOR-TV public affairs television pro- 
gram. 

Jack M. Sable, Commissioner of 
Human Rights for the State of New 
York and host of the half-hour show, 
interviewed the group in a pre -taping 
for the scheduled broadcast. 

Millie Jackson said that "message 
songs" were not new; and that "we 
are seeing a revival of a medium of 
expression that dates back to the days 
when slaves sang of the problems 
they had." 

"I think the children of today are 
doing the same thing," she added. 
"It's the only way they have to ex- 
press themselves, even though most 
of the people who hear them cannot 
help. But that's the way they are .. . 

singing mostly rhythm and blues- 
pop and soul music." 

Commissioner Sable remarked that 
"the heart and the tongue should 
reflect the thought that is in the 
mind." 

Isley related that his group had 
started as singers of religious songs, 
but now sing all kinds of music. He 
added that success in show business 
was a "rocky road," but that today's 
performers are more sophisticated in 
money management once they've 
made it. 

"Years ago we recorded for differ- 
ent labels," he pointed out. "We had 
growing pains and decided to go into 
business for ourselves, and we now 
have our own company, T. Neck Rec- 
ords, and also record for several oth- 
er young artists. 

"I think that was a major break- 
through-for artists to be able to 
control their own destiny, not only to 
perform but to get into the business 
end." 

Ruth Bowen related that her 
present business was the outgrowth 
of an earlier business as an artists' 
manager. Among the entertainers she 
managed was the late Dinah Wash- 
ington, she said. 

"Although Dinah had a hit record, 
the booking agencies could not get 
her work." she recalled. "In despair, I 
went out myself to try to get her 
bookings, and succeeded. It was at 
Dinah's suggestion that I opened my 
own booking office." 

Among her present clients are Sam- 
my Davis, Jr., Ray Charles, Aretha 
Franklin, the Isley Brothers, and 
many other top Black entertainers. So 
successful has the agency become, she 
said, that white entertainers are in- 
creasingly making use of its services. 

"I remember," she reminisced, 
"when Black entertainers were not al- 
lowed in hotels, and eating places and 
had to struggle to get work in certain 
rooms. It was Sammy Davis who 
paved the way; and he opened the 
door for many other Black per- 
formers." 

Millie Jackson remarked that al- 
though entertainers were communi- 
cating better to the great masses of 
people, they are not doing as well 
with merchants. She said that al- 
though an entertainer may be making 
as much as $100.000 a year, a mer- 
chant will ask, "Who did you buy 
from before? when you apply for 
credit." 

"You try to tell them that you have 
just begun to make money-Squash!" 
she concluded graphically.

Carter are interspersed with some previously 
unreleased tracks from Hourglass, a duo with 
Eric Clapton and The Allman Brothers Band 
in its original form. Other tracks, feature Duane 
with Delaney & Bonnie, King Curtis, Cowboy 
and Johnny Jenkins.

MAN OF LA MANCHA-Soundtrack-United

EUROPE '72 - The Grateful Dead - Warner

Multiple record sets are nothing new for 
Dead fans, neither are live LPs. But this is 
their first triple live package, and it's bound 
to be one of their biggest in more ways than 
one.. There's the omnipotent "Truckin' " (all 
thirteen -minutes -plus of it), blues ("Hurts Me 
Too"), their salute to the sound (though not 
the material) of the Everlys ("I Know You, 
Rider") and some jazz impressions to boot 
(get it, boot?). The running time of the pack- 
age more closely approximates their live per- 
formances than any of their previous releases. 
This one's only missing three more sides or so. 

THE PARTRIDGE FAMILY NOTEBOOK - Bell 
1111 

The latest from TV's first family of song 
features a hefty helping of remakes: The Ani- 
mals' "We've Gotta Get Out Of This Place" 
along with The Ronettes' "Walking In The 
Rain" and the group's current single item, 
"Looking Through The Eyes Of Love," origi- 
nally famoused by Gene Pitney.

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HOLLYWOOD-ROWAN BROS.: OUT OF THE BAY AREA 
The Rowan Brothers, one of Columbia's newest acts, has recently released 

their first LP (entitled "The Rowan Brothers"). The obvious observation, and per- 
haps the most important, is that they are young. Chris is 22, and Lorin is 20. 
The reason that this is a factor is not that they lack the experience of age but 
that they possess the enthusiasm of youth. Their recording careers have taken 
them on the road, through the studios, and into the clubs that quite easily 
could instill a feeling of success into any performer. And that feeling of success 
is often accompanied by a sense of security that one can easily succumb to. Yet 
The Rowan Brothers have reacted to their achievement as stepping stones rather 
than peaks. Instead of being content with what has been done, they are con- 
centrating on what new things can be done. 

