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Musical Theatre: 
A National View 

The musical theatre has a better 
chance of survival and, indeed, re- 
newed prosperity if it begins to think 
of the country as a whole, rather than 
depend on Broadway success to stim- 
ulate touring companies. Touring com- 
pany off -shoots of Broadway hits are 
sometimes as much as a year away 
from their Broadway opening night. 
From the standpoint of the recording 
industry alone, this does not provide 
sufficiently broad exposure of musical 
scores to stimulate a better buying 
pattern of original cast albums. 

In recent years, some shows, in 
fact, have reached Broadway after ex- 
tensive out-of-town tours-not try- 
outs, but more or less the mirror of 
what they are to look like on Broad- 
way. A current big success is a tour- 
ing re -write of "Gentlemen Prefer 
Blonds" starring its original star, Carol 
Channing. Called "Lorelei," the show 
will come to Broadway as a proven 
profit -maker, thus greatly lessening 
the pressure to recoup its investment 
in a short time. 

From the opposite point of view, 
"Godspell's" touring company started 
shortly after its Off-Broadway opening, 
and the fact that it was the first album 
since 1969's "Hair" to be certified a 
million -seller should say something. 
What the stage production achieved 
was to reach a mass audience in a 
short period by strategic placement in 
key markets. 

Our position is based in the belief 
that Americans of all age groups love 
the musical theatre, and are not only 
anxious to see new productions, but 

revivals of favorites as well. Proof of 
this are the west coast productions 
staged by Edwin Lester, Guy Lombar- 
do's summer run at the Jones Beach 
Theatre in New York (and Lombardo 
has 8000 seats to fill!), Albert Sel - 
den's recent revival, with the original 
cast of "Man of La Mancha" in New 
York, and Richard Rodgers' unfortu- 
nately now -defunct series of summer 
revivals at Lincoln Center. 

Well -received Broadway shows 
should receive top-flight touring ver- 
sions as soon as possible, led by per- 
formers of proven box-office appeal. 

Returning to the recording end of 
things, we believe that a national con- 
cept for the musical theatre will great- 
ly enhance the appeal of original cast 
product, those involving original pro- 
ductions, or, in the case of revivals, 
the "original" original casters as well. 
Such national tours will provide tre- 
mendous audience exposure of the 
show scores, with, undoubtedly, mer- 
chandising of these casters on a local 
level by the labels involved. 

The musical theatre appeals to a 
large audience base. Making more 
productions available in key areas will 
not only satisfy the tastes of these 
lovers of musical threatre, but can 
build an audience of younger folks 
who are not sufficiently exposed to 
theatre music from other media. 

There is, of course, magic to being 
on Broadway. But, before getting to 
the Main Stem or shortly thereafter, 
the musical theatre should be pro- 
viding its magic to other areas of the 
country as well.

"The Carole King Concert 1973" 
will be her most extensive undertak- 
ing since reaching superstar staus 
three years ago, though somewhat 
modest by present-day standards for 
a star of Ms. King's status and box- 
office power: 12 cities and 13 concerts 
in just under three weeks-May 15 
through June 3. 

Free At Central Park 

Highlight of the tour will be a 
New York's Central Park on May 26, 
which is expected to draw more than 
100,000 spectators. 

After weeks of extensive negotia- 
tions, municipal authorities have ap- 
proved the detailed plans for the free 
concert in Sheep Meadow. Ms. King 
will perform on the Band Shell there 
through the courtesy of the New 
York Philharmonic Orchestra, whose 
open-air home -base it is.

ABKCO/Apple 
Ties End 

After 4 Yrs 
NEW YORK - ABKCO Industries' 
manageaient agreement with Apple 
Corp. Ltd., including Apple Records, 
has come to an end, effective April 1. 

The surprise announcement of the 
expiration of the deal, in effect since 
1969, came from ABKCO's offices in 
New York and Leslie Perrin Associ- 
ates in London, the public relations 
rep for Apple Corps. 

