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The Supreme Court: 
Green Light For State 

Anti -Piracy Laws 

The Supreme Court of the United 
States has delivered an historic knock- 
out -blow decision in favor of individual 
states' rights to enact and enforce 
anti -piracy legislation. In deciding to 
uphold the constitutionality of Califor- 
nia's anti -piracy law (Goldstein et al v. 
California), the Supreme Court has 
given all states the green -light to go 
ahead with such legislation. 

As matters now stand, only 14 of 
the 50 states have anti -piracy laws on 
the books. As the Supreme Court de- 
liberated the case, many states may 
have been reluctant to pass such legis- 
lation pending the outcome of the Su- 
preme Court action. In addition, even 
those states with such laws, law en- 
forcement officials may have at times 
been reluctant to make arrests and 
initiate prosecutions pending the Su- 
preme Court decision. Now, the issue 
is no longer in doubt. All states can 
enact anti -piracy legislation and en- 
force such laws to the fullest. 

What the Supreme Court has also 
sanctioned in its decision is state -orig- 
inated protection for those recordings 
produced and released before Feb. 15, 
1972, for the amendment to the Copy- 
right Act protects only those record- 
ings produced and released after that 
date. As pointed out by Stan Gortikov, 
president of the RIAA, the Supreme 
Court decision "removes any deter- 
rent from vigorous enforcement of 

those laws . . ." already enacted. 

The music industry and allied fields 
that fought so long and arduously on 
behalf of the proprietory rights of all 
who are involved in the creation of re- 
cordings have every right to feel proud 
of this momentous decision. Yet, final 
victory, covering all of the industry's 
output over the years, must still await 
the enactment of legislation in 36 
more states. In these states, the music 
industry is limited to civil suits on the 
grounds of unfair competition. Only 
criminal penalties, including making 
piracy a felony, for the crime of re- 
cording piracy will produce effective 
deterrents to an evil that on a nation- 
wide level costs legitimate makers of 
recordings more than $200 million a 

year. 

Such industry organizations as the 
RIAA and NARM and individuals who 
reside in states that do not possess 
anti -piracy legislation must press 
ahead to realize anti -piracy laws in all 
50 states, armed as they are with a 

Supreme Court decision in their favor. 
The Supreme Court has made it 

clear that the manufacture and sale of 
unauthorized recordings is a criminal 
act in any state that deems it so. The 
process of getting this point across in 
36 states is another vital undertaking 
of the industry that must begin at 
once.

NEW YORK - In an unusual move, 
two labels have acquired the rights to 
the identical session of a recording 
called "He" by Family Child. 

The side, produced by Peter Peters 
for Finger Productions in Europe, is 
being marketed by Lou Guarino's 
NAME label of Pittsburgh and Lee 
Laseff's Anthem Records of Holly- 
wood. In Europe, the session has been 
released by Polydor. Another version 
of song, via France, was marketed by 
20th Century Records and features a 
group called People's Choice. 

Also novel is the fact that the label 
logos of each company will appear on 
both the NAMI and Anthem ver- 
sions. 

The dual -release concept arose due 
to a competitive situation on the 
rights to the recording. After talking 
it over, it was agreed by both com- 
panies to release the same version on 
a dual -logo label rather than get 
bogged down in legal actions that 
would work against the marketing of 
the disk. 

FRONT COVER: 

Columbia super act Paul Simon 
has been super -active of late. He re- 
cently returned from a successful tour 
which found his playing to capacity 
crowds in the United States and 
Europe. He released his second solo 
album, "There Goes Rhymin' Simon," 
which has soared to the number one 
position on the Cash Box LP chart 
and which has just been certified gold 
by the RIAA. His single, "Koda - 
chrome," has rushed up the chart 
and is currently bulleted at number 
five. In addition, he has generated 
airplay via the album's "American 
Tune," a song which has already 
evoked comparisons with "Bridge 
Over Troubled Water" and other 
Simon classics.

Supreme Court Upholds States On

NEW YORK - " . Until and 
unless Congress takes further action 
with respect to recordings fixed prior 
to Feb. 15, 1972, California remains 
free to proscribe acts of record or 
tape piracy such as those involved 
here..." 

Thus, Chief Justice Burger, deliver- 
ing the majority opinion of the Su- 
preme Court by a 5 to 4 vote, affirmed 
the right of states to enact and enforce 
laws and statutes outlawing illegal 
duplication of sound recordings. Al- 
though only 14 states have enacted 
such legislation-with two more acts 
pending-the historic Supreme Court 
decision, it is felt, clears the way for 
swifter enactment of similar legisla- 
tion in the remaining 36 states mak- 
ing unauthorized duplication of rec- 
ordings a criminal act. In addition, 
protection is afforded for all recorded 
product without any regard to date 
of manufacture. The amendment to 

the Copyright Act prohibiting illegal 
duplication of recordings only affects 
product made after Feb. 15, 1972. 

Chief Justice Burger was joined in 
his decision by Justices Stewart, 
White, Powell and Rehnquist, while 
Justices Douglas and Marshall filed 
dissenting opinions, in which Justices 
Brennan and Blackmun joined. 

The landmark decision came as a 
result of a 1971 case known as 
Goldstein et al v. California. The 
plaintiffs, having been convicted of 
tape piracy under Section 653h of the 
California Penal Code, and having 
lost appeals to the higher courts of 
the state, asked the U. S. Supreme 
Court to declare the state law uncon- 
stitutional. 

Joining California in defending 
that state's anti -piracy statute in am- 
icus briefs filed with the court, were 
the Recording Industry Association 
of America, the Harry Fox Agency, 
the AFM and AFTRA, as well as the 
attorneys general of the states of 
California, Florida, New York, Penn- 
sylvania, Tennessee and Texas. Er-

NASHVILLE - For the second time 
in less than three months, a Federal 
District Court judge dismissed a suit 
challenging the constitutionality of

A. Schafer, and the Custom Recording 
Co., Inc., of No. Augusta, S.C., of 
which Mr. Schafer is president.

Ampex Back On

NEW YORK - Ampex Corp., which 
suffered heavy losses for the past 
two fiscal years, reports profits for 
fiscal 1973, ended April 28.

Even that 
section of the Constitution which al- 
lows states to protect unpublished 
works, the plaintiffs argued, was not 
germaine because recordings issued 
before Feb. 15, 1972, had, in 
plaintiffs' opinion, already been pub- 
lished. 

