On Columbia 
Records 
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Restoring 'Faith' 
In A Good Song 

For many music publishers today, their association with a writer 
who is also a performer is not merely an added dividend in the 
area of exposure of material, it is, indeed, a matter of survival. 
Publishers who have been on top of the emergence of the writer - 
artist as a dominant creative force in the middle sixties are cer- 
tainly no strangers to this evolution. This direction is attested to 
in the fact that the most successful of publishing operations are 
those with extensive ties with the talented writer who also has 
easy access to the recording studio. 

There is, to be sure, a disenchanted aspect to the ever -strong 
search for the dual creative talent. This, of course, is the lessening 
impact of any attempts to see through the writer who has only his 
writing talents to offer. Publishing exec Murray Deutch told us re- 
cently that a heavy burden is placed on the publisher who attempts 
to get coverage on a good song that has no place to go but 
through the performing talents of others. Such songs, he ex- 
plains, are placed with contemporary performers and sometimes 
vague commitments to record them are never realized or, if they 
are, months and even years go by before a recording is realized. 
As for the pure M -O -R acts, the exec continues, they are no longer 
recording on a continual basis and "how many times can you go 
after this kind of act." Happily, there are occasions when a writer - 
artist comes up with a fine song that not only succeeds via his 
own performance, but is picked up by many artists, particularly 
those seeking current hit material for an album date. 

Yet, this still leaves the writer and writer only somewhat out -of -it 
with regard to obtaining coverage of his material. And we think this 
is a sad -state -of affairs. We have stated in the past that we believe 
that many contemporary artists should be open to material other 
than their own. Egos should be put aside at times when self -penned 
material may not be up to par and continuity of recording success 
may be diminished. No fan of any contemporary act is going to put 
him (or them) down if they do "outside" material that, neverthe- 
less, fits the act like a glove. 

And we would guess that music publishers have to renew their 
long -held "faith" in a song, no matter its origins. We realize that 
"work" on a song that has no artist association can be a long, hard 
task. We believe, however, that perhaps a lost "faith" in such 
material contributes to the difficulty. 

So for the artist, we say, "Open your eyes to the wealth of strong 
material you didn't write." And to the publisher: Get across to the 
artist and his representatives the value of a good song in suc- 
cessfully reaching out to the recording fan. To the detriment of 
both, artists and publishers may be ignoring some basics in their 
relationships.

Accident 
Stevie Wonder was admitted to 
Rowan Memorial Hospital in Salis- 
bury, N.C. after sustaining head in- 
juries when the car in which he was 
riding collided with a truck last Mon- 
day afternoon (6). 

Wonder, who was admitted in 'criti- 
cal' condition at approximately 2 PM, 
was listed as "satisfactory' later that 
evening. Wonder recovered conscious- 
ness later in the week. 

The car, driven by John Harris 
(who sustained minor injuries), was 
heading North on Highway 85 from 
Greenville, S.C., where Wonder ap- 
peared at Memorial Auditorium the 
previous night, to Duke University in 
Durham, N.C. where he was to per- 
form a benefit concert that evening 
(6). 

Wonder was moved Tuesday morn- 
ing (7) to Baptist Memorial Hospital 
in Winston-Salem, N.C., where he is 
in the intensive care unit suffering 
from a contusion of the brain. A spo- 
kesman for neurosurgeon Dr. Davis 
stated that it presently appears that 
there will be no permanent brain 
damage resulting from the injury.

8. List the name of all labels under which 
the company releases recordings. 

9. List the name of all record clubs owned, 
and the percentage of business rep- 
resented by club sales. 

10. List gross sales, and net profit after 
taxes, for each of the years 1971 and 
1972. This information may be supplied 
on either a calendar or fiscal year basis.

1. Submit a comprehensive statement of 
company promotional policies and prac- 
tices. 

2. Submit copies of all currently effective 
company directives relating to promo- 
tional policies and practices. 

3. Submit the name(s) and title(s) of per- 
son(s) who have the primary national 
responsibility for the implementation of 
company promotional policies and prac- 
tices. 

4. List the amount of funds budgeted for 
promotional activities for each of the 
years 1971 and 1972. Indicate for each 
year the amount of expenditures for 
radio stations, distributors, conventions, 
press parties, and other promotional ac- 
tivities.

M -O -R Buyer Aid 
NEW YORK - A new wave of 
comedy albums is bringing middle 
of the road buyers back to the 
stores, according to Norman Wien- 
stroer, vice president of Musical Isle 
of America's St. Louis branch. 

"In an age when album sales have 
been dominated by heavy electric pop 
materials as well as pop -folk acts, 
retail outlets, including those racked 
by the MIA mound city branch, have 
been happily cashing in on the 
broadened sales base made possible 
by the comedy resurgence," says 
Wienstroer. 

At least a half dozen albums are 
leading the way in such MIA -racked 
accounts as the Venture chain, with 
outlets throughout the Missouri and 
Kansas market areas. The trend has 
also been noted by other MIA branch 
chiefs in such markets as Baltimore - 
Washington, Chicago, Memphis, Den- 
ver, and San Francisco. 

The Watergate affair is widely 
credited with generating much of the 
action, being responsible for three of 
the current big six in the comedy 
scene. These include David Frye's 
"Fantasy" on Buddah, the recently - 
issued Mort Sahl set on GNP and the 
"Watergate Comedy Hour" on Capi- 
tol. Others drawing heavy buying ac- 
tivity include "The Odd Couple 
Sing," with Jack Klugman and 
Tony Randall on London, Cheech 
and Chong's "Big Bambu," on A & M 
and "National Lampoon," by The 
Lemmings on Blue Thumb. 

In many cases, Wienstroer said, TV 
sets in store departments adjacent to 
record sales areas are showing the 
Watergate hearings, "and practically 
right next door are the Watergate 
comedy LP's in the kind of promi- 
nent places you couldn't miss if you 
tried."

Ore. Passes 

Anti -Pirate 
Legislation 
SALEM, ORE. - Governor Tom Mc- 
Call signed into law a bill making it 
illegal to manufacture, sell, offer for 
sale or advertise a sound recording 
reproduced without the authorization 
of the owner of the original record- 
ing. Violations are punishable by a 
jail sentence of six months and a fine 
of $500 for each sound recording il- 
legally copied. 

The new law takes effect Oct. 5, 
and makes Oregon the 15th State to 
enact legislation outlawing the piracy 
of sound recordings. The fourteen 
other states with anti -piracy laws 
are: Arizona, Arkansas, California, 
Florida, Louisiana, Maryland, Minne- 
sota, Nevada, New York, Pennsylva- 
nia, Tennessee, Texas, Utah, and Vir- 
ginia. Washington has a partial law. 

