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The Profit Squeeze
In the midst of general sales increases for major industry labels,

there is, unfortunately, a profit crunch to go along with more vol-

ume. In recent financial statements from parent companies of CBS
Records and RCA Records, the showings of their recording entities

over the past nine months and third quarter of this year were as-

sessed in terms of “cost pressures" (CBS) and “overall domestic
industry conditions" (RCA), the latter in general explanation of a

profit loss for the third quarter of 1973. The president of RCA,
Rocco Laginestra, stated in a major policy statement in last week’s
issue of Cash Box that “with costs up and industry volume down, I

predict that in the immediate future, there is going to be a shaking
out of a lot of companies.” To compound these unhappy prospects,

we have been witness to off-the-record-comments by other lead-

ing label executives declaring that increased volume on their part

has failed to generate a proportional increase in profits.

With full realization that the industry has moved into its

“best" quarter of the year, we or the industry itself should not

bury our heads in the sands of false euphoria and make rosy, all-

is-well commentary. Yet, it is important to stress that for many
companies there is, indeed, a posture of better volume for many

—

indicating strong consumer demand for the industry's wares—as

weighed, sadly, against a profit squeeze.
Where does the business go from here? It can (and should) we

feel command a better price from the consumer for recordings with-

in guidelines set by the Government in its attempts to curtail infla-

tion. It can (and must) assess internal procedures in the marketing
of product, especially in the area of “returns,” where, it was made
evident through the NARM-sponsored study on the subject released

earlier this year, labels can do much to ease the pressure on profits.

The industry must be made aware that the “return" problem really

doesn’t start at the wholesale level, but has its origins in “overkill"

allocations and in the sales-promotion philosophy that saturation of

new product in the marketplace is the strongest guarantee of a

heady sales tally on the consumer level.

Some say the often outlandish guarantees given to established

or “hot” newcomers is fading; we hope so. The industry has passed
the stage where it can dole out millions on contracts, and take a

“long-term" view of eventual profit margins. If a few examples of

such ultimate success are available, the industry has made them
the rule not the exception.

Once again we return to the phrase “profitless prosperity."

Never before, in our view, has that phrase had more devastating

meaning. We must note that in view of the fact that companies and
individuals—generally reluctant to spell out “tougher times” in

public—are now speaking out indicates that candid recognition of

the profit squeeze can realize aggressive attempts to defeat it.

Firm Sales Up
HOLLYWOOD — The shareholders
of Capitol Industries, Inc., at the an-
nual meeting last week (16), ap-
proved an amendment to the by-laws
of the company changing the name
of the company, effective January 1,

1974, to Capitol Industries-EMI, Inc.
to reflect the company’s corporate as-
sociation with EMI Limited.
At the same meeting, held in the

Capitol Tower, the company reported
net income of $1,295,000 or $.28 per
share, on sales of $35,244,000 for the
first quarter of fiscal 1974. This com-
pares to net income of $183,000, or
$.04 per share, on sales of $30,101,000
during the same period in fiscal 1973.
There were 4,580,000 average shares
outstanding this year as against 4,-

579,000 last year.
Reporting on first quarter results,

Bhaskar Menon, Capitol’s president
and chief executive officer, said:

“Sales were up 17% over the same
period last year, resulting in an in-

crease in net income of 608%. This
marks the seventh consecutive quar-
ter in which Capitol’s earnings have
improved over the comparable quar-
ter of the prior fiscal year.
“The company demonstrated excep-

tional product success during the
quarter when Capitol and Capitol-
distributed artists achieved six top-10
singles and seven top-10 albums, of
which eleven received Gold Record
awards by the Recording Industry
Association of America, five of them
during this quarter. Most notably, six

records reached the no. 1 position on
national best-seller charts. Artists
represented in these achievements,
whose recordings continue to enjoy

Gene Krupa

Dies At 64
NEW YORK — Gene Krupa, wThose
style demanded that the drummer be-
come a soloist as well as timekeeper,
died Oct. 17 at his Yonkers home. He
was 64 years old.

The cause of death was not an-
nounced, but Krupa had been suffer-
ing from benign leukemia for the
past ten years. He had entered a hos-
pital in Yonkers two weeks ago for
treatment of a heart problem con-
nected with the leukemia.
Krupa, who was bom in Chicago

on Jan. 15, 1909, came into jazz as
part of a group that included Benny
Goodman, Eddie Condon, and others.
He was drumming on a summer job
with a band called the Frivolians
when he was 12. At 16 he entered St.

Joseph’s College in Indiana to study
for the priesthood, but dropped out a
year later.

He made his first record Dec. 9,

1927, with the McKenzie-Condon Chi-
cagoans and during the next eight
years played in Chicago and New
York, sometimes with jazz friends in

Red Nichols’ or Mai Hallett’s bands.
He was playing in Buddy Roger’s
dance band in Chicago when Benny
Goodman asked him to join his new
band in 1935.

