What ever philosophical note we could make of it, the recording

industry is presently at a stage where we tend to humble ourselves

before and assess with awe the act that has managed “longevity”

over a few seasons. Well and good, perhaps, in terms of “future

shock.”

It must surely boggle the minds of our under-30 youth to con-

template stardom that stretches over the decades and the vagar-

ies of musical taste. It is also conceivable that many who should

know better have forgotten that the stability of superstardom is

still very much with us. This reaction was born out of the release

and instant success of Frank Sinatra’s first album in two years,

“OF Blue Eyes is Back,” which, significantly, is also the title of

Sinatra’s return to TV special to be aired next Sunday (18).

To remove ourselves for the moment from his charisma and his

art, it should be recalled, in cold statistical terms, that Sinatra prob-

ably had as much to do with putting over the LP and the LP phono-

graph as early TV stars are credited with putting TV into millions

of homes. Sinatra can take credit for being a pioneer in big volume
sales, starting in the early 50’s with those great “Wee Small Hours”
10” LP affairs of the heart, and moving with even more impact when
the industry went to the 12” standard. After 1958, when the RIAA
started handing out gold awards, Sinatra also went on the gold

standard.

And here is the man—two decades later—singing a crop of

newly-harvested songs as if he had known them all his life, and
forcing brighter lights of the moment to hold off for awhile as he

dashes for the heights of the album charts. Why is this so? The
right formula that makes Sinatra “viable” today is the Sinatra of

conviction and musical taste; the Sinatra of understanding who we
seem to feel has actually experienced the concept of the lyrics. Of-

ten, in fact, lyricists have acknowledged that Sinatra has uncov-

ered deeper meaning in their works. Singing the Sinatra way is a

way of saying that simple thoughts do have profound effects on the

listener—minus the pretense so prevalent in lyric writing today.

The re-emergence on recordings of this immense, multi-talented

performer should, in essence, remind us that a great musical ad-

venture is no further away than a singer and his songs, accom-
plished with— in a phrase used to describe the music of Richard

Rodgers—a remarkable “deceptive simplicity.”

Indeed, “OF Blue Eyes is Back”—and the world of entertain-

ment can be grateful that it's got him!”

Another Bad
1st Conviction

Under Tenn. Law
CHATTANOOGA — A former res-

ident of this city now living in Atlan-
ta became the first person convicted
under Tennessee’s tape piracy law
when he pleaded guilty in Criminal
Court here to four counts and was
given a one-year suspended prison
sentence by Judge Tillman Grant.
The defendant, Nelson R. Duncan,

had been charged with manufactur-
ing, distributing and possessing pirat-
ed sound recordings. District Attor-
ney General John Goza, who prose-
cuted the case, said that about 500
pirated tapes as well as reels of blank
tapes and other equipment had been
confiscated when Duncan was ar-

rested. Charges against his brother,
Lawrence Duncan, were dropped.

23 Store Chain
Fined In Piracy
DES MOINES — A variety store
chain with 23 stores located in vari-
ous parts of Iowa and Missouri
pleaded nolo contendere to 18 counts
of a 44-count criminal information
charging it with violating the Federal
Copyright Law by selling pirated ver-
sions of copyrighted sound record-
ings. The corporation, P. M. Place
Stores, Inc., was fined $100 for each
count, for a total of $1800.
The case, which came up in the

U.S. District Court for the Southern
District of Iowa before Chief Judge
William C. Hanson, climaxed a year-
long investigation by the FBI and the
office of U.S. Attorney Allen L. Don-
ielson.

Among the unauthorized tape du-
plications seized by the FBI in raids
on a number of stores were “Moods”
by Neil Diamond; “Catch Bull at
Four” by Cat Sevens; “Foxy Lady”
by Cher: “Honky Chateau” by Elton
John; “Son of Schmilsson” by Nils-
son, and “Lonsomest Lonesome” by
Ray Price.

NEW YORK—In a detailed analysis

in Cash Box last May, the vinyl and
paper shortages were brought to the

attention of the industry with the

comment from an individual close to

the situation that the needs in this

area would “reach the critical stage
early next year.” Obviously, the “crit-

ical stage” has already become a fact.

