The long Thanksgiving Day weekend that was is traditionally the

recording buyer's biggest dash to the cash-register. And for the per-

iod that follows up to the Christmas Holidays, the rush to recording

departments continues.

As this is being written, of course, we cannot provide for this

week’s reading a survey of the how the industry did in ushering in

the huge gift-buying weeks ahead. However, if economic forecasts

for this period prove accurate, the recording industry should reflect

something of an 8% increase in volume in the last month of the

year. The 8% is the figure cited by economists in predicting an in-

crease in consumer purchases this holiday season year over last

It certainly looks as though the industry will squeeze through this

period without hurting from what could be trying times ahead,
namely the shortages of vinyl and paper. Catalog depth availability

remains good at this time, and fresh product by a number of key
performers now coming to market should be in plentiful supply. So,

even with the spectre of shortages of critical industry material with

an added dash of economic uncertainty, the gift-buying season
should offer reason for good cheer.

Looking ahead, we can only reiterate recent comment in Cash Box
that the industry take care to provide for a steady flow of newcomer
product, exercising greater expertise in the selection of such acts;

also, it must allocate reasonable concern for catalog product, for it

is truly the industry’s “rainy day” inventory.

Certainly, the business cannot minimize external forces

—

whether they be material needs or economic forecasts— in judging
its own well-being in the future. Yet, as Larry Uttal, president of

Bell Records, remarks in this week's issue: “There is absolutely no
justification for the over-reaction and gloom we’ve been seeing in

the music business lately . . . the vinyl and paper shortages are ac-

tually giving us a chance to eliminate waste . . . the end result of

(the) so-called ‘crisis’ will be that we’ll have a stronger business

—

. . . a better-run, more profitable and more exciting industry.”

With a good year-end showing and, indeed, some positive think-

ing, the industry might just have a healthy 1974. One thing’s for

sure, it's going to be an interesting year.

In Oct. of this year, Loecsey plead-

ed nolo contendere to 20 counts of

violating the California state anti-

piracy statute. He was fined $10,000

and placed on probation for three

years. Loecsey was said to have ad-

mitted manufacturing 150,000 pirated

tapes during the past two years.

Road To Profits
NEW YORK — The current “crisis
atmosphere” in the record industry—
vinyl and paper shortages and Con-
gressional investigations—has been
vastly overplayed, says Larry Uttal,
president of Bell Records, while the
answers to problems have been “large-
ly overlooked.'’

Recalling similar “crises” of recent
memory, Uttal said, “there was a
time when songs were considered too
long if they ran over three minutes;
it was feared they wouldn’t get air-

play. Then there were ‘dirty’ lyrics

and ‘drug-oriented’ lyrics and censor-
ship was supposed to curtail artistic

growth. The tape cartridge was going
to make the LP disk obsolete over-
night; there weren’t going to be any
more new faces. None of these dire
predictions came true. The music
business is still the most exciting via-

ble and reasonably-priced entertain-
ment industry in the world.”

Fighting Shortages

Uttal said the vinyl and paper
shortages, while serious, can be com-
bated “by eliminating some of the
waste in the industry. There are far
too many releases. Labels will have to

listen harder to the material that’s

submitted to them and not put out

oroduet that they don’t truly believe

in. Promotional campaigns have to be
trimmed; there’s got to be a lot

_

of

weeding out. Some of the mailing
lists haven’t been updated in many
years. Promotional copies of singles

and albums stiff go to stations that

changed their formats long ago. No-
body at the labels has bothered to

look. I would sav that many of theso

service lists could be cut by as much
as one-third.”

Uttal also cautioned about pressing

and inventory. “Tbe waste at some

pressing plants is appalling and the
number of copies pressed by labels in

anticipation of sales is sometimes ex-
travagant. Strictly enforced quality
control at the plants and reasonable
pressing orders would, in effect,

create a ‘vinyl bank.’ Paper shortages
are partly the result of zany, complex
and often pointless packaging. Labels
aren’t in business to sell album cov-
ers.

“If we exercise more judgement and
pay more attention to our experience,
if we cut back on waste, the industry
can be more profitable than it is now.
Not only will it continue to grow, the
net profits will be higher, and with a
better percentage of hits to the
amount of product released.”

Congressional investigations, Uttal
says, “will prove what we already
know—the vast majority of people in

the record business are honest. There
may be some persons -who have bro-
ken the law or laws; if that’s the case
then they’ll probably suffer for it. The
Congi’essional investigation of 1959
didn’t destroy the industry and the
current probe won’t. The vast majori-
ty of music business people aren’t
guilty of anything except working
too hard and caring too much. Only a
handful of people will be directly

affected.

