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Events in the music industry—and, for that matter, the world

—

move so swiftly that each year is filled with major events. For better

or worse, 1973 was such a year.

The U.S. shares in common with Japan and other key markets
of the world a most serious problem in the availability of materials,

most notably vinyl and paper, that are crucial to the production of

recordings. Despite the shortages due to the world-wide energy
crisis—first detailed to the world-wide music community by Cash
Box last spring—elements in the U.S. industry are of the belief that

this so-called “crisis” has a silver-lining. By learning to live with

shortages, some key executives believe that a great amount of waste
will be eliminated, particularly the excessive amount of “returns,”

that is the excessive amount of product that eventually finds its

way back to the manufacturer. This has been one of the U.S.

industry's most damaging profit-squeeze problems for a number
of years. More selective schedules and greater logic in filling the

needs of the marketplace are the objectives of those who seek to

minimize the “waste” issue. Yet, one word of caution is being

sounded, and that is the danger of not providing for a regular flow

of new acts, the success of whom is needed to stimulate excitement
in the business.

The summer months were overshadowed by allegations of the

use of drugs and other forms of payola in the industry. At year’s-

end, the extent of such practices, if any, were limited to generalized
consumer press reporting on the subject, which many in the trade
felt exceeded the bounds of fair reporting on the industry.

On the brighter side, one of the chief events of 1973 was the
emergence of television as a viable outlet for rock music, something
that has eluded the business in the past. The answer to rock music’s
success on TV seemed to be its exposure on late-night television,

a period in the evening when most youngsters can be counted on
to be at home.

It is difficult to look ahead into 1974 without a measure of

anxiety concerning economic developments on a global scale. Yet,

the music industry has learned that it can often override external

pressures and produce a flourishing year in both business success
and creativity. 1973 was a year, it should be recalled, in which
the recording industry moved ahead of the TV and film areas in

annual volume. Whatever uncertainty lay ahead in 1974 is at least

balanced out by the fact that, as a $2 billion a year industry, the
recording business is big numbers in the leisure-time area.

Initially, the primary responsibili-

ties of the west coast office will be in

the fields of A&R and artist develop-
ment. “Artist development,” said

Johnson, “as a term and as a way of

accomplishing something, is new to

Famous Music at this point. The
function of artist development is get-

ting exposure for artists beyond the
air-play and marketing area. That
would be television, motion pictures,

commercials—anything that would
get the artist’s name before the public

via media other than radio broadcast-
ing. You still have to have the air-

play to do the job. But if your artist’s

record is being heard on a radio sta-

tion and people are relating back to a
TV show that they’ve seen the night
before, or a motion picture or even a
commercial, then they may be able to

put it all together in their minds and
believe that that artist is an impor-
tant individual, a familiar entertain-
ment figure. Then the ultimate ben-
efit, of course, is in marketing. Hope-
fully the artist will become a favorite
of theirs, and they’ll begin to look for
his albums without even waiting for
air-play to develop.”
Johnson, who was transferred to

Los Angeles as of Nov. 1, reported
that the west coast office will also

share responsibilities with New York
in the acquisition of new artists for
the Paramount label. Asked if the
current vinyl crisis would effectively

preclude such activities, at least for
the time being, Johnson said, “We’re
not closing the doors. We’re not
going to ignore new artists, new
ideas or new thoughts.

“It is to Famous Music president
Tony Martell’s credit that in the face
of what appeared to be a difficult

period on the horizon, he went ahead
and made this move—small to start

with—but at least a move in a posi-

tive direction. We needed the rep-
resentation here and we needed to get
more involved in concepts and ideas
that were emanating from places oth-
er than New York. There’s work to be
done, things to be accomplished and
putting it off wasn’t going to solve
anything.”

40%, Robinson
Notes In Report
NEW YORK — The music publishing
division of Columbia Pictures Indus-
tries is making wide gains in 1973,
according to Irwin Z. Robinson, vp
and general manager.

For the first 11 months of this

year, Robinson reports, overall re-

venues are ahead 40% over a similar
period last year. Robinson cites a
59% gain in foreign revenues; in the
U.S. performances are up 30%, while
mechanicals are running even with
1972; in addition, sheet music and
folio royalties from Screen Gerns-

ings and foreign income” is further
heightened by the recent statement
issued by CPI’s new management
team in the company’s annual report.

In a letter to stockholders, Leo Jaffe,

chairman of the board, and Alan J.

