The single, that initial generator of excitement for an act and/or
song, seems, however, like a little lonely child in search of

companionship and concern in this era of high volume LP sales.

Recently, of course, the LP has been the subject of intensive

industry concern, what with the vinyl shortage and, partially as a

result, price increases by most labels.

According to an informal survey among execs by Cash Box, the
single seems, indeed, like a neglected child. Marketing and sales

execs generally agree that a price increase for singles is not an
answer, some even indicating that increases would do more harm
than good. This is by no means a unanimous consensus, but from
what we hear it’s more a question of “market awareness” and
greater “monitoring” of specific singles markets. As one exec put

it, “For our big pop hits—800,000 or more—the return factor is

low and the profits are high. Where the trade can run into difficulty

is in the area of the 300,000 or 400,000 sellers, where it can be
just destroyed by singles returns.” The exec further stated that

traditional BPI measurements of various markets do not necessarily

apply, and when they are applied, there are great pressures to

overship.

Realizing the singles strength of a market, we were told, is a

vital method of reducing the returns factor on mid-sized successes,

which however effective in some degree toward creating identity for

an act may have to be weighed against a drain on profits. There is

some feeling, frankly, that labels may be willing to take on such
financial burdens as they scramble to obtain recognition in the

marketplace for a performer, particularly a newcomer.
Yet, it all doesn't have to be a question of drawing a line

somewhere beneath break-even and loss, if manufacturers are

willing to take the necessary steps to alleviate the situation. [An

ironic note was sounded with the contention that “there is so much
fantastic singles product out there” it doesn’t mean that initial

airplay is reason for overshipping to a particular market or markets.

It's just that even a good single can give way to another good piece

of product in short order in terms of airplay, all an indication that

initial airplay could be deceptive].

The single continues to provide the quickest access to a

determination of public taste for recordings, it is therefore a

shocking matter to hear of indifference in this area. Greater

“policing” of this segment of the industry will not only maintain the

singles undeniable effectiveness, but add a note of cheer in the

final, all-important countdown on label financial ledgers.

Clarification Of

CBS Dist. Policies
NEW YORK—A clarification of CBS
Records Distribution’s new policy on
exchanges and returns of LP product
was stated late last week by Bruce
Lundvall, vp of marketing.

Stated Lundvall, “I think that the
situation has been greatly exagger-
ated, possibly by a few less prudent
manufacturers whose returns were re-

ported to be very high in 1973. We
have never had a 100% guarantee on
album product. Our returns in 1973
were very much in line—in fact they
were held to 1972 levels. We have not
introduced a radically new policy
here, but have merely re-stated our
marketing position in regard to prod-
uct exchanges. The guidelines are
based on past sales experience and
historical data by product category.

On Feb. 14, 1974, in Los Angeles,
one of the most celebrated tours in
the history of music will come to an
end. Bob Dylan, recently signed to
Asylum Records, one of the few men
with a legitimate claim to the title of
‘living legend’, will have performed
before an estimated total of 651,OCO
people, encompassing forty shows in
21 cities. Any doubt that Dylan still

has the power to excite the masses
has been dispelled. The man that gal-
vanized an entire generation in the
’60’s is as influential a figure now as
he ever was. And it looks like just
the beginning of a new Dylan craze.

Dylan, though he has not per-
fornied live on tour since 1966, has
continued to sell recoi’ds at an amaz-
ing clip. His eleventh, and most re-
cent gold LP, “Planet Venus”,
his first for Asylum Records, was
certified gold the day it shipped, and
the single, “On a Night Like This”/
bw “You Angel You”, released Jan.
30. is heading for the top rapidly.

the music lovers of the ’70’s as he
was to those of the ’60’s. Asylum
Records, commenting on Bob’s first
album with The Band on the label,
called first week’s sales, ‘incredible’,
as impressive as his unscheduled ap-
pearance at the Bangladesh show,
as overwhelming as his performance
at the Woody Guthrie Memorial con-
cert, and as significant as the legend
he created with his talent and ideal-
ism.