A perfect example of their advancement is the musical development that the 
groud has gone through in recent months. The Rowan Brothers started as an 
acoustic guitar -based act, merged their music with electric, and most recently 
added a moog. Many groups have made these adjustments, however there is 
usually a period of years involved in such a transformation. 

This development has been nicely incorporated into their music to emcompass 
many styles. Although they have envolved into an electric realm, they have by no 
means abandoned their acoustic foundation. The group has added on new forms 
rather than straying away from old ones. As Chris explains, "We want to give a 

total musical show with a taste of acoustic, electric, and moog. The acoustic, 
when played properly, is extremely intimate with the electric sound, and especially 
the moog, giving you a sort of bigger -than -life feeling. And each has a place in 
developing different appreciative levels." 

Just as their technical know-how has grown in recent months, so has their 
skill in writing. Lorin states, "We can't wait to make another album because we 
feel our songs maturing.. There's an evolving process of new experiences filtering 
into the music, and we're getting these new ideas of ours into a format that we 
can communicate through." 

Provided that The Rowan Brothers continue to communicate their zeal for 

NEW YORK-The Temptations: From Hops To Hits 
That most happy and infectious sound-laughter-could only be coming from 

the hotel room in which I was scheduled to meet Melvin Franklin, Otis Williams, 
Dennis Edwards, Richard Street and Damon Harris. I just followed my ears, and 
true enough, The Temptations were at the door to greet me. 

Immediately, upon entering their room, I felt the presence of camaraderie and 
happiness. This, despite the early hour-an hour usually more apropos for 
orange juice and coffee. In a matter of moments they had me feeling as if I 

were chatting with some very -real old friends.. And, The Temptations are (for real)! 
It's easy to see why they simply and honestly captivate an audience with that 
rare combination of youthful enthusiasm, professional maturity and, of course, 
undeniably, the talents to match. All of these things have served them so well. 

After a decade of success, they have managed to keep emerging not unlike a 

bobbing cork on an ocean through a basic honesty that has been instilled in 
themselves, in their music and in their performances. And, The Temptations also 
have that all important requirement -determination. Their status as one of the 
world's top male performing groups is well justified. But, recognition and fame 
d not come without the long and often bitter struggle. In fact, the start was 
less than propitious. Melvin, Otis and Richard were actually kicked out of North- 
western High School in Detroit for-you know what-singing in the school hall- 
way., Although, the three readily give this advice, "stay in school at all costs". 

All they wanted to do was sing, and that they did. Otis Williams formed a group 
called, "Otis Williams and The Distance" that included Big Al and Little Al. They 
knocked around, doing masters and demos, and many things for the Northern 
label. An early manager, Johnnie Mae Matthews, had the boys under her wing and 
Melvin says, "she taught us a hell of a lot". We worked the chitlin circuit, in fact 
says Melvin, "one of the joints was so bad, there wasn't any indoor restrooms. 
It was a bitter cold night so one person took a cardboard box and used that, upon 
finishing, put the box on a shelf and it started dripping right into a big pot of 
chicken fat. Needless to say, they didn't eat chicken but the plates of chicken 
were going to the customers in a steady stream, and you can believe me, they

performing and continue reacting to what feels right, they should develop into 
one of the more complete groups of the future. As Chris surmises, "The pace 
that we've set for ourselves has always been not to rush things, just take what 
comes as it comes. And as long as we're getting -off as a group, and we don't 
push each other into burning -out, we'll continue to feel our way along."

HOLLYWOOD-DENNY DOHERTY: A PAPA GOES SOLO 
It was one of those cold nights in Halifax, Nova Scotia. A groups of friends 

sat outside the Forum where a dance was being held and shared some of that 
third Red Eye. Well, they got a little loaded and decided to move inside where 
the action was. So, in the back of the Forum, fifteen -year -old Denny Doherty 
watched and sang along with the band when someone said, "Hey Denny! You 
like singing so much, why don't cha go up on the bandstand and sing, loudmouth!" 

Doherty stroked his bearded chin in a moment of reflection. "Yeah, that's how 
it happened. It was a dare. I walked up on stage and started singing "Love 
Letters in the Sand" or "Love Me Tender," something like that. One moment all 
the kids are dancing, and the next moment they're all staring at me, really. The 
band kept inviting me back to sing, and soon I asked for and got around $15 for 
each show. At this point, I realized that music was all I wanted to do for the rest 
of my life." 