In New York, ABKCO issues a 
statement that declared that "no 
agreement was reached as to 
(ABKCO's) continued management of 
Apple Corp.'s Ltd., its subsidiaries, 
and Messrs. (George) Harrison, 
(John) Lennon and (Ringo) Starr." 

ABKCO, according to its statement, 
claims it has a right to "continued 
commissions from revenues accruing 
out of agreements entered into during 
the currency of the ABKCO-Apple 
management agreements." Also, 
ABKCO declared that it had termi- 
nated its efforts with respect to the 
possible acquisition of Apple Corps 
Ltd. 

Allen Klein, president of ABKCO, 
concluded the statement by taking the 
"opportunity to wish the Apple 
Group of Companies and Messrs. 
Harrison, Lennon and Starr continued 
success." 

From London, Leslie Perrin Associ- 
ates' said "that for the present Apple 
Crops will act as managers of these 
interests in place of ABKCO." Its 
statement added that Capitol Records, 
distributors of the Apple label, will 
handle the record company's affairs 
direotly, out of Hollywood. It added 
that Yoko Ono, wife of John Lennon, 
and her publishing company, Ono Mu- 
sic, were no longer associated with 
ABKCO. 

The spokesman for Leslie Perrin 
stated that Apple Crops Ltd. in En- 
gland will run its own affairs out of 
its St James St. offices in London. He 
said that the Perrin office would han- 
dle inquiries directed to Apple Corps 
Ltd.

Tape Peddler's

As an added 
gimmick, Gordon/Maxin company 
plans to initiate lunch-time tests on 
sex and other subjects in major high - 
traffic areas of a city, such as 
midtown Manhattan, or similar loca- 
tions. 

The Carnegie Recital Hall audience 
took the sex test and turned over to 
the Gordon/Maxin team anonymous 
copies of the answer sheets. These 
answers will be computed on a na- 
tional level for future use in books, 
records and public sex tests. 

New Market 

Maxin sees a future in self -scoring 
record tests. He believes a new mar- 
ket exists not only for regular record 
buyers, but for people who appreciate 
self -evaluation and self-criticism of 
their basic knowledge in various fields 
of interest. "I think there are millions 
of people who don't buy records, but 
who can harness the record medium to 
enhance their individual interests. I 
also am convinced that record listen- 
ers can turn ino talkers, and our goal 
is to stimulate discussion. Taking a 
test, which is self -scoring, is a sure 
way to do it." 

Maxin and David Gordon, former 
TV -movie writer -producer now turned 
publisher, have formed Gordon/Maxin 
Productions, Inc., specifically to 
create, produce and distribute the 
newly conceived "audience -response 
records." The new team will also be 
engaged in music publishing, record- 
ing, and other relato,I music -business 
activities. 

Court Orders 
Equip. Seizure 
Via Copyr't Act 
COLUMBUS, 0.-In the first litiga- 
tion brought under the Sound Record- 
ings Amendment to the Copyright 
Act, Chief Judge Joseph P. Kinneary 
of the U. S. District Court for the 
Southern District of Ohio directed the 
seizure of tape duplicating equipment, 
quantities of blank tape and original 
recordings owned by a retailer who 
was charging a fee to duplicate sound 
recordings on tape. 

The action was brought by CBS, 
Inc., Atlantic Recording Corp., London 
Records, Inc., and Warner Bros. Rec- 
ords, Inc., against Commercial Music 
Service Co., operating stereo tape 
centers in Ohio. The complaint charged 
that the plaintiffs' copyrights were 
being infringed by the defendant's use 
of so-called "Make -A -Tape" duplica- 
tion system in its retail stores. 

Plaintiffs seek to enjoin the defend- 
ant from such practices, as well as 
to obtain damages and an account- 
ing of the defendant's profits from 
the unauthorized duplications.

Wynette.