In the majority decision written by 
Chief Justice Burger, the Supreme 
Court rejected these arguments. The 
California law, said the court, cannot 
be voided for lack of a durational 
limitation. "When Congress grants 
an exclusive right or monopoly, it 
effects are pervasive; no citizen or 
State may escape its reach. As we 
have noted, however, the exclusive 
right granted by a State is confined 
to its borders. Consequently, even 
when the right is unlimited in dura- 
tion, any tendency to inhibit further 
progress in science or the arts is 
narrowly circumscribed." 

The Court also held that constitu- 
tional provisions detailing areas in 
which Congress may act does not 
mean that those are areas in which 
Congress must act. Unless Congress 
determines that the national interest 
required Federal protection or free-

Newer Writers Avoiding Global Pub Ties 
NEW YORK - Many writers are 
failing to gain international royalties 
on their songs by deliberately not 
associating themselves with the for- 
eign publishing scenes at the start of 
a success pattern. 

This is a contention of Sol Ra- 
binowitz, vp of CBS International, 
who claims that many newer writers 
with moderate success are holding out 
on foreign publishing deals in order 
to strike a better bargain as they rack 
up a string of hits. This philosophy, 
says Rabinowitz, is really self- 
defeating. "They may eventually get a 
big advance, but they are going to 
have to give up a bigger share of the 
royalties," explains Rabinowitz. Ra- 
binowitz cites the case of one writer - 
artist who has no foreign publishing 
ties and has lost about $25,000 in 
foreign royalties. With no representa- 
tion abroad, all royalties collected by 
a foreign performance licensee go 
into a general fund and are eventual- 
ly divided -up by the membership. 

Rabinowitz also stresses that an ar- 
tist -writer without strong foreign 
affiliations is also losing one of the 
big advantages of foreign exploita- 
tion on the publishing level. And that 
is the general tendency by foreign

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Davis To AFM Confab: 
Recruit Young To Union 
TORONTO, ONTARIO, CANADA - 
The 76th Annual Convention of the 
American Federation of musicians 
opened last week (18) at Toronto's 
Four Seasons Sheraton Hotel with 
AFM President Hal Davis urging the 
1,200 delegates representing the Fed- 
eration's 650 local unions to "union- 
ize the non-union work existing in 
some areas and encourage more 
young people to join our union." 

Youth Movement 

Opening the convention with re- 
marks which covered a wide range of 
subjects including legislation, internal 
fiscal policies, pension programs and 
electronic technology, Davis observed 
that while different "types of music 
come into fashion and then fade into 
the background, music stays, and mu- 
sic is our business; and every playing 
musician should be a Federation 
member with all the rights, privileges 
and duties of that membership." Da- 
vis encouraged greater recruitment of 
young people into the union, and 
called on the delegates to "teach them 
the basic principals of the trade union 
movement. The youth of today rep- 
resents the leadership of tomorrow," 
he said. 

Noting that his "concern for our 
aging members is at the very least as 
great as my concern for young musi- 
cians," Davis revealed that only about 
one-third of the AFM's more than 
300,000 members are covered by the 
union -employer Pension Fund. He 
urged full participation in the pension 
plan by all locals of the AFM. 

Paying tribute to the Federation's 
state and provincial legislative direc- 
tors, Davis said that their coordinated 
efforts have assisted in passage in the 
U.S. of Congressional legislation au- 
thorizing full funding of the National 
Endowment for the Arts. He also 
noted enactment by many states of 
laws to combat piracy of tapes and 
records and he alerted the Feder- 
ation's locals to the ever-present dan- 
ger of so-called "amusement taxes." 

Among the important issues to be 
resolved at this convention during the 
coming week is the financial structure 
of the union, Davis said.

dom from restraint, state protection 
is not precluded, the Court said. 

The decision rejected a claim made 
by plaintiffs that recordings not pro- 
tected by Federal Copyright Law 
could be freely copied. This situation, 
they maintained, was analogous to 
the Sears and Compco cases on which 
the Supreme Court had previously 
ruled. In those cases, involving the 
copying of lamp designs, the Court 
had held that what could not be pa- 
tented was not entitled to protection 
from copying. The Supreme Court in 
this case spurned that argument say- 
ing that the decisions in Sears and 
Campeo "have no application in the 
present case, since Congress has indi- 
cated neither that it wishes to pro- 
tect, nor to free from protection, re- 
cordings of musical performances 
fixed prior to February 15, 1972." 

Finally, the Court concluded that 
"the State of California has exercised 
a power it retained under the Consti- 
tution, and that the challenged 
statute, as applied in this case, does 
not intrude into an area which Con- 
gress has, up to now, pre-empted. 
Until and unless Congress takes fur- 
ther action with respect to recordings 
fixed prior to February 15, 1972, the 
California statute may be enforced 
against acts of piracy such as those 
which occurred in the present case." 

The dissenting Justices contended 
that "California promotes in her law 
monopoly . ." and "moreover, feder- 
al law limits its monopoly to 28 
years plus a like renewal period, 
while California extends her monopo- 
ly into perpetuity."

the thousands of recordings produced 
prior to that date can now be protect- 
ed by state laws. 

There are fourteen states with anti - 
piracy laws. Today's decision removes 
any deterrent from vigorous enforce- 
ment of those laws. At least two oth- 
er states have anti -piracy laws pend- 
ing before their state legislatures. 

We believe the High Court's action 
will undoubtedly result in a number 
of other states taking positive action 
to pass such laws. 

Record piracy has become wide- 
spread in recent years because the 
profits have been high and the finan- 
cial and legal risks low. Nationwide 
piracy diverts more than two hundred 
million dollars a year from legitimate 
companies, artists and composers. 

NARM

upholds the validity of state anti - 
piracy statutes. Although there were 
only one or two state statutes in exis- 
tence at the time piracy developed to 
the proportions it has reached today, 
efforts by manufacturers, distributors 
and retailers have brought us to the 
point where there are now 14 such 
statutes. 

As a result of the Supreme Court 
decision, NARM plans to redouble its 
efforts to obtain legislation in all 
states where such legislation does not 
now exist, and further we anticipate, 
now that the matter of the validity of 
such statutes has been resolved, that 
state and local authorities will in- 
crease their enforcement efforts in 
those jurisdictions where statutes 
have been enacted. 

The battle against record piracy is 
not over, but we oan now say that the 
validity of the position of the legiti- 
mate sound recording industry in op- 
posing such piracy has been sustained 
both by the Congress of the United 
States in enacting federal copyright 
legislation and by the United States 
Supreme Court in upholding the val- 
idity of state criminal laws against 
piracy. 