Guilty Plea 

In Pirate Case 

In Albuquerque 
ALBUQUERQUE - Copy Rite Re- 
cordings, Inc. pleaded guilty in U.S. 
District Court here last week to 45 
counts of infringing on copyrighted 
sound recordings by having produced 
pirated tapes of such top singers and 
groups as Joan Baez, The Carpen- 
ters, Johnny Cash, Alice Cooper, Neil 
Diamond, Three Dog Night, Nilsson, 
Elvis Presley, Charlie Pride, Cat Ste- 
vens, Rolling Stones, Tammy 
Wynette, and Blood, Sweat & Tears. 

No date for sentencing was set, but 
the maximum penalty for each count 
is 1 year in jail and $1,000 fine. 

A Federal Grand Jury had handed 
up indictments against the firm fol- 
lowing a raid in March, 1972, by 
agents of the Federal Bureau of In- 
vestigation and local police in which 
35 duplicating machines, thousands 
of pirated tapes, business records and 
labels were seized. Investigators for 
the Recording Industry Association 
of America, who assisted in gather- 
ing information about the operation, 
estimated the pirate factory was pro- 
ducing about 20,000 bogus tapes per 
week. 

Three counts of the original 
48 -count indictment were dropped. 
Charges were also dropped against 
Herbert Newman, 52, of this city, and 
four other corporations: Crown - 
Stars, Inc., and Stars, Inc., here; and 
H and N Contracting and H and N 
Tape Company, Inc. both of Fresno, 
Calif.

LP Debut Sparks 

Extensive Promo 
CHICAGO - Backed by one of Phon- 
ogram's most elaborate campaigns 
ever given a new group, the New 
York Dolls debut album has been 
rush -released. 

There has already been considerable 
pre-release activity for the dolls, 
whose record, "New York Dolls," ap- 
pears on a specially designed Mercury 
label featuring the Dolls' Logo. The 
LP was produced by Todd Rundgren. 
Extensive radio time buys, made up 
10 and 30 -second spots, started in 
New York City 10 days in advance of 
the official release of the LP. The 
spots plugged both the upcoming al- 
bum and the Dolls' first major New 
York concert Aug. 3 at the Felt 
Forum. 

Following up the advance spots are 
160 -second spots that begin immedi- 
ately in New York, in addition to all 
major cities around the country. 
There will be print advertising in all 
trades, plus consumer ads in Rolling 
Stone, Creem, Circus, The Los Ange- 
les Free Press, Village Voice, as well 
as local papers. 

Advance orders on the album from 
the east coast have already exceeded 
Mercury's initial estimate. Because of 
the group's background and the ad- 
vance publicity, there will be simul- 
taneous release in most of the coun- 
tries around the world, including En- 
gland, Holland, France, Germany, and 
Japan. 

The New York Dolls already have 
been the subject of major stories in 
consumer publications such as Rolling 
Stone, The New Yorker, Penthouse, 
Cavalier, The New York Times, The 
New York Sunday News, Newsday, 
Rock, and Zoo World. 

The Dolls appeared in Pittsburgh 
Aug. 7 and will be at Max's Kansas 
City in New York in mid -Aug. The 
group's first major non -east coast ap- 
pearance will be Aug. 29 through 
Sept. 2 at The Whiskey A Go Go in 
Los Angeles.

Course Covers Studio Technology 
NEW YORK - The sweep of techno- 
logy that has "electrified" both form 
and performance of modern music is 
likely to be confronted or dealt with 
by the artist at some point. The rec- 
ording studio was the birthplace and 
incubator for many of music's modern 
electronic developments and the 
studio environment continues today in 
the forefront of developing new tech- 
nology for music. Where does the 
musician learn of the electronic possi- 
bilities offered today and of those 
which will appear tomorrow? 

A school offering instruction in rec- 
ording studio technology and applica- 
tion is the Institute of Audio Resear- 
ch, Inc. in Manhattan. Founders Al- 
bert Grundy and Iry Diehl are both 
members of the community of profes- 
sional engineers, where they have 
worked in the areas of both studio 
and disk master recording, as well as

sultants of studio systems. John 
Woram, another member of the staff, 
has worked in New York studios for 
many years, and recently engineered 
and mixed the General Electric televi- 
sion special "Love and Hate". 
Woram, special projects director at 
IAR, is responsible for organization 
and development of seminars offered 
by IAR. One seminar of particular 
interest is a Producer/Arranger's 
Workshop scheduled for Nov. 15 
through 18, presently being organized 
and to be conducted by Woram. 

The course most relevant to the 
artist -musician is the Studio Technol- 
ogy and Practice course, and is the 
widest in scope of all the programs 
offered by the Institute. Diehl states 
that a good percentage of the classes 
are made up of musicians-musicians 
in the category of those who work 
occassional weekend gigs to the 
studio and concert musician. 

Grundy, the course instructor, 
states that the quantity and complex- 
ity of equipment used by the musician 
increases continually. "The equipment 
has really become part of the instru- 
ment and the technique of using this 
equipment must be developed the 
same way the technique of playing 
the piano must be developed, based 
first on a good technical knowledge 
and understanding of the instru- 
ment."

The long overdue, anxiously awaited, 
much publicized Allman Brothers follow up 
disk to "Eat A Peach" is here and one listening 
decisively proves that the wait was well worth 
it. The overall collection of seven tracks is 
positively the strongest blues rocker to come 
down the pike in a good long time and quite 
possibly the best representation of the band 
on record to date. Each and every track is 
smooth as silk, perfectly conceived and per- 
formed to the hilt by this superlative Southern 
band. listen to "Ramblin' Man," "South- 
bound" and "Jelly, Jelly" and try to disagree.

Inside that, yet another, brilliant jacket illus- 
tration by Hipgnosis is the third and most 
progressive Flash album to date and the one 
that should finally turn on the world to this 
greatly talented four man British band. Consid- 
ering that former Yes guitarist Peter Banks is 
Flash's driving force, the similarity to Yes is 
not unexpected, but the individual nature of 
Flash always shines through. Especially listen 
to "The Bishop," "Shadows" and "Dead 
Ahead" to learn what the group is all about. 
This disk may be out of their hands, but it's 
certainly headed straight for all of our heads. 

73-Mark-Almond-Columbia-KC 32486 
Always progressive for the times and always 

good and tasty, Mark -Almond seems to be 
getting better with age. In this case, the music 
is as strong as ever, as are the group's lyrics, 
but strength in natural progression seems to 
be the case. Listening to the entire disk is a 

fine mind excursion into jazz-rock and one that 
might very well be the group's most successful 
outing to date.