A few months after joining the
Goodman band, Krupa took part in

the first recording by the Goodman
trio. Originally an experiment, the
records did so well that they made
the small group format feasible.

After a feud with Goodman in

1938, Krupa left to form his own
band, which quickly became an estab-
lished favorite. He was voted the
country’s outstanding drummer in

Jan., 1944, and after a six month
stint with Tommy Dorsey, he formed
a new big band that included a large
string section.

He led his band till 1951, when he
began three years of touring with the
Jazz at the Philharmonic troupe.

From then on, he led trios or quar-

tets.

In 1960 he suffered a stroke that
cut his performing time down to six

months a year, and in 1967 he an-
nounced his retirement. Three years
later he resumed playing and his last

gig was with Goodman, Lionel
Hampton, and Teddy Wilson in Aug.
at Saratoga Springs. N.Y.
Krupa is survived by two adopted

children and a brother Jules of Chi-

cago. A requiem mass was held Oct.

18 at St. Denis Roman Catholic

Church in Yonkers after which the
body was flown to Chicago for buri-

al.

A single by Kenny Rankin, current-

ly the label’s only non-comedy artist,

will be released shortly. It will contain
the rock standard, “Why Do Fools
Fall in Love” and an original song,
“Birimbau,” a Latin-jazz-rock compo-
sition.

The campaign, whose slogan “Laugh
Your Ass Off,” has already been
launched and will be multi-faceted.
Aside from radio and T.V. spots, ad-
vertising in trade and consumer publi-
cations and a billboard on Sunset
Blvd., plans have been made for store
displays, “Laugh Your Ass Off” pants
patches and a specially produced EP
recording. The EP has already been
shipped and will be used as a record
store giveaway for customers buying
Little David releases as well as for
air play, as the recording has been
carefully prepared to contain no ma-
terial that might be objectional to the
general public.

Television has always played on
important role in the promotion of
Little David Records and T.V. ap-
pearances have been scheduled to co-
incide with this new release. George
Carlin is already slated for an Oct.
25 showing on NBC’s Tonight Show
and Burns and Schreiber, who recent-
ly completed a summer-long T.V.
series, will be doing guest spots on a
number of shows this fall. The Com-
mittee have embarked on a schedule
of club engagements that will take
them to major cities across the coun-
try. A campus promotion is also un-
der way and all three artists will be
making college appearances.

A special audio-visual program was
presented to Atlantic sales and promo-
tional personnel in the latter part of
Sept, to introduce the comedy LP’s.
The presentation, held at an Ingle-
wood hotel, was a great success, ac-
cording to Sachs, and subsequently,
orders from dealers and rack jobbers
were solicited in excess of 250,000.

Notes
by A. Blachly, with libretto and trans-

lation enclosed.

“Symphony No. 5 In E (“Lenore”)
by Swiss composer Joachim Raff is

performed by the London Philharmo-
nic conducted by Bernard Herrmann.
One of Raff’s major works, album
notes are by S. Ledbetter.

Czech composer Leos Janacek’s
“Music For Male Chorus” is done by
the Moravian Teacher’s Choir, An-
tonin Tucapsky conducting. Some of

these a cappella pieces are folk-texts,

others protest songs. Annotations by
J. Diether.

In the Explorer series “Tibetan
Buddhism/Tantras Of Gyuto: Ma-
hakala” by David Lewiston offers a

part of a 12-hour rite, a feature of

which is a vocal technique where each
monk chants a chord. Lewiston re-

corded the chants in the foothills of

the Himalayas and his annotations
and photos accompany the LP.

“Animals Of Africa: Sounds of the

Jungle, Plain & Bush” is a novel LP
taped and produced in Nairobi,

Kenya which captures the various
African animals in their native habi-

tat. Notes are by composer William
Bolcom.

Sly Stone, the dynamic singer/songwriter/musician who leads one of the most
explosive, innovative groups in music (Sly and the Family Stone), may well turn

out to be the biggest influence on pop music since the Beatles. Stephen Paley,

Sly’s a&r man, says, “More rock and rhythm and blues players listen to Sly than

any other performer. The Temptations’ song Superstar was written about him
and Miles Davis and Herbie Hancock, among others, have asked Sly to produce
them."

Sly (real name: Sylvester Stewart), has travelled a long and sometimes
tortuous route to the top, but at age 29, and undeniably one of the gods of the

pop pantheon, he is rededicating himself to the cause of making music and
bringing it to the millions who have followed him faithfully since the meteoric rise

of his 1968 hit, “Dance To The Music,” to the number one spot on the national

charts. Though in the midst of a hectic touring schedule, Sly has finally

consented to star in two of television’s most important shows, NBC-TV’s Midnight

Special, airing Oct. 26, and Don Kirshner’s Rock Concert, to be seen Oct. 27.