Even back in May the severe problem
was being reflected in soaring costs of

these materials; now, availability has
turned a “severe problem” into one of

crisis.

Labels, seeking to catch as much of
the heavy volume that remains in the
upcoming gift-buying period as they
can, have already taken action by lim-
iting the pressing of product to sure-
sellers and waiting out the production
of so-called “marginal” items and, in

fact, “if come” (e.g. newcomer) re-

leases. In essence, manufacturers for
good reason at this time are “cherry-
picking” in hopes of providing suffici-

ent volume on merchandise that is

most likely to be in demand in the
months ahead.

Nevertheless, a danger in “cherry-
picking”is that it not become a way-
of-life, a matter of such routine
course that stagnation produces its

own crisis that will strike at the very
heart of the industry’s well-being in

the future. In a more carefully con-
trolled manner than it is generally
used to, the industry, observors feel,

must provide for the availability of
product by fresh talent. Indeed, the
industry by its rationing of material
may find itself doing the job of eas-
ing shortages, and slamming the door
on its future as well.

No one pretends to minimize the
crisis of the moment. Suppliers of

Declines To
Hear Case
CHARLOTTE — The North Carolina
Supreme Court declined to review a

case in which three companies and the
owner were found guilty of tape pi-

racy, were permanently enjoined from
further activity in this area and were
to be assessed monetary damages by
a court-appointed referee.

In four separate cases brought
against the defendants by Capitol
Records, CBS, Inc., MCA, Inc., and
LTnited Artists Records, a lower court
had entered a summary judgment in

Oct., 1972 against the defendants,
Eastern Tape Corp., G & G Sales,
Inc., Super Hits, Inc., and J. H. Pet-
tus, the owner of the three compan-
ies. All were enjoined permanently
from duplicating recordings made by
the plaintiffs and the only unsettled
question was the amount of damages
to be recovered, which was to be de-
termined by a referee.
The defendant companies and Pet-

tus appealed the decision to the North
Carolina Court of Appeals, which
upheld the lower court decision. The
defendants then appealed to the Su-
preme Court for review, which has
now been denied.

Mass. Enacts
Piracy Law
BOSTON — Gov. Francis Sargent-

signed into law a state anti-piracy

bill making Massachusetts the 18th
state with a criminal statute barring
the manufacture and sale of unau-
thorized duplications of phonograph
records and pre-record id ta ;

The new law, which became effec-

tive on Oct. 31, makes the piracy of

sound recordings punishable by a fine

of up to $5,000 or by imprisonment of

up to one. year. It was enacted as an
amendment to Chapter 266 of the

General Laws of Massachusetts.

vinyl and paper to the industry and,

in turn, pressing plants have reached
the allocation stage. Yet, it is felt

that the industry must be made aware
of the dangers of strict “cherry-
picking” as well. Blanket denial of a

place in the sun for potential stars of

the recording world is seen as a de-
vastating course of action

—

particularly once the holiday buying
spree is over.

At the moment, radio stations are
gearing up for holiday programming,
which besides the normal sounds of
Christmas will include aural retro-

spectives of the 1973 year in pop mu-
sic. As far as radio exposure of new
acts, this does, fortunately, limit pro-
gramming on newcomers in the weeks
ahead.

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Knight Calls For ‘Enercology’

Movement To Nation’s Youth
London’s ‘Artist Development 72’

Reflected In Year-End Product
NEW YORK — Terry Knight has
called on America’s youth to join in

a new movement, Enercology, to help

solve the nation’s energy crisis.

Knight, best known as the creator

and former manager of Grand Funk
Railroad, was responding to President
Nixon’s televised address last week
(6) on energy.

“The President’s speech last night
made our energy crisis official,”

Knight said. “But the President may
have missed reaching the millions of
young Americans whose apathy may
prevent a sensible solution to the en-
ergy crisis. They are affluent and ex-
ercise a strong influence on our so-

ciety. For these young people there is

still a terrible conflict between energy
and ecology. They simply refuse to

believe in the energy crisis or in the
need to expand our energy resources.
Instead of the 3 R’s, young Americans
today are searching for the meaning
of the 2 E’s—energy and ecology.
The solution, I believe, is Enercology.”