“There is absolutely no justification

for the over-reaction and gloom we’ve
been seeing in the music business
lately,” Uttal emphasized. “The Con-
gressional investigations are a remind-
er of the dangers of corrupt prac-

tices. The vinyl and paper shortages

are actually giving us a chance to

eliminate waste. The end result of all

three so-called ‘crisis’ will be that

we’ll have a stronger business—a vin-

dicated, better-run, more profitable

and more exciting industry.”

CBS Drug Stand
WASHINGTON, D.C. — Sen. James
L. Buckley has accused elements parts
of the recording industry for failing
to show “corporate responsibility”
during the late 1960’s in dealing with
the so-called drug culture.

Buckley, in a speech prepared for
delivery last week on the floor of the
Senate, referred to what he called
“corporate schizophrenia” on the part
of the Columbia Broadcasting System
concerning drug lyrics.

Buckley also charged record com-
panies with a lack of corporate re-
sponsibility by publishing “blatantly”
drug-oriented advertising.

Last June, Buckley called for inves-
tigations into the business practices
in the recording industry involving
fraud on the consumer, trafficking in

drugs, and underworld involvement.
At the same time, Buckley and mem-
bers of his staff undertook their own
investigation into the allegations of
corruption in the record industry.

In a lengthy 40-page report, “The
Record Industry and the Drug Epide-
mic,” Buckley said:

“In the course of our investigation
it was discovered that within certain
parts of the industry there was a kind

REAA Reply To

Senate Speech

By Sen. Buckley

The Recording Industry Association
of America (RIAA) has commented
on a 40-page statement by Sen. James
L. Buckley (R.-N.Y.), concerning the
recording industry and the question
of “drug-oriented” lyrics (see sepa-
rate story). Here is the RIAA’s com-
ment:

Senator Buckley’s statement seems
to assume a “cause-and-effect” rela-

tionship between rock music in the

late 60’s and the incidence of drug
abuse.

We are not aware of any factual

basis for such assumption.

In the text of Senator Buckley’s

statement, he says: “. . . this contro-

versy has become somewhat academic

insofar as lyrics are concerned. Ap-
proving references to drags have vir-

tually disappeared from sone popular
songs.”

Senator Buckley goes on to say:

They will receive by return mail an
American Song Festival entry kit,

sical, “Fig Leaves are Falling,” in

which a more romantic Sherman
style emerged in such songs as “Did
I Ever Really Live?” and “We.” He
was also the author of two books, “A
Gift of Laughter” and, more recently,

“The Rape of the Ape,” about the
sexual revolution.

HOUSTON — The October 31, 1973

N.L.R.B. Decision and Order handed
down by Administrative Law Judge
Lloyd Buchanan represented a seem-
ing “landmark” decision with far-

reaching effects in the area of Labor
law as it pertained especially to the

entertainment industry. The case has
attracted intense interest, and the

final ruling has been a long-awaited

one.

In October, 1972 Larry Kane and
his production firm, LK Productions
were compelled to discontinue produc-

tion of the nationally syndicated
“Larry Kane Show,” due to the inabil-

ity to obtain guest performers who
were members of the American Feder-
ation. of Television and Radio Artists

(AFTRA). This halt in the flow of

guests to the long-time television

showcase was the result of certain

“secondary activities” by the union.

After Kane had repeatedly refused to

sign the AFTRA Codes, he and LK
Productions were placed on the

AFTRA “Unfair List,” and notices

were issued by the union to all its

members, containing language de-

scribed as “threatening, coercing, or

restraining” and having as its object

the requirement that AFTRA mem-
bers cea.se doing business with Kane
and LK Productions.

Kane, an attorney himself, filed

complaints with the National Labor

The case was tried before Judge
Buchanan in Houston on January 8

and 9, 1973. Among the observers was
Labor attorney Godfrey Schmidt of

New York, counsel for such notables

as William F. Buckley and entertainer

Roy Clark. Schmidt filed an amicus
curiae brief in the case.

Judge Buchanan’s Order together
with Appendix “A” as it concerns the

AFTRA “Unfair List,” represented a
victory for Larry Kane, LK Produc-
tions, and producer-employers
throughout the entertainment indus-

try.

Kane and his staff, operating under
a temporary injunction, have been in

production with several new televi-

sion properties for early 1974; and
will announce complete details short-

ly.