Hirschfield, president and chief exec
officer, said: “We believe that the rec-

ord and music publishing divisions

represent even greater potential than
either motion pictures or television.

We therefore expect to concentrate
heavily on expansion of these busi-

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Score—Film-wise
NEW YORK — The composer’s atti-

tude and techniques for scoring for

films and the engineer’s frustrations

in trying to reproduce sound properly
on films dominated a Dec. 6 panel/-
membership meet of the New York
chanter of NARAS at Reeves Cinetel

Studios.
The SRO, two hour confab began

with a showing of the BMI film, “The
Score,” then evolved into a talk-fest

led by BMI’s Russ Sanjek and featur-
ing composers Michel Legrand and
Tom Shepard, producer/composer
Alexandro Jodorowsky, and engineer
Phil Ramone and music editor Nor-
man Kasow. An involved audience
poured forth pertinent questions that
evoked sometimes passionate observa-
tions, such as:

Legrand: Projecting an emotion is

very important when you write. I

used to start composing from a
script, but I found out that there is a
big difference in emotion between
reading a book and seeing a motion
picture. Now I like to compose after I

have seen some of the film.

Jodorowsky: We must not be
trapped into composing. Sometimes it

is much better to let the musicians see

the film and then get them to im-
provise. The important thing is the
sound. I like to hear different sounds
for different objects. Sometimes we
mix the sounds of animals with mu-
sic. There is a need for a more cosmic
conception of art and a mystical con-
ception of music.

Legrand: One can improve one’s

technique by being forced to write
tight—by giving the cream. A good
film composer must be capable of
writing any kind of music. But a pro-
ducer still must let a composer do
what he wants, even if it means even-
tually tossing out the score.

Sanjek: A top composer can some-
times get the producer to change a
part of the film to suit the music.

Legrand: Even the best music can-
not save a bad scene.

Jodorowsky: The director and com-
poser should always work together.

But what good does scoring ele-

gantly for films really do when the
reproduction of sound in movie
houses is almost always mediocre or
sometimes just terrible? asked some
of the audience.

Kasow: The trouble is that the op-
tical film just can’t reproduce highs
and lows the way magnetic tape
can.

HOLLYWOOD—United Artists Rec-
ords has appointed Don Graham to
head the label’s national singles pro-
motion, reporting to Jack Hakim, na-
tional promotion director.

Graham, a veteran of 14 years in
the music industry and a three-time
Gavin Promotion Award winner, was
most recently posted as director of
west coast operations for Chess/Janus
Records.

I refused
to permit one of my films to open in

New York until the theatre had in-

stalled an entirely new sound sys-
tem.
A final opinion shared by all: the

reproduction of sound on film is still

about as far advanced as mono sound
on phonograph records. Ditto for al-

most all of television as well.

The above transforms characters much in the same way Franklyn Ajaye does

on his A&M record. On it one finds a far more provocative lampoon on Gibbons,

the new wasteland hero for Grape Nuts. Ajaye, in fact, is a new nutty comic on

the scene who’ll make his prime time TV debut on Flip Wilson’s show this month.

Franklyn is very capable of supplying the nation with plenty of laughter during a

time when most of its other supplies are scarce. There’s no shortage of jokes in

his album (made up of routines from his club act), only a shortage of vinyl—so

Eueli Gibbons, "cut it out!”

When Franklyn dropped out of Columbia law school, he started dropping into

the Bitter End in New York where he began practicing comedy. Ajaye adheres to a

“vade mecum” packed full of pointers and other data that eventually helped him

to become a recognized comedian, not just the "school clown" or "party

buffoon.” Ajaye admitted "In law school I thought I was lazy and lacked

discipline but later discovered that one acquires discipline for the thing he is truly

interested in.” He is now a disciplined comedian of whom Redd Foxx has said,

“He’s a young Richard Pryor without the hand grenade.”

Some of the first things Franklyn ever learned about comedy came from his

experimental days at the Bitter End where he acquired the following wisdom:
"Listen to your audience,” and "Always sandwich new material between tried

material." Since those earlier days he has constantly entered other tips into his

Questioning Ted about the opening of the movie, as well as the lack of lavish

scenery and constumes he said that it was an intended technique used to convey
the absurdist theater approach, aiding the overall effect of sincerity which the
film elicits.

The role of Jesus in the Norman Jewison-Robert Stigwood Universal film was
Ted’s first dramatic role. He has also appeared in the Los Angeles production of

the Who’s rock opera "Tommy” and understudied Claude in "Hair" and Jesus in

the Broadway show.