Make-A-Tape

Chain Stores
NEW YORK — A new milestone in
the recording industry’s drive against
piracy and copyright infringement
was reached last week when a Federal
District Court judge permanently en-
joined a chain of 15 electronic stores
in New York and New Jersey from
unauthorized duplication, ordered the
destruction of duplicating machines
and related equipment valued at ap-
proximately $50,000, and directed the
payment of damages to the plaintiff
record companies.
The ruling by Judge Edward R.

Neaher of the U. S. District Court for
the Eastern District of New York
concluded a suit brought by A&M
Records, Inc.; Atlantic Recording
Corp.; Capitol Records, Inc.; Elektra
Records Co.; London Records, Inc.;

Polydor, Inc., and Warner Bi'os. Rec-
ords Inc. against Gem Electronic Dis-
tributors Inc., Farmingdale, L. L,
which has stores in New York City,
Long Island, Westchester County and
New Jersey. Gem was charged with
copyright infringement for advertis-
ing and using “Make-A-Tape” ma-
chines on which their customers could
duplicate recoi'dings. For a fee of 50r

to use the “Make-A-Tape” machine a
customer could duplicate unto a blank
tape a recording from an inventory
of, pre-recorded tapes that each store
maintained.

FBI In LA Seize

85,000 Tapes;

Arrest Is Made
LOS ANGELES — FBI agents
swooped dowTi on four buildings in

and around Los Angeles said to have
housed the largest nationwide pirate
tape operation, seizing more than 85,-

000 pirated tapes and arresting the
owmer on charges of copyright in-

fringement.
The defendant, Richard Taxe, 33,

also known as Rudy Mann and Rich-
ard Taylor, and doing business as
Gault Industries and Datex Enter-
prises, was released in $10,000 bond
after a seven-count complaint was
filed before U. S. Magistrate James J.

Penne. Mr. Taxe’s residence at 10537
Vestone, Bel-Air, was described as a
$250,000 home in one of the plushest
areas of Los Angeles.

Assistant U. S. Attorney Chet
Browm told the Court that the Gov-
ernment anticipates returning a grand
jury indictment or an information
charging Taxe with between 50 and
100 counts of copyright infringement.
Each count carries a penalty of up to

one year in jail and/or a fine of up to

$1,000.
Brown said a lengthy and intensive

investigation of Taxe’s operation in-

dicated that millions of dollars were
being obtained through the sale of

pirated 8-ti'ack tapes throughout the

United States. He also indicated that

the investigation was still continu-

ing.

The tunes are either solo Denver per-
formances of Denver with the group.
“Beginnings” is expected to be avail-
able within a month.

The double LP of Rick Derringer
and the McCoys, “Outside Stuff,” will

also carry a $7.98 list price. The ma-
terial was recorded during 1968 and
1969 and features Derringer as lead
vocalist and lead guitarist. Derringer
has recently risen to prominence
through his work with Johnny and
Edgar Winter and with his current
solo album, “All American Boy.”
“Outside Stuff” is also slated for re-

lease within a month.

There will be two 10-second TV
spots, one featuring “John Denver’s
Greatest Hits” and one featuring
“Poems, Prayers and Promises,” to be
placed locally in the major markets
starting Feb. 15.

There will be a 20-market Top 40
radio buy, using a combination of 36
10-second spots and nine 60-second
spots in a three-day period running
from 3 to 8 P.M. March 8, 9, and 10.

Prior to the ABC special, Denver
stars in McCloud on Feb. 24 and hosts
the NBC-TV Tonight Show on Feb.
25. Plans are under way for Denver
to make a multi-city tour in Feb. as
part of the campaign.

Other Aids

RCA has shipped a special John
Denver order form, covering all of

Denver’s catalog, to its field staff.

Denver TV tickets (not tickets, but
invitations to watch the Denver TV
show) have been shipped to the field

for distribution. These also are being
mailed to one-stops and to stations.

There is a John Denver streamer, an
ad kit containing minnies of his en-
tire catalog and suggested layouts,
each ad showing the channel number
where the show will be seen locally.

There are one-sheets for use in 70
markets and there has been a re-

servicing of Denver’s “Greatest Hits”
poster.