With this in mind, Doherty struck out across Canada and down to New York 
with two other guys. The Halifax Three didn't meet with much success and dis- 
banded because of hunger and pain. Doherty went to Washington, D.C., where 
he helped form The Mugwumps with Cass Elliot, Zal Yanovsky, and John Sebastian. 
Unfortunately, The Mugwumps were ahead of their time and after one album 
met with the same fate that dampened The Halifax Three. 

It wasn't long before a refreshing new sound was to capture the ears of the 
music world. Denny and Cass joined forces with John Phillips and his wife, 
Michelle. It was not a plan but simply four people who had the same musical 
feelings and ideas. And so, The Mamas and Papas were born., For five years they 
made one hit song after another while being an early influence in fusing rock 
music with folk. 

Groups break up, but the people remain. Denny Doherty is still the warm, per- 
sonable guy he's always been. His voice still carries the magic that sang lead

were enjoying every last drop. We were lucky if we got $50. for the whole group. 
But, it was enough to go out and share some hot dogs," says Melvin. Melvin also 
admitted that because of his age at that time, he often had to remain in the 
dressing room until it was time for the group to go on. 

Record hops were also part and parcel of their lives, and these says Otis 
really helped us in starting to put things together. It wasn't unusual for us to do 
as many as five hops a day, and most of the time it required a trip of some 
30-40 miles between the hops. But, the opportunity of working with guys like 
Smokey Robinson made these efforts worthwhile. And, to this day we are still 
dedicated to our work as well as totally dedicated to each other, "this is really 
what it's all about", says Otis. Also, Otis acknowledges that Motown has been 
very good for us, but it's "challenging to see what can be accomplished on your 
own so I have joined Melvin Franklin and Cornelius Grant the musical director for 
The Temps in a record producing company, D. O. C., using primarily new talent." 

Can you imagine, says Richard, what an inspiration it was for us when we saw 
that big sign in the sky that read "Hitsville U.S.A.," then we went with Motown 
in 1960. Success didn't come suddenly, "we were still paying our dues." Richard 
went on to say that their first Apollo appearance was in 1962, and "we had idol 
groups that we learned from, The Cadillacs being one of them." 

Melvin recalled an incident when the group was booked into Atlanta., Melvin 
was driving Eddie Hyland's cadillac and taking the wrong turn out of Detroit it 
was sometime before the group discovered they were well on the way to Buffalo, 
N.Y., instead of Atlanta. Melvin says it took them some 20 hours before they got 
there. One would have to say that this is just a part of the frustration that goes 
with anything that is worthwhile. 

Each member of The Temptations, from the beginning until now, have displayed 
the kind of dedication and perseverance that it takes to become recognized as 
the inspiration for other groups on the way up as well as for a generation and 
more of young fans. 

"Planting The Seed That Makes The Need", that is the basic philosophy of The 
Temptations, and who can argue with it. They have climbed to the top of the 
mountain many times and they are doing it again with "All Directions", their 
current Lp produced by Norman Whitefield. Also, the sensational piece of music 
"Papa Was A Rolling Stone" written by Norman and Barret Strong is only further 
evidence that the 3rd of September is significant for everyone and The Tempta- 
tions are masters at 'Gettin' It Down'. don drossell

vocals to great tunes like "Monday Monday" and "California Dreamin'." There 
has been a three-year period of thinking and relaxing. Sometime ago, he did 
an album called, "Whatcha Gonna Do," a solo venture that went completely un- 

noticed. 
It is now time to try again. There are no real set plans except to make and 

sell records and get back on theroad. As Doherty explains, "I was just sitting 
around bored. I'm doing this alone because I figure it's time. I'll sing with) groups 
again. I've never gone out and deliberately formed a group. That kinda thing 
just happens with the right people and the right time. But now, it's here I go 

again, I'm alone and on my own. I haven't been doing anything, just anticipating." 
It certainly must be strange to go through changes from nothing, to huge 

stardom with the Mamas and Papas, where earning and spending a million dollars 
was a game, and then idleness for a few yers. 

When beginning fresh career, you have to start somewhere. For Doherty, it 
was in the recording studio. Behind him one hundred percent is Jack Gold, head 

of A&R for Columbia and one of the best producers in the business. Gold is re- 

sponsible for producing over 30 gold records. Because of Doherty, Gold returned 
to the studio, and together they have just completed a truly fine single, "Indian 
Girl." On first listen, if you close your eyes, you sense that the voice is hauntingly 
familiar. 