TO BUMPER BLUES 
Jeff Barry had left a nippy New York after living there all of his life to come 

and live in a chilly California. His recent CASH BOX interview took place in his 
A & M office which was warmly decorated but cool in degrees. "Oh God, it's cold 
in here." was Jeff's plaintive remark as he jousted with himself a bit in an effort 
to keep warm. Upon this statement his secretary entered (almost as if on cue) 
and helpfully offered, "Shall I bring you one of the portable heaters?" Jeff jested, 
"No just sit on my back." His secretary smiled and returned to the outer office. 

When Jeff speaks he becomes so intently involved that he radiates a kind of 
warmth which soon made the chilly conditions of his office fugacious. He began 
by chronicling events leading up to his hot new A & M single (which he wrote, 
produced, and sings) called, "Walkin' In The Sun". Even talking about a record 
with that title helped to make things seem warmer. 

Jeff's move from New York to Los Angeles was something he had thought 
about repeatedly but somehow never saw his chance until last year. At which 
time he convinced himself and his relatives that it wasn't like moving to the end 
of the world. It was a five hour plane ride away. Once this formality was over, he 
and his wife embarked on the trip. It was just that simple. One minute he was 
in New York and the next minute and five hours he was in L.A. Speaking about 
time, Barry recalled how he use to dread driving home from his Manhattan office 
to his house in Long Island. We may be close to finding a cure for the common 
cold but according to Barry, no where in sight to ending the Long Island Express 
bumper to bumper blues. It used to take him two hours to get home. It now only 
takes him about four spins of, "Walkin' In The Sun" to make it home after a 
day's work. Three spins if it's late at night. 

After a long hilarious harangue about traffic conditions in New York he switched

NEW YORK: RAY D'ARIANO-WHAT'S A NICE IRISH/ITALIAN BOY DOING IN 
A BUSINESS LIKE THIS? 
Comedy has always accepted the ethnic fringe. Often without any compromise 

whatever on the part of the entertainer. Myron Cohen never had to change his 
name. Lesser known comics from the Borscht Belt (NY's Catskill resorts and 
their environs like the erstwhile Ed Sullivan Show could even get away with 
Yiddish punchlines. Later, black comedians and Italian humorists followed. 6;II 
Dana's Jose Jimenez character, at times misunderstood, at least opened the 
door for future Latin humorists. -But it took a long, long time before the last 
ethnic frontier-"the land of the free and the home of the hip" as Buff Rose once 
put it-became the object rather than the great unwashed subject of humor. 

Today, as far as record sales are concerned, the kings of comedy are George 
Carlin and Cheech & Chong. But they only surfaced because of the groundwork 
of The Firesign Theatre, The Committee and other youth -oriented fun troupes. 
Many of the comedy communes which truly started the head humor movement 
have split up, or have deserted the recording part of the industry to concentrate 
on live and TV appearances. (The Firesign is a happy exception.) 

One of the early troupes was a David Frost regular-Caine's Children. In that 
grcup was one Ray D'Ariano, who moved up from a page on the Tonight show 
to a writer for Joan Rivers and eventually a career as a solo comic. But not any 
ordinary career, mind you. This one has a mission. 

"It's just not enough for you to look like your audience," Ray notes. (Ray 
himself is an mixture of Italian and Irish ancestry.) "They've seen rock expand 
from 'Sergeant Pepper' to Alice Cooper. Comedy can be presented as rock music. 
That's what I'm trying to do." 

D'Ariano is not just talking about opening and closing his act with a rock song. 
In fact, he's not heavily into the music scene in any respect outside of its elec-

to how everything in L. A. was fantastic and how this was indeed evidenced by 
the mere fact that waitress' here smile when they bring you a menu. This, he 
reminded his interviewer (a California native), is something taken for granted. 
To further demonstrate his point (he's really intently involved now) he pre- 
cipitated a pile of song sheets at the interviewer and then rhetorically asked, 
"You wouldn't like your menu served to you like that, would you?" 