Record piracy is a pernicious prac- 
tice which must be stamped out if the 
industry is to survive and NARM 
pledges its full efforts to the support 
of the enactment of additional state 
legislation and to assist in the prose- 
cution of all legal remedies available 
to eliminate the practice.

that were manufacturing, warehous- 
ing or distributing bogus tapes. 

Herbert J. Stern, U. S. Attorney 
for the District of New Jersey, called 
the coordinated search and seizures 
the largest ever conducted in the 
United States in an effort to curtail 
the unlawful duplication of tape re- 
cordings. Infringing on a copyrighted 
sound recording, Mr. Stern declared, 
is a misdemeanor under the Copy- 
right Act punishable by a fine of not 
more than $1,000 and/or imprison- 
ment of up to one year. 

The firms raided were: Two units of 
Melody Recordings, Inc., Fairfield; 
Incentives, Inc., Fairfield; U. S. 
Tapes, Inc., North Bergen; Stellar 
Sounds, Inc., Bloomfield; two units of 
Purchase Power, Inc., Belleville; 
Telecor Industries, Inc., Fairfield, and 
units of Tape Mate, Inc., in Trenton 
and in Ewing Township. 

Assistant U. S. Attorney Furman 
L. Templeton was in charge of the 
coordinated raids. The FBI teams 
were under the direction of J. Wal- 
lace LaPrade, special agent in charge. 
U. S. Magistrate Jerome Schwitzer 
authorized the search warrants.

ords, Hicksville, N. Y., was convicted 
after a five-day trial before a six -man 
jury of violating Section 561 of New 
York State's General Business Law, 
the state's Anti -Piracy statute. 

The 5 -day trial was held in the 
First District Court of Nassau Coun- 
ty before Judge William Gitelman. 
Assistant District Attorney Joseph 
Famighetti was the prosecutor. 

Smith had been charged with sell- 
ing pirated tapes to Barry Slotnick, 
special counsel for the RIAA. The 
recordings involved Laura Nyro's 
"Gonna Take a Miracle," Paul Si- 
mon's "Paul Simon," both on Colum- 
bia, and Kris Kristofferson's "Me & 
Bobby McGee," on the Columbia - 
distributed Monument label. The 
prosecution's chief witness was Peter 
Goldsmith of the A&R administration 
department of Columbia Records. 
Smith could receive one year in 
prison, a fine of $1000, or both.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC 
-Rock, blue guitarist Johnny Winter 
stormed into this almost sold out 
arena as his first tour in years was 
coming to an end. New York had 
eagerly awaited the return of the 
Columbia recording artist and gave 
him a very warm welcome. Appear- 
ing in a long, very smart looking 
black cape with purple lining, Winter 
launched into "Rock Me Baby," a 
track from his latest album "Still 
Alive And Well." The crowd wanted 
to hear rock and roll and that's just 
what Winter gave them. Accompanied 
by Randy Hobbs on bass, and Richard 
Hughes as one of the two drummers, 
the show went very smoothly. Johnny 
was moving about the stage constant- 
ly, both in the front and in the rear 
so that all could see that he was 
back. 

The group was very tight and 
played very well despite the decibel 
level which was high. The cape did 
get hot and eventually revealed a 
dazzling silverish outfit. The audience 
at rock shows seems to be degenerat- 
ing with great speed. Lots of fire- 
works exploded in the Garden as well 
as a lot of junk being thrown up at 
the stage. Johnny was 100% right 
when he said that if anything else 
was thrown up, he would walk off 
and the show would be over. Nothing 
else was thrown! In any event, Win- 
ter played very well throughout the 
hour long set that included "Jumpin' 
Jack Flash" and "Rock and Roll 
Hoothchie Koo." He performed two 
encores which were "Johnny B. 
Goode" and "Crossroads." I hope that 
this time Johnny Winter stays with 
us for a long time. 

Charles Lloyd 
Chris Rush 

BITTER END, NYC - An event. 
Jazz saxophone and flute master 
Charles Lloyd said so. Once success- 
ful, Lloyd abandoned the clubs for the 
big time. But, he came back this 
week. "We're here because we want to 
be; we don't have to be," he ex- 
plained. 

Lloyd introduced his set with a rap 
that rivalled professional comics: the 
sizeable gathering loved it. But, amid 
the frivolity, Lloyd spoke with in- 
tense commitment of Transcendental 
Meditation and vegetarianism. Al- 
though Lloyd has been "meditating 
and radiating" for seven years, the 
practice has never influenced his mu- 
sical direction to the profound extent 
audible on his (A&M) album, 
"Waves" or in this performance. 

The group, electric guitar, bass and 
percussion backing Lloyd, played 
three selections. The first kicked back 
to Lloyd's jazz roots with a wailing, 
but well -modulated, sax solo. Drifting 
into blues, Lloyd looked to his guitar- 
ist, Blackberry, for an excellent 
bluesy bit. 

The center offering was brand new, 
slated for Lloyd's next LP. The mys- 
tical music-clearly a gift to medita- 
tion-managed to riff into real rock 
with no abrasiveness. 

But, the third was most impressive. 
The group performed "TM," Lloyd's 
meditational prayer. Even without the 
intricate vocal harmonies that lace 
the song on the "Waves" LP, "TM" 
succeeded in mesmerizing the audi- 
ence. The song's hypnotic quality 
rests in it's unusual, space -y composi- 
tion (Lloyd) and in Lloyd's haunting 
sax solo. 

Second billed was Chris Rush, a 
comedian with a debut on Atlantic. 
Perhaps not the best choice to precede 
Lloyd, Rush was nonetheless well re- 
ceived.

Foghat preceded Winter as they 
have on most, if not all, of the tour 
dates. The Bearsville recording art- 
ists are comprised of members of 
one of the old Savoy Brown groups. 
Their music is loud rock and roll. 
Despite their two fine albums from 
which most of their material comes 
from they were a bit loud and oc- 
casionally boring. Their extended 
versions of songs tended to drag and 
most eventually sounded aliki. The 
majority of the audience did enjoy 
Foghat's part of the show. The high- 
light was a long "I Just Want To 
Make Love To You" which also con- 
tained "Going To Louisiana" within 
itself. 

Texas guitarist Rocky Hill opened 
the festivities with a 15 minute show. 
He appears to play very well but at a 
deafening level when combined with 
his screaming. Maybe he'll change. 
The same show played the following 
night at Nassau Coliseum.