The name is Banks, and, aside from the fact 
that there's always been money in it, the name 
has, in the past been associated with such top 
attractions as Yes, Blodwyn Pig and Flash (also 
his current association). This solo debut (with 
some help from Flash and Focus friends) is a 

sparkling achievement that people will be talk- 
ing about for some time to come. As a guitar- 
ist, the artist is in a class by himself and 
material such as "The White House Vale,"

VISIONS OF EIGHT-Original Soundtrack-

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NEW YORK-THE NEW SAVOY BROWN FEATURING KIM SIMMONDS: THRU 

THE YEARS 
Savoy Brown, or more concisely The New Savoy Brown Featuring Kim Sim- 

monds is an international rock -blues institution. As simple as that. The group, 
in their original incarnation, came into beng back in 1965 as a Chicago blues 
type organization featuring Kim Simmonds on lead guitar and John O'Leary 
on harmonica (or harp as the instrument has since come to be known). The 
group first went out on the road in 1966 to acquire that ever so important 
experience out front before live audiences.. It was in 1967, almost a year 
after the band first took to the road that they recorded, and had released 
their first LP. It was just previous to that release that the group went through 
what was the first of their countless number of personnel changes. John 
O'Leary left the group in late 1966 to pursue his own career. The group re- 
placed his harp with an extra guitar lead and recorded an album entitled 
"Shakedown" (one of the few Savoy albums not released in America). 

Kim Simmonds has always been one to respect "his" music, the music 
he has always been most comfortable performing. It was back in those early 
days, to accommodate his Chicago blues, that he opened a club in England 
to feature that type of music. Although only reasonably successful at the 
outset, the Nags Head Bar, did stay in existence as a music club for some 
time, but folded in 1967. Although Kim was disappointed, his career was 
increasing by leaps and bounds and his popularity as a guitarist was reach- 
ing an all time high. 

That Savoy Brown band of 1967 consisted of Kim on lead guitar, Bryce 
Porteus on vocals, Leo Mannings on drums, Ray Chappel on bass, and Bob 
Hall on piano. They kept performing those Chicago blues until 1967 and the 
beginnings of the "psychedelic era" when the band found difficulty adjusting 
to the strange, new musical times. For all extensive purposes, Savoy Brown 
disbanded at that time, but Kim Simmonds continued playing the blues. Soon 
appearing in the picture was Chris Youlden who jammed with the group un- 
til he eventually joined and stayed with the group for almost two years, 

HOLLYWOOD-MARC WIRTZ: ENTERING A WORLD OF WIRTZ AND WYVERNS 
Marc Wirtz is a Capitol recording artist whose career reads like a fantasy. Most 

of his songs, including one in particular called "Kings and Queens and 
Fairytales," on his new album, seems to depict this quality. 

Have you ever thought about the origin of fantasy? We all know it is created 
by imaginings, but there are theories concerning it's source. The investigation of 
myth and fables among primitive man illustrates how at one time he invented 
wonderous tales, magical substitutes for fulfillments he wasn't able to really 
experience. 

A fable on this subject provides a moral that graphically pertains to Wirtz and 
his own accomplishments. Our fable plays on the concept of fantasy just 
mentioned. We are asked to consider an archaic legend in days, of long gone by, 
of the "camera." This instrument was said to be able to freeze moments 
witnessed by spectators in the form of the picture. The story reminds us that this 
fantasy was created out of the human wish to preserve pleasureable moments. 
Our story continues with other primitive, wild imaginings such as the production 
of an extraordinary energy called "electricity." 

The significance of this parable with regard to Marc's own life is that he has 
always been able to turn his dreams of fantasy into reality. This composer/per- 
former has fearlessly taken on challenge in much the way that a knight must 
have approached a wyvern. He'd probably even take on a wyvern if the thought 
appealed to him, and he knew where it existed; after all, his publishing company 
is appropriately called Creature Comfort Music. Wirtz admits he is a votary of 
Walt Disney's creativity and has perennially been fascinated by fantasy probably 
because it has played an integral part in his life. 

His first fantasy was to become a screen comedian like Jerry Lewis. At one 
time that was his ultimate fantasy, and in order to reach it he decided that he'd 
have to first become a teenage idol, and in order to do that he'd first have to 
learn how to play guitar and piano. So his own "once upon a time" began with 
his teaching himself how to play piano and eventually writing songs and sending 

KIM SIMMONDS 

When Youlden left, the group was left in what was termed at the 
time, as a state of constant chaos with no one really knowing if the 
band would continue performing at all. Kim Simmonds, who always believed 
in the existence of the group, and who had the desire to keep the band intact, 
in one form or another, made sure the group lived on. The "Sweet Corner 
Talking" album opened up a new era for the band and took their direction 
from blues to blues rock. With the changeover in their music, Savoy Brown 
also found a greater audience for their music and a new found popularity. 

With the additions of Sylvester and Bidwell to the group, Savoy Brown, and 
Kim Simmonds, found that a successful and fullling career could be found 
as blues rockers. Although still clinging to the basic roots as a guitarist, 
Simmonds was able to make the change in his style and satisfy his audience 
and himself at the same time. The changeover has obviously been a good 
one, as four albums (each commercially accepted and successful) have been 
released and no two have had the same personnnel included. 

Over the years Savoy Brown has been on American tours some thirteen 
or fourteen times (even Kim was unsure of the number), but the last one 
(recently concluded) seemed to generate more interest in Kim than any of 
the more recent ones. Their latest album, "Jack The Toad," has been greatly 
accepted by their fans, and as Simmonds puts it, is his most satisfying one 
in a long time. As for the material on the LP, the rock is there as is the 
blues, but an unusual addition was the oldie "Endless Sleep" (an old 1950's 
Jody Reynolds tearjerker). The tune, according to Kim, was selected, or at 
least suggested by their producer who felt the song would work when re- 
arranged for the group. Listening to the track on the album immediately shows 
that he was right. The tune is almost tailor made for the group, and Sim- 
monds performance, on guitaris perfect. 

As for the future of the group, Kim and the New Savoy Brown are expected 
back in the Fall to further promote their "Jack The Toad" LP and because 
they like touring America and bringing their music to the people. According

them out to various publishers. Although Marc never professionally studied 
piano, one might tend to think that he had by the way he talked record producer 
Norman Newell into hiring him as a replacement for his pianist, Russ Conway. 

Consequently Marc Wirtz had a mild hit with "Bubble Pop," which was rock 
and roll with a barrel piano sound. When the bubble popped (it's not supposed 
to in fairy tales), something new was brewing in the music kingdom of Great 
Britain. It seems that King Norman had lost one of his most trusty arrangers, 
namely John Barry, and so he issued a proclamation throughout the town saying 
that he was searching for one. Marc of course felt that he didn't really qualify 
since he couldn't read music and at that time didn't know one instrument from 
the next, but in his world of never never land the philosophy is never, never say 
can't until you've tried it first. Once again he felictiously convinced Norman to 
give him a try at it. The king agreed and Marc did what any other knight not 
knowing how to slay a wyvern did; he got some books on the subject. 