"I decided to do the TV shows," said Sly, lounging comfortably on a sofa in

the living room of his plush Central Park West apartment, “because they wanted
me. The Good Vibes From Central Park special [aired on ABC-TV, Aug. 21] was
the first show I’d done in over a year, and I did it because I had to recognize the

demand. If people want to see me that badly, I’m not going to disappoint them.”

EARLY CAREER
*-

Like so many of the stars that have struggled to reach a lofty plateau, Sly’s

success stems from a long and productive career that reaches back to his high

school days in California when he was lead singer with a group called the

Viscanes. He continued his study of musical theory at Vallejo Jr. College for three

years before becoming a producer for Autumn Records, where he produced

Bobby Freeman ("The Swim”), The Mojo Men (“Mojo Man"), and The Beau
Brummels.

Prior to his stint at Autumn, Sly had been a disk jockey at KSOL, one of

California’s premiere soul stations, and it was during this period that the seed

which would eventually blossom into Sly and the Family Stone was planted.

Originally called The Stoners, the group became Sly’s vehicle to success when he

decided to leave the airways and become a performer in 1966.

With eight gold records to his credit, Sly could very easily have become
complacent, but the vast reservoire of burning creative energy that so character-

ises him allows him no respite. “I keep going out on the road,” said Sly,

"because I like it. The audiences are getting better all the time and keep me
involved. When that stops happening I guess I’ll hang it up.”

HOME STUDIOS

P But if the glamour of the road still holds excitement for the entertainer whose
resplendent clothes are outshone only by his own individual brilliance as a

showman, the thrill of cutting albums in the studio is no longer there. Sly

maintains sixteen track equipment in both his New York and California res-

idences because he says, “It’s a lot more comfortable. I can relax at home
without all the pressures that usually exist in a studio situation. It also frees me
from the time hassles. You know, like sometimes I might get inspired by a

particular song at three in the morning and want to record it. If I didn’t have the

facilities right there I’d have to go through a whole trip booking time and
whatnot, and chances are those hassles would get in the way of the song.”

MORE ENTHUSIASM

But if anything, Sly's enthusiasm for writing and playing has increased, not

diminished, as his latest LP “Fresh” so aptly testifies to. “I’m pleased with the

album on all levels,” he said, a broad grin reflecting the truth of his statement.
Though mixing “Fresh” took longer than the actual recording, Sly has still found
enough time to put together enough material “for at least two more albums.”

I What does the new Sly sound like? “It's more of me, more of what I like and
what my fans like.” We can interpret that to mean that Sly is ready to explode
another package of musical dynamite at any time now. Stephen Paley, who works
with the Hollies, Laura Nyro, and Jeff Beck, in addition to Sly, said, “Hopefully
we’ll have something new out by Christmas. We try and make Sly’s life as
comfortable as possible and provide him with all the tools he needs to help him
do his thing.” Obviously, Paley has been very successful in his attempts because
Sly is entering a new period of creativity that may very well find him expanding
beyond the performing limits he has already set for himself.

We may be witness to the emergence of Sly Stone, movie star, if all the details

can be worked out. “I don’t want to write a movie score until it’s my movie. I

want to write it and star in it,” said Sly who has turned down several offers

because, "they weren’t good enough.” If current discussions Sly has been having

with director Melvin Van Peebles prove fruitful, we can look forward to seeing Sly

in his first feature film maybe as early as next fall.

NEW PROJECTS

In the meantime. Sly continues his furious pace without abatement. With his

new single “Frisky” just released, he is busily engrossed in new projects

including he said, “A new LP by my 10 year old niece Lisa.” If you think that

Sly’s intense schedule is too much for a man to handle, you ought to weigh it

against his unique genius that has consistently drawn not only the plaudits of his

fans, but also his peers. Paley said, “I believe Sly influences his contemporaries
more than they influence him. Stephen Stills said “Family Affair” was the best

single he ever heard and other record companies have been trying to sneak spies

into his sessions for years to find out his special techniques.”
As much at home reading the Walter Piston text on musical theory as he is

* driving audiences of 20,000 to frenzied peaks of exultation, Sly Stone is truly one
of the most influential musical geniuses of this or any time. With the two TV
specials, a Christmas LP, and possible movie ventures in the offing, he may

‘Starring Fred Astaire9

Stanley Green writes the most en-
tertaining and informative textbooks
on the American musical the-
atre/films. “Starring Fred Astaire”
(Dodd, Mead & Co., $22.50) is no
exception. His words and Burt Gold-
blatt’s generous photo layouts
provide a definitive pictorial/statisti-
cal rundown of Astaire’s career plus
many interesting points of view and
little known facts about Astaire and
his associations in Broadway, London
and Hollywood productions. The
giants of American composers wrote
songs for the singer /dancer, including
the Gershwins, Cole Porter, Irving
Berling, Frank Loesser, Harold Ar-
len, Burton Lane, Harry Warren,
Johnny Mercer, among others. All
their contributions to Astaire efforts
are thoroughly documented, as is

practically everything else the student
of Astaire and his art could hope for.
Detailed data, yes. But copy, includ-
ing dialog from Astaire shows and
movies, that puts the genius of
Astaire into sharp, enlightening fo-
cus.