Knight, who has controlling inter-

ests in nearly 200 oil and natural gas
wells in six states, coined the word
Enercology and defines it as “the bal-
anced relationship between energy and
ecology and its relative effect on the
social environment.” As Knight sees
it, Enercology is more than a slogan.
He believes Enercology should be a
new field of study for high school and
college students as well as a scien-

tific sub-discipline. To this end he is

personally financing a nationwide
program to develop the Enercology
concept.

“As President Nixon noted in his
speech, we have to achieve a balance
between our energy requirements and
our ecological needs,” Knight stated.

clearly the guiding light of the per-

formance.
Toward the middle of the show, the

musicians were joined by a vocalist

from South Africa who seemed to

combine the dissimilar styles of Miri-

am Makeba and Shirley Bassey in a

variety of jazz and African songs
made all the more effective by the

Latin-tinged accompaniment. It was
if, on one stage, the music of three

continents was joined together.

It was a long set, running over

three hours, and the hypnotic pace of

Mongo’s music was maintained con-

sistently throughout. Mongo Santa-
maria is currently recording for Vaya
Records.
The Zytron Aquarian Ensemble

opened the show with some esoteric,

Mahavishnu-styled music that took

some time to coalesce. With drummer
Zitro at the helm, they spent the first

half of their set fiddling with dis-

sonance before settling down to some
more temperate, flowing compositions
that served as excellent vehicles for

the fine musicianship that the group
displayed, both individually and col-

lectively, during the course of the set.

TOWN HALL, NYC — For the first

time in too many months, the New
York audience got the opportunity of

hearing, and seeing, the fabulous trio

Labelle in concert. Appearing as the

only act in a special presentation, the

fine trio, backed by their funky quar-
tet, Jack’s Bird, did a number of se-

lections from their recently released
RCA album, “Pressure Cookin’,”
which drew rave reaction from the
packed house.
To compliment the girls’ exquisite

singing was an elaborate sequence of

three costume changes, punctuated by
an intermission and an interlude in

which the girls changed from their

top hat, tails, and net stockings into

some the most resplendent futuristic

costumery we’ve ever seen.

Patti Labelle, the group’s founder
and lead singer, repeatedly thrilled

the crowd with her phenomenal soul
coloratura which drew a steady
stream of “oohs’ and ‘ahs’. Her col-

leagues, writer Nona Hendryx, and
pixie-ish Sarah Dash, were knockouts,
and each proved that she could sing
with the best anytime.

Blending their voices perfectly, the
group ripped the place up with the
“Right Now/The Revoluion Will Not
Be Televised” medley and a fantastic
stage presentation of Ms. Hendryx’s
“Can I Speak To You (Before You Go
To Hollywood).” Nona’s “Sunshine
Woke Me Up” was equally well re-
ceived and MC Frankie Crocker had
to call the girls out for a much de-
manded encore during which the
aisles were filled with dancing cel-

ebrants.
Patti had promised the week of the

David Crosby
Graham Nash

THE CAPITOL, PASSAIC, N.J. —
The incredibly diverse talents of David
Crosbv and Graham Nash came to

light ‘at their Capitol Theater per-

formance. The Atlantic recording art-

ists took us from the gentleness of

acoustic guitars to the electric ex-

citement of hard rock. They began
their set with the mellow whispering
sweetness of “Deja Vu.” With acoustic

guitars and beautiful voices their

gentle set took them through such

auditory delights as “Guenivrere”,

“Southbound Train”, a solo spot by
Crosby doing the Airplane song
“Triad”, a joint effort on “Wooden
Ships”, and a great solo spot by Nash
on electric piano singing the gentle

laid-back melody of “Our House.” An
original protest song entitled “The
Prison Song”, about a friend who was
jailed for fifteen years because he

was apprehended for two joints vili-

fied the inequities of the system, was
greeted by enthusiastic applause.
With a most relaxed style of per-

forming, Nash billed the set as a
spontaneous show, because their lead
guitarist was sick and because Crosby
had throat trouble, but throat trouble

or not the golden tones which em-
anated from his throat were in no
way hampered. This was the prelude
to the electric portion of the set.