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HOLLYWOOD—Z.Z. TOP: TEN-GALLON ROCKrES: THE ‘BAKER’ TAKES A SOLO FLIGHT

ng over the phenomenon of what has been, thus far, “Seventies Music,”

it is not too surprising to note that the American musician has once again assumed

his position as chart dominator, much the same as was the case throughout the

Fifties and into the pre-“British invasion” Sixties. But it has not only been the

American group that has made the mark, but the solo artist as well. The case

of one David Gates is unique in that he is making his presence known on both

counts. Following his tremendous success with a group, he is now well on the

'way to becoming a super-star under his own name.

If David’s group escapes your mind right about now, sit back for a couple

of seconds, close your eyes and replay such tremendous hits as “Make It With

You,” “Diary,” “If,” “Let Your Love Go” or “It Don't Matter to Me” (among
countless others too numerous to mention) and remember that dear, now unfor-

tunately departed super Bread group, featuring that same David Gates, now going

solo on Elektra Records (that same label that housed Bread for a little over four

years) While many artists have that degree of re-adjustment from group member
to solo artist, David’s debut collection, entitled “First” gives no hint of any diffi-

culty in restructuring his energies. The masterworks he spins as a solist are as

sensitive and beautiful as those he turned out with Bread, but go a step further

in that they bare his personal feelings and emotions on his life and times. The
album is, in fact, one of the finest turned out by a single artist to date in 1973.

in examining David Gates’ career recently at Cash Box’s New York offices, I

was surprised to learn that his career touched almost every conceivable pop
music base. Asa songwriter, David wrote "Popsicles And Icicles” for the Murmaids,

a one hit wonder early Sixties all female vocal group. The record reached the top

of almost every pop chart where the record was played. As an arranger, David

worked “Baby Rain Must Fall” for Glenn Yarbrough and worked it well enough
to also bring that one to the top and make it one of the most dearly remembered
Sixties folk rock tunes. As an early Sixties musician, David Gates admitted to

being another of those mysterious session men on the two time smash hit, “Mon-
ster Mash” (Leon Russell was also on that session, playing keyboards), and dis-

closed that he was drummer for the Ventures on their “Mashed Potatoes” album
(drums are not his only instrument. He plays guitar, bass and keyboard as well).

As was the case with many of today’s top artists, those early dues-paying days
(in David's case, from 1963-66) were spent in rewarding, but frustrating studio

work. It was during that period that David labored in studios in California, playing

predominantly bass, to keep his career going. He also admits that many nights

were spent in almost every Los Angeles night club, just to make that necessary
living in order to remain a musician.

It was Bread, however, that made all the dues well worth the time and energy.

The group came into existence at a time when David was close to packing it all

in (although he admitted that he probably would have kept on going anyway).
The group’s first single, "Make It With You” was not your automatic smash, how-
ever, and it took lots of hard work to get the record broken and the group on their

way. Hitting the Top 40 finally put all the pieces in all the right places and David
Gates was finally getting his just recognition.

Bread stayed together for almost six years and during that period racked hit

after hit until the day came when Bread was to disband. David described that time
as an almost necessity. As he put it, “The whole thing was just running out of
steam when the time came when we couldn’t make an album that was better
than the last one.” He continued by summing up the situation. “Creativity died
and ideas just stopped bouncing off each other.” And so Bread went the way of

countless hours of entertainment to mass audiences.
His solo career began with a moderately successful single, “Clouds.” Quite

possibly the reason for the record’s lack of major market acceptance was that
the single was just a piece of a ten minute “Clouds/Rain” suite from his album.
Listening to the entire piece is sheer magic. His second single, “Sail Around the
World, also from “First” is hitting with greater accuracy and success and finally
folks are beginning to know and truly love David Gates. Things only look to get
bigger from here on in.

David s future will include a tour that he is in the process of coordinating,
complete with a fifteen piece orchestra and studio equipment so that he will be
able to duplicate a studio sound. He truthfully says that he simply does not want
to short change audiences who come to see him perform. He wants his audience

It has been noted that the average ten-gallon hat in Texas holds approximately
two quarts, six fluid ounces of beer, a disappointing statistic for those gluttons who
tend to take things literally. If the hat happerfs to belong to guitarist Billy Gibbons,
drummer Frank Beard or bass player Dusty Hill, it may be more likely, when worn,
to contain a generous helping of musical talent and inspiration, the stuff that Z.Z.

Top is made of.