Curious as to if Ted felt his role as Jesus was a type cast, he said, "I

approached the role of Christ as I would any character. I wished to play the role

in terms of Jesus Christ as a singer and as a man.” From the mesmerizing
splendor of the Holy Land Ted said,” Anytime I feit I was about to lose the
character all I had to do was look around.”

With preconceived notions of such an archetypal figure as Christ, the creative

latitude to portray such a character could be stifled. Pursuing this train of

thought Ted paused a moment and responded most sincerely. "I wanted to bring
the image of Christ down to the level of a friend. Someone, people could identify

with and relate to. This is much more important than the untouchable concept.”
This may strain the more fanaticai adherents but Ted went on. "The public

should be able to accept a change in stature, i.e. a more open and honest view of

vade mecum. Among these are bits of comic counseling he’s received from some
of his contemporaries. Ajaye’s eagerness to meet a fellow comic whenever and
wherever he sees one cannot be undermined. When he sold Bob Newhart a suit in

a fashionable Los Angeles store, he managed to ask him, while he marked his
pants," How do you start to write comedy material?” And Newhart’s answer was:
Start with an outline." Franklyn recalled asking Richard Pryor a similar question,
to which the reply was, "By taking every subject as far as you can go with it.”

When Robert Klein came to the Troubadour, Ajaye went back to his dressing
room and explained, "I’m a cat trying to be a comedian. Can I ask you some
questions about comedy?” And Klein’s benign response was’ “Ask me any
questions about comedy you’d like because I know that there’s no where you can
go to learn it.” He learned from Kline that a comic can combat the boredom of
repetition in routines by "getting so involved that you practically entertain
yourself.”

Most comedians copy other comedian’s one liners but the only lines you’d find
in Franklyn's notebook are the answers from comedians on technique, his own
material based on his experiences, and a self-critique of every one of his
performances. On his recent cross-country promotional tour Franklyn met Mart
Sahl (in Washington) and learned that Sahl doesn't worry about cataloging his
material since so much of his material is drawn from current events.

After gleaning the bits and pieces of joker knowledge that would prepare him
for a career in comedy, Franklyn tried out at amateur night at the Troubadour.
He was pleasantly surprised when they phoned him back a few weeks later and
booked him as second on the bill to Jerry Butler. It was during this engagement
that Jerry Moss caught his act and mentioned to Butler that he thought Franklyn
was funny. Butler in turn relayed this to Ajaye, and shortly thereafter Wally Amos,
his manager, negotiated a recording deal with A&M. The debut album called
"Comedian” was cut in June.

Franklyn, who has practically hung out with humorists, is now in good
company at A&M with their other comedians like Groucho Marx and Cheech and
Chong. When asked. How has your life changed since recording an album?”
Ajaye assumed a boastful pose and declared, "Well I’m now independently
wealthy and have a villa in Spain. His credibility was broken by an ear-to-ear
grin that implied, Ask a dumb question and you’re going to get a dumb answer,
or rather, coming from Ajaye, a funny one." ~

Christ. I wanted to relate to him in a new form, a new look at the man. Christ

was an incredibly emotional man, and the only change I would have made was to

portray him a little more violently. I played him as I did because Norman
(Jewison) convinced me that too much violence was wrong.”

This led us to the Market Scene of the film, where Ted is seen throwing over

tables and smashing the temptations of the weak willed. He said this scene was
in the Broadway show, but had never been done as lavishly as it was in the film

version. Interestingly enough, this was the exact location where Judas was
tormented, and the concept of the film was concerned with the last seven days of

the life of Jesus Christ.

Ted recalls that playing Jesus was a very emotional experience. The prepara-
tion for the crucifixion scene was shot at a location in Israel that the company
had used many times during the sixteen-week filming of the movie. The weather
of the locale had always been perfect, one-hundred degrees, and cloudless. The
crosses were experimentally raised and lowered for testing, and at the moment
Ted was raised on the cross, the sky turned black, wind whipped through like a

hurricane, and rain poured down. Ted said,” It was a special-effects nightmare.
Norman Jewison kept shooting, but the weather didn’t let up for thirty-six hours.
Understandably, it left everyone pretty shaken.

Ted was in New York for the taping of a German television show which will be
aired in Germany, coincidentally on Christmas Day. Warner Becker, moderator of

the panel show, dedicated the entire segment to a discussion of "Jesus Christ

Superstar.”