On the day of the special, there will

be full-page newspaper ads in major
markets. There will be a 400-line ad
in many school newspapers saturating
major universities and colleges

"Nashville itself is the problem with biuegrass,” lamented John McEuen at a

recent live radio concert broadcast over WLIR-FM from the Ultra Sonic Studios in

Hempstead, Long island. "Biuegrass people just aren’t into music as a business

the way rock players are,” continued Jim Ibbotson, who plays guitar, bass, and

sings with the Did Band. "Naturally, there are hardcore biuegrass fans just

as there are in rock or in jazz, but the exposure is lacking, from concert

promoters to radio station programmers. I hope,” added McEuen, “that Al

Aronowitz’s “Country In New York” series is successful, because it would do a lot

of good for biuegrass as an art. After all, the old time, established blues cats like

Muddy Waters, Lightnin' Hopkins, and Howlin’ Wolf have come into their own as

a result of promoters booking them into blues revival shows, so there’s no reason

biuegrass can’t reap the same benefits.”

Before appearing on Aronowitz’s first country show at the Felt Forum opening

for the Buck Owens’ Revue, the Dirt Band was convinced that the big cities were

the last place in the world wide country music would go over big, but were

delighted to learn not only that the show was sold out hours before the concert,

but more important, that many of the 5000 who showed up were there to see

them. “We were a bit skeptical at first,” admitted McEuen, the tall banjo player

It was Ogden Nash or someone of his ilk who wrote the whimsical poem:

"Oh praise be the Italian/ who sings and plays the violin/ Such musical charm/

Herb Alpert

produced the debut album called “Crazy Life,” and is currently recording their

second. For some crazy reason “Crazy Life” never really took off like it should
have (It’s a great album) and so Gino and Joey Vanneili’s musical charms only

got out to the affluent class and those with at least a rich appreciation of music.
Inevitably by the time their second album is released, The Vannelli’s will have
become a household word like The Carpenters.

Gino Vannelli was signed to RCA in Canada at age fifteen. This was in 1968
when ethnic names were not in vogue so his name was changed by label execu-
tives to Vann Elli. No one in the Vannelli family even raised a breadstick about the

change. Gino's dad understood such tactics of commerciality since he himself
was a singer and had just changed his own name.

Gino recorded a few songs and then decided to void the Vann. Before this

decision was made there was, of course, the customary Italian family meeting to

properly discuss it. These family meetings held at the dinner table were pasta
polemics where everybody voiced his opinion sometimes all at the same time.

When asked if these discussions took place while traditional Italian dishes were
being served or after dishes were cleared? Gino jested “After they were broken.’’

At this particular spaghetti session it was agreed upon that Gino and Joey would
try out their musical charm in New York. The prodigious pair, subsidized by
optimistic parents, went there to see if they could interest other record labels.

with the expressive and knowing smiles, “but I guess the reaction we got

changed our opinion of where big city audiences are at. The most important thing

for country music is proper presentation. So often in the past we’ve seen shoddy
productions that came across with about as much punch as muzak, and it’s

been very discouraging.”

Obviously one of the biggest events in the band's career came when they

recorded the monumental three record set, “Will The Circle Be Unbroken,” which
featured a who’s who of country music stars in addition to the group itself. “It

was like a dream seeing all the stars that you idolized coming into the studio to

sit down and play,” recalled Ibbotson, “but the biggest trip was realizing they

were playing on your album.” The LP did indeed bring The Nitty Gritty Dirt Band
a great deal of critical acclaim as much for their organizational and charismatic

talents as for their excellent musicianship, but it also served as a tremendous
bridge for rock audiences who up to that point had little real contact with the

substance of country music.

McEuen on banjo (and a dozen other instruments), Ibbotson singing and
alternating between bass and guitar, Jim Fadden, primary lead vocalist as well as
bass and guitar player, and Jeff Hanna on drums, have done a lot to promote
their style in the past, but are even now struggling to bring other, perhaps more
traditional artists to the fore. Their producer, William E. McEuen (John’s brother)

has had as much to do with that effort as anyone in the group. He said at the
radio concert, “A lot of people know about Earl Scruggs, but most of them don't

know why. They may have heard “Foggy Mountain Breakdown” from the “Bonnie
and Clyde” movie, but that’s just a tiny part of what he has meant to country
music over the years.”