For Doherty, returning to the studio presented no problem, because he has 

recorded in the past and it comes naturally. But hitting the concert trail again is 

a new adventure. "It's going to be a real trip. Before, I always had two or three 
other people on stage to feed offof or goof around with. Now I'm by myself. It's 
not breaking in or just starting out, it's something I've never done. I'm sure I 

can do it right away, but I don't know what's going to happen. It could be a

NEW YORK-BEN VEREEN: A STAR IS BORN 
Ben Vereen is today's kind of Broad- 

way musical star. And, in this corner, 
that's more meaninful than yesterday's 
Broadway musical star. Vereen, who 
sings, caiols and dances his way 
through "Pippin" in order to make a 
point to John Rubinstein's "Pippin" 
that one only gains freedom through 
some attachment to others, can cer- 
tainly offer the glitter of musical com- 
edy, but he can glower as well, which 
means he can get down to some serious 
acting. The point about freedom and 
such is pretty much clearly made in 
"Pippin," and its accomplished with a 
good deal of novelty and charm. 

A very clearly defined product of 
"Pippin" is that Vereen is, if he so de- 
sires, going to delight Broadway audi- 
ences in many vehicles to come. His 
role as the Player is his second Broad- 
way triumphs and should get him the Tony Award he missed by a nomination 
for his role as Judas in "Jesus Christ Superstar." 

Today's Broadway musical star doesn't put all his eggs in one basket. And so 
Vereen is weighing film offers, about which a decision will be made after he com- 
pletes his "Pippin" role eight months from now. Another media calls, too. It's 
recordings. Here, Vereen has formed his own label, Fox Car (the nick -name of a 

friend). He's already cut four tunes, two from "Pippin" and originals by Ken Asher 
and Donald Lee. 

Yet, Broadway remains on his mind in more ways than one. Aware that in order 
for Broadway theatre to survive-and there's nothing Vereen feels is more excit- 
ing than a live face-to-face confrontation with an audience-some attempt must 
be made to bring youth into Broadway houses against the weight of high ticket 
prices. So, Vereen is putting in a pitch for "community black" seats, a method 
that can-either once a week or once a month-put theatre tickets into the 
hands of today's youngsters who will form tomorrow's ticket -buying theatre -goers. 
He, like one "Pippin" viewer, is struck by the fact that the show's audiences are 
overwhelmingly adult while its theme has a lot to do with youth and their search 
for identity. 

Vereen, who performed in the film version of "Sweet Charity," recently finished 
an unusual film assignment. He'll be the voice you hear singing "All Good Gifts" 
in the film adaptation of "Godspell," which, like "Pippin'," has a score by Stephen 
Schwartz. In all Iiklihood, we'll be seeing more of Ben in films, too. i. I.

"BORN A WOMAN" TO SING-Sandy Posey burst on the music scene five 
years ago in Memphis with her first release "Born A Woman" which sold in 
excess of a million records for MGM. The record, a demo which became a 
master in more ways than one, was quickly followed by such hits as "Single 
Girl", "I'll Take It Baby", "What A Woman In Love Won't Do" and "Some- 
thing I'll Remember." 

Born in Jasper, Alabama into an all -musical family, Sandy's style joined 
that of such great "cross -over" artists like Elvis Presley, Jerry Lee Lewis 
and Mac Davis who all possess that rare quality of being equally "at home" 
in any music category whether it be pop, R & B or country. Possessing and 
delivering a "universal sound" they are recognized and claimed by fans 
throughout the world as evidenced by the success of Sandy's recent European 
tour where she played the Top of The Pops along with Tom Jones and Engle- 
bert Humperdinck. 

After her initial success, Sandy took a short hiatus to reorganize and 
"catch her breath" for her next surge forward. Today on Columbia Records, 
Sandy is again turning out hits like "Bring Him Home Safely To Me", "Why 
Don't We Go Somewhere and Love," along with her present hot chart climb- 
ing "Happy, Happy Birthday, Baby."

ChiCoin Pops 'All Star Football' 

CHICAGO - Chicago Coin has re- 
leased to the trade its newest wall 
game, All -Star Football. Chuck Ar- 
nold, marketing director, explained 
that this is the only 2 -player remote 
control wall game with "real man-to- 
man football competition". Players 
actually compete with each other, not 
against the game, to see who can 
score the most touchdowns before the 
clock runs out, Arnold reported.

pagne, and raised their trophy's for 
the press and cameramen for all to 
see. After three days of competition 
with over 500 registrants, and a total 
of more than 2,000 spectators, they 
deserved the cheers. Already the ques- 
tion is, when is the next one and 
where will it be ... we'll be there. 

In the singles competition, the 
wizard was Jim Scorce of Rochester, 
in the lead by over 60,000 points over 
Steve Rubenstein. But as word has it 
Steve, was shook by all the tension 
and spectators crowding around for a 
close up of soon to be named champ. 