The menus of song sheets was just that, a variety of songs which will appear 
on Jeff's forthcoming debut album aptly called, "Walkin' In The Sun and other 
Simple Truths". The simple truth about Jeff is that he's as happy about his move 
to L.A. as a child making one of many simple discoveries as it saunters in the 
sun. Another simple truth, one which most don't know is that Jeff always wanted 
to be a singer. He confessed that when he first entered the business twelve years 
ago, he auditioned as a singer. He had auditioned for Arnold Shaw at EB Marks 
Music. Shaw liked his songs more than his voice and signed him as a writer. 
His first hit composition was "Tell Laura I Love Her" which Ray Peterson made 
famous. He really doesn't like to toot his horn about his list of musical achieve- 
ments which stretch as long as the Long Island Express. Some of the tunes on 
that list include" River, Deep, Mountain High", "Sugar, Sugar" (which won the 
NARM Record of the Year award), "Leader of The Pack", "Heavy Makes You 
Happy", and "Montego Bay". The reason for Jéff's modesty is because he con- 
tends, "It all happened like magic. I don't feel I've invented anything like peni- 
cillin." 

He may not have discovered penicillin but he did discover Neil Diamond along 
with Ellie Greenwich and produced all of Neil's early hits on Bang Records. Any 
singing he's done up until now has been only what he terms as 'accident records' 
One such serendipity occurred when someone he was producing for his Red

tronic psyche. He has observed that the most successful rock acts have been 
able to recreate the same multi -textured sounds they get in a studio out on the 
stage. And Ray's attempting to do the same with his comedy act. 

On record, specifically his Kama Sutra LP "Are You On Something?", Ray 
utilizes all the potential of the studio. The same layered humor that has kept 
Mad magazine going (one main gag premise up -front, with many sub -sets of the 
occasion in little drawings in the background) is captured in sound when a 
number of tracks are carefully used. This is not new-it's an integral part of 
head humor. But no comic has yet been able to do the same on stage. Until now. 

A certain Bob Halsall, a sound system designer and as Ray tells it, "literally 
an electronics genius," is constructing a comedy keyboard of sorts, a mellotron 
of mirth if you will, for Ray's live act. It will enable Ray to play himself as well 
as an entire sound situation in an orchestrated but yet spur-of-the-moment 
milieu. He'll be able to initiate any number of tape effects w;th one push of a 
button. "I realize I am attempting something so completely different that lit 
might fail," D'Ariano muses. On record, the listener is used to imagining the 
pictoral dimension. How will the audience react to the same situation translated 
into a live performance? Will they view it as merely automated comedy? 

"The machine isn't the act," Ray explained. "I control what it is capable of 
doing, and when I want it to do something it's not designed for, I can have Bob 
make the necessary adjustments. I'll be growing with it too." Just what this 
mystery machine will be capable of is not a finite matter at present. There will 
probably be a remote phone hookup (to make calls out) and the magic box will 
also be the lighting control board. 

In the meantime, Ray is quite capable of doing the ole stand-up bit, and 
he's on the road promoting the album at present. His gift of gab is especially

can Theatre Productions. 
In 1962, she produced the revival 

of Cole Porter's "Anything Goes." In

New RadiogRecord Conference To Be 

Chaired By Paul Gallis In Chicago 
CHICAGO - Paul Gallis' Music Con- 
clave will be held at the Marriott 
Motor Hotel, here on Friday and Sat- 
urday June 1 and 2. Gallis, a veteran 
independent promo representative 
based in this area, is sponsoring the 
event and is opening it on a national 
scale to all members of the music and 
radio industries. 

A complete business agenda has not 
been formulated as yet. The subject 
matter of the Conclave will deal 
largely with the current status of ra- 
dio. Saturday's schedule will be high- 
lighted by two separate seminars run- 
ning concurrently-one for the record 
people and the other for radio peo- 
ple, with each presided over by three 
moderators. 

Moderators for the radio seminar 
will represent the Top 40, MOR and 
FM categories; the record meeting 
will be moderated by a label execu- 
tive, a representative from the racks 
and Gallis himself, representing the 
promotion man. 