Andy Pratt 
UPSTAIRS AT MAX'S KANSAS 
CITY, NYC-Columbia Records has 
a great talent in Andy Pratt. Believe 
it or not, he can be compared to 
Randy Newman, Leon Russell and 
the Beatles. 

His group is brilliantly imitative 
of the basic Beatles style in that so- 
phisticated, good timey, basic early 
r&b, early rock and roll way. Pratt 
displays that genius especially on the 
Miracles classic "Shop Around." 

Many of his lyrics were obscured 
by a faulty sound system but what 
did come through could be described 
as clever, thought provoking intro- 
spective ramblings. One of his songs, 
"Who Am I Talking To?" certainly 
ranks among the best efforts any con- 
temporary songsmith has recently 
turned out. With audiences' tastes as 
they are, it's the type of song that 
could conceivably become popular in 
a Top 40 market. 

We'll be hearing a lot from Andy 
Pratt and his fine group in the future.

WHISKEY, L.A. - MGM's Jr. Lace 
putout so much at their opening that 
it could only have meant a challeng- 
ing of their position as the bottom 
half of an exceptional bill. Using a 
hard -rock framework as their particu- 
lar vehicle of expression, the four - 
member group was headed -up by gui- 
tarist Paul. Jr. (lead vocalist/ 
rhythm), who not only wrote all of 
the material but executed it with the 
same matching skillfulness. 

Swooping down upon us, the three 
guitars and a drum discharged some 
near riotous sounds but all the same 
kept in control even if we couldn't. 
Their beat started fast and then incre- 
mented, just as the vocals progressed 
into a tension not unlike a "Days of 
Future Passed" sojourn. Paul himself 
was not content to remain on stage, 
electing instead to mingle among the 
audience. They are a group who want 
to play for twenty thousand and 
probably will. 

The Climax Blues Band were on 
their toes. They swung through their 
rock blues with a strong statement 
attached to each number. Their 
thrust, though, seemed to be in a 
tackling of difficult pieces that re- 
quired a collective esprit de corps by 
way of talent as well as enthusiasm.

EBBITS FIELD, DENVER - 
There were three of them up there, 
primed, polished and poised-Jimmie 
Spheeris and Geoff Levin on accous- 
tics and Jane Getz on piano. And 
that's all that was needed to carry 
off one of the smoothest evenings 
deposited for an anudience's listening 
leisure in many a go around. In a 
totally enchanting, completely 
unaffected performance, the trio con- 
veyed much with a conspicuous ab- 
sence of frilly arrangements and un- 
necessary numbers. Instead, what was 
played was simple, direct and uncom- 
plicated. Put another way, it was up- 
front and laid back. And although 
bubbles of various rock camps did 
surface throughout their set, it was, 
for the most part, a marriage be- 
tween pop and folk. 

Individually, and rightfully so, 
Jimmie should be given first credit 
for a voice that glided around his 
guitar so expertly that at times it 
was difficult to distinguish between 
the two. It was all done with the sort 
of ease that another Jimmy would 
know much about-a Jimmy Taylor. 
But now and then he had a way of 
letting his voice catch a little at the 
end of lines that added a marvelous 
pecularity to his delivery. 

Performing through an excellent 
sound system, their "Beautiful 
News" was welcome news and 
deserves to make it if any song does. 
Sleek and animated, it should be re- 
leased as a single if it already hasn't 
been. Gilding the Lily, as it were, 
.lane's composition "The Original 
Tap Dancing Kid," off Jimmie's 
Columbia LP release of the same 
name, created a campy atmosphere 
for a few minutes with its crazy lyr- 
ics and catchiness of tune. To sum - 
up, they made you feel good.

Allan Taylor 
THE METRO, NYC-Allan Taylor 
left his home in England to establish 
permanent residency in this country 
about eight months ago and his cur- 
rent repertoire reflects his new sur- 
roundings. His songs deal with life, 
not on a broad and sweeping scale, 
but from a perspective that slips 
under the surface of things to offer 
listeners something worth pondering. 
His current United Artists' LP 
demonstrates this. So does his per- 
formance. 

"City Song," about his adopted 
home, New York, tells a tale and 
completes several thoughts-a rarity 
among contemporary songwriters. His 
insight is lucid and his thoughts are 
well -phrased. A song about American 
Indians is a strong statement de- 
scribing the fall of "noble savages" 
whose "innocence destroyed itself 
with age." The Indian has had to 
"get down," and `forget his pride." 
And in the last chorus Taylor changes 
the words to include everyone in the 
message. The audience, because of 
Taylor's clarity and straight delivery, 
was able to catch every nuance of his 
songs and judging from their recep- 
tion, it was appreciated. His songs 
give you something to talk about, 
something to work with. 

Happy and Artie Traum has been 
picking and playing since the last folk 
revival of the early 1960s. They and 
their group have their chops down to 
the Nth degree and it looks like we 
should be hearing more from them. 
They are pros offering a sparkling 
selection of traditional tunes finely 
honed to draw maximum audience 
satisfaction. 

The Metro bill was a polished pre- 
sentation, featuring two acts that pro- 
vided the audience with a full meas- 
ure of meaningful entertainment.

Sons of Champlin 
NEUTRAL GROUND, SAN DIEGO - Meeting a new group is often like 
meeting a new person-you some- 
times have to peel back a sheathe to 
discover the substance. Such is the 
case with the Sons of Champlin. On 
the surface (and at times) their mu- 
sic sounded as though it were pound- 
ed out with a sledgehammer and ar- 
ranged with a shovel. But closer in- 
spection revealed a surprisingly com- 
pact group of five, whose intense 
grip on their stuff was regulated by 
an impressive knowledge of music. 
Guitar chords, for example, were not 
reduced to a ludicrous alternation 
among a common D, G, A axis but, 
rather, bloomed into a vast number 
with the augmenting and diminishing 
accomplished as effortlessly as they 
sang. In fact, the vocals alone would 
have worn most groups down by the 
mid -point of the set, what their force 
of delivery and almost over enthusi- 
astic approach. Yet the Columbia 
group, lorded over by lead -singer 
Bill Champlin, has a feeling and a 
sound about it much like Chicago, 
but with lyrics. And that's nice. 

The set included several numbers 
from their current LP release, "Wel- 
come to the Dance," and these were 
the most conspicuous in terms of ex- 
ecution and our response. Nods went 
to "The Swim," "Lightin'," "For 
Joy" and the best of the lot, "Right 
On." This last composition probably 
best profiled their imaginativeness of 
their craft in that they took a frank- 
ly light tune and engendered it with 
some unmistakable life. Underscoring 
the vocals, it would bellow with 
drums, slink around on the keyboards 
and show an allowable variability in 
tempo and rhythm. Yes, the Sons of 
Champlin are alive. b.m. 