Wirtz says he took a one week crash program on music arranging. He recalled 
how his written music notes looked like spider webs, but his spirited perse- 
verance soon made him immuned to the venom of the spider known as "impos- 
sible." A week later he reported to the studio with the lead sheets completed for 
the Danny Williams session. The king was pleased and gave Marc another chance 
at arranging. This time Wirtz wanted to do something really different so he tried 
a Phil Spector approach of utilizing a full orchestra for a rock session. On the 
day of recording, the orchestra commenced playing and stopped in the middle 
following Marc's instructions to allow for his own piano solo. 

About this time there was an unexpected interruption as Norman stopped the 
orchestra with a harangue on how he could have gone to Hawaii for the cost of 
the session. The orchestra was ordered to go home, and Marc was forever 
banished from Norman's studio. Wirtz spent his exile working as a graphic 
designer. He arbitrarily chose this profession so that he could become master of 
his own destiny. This was done by saving up enough money which would permit 
him to make a master, which was to ultimately affect his destiny. When he had

Handleman's 
Final Figures 
On Fiscal '73 
DETROIT - Handleman Co. showed 
modest gains in sales and earnings 
for the fiscal year ended April 30. 

The company, which had released 
preliminary figures on July 10, said 
that net sales reached $101,338,000 for 
the year, compared to $96,221,000 in 
the previous period. Earnings before 
taxes on income was $11,289,000, 
compared to $11,032,000; provision 
for taxes on income was $5,730,000 
compared to $5,630,000. Net earnings 
for the period came to $5,559,000, 
compared to $5,402,000. Net earnings 
per share of common stock was $1.26, 
compared to $1.22. 

GRT Gains In 
1st Fiscal Qtr 
SUNNYVALE, CALIF. - GRT Corp. 
has announced earnings of $394,000 
or 10¢ a share for its first fiscal quar- 
ter ended June 30, nearly four times 
the $103,000 or 3¢ a share earned in 
the comparable 1972 quarter. 

The company reported sales of mu- 
sic tapes and phonograph records of 
$7,682,000, up 36% from the same 
period last year. 

Earnings for the fiscal quarter in- 
clude an extraordinary credit for the 
Company's tax loss carryforward. Be- 
fore the credit, net income was $199,- 
000 or 5¢ a share, as against $53,000 
a year ago. 

GRT has been engaged in a major 
program of debt reduction which was 
initiated in its 1973 fiscal year ended 
March 31 and has continued into 
fiscal 1974.

GRT released its operating results 
for fiscal 1973 in mid -June, reporting 
net income for the fiscal year of $1,- 
953,000 or 56¢ a share, after an ex- 
traordinary credit for its tax loss car- 
ryforward, compared to $46,000 or 1¢ 
a share earned in fiscal 1972.

Summer Jam At Watkins 

WATKINS GLEN, N.Y.-There are 
two basic reasons why six hundred 
thousand people flocked to the Wat- 
kins Glen Summer Jam. The first: an 
irresistable urge to attempt to relive 
the legend of Woodstock, the second: 
the Grateful Dead, The Band and the 
Allman Brothers. Combined, they 
formed the largest American Rock 
Festival ever. 

The Watkins Glen concert was a 
near perfect production. The exact- 
ness in planning and execution left 
little room for risky improvisation. 
The sound system, stage operation and 
general security were undoubtedly un- 
der the control of Mr. Bill Graham. 
His proficiency and expertise are eas- 
ily recognizable. 

The stage was set for three of the 
most popular bands in America. Never 
had all three played together before 
but they were ready to go now; each 
accompanied by their own admiring 
throngs and weeks of intense plan- 
ning. 

The Grateful Dead were the first 
to entertain the huge caged assem- 
blage. Mounting the stage at pre- 
cisely twelve noon, they went through 
a typical set, of late, including favor- 
ite tunes like "Sugar Magnolia," 
"Trucking," "Playing in the Band," 
and "Bertha". The sun was hot and 
people were tightly packed in but the 
Dead did their best to absorb every- 
one's interest with their music. It 
turned out to be a pleasant four 
hours of the Grateful Dead. 

The crowd's concentration was now 
turned on to The Band. Would they 
be able to get the Summer Jam off 
its feet? The huge welcoming ova- 
tion proved that thousands had come 
to see them, and they all seemed to 
approve once the music started. The 
Band's simplistic melodies and lack of 
popular material destroyed a lot of 
enthusiasm though, for the un -de- 
voted follower. The rain showers also 

The Supremes 
MAGIC MOUNTAIN, VALENCIA, 
CALIF.-Although the legendary 
Supremes haven't had a major chart 
record in a while, their packed club 
audiences and consistent good re- 
views keep their popularity alive. 
The audience at Magic Mountain was 
no exception, giving the gowned trio 
a warm reception. However, the 
3,500 who assembled to hear The 
Supremes most likely wanted to hear 
them perform their hits, and not 
those made famous by the Staple 
Singers or the Ojays. Sandwiched in 
between showtunes and other people's 
hits was a modicum of their own 
smash records, mostly their recent 
ones like "Floy Joy" and "Nathan 
Jones." 

It was interesting to note that 
Supremes Jean Terrell and Lynda 
Laurence were dressed in one color 
while the group's only original mem- 
ber, Mary Wilson, wore another color, 
suggesting that she is either being 
pushed as the lead or is simply being 
featured as the senior Supreme. Mary 
did solo nicely on "Can't Take My 
Eyes Off You." Jean Terrell has a 
marvelous voice, as do all of the girls, 
and she was able to assimilate the 
feeling Diana projected when she was 
with the group. Jean does this in a 
natural, effortless way, not to be con- 
sidered as an impersonation of Diana 
Ross. She handles her lead vocals 
confidently and convincingly. Another 
observation about the Supremes at 
Magic Mountain was that, over all, 
they had a much more unison sound.

The musical fate of the concert was 
now in the hands of the Allman 
Bros. The rain soaked ground and 
chilled air, combined with an hour 
and a half delay tempted many to 
leave, but most realized that the best 
was yet to come. The Dickie Betts 
band came out to play at about ten 
o'clock, and immediately everyone 
knew that the group had come to 
play for a party of 600,000. 

The tunes came out fast and strong. 
"Elizabeth Reed," "Stormy Monday," 
"One Way Out," "Whipping Post"; 
they did them all, and gracefully. 
None of the energy created by Dickie 
Betts' guitar or Gregg Allman's vo- 
cals was wasted. It was all consumed 
by a gathering that waited all day 
for some fine music. 