Cleo Laine
John Dankworth

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC — The
stage of Carnegie Hall was graced
last week by the return of Cleo Laine
and John Dankworth. The technique
of cascading rhythms created a hyp-
notic effect as the vocal wealth of Ms.
Laine poured forth to our eager
ears.

Displaying virtuosic flexibility,

Cleo’s richness of the lower register
was complimented by her dynamic
jumps into the upper register. Her
controlled ability in casual scat sing-
ing has been compared to the likes of
Sarah Vaughn and Ella Fitzgerald.
Cleo’s instrumental accompaniment
featured John Dankworth on alto

saxophone and B flat clarinet, Antho-
ny Hymas on piano and electric pi-

ano, Daryl Runswick on bass and gui-
tar, and Graham Morgan on drums,
and was an extremely tight knit
group giving solid backing to Cleo’s

animated vocals.

An incredibly diverse format the
program included liquid transitions

from the jazz standard “Perdido”
done with the new grace and de-

veloped scat singing of Cleo, to the
musical verse instrumentation by
Dankworth being set to the works of

Rupert Brooke, T. S. Eliot, and Alun
Owen.
During a short interlude from Cleo,

the finesse shown on the bebop ver-

sion of Gershwin’s “I Got Rhythm”
featured outstanding solo spots by
Dankworth, Runswick, and Morgan.

The RCA recording artist’s rendi-
tion of Richard Rodney Bennets
“Soliloquy” and the musical adapta-
tion by Dankworth of Shakespeare’s
Songs added to the unique spectrum
of this musical extravaganza.

The elasticity of Cleo’s style was

BITTER END, NYC — The master of
happenstance storytelling was at his

prime on his closing night at the Bit-

ter End. The episodic folk life gives
Chapin’s inimitable storytelling
prowess a slice of life flavor tinged
with folksy realism. The evocative
sound the band had with John Wal-
lace on bass, Ron Palmer on lead
guitar, and Michael Masters on cello,

made the music come alive.

The set crossed from folk to choir-
like instrumentation, to semi-rock
and back to folk again. The excellent
range of Wallace’s vocal backing took
the listener from the fragile delicacy
of a well controlled falsetto, to the
broad full bodied tone of baritone.

Chapin, appearing on acoustic gui-
tar, banjo, and harmonica, integrated
his powerful vocals with some very
interesting -asides. His spontaneous
comedic remarks added zest to the
overall performance.
A tight group, the controlled in-

strumentation allowed for tempo
variations par excellance. The lullaby-

like quality of Michael’s cello gave
the rhythms a particularly animated
quality. A true crowd pleaser, the
Elektra recording artist was called

back for an encore, and to the delight
of all he wound up the set with the
powerfully frenetic “Sniper.”

Capitol recording artist Lori Jacobs
did the opening set of the show. Clad
in riding cap and decked with acoustic
guitar Ms. Jacobs did more than
merely “warm-up” the aulience. With
a refined and polished Joplin-like
quality to her voice and adroit guitar
work, she -comes across vibrantly.

Formerly one
third of Peter, Paul and Mary, he now
has an outstanding group of musicians
backing him. Peter gets very involved

in his songs emotionally; they are not

just words set to music. They don’t

all necessarily have deep significance

but there is always something there.

At his first show on opening night, he

Willie, a native of Vicksburg,
took up permanent residence in Chicago when he was 17. His first big selling

tune was, “Signfying Monkey” and then in the early 50’s Muddy Waters brought
home “I’m Your Hooche Cooche Man." Willie Dixon was in on the early Chuck
Berry and Bo Diddley sessions. The Rolling Stones recorded “The Little Red
Rooster” which was originally written for bluesman Howlin’ Wolf. Willie still

handles the standup bass with perfection. Whether it’s down home shuffle,

slow walkin’ or struttin’, Willie and his back up band put it together. "Soul
Wrinkles” a new tune is outstanding. "Willie Dixon—Catalyst” is available on
Ovation Records. . . . Pop jazz organist Seleno Clarke goes into Buddy’s Supper
Club at 1812 Rhode Island Ave., N.E. in Wash., D.C., Friday the 26th of Oct.
James Stemley is owner host of the popular spot. Seleno is now completing
new LP product. . . . “In order to be a real blues singer—speaking from my
own experience—you have to go through some of the things that you sing
about,” says Bobby ‘Blue’ Bland. The ABC-Dunhill Records veteran, who plays
Nov. 7-11 at the Whisky a Go Go in Hollywood with the Dixie Hummingbirds,
has had over 30 single records on the music magazine charts, and more than
that on the Harlem, race, r&b and soul charts. His current single, “This Time
I’m Gone For Good” is #32 bulleted on CB R&B chart. His name is a legend,
even to those who have never heard him sing, and he is considered one of the
greatest pop-blues singers of our times. "It’s not what you say,” Bland says,