Crosby donned an electric guitar, Nash
got behind his electric piano, John
Barbeta played drums, Tim Drum-
mond of James Brown fame played
bass, Cotton Felder on guitar, and
David Mayson featured lead guest
guitarist, kicked off a rock ’n’ roll set

that blasted everyone out of their
chairs. The immediacy of the switch
from the acoustic set, had us all elec-

trically charged for the rest of the
show. “Almost Cut My Hair” was a
rousing rocker that would set the hard
nosed pace for the rest of this most
amazing set. “And So It Goes” an
original penned by the talented hand
of Graham Nash, was a blues rocker
with Nash playing the electric piano.
“Immigration Man” was an amazing
electric number with an outstanding
lead guitar solo by David Mayson.
“Military Madness” closed the set.

Called back for an encore, “Chicago”
was played, and was well received by
the highly appreciative audience.

Impulse Jazz Tour
PALLADIUM L.A. — A contrast in

concepts and style was the point of

departure for an evening that
featured three directions in contem-
porary jazz. The presentation by Im-
pulse Records was an excellent show-
case for the label, the musicians in-

volved and for jazz as a changing art

form.

John Klemmer’s opening set

featured the most euphonic music of
the evening and, in a sense, the most
traditional. His lead saxophone
reflected a diversity of influence, from
Ornette Coleman to the ubiquitous
Coltrane, but he appeared less con-
cerned with experimentation than
with the manipulation of simple mel-
odic lines into a music that was both
sensual anl thoughtful. Klemmer uses
dissonance sparingly, for emphasis or
punctuation, and sometimes with a
touch of humour.' Unlike many avan-
te-garde jazzmen, he was not above
playing a ballad with a soft, sweet
touch that coupled nicely with the
electric piano and bass in his accom-
paniment. Also present in his band
was a percussionist named Miuto,
who pounded a set of congas mer-
cilessly, simultaneously maintaining
more rhythmic patterns than two ears
could follow.

Gato Barbieri, next on stage, led

his complex accompaniment in the
manner of a bullfighter, enticing the
audience and his fellow musicians
with controlled intensity and graceful
elan. Playing tenor sax, he was con-
stantly in the forefront, dominating
the set with solos, interspersing
shouts and exclamations in Spanish.
The feverish pitch of his music
reached a climax with a performance
of “China,” a recording of which will

be released in a truncated edition as
an Impulse single.

The incense burning adjacent to her

harp seemed to match the fragrance

of Alice Coltrane’s music. Her per-

formance, the last of the evening, was
dominated by compositions with the

strong scent of spirituality, exem-

plified in such pieces as “Africa” and

“Leo.” The title of her last LP,

“Reflection on Creation and Space,”

seems to describe her music as well as

words can. e.S.

Sons of Champlin
Dalton and Dubarri

ROXY L.A. — Adding a strong brass
section to their ensemble, the Sons
have expanded their music to a big-
band rock sound. But despite the una-
voidable comparisons with the likes
of Chicago and Blood Sweat and
Tears, they manage to resist a sym-
phonic effect and keep their sound in
the realm of San Francisco funk.

Their material, much of it from the
recent Columbia LP “Welcome to the
Dance,” was for the most part upbeat
and tightly arranged, lending itself

well to a heavy-handed treatment.
There were those moments, though,
when the songs, if not the audience,
seemed to plead for a drop of under-
statement, a dash of delicacy. Conso-
lation came in the form of some ex-
cellent performances by guitarist Ter-
ry Haggerty, whose solos were al-

ways the object of applause, and
Geoffrey Palmer, a jack of all trades
who has mastered keyboards, sax-
ophone and vibes.