Z.Z. was formed in 1970 from the remnants of two now-defunct Texas bands,
the American Blues and the Moving Sidewalk. From the very beginning, with the
release of their first London Records LP, the band was singled out by critics and
given overwhelming support by the audience of their native southwest. Billy

Gibbons’ lightning guitar work (once praised by the late Jimi Hendrix) raised

eyebrows and adrenalin amongst hard rock fans and a bevy of Texan names
was dragged out for comparisons: Steve Miller, B. J. Thomas, even Janis Joplin.

“Tres Hombres,” their third and most recent album, helped spread their popular- *

ity more widely, and attendance figures at the concert dates along their current
cross-country tour would seem to confirm the fact that Z.Z. Top is no longer

the sole property of Texas.

With more and more rock bands expanding their personnel and, especially in

the studio, utilizing a wide assortment of instruments and musicians, Z.Z. Top
often startles the listener with the effectiveness of their simple, basic trio format.
“Working as a trio gives us a little more room to be spontaneous,” says Billy

Gibbons. “It keeps us working 100 per cent every minute we’re on stage. But
I think that when you’re really giving it that much, you have an open door for

creative ideas to come through, and it’s easier to change something right there

on the spot. In a bigger band, changing the music naturally becomes more diffi-

cult; it can get to be like moving an elephant around the stage.”

Z.Z. Top’s itinerary is an almost frightening list of uninterrupted one-nighters

strung out across the United States and Canada. With so little time to pause,

recording has had to be a sporadic affair, and new material is almost invariably

written on the road. "Tres Hombres,” for example, took 40 hours to record over

a period of four months. “We’d go into the studio and lay down a track in between
dates,” says Dusty Hill. "Trouble is, there haven’t been all that many ‘in be-

tweens.’
”

Touring can have its bizarre moments, and Z.Z. Top has definitely had their

share. There was the outdoor college date in Ithaca, New York, when the band
was featured along with Deep Purple. “Here they were, 17,000 people,” Billy

Gibbons told us. “It looked like rain all day, and by the time we hit the stage,

it was literally pouring. I was getting soaked, Dusty was getting shocked and we
were all standing in about two inches of water. We went ahead, though, and played
for about 15 minutes until finally the fire marshall came on the stage and stopped
us. They pulled us off, and someone took the microphone to announce that the
performance would have to be rescheduled. All hell broke loose; bottles started

flying, rocks, seats, everything, and some of the crowd started to spill out on
the field around the stage. I saw a Steinway grand piano actually tossed through
the air. It must have been time for exams, or something.”

With so much excitement in their lives, Z.Z. Top still finds time for such mun-

dane pleasures as watching their favorite soap opera (“The Days of Our Lives”)

and doing imitations of actors like Clark Gable, John Wayne and Walter Brennan,

appropriate choices for a band from Texas.

Marriot is one of the foremost vocal

He enacts his role as
singer and front-man with frenzied
motions that often resemble a parody
of a southern pentecostal preacher,
chanting introductions with gospel
fervor, leaping about the stage and
occasionally pausing, hand on hip, in
a stance more than casually reminis-
cent of Mick dagger.

Humble Pie’s performance before a
packed Forum audience was an ex-
travagant combination of showman-
ship and technical expertise. Aug-
mented by the vocal backing of the
Blackberries, a trio of singers that
includes the phenomenal Venetta
Fields, their delivery had a depth and
energy that kept the crowd on the
brink of hysteria. Their most recent
A&M Records LP, “Eat It,” was the
source of the major portion of their
repertoire, which also included “I
Don’t Need No Doctor,” appropriately
chosen as an encore.

Foghat, a direct musical descendant
of Savoy Brown, seemed to convert the
massive auditorium into a rowdy Eng-
lish pub with a post-football-game
Saturday-night sort of atmosphere.

Edwin Birdsong

FELT FORUM, NYC — In one of

the year’s best organized soul shows,
the Felt Forum had the pleasure of

presenting the fabulous ex-Tempta-
tion Eddie Kendricks and three ex-
cellent supporting acts. Gearing for
a very active holiday season, the
Forum made good its promise to the
public of presenting top name enter-
tainment. MC’d by DJ’s Frankie
Crocker and G. Keith Alexander, the
show was well paced with the two
personalities reaching into their bag
of anecdotal tricks between acts as
the equipment men did their thing.