As far as future plans for Ted are concerned, he has many diverse interests at
hand. His musical career dates back to the tender age of eight when he formed
his first rock n’ roll band. He played all through high school and college,

managing to cut one album with his group which was unfortunately distined for
obscurity.

Following his prominence he achieved through the film, Ted cut his debut
album for RCA entitled, “Ted Neeley/1974 A.D.” It is an interesting album that
brings Ted to us as a stylized cover artist. He sings his own renditions of the
Dave Mason hit, “Look At You, Look At Me,” John Lennon’s "Mother,” and Goffin
and Goldberg’s “It’s Not The Spotlight.” Ted also sings the Mike D’ Abo song
“You Are The Singer.” Questioning Ted as to the prospect of remaining as a
cover artist he said,” ! didn't feel that any original material was ready at the

For him it’s always been a
matter of taking a chance with chance or as Napoleon once said "Circumstances!
I make circumstances.” Harsten has been the harbinger of nostalgia record
packages starting with his Pickwick album "The World; original cast starring
Howdy Doody.”

Warner Bros. Stan Cornyn (executive producer of "50 Years of Film’) first

approached Les with the cinema sounds concept after coming across his LP
anthology “Age of Television.’ On this album Harsten and his wife Leslie had
succeeded in obtaining clearances from Milton Berle and other notables hereto-

fore “mythically” thought to be an impossible undertaking. So Cornyn offered

LesLee Productions a chance to create and coordinate Warner Records most
expensive package to date. Next Les assembled together “reel” experts to re-

search, write, edit, and design, under his aegis, that impossible dream. In addi-

tion to Siike and Cory, the reel retinue consisted of Fred Baetz (associate pro-

ducer of "50 years of Film), Jeff Pennig (associate producer of "50 years of

Film Music”), Rudy Behlmer (music consultant), Bob Hata (engineer), and John
and Barbara Casado (graphics). Harsten also arranged for Fordham University

to prepare a stratified random sampler containing the names of all the Warner
Bros, films made between 1923 and 1973. These were then given to two cate-

gories, movie buffs (including Jack Warner) and pedestrians whose impressions
finally accounted for a list of 25 top films. These ratings considered both "extent
of film’s exposure” and "significance of the film.” The experts were not sur-

prised that “Casablanca” had placed first but were a little awesome over “Whos
Afraid of Virginia Woolf” being selected among the top ten. This survey and
the opinions of the qualified LesLee crew determined which films would be in-

cluded in the package. The 180 minutes finally decided upon, complete with

patina folio is a natural catentation of Warner's evolvement in films. Les ex-

plained how the Warner productions themselves tell the story, without any nuga-
tory narratives.

Perform-
ing the granddaddy of all gospel
tunes, “Ezekiel At The Wheel” was
greeted by great enthusiasm. “Loves
Me Like A Rock” was a striking num-
ber possessing all the raw energy of
the black church. The adaptation of
Stevie Wonder’s “Jesus Children Of
America” from the “Birds” Peacock
LP, “We Love You Like A Rock,”
was unrivaled.
A comedy spot had the Dixie Hum-

mingbirds imitating such groups as
The Soul Struts, The Blind Boys,
and The Bells of Joy all to the tune
of “Go Down Moses.” Such songs as
“Day By Day,” “Changing Times,”
and “Let It Alone” all received the
animated techniques of the “Birds”.
After forty years of performing it’s

safe to say the Dixie Hummingbirds
are here to stay.

WOODBURY, N.Y. — Cy Leslie,

chairman of Pickwick International,

Inc., (NYSE) reports new highs in

This
Agreement, of course, is subject to

the approval of the board of directors
of all companies concerned.”

HENSON CARGILL

"Henson Cargill Country” — Born in Oklahoma City Henson Cargill’s individuali-

ty and desire to communicate have been reflected in his string of chart records
starting with his number one record "Skip A Rope”, the first song he ever
recorded and which sold over a million copies. "Pencil Marks On The Wall”,

“Naked and Crying”, and "Red Skies Over Georgia”, are examples of his

artistry.

Henson’s grandfather was one of the top trial lawyers in Oklahoma City as well

as mayor. His father also became an outstanding trial lawyer and Henson was
expected to follow in the family tradition. But the Cargill family had another
tradition, a large ranch that supports buffalo and deer, as well as domestic
animals. Like many young men, Henson was more attracted by the rustic ranch
life than he was by the court room. He spent several years studying animal
husbandry at Colorado State University, before he took up ranching full time. But
as great as his love for the ranch life was, Henson’s love for music was even
greater.