Every company the boys went to see wanted to sign them but still each label

demanded their own kind of vicissitude from the Vannelli's, this time it was every

kind of change short of changing the name again when they turned down offers

left and right. While some people are only afforded opportunity once in their lives,

the Vannelli’s have always received scoop after scoop.

Next their talents attracted the attention of the family who owned The House
of Lords Whiskey. They were, as everyone usually is, convinced that Gino could

make it as a solo artist and offered to manage him. So for awhile so as not to get

bored, Gino Vannelli/ gave up his dinner glass of vino/ for a a shot of whiskey/

and lived like a lord. His new management was able to get Gino a gig at the

Friars club for a benefit honoring Jimmy Joyce. Apparently the House of Lords

Whiskey had once built a room or had one dedicated in the Friar’s domain.

Eventually somewhere between deals, and Friar’s roasts, and New York’s own
climactic summer roast it was time for the Vannelli’s to return home.

Gino described him as a lively Italian who went
to but never finished French school and on top of it tries to speak English which
comes out all “sounding like Mongolian.” He’s extravagant, thrasonical, and
persuasive. After their Dommin c engagement they played another club called

Aiti-theque, unsuspecting that Pasquale would make good his promise to their

parents so soon. Pasquale, himself, probably d'dn’t dream he’d be helping the

boys so quickly either. It seems that he was pulling into his “usual” parking spot

at Domminics when all of a sudden a big limousine carrying Trini Lopez, his

manager, and some politician raced for the same spot. Pasquale irately flew his

Italian arms around, honked his horn, and irrascibly spoke in Italian, French, and
English all at once (that's how Mongolian is produced). His words were to the

effect “If you don’t move this big black mother . .
.”

After Pasquale got his way he made friends with Trini and told him about the

Vannelli’s act. He in turn came to see Gino and Joey, was impressed and told

them that when they were ready to come to Los Angeles to look him up. That was
all they needed to hear.

sighted belief that they could provide

a thorough promotional campaign
without working closely with the
most important factor in the artist’s

career, his record company”, Valen-
ziano stated. “Based on this, the con-
cept of a total marketing campaign
executed from an independent source
is a natural progression. With more
recorded talent in the marketplace
now than ever before, it becomes ob-
vious that the competition for air

time and consumer sales is at a pre-
mium. Consequently, most record
companies have found themselves in

the nosition of releasing more prod-
uct than they can possibly give indi-

vidual attention and protracted pro-
motional effort. The result has been
that the record company works the
records that receive the most immedi-
ate acceptance. Since it is difficult for
new acts to gain that kind of accep-
tance without a positive work force
and all-out priority effort behind
them, the need for services such as
RAM offers is generally recognized,
particularly by the management of
those new acts as well as the artists

themselves.”
Jeannie Schoel, RAM publicity di-

rector said: “obviously a small group
of people cannot achieve these mar-
keting goals simultaneously on a na-
tional level. The practical and most
effective way to achieve these goals is

to select key markets with strategic
geographical locations and stimulate
accentance and interest in the product
in these selected markets. This is ac-

complished through close personal
contact with local radio stations, ac-
counts and local press.

For Golden Globe & Image
MT?W vnpir ^1. I TT . ,NEW YORK — Carl Anderson, the
actor-singer who made his movie de-
but with an electrifying portrayal of
Judas in “Jesus Christ Superstar,”
has been nominated for three major
awards. Anderson is in the running
for two Golden Globe Awards from
the Hollywood Foreign Press Associ-
ation and the NAACP has nominated
him for an Image Award.

In addition, Anderson will perform
at the 1974 Golden Globe Awards
presentation ceremony on Saturday,
January 26, which will be televised
live from the International Ballroom
of the Beverly Hilton Hotel. He’ll
sing the title song from “Jonathan
Livingston Seagull,” which is a nomi-
nee in Best Original Song category.

LOS ANGELES — Warner Bros.
Records President Joe Smith an-
nounced this week the signing of an
exclusive long term agreement with
Badfinger, veteran British hit group.

“It is a pleasure to welcome
Badfinger to the Warner Bros, fami-
ly,” Smith commented. He character-
ized the group as “one of the most
talented bands in the business of
creating solid pop hit music.” Smith
cited the group’s long string of suc-
cessful albums and singles and ex-
pressed confidence that their Warner
Bros, debut album, “Badfinger” would
be their biggest success yet.