In the doubles competition, it was a 
couple of guys from the University 
of Rochester versus the cream of the 
crop from Red Creek, a tavern where 
Pinball is only second to the rock 
group playing there that nite. Well, 
Hirsch & Crossan of the University 
came out on top, but they stated that 
it was right down to the line, in fact 
they thought they had lost until the 
finals had come in. 

The team competition was by far, 
the most dramatic. With a team com- 
posed of four men, the lowest score 
of the four was eliminated with the 
top three scores representing the 
team total. As the teams moved in to 
final competition, a few were handi- 
capped due to some team members 
not being able to compete durine both 
days. This was the case for WMCC, 
the team representing the campus ra- 
dio station from Monroe Community 
College. Only three men, yet they 
were in the finalist play offs and they 
were up against the Chemung County 
Drug Abuse Team who had won the 
State Championship at Geneseo dur- 
ing the pervious week. But they tri- 
umphed, WMCC, with only 3 men, 
beat all comers and guarenteed all 
that they would be back to defend 
their title in the next Lights Out Pin- 
ball Tournament. 

Delphi, the sponsoring organization 
of the tournament, was elated, they 
had fulfilled their objectives even be- 
yond their farthest imaginations. 
When they first started on the tour- 
nament, no one knew who they were 
or what they were trying to do. The 
tournament was the deciding factor in 
getting Delphi in a position of re- 
spect in the community as a drug 
program aggressive enough to do 
something on their own rather than 
wait for the government to provide 
all their needs. Delphi received public- 
ity on every college campus in the 
form of feature articles and radio 
talk shows as well as public service 
spots with all the Rochester radio 
and television media. Posters were 
distributed throughout the city, and 
several feature news articles were 
done on local television and newspa- 
per coverage. If the media time had 
to be purchased, the cost of their 
exposure would have been somewhere 
in excess of $20.000 dollars. Delphi 
also benefited financially, all proceeds 
were donated, and they raised in ex- 
cess of $1.000 towards their $50,000 
goal for the procurement of a res- 
idential facility for the treatment of 
drug addicts. 

As for myself, my job was to coor- 
'_inate all promotion and publicity, 
prepare all audio visual and graphic 
needs for the promotion of the event. 
In addition, I registered the majority 
of the teams for competition. ap- 
proached local merchants and politi- 
cal figures for active participation, as 
well as procured the Holiday Inn for 
the location of the Tournament. In 
all, I worked over two months on the 
project, days .. nites and weekends, 
you see . I know the potential of 
Pinball and it's appeal to people of 
all ages. One local article in Roches- 
ter's Times Union stated that "I had 
taken Pinball out of the dark back 
corner of the local pizza parlor, and 
pool hall to make it big time." Well, in 
essence I've been doing this for the 
past three years. I've been marketing 
game rooms in colleges in conjunc- 
tion with John Bilotta, if it were not 
for John I would not be involved in 
promoting Pinball. 

Now, I'm ready for the next big 
step. We recorded the entire tourna- 
ment on tape and 16 M M. movie film. 
With Wes Ackerman, a film producer 

from San Francisco, we're producing 
the entire tournament in movie form, 
along with telling the entire story of 
how it all happened and how people 
felt during and after it was all over. 
I'm presently approachüng leading 
Pinball manufacturers as well as 
trade associations to seek out spon- 
sors of a mobile tournament. The 
tournament would travel to colleges 
promoting pinball, would also have

live music, and slides and movies on 
the tournament. In other words, a 
traveling tournament, allowing stu- 
dents to compete on the latest equip- 
ment manufactured and show their 
skill in the fastest growing sport in 
the United States. That's how John 
Bilotta describes it, the sport where 
you need not have all the physical 
attributes of other sports, but don't 
let it fool you ... Pinball is a game 
of skill, we proved it this weekend in 
Rochester, and we have the proof on 
film. 

I would like to give special thanks 
to Mr. Nick Zimorino of Delphi, who 
worked with me hand and hand for 
the past two months and felt the anx- 
ious moments as well as the victori- 
ous ones when it was all over and we 
had realized that we had truly had 
not only one of the most successful 
events Rochester has ever seen but 
very possibly a first for the nation. 
And to John Bilotta, who donated all 
his resources to make the tournament 
a success by providing the best equip- 
ment and full time mechanic cover- 
age. 

I believe we really have done some- 
thing to help "Put The Lights Out On 
Drug Addiction In the City Of Ro- 
chester", and Pinball was the key to 
it all.