Gallis Comments 

Gallis has some very strong feel- 
ings about today's programming 
methods and feels that many in the 
industry, whether they share his sen- 
timents or not, will welcome the op- 
portunity to air their feelings during 
his Conclave. "I take exception to the 
tight, short playlists presently being 
programmed," he said. "Too much 
emphasis is being placed on `ratings' 
and not enough on one very impor- 
tant factor, the public! What we need 
is a little less repetition and a lot

more diversification in programming. 
"Radio today is programming as it 

did in 1957, with the thought of rec- 
ords being played over and over to 
get the teen and therefore the par- 
ents. Baloney," Gallis said. "If they 
don't loosen up, they'll die by the end 
of 1973. People want more of a vari- 
ety of music, not less of what stations 
want to give them. From most ARB 
and other ratings, the stations who 
have gone to longer playlists, and 
talk, are getting more listeners." 

Gallis expects in the neighborhood 
of 600 to attend the Conclave, which 
will begin with a three hour welcom- 
ing cocktail party on Friday evening, 
and a full day of meetings to follow 
on Saturday.

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AFM Sets Symphony 

Audition Guidelines 
NEW YORK - The American Fed- 
eration of Musicians has established 
suggested guidelines for symphony 
orchestra auditions. AFM president 
Hal Davis emphasized that while the 
suggestions are "discretionary" they 
are intended to establish uniform 
and equitable audition procedures. 
The plan was adopted at a recent 
meeting in New York with Feder- 
ation officials, symphony players and 
orchestra personnel managers. 

The following considerations were 
agreed upon: 

1. There must be a bona fide 
opening. Applications should be ac- 
cepted only if a job is still open; the 
job must be kept open if people are 
being considered. 

2. Applicants must be advised of a 
hiring decision as quickly as pos- 
sible; the local union should insure 
this. 

3. A time interval of not less than 
60 days will be observed between the 
time that a player reads the ad in the 
International Musician (the union's 
newspaper) and the announced dates 
of audtion. 

4. The players will be advised of 
the repertoire expected of them; an 
environment will be provided for 
relaxation, warm-up; the player will 
be accorded courtesy, quiet and a min- 
imum of 10 to 12 minutes playing 
time for both solo and repertoire. A 
local union representative will be 
present at all auditions. 

5. If a musician is held over for 
finals on a second day, the costs of 
hotel and meals should be shared; if 
the musician must remain over for a 
third or subsequent days, the orches- 
tra society will pay for all meals and 
lodging. If a player is asked to return 
for a second trip, the society will 
pay all costs including round trip 
transportation. Otherwise, it is ex- 
pected that the player seeking the 
audition will pay his own transpor- 
tation costs.

Each indi- 
vidual performance was in itself well 
worth the price of a ticket. 

Ms. Reddy was first to go on. A 
great voice, a spirited delivery and a 
back-up group of four exceptionally 
talented musicians made for a very 
entertaining set. Ms. Reddy's reper- 
toire included material by Graham 
Nash, Leon Russell; the expected 
(and very well received) "I Am 
Woman" and "I Don't Know How To 
Love Him" and others. She really got 
into such tunes as "Travelin' Band" 
and "Tulsa Turnaround," belting out 
lyrics and keeping beat with her body 
movements! 

After a fifteen minute break Mac 
Davis appeared and his instantaneous 
rapport with the audience is some- 
thing to behold! Davis exudes a kind 
of down home, folksy -hospitable on- 
stage personality that endears him to 
the audience right off. He likes what 
he's doing, very obviously, and sen- 
sing this the crowd enjoys right 
along with him. "Me And My Gui- 
tar," the poignant "A Poem For My 
Lady," "Something's Burning," his 
hit "Baby Don't Get Hooked On Me," 
are some of the tunes performed. 
Also, "Watching Scotty Grow," "In 
The Ghetto," tunes popularized by 
other artists, were handled very 
effectively by the man who wrote 
them. Davis' accomplishments as a 
songwriter are well known; his ac- 
complishments as a singer -performer 
are catching up fast! 