Muddy Waters 
Jimmy Rogers 

WHISKEY, L. A. - It was a boogie 
and blues night. The seven -member 
Muddy Waters band headlined with 
some blues that certainly sounded as 
if there was some dispair somewhere, 
but they never seemed to cop the 
evening for themselves. 

Jimmy Rogers boogied -in on the 
third number of his set missing his 
group's opening number, "House 
Rock," an instrumental with the usu- 
al boogie rhythms and bass but with 
some great lead -guitar work. This 
was surpassed. though, by "Gold Tail 
Bird," which had a "Tobacco Road" 
glint about it in that it was more 
blues, slower tempo and simply deli- 
cious. Apart from these two, however, 
much of their material had a similar- 
ity in sound-one of the traps of 
boogie beats-that could have easily 
been remedied with the slick, imagi- 
native guitar work that opened their 
show. But for a straight, persistant 
but stimulating rhythmic bass with 
some occassional outstanding florid 
figuations of Jimmy's vocals, the 
group held its own.

HOLLYWOOD-AL KOOPER: GOIN' SOUTH 

"The average level of musicianship is higher than most of the popular groups 
today. Atlanta will soon become the rock capital of the United States." 

No. That's not a quote from a David O. Selznick grandson but a continuing 
declaration from a musician extraordinaire-Al Kooper. A composer/arranger/ 
engineeer/producer, he was doing session work (guitar) at 16, arranging for 
Dylan at 21 and by blood, sweat and tears stitching such together at 24. These 
professionally prolific liaisons garnered gold certification galore, along with his 
own intermittent soloing, but more importantly situated him in the director's 
chair of his newly formed Sounds of the South label, a subsidiary of MCA, which 
has given him free rein. 

"I moved to Atlantic overnight when I saw what was going on there. They have 
six clubs that are booked and packed every night, and never with a headliner. 
Only the local bands play. It's a whole culture similar to San Francisco, circa 
1965, before the record companies came in." 

Al described that sound of the south that has so intrigued him as being a 

southern hard rock and roll, and added that groups like the English Rolling Stones 
play a type of music drawn from America's southern heritage. 

"The first Stones album had Slim Harpo; that's just dead out of the south. 
Our group Lynyrd Skynyrd grew up in that swampy, creeky area, and so their 
music is totally undiluted. Ultimately, they will be compared to the Stones, which 
is ironic since they, while showing up second, are not the imitators at all. The 
other group, Mose Jones, is a very musical rock-and-roll band and more varied. 
They can go off in twenty different directions." 

Agreed. Whereas the recently debuted Mose Jones' LP, "Get Right," demon - 

NEW YORK-SLADE: A SIGN OF THE TIMES 
The successes that Slade are now beginning to realize are by no means an 

overnight occurence. The members of this group have come up through the 
ranks of other bands before they even entertained the thoughts of their present 
"phenomenal" status. If you happened to be a child of the sixties, and you 
heard all the hysteria that Slade is now creating, it would bring back memories of 
four young musicians who went on to capture the hearts of practically everyone 
in the world. That group was "The Beatles" but this is now the seventies and the 
group is Slade. They have the potential to create the same excitement as the 
Beatles did because Slade is a "sign of the times." 

The members that make up Slade are all very independent people who when 
combined create a superb musical sound. The question of "paying one's 
dues" as it is commonly called in the world of music would best be answered by a 

summary of each members background. 
Don Powell (born 9-10-50) Percussion-Don stated that he had no musical 

background whatsoever. Upon further questioning he revealed that he was once 
in a band (name unknown) that had two drummers. He went on to say that "I 
used to play the bass drum with my head." He was in "The In-Betweens" 
and if one were to look for the organizer of Slade it would have to be Don 
because, in essence, he was the first member. 

Dave Hill (4-4-52) Lead Guitarist-His interest in guitar began at the tender 
age of 14. He began getting lessons from his science teacher. He was in a band 
called "The Young Ones," "cause I was young." There were several groups after 
that and then finally he met Don and joined "The In-Betweens." 

AL KOOPER SLADE RUFUS 

strated a multiplicity of techniques and moods-"Barroom Sweeper," aggressive, 
unrestrained (single just released) and "Ode to Drugan," feathery, temperate 
in feeling-Lynyrd Skynyrd (LP release: August 1) is tighter, more confined in its 
musical treatments. Their "In the Ghetto" (not to be confused with Presley's) is 
an exercise in pure tension and tautness, though concomitantly it is expressive, 
broad and moving. And yes, there probably will be a comparison made. 

In addition to the two groups mentioned, a third group has been signed that is 
getting a new name before its unveiling. But Al believes In taking his time. His 
deal with MCA was completed close to a year ago so the conception -to -release 
for the first album has obviously been a very long and thought-out. The August 1 

release of Skynyrd's disk has been timed so as to avoid a crowd of releases and, 
more significantly, so that each group gets a fair shot at trying them out across 
the country. 

Accordingly, Al describes the label as having had certain ground rules built-in 
from the outset. There will be, for example, a limit (of five) to the number of 
groups that can ever be under contract at any given time. This is to sidestep 
some of the problems associated with the major labels where the artist some- 
times assumes a little -lost -sheep posture. Moreover, using one of his hands for 
guidance and the other for the technical attention a group requires, Al believes 
that this kind of responsibility will encourage all concerned for maximal output. 

"If I had 20 groups to work with, I wouldn't be able to do it. Can you imagine 
Joe Smith mixing the sound for Alice Cooper?"

HOLLYWOOD-RUFUS: JUMPING THE FENCE 
Rufus did not become overly sentimental about leaving Chicago. They had been 

playing in clubs whose owners had brilliantly surmised that if the bands coaxed 
the crowd onto the dance floor that they would sweat and if they did that they 
would get thirsty . . . $ $ $. The group found that to abide by this philosophy 
meant a continuous, heavy, hard statement that allowed about as much expression 
and performing to a Papal audience.

Jimmy Lea (born 6-14-52: In a Pub?) Bassist-Jimmy, believe it or not, has a 

classical education studying violin. He became disillusioned with that aspect of 
playing and turned for satisfaction to his present instrument. His rock musical 
career began when he answered an advertisement, in his local paper, for a group 
called, "The In-Betweens." It was here that he became associated with Don 
Powell and Dave Hill. 