The new Allmans, Chuck Leavell 
on piano and Lamar Williams on bass 
only add to the masterful sound of 
the old Allman Brothers. The Butch 
Trucks -Jai Johanny Johanson percus- 
sion section remains unaltered; each 
properly attuned to the other. 

It was apparent that the race track 
party was a musical success after the 
Allmans' first set. Their refined music- 
al powers and professionalism, illu- 
minated by twelve super troopers, 
convinced everyone that the Allmans 
are the best in the land. Other groups 
play electrified blues, other groups 
jam off standard tunes, and other 
groups play with ferocity. But no 
other group does it all at once like 
the Allman Bros. 

Bruce Springsteen 
UPSTAIRS AT MAX'S KANSAS 
CITY, NYC-The verdict is in and 
there is now no denying the fact that 
Springsteen is a genuine superstar. 
The man is talented beyond talented, 
both as singer and songwriter, and 
there's just no stopping him now. His 
recent week long headlining engage- 
ment at this very demanding popular 
night spot proved that he can weather 
any storm and come out on top any- 
where at any time. 

Springsteen looks like Dylan, 
sounds like Van Morrison and moves 
about like a little boy in awe of the 
situation, but is always in complete 
control. His highly lyrical material 
always hits home, whether in the form 
of a ballad or a rocker and he con- 
stantly amazes his audiences with his 
mastery of music. 

In performing material from his 
debut Columbia album, "Greetings 
From Asbury Park" as well as cover- 
ing some classic rock and blues tunes 
he was always right on target. High- 
lighting his one hour set were his 
magnificent "Blinded By The Light", 
"82nd Street", a marvelously re- 
arranged "Ring Of Fire" and "Some- 
thing You Got", the old Chris Kenner 
song perfectly updated. In each in- 
stance, Springsteen had tremendous 
musical backing, especially from sax 
player Clarence Clemens (a genuine 
talent as well). 

It's amazing that the rest of the 
world has not yet picked up on the 
artist, but sometimes "good news 
takes a little longer to get around 
than it used to". 

It's a pleasant chore to report that 
in this vast and troubled world, 
Springsteen definitely has rhythm 
and a good deal more going for him. 
Make it your business to see this man 
perform. You, too will be infected.

Isis 
NASSAU COLISEUM, N.Y.-It was, 
as one of the notorious security 
guards noted, "a nice crowd." "Not 
the Grateful Dead or Alice Cooper 
crowd," he hastened to add. Quite 
true. The audience was mostly com- 
prised of exceptionally well-behaved 
12 to 16 -year -olds, many with their 
parents. They stared intently, rarely 
stirring in their seats, while Isis, an 
all -girl group featuring 8 pieces and 
a brass section, offered a selection of 
jazz-rock tunes, and stared even more 
intently while Marc Bolan worked out 
with this year's version of T. Rex, a 
much heavier, more metallic, denser 
and droning array of electric power 
than the bantam of rock is known for. 

But, after a half-hour equipment 
delay and display of patience, the 
crowd found relief with the entrance 
of the act they obviously came to see: 
Three Dog Night, masters of the Top 
40 and practioners of the careful 
rhythms the teens and sub -teens love. 

Three Dog Night opened with 
"Shambala," their current chart -top- 
per, which lifted the mood consider- 
ably, and then proceeded to drive the 
crowd into squealing fits with "One," 
"Celebrate," "Never Been To Spain," 
and others that have captured the 
hearts of their fans. 

After treating the audience to 
"live" takes of songs they've come to 
know line for line, Three Dog came 
out with leather jackets and a series 
of skits geared to the Oldies' craze. 
They sang "Good Feelings," joked 
and downed, went into a medley and 
back into "Shambala," finished off 
with "Joy To The World" and brought 
the house down. 

Persuasions 
Blue Mink 

TROUBADOUR, L.A.-The Persua- 
sions were totally convincing as a 
five -man a cappella team who trailed 
no disclaimers for their lack of any 
back-up. And it's no easy job to 
handle when rhythm flankings and 
contrapuntal confirmations are as ex- 
pectingly swallowed as a group's 
presence is suspicously acknowledged. 
Possibly that is why they were so 
enjoyed-very little could obscure the 
range, register and resonance so mat- 
ter of factly employed by each one. 
Indeed, individual turns in the MCA 
act were acceded to throughout their 
set, which overall was rock -routed, 
but not, of course inextricably so. No, 
they ventilated through a number of 
porticos and were as r&b'ish one min- 
ute as they were MOR'ish the next. 
And were good all the way through. 

Blue Mink, also MCA, is in the 
blossoming stages for American au- 
diences despite their immense popu- 
larity in England. A coalescence of 
former studio session performers, the 
five -man, two -girl band quickly dis- 
played plenty of pollen in themselves 
-they are quite generative. The 
group is richly rock, exploring new 
contours in rhythm and arrangement 
but also missing a few times in the 
rehashing of some banal beats that 
were never anything more than that 
anyway. But these were timid tres- 
passes done for filler, easily super- 
seded by some of the fabulous key- 
board and synthesizer work of Ann 
O'Dell and lead -vocals of Roger 
Cook and Madeline Bell. Ms. Bell de- 
livered an inspiring portraiture of 
Bill Wither's "Harlem" and practi- 
cally pirated away the evening for 
herself with the slow-soul'ing of "I, 
Who have Nothing." Collectively, 
there was no musical gerrymandering 
or crazy careenings, promenading 
themselves instead with a tight inter- 
volvement with one another. Blue 
Mink is only feeling its way at the 
moment, but are cementing together 
a top, top act. And they know it, too.

Opening the bill was Elijah, the 
most recently signed act to the label 
and the first horn band produced by 
Al Kooper since the early days of 
Blood, Sweat and Tears. Considering 
the fact that the group is only in the 
earliest stages of recording their al- 
bum, they performed their mostly un- 
known material to the absolute de- 
light of the crowd. In delivering neat, 
but spicy, jazz-rock, the heavily rhy- 
thm oriented group was continually 
tight and entertaining and showed 
great promise for the future. Their 
short set left many in the house eag- 
erly anticipating that debut album, 
scheduled for release later this year. 

The rocking and rolling picked up 
there when Lynard Skynard took to 
the stage and fiercely performed a 
very solid set of rock, blues and boogie 
and left the crowd chanting for more. 
The group more than lived up to 
their advance "hype" and proved to 
be possibly the most promising group 
signed to the label. Their debut LP

is due to be released shortly and, 
judging by the material performed, 
should be tremendously successful. 
The prediction here is that before the 
year is out, Lynard Skynard will be 
one band in very popular demand. 