myself through a spectrum of records, and people that I think have something
to offer me. “For instance,” he admits, “I’ve always admired Tony Bennett,
Perry Como and Andy Williams. This is the thing that I based my blues on, and
I have quite a few of their records that I listen to, and learn from.”

During the "golden era” of rock and roll, i.e. somewhere between spit curls and

puddin’ basin haircuts, there were a lot of producers and arrangers who were

taking advantage of their acts. These producers were assuming all the credit and

the groups were exploited and simply getting "ripped off. For example, these

producers, and 1 use the term loosely, would go in with any particular group

putting their names on the records without even showing up for the sessions,

lenner said, "They would take a cab and I walked. I was freezing and these cats

were warm.” Then all of a sudden logic hit him in the face. That was the start

because he wanted more return, both monetarily and otherwise, and a bigger

reputation. This “door-opener” increased his sense of objectivity, and to coun-

teract this dilemma lenner made the transition into producing to protect himself.

Jimmy lenner, is producer of Raspberries, Lighthouse, J. F. Murphy and Salt,

and most recently the Chambers Brothers. He goes into the studio this month to

begin laying down tracks with the Brothers on their new album.

During the aforementioned "golden era” Jimmy was part of The Five Satins.

Consequently, because of the unscrupulous antics of the producers he began

producing his own material. It was not an easy transition to make as Jimmy said,

“We didn’t know what was happening. We started taking chances and then

spending our own bread.” Things started to dick, but Jimmy’s tenacity mot vated

him into learning production techniques inside and out. With the avid curiosity of

the diletante he spent three and a years at Southern Music which would evolve

into his solid based professionalism in the business.

Gaining rapid prominence in the music industry because of his hustling nature,

Jimmy fell under the watchful eye of Victor Benedetto, the principal of C.A.M.-

U.S.A. An international publisher, C. A. M. -U.S.A.’s primary interest was movies,

but has since made the move into the music business, lenner then became

partners with Benedetto, and has been with C.A.M.-U.S.A. for the last two and a

half years.

“I don’t want to be dependent on

HOLLYWOOD—TAJ MAHAL—COWS, BLUES AND THE TAO
The success of Taj Mahal is one of those enigmas born of the 1960’s when

anti-commercialism became a viable commercial quality. But unlike many per-

formers who emerged from that era with a fashionably anti-establishment pose,
Taj Mahal’s thoughts on music and the society in which he is a musician are well

articulated, lucid and sincere. "Here’s an alternative,” the blues singer told Cash
Box. "If you want to listen to it, listen to it, but its going to make you work.
You’re not going to be able to just sit there and turn on your box while it jumps
all over you. You've got to do something about this and if you don’t like it, don’t
come to my concert.” His club engagement at the Troubador was completely sold

out at the time of this interview, and a road schedule finds him solidly booked on

a national tour of campuses, clubs and concert halls. Apparently, a sizeable

audience is willing to work at listening to the alternative of Taj Mahal’s music.

Taj started to perform the country blues at a time when most young black

musicians were involved with either r&b or the avant-garde jazz movement that

was then flourishing. Roots were already being defined by them as African, and

many were exploring the rhythm and instrumentation of Nigerian and black South

African music. "They jumped over a whole area of music,” said Taj. "There’s a

lot of good stuff cut there that nobody ever gets to hear, and a lot of black

musicians were just unfamiliar with it. I had some friends from down south, and I

got to hear some funky blues records that they brought up with them. It

interested me because it took dexterity to play it, to get back to simplicity. I felt

that if you could get the blues together, you could play any kind of music.”

Taj Mahal’s repertoire does not consist entirely of blues. In the past few years,

he has appeared with a ten-piece band with four tubas, played solo pieces on the

African karimba, or thumb piano, and experimented with Jamaican reggae. His

father, a Jamaican, was a jazz arranger and pianist until he “gave it up to raise a

one company he said, I don’t want to have to worry about billing or priorities. I

just want what is the best for my act.” lenner defines limitations for his act but

gives latitude. In other words he may appear restrictive, but never to the point

where it would have an adverse effect upon his act, as stifling creativity or

injuring productivity.