Dalton and Dubarri managed to
combine diverse influences of r&b and
country rock in the very polished,
versatile set that opened the show.
Dubarri’s gospel-style vocal blended
near to perfectly with Dalton on
songs like “Sunny Face” and “Help-
less,” both cuts from their recent
Columbia Records LP. e,S.

Jim Dawson
Lori Lieberman

THE BITTER END — NYC — Jim
Dawson made a long-awaited return
to the city with an excellent set and a
promise that a new album would be
out by year’s end. The folk artist,

backed by a four piece band, opened
the Thursday early show with “I’ll

Never Be The Same.” This song from
his second LP was totally entertain-
ing and set all in the packed house
for an enjoyable show. Dawson tells

stories and jokes between numbers. It

was nice to hear some new material.
“Saturday Airplane” and “Sweet
Jamaican Rum” were very pretty
while “Oh No Mercy Me,” the new
single, really rocked. Jim Dawson was
on stage for a rather short set but he
saved the best for last. With the audi-
ence singing happily along, “Sing A
Simple Song” put the icing on a very
tasty cake.

Lori Lieberman has to be one of
the sweetest singers I have ever heard
and certainly one of the most attrac-
tive women I have had the pleasure of
meeting. Opening for Jim Dawson,
she was magnificent. Lori sings love
songs (all written and composed by
Norman Gimbel and Charles Fox)
and one has no choice but to love
her. “Becoming” opens and closes her
portion of the show. The title track
of her second Capitol album is appro-
priate in both instances as at the be-
ginning she is becoming stronger and
by the end she has become a favorite
of everyone. Backed by a four piece
studio band, Lori easily overcame
early nervousness and settled down
for what was to become a near per-
fect show. “Killing Me Softly.” al-

though a huge hit for Roberta Flack,
was written for Lori and her per-
formance indicated why. Her clear,

distinct, rich, voice made some audi-
ence members actually cry on “Elea-
zar”. Lori also sings a very happy
tune “Someone Come And Take It,”

and an uptempo piece “Song of Sev-
enties.” “I Got A Name” written by
the Gimbel-Fox team for the late Jim
Croce was beautifully delivered. Lori
Lieberman is one of those rare artists

that holds your undivided attention

from the beginning of the show until

the very end. I feel that Lori Lieber-

man will surely become a major star

in the very near future. p.S.

Bobby Bland
Room Full Of Blues

MAX’S KANSAS CITY, NYC — One
of the highlights of Max’s fall season
was the weeklong engagement of leg-
endary muscian Bobby ‘Blue’ Bland at
the club, which drew among others,
Stevie Wonder, A1 Kooper, and Ly-
nard Skynard to the packed house.
Currently riding the r&b charts with
his top ten hit on Dunhill Records,
“This Time I’m Gone For Good,”
Bobby brought his ten piece band to
the fairly small night spot, with some
surprising results, not least of which
was a well balanced, clean sound that
was tight and professional down to
the smallest sixteenth note.

The Mellow Men, Bobby’s orches-
tra, warmed up the audience with an
intricate ten minute version of the
Chicago hit “Free” which featured the
five piece horn section, then switched
quickly into a walking twelve bar
blues (with some great honky tonk
piano) that served as Bland’s intro-
duction.

Once the gifted blues singer took
the stage there were irrepressible
chants of “Sing a song” and “Tell it

bro” from the predominantly white
crowd which served as a unifying
force between the artist and audience.
PexTorming a number of great blues
standards, some his, some traditional,
Bland created an unusually emotional
mood amongst the hard-bitten New

Yorkers who supposedly have seen it

all. “Probably the most emotional
moment of the week came when
Bland, after a stirring rendition of

T-Bone Walker’s “Stormy Monday,”
introduced Stevie Wonder and asked
him to join in a song. In one of the
most moving blues duets ever sung.
Wonder and Bland traded off verses
to a simple progession that left us all

with moist eyes. The blues have never
been better.

Opening the show for Bland was a
strong eight piece blues/40’s group
called Room Full Of Blues. Though
unsigned at press time, the powerful
band certainly lived up to its name
and provided much appreciated enter-

tainment in the form of driving 50’s

boogie, 40’s swing, and punchy Chica-
go blues from the 30’s to the
present.