Edwin Birdsong opened the evening
with a long version of the r&b hit,

“Parrty”, which had the audience up
dancing from the start and drew a
somewhat unexpectedly wild response
for his colorful outfit which included
an elaborate feather headdress and
gold lame pants. Working the crowd
expertly, Edwin used his twenty min-
utes to best advantage. Without rest-

ing on ceremony, he proceeded to whip
into some very heavy r&b funk that
was especially pleasing because the
band controlled the dynamics adroitly
and never let the sound become pain-
ful.

Following Birdsong, the multi-tal-
ented Voices of East Harlem burst
onto the stage dancing, shouting and
bumping buttocks together in an un-
restrained express 1

’on of joy. Their
version of “Young Gifted And Black”
was the high point of the set and the
effort drew a long, loud standing ova-
tion. As usual, the harmonies were in-

spirational, and the work of the band
was equally professional. Whether do-
ing gospel, pop, or straight r&b, the
Voices managed to communicate the
utmost in feeling to a packed house
that was more than ready to par-
ticipate, even singing along at times.

Prior to bringing on the star of

the show, Crocker, as is his wont,
went into a lengthy monologue lead-

ing up to the emergence of RCA Rec-
ords artists The Main Ingredient, who
did a long, but splendid set, high-
lighted by their giant hits, “Every-
body Plays The Fool”, “Spinning
Around”, and “You’ve Been My In-

spiration”. Cuba’s lead vocals had the

crowd transfixed in squirming ecstasy

and when he began Curtis Mayfield’s

classic, “I’m So Proud” by telling the
gathering he was dedicating it to

them, the house shook.

Star time is always a big deal at

soul shows, and this one was no ex-

ception. In the tradition of James
Brown, Wilson Pickett, and Otis Red-
ding, Eddie Kendricks followed Crock-
er’s introduction with a lengthy rendi-

tion of his huge hit “Keep On
Truckin’ ”, during which he began a
hand shaking tour along the apron of

the stage that excited the young ladies

so much as to cause several of them
to jump onto stage and kiss the

stunned singer. Reluctantly he made
the announcement, “I’m sorry, but we
can’t continue until all of you take
your seats. I’m sorry.”

But that was the end of the sor-

row as Eddie led his well disciplined

band through an extensive sequence
of soulful ballads and lively uptempo
numbers which included, “Girl You
Need A Change of Mind” and the
timeless Temptations’ classic, “My
Girl”, which Eddie, of course, sang
lead on. With the audience into his

groove from start to finish, Eddie

could have continued on forever,

something the clammering crowd

would have loved to see.

responsible one.”
If Senator Buckley is correct, when

he says that “approving references to
drugs have virtually disappeared
from popular songs, “then perhaps he
has provided much of the answer to
his own question.
Whether rock music ever con-

tributed to drug abuse is highly de-
batable. The Senator’s statement does
not provide factual support for his
conclusion. A number of experts on
this subject have expressed contrary
views. These include John Ingersoll,
former head of the U. S. Bureau of
Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs; Dr.
David Smith, founder of the Haight-
Ashbiu-y Medical Clinic; and Peter
Hammond, former director of the Na-
tional Coordinating Council on Drug
Abuse Education, who is now Direc-
tor of Communications for the White
House Special Action Office for Drug
Abuse Prevention.

subject, entitled “Popular Music and
Drug Lyrics: Analysis of a Scape-
goat.” 1 This study reports that “there
is no imperical evidence to indicate
that hearing a pro-drug-use message,
either through advertising or music,
will cause those who listen to use
drugs illegally.”

The study also says: “Highly re-
spected peop’e have voiced their opin-
ions and concerns about the increase
of drug consumption in this country
. . . (There has been debate) over
whether there is or is not a casual
link between drug-oriented music and
drug-taking behavior. While this po-
lemic continues, there is still no impe-
rical evidence either favoring or op-
posing the hypothesis that there is a
causative relationship between drug-
related lyrics and drug consump-
tion.”

For some years now, the RIAA and
many of its member companies have
contributed their time, creativity and
facilities to anti-drug abuse pro-
grams, on a national and local basis.
Just last month, for example, the
RIAA sponsored a special seminar in
Los Angeles in cooperation with the
White House Special Action Office
for Drug-Abuse Prevention. A few
weeks ago, RIAA and several of its

member companies collaborated with
another industry organization to is-

sue an album containing anti-drug
statements for radio use by 35 top
recording artists.