Formerly with Apple Records, the
band which continues to consist of
Pete Ham, Tom Evans, Joey Molland
and Mike Gibbins, recorded their first
hit, “Maybe Tomorrow” as Tbe Iveys
in the late sixties. They later changed
their name to Badfinger and hit again
with “Come And Get It.” the theme of
the band by Paul McCartney. Other
chart entries for the group included
such giants as “No Matter Wbat,”
“Day After Day,” “Baby Blue” and
“Apple of My Eye.” In the past, they
have worked with such producers as
Mai Evans, George Harrison and
Todd Rundgren; their Warners debut
is a Chris Thomas Production set for
the February release.

Last year, the group signed with
Warner Bros. Music on the strength
of their songwriting talents.

NYC Area
NEW YORK — The New York Jazz
Repertory Company (NYJRC), will
start its initial series of 15 concerts
at Carnegie Hall on Saturday, Janu-
ary 26, 1974 at 8:00 P.M. The NYJRC
is the first permanent major jazz or-
ganization to be publicly funded to an
extent that will allow jazz to be
presented with the same artistic free-
dom

that is available to the great
subsidized institutions of opera, sym-
phonic music and ballet.

There are over 120 charter members
of the NYJRC and they represent the
cream of the musicians in New York
City from all eras of jazz. Over 60 of
these great musicians will appear in
this first concert. Stanly Cowell, Gil
Evans, S_y Oliver and Billy Taylor are
the Musical Directors for this first
season of the NYJRC. George Wein,
NYJRC Executive Director-, an-
nounced that this first historic concert
will feature fifteen Jimmy Lunceford
classics conducted and arranged by Sy
Oliver. Then Gil Evans will lead a
large segment of the company in an
examination of “Jazz in the Rock
Age.” The third part of the program
will feature Charles Tolliver’s Music,
Inc., augmented by members of the
NYJRC under the musical direction of
Stanley Cowell. Former Mayor Rob-
ert F. Wagner, Chairman of the
Board of the NYJRC will make the
introductory remarks for this gala
opening.

good recordings around, but when
you take the pieces apart, they disen-
tegrate in your hand.”

“Oh, I wrote a couple of songs,” she
replied. And, thought Lerner to him-
self, “I was able to complete half a
line!”

Among his o^wn efforts, “Gigi” re-

mains his favorite song. “Every so

often a song that you write surprises

you. Fritz’ melody for ‘Gigi’ grows
in intensity, as if to depict the de-

velopment of ‘Gigi’ from a girl into a

woman.”
As for shows as a whole, Lerner

has no specific favorites, but prefers

elements in some over others.

Tim Weissberg

TROUBADOR L. A. — It wasn’t ex-
actly jazz and it was something more
than pop but one of those seen-it-all
Troubador waitresses summed up Tim
Weissberg’s opening set best: “That
guy,” she said, “can play the s-t out
of that thing.” That “thing” is a flute
and Tim Weissberg is rapidly becom-
ing one of the foremost stylists to be
heard on that instrument.

The act is all instrumental but there
are voices inherent in Tim’s flute-
playing, subtle changes of color and
rhythmic tidal waves that subside as
mysteriously as they are born. The
band, featuring Lynn Blessing on
keyboard and vibes, was equally
adept at anticipating Tim’s lightning
moves or creating the mood them-
selves. The ensemble was particularly
impressive on “Do Dab” and “Scrab-
ble X, Y and Z”, the latter an exhiler-
ating number with rock and soul
overtones. Much of their material can
be heard on the recent A&M LP,
“Dreamspeaker.”

Leaping from one subject to anoth-
er, headlining comedian David Stein-
berg sprayed his satiric wit at a vari-
ety of targets during the course of
his set. Topics ranged from paranoia
to ethnic jokes, pubescent explora-
tions and that rapidly aging standby,
Watergate. Though many of his
routines drew laughter from the
crowd, the recent Columbia LP, “Boo-
ga!-Booga!” reflects the Steinberg
humor in a somewhat funnier vein
than that which was seen at the Trou-
bador.