Genesis 
Sandy Denny 

PHILHARMONIC HALL, NYC - 
The British group Genesis returned in 
triumph to this hallowed hall to 
reproduce (more or less) the set that 
marked their auspicious American de- 
but late last year. Lead singer, tam- 
bourine player, flutist and mime Peter 
Gabriel now has a number of cos- 
tumes to make this even more of a 
theatrical event than was the first 
journey, and the lighting has been 
synchronized to Pink Floyd-ish speci- 
fications. 

Peter introduces each storysong 
in their act with all the neces- 
sary verbiage. The miniature musical 
horror films which are their "tunes" 
still fail to communicate lyrically af- 
ter the explanation however; the 
power of the music takes over and it 
is difficult to make out many of the 
key phrases. Small matter, really. 
You can always read the lyrics as 
printed in their Buddah-distributed 
Charisma LPs when you get home. 
Your first experience with this group 
is not on a verbal plane to begin 
with, and by the time you come back 
for more, you could quite easily have 
learned all the words out of sheer 
fascination.

Claudia Lennear 

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - Those 
who might have imagined that Rick's 
long-awaited New York concert 
would be fronted by the spangle and 
sparkle of Elvis' recent Madison 
Square Garden stand were perplexed. 
But everyone had to admit they had 
been royally entertained by a true 
professional when the last chord of "I 
Believe What You Say" left the audi- 
ence at a rockin' peak. For Rick Nel- 
son is a different kind of White 
Knight. He can and does rock, but he 
also mellows beautifully in a country- 
ish manner. His Stone Canyon Band 
is not a mere back-up group. They 
are solid and precise in every respect, 
and Rick's shy manner does not in the 
least detract from his impact with 
their prowess in support. 

The audience seemed familiar with 
his albums between "Garden Party" 
and his teen idol days. "She's An 
Artist" proved beyond a doubt that as 
an interpreter of Dylan he is almost 
unequaled. They didn't seem to recog- 
nize "Lonesome Town" among the 
oldies he performed, but that did not 
stop him from making it work. There 
is a lot more where Rick Nelson's hits 
have come from. Few artists have 
worn their maturity as well as does 
this MCA artist, and fewer still con- 
tinue to do so. 

Warner's Claudia Lennear's first- 
time -anywhere solo performance was 
a great body show, but musically it 
was a fiasco. Her material never real- 
ly made up its mind whether it was 
rock or soul and failed to achieve any 
meaningful fusion of the two styles. 
Her back-up band should have been 
changed, rather than her costume 
(which she did twice in the course of 
the set). We all know Ms. Lennear's 
qualifications for stardom. In the 
great circus that was Mad Dogs & 
Englishmen, she got almost as much 
attention as Leon Russell and Joe 
Cocker. And in all fairness, we hear 
that since this performance, she has 
done a lot more than shake it on 
down as far as entertaining the audi- 
ence is concerned. 

This particular night, only "Hang 
Up My Rock 'N Roll Shoes" seemed 
to achieve any kind of success. Hope- 
fully, she will be able to whip her act 
into shape so that she can strut for 
more reasons than her ravishing ex- 
terior.

URIS THEATRE, NYC - This new 
and impressive structure opened its 
doors with the unfortunately mis- 
directed "Via Galactica." Now with

Bird label, fell apart at the mike and couldn't record. So Jeff went ahead and 
put his voice on an R & B track which wasn't even in his key. Other accidents 
were with the move themes to "Where It's At" and "Sweet Savior". For both 
of these films, Jeff had been asked to write the title song and after they were 
completed, he was coaxed into singing them over the titles. Each one of these 
themes were put out by the record company handling the soundtrack. His 
latest record was no accident. It was planned. As early as last year when Jeff 
had first arrived in Los Angeles, A & M had wanted him to do a solo LP. He 
told them simply and truthfully that he really didn't know what kinds of songs 
he should sing. Now almost a year later, he has completed what he says is prod- 
uct which pleases him. He says, "I'm rather pedestrian. What I like other people 
usually like." 