Noddy Holder (born 6-15-50) Rhythm guitar & Lead vocals-Noddy played in 
various bands before he joined Don and the rest of the boys to form Slade. He 
met Don when both of there bands were traveling to Germany to appear. They 
discussed the possibilities of forming a band together but it never materialized 
until they crossed each other in the streets, sometime later, back in England. 

The winning combination had now been formed and the boys went on to 
achieve much local success. They have been together now for five years and had 
their first hit two years ago. Although the musical aura had been formed they 
were then faced with the problem of intensified exposure and how to gain it. 
They all agree that they were plagued with alot of non -business people who came 
on as professionals but never really delivered the "goods." It was at this point 
that a "pro" entered the picture. The guys speak of him as if he were a god and 
to them, and the many Slade followers, he is. His name is Chas Chandler, former 
member of the Animals and also manager/producer/discoverer of the late Jimi 
Hendrix. 

Chas first felt the "noize" in a small club, decided he dug it and proceeded to 
tell everyone that Slade was good and added, "They are far better musicians 
than "The Animals" ever were." Chas is their producer and mentor. He brought 
them from the dubious honor of being England's first skinhead group (a symbol of 
the English working class tough) to the joyous, flambouyant longhairs that they 
are now. Chas coordinates Slade's U.S. activities with their U.S. manager Pete 
Kauff. Although the group has attained success it would not be unusual for 
anyone to spot them playing in a club that they got their early starts in. The 
members of the group have a special fondness for the public, one that is really a 

rareity in today's music scene. They work hard at their shows because it's fun 
but most of all because they realize that is why the audience is there, to enjoy

and to walk away remembering. They have just finished an extensive coast to 
coast tour of the states as well as the TV shows "In -Concert" and "Midnight 
Special." 

I spoke to them about what they hoped to achieve during this tour and Noddy 
said, "We want to crack America open, to be as big as we are in England." The 
results of the tour prove that they are beginning to accomplish that goal. 
Two-thirds of the concerts were sold -out and were all top -bill. Noddy added, "The 
audience reaction was great." This was only their second tour here and to be at 
one of their concerts and see the reaction definitely gives you the impression that 
it (their dream) will happen. The group, in England, has been voted the number 
one band live, in albums and singles. Their album "Slade Alive" was the number 
2 album of the year and they have had five no. one singles and two no. one 
albums.

So while Al Kooper was going south, Rufus went west where ABC/Dunhill gave 

them an opportunity to vent themselves musically via their first LP, "Rufus." A 
good portion of the album features lead -singer and head -honcho Ron Stockert's 
material which easily runs clef signs around much of what else is included. His 
authorship of "There's No Tellin"' and "Haulin' Coal" were highly emotional 
translations of something that is called, crudely, gut -level feelings. There is no 
shorthand in his writing, either. Chords are broad, melodies run two -octave 
ranges and the pieces, themselves, are earmarked by a lavishness in length. In 
discussing such with Cash Box, Ron maintained that although there is a gospel/ 
rock anchoring of sorts that their chief thrust from here on out is going to be 
in the r&b market. 

"When we released our single last march, "Slip 'N Slide," off the album, we 
probably made the mistake of not breaking it in r&b and then allowing it to cross- 
over to the pop market. This is where we are changing in that we are going to go 
mainly r&b. And although the group is predominantly white, we feel that we will 
be breaking a sound rather than a group. Of course onstage we'll be emphasizing 
more and more of Chaka." 

Chaka Kahn, the black femme -lead singer who, heretofore, has shared solo 
spots with Ron-he admittedly has written primarily for himself-will now have 
more of a focusing upon her talents. She has a strong, strong voice that is 
Aretha-like in its pitch but with more of a warmth embracing it. 

The remaining members, Al Ciner (lead -guitarist, Andre Fischer (drums), Kevin 
Murphy (organist) and Danny Belfield (bass) are in accord. All realize, of course, 
that the longevity of any group is inextricably tied -up to the success of the group 
and that shifting of gears is sometimes necessary to insure that success. That is 
not to say that radical changes are in the making. Rather, a professional pro- 
gress will occur by utilizing Chaka heavily in live performance with an equal reli- 
ance upon Ron for studio work. 

But shifting gears is something well-known to Rufus. They were originally 
touted as the American Breed from 1967 to 1970 before housecleaning left only 
a residue of their sound and less of their members (Al and Kevin). In its place, 
Ask Rufus emerged as a new entity performing during the Chicago days. The Ask 
was arbitrarily dropped by their followers, some new members added, and, ergo, 
Rufus in today's market. They're a good buy. Barry mcgoffin

KING CAHN's SIXTIETH 
It was the sixtieth birthday of a man who has garnered enough Academy Award 

nominations to account for at least half of those years. Sammy Cahn ushered in 
his birthday with a CASH BOX interview. CASH BOX and Cahn met vis a vis at a 
French restaurant which seemed quite apropos especially considering the fact 
that Sammy had just finished writing a song with Paul Anka for Frank Sinatra's 
comeback based on a French melody a la Anka's "My Way." Sammy, the bon- 
hommie spryly produced on the restaurant's table a small zipper brief case. He 
immediately won spellbound attention from his two tiffin guests as he held the 
etui in the air for closer observation and conceded, "This contains my life." A 
curious definitive statement like that also brought staring eyes and straining ears 
from neighboring tables. Sammy's nimble fingers, the same ones which have tap- 
ped out on an IBM typewriter the lyrics to such Oscar winning songs as "Three 
Coins In The Fountain," "High Hopes," "All The Way," and "Call Me Irrespon- 
sible," relieved the suspense by unzipping the case. It's contents revealed manilla 
folders containing a macedoine of notes and lyrics on his various projects. 

The most imminent project is the tribute to him held at Ceasar's Palace this 
week. It's being hosted by Mr. and Mrs. Paul Anka and Mrs. Sammy Cahn and 
will feature some of the biggest names in the entertainment business. The special 
material for this gala fete is being penned by Cahn himself. Cahn commented 
that he has been writing special material infinitely longer than he's writing songs. 
He refers to it affectionately as his extra curricular writing. Cahn described that 
this kind of writing absorbs about 90% of his time. For this Ceasar's Palace event 
he's spent 90% of his time writing 100% about himself. This must be a sui 
generis achievement afterall it's not everyone who gets to write their own tribute. 
Most of the material consists of parodies on his hits. Take his films song "I'll Walk 
Alone" from the movie "Follow The Boys', and later "A Song To Remember," it 
probably wouldn't have sold a million copies of sheet music had the lyric been 
this autobiographical one: 
1 walked alone 
and ev'ry publisher hid when I'd show up 
'Cause my songs made them throw -up 
Songs You wouldn't believe, 
Was I naive 
I walk alone 
Then started writing some singers 

mater'yal 
Caught diseases vener-yal 
Met a Saul Kaplan and 
We formed a band 
And then we met Eddie 
That's Traubner I mean 
The Shephered of the 'Shnooks' 
And Eddie was steady 
An adding machine 
And brought arou',-accoun'-ling 

books,- 
And Stanley Krell 
Was swell and added a lot to this joker 
Who at best was mediocre 
And wouldn't have made it alone! 