Last out, but continuing that high 
rocking spirit created by the previ- 
ous two, was Mose Jones, possessors 
of the label's maiden release (and a 
good one it is) "Get Right". In the 
space of a little under an hour, the 
band performed material from that 
album as well as some new material 
that had the crowd rocking right 
along with their high energy South- 
ern -soul beat. Highlights were their 
current hit single, "Barroom Sweep- 
er". a top flight infectious rocker and 
"Julia's Beautiful Friend". Mose 
Jones beyond any shadow of a doubt 
demonstrated that they have been 
improving with age. Their future cer- 
tainly looks very bright at this point. 

If there had to be a summation 
made for the evening, all that would 
really need to be said is that Al 
Kooper has got himself one hell of 
a nose for talent. From the looks 
(and sounds) of the Sounds Of The 
South roster, we're all going to be a 
lot richer, talent wise a bit later this 
year. Don't forget those names-Eli- 
jah, Lynard Skynard and Mose Jones, 
three of the most talented organiza- 
tions to come down the pike in a long, 
long time.

saved up some money, not enough for Hawaii but enough for a moderate 
session, he discovered some talent and cut a master. Marc sent it out to a lot of 
record executives and somehow it found it's way to Otto Dernler, Marlene 
Dietrich's executive producer. Otto liked the serendipity and retained Marc for 
Marlene's recording date. Marc still remembers how Marlene sauntered into the 
studio, and upon being introduced to her newly appointed arranger, pompously 
greeted him with, "I will not work with this child." However after Otto had 
convinced Marlene that she should at least listen to what the "child" had 
prepared, she became more tractable. 

By now Marc had established himself as a performer, composer, and arranger. 
The next fantasy he concocted was that of a rock opera. The thought of such a 
thing must have sounded like pure science fiction to his contemporaries, but he 
pursued the fanciful idea at EMI and came up with "A Teenage Opera." Although 
it was never released in full, his excerpt from "A Teenage Opera," or "Grocer 
Jack" as it is sometimes referred to, did earn him the Ivor Novello award. Marc 
told CASHBOX recently that his rock opera was actually a fairy tale (what else) 
about a small imaginary community. This is interesting because he seems to 
perceive his own existence as something ensconced in an almost magical milieu. 
The translation of this setting and the people in his life into music is the gift of 
escape he offers his friends and fans. 

When Marc had outgrown his "Teenage Opera," he produced "Philwit and 
Pegasus," a concept album with session performers. Pegasus never took off and 
the only one who found himself flying was Marc, from the music kingdom to the 
States. Upon arrival in Los Angeles he worked for Denny Cordell doing arranging 
and producing. One afternoon he read a Rolling Stone interview on Bob Cullin, 
then at Playboy Records. The next afternoon he was sitting in Bob's office 
discussing the possibility of becoming an artist. A few subsequent afternoons 
and he was back in London producing his own album for Playboy. When the 
album called "Balloon" had been finished, he returned to L.A. only to discover 
that like a balloon Bob Cullin was let go by the label. 

Marc's manager, Al Schlesinger, whom he regards as the "gentle knight," was 
able to negotiate a new record deal with Mauri Lathower, and Wirtz became a 

Capitol artist. His new album is called "Hothouse Smiles" and contains words 
straight from a Hans Christian Anderson lexicon like "kings and queens," 
"magical moonstones," and a "ballerina Swan." This interviewer didn't become 
familiar with the name Marc Wirtz until he was introduced to one of Silverlake's 
most legendary residents called Swan. Photographer Jerry Fielder had showed 
this reporter some remarkable shots he had taken of a former ballerina and 
follies dancer. It was later learned that Wirtz had composed a song about this 
magic child of 83 with his writing partner, Melinda Field. Swan is a splendid 
example of one of Marc's fantasies that really exists. If you're ever lucky enough 
to drive by Swan's hillside dwelling you might see her offering friends golden 
peaches as she gracefully tries to balance in pair of high heels she hasn't worn 
in years. 

Wirtz, who is of German ancestory, doesn't ever contend with the expression of 
his native land known as Weltschmerz. The reason is quite obviously that Marc is 
one of those rare artists who knows how to transform the ideal state into a 

real one. Music lovers should be listening to Marc Wirtz happily ever after. ron 
baron

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Jazz Great Eddie Condon Dies 
Col. Released 
Tribute LP 
Before His Death 
NEW YORK - Lee Wiley sang 
"Back Home Again In Indiana," 
backed by Earl "Fatha" Hines, Wild 
Bill Davison, Johnny Windhurst, Vic 
Dickenson, Kenny Davern and Cliff 
Leeman. Then, on a blue note, the 
40 -minute funeral service ended 
Wednesday (8) for guitarist Eddie 
Condon, purveyor of Chicago jazz 
and strong spirits, who died Aug. 4 
after a long illness. He was 67 years 
old. 

Credited with helping organize the 
Chicago jazz style and influencing the 
many muscians who played his New 
York City night spot over the years, 
Condon worked and played with the 
giants of jazz in a career that began 
in the early 1920s. He recorded for 
Decca and Commodore, among oth- 
ers. A native of Indiana, he grew up 
in the mid -West. 

His night club on Manhattan's 52nd 
Street, on the fringes of Times Square 
district, was the most well-known of 
the jazz and strip clubs that lined the 
street in the days when jazz was 
king. Dixieland and Chicago were the 
idioms the crowd favored and Con - 
don's attracted the foremost practi- 
tioners of both styles. The club moved 
to new quarters nearby some years 
ago. 

Condon is survived by his wife, 
Phyllis; two daughters and a broth- 
er. 

Eddie Condon's unexpected death 
came only days after Columbia Rec- 
ords had released "Eddie Condon's 
World of Jazz," a two -record featur- 
ing Eddie and his favorite musicians. 

The Columbia project, produced by 
Michael Brooks and sponsored and 
inspired by executive producer, John 
Hammond, was to coincide with the 
release of the book, The Eddie Con- 
don Scrapbook of Jazz, on which he 

collaborated with Hank O'Neal, to be 
published next month by St. Martin's 
Press. 

Condon is actually heard very little 
on this Columbia release. Most of the 
material on the album features those 
musicians and the style of music 
which Eddie espoused during his long 
and full career as not only a musician, 
but as advocate, organizer and wit. 
Performances by Louis Armstrong, 
Bobby Hackett, Henry Allen, Bix 
Biederbecke, Bud Freeman, Bunny 
Berigan, James P. Johnson, Hot -Lips 
Page, Pee -Wee Russell, Jack Teagar- 
den, Fats Waller and Lee Wiley, 
among many others, are an integral 
part of the album, as they were of 
Eddie's life. 

In all, 27 tunes from Eddie's past 
are presented in the double LP set. 

"One of the less important facets of 
Eddie Condon's career was the fact he 
played guitar," reminisced John Ham- 
mond a few days after Condon's 
death. "He was sharp, witty, and I 
should add, quite devastating. I first 
met him in 1930 in a basement 
speakeasy where he had a band with 
Red McKenzie, Joe Sullivan and Jack 
Bland-they were called the Mound 
City Blue Blowers." 