In reality he is more of a coordinator than a producer. His involvement with an
act is more profound then viewing the act as a mere business commodity, for he

looks for a group’s welfare and deplores misdirection. Having been on the

receiving end of the garbage that went down in the past, lenner touches on

everything that the group does. From the restructuring of songs, to management,
liner notes, itineraries, and a thousand other details of which lenner is cognizant

of all.

lenner’s down to earth attitude is exemplified by the importance he places

upon the relationship he has with an act. "My first committment is to their

music, but once I believe in them I’ll stay. I like to relate first as a friend and
second as a business venture.”

Jimmy has been good friends with the Chambers Brothers for quite a while.

They hang out together, eat together and generally spend a great deal of time
with each other. Jimmy was uptight about the abuse and ripoffs they suffered

through mismanagement. One night over a pool game they turned to Jimmy and
asked him if he would take them on. Jimmy got it together to produce them and
the title of their new album "Relieved” is indicative of the feeling Jimmy elicited

from them.
When asked how he discovered The Raspberries he retorted,” Well I get about

forty tapes a week that I listen to. I got this tape from a group of kids that
sounded really good to me. They sent me another tape and I flew out to

Cleveland to see them. There they were, a group of crazy kids yelling back and
forth between riffs. I realized their potential, became attached to them, and well

you know the rest.”

Yes, we do know the rest. A hard-hitting group like "The Raspberries” tells it

all. Yet, even in his jocularly brazen way lenner lets you know that it was a

friendship and a feeling of gratification for the Raspberries’ success more than
just clicking with a hot act.

Lighthouse goes back into the studio in January. Their recently released album
"Can You Feel It?” features a new type of vocal and different arrangements then

“Also,” he said, "I

figured that that place is the gateway for Eastern thought, which I think

Westerners have a dire need for at this time.” He himself has practiced yoga and

maintains an interest in astrology and the Chinese Tao.

Chet Atkins: (Mr. Guitar)

Elected To CMA Hall Of Fame

NASHVILLE—Chet Atkins, one of
country music’s living legends, was
elected to admission in CMA’s Hall of
Fame.
For nearly eleven years, Chet had

been doubling as both performer and
manager of RCA’s Nashville office,
and was juggling his schedule to in-
clude about thirty concerts annually
all over the country. And through
these years, he was establishing a
world-wide reputation as a master
muscian and top guitarist.

The Atkins story has its roots in
the verdant Clinch Mountains of Ten-
nessee. Chet was bom there on June
20, 1924, in the small town of Lut-
trell,

_

some twenty miles from
Knoxville. There he absorbed the mu-
sic which has become part of Ameri-
ca’s national heritage preserved in
our mountain fastnesses. His father
taught piano and voice; an old wind-
up phonograph provided entertain-
ment. Jimmie Rodgers’ records were a
must for Chet. Somewhere along the
way, Chet traded an old pistol for a
guitar.

By the time he finished high school,
he had acquired proficiency on the
instrument and was broadcasting

from WNOX in Knoxville with Bill
Carlisle and with a group billed as
the Dixieland Swingers. He later did
radio stints at WLW, Cincinnati,
WPTF; Raleigh; WRVA, Richmond;
and KDA, Denver. Finally, he landed
at WSM in Nashville. It was while
there he was signed by mail by the
late Steve Sholes, who had discovered
and. developed many major artists
during his long career at RCA. Sholes
contacted the guitarist immediately
after hearing an electrical transcrip-
tion by Chet of a tune called “Canned
Heat.”

In 1950, Chet Atkins became a reg-
ular member of the world-renowned
Grand Ole Opry, about the time coun-
try fans were humming and buying
“Galloping Guitar.”

Chet’s own RCA albums, now num-
bering more than thirty, and his sin-
gles began carrying to a receptive
public a new and intimate conception
of guitar, and he was to become an
important influence in the growth of
Nashville as a primary music center.
When RCA’s burgeoning recording
complex was completed there in 1957,
Chet was chosen to pilot the oper-
ation, and eleven years later, he
moved up to division vice president in
Nashville, where he became an enor-
mous part of the phenomenon known
as “The Nashville Sound.”

More than three dozen recording
artists from around the world now
depend on Chet’s taste, musical
knowledge, ambition and executive
ability. They know they have a tire-

less worker in their behalf in the con-
trol room when they cut a record.

Chet Atkins himself, has made in-

numerable guest appearances in a
variety of musical settings. Among
them: guest soloist spots with a num-
ber of Symphony Orchestras; a jazz
date at the I960 Newport Jazz Fes-
tival; before President Kennedy at the
White House when Chet played for
the Press Photographers’ Ball in

March, 1961; and with the Boston
Pops (with whom he later cut two

when he played the dual role of “Cousin Roy” and “mother Myrtle” on the
Beverly Hillbillies. Now his co-hosting job on Hee-Haw allows Roy the oppor-
tunity to apply his variety of “country corn to master instrumentalist” abilities.