Probably the most outstanding
feature of the group was its profes-
sional use of dynamics, the key to

any act’s success. Even during the
fiery rockers in which the horn sec-

tion and lead guitarist exchanged
some volatile riffs, the sound level

never got out of control. It was a
pleasure listening to the all white
band whose sound was authentic
down to the last detail. We’ll be hear-
ing a lot from them in the near fu-

ture. d.b.

The quality of life was happy for lain and Gavin Sutherland, but somehow they

weren’t fulfilled playing the rounds of small London folk clubs. "We felt we were

stagnating,” smiles lain. "We had been discussing the idea of getting a band

together for a long time, but the right situation didn’t present itself till we started

talking to Quiver."

Quiver, a quartet whose own path to the top had been blocked by a number of

traditional stumbling blocks, from lack of rehearsal space to finding the right

manager, had been casting about for some fresh blood and lain and Gavin had

the right formula, so the two groups took the communal plunge.

As it so often does, timing was to play an important role in the merger,

because lain and Gavin had half-finished their chart album for Island Records,

entitled “Lifeboat,” and were about to begin working on it again when plans to

combine forces were finalized. "As it turned out,” muses Gavin, sipping a luke

warm beer in his hotel room three hours before departure to Kansas to join the

Elton John tour, "the album is a Jekyll-Hyde piece, kind of. Not that it’s hideous

(laughing), but it represents two different time periods and therefore two different

approaches to the music.”

Certainly the addition of Quiver added a depth to the Sutherlands’ songs and
hence the name of the group recognizing the contributions of both parties. Tim
Renwick’s lead and steel guitars ride strongly on the back of a tight rhythm
section of Bruce Thomas on bass and Willie Wilson on drums. Pete Wood's
keyboard work accents the ensemble perfectly, lending depth and highlights to a

very full sound.

It was very fortunate for the group that their hit single, "You Got Me Anyway”
coincided as it did with their opportunity to open the bill for Elton John on his

recently completed 45 data marathon tour of the U.S. "It certainly forced us to

get as tight as we'd ever been before,” remarked Gavin afterward by phone from

THE SUTHERLAND BROTHERS & QUIVER

Miami, acknowledging that the tour was arduous, but worthwhile.

"Working with Elton was a very good experience for me personally, as well as

for the band,” continues Gavin. "We probably had our best reaction in New York
although playing in Honolulu was really a gas.” But if success comes slowly

sometimes, when it does arrive it comes with a flurry. As soon as the band
arrived home in England, they started working on their second album for Island

and have to start thinking about their own British tour to coincide with its release

early next year.

“We've already got some of the stuff for our next album completed,” says lain,

"and I think we sound much more like a band than we did on “Lifeboat.” We’ve
really had a chance to adjust to each other and I think the new songs reflect that

very well. They’re high energy tunes and though we really haven’t had the chance
to think about a follow-up single yet, there are a couple of possibilities, “You and
Me” and "Silver Sister.”

In the meantime, the marriage is working well, and the band is pausing to take
stock of where it’s at for them right now. They are in the sensitive position that

some bands can’t handle. They’ve had a successful single and album and have
been exposed to countless thousands on the Elton John tour. The question is,

what do they do for an encore? “We’re just going to keep on playing music as
best we can and work on our songs,” says lain, matter-of-factly. “We’re not
concerned with all the political aspects of our music, we just play.”

For the time being, that's plenty good enough. The responses they got across
the country were sensational, especially towards their hard rockin’ songs like the
Buddy Holly classic, "Not Fade Away” and their single. One of the most
charismatic experiences of the entire tour took place in Kansas in the football
stadium the group appeared at. Gavin got so involved in what he was doing he
got caught up in a tangle of wires and took a head over heels fall, but deftly
recovered without missing a beat, much to the delight of an enthralled audience
of over 35,000.