We recognize that this industry has
a continuing responsibility to the
American people, and particularly to
the young. We shall continue to face
that responsibility honestly and fair-
ly. That certainly includes giving
careful thought and consideration to

the questions and doubts raised by
critics.

of corporate schizophrenia concerning
the degree of responsibility that a
corporation ought to exercise when it

is dealing with a product whose main
consumer is the young.”

“Nowhere has this been better
shown than in the policies which ex-
isted simultaneously at CBS concern-
ing lyrics of songs that might tend to

be interpreted by youths as approving
the use of drugs.”

Sen. Buckley’s charges of “corpo-
rate schizophrenia” on the part of

CBS center around a 1970 memo from
Robert Cole, vp of CBS-owned FM
outlets, calling for the stations to

“scrutinize” lyric content on record-
ings, and remarks by former CBS
Records president Clive Davis that
criticism that music “supports and en-

courages drug experimentation which
leads to addiction is at least errone-
ous and at the most, a complete re-

versal of a cultural process . .
.”

“I have no doubt,” Sen. Buckley
stated, “that each point of view was
held from sincere conviction, but I do
not see how else we may interpret
this conflict except to say that on
matters of the utmost public concern
one of the leading communications
companies in the world was projec-
ting two different and irreconcilable

policies.”

The RIAA has replied to Sen.
Buckley’s assertions on the matter of

how influential drug-oriented lyrics

have been in contributing to drug
abuse by young rock fans (see sepa-
rate story).

Meanwhile Columbia
Records is releasing “oldies” albums
with pictures of the vintage Wurlitz-
ers of the 1940s. In New York, a
national retail sweater manufacturer
is making pull-overs which feature
the Jukebox across its front. From
Madison Avenue, comes requests to

use the Wurlitzer 1050 for ads for
Cadillac, Philip Morris and
Budweiser.

“I don’t know when it’ll end, or
whether it ever will,” says Palmer.
“But I do know it’s made a bier differ-

ence in our sales and profitability.

The Model 1050 was a gamble when
we originated the idea, but now mar-
keting experts tell us that we’re only
half-way through the nostalgia
craze.” No matter how far into the
trend America finds itself today, the
Wurlitzer 1050 Jukebox is already
somewhat of a collector’s item among
coin-operated music men.

Bright Future For
Vending and Games
At Military Stops
CHICAGO — Predictions of more
vending machines on military instal-
lations were heard recently during an
Army and Air Force Exchange Ser-
vice

_

worldwide vending conference.
The idea that more vending machines
will be seen by AAFES customers in
coming years was borne out by the
conference theme, “We’ve only just
Begun.”

In his keynote address to the meet-
ing, AAFES Deputy Commander Air
Force Brigadier General Daniel L.
Burkett said the Exchange Service
has “only just begun to tap the vend-
ing sales potential that is availa-
ble . .

.”

He told conferees, “Now that vend-
ing has become established as a ma-
jor AAFES sales generating element
with more than 85,000 vending ma-
chines in operation, we must strive
for greater professionalism.”
The general pointed out that

AAFES vending sa’es have grown 70
percent in the last 10 years—from $53
million to $90 million. He added, “ex-
pansion is a fact in vending. When we
do not meet the challenge of chang-
ing potential into sales, we are not
accomplishing our service mission.”

Gen. Burkett noted the Exchange
Service has developed a number of
successful vending programs. Vending
patios, for example, have continued to
grow, and AAFES now has more
than 300 in use. The amusement cen-
ter program has 100 in operation.
“Vending is often the most econom-

ical means to provide a service which
is not able to support itself or which
is not being provided,” said the gen-
eral. “There are now more than 200
automatic snack bars in the continen-
tal United States generating sales of
about $500,000 per month. This is cer-

tainly an indicator that automatic
snack bars have customer accep-
tance.”

Conferees also heard Gen. Burkett
say the amusement and game area is

one which likewise has great poten-
tial. AAFES snack bars, particularly

those frequented by young military

personnel, were singled out as prime
potential locations. Machines such as

jukeboxes, pinball and skill games
will be installed in food activities in

troop, recreational and training lo-

cales when feasible. This will be done
without detracting from dining room
decor and without creating an unfa-

vorable customer image of the facili-

ty, the General said.

Since the authorization to. vend
beer was granted in 1971, sales in this

category have grown to more than

$2.2 million. However, only half the

exchanges in the continental United

States presently participate in this

program—another area of potential

growth.
“These are but a few of the oppor-

tunities available. I am convinced we
have not reached the saturation point

in vending,” concluded Gen. Burkett.

“In fact, we have only just begun.”