Square Garden filled to the rafters in
1974 with 20,000 Dylan hungry eyes
and ears out on a night that even
brought the stars to the people. In
attendance, mingling with the long
haired, blue jeaned masses were such
celebrated entertainment figures as
Dick Cavett, Jack Nicholson, Yoko
Ono, Bette Midler, Judy Collins and
James and Cai'ly Simon-Taylor,

To the extreme pleasure of the au-
dience, Johnny did a medley of his
most well-known hits . . . “It’s Not
For Me To Say,” “Until The 12th Of
Never,” “A Certain Smile,” “Chances
Are,” “Wonderful Wonderful.”
The most exquisite song of the

evening was “Pieces of Dreams,” a
Michel Legrand tune from the movie
of the same name. The Ray Bloch Or-
chestra, who complimented John so
well all evening, seemed to get carried
away on this number and almost
drowned him out. It was still mag-
nificent!

Mathis powerful voice and excep-
tional stage nerformance were high-
lighted in a Mabel Mercer tune, “Over
The Weekend.”

With 18 gold albums over the past
16 years, it’s no wonder he performs
with ease and unmatched style. His
crystal clear voice resounded on such
beautiful ballads as “And I Love You
So,” “Maria,” “Killing Me Softly.”

Also on the bill were the Four
Freshmen, still sounding the same af-
ter two decades—mellow voices and
perfect harmony. A few of the songs
they performed: “Angel Eves,”
“Graduation Day,” “Day by Day,”
“It’s A Blue World”—a really beauti-
ful soft ballad—and an upbeat ver-
sion of “For Once In My Life.”

birth to his international promi-
nence.

Although this tour was created spe-
cifically for Dylan, The Band, his
former and current musical ensemble,
were present, both to perform alone,
and to back Dylan. Their per-
formance, as tight as ever before,
came very close to dominating the
evening. In fact, the opinion heard
’round certain corners of this caver-
nous sports arena was that they just
burned up most of the energy in the
air with their crackling performance
and left little energy for Dylan to
generate in the crowd. A few minutes
later the proof positive was that, sure
the Band was great, but the knowl-
edgeable fans were there to see and
hear Dylan and he gave them every-
thing they wanted and more.

In covering material from every era
of his performing career. Bob, vocals
unusually strong and seemingly more
nasal than ever, got right into his
living room type atmosphere created
on stage, and treated the crowd to
performances of classics such as
“Most Likely You Go Your Wav And
I’ll Go Mine”, “All Along The Watch-
tower,” “Lay Lady Lay”, “Rainy Day
Women #12 and 35” and even his re-
cent smash, from “Pat Garrett and
Billy The Kid”, “Knocking On Heav-
en’s Door”. With every note of the
Band perfectly complementing every
tone from Dylan’s throat, the crowd
seemed to get more and more intense
with each tune performed.
What made this Dylan performance

superior to many of those in his pre-
vious incarnation as folkie and super
folkie, was that here and now he
seemed so much more into his per-
formance. The emotional level was
high and Bob was up for the occa-
sion. Surely many a tear came to
many an eye as the older segments of
the crowd remembered those earlier
dues-paying days of the early and
mid-sixties when some of those clubs
were half-filled on those lonely
Thursday nights.

Should Dylan actually retire from
performing following this concert
tour, scheduled to go west from here,
the eighty thousand people who were
able to acquire tickets to any of the
five New York City area shows will
have something to remember for
some time to come, maybe even tell

their kids in later years. It’s not that
you get to see the master at work, a
legend in his own time. As it may
never happen again, in any of our
lifetimes (a phenomenon as incredible
as the “Dylan Mystique”), I was hap-
py to be a part of it all. But still, we
must ask ourselves, is this what a
protest singer/songwriter is supposed
to be doing, and where was he and
those political songs when the world
needed him and them to listen to?
Either way. Bob Dylan still put all

the pieces into all the right places in

making a lot of people both happy
and melancholy at the same time.

Although there doe.sn’t seem to
be quite as many people dancing these
days. Four of the top power groups
brought their high-powered acts be-
fore the packed audience at a recent
Palladium concert.