Jeff Barry's "Walkin In The Sun" has all it takes to establish him as the sing- 
er he started out to become. It's the kind of record that will keep waitress' and 
everyone else smiling wherever they happen to live. He'd like to perform his 
'magic' at Caesar's Palace one day. Until that also just happens like magic and 
until his new single had launched him as a recording artist (It doesn't even 
take four spins to know that it's a hit) he doesn't plan on making any premature 
appearances.

Create Film Score 
NASHVILLE - Robert B. Radnitz 
has signed Earl Scruggs to make his 
motion picture scoring debut with 
"Where The Lilies Bloom," second 
project on the Radnitz/Mattel sched- 
ule.

NEW YORK - This Thursday 
(4/12) marks an historic day for the 
Wurlitzer Company's phonograph di- 
vision, as well as for the music oper- 
ating industry in general.

MOA Directors Meet EDITORIAL 
In Miami; Planning 
25th Any Expo This "Novelty" Business 
CHICAGO - During the MOA mid- 
year Board of Directors meeting held 
at the Americana Hotel in Miami 
Beach, Florida, March 22, 23 and 24, 
there was much discussion of the up- 
coming Expo '73 (November 9, 10 and 
11) which will climax the associa- 
tion's yearlong 25th anniversary cel- 
ebration. Sessions were chaired by 
MOA president Harlan Wingrave. 

Of special significance at this par- 
ticular series of meetings was the 
individual reports of the various 1972 
Expo committees, as Fred Granger 
pointed out. "The information given 
is used as a basis for structuring the 
current year's convention format and 
making any necessary adjustments or 
improvements. We learned, after eval- 
uating the reports, that Expo '72 was 
the most successful in the associa- 
tion's history. We never had so many 
new exhibitors," he said, "and I at- 
tribute this, in large measure, to our 
move into the Conrad Hilton Hotel." 
As for the few complaints registered 
last year, among which was the air 
conditioning problem in the exhibit 
area, the association will do its ut- 
most to resolve this and any other 
grievance pertaining to last year's 
Expo, Granger added. 

The subject of the MOA Awards pro- 
gram was also discussed. No changes 
are anticipated this year, howev- 
er, the Awards Committee, eliminat- 
ing the first vote card, will instead 
survey by phone (on a cross country 
basis) the key operators, one -stops, 
etc., and provide a list of nominees to 
be distributed to the membership for 
final vote.

memorative award. 

In the weeks to come, MOA will be 
sending out various promotion pieces 
and other anniversary -related para- 
phernalia, i.e. a special public rela- 
tions kit and new issue of the Code of 
Et_iics, to the membership. A special 
key chain gift, with the 25th anniver- 
sary logo, is also being prepared as a 
memento this year. 

Other pertinent business matters 
taken up during the mid -year meet 
were: the election by the board of 
Fred J. Collins as treasurer to fill the 
unexpired term of Robert Walker, 
who passed away earlier this year; a 
report by MOA's legal counsel Nick 
Allen on the current status of the 
copyright situation; two very impor- 
tant committee elections, those of the 
nominating committee for directors 
and the nominating committee for 
officers; and Fred Granger's review of 
the association's current dues struc- 
ture (a special committee was ap- 
pointed to further study the subject 
and submit a summation, and possible 
suggested revisions, at Expo '73).

This indeed is the "novelty business". We're not speaking of 
the games we refer to as "novelties" ... we're talking about 
the industry in general that somehow always manages to shake 
out some outrageous new version of a game that ends up 
making nothing but money for its factory -inventor, its distribu- 
tors and mostly for the operators who buy and use it on the 
route. 