In Sammy's spiel he mentions Stanley Krell who has not only been a long 
friend of his but who in denouement has helped to put Sammy back to writing 
songs for the movies. Krell, who used to be one of our top percussionists, ran 
into an old musician friends of his a while back. The friend was George Barry 
who had given up the keyboard for the key to executive offices at Brut/Faberge. 
Barry asked his former band buddy if he'd like to have a job at Brut. The job was 
to be handling displays. The only thing Stanley had arranged was his cymbals 
and a little music now he would be arranging store displays. He was diffident 
when it came to making the decision but finally agreed providing there would be a 

music room not far from his office so that he could take occassional drum breaks. 
When Brut entered into film production Stan discovered that his boss, George 
Barry, had entertained the possibility of writing the title tunes. Barry was intro- 
duced to Cahn and as if magic, a genie from a bottle of Brut had joined together 
two beaux esprits and had formed a new songwriting team. Their first efforts are 
to be found in the new George Segal and Glenda Jackson starrer "A Touch Of 
Class," which contains three songs including one which Cahn particularly favors 
called "All That Love Went To Waste." Songstress Madeylon Bell sings the song 
in the film and could possibly end up a single. The soundtrack no doubt will be 
released on Brut Records. Cahn didn't tell us if Stanley got to play drums on the 
session. Forthcoming picture assignments include the Brut film "Night Watch," 
which stars Liz Taylor and also the Lawerence Harvey movie "Welcome To Arrow 
Beach." Cahn's association with Brut marked his first film endeavours since 
"Thoroughly Modern Millie," nearly four years ago. 

It's interesting to note that twice in Cahn's career movies titles have actually 
ended up changed to the title of his hit tune. He pointed out how the film "Toast 
of New Orleans" became "Be My Love" when it was rereleased and also how 
"Romance on the High Sea" bore the song title from that picture "It's Magic" 
when it opened in Europe. Cahn contents that there is no substitute for the movie 
ballad. On this subject Sammy quoted his songwriting partner of many years Jimmy 
Van Heusen as saying, "The thing Jimmy always would ask is who sings the 
ballad in the film and who cares." It was important that you weren't writing a 
song just as a filler but that the tune contributed to the emotional involvement 
of the film. Again he feels that he has been able to achieve this in "A Touch of 
Class" where his and Barry's song is sung at the ending of the film. Speaking 
about ending, our lunch in the French restaurant had just come to one. The 
minions cleared the table while the waitress asked if Monsieur Cahn wanted 
desert. Sammy declined as he was waiting, no doubt, to indulge in a ceremonial 
layer cake at Ceasar's. As he was leaving someone asked him which of all the 
songs ever written for motion pictures did he think was most outstanding. Cahn's 
eyes blinked a few times as if tallying up the winner and one could have almost 
heard someone say "The envelope please," as he interrupted his silent thinking 
with, "For melody it would have to be 'Stella by Starlight', and for lyrics it's 
'The Shadow of Your Smile'." "Of course I'd have to give my own Three Coins 
in The Fountain the runner up award." Nevertheless it seems that the fountain 
has always been a little partial to Cahn's coin. Ron Baron

SING IT AGAIN ROD-Rod Stewart-Mercury-

And let's keep hoping that he keeps singing 
material of this high quality for some time to 
come. This collection, a compilation of Rod's 
"Greatest Hits," is quite possibly the most 
instantly loveable LP to be released in the 
past few years. By including such tremendous- 
ly winning tracks as "Handbags and 
Gladrags,' "Maggie May," "You Wear It Well," 
"Reason To Believe" and "(I Know) I'm Los- 
ing You," it's not going too far out on a limb to 
predict this album settling at the top of the 
pop charts for a good long time. Rod certainly 
does wear it well. 

DICK CLARK/20 YEARS OF ROCK N' ROLL- 
Various Artists-Buddah-BDS 5133-2 

Nobody knows the business of rock n' roll 
better than Dick Clark and this year, his 20th 
anniversary in the industry, he is compiling a 

history of those twenty years in the form of 
television specials and records. This LP, a 

collectors item upon release includes the 
greatest hits of the past twenty years, from 
'53 to '72. Hits are all powerhouses and per- 
fectly reflect the era of each, ranging from 
"Crying In The Chapel" by the Orioles straight 
through to Gallery's "Nice To Be With You". 
The nostalgic package alone is worth the price 
of admission. Don't pass this one up. 

TOUCH ME IN THE MORNING-Diana Ross- 
Motown-M772L 

Diana has certainly come a long way since 
her days with the Supremes and it seems, at 
this point, that the blossom is still growing. 
This absolutely stunning collection of soft, 
highly melodic material is perfectly spun by 
the lovely Ms. Ross who has matured tremen- 
dously as a vocalist. Included is her latest 
single, the title track of this LP, as well as 
"Little Girl Blue," "I Won't Last A Day Without 
You," a fine medley of "Brown Baby" and 
"Save The Children" and an incredibly beauti- 
ful "Imagine." Diana has definitely grown into 
one of the finest female performers of this, or 
any, year. 

CLOSE YOUR EYES-Edward Bear-Capitol- 
SMAS 11192 

This group has quickly become one of the 
top hitmaking Canadian imports and from the 
way things look, upon release of their second 
LP, things don't seem to be changing from 
that norm.

EYES ON ALBUMS - Based on the current 1960's British revival, London 
Records is considering repackaging their old Zombies albums even though the 
group is not on the Richard Nader show. We have also learned that Columbia too 
is thinking of a repackage of their Zombies LP, "Time Of The Season." 

New Cat Stevens album, "Foreigner" due out in July . . . Debut American 
album from The Sweet (due soon), which is absolutely incredible. 

New Osmonds album, "The Plan" has just been issued and words alone cannot 
describe the effort that went into making it one of the all-time best concept LP's 
ever. Don't discard it because you think The Osmonds are a teenybopper 
act-you couldn't be more wrong. 