"His contributions to the art were 
many. He had the first integrated 
band to go into a recording studio. 
He also had the first jazz television 
program, which introduced such peo- 
ple as Ella Fitzgerald, Jack Teagar- 
den, Louis Armstrong and a dozen 
others to a wide audience. He was 
instrumental in bringing jazz to two 
generations of bibulous and not - 
necessarily musical New Yorkers. 

"He helped more muscians than any 
other man associated with jazz 
through his concerts, night-club per- 
formances, recordings and other en- 
gagements. This album contains some 
of his merciless comments (in the ex- 
panded liner notes) and some of his 
favorite musicians, sometimes playing 
with his non -favorite vocalists."

NEW YORK - Because of requests 
made since the Moody Blues an- 
nounced their 1973 international tour, 
Threshold Records has announced 
that it will invite classical reviewers 
to attend the Moody Blues concerts in 
the United States in addition to the 
pop and rock reviewers normally in- 
vited to the group's concerts. This is 
the first time a rock group has made 
such a gesture. 

The Moody Blues began as a rock 
and roll band and have never deserted 
that catagorization (their most recent 
hit single was called "I'm Just A 
Singer In A Rock And Roll Band"). 
However, ever since their album 
"Days Of Future Passed," was re- 
leased in 1968, recorded with the Lon- 
don Symphony, the Moody Blues have 
received critical acknowledgement 
from all segments of the musical 
spectrum. 

The decision to invite classical mu- 
sic reviewers is a response to that 
interest. Rather than categorize the 
Moody's music, Threshold is inviting 
all music reviewers to the Moodys 
concerts in keeping with the group's 
wishes that their music not be limited 
to any one particular audience. The 
Moody Blues have also been invited 
to lecture at the prestigious Eastman 
School of Music in Rochester, New 
York.

`Delay Lines' 
Helped Keep 
Fest Echo -Free 
WATKINS GLEN - Sound for the 
"Summer Jam" held here was proc- 
essed through six Digital Audio 
Delay Lines, manufactured by Even- 
tide Clock Works, Inc., of New York 
City. The solid-state delay lines were 
used to create the effect of sound 
emanating from the stage speakers 
by synchronizing 150 P.A. speakers 
so that their signals coincided with 
the signal arriving from the stage 
speakers. Because of the size of the 
festival site, sound coming from the 
stage speakers would normally arrive 
nearly a second later than the field 
reinforcement speakers. The delay 
lines permitted the speakers to be 
synchronized and echo -free. 

The Eventide Delay Lines for Wat- 
kins Glen were requested by the 
Grateful Dead, and were used by the 
Dead, the Allman Brothers, and the 
Band. The Dead own two delay lines 
of their own, which are used not only 
for P.A. enhancement but also for 
other sound modification effects such 
as vocal "doubling" which, by small 
increments of delay, add secondary 
voice or instrument signals which 
create the illusion of multiple per- 
formers.

BILLY JOE SHAVER 

ENDORSED BY "WHO'S WHO"-Soft spoken, easy moving, Texas born 
Billy Joe Shaver started "singing for his supper" when he was five years old 

in order to extend his grandmother's credit at an old time Texas general store. 
As time progressed his songwriting talents came to the attention of Bobby 

Bare, Tom T. Hall, Waylon Jennings, Kris Kristofferson-in fact, most of the 
"Who's Who" in country music. 

Bare was the first to record one of Shaver's songs when he cut "Freezing in 
El Passo" as the backside of his # 1 hit, "How I Got To Memphis." The next 
in line was Kris Kristofferson when he cut Shaver's "Good Christian Soldier," 
the first non-Kristofferson song to ever appear in any of the Kristofferson al- 
bums. In addition to Bare's hit on "Ride Me Down Easy" and Tom T. Hall's 
LP cut of the title song, "The Rhymer & Other Five & Dimers," Waylon 
Jennings' LP, "Honky Tonk Heroes," contains all but one of Shaver's songs 
and Tex Ritter has also joined the league of stars recording his songs. 

Kristofferson became so enamored with Shaver's talents, he struck a first 
for his own career by producing a record album on Shaver in addition to re- 
cording Shaver's songs himself. Inking a recording contract with Monument 
Records, Shaver's Kristofferson-produced LP-"Old Five & Dimers Like Me" 
which contains all self -written songs-was released and Billy Joe Shaver had 
become a recording artist. His current just released single is titled "I've Been 
To Georgia On A Fast Train" produced by Kristofferson. 

Today Shaver has a couple of film credits to his name and is presently the 
subject of a country music documentary on songwriting produced by Hobo 
Productions for television.

TV Guide: Country Turns Tube 

Into 'Tin Pan Valley' U.S.A. 
NEW YORK - The current (Aug. 
11-17) issue of TV Guide magazine 
features as its lead story the growth 
of country music shows and the wide- 
spread use of country talent over 
network television. 

Dot Record's artist Roy Clark is 
featured on the cover as a member of 
the "Hee Haw" roster of country 
stars. The story inside refers to "Tin 
Pan Valley" and outlines what is de- 
scribed as the "whittling away at big 
city viewing habits" by country - 
oriented shows and talents. 

The story points out that the recent 
country special on NBC-TV netted a 
39 per cent share of the Neilsen audi- 
ence. The CMA Awards program took 
a 38 per cent share of the same audi- 
ence. Tennessee Ernie Ford's Christ- 
mas special last December took 36 per 
cent although it was stacked in the 
same time slot as "All In The Fami- 
ly" and "Brigid Loves Bernie." 

The results of this kind of exposure 
for an artist was explained by Jane 
Downden .of Show Biz Inc., a Nash- 
ville agency specializing in TV pro- 

duction. She noted that in 1959 when 
Porter Wagoner started his first syn- 
dicated country TV show he drew 
$250 a concert. Today, she said, the 
same artist receives $4,000 for an ap- 
pearance.

$7 Billion In Coins 
Thru Vendors In 72 
CHICAGO - American consumers 
deposit more than 124,000 coins every 
minute in merchandise vending ma- 
chines, according to Dick Schreiber, 
president of N.A.M.A. 

The association has released a 
study which shows that more than 65 
billion coins were used in 1972 as 
consumers purchased nearly $7,000,- 
000,000 worth of merchandise from 
more than 5 million machines dispens- 
ing hot and cold beverages, confec- 
tions, pastry, prepared foods, ciga- 
rettes, cigars, milk, canned foods and 
other merchandise. 

In round-the-clock operations, this 
amounted to 7,468,000 coins per hour 
and 179,237,000 coins per day. 