On signing a long term contract with Dot Records, Roy recorded a beautiful
ballad entitled “Yesterday When I Was Young”, followed by various instru-

mental and vocal singles such as “September Song”, “I Never Picked Cotton”,
“Thank God and Greyhound,” and “Come Live With Me”.
His latest release on Dot Records “Somewhere Between Love and Tomorrow,”

was produced by Dot Records president Jim Fogelsong. Exclusive management
is by the Jim Halsey Co. Inc.

With Boots Randolph and Floyd

Cramer (and occasionally Jerry
Reed), Chet currently tours on the
Masters Festival of Music roadshow-

—

originally scheduled as an occasional
weekend date, it is now a weekly
affair year-round. The Festival of
Music did the Kraft Music Hall early
in 1971 and has one of the highest
repeat booking ratios in show busi-

ness.

Chet Atkins is warmly received as a
guitar virtuoso wherever he appears
and draws from a repertoire ranging
from Bach to Spanish music to pop,
country and contemporary. He has
been chosen Outstanding Instrumen-
talist for thirteen consecutive years
by Cash Box and has twice won the
Playboy poll as Best Guitarist and
received the Humanitarian Award of
the National Council of Christians
and Jews in 1972. To Chet’s other
honors were added Grammy Awards
for “Chet Atkins Picks the Best,”
which was selected Best Contem-
porary Instrumental Performance of

1967; “Me and Jerry,” the duet album
he made with Jerry Reed, chosen Best
County Instrumental Performance in

New Wurlitzer Bows

'Americana' Model 3800 Phonograph

Greets Trade During Wurlitzer Week
NORTH TONAWANDA — A new
“Americana” phonograph was intro-

duced by the Wurlitzer Company at
corporate meetings in Bermuda and
Niagara Falls and is now being pub-
licly unveiled at Wurlitzer Distribut-
ing Corp. branches and independent
distributorships across the country.
The Wurlitzer Model 3800 retains

the popular sweeping profile of the

Model 3700 and offers new colors,

new graphics and appointments, a

new bottom grille treatment, a new
button arrangement, additional

chrome and woodgrain, and a minia-
turized Electronic Bonus Accumula-
tor with “improved reliability” and
the capacity to accumulate up to 63
plays prior to first selection.

Amile Addy, vice-president and
manager of Wurlitzer’s North Tona-
wanda Division, said, “the changes
are dramatic, but they dare not inter-

rupt the favorable attention we’ve
nurtured for our product this past
year.” He indicated that the Ameri-
cana 3800 is the seventh model in five

years to feature the familiar Wurlitz-
er mechanism. “Once again, Wurlitzer
is the only manufacturer utilizing

louvre-controlled lighting in the title

strip area. This feature was de-

veloped by the 3M Company and
has been a Wurlitzer exclusive in the
industry for the past three years,”
Addy declared.
From a purely visual viewpoint,

Americana 3800 appears distinctly
different from its forerunner. Al-
though it is similarly sculped, a new
treatment of color, chrome and gra-
phics affords the Model 3800 a com-
pletely new character. Color may be
the key to understanding the differ-

ence. While the 3700 seemed some-
what monochromatic and definitely

blue, the 3800 is richer, deeper, elu-
sive in color and obviously more at-

tentive to individual features on the
phonograph. The buttons are more
noticeable, graphics more striking,
and the shape less pronounced visual-
ly so that important parts of the
machine are accented. Wurlitzer is

calling the colors of its new Ameri-
cana, Plum Bold and Lavender
Smooth. The phonograph actually
has a very dark purple cast.

Technically Wurlitzer has built new
capabilities into the Americana 3800
without changing any of its major
service procedures. The new minia-
turized BO /AC is the greatest ad-
vance. Large Scale Integrated (LSI
chip) circuitry is employed. Reduced
to one-fourth its original size, the
Electronic Bonus All-Coin Accumula-
tor has double the capacity or the
ability to accept deposits up to $4.24
at standard two for a quarter play, a
total of 63 plays previous to first

selection. Wurlitzer indicates that
miniaturization has afforded the
BO/AC improved reliability against
environmental changes. A six-month
on-location test program proved the
BO/AC 100% dependable under vari-

ous field conditions.

Americana 3800 is available in 200,
160 and 100 selection configuration
phonographs. Americana plays 33
and 45 rpm records intermixed in the
true turntable method. It can also
play both sides of a record consecu-
tively. The 3800 features the same
Wurlitzer stereo amplification system
which has proved dependable over
the years. The Wurlitzer amplifier
produces 40 watts of music power per
channel. Full treble and bass speak-
ers produce excellent phonograph
stereo.