The singular, striking characteristic of The Sutherland Bros. & Quiver is their

unselfish attitude iri playing. Obviously, any one of them could doimnate the
group’s sound, but they work closely together so as to best utilize all the talent
they have at their command. Says lain, “We respect each other as musicians and
friends, and we all realize that what’s best for the group is best for all

concerned.” Pursuing one of the most coveted achievements in the music
industry (a gold record) may not be easy, but the group is determined that it’s

going to be fun. Gavin put it quite well: “We play because we enjoy it, and our
audiences have fun. You can’t expect more than that, david budge.

tion, and urban planning could pool
their knowledge to help find the solu-

tions which will lead our country into

a cleaner 21st century. One of the
first objectives of the Center should
be the development of a curriculum
for the study of Enercology.

“Second, Enercology should be
_

in-

troduced as a course of social/ scien-
tific study in our high schools and
universities. In the decades ahead
Enercologists will play a major role
in industry, government, education
and urban affairs. They will be a
new breed of scientists whose train-
ing, skill and dedication can help re-
store a balance between our energy
demands and our ecological needs.

“Third, scholarships and grants
should be established to encourage
young Americans to choose Enercol-
ogy as a profession. Back in the
1950’s when architects and land de-
velopers were in abundance, few peo-
ple understood the need for urban
planning. Today, urban planners are
a vital life force in our cities. I be-
lieve the Enercologists of the 1980’s
will be a life force in our country.”
To get the Enercology message

across to the young people in Amer-
ica, Knight is embarking on a na-
tionwide tour of colleges and high
schools, flying in his private cor-
porate aircraft that he has named
Enercology I. Among the first col-
leges he will visit is Michigan’s Alma
College, which he attended.
“We have always needed our young

people to help mold the country’s fu-
ture,” Knight said. “It is today’s
youth who will inherit tomorrow’s
world—including all our environ-
mental and energy problems. Ener-
cology is a positive opportunity for
them to help our country.”

Knight, at 30, is a self-made multi-
millionaire. He grew up in Lapeer,
Michigan, a small farming community
whose population has never risen
above 6,500. At 19, he was one of the
country’s leading disk jockeys and is

said to have had the highest ratings
in Detroit’s radio history. In 1969,
with $500 borrowed from a friend,
Knight launched Grand Funk Railroad
into an American phenomenon. In
just over two years the group sold
more than $100 million worth of rec-
ords and earned close to $4 million
from personal appearances throughout
the world.
Knight is president and director of

Terry Knight Enterprises, Ltd., which
has among its many subsidiaries a
record company, a music publishing
firm and a television production com-
pany. He also formed a motion picture
production company with Twiggy.

NEW YORK — Country music is at-

tempting to once again crack the core
of “The Big Apple” with a rather
“dramatic” series of C&W concerts at
the Felt Forum beginning January
19th. Dramatic because past N.Y. ven-
tures featuring country music (e.g.

the Nashville Club at the Hotel Taft)
have never been given the reception
they justly deserve. This time, hope-
fully, the top name performers who
have been slated for this event will
find a brightly receptive audience to

their particular brand of music. The
debut show on January 19th will

feature Buck Owens, accompanied by
his “Hee Haw” TV companions and
the Buckaroos. Also on the January
19th program will be the Nitty Gritty
Dirt Band.
The series, a “Country Music Fes-

tival,” will be presented by country in

New York as a joint venture with
Madison Square Garden Productions
Inc. the lineup, completed after six

months of negotiations, has been an-
nounced in a proclamation by Mayor
Lindsay from the steps of New York
City Hall. The ceremony, scheduled to

include songs by Charlie Rich, the
newly crowned King of Country Mu-
sic, and Tom T. Hall, country music’s
legendary storyteller, was held in

New York City’s observance of the
end of Country Music Month.