Headliner Slade has been remark-
ably successful in England with each
new single going straight to the top
slot as soon as it hits the stores.
They’re still struggling for recogni-
tion in the States, though, and recent-
ly signed with Warner Brothers to
get some new energy. While most of
the power groups feature “significant
lyrics,” Slade relies on good odd-
fashioned teenage laments, more than
ably projected by Noddy Holder, a
shouter who ranks with the best of
them. Their melodies and riffs are
also quite catchy, and with each song
taking on a distinctive air, they have
all the ingredients that single hits are
made of. Heard all at once, however,
Slade-written hits like “Cum On Feel
The Noize,” “Gudby T’ Jane” and
“Take Me Bak ’Ome,” along with
non-originals like “Get Down With
It,” “Move Over” and a Shirley and
Lee medley make for a less than well-
rounded evening. In short, there’s a
lack of subtley to Slade’s playing (a
trait they share with several other
groups in that genre) that works
against all the other strong elements
as the night drones on. Still and all,
Slade is on the brink of breaking
through to the American market and
should be watched closely.

The James Gang has gone through
another personnel change, with Tom-
my Bolin replacing Dominic Troiano
on lead guitar, and a label change, to
Atco, and they seem to have finallv
filled the gap_ left by Joe Walsh’s
departure. Their music is more subtle
and improvisational than Slade’s,
and their material, much of it written
by newcomer Bolin, has never been
stronger. The group also puts on an
excellent show, a factor that may be
very important to their resurgence in
the coming year. Some of the songs
they performed at the Palladium are
on their latest LP, “Bang.”

Brovmsville Station, with a current
Top Ten record, “Smokin’ in The
Boys^ Room,” is an American approx-
imation of Slade, with good vocals,
good songs, and a steady repetitive
beat. Coming out of the same envi-
rons as the MC5, the Stooges and
Grand Funk, Brownsville is primarily
concerned with getting its audience to
kick out the jams and let loose.
Despite a shortened set imposed by
the _4-act booking, they managed to
admirably accomplish what they set
out to do. They’re with Big Tree Rec-
ords.

Lynvrd Skynyrd, discovered in At-
lanta by A1 Kooper and signed to his
MCA-distributed Sounds of the South
label, has already gained widespread
attention and a charted album as a
result of their recent tour with the
Who. Featuring three guitarists, the
group is in the process of exploring a
more refined boogie, but they need,
nei'haps, a little time to realize their
full potential.

The Arcade Boom (or Bomb?)
After waiting for so many years, the coin amusement

industry has finally gone whole hog into “Phase M”
of the arcade business—establishing family-styled fun

centers in shopping malls and street locations. But
acceleration of arcade openings in the last six months
alone has created some growing pains which, in great

part, have been caused by too many inexperienced

people looking for a quick buck, compounded by the

liberal sales practices of too many games distributors.

We’re talking about distributors who think it's

perfectly okay to “sell’’ large amounts of new games
to anyone interested in opening an arcade for little or

nothing down, and a handful of notes. Because many
of the people who have opened such arcades are not

of this industry, much equipment has been repossessed
when these flecJgling operators find they can’t hack it,

either because they picked the wrong location, set up
the games all wrong, or for a reason as silly as the
inability to fix even a simple coin jam in the rejector

without the help of an independent service company.
Setting up a modern games room requires many

skills if it’s to be done right, and, if money is to be
made and the equipment paid for. The choice of

location, the deal with the owner of the premises, the
selection and arrangement of machinery on the floor,

the hiring of qualified personnel and so much more
have to be charted beforehand with great care. Even
some seasoned games vets have lost out in this arena.

The distributor, as the primary supplier of equip-

ment and advise to any new arcade operator, has
responsibility to protect that operator as well as the
equipment. There’s nothing wrong with selling ma-
chines on a straight note payment basis if the buyer
demonstrates a knowledge of the enterprise he’s

entering.

The conscientious distributor should screen his

arcade customers, and offer sound logic and help
when he feels it’s needed. He should also view any
new installation with pessimism and conduct his sales

activities accordingly. The games business, regardless
of one’s level of operation, demands skills and dedica-
tion. New blood is certainly welcome here but it had
better come hat-in-hand, ready to accept instruction

from those who know, rather than muck up the waters
for everybody else.