Four or five years ago, the trade largely depended upon the 
staple games to make its buck. Pins, shuffles, tables and the 
like were it! Then came Periscope, the quarter novelties, some- 
thing called "Speedway', soccer tables, now hockey tables and 
what do they call them, "video games". Though the staples 
continue to remain the backbone of the business, the novelty 
games serve up at that plus coinage, don't they? 

There do remain, however, those among us who still stand 
back from buying anything different from the standard 
machines they're used to using. Pity. However, the bulk of the 
industry is always of a mind to give a crack at anything that 
looks promising and either bank coin or take its lumps, as the 
case may be. 

Point is. everyone should be open to all the new ideas that 
come along and give everything its fair shake. Why wait till all 
your competitors get all the action in town? Why we bet there's 
someone out there right now thinking: "do you think I ought to 
get me one of them speedways?"

N.Y. Assn. Attorney 
Secures Decision 
NEW YORK - Teddy Blatt (Has- 
kell, Blatt & Koppelman), legal coun- 
sel for the Music Operators of New 
York (MONY), recently secured a 
Court victory directly affecting the 
local tavern industry, and as such, 
bearing import for the music, games 
and cigarette operating business. As 
Blatt Described it: 

"On February 8, 1973, I obtained a 
decision in the Court of Appeals 
which will greatly benefit the tavern 
owners and indirectly the coin ma- 
chine operators. 

"For many years the State Liquor 
Authority imposed a ten day license 
suspension and a $1000.00 fine in 
every case where a bar owner was 
charged with a gambling offense, ei- 
ther policy slips or horse bets. These 
penalties were imposed even where 
the offense was committed by a pa- 
tron or employee. Dismissal of the 
charge in the Courts did not make 
any difference. 

"The State Liquor Authority con- 
ducted its own hearing and where a 
police officer testified that he wit- 
nessed acceptance of bets or policy 
slips, it was enough to impose the 
penalty aforementioned. 

"In the case I tried, the barmaid, in 
the absence of the owner, accepted 
some bets from customers. The police 
officer admitted that no bets were 
accepted while the owner was 
present. The State Liquor Authority 
found him guilty of suffering or per- 
mitting gambling, stating that he is 
responsible for acts committed in his 
place of business, and imposed a ten 
day suspension and a $1000.00 fine. I 
obtained a reversal of the sentence in 
the Appellate Division, and the State 
Liquor Authority took the case to 
the Court of Appeals, the highest 
Court in the State of New York. On 
February 8, 1973, the Court affirmed 
the Appellate Division and ruled in

our favor. This means that there is 
to be no suspension or fine. 

"The State Liquor Authority is 
now bound by this decision and, of 
course, it will inure to the benefit of 
all tavern owners in the State of 
New York."

ARA Agrees to 
FTC Divest Order 
PHILADELPHIA - "ARA Services, 
Inc. has reached a provisional agree- 
ment with the Federal Trade Com- 
mission regarding the proposed com- 
plaint challenging certain of the ac- 
quisitions made by the company over 
the past several years," Davre J. Da- 
vidson, chairman of the board, an- 
nounced April 3rd. 

The settlement involves approx- 
imately $19 million of sales volume 
in ARA's vending service operations. 
ARA Services has agreed to divest 
this business by June 30, 1975, Da- 
vidson stated. Total service revenues 
of ARA in fiscal 1972 were $845 mil- 
lion. 

The settlement does not restrict 
vending acquisitions in new market 
areas and permits acquisitions in 
present markets, other than those 
where divestitue is scheduled, within 
specified guidelines. 

"Considerable time, energy and 
costs were expended by ARA in 
preparing and presenting data and 
information in the negotiations with 
the FTC. This created a severe bur- 
den for our management people and 
detracted from the most efficient util- 
ization of corporate resources. We 
are, therefore, pleased that this situ- 
ation is behind us," Davidson said. 

"This settlement, together with the 
previously announced periodicals 
distribution agreement, when final- 
ized, will conclude all outstanding 
matters . with the FTC," he stated.