Just a passing note on albums in general: Today's music allows an act more 
freedom than at any other time in the past. As a result, he can experiment in the 
studio. He can experiment with producers, with new sounds, new inventions; 
phasing, moogs, oscillators, etc. An album will usually cost anywhere from 
$40,000.00 and upwards depending on studio costs, musicians and a host of 
other factors. When the final product is sequenced, we are sorry to say that in 
most cases there are what we call 'cutesy throwaway' tracks that serve no 
purpose-but rather fill space on the LP. This we believe is entirely unnecessary. 
Don't confuse a short track like "Lovely Linda" as being a throwaway. We refer to 
tracks that are more or less out -takes. If an album has only 9 songs-why fill it 
with a 10th that is of no value at all? Think about it! 
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Focus.You can hear them coming 
with "Sylvia"

Country Artist of the Week: 

JIM ED BROWN 

FROM THREE TO ONE-Arkansas-born Jim Ed Brown has been a leader all 
of his life. In school he was president of the Student Body and of the Student 
Council, as well as captain of both the football and basketball teams. In music 
he and sisters Maxine and Bonny (known as the Browns) became one of the 
first modern country artists to have a million -selling single record. The record, 
"The Three Bells," was also one of the first to bridge the gap to pop charts, 
pioneering the way for what has become commonplace in country music today. 

Jim Ed and his older sister, Maxine, were both especially interested in music 
and began singing together at local square dances. When Jim Ed was in the 7th 
grade the two got a singing job on KCLA in Pine Bluff. 

During his freshman year at Arkansas A & M College, Jim Ed majored in 
forestry. The next year he switched schools and majors, studying music and 
voice at Arkansas State Teachers College. 

In the fall of 1953, he became a regular member of "Barnyard Frolic" on 
KLRA in Little Rock, and the following February, he and Maxine made their 
first recording together in Shreveport. A short time later, they cut one of 
their own songs, "Looking Back To See," for a small label (Jim Reeves played 
rhythm guitar and Floyd Cramer was pianist on it). Cash Box voted the pair 
Most Promising Vocal Group that year. 

Younger sister Bonnie made The Browns a trio in 1955, and the three be- 
came featured performers on Red Foley's TV show, "Ozark Jubilee." They 
joined the RCA roster in 1946, singing such hits as: "Here Today and Gone 
Tomorrow" and "I Heard The Bluebirds Sing." 

In 1959, The Browns came into the national limelight with "The Three 
Bells" and were invited to appear on the Ed Sullivan Show among other top 
shows. In line with their new-found popularity in the United States came suc- 
cess in other countries, including Germany, Japan and England. 

The Browns joined the Grand Ole Opry on August 8, 1963, and they con- 
tinued traveling internationally. They performed together as an act for the 
last time at the 42nd Grand Ole Opry Celebration in 1967. 

Since the retirement of his two sisters, he has continued turning out hit 
singles for RCA, like "Pop A Top," "Bottle Bottle," "Morning," and "Angel's 
Morning," and nearly a dozen albums, including "Alone With You," "Remem- 
ber Me," "Just For You," "Jim Ed Sings The Browns." On his schedule, in 
addition to recording sessions in Nashville, are personal appearances, the 
Grand Ole Opry, tours of military bases in Europe (where he is a particular 
favorite), and making albums and doing television in England. 

Jim Ed Brown's current single is "Southern Loving" which was produced by 
RCA producer Bob Fergeson with booking by Top Billing, Inc.

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EDITORIAL: 
The Healthy Foreign Market 

There are many aspects to the coin machine business, some 
more interesting to operators than others. About the least in- 
teresting of anything is the so-called "foreign market", or to 
be more precise, how much foreign currency is expended in 
the purchase and import of American -made music and amuse- 
ment devices. 

For the record, the foreign market is more healthy right now 
than ever in history, in terms of both money and number of 
machines exported to Europe, the Far East and the rest of the 
world. The operator should feel a certain closeness to the 
situation because dollars generated abroad help to fuel the 
factories and distributors at home, resulting in all the things 
required-engineering and development of new machine ideas 
and the general output of machine excellence which the US 
operator demands in his equipment. 

The foreign buyer spent $92 million on US jukeboxes, 
games and vending machines during 1972; he's sure to top 
the $100 million mark during 1973. That's a lot of lettuce and 
a clear testimony to the on -location earning power of US goods. 
We should take some pride in that fact. 

The operator should also realize that there's a problem 
facing the industry today that he alone can help cure-the 
shortage of used equipment available for export. The used 
machine is the key in the door to many markets overseas but 
alas, the US operators are holding onto their stuff inordinately 
long these days. 

If you've got machines lying about that can be shopped up, 
get up an inventory list and call your local dealer. That stuff 
is scarce, it's needed more than ever, especially overseas. If 
it's in your power to help just a little, why not do it!

"Probably more important than the 
unique display of bonus values is the 
new 'stop -bonus' skill shot built into 
the game. Each ball crossing a roll- 
over in the shooter runway stops the 
bonus flash: and, as each ball is shot, 
the player has a triple skill objective- 
first, to time his shot to stop the 
bonus at the highest possible value; 
second, to dodge 'start tunnel' tar- 
gets, which would cancel the advant- 
age of stopping the bonus at a high 
value; third, to hit a 'collect tunnel' 
target to garner the high value of 
the stopped bonus. 

"After the ball is on the playfield, 
bonus values flash again, when any 
one of 4 'start tunnel' targets is hit; 
and, whether bonus is flashing or 
stopped, player collects bonus value 
which is lit, when any one of 5 `col- 
lect tunnel' targets is hit. 

"Time Zone' also boasts not one, 
but two, free ball gates, each of 
which scores generously, collects the 
tunnel bonus and returns ball to 
shooter tip. In addition to free balls, 
extra balls may be delivered to the 
ball shooter by hitting a designated 
target, when lit on mystery basis. 

"Unusually explosive ball action is 
insured by twin kickout holes at the 
top of the playfield, balanced by twin 
slingshot kickers at the bottom, as 
well as by a cluster of 4 thumper - 
bumpers and a kickback kicker in the 
left central lane. 

"'Time Zone' is readily convertible 
to add -a -ball scoring, may be operat- 
ed with 3 or 5 balls, with or without 
match feature. And any way you op- 
erate the game, the old saying, 'Time 
is money', really applies to 'Time 
Zone' ", Calamari added.