"Obviously, in this age of checks 
and credit cards, coins still play an 
important role in our economy," 
Schreiber pointed out. He said mer- 
chandise vending machines used near- 
ly 6,900,000,000 pennies, 12,300,000,000 
nickels 35,600,000,000 dimes and 10,- 
600,000,000 quarters. 

Cigarettes accounted for one third 
of total dollar sales, food items and 
packaged confections totaled 10.2 per 
cent each and hot beverages ac- 
counted for 7.7 per cent of total vend- 
ed sales. 

The dollar value of products sold 
through vending machines has doubled 
since 1964, from $3.494 billion to 
$6.906 billion in 1972.

Inflation Moderate 
In Vended Products 
CHICAGO - Retail prices of major 
products sold through vending ma- 
chines and over-the-counter showed 
only moderate increases over a 
14 -month period between late 1971 
and 1973, according to a survey of 
452 vending and foodservice manage- 
ment firms, said Dick Schreiber, pres- 
ident of N.A.M.A. 

The survey, based on reports from 
N.A.M.A. member firms from all parts 
of the country in February 1973, 
shows basically higher prices in 
Region II (New Jersey and New 
York), with Region VI (southwestern 
states) reporting a lower price pat- 
tern. 

In the beverage vending category, 
nearly two-thirds of coffee sales were 
still at 10 cents a cup, half of all cup 
soft drink sales were at 10 cents 
(with the other half at 15 cents), and 
vended canned drink prices averaged 
20 cents for three -fourths of vended 
sales reported. 

However, in each category, the 
10 -cent barrier was breached further 
since the previous N.A.M.A. price sur- 
vey undertaken in December, 1971. 

For hot beverages, the portion at 
15 cents per cup from 30 per cent 
of reported sales to 37 per cent, for 
soft drinks in cups from 37 per cent 
at 15 cents per cup to 49 per cent in 
1973, and canned soft drinks sales at 
20 cents or more accounted for 88 per 
cent of all sales as compared with 72 
per cent in 1971. 

In the packaged confection seg- 
ment, 38 per cent of vended sales 
were at 15 cents, while 62 per cent 
remained at 10 cents and bagged 
snacks at 10 cents accounted for 59 
per cent of reported sales, with 38 per 
cent at 15 cents. 

Comparisons with the 1971 survey 
are not possible in this category be- 
cause it was reported differently in 
that survey. 

Newly added in the current survey 
were vending machine prices for 
canned hot soup and canned hot en- 
trees. The 25 -cent price prevailed for 
canned soups (59 per cent of sales), 
while the largest portion of canned 
entrees was vended at 40 cents or 
more (50 per cent of sales). 

Vending and foodservice contract- 
ing firms generally reported higher 
unit prices for products sold "manu- 
ally" (not through vending ma- 
chines). In the hot beverage category 
44 per cent were sold at 15 cents 
over-the-counter (37 per cent in vend- 
ing machines), 56 per cent of cup 
soft drinks were dispensed at 15 cents 
(49 per cent in vending machines) 
and 55 per cent of bagged snacks 
were retailed at 15 cents over-the- 
counter (38 per cent for vending ma- 
chines). 

NAMA Directory Out 
CHICAGO - The 1973 N A MA 
Directory of Members was published 
this week, listing more than 2,000 
companies in the vending and food 
service management industry. 

The annual directory of NA M A 
members contains a state -by -state list- 
ing of vending and food service man- 
agement firms and branches which are 
members of the association, indicat- 
ing the types of products they vend 
and whether they operate a food pro- 
duction commissary. Complete ad- 
dresses and telephone numbers are in- 
cluded. 

The directory also shows equipment 
manufacturers and suppliers of prod- 
ucts and services to the industry 
who are NA M A members. 

Copies of the directory are sent 
free of charge to member firms and 
may be purchased for $40 per copy by 
nonmembers. 

EDITORIAL 
Filling The Shortage 

The scarcity of qualified, and even semi -qualified, jukebox and 
games mechanics has plagued this trade for so many years, it's a 
wonder a real solution has never been found. This pet subject of as- 
sociation agendas, of local programs (most of which have borne little 
or no fruit) and of trade magazine editorials has been talked to death. 
If the sum total has produced one new mechanic to replace the two 
that quit and left the industry, it's a lot. 

Granted, much good faith went into manpower development pro- 
grams, and some underpriviledged young men got a good start in 
life as mechanics; and granted the small but effective schools in the 
southwest have injected a couple dozen new technicians into the in- 
dustry. But by no means has the problem been minimized. We think 
it's going to get worse before it gets better. 

To examine the mechanic problem we have to examine the source 
factors behind it: 1. to outsiders (most of whom don't know this in- 
dustry exists), mechanic work appears menial; 2. very few mechanics 
are offered enough money to provide financial motivation; 3. many 
route shops and many, many locations are dismal places to work; 
4. the future, at best, is to continue doing the same work as now only 
earning more money. 

Therefore, what's needed is to somehow dress up the image of 
coin machine mechanic. There's nothing very glamourous about driv- 
ing a truck but somehow the public has a romantic feeling about 
guys who push tractor trailers around. Is it because they make good 
dough or because they feel like part of a real good industry. Both, 
we think. 

We say start with the fellows on the payroll right now. Make them 
feel like the important people they really are. Take them to trade 
functions and discuss trade and route problems with them in the 
shop over coffee. And give them a raise before they have to ask for 
it. 

If you need (ha ha) another mechanic or two and can't find them, 
solicit help from high school grads and even drop -outs. You can tell 
a guy's character pretty well in a good interview and if he appears 
to be a straight up, sensible lad, train him on the job. If it's practical 
for you to send him to one of the schools, or for you to hire a mechanic 
grad, do it. 

We don't feel a united trade effort would work to bring in more 
mechanics; in this case, it's more of a job for the individual operator. 

Southern Memphis Hosts Gottlieb Cuss 
MEMPHIS -A service seminar on 
Gottlieb games was hosted recently 
by Southern Amusement Company of 
Memphis, Tennessee. The three-hour 
technical session was conducted by 
two Gottlieb factory representatives, 
Wayne Neyens and Ed Johnson, and 
included theory, maintenance pro- 
cedures, and general troubleshooting 
techniques. 

Practical work was conducted on 
several games flown in especially for 
the session, and included two soon -to- 
be -introduced models, Jack -in -the Box 
and Jumping Jack. 

Attendance was originally expected 
to be about fifteen individuals, but as 
the session commenced, thirty-nine 
operator company owners and ser- 
vicemen were on hand. Commenting 
on the training, "O.J." Mullinix, 
Southern's general manager said "The 
response to this session was better 
than anyone had expected . . . the 
owners and servicemen were very en- 
thusiastic. We are very grateful for 
the fine cooperation of the Gottlieb 
Company, and hope we can do it 
again in the near future."