From an operating standpoint,

Americana 3800 is easy to program
and has simple serviceability and
complete component accessibility. A
turn of the key opens the entire front

of the cabinet and allows full access

to all components. Counter balanced
compression springs secure the dome
in place above and away from where
servicemen and programmers must
work. The record changer tilts up-

ward at a 45 degree angle for acces-

sibility. A front panel at the bottom
of the phonograph is easily removed.
Americana 3800 has a three posi-

tion program holder. It can be se-

cured to the dome of the phonograph,
swing free on the latches which
hold it, or be completely removed for
mass loading. The horizontal record
magazine makes it easy to change
records. Each record holder has its

own clearly visible popularity meter
at the point where records are
placed. A Run-Load-Scan switch pre-
vents programmers from leaving the
phonograph in the “Off” position.

Wurlitzer options and accessories
support the standard Americana 3800
features. “Operators can accom-
modate every possible location re-

Just like the record industry, the music and games
business is a HIT business. Sure, the operators will

absorb a certain amount of marginal (earnings-wise)

merchandise but once they get their fingers into a

sensational new item, well, it makes one dizzy to see
the numbers of units they can put out on location.

The factory people, by their nature, do not like to

discuss production figures. But it’s no secret that

video games, a sterling example, have sold far in ex-

cess of 45,000 pieces by now (at home and over-

seas). That’s a fantastic success, by any standard,

and quite a compliment to the route operator, we
think. Why do we think that? Because many folks in

the trade like to cry poverty when it comes to tool-

ing up the route with new goods. And if that’s their

excuse, okay, but deep down there is still plenty of

interest and capital to expend when those “sure
things” come along (isn’t there!).

Therefore, to titilate the operator’s fancy is a chal-

lenge. Standards in this field are sky high and the

trade will brook no junk (as many a would-be factory

has found out). And you know, that’s good, because
the best way to coax additional quarters out of Joe
customer’s pocket is to hit him with super machin-
ery, everywhere and often.

The 1973 running of the MOA Expo is coming up
in a couple of weeks. While this year represents their

25th anniversary as the national group, the exhibit

show itself is still what many tradesters find most
gratifying and fruitful. And perhaps because of the

hallmark 25th anniversary flag that flys over the

event, the exhibiting factories are going to be debut-

ing brand new merchandise the likes and the quan-

tity of which haven’t been seen in a dog’s age.

We hate to say it, but any operator who won’t be at

the Chicago Hilton Nov. 9-11 is kidding (and cheat-

ing) himself. Besides all the hoopla attached to a sil-

ver jubilee, tons of new goods will be out there on the

trade show floor for all the inspect and, if found fav-

orable, to order up when back home.

Using this system, one girl, looking

at a TV-type display can tell instantly

such things as: How much product is

in any one of a thousand vending

machines; if any machine is malfunc-

tioning; if someone is tampering with

a machine, and if the supply of

change in the machine is low.

If someone does tamper with any
machine, there is an instantaneous

visual and audible signal at the cen-

tral dispatch console. In addition, the

phone number of the police station

nearest that particular location will

instantly flash on the screen.

Any number of other questions can

be programmed for instant answer as

well.

‘‘It’s really a giant step forward for

our industry,” said Earl C. Ramsey,
president of Rowe.

“Through the use of this system,
operators will be able to cut costs in

accounting, inventory control, and se-

curity,” said Ramsey.

The computer makes it possible to

convert costly, time-consuming manu-
al accounting procedures to automatic
reporting. This could include reports
in such areas as sales figures . . . tax
computations by location . . . payroll

computations . . . labor control . . .

inventory control . . . sales commis-
sion computation by customers . . .

equipment depreciation schedules . . .

cash collection analysis . . . operating
profit and loss statements by machine

Reports which could be available
through the computer include individ-

ual machine status reports . . . loca-

tion analysis by machine . . . route
analysis by location . . . examination
and planning of both route service
calls . . . system updating, both ma-
chine and location.

the system includes a silent teleprint-
er, a dedicated mini computer and a
communications system.
The dozens of different types of

information which the system can
provide are reported instantly wheth-
er the machine being monitored is one
mile or a thousand miles away.

“Operators will be able to cut los-

ses from machines that are down,”
Ramsey said, “because they will not
have to send service personnel to in-

spect a thousand machines to And out
which ones may not be working prop-
erly. They will have this information
instantly and know exactly where to

dispatch a man.
“They will know exactly which ma-

chines need merchandise and how
much. This will eliminate the need for
estimating product requirements and
the possible errors which can result in

over buying or under buying.
“It will also assure the customer of

always having a fresh supply of mer-
chandise, and the customer will ex-
perience fewer incidents of malfunc-
tioning machines.
“Although we are a manufacturer,”

said Ramsey, “we are constantly con-
cerned with operator profits. That’s
why we developed this system. (It

was developed in conjunction with the
Morton Division of the Martin Mari-
etta Corporation.) And the beauty of
it is that it is adaptable for use with
equipment made by our competitors.”

The system could also be adapted
to monitor other types of operations
besides vending machines.