In addition to Buck Owens, the
stars of the five scheduled Country in
New York concerts will include Char-
lie Rich, Lynn Anderson, Tammy
Wynette and George Jones and Merle
Haggard, the new spokesman of
country philosophy. Haggard, who
has received recognition as a singer
and songwriter in the past few years,
will be making his New York debut
as a headliner. His classic “Okie From I

Muskogee,” has become an anthem
ballad by the country people whom it

defends, and by the underground in-

tellectuals whom it attacks.
The shows will be balanced by

country-oriented supporting acts
which will have gained popularity
with younger, urban audiences. In all,

the makeup of the shows will range
from hard-core Nashville sounds to

the city-grown bluegrass of such
pickers as David Bromberg, the West
Side Kid.

Details of the Country in New
York festival were announced after

the City Hall ceremony at a 5 pm
cocktail party at the Promenade Cafe
on the ice skating rink at Rockfeller
Center. The party was held in honor
of Charlie Rich, Tom T. Hall and Joe
Cates, producer of an NBC-TV coun-
try music spectacular to be aired in

November.
Country in New York, originated in

by New York pop columnist A1
Aronowitz, first made its appearance
with a series of two concerts at Phil-

harmonic Hall last Spring. The New
York debut of Tammy Wynette and
George Jones on March 25 was also

the debut for country music at Lin-

coln Center. Since then, Aronowitz,
also a controversial figure on the na-

tional music scene, has been criticized

by underground writers for deserting

his rock and roll loyalties.

Bally 3rd Quarter Up More Than 50%
CHICAGO — Bally Manufacturing
reported Nov. 6th that revenues for

the third quarter of 1973 were up 52

percent and earnings per share in-

creased 54 percent as compared with
last year’s third quarter results.

For the three months ended Sep-
tember 30, 1973, net revenues were
$32,541,000, compared with $21,358,-

000, as restated, for the third quarter
of 1972. Net income for the period
was $3,072,000 ($.57 per share), as
compared with $1,989,000 ($.37 per
share), as restated, in 1972.
Revenues and net income for the

first nine months of 1973 surpassed
those attained during the full year of
1972. Net revenues for the three quar-
ters were $94,945,000, as compared
with $62,928,000, as restated, for the
same period last year. Net income
totaled $10,725,000 ($2.00 a share) for
the nine months, compared with $6,-

781,000 ($1.27 a share), as restated,
during the nine months of 1972.

Bill O’Donnell, president of Bally,
attributed the dramatic increase in re-

venues and income to the company’s
aggressive marketing of gaming and
amusement equipment in all parts of
the world. In addition, he said, Bally’s

operations of gaming and amusement
centers both here and abroad have
been growing at a rapid pace.

Seeburg Statement
To Its Shareholders
CHICAGO — Seeburg Industries, Inc.
announced the company’s tax counsel
has advised that the cash distribu-
tions paid in 1973 may constitute a
non-taxable return of capital to
stockholders rather than dividend in-
come.

Louis Nicastro, Seeburg chairman,
stated that this preliminary determi-
nation is based upon present esti-
mates of earnings for Federal income
tax purposes for the current year in
progress. He added that the Internal
Revenue Service will not review the
proposed tax treatment until after
year end.

Nicastro explained that the effect
of the proposed treatment would be
that such distributions to stockhold-
ers would not be treated as dividend
income but would be a reduction of
the individual stockholders cost basis
for the shares of Seeburg owned by
them.
The tax treatment, which is subject

to approval by the IRS, would affect

the 45 cent per share distributions
paid thus far this year and the 15
cent per share distributiins to be paid
December 1 to shareholders of record
November 15.

Nicastro cautioned stockholders
that there could be no assurance that
the IRS would approve such treat-
ment and that the tax laws upon
which counsel based such advice are
subject to change. A further an-
nouncement will be made after the
end of the year. However, Nicastro
said, stockholders should consult their
own tax counsel on the treatment
they shouuld take on their respective
1973 income tax returns.

Nicastro also announced that a reg-
istration statement will be filed short-
ly with the SEC for the underwritten
sale of 255,000 shares of non-voting
Class B shares by shareholders not
affiliated with the management of the
company. These shares will automati-
cally become Class A voting shares
provided a purchaser does not acquire
more than 25,000 shares in the offer-

ing. The registration of such shares,
Nicastro continued, is being made
pursuant to an agreement made last

year with the selling shareholders.
